It is an easy trick to teach, 
t i ) ( ) , after "beg" has been thoroughly learned, for in a sense 
it is merely an extension of that stunt for which directions 
were given in the February number. For this reason it 
should be taken up after the former trick. 

The tlog that "prays" with the proper appearance of 
humility sits on his haunches with his front paws resting on 
the edge of a chair or other piece of furniture of suit.ihK-
height and his head bowed over them. An effective vari­
ation is to have him go through his devotions at your knee, 
in a "now-I-lav-me" sort of way. I f it does not shock 
your sense of the proprieties, teach him to bring his 
"prayer" to an end when you say "Amen." 

The method of teaching this trick is probablv obvious 
enough if you have been following the series of short 
articles which have appeared in these columns, .̂ bout all 
you have to do is lift the dog so that his front paws rest 
on the support, press down lightly on his haunches to brim:

ilecoration by Edgar Allan Poe may 
surprise some people who think of 
him only in terms of murder myster}' 
tales. That he wrote this essay, of 
which wc quote a part, is no dis­
covery; it can be found in any com­
plete collection of his works, yet it 
is significant that a man of Poc's 
ability should have been interPstcd 
in such affairs. It is significant be­
cause it shows that none of us can 
afford to be negligent of these every­
day things with which we live. Men 
of such ability as Poe have always 
been conscious of them. 

There is a notion abroad that the 
furnishing of a house is a woman's 
job, that masculine men should scorn 
ha\ ing a part in it. This is a gross 
and plebeian fallacy. From Wasli-
ington down, wc can mark the fully-
interested man by the way that he 
exercises his taste in these matters. 
The Father of his Country chose and 
ordered his own curtains and furni­
ture. Jefferson was equally inter­
ested in his material surroundinf^s. 
In England the names of men w ho 
have taken up furniture as a hobby 
are legion. In France and Italy and 
Spain the same is true. 

There are reasons for this. Furni­
ture and the various styles of dec­
oration are expressions of historic 
phases in the evolution of the race. 
The chair you sit on is not merely a 
iriiiporary repository for your per­
son; it is a document telling of the 
past endeavors of people to seek and 
attain comfort. Those pale green 
taffeta curtains against a pale green 
wall are more than a ])retfy com-

Architecture is a product of climate, customs, 
religion and economics, ^'ou can transplant the 
architecture of the Mediterranean to an Ameriean 
climate and environment comparable to that of 
Italy and Spain and north littoral of .Vfrica, ami 
be fairly sure of it settling down coinfortably 
into the setting. But what about customs, religion 
and economics? 

.'\s a prominent architect at P.'ilm Beach sug­
gested, most of the people who live in these 
Spanish and Italian houses are of .\nglo-Saxon 
extraction. The Latin is rare. Here are a Prot­
estant and rich people .set against a back^-round 
of architecture that is neither of these. No won­
der many of the houses look like stage sets! But 
for that they should not be condemned becau.se this 
Florida architecture is an experiment. Out of it 
will be evolved something that is more akin to tlie 
thoughts, lives and religion of the people who 
live with it. Then, too, Florida is a holiiLiy 
ground, and wherever you find holiday architec­
ture—be it at Biarritz, the Riviera or .Atlantic 
City—you find strange houses. Architects have 
to play sometime, and these vacation places arc 
suited for their antics. 

ON E of the most interesting French characters 
who visited America in its early days wa-

Jean .Anthelme Brillat-.Savarin, the French goiu-
nii!. Mis recollections of this country are valu­
able, but his great contribution to the delight ot" 
nations was his P/iys'iolog'ie dii Gout, The Phys­
iology of Taste, perhaps the greatest work e\er 
written on the pleasures of the table. T o tho-̂ e 
people who know and enjoy eating (a luxury the 
Prohibitionist has not yet taken from us) this 
work is a guide to the philosophy of right liv­
ing. " T e l l me what you eat: I will tell you 
what you are." So runs one of his aphorism'-. 
Whether you are small of appetite or large, a 
simple "snacker" or a bant|uet-houiul, Brillat-
Savarin's wisdom will prove invaluable. 

RO Y A L l O R T I S S O Z who writes of pictur-s 
in this issue is art critic of the New York 

Herald-Tribune and author of numerous books on 
art. lie wields one of the most brilliant pens writ­
ing today. His judgment is .sound, and what he 
has to say of the use of pictures is well worth heed­
ing.

This book is 
invaluable to gardeners every-
u here. 

Lately we have heard that the 
Larkspur lovers are forming a 
society. The source of this en­

thusiasm is the Pacific Coa.st and may it prosper! 
May it reach the Atlantic! For of the manv 
flowers worth growing;-, few are so worthy of 
specialization as the Lark.spur. 

Then there are the Iris and Peony Societies, 
both active ami ambitious. In fact, the flower 
lover can practically choose her favorite. But if 
she has no special pet in her garden she should, at 
least, join her local garilen club. The exchange 
of ideas with other gardeners is always helpful. 
Then, too, gardening is one of those peculiar jovs 
that are best relished in the company of others. 

AN'D while we are speaking of garden clubs, 
.let us venture a bit of advice. Too many of 

ihem are merely .social organization;?. Too many 
of their meetings ilegenerate into tea parties. Now 
tea is an excellent institution and we would not 
raise our voice against it, but sometimes it does 
devastate gardening interest. So also does the silly 
idea that one's social stantling in a community de­
cides one's eligibility for the local garden club. 
Ganlening is a divine form of democracy that has 
naufrht to do with one's forel-wars or the kind of 
car one drives or the clothes one wears. Where-
ever we find a garden club membership list 
(hosi n from the local social register alone, wc 
fei - l a little wearv.

IN the internal decomtion, i f not in 
the external architecture o f their resi­

dences, the Engl ish are supreme. T h e 
Italians have but l i t t l e sentiment be\'oiui 
marbles and colors. I n France—mcliorn fro-
Ixnity detfriorii si-qmititur—the people are 
too much a race o f gad-abouts to maintain 
those household proprieties o f which , i n ­
deed, they have a delicate appreciation, or 
. I t least the elements o f a proper sense. T h e 
Chinese and most o f the Eastern races 
have a warm but inappropriate fancy. T h e 
Scotch ;ire poor decorists. T h e Dutch 
have, perhaps, an indeterminate idea that 

a curtain is not a cabbage. I n Spain they are all curtains—a nation 
o f hangmen. T h e Russians do not fu rn i sh . T h e Hottentots and 
Kickapoos ;ire vcrv we l l in their way. T h e ^'.inkccs alone ;irc 
preposterous. . . . 

There could be nothing more directly offensive to the eye o f 
.111 artist than the interior o f what is termed in the Uni ted States 
—tha t is to say, in Appall ; ic i i i ; i—a wel l - furn ished apartment. 
Its most usual defect is a want o f keeping. W e speak of the keep­
ing o f a room as we would o f the keeping o f a p i c tu re—for 
both the picture and the room are amenable to those undeviating 
principles which regulate al l varieties o f ar t ; and very nearly 
the same laws b)- which we decide on the higher merits o f a 
p; i int ing, suffice f o r decision on the ail justment o f a chamber. . . . 

Curtains are rarely wel l disposed, or wel l chosen, in respect to 
other decorations. W i t h f o r m a l f u r n i t u r e , curtains arc out o f 
|ilace; and an e,\tensi\e xolume o f drapery o f any kind is, under 
any circumstances, irreconcil.able wi th good t.-iste—the proper 
c|uantum, as well as the jiroper adjustment, depending upon the 
character o f the general eff'ect. 

Carpets are butter understood o f late than o f ancient days, but 
wc st i l l very frecjuently err in their patterns and colors. 'J'he 
soul o f the apartment is the carpet. F rom it are deduced not only 
the hues but the forms o f al l objects incumbent. . \ judge at 
common law may be an ordinary man; a good judge o f a carpet 
must be a genius. Y e t we have heard discoursing o f carpets, w i t h 
the air "d ' un mouton qui reve," f e l lows who should not and who 
could not be entrusted wi th the management o f their own mous­
taches. Every one knows that a large floor ma\' ha\'e a covering 
o f large figures, and that a sm.all one must have a covering o f 
small—yet this is not a l l the knowledge in the wor ld . ,-\s regards 
texture, the Saxony is alone .-ulmissible. Brussels is the preter-
pluperfect tense o f f.ishion, ;ind T u r k e y is taste in its dying 
agonies. T o u c h i n g pattern—a carpet should not be bedizened

in the dwell ings o f the rabble—cloths o f 
huge, sprawling, and railiating devices, 

stripe-interspersed, and glorious wi th all hues, among which no 

ground is i n t e l l i g i l d i these are but the wicked in\'ention o f a 
nice o f time-servurs and money-lovers—children o f H.ial and 
worshippers o f .M.ammon—Benthams, who, to spare thought and 
economize fanc) ' , first cruelly imented the Kaleidoscope, and 
then established joint-stock companies to t w i r l i t by steam. . . . 

But wu lia\c Mun apartments in the tenure o f Americans o f 
modern means, which , in negative merit at least, might vie wi th 
any o f the o r - m o l u \ l c.ibinets o f our fr iends across the water. 
E\en now, there is present to our mind's eye a small and not 
ostentatious chamber w i t l i whose decorations no f a u l t can be 
found.

They are cur­
tained w i t h i n the recess, by a thick silver tissue adapted to the 
shape o f the window, and hanging loosely in small \(ilumes. 
W i t h o u t the recess are curtains o f an exceedingly rich crimson 
silk, f r i nged w i t h a deep network o f gold , and lined w i t h the 
silver tissue, which is the material o f the exterior b l ind .

most things to his purpose. One day, i n 
1662, his Diary tells us, there is a show 
going on "over against the Exchange." 
T'here is also a "balcone W i n d o w " near­
by commamling a view o f what is f o r ­
ward . M r . Pepys pops himself into the 
aforesaid "balcone" and sees the show 
vastly better than his groundl ing neigh­
bors not blessed wi th such an a l lu r ing point 
o f vantage. M r . Pepys's action expresses 
in a nutshell the ut i l i tar ian raison d'etre o f 
the balcony. I t served a conspicuousl) con­
venient and useful end on the occasion, as 
w e l l as being an evidence o f the new fash­
ion that was just becoming the rage in th<-
London o f his day. 

T o o many people look upon balconies 
merel) ' as the whimsical playthings o f 
architecture. They are not. T h e balcony 
may show a proper gaiety o f conception th.it 
livens the interest o f a house 
f r o n t , a gaiety wi thout which 
the aspect is too of ten i l u l l 
and drab, but its duties and 
intents are not decorative 
alone. Its material f u n c ­
tions are quite useful enough 
to j u s t i f y its existence. Be­
sides being a point o f vant,iL;e 
whither one may step f r o m 
the w indow behind i t and see 
more f ree ly what is without , 
i t enlarges the scope o f a 
room and contributes to its 
air o f spaciousness, i t makes 
f u l l length windf)ws above 
the groimd floor possible and 
affords the protection they 
require, and i t is a convenient 
place f o r flowers and decor-
.itions when occasion ile-
mantls. Altogether its points 
o f physical desirabilit\ en­
title i t to serious consider­
ation. As a matter o f fact , 
the ut i l i tar ian functions o f 
the balcony were first respon­
sible f o r its o r ig in , as they 
were in the case o f most 
other architectural features 
o f any importance; the dec-
oratixe capacity was an a f t e r 
development. 

But taking i t f o r granted 
that the physical u t i l i t y o f 
the balconv is sufficiently ob­

vious not to need any extended C o m m e n t , 
i t is wor th while to note some aspects o f its 
value as an item o f architectural composi­
tion .and to call attention to various modes 
o f treatment. 

First o f .all, amongst the things to be 
thought o f in connection wi th the balcony, 
is material which must necessarily .affect 
the design to some e.xtent at le.ast. I f the 
balcon\' is made o f wood or stone the con­
struction must be subst.anti.al, and this usu-
.all}" means visibly substanti.il. .And \ is ibly 
substanti.il implies robustness and o f t en a 
certain degree o f he;i\iness as w e l l . I n 
th inking o f stone balconies there nat iu 'a l ly 
come to mind the outdoor balconies o f the 
Venetian houses th.at add so much to the 
general effect, or some of the balconies 
emplo\ei l by Pallailio in his domicstic work 
or, yet again, the w o n d e r f u l indoor bal­
conies or ciintorie designed by della Robbia 
fo r the Cathedral at Florence or the balcoiu" 

o f the choir gallery in the Sistine Chapel. 
Wootlen balconies designed in theCl.assic 

mode are legion, but nearly al l o f them are 
somewhat heavy o f aspect and do not 
greatly contribute to the grace o f houses on 
which they occur. Notable exceptions to 
this heaviness, however, are to be found in 
some o f the old N e w England work where 
the makers found . i way to combine 
strength and durabili t \ ' wi th the .attenuated 
ilelicac\ ch.'iracteristic o f much N e w E n g -
l a m l domestic architecture. 

I r o n is the most manageable .and uni -
\ersally accommodating material f o r the 
cojistruction o f balconies, and susceptible 
o f producing the most s ; i t i s f \ ing results 
in point o f decoratixe \'alues and when 
we speak o f decorative values, as w i l l ap­
pear b}--and-by, it does not necessarily imply 
intricac\' o f design or o\er-elaboration o f 
workm.mship. vVs a matter o f fact , some 
very el.iborately wrought balconies o f iron 

h;i\e imly a negative or posi­
tively mischievous result on 
the decorative score, while 
time and again a very simplv 
designed and inexpensi\ r iron 
balcony may be rich in al l the 
qualities the other lacks. 

Ir<m balconies began to be 
e.KCeedingl}- popular .about 
the middle o f the 1 7th Cen­
tury and some \ ery excellent 
ones were designed, as m:iv 
be seen by the Evesham ex-
.ampie amongst the i l lustra­
tions, but they did not reach 
the hey-day o f their glory 
t i l l the latter part o f the 1 Sth 
Century and the early years 
o f the 19th. No finer or 
more be.autiful wrought i ron 
balcony could be found , i n 
public architecture, than the 
balcony o f the old Conirress 

f H a l l , in Philadelphia, upon 
which Washington appeared 
at the time of his second

A N A P A R T M E N T I N M I X E D S T Y L E S 
Fiiniishings f o r the Main Rooms of a City Apartment in Which Many 

Periods Are Harmoniously Comhined

BE C A U S E a room furnished in various 
harmonizing periods is invariably more 

interesting than when the fu rn i t u r e and ac­
cessories are more or less o f one t\ pe, I de­
cided to decorate the main rooms o f this city 
apartment in a combination ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ 
o f several styles. I n the first 
place a room done in this 
manner is more s t imulat ing, 
more engaging in its general 
eifect than when a cut and 
dried period scheme o f dec­
oration is f o l l o w e d . There 
is .-ilwavs the interest o f the 
unknown, the pleasing 
shock o f the unexpected 
line, the arresting touch 
o f unlooked fo r color. 
F ina l ly , an interior, the 
furnishings o f which arc 
drawn f r o m many sources, 
is more o f a reflection o f 
this polyglot country than 

a room that owes its ins|)iration entirely 
to the products o f one nation. 

As there is rarely an abundance o f l ight 
in a city apartment, and lui natural day­
l igh t i n this particular foyer , 1 decided on 

a warm two-tone orange effect f o r the 
walls o f the small entrance hal l , wi th the 
vvooilwork a shade or so darker. T h e num­
ber o f doors here necessitated some unusual 
treatment. T h e doors to the diin'ng room, 

l i v ing room .and hall were 
paneled wi th gl;iss. painted 
in a mult i-colored design. 
Over the two closet doors 
is a hanging made o f dark 
orange hourre de soie, t r i m ­
med with ribbon applique 
embroider\- in a f o r m a l 
pattern. T h i s is hung on 
pulleys so as to be drawn 
back when necessary.

The closet doors in the 
foyer are concealed with 
a hanging of heavy 
silk.

end of the room the radio cabinet 

Beloiv is a lari^e n-ritiiii^ table of 
•-<:alnut. The interesting bookcase 
on this is of the same iisood, ivith a 
carved pediment and a mirror 
hack. The walls in this room are 
paneled ivith moldings and enam­
eled in an oraui^e colored gla-ze 
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Idycr Cf)nsists o f a sofa slightly suggestive 
of the American Empire period, in hrown 
and black lacquer, covered wi th ;i heavy 
striped silk, and a pair o f amber colored 
lacquer cabinets decorated w i t h glass inserts 
painted in the colors o f Chinese porcelain 
and finished w i t i i painted mi r ro r tops. O n 
these arc painted t in lamps w i t h Venetian 
glass bobeches. O v e r these hang mirrors 
i n simple gilded wooden frames, and the 
small clock over the sofa has an enameled 
dial set i n a painted m i r r o r f rame. 

A n equally l i gh t -g iv ing color scheme is 
a feature o f the l i v i n g room. Here the walls 
are paneled w i t h wood moldings and enam­
eled in an orange colored 
glaze. T h e curtains are c r i m ­
son and gold brocatelle and 
the sofa is done in antique 
satin in this same g l o w i n g 
color. T h e w i n g chair by the 
fireplace has a covering o f 
crewel embroidered l inen , 
and the chairs on either side 
o f the radio cabinet are done 
in painted velvet recall ing the 
polychromy o f the I ta l ian 
Renaissance. 

T h e f u r n i t u r e in the l i v ­

Wood, a commodious w r i t i n g table in w a l ­
nut on which stands a bookcase with a 
carved pediment anil m i r ro r back, another 
sofa, and some straight chairs. T h e rug 
is dark brown W i l t o n . 

T h e wa l l color in the din ing room n -
calls the color in the l i v i n g room but w i l l 
be darker or l ighter according to the 
amount of daylight recei\ed. T h e com­
modes and siileboard are crimson .and gold 
lacquer. T h e shelves above the sideboard 
are backed by a dark brown mi r ro r . T h e

the o i l hurner. I t is no pretender to the 
throne o f K i n g Coal , hut it is hecoming the 
regent. 

A f e w years ago wc took up the suhject 
in this magazine, hut at that time the story 
was very new and the market not quite so 
f u l l o f the burners. T h i s fact in itself 
shows that the oil burner is here perma­
nently and meeting a need in the modern 
home, buil t f o r con i fo r t , ahtive a l l . 

For our purposes it is not ncsressarv t-) 
know every screw and valve in the dis­
cussion o f what constitutes the oil hurner. 
A l l that we need to know is that the burner 
is a device which burns oil ( i n our ow.n 
furnace, i f it is efficient, or in a new f u r ­
nace) instead o f coal or wood; and that 
most o f these burners can be used w i t h hot 
air, steam or hot water inst.-illations; and 
that there are variations in type. 

T h e out f i t usually consists o f a storage 
t;mk f o r o i l , pipes f r o m the t;mk to the oil 
vent, motor, igni t ion system, burner and 
blower. T h e oi l is usualh' a kerosene or 
some distillate o i l needing no pre-heating 
such as industrial oil burners demand. T I K -
oil passes f r o m the tank through the burner 
and is atomized ( f ine lv sprayed) in order 
to mix the air's oxygen wi th the oil f o r per­
fect combustion. Thus , when ignited, the 
oil burns up completely. T h e o i l usualh" î ^ 
ignited by an electric spark, or gas p i l o t — 
a combination o f both or by hand in thr 
usual gravity feed types. 

S P E C I A L T V I ' K S 

There are two di f ferent ts pes {)f burners 
—the high grade electric motor driven 
burner ( 1 ) , and the gravity feed burner 
( 2 ) . I n the first, the air and oil are thor­
oughly mixed and forced into a chamlur, 
being automatically sparked (e lec t r ica l ly) 
in some such way as is effected in the aut.)-
mobile. The usual inexpensive gravity 
burner is prone to go out, o f t en is odorous 
and smoky. I t is not automaticallv ignited 
and so is not the c o m f o r t that the electric 
type is. T h e oi l tank is usually two to four 
feet above the burner, a f f o r d i n g a certain 
amount o f pressure to force the oi l into the 
burner. 

N o w , o f course, every manufacturer has 
made his device w i t h special features; 
hence, although most o f the good burners 
passed by the National Board o f Fire U n ­
derwriters Laboratories arc efficient, yet 
they have various means o f a r r i \ i n g at 

efficiency So We find that most are elec­
tr ical ly dr iven, some fed by gravity (where 
there is no electr ic i ty) or by water power; 
others equipped variously w i t h f a n , pump, 
air com|)ressors or blowers. T h e n , too, thr 
oil is f ed by various means, gravity, vacuum 
or rotary pumps, and so i t goes. 

First and foremost i n our argument f o r 
the o i l burner is the fact th.it it is the .acme 
aiul quintessence o f c o m f o r t . Fancy a f u r ­
nace needing no stoking, requiring no noc­
turnal and matutinal tours to the cellar! 
b'ancy, too, the cellar—dustless, binless, 
ash-less! A cellar in which to play bill iards, 
or hand ball—even to have a stud\, as we 
know o f in one case, where the oil burner 
is installed. T h e n , too, there is no cartage 
i f .ashes, no scutt l ing w i t h scuttles, and a 
cessation o f coal dust through the home. 
File furnace man becomes obs(dete and 

\ ( iur independence is a g.ain in itself. I n 
tact, we could become h r i c o\er the ro-
m.-mce o f c o m f o r t in the use o f the oil 
burner. 

F l i A r i R K S A N D C O N I R t ) L S 

T h e thermostat attached to the device, 
wi th its r u iming mate upstairs, keeps the 
temperature even, f o r the burner ceases to 
1 jxrate when the house is w . i rm enouirh 
.and as the house cools down i t starts its 
merr\' roundel.iy again. So you can be sure 
I ' t no oil w.-istage. T h e n , too, the burners 
.are fitted w i t h all imaginable safet\' d i \'iccs 
to control cut-offs f o r gas, oil and elec­
t r i c i t y ,—which make them d.ingcr proof. 

As to noise in o|5erationr T h i s question 
we are .alw.iys asked. There is a hum caused 
by the motor and atomization under pres­
sure o f the o i l . 'Fhere isn't really a noise 
that annoys. 'Fhis hum r.anges f r o m the 
.amount g i \en o f f by an electric f an , whicl i 
cannot be heard many feet .iw.av, to a hum 
that can be heard :i floor above the furnace. 
So the noise o f these comfor t s is not a con­
siderable f.ictor. O f course, there may be 
some old models more aggressive than the 
new ones. 'Fhen .again noise in machinery 
is o f t e n due to lack o f care. A l l oil cups in 
these devices must be kept replenished or 
you w i l l get undue f r i c t i o n which mav not 
onl\- cause noise, hut wear. But this is a 
point to be considered in everything f r o m 
the typewriter to the oce.an liner's turbine. 
These r)il burners are simple, compact and 
take no more than about two or three feet 
o f lineal sp.ace outside o f the furnace proper. 

Before purchasing an oil burner, be sure 
that i t has been tested by the National Board 

o f Fire Underwri ters . T h i s organization 
tests them fo r safety, surety and efficiency. 
I f passed by them a f t e r their long perioil 
tests, you know that a l l is we l l that begins 
so w e l l . 'Fhen f ind out some one who uses 
an oil burner .and get f r o m him or her the 
opinion born o f intimacv. In short, buy the 
oil burner wi th .as much thought, imagina­
tion ;unl respect .is vou do vour motor or 
r.idio set. 

I ' I ' R V I I A - K A N D C A R E 

There .ire hiuidreds o f burners on the 
m.arket, some good, some bad .and some i n ­
different , as is always the case. So, a sensi­
ble choice has to be made. Fhe variations 
in methods o f oil feed, structm'e o f fire 
box and other v.ari.ations as w e l l , .are many, 
and only experience and thought w i l l assist 
\ou in purchase. 

Another th ing vou must ascertain before 
Inn ing is the supply and servicing o f o i l in 
\()ur \ i c in i ty—i t s availabili ty, quantity and 
qualitv. O f course, the ile.der or manu-
f-.acturer w i l l tlo most o f this research f o r 
\ oU. 

I f you .are getting an electrically driven 
burner, \()U must know what sort o f elec-
tr ici tv (direct current or al ternating cur­
rent ) \'ou have in order to h.ive the motor 
c o n f o r m and save the time .and expense o f 
changing or re-ordering. 

Brief ly , then, it would be we l l to think 
over tin- f o l l o w i n g ideas: 

See that vour chimnev flues are cleaned 
lu i tand the t l raf ts .are open before installing 
the hurner. 

Ha\ e the company install ing your burner 
give it an examination before each winter 's 
session. 

D o not let ignor.ant f o l k experiment wi th 
the simple device anv more than vou woidd 
w i t h vour .automobile. 

Keep the machinery wel l oiled and 
cleaned. 

Don ' t |H-rmit dil rags to l i t ter your cellm-
floor; perinit no oil drippings. 

Take . i l l the cominon-sense care o f this 
machine th.it vou would o f ;inv other. 

I f \()ur furn.ace has never been able to 
heat properly w i t h coal, get another. N o oil 
burner w i l l be efficient in .a b.ul inst.illation 
o f flues, d ra f t s and furnaces. I f your house 
is so cantankerous as to needs, tel l the o i l 
burner de.aler, f o r a crankv house is o f t e n 
the best heater's d o w n f a l l . 

A l i gh t haze only should emanate f r o m 
the chimney, i f the o i l is being consumed

SL-ilK-s, A i x , Rt'is and Nice, as wel l as in 
the rural ch;iteaux. 

Rut in the household furmshings o f the 
bourgeois .uul the peasants, those classes 
upon which the Capetian government was 
Wont to relv the most, we find that t rom 
the start o f the 1 7th Century the artistic 
influence w;is distinctly I'Vench. I t was 
then that the true Provencal fu rn i t u r e 
blossomed f o r t h ; a rather unitpie group o f 
or iginal pieces so we l l adapted to the uses 
and comfor ts o f dailv householil existence 
that today the cabinet makers o f -Aix :ui(i 
Ar ies produce the same 1 Sth Century 
models, without ;un' iile.a o f being copvists 
or making false antiques. 

I n order, therefore, to m.ike .i compre­
hensive studv o f this f u r n i t u r e , one must 
hark back some hundred and fift\" \ e.u's. 
l-'ortunately the mar\e loush complete re­
productions found tod;iy at .Vrles, the 
Musee Fragonard .it Gr.isse, .ind the 
Musee du V^ieux M.irseil le m.ike possible 
a complete understanding o f this t\pe. 

'File .territorial area o f Provencal f u r n i ­
ture stretches f r o m Provence north-east­
ward to the Comtat-\ 'enaissin, and r.idi.ites 
on the l e f t bank o f the Rhone .is f . i r .as the 
B;is-L;mguedoc .-nul northw.ard into the IJ.is 
D.uiphine. 'Fhe great center o f cabinet 
m.iking was at .A,rlcs, the ancient capital 
of the kingdom o f Aries, and quite close to 
A i x , the capital o f the Comte. But such 
w.is the dem.aiul f o r this fu rn i t u r e th.'.t 
other "ateliers" soon flourished at 'Foral -
(|uio, .Avignon and C.arpentr.is, making 
pieces simil.ar to those produced :it .Aries. 

File first characteristic o f Provent^al 
fu rn i tu re is its diversity o f tvpe and sh:ipe, 
c o n f o r m i n g , .as i t were, to the varietv o f 
the country. T h e seconil is a verv pro­
nounced originalitv' , due to the strong i n ­
dependence o f the province, which was 
m.iintained ev en : i f t c r i t entered the French 
kingdom.

i he m.ateri.il emjiloyed is mosth' the na­
tive Wood, o.ak. Then f o l l o w vv.ilnut, 
chestnut and cherrv . W ' . i lm i t , which is so 
propitious f o r better effects in carving, was 
the wood jireTerred by the cabinet m.akers 
of .Aries. Not th.'it it w.is av.iilable in the 
immediate vicinity o f the citv. I t had to 
be transporteil f r o m the Haute-l 'rov ence or 
B.is - Languedoc. But the Arlesi.ins 

.•ido|)ted it because o f its adapt.ability to 
carving and on account o f the w o n d e r f u l 
p.atine produced when w e l l waxed and 
polisheil. Cherry hails f r o m the center o f 
Provence, out o f a fer t i le valley where it 
.iboiinds. I ts br ight shiny surface, delicate 
blond color ing, which w i t h time takes on 
.in auburn or purplish hue, m.ikes it almost 
.1 semi-precious material , quite comp.uable 
to mahoirany. 

'Fhe predominating trait o f Proveni;.al 
f u rn i t u r e is its robustness .and strength. Its 
buili l is solid, even massive; the panels are 
thick, w i t h the joinings assembled in the 
i'nost perfect m.mner. T h e moldiniis are 
sturd\-, clear-cut, and opulent in l ine. O n 
the other h.ind, the carving, which only 
beiiins to .a|)pear under Louis X V I , is o f 
shall()W re l ief and more like enL :r . iving. I t 
is purposeh' kept in the backu'round and 
( lur ing the better period appears only on 
the fr.imes and never on the jxmels them­
selves. Its variety is endless, inspireil by 
the native flora, pine cones, olive branches, 
she.ives o f whe.it and bunches o f gr.ipes. 
'Fhis wealth o f detail is relieved on pan-
eleil f u r n i t u r e bv massive steel hinges, pur­
posely maile bigger than the pro|)ortion o f 
the piece demands, .and locks sometimes 
covering the entire i i j i r ight o f .a door.

where needed. A l l this ornamenta­
t ion wou ld be excessive did not the 
perfection o f the architecture entirely 
subordinate so fantastic and flowen' 
an expression o f the cabinet maker's 
art. 

Provencal f u r n i t u r e has come 
down to us w i t h practicallv the same 
lines that characterized i t i n Louis 
X V ' s reign. I ts main modifications 
are i n its flowery ornamentation. 
Under Louis X V the decoration 
consisted almost entirely o f mo ld ­
ings. Under Louis X V I i t adoptee 
carved attributions, and i n the 19rh 

Centur\ ' :ni ()verh)ading o f decor i -
tidU was unfor tunate ly its distin­
guishing feature. 

In a rustic Provencal dwel l ing the 
kitchen is the main ronm. I t is the 
pl.ice where exervone gathers, " l a 
s:ille'' as it was called in times gone 
h\. Here the meals are cooked and 
served, here the Provencals live and 
receive their neighbors. But (and in 
this Provence differs f r o m many 
other French provinces), there is 
never a bed in such a room. A l l the 
fu rn i t u r e essential to a true l i v i n g 
room is conveniently grouped wi th in 
its walls. O n one side o f the open 
fireplace is a bu i l t - in cabinet, h a l f 
cupboard, ha l f w;irdrobe.

C^ O N T R A R ^ ' to popular belief, an-
^ nuals alone .are quite capable o f creat­

ing successful garden pictures. M . i n \ gar­
deners have used them as fillers in perennial 
gardens, as bedding out plants, or to cover 
the bare spaces l e f t by the spring array o f 
bulbs, but f e w have used them in masses in 
the flower trarden, or b\' themselves to the 
exclusion o f perennials. T h e reason is, per­
haps, the fee l ing we have o f the transitorv 
character o f annuals in relation to the 
amount o f labor they rec|uire. I f we lavish 
oil anmi.ils, however, but ; i sm.ill sliare of 
the attention we so generously give to per­
ennials we w i l l be more than repaid. 

.Annuals do fill a need in al l gardens, 
• ind in several inst.ances it is fortunate that 
they w i l l create a complete garden. .At the 
smnmer place which is occupied only dur­
ing a short season, and where consequently 
there is no opportunit\ ' to put perennials 
safely to bed in the f ; i l l or to wake them 
ii|) early in the spring; in the rented hoii-.c 
where we are established fo r an indefinite 
period, and so do not wish to expend a large 
amount o f money on perennials which m.iv 
ha\e to be l e f t ; or in the new home which 
has been finished too late in the season to 
begin a |)erennial garden wi th an\'assurance 
c f luxuriant bloom the first season—on 
these places annuals are the mainsta\' o f the 
plant ing list. A m i then, too, in the garden 
planned according to a subtle color scheme 
we must depeml upon .annuals f o r the man\' 

sof t pinks, mauves, clear yellows and blues 
which .ire scarce or .altogether lacking ui 
perennials. I ' urthermore, there is a host o f 
color \ari.ations in .almost every variety o f 
.mnu.i l , such as the whole g.imut i n Snap­
dragons, Zinni.as, or .Asters; where.as per-
enni.ils are more l ikely to be o f one or tw<} 
colors onlv. 

In p lanmi i i : .a garden o f annuals the pro­
cedure is the same as in an\" g.irden plan­
n i n g ; get i t in concrete f o r m on papei". 
Here we can move about varieties accord­
ing to color combination, heights, anil t ime 
o f bloom wi th less disappointment and ex­
penditure than we can in the actual g.arden.

Planting mistakes are expensive, not so 
much f r o m a monetary point o f view w i t h 
annuals, as f r o m the disappointment we 
feel upon discovering a glar ing error in 
judgment when flowers have come to f u l l 
bloom. Unfortunately- there has not been a 
wealth o f i n fo rma t ion on annuals put into 
book f o r m , but there are several English 
books and an American one that are help­
f u l . .A good seedsm.an's catalog w i l l be o f 
iiivaluable service in making a planting 
table o f annuals according to varieties, 
color, height and time o f bloom. Not until 
such a table is prepared and thoroughly re-
\ ised is it time to consider the purchase o f 
seed. 

I n man\' localities there are seedsmen and 
florists who raise annual plants f o r the re­
tail trade. Unfo r tun . i t eh ' these consist, f o r 
the most part, o f the old tried and true fav­
orites which are assured of a sale, the 
Asters, Pansies, Zinnias, etc. T h e moie 
delicate and newer varieties ViVC not o f ten 
obtainable. I t is best, therefore, to plan to 
raise your own seedlings, a less expensivr 
hut somewhat more arduous method. I t is 
exceptionally interesting, however, and LTOIK I 

f u n . 'J'lie onl \ ' drawback is that \'ou usualh' 
raise such huge quantities o f seedlings f r o m 
.1 f e w packets o f seed that \-ou have a large 
surplus. T h e ideal plan is f o r several (gar­
deners to jo in forces and each raise a cer­
tain number o f v arieties and then e.xchan :̂'-".

Lee Man.slon in Marbleheiul is enough to 
set one's mind galloping over the question 
i>f obi fashions, which , evrn in such things 
as wal l finishes, arc bound to return in 
t ime, to take up a new place in modern 
decoration. 

T h e walls o f this room are entirel\ 
paneled wi th wood. W h a t wood is some­
what d i f f icu l t to say, f o r the smooth surface 
has been painted and admirably grained to 
imitate walnut . Probabl\- there is onlv 
bass Wood or white wood underneath the 
paint, or something else that was sof t 
enough f o r the carver to work easih' into 
his ambitious and beaut i fu l fireplace dec­
oration. A n d very l ike ly , when the work 
was finished, the wood did not seem fine 
enough f o r the room. So a painter was 
called i n to give i t the richness and the 
dignity o f walnut . 

Curiously enough, this old fashion o f 
wood-graining is j i roving specially useful 
today to dwellers in apartment houses. . \ 
temporar\' location is not an encouragement 
to the installation o f wood-panelled rooms, 
although they are unquestionabh' the most 

beautif id backgrounds and the most satis-
factor\ ' decorations that a room can have. 
So jilaster walls, b\- means of moldings 
and a s k i l l f u l use o f paint, are being given 
the semblance o f wood, and transformed 
w i t h a f ew strokes o f a brush into oak or 
pine or walnut . 

Early in the nineteenth century a great 
English authorit\ made the recommenda­
tion that a l l backgrounds, wherever pos­
sible, "should be gnu'ned in imitat ion o f 
some natural wood, not wi th . i view o f 
having the imitat ion mistaken f o r tlu-
or ig inal , but rather to create an allusion to 
i t , and by a diversit\' o f lines to produce a 
kind o f variet\' and intricacy which affords 
more pleasure to the eye than a flat shade 
of colour". 

But the practice goes fu r the r back to st i l l 
earlier da\s. Ebony inlay was imitated in 
the t in i i ' o f Good Queen Bess, when oak 
panels were ornamented by means o f black 
lines and patterns, w i t h great success. T h e 
fashion of simulating wood w i t h paint 
seems to h:i\e gained ground in the se\'en-
teenth centur)' in England, .ind became a l ­
most \\ general habit in the first part o f the 
eighteenth centur)', when high ceilings and 

the l.-ick o f car\ed ornaments would have 
made walls seem bare aiu! cold. 

.•\fter the outbreak o f the French Revo­
lu t ion , most o f the English oak was n i j u i -
sitioned fo r shipbuilding, ami at that time 
wooil-graim'ng received its greatest impidse. 
'I^hen, a f t e r the supremacy o f the process 
dur ing the early eighteen hundreds, i t f e l l 
under the ban o f the enemies o f a r t i f i c ia l ­
i ty , ami gr.iduallv disappeared f r o m use, to 
he revived today as a useful ;uul practical 
I xpodit-nt. 

W o o d - L r r a i m n g a room e.m hardly be 
calleil an inexpensive matter, f o r i t dc-
manils highly skilleil workmen w i t h long 
and thorough t ra ining. . \ Scotch painter 
who went through his .apprenticeship in the 
old countrv :is .1 bov h.is described some o f 
the methods used in making him an adept 
in this art. He was first given a iloor to 
paint. I t was put sitle by side wi th a ma­
hogany door, which he was told to copy 
exactly. W h e n he liad finished this w o i k 
to the satisfaction o f his master, his painted 
door was turned over to the plain side, the 
original wood door was taken avvav, and 
the boy was toKl to paint it ag.ain f r o m 
memorv. B\ ' f o l l o w i n g this method re-

peatedly, he learned thegrain 
and the color and the i n ­
dividual peculiarities o f ma­
hogany. T h e n he was set to 
memorize oak and walnut 
and pine in the same fash­
ion. E.ach process o f gra in­
ing reqm'red differentbrushcs, 
which he must also know. 
T h e various brush strokes, 
" w i p i n g o f f " , scumbling, and 
the color o f the ground and 
the grain were not the least 
important items o f his edu­
cation. 

Before beginning to grain 
a room, its architecture must 
be ca re fu l ly stuilied, to de­
cide what sort o f wood is 
most suitable to its propor­
tions and style. Plaster walls 
simplv divided wi th m o l d ­
ings along early American 
lines can be irrained afrree-
ably to imitate pine. A

T h e illustrations o f a

a plaster w a l l resemble a 
T u d o r wood paneling. T h e 
stiles and rails are o f wood, 
applied on the plaster to f o r m 
the small panels that are 
characteristic o f the period. 
T h e whole wa l l is then 
grained in oak. 

T h e plaster w a l l in the 
il lustration o f M r s . Iselin's 
house has been panelled wi th 
wood moli l ings and p.ainted 
to look like an English pine 
room.

I T IS w i t h quite pardonable pride that we 
lav claim to the illustrious Phlox clan as 

our verv own. There are known in the 
wor ld tod.ay some th i r ty- f ive or more species 
I i f Phlox, and al l o f them, save one West­
erner that extends its w.uulerings i n t o 

Siberia, make their home exclusively in 
Nor th America. 'Fhcy are to be fo in id 
scattered over most o f the L^nited States, 
though the greater number o f them inhabit 
the hills and prairies o f the West and .Mid­
dle West , and the Eastern sjiecies, while 
abounding in N e w "^'ork, Pennsylvania and 
many localities south and west, seem to shun 
the N e w England States. Woods, thickets, 
drv hillsides, wide prairies, alpine heights 
and even arctic regions know them, one 
species or another, and all are perennial 
save one; and this one Phlox driimmondi, 
a native o f Texas and thereabouts, is one 
o f our most import.ant summer .annuals. 

I t is a faci le race, bestowing upon the 
summer garden in the various forms of 
Phlox panic Ill/ltd .and P. sii ffniticosa, the 
tal l border be.aiitii'S, more than ha l f its 
m.agnificence; fu rn i sh ing m;in\' lovely un­
tamed sorts f o r wood and w i l d garden; 
g iv ing us the Moss Pink to veil our rough 
banks or gaily edge the borders, not to men­
t ion a vast number o f authentic gems fo r 
the rock garden. Few, i f anv, plant genera 
bring to the garden such radiant color, 
such rich fragrances, such almost universal 
ami.ability. 

O f course much has been done fo r var­
ious o f the Phloxes by man. Real improve­
ment has been wrought , which is notalw.ivs 
the case when the hybridist sets his hand to 
change the character o f a w i l d f lower. 
Sometimes attributes are lost more precious

than any gained. But i t has not been so 
with the Phloxes. Poise and finish have 
been bestowed upon them, and in the case 
o f the tall border varieties, colors so splen­
did that the name Phlox, a Greek -wonX 
meaning flame, seems f a r f r o m inappro­
priate. 

One does not readily trace relationship 
between the sumptuous and stately summer 
Phloxes and the rather shabby and sad-
colored wayfa re r through th in woods and 
along roadsides o f Pennsylvania south and 
westward. B u t this humble i t inerant is 
none other than Phlox fan'iculata wh ic i i , 
married in some cases to another vagabond, 
the W i l d Sweet W i l l i a m (Phlox macu-
lata)y is the f a i r l y immediate progenitor o f 
a l l our ta l l border varieties. The re are 
scores o f descendants now w i t h fine names 
and clothed as was never Solomon or any 
other potentate. Forgotten is the weak 
magenta color worn by the parents, the 
small ragged flower-head, and in their place 
are every conceivable t i n t and tone save the 
pure blues, and great wedge-shaped flower 
heads in some cases almost a f o o t i n lengt l i . 
T h e soil f o r tliese highly cul tured subjects 
should be a deep, r ich loam, neither stiff 
w i t h clay nor too sandy, and they should 
never want f o r water du r ing dry weather. 
T o a l low them to g row into large clumps 
is a mistake. Three or f o u r stems give the 
best results in the size and quality o f the 
blooms. Every two or three years the 
clumps should be l i f t e d and separated, the 
quick young side shoots replanted i n sweet, 
newly-dug soil and tlie exhausted center 
thrown away. I f these Phloxes are al lowed 
to seed i t w i l l be f o u n d that the ma jo r i ty

-been said, pro and 

con, perennials give us 
a special sort o f satisfac­
t ion which not even the 
most a l l u r i n g o f annuals 
can ever supply. W h e n 
one has, however gladlv, 
lavished upon n packet 
o f seed the time antl at­
tention called f o r in 
order that its contents 
may bestow unmatched 
reward o f flowers, one 
rather shrinks f r o m the 
realization that a l l this 
beauty is f o r but a single 

season. T h e wish inevitably comes that 
next year, and the next and next, these same 
plants might spring up again and come to 
f u l l perfect ion; that, f r o m the one original 
seed, migh t f o l l o w perhaps a decade or 
more o f increasingly numerous descendants. 

Th i s , I take i t , is the underlying appeal 
o f perennials, that we can watch each 
spring f o r their recurrent appearance by 
themselves, o f themselves. T h e y are loyal 
friends, who, when die f a l l frosts come, 
do not bid us f a r ewe l l forever, hut rather, 
in the pleasant Spanish manner, take their 
leave w i t h the implied promise o f " T i l l 
we meet again." Cou ld anything be more 
in the true spirit o f gardening? A f t e r a l l , 
flower pleasures are in the prospect no less 
than in the present or the past. T o know 
that our old companions o f the borders 
have not gone but are merely 
resting warms our gardener's 
heart on many a bleak w i n ­
ter's day. 

There is noth ing neccs-
s.irily d i f f icu l t about g rowing 
most o f the standard peren­
nial flowers, though i t must 
he admitted that there are 
some tricky kinds just as 
there are in annuals. Good 
garden soil deeply dug and 
wel l enriched so that the plants' roots w i l l 
find abundant nourishment f o r several 
years, sunlight and .a f a i r share o f soil mois­
ture—these are the main and almost the 
only requirements. Whether one raises the 
plants himself f r o m June-sown seed, or 
sets out root divisions or young plants 
g rown by someone else, only rudimentary 
gardening experience is needed fo r success 
w i t h any o f several dozen species. There 
is a certain drawback in the problem o f 
finding perennials that w i l l yield a sufficient

quantity and variety o f bloom dur ing m i d ­
summer, but even this can be largely over­
come bv a l i t t le search. 

I n selecting perennials f o r a border (a 
f o r m o f plant arrangement which f o r some 
reason seems to be almost synonymous w i t h 
this class o f flower) several desiderata should 
be borne in mind . First , there ought to he 
variety in height and f o r m — t a l l and slen­
der kinds f o r the back o f the bed, medium 
height ones f o r the middle , and l o w , neat 
sorts to go at the very f r o n t . Variety i n 
flower color, too, is an important point, as 
is also season o f bloom. Fina l I v, and 
o f great significance, come 
hardiness and general r e l i -
abi l i tv ; we want plants that 
w i l l thrive year a f t e r year 
and keep the border gay w i t h 
blossoms under any condi­
tions o f weather which may 
be expected to arise. 

I t is on the basis o f these 
various requirements that the 
f o l l o w i n g list is prepared. I t 
represents hardlv a tithe o f 
the perennial species which 
migh t be named, but i t i n ­
cludes some o f the best. 
Sii[)plemented by a f e w an­
nuals here and there to fill in 
the gaps which are more 
than l ikely to occur in the 

first year o f a well-planned perennial 
planting, due to the advisability o f setting 
the small plants f a r enough apart to a l low 
f o r f u tu re g r o w t h , i t w i l l make a very 
g r a t i f y i n g showing indeed. 

So here they are, w i t h a f e w explanatory 
words about each. 

Achillea ptarm'ica " T h e Pear l " : Grows 
about 2 } 4 ' high and bears profuse flattish 
clusters o f whi te flowers f r o m June to 
September. 

Alysstini saxntile comfactum: 'J'his is t!ie 

justly popular "Basket o f G o l d " — a spread­
i n g , compact plant only S" or 9 " high thai 
in A p r i l and May is covered w i t h golden| 
yel low flowerets. 

Anchusa italica, \Mrie t \ - Dropmore : Fo i 
a t a l l , strong blue-flowered plant bloomingl 
f r o m June to September, try this.

Asters: Improved forms

Hardy Chrysanthemums: Together w i t h 
the Michaelmas Daisies, these are the finest 
o f the autumn-f lower ing perennials, f r o m 
2 ' to 5' tal l and symmetrical in f o r m . No 
matter what your color preferences may be, 
you can satisfy them f r o m any list o f the 
named varieties. 

Coreopsis lanceolata: Sometimes 3 ' or so 
t a l l , bearing golden ye l low single flowers 
on gracefu l stems al l summer long. Ex­
cellent f o r cun ing . Il lustrated in the cen­
ter o f this page. 

Diauthus flumarius: T h e old-fashioned, 
d e l i g h t f u l l y f r ag ran t "Grass P ink . " U n - | 
excelled f o r cut t ing and border ediiintr. 
8" to 1 2 " high and o f dense 
foliage habit. 

Larkspur ( Delphinium) : 
T h e hybrid kinds are per­
haps the best. Sometimes 
their superb blue spires, in 
June and Ju ly , rise to a 
height o f 6 ' or 7'.

AL L educated foreigners recover more 
^or less rapidly f r o m the shocks born 

o f their first contact w i t h American soil, 
American aspects, American habits. T h e 
big cities o f Europe are today too cosmo­
politan, and Paris so especially 
so, that i t is rare to meet a 
Frenchman who has not some 
i n k l i n g as to the mode o f l i v -
in<; o f his brothers beyond the 
sea. But to the visitor to the 
Uni t ed States who has actually 
got beyond the classical d i f f e r ­
ences, there s t i l l remains the 
quandary about our f ree and 
easy manner o f existence, our 
amiable and broad habit o f 
l i f e in common, which i n ­
variably inspires the question; 
" H o w do you Americans live 
v/i thout doors?" 

In order to comprehend 
thoroughly what the question 
means one must really ha\'c 
l ived in P'ranee. For i t is only 
then that one appreciates the 
importance o f the door to a l l 
social relations. 

Pr ior to the reign o f Louis 
X I V , doors were low and not 
very wide, presumably to pre­
vent d ra f t s and the loss o f 
heat. But i t is not exaggerated 
to say that a nar row oak panel, 
comfor tably bound w i t h iron 
and armed w i t h a series o f de­
pendable locks and bolts, was 
f a r more capable o f resisting 
attacks f r o m without , in times 
when personal security was s t i l l

problematical antl when i t were f o l l y to omi t 
any precaution likely to insure one's repose. 

There are numerous anecdotes that migh t 
be quoted, te l l ing how the traveler by d i l i ­
gence or post chaise dur ing the 1 7th Cen­

tury must needs encumber himself w i t h 
iron bars and strong ropes so as to shut h i m ­
self safely w i t h i n his hotel room. " T h e 
doors o f most public houses cither having 
no locks o f any k ind or when such things do 

exist thuy may be easily opened 
w i t h an\' ke\-." 

I t is also curious to note that 
up u n t i l the middle o f this 
same century, unless one pos­
sessed a kev, doors could only 
be opened f r o m the inside. 

A l l outside doors, whether 
o f the noble or the bourgeois 
residence, o f course possessed 
knockers so as to make one's 
presence known . But once i n ­
side the portal there was a 
special system o f surveyance 
which was attended to by the 
huissirrs or lackies, today de­
generated into the coveted post 
o f that despised employee, the 
concirrgc. 

T o have one's own door­
keeper is s t i l l a sign o f nobili ty 
or 2:reat wealth, and in the 
French w o r l d o f domestics 
ev en i f the employer owns his 
apartment or pays a fabulous 
rent in someone's else bu i ld -
ins; he is st i l l a humble plebian

Factors Which Make For Full Satisfaction and Which

DE T E R M I N I N G the locations, size 
and interrelationship o f the various 

rooms and divisions o f the house is what 
we term planning. T h e fine points o f this 
side o f house design are to many people 
not very apparent and immediately ob­
served. They are f requent ly overlooked, 
and some minor detail becomes the object 
o f raptures, or disparagement. 

T o many people tlie planning o f the 
house means style—details o f woodwork, 
o f interior and exterior elevation; while 
to the architect, planning means first o f 
a l l developing the plan—locat ing exterior 
and interior walls, work ing out room sizes, 
locating windows and doors, stairways, 
baths, and closets, part icularly determin­
ing upon a l l o f such features as perma­
nently occupy floor space. 

I n doing this fundamental anil earliest 
part o f the work , the land available, out-

lay in money, habits o f l i v i n g , c l imat i i 
conditions, f u rn i t u r e possessed or to be pur­
chased ha\e to be kept continuously in 
m i n d , and the plan evolved w i t h a mental 
picture fo rmed in the designer's mind o.

i n , w i t h the f a m i l y a l l at home, and the 
guest quarters occupied.

V E R Y progressive community regard-
less of size requires some type of band 

stand or music pavilion about which, on 
the long summer evenings, the town folk 
may gather and listen to tlieir favorite 
musical selections. On holi­
days and during celebrations 
this pavilion may serve as a 
speaking platform. 

Naturally, the small village 
in the outlying districts cannot 
afford the same pretentious 
and expensive type of band 
stand that the fashionable 
suburb of some large city may 
i';isily secure. There is no ex­
cuse, however, for its not 
having a simple, and yet an 
ornamental, structure of this 
type. By the exercise of a little 
good architectural taste and 
judgment applied to the use 
of the building materials most 
readily available, excellent re­
sults may be secured at a low 
C t ) S t .

in the Great War. What could be a more 
fitting and lasting tribute to those who have 
given their lives than to erect in a familiar 
spot a suitably inscribed structure which 
not only w i l l honor their memory but w i l l 

also serve a useful purpose for 
the living? 

In continuation of our town 
betterment campaign we are 
presenting in the accompany­
ing drawings three types of 
band stands designed for us 
by James Monroe Hewlett. 
Plans for building these band 
stands are on page 186 of this 
issue. 

The first example is rustic 
in treatment. The walls and 
the platform foundation arc 
constructed of rubble. Heavy 
timbers support a wooden 
shingled roof, 'i'he platform, 
which is three feet above the 
ground, extends beyond the 
building a distance of four 
feet, terminating at either side 
in a series of concrete steps. 

While the materials speci­
fied in the working drawing 
are extremely suitable to this 

The drazdng at the left 
^ives an excellent viezv of 
the ornament used in the de­
sign at the bottom of page 
129. The Doric order is used 
for the pilasters, columns 
and the cornice treatment 
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A simple ami (graceful treat­
ment is 'v./iat characterizes the 
hand stand shoicn at the ri^ht. 
An especially appropriate lo­
cation for it ivoiild he the 
center of some rural village 

square or green 

design there is no reason why 
o t h t T building materials cannrit 
be utilized. 

The band stand shown at the 
top of this page is very suitable 
for placing in a town square or 
a village green, although i t 
would look quite well in some 
other location. Pleasing in its 
simplicity and freedom from 
garish ornament, i t was selected 
as a design which could be built 
:it what is probably the minimum 
of cost. W i t h the exception of 
a cement platform and a brick 
base this band stand is wholly of 
frame construction. In plan it 
is very similar to many atrocious 
examples of such structures, built 
during the "General Grant Pe­
riod," which may be seen in 
towns today. I t is, however, an 
example of what architectural good taste 
can accomplish. 

In the design shown at the bottom of 
the page, a view of which is also shown 
on page 128, we have a very successful ap­
plication of a classic motif. This stxmd 
would serve excellently as a memorial. The 
walls and base are specified to be con­
structed of mountain sandstone. Common 
brick or concrete, either poured or in 
blocks, may be used, however.

A very interesting feature of this design 
is the wide extended platform, each outer 
corner of which is surmounted by an orna­
mental terra-cotta urn. This band stand is es­
pecially suited to placing in a public park, 
possibly overlooking a small lake or pond. 

I n any sort of building it is well to bear 
in mind the value of planting about a 
structure. A great increase in the effective­
ness of any building may be obtained by the 
tasteful placing of a few plants and shrubs. 

Such suggestions as these for 
town betterment have now been 
running as a series in this maga­
zine for some time. We have 
already published a number of de­
signs on the following subjects: 
refreshment booths, benches, flag 
poles, gasoline filling stations, 
street lamps, roadside sign boards, 
small buildings for real estate 
offices, etc. We have also in this 
series published an interesting ar­
ticle by Frederick Houston on the 
salvage of historic buildings for 
the community. I n our last num­
ber we published an article on 
street trees for town betterment, 
written by M r . E. H . Wilson. 

Throughout the countrv there 
has been a favorable response to 
this campaign. The designs are 
being used in many places. Wel l 
known architects have made up 
for us working drawings cover­
ing all the designs published for 
town betterment. On page 186 
of this issue are shown reproduc­
tions of the plan of the band 
stands suggested this month.

has double doors, closing S shape! 
w i t h a prot ruding cornice, and orna­
mental feet. 

On the other side o f the chimnev-
piece is a low buffet which holds the 
cylinder-shaped sieve f o r s i f t i n g 
flour. Quite near is usually found the 
"pe t r in" , kneading-trough, in which 
is made a l l the bread f o r the house­
hold. Wider at the top than at the 
bottom, this piece o f fu rn i t u r e is 
mounted on wide-spreading legs 
which arc held together at the lower 
extremity by a scalloped crossbar. 
While such pieces are to be found 
throughout a l l France, this shape is 
particularly characteristic o f Provence. 

Axid now we come to a piece whicli 
is Arlesian, par excellence. I mean 
the buffet-credence. I t is in reality a 
low buffet, reposing on scroll feet, 
closed by two wide, moulding-cov­
ered doors, above which are placed a 
pair o f drawers. On the top o f this 
buffet, but we l l to the rear, and in 
consequence very narrow, we find a 
second cupboard which is o f equal 
length. I t somewhat resembles an altar 
step and has two small s l iding doors 
in the f r o n t . Between these is a space 

which is closed by two tiny doors, 
opening at r ight angles like those of 
a tabernacle. 

.\nother piece of fu rn i tu re which 
is strictly Provenijal is the "garde 
Manger" or larder, a small narrow 
cupboard with one door in the center. 
The sides instead o f being paneled 
are .spindled, producing an openwork 
effect. A n d in at least one corner 
the room is to be found a "canton-
niere", or corner cupboard w i t h a 
swelled f ron t . 

No province is so rich as this one in 
the variety o f small pieces which 
ornament the walls. Here we find a 
profusion o f hanging shelves o f a l l 
shapes and sizes. Some w i t h straight, 
others wi th fluted or cut-out edges; 
some wi th graduated shelves, others 
wi th arched frontons. They are 
called:

Nor must one forget the salt-box, 
the riour-bin, the kn i f e holder, the 
mu}i containers, and, last but not 
least, that adorably fantastic l i t t le 
piece, the "pannetiere" (bread b o x ) . 
This is a veritable l i t t le caf^e made 
o f tiny spindles, opened by a deli­
cately carved door, topped by a lavish 
cornice, and crowned w i t h plumes and 
o l i \ e branches. " T h a t open-worked 
cage," wrote Alphonse Daudet, "th. i t 
precious saucy l i t t le cage; 'tis a l l my 
country! W i t h its bars wide enough 
apart f o r an arm to reach in , and a 
lock b ig enough f o r a safe." 

In the l)edrooms o f the bourgeois, 
as we l l as those o f the peasant, two 
pieces o f fu rn i tu re preside, the bed 
and the wardrobe. Under Louis X V 
the bed no longer has posts and is 
called " l i t a I'ange". The headboard 
is composed o f a sinfjle panel, w i t h 
a scalloped f ron ton , and is frequently 
ornaminti 'd wi th exquisite ca rv ing— 
a center ba.sket whose opulent flowery 
contents overflow and f o r m delight­
f u l arabesques. There is no footboard 
and the gay colored spreads blend 
harmoniously wi th the rich patine o f 
the natural wood. 

The wardrolie is t a l l , w i th double 
doors running f r o m the bottom to the 
cornice; a piece which under Louis 
X I V succeeded the single-doored and 
flatter "armoire", anil which in its 
turn was preceded under Louis X I I I 
by the two-storied, four-doored ward­
robe. Monumental and imposing, 

tiiis big "garde-robe" is nevcrthe 
of agreeable and graceful pruporti ' 
The long bright steel hinges and 
tricately carved or engraved lo 
wliich ornament the fai;ade, catch : 
reflect the l ight and liven up the so 
ber polished wood. 

I f the bed and the wardrobe a| 
specifically Proveni;al the comnioc'j 
which wi th the tradit ional marria 
cofl^er forms their companion piece 
is only Provencal in its swelled l i 
and its carving. Its pot-shaped 
undulating contour, of ten comj: 
cated under Louis X V by openwi 
effects, has always been pleasing 
Pro\enijal taste. 

The l i t t le tables wi th character! 
tic feet and legs are much on the sat 
lines as the larger pieces. They ha 
no particular distinguishing fcaturo| 
Made wi th turned legs and feet 
short stout mouldings under LouJ 
X V , the general shape gradual 
lengthened out and became mo 
graceful under Louis X \ ' I . These a 
the main differences which distingu 
the two styles. .'Vs f a r as the chr 
were concerned the brace-like ha 
bars under Louis X V ^ .

Its blossoms are a clear 
bright pink, innocent o f the magenta 
tone which is conspicuous in so many 
o f the f a m i l y . The habit o f V i v i d 
is close and compact aad i t is ex­
tremely slow in g rowth , so that i t 
may be used among choice rock 
plants and alpines where the free 
spreading o f some o f the other kinds 
would be a menace. I t blooms %vith 
characteristic prodigal i ty . Phlox 
subulata nelsoni also hugs the ground, 
appearing like a rich moss when out 
of bloom and quite obliterated by a 
f r o t h o f white blossoms f o r several 
weeks in spring. I t is not so ram­
pant, and is f a r neater in habit than 
the white f o r m o f the common P. 
subulata. More lovely than any, 
however, i t seems to me, is the va­
riety known as G. F. Wilson. This 
is loose and spr inging in g rowth , 
f o r m i n g wide mats o f dusty-green 
that in A p r i l quite disappear beneath 

the wealth of sweet round blossoms 
whose color shouKl ever be describetl 
in the inspired words of M r . Farrar 
as moon-lit blue. This sort is too 
vehement f o r small rock gardens but 
is superb where there is room f o r its 
generous spread; f o r the tops o f walls, 
f o r border edges, f o r banks, etc. The 
variety lilacina is of ten sent out in 
its name but should not be accepted, 
as in comparison with the true va­
riety i t appears a weak thing wi th 
l i t t le character. 

There are numerous other named 
varieties o f Phlox subulata, but the 
fo rego ing are the best available in 
this country, and a l l are f a r superior 
to the common mapenta type so gen­
erally planted. This, while wel l 
enough wi th only gray stones to op­
pose i t , is roused to \ indictiveness by 
the presence o f almost any other 
fldwer color. What we owe to the 
beauiy and amiabil i ty o f the Moss 
l*inks can scarce be to ld . Seldom do 
they refuse a situation, however ex­
posed and uninvi t ing , always making 
shif t to spread their ilu.sty-green mats 
and to materialize the ma.sses o f 
f r a f j r an t blossoms. They bloom f r o m 
i n i d - . \ p r i l wel l into M a y , and f r e ­
quently vouchsafe a second lesser 
blossoming in the autumn. 

A wide general use may also be 
made of the W i l d Blue Phlox, P. 
divaricala {canadensis), a slendc 
headlong, crowding plant w i t h round 
lavender-blue b l o s s o m s , s w e e t l y 
scented and joyously profu.se in the 
early days o f May and onward into 
June. Once established this plant in­
creases at a riotous rate, springing up 
in a l l sorts o f nooks and corners to 
the beautification o f a l l its surround­
ings. Where i t is made to account 
strictly f o r its behavior seeding is 
not allowed and the clumps arc taken 
up and dividetl e\ery two or three 
years. This is a fitting subject f o r 
the w i l d garden, the borders, or out­
l y i n g districts o f the rock garden 
where its exuberance can do no harm. 
I t makes a lovely setting f o r the M i y 
Tul ips , pink ones or bright butter-

felicitiiusly witb golden .•\lyssum and 
other pay blossoms o f the season. X 
lovely white f o r m came to me f r o m 
friends in Nor th Dakota where both 
forms apparently grow freely. Phlox 
divaricata has a wide range in the 
United States and Canada, prefer r ing 
light woods where the soil is deep 
and rich, and in such places i t of ten 
stains wide areas with its lender color. 

The Mountain Phlox, P. ovata (P. 
Carolina), is an effective plant f o r 
rock pardins or narrow borders where 
it w i l l not be pressed upon by stal­
wart neighbors. I t grows a f o o t or 
more tall and bears in May on erect 
stems round ]iink blossoms of a very 
good tone. Its honu- in the w i l d is 
in upland regions f r o m Pennsylvania 
south to .Mabania. 

Pink, tiio and very gay and f l u f f y 
in appearance, is P. amoena, a dwar f , 
creeping and very w i l l i n g species 
conuntin in dry lands through V i r ­
ginia, Kentucky and southwanl. It 
rushes w i l l i n g l y to the aid o f the 
rock gardener who seeks a gay dis­
play in a dry place, and is good also 
in l i t t le colonies along the border 
edge. Its height is about five inches. 

CONDITIO.NS KOR PLANTING 

The foregoing species are happily 
quite well known and grow in many 
gardens. But there are numerous 
others sure to br ing pleasure to any 
who w i l l go to the small pains o f 
provid ing conditions in which thi-y 
may thrive. Phlox stolonifera (P. 
reptans), the Creeping Phlox, that 
surges over the ground in a tangle 
of slender, half-prorumbent stems, 
carrying loose cymes o f br ight c r im­
son or pure lavender blossoms, is an 
attractive subject f o r plant ing a l i t t le 
slope in part ial shade in the rock 
ganlen. Its natural range is through 
Pennsyh'ania to Georgia, mostly in 
upland regions. 

The Standard Cyclopedia o f H n r t i -
culture refers to Phlox bifida as rarely 
cultivated. This is quite true, though 
i t is one o f the most lovely o f its 
kind and not diff icul t . I t is one o f 
the many fine native plants that is 
unaccountably neglected. Tha t it is 
worth cul t ivat ing no one who looks 
at its portrait in this issue w i l l gain­
say. Phlox bifida is found on prairies 
f r o m Michigan to Montana and 
Tennessee. I t was sent to me, a small 
slip, in a biscuit Iwx a few years apo 
and set out in the rock garden in a 
l i t t i i - bed o f peat and sand where its 
companions are Birdsfoot Violets and 

Bluets (Quaker Ladies). There it haa 
lirospercd and in its -oason is one o f l 
the most engaging plants in the gar­
den. The blossoms are a soft blue-
white, the whole plant "dusty" w i th j 
l i t t le hairs, the fol iage dark green, 
narrow and stiff. I t flowers in .Vpri l . 
I t would benefit tiie gardening wor ld 
i f nurserymen in its home district] 
would propagate and distribute this 
altogether de l i gh t fu l plant. 

Phlox argil/acea was discovered, 
believe, by D r . Clute. Its natural 
habitat is in barren, gravelly tracts 
of I l l inois and parts o f the .Middle 
West. I t grows to a f o o t or more 
ta l l , the stems more erect than those 
o f P. divaricata, anil bears small 
heads o f silvery-lilac flowers, f a in t ly 
••vv'-rt, in May and June. I t is pleas­
ant f o r a hal f w i l d situation and 
increases satisfactorily though not 
with the abandon of some of the 
others. 

i \ T i n : w r s T 

.•\n<l s t i l l f u r the r west, nestled i n | 
the mountains, staining the vast plains, 
washing the dry hillsides wi th lovely] 
color are many beautiful and de­
sirable species, the greater number I 
of which are not yet in cultivation, 
though a f ew have found their way 
to the gardens o f specialists and en­
thusiasts. The photograph shows the 
f r ag i l e charm of Phlox hoodi, a little 
prostrate species, having narrow stifF-
ish leaves along its flung branches 
and rather large white blossoms sol­
itary at the ends. This is one o f the 
choice mountain forms that in our 
eastern gardens must be treated to 
care and solicitude. M r . Farrar de­
scribes it as the most charming of 
the "cushion flames". Here i t is grow­
ing in a l i t t le pocket o f woodsy 
soil in which are mixed some sand 
and a f ew b: s of stone. I t seems 
f a i r l y wel l satisfied. Phlox douglasi, 
another dwar f species o f mountain 
o r ig in , is described as f o r m i n g tufts 
of thickly interlaced stems covered 
wi th stif? slender leaves, the plant 
woody at the ba.se and the flowers 
liLic or pink. Phlox mul t i f lora is a 
de l igh t fu l cushioned f o r m found in 
the Rockies th.Tt is not at a l l dilficult 
to suit. I t bears pink or white flow­
ers in great profusion. O f P. 
caespitosa and P. stansbiiryi our Br i t ­
ish gardening friends speak enthusi­
astically, but so f a r as I know they 
are not in cultivation here. They arc 
both small things that would be 
warmly welcomed in rock gardens 
were they placed within our reach.

abroad—not disconsolate, however, 
since I knew she was in safe hands. 

Since that epoch-making date 
Princess Kurume has, except on rare 
occasions, remained in the seclusion 
o f educational cloisters. Her educa­
tion completed, the pleasant task o f 
announcing' the coming of age o f 
this royal debutante has fa l len to me. 

More than royal is this lovely 
Princess, f o r is she not descended 
f r o m N i n i g i , grandson o f the Sun-
goddess, Amaterasu.' History tells 
that her ancestors sprang f r o m the soil 
on which N i n i g i alighted when he 
came down f r o m heaven to found the 
Empire o f Japan. I f sceptics there 
be they have but to visit M t . Kirishima 
in south Japan where they themselves 
can see in wondrous beauty the kins­
f o l k o f this damsel in countless thou­
sands embellishing the slopes o f this 
sacred and sti l l active volcano. How 
many generations o f the Princess' 
f a m i l y displayed their beauty to the 
sun, the moon and the stars, to the 
birds o f the air and the four - foo ted 
fr iends that w a l k the earth we do 
not know. But about a century ago 
a wandering p i l g r i m became enrap­
tured with them and lov ing ly carried 
a f e w away to his home in the town 
of Kurume, and a new era in the 
f a m i l y history d.awned. 

V I S I T TO HATACAVA 

I was first introduced to the 
Kurume f a m i l y in 19 1+ when, at the 
invitation o f my lamented f r i e m l the 
late M r . H . Suzuki, the foremo.it 
Japanese horticulturist o f his time, 
I accompanied h im on a visit to the 
nurser\' district o f Hatagaya, a f ew 
miles north o f T o k y o . There in a 
garden I saw thousands o f t iny plants 
bearing white and colored flowers o f 
nearly e\'ery hue. W i t h the courteous 
consent o f the owner I secured a set 
o f fragments and dried them f o r 
the A r n o l d Arboretum. In 1917, at 
my suggestion, M r . John S. .'\mcs 
obtained a number o f small plants 
f r o m this collection and the.se were 
the first ever brought into the Eastern 
States. They were midgets indeed, 
but they grew amazingly and flowered 
profusely and soon became one o f 
the floral delights o f the .Vines estate, 
a joy to the owner and his friends. 

What I saw in 1914 had whetted 
my appetite and I was hungry to see 
and learn more about these de l igh t fu l 
plants. Opportuni ty came in 191X 
and to my great good for tune my 
f r i end , Suzuki, was able to accom­
pany me to the headquarters o f the 
f a m i l y , the city o f Kurume. This 
city in the island o f Kyushu is sit­
uated some 800 miles .south by west 
o f Tokyo and is quite an important 
place. Bu t the fame o f its .\zaleas 
w i l l make i t universally known. 
There we arr ived on a fine May 
morning to find the Azaleas in the 
pink o f perfection. I went prepared 
to see a display o f blossoms but the 
entrancing beauty o f myriads o f del i­
cately colored flowers clothing a mul­
titude o f shapely grown plants sur­
passed my most sanguine expectations. 
The gardens o f two leading specialists 
were veritable fairylands and I 
gasped wi th astonishment when I 

realized that garden-lovers in Amer 
ica—and Europe, too, f o r that mat 
ter—knew vi r tua l ly nothing o f th 
wealth o f beauty. 

T o my min i ! the Kurume Azalea 
are the loveliest of a l l Azaleas. Sma| 
o f stature but sturdy, they are ric 
in .ittractive features. The branches 
very numerous and tw iggy , 
clothed wi th small, neat, rich gree 
leaves and crowned with clusters o 
small, s l ightly f ragran t flowers whic 
on different individuals embrace a] 
the delicate shades o f color f a in i l i a 
to us in Sweet Peas. These colors 
pure and exquisite are o f every hul 
and shade—pure pink to rose-color 
cerise, lavender, vermil ion, salmon 
bright red to .scarlet, crimson and th 
richest magenta; others are o f thi 
purest white. The individual flowej 
suggests the f r i l l e d petticoat of 
dainty lady. In many the calyx, greet 
and inconspicuous in ordinary flower? 
grows to the same size and has th 
same color as the corolla, and he 
we get two f r i l l e d petticoats, oni 
over the other, o f exquisite grace anc 
finish. This is calleil hose-in-hose, tha 
is one flower wi th in another. Sucfl 
flowers have none o f the uglines 
usually associated wi th the doublj 
flowers and, moreover, last in perfct 
t ion much longer than the ordinan 
sorts. Tl ic si,-miens, . T h v a y s fiw, i n u | 
pisti l are perfect and there is no mal 
fo rmat ion as in onl inary double flow] 
crs. The anthers, l ight to dark am 
varying wi th the color shades, tip thi] 
filaments and add not a l i t t le to tl 
pleasing appearance of the flowers 
They are in truth the roguish eye 
of laughing, dimpled, blushing bit 
soms. 

K U R U M E CAROl'NS 

A t Kurume the /Izaleas are g rown 
in a number of gardens but the oldest 
and best collection is that o f M i 
K i j i r o .'\kashi who f o r more tha 
tor ty years has assiduously devoteJ 
himself to the development o f these 
charming plants. He has raised f r o i r j 
seeds and perpetuated by cuttings 
nearly , i l l the kinds in cu l t i \ a t ion . I l l 
his garden is the finest o f all collec4 
tions, and the loving pride wi th which 
this grand old gardener pointed oulj 
to us the particular merits o f this 
or that pet can be appreciated onlyj 
by tho.se whose lives have been lived 
in close companionship with plants, 
In this garden I made a selection 
duplicate o f fifty o f the best kindsJ 
M a k i n g the select inn was much easier 
than the persuading later o f Mr , 
.•\kashi to part wi th them though, 
wi th true old-time Japanese politeness, 
he had offered me any or a l l that he 
had. He loved his plants and I f u l l y 
understand his diffidence when the 
time to part w i t h them actually came. 

. '\t Kurume the plants are often 
trained as low standards wi th a com­
pact umbrella-shaped c rown; less 
commonly they are dense and globose, 
or open and irregular in f o r m . They 
are extremely floriferous, and in sea­
son the blossoms often completely hide 
the leaves. The leaves are o f two 
forms and vary considerably in size, 
in shades o f green, in their autumn

coloring' and in their degree of per­
sistence. In a great measure these 
variations are correlated with the 
color of the Howers and experts in 
Japan can with ease distinguish each 
\ariety by its foliage and general 
appearance. 

As to the origin and history of 
tliese plants, Mr . Akashi kindly fur­
nished me with the details. They 
were originated by a Japanese gentle­
man named Motozo Sakamoto, who 
lived in the city of Kurume about one 
hundred years ago. The parent stock 
came from sacred Mt. Kirishima but 
whether brought from there by Saka­
moto or given to him by some pil­
grim is uncertain. At any rate, he 
cultivated several varieties and raised 
and selected seetllings including one 
that he named ".'Vzuma-kagami" 
(Pink Pearl) from which it is claimed 
have descended all the pink colored 
forms. After his death, Sakamoto's 
collection passed into the hands of 
K . Akashi. The original plant of 
Azuma-kagami is still healthy. I 
photographed it but failed to pur­
chase it though I tried hard to do so. 
Mr. Akashi showed us a gold medal 
awarded to him for an exhibit of 
thirty plants, in a dozen kinds, of 
Kurume Azaleas at t'"e Panam.a-
Pacific Exposition, San Francisco, in 
1915. T h e plants were afterwards 
sold, and Akashi's pride in the gold 
medal seemed a little saddened when 
he thought of the loss of those thirty 
plants. 

A N A Z A L E A M O U N T A I N 

We next determined to visit Mt. 
Kirishima, the place tradition says 
the parents of the plants came from. 
T had visited this mountain early in 
March, 1914, and remembered that 
an .'\zalea grew there and that I had 
gathered leafless specimens. We spent 
a night near the base of Kirishima 
and starting early the next morning 
soon reached an altitude of 3000 feet 
above sea-level where forests abruptly 
give place to grassland and we saw 
before us the mountain slopes dotted 
with blossoming .'Vzalea bushes In 
(juantity. They grow in volcanic soil 
on windswept, grassy slopes and 
among rocks. In size the bushes are 
from nearly prostrate to a yard high, 
and hardly two plants have flowers of 
the .same shade of color. We gathered 
specimens of forms with pink, salm­
on, mauve to rich magenta-colored 
flowers and, at a little higher alti­
tude, red-flowered forms and an occa­
sional white one. We found much 
variation in size and shape of the 
flowers and leaves and also that the 
anthers varied in color. The evidence 
was complete in every detail and no 
shadow of doubt as to the origin 
of the wondrous race of Azaleas we 
had seen at Kurume remained in our 
minds. 

T o a place so sacred as Kirishima 
pilgrimages have been made by the 
Japanese from time immemorial. 
With their profound love for flowers 
some of the pilK'rims would certainly 
take back as .souvenirs living plants 
of this charming Azalea. Naturally 
it was named for the mountain and 
in the course of time was distributed 

widely in the gardens of Japan, 
is easily understood that a plant be 
in:,'- riouiTs ot an unusual color wo| 
be tiiat selected as a souvenir by 
average pilgrim. It is such foj 
that reached gardens first, and so 
finil the red ohtiisa, the magcj 
anioeiut, the white alha to be 
earliest known \arieties.

inauguration, but other wroujrht iron 
balconies o f the time f o r the em­
bellishment o f domestic architecture 
were not f a r behind i t . O f these 
Charleston can furnish some str iking 
instances. 

The early 19th Century saw the 
iron balcony at the top o f its popu­
lari ty. Nevertheless, i t w âs not over­
done, despite the grumblings o f cer­
tain contemporary hide-bound critics. 
Both wrought and cast iron were used, 
sometimes in conjunction, and w i t h 
admirable results. I t was only later 
in the century, when good taste in a l l 
things suffered an eclipse, that iron 
balconies became vulgarized and were 
anything but objects o f beauty. 

T o sum up the i ron balcony's points 
of value as a factor of domestic com­
position, first o f a l l i t is a feature o f 
concentrated enrichment and interest. 
This quality i t achieves, not by virtue 
of I'laboratc workmanship or i n t r i ­
cate design, but by virtue o f contrast 
of its material w i t h the materials o f 
the w a l l and by the sharply defined 
lines o f shadow i t casts against the 
wa l l . The design o f such a balcony 
may be the simplest thing in the wor ld . 
Its lines may be severely rectangular 
and i t may be made of nothing but 
straight \ ertical bars o f i ron. A n d yet 
it w i l l not lose its power o f enrich­
ment because o f the contrast in mate­
r ial it affords and the lines o f shadow-
it casts. This enriching quality o f the 
iron balcony was made the most o f in 
the carlv 19th Century when smooth 
stuccoed walls, in the austere taste o f 
the day, made an admirable f o i l f o r 
the pattern o f the balcony and the 
shadows cast bv i t . 

The stuccoed house of the preser 
day, in even greater degree than th 
house whose walls are o f brick 
stone, invites the amenity o f the wel 
designed iron balcony. Al though th 
i ron balcony reached its ful lest ani 
most popular development in th 
architecture o f the late 18th and earl 
19th Centuries, its application is by 
means restricted to houses designed 
that style, and many other architec 
tural modes, or adaptations of sue! 
modes, are equally favorable to 
employment. 

Besiiles the balcony's value in th 
particular just noted, i t offers the fur 
ther opportunity o f using color i n 
; D^.iLiiiii: way. The green-painteJ 
iron balcony silhouetted against yel 
low, white or cream walls holds ai 
ai'C'ntuati-d charm and, along wi th th 
brackcis ini which i t is supported, im 
jiarrs an a l lu r ing and blithesome not 
to the composition. At times a toucl 
of g i ld ing on the i ron, or a brass finia 
at the angle o f a ra i l ing , may adt 
appreciably to the j o y o f the result.

There is a pleasing story told o f the 
Marechal de la Vie i l lev i l le who ac­
companied the sons of K i n g Francis 
the First on a hunting party. When 
the day was over the young Princes 
tarried too long over their evening 
repast and as the night advanced great 
anxiety was f e l t f o r their safety. 
Presently the Marechal rode up to the 
palace and sweeping aside a l l eti­
quette boldly knocked on the King's 

door. His Majesty graciously deigne 
to overlook this f ami l i a r i t y when hi 
f a i t h f u l courtier announced; "Sir 
vour sons are not dead; onl 
ili-unk." 

In those happy titiies when servant

the Middle Ages offered the consid­
erable advantage o f security it also 
had the inconvenience of fo r c ing one's 
guests to enter in Indian file, and i t 
was at this moment that arose the i n ­
terminable question o f rank and ])re-
cedence. Stout people like Henry the 
Eighth o f England and the Connet-
able de Bourbon were obliged to make 
their entrance sideways. 

W i t h the dawn of civic confidence 
doors grew wider and developed into 
what we call double doors; these latter 
finally becoming de rigeur in all noble 
houses and a most r ig id etiquette 
regulated their opening. 

Both sides o f a double door in the 
royal apartments were opened only 
f o r the K i n g , Royal Highnesses and 
.'\mbassadors receiving audience. 

The daughter o f the Regent, 
Philippe d'Orleans, married to the 
Due de Berry, Louis X I V ' s grandson 
and in consequence become a Royal 
Highness, refused the wide open portal 
to her own mother, who was only 
Serene Highness. 

When by special order o f Louis 
X V I Parliament was convoked at Ver­
sailles on June 23rd, 17S6, the K i n g 
received its members at six o'clock in 
the morning in the royal bed chamber, 
one door only being opened to atlmit 
the magistrates. 

Even a f te r the Revolution when 
Louis Philippe, the fu tu re K i n g o f 
France, came to pay his respects to the 
then reigning sovereign, the Ecpierry 
in w'aiting opened both sides o f the 
door f o r his w i f e and announced 
"HerRi)yal Highness Princess .-Vmelie", 
(she was the daughter of the K i n g o f 
Sicily) ; then he quickly closed one 
side and let the Prince enter, simply 
cal l ing out " H i s Highness the Due 
d'Orleans." 

This same etiquette which permit­
ted the wide open door to the ambas­
sadors refused it to their wives, and 
those unfortunate ladies were obliged 
to slide in behind their .husbands 
through the ha l f open recess, much to 
the detriment o f their paniers or hoop 
skirts. 

I t is only natural that these portals 
which gradually played so important 
a part f r o m the social point o f view 
should just as gradually become con­
structed, decorated and embellished 
w i t h a taste worthy o f their digni ty. 

Dur ing the late Renaissance and un­
der the reigns o f Louis X H I and X I V , 
finely carved and delicately gilded, 
they became one o f the principal orna­
ments o f any prominent room. 

Doors, l ike windows, were biiil 
straight, semi-circular, ell iptical or 
simply arched, and one o f the most 
important tasks o f the architect was to 
proportion them to the space tin 
were to ornament. 

There is an old-time rule, which 
sti l l admirably applies to I 'rcncharchi­
tecture, and which it might be wel 
f o r even the most learned of the pres­
ent profession to meditate. I t says: 

"One w i l l never make a mistake i f 
he builds his door twice the height o f 
its w id th . When handling a delicate 
and svelte order like the Corinthian i t 
is permitted to raise the height a 
tr i f le , but never beyond a sixth o f the 
actual o]>ening. 

"Doors o f reception apartments an 
always double atui must be at least 
fou r and a hal f feet wide. In palaces 
like Versailles and Fontaitiebleau they 
of ten measure six, and as much as nine 
or ten in height." 

The smaller doors f o r dressing 
rooms and alcoves were ne\ er less than 
two to three and a hal f feet wide and 
always six feet t a l l . 

I n the construction o f a bui lding 
the openings were made one above the 
other on the different floors so that 
space was superposed to space. 

(lenerally speaking doors were 
])laced en enfilade, the suite usually 
ending at a window or a large f raim-il 
mir ror , so as to give the impression o f 
continuity. When the construction 
built wi th wings at right-angles one 
invariably finds that the suite o f doors 
in each wing ends opposite a wimlow. 

The doors o f the principal vesti­
bules, i l rawing and reception rooms 
are almost always opposite windows 
or in the center o f the given wal l 
space. When f o r some reason this has 
been impossible, or only one door is 
necessary, a false door is built and so 
placed as to regulate the symmetry o f 
the room. 

The higher the doors the more ma­
jestic their effect. Of ten their orna­
mentation carries them straight to the 
cornice, but when they were arched or 
curved it became necessary to fill in

the empty space and hence the creation 
o f the ovcrdoor. 

The first dessiis de fortes were 
cither o f tapestry or silken material j 
then wood carving fo l l owed and it 
was wi th the dawn of the 18th Cen­
tury that painted panels came into 
vogue. 

Watteau, Fragonard, Coypel i l l 
plied their talents in this respect, but 
the i7iaster hand at this kind o f deco­
ration was unquestionably Francois 
Boucher, who seemed to have a genius 
f o r such work. The overdoors which 
he executed f o r the Hotel de Soubise 
(now the National Archives) are i n ­
comparable masterpieces, f r o m the 
technical, pictorial and archif<ctiir;il 
points o f view. His inventive genius 
seemed unlimited, and served by a 
facile brush and a profound k n o w l ­
edge of his tiu'tier he bequeathed us a 
most precious heritage. 

While the overdoors o f the Hotel 
de Soubise represent mythological 
subjects in f u l l color, we must not f o r - j 
get that it w.is Boucher wlio invented 
the C hinese scenes and landscapes, done 
in grisaille and camaieu, a l l copiedanT 
recopicd thousands o f times by paint­
ers, good, bad, and indifferent, right 
up unto the present day. 

W i t h the invention o f wa l l paper a| 
new medium of decoration was intro­
duced to the public, and Reveillon the 
celebrateil manufacturer put on the 
market a series o f hand-blocked over­
doors o f which the most celebrated 
were those af ter the cartoons by Lan-
cret and Van Loo. 

I t is interesting to note that so great 
was considered the amount o f brij^ht-
ness anil joy brought to a room by 
the overdoors that during a period o f 
mourning a l l such ornainents were 
veiled wi th a black or gray drapery.

what so satisfactory as a well-made 
slipcover to conceal it.s ugly contour? 
Finally, and this is the most important 
cimtribution that textiles make to 
decoration, the color interest so es­
sential to a room's charm and individ­
uality is most readily supplied by the 
window curtains, the occasional wall 
hang-ing: of silk or linen, and the 
\aried materials used to cover liie 
sofas, chairs and stoi>ls. 

One of the most satisfactory signs 
of the awakening of this country xo 
the appeal of design as Avell as color 
in decoration is the use of several 
figured fabrics in the .same room. 
Formerly, i f there was design in the 
I'urtains, it was thought obligatory to 
u.se a plain material on the furnitun', 
or at the most one with an unobtrusive 
jiattern. How vastly more interesting 
is a modern room with its interesting 
as.sortment of patierned fabrics on the 
chairs, iis two and sometimes tliree sets 
of window curtains of contrasting 
materials, ami its use of an occasional 
small figured rug on a i>lain-toned 
carpet. 

Three things mu.st be taken into 
consideration when selecting the tex­
tiles for a room—the color values 
needed, the amount of design per­
missible, and the general char.acter of 
the architecture anil furniture.

home. Will) fiiriiituro, with lapeslries, 
with brocades, even with metal grilles, 
not only has the wall space been de­
voured but an atmosphere has been 
created inimical to the painted ad­
junct. Mind you, I do not say that 
the opposite is never true. Of course 
there arc picture buyers, lots of them. 
How, otherwise, are we to account 
for the existence of so many solvent 
artists! And here and there pains are 
taken to g'ive their works a sympa­
thetic background. Only the other day 
my friend Hewlett, the architect, told 
me of a room in Brooklyn with which 
he had had to ilo, a room in which a 
scheme of velvet—blue with gold— 
had lu-en arranged to give the pictures 
in it a satisfactory setting. I'ln talk­
ing, however, about the thousands of 
people who never dream of buying 
pictures, to say nothing of preparing 
their walls for them. 

But some of them might have a 
few words on the subject to which I 
confess I would have to give heed.

to the other with a path. From the 
center o this path indicate another 
running: to a third side, thus dividing; 
the total area into two squares each 
equalling /4 of the whole, and a rec­
tangle equal to of the whole. 
Label the first square A, the second 
B, and the rectangle C . Of these. 
Plot A . includes two plantings, one 
made about -Vpril first and the sec­
ond April fifteenth; Plot B. , two 
plantings, one made about May first 
and the second May fifteenth; and 
Plot C. may be planted with regular 
sun)iiier crops about May first to fif­
teenth. 

This arrangement will give a con­
stant succession of the important 
crops, and, with the midsummer 
plantings which may be made after 
the early crops in Plot A . and Plot 
B. have been cleared off, will carry 

the garden through steadily to freezing 
weather, with an ainple supply for 
winter. The only way to have a con­
stant supply of vegetables in good 
condition is to plan definitely for a 
series of planting dates such as sug­
gested above—even if you have to 
convince your gardener that that is 
the way to do it! 

Crops to fit the 100 x 100 foot 
garden, arranged as above, would be 
as follows: 

Plot A . — E x t r a early Potatoes, 
from seed pieces sprouted in a cold-
frame, 2 rows ( 4 ) ; Cabbage plants, 
2 rows ( 4 ) ; Broccoli plants, ( 2 ) ; 
Cauliflower plants, ( 2 ) ; (Beet plants 
may be set out between the rows of 
Potatoes, and Lettuce plants in the 
rows of Cabbage, i f the latter are 
spaced two feet apart). Then come 
Onion sets, 2 rows, ( 2 ) ; Loose-leaf 
Lettuce, ( 1) ; Spinach, two rows ( 2 ) ; 
Extra Early Beets ( l ) ; Extra Early 
Carrots ( l ) ; Kohlrabi ( l ) ; and 
Turnip, Early and Late, two rows 
( 2 ) . This completes the first planting. 

In about two weeks follow these 
with Reets, four rows, ( 4 ) ; Carrots, 
4 rows ( 4 ) ; Onions, 4 rows, ( 4 ) ; 
Salsify, 2 rows, ( 3 ) ; and Parsnip, 
two rows, ( 3 ) ; next to these come 
the salads and greens—Witloof Chick-
orv, 2 rows, ( 3 ) ; Florence Fennel 
( 2 ) ; Kale ( 2 ) ; Mustard (1 .5) and 
Swiss Chard ( l . S ) . 

In Plot B, for May first plantinsr, 
Dwarf Peas ( 2 ) ; Lettuce, 2 rows, 
( 2 ) ; Cos Lettuce ( l ) ; Endive ( l ) ; 
Beets, two rows, ( 2 ) ; Carrots 2 
rows, ( 2 ) ; Bush Beans, Green, ( 2 ) ;

As th 
rows are lOO' long, there will 
ample room for two varieties of eac 
Between the T a l l Pea.s, and the io\ 
reserved for the Pole Beans, Lin 
Beans and Tomatoes, Dwarf Peas ni 
be planted—using two or three \ 
rieties, for a succession—at the sai 
time the first part of Plot A 
planted. 

After the Tomatoes come Ear 
Corn, 2 rows, ( 4 ) ; Muskmelons, 
rows (6 ) ; Corn, 2 rows ( 4 ) ; Wate 
melons, Early and Late ( 4 ) ; Cor, 
2 rows, ( 6 ) ; Winter Squash ( 4 ) 
Late Corn, 2 rows, ( 6 ) . The spa« 
allowed for the Melons, Squasli an 
Watermelons is less than usual, ht 
cause they will occupy the space give, 
to Corn, the latter being cut out a 
soon as harvested. 

No space, in the planning for eithe 
of these two large gardens, has beei 
allottd to either Radishes of Parsley 
Radishes may be grown as a catcl 
crop between, or right in, the rows 0; 
other things, sowing only a few a 
a time, but planting every week. 
Parsley is best grown in a corner 
of a flower Ix'd, preferably in partial 
shade, handy to the kitchen rather 
than in the garden. 

Definitely planning the garden 
along the lines suggested above is 
tremendous step toward achievin 
success. But the most carefully 
jilanned garden in the world mav 
"gang awry" if the plan, owing 
dry weather, cannot be carried out 
A ready-made portable irrigation sys 
tem will easily take care of a garde 
up to a half-acre, or even an acre. 
It will pay for itself the first seasoi 
in increased quantity and certain qual 
ity, even if a normal season be en 
counteretl; while in a season of 
drouth, it will be invaluable. When 
the vegetable garden is in a perma 
nent place, a regularly installed over 
head system will be the most satisfiic 
tory. It consists of lines of iron pipe 
placed at intervals of fifty feet 01 
so, in which small irrigating nozzles 
are placed every three feet. These 
lines are supported on wood or iron 
posts, about six feet above ground, 
and so arranged that they turn from 
side to side. The nozzles throw a fine 
stream or spray of water to a dis­
tance of some twenty-five feet, so each 
line waters a strip fifty feet wide. 
A garden 100x100 feet requires two 
lines, each 100 feet long. It is prefer­
able to have the lines run in the same 
direction as the rows of vegetables.

V A R I . M I L E C O S T S 

.Now the fateful question of costs. 
Does tlie oil burni r sa\e moneyf The 
answer is strange, for the oil burner 
ranges from 2 5% .saving to an addeil 
expense of 10% <m fuel costs. The 
cost generally speaking is difficult to 
compute, for the difFcrent weight in 
oils cause; a variation in co.st; the 
vicinity in which you live, too, has an 
effect on the co:;t of servicing; the 
quality of your furnace, its drafts, 
chimney, etc., the type of your home 
and heating possibilities, the relative 
value of coals and oils at the time of 
u.sage, are other factors. 

The apparatus varies in cost from 
$300 (in (me case) to $900. The 
usual amount is from $625 to $900. 
The tle\ices are made sometimes in 
various sizes but most manufacturers 

make one domestic size only. Many] 
are sold on part time payments. 

But cost is no factor here in fuel 
sa\ing—comfort is the main con-
sideratitjn in home heating. The lack 
of eri'ort, the addetl cleanliness, the 
clean, dustless fuel—the sort of ease 
and finish given to the home with the 
oil burner are more than the saving 
of 25% in some cases or the aikied 
10% under other conditions. T h e ! 
:uper-comfort is the freedom from 
the coal strike, which assures heat even 
when there is no coal. Such values as 
the.se are beyond computation. 

Q U E S T I O N Ol" S . \ F I : T V 

.\s far as safety goe.s, the burners 
are as safe as anything that uses fire. 
P'.nough said. .\nd as long as you keep 
the laws of your vicinity in the storage 
of the oil, and its legal uses, there 
i.< just as much safety .is in any othei 
heat purveyor. 

Of course, you must remember that 
familiarity breeds content with ma-
iliinery. ^'ou ne\er know a person 
until you live with that person, so you 
never know a mechanical device until 
it lives wiih you. 

There is nothing complicated about 
the oil burner. It h.is been used for 
years in industry but only lately has 
an oil which does not need preheating 
been di.stilled for domestic use. Should 
it have to be preheated, as in the 
factory, it would entail an engineer 
and all the other discomforts. The 
lipfhter oil has solved the question of 
domestic oil burning comfort anti the 
coal strikes ha\e given impetus to the 
manufacturers who now, for about 
I'iijht years, linve been benefiting wise 
folks' homes with these burners. 

This comfort point is the chief on* 
to be stressed in the discussion of the 
usefulness of the oil burner. For 
paramount in its utility is comfort and 
llie abilitv to "-ive an even heat. 

T H E C A L E N D A R W O R T H I E S 

ON E hot day last spring the 
editor of Hocsi; & G A R D E . N rode 

out to the Botanic Gardens of the 
rnivcrsity of Padua. His quest was 
two-fold—to see the gardens, which 
were the first ever made, and to un­
cover a cache of photographs of 
botanists that he had been ttdd was 
hi'.iden away in the files of the Uni­
versity library. The garden was there 
and there also were the portraits. 
Thanks to the courtesy of Professor 
Crola of the University, our Gardener's 
Calendar page will be enriched with 
some of these horticultural w-orthies. 

Francesco .Vmbrosi was born in 
1X21 at Btirgo di Valsugana. He was 
director of the C"ivic Mu.seum at Trent 
and of the communal library of the 
same city. While here he specialized 
on the flora of the Trentine region 
and, working together with his friend 
Facchini, produced a "Flora of the 
Southern T y r o l . " He died at Trent 
April 9, 1897. 

.Mphonse De Camlolle came from 

a line of distinguished horticulturist.s. 
His father was .lugustus Pyramus De 
C'andolle and the son continuetl the 
father's splendiil work in botanical 
studies. For fifteen years he was 
professor at the University of Geneva. 
He left a long shelf of botanical books 
bjliind him, which gave him world­
wide fame. .Ymong them are two that 
iiear the fear.some names of "Mono-
i^raphiaePhanerogainarum" antI "Geo-
.̂'•raphie botanique raisonnee." He was 

born in Paris in 1X06 and tlied in 
Geneva in 1893. 

In his ilay Sir Jose])h Banks Avas to 
science in Fnjjiand jvhat the Medicis 
were to art in Florence. For forty-
two years he was president of the 
Royal Society. Before this time he 
went on numerous botanic expeditions, 
notably the circumnavis-ation of the 
globe with Cook in 1768-71. In 
1772 he went to Iceland. The British 
Museum preserves his collections and 
library. He was born in London in 
1743 "and died in 1820.

OL D Bre'r W o l f is responsible f o r 
the name o f the Lupin , since 

w o l f in the Latin tongue is Lupus. 
Perhaps this flower has rapacious and 
wolfish habits when once i t gets es­
tablished; certainly it dominates our 
Western upland meadows, making 
them things o f beauty to visitors and 
things o f horror (because the Luj j in 
poisons some cattle) to cattle breeders. 
However, its reputation need not 
bother us so long as we can find a 
place f o r i t in our perennial border. 

The average height o f the perennial 
Lupin is three to three-and-a-half 
feet, sometimes four , making i t one 
of those plants that go in the middle 
of the border. As its blooming season 
is spring, i t comes as a companion to 
Iris, Peonies and some o f the late 
Tul ips . Hav ing visualized its place, 
we can pass on to its colors, its g rowth , 
its soil rcquirementsaiul general method 
of handling. 

Blue and white were the common 
colors unti l recently, when hybridizers 
began producing new shades and tones. 
Today we have a great variety—ileep 
pink, rose purple, pale yellow, lilac, 
violet blue, violet and combinations of 
blue and white, blue ami lilac, white 
blotched yellow, and there are even 
tones that approximate terra cotta. 

The annual L u p i n — f o r there are 
such—are lower g rowing than the 
perennial and should be given a place 
farther f r o n t in the border. T w o an;l 
a hal f feet is about their height. The 
Tree Lup in , a perennial that hasyellow 
flowers, attains the height o f six feet 
under good cult ivation, but it cannot 
1H- recommended north o f Washington 
as it is only half hardy. 

Both the perennial and the annual 
kinds are casv to grow f r o m seed so 

long as the seed is fresh. The annua] 
can be planted in early .spring in 
cold frame, and ii'wcn the same treatJ 
nicnf as other annuals. The perennii 
may be needed in June, and recpiiiei 
no extra care, as it germinates tp i ick l j l 
and needs only the careful watering 
and part ial shading accorded mosi 
perennial seeilliiigs. It may ilamp of 
in ihe seedling si,i;;e, I loin too iiiucll 
watering, but in general the Lupin ig 
easy to raise f r o m seed. 

When one comes to consiiler thd 
soil it prefers we find that there ard 
two schools of thought on tiiis. Thercj 
are the Limers and the No-Limers, 
Some gardeneis say the Lupin hates 
lime, which i.s peculiar, seeing that it 
is a leguminous plant and most plants 
o f that f a m i l y enjoy lime f o r it helps 
them collect the nodules o f nitrate on 
their roots. The Limers are tliosi' wlio 
give I lie Lupin no different .soil treat­
ment f r o m the average run o f things 
in the border, and still succeed magnif i­
cently wi th them. \ ' ou have your 
choice. T r y a f ew |)Iants each way 
and see which makes the better growth . 
Experience is a b(.'tter guide than .some^ 
one else's theorj ' . 

Lupins are one o f the earliest plants 
to d r i l l up through the f r i g i d .soil in 
early spring.

C O N C E R N I X G T I N Y G A R D E N : 

IT IS surprising, sometimes, to see 
to how limited an extent is size a 

true criterion o f ornamental ;,'arden-
ing. Here in America we are too jirone 
to judge cpiality by area, even in 
flower or shrub planting, and negb-ct 
the possibilities f o r really perfect 
effects latent in ithe nar rowly re­
stricted space. Most o f us realize 
the pleasure and perfection which 
may be found in the t ru ly l i t t le gar­
den oidy when circumstances br ing 
them f o r c e f u l l y before us. 

Perhaps the most important p r i n ­
ciple to bear in mind when |)lannin\r 
the t iny garden is that a well f o r ­
mulated and strictly adhereil to de­
sign is essential to success in the great 
major i ty o f cases. I f we disrcganl 
ihi.s, and bui ld up the p lant ing in 
hit-or-nn'ss fashion, the almost in ­
variable result is a confused conglom­
erate muddle that is anythin;^ but 
perfect. Where one is w{)rk ing in 

such liiniti-d space, every mistake « 
arr.mgemi'nt seems doubly ma^n i f i e i i j 

Make a definite plan, therefor 
especially w i t h reference to w a l l 
the size and .shape o f Ix-ds, and avo 
crowding in the actual plantings, 
is preferable to ha\e several pla 
e.u-li o f a f e w good kinds, than tw 
the variety and ha l f the number 
representatives o f any ;4;iven k ind .

The pantry would not be omitted 
without a strugf^le as the insulation 
it affords against kitchen smells and 
noises would be constantly appre­
ciated, and its help in nice service f o r 
the meals would make i t wel ln igh 
indispensable. Broiled bacon, fish and 
Brussels sprouts have an honored place 
in the dietary scheme, but vaporized 
and l inger ing in the l i v i n g quarters 
they are a dismal offence in the nos­
trils. This vaporization o f substantial 
f o o d is not the phase o f "Home 
Sweet Home" which is sung about 
and wept over. 

T H E S E C O N D F L O O R 

For the second floor, i f i t proved 
a two story house, the bedrooms would 
naturally be as large as funds a l ­
lowed, w i t h a sufficiency o f baths, 
and f o r the main bedroom, a dress­
ing room i f possible. For the storage 
of clothes, bui l t - in wardrobes deep 
enough to take coat hangers end-wise 
would give the maximum use o f 
storage space. 

Privacy would be sought in bed­
room and bath connection and thought 
would be given to the placing o f 
the beds w i t h regard to adjacent 
windows. T o many people beds 
against an outer w a l l would prove a 
great satisfaction, as the morn ing l ight 
would not shine directly in the eyes. 

Just why we provide and locate 
our rooms as we do is a query en­
lightening to answer. The story Is 
a long one, really a history o f Occi­
dental civil ization and o f growth in 
refinement in our household habits. 

The development o f the modern 
plan has been a continuous evolution 
f r o m the one-room establishment, 
where the household ate, sat, slept 
and housed the dogs in the same apart­
ment. W i t h a constant trend toward 
privacy, there has come about an i n ­
creasingly distinct separation o f quar­
ters f o r eating, si t t ing and sleeping. 
This desire f o r orderly l i v i n g holds 
w i t h us f o r even the smallest o f 
houses, and is foregone only when 
i t is financially out o f reach. In this 
country, f o r our smaller houses, this 
demand is more insistent than in any 
other part o f the w o r l d . In the Eng­
lish workman's cottage, the bathroom 
may be located ad jo in ing the "scul­
le ry" and coal storage, and is accepta­
ble as an accessory to the combined 
kitchen ami d in ing room. In our 

small cottages, the bath has to go 
where it belongs, wi th the bedromn 
portion o f the house, and the kitchen 
has to be walled off f r o m the dining 
room. 

In this country our first plan ar­
rangements were largely English, 
more of ten cottage than manorial. 
The early New England house wi th 
its small entry and central chimney 
shows a typical English cottage phin. 
The later Georgian plan showed an 
extensive enlargement o f the hall , 
which most often carried through 
f r o m f r o n t to rear o f the house. I n 
the Southern Colonies the older idea 
of the hall as a " H a l l " or principal 
sitting room persisted, and here the 
stairway was sometimes set in a re­
cess, so that the hal l became a great 
well windowed room, wi th the en­
trance door at one cnil, and thi- gar­
den door in the opposite wa l l . 

T H E F R E N X H I N F L U E N C E 

These earlier plans invariably 
i^hinvcd rectangular room enclosure, 
and not unti l the appro.ach o f the 
19th (."entury was there any great 
change or variation f r o m the several 
characteristic Georgian plan arrange­
ments, two of which are shown in 
the illustrations. Just a f te r the Rev­
olution the influence o f current 
French plans began to be fe l t , v ia 
England and direct f r o m France. 
This strain brought variety and ele­
gance. The circular stairway and 
the eliprical room soon became the 
last w o r d in fashion. .Vside f r o m 
these two outstanding features, the 
plans o f the Early Republic show 
the constant tendency to fu r the r and 
more accurate division o f the activ­
ities o f the househoKl. 

Present-day house plans show a 
great increase in \ariety, and likewise 
in complexity. Our use o f a wide 
range of styles in elevation, central 
heating, baths, more closets and 
higher standards f o r comfor t and 
conxenience in ser\"icc arrangements 
have a l l worked a change toward 
complexity and increased sub-division. 

There is nothing objectionable in 
this complexity, f o r it contributes to­
ward decent l i v ing . The difficulties 
of the designer have increased, how­
ever, f o r planning is not the simple 
thing it was when neither w i r i n g , 
plumbing, nor the heating plant had 
to be thought of .

Almost hand in hand in point o f 
time. Hyacinths and Wallf lowers are 
among: the first f ragran t flowers o f 
the spring-. Narcissus foeticus, too, 
and the indispensable Lilacs, w i l l 
carry on the succession, helped by the 
Mafjnol ias , unti l the early Roses come 
i n . Not a f ew of the finest modern 
Peonies are exquisitely perfumed, 
especially among: 'he sin<;les; indeed, 
there are times when one is tempted 
to rate them even higher than Roses 
in this respect. Sweet Woodru f f 
(Asferula odorata), Mignonette and 
Heliotrope a l l deserve places o f 
honor among the lower g rowing f r a ­
grant flowers f o r the garden, as do 
the Grass Pinks (Dianthus flumarius), 
Lavender and Stocks. 

Late summer should find the Nico-
tianas, wi th their delicious evening 
fragrance, at their best, closely sec­
onded by the persistent Heliotropes, 
though one regrets the passing o f the 
splendid Madonna Lilies. Autumn 
is the most dif i icul t season f o r which 

10 hud good perfumed flowers; i i is 
as though the sharpening days dis­
couraged so delicate a i|Dality. Not 
a f ew gardeners, though, love the 
t:inf,'"v, pungent scent of the Hardy I 
Chrysanthemums that is so character­
istic o f the f a l l months. 

Four good vines suggest themselves 
f o r such a garden as we arc consiiler-
i n g : Akebia quinnala, whose numer-
ousbrowiiish flowershavesomewhat the 
odor o f cinnamon; Clematispanicithtta; 
Honeysuckle, and o f course, the in-i 
comparable Wistaria. O f these only 
the last is inclined to win te r -k i l l some­
times even in the northern tier o f Stat.s.

AC O N S I D E R A B L E percentage of the failures in plant 
growing outdoors is traceable directly to the presence or ab­

sence of lime in the soil. T h e majority of cultivated flowers, 
\cgetables and shrubs wi l l be at their best only when growing in 
earth that is neutral in its chemical reaction, or slightly alkaline 
through the presence of a greater quantity of lime. T o try to 
grow them in acid soil is as likely to bring about failure as the 
attempt to make acid-lovers happy under alkaline conditions. 

I t is of the greatest importance, therefore, to determine this 
matter of chemical content by using a reliable soil testing set 
hi tiire planting, and rectifying conditions on the basis of the test 
(iLiiircs. In this way disappointments are often avoided and e.x-
cellent instead of mediocre results or failure secured. 

Should the tests indicate an acid soil, the condition may be 
rectified by the addition of slaked lime until the tester indicates 
a neutral or alkaline reaction. Should you wish to convert an 
alkaline soil intt) an acid one, dig in a quantity of Oak leaf mold, 
swamp muck or soil from underneath Pines or Laurel thickets, all 
of which are rich in tannic acid. I n the event of none of these 
materials being available, acidity may be brought :ibout by sprink­
ling on aluminum sulph.-ite at the rate of pound to the squ.ue 
yard. A permanent mulch of Pine needles, or further periodic 
applications of aluminum sulphate, may be necessary to maintain 
acidity over a period of years. 

Among the plants that demand an acid soil arc the broad-lea\iil 
evergreens (Rhodoilendrons, Laure l , Leucothoe), the Heathers, 
ami ;i large number of our finest native woods flowers.

Where limited space, time or other consideration puts a sharp 
check on one's desire to plant lavishly, i t is often a good plan to 
cdinhine in a single unit several of those classes of garden material 
of which one is particularlv fond. It is quite feasible to combine 
utility plants with those of a purely decorative nature. Thus there 
can well come into being a small plot of ground on which grow, 
almost side by side and ccrtainlv in complete amity, vegetables, 
flowers :ind fruits. 

A garden of this sort calls for careful planning. A rectangular 
space is the best, with the flowers restricted to narrow bonlers 
along the paths and t o . such space on the boundaries as is not oc­
cupied by fruits. A l l the latter, whether o f the cane or bush sorts, 
or the dwarf trees, had better be located along the boundary lines 
where neither their shade nor roots will seriously interfere with 
the \ eget.ibles growing in the space which thev enclose. 

Care must be taken, too, to leave a free approach to the vege­
table areas. Remember that wheelbarrow, garden line, wheel-
hoe and other Neu'etahle growing accessories must be used more or 
less throughout the season, and leave plenty of entrance space to 
the scene of their operations. It is no easy matter to l i f t a loaded 
wheelbarrow bodily over a row of flowers; far better to have a 
four-foot break in the row through which vou can come ami tro in 
a normal fashion.
