i i K K E days ago I sat in the office of the editor of Hoii.SE & GARDEN, 
looking out at the towers of New York, washed by the pearl-

gold light of an April morning. The editor leaned forward and said, "You have traveled the 

world and w rilloii eight biographies. You must know something of human nature and human 

relationships. Would you write an article for us on the spiritual values of marriage?" 

There are some themes that embarrass even writers who are supposed to 

live through self revelation. Unless he is a senlimenlalist trading in emotional gush, an au­

thor feels tlial love and sincerity are like religi<m; to be practiced and never pn'ached. While 

1 was still looking out at the startling beauty of New York, three thoughts trailed, untidily, 

through nn mind.

Then my 

mind turned back over the years of my life and 1 found myself saving, truthfully. "1 still be­

lieve in the capacity for nobility in human nature. I still believe in the forces of love—the 

lo\c thai transcends desire and reaches the awful heights of sacrifice." I said to the editor,

My little Indians 

WOODEN Indians, or rather their great granddaddies, 

were the darlings of the .Seventeenth Century. They 

were one and all of Engl ish origin and date back to tt>bac-

co's earliest days, the first actual Black Boy (to give him 

his p r o p e r lilb') dating from 1614. They were also known 

at the lime as "Virginians." England's first and finest 

tid»aeeos having come from Virginia . 

That America , in those days, was famed for its I n ­

dians, was a fact known to pretty nearly everyone. Like­

wise, it was generally known that Negro youths worked on 

the plantations. Thus , the carvers of these figures hit upon 

a happy compromise. T h e result: a beguiling little black 

boy. some two or more feet in height, garbed in redskin 

fashi(m. with a headdress and apron of tobacco leaves 

painted in brilliant colors. In his extended right hand he 

usually held small clay pipes, while neatly tucked under 

his left arm were carved rolls of tobacco leaves. Enc ir ­

cl ing his neck, in most cases, was a narrow colored band. 

This bore a tag or medalliim. the symbcd of the brand of 

tobacco advertised. Oak was the usual wood employed in 

fashioning these little boys, though now and again they 

were hewn from elm and occasionally birch. The ir accus­

tomed p«»st was outside a tobacccmist's door, several feet 

above the pavement, though sometimes they stood inside on 

the counter. The ir owners often looked on them as mascots. 

T o prevent theft, the "'Boys" were fastened with a chain and 

padlock. Though a certain resemblance to their fellows 

e\i>t.s throughout this friendly tribe, each boasts a dis-

tinetiiui all his own. 

In those days, signs were even more important than 

they arc now. F o r houses then had no numbers, but were 

known by their own special emblems. A bunch of wooden 

gra[ics Iniiig in froni nl a laveru and a wheat s|i,-at wa- ihe 

sign of a baker. T h e blue ball was a mercer's sign, and a 

knife advertised a cutler. Glovers hung out huge metal 

bands, while grocers favored sugar loaves. T h e barber's 

trademark was a shaving dish and the blacksmith's an 

enormous horseshoe. A carved and painted sbeeji was the 

woolen merchant's .symbol: and a key of gigantic propor­

tions the emblem of the locksmith. 

Animals , birds and fish al l played roles as shop signs,

These brief early years are your chance to pre­

pare for the 40 years of family living that lie ahead. They are your chance to learn how 

to get the most fr<mi family living, to avoid its pitfalls, to enjoy its pleasures. Some would 

even say in these years lies your only chance. The earlier experiences of courtship can 

be written off as a dead loss—interesting, even memorable, but irrelevant as a back­

ground to family living. With the arrival of your first baby, you wi l l have embarked on a 

new career so f u l l of the immediate and demanding NOW. there is litlle lime for the past, 

the future or even for regrets! 

During the early years, husband and wife should decide what they want as 

nearly as they can. Your goals for family living cannot be a self-centered, individualistic 

catalog of interesting things you want to do. Husband and wife must plan together. Both 

want a large number of things. Each must share sacrifices and responsibilities. I f you 

want to enjoy the security and the happiness of family living, you must face fnmi the 

beginning the fact that each of you wi l l have to give up some things you individually 

want so that you may have what you want together. 

Don't rush off with the idea that you can plan the early years as one neat package. 

Up to a point you can—and should. But take a quick look at the whole span of family 

living. The estimated 40 fears of marriage divide themselves into four periods, three of 

almost equal length.

r r i i i i : Bliss Moores have found that sound planning is as good as 

X. found money, if the plaiinini: i> realistic. In 194A- they could find 

nothing to rent and li t t le with which to build, but their two-year-old 

son, Bliss, had to have a home. So the Moores took inventory. Their 

limited budget was balanced by the following assets: a two-and-a-half-

acre property bordering Lake Washington, just 20 minutes from Mr. 

Moore's Seattle office; a willingness to do part of the work themselves; 

and a foresight into how they wanted to live now and later on when 

their family and budget expand. Architect Moore's interim answer is 

the minimum house shown on these four pages. I t w i l l retire to the role 

of guest cottage wiien they build a larger house for themselves higher 

up on the h i l l . Since children dominate the schedule of the growing 

young family, the Moores' major investment was in good mechanical 

appliances which wi l l also .serve the future hou.se. The structure, built 

around this core, is of simple local materials in stock sizes chosen for 

economy and easy upkeep. But the plan is what makes it work. Com­

fortable living is ccmibined with an intensive use of space (five rooms 

in about 18 by 40 feet). The house cost $5 a square foot to build in 

1944. The design received special Honorable Mention in H O U S E &

Sheltering eaves are extensions of ceilings. A pano­

rama of the valley and mountains, captured by 76 

feet <d glass walls, stretches out on two sides.

Many were 
huxned. while others doubtless were 
taken drnvn. hroken up and forgotten. 
In certain families they passed from 
father lo sun hir generations. Then, 
wi th the changes that began sweep­
ing the world, they virtually disap­
peared from sight. 

Such is the story of my li t t le Black 
Boys. 1 started my collection in the au-
lumn of 1930. while l iving in London, 
which l ily incidentally was the source 
of the vast majori ty. Before World 
War I I . 1 knew of only one lefl - t i l l 
doing duly in all England's capital. 
.Now 1 believe there is none. In the 
process of unearthing them, 1 walked 
London from end to end, and believe 
I hat in this labor of love I came lo 
know that wondrous town as few Lon­
doners do. For the hahilal of these 
l ink- Black Boys is off the beaten path.

The costs of landscaping vary 
greatly with the kind of land, whether 
sand. clay, rich soil or rocky: on local 
labor available: and on the actual lay­
out. In general, a complete landscape 
development over a period of years w i l l 
i iisi from a fifth to a third of the total 
cost of the house and lanil. Of ihe-e 
two | ) laie- the informal one wi l l come 
close lo the lower l imi t , and the formal 
one wi l l pmbably reach a f u l l third of 
the house cost. These figures always 
startle the prospective builder, but a 
good bookkeeping job. from the time of 
f i r - l rough grading lo the last hit of 
planting, is l ikely to prove their ac-
curaey. The ailvantage of wcll-|)lanned 
laii i l-iape work i - llial il ap|irei iale-
in value as plant- grow. For that rea­
son alone carefid landscape planning 
more than pays for ilself. 

To be successful, the design of 
li i i inr ;;riiuiiils musi fit a man-made 
object (the house I into nature-made 
land, forms and plants so that the com­
bination seems inevitable anil attractive. 
It must enable the family to live out­
doors comfortably. lUiilding a large and 
expensive bouse on iiiadei|uale footage 
is always regrettable, as families today 
live out-of-doors more and more. The 
kind of land should also he consiili n ii 
in relation to the architecture of tlw 
house. To people who like a handsome 
Georgian house—open ro l l ing lawns. 
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traditional formal gardens and re­
strained planting are axiomatic. I f 
wiiodrd. reeky, irregular property is 
- i l i c l c i l , it either defeats the end in 
view com|)l<'Iely or makes it unreason­
ably expensive, wi th clearing and re-
grading. On the other hand, this same 
site would be ideal for the ramhling 
hoime of a family whose way of l i fe is 
( onsidt-rably more casual and informal. 

Often, however, land available in a 
f i ts irable neigbburhood limits choice 
so greatly that both the type and 
amciunl of it are less than perfect. Com­
promise in such cases is a challenge lo 
l l u ' ingenuity. Every inch of space in-
-idi- ihc house and oul must he simlicd 
wi lh ihe greatest care i f the house wi l l 
seem an anachronism in its setting. 

Loc:al /.lining laws ( in many eom-
ri inni l i f s nds lakndyi may d ic la l f llie 
di-iance of the hou.se f rom the street. 
In clo»ely-sellle<l suburban areas this 
space is usually treated as semi-public 
and should be planned so that it frames 
,i i id ( M I K I I I I O the house ilsclf from the 
street. Open lawns, with a few speci­
men shade or flowering trees, are the 
basic planting. If service areas (garage 
court, drying yard, vegetable garden) 
must be screened f rom the street, the 
screen should not be obvious, but form 
a pari of the general lawn shape and 
plant composition. The trealmeni of 
this puhlie area should, however, con­
form to the general neighborhood. I f 
most of the houses have open lawns 
wi lh no flemarcalion of property lines, 
an abrupl change to a l ightly enclosed 
front lawn, however desirable for pr i ­
vacy, w i l l be bolh unpopular and incon­
sistent wi th the feeling of spaciousness 
of the rest of the community. Similarly, 
if the house is in a wooded section \\ \\\\ 
olher houses hardly visible from the 
road. com|)leIe clearing lo open lawns 
iv likely lo look slarll ingly bare and 
even unfinished. 

W i l h ihe amount of land given 
over to the semi-public area dictated 
by law. the use of the rest of the pro­
perly should be analyzed in the same 
way an architect determines the lloor 
plans of your house. The service re-
(luiremenls of your family should l)e 

l i - led and adeijualely provided for. 
I n i r - - .-ai li III ihem i - plannni i'rnm 
ibe first, you are l ikely lo find the dr>-
ing yard or its screen the "sore-thumb" 
of the entire property, or discover too 
lale thai guests have no place to leave a 
car. or delivery trucks cannot get any­
where near the house without desiruc-
lion of lawn or planting. Approach to 
ihe front door in most communities is 
by motor, ralher than afoot, so the 
central walk from the front door to the 
street or sidewalk is likely to be unused. 
Family guests land in the garage court 
and neetl a walk from the driveway in­
stead of the street. Generally, even on 
a small properly, the driveway should 
be wide enough for two cars to pass or 
lo allow parking on one side. This 
mean'- a I 'l-loni wid i i i . If ih i^ is lno 
broad an expanse of road surface to 
look well, the alternative is a court of 
proper size and shape to allow two or 
three cars to park wi lhoul preventing 
either the owner's access lo the garage 
or turning of incoming cars. 

The size and location of the drying 
yard depend, of course, on the size and 
location of the laundry. Even if laundry 
is generally seni oul weekly, provision 
should be made for occasional drying, 
or sunning ami airing of household 
articles. 

The cul l ing garden or border is a 
part of the uti l i tarian planning. It must 
have f u l l sun and be placeil where it 
is convenient to the service gardens and 
not visible from llie main pari of house 
or grounds. There are fn-(iuenl days 
when every (lower has been stripped 
f rom it to decorate the house, the 
church or the s4-hool. and thai is always 
ihc lime guesis are imiielled to inspect 
a border in loo plain sight. For the 
same reason the tiny kitchen herb 
border or the larger vegi-iable garden 
shoidd be planned to be inconspicuous 
in its untiily or bare seasons, but ac­
cessible to the service and working end 
of the house and grouiuls. For vanity's 
sake. loo. the gardeners of the family 
wi l l be less freipiently embarrassed or 
annoyed i f their less immaculate hours 
have a certain degree of privacy.

I ET' .S n<d make the usual mistake of 
selling out all our seedling plants 

and I hen ha ve none lo replace those 
which die or are -itunted. It i - -imple lo 
save a few extra pois or ludil siune 
plant- in the flats unt i l we see how the 
transplants behave: and it makes the 
planting- look umch more uniform and 
pleasing to have all spaces f i l led. Hold 
the extra plant- in a cool hou-e and run 
I hem dry. or carry I hem in a c(dd frame. 

Young plants, moved directly f rom 
ilie ;;reenhouse lo the outdoor bed or 
ganlcn. may suffer a Iremendou- - . 1 
back if the weather turns bad. The 
same plants, hardened off in a cold 
frauje. would be in much belter physi­
cal comlilion lo wilh- land transplant­
ing. . \ week or ten days of hardening 
off may gain you a like amount of time 
by giving you stronger plants. 

.Many people buy young plants to 
be delivered by mail or express—even 
air expres-—from distant places. The 
shippers -eldom are careless in pack­
ing ; bul idlen Ihe plants arrive entirely 
dried out and in a -ad way. Stand them 
in water unt i l reviveil and then dip the 
rool'^ into a thin mud lialh liefore pro­
ceeding to set ihem out. Young plants 
seni by mail occasionally appear to be 
mildewed when shipped in an exces-
si\tdy damp condiliiui. In ihis case, al­
low ihem to dry, then give thcrir roots a 
mud bath. There is hardly lime for 
mildewing in Iransil luil i f the plants 
have actually rotted, it is best lo throw 
out the entire bundle. Disease is pres­
ent and is very likely to be of a ty|)e 
which can do your greenhouse or gar­
den no good. 

If . as is not uncommon, sweet peas 
anil other plant-, indoors or out, arc 
allacked by root aphids, mix tobacco 
dust into the soil close lo the plants 
and water it in. Lsually a nicotine sidu-
tion or - imilar combatant is good when 
applied against the main root where i t 
leads down into the soil, where the 

a|ihi<l- are niosl l ikely lo be. These 
ipc-i- are iioi ea-y lo do away with and 
repeated and varied cimlnd measures 
may become neces-arv. 

Sow bugs at times grow large and 
numerou- in greeidiou-e-. They may 
not do much damage lo plants bul ihey 
are imsighlly and a nuisance. A poi-oii 
hail -eem- ihe be-l way to k i l l ihem. 
Such a bail may be made of one lea-
spoonful of Paris green thoroughly 
stirred into one quart of bran and then 
one cup of water and two lablesporm-
fuls of mola—e- added. A li t t le sugar 
wi l l make the poi-on mon- attractive 
to the bugs. This is a damp mixl i i re 
and may be -callered along the edge 
of the benches in -mall balls. The tnix-
lure lo-e- -ir> n:;lh in about 48 hours 
anil may need to be renewed. Good re-
sidts are obtained by placing bail he-
nealh l i t t le pieces of wood or hroken pot. 

MoriiiM;; ;:lorie- come along earlier 
and faster when -larled in a green­
house. If the- -o i l is well fe r l i l i /ed . they 
wi l l have few flowers, ."so always give 
ihem poor soil, pn-ferably sandy. The 
only lime ihey require watering is dur­
ing extended dry periods. 

To check rapid evaporation from 
polled .-oil and greenhouse benche-. iry 
mulching with peal moss or gra— ( i i l -
tings. Pul on enough so the sun cannot 
gel through to find the soil. Several 
thicknes-e- of newspaper I torn in 
strips I between the plants on benihes 
wi l l do the same thing. 

Old Easter lilies that have ilicd 
down may be set into the ground out-of-
doors anil frequently come into bloom 
a;:aiu liefore the -innmer is over. These 
are not hardy by any means nor are 
ihey suitable for bircing again. It i -
sinqdy an easy way to gel a second 
bloom wilhoul nmch work—^soinelhing 
for nothing. .Stand the polled lilies in 
the grceidioii-i- -oi ihey dry thoroughly 
l.eforr l iei l l^ | i lanlr(l ouldooi. .

Once the purely practical and the 
semi-public parts of the property are 
arranged, the social life and personal 
tastes of the iiieiiihers of the household 
have free play in the rest of the place. 
I f a house is a place lo which to retreat 
only in the most inclement weather, the 
outdoors must be planned to accommo­
date almost all family activities. Cer­
tainly outdoor spaces for relaxing, 
entertaining, eating and playing must 
be provided. The invarialde need i - for 
a large outdoor l iving room, even two 
or three of them. The largest one is 
localetl immediately adjoining the 
l iving room of the house. For easy 
maintenance as well as comfuri it 
should be hard-surfacetl liy paving in 
br ick or flagstone. .Sixteen feet in 
width is minimum lo allow for pleasant 
grouping of heavy outdoor fur t i i l i i re . 
I f it can he (lush with and open lo the 
lawn it seems more spacious and hos­
pitable than raised above lawn level 
or bounded hy hedge or wall . If this 
area is to be used for breakfast, lunch 
or tea i t should have easy access f rom 
tile kitchen or dining room, with pro­
tection from sun and wind for the sea­
son and time of day at whieb i l is likely 
to be used. O l h r r outdoor l iving rooms 
depend entindy on the family. If ihey 
l ike picnics, a secluded spot whieb 
give- the i l l i is i i in nf coiiiilry make- mil-
door m«;als nuich more f im. 

Kor ihe hoiisi-wiie who likes to do 
as many household chores as possilile in 
the open air. her own outdoor work-
l iv ing room can allow for vegetable 
preparation, menu or garden planning 
or lliiwer arranging. It may be an arbor 

or breeze way between house and 
garage, a small terrace o f f the kitchen 
entrance or an odd li t t le space lucked 
into any proteeleil corner near the 
service end of the house. 

Other general outdoor l iving space 
may include play areas. Wi th sma 
children, the present play ei | i i ip i i ie i i i 
space should be planned so its later 
use as game court, cutt ing garden or 
picnic ground is taken into account in 
biiih location and ileveIo|iment. .Other­
wise, as children outgrow confined play 
space, an odd bit of unused land is lefl 
over lo liecome ihe eli i i ier space or 
general problem child of years to come. 
Kor (drier -port--minded members of 
llie family, the rei | i i i red dimensions of 
badmrnton. padiMe tennis. <ro(|uei. 
horseshoes, lawn bowls, should be con-
-iilercd ill planninn the whole phire. \ i i 
injudicious shrub mass or tree can 
spoil a good future game area by just 
a few feet. The beauty of an f-xtra 
flower border may not compensate for 
the inconvenience of having all games 
either taboo or hazardous at home. 

The size and k ind of flower garden 
or borders depend on three factors. 
F i r - l . ilei iile wbetlier anyone in the 
family is a real garden enthusiast, 
•s. r i ind. if upkeep is a major factor, a 
balance must be reached between a 
beautiful but labor-consuming ganlen 
and a simpler treatnuMit given over 
mostly to shrubs and lawn. Thi rd , the 
type of bouse and kind of l iving dic­
tate the garden style. Wi th an informal 
house and household the large sym­
metrically jilannerl and planted formal 
garden is out of idaee.

selfish, antl unsclfishnrss is the true 
secret of a hajipy married l i f e . " 

For British people, more than a 
century (d history was stirred into life 
by what the Archbishop said: a history 
of royal example, beginning with Queen 
Victor ias marriage. 108 years ago. 
That uutrriagr. which set the i-xample 
so imiiortant to British l ife, was roman­
tic and beautiful , f rom the day when 
her husband wrote, "Observe in us a 
couple joinci l in lo\a.' and nnaniniily. 
. . . Now \ icioria is also ready lo give 
up something for my sake. 1 evi-rv lhin; : 
for her sake." 

For 40 years afti-r the Prince's 
death. Oueen Viclnria wa- in--|)iri'd by 
his memory. When her grandson, after­
wards K ing George V. was married, the 
old Uueen wrote. "Thank (io<l I (ieorgie 
has got such an excellent, useful and 
good wife ." That was in 1897. More 
than -W years later, during ihe recent 
war. I sat in the house in London and 
heard Mr . Winston Churchi l l speaking 
of thi^ present K ing anil Quein. He 
said. "They have the rare talent of be­
ing able to make a mass of people real­
ize, in a flash, that they are good." It 
was lo a similar ideal lhal ihe Arch­
bishop guided Princess Eli/.abelh and 
her husband a few months ago. You 
will notice that not once was hajijiiness 
mentioned as the aim of married l i fe . 
I f happiness (tame, it was not an aiin. 
but a result: a blessing f rom outside. 
It was not enough that marriage -hiiuld 
make them happy: i l had lo make 
them great and good. You may be 
clever. You may be ambitious. You may 
think the aisle of the church is the 
highway to independence, jubi la t ion, 
and self-aggrandisement. If this is true 
of your aims, then disappointnu-nl 
awaits you. 

Bui these are st i l l no more than 
words, and they seem to have the dul l 
lasie of ailvice . . . something we give 
and seldom take. So let us bring the 
wiird " im^ellishness" <lown from the 
clouds and examine i t . How do married 
| i r o | i l r h i - r i i l l l i - iHl -e l l i -h .'' S u i i i e | i r i i | i i r 

are born with the virtue, others have to 
ailiieve il by hard work : to develoi) 
uii-elli-luiess as c(uisciously as an ath-
lele develops his musch's. I l wasn't easy 
for (,)ueen Victoria. When -hr uuirried 
she was self-willed, jealous id authority 
and in love with her freedom. It is fas­
cinating to trace through the letters of 
her first ten years i d marriage, the 
evaporation of this dauj-erous |)ride. It 
evaporaled because she wa- lii-eply in 
love: Ill-cause the si j i r i lua! forces aris­
ing f rom that love, helped her to curb 
her w i l l . They, the Queen and the 
Princ«-. began with the rule of never 
pnnn to bed in anger. They shared 
their interests, and they bui l t each 
other up. That was their strength. 

They learned to go beyond the first 
•ilamor of their marriage and lo re­
spect each other's i i i l i lligence. and to 
accept each other's faults. Thai is a 
M iv important pioint. i n i ima iy reveals 
faul t - that were invisible under the 
bril l iant light of infatuation. Very 
often, married people yield to the flan-
;;erous habil of discussing those faults 
wi lh others; of even bel i t t l ing each 

other before strangers. Apart from be­
ing bad manners, this is a dangerous 
and bitter l i t t le game. The art of bi i ibl-
iii^; I'aeh olher up. of each feeding the 
other's self resperl. i> one of ihe ha-ir 
laws of all relationships. Looking back 
over the biographies I have wri i ien . 
I I I ! 1-11y of men who have prospered in 
the world, it is surprising how true this 
is. i n every case; they were all helped 
by wives who reali/ed one uf the truths 
of a woman's power; lhal she is both 
the wife and the mother of her hus­
band; that men remain curiously ado­
lescent and in need of more than 
romantic love. They need also encour­
agement, and the conviction lhal they 
are appreciated as well as loved. The 
wife who knows this, that she has nuir-
ried a child as well as a man. has wis-
dom on her -ide. 

There is one more truth thai 
emerges from my experience as a biog­
rapher, (ireat people are bound together 
by appreciation of faults as well as vir­
tues. Indeed. 1 believe that faults are 
-omelimes more enilearin}: than merits. 
Wives and husbands should accept each 
olher in the light of what they are, 
idenii-h with virtue, and learn to laugh 
with each olher o\er their faults. 1 be­
lieve this lo be an i i i i | i i i r lanl and even 
an attractive pari of married relation­
ship, especially when this is added lo 
the wise habit of avoiding recrinuna-
lions. digging over the sour ground of 
\ i -lerday"s follies—nolhiugcan be more 
boring, or dangerous. It is wiser to for­
get in l i f e ; i t saves you from the more 
painful |)rocess of having to forgive. 

One more thought: luany people 
are so afraid of being hurt that they 
l i i i i ld a barlied wire enlanglenieni of 
defenses. One should remain wi l l in ; : to 
lie hurt. You can wrap Caution. Pride 
and Self-Pily around your sen-ihiliiies 
so lhal you stifle ihem. Ami I believe 
that self-pity is one i d the great destroy­
ers of happiness. You have only In n ad 
llie evidence in divorce cases—break 
down the eomplaiuls of the coiubatanls. 
to discover that the blight of self-pity 
settled on at least one of them, early in 
the relationship. 

I close wi lh one story, f rom my 
experience of l i f e : of I wo people I knew 
as fr iend- . They were married for al­
most 40 years and had remained in love. 
They both had lali-nts and the wife was 
bri l l iant and beautiful . They often ar­
gued, especially about ihe garden over 
which they had violently opposed plans. 
But only once did I hear them quarrel. 
It was at the luncheon table, on a beau­
t i f u l summer day. Their tempers 
-napped. The husband banged the ta-
Ide. ro-e and walked into the garden. 
The wife looked al me. with lears in 
her eyes and said. "1 am ashamed. Very 
ashamed." She thought for a moment 
and said. "You have known us so long. 
If you blame him. I shall never forgi\e 
you. It was my fault . You see. he really 
is a saint.'' Then she said. "Please go 
into ihe garden and talk to him while I 
cool down." 

I went out. joined my fr iend, and 
said nothing, . \ f t e r a minute he said. 
" I am sorry. I have been on edge all 
morning. I t was all my fault . You see, 
Mary i - a sainl. and simietimes I don't 
ipnte measure up to her." 

As the statement of two people who 
had been married for almost 40 years I 
commend it lo you. the young people of 
.America, for your safe keeping.

t i imr- . I l i ^ for the two mothers to gel 
together and il i -( ii>- the colors of their 
dress<'s. . \ choir lends great dignity to 
the ceremony. Flowers are a matter of 
taste and pocket hook: they can he a-
siinple or as elahorate as you wish, on 
the altar only or decking the whole 
church. I n any case, get your florist 
to discuss them with you on the spot. 
An attractive decorative feature is the 
while ril)l)iin which two ushers carry 
forward just before the procession 
forms to rope ofT all hut the familie-" 
pew* from the aisle. The purpose of this 
barrier, later taken down, is to allow 
them to leave the church first. 

Tl ie procedure in church i - as fol­
lows. The bride'-i family occiipie- I In-
front pew on the left-hand side of the 
church facin-i lite ailar. and their 
friends are sealed behimi them by the 
ushers, the most intimate closest to the 
family . The groom's family and frieini-. 
occupy the same relative position on 
the right. The bride's mother is the 
last guest to arrive. She walks up the 
aisle on the arm of a male relalivi ' 
(who could be a son I or one of the 
ushers. Groom and best man enter by a 
side door and appear on the right-hand 
side of the altar. They should be wail­
ing there before ihe proi e~-i i i i i -larls 
f rom the door. 

The wedding commences as the 
march strikes up and the ushers walk 
i i | i ihe aisle in pairs In stand to the 
right of the groom. Next the brides-
maid.s. who also walk in pairs ami 
range thein.*elves on the left-hand side, 
then the maid of honor and finally the 
briile and her father. He should give 
her his right arm so thai, after he has 
Il f l l i . r al the altar, be can go back to 
his pew without stepping around or 
over her train. A charming custom 
which used to be general but is less 
-een today, is for the bride lo keep her 
veil down over her face as she walks up 
the aisle, anil only raise it after the 
reremony when she turns around lo 
-tart on her way out. 

Coining back from the altar, the 
bride takes the groom's right arm. 
followed by bridesmaids and ushers. 
Thou;ili the lalli-r fretpiently pair off. 
ii i> prettier if they keep their original 
formation, -\fler tlii-- i ome the parents 
of the bride I unless the latter are 
divorced, in which case each goes 
mi l with an appropriate escort) the 
groom's family and then the i on;irega-
lion at large. 

Two bridesmaids and two grooms­
men constitute a small wedding, eight 
of each a large one. i t is optional for 
the bride to have a maid of honor or 
a malnm of hunor or even both. It is the 
mai i l ' - lor the matron's I task to hold 
the brirle'- bouipiet during the cere­
mony, raise her veil afterward and helj i 
manage her train when she turns 
around, but these duties can just as 
well be performed by the nearest 
i i r i i i i -niaid. Children arc a charming 
addition to a wedding procession, i f 
they are ohl enough to be depended on. 
a pair of little girls or a boy and a gir l 
can lead i t ; otherwise they should be 
placed where a misstep can be cor­
rected by an older person. 

Though there have been passing 
vogiii " for pastel wedding dresses, the 
all-white bride is st i l l the one who 

bring* a catch to the throat. Some 
people even favor all-white briilesmaids 
—a lovely picture in church. I f color 
i> preferred, avoid strong, bright tones, 
for they detract f rom the center of the 
p i i i i i r e . ihe bride herself. As it is ciis-
lomary for each bridesmaid to buy her 
own dress, the bride, out of considera­
tion for her friends, shoulil select a 
model in the moderate rather than the 
high-price bracket, and one that wi l l 
be useful afterward. \ g i r l who can­
not afford this expense is occasionally 
given her dress by the bride's family . 
Or, i f the briile is well ofl' and generous 
to boot, she may want to present a l l the 
bridesmaids with their dresses instead 
iif giving them the customary keep­
sakes. Whether out of sentiment, or 
because .she is budgeted, i t is perfectly 
proper for the bride to borrow a wed-
ing dress f rom an intimate friend or 
from a relative. 

The clothes worn by the groom are 
established by preceileiil. They m n -
sist of striped black trousers, a cutaway, 
a double-breasted waistcoat, buff in 
winter, wliite in summer, malrhing 
spats, gray gloves, a wing cidlar, a gray 
ast:ot or bmr-in-hand, a silk hat. Ushers 
wear the same l ihoi igh the tie can be 
less formal) and under usual condi­
tions provide I heir own clothe*, hiring 
them if ihcy don't own them. If the 
groom wants to assure complete uni­
formity in their costumes he some­
times buys his ushers their spats, 
liioM * and tie. .'\t a les* formal country 
wediling it is perfectly proper for all 
the men. including groom, to wear 
white flannel iroiisers and a dark iiliie 
wool jacket. 

The bride'* family generally pays 
all wedding expenses, including re-
f i i - * l i i n ' - n l - and ileruralinii H l n i i i u l i " f 
r o i i r - e , exceptions are made where 
there is great disparity of fortune be­
tween the two families I . The groom 
pays for the bride's boucpiet. the brides­
maids' boutpiets. the while bouton-
nieres worn by himself and the ushers, 
the corsages for the two mothers. He 
al*o pays the minister's fee. it is c i is -
lomary for him to make a present to 
trach of his ushers, and the bride the 
same to each of her bridesmaitls. The 
value of this gif t depend* on tbe means 
uf the family, but no matter how small, 
i l should lie something relatively per­
manent, such as a key ring or a com-
(lact on which the date can be engraved. 

Wedding reception and breakfast 
are the next consideration. Once back 
f rom the church, a receiving line is 
formed in the following order: the 
bride's mother, the groom's mother, 
the bride, the groom, the maid of honor 
and the bridesmaids. The bride's fa­
ther should not stand in the reci ivin;: 
line, but he should hover near it to 
greet special gmrsts, escort old friends 
111 the refreshment table and so on. 

As a rule there is a bride's table 
*et for the bridal party. It can be laid 
for a formal meal, with place cards, or 
it can merely hold the wedding cake 
and plates and glasses, and be the place 
where the young people draw up lo cut 
the cake and reciprocate toasts. If the 
bride'* table ha* *el places, it should 
include the liiisbanil* or wive* of any 
members of the bridal party who hap­
pen to be married. .\l many weddings

cake and black coffee. You can. how­
ever, offer -andwiches only, plus the 
afore-mentioned desserts and colTee. I f 
it is a country wedding to which ^ue-l-
have traveled some distance, one hot 
i l i - l i is definitely recommended, or at 
leasi hoi l ioi i i l lon in cups. 

Champagne is so inseparable f rom 
our asaocialion wi lh weihlings thai it 
can be called a must (there are several 
excellent domestic brands on the mar-
ki M . If you want lo do somellting exira. 
you can also offer whisky and soda bir 
such of the men as prefer i t . Try lo 
ha\e music of some sort, for it sel- the 
aimii-|ihere of feslivily lhal weili l i i i-< 
thrive on. There are many other charm­
ing touches which make a wedding 
memorable, bul these have more lo do 
wi lh pockelhook than protocol. They 
range from ihe l i l l le whiie-riblnineil 
boxes containing wedding cake to a 
grand manpiee on the lawn complete 
wi lh fiower-banked dance floor. 

The old-fashioiieil cti-lom of dis- l l 

playing ihe wedding presents is not 
oliligalory today, and certainly i - tml 
[iraciical if ihe reception is helil out of 
the house al a club or a friend's home. 
Just because a guest has been iiiviled 
lo the reception, i l does not necessarily 
follow that he or she must send the 
bride a present. This depends primarily 
on the degree of intimacy with the 
l i r i i l e ' - or the groom's family. 

Twelve o'clock noon and buir I ' . M . 
are the two preferred hours bir wed-
ilings. .An evening wedding is les- usual 
and is apl lo be held in a house rather 
ihan a church. There are -uper- l i l ion-
lo the effect lhal ihe engaged couple

nighl on ihe evening before ihe wed­
ding, nor on the weilding day i i - d f 
i i n l i l ihey meet at the church. Bolh are 
based on good common sense and jirom-
ise calmer principals. 

Once the date is set, begin plan­
ning all details at once. Make a calen­
dar and allow yourself two weeks bir 
llie engraving, three for llie dresses and 
so on down the line. Confer immedi-
alely wi lh florist and calerer in order 
lo secure their lime and gel an idea of 
C O - I - . Familiarize \our-elf wilh all ihi" 
-mall details, organize rehearsals and 
make allowance for lasl-minule emer­
gencies. When ihe great morning ar­
rives you can be confiilenl lhal you are

Faring-
don snudls deliciously of burning cedar 
wood as a result. 

At the end of the lawn, overshad­
owed by the trees on one side and the 
church on the other, and hedged with a 
langli- of roses and mock orange, there 
is a grassy walk where, head in hand on 
nioonle-- iiigliis aiipi';!!- i l i r ;ili(isi of 
Ilam|)den Pye. His story has been im­
mortalized in the Ingcddsby Legends 
under the name of Hamilton Tighe. I t 
seems that he was a sailor who married 
a peasant ami lhal liis inude Admira l 
Pye. in the best traditiims of the Brit ish 
Navy, sent him to the forefront of the 
bat lie so that he shoiJd be ki l led, 
which he rlidy was, his poor head being 
blown off. 

So Faringdon acquired that which 
every res|iectable country hoii-c must 
have, a ghost. I t also has, equally im­
portant, a rookery and a flock of pi­
geons. And such pigeons! They are 
Lonl Bcrners" famous nudti-c(dored 
birds, but i l is no use asking him for a 
sr t i iug of eggs, for the secret of their 
bri l l iant plumage lies less in the breed­
ing than in what happens to them every 
Easter ."Sunday when they are dyed and 
dried in the linen cupboard before be­
ing set free to flutter like a cloud of 
coufi i i i between church and house to 
asioiiisli the students of bird life in 
Berkshire. This bird motif, which is 
repeated over and over again inside the 
house, is the signature of its owner, so 
to speak, who prefer- feathered to many 
other sorts of fricnrls. \s with liowcrs. 
he rather disdains the modest English 
sparrow, eschewing it for something 
gaudier. 

The town, though its presence can 
be f e l l , is invisible f rom the house i t ­
self, but the huge walled kitchen gar­
den, a perfect village of hothouses, 
lies on a southern slope overlooking i t , 
and has a delicious view of old roofs 
and gardens descending the opposite 
slope to a l i t t le stream. This kitchen 
garden. I must say in passing, ministers 
most wonderfully to the house, produc­
ing exquisite vegetables, f ru i t and flow­
ers wi th a perfect disregard for the 
slow-rolling seasons, tin- vagaries of the 
Berkshire climate, an<l indeed of all 
known rules. M r . Cyri l Connolly once 
said lhal when every sort of luxury has 
been foreviT banned in Englaml. Lord 
Berners wil l somehow manage to main­
tain a secret melon house. 

To the north. Faringdon has a most 
beautiful view, enjoyed by a l l the prin­
cipal rooms in the hi>u9e. It extends, 
f rom a terrace buried in honeysuckle, 
for many miles over a landscape such 
as is beloved of all English sporting 
painters, f rom Stubbs to Cecil Alden. 
lhal is to say a patchwork of fields and

house or building of any sort can bi-
seen, not a pylon or one inch of wire, 
just green English grass alternating 

with brown English arable, mile after 
mile, unt i l linally they mergi- into the 
pale but piercing blue of a far distant 
horizon. 

.Such is Faringdon House as i t 
stands in its environment, sober and re­
strained, typical abode, you would say, 
of an English country squire. Typical, 
except perhaps for the colored pigeons, 
the striped pink and while Iialiau i i i l i -
f u l l of geraniums round the front, and 
what is that curious car drawn up in the 
drive? A smart coupe of l ' ) ( ) l . Not 
quite typical, and inside not ly|iical at 
al l . Open the front door, there is 
scented warmth, there is such light, 
such a profusion of flowers, such a river 
of witty chat, accompanied by tunes, 
from hidden musical boxes. 

We must give it to Mr . Wood of 
Bath that he did his bit. He placed the 
bouse upon a semi-liasemeni. which al­
ways makes for warmth ami comfort, 
ami to this basement with real Eight­
eenth Century carelessness, he rele­
gated both (iod and the cook, putting 
chajjel and kitchen there side by side, 
l ie introiluced a graceful doiilile siair-
case, pil lar- , decorated plaster ceilings, 
classical chimney pieces, as many pal­
try details, most likely, as the poet 
laureate was wi l l ing to af ford ; the pro­
portions of all the rooms are excelii i i i . 
Upon this prelliness. this excellence. 
Lord Berners has -uperimposed his own 
taste and fantasy and created some-
ll i i i i :^ ~ii l" ' i -Mii ; i l ih:ii i ! i - \ r r \ dilliiMill 
to convey its aspect to thi>se who have 
not seen for themselves. 

I can remember, during the tedious 
or frightening but always sleepless 
uiglils of fire-watching in wartiuu- Lon­
don, that the place I longed to be in 
most intensely was the red bedroom at 
Faringdon. with its crackling fire, its 
Bessarabian carpel of bunchy flowers 
and above all its four-post bed, whence, 
f rom beneath a huge fat fluffy old-
fashione<l (|uilt one can gaze out at the 
view, head sti l l on pi l low. 

It has always been a great treat to 
slay at Faringdon. hut during the war 
il was paradise to people w(u-king in 
London, since there ihey found a dou­
ble relief from discomfort and from 
boredcmi. 

During the war the big drawing 
room, with its while flock paper and 
|)riceless French and Italian furniture, 
was shut up in favor of the l i t t le green 
drawing room. This is as pretty, cozy 
and characteristic as a room can he. its 
dark olive walls providing the perfect 
background for a riot of tropical birds, 
some alive and hopping about, some 
stuffed in cases, some pressed, like 
flowers in a screen, some modeled in 
china, one jumping with a song luit of 
a gold box, an<l hundreds between the 
green morocco covers of Mr . Gould. 
Like a l l the resi of the house this room 
is buried in flowers of the brightest 
colors, arranged under the eye of Lord 
Berners himself. His ancestors, simper­
ing or morose, hang high upon the walls 
and have for neighbours at eye-level a 
Paul Klee, one or two of Lord Berners' 
own Roman landscapes, and a varying 
selection of Impressionists ami oiliers. 
including Sisley, Corot, Degas. Boudin

This is all loo ofu-n ihi- l U-e. be-
caii-r i i a i f i i l - . a i l ' nmr.' i r rc inr i i lK 
than not quite heedless of llieir chil­
dren's an efforts. T h f pt-rci-ntajir of 
parents who, on seeing a rol l of arl work 
arr ivinj ; home f rom school, openly de-
s])air a! llic because "there is no 
room for i l in the house" is shockingly 
high. The percentage of children who 
have seen their paintings ( into wl i i rh 
they have poured their hearts! tossed 
into the wastepaper basket is a calam­
ity. The percentage of children, be­
tween nine and thirteen, who have 
"accidentally lost" or defiantly thrown 
away thi-ir paintings rather than take 
them home an«l subject themselves to 
the pain of their parents' thoughtless­
ness is distressing. The tragedy of all 
this is that not only is the child's confi­
dence and initiative shaken and its 
healthy sense of purpose in creative 
thinking and doing being snuffed out 
by degrees, btit parents are robbing 
themselves of the very thing they want 
most—a sympathetic. uiidiTsiamling 
relationship with their children. They 
have tossed out. along with the pictures, 
an opportunity to share in an important 
phase of their child's l i fe . 

Af ter a l l . paintings are created to 
be seen just as music is made to be 
heard and poems written to be read. 
Al l these are means of c<miinunication. 
but yon cannot communicate i f your 
musical composition is not listened to. 
your i)o< iii unread or your painting not 
looked at. Without listeners, readers 
and "lookers" it is a one-way street—a 
<lead-end for a performer or creator. 

Parents do not have to take the 
responsibility of finding someone to 
teach painting; to ilieir children be­
cause the schools do this for them. 
Ilowi ver. this fact does not relieve them 
of any further responsibility toward 
their children's art development. What 
then are the specific things which par­
ents can do to help roimd out the 
painting experii-nce of their children? 
Occasions such as the annual art ex-
hibils of student's work held by schools 
offer an excellent opportunity for par­
ents to show interest in what their own 
child is doing and what otiu-r children 
of the same sehoid ^;r('ii | i are accom­

plishing in art. Then, gell ing away fno i i 
the school setup, there are things 
which can be done at home—such as 
creating a "studio corner"—a pla«'e 
where the young son. or daughter, w i l l 
find his arl materials wail ing to be used 
by him at any time. Such a room, or, 
even a corner of a room, can be attrac­
tive with its easel, paint pots, colored 
chalks, drawing board and brushes. 
This evidence of your belief in your 
child's painting activity shouhl go a 
long way to encourage his creative 
work. Then, why not hang the up­
stairs rooms of your home wilh painl-
ings by your children? Did it ever 
occur to you that you might derorale 
the nursery with paintings done by an 
older sister or broiher—that what your 
ci i i ld has |)ainled might be even finer 
llian pictures of the story-telling type or 
ilie i i i i e bunny-ealing-carrol variety? 

I f your child is a prolific painter, 
you might arrange to hang a picture a 
monll i . .Simply choose a wall on which 
you would like to have pictures, where 
they might contribute to the de(;oration. 
Then have a framer make a frame 
which can be used for all pictures. 
The frame can be inexpensive raw 
wood 2 1 " X 27". Fit i t with glass and a 
heavy white mat cut to hold paper 18" 
X 24". which is the regulation size 
generally used in schools. Turn screws 
should be attached to the back to allow 
pictures to be easily changed. A back­
board, cut the size of the glass, and 
made of cardboard, is needed as a solid 
support to the picture and keeps the 
painting and mat clean. Through this 
simple method you w i l l have done a 
great deal towani encouraging your 
child in his creative efforts and you wi l l 
in turn become more aware of the work 
he is accomplishing. It is not beyond 
imagining that one day when you are 
about to hang one of your child's pic­
tures you wi l l discover a color scheme 
which you might use in the sim porch, 
bedroom, or study which you have been 
thinking about redecorating—and of 
course the painting which has sug-
jicsied llic color sclieiiii' conld lianj; in 
that room as a focus to the entire 
scheme. Y<iu may gain not only a 
charming decorative effect, but also a 
far happier child.

and the envinuimeni for such treasures 
as pink moccasin flower, t r i l l iums and 
t ra i l ing arbutus. Only the primroses 
seems to need a heavy soil well for t i ­
fied with old manure. 

The average gardener w i l l prob­
ably not begin with llighls into such 
dilVn Mll plants. Rather, he wi l l select 
iho-i- jdanls that are low-lying and 
creeping—Phlox subulata. l i t t l e bell 
flowers, common pinks, perennial can­
dytuft and certainly the miniature 
daffodils. Fall crocuses, snowdrops and 
aconites, species tulips ami such iiulbs 
di-mand no special horticultural sk i l l . 

Once we have served this appren­
ticeship, we go on to more unusual 
plants. Many of them we may raise 
from seed. My experiments we can 
learn which of them wants the shelter 
of a rock, which requires more stone 
chips than others. We try our hand at 

iiigh-mounlain poppies, the mossy sax­
ifrages, i l l . ' lul led androsaces. the rarer 
and more difficult primulas. 

There are many families of Alpine 
plants that open whole new worlds of 
experience and delight—the anemones, 
the violets, the trout lilies or erylliro-
niums, the various miniature irises, the 
uncommon pinks, the fascinating sem-
pervivimis and sedums. Many of our 
lovely native wild flowers wi l l come 
into our rock gardims and some of the 
herbs, especially the thymes. 

We wi l l also find that colorful 
flowering can be continued long after 
the spate of spring. Various poppies 
wi l l help, ilu- late campanulas, silenes 
and the hypericunis; and the amazing 
beauty of gentians carry the attracliiui 
of these rockery spots up to the thresh­
old of auliinui.

Iiuwcvrr. if she is wi l l ing to devote lov-
i i i l i rare to it . 

C A R E A M ) WA.XINC: I f your anliipie 
furni ture ha.-« a fine midlowed patina, 
continued loving care is all it needs: 
light daily dusting, regular polishing 
with a soft, dry (doth and thorough wax­
ing two or three times a year. 

Waxing is rewarding so set asi<le 
time to <lo i l r ight. Equip yourself 
with a good rlear wax of a paste type, 
and three sets of clean, soft cloths— 
clicesrclolh is ideal. Wi th the first 
cloth, apply wax so sparingly you can 
scarcely si-e i t . A n overdr)se is wasteful, 
makes polishing haril and leaves a gum­
my surface. Spread the wax evenly with 
circular motions over small areas at a 
time. I se the second (doth to take up 
any excess wax and to start the shine. 
Wi th the ihird clolh. polish hriskly with 
the grain of the wood and ruh. ruh. ruh. 

.•\ fine patina is the result of build­
ing up thin hard layers of wax thnuigh 
the years, (iood results depend on the 
cpialily of the wax and ihe (piantity of 
elbow grease used. l '(di>hing is muscle-
work—use your left hand alternately to 
divide the labor. Leave freshly polished 
surfaces free (d all knickknai ks for half 
an hour at least. 

Waxing the highlight surfaces of 
carved or heavily ornamented p i i c i " i -
all that's really necessary. Wax left in 
crevices turns yellow when dry, so i f 
y(ui do wax them, bru^h out any excess. 
T o polish, wrap a soft cloth around a 
stilf-bristled brush. 

Brasses on anti(pie-. arc best hdt 
imdi-turbed. but experts agree waxing 
lightly gives just the right amount of 
brightening. Here again, be sparing. If 
you prefer shiny brasses, unscrew the 
hardware and shine it with a good pol­
ish. Clean h-alher tabletops and chairs 
with saddle soap or leather cleaner. 
Then wax them as you do wood, de­
scribed above. 

Excessive heat or moisture warii> 
wood and destroys the finish. Keep a 
line piece out <d direct sunlight, away 
from radiators and open windows. Pro­
tect it against scratching by gluing fell 
scraps to ihe bottom of table-top ac­
cessories. 

CI-EANING A M ) R E S T O R I N G : T o remove 
olil wax. apply l iquid wax freely, then 
wipe it olT while it i> si i l l wet. Follow 
with paste waxing. For more thorough 
( leaning and to remove fingermarks. 

-ticky accumulations, etc. put a small 
amount of turpentine on a damp cloth 
and wipe a small area at a time. Polish 
dry with a soft cloth and finish by wax­
ing. A mi ld , pure soap such as Castile 
can also be apjdicd in the same way if 
wi|)e(l off immedial(dy. and is su|)erior 
to turpentine for surfaces that arc lac-
(juered or varnished. 

I f the surface is slightly worn or 
-(•ral(died but in good basic (•onditicn. 
a fresh coat of sh(dlac wi l l give it new 
luster. First mix e(|ual parts of boiled 
lin-ced (dl and turpentine and apply. 
W ipc to remove ( xces-. o i l . dry. .Sand 
l ightly, always with the grain of the 
uoiul. n-ini; UIHKI -.iniliiapcr. In i - -n i i i \ f 
blemishes and prepare surface hir shel­
lac. Before you begin it is imperative 
to know whether the original finish is 
sludlac or varnish. Varnish may be 
used over shellac satisfactorily, but 
shellac over varnish never residts in a 
lasting job. I f you don't know, ask at 
the place which sold you the piece or 
get the opini(m (d an expert. 

Most anticpies. however, have been 
shellacked and need (miy one new coat 
of white shellac ndxed with ('([ual |)arts 
id alc(di(d. Brush i h i - on very ihin with 
long. (|iM( k stroke* and a light "b-alh-
>t" touch. I f you u-c \arnish. mix (Miual 
parts (d varnish with turpentine. Either 
lini>h must be left to dry overnight. 
Sand lightly unti l smooth, wipe surface 
free (d grit and dust. For a professional 
r o i d t . rub down with 0(H)0 pumice 
iidx(?(l to a paste with boiled linseed (dl. 
Wax thoroiighU. 

R E F I M S H I N c : If the surface is badly 
marred with scratches, burns or craz­
ing, the old finish must be removed 
down to the stained wood. If it has deep 
Mcniishes or a painted surface, it must 
be brought riown to the natural wood. 

Thorough sanding and careful 
-taining are the secrets of a beautiful 
finish, and here is where most amateurs 
go wnmg. Sanding is important and re-
-ults are in proporti(m to energy ex­
erted; a careless sanding jtd) -hows 
through any number of coats of slwdlac 
or paint. Use 0000 sandpaper through­
out, rub with the grain and test each 
-ta;:c for satiny smoothness. 

First remove old paint or varnish. 
Flow paint remover on with a brush, 
foUowing directions carefully. When 
the old paint or finish bubbles up and 
crumbles, scrape it off wi th a putty 
knife, drawn firndy with the grain. Take 
care not to gouge the wiiod. When all 
traces (d paint or finish are scrapcil nlf. 
wash with alcohol. Let dry. sand lightly. 

Make minor repairs at this point. 
Where parts have separated or come 
loose, scrape dried glue off wilh knife, 
sandpaper end> -mootli. Apjdy fresh 
furni ture glue and re-join. Let dry for 
24 hours. h(dd firndy with ( lamps or a 

i (.imtiniicd on page 207) 
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home-made lourni(|uet of heavy cord 
and a short stick of wood. 

F i l l small gouges with plastic wood 
filler in color nearest wood tones. Dab 
filler in openings and pack higher than 
surface as filler shrinks in drying. 
When dry, sand smooth. Leave replace­
ments of missing parts, molding- and 
the rejoining of tops on fine pieces to 
the expert cabinetmaker. 

In the paint-removing process, a 
certain amount of stain wi l l come off. 
\ \ heiher you renew the stain, enrich 
the color or start f rom scratch, the 
- laiuing jirocess is the same. Work wi lh 
water stains—they're easier for the 
amateur to handle than o i l . I f you get 
too deep a color, water stains can easily 
be lightened by applying water on a 
clean cloth. Alcohol and oil stains pene­
trate the wood to a much greater extent 
and can be removed only by scraping or 
bleaching. Woods in the same piece 
often vary in degree of hardness, and 
certain areas may alisorb stain more 
readily than others, taking on a darker 
hue. To correct this, or for a more uni­
form color, rub in more slain on the 
light streak or mix a bit of darker slain 
and apply. Let dry. The water stain 
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wil l raise or "roughen" tin- s u r f a i e . 
Sand lightly before shellacking. 

You're ready now for the first or 
"wash" coat of shellac. Mix three parts 
alcohol to one pari shella<' and brush 
over the entire surface quickly and 
i ig l i l lv . with long strokes to avoid ovi-r-
lajqiing brush marks. Don't pile i l on. 
one brush-over is enough. The wash 
coat seals the slain, hcljis liind the 
grain from further rising. Dry at least 
line.- or four hours. Sand lightly unti l 
surface is smooth. 

Follow wilh a sec(md "bodying" 
coal of -liidlae. Mix half alcohol, half 
shellac, u-ing the same method. Mlow 
to dry overnight. 

The nexl flay, sand the entire sur-
faee li;ihtly unti l smtioth. removing any 
brush marks. Apply final coat of shel­
lac, one part alcohol and two part* 
shellac. Let dry eight hours or more-. 
The longer any of these coals dries, the 
belter the result. Sand again. The trick 
is lo put the finish on well, then sanil 
to leave as thin and hard a surface as 
po--iide. Clean dust and grit off ihor-
i i i i-hlv with a slightly dampened cloth. 
Then wax to a high luster.

H o w t o t a k e c a r e o f 

YOUR CHINA 

I t's a wise housewife who inventories 
her china twice a year. I f the check­

up shows il iai her cups and plates ;iri-
being broken at an alarming rate, there 
are a number of things she can do. 

In the first place, always u.se a 
drain rack wi th rubber-covered wires 
for dishwashing. This cuts down chip­
ping and cracking hazards. A riiblier 
l ip on a faucet is also a help on this 
score. I t is best to have only one piece 
of china in the sink at a time. 

Plates which are banded or orna-
luenled in silver or gold may have their 
decorations damaged by acids like 
lemon juice or salad dressing. Rinse 
l i i i ' i i i pKirnplly and wa-li llii-m a- -ixin 
as feasible. Don't, at any cost, let them 
stand "as is" overnight. Avoid scraping 
the surface of any plate wi th steel wool 
or a kn i fe ; use a ndiber scraper. Also, 
watch out for sudden changes of lem-
j)eralure (the piping hot soap water, 
followed by a near-cold rinse), or they 
may crack. It's good to season a new 
earthenware casserole by putting i l in 
a large pot f u l l of cold water, b r i n - i i i i : 
it slowly to a boil , then simmering it 
for three or four hours. This seems to 
toughen the ware. Or. if the casserole 

i - extra large, fill i l wi lh cold water and 
put i l in a slow oven for the same 
length of time. 

I f you customarily set your plates 
on a hard surface, like a Monel metal 
or porcelain drainboard or counter-top. 
use a rubber mat or fol i l a dish towel to 
cushion the impact. Never warm china 
by putting it into an oven; rinse in lioi 
water or pla<'e in a warming oven. 

Slacking is always risky. To pre­
vent in jury to surfaces, insert the spe­
cial flannel doilies made for the pur­
pose, between plates when you stack 
them in storage cabinets. Resist the 
temptation to pyramid small plates on 
large ones; the whole edifice may crash 
if you pull out a big one in a hurry. 
Stacking cups is never safe unless 
they're specially designed for such 
treatment. Hanging them by their han­
dles is not the best solution either, since 
it puts a strain on the frailest member 
(the handle! and they're likely to be 
jiggled off ihi-ir hooks when you reach 
through them to pieces at the back of 
the shelf. Best system is to have a shal­
low shelf installed halfway between the 
ordinary china shelves, and line up your 
cups there.

When firm, unmold onto the 
serving dish, surround witli fresh nas­
turtium leaves and blossoms, and 
decorate with a ring of icy cold fresh 
fruit—peaches, strawberries, grape.s. 
whatever is at hand that strikes you as 
suitable for a "fruit and cheese" des­
sert. This could also be served as a 
main dish for luncheon on a very hot 
day. with paper thin ham sandwiches 
cut in narrow strips and iced tea 
sprigged with mint from the garden.

G A R D E N I N G G U I D E 

IT is difficult to say which is the busi­
er part of the garden tiiese days— 

flower beds or vegetable patch. The 
month of May usually brings the final 
assurance that the killing frosts have 
come and gone for good. We garden in 
safety. Frost-fearing squash vines and 
tender bulbs, eggplants, corn and pep­
pers, flats of finicking annuals are all 
free now to go ahead. 

We busy ourselves with dozens of 
jobs, big and little. We pinch off side 
buds of peonies, l i f t and divide Shasta 
daisies and fall asters, set out violets, 
feed rhubarb with a generous hand. 
Into window boxes go fresh soil and 
fresh plants. Tall bearded iris are given 
dollops of bonemeal. We are beginning 
to thin out young vegetable plants. 

But this isn't all. We'll soon be 
battling cutworms, spraying fruit trees 
as the blossoms drift down, soaking 
roses to ward off mildew and black 
spot. Wel l be going after oyster-sheU 
scale with noisome mixtures and hope­
fully digging tobacco dust around 
asters to circumvent root aphids. . . . 
These are dizzy times! 

Gardener's defense 

Men and women wl>o want to en­
joy their gardening have to find some 
way to defend themselves against all 
the advice given them. The list of things 
that ought to be done during May in 
any well-ordered garden—the bugs and 
disease to spray against, the fertilizers 
to scatter, the multitude of new gadgets 
to try—total up formidably. You can 
either walk away from the whole kit 
and caboodle of gardening, or take it 
piecemeal. Make out a list of the day's 
work, and be content to do that. 

You can also take advantage of 
every possible labor-saving device. Nor 
are all these devices in the nature of 
machines. They are mainly practices. 
The day may come when we will learn 
how to keep plants in health, just as 
the human body's health is built up to 
resist disease and grow vigorously. 
Upon the health of the land depends 
the health of the plant. So long as we 
rob the land, neglect to put back what 
we have taken out, the ideal of nalural-
Iv healthy plants must remain in the far 
distant future. 

Garden hoblii< « 

Another and increasingly accepted 
approach to gardening is to avoid try­
ing everything; rather, selecting one 
group or family of plants and concen-
Iniliug on it. This cnmmonsense ap­

proach is indicated by the increasing 
number of special plant societies and 
books on special plants. To the long-
established American Rose Society. Iris. 
Peony. Delphinium, have been added 
organizations concentrating on tulips, 
begonias, African daisies, small fruits, 
primulas, fuchsias, to name only a few. 
The books on these particular groups 
of plants are extremely valuable. 

The philosophy of gardening hob­
byists is to accept the fact that a given, 
limited piece of land—together with 
limited hands to work and limited 
purses to pay out—cannot be expected 
to produce continual quantities of as­
sorted things. Far belter to loncfnlrale 
on a few: bulbs for spring flowering; 
perennials or some such specialty as 
roses, irises, peonies, daylilies for early 
and mid-summer; chrysanthemums for 
the autumn. 

For some hobbyists the ultimate 
consummation of their efforts comes in 
the ful l tide of roses blooming; some, 
chrysanthemums. Others follow the 
three-to-four-months' flowering of hem-
erocallis and lilies. 

And after our special pet group 
has given us of its best, what then? The 
wise gardener goes away for a time. We 
all ought to take vacations from our 
gardens. 

I t is practically impossible just to 
stop work and sit in the shade. Even 
though we take the precaution to bathe 
and dress in our cleanest clothes and 
think to lose ourselves in a detective 
story, the eye spots a weed and off we 
go to haul it out. Soon we are hauling 
out a lot of weeds and seeing more 
and more. 

Anniversary 

These rather crabbed bits of ad­
vice are being written on a mid-March 
morning. The day is darkening to help 
ihe radio's promise of still another snow 
storm. Since tlie night after Christmas 
we have not seen the land. Walls and 
neatly terraced levels are blanketed in 
sloping drifts. Only by a combination of 
skiing and gymnastics have the fruit 
trees been finally pruned. Only by a 
major excavation are the pans of potted 
bulbs finally brought out for forcing. 
The date shows that this will be the 
thirtieth year my dreams, honest sweat 
and dwindling cash have gone into this 
small secticm of Coniwrticul hilltop. 

Although I have just pompously 
preached the limiting of work and ad-

A fully done, is always something of 

a setback lo any plant. Moving i l from 
its anchorage in the .soil interferes with 
the moisture supply to a degree com­
mensurate with the stage of growth, the 
kind of plant and the season. The rapid 
acceleration of spring growth will, to a 
large extent, overcome this check, mak­
ing spring the most favorable time of 
the year for transplanting all manner 
of plants. However, if transplanting is 
undertaken after the time when active 
growth i^ well under way. seriims losses 
may occur. The season in spring for 
iransplaniing is cimiparatively short, 
depending upun the region. Where a 
long cool spring is the rule, the danger 
is lessened; hnl where warm weather 
follows soon upon cold, plants quickly 
pa.ss the stage when they can be moved 
with relative safety. 

In order to take full advantage of 
ihe spring season, rclali* the operalions 
to the kind of plant and to the stage of 
growth. All decidutius plants (which 
drop their leaves in autumn) and her­
baceous plants (whose stems die to ihe 
ground and are renewed from the roots 
or crown each spring) should be plant­

ed while still dormant, or before active 
growth begins. Once these have sprout­
ed leaves and shoots, they can be moved 
only with the greatest risk, and usual­
ly not without a ball of soil on ihe roots. 
Even with this precaution, moisture 
supply is upset since many roots are 
necessarily cut off. The roots are the 
channels through which plants obtain 
moisture from the soil. The wiltin;; 
which occurs indicates the disturbed 
condition and is also an attempt on 
the pari of the plant to conserve its 
own moisture. If prolonged, parts or all 
of the plant may die. because plant 
i f l l - lii.ii ihcii- iiioi-iiiii ' . al-o. ail'T 
a time, lose their ability to absorb it 
again. Moisture, which plays a part in 
all ihe plant's pHK-esses, is the most 
critical factor in its growth; conserve 
i l to keep plants alive. 

When dormant, most shade and 
flowering trees from 10' to 12' tall, and 
shrubs from 4' to 5' can be planted 
bare root, the exceptions among trees 
being beech, birch, magnolia and flow­
ering dogwood, and in shrubs decidu­
ous azaleas, enkianthus and firelhorn, 
all of which must be provided with a

l ial l of soil. Sizes larger than llie above 
must also have a bal l of snil . T h e bal l 
is usually wrapped with bur lap a n d se­
cured with rope. Ba l l ed and bur lappcd 
plants are described as " R & B . " 

Evergreen coni fers—pine , spruce, 
hemlock and the l ike—withs tand trans-
planl ing over a longer period, owing lo 
their slowness in absorbing nmistun-. 
ihe ir fibrous root .system and because 
they are a lways planted with a bal l of 
soil. However, when the new soft 
shoots are well on I , it is best to cease 
moving i-vi-ii tlio.se until the new growth 
has matured, in .August and .Septem­
ber when transplant ing can begin 
again. T a x u s ( y e w ) seems to resent 
transplant ing most at this stage. T h e 
young growth wi l l s and sometimes 
withers , forc ing the plant to .send out 
anolher crop of .shoots. 

T o conserve moisture, inmiediately 
unpack all plants received in shipment. 
I f it is not feasible to plant them at 
once, dig a trench, lay the plants against 
one side and cover the roots, and with 
trees and shrubs , the lower part of the 
trunks and stems. W h i l e plant ing, pro­
tect the roots against exposure to sun 
and wind. T r e e s and shrubs , inc luding 
roses, that look very dry are best im­
mersed in water for 24 to 48 hours to 
p lump up the tissue a n d aid sprout­
ing. T h e y .should be cut back to within 
a foot of the ground before planting, 
to force the moisture into a few good 
buds (see art ic le on pruning . Hodse 

& Garden. .April 1948). T o reduce 
pressure on the roots of woody plants, 
remove surplus branches from shrubs. 
W i t h ordinary sized shrubs from a 
nursery , prune several inches at tbe 
top of tbe stems. Do not remove the 
tops from shade or flowering trees, but 
cut tbe side branches back .somewhat. 
If evergreen conifers are planted late 
in the spr ing , shear off some of tbe 
foliage. 

Root (Contact with the soil is a 
most important part of planting. Have 
the hole ample enough to accommodate 
a l l tbe roots of bare-rooted plants, 
spread out. and firm the .soil in the bot­
tom of the hole. R e d u c e the fiUing-in 
soil to a granular stale so that it will 
find its way among the roots. T h r o w an 
inch of soil over the roots, then grasp 
the top of the plant and raise sl ightly, 
but not c lear of the soil , and drop back 
several t imes to settle the soil around 
the roots. F i l l in more, tramp firmly, 
then give plenty of water. Set balled 
and burlapped plants 1 to 2 inches 
lower than they were orig inal ly . I f they 
are very heavy, handle by grasping tbe 
enc irc l ing ropes, not the plants . Unt i e 
the ropes only when the bal l is satis­
factorily placed in the hole. Remove 
the covering from the top of the bal l , 
but spread the bottom burlap and bury 
it as plant ing proceeds. T r a m p the 
fiUing-in soil again.st the sides of the 
ball and flood several t imes with water.

Unless well firmed, the soil may shrink 
from I lie ball when it dries. 

Set herbaceous plants no deeper 
than they were before. Many, such as 
ilelpbiniuin. pansy, strawberries, pe­
tunias and vegetables such as lettuce, 
are injured by having their crowns 
buried. Rotting may set in. 

Flowering annuals and vegetable 
planl.< raised indoors differ from tbe 
woody plants, shrubs and trees in that 
planting i.s done when growth is well 
under way. Pol-grown plants are the 
least risky, and, provided the plunt,'̂  
have not stayed loo long in their pots, 
they can be planted in warm weather. 
Almost equally safe are those set in 
paper plant bands, which can be plant­
ed with the band attached since the 
paper disintegrates in the soil. Bands 
made of light wood are best removed 
before planting. The trick is to plant 
these and the pot-grown plants without 
Itreaking the ball. Have the ball slightly 
moist but not wet and press the soil 
against the ball on two sides at the same 
time. 

Planting from flats is more risky. 
Roots are interlocked, and many are 
Ijrokcii off in handling. Unlike iilaiil,-
in pots and plant bands, these should 
be quite moist to facilitate root sepa­

ration with as little damage as possi­
ble. Plenty of water is needed in all 
cases especially if the weather is warm. 
Excessive willing can be avoided by 
inserting sprays of evergreen among 
the plants for a few days to provide 
shade. 

Stimidalion of root activity has­
tens the establishment of newly set 
plants. Moisture, of course, is the first 
necessity. Bui avoid constant flooding 
of the soil in the cold days of early 
spring. Root activity is at its best when 
the soil temperature begins to rise. 
Early and freijuent cultivation induces 
this and gives aeration. In summer or 
late spring, if the soil becomes too 
warm, much moisture is lost. Then a 
mulch (covering) of hay. straw, peat 
or such, will be needed where soil is 
exposed. Organic matter, rotted ma­
nure, peat nu)ss or ol<l compost, in­
corporated in the .soil (together with 
super-phosphate. .5 pounds per 100 
square feel I is beneficial. Starter 
so! n I ions are often used with green­
house grown plants. One half pound of 
a fertilizer of the formula 5-10-5 is dis­
solved in 8 gallons of water for a few 
hours. At planting leave a depression 
aroimd each plant and pour in a cupful 
of llie soluliim.
