Use floribundas as shrubs

Tall varieties of these new hardy roses, when properly pruned, and grouped

with other shrubs, will give you successive bloomings

PATRICK J. McKENNA

Tm: merging of the hybrid tea roses with
the hybrid polyanthas gave birth to a new
type of rose that combines the large size of
the hybrid tea with the constant blooming quali-
ties of the polyantha. Greater resistance to
low temperatures and less susceptibility to
disease have also been added. Unofficially known
as “floribundas.” the members of this class of
roses grow to such proportions. and are adapted
to such a variety of soils and conditions, that they
are no longer suited to the bedding method which
for generations we have followed in growing
general varieties. Some of them are best treated
as shrubs to be included in shrub arrangements.

The cluster-forming habit. a trait inherited

from the polyantha parent, produces a great pro-

fusion of bloom over a very long period. Begin-
ning just at the end of the late spring shrub dis-
play. they offer the most logical material for
prolonging the color right through midsummer,
with a fresh spurt through autumn until frost.
Thus they are aptly fitted to brighten up areas
that would otherwise have little but foliage to
offer the garden for a greater part of the season.

The floribunda varieties that fit best into a
shrub arrangement plan are: Salmon Spray,
growing over 4 feet tall with good foliage and
large rosy-pink flowers, not salmon as the name
implies; Betty Prior, of similar habit and height,
but light pink; Mrs. R. M. Finch. an old-time
polyantha. very vigorous and hardy. The peach-

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Why not grow small fruits and grapes

in an informal orchard-garden?

BY GEORGE L. SLATE

F you love food and have a green thumb, nothing
should stop you from growing small fruits and
grapes in your garden. They are well worth
the effort. You will have your reward when

you pick choice strawberries in the dewy coolness of a
June morning, to be eaten with thick country cream an
hour later. And again when you line your larder shelves
with bright jars of home-preserved jams, jellies and
juices. Or pack your freezer with strawberries and
raspberries. Finally, they are not difficult to grow,
need less room and much less spraying than tree fruits.

A successful small fruit garden is the result of

wise planning. First pick your site. It will need unin-

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How to look at a flower show

The exhibitors” skill at forcing flowers, precise timing and

variety of design decides how much inspiration you take home

T HE great spring flower shows—New York,
Philadelphia, Boston, Chicago, Atlanta—
offer an abundance of ideas for gardens-in-the-
making and gardens that need re-making. The pat-
tern of a garden shelter, the swing of paths, the
shape and scale of steps, the nature of a wall
and its coping, gates and fences, new plant ma-
terial combinations in borders and informal beds,
garden spots for outdoor living—these ideas are
yours to carry back home. So, too, are the color
schemes—the subtle blending of tulips, the in-
terweaving of varied azaleas—the planting of
little brooks, alpines that flourish between rocks.

Next to seeking inspiration and informa-
tion, you who visit these shows have justifi-
able curiosity as to how all these plants can be
brought to flowering at exactly the right time.
American nurserymen and estate gardeners have
great skill (and the advantage of abundant sun-

light) in forcing plants. Visitors from abroad

always comment on our superb forcing results.

Another important factor is timing the
bulbs, trees and flowers so that they all can
appear on the opening day in their perfection.
A complicated forcing schedule is followed and
great areas of greenhouses are devoted to the
plant material for flower shows.

Meantime the structure—background, pav-
ing, fences. innumerable flats of grass—are in
the werks. These. finally assembled with the
plants, make the exhibit. It can be stated as a
general principle that what an exhibitor leaves
out may often win the prize and create a garden
remembered for years after erowded exhibits have
been forgotten.

Canada contrasts and contradictions

CANADA is a country of contradictions. She
is gentle yet woolly, eager-beaver yet consery-
ative. You can admire one of the world’s finest
collections of Chinese porcelain in Toronto's
Royal Ontario Museum and a few miles out-of-
town see a six-point buck from your car.
Canadian engineers have moved mountains,
changed the course of rivers and drained
lakes to reach ore deposits, but when cocktail
bars were opened recently in Ontario. that
province was rocked to its foundations. Per-
haps it was this same conservatism that made
Canada’s Wartime Price Control and ration-

ing an object of study all over the world.

FOR me. Canada is sometimes infuriating.
Because of the tall shadow of the United
States next door. she can't see clearly enough
to pat herself on the back. Her medical prog-
ress is consistent and amazing. and this she
takes for granted. She has to be prodded by
the rest of the world into looking at her art and
literature without blushing. Prior to the war,
she never really bit into her manufacturing
potentialities. She was content to leave the
high-pressure industries to the United States
and Great Britain. But things are changing.
After the war Canada woke up and realized
that. judged on a per capita basis. she had
somehow kept nose-to-nese with the United
States in the war materiel race. Now she is
feeling her vats production-wise and factories
are bustin’ out all over.

Contrary to popular belief. Canada doesn’t
suffer from “momism” where England is con-
cerned. She stands on her own feet as a nation
and would thank the world to remember it.

and respected; but as he is non-political, the
choice of attitude is entirely one of sentiment.
Each of the nine provinces has an embodiment
of the King-idea called a Lieutenant Governor,
a carefully chosen citizen who appears at
functions, opens and closes Parliament, gives
traditional assent to legislature and generally
creams up the routine. The national represent-
ative of the King, actually appointed by him,
is the Governor General. The Canadian gov-
ernment operates under different forms than
those of the United States, but its bony struc-
ture is similar. The Canadian Prime Minister
is equivalent to the President of the United
States and each province has a Premier who

is comparable to a U. S. state governor.

Aa a vacation land. Canada is equipped to
suit every taste. Whether you lean to hard
exercise, peaceful rumination or the social life,
the scene is set for you from the temperate
Pacific Coast to northern Nova Scotia. Perhaps
you want to hunt? Our wild life is right out-
of-hand and could do with some thinning, Or
maybe you dream of isolated lakes and rivers
brimful of fish? You can kill salmon in the
rushing New Brunswick rivers, titillate trout
of every species from coast to coast, or troll
the dark-water lakes of northern Ontario and
Quebec for game fish.

If you crave a foreign touch, there is,
as everyone knows. Quebec. In 1774 the gov-
ernment passed the Quebec Act and allowed
the French in Canada to keep their religion
and picturesque language if they'd relax and
get on with settling.

SE-;I-:N at first glance from ship or plane,
Bermuda houses look like a lot of toys scat-
tered haphazardly over the landscape. This
impression of informality. of casualness on the
part of both man and nature. remains after
you have landed. Take any road. Follow it as
it winds up and down. now on the flat in the
open, now between high walls or under ancient
cedars. One minute you pass an eighteenth-
century mansion with an avenue of royal
palms. the next. a Portuguese farmer’s house
encircled by masses of oleanders. On the right.
a field lies fallow; then suddenly you turn
and find yourself heading straight for a cove

of aquamarine water fringed by dark cedar.

Pl-lf([-l.'\l"S you will stop at a white house on
one of the points of land jutting out into the
ocean. Or. you may discover at the end of a
hibiscus lane a little stone cottage in a grove
of junipers. It will probably have an allspice
tree. There may even be a small quarry gar-
den with lilies, begonias and geraniums. And
it will be solidly quiet—the stillness being
broken only by the song of cardinals, the
tinkle of bicycle bells, now and then the hum
of a car and in the background if you listen

attentively the incessant murmur of the sea.

I.Hl-‘. houses. whichever way you look. will
almost certainly be built of the local coral
limestone of which the island itself is com-
posed. Soft enough to be cut with a handsaw,
it has the accommodating property of harden-
ing with age. so that the longer a Bermuda
house stands the more firm its walls become.

The soft porous quality of the stone is respon-

sible for the island’s lack of wells since the
rainfall filters through to the level of the sea
and becomes saline. Therefore the roofs serve
as watersheds for the houses below and rain
water is stored in subterranecan tanks for
household use. The whiteness of Bermuda
houses is largely due to this dual use of the
roof, as by law all roofs must be whitewashed
annually to keep the rain water clean and pure.
This probably explains why the abundant
cedar of the island was not used for shingle
roofs as in the seaboard American colonies.
Instead, the cedar was used for the strong
rafters that support the stone roofs and for

the beautiful floors and interior woodwerk.

Bl-;lwl:[u\ houses cling to the ground, and
the eaves of the roofs are close-clipped to ren-
der them less vulnerable to hurricanes that
sometimes visit the Caribbean and Atlantic
islands. The windows have strong louvered
shutters which also shield the interiors against
the hot summer sun. Unlike the tropic islands.
Bermuda has a cool winter and fires are needed
for warmth as well as for cooking, so stout
stone chimneys frequently dwarf the houses.
Their size is due not only to their thick stone
walls but also to the ovens which are often
built into the weatherings at the base. The
hearths of the fireplaces are at varying levels
above the floor. Sometimes they are ankle high,
sometimes knee high.

Ancestor of all Bermuda houses is the
White Cottage on the north shore of Tucker’s
Town Bay. Small, weather-beaten, deserted
and about to be destroyed, it probably dates

from some 50 years after the settlement of

the island in 1612. From dwellings such as
this one-room pioneer house developed the fine
Bermuda Georgian mansions of the eighteenth
century. The single-room plan of the White
Cottage grew first into a two-room plan with
a chimney at either end, as in Virginia, rather
than with a chimney in the center as in cold
New England. An ancient house between
Trott’s Pond and Mangrove Lake in Tucker’s
Town is a good sample of this type and con-
tains early examples of two characteristic
Bermuda architectural features: the “welcom-
ing arms” steps and the “tray” ceiling. The
former broaden as they descend from entrance
door to ground; instead of balustrades. they
have stone walls ending in a hospitable flare.
The steps themselves are often warm red brick,
blending well with the weathered gray of the
stonework. The “tray” ceiling earns its name
from its resemblance to a tray set upside down
over the room. This is the result of the plas-
tered ceiling being carried up into the roof
space; the sloping sides of the tray are actually
the underside of the roof rafters and the hori-

zontal surface (Continued on page 168)

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Three summer menus

GRiGSBY

T was a great day in cooking history when vegetables graduated

from unimportant little side dishes to their proper position,

and handsome fruits regarded largely as table decoration—perhaps
to be passed after an elaborate dessert—were promoted to their right-
ful place as a suitable and delicious dessert in themselves. For the
lovely fruits and vegetables of summertime were surely planned by a
kind Providence to tempt warm-weather appetites and reduce kitchen
work to a minimum.

Here are three summer dinner menus which make full use of the
good things of the season without in the least resembling the tearoom
vegetable plate. Each includes meat. fish or poultry in due propor-
tion, but in no case is the protein food allowed to dominate. The ham
suggested for the first dinner may be served hot or cold, but in either
case it should be carved almost paper thin. Smithfield ham always
tastes best that way, and if the ham you use is not a Smithfield, make
sure it is one with real flavor. Many of the precooked hams on the
market are excellent, but you occasionally find one that has had most
of the taste processed out of it. Brand names are important in select-
ing a ham; choose one that you know. For the shrimp pilau, you could
use a canned or bottled variety from your supply shelf, or beil a pound
of the fresh-frozen ones. If you prepare them yourself, take care not
to overcook them. Pulpy. tasteless shrimps are all too frequently
encountered in such dishes. Three minutes’ boiling time is ample for
large shrimps when they are to be re-cooked or heated.

Don’t simmer this summer

New equipment. new materials, new structural ideas offer a variety

of effective ways to keep your house (and you) cooler this summer

BY DON GRAF

EEPING cooL is largely a matter of your body
losing heat at a normal rate. The actual cool-

ing is mostly by evaporation of water from your skin
and lungs. So an environment in which temperature,
humidity and air motion aid this, is a comfortable
one for summer. Outdoors, there isn’t much you can do
to make the weather hearable; it has a way of being
unco-operative. But indoors, new cooling equipment and
new weather-wise architectural design can give you the
whip hand over summer heat. (1) You can use insulating
materials in the outside walls, roofs, top-floor ceilings
of your house; also heatresistant huilding materials.
(2) You can fend off hot summer sun by window over-
hangs, trellises, awnings, special sereens, special glass.

(3) You can install room-cooling units, various types of

motor-driven fans or a complete air-conditioning system.
INSULATION. Most people who live in houses appre-
ciate the value of insulating materials today as a sort of
winter blanket for their houses, But not all of these are
as aware that it is doubly effective—that it keeps sum-
mer heat out as well as winter heat in. Its efficiency will
vary of course with the materials and construction of
the house. Thick masonry walls are in themselves some
barrier against summer sun (though the roof over them
may not be). But in wood-walled houses adequate in-
sulation, properly installed, can reduce room tempera-
tures 15° below the outdoor temperature. For summer,
insulating roof as well as walls is of particular impor-
tance in keeping heat out. Experts have figured that roofs

admit two-thirds of the summer heat that flows into an

uninsulated house. This contrasts with the winter prob-
lem of keeping heat in because, in winter, the walls of
an uninsulated house are responsible for two thirds
of heat loss, the roof only one-third. The moral of this is:
you must completely insulate both roof and walls to
he cooler in summer and warmer in winter.

In summer, insulating materials do more than protect
the inside of your house from the sun’s direct rays
(which can heat outside walls to 120° to 140° F. in
daytime). They also keep out the heat that accumulates
in uninsulated walls, roofs and attic and continues to
warm the house at night after the sun and outside tem-
perature go down. In choosing insulating materials, you

can pick from four major types. Choice is largely a mat-

ter of what installation will best fit the construction and

insulation fiber

design of your house. The first type
board—could serve as sheathing over the framework of
a new or remodeled house. Second, the flexible batt or
blanket type is insulating fiber that is bound in water-
proof paper in sizes and shapes which fit between
studs, rafters and joists. They suit new houses or any
house where studs and joists are accessible. Third, fill
insulation is insulating fiber in loose form. It can be
used readily in walls, roofs, floors and ceilings of exist-
ing houses as well as in new ones because it is blown in
under pressure. The fourth type is metal foil in thin
sheets applied inside the wall and roof structure. It re-
flects heat back toward its source and so wards off the
heat of the sun in summer, prevents the escape of the

heat from the house in (Continued on page 174)

Hitchcock chairs and table are maple, rubbed to a polished, natural finish




Blandings” Progress

Mr. Blandings is the tormented hero of a book (Mr. Blandings Builds His Dream House

by Eric Hodgins) and a movie made by RKO Radio Pictures, released by Selznick. His

story is one of love, frustration and near-bankruptcy. It was love-at-first-sight

when Mr. and Mrs. Blandings found an ancient Connecticut ruin of a house

on a spring morning. The frustration set in when they bought it and tried frantically to remodel

it into the house of their dreams. In time they were forced to abandon it

and build a new house from scratch. The near-bankruptcy was achieved as they

went along.

What Mr. Blandings didn’t know

Your success or {ailure in building a new house, in buying or remodel-
ing an old one, depends greatly on the knowledge you bring to it. To
help you get value and lasting satisfaction, we brief you here on the
necessary steps to sound home ownership. This is vital information to-
day when so many new houses are being built and building costs are at

an all time high with little likelihood of coming down soon.

1. FINANCE COMES FIRST. M, like Mr. Blandings, you have the
urge to build, remodel, or buy a house, probably nothing will dissuade
vou. But you can be warier than he was. Your first step is to be realistic
aboul the financial problems you may face. Unless you are one of the
few who can pay in full when you build, you will undoubtedly pay for
your house from income over a period of years. So how do you know how
much vou can afford to spend? There are two ways to reckon it, based
on vearly or on monthly income. A rule of thumb, which has been
advocated by the United States Building and Loan League, is that your
total cost should be from one-and-one-half to three times your annual
income. So. if your income is $8,000 a year, you could afford a §12,000
to $24.000 house. Today, with high income taxes and inflation, other

experts say total cost should be no higher than two to two-and-one-

half times your annual income. But assets such as owning your own land,
large savings, or assured future prospects can modify such general
approximations. By the same token, numerous dependents, advancing
age, an extravagant way of life, uncertain future plans are debits which
can mean that even the minimum figures here are too high to be a safe
guide. Total cost, incidentally, means not only what the construction of
the house itself will cost you but the land, landscaping, possible new
furnishings, fees for architect, landscape architect or other professional
help. and “extras” (financing and service charges such as a survey,
title search, appraisal, recording fees and the like).

To estimate what vou can afford to spend for a house in monthly
terms, figure it as you figure rent. In other words, spend no more for it
than 20 to 25 per cent of your imcome. If your income is $8.000 a year
or about $667 a month, buying your house should cost you between
£1.600 and §2.000 a year or about $133 and $167 a month. But what
you pay is not rent but “carrying charges.” They cover interest pay-
ments (on money loaned you to build or buy your house), taxes and in-
surance of all kinds, fuel costs, maintenance and similar costs. After you

]::\‘ Latin countries, it is an immemorial habit to put away the un-
finished “heel™ of a hottle of wine for next week’s salad. Without
preservatives, wine turns quickly when uncorked. yet retains a rich
aroma which no acetic acid can duplicate. It is easy to develop a taste
for this wine flavor combined with the crisp textures of fresh veg-
etables, and so, in France and Italy, you frequently find salads dressed
with a non-soured, unpretentious vin ordinaire. If you plan to enlarge
vour summer menus by adopting this idea, avoid sweel vintages;
choose instead a sharp, clean white wine or a robust red one. You may
prefer more sourness in a dressing. If so, achieve it with the juice of a
lemon, which combines well with that of the grape. In addition to the
three distinctive recipes for salads with wine here you can try white
wine on tiny cold parsley potatoes. Or lace a chef’s salad, of cold
meals cut in strips, with a characterful Burgundy. The fruit salad idea
has become such a commonplace that it is a happy thought to present
it under a new guise. Treat it as a dessert, making unusual combina-
tions of fruits and intensifying their fragrance with a liqueur which
has had plenty of time to soak in. Here again, this magic touch raises
your food from everyday fare to the proverbial dish for a king.

| A BARBECUE which adjoins the house has much in its favor. This plan of the ter-
race and |u‘}1‘nh shown on page 89 indicates some of the advantages. There is

{ shelter from rain; there is ample and handy storage space for cooking utensils;

the adjoining kitchen is conveniently close at hand for removing the plates when
you have finished. A water supply is at hand in the form of a small sink. All sum-
mer it is used also to fill vases and arrange flowers cut in the garden. The barbecue
itself consists of a ready-made outdoor oven (an enclosed metal frame fitted out
with grates and a hinged top) . The fire pit is below it. Log storage for fuel is built
in beside the range. Its top surface acts as a working counter. The outdoor fire-
place is a cooking adjunct but it is equally important as a hospitable spot on cool
evenings. Because it is placed in a corner, this barbecue porch and terrace adds
an attractive architectural feature to the house as well as being an outdoor living-
dining room, The fireplace chimney and wall, and the hins (large enough to store
small porch and garden furniture, small garden tools) also screen off kitchen yard.

over the world say that Bermuda’s is
the most interesting. [t houses the
clever female sea horses, who lay their
eges in the pouches of the males, so
that the males have to do the carrying:
as well as shark suckers who have
hopped aboard sharks off Cape Cod—
and ridden to Bermuda.

Near the Aquarium are the cele-
brated caves, 150 feet underground
with their clear bright blue pools 50
feet deep. Encircling them are lime-
stone formations of pure white that re-
semble towers and minarets, eerie and
heautiful like a moonlit Moorish city.

Shopping in Bermuda these days
is an unpredictable pastime. If a ship
from England is in (and only heaven
and Lloyd's knows anything about Eng-
lish ships these days) then for a while
there will be tweeds and doeskins in the
shops. Prices are inevitably higher than
of old. Cashmere sweaters, for example.
cost twice as much as they did before
the war, when Bermuda was shopping
heaven for tweedy Americans. High
costs are due, of course, to limited pro-
duction in the British Isles, and short-
ages are due to lack of shipping. Old
Sheffield and Wedgwood, traditionally
heloved of visitors, are scarce.

Slmr:l‘: Jermudians pride themselves
upon being “very English,” their
cooking is good and solid, but not al-
ways imaginative. It is said, however,

that island women beat the world when
it comes to baking., and their colored
cooks are famous for their Old Fash-
ioned Bermuda cookies, Here is how
I]u-y make them:

Cream Y4 cup of butter and 14
cup of lard with 14 cup of sugar, add a
big ege slightly beaten, and stir until
light and bubbly. Add 2'% cups of flour,
sifted with 14 teaspoon of salt, % tea-
spoon of nutmeg and % teaspoon of
soda. Sometimes the cooks add a tea-
spoon of vanilla, which is better than
vanilla extract because it is made with
West Indies vanilla bheans and very
good rum. When everything is well
blended, nip off bits of the dough. roll
into little balls and dip in sugar. Place
the balls on a buttered cookie sheet and
pat them down unmtil about % inch

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Italy (richly evocated by Carlo Levi's
Christ Stopped at Eboli)—Calabria,
Apulia, Lucania—are strange and in-
exhaustibly fascinating stretches, utter-
ly unlike the Italy north of Naples,
severe and barbarous and undisci-
plined. But Sicily is still more reward-
ing, I think. There is no end to the
startling strangeness of the landscape,
the hidden richness of the architecture
and historical resonance. The climate is
superb except in January and July.
And for the tourist, there is, if he de-
sires, not only comfort hut luxury.
Three of the most magnificent hotels in
Italy are to be found in Palermo.
Taormina and Syracuse. [ chould cer-
tainly recommend the American travel-
er to bring his car along; the expenses
in the end will not be prohibitive, the
inconveniences are negligible, the roads
are in splendid shape again, gasoline is
available at an acceptable rate, and
traveling on the beautiful and almost
trafficless roads of Italy is a joy. In
Sicily particularly, a car will be useful.
You can ship your car from Naples to
Palermo, but if you are an inquisitive
voyager, you will prefer to go down the
coast, not missing Paestum. Above all,
you should remember these things:
1. Europe is not overwhelmingly
melancholy these days; France is a bit
neurotic, but even here there is still
much of the old vivacity. And ltaly is
the happiest place—I mean happy, not
merely affluent—that I have found.
2.Don’t worry about food, soap,
cigarettes, tooth paste, etc., ete. Every-
thing is available, at a reasonable
price; most American brands of prac-
tically everything are plentiful. Even
cigarettes are no longer exorbitant.

Everything (except American -ciga-
rettes and gasoline) is cheaper here
than in America. Hotel rooms are very
inexpensive. One can live in luxury in
Europe on less than $10 a day.

3. Don’t worry about riots, revolu-
tions or unfriendliness. They are always
much bigger in the newspaper than
in your own personal existence.

One last word about Venice, This
to me has always been the most hreath-
taking city in the world. An additional
layer of decay has crept over the
bridges and palaces; otherwise nothing
has changed. Or almost nothing. Three
of the best hotels are being renovated
for next year's season—the Danieli is
being doubled in size, the Bauer is
heing transformed into a vast establish-
ment and the Grand is being artfully
redecorated. Last season saw several
excellent concerts, plays by Sartre and
Cocteau, the Ballet Champs-
Elysées, and in the Ducal Palace an
international film festival. This season
the first Biennale since the war will be
celebrated with the usual international
art exhibit plus a great show of Impres-
sionist paintings. But quite aside from
the grand hotels and the fashionable
premiéres, and quite aside from the
perennial exhibitionism of the Lido,
Venice has a splendor and concentrated
flavor to offer, which, more than any-
thing else in the world, will act as an
antidote to contemporary anxiety. The
tour de force of the Doge’s palace, the
tremendous glitter of golden angels and
winged lions which welcome us into
the grand piazza, the whole fierce dazzle
of the city—these remind us (and we
need to be reminded) that much that
is old is still cogently vital.

If
you can pay its total cost outright, it
will cost you less than by interest-bear-
ing payments over the years, But most
house building is financed by a par-
tial or down payment in cash and by
borrowing the remainder from a sav-
ings bank, a building and loan associa-
tion, an insurance company or similar
sources in exchange for a mortgage.
The down payment should be as much
as you can make it, for it reduces the
obligation the morlgage puts upon your
future. The mortgage is designed to
be paid off in regular interest-bearing
payments over a stipulated number of
years, There are numerous kinds of
morlgages and a good one to have is
one which lets you pay off as much of
the principal as vou want to, when you

You will not be able to
secure a loan for building or take out
any mortgage from lending institutions
until you have a piece of land, house
plans, specifications and construction
bids for their appraisal.

A rule of thumb for the cost of
land figures it at about one-fourth the
cost of your house, in urban or subur-
ban locations. Where there are no paved
streets, lighting, pavements or utilities,
figure the cost of your land at about 5
to 10 per cent of the cost of the house,
Don't skimp on the land you buy how-
ever, The value of any house vou build
or buy is inseparable from the value of

GARDENER’S GUIDE

o the wise gardener, seeing is be-

lieving, That’s why June is the
month of pilgrimages to nurseries and
other gardens. There are new peonies,
new irises, new roses to see, and having
seen, all one need do is to measure the
price against the purse and picture
where, in one’s garden, these new
beauties will fit. The last is most im-
portant if the investment is to pay in
beauty.

It is also well to get away from
one’s own plots, not that familiarity
breeds contempt, bhut it can breed am-
bitionless contentment. A few new
irises here, another peony there, a few
more and newer roses to plant this fall,
keep the garden interest stepping up.
No garden is so good but it can be im-
proved by a new look.

Just so, a handful of puschkinia
bulbs drifted in a corner last autumn
hrought a new interest and delight this
early April. Just so, new roses, chosen
last June and planted while the pusch-
kinias fowered, will bring a fresh
brilliance this June.

CONCERN FOR ELMS

None of us can avoid facing the fact
that unless we take swift and competent
care of them, the elm population of
this country is destined to disappear.
They will go the same way the chest-
nuts went and the glory of our fields
and village streets will become only a
memory.

For years now, the bill for spray-
ing and keeping the elms in health has
been a major appropriation here at our
house in Silvermine. Regularly, great
clouds of spray drift to trunk and twig.
We watch for tell-tale withered foliage.
We feed the rools.

Elms are water-lovers. Where the
soil about them is so packed that rain
runs off, the trees are in danger. The
conservation of the land is directly
linked with the health and saving of
our trees.

GARDEN WARFARE

The formidable array of bugs and dis-
eases against which we wage war in
June brings up again a subject which
we have mentioned in this column be-
fore—keep the land healthy and the
plants that grow in it will be healthy
and more capable of resisting disease,
Louis Bromfield has demonstrated this
principle on his Ohio farm. In Malabar
Farm. his latest report on the advanced
practices there pursued, he declares
that conservation of the land has re-

duced the amount of spraying and bug
and disease warfare,

The purpose of conserving soil is
to keep it so enriched with organic ma-
terial, and thus open, that it will retain
even the heaviest rainfall.

[l] ]Ii," ('X['C"”l:‘ﬂl new .}Iﬂllk| RU.\‘!’S
for Every Garden, Dr. R. C. Allen,
Secretary of the American Rose Socie-
ty, emphasizes the role water in the
soil plays in the growth of rose bushes,
“A well-established rambler of the
Dorothy Perkins type transpires near-
Iy 100 gallons of water” each season,
and the average hybrid tea 30 gallons,
[f the soil is hard and baked, rain water
runs off and we must supply the defi-
ciency. Keep the soil damp down 8”.
The more open and filled with organic
material, the less need for watering
a rose garden.

SMALL JOBS

Plunge house plants, pot and all, in
some shady spot; cul off the withered
flowering stalks of irises; set out
tuberous begonia plants in shade; keep
rose garden cultivated and bushes fed
with liquid fertilizer; make one more
planting of dahlia roots and another
of gladiolus to supply late flowers; lift
and divide the rampant creeping
p]]lux; set out annuals between the
fading foliage of tulips and through
the borders; resist the temptation to
cut off yellowing daffodil foliage; lift
and divide pyrethrums now that they
have finished blooming; cut flowers for
the house early in the morning; mark
irises to lift and divide this fall; thin
hollyhock buds for larger flowers;
keep planting corn; see thalt tomato
vines are well supported by stakes or
trellis; sow beans, beets, carrots and
turnips for a late crop; stop cutting
asparagus; 1np-t.lrf_‘»~. with rotted ma-
nure and spray arsenate of lead to deter
the beetle; prune flowering shrubs as
soon as blooming is over.

Development and maintenance of
the shrub form depend upon annual
pruning more than upon other
operation. Pruning also increases the
quality and quantity of flowers, stabil-
izes the plant and keeps it clothed in
foliage. Unpruned planis tend to be-
come top-heavy and sparse of foliage |
around the base. Initial pruning is |
aimed at the formation of a low
branched framework of canes (stems).
Roses respond quickly to pruning, so
the operation can be applied to plants
that are established as well as to those
newly planted. Prune in early spring.

Begin by removing all weak canes.
In pruning the remaining ones leave

the center canes 24 inches tall if they
are vigorous. If not, cut them back to
a foot. Shorten all outside canes ta

within 2 to 4 buds of their base. After
the first flush of summer bloom—ap-
proximately late June or sometime in
July—select several vigorous canes
and cut them back two-thirds of their
length to induce further branching and,
incidentally, start a new crop of flowers.

Summer pruning should not be delayed
ton far into August except in the
warmer regions; in northern sections,
late July is the limit. Once the frame-
work of canes is formed. summer
pruning in subsequent years can be
dispensed with.

Winter treatment will depend
upon the region too. The next ohjective
is lo encourage hardening of the tissue
of this framework. Carried safely
through one or two winters, the tissue
will inured to low tempera-
tures. In morthern parts where winter
covering is mandatory, it should be de-
layed as long as possible to permil
several good frosts to help harden the
stems, On Long Island, in the vicinity
of New York City, and regions of com-
parahle climate, covering in the case of
the true floribundas, at least, could be
dispensed with. The tops may, and
often will, die back, This matters not at
all, since these are annually cut back
to, or near, the established framework.
In regions of a long growing season,
where some of these roses will grow
tall, subsequent spring pruning must
be guided by the demand for foliage
and flowers and the height required.

Preparation of the soil at planting
time with a top-dressing each spring
will promote fast growth and keep the
plants healthy. form of organic
matter like old manure, compost or one
of the dried manures, in combination
with peat moss, or commercial humus
to which is added superphosphate, 6
pounds to 100 square feet area, well
worked 18” to 24" into the soil at plani-
ing time, will assist root action. The
game material can be used for top
dressing at the rate of a bushel to 100
square feet. As an alternate to the
above, use amixture of 4 parts shredded
cow manure and 1 part fine bone meal.

two-year hlueberry plants and one-vear
arape vines are best,

The so-called bearing-age plants
are nol suitable as they require loo
long to become established after trans-
planting, and any fruit produced the
first year is at the expense of cane
growth for the crop a year later.
Promptly remove all blossoms which
appear during the first season on small
fruits and grapes,

Plant fruits early, as soon as the
soil is dry enough to work. The proper
way lo sel a plzml is al the same (I(—'l)ill
or slightly deeper than it stood in the
nursery. Anchor it well by pressing the
soil firmly against the roots while plant-
ing, so that it can resist a strong tug
without loesening. Strawberries should
he set with the crown exactly even with
the surface.

Raspberry, currant and gooseberry
plants are cut back to a height of about
8 to 10 inches. Blueberries are not
pruned except to remove broken
shoots; grape vines are cut back lo
two buds.

Summer care is principally the
elimination of weed competition either
hy frequent, shallow hoeing or culti-
vation. During the first vear every ef-
fort should be made to eradicate per-
ennial weeds. In the strawberry bed,
2.4-D, at the strength recommended for
lawn weeds, may be used to control
broad-leaved weeds. If dry weather
threatens, the plants must be watered

until well established the first summer.

Mulching is an excellent method
of managing the soil in the small fruit
garden. Blueberries perform much bet-
ter mulched than cultivated, especially
in garden soils, and sawdust is the best
material so far tried. For the other
small fruits, sawdust, peat, siraw, lawn
clippings, hay spoiled by rain, especial-
ly if it is legume hay, are satisfactory.
When sawdust is used, an extra appli-
cation of a nitrogenous fertilizer he-
comes essential,

Strawherries produce runner plants
in great profusion, and after the row
is filled to a width of 2 feet with plants
spaced 6 inches apart, the runners thai
appear later should he removed as

frosts, but before temperatures drop
below 20° above zere, the strawberry
bed should be mulched with clean
wheat or oat straw to a depth of 3 to
4 inches, The following spring, just as
growth starts, part of the straw should
be raked off the plants into the space
between the rows.

High fertility is essential for good
results with small fruits, Stahle manure
is excellent for maintaining fertility,
but if it is not available, chemical
fertilizers will do very well. For most
purposes a 5-10-5 fertilizer may be ap-
plied at the rate of 1 pound to 100
square feet, plus 1 pound of nitrate
of soda, or sulfate of ammonia. The
latter is preferred for blueherries.

When sawdust is the mulching mate-
rial the nitrate of soda or sulfate of
ammonia should be increased at least

30 per cent.

On infertile soils an extra applica-
tion may be needed, while on fertile
soils these amounts may be reduced
or eliminated altogether. Fertilizers are
applied as soon as the ground is dry
enough to walk on in the spring. Straw-
berries should not be fertilized in the
fruiting year unless the bed is to be
fruited a second time, in which case
the fertilizer is applied after harvest.

Pruning is mostly done in early
spring before growth starts. Red rasp-
berry canes are thinned out to 6 inches
apart in a row a foot wide and the tops
are shortened one fourth. Raspberry
canes have laterals which are cut back
to 8 inches on the black raspberry and
12 inches on the purple varieties.
Blackberry laterals are left 18 inches
long. In June the new shoots of hlack
raspberries are pinched off at a height
of 18 inches to make them branch, the
p:lr|l|r' r;:h|rlu'r'rin'~ at 2 feet, and black-
berries at 2% feet, In August the canes
which fruited are removed as they bear
only one crop and then die. Currants
and gooseberries are thinned out se-
verely, leaving 8 to 10 canes per plani

Summer pruning, a common prac-
tice with amateurs, injures the vine
and fruit by removing the foliage that
manufactures the carbohydrates and
sugars required for the normal life
processes of the plant. The fruit of
summer-pruned vines ripens later, or
may never fully ripen, and is lower in
sugar. Summer-pruned vines may also
be less winter hardy if the canes are
deprived of those materials which make
for this resistance,
