MUSICAL REWARDS

FOR THE TRAVELER

For sophisticated travelers who
have already seen a large part of
the world’s sights, hearing the
world’s sounds is becoming more
and more popular as a focus for
their itineraries. One man I know
recently gathered up a group of
his musical neighbors to fly off on
a twenty-day tour of German,
Austrian, and Scandinavian ca-
thedrals just to hear the organs.
Not everyone is that specialized
musically, but even to the average
amateur, travel offers musical op-
portunities rarely afforded the mu-
sical stick-at-home who confines
his listening to local concerts,
tapes, and records.

Some people center a whole
vacation plan around one or more
of Europe’s great music festivals.
All Europe sprouts with music
festivals in spring and summer
—FEdinburgh, Amsterdam, Lu-
cerne, Bordeaux, Lisbon, Vienna,
Florence. The finest artists avail-
able are assembled, enormous care
is taken with the smallest details
of every performance, and each
festival has its special, unforget-
table flavor.

One with a truly unique at-
mosphere is the Glyndebourne
Festival Opera in June at Lewes,
a few hours from London. (It may
be too late to get tickets for this
June, but you might succeed if
you write immediately to Mr. John
Christie, C. H. 23 Baker Street,
London, W.1.) At the Glynde-
bourne, in the gardens of the
Christie ancestral home, a mar-
velous example of Tudor architec-
ture, you can hear important, dif-
ficult. and recherché masterpieces
of opera, adroitly casl and exquis-
itely sung. So perfect are the per-
formances that it is enough for a
singer to have “appeared at Glyn-
debourne” for his name to be es-
tablished and his engagements to
mount sky-high. Evening dress is
compulsory, and since Lewes has
no hotel facilities, you have to ride
in broad daylight—ladies in
sweeping gowns, men in satin la-
pels—in a dusty train compart-
ment. But the music is well worth
the trip.

Another place where you can
hear music in a very special atmos-
phere is Edvard Grieg's home in

Troldhaugen, Norway, 5 miles

outside of Bergen. The Norwegian
government has converted his
drawing room into a tiny 100-seat
concert hall where every noon
throughout the summer artists per-
form short all-Grieg concerts on
the composer’s own piano. If you
want a seat, it is well to arrive
early, although for the benefit of
overflow crowds, the music is piped
into the garden.

An extra benefit of festival-
going is the chance to hear con-
troversial works. Many master-
pieces, or so they will be recog-
nized hy future generations, are
given their first hearings at these
performances. Others, for reasons
of economics, politics, or technical
and emotional difficulties, never
travel, nor are they repeated for
many years. One such work pre-
sented recently was the Swedish
opera Aniara, by Karl-Birger
Blomdahl. Haunting and stark, it
tells the story—to a background
of electronic music—of the last
shipment of earthmen from our ex-
ploding planet. An unusual tryout
scheduled for this year is the om-
inous sounding Atomtod (Atomic
Death), a new opera by Giacomo
Manzoni. It will receive its “prima
rappresentazione assolut” during
the spring season at Milan’s La
Scala.

At many festivals the locale
itself gives to informal or occa-
sional music an easy enchantment
that will melt the heart of the
worst, most anti-musical Philistine.
During the Edinburgh Festival in
late summer, for instance, military
tattoos are held on the searchlit
esplanades and ramparts of the
Castle. Massed pipers and drum-
mers, in numbers that Madison
Square Garden could scarcely ac-
commodate, make marching mu-
sic and drills that astound the ear
and eye with their brilliance and
lusty blare.

The cities of Zagreb and Du-
brovnik in Yugoslavia hoth have
festivals at which you can hear
state-supported troupes of Serb-
ian, Croatian, and Macedonian
musicians. Like certain wines,
their kind of music does not travel
well, but to hear it in the open air
with the white stone slabs of city
squares as sounding boards, or

with the crumbling fortress walls,
sea cliffs, and pine groves as a
distant background, is a magical
experience. You think that this
tune or that repeated rhythm is
the most wonderful music you
have ever heard. And for a mo-
ment, it is.

Any town with a major cathe-
dral offers the equivalent of a fes-
tival for those whose taste runs to
sacred music. All spring and sum-
mer, special religious offices are
performed for the faithful and the
visitor alike. Gregorian masses,
liturgical chants, and formal can-
tatas can be heard echoing up to
the vaulted roofs at Chartres,
Strasbourg, Cologne, and else-
where. The larger travel bureaus,
particularly American Express, ar-
range special tours to take in these
events. But if you prefer to travel
without prior commitments, you
can search the listings in the local
newspapers. Sometimes luck is a
better dragoman than planning.

America, too, abounds in mu-
sical treats for the traveler. At the
Marlboro, Vt., farm of the great
pianist, Rudolf Serkin, chamber
music, obscure and familiar, is
aired in a shed so acoustically per-
fect that it is also used for record-
ing sessions. The nine-year-old
Santa Fe opera last summer
chanced Shostakovich’s The Nose,
an unsuccessful opera to be sure,
but one that connoisseurs were
grateful to have heard. Among the
newer summer meccas is the Cara-
moor Festival in Katonah, N. Y.,
which bids fair to becoming a rival
of Glyndebourne in elegance and
fashion.

For your ears alone

Many festivals, of course, are
recorded or taped for re-broadcast
and some do not stray far from
the standard classical repertoire.
But only by traveling can you en-
joy the more piquant delights of
hearing a country’s unique indi-
genous music in its native back-
ground, perhaps even in a private
performance. The steel bands of
the Caribbean, for instance, have
achieved world fame, but nowhere
do they sound quite the same as
in the hot island sunshine of a
sandy beach under dry palm trees.
Pounding thunderously on oil
cans, which have been bent and
dented to yield different pitches
according to where they are struck,
four or five musicians improvise
harmonies and melodies with pul-
sating and vibrant rhythms. For a
few dollars, you can ask a band to
play for you privately—on the
beach, in the house, garden, or on
your own balcony or veranda. Mu-
sic is so much a part of the Carib-
bean epirit, no one will accuse you
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of disturbing the peace.

At the Floating Gardens of
Xochimileo, not far from Mexico
City, awaits one of the most de-
lightful musical experiences for
the romantic traveler. There, at an
altitude of more than 7.000 feet
where you are already giddy from
the height, you can hire a decorat-
ed boat and float through the fa-
mous gardens with their overhang-
ing vines and trellised creepers.
From another boat behind yours,
a singer and his guitar will sere-
nade you, or perhaps he will sing
to his own absent sweetheart about
this sweet-scented, and, for him,
hard-working night. As another
pair of hoats approaches, there
will be a brief cacophony of con-
ficting songs. One boat will yield
both the watery and musical right-
of-way. Then the serenades will
resume, one song following your
boat, the other fading sweetly into
the distance.

Most ocean cruise directors
today are keenly aware of the
charm of native music during a
trip. Sometimes they invite musi-
cians aboard ship; sometimes they
make provision for passengers to
disembark for a musical side trip.
Entering the Mediterranean, for
instance, while the ocean liner
pauses at Gibraltar, those who
want to, can fly to Granada, There,
all night long in the gypsy caves,
flamenco singers and dancers will
ghout and wail until you have given
them your last peseta. You can
wander from cave to cave, drink-
ing manzanilla and asking for fa-
vorite tunes until it is time to go
back to your ship.

When you stop at Venice, you
may happen on the evening cor-
tége of gondolas gliding down the
Grand Canal. At the center of the
eroup floats the main barge, large,
brightly lighted, gaily decorated
with flowers—with an orchestra
and several singers from the opera
aboard. As the red-and-white-
shirted gondoliers pole their
course, the singers perform arias
and duets from the familiar operas.
Sometimes, the gondoliers them-
selves or high-spirited tourists on
the canal side join in and make a
chorus of revelry. Opera in Venice
may not be the best, but certainly
it is the most informal and the
most fun.

If your cruise ship goes on to
Cyprus, there is sure to be music.
Cypriot musicians and dancers
clamber aboard and sing out the
melancholy strains of their part-
Greek part-Turk music. Its exu-
berant beat often belies the sad
meaning behind the words, but
through the sadness shimmers
great good humor and high spirits.
Whatever the song, the performer

The notes of a happy housekeeper

Rummaging for an extra-long ex-
tension cord that I needed the
other day, I began to think of all
the convenient cordless appliances
there are—and all those I wish
existed. Top wish on my list is for
a long-lasting, portable, weather-
proof power pack that you could
carry to any location—indoors or
out-—where you needed electricity,
but lacked an outlet. What a hoon
lor the gardener, the camper, the
outdoor Christmas tree trimmer,
the lady (me, for example) with
an old house possessed of an attic
full of storage corners and cran-
nies under the eaves, yet too few
outlets for proper lighting.

While I'm wishing, I might as
well ask for more cordless sweep-
ers, polishers, waxers, and buffers
to match the range of transistor
radios and TV sets already with s,

Speaking of cordless appliances,
our new eleectric carving knife is
a real joy. Because it has a wonder-
fully well-shaped handle (it ac-
commodates a woman’s hand as
well as a man’s) and doesn’t have
to be plugged in, it is muach easier

to use than the earlier types of
electric knives. I particularly like
using it for all those thousands of
sandwiches our family seems to
require. It slices any kind of hread
paper-thin and does such a good
job of cutting cold meats that T
buy them in large pieces rather
than pre-packaged (I think the
flavor keeps better). The Reming-
ton Cordless Automatic Knife is
self-charging since it rests in a
special container which you keep
permanently plugeed into the
household current. Comes with its
own little cutting board to go in
the bottom of a platter.

The trouble with most toy chests
is that small articles like doll-
house furniture or lead soldiers do
not survive the jumble. And a deep
toy chest can be frustrating to a
child searching for a favorite
plaything, or the essential part to
a certain toy that always seems to
sink to the bottom under the
bulkier objects.

There always seems to be a better
way to do the most familiar little
housekeeping  task—even  for
something as simple s filling ice
trays. I always used to fill them
at the sink and transport them
dribbling slightly to the refrigera-
tor. Then I thought: why not use
the fold-down front of the freezer
compartment to line up the trays
on, and fill them with a pitcher?
It's so simple to just slide them
into the freezer from there. Also I
now bear in mind that my nifty
Magic Touch ice trays work even
better when not filled too full.

If your family is on the launching
pad, headed for a new house, you
are one of 10 million American
families who will share this year
the great adventure of moving
day. Whether you are moving a
few blocks or a thousand miles,
you may feel you have a thousand,
maybe a million, things to do. Ac-
| tually. you have only a few hun-
| dred. but it helps to list them.
Ticking ofl tasks makes a sort of
same: which comes first, the end
of the list or the end of your rope?
If you stick pretty closely to your
list, you'll make your move with
banners flying and an only slightly
tattered of humor.

30-15 Days Before Moving Day

# Choose vour mover so you can
book him for your day. You find
a good moving van company by
studying advertisements and lit-
erature and querying your friends.
You might interview several car-
riers by telephone. Check your
choice with the Better Business
Bureau if you are unsure. Ask one
of the van representatives to visit
you. Remember that rates are fair-
ly standard and are governed by
state and federal regulations,

# Start housecleaning and taking

want to sell. what you want to give
or throw away. This makes it easi-
er for him to give you a fair esti-
mate of costs. Charges for local
moves are based on man-hours re-
quired for loading, transit, and un-
loading. For long-distance moves,
costs are determined by distance
and weight (the van is put on a
scale before and after loading).
* Ask about cartons for anything
you want to pack yourself. Gener-
ally you save money if you your-
self pack books, toys, and other
items requiring time, but no pro-
fessional skill. (Tip: Use smallish
cartons for books and records;

pack vertically and in the order in
which they are to be reshelved.)
Since you will probably want new
plastic trash cans in your new
home, why not buy them now and
use them as packing cartons?

* Ask about insurance coverage.
Interstate liability, for instance, is
automatically 30 cents per pound
per article (e.g., for a damaged
painting that weighs 3 pounds,
you would collect only 90 cents).
The carrier or your own insurance
agent can arrange additional cov-
erage for full actual value.
