For 

just  a  little  while  longer  I'd  like  to  hang  on  to  my  security 
blanket — the  familiar,  the  tried  and  true.  When  it  comes 

to  entertaining,  that  means  leisurely,  low-key,  old-fashioned 

parties:  high  teas,  rather  stately  Saturday  luncheons,  and 

Sunda)   night  suppers  complete  with  chafing  dish.

NOTES  OF  A  HAPPY 

HOUSEKEEPEK 
BY    MARY    ELIZABETH    FALTER 

I  was  much  dismayed  the  other  evening  to  find  that  the  long 

cotton  velvet  hostess  dress  I  was  about  to  put  on  was  full  of 

wrinkles.  As  our  dinner  party  was  scheduled  for  seven,  I 

had  no  lime  to  fool  around  with  pressing  so  1  followed 

a  tip  Jenn)  once  gave  me.  I  put  the  dress  plus  a  damp  (not 

wet)  towel  in  the  dryer  and  ran  it  at  medium  heat  for  about 

fifteen  or  twenty  minutes  while  I  put  on  make-up  and  fixed 

my  hair.  When  I  was  reach  to  put  on  the  dress,  it  had  shed 

every  w  tinkle.  This  is  also  a  good  trick  for  other  types  of 

cotton,  wool,  and  synthetics  in  simple  clothes  like  trousers, 

skirts,  dresses.  I  wouldn't  recommend  it  for  silks  or  for  any- 
thing that  is  elaborately  made. 

Yesterday  I  gathered  up  an  armful  of  sweaters,  socks,  mittens, 

and  mufflers  and  went  to  work  with  a  new  wool  washing 

mixture  by  J.  Goddard  &  Sons.  Three  or  four  capfuls  in  a 

basin  of  lukewarm  water  make  generous  suds  and  when 

gently  washed  and  rinsed,  the  woolens  come  out  soft  and 

clean — no  running,  no  yellowing,  no  matting.  After  rinsing 

I  like  to  run  the  things  through  a  dry  spin  in  the  washing 

machine.  This  gets  out  every  last  bit  of  excess  water,  helps 

to  restore  their  original  shape  and,  of  course,  dries  them  faster. 

Those  little  aluminum  tabs  you  pull  to  open  a  zip-top  can 

of  soda  or  whatever  can  be  dangerously  sharp  and  capable  of 

delivering  cjuite  a  cut.  Tommy  sliced  his  finger  very  badly 

the  other  day  when  he  started  fooling  around  with  a  can  he 

had  already  opened.  No  stitches,  but  a  near  miss  because 

there  is  a  razor-sharp  edge  where  the  metal  pulls  apart. 

Mothers  of  small  children  (plus  mothers  and  fathers  them- 
selves )  take  note. 

Funny  how  small  things  can  be  very  annoying.  I  picked  up 

an  unfamiliar  brand  of  paper  toivels  the  other  day  because 

I  was  in  a  tearing  hurry.  After  I  had  put  them  on  the  roller- 

dispenser.  I  discovered  that  every  time  I  tried  to  pull  one 

off  the  roll,  I  was  left  with  only  a  part  of  a  towel  in  my  hands, 

and  raggy  shreds  hung  down  from  the  dispenser.  Was  glad 

to  get  back  to  the  store  this  morning  and  lay  in  a  stock  of  my 

favorite  brand — Scott's  Viva.

The  Brewster  has  many  more  vertical  spindles  than 

the  Carver,  which  usually  has  only  three.  Many  of  these  chairs 

were  made  until  about  1700.  Subsequently  copies  appeared  and, 

judging  from  your  snapshot,  vour  Brewster  chair  seems  to  date 

from  the  last  quarter  of  the  nineteenth  century  when  a  Colonial 

revival  was  fostered  by  the  Philadelphia  Centennial  of  1876.

Whatpeople 
are  doing. . . . 

A  one-wall  dressing  room  was  created  within  a  4-by-6- 

foot  space  when  Mrs.  Donald  Sheff  recently  remodeled  her 

bedroom  and  took  the  sliding  doors  off  a  no-longer-needed 
wardrobe.  Banks  of  drawers  built  in  below  a  mirror- 

topped  counter  were  lacquered  brilliant  red.  A  wig  shelf 

was  installed  overhead,  walls  at  back  and  ends  of  niche 

were  mirrored,  and  the  whole  framed  with  theatre  dress- 

ing-room lights   Architect  Charles  Moore,  who  loves 

graphics,  especially  in  the  form  of  letters  of  the  alphabet, 

incorporated  handsome  graphics  in  kitchen  built-ins 

in  the  Paul  Klotzes'  house.  On  the  wall  cabinets,  huge 

decorative  letters  spell  out  '"kitchen."  Elsewhere  in  the 

house,  a  window  seat  is  informatively  labeled  "bench." 
...In  his  own  house,  architect  William  S.  Ehrlich  is  install- 

ing a  see-through  shower  room  in  the  middle  of  the 

top-floor  master  bedroom.  The  little  room-within-a-room 

will  have  glass  walls  on  three  sides,  sliding  glass  doors  on 

the  fourth,  and  reach  upward  15  feet  to  a  skylight  that  is 

7  feet  higher  than  the  bedroom  ceiling.  In  the  blessed 

humidity  of  the  shower,  the  Ehrlichs  plan  to  grow  orchids 

and  tropical  plants,  and  arrange  them  so  they  can  be  seen 

comfortably  from  the  bed   The  traditional  New  England 

formula  of  colored  house  with  white  trim  has  been  reversed 

in  the  new  modern  wing  architect  Michael  Graves  added  to 

Professor  Paul  Benacerraf's  house  on  the  Princeton 

campus.  Walls,  where  not  glass,  are  mainly  white,  but  the 

structural  details  are  in  vivid  color.  Steel  beams  and 

posts  are  clear  yellow  or  sharp  yellow-green ;  deck  railings, 

brilliant  blue;  balustrade  panels  below  them,  deep  red  — 

Visitors  driving  up  to  the  main  entrance  of  the  Earl  Jen- 

netts'  house  in  Hillsborough,  Calif,  pass  first  beneath  an 
elevated,  glass  walled  bridge  that  connects  the  two 

wings.  Designer  John  Carden  Campbell  planned  the 

bridge  to  give  the  Jennetts  unhampered  views  — as  they 

cross  from  bedrooms  to  living  room  — of  the  magnificent 

live  oak  trees  that  surround  the  house   Building  on  the 

bias  is  becoming  popular  as  a  way  of  creating  spatial  sur- 

prises, of  breaking  away  from  boxy  foursquare  rooms. 

What  it  means  is  simply  setting  interior  partitions  at  a 

diagonal  to  the  outer  walls  of  the  house.  Architects  Hardy- 

Holzman-Pfeiffer  have  done  this  in  Mrs.  Otto  Spaeth's  new 

house  on  Long  Island  —  Architect  Robert  Stern  did  the 

same  in  remodeling  his  New  York  apartment  — replaced 

old  walls,  sometimes  with  diagonal  partitions,  sometimes 

with  curved  partitions.  In  remodeling  his  house  in  the 

country,  he  gave  a  foursquare  room  a  new  shape  by  build- 

ing against  a  straight  wall  a  modern  armoire  and  other 

cabinets,  all  designed  with  convex  curved  fronts   Archi- 

tect Hugh  Jacobsen  is  keeping  an  eye  on  workmen  pouring 

terrazzo  into  an  oval  hole  in  the  floor  of  the  master  bed- 

room in  a  house  for  Mr.  and  Mrs.  Woods  Vest  in  St.  Croix. 

Sunken  recess  will  be  a  terrazzo  bathtub  to  match 

floor. ..  .When  they  move  into  their  all-foam  ski  house  in 

Vermont,  Mr.  and  Mrs.  Robert  Princevalle  will  have  built- 

in  foam  furniture  designed  by  their  architect,  Felix 

Drury,  to  follow  the  shape  of  the  curvilinear  walls   Two 

stone  walls,  17  feet  high  and  30  inches  thick,  bisect  the 

Robert  Graham,  Jr.,  house  in  Cos  Cob,  Conn.,  make  a 

handsome  contrast  to  the  dark  stained  vertical  siding.  But 

instead  of  having  the  walls  built  up  stone  by  stone,  archi- 

tect Eliot  Noyes  specified  a  quick  way  to  lay  the 

masonry  — stones  and  mortar  were  piled  into  removable 

wood  forms,  saving  considerable  time  and  labor.  Forms 

were  constructed  with  niches  at  certain  points  to  allow  space 

for  storage  cabinets  almost  as  deep  as  the  walls  themselves. 

...Balcony  rooms  are  great  for  increasing  the  flow  of 

space  and  light  without  decreasing  room-to-room  privacy. 

In  remodeling  a  New  York  town  house  for  the  Stanley 

Selenguts,  architect  Martin  Stein  cantilevered  a  balcony 

sitting  room  over  one  end  of  the  two-story  living  room, 

topped  it  with  a  huge  skylight  that  floods  both  rooms  with 

light.  Open  side  of  sitting  room  makes  small  space  seem 

much  larger,  hut  balcony  balustrade  cuts  off  view  of  it  from 

living  room   Skylights  galore  are  giving  modern  houses 

a  new  dimension  of  light.  The  Peter  F  McSpadden  house 

looking  out  o/i  Long  Island  Sound  has  almost  a*  many 

skylights  as  windows.  Some  follow  the  slant  of  the 

pitched  roof  that  sweeps  down  from  the  peak  of  the  third 

story  tn  the  floor  level  of  the  second  story.  Some  are  like 

reverse  dormers  — instead  of  projecting  from  the  roof.  ;

House  &  Garden's  new  super  kitchen  was  designed  by  our 
editors  to  quicken  your  interest  in  how  truly  exciting  a 

practical  kitchen  can  be.  The  room  is  15  feet  wide,  21 

feet  long,  and  divided  into  two  areas  by  a  walk-around, 

5-by-7-foot  floor-to-ceiling  island  that  is  also  the  food- 

preparation  and  clean-up  center.  Forming  a  U  around 
three  sides  of  the  center  are  three  walls  of  continuous 

storage  for  everything  culinary;  the  other  side  faces  a 

cooking-dining  table,  also  5-by-7-feet.  Wall  ovens  are  set 

into  this  side  of  the  food  center  (see  diagram,  page  40) 

so  that  all  baking  and  cooking  are  done  in  this  section 

— often  in  the  family's  presence — with  none  of  the  down- 
to-earth  aspects  of  preparing  a  meal  (peeling  potatoes 

or  onions,  stuffing  a  turkey)  ever  visible  to  diners'  eyes. 

In  the  super  kitchen,  built  for  us  by  the  Formica  Corporation,  the 

food-center  island,  cooking-dining  table,  and  all  storage  shelves 

are  surfaced  in  Formica — white,  green,  and  black.  \\  alls  and  ceil- 

ing are  painted,  floor  is  carpeted.  Cooking  section  of  table,  which 

includes  the  new  ceramic  glass  cooktop  by  Corning  Glass,  is  less 

than  2  feet  deep,  leaves  room  for  five  people  to  eat  in  comfort.

A  truly  luxurious  bathroom  can  give  you  a  marvelous  combination  of 

exhilaration  and  calm  that,  in  a  way.  transcends  the  room's  function. 

French  designer  Francois  Catroux's  plan  for  our  new  super  bath,  built 
for  us  by  Kohler,  fills  a  space  measuring  20  by  20  feet — a  spacious, 
private  oasis  for  two  people.  The  ideas,  the  fixtures,  and  the  wonder- 

fully practical  materials  could  all  be  adapted  to  create  an  equally  luxuri- 

ous, smaller  bathroom.  Mr.  Catroux  organized  all  the  fixtures  into  super- 
sized  islands,  and  arranged  them  like  pieces  of  furniture.  The  largest 

island  holds  Kohler's  brand-new  super  tub  (S1^  by  7  feet  I  and  an 
indoor  garden  of  the  same  size.  In  the  second  island  (4%  by  5%  feet) 

are  two  wash  basins  separated  by  a  mirrored  medicine  cabinet  that  opens 

on  both  sides  and  pivots  to  any  desired  angle.  Both  islands  are  made 

of  a  slatelike  plastic  laminate  curved  (or  post-formed  )  around  special!) 

designed  wood  frames.  Third  island  is  a  giant  pouf  (7  by  5%  feet  I  cov- 

ered with  make-believe  lambskin — perfect  for  exercising  or  after-bath 

relaxing.  Creamy  white  carpeting  covers  the  floor;  bronze-tinted  glass 
at  the  windows  filters  light.  Nonwindow  walls  are  covered  with  either 

plastic  laminate  or  mirror.  Unexpected  in  a  bathroom,  but  perfecth  at 

mp  home,  are  the  clean-lined,  subtle  sculptures  of  Larry  Bell  (near  the  tub) 
and  Harold  Persico  Paris  (near  the  pouf).  Floor  plan,  below,  shows 

relationship  of  bath  to  adjacent  walled  terraces.

"The  most  exciting  part 
of  this  house  is  the 

green  room — a  light- filled, 

plant-filled  space." 
An  unusual  situation  in  the  old  inn  turned  out  to  be  a  glorious  advantage. 

Glassing  in  an  open  alley  between  two  wings  of  the  house  created  the 

green  room — all  windows  and  light,  a  beautiful,  plant-filled  connecting 

space,  1,  and  5,  between  the  dining  room  and  the  living  room.  The 

former  exterior  architecture,  with  shuttered  windows,  remains  un- 

touched. The  architects  chose  an  inexpensive  industrial  skylight  for  the 

transparent  roof,  8.  "My  husband's  the  plant  man  in  this  house,  so  the 

green  room  is  definitely  very  much  his  room,"  explains  Mrs.  Barney, 

7,  with  her  younger  son,  Philip.

What  is  science  doing  about  it? 

used  and  very  often  misused  phrase?

In  lie  among  the  strangest  on  earth.  Viruses,  the  scientists  learned. 

exist  in  a  slate  between  life  and  nonlife.  between  the  aliveness  of  an 

elephant,  say,  and  the  deadness  of  a  stone.  And  they  are  so  tiny 

that  they  can  only  be  seen  beneath  the  most  powerful  electron 
microscopes. 

When  outside  a  living  cell,  a  virus  looks  like  the  tiny  crystal 

thai  Dr.  Stanley  isolated  in  his  workshop.  In  this  "free  floating"  state 
a  virus  is  a  simple  beast.  It  consists  of  a  central  core  of  nucleic  acid 

wrapped  neatly  in  a  coat  of  protein.  The  central  acid  is  either  DNA1 

(the  stuff  the  genes  in  your  cells  are  made  of)    or  RNA   (the  stuff  f 

that  helps  your  genes  regulate  the  chemical  factory  found  in  each'  ll 
of  y  our  cells) . 

Once  it  invades  a  living  cell,  however,  the  virus  makes  a  Jekvll-  ' 

and-Hyde  transformation,  taking  the  cell  over  completely  for  its' 

own  purposes  and  propagation  (because  a  virus  lacks  the  machinery 

to  make  its  own  protein ) .  Some  researchers  think  viruses  simply 

bore  a  hole  through  the  cell  wall,  while  others  think  that  healthy 

cells  have  "receptor"  sites  that  are  vulnerable  to  viral  attacks. 

When  the  virus  takes  over,  the  cell  begins  to  churn  out  new 

viruses  under  the  direction  of  the  invader.  It  stops  making  the  sub 

stances  it  needs  for  its  own  life.  After  il  produces  hundreds  or 

thousands  of  new  viruses,  the  cell  often  dies.  The  virus  may  tag  along 

with  that  same  cell  or  move  on  to  invade  other  healthy  cells,  and  the 

disease  process  has  begun. 

Different  viruses  like  to  attack  different  kinds  of  cells  or  tissues. 

The  so-called  enteroviruses  such  as  polio,  for  example,  go  after  the 

intestinal  tract.  Polio  viruses  may  also  spread  to  the  central  nervous 

system.  Twent)  or  so  varieties  of  adenoviruses  head  toward  the 

adenoids,  often  causing  severe  sore  throats  in  their  victims.  Two 

different  viruses  in  the  herpes  group  (herpes  means  creeping  in 

Greek  )  cause  chicken  pox.  shingles,  and  fever  sores.  There  are  about 

500  known  viruses  and  more  are  being  discovered  each  year.

virus.  In  fact,  there  are  more  than  one  hundred 

different  viruses  that  cause  "the  common  cold."'  and 
in  each  instance  there  is  little  you  can  do  about  it 

except  wait  out  the  course  of  the  infection. 

Viruses  are  responsible  for  man)  familiar  childhood  diseases — 

mumps,  measles,  chicken  pox,  and  rubella  (the  red  measles).  Some 

other  virus  diseases,  which  scourged  the  world  for  centuries  and 

still  do  in  places,  are  smallpox,  polio,  rabies,  yellow  fever,  mono- 

nucleosis, encephalitis,  and  hepatitis.  Some  can  be  prevented  while 

others  still  elude  medical  treatment. 

Finally,  there  is  a  growing  body  of  evidence  that  points  to  the 

virus  as  the  culprit  in  main  forms  of  cancel.  Certain  animal  leuke- 

mias.  for  example,  have  been  definitely  linked  with  viruses  and 

scientists  strongly  suspect  that  many  human  cancers  may  be 

similarly    related.

He  pronounced 

it  a  "contagious  living   llu    :     or  virus,  the  Latin  word   for  poison. 

ll  was  no!  until  19.'>5  thai  a  young  scientist,  Wendell  Stanley, 
was  able  lo  isolate  a  virus  in  the  laboratory.  Hut  what  he  had  was 

not  a  living  fluid,  ll  was  a  small  grain,  or  crystal,  that  looked  some- 

thing like  a  mini  rain  of  -all  i  ar.  Nevertheless,  it  was  a 

virus,  ll  transmitted         ;ase  lo  health  tiisms.

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rhe  body,  however,  is
  not  totally  helpless  against  viral 

infections.  Each  virus  carries  with  it  an  "alarm  sig- 

nal" or  a  sort  of  tag  announcing  its  presence  to  the 
body.  The  tag  is  called  an  antigen:  each  virus  wears 

one  or  more  specific  to  it  on  its  outer  coat.  But  the 

dy  has  the  ability  to  make  antibodies — counterparts  to  the  foreign 

^stances  called  antigens.  When  your  body  is  alerted  to  the  presence 

foreign  substances,  it  forms  antibodies  that  rush  to  the  site  of 

!  infected  cells.  There,  the  antibodies  fit  the  antigens,  like  keys 

ing  locks,  rendering  the  virus  helpless.  The  disease  is  prevented, 

ereafter,  the  disease-specific  antibodies  circulate  freely  in  the 

)odstream  (sometimes  for  a  lifetime)  providing  immunity  against 

epeat  of  the  infection. 

Scientists  have  taken  advantage  of  this  natural  defense  in  liv- 

I  organisms   to   create  vaccines — injections   that  can   prevent   a 

althy  being  from  contracting  a  disease. 

A  vaccine  is  usually  a  weakened,  killed  or  innocuous  virus  simi- 

to  the  dangerous  virus  that  must  be  warded  off.  Salk  polio  vac- 

le,  for  example,  is  a  killed  strain  of  polio.  Once  a  vaccine  is  in 

ur  bloodstream,  your  body  goes  to  work  manufacturing  anti- 

dies  against  the  virus.  But  you  do  not  get  sick  because  the  virus 

the  vaccine  is  harmless.  Nevertheless,  your  body  now  has  the 

tibodies  it  needs  to  ward  off  the  virulent  strain  of  disease  that 

uld  attack  anytime. 

Vaccines  exist  today  for  rabies,  yellow  fever,  polio,  measles, 

umps,  and  rubella.  Other  vaccines  are  in  an  experimental  stage  and 

II  others  are  being  sought. 

But  aside  from  preventing  virus  diseases  through  vaccines, 

ere  is  really  no  way  as  yet  to  treat  such  diseases.  There  is  some 

ipe  for  the  development  of  antiviral  drugs,  but  today  these  are 

11  in  an  experimental  stage.  The  antibiotics  and  sulfa  compounds, 

nich  have  proved  so  useful  in  treating  nonviral  diseases  like  strep 

roat  or  certain  kinds  of  pneumonia  caused  by  tiny,  living  organisms 

ch  as  bacteria,  have  no  effect  on  viruses. 

Quite  recently  scientists  have  begun  to  investigate  a  new  and 

omising  way  to  treat  virus  diseases  opened  up  by  the  discovery 

|  interferon.  Interferon  is  a  natural  substance  produced  by  the 

[>dy  to  fight  viruses.  Apparently,  the  attacking  virus  stimulates  the 

:11  to  produce  the  interferon  protein,  which  is  then  carried  in  the 

oodstream  to  other  cells  and  somehow   protects  them.  Interferon 

differs  from  antibodies  in  that  it  is  not  specific  to  any  one  vim-.  It 

is  a  natural  shield  against  them  all.  Investigators  today  are  looking 

for  compounds  that  might  induce  interferon  production  so  that  once 

a  disease  has  started,  it  might  he  abated  early. 

The  battle  against  viruses  will  not  be  easy  to  win  because  viruses 

are  so  tricky.  They  "(heat."  Some  have  the  nift\  ability  to  take  on 
new  forms.  This  process  is  called  mutation.  A  virus,  for  example. 

can  alter  an  antigen  just  slightly  on  its  protein  coat.  When  it  invades 

an  organism  that  had  immunity  (or  antibodies  i  against  its  old  form. 

the  virus  finds  free  territory  in  which  to  multiply,  until  new  anti- 
bodies are  formed. 

The  Asian  flu  epidemic  of  1968-69  was  caused  bv  such  a  mutant 

strain  of  one  influenza  virus.  It  became  an  epidemic  because  no  one 

had  antibodies  providing  immunity  or  protection  to  that  new  t\  pe 
of  virus. 

Viruses  are  transmitted  easily  and  quickly.  Many  pass  from 

one  person  to  another  through  the  respiratory  tract — that  is.  your 

friend  sneezes,  you  breathe,  and  the  virus  is  transmitted.  Some  travel 

in  food  or  water  while  others  actually  bore  through  the  skin.  Certain 

insects  carry  and  transmit  viruses — the  mosquito  is  a  carrier  of  en- 

cephalitis, for  example. 

It  is  relatively  simple  to  see  how  viruses  travel
  around  the 

earth,  but  the  question  remains — where  did  they  come 

from?  Scientists  frankly  do  not  know,  although  they  have 
theories. 

Some  believe  viruses  may  have  been  the  original  form 

of  life  on  this  planet.  The  chemical  environment  at  that  time  may 

have  been  quite  similar  to  the  environment  found  today  in  living 

cells.  Perhaps  the  virus  learned  to  organize  that  environment  around 

itself,  thereby  giving  birth  to  the  first  living  cell  on  earth. 

Other  scientists  suggest  that  viruses  are  renegade  molecule-  ol 

nucleic  acid  that  became  semi-independent  from  cells,  hut  that  need 

to  return  now  and  again  to  reproduce  themselves. 

Finally,  there  are  theorists  who  believe  that  viruses  have  an 

extraterrestrial  origin,  that  the\  entered  the  earth  via  meteorites  or 

in  some  other  unexplained  fashion. 

Whatever  the  origin,  viruses  are  here  and  they  can  make  you 

sick,  from  the  common  cold  even  perhaps  to  cancer.  Current  research 

is  aimed  at  finding  ways  to  ward  off  virus  diseases  before  they  begin 

and  to  try  to  find  ways  to  treat  them  once  they  have  taken  hold.

HOW  TO 
REFINMSH 
A  TABEETOP 
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At  some  point  in  everybod)  s  lift-,  some  furniture  needs  refinishing.  It 

may  be  a  small  painted  table  vou  wish  were  a  different  color,  a  country 

chest  \  ou  loved  and  bought  despite  its  worn  spots  and  water  marks,  a 

fine  desk  you  inherited  that  has  lost  it-  luster  under  dull  veils  of  wax. 

Whatever  the  project.  \ou  want  to  do  the  job  yourself,  and  to  do  it 

creatively,  expertly.  \\  ith  this  in  mind  we  sought  the  advice  of  a  New 

York  interior  designer,  Frederick  Victoria,  who  is  famous  for  the 

qualit)  of  the  antiques  he  imports  and  for  his  restoration  work.  He  was 

kind  enough  to  let  us  ask  the  craftsmen  in  his  workroom  to  share  with 

us  their  years  ol  experience.  Their  techniques  land  surprises)  are 

marvelousl)  applicable  at  home.  For  one  thing,  don't  feel  vou  always 

have  to  take  off  all  the  old  finish.  In  Mr.  Victoria's  workroom,  a  piece 
is  vers  rarel)  stripped  all  the  wa\  to  the  raw  wood.  The  workmen  have 

respect  for  "the  original  varnish,  the  original  stain,  part  of  the  quality 

of  an  antique."  Even  in  refinishing  a  painted  piece  at  home,  you  might 
find  thai  a  smooth  undertone  of  old  color  adds  charm.  Another  tip:  If 

in  the  finishing  oi  a  piece  \ ou  w ant  to  add  a  hint  of  color,  tint  the  wax 

with  a  little  japan  paint.  \nd  a  commonsensical  reminder:  These 

skilled  craftsmen  do  all  their  work  barehanded  b\  custom  and  prefer- 

ence bul  sa\  anyone  at  home  oughl  to  wear  protective  rubber  gloves. 

Ta  remitre  paiat:  Stroke  surface  in  om-  direction  with  brush  dipped 

in  nonflammable  paint  remover,  such  as  Zip-Strip.  Paint  will  bubble. 

When  it  looks  like  ''alligator  skin''  take  up  loose  paint  with  coarse 
^00  steel  wool  pads,  gently.  Reapply  remover  if  needed. 

Tit  elean  a  varnished  finish:  Saturate  a  ̂ £00  steel  wool  pad  in 

mixture  of  '  :;  oil  and  -:.  benzine.  Squeeze  it  out,  and  rub  the  surface 
to  remove  dirt,  water  marks,  and  wax.  This  solution  will  not  cut  into 

varnish.  \\  ipe  with  pieces  of  cheesecloth  until  no  more  dirt  comes  up. 

Dip  fresh  cheesecloth  into  alcohol,  squeeze,  and  rub  to  neutralize  oil 

and  benzine  film.  If  dull  spots  remain — indicating  places  where  varnish

THE  <.ltl  l\  BAY  TREE,  EXEMPLAR  OF  THINGS  THAT  FLOURISH,  is  one  of  the  com- 

mon kitchen  herbs  that  can  do  double  duty  as  a  house  plant.

the  handling  they  must  undergo  between  growing  field  and 

home  garden.  Lightweight  plastic  pots  filled  with  lightweight 

soil  and  wrapped  in  evaporation-retarding  plastic  film  reduce 

shipping  costs  and  give  the  plants  the  best  possible  protection 

in  transit.
