New galleries are springing up every day. Every time I drive 

through the side streets of New Y o r k I see galleries I 've never 

heard of before. A t the same time there are st)me 50.000 

people l iving in New Y o r k who call themselves artists. Well , 

if you .say there might be a hundred reputable established 

\ c u ^ ork galleries, each handling twelve to twenty-four 

artists, that means there might be 2.100 artists who are rec­

ognized. W hat happens to the other 47,600? For every artist 

who becomes well known, famous, in vogue, there are prob­

ably ten others who are painting exactly the same way. Some 

may be copying but some are achieving the .same styles and 

techniques on their own. Many artists who are quite compe­

tent paint all their lives and never receive recognition. It 's 

a matter of the art world being overpoj)ulated. So you can 

seek out and find a young artist that you feel confident is 

doing good art. and you can buy his work to support h im, 

or for your own aesthetic pleasure. 

I N it best to buif through a dealer or ifallerif or directly

I f the artist has a dealer, it becomes a matter of integrity to 

bu\ through h im. or at least the artist is obligated to pay 

h im a commission.

Soho had been developed after 

the Civ i l Vi ar as an industrial area but most of the small 

firms who had been renting lofts there had either folded or 

moved outside the city. The area had become depressed. 

Artists were attracted to it because there they could get enough 

space to work i n at a fa i r ly reasonable cost. Meanwhile rents 

uptown where most of the galleries were located had in some 

cases doubled. And with artists painting larger and lamer 

can\ases. the galleries needed more space loo. Af ter al l . i f 

you want to look properly at a painting 10 feet square. \ ou 

have to get back 20 or 30 feet f r om i t . So now there are 

nineteen galleries in Soho. More going on of course britms 

more people down tliere—also you have such a wide price 

range because of the many new artists. 1 moved downtown my­

self because I had more paintings than I could possibly hang in 

my apartment uptown and I didn't think it was fa i r to mv-

sclf or to the young arlist.'^ whose works 1 owned to have them 

stuck away in storage. Now I can really live with them and 

enjoy them. I rotate them regularly—about once a month. 

Would you rerontmend printn art a yood ntartiny point 
lor lirnt-time art buyern? 
Certainly. Most of today's greatest artists are doing etchings 

or lithographs. Some s|)ecialize in them. Some do them only 

occasionally. But there is a tremendous difference in price 

between a print and a painting. Kxerybody recognizes Frank 

Stella as a major force in contemporary art and his paintings 

sell for around S25.000 but you can buy one of his prints for 

S250. although some go as high as .S1.500. And the prices 

of older prints are going up. I n the early sixties you could 

buy a Jasfjer Johns lithograph for ^575; now they're as l i i i ih 

as §7.500. This is quite a different situation f rom the early 

vears of the century when no one cared very much about 

j)rints. Picasso and Cezanne, for instance, both made j:ra|ihics. 

but except for a handful of each c<liti(.n. they (lisa|.|).-ai.•(!. 

Now they are beginning to turn up again. 1 spent five years 

looking for one f r o m Picasso's "Saltimbanque Suite," but 

couldn't f ind i t at any major print dealer's in the world. One 

finalK came up for auction and sold for a very high price, 

then suddenly, w i th in six months, ten appeared on the market.

laurel, rhododendron, Christ­
mas rose, foxglove, belladonna, 
and many other plants, shrubs, 
and bulbs, all of which are equal­
ly poisonous—and rip up jims(m-
weed, its parts are al l deadly.

AI>K.>'OPHOR.% (a-den-ofTora) 
L n d y b e l l . About tAventy species 
of perennials f rom eastern Asia 
make up this genus, which, un­
less vou are a botanist, is not easy 
to tell before bloom from cam­
panula. The flowers, however, 
are drooping and in racemes. The 
varieties are hardy and general­
ly do well in rich soils that are not 
too dry. The few in use (two, 
reallv) are grown for their pleas­
ant blue flowers. Warm and sun­
ny describes the best location. 
Adenophora is difficult to move, 
so plant where you want them to 
stay. Increase stock by cuttings; 
dividing the plant is nearly im­
possible. Plant in spring or fa l l . 

A.l l '< i i . \ (a-j'oo'gah) Ba | { l e . 
Ti l ere are many splendid rock­
ery plants in this European genus 
that show a wide range of cok)r 
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on perky spikes 6 to 8 inches 
high. Ajuga is also one of the best 
ground covers for locations in 
sun or light shade. I t spreads 
quickly and when established 
mats so heavily that weeds find 
it hard to grow. For quick covers 
place plants 6 inches apart. A ju ­
ga is evergreen in mild climates 
and practically indestructii)le. 
May be planted spring or falL 

i \ L Y S S U M (al-i.ss'sum) M a d -
wort . Europe and Asia ha\'e 
given us the many useful shades-
of-yellow species that make up 
this genus. Planted in ordinary, 
well-drained soil in f u l l sun they 
are most rewarding. We suggest 
using them in groups in the pe­
rennial border, the rock garden, 
or as edging plants. Saxatile 
(called Basket-of-Gold) and 
citrinum are s t r i k i n g when 
planted in baskets or patio con­
tainers. Their flowers show in 
profusion in early spring on 12-
to 15-inch stems. Plant them only 
i n die spring. 

A M . S O X I A (am-sown'ee-uh). 
There are only seven species in 
this genus—two American, the 
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rest Japanese. They are especial­
ly hardy, but few have garden 
value. A. Tahernaemoniana, die 
best N ariety 1 know, does best in 
ordinary soil in part shade; i t 
fikes moisture and makes an ex­
cellent plant for die edge of 
woodland, in a w i ld garden, or 
for a similar spot in a shrub bor­
der. Dense clusters of soft blue 
flowers sliow in May-June. I t can 
be propagated easily by division 
in very early spring, which is the 
only time to plant or move i t . 

A . X l i r S A (an-choo'sa) A l k n -
net. There are about forty spe­
cies of these charming early 
bloomers f rom the Old Wor ld 
that belong to the forget-me-not 
order and are grown widely for 
their sln)wy flowers. Those in 
commerce are mostly blues: 
heights vary considerably. An-
chusa like a deep, well-drained 
soil, not too heavy, and do best i n 
f u l l sun. Plant only in the spring. 

AXTEMOIS'E (a-nem'owe-nee) 
Windf lowor . This most charm­
ing group of perennials is widely 
distributed over the temperate 
regions in many forms. The genus 
is a member of die buttercup 
familv. The fibrous-rooted forms 
generally do well in an ordinary 

garden soil, but rich sandy loam 
suits them well and woodland 
soil is even better. The principal 
one, which has had its name 
changed to Pulsatilla culfiaris, is 
very hardy and grows, with great 
charm, f rom 6 to 10 inches tall. 
I t comes in red, white, and pnr-
ple. Spring planting is best. 

A ] ¥ T n E M I S (an'them-is) <;«ld-
on Marguor i lo . Few species in 
this large Eurasian geims have 
ornamental value, except A. linc-
toria, and it is aliout as well-
known and as widely grown as 
can be. I t is not the least fussy 
about anything. I t can be planted

r i L E G I A (ack-wi-lee'jee-a) 
Columbine . Lacy greens and 
dancing blooms characterize this 
lovely border plant of over forty 
species found in high mountains 
over a broad range of the earth.

D a i n l e n . Strange that American 
gardeners show so little interest 
in this lo\elv flower. Ferliaps this 
is because the wi ld form is a 
weed in much of the C!)untry. 
Tlie new livbrids, nearly all de-
\eloped in England, are very 
popular in Europe. They grow in 
any soil and stand up under the 
toughest treatment. A l l they re­
quire is f u l l sun and lots of water. 
There are scores of varieties. 
Some grow in dwarf clusters, 
others go to 4 feet. Colors? Very 
broad. Asters bloom in August 
and September, so for this reason 
alone they are important plants 

in anv herbaceous border. Cul­
ture is similar to that of chrvsan-
themums insofar as separation 
and replanting are concerned. 
D i g them in earliest .spring, d i ­
vide and replant the vigorous 
outside growth, discard the old 
center. Asters may be pinched 
back to keep tliem from growing 
too tall, otherwise manv varieties 
wi l l ha\e to be .staked. They 
should be planted in the spring. 

A S T I L i l E (as-til'bee) S p i r a e a . 
The best of these hardworking, 
beanlif i i l border plants come 
from Cliina and Japan.

Init 
docs far better in light shade, for 
the color doesn't bum out and the 
blooms last longer.

North American perennial (there 
are about twenty-five species) 
adapts itself to most soil condi­
tions, and, although i t tolerates 
f u l l sunliglit, it appreciates a bit 
of shade during the day. Its root 
system is extremely tight and 
spreading. Fact is, once estab­
lished, baptisia can hardly be 
pried out of the ground and their 
vigorous spreading habit makes 
tliem weedy. The pea-like blooms 
are on 10- to 12-inch racemes; 
seed pods are \'aluable to birds 
diat stay around all winter. They 
are rugged plants that may be 
moved in spring or fal l .

B E R a r. MIA (ber-gen'ee-uh). 
An A.siatic native having tAvelve 
perennial species but only two, 
conlifolia and crasnifolia, are 
hardy.

san'thu-mum). There are over 
150 species of this most valuable 
plant, which ranges the temper­
ate and subtropical lands of the 
world. The Chinese and Japa­
nese have cultivated them for 
over 3,000 years. The value of 
chrv'santhemums in the garden is 
that thev burst into color sensa-
tionallv in the fa l l , the last of the 
flowering perennials. The choice 
ai color and form is broad. .Many 
gai'deners buy mums in bloom in 
the fa l l , not knowing, we sup­
pose, that fall-planted mums are 
not likely to winter well . I t is 
easier to \\ i)rk wi th new stock in 
the spring. But this doesn't mean 
that you should resist good-look­
ing mums at roadside in Septem­
ber. The pretty things w i l l spar­
kle in an otherwise drab garden, 
bunches of flowers can be 
stripped f rom their sides for ar­
rangements indoors, and, i f you 
have a cold frame, you can prob­
ably winter them successfully. 
Note tliat chrvsanthemmns are 
tender when shipped and, al­
though hardened-olf in cold 
frames, cannot sur\-ive .sharp frost 
in late spring. They need protec­
tion if planted earlw 

Culture: Unlike most per­
ennials, which grow from a loose 
crown and which can be left hi 
the ground for several years, 
chrysanthemums sliould be dug 
every year in early spring and 
divided. Af te r digging, discard 
the center of tlic old root system 
and keep only the vigorous hidi-
vidual outside .shoots. Each 
should have a good piece of root 
attaclied to it. These look like 
very small plants, and indeed 
they are, but they w i l l grow 
beautifully during the season-
just as well as the cuttings you 
buy in the spring. After division, 
there w i l l undoubtedly he many 
more plants than needed, .so give 
them away. Shoots or cuttings 
w i l l need attention at various 
times during the growing season, 
for tops must be phiched back i f 
one is to get a cnmpact plant cov­
ered wi th bloom in the fall . Keep 
in.spectiiig and pinching back 
new growth unt i l Julv 4 or a l)it 
later. Then let them grow. Ex­
perienced gardeners have learned 
that "hardv" mums are not as 
hardv as the ads imply and whi­
ter ///(•//• spring-|)lanted mums in 
frames.

Football-season 
mums, if unshaded, probablv 
v\-ould not bloom unti l late De­
c e m b e r . Fortunatelv, g a r d e n 
chry.santhemum varieties I i i \ c 
been developed .so that thev w i l l 
nish into bloom hi earlv Septem­
ber, others are bred to bloom in 
November. This makes it possi­
ble for gardeners all over llic 
countrv' to get bloom before the 
deep frosts. Light frosts do little 
damage to most varieties.

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Though originally tempted to 
break up the 75-by-100-foot, 
floor-through of-an-1890s ware­
house into twenty small rooms, 
Artforum publisher Charles 
Cowles realized he wanted the 
experience of living in one enor­
mous room where big unob­
structed spaces offer an almost 
Oriental serenity rarely available 
in city apartments, plus vast 
hanging space for a growing col­
lection of works by young artists. 
Cowles went to Mark Hampton 
of McMillen, Inc. for advice on 
how to treat the space without us­
ing lots of furniture. Since the 
warehouse dated from the time 
when even factories were well 
built—this one has a cast-iron 
fagade—Cowles made only mi­
nor structural changes. Once hav­
ing resolved where to put a free­
standing L-shaped wall that would 
x out the functional parts of the 
space—bedroom, library, storage 
—he painted everything white, 
sanded an undulating but sound 
wood floor, coated it in polyure-
thane, hooked up gallery fashion 
a system of track lighting, re­
placed gerrymandered window 
panes, then landscape gardened 
the big white columned room 
with a jungle of plants.

Each room in Gilbert Lessor's apartment is a one-color 
environment glossed in shiny paint—"the best way I 
know to bring dark colors to life." The dining room 
above—which he created by building a 2-foot-deep 
storage wall from floor to ceiling across one end of the 
living room because "I really prefer a separate dining 
room even if it's tiny"—is a Beach Plum cube just big 
enough for a table and four chairs. The bedroom, right, 
is a blend of warm naturals—shiny Brown Velvet walls, 
paler corduroy upholstery, a Camel-y llama blanket— 
with storage hidden behind every shiny surface. One 
wall, opposite page top, holds closets and the door to 
the hall. Doors on another wall, not shown, conceal floor

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"We had lots of space but most 
of it was vertical, so we borrowed 
from the ceiling to make the bed­
room." Designer FrangoisCatroux 
had only 400 square feet of floor 
space—one big double-story 
room, formerly an artist's studio, 
and a tiny adjoining apartment— 
to turn into a workable apartment 
for a young French business wo­
man. He built a balcony along 
two sides of the living room, 
far right, for the owner, and 
instead of dividing it into three 
conventional rooms—bedroom, 
bath, dressing room—he left it 
all one. To suggest enclosure 
without stopping the eye and to 
give some privacy and protection, 
he encircled the balcony with a 
"see-through wall" of thin chrome 
poles and bookshelves. Leading 
upstairs from the center of the 
room is a marvelous spiral stair­
way by Roger Tallon that looks 
like a gleaming chrome sculp­
ture. All the furniture was de­
signed purposely low and simple 
to emphasize the height and 
openness of the room and to keep 
costs down. Catroux built plat­
forms, covered each with the 
same sisal as on the floor, then 
topped them with large, brown 
cotton cushions pushed together 
to form a sofa or used alone. He 
used the same muted colors— 
brown and white touched with 
Tangerine—everywhere to give 
the apartment continuity, make 
it appear larger. To give the illu­
sion of greater depth, he covered 
the walls, ceiling underneath the 
balcony with brown cotton, then 
painted the other walls and the 
open ceiling white. To the right 
of the stairway is a poster by 
Joseph Albers, over the fireplace 
a painting by Cruz Diez. Above: 
In the bathroom, sink and tub 
are exposed, toilet closed off at 
one end of the room. Pierced 
wood panels painted white re­
place curtains on all the windows, 
let in light, prevent outsiders 
from looking in. Right: Vertical 
poles emphasize height of the 
living room.

Susanna Rattazzi, shown in her New York l iving room, above, an Italian writer, traveler, 
uiollier-of-six intrigued by the richness and diversity of the U.S. today, determined to live 
here part of the year. This is her accomit of the friendship, wi t , decorating skill, sheer stam­
ina, and imagmation involved in creating a background for her inexhaustible love of life. 

Everyone said I was crazy to have more than 
one decorator do mv apartment. "You'll go 
mad," they said. But I didn't and I have an 
apartment and three friends. Bob is tall and 
has curlv hair; Mark is tali and v\-ears a long 
coat; Vincent is French. 

I went shopping wi th them across New 
York; we began at Fifty-seventh Street and 
ended in the warehouses. I tried to explain 
to them that I hate any thing that is pompous 
and binding; that i f you like to be free your 
house should give no idea of constraint. I 
tliink the three of them imagined I had a taste 
for little Louis X V tables and dark green 
vcKi't. 

But to understand one another you have 
to know each other; and it takes a little time.

ing technique is that of burnished 
gilding, the Renaissance art of 
turning furniture into treasure 
with a hair's-breadth coating of 
brill iant gold. The process is a 
painstaking one of floating pre­
cious leaf—so fragile (1 /250 , -
OOOths of an inch thick) that it 
turns to butterfly dust at a touch 
—over a specially prepared sur­
face of ivory-smooth gesso and 
flawless polished clay bole, then 
burnishing it with agate tools to 
a deep metallic luster. (Laying the 
leaf over any other surface pro­
duces a softly gleaming matte 
finish, pale and frosty compared 
to the ruddy brilliance of bur­
nished leaf. See House & Garden, 
October, 1967.) Burnished gild­
ing requires a sure, delicate hand 
and Mrs. O'Neil feels a good 
background in other types of leaf­
ing before attempting it, so de­
tailed instructions are not includ­
ed on these pages but may be 
found in her new book.

Many of the great classics of holiday food must be made at least a month, preferably more, in advance in order to assume their fu l l , 

rich, Christmas flavors. The time to make them is now, and why not make them in large enough amounts so that some can be kept for 

parties, the rest given as presents? "Keep Plum Puddings anointed with booze," advises Mr. Beard, "and they'll keep perfectly up to six 

months." Store them wrapped tightly in foi l , in or out of the refrigerator. Give them with Cognac Sauce or Brandy Butter, and instructions 

for reheating. Holiday Fruit Cakes should be made at least a month ahead of time and wrapped in towels soaked in whiskey and then 

tightly in foi l . Mincemeat also needs aging. Mr. Beard learned this recipe from his mother who often made it a year in advance, aging 

it in huge crocks—with occasional treats of more brandy—for four months before putting it in jars. Brandy Snaps, unfilled and kept 

in a closed tin or jar, will keep for a month; once they have been piped with cream, they should be given within a day or two.

whiskeys now on the market tliat are so different in flavor and 
character. Then, of course, there is the wine-tasting party, 
which has grown in popularity over the last ten years, espe-
ciallv with young marrieds who find this an entertaining, eco­
nomical, and rewarding way of spending the evening with a 
group of friends while increasing their knowledge of tlie dif­
ferent ty|)es of w ines. 

You don't need an extensive or expensive bar or wine 
cellar in order to give good parties, just a willingness to ex­
periment a little.

While it w ould lake a lifetime to make the acquaintance of all 
the wines of the world, you can get to know more of them, 
and more about them, by staging a series of wine-tasting par­
ties with a group of friends. In this way. you can sample as 
many as eijrht different wines in a single evening without 
over-indulging or over-sj)ending, for naturally )ou will all 
share in the cost of the w ine tasting. 

Don't try to taste a whole bunch of different wines, stick 
to those from one country or one area of a country that pro­
duces a great many wines. Wine tasting is for purposes of 
comparison, to judge the product of one chateau against an­
other, or the white wines of the Rhine and Moselle against 
those of Alsace. So have an all-Bordeaux or all-Burgund\ 
tasting, a group of representative whites and reds from Italy 
or Switzerland, eight wines from different wineries in Cal­

ifornia or New York State. Furnish your guests with pads and 
pencils .so they can jot down their reactions atul, aflt-r the 
tasting, offer coffee and cognac, to be sipj)ed while everyone 
comments and compares notes. 

To set up your wine tasting, space out the bottles in the 
order of tasting on a large table covered with a while cloth. 
Put the whiles first, starling with the light and brisk and 
tiding on to the richer and fuller. Follow with the reds, he-in­
ning with the lightest and least important and progressing to 
the greater. If you want to include champagnes, have them 
first or last. Then group the glasses in front of the bottles. The 
best glass for wine tasting is the large-bowled, all-purpose 
wine glass, which allows the taster to swirl the wine around 
and gel the full fragrance of the bouquet. This glass will also 
serve for sparkling wines, but the long slim flutes that hold 
the bubbles are pleasanter to sip from. ^ ou do not have to pro­
vide a separate glass for each wine, althoujih it is nice to 
have two glasses per person if you are tasting both whites and 
reds. Instead, place several rinse bowls of water on the table 
so that the tasters can rinse their glasses after each wine. If 
this idea does not appeal to you, you can always borrow extra 
glasses from your wine-drinking friends, or even rent them 
for the evening. Provide something to clear the palate between 
wines—cubes of a mild cheese like Gruyere or Cheddar, and 
pieces of French bread, breadsticks. or plain unsalled crackers 
are best. Cheese does not help the flavor of white wines, but is 
excellent for reds. Continued on the next page

H O W TO 
MAKE 
A SLIPCOVER 
LIKE A N EXPERT 
Anyone who sews can make a snug slipcover; 
the trick is in the precise fitting of each piece 
of fabric, placing of pattern, pinning, and cut­
ting on the furniture. The choice of fabric is 
yours. A tightly woven fabric is the easiest 
to work with. Most armchairs require 8 yards; 
a two-cushioned love seat 4V2 feet long re­
quires 15 to 16 yards; a three-cushioned 
sofa, 6% feet long, takes 18 to 19 yards of 
50-inch fabric. And according to expert 
Thomas de Angelis, who showed us how to 
do the job with a linen and cotton print by 
Schumacher, the current vogue for no welt­
ing simplifies the sewing task enormously.

To pin the top border to the inside back, you match the pat­
tern exactly as possible, place the cut edges together so that 
the fabric is smooth, then pin along, following again the under-
seams. Cut away excess, leaving a %-inch seam. 

To cut the platform of the sofa, which is the part under the 
cushion, fit fabric to match the continuous flow of pattern to 
the floor, allowing a 4-inch tuck-in at the bottom of the inside 
back and the arm. Pin, chalk, and cut as before. 

The inside sofa arm is fitted just as the other pieces. Notice 
that the pattern is going at right angles to that on the rest of 
the sofa. Cut outside sofa arm next, with the pattern going in 
the same direction as the inside arm piece. 

Arm-top panel is cut next. Put zipper or snap tape (the kind 
with tiny snaps) on the outside back running up the right-hand 
side and on the back of seat cushions, allowing 2 inches of 
excess fabric for zipper or tape. Before unpinning, notch fabric 
every 4 inches. Turn slipcover wrong side out, match notches, 
repin. and sew. For shopping information, see page 144. 

Lay fabric on the inside back of the sofa, placing the print to 
best advantage. Prepare to pin, chalk, and cut the first piece. 
All the pieces of one half of the slipcover are cut and pinned 
together before the opposite side is begun. 

Pin fabric to sofa along top seam of the inside back, using the 
seam underneath as the guideline, making sure that the pattern 
is absolutely straight and smooth as you go, leaving only about 
2 inches between pins. Stop pinning at top corner. 

Hold fold of fabric taut with fingers and place another guide 
pin at corner of arm curve. Pin between guide pins. Tuck the 
fabric around arm and at bottom, leaving 4 inches. To mark 
for cutting, chalk straight line 1 inch wide outside pins. 

Prepare to cut along chalk lines, beginning at the top of the inside 
back. Before cutting be sure material is smoothly and tautly 
pinned to the underseams of the sofa. This will help insure an 
exact fit to the finished slipcover. 

To cut side of inside back, hold the fold of fabric out with fingers 
between two corner guide pins and follow chalked line exactly. 
Next, cut around the curve of the arm, then the bottom tuck-in 
of the inside back and up the center seam. 

The inside back piece, after cutting. Is ready to be joined to 
the next piece you cut: the top border. In order to have a con­
tinuous pattern of matched fabric pieces, each one has to be 
carefully fitted to the area cut just before it.

The simple rectangular room—the kind so many apart­
ment dwellers long to "do something about"—can very 
easily be made environmentally interesting with the 
sculptured plywood forms designed by Gary Dobosen 
(see page 99). Clustered, they create a circle within a 
square, above, 8 feet high, 6 feet wide. Taken apart, they 
become eight architectural elements almost anyone can 
lift and arrange in an infinite number of space defining 
ways. Here are five definitive answers to five problems. 

Lacking any sort of 
entrance area, an apart­
ment can have a pleasant 
introduction by borrowing 
enough space from the 
living room for a foyer. 
Joined in pairs, the four 
concave forms suggest a 
dividing arch; two of the 
pie shapes form a baffle­
like half-column between 
the two areas; the other 
two sit in corners as 
impressively as Nuremberg 
stoves—one in the foyer, 
one in the living room. 

Bookish people who like all 
their first editions (and paper­

backs) in one spot can have 
a library simply by cutting 

their living room in two. 
In one half, the concave forms 
—one in each corner—turn 

the sitting area into a pretty 
oval; in the other, four 

banks of bookshelves stretch 
from floor to ceiling, and 

the quartet of pie shapes are 
united in a central shaft 

as classic as a Greek column. 
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Another example of 
slicing off a segment 

of a living room to 
create a foyer. In 

this instance, the 
entrance area is long 

and fairly narrow, 
v/ith two concave 

forms at one end to 
turn a sharp right 

angle into a soft oval.

The fact ll iat each mul t ip le—or each 

pr in t—is not a unique work of art is not of priraai'\ impui 

tance. .Sometimes each impression i.s unique because of ac­

cidental variations in the pr int ing or because the artist has 

intenlii i i iailV made slight changes in the stone in the course 

of pr int ing the edit ion. On the other hand paintings are often 

created in series on one theme. What gives a mult iple or a 

pr int ils intrinsic \alue as art is the degree of involvement 

of the artisi—how closeK he supervises the pr int ing or manu­

facturing and whether he personally passes on the quality 

of each reproduction. I 'm talking, of course, about woodcuts, 

etchings, engravings, serigraphs, l i thographs, etc.—not |)ho-

tographic reproductions of paintings or drawini;>. 

.tn<f poMlern—arv thvif in the name VIUHM? 

No. Posters are basically for decorative and educational pur­

poses. The original purpose is usually to announce a show. 

They are perfectly val id for anyone learning about art, but 

they have no intrinsic value except in the rare case of a 

l imited signed editiori of perhaps the first 100 of a pr in t ing. 

Would f |ou adritti' heffininTM to huif Hvulpturf? 

Yes, it 's easier lo live with because i l tends to be less fragile. 

But it might take more space, since you have to look at sculp­

ture in the round. Sculpture now is made in editions by meth­

ods such as casting, so prices are apt to he sdiiiewlial lower. 

I l o i r do you Seel about r e n t i n g paintingnf 

A good idea. Especially for people who are just becoming 

involved wi th art. I t gives them a wider variety than they 

might normally be exposed to. Renting a paint ing give- mmi 

a chance to l ive with i l . lo understand more about it. and 

grow to appreciate i t . Many museums around ihe country 

have special departments that offer rental services. 

How about buging a r t an an inreittment? 

A poor idea. I would venture to say that 90 percent of the 

so-called investors in art make serious mistakes. There are 

very few people who really know enough about what t l ie\" ie 

doing to do i l j iroperly. I f you're buying a j iaint ing. vou 

consider first whether \ou like it and understand it and really 

want i l . \ ou can buy art to decorate your home. You can 

buy art to satisfy your aesthetic needs. You can buy art you 

!>elie\e wi l l ha\e lasting \ alue as art. But never as an invest­

ment. Really art should only be bought for personal plea-i i i r . 
What in the ditSerenve bet ween a eolleetor and nouie-
one who inereig bugn a r t ? 

I f you stop buying art when you run out of wall space, you're 

not a collector. A collector is continually t ry ing to upgrade 

his collection. Putt ing together a collection takes a lot of l ime 

and effort—vears and \ears and years of constant trading 

and rethinking and reevaluating. 
i l u t Huppose gou're not get a eolleetor—what nhould 
gou h a r e in order to bug a r t i n t e l l i g e n t i g ? 

1 think you ha\e to use a certain amount of judgment on your 

own. You have lo have a certain awareness of what's going 

on in the art world. You should seek the best advice available 

whether it's f rom a dealer you trust or a museum curator or 

a fellow collector. And you .should accept this advice, to a 

l imited extent but not b l ind ly—you have to have a certain 

basic intu i t ion and knowledge yourself. 

What do gou mean bg awarenenH? 

Knowing what the major current trends are. You can keep 

up on these by fol lowing the museum exhibits and the art 

journals. You may not always agree wi th them but you 

should be aware of what's happening.
