There is nothing as tempting as a piece of clean white wall 

besitie a w all telephone. No matter how I used to rant or plead, 

none of my family was able to resist jo t t ing telephone num­

bers on the wall next to the phone in the kitchen. As soon as I 

scrubbed [hem off, they were reborn, keeping me in a state of 

acute frustrat ion. Then one day, browsing in my favorite 

kitchen shop, I came upon a little plastic memo board 
and recognized it as the answer to my problem. I t 's about 10 
inches wide, 12 inches long, and a deep flag blue. You write 

the message (which can be wiped off ) wi th a white china 

marking pencil that sits on a litt le ledge along the bottom of 

the board. So far everyone enjoys using i t instead of the wall 

and i t makes a nice spot of color in the kitchen. 

One of my fondest dreams is to have a really great mud 

room. The Mil lers have done a wonderful j ob wi th theirs 

and I studied i t carefully when we spent the weekend with 

them at the farm. I t consists of a back entry bui l t on tw o years 

ago adjacent to the kitchen and pantry, and its most impor­

tant feature is a tile floor that slopes to a drain in the middle. 

A flower sink runs along one wal l , and next to the sink is a 

faucet wi th a short length of hose attached. This is used to 

wash muddy boots and tracks on the floor. Beside die hose 

they keep a long-handled squeegee to push the excess w ater 

down the drain. (A squeegee, unl ike a mop, stays clean. I Op­

posite the flower sink is a coat rack with a shelf on top for 

caps and hats and a shelf on the bottom for boots. And in the 

corner is a large umbrella holder and a rack for dry ing m i l -

tens. Betty Mi l ler says they use the room just as much in 

summer as in winter. They deposit their d i r ty shoes and 

gloves there when they come in f rom the garden, and the 

flower sink and cupboards are handy for the often messy 

business of arranging flow ers or w orking on flowerpots. Under 

the sink is a cupboard for packages of plant food, sprays, and 

hand tools, and above i t are generous shelves for vases. A h , 

m e — I can only wait and wish. 

Do you ever have dir ty hands? Silly question for anyone who 

gardens, paints furni ture, cleans the cellar, or scrubs the oven. 

There are times when ordinary soap just won't get them clean.

Mounting fabric on a wall used to be a fussy, difficult job 
but we found it very easy to hang the panel of chintz behind 
Tina's bed with Viii\ltak adhesive tape, it's a heav\ lajie 1 ' j 
inches wide and extra-sticky on both sides, once you remove 
the backing. Great for hanging maps and posters, too. and for 
anchoring rugs and carpets—particularly the ones that come 
home from the cleaner uith curly edges. But you have to be 
sure the surface you apply Vinyltak to is clean and free of 
dust, loose paint, or loose plaster—they will break the boiwl.

D E : V D R 0 N . Provide a 1-inch 
mulch of pit humus, compost, or 
well-rotted cow or horse manure 
every spring—not peat moss as it 
cakes and sheds water. Pinch off 
all seed poc4s after bloom. Letting 
seeds mature saps strength. Pinch­
ing provides two benefits: a maxi­
mum show next season and mild 
rcachiiig-bending exercise for \ ()u. 
Rhododendron, as do all ever­
greens, require copious irrigation 
before deep frost and treatment 
with a plastic spray (VViltpruf) to 
inhibit winter transpiration. Applv 
it in January and March on davs 
when temperatures rise well above 
the freezing point. 

T L E M A T I S . This lovely 
woody climber is (me of the few 
lime-lovingplants. Each fall scratch 
/4 cup of lime lightly into the 
surface in a 12-inch radius anmiid 
its stems; each spring do the same 
thing with two generous table-
.spoons of 5-10-5 fertilizer. The 
Jackman types (large-flowered) 
should be pruned to 18 inches each 
spring, for they bloom best on new 
wood, which grows very quickly. A 
flat, thick rock will keep the r(X)t-
run cool. If a branch wilts, remove 

it from the crown and bum im­
mediately. Tliere is no known cure 
for w ilt, which is caused bv a vims. 
Frequent spraying with Captan is 
thtmght to pre\'ent it. Clematis 
under good culture are less af­
fected by wilt. 

C L I V I A . Most reference books, 
including recent ones, advise fol­
lowing the culture used for amaryl-
lis, to which clivia is closely re­
lated. Mavbe so, but mv experi­
ence is different. Direct Minliglil 
causes the leathery, dark green 
leaves to yellow, so keep it out of 
the sun but provide lots of light. 
Bloom shoultln'l be expected until 
a plant is completely pot-bound. A 
two-vear-old seedling or a rooted 
offshoot in a 6-inch pot should 
bloom in two to three years. This 
gorge(ms house plant blooms er­
ratically unless the manv suckers 
it throws are cut off regularly, but 
leave one sucker to let the original 
plant have a twin. If overwatering 
destroys the fleshy roots, cut off the 
rotten ones, and repot; if the crown 
is sound, new ones will grcnv. 

D E L P H I I V I I ' M . Getting the 
tall hybrids (Pacific Coast, I5lack-
more & Langdon, Bishop to name 
a few) to reach 6 to 7 feet is no 
feat, but few gardeners manage it. 
The following culture works for 
me: Three weeks before planting, 
spread Yn cup of lime, one generous 
cup of 5-10-5 fertilizer, and /2 
I H I S I I C I of year-old cow or horse 
manure or compost per s(|uare 
yard of bed and mix as thoroughly 
and as deeply as possible (18 
inches). After frost, plant hea\il\-
rooted seedlings on 18-inch cen­
ters and stake at the same time. Tie 
the stalks as they grow. When the 
plant reaches 18 inches, scratch a 
scant handful of 5-10-5 fertilizer 
lightly into the surface; then water

w ell. Repeat this every ten days 
until bloom, but don't neglect ir-
riiialion between feedings. When 
the blossom.s are .spent and the 
leaves look ratty, cut back the 
stalks on a sharp angle to 18 
inches. Withhold water until new 
growth starts, then irrigate reason-
ably to get second bloom on, of 
course, much shorter stalks. The 
second bloom of hvbrids makes the 
best dried flowers; they also with-
staiul 6 to 8 degrees of frost. To 
generalize: A deep bed for the big 
roots, high fertilization, and plenty 
of water get professional results, 
even if vou do not live on the Pa­
cific Coast. I have actually tried to 
kill delphinium bv over-feeding 
them, but without .success. It is 
perfectly obvious that this can be 
done, and those who do siiould 
chalk up the experience to bad 
luck and not brag about it to me. 

D i r T A 3 i : \ T T S . A fine rich 
loam, plenty of water, good drain­
age, and removing seed pods early 
.satisfy this pleasant perennial—but 
i( it is moved, even the second 
spring, it has little chance of 
sur\"ivinsl. 

F U C m S I A . These nonhardy 
shrubs are great bloomers, but re­
quire light shade and cool nights. 
Becau.se they are used in pots or 
patio planters they are likely to get 
too little or too much water. This 
also applies to their culture in 
hanging baskets, but more so. Be­
cause they are susceptible to red 
spider in prolonged hot spells 
(what i.sn't?), protect the plants 
with a .systemic in.secticide (All-
purpose Svstemic In.sect Spray, 
Heritage House). In hot weather 
bloom slows douTi, but picks up in 
early fall. 

| ; A I H . L A I I I I I A . These gay 
things literally bloom themselves 
to death and rarely last two sea-
s(ms, but as new plants will usually 
grow from side roots they should 
be given a chance. 

I I K : A T H § and H E A T H -
E K S . Lime causes these acute 
distress—so acute they die. Bed 
preparation need not go deeper 
than 12 inches, but must include Vi 
bushel of peat per square yard 
homogenized into the soil three 
weeks before planting in order to 
get tlie peat thoroughly moist. No 

inalliT till- /.(IMC. all .s]icoicN i-c(|iiirc 
protection from bitter winter and 
spring winds. Most sur\'ive, un­
comfortably, in Z(me 4 (Arnold 
.scale), where I live in winter. 
Heaths and heathers do not re­
quire rich soil. The taller-grou-ing 
species should be pruned back 
hard immediately after bloom or 
they look scmffy. 

H E H B S . That thing around 
about aromatic herbs ;i<)/ rctjuir-
ing rich soil is dangerous. Peren­
nial or annual herbs do well only 
in a rich garden soil, sharp enough 
for excellent drainage. Those 
grown in poor soils, tarragon in 
particular, rarely survive winter. 

I I I I . S . B < » a r < l o d . Dig in a 
fertilizer very low in nitrogen at 
tl.e rate of 1 ounce per square foot 
three weeks before planting. Plant­
ing depth is critical; put tiie top 
of the rhizome even with the sur­
face. To control iris borer, a com­
mon cause of failure, remove dead 
leaves and weeds in early spring 
when new growth is 3 inches high 
and spray or dust with any contact 
insecticide and repeat once a week 
for two weeks. But if the plants are 

alreadv infected, dig and cut hack 
tlie rhizomes until no borer holes 
show. Gardeners who think they 
will get huge flags the first year 
sliould forget it. The chance is 
slim. Use a first-vear bloom, if you 
are luckv enough to get one, to 
check the truencs.s of variety. If 
a)rrect, cut it off to get maximum 
root development; if not, send it 
to your dealer asking for replace­
ment in the fall so that you won't 
have to wait another year. Iris 
bloom well the second vear; are 
most beautiful the third and fourth 
years. Separate and replant them 
in the fifth or sixth. Bearded types 
will not tolerate a moist location. 

P E O X 1 E . S . I l c r b a e o o u s . 
Failure to bloom is due to plant­
ing too deep. Try to place the eyes 
exactly VA inches below the sur­
face, thus as.suring that the root is 
in the 1- to 2-inch zone that is 
satisfactory. Mulch the roots the 
first winter, but not thereafter. 
Tender, fir.st-ycar stalks that are 
just emerging can be cut down b\' 
fungus if spring wcatlicr turns hot 
and humid for a few days.

vent this, spray or dust with a fun­
gicide (Captaii) when growth 
readies 6 inches; repeat this week­
ly until tlie stalks harden. Pinch 
off buds the first year. When the 
plant is four years old, up to one-
third of the stalks can be used for 
cut flowers. The ants swanning 
over the huds are harmless. 

P E O X I E S , Tree. One ene­
my of these lovely woody shrubs is 
people who cut branches to the 
ground each fall believing that 
thev should be treated like herba­
ceous kinds. One cause of failure 
is in buying stock .so young that 
the gardener, without knowing it, 
takes over the job that rightly be­
longs to the nurseryman: propaga­
tion of such a baby until it reaches 
a respectable age. Tree peonies 
that sell from two to three dollars 
by color are one-year grafts from 
Iap;iii that have been grown in the 
U. S. for only one season. Even in 
the hands of inirservmen many fail, 
for tree peonies owe their principal 
support when young to their her­
baceous graft—their own roots de­
velop very slowly. When growm 
two to five years after importation, 
thev range in price from four to 

five dollars each by color, and from 
about eight dollars up by named 
variety. Planting depth is critical 
—never less than 4 inches; 6 to 7 
inches is not too deep. The plant 
should have a long life if its home 
is specially constructed: 3 feet in 
diameter, 2 feet deep, the sub.soil 
carted away, topsoil carted in, the 
whole business mixed thoroughly 
with a bushel of humus (wet peat 
moss, pit humus, two-year-old 
cow maimre, or compost) sharp­
ened with sand if neces.sary. Test 
for pH—the soil should be jieutral 
or sliglitly alkaline. The foregoing 
should be done a month before 
planting. In succeeding years, fer­
tilize tlie plant just as you do 
other shrubs. 

P H L O X . As this popular peren­
nial blooms in midsummer, the 
time of drought, the bed requires 
deep irrigation then—more, say, 
than the standard 1 inch a week. 
Hybrid phlo.x do not change color 
as they age. Ripened seed drops 
from spent heads, lodges at the 
base, and grows quickly. Because 
these seedlings (mostly magenta) 
are very Nigorous, they can dri\ e 
out a In'brid in two or three .sea­

sons, so cut off the crowns after 
flowering. What is to be done 
about fungus on leax-es? Spray 
\\ ilii a fungicide before it appears. 
W lien the crowns became matted, 
dig and plant the \ igorous outside 
shoots, discard the woody center. 
When shoots are 2 inches high in 
early spring, thin by pinching off 
all but the five or si.\ strongest. 

W I S T E R I A Tree form. 
Bare-root plants are de\il.s to es­
tablish, because they lia\e few 
small roots and big tops. These 
I O D I S renew so slowlv that the tops 
become too dry for the buds to 
swell, imless kept damp. To keep 
them damp, attach a fine spray to 
a hose, and syringe the top and 
trunk twice a day (three or four 
times or more in very hot weath­
er), but be careful not to waterlog 
the roots. You will think the 
damned buds will ne\-er break, 
and they won't if vou giN'e up 
swinging before the middle of Au­
gust. Maybe it would be well to 
hunt for one already growing 
prettily in a can. They are, how­
ever, rather e.xpensi\ e and hard to 
find. But if my guess that garden­
ers lose about .50 percent of bare-

root tree wisteria is close, and 
think it is, then the containe 
grown plants remain onl\" hard 1 
find. No matter what kind on 
buys it will require a sti-ong siak 
for four or fi\e years.

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Here goes. 
Things to consider before you buy. 
Medium colors show dirt less than very light or 

very dark ones. And color mixtures—like tweeds or 
florals or small patterns—are the most practical of all. 

Don't have much time? Some textures need less 
vacuuming than others to stay beautiful-looking. A low, 
dense loop is the easiest. Next comes a twist or short 
shag. A longer shag means longer work. Plush takes the 
longest. (Of course, getting dirt out takes thorough 
vacuuming in any texture.) 

If you have pets, I'd suggest a short shag. It shows 
pet hairs less than low loop carpets, but doesn't trap 
them like a long shag. 

Things to do to prevent trouble. 
If possible, arrange your furniture so as to avoid 

constantly used traffic aisles. 
Place casters or those little furniture cups under 

your heavy pieces. All furniture legs should have 
smooth, round steel bottoms—not rough, wooden ones. 

For stairs, buy an extra 6 to 8 inches to tuck under 
at both the top and bottom risers. As soon as the "noses" 
of the steps show signs of wear, move the carpet up or 
down a few inches. Because stairs get heavy traffic, I'd 
suggest a low, dense carpet rather than a shag or plush. 

Things to do regularly. 
Vacuum heavy traffic areas daily, others two or 

three times a week. You dust your furniture daily, don't 
you? Well, the same dust is in the carpet, plus shoe dirt, 
crumbs and more. Use at least three strokes back and 
forth. 

The best kind of vacuum is an upright with a 
beater bar and brush cylinder, such as the Hoover. The 
beater bar loosens the embedded dirt. Tanks and canis­
ters suck up surface dirt only. 

There's no such thing as over-vacuuming. Don't 
be nervous about fuzz you might see in the dirt bag, espe­
cially while the carpet is new. It's a normal condition. 
The vacuum cleaner is not eating up your carpet. 

Once a month, shift heavy furniture pieces an 

inch or two. If they've left hollows in the carpet, fluff it 
up with a hair dryer and a coarse comb. If the carpet's 
wool, use a steam iron at wool setting, then comb. 

Things to do occasionally. 
If the carpet starts looking dull, consider a do-it-

yourself cleaning. We recommend Woolite® Spray 
Foam Rug Cleaner-not just for wool but for Acrilan® 
acrylic and all man-made fibers. 

Don't use soap, washing soda, or harsh detergents 
Don't walk on wet carpet. If you must put the furniture 
back before the carpet is completely dry, put wax paper 
under the legs.

Whatever you do, do it at once. Scrape, blot or 

absorb the spill immediately—before it penetrates. 
If the stain remains, sponge on a little tap water 

and keep blotting till dry.

The currendy popular Blanc de Blancs Champagne, paler, 

l ighter, dr ier, and more delicate, can be made only f rom 

Pinot Chardonnay. not any old white grape that ha|)pens to 

be around. Champagne accounts for only a small percentage 

of French wine product ion. Wi th the r ig id controls and high 

prices commanded by the grapes grown in the Champagne 

district, i t is always more expensive than a sparkl ing wine 

made elsewhere in France by the same method. More and 

more of these are show ing up in the market here, as the price 

of Champagne soars through demand and. now, dollar de­

valuation. They come f rom the Haute-Savoie. Burgundy, tlie 

Loire, and the Rhone and cost about half of what you'd pay 

for a Champagne aristocrat like Bollinger. The generic name 

for French sparkl ing wines is mousseux. Those of Germany 

are Sekt, and the I ta l ian, spumante. 

CHAMPAGIVE IN A M E R I C A 
There's a noticeable difference between American and French 

champagnes. Whi le some (but by no means all I wineries 

make their champaf^ne by the t radi t ional , time-honored, and 

time-consuming methode charnpenoise discovered by Dom 

Perignon i n 1679, the end result is never quite the same— 

and there is no reason why it should be. To compare them 

is both unfair and unenlightened. 

American champagnes have their own indiv idual style 

and character because they are made, for the most part, 

f rom totally different blends of graj)es. There's no way of 

ident i fy ing the grapes in the major i ty of champagnes—all 

that can be said is that they are mostly white. They vary 

enormously according to tlie w ay the champagne is made and 

the price i t w i l l sell fo r (more expensive grapes usually go 

into bottle-fermented wines) , and the particular blend the 

champagne maker at the winery favors, which may be influ­

enced by the varietals that are good in a certain year. Some 

grapes wi l l be chosen for their fruitiness and softness, others 

for their acidity. 

\ \ hile Cali fornia grows both the classic Pinot Noi r and 

Chardonnay gra{)es. the climate i> warmer than Champagne, 

the growing season shorter, and the ri|>ening season faster, 

which brings down the acidity of tlie Chardonnay. Accord­

ing to wine expert Frank Schoonmaker. this is compensated 

fo r by blending a more acid grajw; l ike the Folle Blanche or 

French Colombard with the Chardonnay. Chardonnay sup­

plies the breeding and finesse, the lesser grape the acidity 

needed for balance. 

Very l i t t le white Pinot No i r wine goes into Cal i fornia 

champagne. Schramsberg Vineyard, a small winery in llie 

Napa Valley specializing in champagnes thai many wine au­

thorities here and in Europe consider to be outstanding, on 

a par with the French, has both a Blanc de Blancs that is 70 

percent Chardonnay and a Blanc de Noirs wi th 70 percent 

Pinot Noir . I t was the Schramsberg Blanc de Blancs 1969 

that President N ixon cho.se to be served at the banquet i n 

Peking. The Blanc de Noirs is in very l imited supply. Owner 

Jack Davies says i t is the hardest of all to make, requir ing 

more .substantial aging and extra labor at the winery. 

Apar t f rom the tw o classic grapes, those most often found

in California champa<:nes are Pinot Blanc, Chenin Blanc. 
French Colombard. Folle Blanche, Semillon, Sylvaner, Sau-
vi-rnon Blanc. Sauvignon Vert, Grey Riesling, Ugni Blanc— 
and from ihrre. almost anything down lo Thompson seedless. 

New York State vintners may use the viniferas (Euro­
pean varieties like Chardonnay), French-American hybrids, 
and the native American labrusca varieties such as Delaware 
and Catawba. Once you could spot a New York State cham­
pagne by the heavy, perfumed aroma and flavor of the labrus­
ca grapes, but lately more and more hybrids are being blend­
ed, to make lighter and drier wines. Gold Seal Vineyards, 
with substantial vinifera plantings, put Chardonnay in their 
Fournier Blanc de Blancs. Widmer is one of the few well-
known wineries still to keep the old "foxy" labrusca flavor. 

T H E 3 I E T I I O D T l l E 
In yet another divergence from the French, American cham­
pagne can legally be produced by three methods—the me-
thodc chanipcnoise. the transfer process, and the bulk or Char-
mat process, named for the Frenchman who invented it at the 
beginning of the century. 

For the melhode rlinnipenol.se, the blended wine is bot­
tled and given a carefully controlled dose of sugar syrup and 
yeast. This starts a secondary fermentation in the bottle, 
which goes on until the yeast has converted all the sugar to 
alcohol, leaving the carbon dioxide in solution in the bottle 
to build up a terrific head of pressure. The yeast sediment 
has to be drawn into the neck of the bottle, where it can be 
frozen and disgorged by the pressure—which has been likened 

to the wine's "clearing its throat." This involves a lengthy 
and laborious procedure of placing lire bottles in racks at an 
angle, head down, then giving them a >liL;!il >hake and turn 
every day until the sediment has concentrated in the neck. 
After disgorging, the bottle is topped up with more w ine and 
sugar syrup, according to the degree of sweetness needed 
for the finished champagne, then reeorked and sealed. 

The whole business of fermenting and aging the wine 
on the yeast takes years, usually from three to five, and by 
remaining so long in contact with it. the w ine takes on some 
of the yeast character. The bubbles, trapped and compressed 
in the bottle, reh-asc in a slow upward drifl when i Ik ; cliain-
pagne is poured into the glass. Much of the charm of cham­
pagne is in the way it meets the eye—the foamy, creamy 
head and the little starry explosions of the carbon dioxide in 
tlie w ine. Small, fine, long-lasting bubbles are the visual proof 
of a champagne made in the traditional way. 

In the transfer process, more widely used and quicker, 
the base wine is bottled, fermented for the second time, and 
then discharged into a sealed chamber where the sediment is 
filtered out and the wine leboltied. This is llit- iiiifl<llc ground 
of champagne making, practiced in California and New York 
State, and the results are usually good, sometimes excellent. 
(If|)cnding on the c|uality of the blended wine. 

Technically speaking, both these champagnes are bottle-
fermented, but champagne made by the first method may 
carry ihe words '"fermented in this bottle" on the label, while 
transfer-process champagnes are described as "bottle fer-

Certainly the Charmat method of cham­

pagne making, which is also used for European s|iarklitig 

wines, can be regarded as a 20th-cenlury breakthrough in a 

traditional industry, for it brings the cost down to a level 

most people can afford, and when the wine is made from 

young, soft, fruity grapes that don't need much aging, like 

Clictiiri Blanc, the results can be very agreeable. As with any 

wine buying, it's a matter of how much you want to pay and 

what you expect for your money. Four out of every seven 

bottles of American champagne are bulk-fermented, the rest 

bottle-fermented, mostly by the transfer process.

Mr. Beard also makes a melting, delicious C h a m ­

pagne Sherbet . For this, hrin^ I cup sugar and 4 cups 

water to a rollini: boil and boil for 6 minutes. Add 1 bottle 

champagne and heat lo volatilize the alcohol. Remove from 

the heat and stir in the juice of IVi! oranges and the grated 

rind of 1 orange. Pour into the container of an ice cream 

freezer, pack with .salt and ice. and turn until just softly 

frozen—sherbets should never be served rock-hard. 

Janet Vi eithas. who is currently w riting a book on cook­

ing with wine and spirits, has evolved a rather offbeat 

(^hampa^ne Par fa i t . Fill each parfait glass -̂ 4 full with 

lemon sherbet, stick a glass straw in the center, clear through, 

and pour brandy through the straw. Fill the glass to the brim 

with champagne and sip the lovely commingling of wine, 

spirit, and sherbet through the straw. Mrs. Weithas also likes 

to baste a baked h a m with champagne , after rubbing it 

with mustard and sugar. 

Cooking with champagne might be considered an ex­

travagance, because the precious bubbles disappear and all 

that is left is tlie basic while wine, but \ou'll find sauces made 

with champagne have a definite subtlety and delicacy that 

do something quite marvelous to fish, chicken, and white 

meats. Also, a fine aged champagne w ill bring its "yeast char­

acter" to the dish, adding yet another dimension of flavor. 

Mrs. Jack Davies. of Schramsberg, is a superb cook w ho 

uses champagne rather more lavishly than most of us. She 

cautions that champagne primarily can only add the quali­

ties of the wine from which it was made, and a nothing wine 

does litUe for food. Also to be remembered is that a sweeter 
champagne will introduce suj;ar. whereas a brut won't, so 
extra-dry or dry champagnes belong in desserts, not main 
dishes. For her recipe for Fih*t de sole au champagne , 
dip .sole fillets in milk and then in lightly seasoned flour. 
Saute in butter until golden brown on both sides. Remove 
and keep warm. For each serving, cook I tablespoon butler 
until it browns, add I leaspodii cho|)|ie(l parsle\. Pour ^\ 
cup champagne over the fish and top with the brown buller 
and parsley. For C h i c k e n Schranisb<Tg. saute 2 cliicken 
breasts in butter, skin side down, until uolden l)rown. Turn 
and cook, partly covered, for 23 to 30 minutes, then remove 
to a warm platter. To the cooking juices, add 1 teaspoon Hour, 
then ' -2 cup champagne and I tablespoon blanched almonds. 
Cook until thickened. Place chicken in sauce and simmer 
briefly lo heat through. Serve masked with the sauce and gar­
nished with chopi>ed parsley. 

F r e s h fru i t and champagne: In spring or summer. 
Mrs. Davies slices fresh strawberries or wliil«- peaches, suizais 
them lightly, and puis 2 lablesjioons of the fruil in large wine 
glasses with some shaved ice. pours equal amounts of Rhine-
style white wine and sec (dry) champagne lo the lop. and 
.sei-ves this with a long spoon. Or -.he m,i\ -cDop watermelon 
balls from the shell, scallop the edges of the melon aiul re­
place the fruit with a scattering of mint over it. This is 
brought lo the table with a bottle of brut or extra-dry cham­
pagne, some to be poured over the melon balls, the rest 
-ipped from champagne flutes.

from smaller places where you need 

privacy. Decorate for lifestyle—a 

country house look for a city apart­

ment, everything in it could move 

back to the country next year and 

work—an important option for |>eople 

who love the country. Decorate for 

lifestyle—a tiny house with big interior 

spaces, big entertaining spaces, but no 

guest room—on purpose. Decorate for 

lifestyle—a city apartment full of va­

cation equipment for people whose 

work and priorities don't afford them 

the time for a city life, a country and 

weekend life, or long vacations. 

COOKING 
If you're barbecuing, use copper wire 

since string burns—or wrap a lamb in 

aluminum foil for the first hour over 

an open fire, then take it off—prevents 

a heavily charred piece of meat. Hol­

low out a big brioche and fill it with 

sandwiches—the bread makes a won­

derful container, keeps the sandwiches 

moist and fresh, as everything should 

be for entertaining in the summertime.

Beaulv continually renewed is one of the fascinations and deepest satisfactions of gardening. To 

nurture a house plant so that it leafs or blooms another year, to propagate one plant so that it 

l)ecomes many, to start with a new clearing and keep working until N O U have a greal and beauti­

ful garden -these arts and pleasures the Pennocks have sliated as amateur and professional ever 

since they built their house, as newly weds in 1935. in Mea<low brook. Pa. An innovative florist 

and long-time participant in Philadelphia's annual flower show. Mr. Pennock has "spent a life-

lime with flowers" and is a perfectionist other perfectionists consult on matters ranging: from 

house plants to \^Tiite House decorations. He designed, for instance, the pavilion of lights on 

the V '̂hile House lawn for the ball honoring Prince Charles and Princess Anne on their state 

visit: the memorable gazebo, topiaries, and aisle arrangements for ihe Nixon-Cox wedding last 

June: the new decorations at the White House last Christmas. At the Pennocks' own ""Meadow-

brook Farm." about an hour north of Philadelphia, every room always seems ready for a party. 

The house abounds with tall floweritig standards, hanging ba.skets. iv\ and rosemary trained 

like small formal trees or amusing topiar\ -and all rellect one of \ l r . l*ennock"s basic principles. 

"Good grooming is a prerequisite to successful gardening." The plants are exuberant but never 

out of control: pruning is his favorite chore. "The ideal climate for pot plants.'" Mr. Pennock 

says, *'is a copper tray with Vi inch water in pebbles I inch deep." To keep up the humidity, he 

recommends spray-misting most house plants daily. He is not adverse to insecticides, if needed, 

but suggests organic rotenone and p\ rethrum sprays onl\ . One of his rules startles some growers: 

"Underfeed but feed continualK ."' W ith every watering he gives his hou.'̂ e plants some Peter's fer­

tilizer, diluted to about half the amount suggested for periodic feedings. (Continued on pa^e. 88)

From 
here you stroll down ivird steps to another 
round garden, L E K T . and, n i : i . ow , ivhere a 
UIy pool is wreathed in concentric circles of 
ivy, grass, evergreens and flowers. For a 
long ivhile the Pennocks' landscaping 
stopped here, but because this is "a garden 
that jus! keeps gmii inn." ihey opened up 
another vista and lerel. the sn iniiiiirig pool 
and pavilion that you glimpse beyond. 

M"" r. Pennock likes plastic pots for hanging plants, because ihey are lightweight and do not dry 
out as quickly as clay, but he finds the common white or harsh green colors unpleasing. To 

make them nearly invisible, he sprays them with Krylon ultra-flat black paint, adds moss green, 
and rubs with cheesecloth to blend. When he buys a contemporary cement planter or figure he 

sponges on dark brown cement paint, then light brown, and rubs it almost off for a soft weath­
ered look. Every clay pot and container of any sort is immaculate. In the greenhou.se new pols are washed with a 
disinfectant, as are the greenhouse benches and floors; they use Algae-Go. Cuttings are started in flats of sterile per-
lite, and to encourage healthy grow th, root ends are usually treated w ith a fungicide, Captan. \A hen plants are 
transferred to clay or plastic pots, they grow in this formula: one-third sterilized soil (this can be bought, but they 
bake theirs in a Famco oven on the premi.ses because of the quantities used) combined with two-thirds vermiculite, 
[jerlile. peal moss, sand, and charcoal, all balanced according to the plant's natural origins and needs. The Pennock 
gn-enhouse is open to the public, and house plants and unusual containers are sold partly ""to help maintain all this" 
and partly because Mr. Pennock thoroughly enjoys collecting and growing and teaching new gardeners how to care 
for his plants' offspring. The Pennocks" outdoor garden is a macrocosm of their garden ex|)erience and principles. A 
series of small gardens, cleared and planted decade by decade, is now a veritable green mansion of intimate rooms, 
beautiful in all seasons. The evergreen walls are composed of hollies, rhododendron.s. azaleas, laurel, hemlock, even 
I'niilisii i \ \ that clambers up the bare trunks of tall white pines. A long axis runs the full length, forming a vista that 
stretches from a small gazebo beyond the herb garden near the kitchen, through the round gardens, and on to the 
swimming-reflecting pool and pavilion. Yet you perceixe this grand-scale triumph only when you stand at the heart 
of each seeminglv self-contained small area or on the broad stone steps that lead to different le\els. Mr. Pennock be­
lieves, "No garden should be seen in its entirely from one vantage point but rather be .so designed that there alwavs 
remains an element of surprise as one proceeds from section to section, room to room." (Continued on page 91)

The 

Pennocks' garden has all the elements of classic design—pa­

vilions, pools, fountains, flights of steps, paths of different 

textures, statuary, obelisks, urns, secluded places to sit, 

and a point of interest at every turning. Yet it has a very 

American offhand elegance and is intensely personal. Every 

artifact has a sloi) : many weve (•ollcclcd on lra\els or from 

old gardens belonging to people they loved. They have also 

surrounded themselves with "tlie kinds of plants we know 

or aspired to know." And because the Pennocks entertain 

often and well, "'the garden is a natural adjunct to the 

house, with the space we need for outdoor living." Its many rooms, levels, and sealing places are ideal for their 

parties that inevitably spill outward. \^Tiile flowers always fill their house, party or no. and are constantly changing 

outdoors in neatly hedged beds or in pots that circulate from greenhouse to house or garden, flowers are secondary 

to the framework of tlie garden. " I have always felt," Mr. Pennock says, "that for true beauty, a garden's back­

ground, much like the bones of a person, must be |)aramount. Flowers do for a garden only what make-up or hand­

some clothes do for a woman." His advice to anyone just starting a garden is, "Don't submerge a house in what is 

erroneously called foundation planting. Consider the growth potential and controllability of your shrubs and trees." 

He also encourages young ()eo|)le to learn the thrifty skills that can make many plants from one: "Three years ago we 

had just one miniature euonymus plant, and it has now become six fine low hedges." Another bit of advice: "Remem­

ber that what is planted in the cool exhilarating spring must be maintained in the hot enervating summer. Keep things 

simple.

Cork 
walls, a rug that looks like antelope hide, a velvet sofa. Two chairs 
are covered in a toile thai combines a plaid-on-plaid with a copy of 
an Hermes scarf printed with old landaus and cabriolets, the kind 
elegant ladies rode in to show off their new hats in the Bois de Bou-
lni:nr. .4 sporting fabric. This is that kind of room. The dining room, 
R I G H T , and U K L O W . is not. It works all year, but in midsummer it's a 
refuge as cool as a mint julep. Steel-framed malachite mantel, green 
silk curtains—not new but going strong—a green-stained herring­
bone floor, foliage, and lloucrs. If hm Mrs. Norris's mood is neither 
pink nor earthy, she finds it a lovely place to sit, and although only 
one dining table is permanent, there are three others stored away. 
Twenty-four people can dine among the flowers and feel transported. 

The card room, A B O V E , is also Mrs. Norris's sit­
ting room, a put-your-feet-up room. Earthy colors, 
this time a bit punchier than those in the library, 
and a ivallpaper reminiscent of a Polynesian bark 
painting—primitive, yet quite orderly. The cur­
tains match, and the leather sofa is one of those 
alluring traps no one ever wants to get out of.

The new woman who's around happens to be invisible. People keep 
telling eaeh other that this one is totally di£Ferent. Changed utterly. 
Upside down. Inside out. Remodeled. Where is she? No one is quite 
sure that they have ever met her. On the other hand, they won't say 
she isn't so. "But she doesn't look Different." True—because unlike 
other Xewwomen who have come down across time, you can't see 
this one. 

You could see the Eighteenth-Centur>' Woman clearly. And when 
she stepped out of her ferocious cages of silk and satin and melted 
into the Empire or Regency Woman, that was a visual smash no one 
could miss. And when the still-Edwardian, gliding World War I 
girl exploded into the gs rating, k't-ever\ thing-go, perpetual-motion 
Flapper, the world got a sock in the jaw it could really feel. So what 
happened? Woman didn't get up abruptl)' from the rocking chair 
to rock the boat. She simply stepped quietly o\ er an imperceptible 
line, pulled up alongside Man to stand even. It has been a long 
and anxious journey that had to bypass such hazards as Aristotle 
who—in 344 B.C.—decided that "Woman must be said to be an in­
ferior man." Probably such recent milestones as The Pill, new Abor­
tion laws, and Women's Lib really put her across the finish line. So 
this time she isn't dressing for the part, she's just woman—every­
where, anywhere. 

An example of respect for such a unique fact of life was made 
quite dramaticalK- this spring in New York when the Museum of 
Modem Art held a show of the sculpture of Henri Matisse. In the 
midst of some staggering pieces, a small, even tiny, bronze grabs 
the eye. It is a very representational horse, conventional in every 
way, except that it is standing with great poise and perfect balance 
on its one and only leg. Instantly curious, viewers bend down to 
learn the meaning from the inscription. I t says simply "Horse." 
Matisse apparently decided not to apologize for this horse in any 
way, to say that no matter what its state or condition on arrival, it 
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was a most remarkable feat of nature. So, now wherever woman is, 
she is someone who has arrived—a presence—Woman. 

Well, now that she's here, what does she want? The very question 
makes many women smile and some men nervous and has sent 
hordes of social scientists scurrying to analyze, dissect, and decide 
on those wants. Of course the answers aren't all in—and those that 
are aren't all that alarming. She doesn't want absolute power or her 
husband's job or her hand on the big pushbutton. Her wants are 
sometimes fairly sweeping, but frequently small and always human. 
As wanting itself is. Once that cool, detached, perfect superhero 
Robert E. Lee astonished one of his officers by announcing " I am 
always wanting something...." 

She wanis nnv arva of hvr own tUe «*om|»l«>/«>l^ hvr 
o w n . . . . T h i s pressing need, as much as the financial spur, is often 
why this woman works and—strikingly—why a significant group of 
psychiatrists, gynecologists, and interests say that indeed she should, 
that she must. Some hold that—whether she has to or not—she 
should work for money; others believe that truly professional volun­
teer work is more gratifying, more influential. The precedent-smash­
ing jobs (Our mayor is a woman. . .My rabbi is a woman. . .Did you 
notice that the jockey on my half of the double was a girl?.. I was 
stunned to look out the twenty-fifth floor window today and see a 
woman washing the windows) are gratifying but the true reason for 
Newwoman to work is to possess a kind of "Virginia Woolf Room of 
Her Own—forever in her life. 

She waniH it known thai shv in more ready for 
ehange of erery kind than ehange is ready for her. 

She wantM help help. Help....She wants the pleasure—not the 
pain—of nnining her own house and she has finally intemali/.ed the 
act that live help is becoming as obsolete as the trolley car. So 

she is asking for pure engineering miracles. And why shouldn't she? 
For instance, she wants a dishwasher which after it has washed and 
dried the glasses, wi l l put them away...a vacuum cleaner that she 
can direct by radar to the far comers of the house while she is read­
ing or sewing or writ ing poetry.. . a mechanized, computerized 
housekeeping machine that she can fill with information daily and 
that wi l l do the dusting, straighten closets, make the beds, order 
the groceries and all without having to take nerve pills. Wildly ex­
pensive? Of course. How wi l l she pay for it? Probably the way that 
Mr. Alfred Eisenprise—a philosopher, merchant, and vice-president 
of Allied Stores—has decided that from now on woman is going to 
get what she wants wi th what he calls The Trade-off—a certain sys­
tem of priorities in which she swaps one thing she'd like for some 
other thing she'd like better. Far too pragmatic now to ask for the 
world on a platter, she w i l l settle for half the wosld, giving up a 
tr ip to Europe or a new car or even another house for certain other 
things. I f she had to give up eating for such phenomena as these 
iiew helpers, i t would at least have a fine side effect.... 

She wantH nueh a small thing an being able to go to 
the best rentaurant in town by herself when she 
wantft to and get the bent food^ the bent waiter, the 
best manners—no eold shoulder, no put-down. 

She wants information....on every absorbing fact, idea, and 
opinion around and she wants i t to feed her interior life. 

She wants to ehange her habits....She is far more wil l ing 
now to accept what was once outlandish and impossible. Lately she 
wt^lcomed a seminar, staged by the Department of Agriculture, that 
was dedicated to taking the sacred attitude away from food. I t sug­
gested that she consider bugs. Beetles are a high source of protein, 
grasshoppers are packed wi th chlorophyl, and silkworms, delicious. 

She wants to grow away from the uptight puritan 
ethie—and all that guilt—to lire easily within the 
new sexuality. 

She wants to be feminine rather than feminist.... 
to be loved, loving and giving, outgoing, wanted, needed, and re­
warded all the time with wonderful presents...Even though she may 
not become involved personally in Women's Lib , she does feel 
obliged to them for many things (such as making the put-down of 
women forever untasty). She believes that Women's L ib is her Army, 
Navy, Air Force, and Marines and is grateful. 

She wants to raise her own roof....or put up a series of 
porches or add on a library in her house—with her family enlisted as 
troops, of course. Many women now woukl rather Do I t Themselves 
and See I t Done Right than live with amateurism. 

She wants to be thin. 

She wants to explore new experienee....\\hc\:\n v \[\ 
mind control that reaches for the Alpha or acupuncture or face-lifting 
or Liquid Theatre or meditation or whatever—for her—really works. 

She wants to beeome eommitted....[o find a cause after 
her own heart and go whither it goes... whether it's Friends of 
Animals that leads her to giving up all furs that are endangered 
species or Friends of the Earth or the Sierra Club or Nader's Raiders 
or some poUtical party that turns her on . . . and she might even con­
sider getting into ecology even if that has become a cliche. (Last 
February one of her friends \\ ho is into it got a wonderful Valentine 
reading To My Biodegradable Love. ) . . . 

She wants to go to i hina. 

She wants to make eveentrie jewelry at home and 
sell it to her friends or whatt-ver that line from Applause says 
. . .what she really wants to do is her own homework by being cre­
ative at home...she might have her own loom like the Lady of 
Shalott or make her own design for clothes with a sure hand. . . or 
invent her own brand of cookies and sell them for p ro f i t . . . in any 
case she sometimes wants to behave herself like her admirable fore-
mnner the Pioneer Woman.. .

It's ver\' difFi'rent todax' from wliat we ran 
into l)efore: the kind of person whose attitude was, 
well, the bathroom is no place to linger, it's a place to 
go in and do \ our business and get out—the whole 
thing is na.stv and unpleasant and \ on want to disgui.se 
it and lose it. For the first time in probablx' thirty years, 
we've had two books in which bathrooms have emerged 
as a legitimate concern: Da\ id Hicks's and Man.' Gil-
liatt's.

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EDITOR'S N O T E : Intuition is the title of R. Buekminster Fuller's new 
book to be published May 5 (Doubleday, $4.95), his fifteenth, and 
a poetical synthesis of his total philosophy. We publish here a 
fraction of the soliloquy that he wTote aftcT the launching of his 
new ocean-cruising sloop in July 1968. Dr. Fuller, the visionary 
architect, inventor and philosopher, creator of the geodesic dome, 
poet, mathematician, engineer, author, and talker (his achieve­
ments span 144 lines in Who's Who) is now 76. He continues to 
live in a constant flurr) —of catching planes, travehng many thou­
sands of miles a \'ear to give lectures, design new projects. Beverlv 
Russell, House & Garden's interviewer, found him grounded i-e-
cently in New York, in an inconspicuous hotel room—but not for 
long. Wliile the intei-view proceeded friends around were pack­
ing suitcases, gathering books, pil ing papers into brief cases—and 
he was off, to lecture in Canada.

You get your pipes and wires to a point on a 
pic ee of land, and you bring \ our big transparent dome and put 
i t o\ er the meters and the services. Then you get your mobile home 
( i t is a perfeetK good package, that's all i t is really, a .shoebox 
fu l l of refrigerators, innerspring mattresses and so forth, and it's 
a \'er\- uncomfortable package because it is designed for highways, 
which are narrow and have bridges) . . . and \ ou forget about the 
idea as a house. You roll it in under the dome, under the environ­
mental control and ) ou throw the package open. You put up some 
rose bushes, vou have a garden under the dome. You have your 
equipment and \ on can deploy it anywhere. You can go around 
a rose bush and suddenly there's a lovel\ Uttle platform, and diat's 
your l i \ ing room. And vou go around some more rose buslies and 
there might be a bathroom. Of course, i t doesn't rain, you have 
the environment under control. In a sense that's what the A l -
niightv has done already, how birds are able to nest in the trees. 
ri ie\ have an environment that is compatible, so they don't need 
any walls. 

H O U S E & G A R D E N : This scusc of intuition—have we all got it and 
can we all dexelop it? 
DR. F U L L E R : I am convinced that no sense that we have, no capa-
bil i t \ that we have, isn't in ever\'body. Everybod\- has this intui­
tion \'erv, verv powerfully, but most of us today are so quickly 
Iriistrated about things, that we learn not to listen to our intuitions. 
H O U S E & G A R D E N : Frustrated . . . ? 

DR. F U L L E R : From childhood, we're conditioned to certain ideas, 
Inistiated. We reach for matches and we get slapped on the hand 

and told, "No. matehes are dangerous." I t goes back to an infe­
riority complex because there used to a be a big master and he had 
a whip and if \ ou started to make a move, he said, "Now get back 
ill line. Don't do anything, never mind what \ ou think." You know 
in the twenties, thirties, and forties, intuition was Hterall)- a dirtx 
word in the sciences. The ver\ ac-ademie working scientist main­
tained that there was no mystery of this universe, nothing that man 
couldn't find out. I t was all just man and pragmatics, atheism, and 
so on. But suddenly two difi^erent experts looked for common fac­
tors leading to great discoveries. Northrop at Yale and anothcT 
one, and they collected the letters, diaries, and communications in 
general of a group of scientists that everybody- would agree were 
great scientists, people who had made a verv piuticular major 
contribution in die whole history of man. They looked in these 
lett( rs and diaries and not only theirs, or their wives' but in their 
intimate friends'. They .studied the writings and eommunieations 
of all these people just before, and at the time, or immediately 
after making the di.scoveries. They were looking for something 
in common in t-ach of these gri-at scienli.sts. 
H O U S E & ( ;ARDEN : And the\ found one? 

DR. F U L L E R : The one thing they found common to all of tlicm 
was that their diaries declared spontanc^ousK that the most im­
portant single item in connection with their great discoverv was in­
tuition. The number one factor in their making the great diseover\ 
of a principle that was a priori in the universe that nobod\ else 
had been able to discover, was intuition. Their writings also said 
that the second most important factor was the second intuition 
that came about thirty seconds later—about what to do about what 
they had just discovered. So we ha\e those heanliful doenmenta-
tions and since that time people have been going back in litei a-
ture and sure enough found other great scientists talking about 
the primacy of intuition and now intiiition has suddenly become 
respectable to even the most advanced ranks of science. 
H O U S E & G A R D E N : Are there other senses we can cultivate apart 
from intiiition? 

DR. F U L L E R : ThtTc are mimy capabilities we have that we don't 
use. Natiu'C has given us failsafes. \ ou know. I f .somebody is born 
bhnd, nature has way s to help him get along. I know something 
about diis because up to the age of four, when I began to wear 
glasses, I couldn't see anv details at all. Everything was blurred. 
My older sister was always talking about what she could sei* and 
because I couldn't see an\ thing but color blurs, I tliought she was 
making it all up. So I began to use my imagination and started 
telling her all the things I could see, only I was making it all up. 
I couldn't see them at all. Nature gives imagination to all of us. 
M \ stories WCTC SO fcmtastie. e\erybody laughed, until suddenly 
thev realized what was the matter with me. But in the meantime, 
I 'd so exercised the imagination that we really all have, that i t 
was very active. And since then I've noticed many other failsafe 
sensi's of handieajjped people coming into play.

"As a family, we didn't want to live in one greati-j-
big giant room that goes on expanding," Mr. Friedman said. 

"We each like our privacy to do things on our own. So we made the 
house on two levels, with upstairs public rooms, spacious and grand, 
so we can enjoy ourselves when we do want to be together. But we have 

different spaces within the house so that we can be by ourselves and do whatever we want to do alone." On the lower 
level, the master bedroom has a separate sitting room with a deck. "My wife and I didn't want to be relegated to the 
bedroom when our children entertain, so having this separate apartment downstairs has been a real help," he added. 
"We're actually on the east side of the island so we start to lose the sun rapidly in the afternoon. That's why the house is 
oriented to the south and has skylights. I wanted it to feel airy and bright on the inside, so everything is white. On the 
outside, I wanted it to blend in with the landscape, so everything is timber. Between the two we have a nice comparison." 

The nautical feeling extends right from the 
pennant-painted mailbox, above left, to the red­
wood-lined sauna, far left, with floor tiles in 
deep sea blue.

HOUSE & GARDEN: So you see the 
live-in room where the activity 
is enjoyed as a psvchologically 
healthy development? 
PROFESSOR KIRA: \'ery much .so. 
Think about this. It's a very ef­
fective reinforcement for a verv 
important thing. One of the great 
moments in our daily lives is the 
bathing, dres.sing. shaving, mak-
ing-up ritual, whether it be in the 
early morning, late afternoon, or 
evening, before going out. It's 
very clearly preparatorv. It has 
an element of anticipation, a 
strong element of careful prepa­
ration that sets a mood. Which 
perfume shall I wear? \Miich 
dress shall I wear? How impor­
tant then, to reallv establish this 
mood! With the right mood, mu­

sic, the right view! We are play­
ing games with ourselves, we're 
.setting ourselves up for some­
thing. This is like the loreplay, 
anticipation, tlie preparatory 
lovemaking kind of thing in sex. 
This is the unique thing about 
the bathroom—it sets the t(me for 
our night's sleep and it sets the 
tone for our daily activity, so 
from this standpoint there is an 
important aspect to the visual 
pleasantness of the surroundings. 
HOUSE & GARDEN: You feel they 
create a vital mental climate? 
PROFESSOR KIRA: Think when 
you're out somewhere at a hotel 
or motel and you have a big eve­
ning ahead and you do all of this 
in strange, unpleasant circum­
stances, how this tends to take 
the edge o£F your pleasure just a 
little bit. So think if you always 
left home in the morning in a 
pleasant mood, full of confidence, 
with a feeling of well being, alert, 
pleased rather than aimoyed, ir­
ritated, frustrated, how the whole 
day would be improved. 
HOUSE & GARDEN: Are men re­
sponding to this idea as much as 
women? 
PR{)FF.ssoR KIRA: Men are loosen­
ing up because the male image is 
changing. Over the last thirty 
years, perhaps, the Marlboro 
Man, rough, tough, frontiersman, 
has been the dominant male atti­
tude in America. Ever-on-the-
ready, rough-and-tumble, swill-
it-down, fists, you know, all of 
that. In that kind of imagery, per­
sonal hvgiene plavs a relatively 
small role because the dirtier and 
sweatier and more tousled you 
are, the more he-man you are. 
Now it's changing. A man who 
conies through as cultured, re­
fined, pohshed, immaculate, well 
that used to be pretty effete, per­
haps a little doubtful—up until 
very recently. A lot of men who 
play this game today would be a 
little bit shocked if they could 
hear themselves fi\ e vears earlier 
commenting on other people. 
HOUSE & GARDEN: Is this an ap­
propriate image for a man? 
PROFESSOR KIRA: In our history 
there has never been a period of 
dandyism, with a few exceptions. 
We've had the Southern, sort of 
river-boat gambler tvpe but this 
is very, very minor compared to 
all the European traditions, 
which are very, very old and 
very, very long. The adventurer 
in Europe is reallv an odd-ball 
phenomenon, so there's a rever-

sal of situations over there. I 
think, you know, in every man 
there is an element of peacock-
ism, buried .some place or other. 
It's simply a question of climate 
or situation, which allows you to 
express it. I think the alacrity 
with which men took to this new 
image is very interesting. They 
are generallv more self-aware to­
day, wearing different colors, 
clothes, caring about personal 
grooming, there is some deep-
down inclination to do this. . 
HOUSE & GARDEN: We sec this in 
Oriental men and Scandinavian 
men, don't we? 
PHOFES.SOR KIRA: Oriental men 
Iiaxc the right ideas. Thev're fol­
lowing more normal behavior 
patterns in their interest in bath­
ing. There is a cer(ain kind of 
pragmatism that accepts bodv. 
and body fnnclioning and .sex as 
a fact of life and always has. 
There's a long history of the 
simple acceptance of these 
things, which of course, we don't 
have. We've gone through so 
many periods of denials, we're 
forever going up and down from 
one excess to another. There are 
other .societies that have been 
much more stable. The tradition 
in Scandinavia of the sauna with 
every(me bathing together has 
gone on for centuries uninter­
rupted. -All these ideas are com­
ing home to us now because we re 
less shocked by them. There are 
still some giggles and snickers 
and uneasy overtones, no ques­
tion. What it comes down to is 
that we're w illing to accept life as 
life, instead of pretending as we 
have done for centuries that cer­
tain aspects of hfe just don't 
exist, or if thev do, we'll pretend 
they don't. 

HOUSE & GARDEN: flow are we 
actuallv going to create these 
larger bathroom spaces? 
PROFES.SOR KIRA: You actually 
have to restructure priorities, 
steal space from other places in 
the house, the corridors, die bed­
room that you ha\'e, and combine 
them into a unit rather than a 
series of cubicles. We're going to 
have to rearrange things so that 
although the total amount of 
space in the house or apairtnient 
is no bigger, we arrange things in 
some different fashion so that the 
bathroom gets a larger share of 
the total space available than it 
does at the present time. Mv own 
feeling is that this is an iuchilec-
tural evolution. Builders in the 

fifties found ihey couldn't sell .1 
house without a modem kitchen. 
In the sixties, the house had to 
have more than one bathroom. In 
the seventies, unless the bath­
rooms are spacious they v\ ill find 
ihev'll be stuck again. 
HOUSE & G.\RDEN: The bathroom 
facilities will most hkely be c m 
bined into another room? 
PROFESSOR KIRA: \'ery likely into 
a dres.sing r(K)m bathroom, or 
dre.s.sing bath-bedroom, kind of 
combination. I see there is a very 
real constellation of bedroom, 
dressing room, and bathroom; 
there is verv clearly a three-parl 
scene, which is not recognized in 
(lie a\erage home or apartment. 
Tlie interesting thing I've noticed 
today is that when a couple buy 
a great old-fashioned X'ictorian 
house, nine times out of ten thev 
will take one of the old big bed­
rooms and turn this into the bath­
room dressing room and enjov 
the lavishness that this allows. 
HOUSE & GARDEN: You mentioned 
the question of \ iew earlier, what 
about this? 
PROFESSOR KIRA: I do feel that 
the bathroom is one room where 
one should really deal with the 
cjuestion of view, far more tlian 
we deal with the views in living 
rooms. How many people actual­
lv go into their living rooms and 
say. "Oh, gee, dear, let's look a I 
the view this afternoon?" Thev're 
involved with something else! 
The whole question of views is 
soiocthing of an overrated thing 
in architecture, I think. \'iews are 
probably best in transitional 
spaces, corridors, staircases, 
where you are not occupied with 
other things, when you're mov­
ing, or you can pau.se for a min­
ute and enjoy something, as in 
the case of the bathroom, while 
you're seated on the toilet for a 
period of time and you can enjoy 
the view. You can watch the 
clouds go bv or wliatever it might 
be. Some years ago, I read about 
a house in Hawaii that had some 
very very nice things including 
the toilet .set off in a comer with 
a floor to ceiling window in front 
of it, looking out over the bay. It 
was absolutely spectacular. You 
can do that from the bath, too, 
and if necessary, if you're not iso­
lated enough, or there is not 
enougii privacy, you can do it 
with one-way glass. All this is so 
different f n m i attitudes we dis­
covered doing the report in 1966.
