3ARDEN  ART 

FRAGRANT 
GREENERY 

Although  it  is  not  seen  in- 
doors very  often,  the  cam- 

phor tree  is  in  the  same  fam- 
ily as  the  avocado,  that  ail- 

American  favorite  house 

tree.  For  that  matter,  so  is 

the  cinnamon  tree,  cam- 

phor's kissing  cousin.  All  are 
southern  relatives  of  the  lau- 

rel and  will  do  fine  on  your 
windowsill  given  a  minimum 
temperature  of  60  degrees. 

The  cinnamon  family,  as 
a  whole,  likes  sandy  soil,  a 
rainy  season,  and  warmth. 
To  keep  plants  happy,  use  a 

potting  mixture  of  one-third 
sharp  sand  stirred  into  any 

regular  rich  house  plant  soil. 

Warmth   they'll   have   in   a 
sunny  spot.  As  to  the  rainy 
season,  just  water  them  more 

frequently  and  heavily  dur- 
ing the  spring  and  summer 

months,  and  you'll  have 
strikingly   handsome 

specimens  of  this  un- usual   and    fragrant 

broad-leafed  ever- 

green. 
As    to    harvesting 

cinnamon  sticks — wa- 
ter the   plant  heavily 

for    two    rvionths    or    more 
without  uilowing  the  soil  to 
becorrie  soggy.   Cut  ofl[  an 
elder  branch,  slit  it  longitud- 

inally, and  loosen  the  bark 
until  it  can  be  gently  slipped 
off.  Dry  it  in  the  sun  for  the 
fragrant  and  flavorful  quills.

FLOW  BLUE 

For  years  I  have  been  collecting  19th- 
century  Staffordshire  flow  blue,  but  am 
rather  hazy  about  the  technique  used  to

Flow  blue,  associated  with  underglaze 

transfer  painting,  is  a  technical  limita- 
tion, as  it  was  diflicult  to  avoid  some 

slight  blurring  of  the  lines  in  a  pattern 

when  the  glaze  was  fused  over  it.  To  col- 
lectors, the  blurring  seems  to  add  charm

bases  painted  a  Roman  gold  to  simulate 
bronze.  Some  of  these  lamps,  such  as 

yours,  had  hand-painted  glass  shades, 
often  featuring  outdoor  scenery,  and 
when  lighted  were  very  effective.

Sado  Island,  which  specialized  in  sea 
chests  (funu-dansu).  Used  by  sailors, 
especially  captains,  the  chests  are  solidly 
constructed  to  withstand  rough  treatment 
in  a  rolling  ship  on  ;in  open  sea.  Ihe 
handwroughl  iron  mounts  are  especially 
line  and  are  a  vigorous  folk-art  tradition.

ica during  much  of  the  19th  century. 

Early  in  that  century,  technological  in- 
novation had  made  molded  bronze  in- 

expensive and  easily  worked,  which,  no 
doubt,  was  responsible  for  the  popular 

candleholder  with  an  elaborate,  sculp- 
tured stem  resting  on  a  marble  base.  Un- 

fortunately, the  bronze  rings  that  hold 

the  cut-glass  prisms  for  your  candle- 
holders  are  missing.

The  pottery  was  still  active  in 
the  20th  century,  so  your  dish  could 
have  been  made  well  after  1865.

Can  you  estimate  the  age  of  my  tilt-top 
table  and  tell  me  something  of  its  back- 

ground? C.S.— St.  Petersburg,  Fla. 
Your  American  maple  tilt-top  tripod 
table  is  a  country  table,  but  of  good 

quality,  dating  perhaps  about  1  770- 1 780. 
This  class  of  tripod  table  composed  of 

three  parts — top,  pedestal,  and  three  legs 
— became  fashionable  in  England  about 

1755  and  shortly  after  that  date  it  be- 
came popular  in  the  U.S.  The  legs  of 

your  table  terminate  in  snake  feet,  so- 
called  because  of  their  supposed  resem-

developer  for  stamina  and  strength  through 
the  use  of  isometrics. 

The  isometric  approach  to  exercise  im- 
mediately affects  the  way  you  look  and 

feel.  Basically,  the  technique  pits  the  body 
against  itself,  that  is.  muscle  against 
muscle,  instead  of  muscle  against  an  object 
like  a  tennis  ball  or  golf  club.  Ms.  Pudaloff 
modified  the  technique  for  home  use  for 

House  &  Garden  by  adding  a  child's  flexible 
plastic  playing  ball  about  8  inches  across 
as  a  workout  device.  Dr.  Laurence  More- 

house, in  his  book,  Maximum  Petformance 

(Simon  and  Schuster)  says,  "to  improve 
your  balance  you  need  to  focus,  to  touch 
something.  Touching  an  object  gives  you 
a  reference  point  which  thereby  stills  the 

body.  Even  a  thread,  which  gives  no  sup- 
port, would  help  your  balance,  if  you  could 

touch  it."  Thats  just  what  the  ball  does.  It 
appeals  to  the  mind  as  a  centering  point, 
which  lets  you  focus  your  attention  in  a 
more  concentrated,  direct  way  on  what  the 
rest  of  your  body  is  doing. 

Another  effect  of  active 'passive  exer- 
cising has  to  do  with  building  endurance 

and  strength.  They  are  both  achieved  by 
pushing  the  body  just  a  bit  beyond  what 

you  think  it  can  do.  "At  their  longest!"  Ms. 
Pudaloff  says,  "the  stretching  and  contract- 

mg  capacities  ot  muscles  arc  ahout  J  .<  to 
4  inches.  Great,  wide,  sweeping  motions 

in  calisthenics  just  aren't  necessary.  We 
measure  gains  in  our  classes  in  terms  of 

quarter-inches.  If  we  can  increase  a  stretch 
of  the  diagonal  rib-cage  muscles  or  the 

length  of  an  ankle  flexion  by  a  hair's 
breadth,  we're  genuinely  delighted.  Believe 
it.  The  gains  may  sound  small.  They  act 
big.  Another  way  we  achieve  gains  is  to 
begin  each  pair  of  movements  (left  side, 
then  right  side)  by  working  the  weaker 
side  first.  This  achieves  two  things:  Your 
first,  best  effort  will  be  directed  toward  the 
side  that  needs  the  building,  and  your 

spirits  revive  when  you  work  the  strong 

side  more  easily.  It's  like  doing  the  hard" homework  first.  A  third  way  to  make  gains 
is  to  remember  the  simple  fact  that  some 
days  you  just  feel  stronger.  Other  days  you 

just  don't.  So  instead  of  trying  like  mad  to 
make  each  day  a  matter  of  equal  perfor- 

mance, use  the  strong  days  to  intensify 

effort  and  use  the  not-so-strong  days  to 
concentrate  on  grace,  control,  calm,  and 

fluidity." 
Your  ability  to  breathe  comfortably  is 

also  an  important  aspect  of  making  these 

exercises  work  for  you.  "When  you've 
reached  the  maximum  stretch  or  contrac- 

tion in  a  movement,  tell  yourself  to  breathe. 
Because  of  the  effort,  most  people  have 

forgotten  to  breathe  at  all.  Then  try  to  hold 
your  breath  for  two  or  three  counts  with 
an  ultimate  goal  of  five  counts.  The  intake

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ol  oxygen  helps  alleviate  body  fatigue  and 
at  the  same  time  relaxes  the  body  when  the 

movement  is  completed.  One  of  the  won- 
derful effects  my  clients  tell  me  is  the 

impact  the  breathing  exercises  have  had 
on  their  sleep.  It  seems  much  deeper  to 

them,  their  rest  more  profound!' i  Dr.  R.  Phillip  Smith,  Medical  Director 

j  of  La  Costa  Health  and  Beauty  Spa  in 

southern  California  says,  "the  trouble  with 
many  exercise  programs  is  that  they  seem 
to  be  too  difficult  for  the  average  person 
to  accomplish.  Fitness  programs  are 
usually  created  by  athletes,  and  the  books 
on  the  subject  of  fitness  and  exercise  are 

very  often  written  by  people  who  are  them- 
selves superb  athletes.  Since  the  average 

person  usually  has  no  intention  of  com- 
peting with  a  physical  education  specialist, 

the  goal  of  fitness  should  be  the  mainte- 
nance of  his  or  her  best  level  of  alertness, 

speed,  and  mobility.  Each  individual  must 
decide  what  he  or  she  wants  from  the 

effort." 

Ms.  Pudak>ff  thinks  that  most  people 

dont  know  what  they  want  from  a  pro- 

gram until  they've  been  on  one  long  enough 
to  see  some  changes.  To  evaluate  your  own 
fitness  regime,  whether  you  work  out  at 
home  by  yourself,  or  whether  you  take 
classes,  she  suggests  you  think  about  these 

five  things:  (1)  articulation  — what  your 
muscles  look  like  now  compared  with  how 
they  looked  when  you  started,  their  tone, 

their  proportion:  (2)  limitation  — your 

capacity  for  endurance,  stamina,  and  relax- 
ation, and  "stick-to-it-iveness":  (3)  flexi- 
bility—the  ease  or  unease  with  which  your 

muscles  and  joints  cooperate,  before  and 

after:  (4)  your  age  — the  demands  on  your 

time,  the  regularity  with  which  you  exer- 
cise, your  energy  levels:  (5)  relaxation- 

how  quickly  you  tire  and  recover,  the 
degree  to  which  you  can  unwind.

Window  wall  that 

saves  energy 

How  to  have  glass 
to  let  in  sun  and  views 

without  losing  heat 

By  Bruce  Polak 

There  are  two  sides  to  a  pane  of  glass  in 
terms  of  energy  efficiency.  On  one  hand, 
glass  lets  in  the  natural  heat  of  the  sun, 
which  will  warm  a  room  beautifully.  On 
the  other,  since  glass  is  a  material  low  in 
resistance  (R  value)  to  heat  loss,  when 

the  sun  is  not  shining,  or  when  the  tem- 
perature drops  down  at  night,  your  win- 

dow is  the  greatest  conductor  of  heat  in 

your  house.  Unprotected  glass  will  trans- 
mit 30  times  the  heat  loss  of  a  well-in- 

sulated wall.  A  good  deal  of  your  fur- 

nace's power,  therefore,  is  going  right 
out  of  the  window  and  costing  you  a 
good  deal  of  money  in  fuel,  that  you 
might  otherwise  save. 

Because  of  this  dramatic  waste,  in 
many  states  now,  new  laws  are  being 

passed  to  prohibit  the  use  of  large  ex- 
panses of  glass  in  newly  built  houses.  To 

architects  and  engineers  this  represents 
a  challenge.  How  can  we  make  windows 
more  energ\  efficient  and  still  enjoy  the 

sun  and  open  views  we're  accustomed  to 
in  a  modern,  light-filled  house?  One  solu- 

tion for  insulating  glass  is  Beadwall, 
shown  on  page  108  in  the  Super  Kitchen. 
It  was  invented  by  Dave  Harrison  and 
developed  by  Steve  Baer  of  Zomeworks 
in  Albuquerque,  N.Mex. 

Beadwall  is  a  double-glazed  window 
with  an  air  space  between  the  two  sheets 
of  glass.  The  space  may  vary  between 

2'/2  inches  to  4  inches  according  to  in- 
stallation. The  wider  the  space,  though, 

the  better  the  R  value  or  resistance  fac- 
tor to  heat  loss  will  be.  (R  value  is  meas- 

iied  in  numbers,  the  higher  the  number, 

i-^e  better  the  insulation  power.  Doublc- 
ii  i/cd  windows  ordinarily  have  an  R 
wiIlu.  of  1.5.  Beadwall  insulated  win- 

dows have  R  values  of  8  for  IVi  inches, 
10  for  3  inches,  and  12  for  4  inches  air 
space. )  When  the  temperature  outside  is 
warmer  than  inside,  your  double-glazed 
Beadwall  window  acts  as  normalglass. 
But  when  heat  loss  begins  to  occur,  the 
air  space  between  I  he  two  panes  ol  glass 
is  automatically  filled  with  tiny  white 
beads  o(  polystyrene.  The  beads  arc 
flame-rctardant  and  coaled  with  an  anti- 

static agent  to  prevent  them  from  cling- 
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ing  to  the  glass.  When  filled,  the  Beadwall 
looks  like  a  white  styrofoam  wall.  Dur- 

ing an  overcast  day,  you  might  have  the 
wall  partially  filled  with  beads.  The  filled 
part  will  be  opaque,  letting  in  a  pleasing, 
diftuse  light.  At  night,  Beadwall  covers 
the  entire  window  to  retain  maximum 
interior  heat. 

To  operate  the  Beadwall,  a  thermom- 
eter or  light-sensing  device  triggers  a 

suction  motor  which  activates  the  beads. 

The  beads  are  housed  in  a  storage  unit 
which  can  be  placed  up  to  40  feet  from 
the  window  and  easily  concealed  out- 

side or  on  a  terrace,  as  in  the  Super 
Kitchen.  The  storage  unit  contains  a 
two-part  motor  that  works  as  a  blower 
and  a  vacuum.  When  the  temperature 
falls,  the  blower  is  automatically  set  in 
motion  and  the  beads  blown  through  a 
narrow  pipe  leading  from  the  unit  to  the 
casement  on  the  top  of  the  window. 
From  there,  they  cascade  down  between 
the  panes  of  glass  to  fill  the  window.  To 
empty  the  wall  of  beads,  a  vacuum  mo- 

tor sucks  beads  out  through  the  bottom 
end  of  the  Beadwall,  draws  them  through 
a  connecting  pipe,  and  back  to  storage 

unit.  A  valve  automatically  closes  oft'  the 
top  pipe  so  beads  are  channeled  directly 
to  storage  unit. 

Beadwalls  are  a  custom  installation.

varies  according  to  the  window  size.  The 

motor  used  to  operate  the  system  con- 
sumes very  little  power,  about  one  kilo- 

watt hour  of  electricity  per  week  for  100 
square  feet  of  wall,  so  rimning  costs  are 
reasonable.  An  additional  plus  is  a  man- 

ual over-ride  on  the  mechanical  controls.

rection,  and  pushing  yourself  up  on  your 

poles.  (We  all  struggled  through  the  mo- 

tion and  promptly  agreed  that  there'd 
be  no  more  falling. )  On  we  went,  learn- 

ing how  to  skate,  herringbone  up  a  hill, 
side  step  downhill,  and  pole  to  stop. 

One  of  the  nice  things  about  cross- 
country skiing  is  that  competence  comes 

quickly.  By  the  end  of  one  class,  having 

peeled  off  several  layers — (it's  best  to 
wear  three  or 'four  lightweight  sweaters 
that  you  can  take  off  one  by  one  as  the 

day  warms — plus  jeans,  knickers,  or 
warm-ups) — I  was  ready  to  strike  out  on 
my  own.  I  crisscrossed  the  trails  in  front 
of  the  Touring  Center,  then  took  off 
across  a  little  wooden  bridge  that  led 
me  over  a  stream  and  into  the  woods. 

Once  there,  I  followed  a  nature  trail 

marked  by  John  Wiggin.  who  has  a  mas- 

ter's degree  in  forestry  from  Yale.  As  I 
went,  I  learned  about  all  the  trees  and 

wildlife  around  me  and  couldn't  help 
thinking  what  a  terrific  outing  this  would 
be  for  a  whole  family. 

There's  also  a  day-long  15-mile  cross- 
country route  you  can  follow  from  the 

inn  to  Barnard,  Vt.  (This  trail  is  part  of 
the  47  miles  of  trails  operated  through 
the  Touring  Center.) 

If  you  decide  to  make  this  trip — or 
any  other  that  will  take  you  away  from 

the  inn's  facilities — the  inn  will  pack  a 
box  lunch  for  you  (just  leave  your  order 
with  the  desk  the  night  before).  You 
have  your  choice  of  two:  The  Hiker  or, 
for  those  who  can  work  up  a  big  appe- 

tite. The  Long  Haul. 

If  you're  less  ambitious  you  can  have 
lunch  at  the  inn — or  at  the  Touring  Cen- 

ter, which  is  what  I  did.  Above  the  rental 

shop  (from  which  you  can  also  rent 

snowshoes),  there's  a  charming  restau- 
rant with  a  big  picture  window  over- 

looking many  of  the  trails.  Warmed  by 
a  fire.  I  had  a  big  bowl  of  homemade 
clam  chowder  (New  England  style,  of 

course)  and  a  piece  of  still-warm  rasp- 
berry pie. 

In  addition  to  all  its  cross-country 
trails,  the  inn  operates  two  downhill  ski 
areas:  one  mile  away  is  Mt.  Tom  and 
three  miles  beyond  that  is  Suicide  6 
(which  is  much  friendlier  than  its  name 

implies).  On  the  way  to  Tom  be  sure  to 

stop  at  Gilbert's  Hill  where  35  years 
ago.  Farmer  Gilbert  rigged  the  first  me- 

chanically operated  ski  lift  in  the  United 
States — a  rope  tow  powered  by  a  Model 
T  engine.  And  across  the  road  from  6. 

you  can  visit  the  inn's  sugarhouse  where 
the  staff  produces  all  its  own  maple

When  you're  not  skiing,  you  might 
want  to  stroll  through  Woodstock — no 
effort,  since  the  inn  is  right  in  the  center^ 
of  town.  Don't  miss  four  Paul  Revere 
bells  or  the  Dana  House  Museum.  I 

peeked  through  the  windows  and  saw  the 
old  fireplace  ovens  where  the  original  ft^ 
inhabitants  baked  their  bread.  I  also 

ducked  into  several  antique  shops  where 
there  were  some  beautiful  examples  of 
Early  American  furniture;  a  needlepoint 
shop  where  there  were  lots  of  samplers 
and  designs  with  fruits  and  vegetables 
and  forest  animals.  And  then  I  stopped 
in  at  The  Young  Cheese  Shop,  which^ 
with  its  pedestal  tables  and  iron  chairs, 
old-fashioned  soda  fountain,  and  huge 
rounds  of  aged  cheddar,  has  much  more 

of  the  feeling  of  old-fashioned  Vermont. 
I  ordered  a  hot  chocolate  which  came 

with  a  mound  of  real  whipped  cream 
afloat  and,  sipping  it,  I  debated  about 
whether  to  buy  a  hundred-year-old  sap 
bucket  and  put  it  back  to  work  as  a 
wastepaper  basket  or  a  planter  at  home. 

You  don't  even  have  to  leave  the  inn 
to  get  a  sense  of  Vermont  years  ago.  The 

inn's  gift  shop,  with  all  of  its  locally 
made  crafts,  Trappist  jams,  and  maple- 
sugar  candy,  is  more  of  a  Vermont  gen- 

eral store  than  an  ordinary  hotel  gift 

shop.  Keep  an  eye  on  the  inn's  bulletin board  across  from  the  desk  for  special 
activities:  When  I  was  there,  one  of  the 

inn's  basement  conference  rooms  was 
turned  into  an  antique  marketplace.  You 

could  buy  old  quilts,  farm  tools,  furni- 
ture, prints,  and  decoys. 

As  far  as  food  and  drink  goes,  the 

inn  has  its  own  bar,  coffee  shop,  and  din- 
ing room  where,  on  Saturday  nights  and 

Sunday  afternoons,  lavish  buffets  draw 

loyalists  from  all  over  Vermont.  In  addi- 
tion to  a  long  table  filled  with  hams, 

turkeys,  roast  beef,  vegetable  and  sea- 
food salads,  the  buffet  is  famous  for  its 

desserts.  Especially  appealing  is  the  ma- 
ple mousse  made  from  local  maple 

syrup. 

After  dinner  on  Saturdays  there's 
dancing  in  the  ballroom — or,  you  could 
go  on  a  sleigh  ride  (this  is  a  very  pop- 

ular activity,  so  be  sure  to  sign  up  as 
soon  as  you  arrive).  Forrest  Quinn,  a 
local  farmer,  hitches  two  enormous 

brown-eyed,  Belgian  bays  to  a  hay  wag- 
on-turned-sleigh and  takes  14  guests  up 

the  side  of  Mt.  Tom.  You  huddle  to- 

gether under  blankets  which  he  pro- 
vides, and  then  glide  up  a  carriage 

trail  that  was  cut  through  the  woods 
more  than  one  hundred  years  ago.  Bring 

your  own  hot  toddies.  On  the  way,  you'll 
pass  an  evergreen  farm  and  Pogue  Lake 
(Kiss  Lake  in  Scottish — and  when  you 
see  it,  nestled  high  in  the  mountains 
with  the  moon  glistening  on  its  frozen 
face,  the  romance  becomes  clear).  From 

the  top,  where  the  old  iron  horse  ties 
arc  still  intact,  you  can  look  east,  north, 
and  south  over  the  whole  Ottauqucchce

Plants  that 
make  scents 
A  dozen  ideas  to  give 
winter  a  lift  with 

color  and  fragrance   

By  Richard  Longer 

Of  all  of  our  senses,  that  of  smell  is  the 

least  understood — and  yet  perhaps  one 
of  the  most  important  for  psychological 
well-being.  New-mown  hay,  autumn 
leaves,  a  special  perfume,  burning  can- 

dles, or  ocean  breezes  can  all  evoke 
moods  and  thoughts  far  beyond  their 
significance  to  our  day-to-day  life.  One 
of  the  most  common  and  expected 
sources  of  scented  stimulation  is  flowers. 

Yet  we  rarely  think  of  house  plants  for 

their  fragrant  qualities.  And,  it's  true, 
specimens  such  as  African  violets,  be- 

gonias, and  most  cacti  aren't  usually 
tempting  in  an  olfactory  way.  But  there 
are  a  number  of  plants  with  scintillating 

scents  to  grow  on  the  windowsill  or  un- 

der lights.  Nose  around  a  bit  and  you'll 
find  lots  of  them  to  your  liking. 

Several  of  the  most  fragrant  plants  are 

orchids,  among  them  my  daughter's 
favorite,  Epidendrum  phoeniceum;  its 
bloom  smells  exactly  like  chocolate  cake. 
Fortunately,  while 
seemingly  exotic, 
most  of  these  fra- 
grant  orchids 
make  good  house 
plants  and  do  not 
need  greenhouse 
conditions  — 
something  which 

can't  always  be 
said  for  that  scent- 

ed marvel,  the 

gardenia.  Tem- 
peramental as  gar- 

denias may  be, 

however,  if  you're successful  with 
them,  the  sweet 
smell  of  that  suc- 

cess is  hard  to 
beat. 

But  first  try 

something  easier 
Ljch  as  carda- 

mom (Eletiaria 
Cardmnomum } ,  a 
plant  that  literally 
exudes  fragrance 
from  every  pxjre. 
A  freshly  picked 
leaf  crushed  be- 

tween the  fingers 
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releases  a  most  refreshing  spicy  aroma. 

One  whiff  is  a  real  pick-me-up. 
Although  Elettaria  Cardamomum  is 

the  true  cardamom,  from  which  is  de- 
rived the  seed  of  the  same  name  so  pop- 

ular in  Oriental  and  Scandinavian  cook- 

ing, it's  best  not  to  hold  out  for  a  major 
harvest,  although  you  may  get  small 

spikes  of  cone-like  yellow  flowers  peek- 
ing between  the  green  lance-shaped 

leaves  if  the  plant  is  thriving.  For  this  it 
needs  a  rich  loamy  soil  and  profuse 
amounts  of  water  during  its  spring  and 
summer  growth  period. 

For  flowers  that  will  outdo  in  orange- 
blossom  fragrance  those  from  the  orange 

FRAGRANT  ORCHIDS 
The  major  difference  between  growing 

fragrant  orchids  and  growing  your  oth- 
er house  plants  lies  in  the  soil.  Orchids 

are  for  the  most  part  epiphytic,  or  air 
plants.  This  means  their  roots  are  used 
to  growing  in  the  cracks  of 
bark,  moss,  and  other  accu 
mulate  debris  high  up  in 
the  crotches  of  jungle 
trees.  Because  of  this, 
they  need  a  special, 

almost  soil-free  pot- 
ting mix,  but  one 

that  packs  firmly  as 
well  to  give  their 
roots  something  to 
hold  on  to.  Use  one 

of  the  special  orchid 
mixes  available  from 

suppliers.  Don't  use  pot- 
ting soil.  Orchid  roots,  in- 

cidentally, will  often  climb 

right  out  of  the  pot.  Let  them.  As  beau- 
tiful as  their  flowers  are,  orchids  have 

terrible  pot  manners,  so  you'll  just  have 
to  learn  to  live  with  extraneous  roots 
crawling  about  wher.:  they  will. 

A  beginner's  orchid,  Ly caste  aroma t- 

ica,  adds  the  fragrance  of  cinnamon  to 
your  scent  spectrum.  Water  heavily 

during  the  April-to-October  flowering 
period,  although  as  with  most  orchids, 
the  potting  mix  should  be  allowed  to 

become  quite  dry  between 
dousings.  This,  after  the 

special  potting  mix,  is  the 

second  key  to  a  suc- 
cessful beginning 

with  orchids.  When 

you  water  them, 
drench  them  to  the 

hilt,  then  give  the 
roots  a  chance  to 

dry  off  a  bit  before 

you  soak  them 
again.  As  with  a 

jungle  cloudburst, 
when  it  rains  it  should 

pour.  The  third  key  to 

raising  orchids  is  a  continu- 
ous program  of  fertilization.  Every 

time  you  water  your  orchids  during  the 

growing  season,  you  should  use  a  di- 
lute solution  of  an  orchid  fertilizer 

such  as  the  popular  Peter's.  No  food, no  flowers.       (Continued  on  page  64) 

tree  itself,  try  sweet  bouvardia  (Bouvar- 
dia  longifiora) .  A  small  shrub  from  Mex- 

ico, growing  to  1  to  2  feet  indoors,  it 
has  snowy  white  blossoms  that  will  fill 
a  whole  room  with  their  fragrance.  Prune 

heavily  after  the  May-June  flowering  to 
keep  the  bush  compact.  Blossoms  form 
almost  exclusively  on  the  new  growth,  so 

you'll  need  to  shape  the  plant  before  this 
growing  spurt  commences.  Let  the  loamy 
soil  become  rather  dry  between  water- 

ings for  best  results. 

The  Brunfelsia  pauciflora  richly  de- 
serves its  fame  as  a  fragrant  bloomer. 

Laden  with  flowers  six  months  of  the 

year,  it's  hard  to  beat.  However,  its  pop- 
ular name,  the  yesterday-today-and-to- 

morrow-tree,  may  have  originated  be- 

cause, if  things  aren't  to  its  liking,  you 
will  have  waited  yesterday  for  flowers, 
and  again  today,  and  may  still  be  waiting 
tomorrow.  A  borderline  greenhouse 
plant,  Brunfelsia  thrives  in  some  living! 
rooms  and  completely  refuses  to  produce 
in  others.  The  main  positive  factors  seem 

to  be  lots  of  sun  and  atmospheric  mois- 
ture. If  you  have  a  corner  that  offers 

these  two  conditions,  here's  a  fragrant 
plant  that  is  most  rewarding. 

More  easily  grown  is  the  Natal  plum 
(Carissa  grani flora) .  Dwarf  varieties  are 
your  best  bet,  since  the  standard  plant 
will  grow  to  7  feet  and  it  can  become 
rather  unmanageable.  The  closely  set 

leathery  leaves 
are  evergreen  and 
look  their  richest 
if  misted  often. 

This  also  encour- 
ages blooming: 

Carissa  seems  to 
object  to  dusty 
leaves.  The  very 

fragrant  white 

star-shaped  flow- ers are  born  in 
clusters  that  can 

decide  to  put  in  an 

appearance  just 
about  any  time  of 
the  year,  although 
fall  seems  to  be 
the  most  frequent 
choice.  Easily 

shaped  by  prun- 
ing, the  Natal 

plum  makes  a 
striking  indoor topiary. 

One  rarely 

thinks  of  iris  as 

fragrant,  and  even 
less  as  a  candidate 

for  indoor  grow-

ing.  Yet  Neomarcia  gracilis,  the  twelve 
apostles  plant,  is  a  member  of  this  family 
with  both  attributes.  The  fragrant  white, 
blue,  and  brown  flowers  keep  coming 
one  after  the  other  when  specimens  are 

grown  as  pot  plants.  Their  floriferous 
nature  counterbalances  their  only  draw- 

back, namely,  the  individual  blossom's rather  short  duration.  Keep  the  loamy 
soil  constantly  very  moist,  and  both  you 
and  the  plants  will  be  happy. 

Intensely  aromatic  white-to-pink  waxy 
flowers  erupt  on  the  Daphne  odora  just 
when  we  need  them  most,  during  the 
dark  winter  months  of  January  to  March. 
Also  known  as  the  winter  daphne,  this 
fragrant  harbinger  of  spring  is  a  fast 
grower  that  likes  its  temperatures  a  bit 
cooler  than  your  African  violets.  Keep 
the  soil  constantly  moist  to  maximize 
flowers  and  fragrance. 

The  gardenia  may  well  be  the  arche- 

typal fragrant  flower — but  beware,  it's fickle.  What  it  needs  without  fail  is  good 
atmospheric  humidity,  full  morning  sun, 
temperatures  of  70  degrees  or  less,  lots 
of  fresh  air  without  any  drafts,  and  an 
even  soil  moisture.  Give  your  gardenias 

those  conditions  and  they'll  bloom  be- 
yond belief — and  then  refuse  to  do  so 

again  the  following  year  even  though  the 

conditions  remain  exactly  the  same.  De- 
pendable the  gardenia  is  not,  but  when 

the  flowers  come,  all  is  forgiven.  Use 
acid  fertilizer  on  a  regular  basis  and  your 

chances  of  a  good  show  are  vastly  im- 

proved. Are  things  a  bit  dry  around  the  house? 
Well,     then,     try    the    Persian     violet

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There's  something  a  little  perverse  in 
growing  a  flower  that  smells  like  choco- 

late cake.  Still,  the  orchid  Epidendrum 
phoeniceum,  with  a  dozen  or  so  striking 
long-lasting  flowers  on  a  single  raceme, 
is  a  visual  delight  as  well  as  a  fragrant 
oddity.  The  key  to  its  success  is  to  stop 
watering  almost  completely  for  a  few 
months  after  the  new  leaves  have  ma- 

tured. ■

Can  anyone  install  a  wall  dimmer 
tch? 

There  is  no  magic  involved  in  in- 
iing  a  dimmer  switch  in  the  wall.  It 
be  done  easily  within  a  few  minutes, 

n  if  you  have  no  electrical  experience 
all.  Switches  are  manufactured  for 

je-way  connections  (one  fixture  con- 
led  from  two  locations)  and  for  fluo- 
;ent  lighting  as  well  as  for  single 
tch  incandescent  bulbs.  Before  you 

Ip,  be  sure  to  measure  the  depth  of 
switch  wall  box.  (First  turn  off  cur- 

jary,  1979 

rent,  remove  switch  plate.  Pull  out  switch 
from  box.)  This  measurement  is  very 
important.  Wail  box  sizes  vary  in  depth 
as  do  dimmer  depths.  You  need  a  unit 
that  will  be  shallow  enough  to  fit  the  box 
size  in  your  wall. 

Q  How  can  I  deal  with  a  buzzing  fluo- 
rescent fixture  in  the  kitchen? 

A  A  slight  buzzing  sound  coming  from 
a  6-foot  or  8-foot  fluorescent  bulb  is 

perfectly  normal.  However,  the  annoy- 
ing buzzing  in  a  fixture  with  lights  4  feet 

or  less  is  caused  by  a  faulty  ballast  which 
needs  replacing.  Several  things  must  be 
determined  before  a  new  ballast  can  be 

purchased.  How  many  tubes  are  in  the 
fixture?  How  much  wattage  is  used?  Is 

the  fixture  a  pre-heat  unit  (uses  starters) 
or  a  rapid-start  unit  (no  starters)?  How 
many  ballasts  are  in  the  fixture?  (Usual- 

ly, as  a  rule,  for  residential  lighting, 
there  is  one  ballast  for  every  two  tubes 
regardless  of  wattage.)  Take  a  trip  to  an 
electrical  supply  house  armed  with  the 
above  information  in  order  to  obtain  the 

correct  ballast  for  your  fixture. 
To  install  the  new  ballast  do  as  fol- 

lows: 1.  Turn  off  the  power.  2.  Remove 
the  tubes,  the  cover,  and  then  cut  the 

wires  leading  to  the  old  ballast.  3.  Un- 
screw the  old  ballast  and  remove.  4.  The 

diagram  for  wiring  is  printed  on  the  new 
ballast  and  should  be  followed  for  hook- 

up. Directions  do  vary,  so  there  is  no  set 
rule  for  connection. 

Q  Have  you  a  simple  solution  for  deal- 
ing with  under-thc-sink  clutter? 

A  Often  the  sink  cabinet  is  really  not  a 
cabinet  at  all  but  rather  just  a  front  that 
has  been  attached  to  the  two  adjacent 
cabinets  or  to  the  wall  and  a  cabinet.  In 

many  instances,  the  floor  area  inside  the 
space  is  actually  the  room  floor.  One 
way  to  organize  the  space  is  to  add  a 
cabinet  floor,  if  there  is  none,  plus  a  sec- 

ond shelf  16  inches  above,  so  that  bot- 
tles, dishwashing  equipment,  cleaning 

supplies,  etc.,  can  more  easily  be  re- 
trieved from  under  the  sink.  To  make  the 

job  simple,  2-by-4s  can  serve  as  a  sup- 
port for  the  flooring  material  and  shelf. 

Use  plywood  or  composition  board. 
Take  the  measurements  of  the  inside 

area,  taking  off  half  an  inch  from  length 
and  width.  Then  have  the  lumberyard 
cut  necessary  lumber.  The  assembly  is  a 

simple  job  that  can  be  done  in  15  min- 
utes. You  may  need  to  drill  pilot  holes 

in  for  securing  screws  to  supports  but 
otherwise  this  is  an  uncomplicated  job 
which  greatly  improves  storage.  ■

Brightening  a  guest  room, 
dulling  brass,  an  ingenious 
use  for  old  tie  clips, 
and  other  helpful  tips

Sachets  under  the  pillows  as  well  as  in 
the  bureau  drawers  are  a  nice  touch  for 

your  guest  room — along  with  the  usual 
fresh  flowers  and  selected  light  reading. 
Other  thoughts:  an  optional  night  light, 
two  pillows  per  bed  (a  soft  one  for 
sleeping  and  a  firm  one  for  sitting  up  to 
read),  and  a  nightly  carafe  of  ice  water. 
And  consider  putting  a  statement  on  a 
table,  which  will  tell  your  guest  that  the 
bedside  lamp  is  also  connected  to  the 
wall  switch  by  the  door  (which  can  lead 
to  confusion),  that  the  shade  on  the 
window  to  the  right  behaves  badly, 
where  the  extra  blankets  are,  and  which 
window  is  best  to  open  at  night.  List  any 
other  pertinent  facts,  including  the  time 
coffee  will  be  ready  in  the  morning. 
Sometimes  these  things  arc  forgotten  in 
the  flurry  of  greeting  guests. 

If  you're  a  regular  user  of  a  two-part 
steamer,  a  steaming  basket  for  vegeta- 

bles, or  a  double  boiler,  you've  probably 
had  the  nasty  experience  of  having  the 
pot  boil  dry  and  scorch.  A  friend  tells 

me  she  keeps  some  marbles  in  the  kitch- 
en drawer  and  tosses  them  in  with  the 

water  in  the  bottom  of  the  pot.  If  the 
water  begins  to  dry  up,  the  marbles  will 
rattle  and  attract  her  attention. 

The  perennial  art  museum  and  gal- 
lery visitor  may  find  an  extra  pair  of 

glasses  helpful.  Most  people  like  to  get 
an  overall  look  at  a  picture  and  then 
move  in  closer  for  an  inspection  of  the 

surface  quality  and  detail.  Unfortunate- 
ly, this  can  produce  a  nasty  crick  in  the 

neck  from  peering  through  the  bottom 
half  of  bifocals.  The  cure  is  to  have  a 

special  pair  of  glasses  made  with  the 
lower  or  close  correction  only.

and  other  difficult  spots.  The  overall 
thickness,  when  folded  flat,  is  no  deeper 
than  the  average  baseboard. 

If  you  have  any  decorative  gold  or  sil- 
ver tie  clips  from  another  era  (the  usual 

was  about  an  inch-and-a-half  long), 
take  it  to  a  jeweler  and  have  him  attach 
a  sturdy  key  ring.  Then  you  can  clip 
your  keys  to  the  mirror  pocket  of  your 
handbag  and  not  have  to  dive  to  the  bot- 

tom to  retrieve  them.  Clips  can  often  be 
found  in  antique  jewelry  shops. 

More  antiquing:  Some  antique  book 

and  print  shops  carry  stacks  of  old  news- 
papers dating  back  to  the  early  and  mid- 

eighties.  Because  they  were  printed  on 
fine  rag  paper,  they  stay  remarkabl> 
well-preserved,  and  are  both  interesting 
and  decorative.  Usually  not  very  expen- 

sive, they  make  amusing  presents  rolled 
and  wrapped  in  cellophane  and  fastened 
with  a  red  ribbon  and  maybe  even  a  spot 

of  sealing  wax.  Wonderful  old  valen- 
tines are  to  be  found  in  the  same  places 

and  the  young — and  even  the  not-so- 

young — adore  them. 
Flowers  look  pretty  in  glass  contain- 

ers, but  it's  difficult  to  anchor  the  stems 
without  having  an  ugly  flower-frog  show 
as  plainly  as  the  flowers.  To  find  a  pret- 

tier way  to  arrange  flowers,  visit  a  shelly 
shop  and  look  for  a  piece  of  white  coral, 
some  shells,  or  even  some  interesting 
pebbles  and  rocks  to  use  in  place  of  a 
frog.  Some  craft  and  gift  shops  sell  glass 
marbles  encased  in  mesh  to  use  as  an  ad- 

justable frog,  but  these  work  best  and 
look  nicer  if  they  are  emptied  out  of  the 
mesh.  Beachcoming  may  yield  some  new 
ideas  for  you. 

One  way  to  keep  an  egg  from  crack- 
ing when  you're  boiling  it  is  to  dip  a 

ladle  into  boiling  water,  put  the  egg  in 

the  ladle,  and  lower  gently  into  water. 

If  you  have  the  patience,  it's  also  a  good 
way  to  poach  an  egg.  Just  add  a  few 
drops  of  vinegar  to  the  water  in  the 
ladle,  break  the  eggshell,  add  the  broken 
egg  and  lower  it  into  the  pot  without 
getting  any  more  water  into  the  ladle. 
Rotate  it  gently  until  the  egg  is  set  and 
it  will  come  out  looking  like  the  fanciest 

poached  egg  that  Room  Service  can  de- liver. 

We  may  spend  much  time  and  ertbrt 

polishing  our  brass  candlesticks  and  tea- 
pots only  to  have  a  brass  object  that  is 

too  shiny.  Replacement  doorknobs,  for 
instance,  or  new  hinges  and  other  brass 
hardware  that  stand  out  from  their 

neighbors  and  look  obvious.  To  tone 
them  down  so  they  blend  into  the  overall 

effect,  get  a  small  paintbrush  and  some 
white  vinegar  and  paint  an  even  coat  of 
vinegar  over  the  olfending  brass  every 
day  lor  three  days.  The  bright  gleam  will 

soften — an  old  cabinetmaker's  trick.  ■

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Because  life  at  the  beach  is  cas- 
ual and  tends  toward  the  out- 

doors, Mrs.  Backlar  filled  the

builder  had  something  special  in 

mind  when  he  built  the  big  fire- 
place, she  stripped  it  to  uncover

After  they  had  lived  in  their 
beach  house  for  IVi  years,  the 
Backlars  added  the  treUised

SIMPLICITY  MEETS  FORMALITY 

By  Paul  Goldberger 

The  shoemaker's  children  may  be  allowed  to 
go  barefoot,  but  I'm  not  sure  that  architecture 
critics  have  a  similar  dispensation  in  terms  of 
their  living  quarters.  People  seem  to  expect 

mgr^  ■--mi  that  those  of  us  who  cover  the  fields 
■  of  architecture  and  design  will  have 

houses  that  are  virtual  showrooms 
of  the  best  of  what  we  write  about, 

and  after  a  while,  we  can  start  be- 
lieving that,  too.  But  I  have  never 

been  entirely  comfortable  with  the 
idea  of  living  in  an  environment  of 
perfect  objects,  perfectly  arranged 
— much  as  I  admire  a  great  deal  of 
the  work  I  write  about,  I  tend  to  be 
more  comfortable  with  the  idea  of 

my  own  house  as  a  place  that  is  in 
process,  not  a  place  that  is  a  pure 
and  perfect  finished  product.  What 

-^  a  critic  writes  about  as  significant 
may  not  be  what  he  wants  to  live  in  himself, 

and  I've  always  felt  it  was  important  to  keep 
this  distinction  in  mind.  The  old  cliche — "it's 
spectacular  to  look  at,  but  would  you  want  to 

live  there?" — wasn't  really  so  far  off  base,  and 
there  are  times  when  I  feel  it  expresses  my 
thoughts  exactly. 

On  the  other  hand,  no  one  whose  life  re- 
volves around  design  is  going  to  be  happy  in 

an  ordinary  space,  and  when  the  time  came 
not  long  ago  to  seek  new  quarters  I  looked 
all  over  New  York,  determined  not  to  end  up 
in  a  conventional  apartment.  I  found  most  New 
York  apartments  boring,  either  because  of  the 

dreary  architecture  of  their  outsides  or  be- 
cause of  the  (Continued  on  page  84)

they  offered  inside.  I  consid- 
ered going  downtown  and  ren-

Showy  annuals  are  the  mainstay,  barrels  of  them.  Started  from 

seed  after  frost,  they  add  splashes  of  bright  color  a!i  through  sum- 
mer and  well  into  fall.  Favorite  marigold  varieties  here  are  Climax 

and  Sunset  Giants.  The  zinnias  are  Bouquet  hybrids,  Firecracker, 

Persian  carpet.  Dense  stands  of  self-seeding  cosmos  include  Sen- 
sation, Klondyke.  Along  the  edges  of  the  containers  are  cascading 

white  petunias  flecked  with  sweet  alyssum,  blue  browallia  and  ageratum,  Blazt  verbena, 

torenia,  impatiens  (all  best  nursery-grown).  Plants  are  set  very  close  together  to  make 
the  most  of  every  precious  inch  of  soil. 

Vines  planted  in  containers  and  supported  on  trellises  can  provide  a 

quick  hedge  to  give  privacy,  buffer  the  wind,  create  a  soft  leafy-green 
background.  Vines  provide  beautiful  flowers,  too.  Here,  morning 

glories  open  at  breakfast  time  and  fragrant  white  moon  flowers  un- 
furl each  evening.  Lush  scarlet  runner  beans  are  covered  with  little 

flowers  and  long  beans  good  enough  to  eat.  These  three  are  grown  from  seed.  Others 

winter  over:  sweet-smelling  Hall's  honeysuckle,  silver-lace  (Polygonum  Aubertii)  with 
sprays  of  white  flowers,  wisteria  growing  against  the  brick,  and  clematis  with  flower 

heads  in  the  sun,  feet  in  the  shade  of  lower  plants,  just  as  it  likes  to  be. 

Roses  and  perennials  add  spice,  along  with  flowering  shrubs.  Favorite  roses 

here  are  pink  Betty  Pryor  and  Queen  Elizabeth,  yellow  New  Day,  red  Merci 

trained  as  standards.  In  spring  after  tulips  and  daffodils  have  bloomed,  bas- 
ket-of-gold  and  sedums  add  color.  In  summer,  perennial  Canterbury-bells, 

dianthus,  daylilies,  gaillardia,  bee-balm,  hosta,  and  phlox  fill  in  among  the 
annuals.  Field  flowers  adopted  for  city  living  are  daisies,  black-eyed  Susans, 

loosestrife,  and  sunflowers— beautiful  and  free.  Shrubs  and  small  trees  give  extra  height, 

variety:  forsythia,  cherry,  lilac,  quince,  deutzia,  rhododendron,  summer-blooming  but- 

terfly-bush (Buddleia),  rose-of-Sharon.

Boxes,  barrels,  almost  anything  will  do.  Annuals  need  at  least 

8  inches  depth;  perennials,  16  inches;  shrubs  and  trees,  18  or 

more.  Elevate  containers  on  small  wood  blocks  for  air  and  mois- 

ture circulation.  Half-inch  drainage  holes  can  be  made  with  a 

high-speed  drill.  These  barrels  were  cut  with  a  saber  saw  fitted 

with  a  metal-cutting  blade.  Barrels  were  rinsed  with  a  strong 
detergent  and  painted  inside  and  out,  like  the  boxes,  with  an 

exterior  oil-base  primer.  Possible  container  sources:  com- 
mercial barrel  and  planter  firms,  scrap  metal  dealers,  shippers. 

Trellises  for  partitions  and  privacy  can  be  attached  to  2-by-2 
supports  anchored  in  soil  and  stones  in  barrels,  boxes,  or  cinder 

blocks.  This  gale-proof  trellis  is  made  of  quarter-inch  lath  strips 
joined  at  each  overlap  with  silicone  glue  and  tiny  nails.  Low 

trellis  set  at  the  back  of  boxes  along  the  parapet  extends  a  foot 
above  the  wall. 

Enriched  potting  soil  or  garden  loam  is  a  must.  To  two  parts 

soil,  mix  one  part  sphagnum  peat,  by  volume  not  weight.  Enrich 

with  bone  meal,  dried  cow  manure,  5-10-5  fertilizer  according 
to  directions;  add  compost  if  available.  Mix  large  portions  on  a 

drop  cloth  for  neatness.  Spread  the  soil  over  1-2  inches  of 

gravel,  leaving  2-inches  below  box  rim  for  easy  watering.  Water 
almost  daily  and  fertilize  every  2-3  weeks  to  keep  plants  strong.

n  the  short 

span  of  one 
generation, 
technology  has 
taken  on  new 

meaning  and  im- 
portance in  our 

lives.  It  is  equated 
with  the  blinking  lights  of  the  computer, 
the  digital  magic  of  the  calculator,  the 
supersonic  speed  of  the  Concorde,  and 

many  other  remarkable  space-age  spin- 
offs. A  friend  of  mine  saw  the  movie 

Rocky  six  times,  twice  in  the  theatre, 
four  times  at  home.  My  friend  and 
thousands  like  him  in  major  cities  across 
the  country  are  subscribers  to  Home  Box 
Office,  a  service  that  delivers  current, 
first-rate  films  to  the  comforts  of  home. 
Home  Box  Office  and  many  other  media 
services  utilize  communication  satellites 

— solar-power  space- 
craft that  transmit  au- 

dio-visual signals  from 
one  remote  earth  sta- 

tion to  another.  The 

capability  of  satellite  communications 
has  only  begun  to  be  tapped,  and  as  cost 

factors  of  launching  satellites  are  re- 
duced, many  more — with  literally  thou- 

sands of  new  channels — are  likely  to  be 
launched.  Jim  McKenna,  Senior  Infor- 

mation Officer  at  COMSAT  (Communi- 
cations Satellite  Corporation)  in  Wash- 

ington, D.C.,  explains:  "Today  we  are 
limited  in  what  we  can  put  in  space  by 
our  current  rocket  launch  capability.  As 
that  capability  increases,  more  satellites 
will  be  launched.  In  addition,  the  num- 

ber of  potential  channels  is  increasing  as 
our  technology  for  powering  the  station 

improves." Innovative  broadcasters  will  certainly 
look  beyond  the  situation  comedy  for 
programming  ideas.

'hether  we  believe  there  is  an  energy 
isis  or  not,  most  of  us  are  alert  to  the 

ct  that  we,  Americans,  are  the  fuel- 
ubbers   of  the   world.   One   potential 

power  source  that  is  both  puzzling  and 
promising  is  a  direct  off-shoot  of  the 
space  program — solar  cells.  Solar  cell, 

or  "photovoltaic  conversion,"  is  the  pro- 
cess of  converting  the  sun's  rays  into 

electricity.  Photovoltaics  powered  the 
Viking  Probe  to  its  historic  landing  on 
Mars,  and  they  provide  energy  for  our 
orbiting  satellites.  The  Department  of 
Energy  has  an  active  program  studying 
photovoltaic  conversion.  The  photo- 

voltaic cell  is  made  up  of  purified  sili- 
con, an  abundant  but  costly  earth  re- 

source. According  to  Dr.  Morton  B. 

Prince,  Program  Manager,  Photovol- 
taics, at  the  Department  of  Energy,  one 

kilogram  of  silicon  costs  $65.  Moreover, 

as  there  is  no  technique  for  mass-pro- 
ducing the  cells,  only  a  handful  of  firms 

are  engaged  in  small  scale  production. 

The  energy  output  of  a  solar  cell  "array" 
is  measured  in  terms  of  "peak  watts" — 
or  the  maximum  energy  generated  on  a 
clear  day  at  noon.  Right  now  a  peak 

watt  costs  from  $10  to  $30.  The  Depart- 
ment of  Energy  hopes  to  get  that  figure 

down  to  SOd-  by  1986.  At  present,  there 
is  a  prototype  array  powering  a  pump- 

ing/irrigation system  in  Nebraska,  and 

the  DOE  hopes  to  install  a  solar  cell  sys- 
tem next  year  that  will  provide  heat  and 

electricity  to  a  community  college  in 
Arkansas. 

In  the  meantime,  solar  cells  are  al- 
ready performing  important  tasks.  They 

provide  information  about  the  sun  that 

allows  other  energy  conservation  de- 
vices to  function  more  effectively.  For 

instance,  a  solar  cell  is  the  basis  of  a 

product  developed  by  Dodge  Products, 
Inc.,  of  Houston,  Tex.,  that  detects  and 

measures  the  amount  of  the  sun's  radia- 
tion— potential  energy — at  a  particular 

building  site.  This  information  helps 
builders  and  architects  devise  optimum 
plans  for  solar  heating  and  cooling 

systems. 
The  General  Drapery  Services  Com- 

pany utilizes  solar  cells  to  control  a  mo- 
torized exterior  drapery  designed  to  con- 

serve energy  expenditures  in  large  build- 
ings. The  solar  cell  reacts  to  the  various 

positions  of  the  sun.  thereby  "instruct- 
ing" the  motorized  roller  to  raise  or  low- er the  drapery. 

Mr.  Lecht,  the  computer  expert,  has 

a  similar  system  in  his  Manhattan  apart- 
ment, which  has  a  greenhouse  adjacent 

to  the  main  living  space.  Having  spent 

one  winter  "in  a  bathing  suit"  because 
of  the  heat  transferred  through  the  un- 

protected glass,  Mr.  Lecht  installed  a 
motorized  awning  that  is  tied  into  a  solar 
cell  and  his  home  computer.  When  the 
heat  reaches  a  predetermined  level,  a 
solar  cell  thermostat  trips  a  signal  to  the 
computer.  The  computer  then  reads  a

set  of  thermometers  around  the  apart- 

ment to  get  an  accurate  picture  of  the 
temperature  overall.  It  then  determines 
whether  to  move  up  or  down,  and  to 
what  degree. 

Another  proposal  for  harnessing  solar 

power  is  an  orbiting  satellite  power  sta- 
tion that  would  collect  and  beam  the 

sun's  rays  to  earth  in  the  form  of  micro- 
waves, which  would  in  turn  be  converted 

to  electricity.  The  idea  was  formulated 
by  Dr.  Peter  Glaser  10  years  ago.  A  $15 

million,  three-year  program  has  been 
established  by  the  DOE  in  conjunction 
with  NASA  to  study  the  concept.  The 

"powersat"  would  be  a  structure  sev- 
eral miles  in  length  and  width,  presum- 

ably launched  by  the  shuttle  into  "syn- 
chronous orbit"  (above  the  same  loca- 

tion on  earth)  some  22,000  miles  high. 

The  satellite  would  receive  sunlight  al- 
most continuously.  The  electricity  pro- 
duced would  be  converted  to  microwave, 

beamed  down  to  large  "antenna  farms" on  earth,  where  the  microwaves  would 
be  reconverted  to  electricity,  and  then 

fed  into  existing  power  lines.  It  is  esti- 
mated that  one  power  station  could  pro- 

vide enough  electricity  for  all  of  New 
York  City.  By  1980.  the  researchers 
should  have  gathered  enough  data  to 

make  an  educated  guess  at  powersat's feasibility.

How  to  find  fine 
wines  for  under  $3 

Winetasters  guide  to 
budget  buys  from  the  U.S., 
Europe,  and  Latin  America 

By  B.J.  Cutler 
Consumers  who  are  accustomed  to 

drinking  the  classic  French  wines  from 
Bordeaux  and  Burgundy  and  the  equally 
good  wines  from  California  made  from 
the  top-ranked  Pinot  Chardonnay  and 

Cabernet  Sauvignon  grapes  have  a  prob- 
lem: a  money  problem.  A  number  of 

small  harvests  in  France,  higher  labor 
costs,  a  shortage  of  white  grapes  in 
California,  and  increasing  demand  for 

"name"  wines  have  combined  to  send 
prices  soaring.  A  bottle  of  Pouilly  Fuisse, 
a  popular  white  Burgundy,  commands 

$8  to  $10.  Any  chateau-bottled  red  Bor- 
deaux that  one  is  likely  to  have  heard  of 

will  soon  start  at  $8.  A  French  red,  la- 

beled only  "Bourgogne,"  which  means  it 
can  come  from  anywhere  in  the  province 

of  Burgundy,  sells  for  $4.50.  In  Califor- 
nia the  lovingly  crafted  Chardonnays 

and  Cabernets  from  small  "boutique" 
wineries  are  winning  in  blind  tastings 
against  fine  French  imports,  but  prices 
of  $15  a  bottle  are  not  uncommon. 

So  what  should  a  person  do  in  today's 
wine  market  if  he  or  she  is  budget- 
minded  and  still  wants  to  serve  good 
wine?  The  first  thing  to  do  is  to  relax  and 
stop  worrying;  there  is  a  lot  of  sound, 
decently  priced  wine  on  the  American 
market.  I  know  because  I  recently  did  a 
survey  to  see  what  was  available  at  $3  a 
bottle  or  less,  which  is  a  quite  modest 
price  these  days,  and  I  found  scores  of 
wines  from  a  dozen  countries  good 
enough  for  family  drinking  and  to  serve 

to  guests  at  all  but  the  most  rarefied  din- 
ner parties.  I  certainly  did  not  come 

close  to  finding  all  the  good  buys  in  my 
arbitrary  $3  price  class.  You  can  easily 
make  your  own  discoveries  if  you  ask  a 
few  wine  merchants  for  suggestions  as 
to  good  values  and  carefully  taste  their 
recommendations  to  determine  which 

ones  please  you,  no  matter  how  they  rate 

on  vintage  charts  and  experts'  lists. 
The  place  to  start  hunting  bargains  is 

California,  source  of  about  85  percent  of 
American  wine.  Interesting  ones  will  be 
found  among  the  so-called  generic  wines 
bottled  in  filths.  Generic  wines  arc  made 

from  a  blend  of  several  grape  types  (in 

*AII  pricoi  quoted  ore  opproxlmoto  and  moy  vary  tomo- 
//hot   ttirouflhout    the  country, 
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contrast  to  varietal  wines  which  are 

made  mostly  from  the  grape  variety 
named  on  the  label)  and  usually  bear 
the  names  of  European  wines,  such  as 

"Chablis,"  "Burgundy,"  or  "Rhine," 
which  they  may  or  may  not  resemble. 

Recently,  American  winemakers  have 
gained  in  confidence  and  begun  giving 

their  products  honest,  no-nonsense 
names  (which  often  are  clues  to  well- 
made  wines).  Thus,  Robert  Mondavi 

calls  his  generic  wines  Red  Table  Wine 

and  White  Table  Wine.  You  couldn't  ask 
for  less  puffery  than  that,  and  both  are 
excellent  value  at  $2.25*  a  fifth.  Prices 
may  be  higher  or  lower  in  different  parts 
of  the  country.  In  the  same  class  with 

Robert  Mondavi's  red  are  Fetzer  Mendo- 
cino Premium  Red,  $2.35,  a  rugged 

wine  that  will  look  a  steak  or  roast  in  the 

eye  and  make  it  say  uncle;  Kenwood 

Sonoma  County  Burgundy,  $2.75,  Ped- 
roncelli  Sonoma  Red,  $2.25,  and  Ster- 

ling Napa  Valley  Red,  $2.80. 
Among  the  generic  white  wines  to  try 

are  Kenwood  California  Chablis  (98 
percent  from  the  Chenin  Blanc  grape), 
$2.90,  Fetzer  Mendocino  Premium 
White,  $2.35,  and  the  above  mentioned 
Robert  Mondavi  Table  White.  Wente 
Bros,  is  noted  for  its  whites.  Whenever 
one  is  spotted  at  less  than  $3,  it  is  a  buy. 

Paul  Masson's  Emerald  Dry  is  a  pleasant 
inexpensive  white,  good  as  an  aperitif  or 

a  table  wine.  Other  good  makers  of  mod- 
estly priced  wines,  whites  and  reds,  are 

Louis  Martini,  Sebastiani,  and  C.K. 
Mondavi. 

While  doing  my  research,  I  asked  Har- 
ry M.  Sicgcl,  whose  Ace  Beverages  has 

been  supplying  Washington's  embassies and  better  homes  for  more  than  a  quarter 

century,  for  tips  on  inexpensive  varietal 

wines.  "Keep  two  grapes  in  mind — 
Chenin  Blanc  and  Zinfandel,"  he  said, 
and  he  was  right.  Chenin  Blanc  is  a 

grape  from  France's  Loire  Valley,  where 
it  produces  Vouvray  and  Saumur.  In 
California  it  yields  a  crisp,  pale,  slightly 

fruity  wine  that  makes  a  nice  aperitif  and 

goes  well  with  fish,  chicken,  and  in- 
deed most  dishes  that  do  not  call  for 

red.  Some  nationally  distributed  Chenin 
Blancs  follow:  Almaden,  $2.60;  Gallo, 

$1.75;  Geyser  Peak,  $2.95;  Italian  Swiss 

Colony,  $1.70;  Korbel,  $2.75;  Pedron- 
celli,  $2.95;  Souverain,  $2.99;  Wente, 
$3;  and  Winemasters,  $2.15.  The  ones 

pushing  $3  tend  to  be  finer  than  their  in- 
expensive cousins.  Incidentally,  Ingle- 

nook's  Navalle  Chenin  Blanc  ($2.30)  is 
nicely  sweet  and  a  candidate  to  serve 
with  dessert. 

Zinfandel,  whose  origin  in  Europe  is 

shrouded  in  mystery,  is  the  California 

grape  par  excellence,  doing  better  there 
than  elsewhere.  Depending  on  how  it  is 
handled,  it  produces  a  dark,  powerful, 
long-lived  red  wine,  usually  expensive, 

or  a  light,  fruity  version  with  a  berry-like 

flavor.  The  latter  is  sort  of  America's 
Beaujolais,  fresh  and  meant  to  be  drunk 
young,  and  fortunately  it  is  modestly 

priced.  Here  are  some  interesting  Zin- 
fandels  in  our  price  range:  Beringcr, 
$2.65;  Fetzer,  $2.95;  Gallo,  $1.75;  Heitz 

Cellars,  $2.95;  Pedroncelli,  $2.75;  Sono- 
ma, $2.99;  and  Wente  Bros.,  $2.95.  I 

thought  the  Heitz  and  Pedroncelli  espe- 
cially good  buys. 

Another  European  grape,  the  Barbera 
from  northern  Italy,  also  does  better  in

Because  it  is  highly  produc- 
tive and  was  inexpensive,  the 

Colombard  grape  finds  its  way 
into  most  California  jug 
whites.  Now  many  growers 
also  are  treating  it  as  a  varietal 
grape,  and  Colombard  is 
yielding  a  rather  dry,  fresh, 

pale  wine.  Among  the  pleas- 
ant offerings  are  Almaden, 

$2.29;  Cresta  Blanca,  $2.55; 
Foppiano,  $2.90;  Gallo, 
$1.75;  Paul  Masson,  $2.60; 
Parducci,  $2.99;  Sonoma, 

$2.85;  and  Winemaster's 
Guild,  $2.15. 

Although  California  domi- 
nates the  American  wine 

scene,  fine  wines  are  now  be- 
ing made  in  more  than  a  doz- 
en states.  Many  of  them  un- 

fortunately cost  more  than 
our  $3  ceiling.  In  New  York 

State,  which  has  a  long  wine- 
making  tradition,  the  large 

firms  of  Taylor,  Great  West- 

ern, and  Widmer  make  com- 
plete lines  of  inexpensive 

wines  that  can  be  found  al- 
most anywhere.  In  the  East, 

the  Boordy  Vineyards  of  Rid- 
erville,  Md.  has  devoted  fol- 

lowers of  its  simply  labeled 
Boordy  Red,  White,  and  Rose 
wines.  Made  from  hybrid 
Franco-American  vines, 

Boordy's  products  resemble 
the  simple  country  wines  that 
used  to  enchant  travelers  in 

France.  Regional  winemakers 
are  springing  up  in  many  parts 
of  the  country,  among  them 

New  York  State,  Pennsylva- 
nia, Maryland,  Virginia,  Ar- 

kansas, Ohio,  Michigan,  Ore- 
gon, and  Washington.  People 

living  near  the  new  vineyards 
would  do  well  to  taste  their 

local  wines.  They  will  make 
some  interesting  discoveries. 

Because  Burgundies  and 
the  higher  rated  Bordeaux 
wines  have  skyrocketed  out  of 
reach  is  no  reason  to  give  up 

on  France  as  a  source  of  en- 

joyable and  afi'ordable  drink- 
ing. The  Macon  area,  south  of 

Burgundy,    still    provides    its 

crisp,  dry  Macon  blanc  that 
sometimes  can  be  found  un- 

der $3.  The  same  is  true  of 

Muscadet,  that  pale,  refresh- 
ing white  from  the  mouth  of 

the  Loire  River.  Vouvray,  a 
Loire  white  that  is  less  dry 
than  Macon  or  Muscadet  but 

very  pleasant,  continues  to  be 
overlooked  and  a  bargain. 

Prices  are  up  in  the  C6tes-du- 
Rhone,  that  dependable  source 
of  sound,  robust  red  wines, 
but  many  examples  remain  in 
our  price  class  and  should  be 

sought  out.  Moving  south  in- 
to Provence,  Coteaux  du  Tri- 

castin  and  Cotes  du  Ventouv 

produce  reds  that  are  softer 
and  fruitier  than  the  Cotes- 
du-Rhones.  Among  the  wines 
from  Tricastin,  Domaine  de 

Grangeneuve  ($2.79)  has  wide 
distribution  here  and  is  quite 

good. 

In  the  Bordeaux  area  itself, 

many  shippers  continue  to 
send  us  their  regional  blends 
of  very  drinkable  red  and 
white  wines,  labeled  simply 

"Bordeaux,"  and  priced  at 
$2.50-$3.  A  bit  of  tasting  in 

this  category  could  solve  one's wine  problem.  Fven  better  yet 
are  bottlings  from  the  petits 

chateaux,  the  small  wine  es- 

tates of  Bordeaux.  Deper  \ 

ing  on  the  grower's  soil  a skill,  these  wines  vary  frc  ttof 
thin  and  poor  to  very  goc 
The  best  way  to  select  yq 

petit  chateau  is  to  ask  wi 
shops  for  suggestions,  ta 
some  home,  and  taste.

The  ace  in  the  hole  for  lov- 

ers of  imported  wine  at  mod- 
erate prices  is  Italy.  Italy  now 

sends  to  America  about  twice 
as  much  wine  as  France  and, 

fortunately,  Italian  wine  mak- 
ing has  improved  consider- 

ably. From  California,  the 

Italians  picked  up  the  tech- 
nique of  making  crisp  dry 

whites  in  a  hot  climate  and 

are  selling  such  wines  here  in 

vast  amounts.  Italy's  best 
known  wine  is  Soave,  from 
near  Verona,  and  a  satisfying 
and  pleasant  wine  it  is,  widely 
sold  at  about  $2.50.  There  is 
no  difficulty  in  finding  a  good 

Soave.  There  are  big,  nation- 
ally distributed  brands  like 

Bolla  and  Bertani  and  scores 
of  smaller  firms  turning  out 
nice  examples.  Other  whites 
to  look  for  include  Pinot 

Grigio  and  Frascati,  the  latter 
the  favorite  of  Roman  cafes. 

Companies  that  ship  Soave 

also  send  Verona's  other  two 
leading  wines,  Valpolicella 
and  Bardolino,  both  light, 
fruity  reds.  People  who  want 
to  simplify  their  lives  could 
pick  a  Soave  and  a  Bardolino 
(I  give  it  a  slight  edge  over 
Valpolicella)  and  let  things 
go  at  that.  But  they  would  be 
missing  out  on  an  even  better 
red,  Chianti  from  Tuscany.  A 
Chianti  Classico,  identified  by 
the  black  rooster  on  its  neck 

label,  coming  from  a  consci- 
entious maker  and  selling  for 

less  than  $3  is  one  of  today's 
best  values.  Good  inexpensive 
Chiantis  come  from  Saccardi 

(which  has  been  winning  blind 

tastings  lately),  Melini,  Ver- 
razzano,  Brolio,  and  Ruffino. 

There  are  many  other  ship- 
pers of  good  and  less  good 

Chianti.  One  very  good  way 

to  select  your  Italian  wines  is 

to  pick  up  six  bottles  of  dif- 
ferent Soaves  and  six  Chiantis 

and  invite  friends  in  for  a 

tasting.  Don't  let  them  see 
from  which  bottle  you  pour 
the  wine  to  be  tasted  and  have 

them  keep  careful  notes  about 
color,  bouquet,  flavor,  and 

general  quality.  Have  some 
bread  to  clean  palates  between 

tastes  and  serve  some  cheese 

when  the  tasting  is  over  and 
the  remaining  wines  are  being 
polished  off.  At  the  end  of  the 

evening  your  friends  will  have 
had  a  good  time,  and  you  will 
have  painlessly  locatea  your 
House  White  and  House  Red. 

It's  a  miracle  that  the  Ger- 
mans can  send  us  so  much 

good  inexpensive  wine.  They 
can  and  do,  and  we  might  as 
well  enjoy  their  miracle  while 
it  lasts.  It  is  a  wise  strategy  to 

look  for  the  names  of  vine- 

yard towns  on  the  bottle  la- 
bels, such  as  Bingen,  Bern- 

kastel,  Mainz,  Nierstein,  Op- 
penheim,  Piesport,  Saulheim, 
Wiltingen,  Wehlen,  Zeltingen, 
Riidesheim,  Wachenheim,  etc. 

These  wines  come  from  a  sin- 
gle town,  sometimes  a  specific 

property,  and  are  likely  to  be 
better  than  the  regional 
blends.  Until  recently,  most 

German  wines  have  been  rath- 
er sweet,  according  to  many 

tastes  too  sweet  to  accompany 
a  meal  and  better  reserved  for 
dessert.  Now,  however,  canny 

German  vineyard  owners  have 
noticed  the  growing  use  of 
dry  white  wines  as  aperitifs 

and  have  changed  their  vinifi- Continued  on  next  page 
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cation.  Wines  are  starting  to  appear 

with  the  word  "trocken,"  for  dry,  on  the 
label  and  make  fine  dinner  wines. 

Another  good  place  to  look  for  bar- 
gains is  the  Communist  countries  of 

Eastern  Europe.  With  their  perennial 

need  for  hard  currency,  they  sell  well- 
made  red  and  white  wine  in  this  country 

at  below  their  real  value.  Yugoslavia's 
Adriatica  line  of  wines  has  a  nice  Riesl- 

ing and  a  hearty  Cabernet,  each  $1.99, 

among  other  interesting  olTerings.  Ro- 
mania, too,  ships  a  Cabernet  Sauvignon, 

from  the  Bordeaux  grape,  which  is  some- 
what heavy  but  satisfying  at  $1.99.  The 

brand  name  is  Premiat,  and  it  is  widely 

distributed.  Hungary  is,  of  course,  fa- 

mous for  its  Egri  Bikaver  ("Bull's 
Blood"),  a  hearty,  dark-colored  red 
($2.79).  In  the  same  price  class  are 
Nemes  Kadar  and  Voros,  two  lighter 
reds.  Two  recommended  whites  are 

Badacsonyi  KeknyeliJ  ($2.79),  which 

resembles  a  Rhine  wine,  and  Egri  Leany- 
ka,  which  is  drier. 

Spain's  best  wine-producing  area,  the 
Rioja,  long  has  turned  out  excellent  Bor- 

deaux-style reds  at  moderate  prices.  In- 
flation and  world  demand  have  pulled 

many  Riojas  over  $3.  One  good  example 

that  still  is  undervalued  is  Cune's  Claret 
( $2.69 ) .  A  bit  of  prowling  the  shops  will 
turn  up  others.  Riojas  are  fine  red  wines, 

worth  searching  for.  Spain's  neighbor, 
Portugal,  used  to  be  content  to  send  us 
huge  volumes  of  crackling  (carbonated) 
wine.  Now  honest  reds  and  whites  from 

northern  Portugal,  location  of  the  better 
vineyards,  are  coming  in.  One  brand  in 
national  distribution,  Mateus,  will  give 

you  an  idea  if  Portugal's  nonsparkling 
wines  are  for  your  table. 

Since  Moslems  do  not  drink  alcohol, 
one  would  not  normally  look  for  wine  in 

an  Islamic  state,  but  Algeria  is  an  excep- 
tion. Extensive  vineyards  were  planted 

there  when  it  was  a  French  colony,  and 
the  now  independent  nation  continues  to 
produce  wine  for  export.  Medea  Rouge 

and  Dahra  are  two  of  Algeria's  better wines  available  here.  Like  most  reds 

grown  in  hot  climates,  they  tend  to  be  a 

bit  heavy  flavored.  But  I've  seen  them 
ofi'ered  as  low  as  $1.53  a  bottle,  and  that 
is  a  bargain  for  a  red  hearty  enough  to 
be  served  with  stews.  Much  farther  east 

along  the  Mediterranean  coast,  Israel 
produces  an  interesting  range  of  table 
wines.  Adomatic,  a  dry  red  at  $2.20,  is  a 

good   introduction   to   Israel's  off'erings. Chile,  settled  by  Europeans  from 
winegrowing  countries  and  favored  with 
a  temperate  climate,  has  large  and  well 

tended  vineyard  areas.  Bordeaux's  Cab- 
ernet Sauvignon  docs  well  in  Chile  (bet- 

ter than  the  grapes  used  in  that  country's

HERB   TIPS 

FROM   THE   SILO 

Herb-flavored  oils 

Pour  warm,  good,  light  salad  oil  over 

fresh  herbs.  Marjoram,  thyme,  and  rose- 
mary create  excellent  flavors  for  grilling 

meats.  The  rosemary-flavored  oil  may 
cloud  because  of  excess  moisture — it 
helps  to  dry  out  the  rosemary  twigs  and 
leaves  before  putting  them  into  the  oil. 
Add  4-6  sprigs  fresh  herb  to  1  cup  oil. 
Peppercorns  and  bay  leaves  add  extra 
zest  to  these  oils.  Dried  herbs  can  also  be 

used  to  great  effect — especially  if  the 
herbs  are  homegrown  and  dried  on  the 
stalk.  The  oil  will  bring  out  the  oils  in 
the  herbs  and  be  almost  as  flavorful  as 
the  fresh.  The  best  use  for  these  flavored 

oils  is  in  recipes  for  cooking  meats  and 
vegetables. 

Buttermilk  marinades 

Freshly  chopped  herbs  such  as  marjo- 
ram, tarragon,  chives,  parsley,  dill,  and 

basil  in  buttermilk  serve  wonderfully  for 

marinating  meats  for  roasting  or  barbe- 
cuing. A  bath  in  herbal  buttermilk  espe- 
cially benefits  lamb  and  pork.  The  but- 

termilk itself  tenderizes  the  meat  and 
enhances  the  flavor  as  do  the  herbs. 

Buttermilk  flavored  with  rosemary 
and  sage  is  especially  complementary  to 
venison.  Marinate  a  roast  or  stew-size 
pieces  overnight  in  this  mixture,  drain, 
dredge  in  flour,  and  brown  in  a  meat 
fat  such  as  lard  or  suet.  The  resulting 
pan  juices  will  produce  a  tangy,  light- 
colored,  smooth  gravy. 

Note:  Meats  marinated  in  buttermilk 

burn  easily  in  the  browning  procedure 
because  of  the  milk  solids.  Coat  them 
well  with  flour  and  saute  in  a  sufficient 

amount  of  fat.  Add  salt  and  pepper  at 
the  end  of  the  cooking  time,  not  in  the 

marinade  itself,  because  the  salt,  par- 
ticularly, will  draw  juices  out  of  the 

meat. 

Herbs  for  drinking 
Chopped  mint  in  buttermilk  and  yogurt 
is  a  welcome  drink  in  many  parts  of  the 
world,  and  there  are  many  variations  on 
that  mix.  Some  include  minced  garlic 
and  chopped  cucumber  as  well,  which 
make  the  drink  more  accurately  a  liquid 
soup. 

Bloody  Marys  can  be  more  perky  with 
a  sprig  of  basil  or  lovage  added,  or  if 
they  arc  made  with  a  clam/ tomato  juice 
base,  parsley  and  tarragon  sprigs  go 
well  with  them. 

Add  a  freshly  picked  sprig  of  rose- 
mary to  a  glass  filled  with  ice  cubes, 

white  wine,  and  a  jiitic  soda.  A  more 

strongly  flavored  wine  for  rosemary  lov- 
ers can  be  made  by  pouring  white  wine 

over  chopped  ro.semary  leaves.  Let  stand 
a  week  to  10  days,  strain,  and  serve  very 
chilled  or  use  as  a  base  for  spritzers.

When  quite  hot,  place 
fish  skin  side  down  in  the  oil.  Cook  until 

the  bottoms  are  crisply  browned.  Remove 

pan  from  heat  and,  with  a  bulb  baster  or 

spoon,  scoop  up  the  oil  in  which  the  fish 
have  been  frying  and  dribble  it  over  the 
crumbs.  When  the  bottom  is  dry,  place 

fish  under  preheated  broiler  to  lightly  crust 
the  crumbs.

Space  age  comes  home

environments  for  long  periods  of  time. 
The  point  is,  obviously,  that  even  the 
most  perfect  place  begins  to  pale  after  a 
short  period  of  time.  This  is  precisely 
the  challenge  facing  the  engineers  who 
design  vehicles  lor  space  travel.  One 
observer  likens  the  task  to  trying  to  re- 

create the  comforts  of  home  within  the 
confines  of  an  automobile. 

Quite  a  bit  of  thought  has  gone  into 

the  designing  of  space  "homes."  In  con- 
fronting new  problems,  unexpected  so- 

lutions often  pop  up  that  have  a  bonus 
benefit  for  old  problems  as  well.  This 

has  happened  with  many  of  the  mate- 
rials and  techniques  developed  for  space. 

One  example  is  the  space  blanket.  The 
astronauts  needed  a  blanket  that  was 

lightweight,  compact,  and  super-efficient 
at  conserving  body  heat.  A  blanket  was 
developed  that  weighs  a  mere  few 
ounces,  can  be  folded  to  fit  inside  a  pock- 

et, and  has  an  aluminum  coating  that 
reflects  heat.  New  York  furniture  and 

fabrics  designers  John  and  Sarina  Mas- 
cheroni  think  space  blankets  are  terrific 
for  saving  energy  in  the  home.  They 

recommend  laying  them  on  the  floor  un- 
der area  rugs,  stapling  them  onto  walls 

that  are  to  be  covered  in  fabric,  or  using 

them  as  liners  for  draperies  or  even  win- 
dow shades.  Says  Sarina  Mascheroni, 

"Space  blankets  need  never  be  seen  to  be 

efTective.  If  you  don't  like  the  way  they 
look  as  a  liner,  try  sandwiching  them 
between  two  pieces  of  drapery  material, 
or  laminate  window  shades  to  either 

side."  She  finds  space  blankets,  which 
most  often  are  aluminum  on  one  side 

and  other  colors  on  the  other,  at  camp- 
ing supply  stores. 

Fire-retardant  fabrics  made  of  Owens- 

Corning  Fiberglas's  Beta  yarn  coated 
with  DuPont's  Teflon  were  developed 
for  NASA  after  a  tragic  ground-testing 
fire  claimed  the  lives  of  three  astronauts. 

Advances  in  flammability  technology 

may  eventually  result  in  window  cover- 
ings that  not  only  conserve  heat  but 

actually  produce  it.  Emilio  Ambasz,  vi- 

sionary architect/ designer  and  former  1  '"•'" Curator  of  Design  at  the  Museum  ol 
Modern  Art,  is  reportedly  experimenting 

with  a  system  of  vertical  flat  blinds  con- 
taining filaments  that  conduct  heat,  gen- 
erating warmth  at  precisely  the  location 

where  it  is  most  vital — the  window.  Lil- 
lian Levy,  head  of  special  projects  for 

the  Public  Affairs  office  of  NASA,  put 
forth  a  similar  idea  over  a  decade  ago 

in  an  essay  called  "The  Domestic  Side  of 
Space"  (in  Space:  Its  Impact  on  Man 
and  Society,  Arno  Press) .  She  wrote  that 
electrically  sensitive  fabrics,  made  of  a 

99  percent  carbon  fiber,  used  as  an  abla- 
tive on  the  heat  shields  of  some  rockets, 

could  be  easily  adapted  to  "Space-Age 
draperies"  powered  by  tiny,  half-volt transistor  batteries. 

Similar  technology  has  been  applied 

to  warmth-giving  socks,  mittens,  and 
long  underwear,  which  contain  heating 
elements  connected  through  insulated 
strips  of  wire  to  a  small  battery  worn  on 
the  body,  on  the  principle  of  an  electric 
blanket.  A  spokeswoman  from  Timely 
Products,  Inc.,  in  Fairfield,  Conn.,  one 
of  the  manufacturers  of  such  gear,  sa 
the  problem  with  adapting  the  idea

Another  interesting  feature  of  TECH 
house  is  a  security  device  for  warning  of 
intruders,  patterned  after  a  seismic 
(shock)  measurement  tool  implanted  on 
the  surface  of  the  moon.  A  seismic  de- 

tector buried  in  the  lawn  can  "sense" 
approaching  footsteps  and  alert  the  oc- 

cupants of  the  house  by  emitting  radio 
signals.  An  antenna  under  the  eaves  of 
the  house  reflects  the  signals  indoors, 

where  they  can  be  picked  up  by  a  stand- 
ard FM  radio,  tuned  to  certain  frequen- 

cies. What's  more,  the  pace  of  the  foot- 
steps— whether  fast  or  slow,  running  or 

walking — can  be  determined  by  the  type 
of  signal  transmitted. 

Another  security  gadget  in  TECH 
house  is  an  ultrasonic  (extremely  high 

frequency  sound  waves,  inaudible  to  hu- 
man ears)  transmitter  that  can  send  a 

signal  to  turn  on  the  porch  light  from  a 
distance  of  30  feet!  The  device  is  about 

the  size  of  a  fountain  pen. 

■  THE  MAGIC  POWERS  OF 
SOUND  AND  LIGHT 

Imagine  how  alien  this  new  technology 

would  seem  to  our  great-grandparents. 
The  very  concept  of  transferring  infor- 

mation between  two  points  not  physical- 
ly connected  would  have  shocked  a 

culture  just  grappling  with  the  mech- 
anization of  their  world.  Italian-born 

designer/ artist  Rerno  Saraceni  has  been 
fascinated  by  this  new  realm  of  sound 

and  light.  "The  ability  to  send  powerful 
beams  of  energy  from  Point  A  to  Point 
B,  without  going  through  wire,  or  water, 
or  anything  else,  has  thrust  us  into  a  new 

electro-magnetic  frontier,"  says  Mr.  Sar- 
aceni, who  worked  with  NASA  in  de- 

veloping the  lunar  landing  gear.  "Ultra- 
sonics can  accomplish  astonishing  feats. 

When  projected  in  water,  they  cause 
it  to  vibrate  intensely,  producing  a 

remarkable  cleansing  action."  NASA 
engineers  use  ultrasonics  to  clean  deli- 

cate rocket  components,  and  now  other 
equipment  is  being  cleansed  in  the  same 
way.  Dentists  use  these  powerful  sound 
waves  to  purify  instruments,  and  even 

to  clean  tartar  from  their  patients'  teeth! 
The  Japanese  are  reportedly  experi- 

menting with  an  ultrasonic  bath  for  the 
home,  and  eventually,  engineers  may 

perfect  a  kitchen  sink  that  uses  ultra- 
sonics to  automatically  scrub  and  scour 

dirty  dishes! 

Mr.  Saraceni's  spacious  loft  is  filled 
with  interactive  sculptures  and  "high- 
tech"  objects  for  the  home  that  glow 
with  light  or  burst  into  sound  when  a 

person  walks  by.  During  the  Bicenten- 
nial, he  created  an  exhibit  in  Philadel- 

phia in  which  thousands  of  bubbles  were 
released  as  a  visitor  repeated  the  phrase 

"The  American  Way."  He  and  a  hand- 
ful of  other  enlightened  designers  have 

found  a  new  use  for  ultrasonic  technolo- 

gy in  the  "swilchless"  control  of  light- 
ing. Called  "motion  detection"  devices, 

or,  in  Mr.  Saraceni's  parlance,  "people- 

activated  lighting,"  the  devices  emit  a 
series  of  inaud:ble  signals  that  are  sensi- 

tive to  movement.  Basically,  an  ultra- 
sonic transmitter  fills  a  volume  with  a 

series  of  tones  that  bounce  around  space 
in  a  continuous  pattern.  When  someone 

enters  the  space,  that  pattern  is  inter- 
rupted and  a  new  signal  triggers  the 

ultrasonic  receiver  to  switch  on  a  light. 
According  to  lighting  designer  James 

Nuckolls,  a  great  proponent  of  switch- 
less  controls,  the  technology  has  been 
applied  for  some  time  to  activate  burglar 
alarms.  Only  recently  have  designers  be- 

gun to  apply  the  technology  to  lighting. 
In  his  own  apartment,  Mr.  Nuckolls 

employs  such  a  device  in  his  entrance 

hallway.  Not  only  is  the  device  a  con- 
server  of  energy  in  that  the  light  only 
comes  on  when  needed,  then  goes  off 
when  the  motion  has  passed,  but  it  is 

effective  at  warding  off  unwelcome  in- 
truders. Last  year,  a  number  of  apart- 

ments in  Mr.  Nuckolls'  building  were 
broken  into,  but  apparently,  the  burglar 
was  scared  away  from  his  home  by  the 
sudden  appearance  of  hallway  lights! 

There  are  other  sources  of  motion-de- 
tection controls  than  high-frequency 

sound  waves.  Mr.  Saraceni  has  installed 

a  simple  gravity  detection  device,  hid- 
den under  carpet,  in  the  Scalamandre 

fabrics  showroom  at  the  to-the-trade 

center.  The  Marketplace,  in  Philadel- 
phia. Besides  enchanting  the  many  curi- 

ous customers — who  marvel  as  light  pre- 
cedes their  tour  through  the  room — the 

system  has  cut  fuel  bills  almost  by  half. 
Still  another  system  utilizes  infrared 

light  waves,  which  seek  heat  as  a  means 
of  activating  controls.  According  to  Mr. 
Nuckolls,  ultrasonic  systems  are  more 
effective  at  filling  large  volumes,  while 
infrared  sources  can  be  better  trained  to 
cover  a  small,  specific  space. 

Even  more  powerful  than  ultrasonic 

signals  are  the  concentrated,  high-in- 
tensity light  waves  resulting  from  Laser 

(Light  Amplification  by  the  Stimulated 
Emission  of  Radiation)  technology. 

Lasers  are  being  used  to  clean  antiques, 

sculptures,  and  jewels,  to  cut  and  weld 
with  tremendous  and  rapid  force. 

The  pursuit  of  a  sensitive  device  for 
X-ray  imaging  in  space  led  a  NASA 
scientist  to  develop  a  portable  compact 

X-ray  machine  that  will  be  invaluable 
here  on  earth.  Dr.  Lo  I  Yin,  who  works 
in  a  NASA  Laboratory  for  Astronomy 
and  Solar  Physics,  in  Greenbclt,  Md., 
explains  that  the  heart  of  the  device  is  a 

"night  vision  image-amplifier"  borrowed 
from  the  U.S.  Army.  The  image-intensi- 

fying tube  amplifies  very  faint  light  into 
bright  light.  Scientists  had  already  de- 

vised a  way  to  get  X-rays  from  a  small 
phosphor  source,  but  the  visible  image 

was  very  faint.  The  army  image-intensi- 
fier  allowed  Dr.  Yin  to  couple  the  two 

technologies  into  an  X-ray  machine  that 
is  lightweight,  as  compact  as  a  pencil 
sharpener,  and  completely  portable.

The  Lixiscope,  as  the  tool  was  named, 
will  complement,  not  replace,  existing 
X-ray  technology,  according  to  Dr.  Yin. 
In  medicine  it  will  be  useful  in  surveying 
extremities.  Dentists  will  find  it  conven- 

ient for  surveying  the  mouth.  The  tool 
does  have  the  advantage  of  a  reduced 
X-ray  source,  which  will  spare  patients 
excess  exposure  to  radiation.  The  Lixi- 

scope has  a  promising  future  in  industry  ; 

as  well,  predicts  Dr.  Yin.  He  feels  the  j 
device  will  be  used  for  examination  of  |

In  two  short  decades,  the  tech-  j 
nology  that  got  us  there  has  begun  to  j 
filter  down  into  the  most  basic  aspects  | 

of  our  lives.  Take  computerized  bank-  | 
ing  transactions,  made  possible  by  mi-  j 
croelectronics.  Within  days  of  its  intro-  \ 
duction  in  New  York,  customers  were  \ 

lined  up  in  front  of  little  machines  that  j 

blink  "Hello,  may  I  help  you?" — as  if  I 
they  had  been  doing  it  all  of  their  lives. 

And  if  we  are  conditioned  to  the  rapid- 

fire  advances  of  technology,  our  chil-  j 
dren  will  be  even  more  so.  How  many 

children  over  four  years  old  have  es- 
caped being  exposed — and  enraptured  \ 

— by  the  spin-off  toys  from  Star  Wars,  j 
and  now  Battlestar  Galactical  Will  this   | 

generation — accustomed  to  rockets  and 
robots,    rather    than    teddy    bears    and 

trains — find    anything    at    all    unusual 
about  battery-powered  curtains  or  elec- 

tric walls? 

It  is  not  an  exaggeration  to  say  that 
we  are  on  the  forefront  of  a  new  scien- 

tific age — one  with  perhaps  more  mani- 
fold impact  on  our  lives  than  the  great 

industrialization  of  the  world.  We 

cheered  en  masse  as  Star  Wars'  young 
hero  dueled  with  a  Laser  gun.  Our 

media-hungry  children  watch  wide- 
eyed,  but  with  surprisingly  little  skepti- 

cism, as  Wonder  Woman  performs  her 

superhuman  teats.  Yet  while  science  fic- 
tion continues  to  draw  a  wider  and  less 

dubious  audience,  science  fact  is  rapidly 
closing  the  gap  that  has  long  kept  the 

two  light-years  apart.  Some  scientists 
feel  that  a  Six  Million  Dollar  Man 

is  a  plausible  eventuality.  Holograms — 
three-dimensional  images  on  film — are 

the  realization  of  sci-fi's  fantasy  of  de- 
materialization.  Can  there  be  much 

doubt  that  the  long-heralded  space  age 
is  not  a  probability  for  tomorrow  but  a 
reality  of  today?  ■

■  GREENING  A 
ROOFTOP 
In  creating  their  rooftop  garden,  Jerry 
Schwam  and  Tom  Pouch  (see  page  88) 
did  not  hesitate  to  fly  in  the  face  of  tradi- 

tional methods  of  growing  things.  For 

instance,  it  is  a  long-established  garden- 

ing "principle"  that  plants  need  room  to 
develop  properly.  Tom  and  Jerry,  ob- 

serving the  strong  winds  that  often  sweep 
across  city  rooftops,  decided  that  the 

best  way  to  avoid  blown-over  plants 
was  to  make  them  mutually  supportive. 

So  their  plants  are  close-set — no  more 
than  6  inches  apart.  To  compensate  for 

the  loss  of  root  room,  frequent  applica- 
tions of  fertilizer  keep  the  plants  growing 

lustily.  A  soluble  fertilizer  (Miracle- 
Gro)  is  used — at  the  strength  recom- 

mended by  the  manufacturer — every  2 
or  3  weeks,  changing  off  to  fish  emulsion 
for  every  third  or  fourth  feeding.  Even 
more  important  is  a  regular  schedule  of 
watering.  Hot  sunshine  and  drying  winds 

make  a  constant  moisture  supply  im- 
perative, so  watering  follows  the  weather 

— twice  a  day  in  hot,  rainless  periods, 

and  at  least  once  on  every  day  when  it's 
not  actually  pouring.  The  soil  is  impor- 

tant, too.  so  the  top  3  to  5  inches  is  re- 
placed every  year  to  eliminate  the  soot 

and  other  city  pollutants  that  inevitably 
accumulate.  The  soil  change  is  made  just 

after  the  spring  bulbs  finish  flowering — 
working  above  the  bulbs  themselves,  and 
leaving  their  leaves  to  mature  naturally 

— with  garden  soil,  compost,  peat  moss, 
cow  manure,  and  5-10-5  fertilizer.  This 
is  watered  down  and  allowed  to  settle  be- 

fore the  annual  plants  are  set  in  their 
places.  Tom  and  Jerry  grow  many  of 
their  annuals  from  seed,  protected  under 

panes  of  glass.  Once  seedlings  are  trans- 
planted, they  are  covered  with  domes 

of  chicken  wire  to  discourage  hungry 

pigeons.  The  rapidly-growing  annuals 
quickly  hide  the  fading  bulb  foliage 
which  is  left  until  completely  mature. 

Natural  predators — praying  mantises 
and  ladybugs — take  care  of  most  of  the 

garden's  insect  enemies,  heavy  infesta- 
tions of  aphids  are  simply  drowned  by 

the  plain  water  spray  from  a  hose,  and 
caterpillars  are  picked  oflf  by  hand.  Only 
rarely  is  it  necessary  to  use  a  chemical 

spray — malathion — for  such  intractable 
pests  as  scale  on  the  shrubby  plants. 

When  the  spray  is  used,  it  is  strictly  con- 
fined to  the  infested  plant,  never  sprayed 

around  indiscriminately.  In  late  fall,  the 
planting  boxes  are  bedded  down  for  the 
winter  with  a  light  salt  hay  mulch,  and 
rose  bushes  and  evergreens  are  given  a 

coating  of  Wilt-Pruf.  Tom  and  Jerry 
share  their  expertise  by  creating  city 
gardens  for  other  people.

glance  to  discourage  much  of  anything 
in  the  way  of  conventional  living.  To 
make  things  worse,  the  pantry  was  set 

in  a  corner  of  the  kitchen,  and  it  con- 
tained the  sink  and  counter  space;  the 

stove  and  the  refrigerator  were  outside, 

in  the  L-shaped  space  of  the  kitchen  it- 
self that  wrapped  around  the  pantry. 

The  kitchen  and  pantry  were  a  sort  of 

putrid  blue;  the  living  room  and  bed- 
room were  both  done  in  a  somber  green 

tone  with  damask  curtains  so  heavy  that 

they  made  my  grandmother's  house  look 
like  a  minimalist  design  by  Joe  D'Urso. 

My  friends  all  thought  I  was  crazy, 
and  I  have  to  admit  that  several  years  of 
writing  about  design  were  still  not 
enough  to  make  me  absolutely  certain 
that  they  were  not  right.  But  Paul  Segal, 
the  architect  who  was,  happily,  also  a 
friend  and  a  Dakota  neighbor,  thought 
the  gamble  was  worth  it.  He  was  even 

willing  to  overlook  the  fact  that  archi- 
tectural critics  are  notoriously  difficult 

clients  (we  think  we  know  everything), 
and  he  agreed  to  join  with  me  on  the  job. 

What  appealed  to  me  most  about  the 
apartment  was  the  quality  of  the  space 

it.self — the  ceilings  were  14  feet  high 
throughout,  which  made  the  spaces  feel 
like  volumes  more  than  rooms.  The 

more  I  thought  about  it  the  more  it 
seemed  as  though  the  odd  layout  could 

be  turned  to  advantage — the  apartment 
176 

could  be  made  to  take  on  some  of  the 
characteristics  of  the  sort  of  living  space 
I  had  considered  at  one  point,  a  loft. 

The  plan  was  kept  relatively  simple,  in 
part  because  the  budget  was  tight  and 
in  part  because  I  did  not  want  anything 

so  elaborate  it  would  obscure  the  gen- 
erous, simple  quality  of  the  rooms.  Da- 

kota rooms  are  large  and  rich  in  mold- 
ings, but  the  details  are  never  fussy  or 

prissy — they  stand  back  and  let  the 
spaces  speak.  There  is  a  benign  quality 
to  the  rooms  in  the  building  that  allows 
them  to  take  all  kinds  of  objects  and  all 
kinds  of  styles  within. 

The  main  principle  of  the  design  Paul 
and  I  evolved  was  that  of  building  on 

what  we  had — of  keeping  the  essence  of 
the  existing  spatial  arrangement,  not 

fighting  it.  Budgetary  considerations  pre- 
vented us  from  gutting  the  apartment 

and  starting  from  scratch  even  if  we  had 
wanted  to,  but  I  enjoyed  the  experiment 
of  trying  to  make  something  out  of  what 
was  there.  Thus  the  kitchen,  right  on  axis 
with  the  front  entrance,  remained  there, 
and  rather  than  try  to  hide  it  like  most 
New  York  apartment  kitchens,  we  gave 
in  to  its  placement  in  the  house  and 
made  it  the  centerpiece  of  the  apartment, 
enlarging  it  by  removing  the  pantry  and 
a  closet  and  starting  anew  with  the  larger 
space.  Though  I  am  not  a  serious  cook,  I 
continue  to  fantasize  about  getting  seri- 

ous about  it  someday,  and  I  grew  up  in  a 
house  with  a  large  kitchen,  so  the  idea  of 
a  kitchen  as  a  main  room  appealed  to  me. 

Paul  came  up  with  the  idea  of  elimi- 
nating a  front  closet  to  enlarge  the  en- 
trance hall,  I  did  the  kitchen  layout  that 

created  a  diagonal  axis  and  placed  the 
stove  in  a  center  island,  he  designed  the 
island  itself — we  went  back  and  forth 
like  that,  and  the  relationship,  thanks  to 
his  kind  indulgence  of  my  continuous 
flow  of  primitive  sketches,  was  a  good 

collaboration.  Paul  Segal's  own  style 
leans  toward  the  clean,  white  lines  of  the 

neo-Corbusians,  which  was  the  mode  of 
his  education  at  Princeton;  I  studied  at 
Yale  where  purism  was  less  sought  after, 
and  I  later  told  Paul  that  his  clean,  sleek 

forms  and  my  45-degree  axis  made  the 
kitchen  the  place  where  Princeton  and 
Yale  met  to  fight  it  out. 

The  center  of  the  apartment — the  en- 
trance hall  and  the  kitchen — are  sharply 

defined  white  spaces,  a  deliberate  con- 
trast to  the  rich  mahogany  paneling  of 

the  outside  corridor.  But  once  the  con- 

trast was  established  at  the  point  of  en- 
try, I  wanted  the  apartment  to  relax  a 

little,  and  as  a  result  the  two  large  end 
rooms,  the  living  room  and  the  bedroom, 
are  more  eclectic.  The  living  room  is  a 
subtle  shade  of  off-white  with  white  trim; 
the  v/alls  have  19th-century  prints  and 
early  20th-century  French  posters,  and 
the  furniture  is  an  intentional  mix  of  new 

and  old — modern,  rounded  Italian  chairs 
and  two  Aalto  tables,  but  then  an  old 
Victorian  desk  and  a  brass  chandelier. 

To  prevent  the  room  from  getting  too 

formal,  I  turned  the  axis,  setting  all  tlj 
furniture  on  a  diagonal  and  putting  tl 
room  in  motion. 

The  living  room  turned  out  to  be  rel 
tivefy  formal  nonetheless,  which  is  fin 
beesmse-both  the  kitchen  and  the  be( 
room  are  loose  and  relaxed,  and  I  HI 
the  idea  of  contrast  within  the  san 

apartment — it  is  rare  that  a  small  apar 
ment  can  stretch  to  accommodate  difFe 
ent  moods  and  styles.  One  of  the  things 
like  best  about  the  apartment  is  the  fa( 
that  there  are  places  for  two  or  thr« 

people  to  sit  in  every  room — in  tl 
kitchen,  the  bedroom,  and  the  livin 
room — and  I  can  sit  down  with  a  gue 
anywhere  depending  on  our  moods. 

The  bedroom  has  ended  up  as  a  con 
bination  bedroom,  library,  workroon 

and  sitting  room — it  is  the  largest  roo 
in  the  apartment,  and  it  really  functioi 
for  me  as  a  kind  of  studio  apartment, 

fell  rather  neatly  into  functional  areas- 
there  are  a  couple  of  chairs  around  th 
fireplace  for  a  seating  area,  a  large  a 
cove  at  one  end  has  been  made  into 

work  area,  and  the  bed  was  positione 
so  as  to  face  both  the  fireplace  and  th 
view  out  the  window.  We  designed  larg( 
heavy  bookshelves,  scaled  to  the  size 
the  room,  and  set  off  the  work  alcov 
with  a  thin  beam  containing  indirec 

lighting  to  provide  just  a  hint  of  wa 
without  the  intrusion  of  any  real  part 
tion.  The  desk  itself  is  a  big  surface,  in 
tended  to  contain  the  mess  I  always  ere 

ate  when  I  work.  It  wasn't  big  enou^ 
of  course — one's  mess  always  expand 

to  fill  the  space  available — but  I've  neve 
been  too  comfortable  working  at  a  deal 

desk,  so  I  don't  really  mind. There  is  a  lot  of  eclecticism  to  thi 

room,  too — modern  objects  like  BreuQ 
and  Eames  chairs  on  an  antique  kilin 

rug,  a  print  by  Ed  Ruscha  over  an  oli 
wooden  desk,  which  was  painted  whiti 
and  turned  into  a  bureau.  The  art  col 

lection  will  probably  never  pass  seriou 
muster,  because  I  keep  framing  thing 
I  like,  like  postcards  and  gallery  at 
nouncements,  and  dropping  them  nex 

to  "real"  graphics.  But  that,  in  a  sense 
is  the  way  the  whole  apartment  was  pu 

together — it  is  a  mix  of  things  I  like 
some  of  which  are  worth  something  b; 

collectors'  standards  and  others  of  whicl 
have  value  that  is  purely  personal.  Wi 

have  a  tendency,  I  think,  to  confus' 
things  we  admire  with  things  we  like 
and  sometimes,  especially  if  we  an 
knowledgeable  about  design,  to  fill  ou 
houses  with  objects  we  admire  mon 

than  with  objects  we  like.  If  I've  usc< 
any  criterion  in  my  own  house,  it  was  1 
demand  that  everything  in  it  fit  boti 
categories — I  want  to  be  able  to  say  no 
only  that  I  admire  the  objects  I  own.  bu 
also  that  1  like  them.  ■

For  hungry  four-legged 
friends,  why  not  bake  some 
dog  biscuits?  Combine  1  cup 

all-purpose  flour,  1  cup  whole- 
wheat flour,  V2  cup  wheat 

germ,  Vi  cup  dry  milk  (or  soy- 
milk  powder),  and  Vz  tea- 

spoon salt  in  bowl.  Cut  in  6 
tablespoons  shortening  until 
mixture  resembles  corn  meal. 

Beat  1  teaspoon  brown  sugar 
with  one  egg.  Then  stir  into 
flour  mixture.  Add  water 

gradually  to  make  a  stiff 
dough  (approximately  Vi 
cup).  Knead  on  a  floured 
board  until  dough  is  smooth 
and  pliable.  Then  roll  out  to 
1/2  -inch  thickness  and  cut  with 
a  cookie  cutter  (bone  or 
cat  shapes  are  appropriate). 

Bake  at  325°  F  until  lightly 
browned  (about  30  minutes). 
Makes  about  two  dozen  bis- 

cuits.— From  the  Dog  and 
Cat  Good  Food  Book,  by  Dr.

How  to  keep  it 
Knives  will  stay  sharper  and 

be  out  of  little  hands'  reach 
if  you  lay  them  on  a  flat  mag- 

netic rack  and  keep  them  in  a drawer.  _ 

Sweet  potatoes  can  be  stored 
throughout  the  winter  in 
warm  dry  closet,  says  Edna 
Lewis.  Refrigerating  robs 
their  flavor. 

Tomatoes  and  other  fresh  veg- 
etables can  be  picked  before 

they're  ripe  (and  before  the 
first  frost)  and  stored  in  a 

paper  bag.  If  kept  in  a  dark

Space  makers 
If  you've  run  out  of  space  in

When  cookies  arrive,  store 
them  in  a  cookie  jar  with 
some  crushed  tissue  paper  at 

the  bottom — they'll  stay  crisp- er  longer. 

A  dry  sponge  placed  at  the 
bottom  of  the  vegetable  bin  in 
your  refrigerator  will  keep 

them  fresh  by  absorbing  ex- 
tra moisture.

water  to  remove  stains  from 

Formica  scratch-free;  damp- 
ened with  water  to  relieve 

pain  from  bee  stings;  even 
mixed  with  boiling  water  to 
revive  old  brooms:  Dip  broom 
in  solution,  then  dry  in  sun. 

Short  cuts 
For  a  quick  gazpacho,  Peter 
Dunlop  gives  leftover  salad  a 
whirl  in  the  blender. 

Nothing  in  the  refrigerator  for 

short-notice  hors  d'oeuvre? 
Look  again.  Cheese  puffs  and 
cheese  fingers  can  be  made 
with  biscuit  dough:  Sprinkle 
Parmesan  cheese  over  dough, 
fold,  sprinkle  again,  fold  and 
sprinkle  once  more.  Bake  un- 

til browned.  Or,  bake  quarter- 
sized  biscuits,  spread  with 
mayonnaise  and  top  with  Par- 

mesan cheese.  Reheat  until 

cheese  melts.  Another  appe- 
tizer in  a  hurry:  Cut  small 

squares  of  toast,  spread  may- 
onnaise, add  small  slice  of 

onion  and  paprika.  Heat  un- 
til warm. 

You  don't  need  a  yogurt  ma- 
chine to  make  yogurt — it  can 

be  made  in  the  oven  or  atop 
an  electric  buffet  server  or 
radiator.  Take  a  quart  of  milk, 
heat  to  a  boil,  and  then  cool 

at  room  temperature  till  you 
can  hold  your  finger  in  it 
without  getting  burned  (about 

110^).  Add  2  tablespoons  of 
plain    yogurl,    cover   in    large 

mixing  bowl  and  keep  warm 
for  about  5  hours.  More  rec-

Let  a  pasta  pot  or  strainer 

help  you  make  soups.  Put  veg- 
etable and  meat  inside  the 

strainer,  immerse  it  in  a  larger 
stockpot  and  let  cook.  When 
the  vegetables  are  done,  just 
lift  them  out — no  need  to 
strain  the  soup. 

To  revive  bread,  place  a  damp 

paper  towel  alongside  bread, 
wrap  in  aluminum  foil,  and 

pop  in  warm  oven.  Or,  sprin- 
kle water  lightly  over  bread 

before  wrapping  in  foil  and 
heating.  A  wet,  brown  paper 

bag  will  also  do  the  trick.  Re- 
member, bread  wrapped  in 

foil  will  stay  fresher  longer.

Be  sure  to  label  and  date  with 
indelible  ink  all  items  in  the 
freezer — and  indicate  how 
many  servings  per  packet. 

Ice  trays  are  good  for  freez- 
ing sauces  or  spices  that  are 

used  in  small  quantities.  When 
frozen,  pop  from  ice  tray  and 
store  cubes  in  plastic  bag. 

For  kids,  freeze  fruit  juices 
with  toothpicks  in  the  ice  tray 

to  make  mini-popsicles.  Larg- 
er sized  treats  can  be  made 

with  small  paper  cups  and

■  STAFFORDSHIRE 
POTTERY 
From  the  markings  and  my  photograph, 
what  can  you  tell  me  about  this  jar? 

L.E.C.— Omaha,  Nebr. 

According  to  your  markings,  the  En- 
glish Staffordshire  potters  Bates,  Gildea, 

and  Walker,  active  at  Burlem  from 
1878  to  1881,  registered  your  pattern 
•'Kioto"  or  "Kyoto"  (imperial  capital 
of  Japan.  794-1868).  at  the  English 
Patent  Office  on  Nov.  24,  1 880.  The  im- 

pact of  Japan  on  the  decorative  arts  in 
England  in  the  second  half  of  the  19th 
century  had,  by  the  1880s.  become  a 

mania.  Every  mantelpiece  in  every  en- 
lightened household  displayed  at  least 

one  Japanese  fan;  parasols  served  as 
summer  firescreens;  and  asymmetry  of 
form  and  ornament  spread  to  furniture, 
silver,  pottery,  and  porcelain.

■   EUROPEAN   BIRDCAGE 
Have  you  any  idea  of  the  origin  of  my 

o!d  birdcage,  and  can  you  tell  me  some- 
thing about  the  history  of  these  cages 

through  the  years?

Chaucer,  in  his  Squieres  Tale  of  1386 

writes  of  "briddies  .  .  .  that  men  in  cases 
fcdc."  From  the  close  of  the  Middle 
Ages  onward,  a  taste  for  exotic  birds  was 
widespread  among  the  aristocracy  in 
Europe.  Early  birdcages  seem  to  have 
been  made  of  copper  or  brass  wire,  but 

cages  of  silver  and  gold  are  also  men- 

tioned. Many  of  these  costly  cages 

weren't  intended  for  real  birds  but  for 
stuffed  ones  filled  with  powdered  per- 

fumes from  Cyprus,  and  much  later  for 

mechanical  singing  birds — or  they  were 
used  as  decorative  objects.  The  majority 

of  early  cages  of  any  decorative  value 
are  of  French  or  Dutch  origin.  In  the 
18th  century,  English  cages  became 

more  abundant.  Your  cage  of  architec- 
tural design  is  European,  probably 

French,  mid- 19th  centurv.

had  a  deep  gong.  By  1901-1902,  it  was 
selling  lor  $9.20.  Probably  by  World 
War  I,  the  modji  was  no  longer  made.

CIRCUIT 
The  new  ^hiz  cameras 

Micro-electronics  moves  in  on  photography; 
plus  update  on  FM  tuning 

Q  What  is  electronics  doing  for  still 
photography? 

A  Even  simple  cameras  with  no  elec- 
tronic devices  actually  in  them  have  been 

designed  largely  through  the  use  of  com- 
puters— which  are  used  extensively  to 

develop  new,  better,  and  more  economi- 
cal lens  systems,  camera  bodies,  shut- 

ters, and  other  components.  Electronics 
also  has  improved  the  picture  from  all 
cameras,  old  and  new,  because  the  de- 

sign, manufacture,  and  processing  of 
film  are  now  computerized  operations. 

Electronics  actually  made  its  way  into 

photography  through  accessories  B^h 
as  the  light  meter  and  strobe  light.  iRnce 
then,  electronics  within  the  camera  itself 
has  made  photography  more  automatic, 
more  convenient,  and  more  versatile. 
First  the  light  meter  moved  into  the 

camera.  Then  it  took  over  the  job  of  ac- 
tually setting  the  lens  speed  or  shutter 

opening  or  both.  The  strobe  light  has 
also  moved  into  many  cameras  either  as 

a  built-in  or  removable  accessory.  Now 
the  use  of  integrated  circuits,  including 
microprocessors  (or  minicomputers), 
permits  cameras  to  do  incredibly  fast 
and  accurate  computations. 

In  advanced  cameras,  for  example, 
electronics  may  control  the  shutter  with 
extreme  precision,  carefully  timing  its 
speed  from  as  much  as  30  seconds  all  the 

way  down  to  1  / 1 000  of  a  a  second.  To- 
day there  are  cameras  with  electroni- 
cally controlled  motors  which  advance 

the  film,  cock  the  shutter,  and  permit 
pictures  to  be  taken  at  almost  movie- 
camera  speed  of  up  to  five  per  second 
for  action-shot  sequences. 

Until  very  recently,  focus  was  one 
operation  in  photography  which  seemed 
impossible  to  automate.  Now  two  auto- 

matic-focus systems  have  been  intro- 

duced, which  let  you  just  "aim  and  snap" 
to  produce  excellent  results  in  types  of 
cameras  which  formerly  required  man- 

ual focusing.  In  using  either  system,  you 
center  the  subject  in  the  viewfinder,  and 
the  camera  does  the  rest. 

The  Konica  Autofocus  AF,  a  reason- 

ably priced  35-mm  rangefinder  camera, 
uses  an  intcgratcd-circuit  sensor  to  com- 

pare two  images  and  automatically  ad- 
just the  Icns-to-film  distance  to  the  point

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where  they  are  precisely  equal.  A  new 
instant  color  camera  from  Polaroid,  the 

Sonar  OneStep  SX-70,  uses  another  in- 
genious system  to  provide  accurate  auto- 

matic focus.  When  you  partially  depress 

the  shutter  button  (or  "electronic  trig- 
ger," as  Polaroid  calls  it),  the  camera 

emits  a  series  of  inaudible  "chirps."  At 
the  same  time,  a  precise  electronic 
"clock"  is  started.  The  clock  measures 
the  exact  amount  of  time  it  takes  for  the 

chirp  to  leave  the  camera,  bounce  off  the 
subject  and  return  to  the  camera,  and 
sets  the  focus  accordingly.  You  see  the 
picture  come  into  sharp  focus  in  the 
viewfinder.  Of  course,  this  ultra-precise 
and  instant  focus  system  would  be  im- 

possible without  the  use  of  sophisticated 
micro-electronics.  One  new  35-mm  sin- 

gle-lens reflex  camera,  the  Canon  A-1, 
obviously  foreshadows  things  to  come. 
When  you  look  through  the  viewfinder 
of  this  relatively  expensive  camera,  in- 

stead of  seeing  pointers  or  dots  indicat- 
ing the  exposure  or  lens  opening,  you  see 

actual  lighted  numerals  showing  precise- 
ly the  current  status  of  the  automated 

lens  aperture  or  shutter  speed  system,  or 

both.  They're  the  same  kind  of  digits 
you  see  on  a  pocket  calculator. 

With  this  automated  camera,  you  can 
set  the  shutter  speed  and  the  camera  will 

automatically  set  the  lens  opening,  print- 
ing it  accurately  in  red  digits.  You  can 

set  the  lens  opening  and  read  the  auto- 
matic shutter-speed  numeral  in  the  view- 

er. Or  you  can  let  it  operate  in  the 

"programmed  auto  exposure"  mode  and 
it  does  both,  keeping  ̂ you  informed  of 
both  operations.  If  you  misadjust  the 

camera  so  a  proper  exposure  can't  be 
made,  you'll  read  "eeee  e  e" — for  error 
— in    the    viewfinder   window.    As    the

"digital  revolution"  in  electronics  con- 
tinues, you  can  expect  other  cameras  to 

show  adaptations  of  this  approach. 

Q  Doesn't  electronics  add  a  lot  of 
things  to  a  camera  that  can  go  wrong? 

A  There's  no  doubt  that  you  pay  a 
price  for  convenience  and  automation 
in  terms  of  both  initial  cost  and  repairs 
(and  batteries).  Electronic  devices  are 
generally  unnecessary  in  simple  snapshot 
cameras.  For  example,  while  electronic 

focusing  is  a  step  toward  more  sophis- 
ticated camera  automation,  many  sim- 

ple cameras  require  little  or  no  focusing 
by  design.  (As  another  argument  against 
automatic  focusing,  even  in  complex 
cameras,  some  people  enjoy  doing  it 
themselves,  just  as  some  drivers  get  a 
bang  out  of  shifting  gears  manually.)  In 

cameras  which  don't  need  precise  focus 
to  make  good  pictures,  there  are  some 

simple  focus  aids  which  are  highly  effec- 
tive. In  its  instant  color  cameras,  East- 

man Kodak  uses  a  "zooming  circle"  to make  certain  faces  are  in  focus.  In  the 

viewfinder  there's  a  circle  which  changes 
size  as  focus  is  adjusted.  When  the  sub- 

ject's head  just  fills  the  circle,  it's  in focus. 

In  its  new  series  of  low-cost,  tiny 
Ektra  cameras,  Kodak  seems  to  have 
deliberately  avoided  electronics.  The 
basic  Ektra  cameras  are  fixed-focus  and 
therefore  need  no  focusing  aids.  These 
cameras  are  the  first  low-cost  versions 

designed  to  use  the  new  high-speed  film 
(ASA  400),  and  the  film  cartridge  auto- 

matically sets  the  camera's  shutter — but 
by  means  of  a  mechanical  tab  rather  than 

electronically.  Inserting  a  fiipflash  auto- 
matically sets  the  shutter  speed  for  fiash 

photography.  But  even  with  a  flash,  the 
Ektra  needs  no  battery  (the  flipflash 
generates  its  own  electricity). 

Q  I  have  a  good  FM  tuner  in  my  hi-fi 

system,  but  I  still  find  it  difficult  to  lo- 
cate many  of  the  stations,  or  to  be  cer- 
tain I'm  tuned  to  the  channel  I  want. 

Are  the  manufacturers  doing  anything 
about  this  FM  tuning  problem? 

A  There's  a  new  kind  of  tuner  (also  in- 
corporated in  some  receivers),  which 

works  on  the  principle  of  "quartz  fre- 
quency synthesis"  and  ends  your  prob- lem once  and  for  all.  This  type  of  set 

uses  an  extremely  accurate  quartz-crys- 
tal oscillator  to  tune  the  stations'  exact 

frequencies.  There's  no  dial  as  such;  in- 
stead, there  is  a  digital  readout.  As  you 

tune  across  the  dial,  each  station's  exact 
frequency — such  as  103.5 — appears  in 
lighted  numerals  on  a  screen  where  the

Two  doctors  have  mapped 

out  a  fascinating  21 -day 

program.  Here's  a  look  at how  it  works

Someone  gives  what  is  called  a  "peak 
performance" — a  one-time  event  that's 
described  as  the  culmination  of  years  of 
concentrated  effort,  skill,  and  devotion 
to  an  activity.  We  usually  associalfcpeak 

performances  with  Olympic  athle||^  like 
Bruce  Jenner  or  concert  artists  like  Ar- 

tur  Rubinstein.  That  a  kind  of  "fitness" 
is  required  of  both  performers  there  is 

no  doubt,  and  that  fitness,  say  psycholo- 
gists Dr.  Richard  Corriere  and  Dr.  Jo- 
seph Hart,  is  by  no  means  limited  to 

those  who  have  spent  that  kind  of  effort 
preparing  for  the  experience.  Neither 

is  it  a  "one-time"  occurrence.  Their  fas- 
cinating new  book.  Psychological  Fit- 

ness: 21  Days  to  Feeling  Good  (Har- 
court  Brace  Jovanovich).  maps  out  a 

three-week  program  that  teaches  you 

how  to  "flex"  your  psychological  mus- 
cles in  many  areas  of  your  life.  Since 

we  automatically  accept  that  our  body's 
muscles  have  elasticity  and  flexibility 

and  must  be  "worked"  to  maintain 

our  strength  and  suppleness,  why  can't 
we  apply  the  same  images  to  per- 

sonality? Without  exercise,  it  too  can 
become  rigid,  atrophied,  and  lifeless. 
Psychological  Fitness  shows  that  peak 

performances  result  from  a  mental  atti- 
tude of  awareness,  and  from  an  appre- 

ciation of  personal  potential  in  any  one 
of  ten  areas:  work,  play,  love,  friend- 

ship/relationships, sex,  intellectual  de- 
velopment, emotional  development,  mor- 

al development,  physical  fitness,  and, 
yes,  your  sleeping  and  dreaming.  They 

call  it  "mind  jogging,"  and  the  exercises 
they've  devised  include  a  method  called 
"FIT" — how  to  use  /^eelings,  /mages, 
and  Thoughts  to  help  you  make  psycho- 

logical gains,  which  the  Drs.  Hart  and 
Corriere  believe  will  help  you  have  peak 

performances  at  peak  pleasure.  The  sys- 
tem comes  from  their  work  at  The  Cen- 

ter for  Feeling  Therapy  and  The  Clinic 

for  Functional  Counseling  and  Psycho- 
therapy in  Los  Angeles.

Week  One 

The  first  7  days  of  the  program  involve 

"stretching"  the  personality — loosening 
thoughts  from  old  mental  habits  which 
allows  for  a  freer-flowing  attitude  and 
lets  the  awkward  experiences  of  change 
stick.  Four  questions  help  you  stretch, 
called  Key  Questions,  and  the  doctors 
suggest  that  you  pose  them  to  yourself 
in  the  early  morning  when  distractions 
are  apt  to  be  least  and  habitual  attitudes, 
their  least  compelling. 

Without  a  specific  context  to  provide  a 
background  the  questions  seem  vague. 

The  point  is  to  see  how  the  "inner" world  of  thoughts  and  feelings  aligns 

with  the  "outer"  world  of  words  and  ac- 
tions. The  F-I-T  person  has  integrity 

which  means  that  the  outer  reflects  the 

inner.  Drs.  Corriere  and  Hart  call  ex- 
pression, activity,  awareness,  and  feeling 

"personality  dynamics."  They  also  add 
"contact"  as  the  fifth  dynamic  and  they 
emphasize  contact  exercises  because 

"they're  the  only  ones  you  can't  do  by 
yourself."  To  underscore  the  importance 
of  contact  exercises,  they  quote  Dr. 
James  Lynch,  scientific  director  of  the 
Psychosomatic  Clinics  at  the  University 
of  Maryland  School  of  Medicine,  who 

says,  "People  will* have  to  learn  to  take 
human  relationships  as  seriously  as  they 
do  their  exercise  and  diet.  We  would  all 

be  healthier  if  we  had  more  social  con- day 
Expression Exercises: 

Think  about  what  you  have  to  say  and 
how  you  express  it.  How  closely  do  they 
match?  Say  to  yourself  in  different  tones 

of  voice  and  at  different  volumes,  "Lm

Newsmaking  electric  cars 

Government  funding  has  produced  over  200  new  models  of 
electric  cars.  Here  are  six  you  can  order  now. 

The  electric  car  is  not  a  new  idea.  Way 

back  in  1 842,  a  Scotsman  named  David- 
son is  said  to  have  driven  the  first  electric 

car  through  Edinburgh,  and  in  the  years 
before  World  War  I,  electric  cars  like  the 
Baker  Electric  and  Detroit  Electric  were 

viable  competitors  with  neophyte  gaso- 
line and  steam-powered  automobiles. 

Electric  cars  were  particularly  popular 

with  women  in  those  days  before  the  in- 
vention of  the  self-starter  because  they 

didn't  require  arduous  cranking  to  start. 
An  electric  car  has  no  transmission  to 

shift,  no  clutch  pedal  to  manipulate. 
Driving  an  electric  car,  even  in  1910,  was 
as  easy  as  driving  a  new  Cadillac.  The 
electric  car  was  best  for  use  in  the  city, 
perfect  for  shopping  or  commuting  to 
work.  In  New  York,  London,  and  many 
other  cities,  most  taxicabs  were  electric 
during  the  Edwardian  period,  for  the 
very  practical  reasons  that  they  were 
cheaper  to  run,  easier  to  drive,  and  more 
comfortable  for  the  passengers. 

Any  electric  vehicle,  whether  built  in 

1908  or  1978,  carries  its  power  in  bat- 
teries which  must  be  periodically  re- 

charged. This  has  been  the  biggest  draw- 
back to  electric  cars  since  their  infancy, 

and  battery  manufacturers  still  haven't 
come  up  with  a  battery  that  completely 

solves  this  problem.  Even  the  most  ad- 
vanced electric  cars  have  a  maximum 

speed  of  around  55  mph,  with  a  range  of 
less  than  125  miles  before  the  batteries 

must  be  recharged.  And  with  current 
technology,  the  batteries  must  be  slowly 
recharged  over  a  period  of  six  to  eight 
hours.  Quicker  charging  is  possible,  but 

it  drastically  shortens  battery  life.  Re- 
peated draining  of  the  battery  charge 

also  shortens  its  life.  The  conventional 

lead-acid  battery  in  your  car  is  dis- 
charged only  a  fraction  for  starting,  and 

then  the  alternator  driven  by  your  car's 
gasoline  engine  recharges  it  immedi- 

ately. Electric  cars,  on  the  other  hand, 
use  a  dozen  or  more  big  batteries,  and 

they're  constantly  being  discharged  and 
recharged.  The  inexpensive  battery  in 

your  gasoline-powered  car  will  last  for 
five  or  six  years  without  trouble,  but 
even  the  best  specially  made  batteries 
must  be  replaced  every  two  years  when 
used  in  an  electric  car. 

The  Federal  government's  $160  mil- 
lion funding  program  has  produced  over 

200  different  electric  vehicles,  but  they 

all  use  the  same  basic  power  system — 

an  electric  motor  controlled  by  a  throt- 

tle-pedal connected  to  a  "chopper," 
which  controls  the  speed,  and  as  big  a 
rack  of  lead-acid  batteries  as  can  be 
fitted  into  the  car  and  still  leave  room 

for  passengers.  Gould,  Inc.,  for  example, 
a  company  which  makes  batteries,  has 
built  a  Ford  van  which  rides  and  drives 

just  like  any  other  Ford  van.  Under  the 

floor  is  literally  a  ton  of  batteries,  how- 
ever, and  the  truck  still  can  only  travel 

50  miles  at  50  mph. 
There  are  three  ways  to  work  around 

the  limited  speed  and  range  of  today's 
electric  cars.  One  is  to  develop  a  new 

type  of  battery.  General  Motors,  for  ex- 
ample, is  working  on  a  lithium-chloride 

battery  which  has  a  much  greater  storage 

capacity  and  longer  life  than  today's 
lead-acid  battery.  But  the  lithium-chlo- 

ride battery  has  problems  of  its  own,  not 

the  least  of  which  is  an  operating  tem- 
perature higher  than  that  which  is  pos- 

sible using  current  technology.  For  this 

type  of  advanced  battery  to  become  prac- 
tical, there  must  be  a  dramatic  technical 

breakthrough.  Until  the  last  few  years, 
there  was  no  need  for  a  better  battery, 

so  no  research  was  done.  With  govern- 

ment financing,  it's  only  a  matter  of  time 
before  a  new  type  of  more  efficient  bat- 

tery is  designed. 
A  second  solution  is  to  create  electric- 

ity as  the  electric  car  drives  along.  Dur- 
ing World  War  I,  for  example,  Dr.  Ferd- 

inand Porsche — who  later  designed  the 
Volkswagen  Beetle  and  the  Porsche  car 
— ^designed  a  truck  for  the  German  army 
which  had  a  gasoHne  engine  to  drive  a 
generator,  which  made  electricity  for 
electric  motors  attached  to  each  wheel.

The  theory  was  that  the  gasoline  engine 
could  run  at  its  most  efficient  constant 

speed  and  the  electric  motors  could  be 

adjusted  to  different  speeds.  Similar  "hy- 
brid" gasoline-electric  cars  are  being 

built  again.  Volkswagen  is  testing  an  un- 
usual car  which  has  a  gasoline  engine  for 

highway  driving  and  an  electric  motor 
for  city  use.  The  electric  motor  runs 
from  batteries  recharged  by  the  gasoline 

engine  while  on  the  highway.  This  hy- 
brid system  works  extremely  well,  and 

it  saves  a  significant  amount  of  energy 
and  pollution.  Another  promising  idea 

for  the  future  is  some  sort  of  hydrogen- 
chloride  "fuel  cell."  Fuel  cells  create 

electricity  directly  as  it's  needed,  and 
were  used  on  the  space  capsules  that 
NASA  sent  to  the  moon.  Within  a  few 

years,  inexpensive  fuel  cells  for  electric 
cars  will  be  a  reality. 

The  third  solution  is  simply  to  accept 

the  not-very-serious  limitations  of  to- 

day's electric  car  and  work  around  them. 
For  example,  90  percent  of  the  cars  in 
our  garages  travel  less  than  20  miles  per 
day.  This  is  well  within  the  capabilities 

of  any  electric  car.  Except  for  long-dis- 
tance vacations  and  business  trips,  to- 

day's electric  cars  could  take  over  our 
transportation  needs  with  absolutely  no 

hardships  of  any  kind.  Modern  electric 
cars  retain  all  the  quiet,  pollution-free 
reliability  traditionally  associated  with 

electricity,  plus  they've  been  upgraded 
to  offer  performance  and  range  that's 
more  than  enough  for  most  people's needs.  An  electric  car  must  be  recharged 
at  the  end  of  the  day  by  being  plugged 

into  a  wall  socket,  but  even  that  works 

out  well.  You're  asleep  while  the  car  is 
being  recharged,  and  electricity  demand 
and  rates  are  lowest  at  night.  Recharge 

costs  work  out  at  2</-  a  mile.  From  a  na- 
tional power  efiiciency  point  of  view, 

charging  electric  cars  overnight  would 

help  use  up  some  of  the  surplus  electric- 
ity that  utility  companies  currently  waste 

at  night. 

Big  electric  vehicles  are  even  more 
efficient.  Roosevelt  Island  in  Manhat- 

tan's East  River,  for  example,  runs  a  reg- 
ular bus  route  using  electric  buses  that 

cost  half  as  much  to  operate  as  the  diesel 

buses  that  v/ere  previously  used.  Impor- 
tant bonuses  in  this  heavily  populated 

residential  area  are  less  noise  and  no  pol- 
lution. The  U.S.  Post  Office  has  some 

300  electric  jeeps  that  are  being  used  for 
suburban  mail  deliveries,  and  of  course, 
all  over  Britain,  milk  has  been  delivered 
by  50,000  electric  milk  trucks  for  many 

years. 
If  battery  technology  improves,  elec- 

tric cars  have  a  good  chance  of  taking

■  ELECTRIC  CARS 
YOU  CAN  DRIVE 

One  of  the  most  successful  electric  cars 

is  the  Commuta  Car,  built  by  General 

Engines  Co.,  591  Mantua  Blvd.,  Sea- 
wells,  N.J.  08080.  The  Commuta  Car 
costs  under  $4,000,  seats  two  people, 
and  will  travel  50  niiles  at  40  mph.  This 
tiny  car  looks  like  an  aerodynamic  phone 
booth,  but  thousands  have  already  been 

sold.  They're  surprisingly  peppy  to  drive, 
and  cost  less  to  operate  than  any  gaso- 

line-driven car.  The  Commuta  Car  is 
also  just  8  feet  long,  so  it  parks  almost 
anywhere. 

Electric  Vehicle  Associates,  9100 
Bank  Street,  Cleveland,  Ohio  44125, 
manufactures  a  line  of  electric  buses  and 

trucks,  and  also  the  "Change  of  Pace" 
electric  car.  Unlike  the  unusual-looking 
Commuta  Car,  the  L  VA  car  looks  just 
like  any  other  Americ  tii  Motors  Pacer 
station  wagon,  and  drives  very  much  the

same.  Converting  an  existing  car  to 
electric  power  is  actually  a  good  plan, 

because  all  the  refinements  of  mass  pro- 
duction— a  nice  interior,  pretty  styling, 

handy  conveniences — are  retained.  The 
EVA  Pacer  can  top  55  mph  for  35  miles, 
which  makes  it  reasonable  to  use  for  sub- 

urban commuting  as  well  as  urban  tran- 
sit. It  costs  $13,328. 

By  far  the  most  unusual  electric  ve- 
hicle is  the  Yare.  It's  built  by  TP  Labora- 

tories, Box  73,  LaPorte,  Ind.  56350. 
Designed  by  Dr.  H.D.  Kesling,  the  Yare 
can  go  50  miles  at  55  mph,  seats  four 
people,  and  is  14  feet  long.  The  most 

unique  thing  about  it  is  the  body — de- 
signed to  look  just  like  a  large  egg  with 

windows — and  the  chassis — which  has 
one  wheel  on  either  side  and  single 
wheels  at  nose  and  tail,  both  of  which 
steer.  The  Yare  has  an  unusually  long 
wheel  base  for  a  smooth  ride,  and  the 
steerable  nose  and  tail  wheels  let  it  turn 
in  its  own  length  for  easy  parking.  If  you 
want  a  car  that  attracts  attention,  the 

Yare  simply  stops  people  in  their  tracks; 

they're  not  used  to  seeing  something  out 
of  Star  Wars  driving  down  the  street. 
Price  is  $20,000,  which  will  go  down  as 
demand  goes  up. 

A  prototype  of  a  hybrid  gasoline-elec- 
tric car  has  been  developed  by  Hybri- 

con.  Inc.,  I  1489  Chandler  Blvd.,  North 
Hollywood,  Calif.  91601.  Called  the 

Centaur,  this  little  car — it's  just  12  feet

HOW  TO  BE 

A  BETTER  BORROWER 

As  with  anything  else,  comparison 
shopping  for  a  loan  can  really  pay 
handsome  dividends.  Look  at  it  this 

way,  the  interest  rate  you'll  be  charged 
for  the  money  you  borrow  is  the  price 

you  have  to  pay  for  the  money.  Dif- 
ferent types  of  lending  institutions 

have  different  rates.  What's  more, 
there  is  often  also  a  great  range  of 

rates  charged  by  similar  types  of  lend- 
ing institutions.  Bank  A  may  charge 

1  or  2  percent  more  than  Bank  B — 
which  may  have  a  special  on,  say, 
auto  loans.  Lending  is  just  like  any 
other  business — specials  are  used  to 
drum  up  business. 

When  you  comparison  shop  for  a 
loan,  concentrate  on  the  annual  per- 

centage rate  (APR)  you'll  be  charged. 
That  will  help  you  avoid  the  confu- 

sion of  comparing  simple  interest  to 

compound  interest  to  interest  com- 
pounded daily.  Also  pay  close  atten- 

tion to  the  term  of  the  loan.  The  long- 
er the  loan,  the  lower  your  monthly 

payments  will  tend  to  be.  However, 

that's  somewhat  misleading.  They're 
only  lower  because  you  have  to  make 

more  payments.  If  anything,  the  in- 
terest rate  you'll  be  charged  will  prob- 

ably be  higher  than  what  it  would  be 
for  a  shorter  term  loan.  Bankers  are 

just  as  aware  of  inflation  as  you  are. 
The  longer  the  loan,  the  greater  the 
bank's  inflation  risk  is. 

Finally,  if  you  have  two  residences, 
each  in  a  different  state,  shop  around 
in  each  place.  Interest  rates  can  vary 
significantly  from  state  to  state. 

amount  you  borrow.  Active  investors 

who  borrow  a  lot  tend  to  get  the  best  in- 
terest rates.  Do  note  that  the  interest 

rate  you're  charged  is  based  on  the 
broker's  call  rate  when  you  take  out  the 
loan.  A  broker's  call  rate,  the  rate  which 
banks  charge  brokers,  is  usually  around 
1  percent  lower  than  the  prime  rate. 

(The  prime  rate  is  a  bank's  best  rate  to 
its  biggest  and  best  customers.)  If  the 
call  rate  rises,  as  it  has  frequently  been 
doing  recently,  your  interest  costs  would 
rise  with  it. 

Generally,  you  can  borrow  up  to  50 
percent  of  your  current  value  of  your 
listed  stocks,  70  percent  of  listed  bonds, 
and  as  much  as  90  percent  of  the  value 

of  Treasury  bills  and  other  types  of  gov- 
ernment securities.  The  catch  is  the 

phrase  "current  value."  If  the  current 
value  of  your  securities  falls,  as  could 
well  happen,  the  value  of  your  collateral 
falls.  Should  that  happen,  your  broker 
will  issue  a  margin  call  for  more  money 

to  bring  your  collateral  up  to  the  50  per- 
cent limit. 

For  example,  let's  assume  that  you 

borrow  50  percent  of  a  stock's  current 
value.  You're  now  on  50  percent  mar- 

gin. Assume  further  that  the  stocks  you 
used  for  this  margin  loan  are  worth  $100 
a  share  when  you  took  out  the  loan.  If 
you  borrow  $2,000  on  400  shares  of 
stock,  your  equity  in  the  margin  account 
would  be  $2,000—50  percent  of  the 
stock's  current  value.  All  well  and  good. 
However,  if  the  stock  should  drop  to 

$75  a  share,  you  would  fall  below  the 
margin  requirement  and  the  brokerage 

house  would  issue  a  "house  call"  for more  money. 

If  the  house  call  comes  at  a  time  when 

you're  really  strapped  for  funds  and 
hence  can't  come  up  with  the  money 
within  the  three  to  five  days  the  broker 

will  give  you,  your  stocks  will  be  sold. 
You  can  lower  the  risk  of  that  happen- 

ing by  using  only  stocks  that  have  a  low 
downside  risk  as  collateral. 

You  can  also  use  your  securities  as 

collateral  for  a  bank  loan.  It's  called  hy- 
pothecating your  securities.  The  irony  is 

that  while  you  can  borrow  a  larger 

amount,  you'll  also  have  to  pay  a  higher 
interest  rate.  Banks  will  generally  give 

you  between  70  and  100  percent  of  the 
value  of  listed  securities  that  sell  for 
more  than  $2  or  $3  a  share.  You  can  get 
an  amount  equal  to  50  to  70  percent  of 

marginable  over-the-counter  stocks  (ones 
not  listed  on  a  stock  exchange).  And 

you  can  get  between  80  and  100  percent 
of  the  value  of  high  quality  bonds.  Banks

Expert  tips  to  help  beginners  and  improve  basic  skills 

By  Peter  Stamberg 

If  you  have  never  hammered  a  nail  into 

wood  before,  you  will  need  some  gen- 
eral tips  on  how  to  go  about  home  build- 
ing projects.  Many  of  the  following  rec- 

ommendations are  very  basic  knowledge, 
while  others  may  be  new  and  useful  to 
the  most  experienced  carpenter.  At  the 

beginning  of  each  Peter  Stamberg  proj- 
ect (see  page  120  and  step-by-step  in- 

structions), you  will  find  a  list  of  all  the 
materials  required  to  build  the  piece  of 
furniture.  Some  of  the  materials  can  be 

obtained  at  your  local  hardware  store. 
Or  you  may  purchase  everything  under 
one  roof,  if  your  local  lumberyard  also 
has  a  full  line  of  hardware. 

■  BUYING  THE  MATERIALS 
1.  Nails.  Most  do-it-yourself  furniture 
projects  use  either  3  penny  (3d)  finish- 

ing nails  (114  inch  long)  or  4  penny 
(4d)    finishing  nails    {Wz    inch  long). 

3d  finishing  nails  are  most  commonly 
sold  in  hardware  stores  where  they  may 

be  called  ̂ 'VA  wire  brads."  Don't  be 
flustered,  they  are  one  and  the  same. 
'"Wire  brads"  come  in  several  thick- 

nesses or  gauges.  15-  or  16-gauge  are 
recommended.

stores  and  most  basic  lumberyards. 
Nails  are  generally  sold  by  the  pound. 

2.  Glue.  Borden's  has  recently  intro- 
duced a  product  called  "Elmer's  Profes- 
sional Carpenter's  Wood  Glue."

ides").  #2  pine  is  considerably  cheaper 
fian  clear  pine,  but  what  some  yards 
onsider  #2  is  just  about  good  enough 
or  firewood.  Real  #2  will  have  occa- 
ional  small,  tight  knots.  These  knots

than  the  nominal  size.  1  by  8  through  1 
by  12  are  subject  to  great  variation. 
These  variations  in  width  will  generally 
cause  no  problems.  However,  in  the  few 
instances  where  they  may,  a  note  has 
been  included  in  the  specific  instructions 
telling  you  how  to  easily  cope  with  the 
discrepancy. 

■  WHERE  TO  WORK 
Always  work  on  a  hard  surface.  Never 
try  to  nail  on  a  carpet  or  other  springy 
surface.  A  soft  surface  will  absorb  the 
force  of  the  hammer  and  can  cause  the 
wood  to  split. 

If  you  do  not  have  a  work  table,  here 
are  two  suggestions:  Work  on  the  floor, 
or  work  on  a  sheet  of  M-inch  plywood 
placed  on  a  solid  table  or  sawhorses. 

■  GENERAL  CARPENTRY 
HINTS 

1.  The  carpenter's  secret.  Before  start- 
ing nails  in  finished  carpentry,  such  as 

furniture  assembly,  you  should  blunt  the 
point  of  the  nail.  Blunting  the  nail  point 
reduces  the  chance  of  the  wood  splitting. 
You  can  blunt  a  nail  point  by  placing  the 
head  of  the  nail  on  a  hard  surface  (a 
piece  of  metal)  and  gently  tapping  the 
nail  point  with  your  hammer. 
2.  Starting  and  driving  nails.  You  should 
always  start  nails  before  applying  glue. 
If  you  drive  the  nail  into  the  first  piece 
of  wood  far  enough  so  that  the  point 
protrudes  slightly  through  the  other  side, 
the  pieces  will  not  slip  around  when  you 

apply  glue  and  hammer. 
3.  Holding  the  hammer.  Hold  the  ham- 

mer as  close  to  the  base  of  the  handle 

as  possible.  Holding  the  hammer  too 
close  to  the  hammer  head  will  reduce  the 
force  with  which  the  hammer  hits  and 

can  cause  nails  to  go  askew  or  bend.  If 
the  nail  begins  to  bend,  or  if  the  wood 
begins  to  split,  stop  nailing  and  start  a 
new  nail.  If  the  wood  is  split,  start  the 
nail  nearby,  but  not  in  the  line  of  the 
split  or  else  the  wood  will  only  split 
more. 

4.  The  perfect  glue  joint.  In  carpentry 
circles,  there  is  actually  something 
known  as  the  Perfect  Glue  Joint.  This 

is  a  connection  in  which  the  glue  joint 
is  actually  stronger  than  the  wood.  To 
achieve  a  Perfect  Glue  Joint,  spread 

glue  over  the  wood  surface  entirely  fill- 
ing the  area  being  joined,  just  inside  the 

positioning  marks.  The  pressure  of  the 
hammer  will  make  the  glue  spread  and 
seep  out  all  the  edges.  Wipe  away  excess 
glue  immediately  with  a  damp  cloth  or 
damp  paper  towel.  (Many  clear  finishes 
will  turn  white  when  applied  over  resi- 

due glue.) 

Once  the  glue  has  dried  completely, 
should  you  try  to  pull  it  apart,  the  wood 
will  fail  rather  than  the  glue  if  you  have 
achieved  a  Perfect  Glue  Joint. 

5.  Outdoor  use.  If  you  want  to  use  your 
furniture  outdoors,  you  should  screw  it 
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together,  rather  than  using  nails 
glue.  There  are  no  glues  for  home 
which  are  truly  waterproof. 

■  FINISHING 
Finishing  your  furniture,  whether  y 
use  paint  or  a  clear  finish,  is  a  very  si 

pie  job.  However,  you  should  take 
time  (and  it  can  be  a  time-consum; 
job!)  to  do  it  properly.  A  good  qual 
brush  is  a  good  investment.  No  mat 
how  good  the  brush  is,  be  sure  to 
move  loose  bristles  before  using  it 
have  also  found  the  new  sponge  brusl 
most  effective  as  well  as  economical. 

Never  prefinish  pieces  before  tl 
are  glued  together.  Prefinishing  rr 
seem  an  excellent  way  to  save  time  ai 

to  finish  even  those  hard-to-get-at  are  jlc 
However,  no  glue  will  hold  on  paint 
clear  finish. 

If  you  are  using  a  clear  finish,  5 

may  want  to  hide  some  of  the  more  ( 
trusive  nail  heads.  Do  this  by  count 

sinking  nails — that  is  driving  the  he 
below  the  surface  of  the  wood  witl 

nail  punch.  You  then  fill  the  small  hi 
above  the  nail  heads  with  Plastic  Wo<

wood.  If  you  plan  to  apply  a  transluc( 
stain  to  your  furniture,  the  stain  can 
premixed  with  Plastic  Wood  for  best 
suits.  (Note:  with  any  finishing  mater 
— Plastic  Wood,  stain,  dye,  clear  fini 

or  paint — read  the  directions  on  the  a 
Most  manufacturers  of  finishing  ma 
rials  have  taken  great  care  to  give  ac( 
rate  directions  for  best  results  with  th 

specific  product.) 
Once  the  Plastic  Wood  has  dried  co 

pletely,  sand  it  carefully  with  medii 
grain  paper,  then  fine  grain  paper,  a 
finally  with  finishing  paper.  Make  si 
that  the  entire  piece  of  furniture  is  w 
sanded  and  all  the  exposed  edges  a 
corners  are  eased  before  proceeding. 

■  PAINT 
Always  use  high-gloss  paint  for  fur 
ture.  It  prevents  hand  oils  from  seepi 
into  wood  and  is  also  the  only  pa 

which  will  stand  up  to  a  thorough  cle; 

ing. 

Before  applying  the  color  paint  y 
have  selected,  apply  a  primer  coat, 
will  save  you  money  as  well  as  give  yoi 
better  end  result.  Primers  are  less 

pensive  than  pigmented  paints.  They  v 
soak  in  and  fill  the  wood  so  that  yc 

pigment  will  not  be  wasted  as  a  fill 
Also,  paint  applies  more  evenly  ovei 
primer  than  over  raw  wood. 

{Hint:  Yellow  is  the  most  difficult  p 
ment  with  which  to  get  an  even  coli 

Yellow  has  even  less  "opacity"  th 
white.  If  you  do  wish  to  use  yellow  pai, 
which  can  be  extremely  beautiful,  ma 
sure  the  wood  is  well  primed.  A  seco 
coat  of  primer  or  even  a  coat  of  wh

paint  can  be  most  useful  under  yellow. 
The  same  holds  true  for  pastel  colors.) 

All  primers  have  different  drying 
times,  so  read  the  label  on  the  can  and 
be  patient.  Try  to  avoid  painting  on  days 
that  are  rainy  or  extremely  humid.  If, 

however,  you  have  a  piece  of  unfinished 
furniture  staring  at  you  on  a  rainy  day 
and  the  urge  to  finish  it  is  uncontrollable, 
allow  even  more  drying  time  between 

coats  than  the  manufacturer  recom- 
mends. 

Once  the  primer  has  dried  thorough- 

ly, apply  your  high-gloss  enamel  paint. 
Use  enough  paint  for  total  coverage,  but 
not  so  much  that  the  paint  will  drip  or 

run.  (Running  paint  can  be  worse  than 
running  stockings.)  Two  thin  coats  of 
paint  are  more  desirable  than  one  thick 
coat. 

■  WOOD  STAINS 
AND  DYES 

Wood  can  be  lightened,  darkened,  or 
even  dyed  a  myriad  of  exciting  colors 
using  stains  and  dyes,  which  you  can  find 
in  a  good  paint  store.  Directions  for 
using  stains  and  dyes  vary  greatly  with 
each  product.  Sales  personnel  in  paint 
stores  are  even  more  Icnowledgeable  and 
helpful  than  salespeople  in  hardware 
stores.  Tell  them  the  effect  you  want,  and 

they  can  steer  you  to  the  best  product 
for  your  needs  and  give  you  excellent 
tips  for  application. 

■  CLEAR  FINISHES 
The  number  of  clear  finishes  on  the  mar- 

ket seems  endless.  Brand  names  vary 

regionally.  Paint  stores  also  develop  their 
own  label,  not  to  make  a  quick  buck,  but 

rather  to  gain  a  happy  customer  who  will 
return.  In  New  York  City,  Janovic  Plaza 

gives  excellent  advice  as  well  as  courte- 

ous service.  McCloskey's  "Kwik  Sand" 
and  "Heirloom"  finishes  give  excellent, 

timeless  results.  The  wood  gains  an  ex- 
cellent tone,  which  looks  fresh,  yet  it  is 

hard  to  tell  whether  the  wood  is  brand 

new  or  ancient.  Benjamin  Moore's  "In- 
terior Stain,"  "Neutral  Blender,"  and 

"Hi-luster  Clear"  have  a  range  of  tones 
and  colors  large  enough  to  satisfy  many 

tastes.  Also  Aboff's  (a  Long  Island  brand) 
"Super  Poly"  finish  is  easy  to  apply  and 
gives  a  very  attractive,  sturdy  finish. 

Whatever  clear  finish  you  use,  make 

sure  that  it  is  a  "non-yellowing"  product, 
which  many  are  not. 

Finally,  all  clear  finishes  will  darken 
light  woods,  such  as  pine  or  popular, 
slightly.  They  will  also  change  darker 
woods  slightly.  Test  the  finish  you  are 
about  to  use  on  an  extra  piece  of  wood 
or  on  a  small  hidden  area.  If  you  want 
light  wood  to  stay  light,  you  can  use  a 

"wood  lightener"  or  a  bit  of  white  stain. 
A  properly  selected  wood  lightener  can 
hgliten  the  wood  with  the  first  coat  so 
that  subsequent  clear  finishes  will  return 
it  close  to  its  natural  color.  ■

Antigua: 
Old-fashioned  charm 
in  the  Caribbean 

By  Dee  Hardie 

English  Harbour,  Antigua,  above;  restored  Copper  and  Lumber  Store,  top  right 

The  island  of  Antigua  in  the  West  Indies 

is  like  a  well-behaved  young  English 

schoolboy.  At  first  you  can't  quite  figure 
out  why  you  so  enjoy  his  company.  Then 

you  realize  it's  because  he  wants  to 
please,  is  polite,  amusing,  and  is,  quite 

frankly,  nicely  old-fashioned.  Antigua 
has  these  same  qualities,  qualities  hard 
to  find  these  days,  on  or  off  islands.  This 

cup-of-tea  culture  of  easy  English  charm 
combined  with  the  flamboyant  colors 
and  spirit  of  the  Caribbean  makes  a 
lovely  mixture. 

The  island  was  discovered  early.  First, 
in  1493  by  Columbus,  who  named  it  and 
left.  But  from  the  time  it  was  settled  in 

1623  by  English  planters,  only  one  year, 
1666-7,  had  a  French  twist,  a  Gallic  oc- 

cupation. At  all  other  times,  Britannia 
ruled  the  seas  and  the  island.  Now  an 

Associated  State  within  the  Common- 

wealth, it  is  still  dehghtfully  pure- 
blooded  British.  (In  1948  a  group  of 

Americans  did  establish  an  elegant  pri- 
vate beachhead,  the  Mill  Reef  Club.) 

We  went  in  February.  But  since  the 
temperatures  vary  only  slightly  (average 

of  80°  in  winter,  85°  in  summer,  always 
accompanied  by  those  comforting  trade 

winds),  it  is  an  around-the-year  island. 
Hotel  prices  are  lower  from  mid-April  to 
mid-December,  Sailing  Week  begins  in 
late  spring;  from  July  27  to  August  7 
there  is  a  gala  carnival;  and  in  January 
a  tennis  tournament  draws  big  names  to 
the  nets.  Last  year  as  many  tourists  vis- 

ited Antigua  in  luly  as  in  December. 
When  we  flev,  in  from  San  Juan,  we 

didn't  even  know  how  to  pronounce  it. 
It's  "An-tce-ga,"  a  hard  "g"  with  a  gen- 

tle lilt. 
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We  rented  a  car  at  Coolidge  Airport 

to  drive  south  to  The  Inn  at  English  Har- 
bour. Almost  immediately  we  discovered 

the  English  understatement.  There  were

Contestants  range  from  acknowledged 

champions  to  courageous  first-timers, 
and  come  from  fourteen  different  coun- 

tries throughout  the  world.  Many  are 
also  competing  in  the  Eurolopett,  the 

European  marathon  series  which  in- 
cludes, in  addition  to  the  Finlandia  race, 

the  Dolomitenlauf  in  Austria,  Italy's 
Marcialonga,  the  90-kilometer  Konig 
Ludwig  Lauf  in  Germany,  and  the  most 

heavily  attended  (over  10,000  partici- 
pants in  1978) :  the  Vasaloppet  in  Swe- 

den. Finlandia's  first  ten  arrivals  will  re- 
ceive a  medal  of  honor  and  all  contest- 

ants who  finish  within  the  7:30  p.m.

hardly  any  road  markers  to  guide  our 
way,  and  it  was  very  dark.  If  you  are 
driving  yourself,  try  to  arrive  by  day. 
There  are  taxis  and  some  hotels  supply 
their  own  transportation,  but  we  wanted 
our  own  wheels.  When  we  finally  found 
our  hotel  that  first  night,  our  host  Peter 

Deeth  said,  "Jolly  good  show,  you  made 
it!"  And  from  then  on,  for  five  days  it 
was  a  jolly  good  show. 

A  great  many  of  the  hotels  on  this 
small  Leeward  Island,  12  by  14  miles, 
are  booked  solidly  by  Americans.  We 
chose  The  Inn  at  English  Harbour  since 
we  knew  half  the  guests  would  be  British. 
Wherever  you  stay  is  important  since 
your  resort  or  hotel  will  be  your  main 
centerpiece,  providing  sports  and  leisure, 
dining  and  entertainment.  There  is  scant 

night  life  in  St.  John's,  the  capital  and 
largest  town,  and  restaurants  are  scarce. 
We  drove  easily  all  over  the  island, 

lunching  in  different  hotels  each  day  or 
picnicking  on  some  of  the  beautiful  365 
beaches.  But  we  always  returned  to  The 
Inn  for  dinner,  sitting  on  the  outdoor 
terrace  overlooking  English  Harbour. 
Much  of  the  harbor  dockyard  has 

been  restored,  thanks  to  Friends  of  the 
English  Harbour,  founded  in  1951.  And 

when  a  British  ship  is  in  port,  the  crew 
will  often  help  tidy  up  by  painting  and 

polishing.  The  most  recent  restoration 
is  The  Copper  and  Lumber  Store,  a 
Georgian  building  of  brick  (brought 
over  as  ballast  in  return  for  rum)  which 
has  been  turned  into  holiday  apartments. 

On  the  edge  of  the  dockyard  is  the  200- 

year-old  Admiral's  Inn  with  14  rooms. 
In  its  time,  it  served  well  as  a  store  and 

police  station,  as  well  as  a  doctor's  office. We  had  a  delicious  red  snapper  lunch 

there  on  a  terrace  bordered  by  impres- 
sive 12-foot-round  stone  pillars  where 

Nelson's  warships  once  moored. 
For  a  sunset  you'll  never  forget, 

visit  nearby  Shirley  Heights,  the  ridge 
where  the  military  protected  the  naval. 
Still  standing  are  Palladian  arches,  once 

a  part  of  a  barracks,  and  a  simple  Vic- 
torian graveyard  with  touching  tributes 

from  a  time  when  grief  was  often  carved 
into  granite. 
We  made  a  one-day  plunge  into  the 

town  of  St.  John's.  If  possible,  find  out 
if  a  cruise  ship  is  in  port.  If  so,  go  an- 

other day,  as  the  town  is  small  enough 
to  be  easily  overwhelmed  by  tourists.

Getting  back 
to  roots 

How  to  grow  plants 
successfully  in  water 
By  Richard  Longer 
House  plants  are  usually  grown  for  ei- 

ther their  striking  foliage  or  for  their 

beautiful  flowers.  Roots  aren't  exactly 
something  you  rave  about.  They  are, 
after  all.  hidden  beneath  the  potted  terra 
firma.  Yet.  roots  can  be  intriguing.  And 
by  focusing  on  the  idea  of  roots  for  a 
minute,  you  may  come  up  with  some 
creative  alternatives  to  traditional  terra- 

cotta pots.  The  art  of  water  culture  in 
glass  containers  is  an  old  one.  And  it  can 

produce  striking  efi'ects  when  it  comes 
to  house  plants. 

What  you  use  as  a  container  is  as  un- 
limited as  your  imagination,  so  long  as 

it  holds  water  and  is  not  lead,  copper,  or 

brass,  which  can  be  harmful^to  plant^ 
growth.  Antique  bottles  are  often  shown 

to  their  best  efl'ect  filled  with  water  and 
plants.    Chemical   glassware,    such    as 

beakers,~FHisks,  and^  g7aduated  cylin- 
ders, is  another  possibility.  The  only  oth- 

er real  consideration,  besides  not  using 
certain  metals,  is  cleaning.  White  vinegar 

or  Clorox  works  well  with  glass — just  be 
sure  to  rinse  well  before  refilling.  A  good 
bottle  brush  can  reach  the  difiiicult  areas 

in  almost  any  container.  The  key  word 
is  almost.  Try  it  before  you  plant.  Algae 
may  grow  in  a  clear  container,  and  if  you 

can't  clean  it  out,  its  appearance  will 
spoil  your  water  garden. 

In  addition  to  a  container,  you'll  need 
some  gravel,  stones,  and  charcoal  (avail- 
able  at  pet  stores) .  A  thin  layer  of  char- 

coal will  keep  the  water  fresh.  The  layer 
of  gravel  and  stones,  washed  first,  goes 
on  top  of  the  charcoal  to  keep  it  from 
floating  up.  The  gravel  also  acts  as  an 
anchor  for  your  plants,  giving  some  of 
the  roots  a  foothold.  In  a  narrow- 
mouthed  bottle  that  naturally  holds  the 
plant  upright,  you  can  skip  both  the 
charcoal  and  the  gravel  if  you  choose. 
The  only  difference  it  will  make  is  that 

you'll  have  to  change  the  water  every 
month  instead  of  every  second  month. 
Water  does  become  stale,  losing  oxygen 
the  plant  needs. 

True  hydroponic  techniques  require 
that  a  complete  mixture  of  chemicals  be 

kept  in  suspension  to  nourish  the  plants' 
growth.  However,  the  house  plants  sug- 

gested here  are  such  rampant  growers 
that  they  will  do  fine  for  a  long  time  with 
simply  water  and  jood  Jjg^ht,  just  as 

grandma's  cuttings  rooting  in  a  glass  of

water  on  the  window  sill  did  in  years 
past.  For  best  growth,  however,  a  little 
food  does  make  a  lot  of  difference.  This 

doesn't  mean  you  have  to  have  a  chem- 
istry set.  The  water-soluble  fertilizers 

sold  for  potted  plants  will  work  fine. 
Some  plant  stores  also  now  sell  special 
mixes  for  growing  plants  in  water,  and 
you  may  want  to  try  these. 

WHAT   TO   GROW 
Almost  all  foliage  plants  can  be 
grown  in  water  with  ease.  Some 
flowering  plants  may  thrive  as  well, 

but  unless  you're  an  inveterate  ex- 
perimenter, they  are  probably  more 

trouble  than  they're  worth. 
The  whole  group  of  Syngonium, 

called  African  evergreens  or  arrow- 
heads, make  splendid  indoor  water 

plants.  They  look  as  if  they  belong 
in  water.  Keep  them  warm  and  in 
good  light.  No  direct  sun  is  needed. 

The  Chinese  evergreen,  Aglaone- 
ma,  is  probably  the  archetypical  in- 

door water  plant,  a  no-fail  grower 
requiring  only  moderately  good 
light.  Dieffenbachia,  with  relatively 
the  same  appearance,  thrives  right 
alongside  Aglaonema  under  the 
same  conditions.  Which  brings  up 

another  point.  I  here's  no  need  to 
limit  your  water  culture  to  one  plant

Regular  liquid  plant  food  is  applied  in 
the  same  strength  or  slightly  weaker  than 
that  recommended  by  the  manufacturer 
for  normal  care  of  house  plants.  The 

only  difference  is  that,  instead  of  water- 
ing your  plants  with  this  solution,  you 

grow  them  in  it.  One  more  thing.  Some 
of  these  plant  foods  turn  the  water  blue, 
or  red,  or  other  colors  that  you  may  or 

may  not  find  attractive.  Experiment  un- 
til you  find  a  nutrient  solution  you  like — 

the  plants  will  love  any  one  of  them. 

What  they  won't  love  is  too  strong  a  foot 
bath.  Water  will  evaporate  from  your 

garden,  so  you  will  have  to  top  it  up  oc- 

casionally. But  don't  top  it  up  with  more 
nutrient  solution.  This  would  produce  an 
additive  effect,  the  chemicals  eventually 

giving  your  plants  a  hotfoot  of  chemical 
burn.  Use  plain  water  when  topping  up. 

Planting  in  water 
The  easiest  way  to  start  a  water  garden 
is  with  a  cutting.  You  simply  immerse 
it  in  the  water  so  that  no  more  than  the 

upper  half  is  dry.  As  it  grows,  the  pro- 
portions will  ol  course  change.  But  by 

making  sure  that  at  least  half  the  plant

If  you  find  the  plant  thor- 
oughly rootbound  when  you 

knock  it  out.  you'll  have  to 
shear  ofl"  the  fine  roots.  This 
will  do  the  plant  no  real  harm 
as  long  as  the  main  roots  are 
kept  intact  and  as  long  as  you 
cut  off  some  of  the  top  leaves 

to  keep  the  plant's  system  in balance. 

Small  plants  can  be  low- ered into  their  containers  to 
seek  their  own  level,  with  the 
roots  more  or  less  floating  at 
will  and  the  stem  and  leaves 

supporting  themselves  on  the 
container's  edge.  Large,  tall, 

jopheavy  jplants  silcTi  as  tree ferns  and  dieffenbachias  will 

jieed  to  be  well  anchored  in 
gravel.  Unstable  plants  make 
a  mess  if  you  happen  to  brush 
against  them,  toppling  the 

container.  But  more  impor- 

tantly, plants  are  used  to  a  sta- 
ble life.  Shifting  about  in  their

Ho^  to  hang 
a  heavy  plant 

Tips  on  tool  sources, 

an  easy-to-build  ironing 
organizer,  plus  light 
bulbs  that  save  energy 

By  Deanne  Raffel 

Q  What  is  the  best  way  to  hang  a  heavy 

plant? A  A  heavy  plant  definitely  should  not 
be  suspended  from  just  any  spot  in  the 
ceiling,  because  it  literally  can  land  on 

someone's  head.  A  joist  (ceiling  beam) 
must  first  be  located  before  a  hook  can 
be  situated. 

If  the  ceiling  material  is  plasterboard, 
tap  the  ceiling  in  the  general  area  where 
you  want  to  hang  the  planter.  The  sound 
will  be  hollow  until  the  joist  is  found — 
then  the  pitch  will  be  higher.  Drill  a 
small  hole  in  the  ceiling.  Be  sure  that  the 
bit  bites  solidly  into  VA  to  Wi  inches  of 
wood.  If  it  does  not,  then  drill  another 
hole  an  inch  or  so  away  from  this  first 
one.  This  routine  must  be  followed  until 
the  beam  is  found.  Then  twist  a  heavy 
screw  hook  (purchase  at  hardware  store) 
securely  into  the  hole. 

If  the  ceiling  is  composed  of  lath  and 
plaster,  drill  a  small  hole  at  the  desired 
hook  spot.  Bend  a  2-foot  length  of  thin 
wire  in  the  middle  at  about  90  degrees 
and  slip  one  end  into  the  hole.  Rotate  it 
until  it  touches  the  joist.  Listen  carefully 
to  hear  the  approximate  area  that  the 

wire  has  struck.  Drill  a  hole  in  this  gen- 
eral vicinity.  Again,  if  the  drill  goes  into 

1  '/4  to  1  Vi  inches  of  solid  wood,  the  hook 
can  be  secured  at  this  location.  If  the 

drill  hits  wood  (wood  lath)  and  then 
continues  through  it,  try  again  until  you 
hit  solid  wood.  Sometimes  several  ex- 

cavating holes  will  be  necessary.  These 

voids  can  easily  be  patched  with  pre- 
pared vinyl  spackle.  Once  the  joist  has 

been  located  and  the  hook  secured,  slip 
a  rope  over  it  and  test  it  before  hanging 
the  plant. 

Q  Can  you  suggest  a  way  to  organize 
ironing  equipment? 

A  A  shallow  closet  can  be  attached  to 

a  wall  or  hung  on  a  door  to  hold  ironing 
board,  iron,  sprinkling  bottle,  spray 
starch,  hangers,  etc.  Above  is  a  design 
you  might  copy.  Basically  it  is  made  of 
a  l-by-6-inch  lumber  frame,  with  three 
(or  lour  if  you  hang  it  on  a  door)   at-

tached  l-by-3-inch  hanging  bars  in  back. 
You  can  have  the  wood  precut  at  your 

local  lumberyard.  You  will  need  a  Vi- 
inch  plywood  door  to  fit.  Be  sure  to 
check  the  wood  for  exact  measurement 

before  beginning  assembly.  If  the  sizes 
are  not  correct,  return  them  to  the  yard 
and  have  them  recut.  Sand  each  piece, 
then  nail  wherever  two  boards  cross. 
Use  at  least  2  nails  at  each  joint,  driving 

them  into  the  wood  in  opposing  direc- 
tions and  then  countersinking  with  a 

nailset  tool.  Support  side  shelves  on 
metal  standards  and  clips  (from  the 
hardware  store),  which  are  quickly 
secured  with  small  drive  nails.  Once  the 

door  is  hung,  add  a  magna-lock  and  a knob. 

To  hang  the  closet  on  a  wall,  locate 
and  mark  2  studs.  Drill  holes  in  the 

hanging  bars  16  inches  apart,  and  then 
pilot  holes  in  the  studs  to  coincide.  Use 
flathead  wood  screws  to  secure  closet  to 

wall.  To  hang  on  a  door,  drill  tiny  holes 

where  the  4  hanging  bars  will  be  at- 
tached. For  solid  core  doors,  attach  with 

flathead  wood  screws.  If  the  door  is  hol- 

low, then  drill  '/i -inch  holes  and  insert 
Molly  anchors.  Secure  the  closet  to  door 
with  flathead  machine  screws. 

Q  What  is  the  most  energy  efficient 

type  of  lighting? 

A  Incandescent  bulbs  produce  point 

source  lighting,  strong  shadows,  and  gen- 
erate a  lot  of  heat.  By  using  fluorescent 

lights,  you  gain  savings  two  ways.  First, 
a  fluorescent  tube  will  give  you  almost 
four  times  the  amount  of  light  for  the 
same  amount  of  incandescent  wattage. 
Secondly,  because  it  generates  less  heal.

the  fluorescent  is  less  wasteful  of  energy. 
Fixtures  are  more  costly  to  install,  and 
the  bulbs  are  more  expensive,  but  the 
initial  cost  is  soon  oftset  by  the  savings 
in  utility  bills.  Fluorescents  have  been 
improved  not  only  in  range  of  colors, 

but  in  comfort  on  the  eye.  The  most  re- 
cent are  stabilized  and  do  not  flicker 

obviously.  While  most  people  think  of 
using  them  only  in  bathrooms  and 
kitchens,  they  can  be  creatively  used  in 
any  room  in  the  house,  for  instance, 

lighting  art,  or  placed  under  built-in 
furniture  to  give  light  from  beneath. 

Q  Where  can  I  find  the  kind  of  specialty 

hardware  tools  I  need  for  doing  remodel- 
ing projects? 

A  When  your  local  hardware  store 
does  not  carry  the  tool  you  need,  inquire 
about  special  ordering  it.  If  it  is  an  item 
that  is  readily  available  at  a  supplier,  the 
store  usually  will  accommodate  you. 

Also,  try  a  large  home-repair  center  for

technical  expertise).  "Going  into  this  room  for  the  first  time  makes 

many  people  uneasy,"  he  says.  "It's  an  environment  that  nobody  has 
experienced  before.  I  had  a  similar  experience  when  I  first  went  into 

one.  One  feels  one  has  lost  one's  bearings.  But  in  later  years,  I  have 
had  to  work  a  lot  in  these  chambers  and  found  that  once  the  un- 

certainty disappeared  I  became  aware  of  the  value  of  this  perfect 
quietness.  And  then  when  I  wanted  to  think  in  depth  about  a  prob- 

lem, I  would  go  into  an  anechoic  chamber  and  work  on  it:  the 

absolute  silence  is  very  conducive  to  relaxed  concentration"

this  respect.  Under  a  Federal  standard 

that  went  into  effect  in  1971,  it  is  illegal 

for  an  employer  to  expose  an  employee 

to  noise  of  more  than  90  decibels  for  8  consecutive 
 
hours.  There  is 

also  a  revised  Noise  Control  Act  before  Congress  which  legislates 

for  noise  levels  of  trucks,  buses,  motorcycles,
  
lawnmowers,

  
and  so 

forth.  The  Environment
al  

Protection  Agency  also  sets  standards  to 

protect  people  from  a  variety  of  noises  from  trucks  to  home  appli- 
ances, even  going  so  far  as  to  propose  a  program  that  would  require 

manufacture
rs  

to  put  noise  labels  on  their  products,  so  that  con- 
sumers could  shop  around  for  less  noisy  items. 

"Our  main  thrust  is  setting  regulations  for  vacuum  cleaners,  air 
conditioners,  and  chain  saws,"  explains  a  spokesman  from  the  EPA's 
Office  of  Noise  Abatement,  "as  well  as  other  consumer  products, 
and  also  products  that  reduce  noise,  such  as  hearing  protectors, 
mufflers,  and  acoustical  tiles.  But  the  process  will  take  about  two 

years  before  you  will  see  labels  on  products  in  the  stores!' 
Meanwhile,  you  might  begin  to  think  about  the  quality  of  your 

sound  waves  at  home.  Dr.  Bose,  who  has  built  his  own  house  outside 

Boston,  took  particular  care,  as  you  might  imagine,  with  its  acoustics. 

"Many  houses  are  built  without  any  thought  at  all  for  sound  levels 
or  reverberation,  so  that,  for  instance,  you  can  hear  the  TV  in  the 
living  room  reverberating  in  the  bedroom,  or  the  kitchen  dishes 
clatter  in  the  dining  room.  Another  problem  with  many  homes  is 
something  called  standing  waves.  A  standing  wave  can  be  generated 
wherever  you  have  parallel  walls.  A  sound  wave  hits  one  wall, 

reflects  back  on  itself  from  the  opposite  wall,  and  keeps  on  repeat- 
ing itself,  making  an  unpleasant  effect  you  can  feel.  You  can  hear  it 

as  a  ringing  or  slap  echo'  when  you  clap  your  hands.  This  kind  of 
noise,  although  you  may  be  unconscious  of  it,  can  contribute  to 

tension  and  stress  within  the  family." 
Dr.  Bose  would  like  to  see  new  houses  built  with  fractionally 

nonparailel  walls.  In  an  existing  building,  you  can  break  up  these

In  fact,  nearly  every 
city  in  America  has  its  local 
auctioneer,  some  of  them  great 
characters  who  enjoy  selling 
pots  and  pans  as  much  as 
antiques  and  works  of  art. 
Everything  can  be  purchased  at 
auction.  The  back  pages  of  the 

Sunday  papers  advertise  auc- 
tions of  large  factories  and  their 

contents,  as  well  as  sales  of  art, 
antiques,  and  household  effects. 
What  are  you  looking  for? 

Old  silver,  porcelain,  a  painting, 
something  useful  or  something 
to  decorate  with?  Or  are  you  a 
collector  of  toys,  dolls,  Greek 
or  Roman  antiquities,  Oriental 
ivories,  stamps,  or  coins? 
Remember,  the  price  does  not 
have  to  be  high.  Country  sales 
sell  items  for  as  little  as  25  cents 
or  a  dollar,  and  even  the  most 
glamorous  auction  houses  in 
New  York  or  London  catalogue 
thousands  of  items  selling  for 
only  a  few  hundred  dollars. 
Auctions  offer  a  chance  to  buy

Choosing  the  auction 

Ask  around,  get  to  know  the 

reputation  of  the  local  auc- 
tioneer. Study  the  antiques, 

leisure,  or  auction  page  of  the 
newspaper  and  look  through 
the  special  magazines  and 
journals  devoted  to  art  and 

antiques,  which  list  hundreds  of 
sales.  Where  you  go  and  which 
sale  you  choose  depends  much 
on  what  you  are  looking  for 
The  local  auctioneer  may  have 

just  what  you  want.  However,  if 
you  are  collecting  something 

just  a  little  more  rare  or  so- 
phisticated, you  may  have  to 

turn  to  one  of  the  great  metro- 
politan auction  houses.  You  will 

also  see  the  best  things  go  under 
the  hammer  at  these  salesrooms, 

and  that  is  how  you  learn  about 
auctions. 

Every  auction  has  an  exhibi- 
tion period  when  the  property 

to  be  sold  is  open  for  the  inspec- 
tion of  the  public.  The  exhibi- 
tion may  last  several  hours  or 

many  days,  and  if  you  are  a 
prospective  bidder,  you  should 
always  attend  it.  It  may  be 
elegant,  with  a  fancy  cocktail 
party  to  start  it  off,  or  it  may  be 
casual,  with  objects  still  coated 
with  dust.  Each  item  or  lot 

(group  of  items)  will  have  been 
given  a  number  and  the  tag  will 
be  prominently  displayed. 
These  numbers  refer  to  the 
ordjcr  of  sale  and  will  help  you 

gauge  when  you  should  arrive 
to  hid  on  the  day  of  sale. 

Checking  out  before  sale 
Most  exhibitions  will  have  some 

sort  of  catalogue  available, 
which  you  should  buy  Even  the 
most  rudimentary  will  provide 
a  useful  checklist  for  you  to 
note  down  which  lots  are  most 

interesting  to  you.  The  better 
catalogues,  however,  provide 
important  information  about 
each  object,  giving  dates, 

attributing  authorship,  describ- 
ing damages,  and  listing  esti- 

mated prices.  At  the  largest 
auction  houses,  the  catalogues 
are  often  models  of  scholarship, 
with  numerous  illustrations,  and 

give  the  antique  collector  one 
of  his  most  important  reference 

tools.  These  catalogue  descrip- 
tions are  sometimes  guaranteed 

by  the  auction  houses.  If  within 
a  given  period,  generally  five  to 

seven  years,  the  buyer  deter- 
mines his  purchase  is  not  as 

described,  he  may  return  it  for 

a  full  refund.  However,  remem- 
ber that  most  catalogues  are 

not  guaranteed. 
At  casual  sales,  your  eyes  will 

have  to  strip  away  layers  of 
grime,  quickly  separating  good 
from  bad.  Walk  about  the  entire 

space.  Poke  into  corners,  scruti- nize the  cases,  look  through 
boxes.  Remember,  that  the  last 
auction  buff  who  went  through 
the  case  may  well  have  nudged 

the- choicest  object  in  the  dark- 
est corner.  It's  remarkable  how 

often  the  Georgian  silver  seems 

to  be  hiding  behind  the  silver- 
plate.  Do  not  be  put  off  by 

appearance.  That's  the  trick  of 
auction  exhibition.  When  noth- 

ing has  been  cleaned  up,  it  takes 
imagination  and  experience  to 
see  something  important  or 
useful  beneath  the  surface 

grime,  the  great  print  in  the 

cheap  frame,  the  18th-century 
landscape  beneath  2(X)  years  of 
varnish.  Occasionally,  a  country 
auctioneer  has  no  idea  of  how 

important  that  early  Chinese 

vase  is,  so  don't  be  put  off  by 
the  brief  catalogue  description

an  attached  greenhouse  on  the

What  this  construc- 
tion method  does  is  set  up  a 

circulation  of  air  that  maintains

At 

least  that's  what  one  would  be  tempted 
to  call  it  after  reading  a  lot  of  current 

architectural  criticism,  where  all  of  these 
terms  swarm  about  like  bees  in  search  of 

honey.  They  don't  always  make  much  sense 
to  professionals,  either:  Indeed,  if  there  is 
anything  at  all  to  be  said  about  the  period 
through  which  architecture  is  passing  right 
now,  it  is  that  architects  seem  as  confused 

about  it  as  anyone  else. 

But  it  is  not  all  jargon,  and  it  is  not  all 
pointless.  I  am  convinced  that  there  is 
something  going  on  in  architecture  that 
makes  this  period  unusual,  and  it  has  to 
do  with  a  lot  more  than  the  design  of  a  few 
esoteric,  hard-to-understand  houses.  There 
is  a  major  rethinking  going  on  by  some  of 
our  best  architects,  a  rethinking  that,  for 

all  its  rhetoric,  springs  from  a  base  of  com- 
mon sense.  What  is  happening  is  that 

architects  are  beginning  to  realize  that 

many  of  the  precepts  of  modern  archi- 
tecture that  had  guided  them  for  so  long 

were,  in  a  way,  like  the  emperor's  new 
clothes  — a  lot  of  talk,  but  not  much  reality. 
Was  there  really  a  reason  walls  had  to  have 
.so  much  glass?  Do  all  houses  have  to  have 

flat  roofs?  Must  every  wall  be  entirely  lack- 
ing in  ornament?  For  years,  architects  had 

answered  an  automatic  "yes"  to  these 
questions,  and  now  they  are  beginning  to 
feel  a  sense  of  freedom  that  lets  them 

say  "no!" 

A  lot  of  nonarchitects  had  been  saying 
no  all  the  while,  of  course,  and  that  is  part 
of  the  story.  For  architects  are  realizing 
that  the  popular  voice  is  not  always  to  be 

spurned  — that  sometimes  it  has  something 

to  say,  and  that  perhaps  the  distance  be- 
tween architects  and  the  general  public 

comes  in  part  from  the  refusal  of  architects 
to  do  enough  listening  to  what  the  users 
of  buildings  were  saying.  The  modern 

movement  in  architecture  didn't  do  too 
much  listening  — though  it  had  pretensions 
to  social  service,  it  was  really  more  of  a 
technological  and  esthetic  revolution,  a 
way  of  making  buildings  that  sprung  from 
the  new  materials  and  new  building 
methods  of  the  2()th  century,  as  well  as 

from  this  century's  dissatisfaction  with  the 
approach  to  all  the  arts  which  it  had  in- 

herited from  the  19th  century.  Modernism 
thrust  aside  history  and  threw  away  most  of 
what  had  come  before  — a  house  or  a 
church  or  a  school  should  not  look  like  a

lishment:  It  became  stodgy,  cold,  uninter- 
ested in  new  ideas.  The  general  public 

came  to  view  modern  architecture  as  sterile 

—  and  finally,  a  number  of  architects  did, 
too. 

The  way  the  profession  turned  its  ideas 
around  is  a  story  in  itself,  but  let  it  just  be 
noted  here  that  thanks  to  the  work  in  the 

195()s  of  Eero  Saarinen,  Philip  Johnson, 

and  Lx)uis  Kahn  — architects  all  very  dif- 
ferent from  each  other—  by  the  early  1960s, 

something  new  was  beginning  to  emerge. 
Robert  Venturi  was  a  leader,  and  in  his 
book  Complexity  and  Contradiciion  in 
Architecture,  he  answered  Mies  van  der 

Rohe's  famous  dictum,  "Less  is  more"  head 
on:  "Less  is  a  borei"  Venturi  shot  back,  and 

he  went  on  to  say,  "I  like  elements  which 
are  hybrid  rather  than  pure,"  compromising 
rather  than  clean,"  distorted  rather  than 
straightforward""— in  short,  the  opposite 
everything  modernism  had  stood  for.  And 
Venturi,  along  with  Charles  Moore, 
Rt>mitldoGiurgola,  and  later  Robert  Stern, 
Stanley  Tigerman.  Michael  Graves,  and  a 
number  of  other  architects,  began  to  turn 
these  notions  into  real  buildings.  Their 
buildings  break  away  from  modernism  in 
three  crucial  ways:  They  use  elements  from 
historical  styles,  figuratively  if  not  literally; 
they  use  ornament;  and  they  relate  closely 
to  their  surroundings  instead  of  existing  as 
pure,  isolated  objects,  as  so  many  modern 
buildings  do. 

Venturis  first  house  to  achieve  reknown, 
the  1962  house  for  his  mother  in  Chestnut 
Hill,  Pa.,  has  now  become  a  classic  of  the 

so-called  "post-modern""  style,  and  it  re- 
mains as  good  an  example  as  there  is  of 

what  that  style  is  after.  It  is,  at  first  glance, 

an  almost  exceedingly  primitive  house— a 
big  gable,  a  chimney  in  the  middle,  and  a 

wide  central  doorway.  It  is  almost  a  child's version  of  a  house,  and  that  is  intentional 

—  one  of  the  things  Venturi  is  trying  to  tell 
us  here  is  that  there  is  nothing  wrong  with 

that  image  of  "house""  that  we  all  carry 
around  in  our  minds,  and  that  the  modern- 

ists" desire  to  purge  architecture  of  the 
little  house  with  the  peaked  roof  and  the 
chimney  and  the  flowerboxes  out  front  and 
replace  it  with  an  abstract  box  was  wrong. 

Venturi  is  not  literally  reproducing  the 

child's  image  of  the  house,  of  course.  It 
doesn't  take  long  to  notice  the  quirks  that 
make  this  design  different  — the  great  split 
in  the  gable,  the  arch  in  wood  over  the 
doorway,  the  offset  central  entry.  All  of 
these  things  comment  inone  way  or  another 

on  the  architecture  of  the  past  (the  gable 
makes  reference  to  Blenheim  Palace),  and 

in  so  doing,  they  take  another  swipe  at 
modernism,  for  they  remind  us  that  there 
is  nothing  wrong  with  reusing  a  piece  of 
history  that  gives  one  pleasure.  Now,  the 
Venturi  house,  like  so  many  houses  of  our 
times,  is  in  part  a  polemic:  It  exists  to 
convey  a  set  of  ideas  as  much  as  to  shelter 

a  family"s  life.  But  architecture  has  always 
done  this;  the  single-family  house  has  al- 

ways been  a  laboratory  for  ideas,  a  place 
in  which  architectural  themes  are  tried  out 

on  a  small  scale.  The  point  with  a  house 
like  this  one  is  not  that  it  is  a  vehicle  for 

ideas,  but  the  validity  of  the  ideas  them- 
selves. 

In  Venturi"s  work,  the  underlying  ideas 
have  a  considerable  common  sense.  They

us,"  says  Sheila  Isham,  whose  views  were  very  much  influenced 
by  the  years  she  and  her  husband  hved  in  the  East.  Architect 

Charles  Moore,  whom  Heyward  Isham  says  "is  gifted  with  an 
almost  mystical  ability  to  interpret  his  clients'  dreams,"  de- 

signed the  potential  for  change  right  into  their  house.  The  house 
changes  with  the  shift  of  light  and  seasons  that  enter  through 
the  windows  and  sliding  glass  doors  from  the  fields  and  central 
court,  [nfinitely  adaptable,  the  three  units  enable  everyone  to 
create  his  own  space,  enclosing  the  court  that  draws  the  house 
and  its  inhabitants  together.

Method 
•  Cast  on  stitches.  The  number  will 

vary  according  to  the  window  width. 
•  Work  in  pattern  as  follows:  Garter 
stitch  (knit  every  row,  do  not  join 
rounds).  Openwork  row  (wind  yarn 
around  right  needle  twice.  On  following 
row,  knit  through  only  one  loop). 
•  To  make  a  bed  cover  or  throw,  knit 
16  rows  in  garter  stitch,  followed  by  an 
openwork  row.  Continue  this  sequence 
until  worked  to  desired  length.  Bind  off. 
•  When  making  curtains,  compensate 
for  the  weight  of  the  panels  (which 
lengthens  the  lower  rows)  by  decreasing 
the  number  of  rows  of  garter  stitching 
as  the  length  of  the  curtain  increases. 
Knit  16  rows  in  garter  stitch,  followed 
by  an  openwork  row.  Repeat  3  times. 

Knit  14  rows  of  garter  stitch,  then  open- 
work. Repeat  3  times.  Knit  12  rows,  then 

openwork.  Repeat  3  times.  Continue  de- 
creasing by  two  rows  every  three  times 

to  desired  length.  Bind  off.

Blanching  and  parboiling 
as  terms  are  used 
interchangeably.  Usually 
the  cooking  water  will  be 
well  salted  to  preserve  the 

vegetables'  color.  However, 
if  you  want  to  use  the 
cooking  liquid  for  another 
purpose,  go  easy  on  the  salt 
or  leave  it  out. 

It  is  best  to  have  a  bowl 
or  sinkful  of  ice  water 

ready  into  which  to  plunge 
the  blanched  vegetables 
immediately  after  draining. 
The  cold  water  sets  the 
color  and  stops  the  cooking 
fast,  so  vegetables  will 
not  overcook. 

Twice  a  week,  buy  several 
pounds  of  green  beans, 
broccoli,  or  any  seasonal 
vegetable  that  looks  crisp 
and  fresh.  If  green  beans, 
trim  just  the  stem  end  (the 
tip  has  a  higher  concentration 
of  vitamins,  so  keep  it  on ) . 
Slant-cut  broccoli  and 
blanch  stems  separately 
from  flowerets.  If  you  have

SPIRITS 
Sip  for  flavor 

"Sippin  whiskeys'  and 
liqueur  rums — smooth  aged 
spirits  to  enjoy  as 
you  would  a  fine  brandy 

By  William  P.  Rayner 

Tasting,  nipping,  tippling,  quaffing,  swig- 
ging, and  guzzling,  though  accepted  forms 

of  imbibing,  are  not  the  approved  methods 
employed  by  connoisseurs  for  savoring 

spirits— that  is  reserved  to  sipping.  For  sip- 
pinjc  is  the  technique  by  which  the  full 
aroina  of  the  libation  is  liberated,  and 
through  which  devotees  of  differing  spirits 
become  disciples  of  specific  brands.  It  is  a 
stern  test  for  outside  flavors,  and  cooling 
agents  may  not  come  into  play.  The  liquor 
taken  neat  must  be  inhaled,  sipped,  almost 
chewed,  rolled  slowly  over  the  tongue,  and 
drunk  at  leisure. 

Among  the  great  sipping  spirits  of  the 
Western  world,  Bourbon,  Irish  whiskey, 
rum,  rye,  and  Scotch  have  their  followers 
who  delight  in  chauvinism  and  will  defend 
the  very  special  properties  of  their  own 
favorite  with  the  fervor  of  a  Spinoza.  The 
great  American  sipping  whiskey,  Bourbon, 

is  so  intertwined  with  our  history  that  Con- 
gress has  set  standards  to  assure  fine  quality. 

To  conform  to  the  law,  among  other  things, 
it  must  contain  at  least  51  percent  corn  (in 
practice  Bourbon  is  60  percent  to  75  percent 
corn  base)  to  which  smaller  grains  such  as 
rye  and  barley  are  added,  and  it  must  be 
stored  for  a  period  of  4  to  8  years  in  white 
oak  barrels  which  have  been  charred  on  the 

inside.  Any  Southerner  will  gladly  point  out 
to  a  Scotsman  that  these  white  oak  barrels 

may  be  used  to  age  Bourbon  only  one  time 
and  are  then  sold  to  thrifty  Caledonians 

who  employ  them  for  aging  their  Scotch — 
the  inference  being  that  they  are  a  bit  of  a 

hand-me-down.  The  Scotsman  will  respond 
that  it  is  just  the  antique  properties  these 

cured  barrels  have  acquired  which  are  im- 
portant, and  any  Southerner  who  is  silly 

enough  to  let  them  go  deserves  to  drink  the 

second-best  whiskey.  This  can  lead  to  a  re- 
joinder, but  it  can  also  lead  to  a  discussion 

of  history,  for  Bourbon  and  Scotch  are  as 
much  a  part  of  their  respective  heritages  as 
the  goatee,  string  tie,  and  straight  cane  are 
to  the  Southerner  and  the  kilt,  bagpipe,  and 
dirk  are  to  the  Scotsman.  For  the  Souther- 

ner, Bourbon  evokes  stories  of  how  our 
great  artist  John  James  Audubon  loaded  a 
boat  in  Henderson,  Kentucky  with  300  bar- 

rels of  sour  mash  whiskey  and  paddled  it 
down  the  Ohio  River  to  (icneva  where  he 

sold  it  for  an  8(X)  percent  markup.  How 
i  ;6 

Davy  Crockett  went  to  Congress  on  a  cam- 
paign promise  to  lead  his  constituents  to  the 

mouth  of  the  barrel  of  whiskey.  How  Presi- 
dent Lincoln,  when  told  that  General  Grant 

was  drinking  too  much,  remarked,  "I  wish  I 
knew  what  kind  of  whiskey  he  drank.  I 

would  send  it  to  my  other  generals."  When 
he  discovered  the  brand,  which  happened  to 
be  Old  Crow,  a  case  was  dispatched  to 
Grant.  It  is  the  Southerner  who  will  report, 
in  fact,  that  the  drink  was  born  in  Bourbon 

country  on  the  first  year  of  our  inde- 

pendence in  1789.  The  Scotsman  will  re- 

spond that  "Uisge  Beatha"  (Gallic  for  "the 
water  of  life")  has  on  record  been  brewed 
since  1494  or  "two  years  after  the  discovery 
of  your  wee  country"  and  therefore  has  the 
advantage  of  300  years  of  experience.  One 
thing  both  men  will  agree  upon,  however,  is 

the  corollary  to  Gresham's  Law  that  bad 
taxes  drive  out  good  whiskey.  For  in  Scot- 

land, and  in  the  States  at  about  the  same 
time,  politicians  imposed  heavy  duties  on 
alcohol,  which  in  1791  caused  the  Whisky 
Rebellion  that  Washington  dispatched 
Hamilton  and  13,000  troops  to  quell,  while 

to  Scotland  the  "savagely  repressive  taxes" 
of  George  III  made  illicit  stills  as  common  as 
the  kilt.  It  is  interesting  to  note  that 
Hamilton  had  more  troops  at  his  disposal  to 
do  battle  with  the  brewers  than  Washington 
had  at  Valley  Forge  to  fight  an  earlier  war 
with  George  III.  Of  course,  what  this  all 
points  out  is  that  whiskey  is  easy  to  make. 
The  primary  difference  is  the  grain  used: 
Bourbon  is  made  from  corn,  Scotch  and 
Irish  whiskey  from  barley,  and  rye  from  rye. 
Turning  them  to  alcohol  is  a  matter  of 
grinding  the  grain  into  meal,  combining  it 
with  water  to  form  a  mash,  and  cooking  it  to 
release  the  starch,  then  adding  malt  to 
change  the  starch  to  sugar,  and  cooling.  The 
mash  is  placed  in  a  fermentation  vat  with 
yeast,  which  transforms  the  sugar  to 
alcohol.  From  there  it  is  pumped  into  a  still 

where  the  heat  vaporizes  the  fermented  liq- 

uid at  about  173°,  leaving  the  water  behind, 
whichof  course  needs  a  temperature  of  212° 
to  form  steam.  The  alcoholic  vapors  are 
cooled,  condensed  back  into  liquid  known 
as  low  wine.  The  low  wine  is  distilled  a  se- 

cond time  to  become  high  wine.  Distilled 
water  is  added  to  reduce  the  proof,  and  the 
whiskey  is  placed  in  oak  barrels  for  aging. 

That  is  the  basic  process,  but  each  "sipping 
spirit"  may  add  its  own  refinement.  "Ten- 

nessee Whiskey"  or  Jack  Daniels  filters 
what  comes  from  the  stills  through  vats  fill- 

ed with  10  feet  of  charcoal.  All  Bourbons 

such  as  Maker's  Mark,  Old  Fitzgerald, 
Virginia  Gentleman,  Old  GrandDad,  and 
Wild  Turkey  are  aged  in  white  oak  barrels 
that  have  been  charred  on  the  inside  to 
caramelize  the  wood  and  lend  color  to  the 

whiskey.  Many  Bourbons  are  still  referred

to  as  "sour  mash , ' '  which  simply  means  that 
some  of  the  previous  distillation  is  used  to 
aid  in  fermentation  of  a  new  batch  of  mash . 

It  is  rather  an  "old  tie"  system  where  one 
generation  looks  after  the  next. 

Grand  Scotches  subscribe  to  the  "old  tie" 

system,  too,  and  for  them  it's  a  very  "old 
tie."  Here  each  generation  of  Glenlivet  is 
made  from  straight  barley  malt  to  which  no 

outside  "maize  or  foreign  grain"  may  be  in- 
troduced to  contaminate  the  pure  bloodline. 

Each  generation  is  twice  distilled  at  low 

temperature  to  retain  the  barley's  character 
and  then  is  aged  for  12  years  to  create  a  per- 

sonality. It  graduates  smoky  and  smooth  as 

does  its  older  cousin  the  21 -year -old  blend 
of  Chivas  Royal  Salute.  Then  there  is  the 
lesser  known  but  equally  fine  straight 

Laphroaig  (pronounced  La  Froya)  which  is 
aged  for  10  years. 

Like  Scotch,  the  primary  grain  of  Irish 
whiskey  is  barley,  though  unlike  Scotch  the 
Irish  do  not  permeate  the  roasting  barley 
and  malt  with  burning  peat ,  so  their  whiskey 
does  not  have  a  smoky  flavor.  Also  they 
distill  their  whiskey  three  times  rather  than 
twice,  and  they  have  been  doing  it  nearly 
1,500  years.  This,  in  Irish  eyes,  makes  it 
three  times  as  good  as  Scotch  and  nearly 
eight  times  that  of  Bourbon.  Also  they  are 

eager  to  point  out  that  the  old  Bushmills' 
plant  in  Ulster  is  the  world's  oldest  con- 

tinuous operating  distillery  which  was 

founded  by  James  I's  deputy  Thomas 
Philips  in  1608.  They  are,  however,  less 
eager  to  acknowledge  that  when  Sir  Thomas 
was  granted  permission  to  issue  patents  to 
distill,  by  his  liege  lord  and  master,  he  issued 
the  first  one  to  himself.  But  this  is  not  sur- 

prising, for  the  Irish  have  all  along  exhibited 

a  fine  sense  of  priorities,  as  when  they  im- 
ported the  first  steam  engine  it  was  not  used 

to  power  locomotives,  thrash  grain  or  card 
fiax,  but  rather  to  generate  energy  for  Sir 

John  Power's  distillery  in  Dublin.  Today 
"Old  Bushmills,"  "Powers  Gold  Label," 
and  "Sir  John  Jameson"  are  still  among  the 
finest  sipping  whiskeys  in  the  Western 
world. 

Like  Bourbon,  the  formula  for  making 
rye  is  set  down  by  our  law  which  states  that  it 
must  contain  at  least  51  percent  of  its 

namesake.  This  "pumpernickel"  grain  is  as 
interesting  as  the  liquid's  flavor  in  that  it  was 
"domesticated"  later  than  wheat  and  other 
staple  grains,  for  it  has  not  been  found  in 

tombs  such  as  the  Pharaohs'  or  the  ruins  of 
primitive  Swiss  lake  dwellings.  It  apparently 
was  developed  somewhat  later  in  Europe 
and  has  been  used  as  the  primary  grain  in 
American  rye  whiskey  since  about  the  time 

of  our  revolution.  Among  the  earliest  prac- 
titioners were  the  Overholts,  who  in  1810 

established  their  brand  in  the  western  Penn- 
sylvania county  of  West  Overton.  A  cousin, 

Henry  Clay  Frick,  "clerked"  in  their  firm 
before  floating  a  loan  with  Andrew  Mellon 
and  forming  a  partnership  with  Andrew 
Carnegie  to  take  advantage  of  the  rich  coal 

lodes  that  lay  below  the  rye.  It  is  pres

some  abstract  theory,  it  is  ahogether  likely 

that  post-modernists  will  deal  more  seri- 
ously with  questions  of  space,  scale,  plan, 

composition,  procession,  and  so  forth- 
with architectures  very  fundamentals— 

than  previous  generations  have  done.  The 
work  of  the  best  designers  around  today 
succeeds  for  that  reason  — their  rhetoric 

aside,  they  know  the  basics,  they  know- 
how  to  make  space  and  plan  and  form,  and 
they  care  more  about  this  than  about 
theories. 

Richard  F.  Brown,  the  director  of  the 

Kimbell  Museum  in  Fort  Worth,  the  great 
Kahn  building  finished  in  1972,  once  told 
me  he  hired  Lx)uis  Kahn  to  do  the  design 

because  "I  thought  he  would  approach  the 
problem  of  designing  a  museum  as  if  for  the 

first  lime,  like  Adam!'  That  attitude,  that 
freedom  from  theory  but  devotion  to  a 
basic  search,  is  something  that  architects 
should  have  been  doing  all  along,  and  the 
fact  that  more  of  them  are  doing  it  today 
makes  this,  for  all  its  confusion,  a  time  of 

great  excitement  and  promise.

the  sound  and  prevents  it  from  bouncing 
back  and  forth  on  itself.  Adding  soft 

things  like  upholstered  chairs  or  otto- 
mans can  also  help  by  absorbing  the 

sound. 
Reverberation  noises  from  household 

equipment  can  be  reduced  by  remount- 
ing washing  machines,  for  example,  on 

rubber  pads,  or  by  fixing  the  equipment 
with  rubber  mounts  into  a  cabinet  or 

wall  in  such  a  way  that  it  does  not  move 

— since  sound  is  basically  vibration.  In 

Dr.  Bose's  kitchen,  he  has  installed 
wooden  slats  in  the  ceiling  above  the 
sink,  with  a  layer  of  fiberglass  between 
the  slats  and  the  roof,  so  that  the  sound 

goes  through  the  slats  and  is  absorbed 
by  the  fiberglass. 

Carpets  are  well  known  to  ease  sound 
problems.  A  test  done  by  Kodaras 
Acoustical  Laboratories  in  Elmhurst, 

N.Y.,  revealed  that  carpet  substantially 
reduced  three  kinds  of  noise — airborne 
noise,  floor  surface  noise  within  a  room, 
and  impact  noise  to  rooms  below.  All 
types  of  carpet  will  have  this  effect,  but 
the  best  possible  results  are  obtained 
from  a  high  pile  and  a  cushion  of  foam 

rubber,  all-hair,  all-jute  felt,  or  a  com- 
bination of  hair-jute-foam  rubber  latex. 

Walls  also  can  be  covered  with  carpet, 
fabric,  or  padding  for  sound  absorption. 
Assuming  that  you  have  tried  to 

"acoustic-ize""  your  home  and  still  feel 
the  need  for  a  more  noise- free  environ- 

ment, other  devices  are  available.  Ear- 
plugs arc  made  in  a  variety  of  designs 

(Caswcll-Masscy  in  New  York  sells 

"Boules  Quics"  Ear  Plugs  at  $3  for  a  box 
of  14),  but  a  more  contemporary  tcch- 
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nique — a  "psychoacoustic  record" — has 
been  invented  by  Syntonic  Research,  a 
company  which  produces  records  and 

tapes  of  what  they  call  "Environments," for  instance,  The  Ultimate  Seashore, 
Wind  ill  the  Trees,  Gentle  Rain  in  a  Pine 
Forest,  and  The  Ultimate  Heartbeat. 

Mike  Kron,  of  Syntonic  Research,  ex- 
plains that  what  they  are  really  produc- 

ing is  "synthetic  sound,"  i.e.,  a  white 
sound  that  blocks  out  or  neutralizes  oth- 

er sounds.  "People  basically  don't  like 
silence,"  he  says,  "so  we  create  a  sooth- 

ing, peaceful  sound,  designed  to  be 
played  at  low  volume,  that  you  can  read 

to,  sleep  to,  meditate  to.  or  relax  to." Whether  we  are  really  beginning  to 
control  the  noise  in  our  environment  is 

questionable.  The  Noise  Abatement 
office  of  the  EPA  is  certainly  working  at 
it.  Dr.  Bose  believes  that  more  and  more 

architects  are  learning  about  acoustics 
and  will  design  new  homes  accordingly. 
They  are  already  practicing  these  skills 

in  restaurant  design — and  look  how  de- 
signers succeeded  in  controlling  car 

noise.  Dr.  Bose  also  thinks  that  as  inter- 
est in  good  music  grows,  and  as  more 

sensitive  sound  equipment  becomes 
available,  people  will  realize  that  they 

could  enjoy  better  sound.  We  are  becom- 
ing more  expert  about  the  sounds  around 

us — and  in  this  way  knowledge  of  acous- 
tics is  entering  our  lives.  ■

burden  is  on  the  buyer  to  decide  what 
damage  or  what  restoration  there  is  and 
how  that  will  affect  his  bid.  (In  this  light, 

always  remember  never  to  bid  on  some- 
thing that  you  have  not  seen  during  the 

presale  exhibition,  even  if  it  seems  to  be 

going  very  cheaply.  Some  of  those  "off 
the  cuff  bargains"  can  be  expensive  mis- 

takes.) Remember,  you  are  buying 

something  used,  so  don't  be  disappoint- 
ed by  small  chips  and  scratches.  Just 

know  about  them  before  you  bid. 
But  how  to  decide  what  to  bid?  A 

comparison  with  comparable  modern 
items  might  give  you  a  basis  for  value. 
After  all.  a  modern  china  bowl  with 

painted  designs  may  cost  $25.  Spending 

at  least  that  much  for  a  hand-painted 
19th-century  bowl  is  clearly  not  out  of 
line.  Go  to  several  auctions.  Visit  an- 

tiques stores.  Certain  items  always  seem 
to  command  roughly  the  same  prices.

There's  a  change  in  domes- 
tic policy  going  on  at  the 

White  House.  By  May,  ap- 
proximately 76  percent  of 

all  hot  water  used  in  the 

West  Wing  will  be  heated  by 
solar  energy.  This  includes 
the  Oval  Office,  Cabinet 
Room,  Senior  Staff  offices. 
Staff  Dining  Room,  and 
Press  Rooms.  Four  rows  of 

solar  collectors  covering  600 

square  feet  are  being  in- 
stalled on  the  roof  behind 

the  Oval  Office.  An  800- 
gallon  water  tank  will  be 
heated,  and  an  average  of 
600  gallons  of  water  used 
daily.  The  residential  area  of 

the  White  House  will  not  be 

affected,  although  the  sys- 
tem is  set  up  so  that  it  can 

be  expanded.  Cost  of  the 
project  is  estimated  by  the 
White  House  to  be  $24,000 

for  installation  and  hard- 
ware, and  it  is  expected  that 

annual  fuel  bills  will  be  re- 
duced by  $1000.  This  type 

of  energy  conversion  is  like- 
ly to  make  its  way  to  other 

Federal  buildings.  "We're working  closely  with  other 
Federal  agencies  to  move 
towards  greater  uses  of  solar 

facilities,"  says  Omi  Walden, 
Assistant  Secretary  of  Con- 

servation. Congress  has  set 
aside  $100  million  for  that 

purpose.  1^

Undercover 

eye  care 
The  skin  around  your 

eyes  is  thin  and  deli- 
cate and,  compared  to 

the  rest  of  your  skin, 
it  has  few  oil  glands  to 

keep  it  soft  and  supple.  "It's  important to  lock  in  whatever  natural  moisture 

there  is,"  says  Dr.  Kurtin,  who  recom- 
mends using  eye  creams  regularly  morn- 

ing and  evening — and  never  using  astrin- 
gents around  the  eyes. 

"Young  skin  is  best  lubricated  by  a 
light  lotion,  but  as  you  get  older  you 

might  want  to  use  a  heavier  cream."  One 
word  of  warning:  "Don't  overlubricate. 
Excessive  amounts  of  oil  around  the 

sensitive  eye  areas  can  cause  swelling, 
irritation,  or  milium  (little  white  bumps) 

on  the  eyelids  and  under-eye  area." 
No  matter  how  conscientiously  you 

lubricate,  the  skin  around  your  eyes  will 

wrinkle.  "It's  constantly  being  pulled 
and  stretched  as  you  blink  or  squint  or 

smile,"  says  Dr.  Kurtin.  "How  much 
you'll  wrinkle  is  determined  genetically, 
and  by  how  much  you're  exposed  to  the

swelling  can  be  exacerbated  by  ciga- 
rettes, alcohol,  or  fatty  foods.

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Dry-eyed?

by  overexposure  to  wind  and  sun." 

I  Food  for  the  eye? 

y^j/j,,,\  Vitamin  A  (whose 
source  is  in  dairy  prod- 

ucts, fresh  leafy  green 

vegetables,  and  yellow 
fruits  and  vegetables) 

has  always  been  asso- 

ciated with  good  vision.  That's  because 
a  deficiency  of  vitamin  A  interferes  with 
the  production  of  rhodopsin,  the  pigment 
found  (in  the  rods)  in  the  retina  that 

helps  you  distinguish  between  light  and 
dark. 

"Most  American  diets  have  adequate 
supplies  of  vitamin  A  to  nourish  the  eyes 

and  don't  need  supplementing,"  says  Dr. Kochman. 

Tips  on 
using  eye  makeup 
"When  you  apply  eye 

makeup,  be  careful  to 
keep  it  out  of  your 

eyes,"  says  Dr.  Koch- 
man. "Your  eyes  are 

extremely  sensitive  and  can  be  irritated 

by  makeup."  In  fact,  if  your  eyes  are 
easily  irritated,  consider  a  hypoallergen- 
ic  makeup — makeup  with  ingredients 
free  of  all  known  irritants. 

If  you  wear  contact  lenses,  you  might 
want  to  use  a  mascara  without  fibers, 
since  fibers  can  find  their  way  into  your 

eyes  to  cause  irritation.  Look  for  a  mas- 
cara that  doesn't  list  "contains  fibers"  in

New  developments 

in  photosensitive 
lenses 
Photosensitive  lenses 
have  been  improved 
so  that  they  can 

change  color  in  less 
than  thirty  seconds.  There  are  still  two 

types  of  photosensitive  lenses — one  for 
outdoor  wear,  one  for  indoors — because, 

says  Dr.  Cooper,  "The  lightest  indoor 
shade  can  never  get  dark  enough  for  out- 

doors, and  the  darkest  outdoor  shade 

can  never  get  light  enough  for  comfort- 

able wear  indoors." Although  outdoor  photosensitive 

lenses  meet  most  people's  needs,  those 
who  are  exposed  to  very  bright  light — 
on  the  beach  or  high  in  the  mountains 
— should  use  dark  brown  or  gray  lenses. 
"Photosensitive  lenses  do  not  filter  as 
much  light  as  the  darkest  brown  or  gray 

lenses,"  says  Dr.  Cooper. 

Invisible  lenses 

There's  a  new  bifocal 
lens  available  that 
shows  no  sign  of  the 
line  which  divides  the 
near  and  far  viewing 

segments.  The  new 
lenses  come  in  a  variety  of  sizes  and  can 
be  tinted  any  color,  including  gradients. 

Aspheric  lenses,  the  lenses  cataract 
patients  are  fitted  with  after  lens  removal 
surgery,  have  also  been  improved.  The 
lenses,  which  have  traditionally  been 
thick  with  a  center  circle  of  strong  pre- 

scription, are  thinner  and  have  a  prism 

bifocal  that's  barely  distinguishable. 
They  provide  a  wider  field  of  vision  than 
the  old  lenses,  and  they  are  available  in 
fourteen  shades  and  in  gradients.

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The  private  eye 

Now  you  can  wear 
contact  lenses  for  up 

to  a  week  without  re- 
moval. The  new  ex- 

tended-wear contact 

lenses  are  gas-perme- 
able, letting  oxygen  through  to  the  cor- 

nea even  while  you  sleep. 

In  England  and  Canada,  some  of  these 
extended-wear  contact  lenses  arc  made 
of  silicone  and  can  be  worn  for  months 

without  removal.  These  lenses  are  await- 

ing approval  by  the  U.S.  Federal  Drug 
Administration. 

Also  awaiting  FDA  sanction  is  a  new 
soft  bifocal  contact  lens.   (All  of  those 

currently  on  the  market  arc  hard  lenses.)

Glaucoma,  an  increase 

in  the  pressure  of  the 
fluids  within  the  eye, 

turns  up  in  3  percent 
of  the  population  and  can  lead  to  partial 

or  complete  loss  of  sight.  Doctors  regu- 
larly measure  the  intraocular  pressure  in 

every  thorough  eye  examination  be- 
cause, when  detected  early  enough,  the 

most  common  forms  of  glaucoma  can  be 
treated  with  medication  so  that  sight  will 
not  be  impaired. 

But,  according  to  Dr.  Kochman,  the 

tension  test  is  only  the  beginning  in  de- 
termining whether  or  not  a  patient  has 

glaucoma.  The  upper  limit  of  a  normal 
intraocular  pressure  is  20-21  millimeters 
of  mercury,  says  Dr.  Kochman.  But,  he 

has  seen  patients  with  pressures  of  17- 
18  who  have  glaucoma,  while  others 

with  pressures  of  25-28  do  not.  "Glau- 
coma should  not  be  confused  with 

simple  ocular  hypertension,  which  is  an 
increase  in  the  pressure  within  the  eye 
that  does  not  in  itself  damage  sight,  but 

should  be  watched  closely  by  a  physi- 

cian." 

When  should  you  see  an  eye 
doctor? 

"The  eye  is  equipped  to  take  pretty  good 
care  of  itself,"  says  Dr.  Kochman.  "But 
even  if  you  see  clearly  and  effortlessly, 
you  should  see  an  eye  doctor  once  a 

year. 

"Sometimes  a  change  in  your  eyesight 
is  so  gradual  you  aren't  even  aware  of  it. 
The  simplest  error  in  your  vision  that 
goes  uncorrected  can  lead  to  eye  strain, 
and,  as  you  try  to  overcome  the  error,  to 

frustration  and  to  headaches." 

Whom  should  you  see? 

An    ophthalmologist    is    an    M.D., 
Medical  Doctor,  specializing  in  the 
treatment  of  the  eye.  He  or  she  can  pre- 

scribe eyeglasses  and  contact  lenses,  and 
can  treat  the  eyes  with  medication  and 
with  surgery. 
When  an  ophthalmologist  examines 

the  eyes,  he  will  check  for  nearsighted- 
ness or  farsightedness,  and  for  astigma- 

tisms. He  will  measure  the  eyes'  motility, 
and  will  examine  the  exterior  and  inter- 

ior portions  of  the  eye.  In  addition,  he 
will  test  intraocular  pressure  for  glau- 
coma. 

An  optometrist,  an  O.D.,  Doctor  of 
Cjpiomctry,  can  prescribe  eyeglasses  and 
contiict  lenses  and  can  examine  the  eyes 
iin  visual  problems.  If  symptoms  of  eye 
disease  arc  detected,  an  optometrist  will 
lekr  ;i  patient  to  an  ophthalmologist. 

All    optician   dispenses   lenst;s.    You 

can  take  a  prescription  for  eyeglasses  or 

contact  lenses  given  to  you  by  an  oph- 
thalmologist or  an  optometrist  to  an 

optician.  Look  for  a  Guild  Optician — he 
or  she  has  been  certified  by  The  Guild  of 

Prescription  Opticians  for  meeting  cer-

How  aspirin  can  cure 

The  power  of  mood-altering  drugs,  plus  possible 
hazards  of  sex  therapy 

Q  Is  it  true  that  aspirin  is  a  therapeutic 
medicine? 

A  Aspirin  has  a  long  medical  history. 
Hippocrates  used  it  as  an  analgesic  a 
few  hundred  years  B.C.  He  had  women 
chew  the  leaves  of  the  willow  which  con- 

tain salicyclic  acid  to  help  the  pain  of 
childbirth. 

Since  1  900,  aspirin,  which  is  the  com- 
mercial name  for  acetylsalicyclic  acid, 

has  been  the  most  widely  used  medica- 
tion in  the  world.  It  causes  pain  to  be 

stopped  at  the  source  through  an  effect 
on  the  local  nerves  combined  with  ac- 

tion on  the  thalamic  part  of  the  brain. 
Aspirin  also  reduces  inflammation. 

Only  in  the  last  few  years  have  we 
learned  how  inflammation  is  decreased. 

Prostaglandins,  a  group  of  hormones 

produced  by  cells,  are  responsible  for  in- 
flammation. Unique  among  pain  killers, 

aspirin  stops  the  production  of  prosta- 
glandins, and  this  actually  reduces  the 

swelling,  and  the  redness  and  heat  of 
inflammation,  particularly  in  arthritis. 

Aspirin  may  also  be  useful  in  helping 
to  prevent  strokes  and  heart  attacks.  It 
was  Dr.  Harvey  Weiss,  a  hematologist 
at  Columbia  University,  who  discovered 
the  effect  of  aspirin  in  the  blood.  He 

noted  that  aspirin  abolished  the  sticki- 
ness in  the  platelets,  which  is  the  first 

step  in  clot  formation.  Taking  one  or 
two  aspirins  a  day  regularly  renders  a 
person  less  likely  to  have  clots.  Since 
clots  can  cause  heart  attacks  and  strokes, 

the  usefulness  of  this  inexpensive,  sim- 
ple therapy  is  obvious. 

There  are  one  or  two  drawbacks  to 

aspirin  therapy.  In  dehydration,  the 
blood  level  of  aspirin  can  quickly  be- 

come toxic  if  the  medication  is  repeated 
every  4  hours  without  sufficient  fluids. 
Aspirin  also  has  the  well-known  thin- 

ning effect  on  the  blood,  increasing 
bleeding  tendency.  In  a  normal  person, 
this  is  not  significant.  We  all  lose  about 
a  half  teaspoon  of  blood  daily  in  the  in- 

testine. Aspirin  in  moderate  dosage  may 
mcrease  the  rate  to  one  teaspoonful,  so 
the  medication  should  be  avoided  by 
anyone  with  a  bleeding  tendency.  This 
may  increase  the  tendency  to  anemia 
caused  by  inadequate  diet  ;ind  poor  ap- 

petite for  meats.  And  since  aspirin  is  a 
mild  stomach  irritant,  it  should  not  be 

taken  by  people  with  stomach  disorders. 
Some  people  with  a  history  of  hay  fever 
or  asthma  may  find  aspirin  causes  an 
allergic  reaction. 

However,  the  more  we  learn  about  as- 
pirin, the  more  of  a  miracle  drug  it 

seems,  in  many  instances  mimicking  the 
wonders  of  cortisone  without  the  same 

attendant  dangers.  It  is  still  the  drug  of 
choice  for  acute  rheumatic  fever  and 
rheumatoid  arthritis. 

For  those  who  are  advised  not  to 

take  aspirin,  acetaminophen,  developed 

around  the  turn  of  the  century  to  con- 
trol pain,  rarely  causes  toxic  reactions. 

Acetaminophen  (Tylenol  and  Datril  are 
well-known  brands)  works  in  a  different 
fashion  than  aspirin,  easing  pain  not  by 
its  local  action  but  through  the  central 
nervous  system.  It  raises  the  threshold 

of  pain  in  the  brain  and  mild  or  moder- 
ate pain  is  not  felt.  Since  it  has  no  anti- 

inflammatory effect,  it  is  less  useful  in 
cases  of  rheumatoid  arthritis  or  severe 

inflammation.  For  pain  relief  alone, 
however,  it  is  a  good  choice  for  children 
and  older  people,  since  it  only  stays  in 

the  body  6  to  8  hours,  in  contrast  to  as- 

pirin's 24  to  30  hours. 

Q  What  are  the  benefits  of  mood-alter- 
ing drugs? 

A  Depression  is  the  most  common  psy- 
chological condition  which  requires 

treatment.  It  is  estimated  that  about  10 

percent  of  the  population  at  some  time 
in  their  lives  has  severe  enough  depres- 

sion to  profoundly  disturb  them.  Fortu- 
nately, in  the  last  20  years,  a  number  of 

drugs  have  been  introduced  which  can 
alleviate  depression.  They  are  the  psy- 

chotropic or  mood-altering  drugs.  How- 
ever, these  medications  must  be  given 

only  by  a  physician  who  will  monitor  the dose. 

The  all-too-commonly  used  Valium, 
Librium,  and  Milltown  tranquilizers 

have  no  place  in  the  treatment  of  de- 
pression. They  depress  the  central  nerv- 

ous system  and  commonly  aggravate  the 
condition.  These  mood-altering  drugs 
are  helpful  for  nervousness  or  agitation. 

In  the  case  of  sadness,  grief,  or  mourn- 
ing, the  use  of  drugs  is  inappropriate 

with  two  exceptions.  A  mild  sedative 
can  be  useful  il  insomnia  is  a  problem. 

Also,  there  may  be  a  place  for  a  mild 
mood-elevating  drug  temporarily  to  re- 

lieve the  feelings  of  helplessness  or  loss 

enough  for  the  patient  to  become  inter- 
ested in  life  and  to  be  active.  The  activity 

itself  may  then  bring  about  some  easing 
of  the  depression. 

It  is  only  in  severe  neurotic  or  psy- 
chotic depressions  that  antidepressant 

chemicals  can  work  miracles.  However, 
there  are  many  toxic  side  reactions  and 
limitations  (no  alcohol,  other  medica- 

tions, or  driving  because  of  sedation)  to 
be  aware  of. 

Q  Is  there  any  danger  in  sex  therapy? 

A  Some  psychiatrists  say  yes.  Sex  ther- 
apy undoubtedly  helps  people,  but  it  can 

cause  problems  as  well  as  solve  them. 

Since  Masters  and  Johnson's  original 
work,  many  marriages  have  been  en- 

riched. But  not  everyone  who  goes  into 
sex  therapy  will  benefit  and  some  will 
even  be  harmed. 

In  a  relationship  where  there  is  love, 

understanding,  and  a  good  deal  of  shar- 
ing, it  is  possible  to  benefit  from  help  for 

sexual  problems.  But  when  sexual  dis- 
satisfaction is  an  excuse  for  indicting 

the  other  partner,  or  reflects  an  inability 
to  adjust  to  someone  else,  sex  therapy 
alone  is  unlikely  to  help. 

One  reason  for  a  large  number  of  peo- 
ple seeking  sex  therapy  is  the  attitude  of 

our  liberated  times.  People  who  go  into 

sex  therapy  to  get  more  physical  plea- 
sure, rather  than  a  richer  sex  life  to  share 

through  some  elusive  insight  into  them- 
selves, will  probably  be  disappointed.  It 

is  important  to  be  on  guard  against  the 
impression  that  happy,  satisfying  sex  is  a 
matter  of  gymnastics,  and  one  has  only 
to  be  initiated  to  lead  a  fuller  life. 

Another  pitfall  in  gaining  knowledge 

but  not  perspective  or  insight  is  in  think- 

ing there  is  a  single  thing  called  "nor- 
mal." The  great  range  of  normal  has  not 

been  stressed  enough.  This  in  particular 

causes  people  who  are  happy  to  feel  per- 

haps they  should  not  be.  Some  men  suf- 
fer from  psychological  impotence  be- 

cause they  feel  inadequate  to  live  up  to 
what  they  think  is  normal.  Still  other 

people  are  "turned  off"  by  incessant  talk 
about  sex.  They  feel  it  is  so  analyzed  that 
there  is  no  intimacy  or  romance  left. 
Openness  is  being  able  to  talk  freely,  not 
forced  to  live  your  every  thought  and 
feeling  publicly. 

While  therapy  can  help  some  good  re- 
lationships to  be  better,  and  can  rescue 

some  truly  disturbed  people,  it  is  not  a 

happiness  pill.  Nothing  is.  ■

According  to  the  registration  number, 
the  English  manufacturer  registered  the 

design  of  your  earthenware  "majolica" 
jardiniere  and  pedestal  with  relief  dec- 

oration under  warm-colored  glazes,  at 
the  English  Patent  Office  in  1891. 
Majolica  was  a  typically  Victorian 
ceramic.  Minton  introduced  it  into  En- 

gland in  1851,  started  the  craze  for  it,  and 
was  probably  responsible  for  misnaming 
it,  as  it  has  little  connection  with  its 
prototype,  the  Majolica  of  the  Italian 
Renaissance.  It  is  the  material  of  in- 

numerable late-Victorian  jardinieres, 
which  were  purchased  to  house  aspides- 
tra  flower  pots.  Green  is  particularly  a 
color  that  is  associated  with  this  Victori- 

j    an  majolica. 

■  ENGLISH  DISH-CROSS 
We  bought  this  dish-cross  at  an  auction 
and  know  nothing  about  its  background. 
Can  you  help?

Your  brass  dish-cross  is  probably  of 
English  maiuifaclurc,  dating  perhaps 
about  1900.  The  dish-cr^ss  was  in- 

troduced in  English  silver  about  the 
J  7^0',.  It  continued  in  fashion  until  about 

the  end  of  the  1 8th  century,  when  it  was 

supplanted  by  the  hot-water  stand,  or 
even  a  hot-water  reservoir  in  the  serving 
dish  itself. 

■  CHIEF  BIG  MOON 
BANK 

My  old  bank  works  this  way:  An  Indian 
holds  a  fish;  after  the  coin  is  deposited, 
a  hidden  frog  leaps  out  of  the  pond  for 
the  fish;  when  the  frog  jumps  for  it,  the 
Indian  pulls  the  fish  out  of  the  way.

BUTTER  DISH

is  plated  silver  and  was  made  by  the 
Meriden  Britannia  Company  located  at 
Hamilton,  Canada.  The  firm  is  a  branch 
of  the  well-known  Meriden  Britannia 
Company  of  Meriden,  Conn.,  which  in 
1 898  was  one  of  the  leaders  in  the  for- 

mation of  the  International  Silver  Com- 
pany. It  was  established  in  1 879  and 

merged  with  the  International  Silver 
Company  of  Canada  about  1912.

m  ENGRAVED  CRYSTAL 
I  have  a  set  of  elaborately  engraved 
crystal  glasses  and  vcould  like  to  know 

how  this  engraving  is  done.  On  the  crys- 
tal is  the  word  "Hawkes." 

D.W.— Columbus,  Ga. 
All  the  decoration  on  your  crystal  was 
done  by  copper  wheel  engraving  with 
various  abrasives.  The  fruit  was  done  by 

intaglio  engraving,  an  age-old  lapidary 
technique  reintroduced  about  1900  that 
resulted  in  a  new  kind  of  luxury  glass. 
Only  the  finest  of  crystal  blanks  were 

strong  enough  for  this  kind  of  engrav- 
ing, which  was  practiced  by  such  fine 

American  firms  as  T.  G.  Hawkes,  of 

Corning,  N.Y.,  the  maker  of  your  crys- 
tal. Apart  from  the  water  and  wine- 

glasses, your  service  includes  champagne 
and  highball  glasses.  The  latter  joined 

the  company  of  beverage  glasses  about 
1900  and  about  the  same  time  cham- 

pagne glasses  were  made  in  greater 
quantity  than  ever  before.  The  style  of 
your  crystal  suggests  a  date  about  the 
1920s  or  1930s. 

■  KOKESHI  DOLLS 
What  can  you  tell  me  about  my  delight- 

ful wooden  dolls  that  come  from  Japan? 
B.L. — San  Francisco,  Calif. 

Of  all  the  folk  toys  of  Japan,  the  most 
popular  today  both  among  Japanese  and 
Westerners  are  the  Kokeshi  dolls,  es- 

pecially those  from  the  Tohoku  region, 

Miyagi  Prefecture — the  most  outstand- 
ing area  of  folk-art  toys.  Kokeshi  dolls 

are  almost  100  years  old  in  origin;  your 
dolls  are  of  more  recent  manufacture. 

Their  origin  is  not  known,  but  it  is  gen- 
erally accepted  that  they  were  originally 

presented  to  shrines  by  worshippers  to 

ensure  the  prosperity  of  their  descen- 
dants. 

■  PEWTER  TEAPOT 
I  would  appreciate  any  information  you 
can  supply  about  my  pewter  teapot. 

S.M.B.— Haddonfield,  N.J. 

Your  interesting  pewter  teapot  enriched 
with  brass  mounts  was  made  in  China, 

perhaps  about  1900.  It  is  very  possible 
that  a  considerable  amount  of  pewter 

was  exported  to  America  in  the  1 9th  cen- 
tury and  into  the  first  years  of  the  20th. 

The  Centennial  Exhibition  held  in  Phila- 
delphia, 1 876,  listed  a  number  of  pieces 

of  pewter  from  China  which  were 
"foreign,"  that  is  Western,  in  shape. 

■  TAMBOUR  DESK 
I'm  told  I  have  a  "tambour"  desk.  What 
does  this  mean?  About  when  and  where 

was  my  desk  made? 
D.B.O. — Old  Greenwich,  Conn. 

Your  early  Victorian  tambour  desk  was 
made  about  1 840,  probably  in  New  York 
City.  The  term  tambour  is  given  to  a 
series  of  small  strips  of  wood  glued  on  a 

strong  piece  of  cloth  in  such  a  manner 
as  to  make  it  a  flexible  sheet.  The  class 
of  your  tambour  desk  is  distinguished  by 
a  recessed  superstructure  and  a  writing 
surface  made  by  opening  the  hinged  lid, 
which,  when  open,  is  supported  by  two 
pulls.  In  your  example,  two  glass  doors 
have  supplanted  the  usual  two  tambour 
slides,  which  move  horizontally  along 

the  front  of  the  small  drawers  and  pi- 
geonholes and  disappear  into  the  sides of  the  desk.  ■

MATTERS By  Paul  Gross a 
How  to  have  the  money  you  need 

when  your  children  are  ready  for  college 

If  you're  like  the  rest  of  us,  you  may  well 
expect  your  children  to  go  to  college, 

but  probably  haven't  planned  for  it.  Few 
do.  While  ignorance  may  be  bliss,  pro- 

crastination is  painful — especially  when 
it  comes  to  college  costs.  Sending  a  child 
to  college  now  costs  what  an  average 
home  did  a  few  years  ago.  And  college 
tuitions  are  expected  to  spiral  even 
higher.

Consider  setting  up  a  custodial  ac- 
count for  your  child  at  a  bank  or  bro- 

kerage house — which  will  probably  set 
it  up  for  free.  While  you  will  probably 
be  offered  a  variety  of  investments,  it 

pays  to  be  a  little  cautious.  Your  child's 
education  may  be  at  stake. 

You  set  up  a  custodial  account  by  put- 

ting money  in  your  child's  name  into  an 
account  set  up  for  him  or  her.  Accord- 

ing to  the  IRS,  you  can  give  each  child 
up  to  $3,000  a  year  ($6,000  if  your 
spouse  makes  the  gilt  with  you)  tax  free. 
The  sweet  part  of  it  all  is  that  your  child, 
and  not  you,  will  be  liable  for  the  taxes 

earned  by  the  custodial  account's  assets. 
Under  the  1978  Revenue  Act,  a  depen- 

dent '^an  earn  as  much  as  $1,000  tax 
free,  i  your  child  should  make  more 
than  thit,  he  or  she  will  still  be  in  a  far 

lower  tax  bracket  than  you  probably  are 
in. 

If  you  do  decide  to  set  up  a  custodial 
account,  there  arc  two  reasons  for  you 
to  make  sure  thai  you  name  someone 
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other  than  yourself  (your  lawyer  or  ac- 
countant) as  custodian.  For  one  thing, 

it  will  keep  the  money  in  the  account 
from  being  included  in  your  estate  if  you 
should  die  before  your  children  get  those 
funds.  For  another,  it  will  also  help 
avoid  a  potential  problem  that  may  exist 
because  of  your  location.  In  more  than 
a  dozen  states,  a  child  cannot  receive  the 
money  in  a  custodial  account  until  he  or 
she  reaches  the  age  of  21.  If  you  live  in 
one  of  those  states,  the  custodian  you 

name  can  use  the  account's  money  to 
pay  college  costs. 

Alternatively,  you  might  consider  set- 

ting up  a  so-called  "Clifford  trust"  to 
fund  your  children's  education.  A  Clif- 

ford trust  is  simply  a  short-term  revo- 
cable trust  that  is  set  up  to  last  for  at 

least  10  years  and  1  day.  Any  income 
earned  by  the  trust  belongs  to  your  child 
and  hence  is  his  or  her  tax  liability,  not 
yours.  So,  the  money  will  compound  far 
faster  because  it  is  not  being  gouged  at 
your  tax  level.  A  Clifford  trust  is  a  nice 
way  of  having  your  cake  and  eating  it 
too.  When  the  trust  ends,  the  property 
you  put  into  it  reverts  back  to  you. 

If  you  decide  to  set  up  a  Clifford  trust, 
consider  establishing  it  for  longer  than 
10  years  and  a  day.  That  will  let  you 
make  additional  contributions  to  the 

trust — say,  to  fund  a  second  child's  edu- 
cation. If  you  set  it  up  for  just  10  years 

and  1  day  and  make  additional  contri- 
butions to  the  trust,  you  will  be  liable  for 

the  income  taxes  on  what  those  contri- 
butions earn.  And  even  if  you  have  only 

one  child,  letting  the  assets  in  trust  ride 
for  more  than  10  years  and  a  day  should 
be  no  problem,  since  everything  you  put 
into  it  will  come  back  to  you  again  when 
the  trust  does  end. 

There's  another  trusty  way  to  deal 

with  your  children's  college  costs — if 
you're  willing  to  give  up  the  property 
altogether.  A  charitable  remainder  trust 
(House  &  Garden,  November,  1978) 

could  be  set  up  to  give  your  child  an  in- 

come for  a  set  number  of  years.  What's 
more,  you  will  be  able  to  take  a  possibly 
hefty  tax  deduction  when  you  set  up  the 
trust  since  the  charity  will  eventually  get 
the  assets  you  have  donated.  The  amount 
you  can  deduct  is  based  on  IRS  tables. 

And  since  your  child  will  receive  the  in- 
come generated  by  the  charitable  re- 

mainder trust,  he  or  she  will  be  liable  for 
the  income  taxes  on  it. 

If  trusts  don't  appeal  to  you,  consider 

a  company  savings  plan — if  you  are  for- 
tunate enough  to  have  access  to  one. 

Under  these  plans,  which  a  growing 
number  of  companies  are  setting  up,  you 
can  contribute  a  set  percentage  of  your 

salary — usually  between  6  and  10  per- 
cent. The  company  will  generally  en- 

courage you  by  donating  50  cents  for 
every  dollar  you  contribute.  Some  com- 

panies match  your  contributions  dollar 
for  dollar.  As  long  as  your  contributions 

stay  in  the  plan,  they  grow  tax  free.  How 

fast  they'll  grow  depends  on  the  types  of 
investments.  Most  companies  will  give 

you  a  choice. 
Before  you  decide  to  take  this  route, 

however,  find  out  if  you  can  pull  your 
money  out  at  will.  If  the  company  will 
only  let  you  withdraw  from  its  savings 
plan  when  you  retire,  you  may  be  hit 

with  a  painful  penalty  if  you  pull  out  be- fore then. 

Finally,  if  you  are  self-employed  or 
earn  extra  income,  you  can  make  addi- 

tional voluntary  contributions  to  your 
retirement  plan.  You  can  contribute  an 

additional  $2,500  to  a  Keogh  plan.  How- 
ever, do  note  that  this  additional  con- 

tribution is  in  after-tax  dollars.  You  can 
contribute  up  to  $7,500  or  15  percent  of 
your  income  in  pretax  dollars  to  a  Keogh 

plan.  It's  considered  pretax  dollars  be- 
cause you  can  take  a  deduction  for  the 

amount  you  contribute.  If  you  withdraw 

just  the  amount  of  your  additional  con- 

tribution, you  won't  have  to  pay  an  in- 
come tax  on  it.  (The  contribution  was 

made  in  after-tax  dollars,  remember.) 
And  by  leaving  the  earnings  of  those 
additional  contributions  in  the  plan, 

you'll  have  more  money  working  for 
your  retirement  nest  egg. 

■  HOW  YOUR  CHILDREN 
CAN  HELP  OUT 

One  of  the  best  ways  to  ease  the  burden 
of  rising  college  costs  is  to  let  your  child 
help  out.  There  are  two  basic  ways  this 
can  be  done:  by  qualifying  for  academic 
scholarships  or  by  developing  a  job  skill 
for  part-time  work.  In  either  case,  your 
child  will  have  to  start  preparing  himself 
2  or  3  years  before  he  is  expected  to 
enter  college. 

To  win  an  academic  scholarship,  your 
child  will  have  to  maintain  a  very  high 
academic  average  throughout  his  or  her 

high  school  years.  However,  all  else  be- 
ing equal,  the  last  2  or  3  years  of  school 

are  what  really  count.  (Note  also  that 
schools  pay  clo.sc  attention  to  your 
child's  extra-curricular  activities  in  his 
or  her  last  years  of  high  school.)  There 
arc  a  number  of  ways  that  a  bright  and

SUGGESTIONS By  Richard  and

Give  your  car  a  mind  of  its  o^n 
Computers  and  other  electronic  marvels  have  taken  to  the  road. 

They  will  help  you  save  time,  money,  energy,  fuel  and  drive  safer 

Electronics  is  the  latest  happening  in 
automobiles.  Microprocessors  keep  your 
carburetor  tuned  for  maximum  econ- 

omy or  your  stereo  tuned  for  maximum 
sound.  Car  computers  tell  you  where 
you  are  on  the  road,  whether  you  have 

enough  gasoline  left  to  get  where  you're 
going,  and  when  you'll  get  there.  Auto- 

motive stereo  radios  and  tape  players 
are  now  available  with  quality  that  was 
only  available  in  concert  halls  two  years 

ago,  and  even  clocks  have  been  up- 
graded with  digital  readouts  accurate  to 

a  hundreth  of  a  second.  Here's  a  guide  to the  latest  in  subminiature  automobile 
electronics. 

Car  computers 
Cadillacs  1979  Seville  and  Eldorado 

and  Buick's  1979  Riviera  have  a  similar 
computer.  Chrysler  and  Ford  will  have 
their  own  microprocessors  later  in  the 
spring.  The  Cadillac  Trip  Computer,  like 

the  Buick  Trip  Monitor,  is  a  multiple- 

function  microprocessor,  a  true  digital 
computer  with  eleven  distinct  functions. 
It  keeps  track  of  relatively  simple  things 
like  your  speed,  engine  revolutions  per 

minute,  engine  temperature,  battery  vol- 
tage, and  time  of  day.  It  can  also  com- 
pute your  average  miles  per  gallon  on  a 

trip,  your  average  speed,  and  how  many 
miles  you  can  travel  on  the  amount  of 
gasoline  still  left  in  the  tank.  It  will  tell 
how  many  miles  there  are  to  go  until 
you  reach  your  destination,  what  time 

you'll  arrive,  and  how  long  you've  been 
on  the  road.  This  makes  even  short  trips 
more  fun,  and  can  save  worry  on  long 

trips.  This  11 -function  microprocessor 
costs  $920,  and,  of  course,  to  get  it,  you 
have  to  buy  a  Cadillac  or  Buick. 

If  you  want  just  a  car  computer,  for 

$400  you  can  buy  a  Prince-Board 
Computer.  This  very  advanced  gadget 
has  two  digital  displays,  36  buttons  to 
push,    and    performs    over    two    dozen

different  tasks.  The  Prince  computer] 
weighs  1  pound,  and  its  slim  case  is  less 
than  a  foot  wide  and  3  inches  high.  It 
easily  mounts  on  top  of  or  under  your 

car's  dashboard,  or  can  even  be  built  I 
into  the  dash  if  your  car  has  space.  The 

Prince  can  do  all  the  things  Cadillac's  i 
Trip  Computer  can  do,  and  more.  For 
example,  it  will  automatically  ring  an 
alarm,  if  your  speed  has  edged  up  overj 
55  mph,  and  do  other  clever  tricks  like 

figure  the  cost  per  mile  or  cost  per  kilo- 
meter of  driving  your  car,  the  cost  of  the  jL, 

gas  you  use,  and  supply  a  variety  of 

other  helpful  and  entertaining  informa- 
tion. It  even  has  an  alarm  clock. 

The  Prince  On-Board  Computer  can  per- 
form over  two  dozen  different  tasks. 

Probably  the  biggest  bargain  in  car 
computers  is  a  tiny  microprocessor,  not 
much  larger  than  a  pocket  calculator, 
that  performs  28  different  functions. 
Called  CompuCruise,  it  costs  only  $160, 

though  there's  a  fancier  model  for  $190 
that  includes  an  electronic  cruise  con- 

trol. CompuCruise  can  be  wired  into  any 

car,  and  monitors  your  car  from  five  dif- 
ferent places.  It  has  a  transducer  on  the 

speedometer  cable,  another  for  engine 
temperature,  and  one  to  measure  fuel 
flow.  The  electronic  speed  control  needs 
a  servo-mechanism,  and  of  course,  the 

CompuCruise  must  be  connected  to  your 

car's  electrical  system.  These  are  all  tasks 
that  an  enterprising  do-it-yourselfer  can 
do  in  a  few  hours.  On  the  CompuCruise, 

you  preset  the  cruising  speed  you  want, 
and  forever  after  all  you  have  to  do  is 
touch  one  button  and  the  CompuCruise 
will  accelerate  your  car  to  the  speed  you 
preset  and  then  accurately  keep  it  at 
that  speed  for  as  long  as  you  wish.  You 

never  have  to  fiddle  with  the  speed  con- 
trol again.  In  addition  to  the  complicated 

calculations  that  other  computers  can 

do,  it  will  report  information  like  the  in- 
side and  outside  temperatures  or  how 

many  hours  and  minutes  till  you  run  out 
of  gas.  Within  five  years,  you  can  be  suic 

that  every  new  car  will  come  with  a  com- 
puter like  this  as  optional  equipment, 

but  why  wait  that  long? 
Music  on  the  road 

One  of  the  nicest  results  of  the  revolu- 
tion in  electronics  is  the  miniaturization 

of  really  top-quality  audio  componcnls. 
The  same  technology  that  can  fit  a  digi-

tal  computer  into  a  pack  of  cigarettes 
can  also  fit  a  concert  hall  into  your  car. 

Start  with  an  antenna.  In  most  experts' 
opinion,  the  best  are  signal-seeking  elec- 

tronic antennas,  which  have  their  own 

solid-state  amplifier  built  into  the  base  of 
the  antenna  itself  to  amplify  the  signal 

going  to  the  AM/FM  receiver.  The  least 
expensive  is  the  Hirschmann  Model 
3800  at  $40;  the  automatic  retracting 
Model  6900  costs  around  $110. 

For  around  $300,  you  can  buy  a  top- 
quality  AM/FM  ^Cassette  sound  source. 
This  combination  tuner-tape  deck  will 

be  the  size  of  a  Webster's  Collegiate  Dic- 
tionary, and  can  be  mounted  right  in  the 

dashboard  of  your  car  where  the  radio 

normally  goes.  Many  different  manufac- 
turers make  high-quality  sound  sources, 

from  medium-price  companies  like  Jen- 
sen. Pioneer,  Craig,  and  Motorola  to 

really  expensive  brands  like  Blaupunkt 
and  Audio  Mobile.  Radio  Shack  makes 

a  high-power  cassette  player  if  you  only 
want  to  play  tapes. 

For  best  sound  in  a  car.  get  a  compo- 
nent amplifier  of  at  least  40  to  50  watts 

per  channel,  to  drive  your  speakers  hard- 
er than  normal,  compensating  for  lack 

of  air  space  to  transmit  sound  in  a  car. 
Linear  Power,  Audio  Mobile,  and  Laser 
Acoustics  are  among  the  companies 

making  high-quality  amplifiers.  These 
cost  around  $200  and  are  also  about  the 

size  of  a  Webster's  Dictionary  and  can 
be  mounted  inconspicuously  under  the 

dash,  under  the  seat,  in  the  trunk  or  al- 

most anywhere  there's  room  in  your  car. While  automobile  manufacturers  all 

use  6-by-9-inch  oval  speakers  in  their 
stereo  systems,  ideally  the  shape  for  a 
speaker  is  round.  Good  quality  round 

component  speaker  systems  cost  any- 
where from  $100  to  $500,  and  are  made 

by  companies  like  EPI  and  ADS.  If  you 

own  a  big.  luxury  car  that's  fairly  quiet, 
you're  ready  to  enjoy  a  sound  system  of 
this  quality.  Smaller  cars  or  trucks 
should  be  insulated  for  the  best  stereo 

sound.  Most  audio  experts  recommend 

using  foil-backed  fiberglass  household 
insulation.  Stuffed  above  the  headliner, 

inside  the  door  panels  and  under  the  car- 
pets, it  will  not  only  make  your  car 

quiet,  but  also  keep  it  cooler  in  summer 
and  warmer  in  winter. 

Electronic  ignition  system 
The  new  electronic  ignition  system  or 
CDI  is  standard  equipment  in  many  new 
cars,  but  you  can  add  this  refinement  for 
$50  on  your  own  vehicle  now.  A  small 
infrared  light,  a  notched  scanning  disc, 

and  a  modular  amplifier  replace  the  in- 
side of  the  distributor  which  controls  the 

firing  of  the  sparkplugs.  Now  your 
sparkplugs  will  always  produce  an 

optimum,  high-voltage  spark.  There's 
nothing  to  wear  out.  and  there's  no  need 

for  your  mechanic  to  replace  ignition 

Just  the  savings  in  tune- 
ups  and  replacement  parts  will  usually 
pay  for  an  electronic  ignition  conversion 

within  a  year,  plus  your  car's  engine  will 
run  more  smoothly.  It  should  use  less

For  the  keen  driver  who  wants  a  simul- 

taneous reading  of  all  facets  of  his  car's condition,  there  is  the  Avatar  8000, 
which  costs  $350.  It  is  a  collection  of 

eight  super-accurate  gauges  with  digital 
readouts  for  your  speed,  engine  revolu- 

tions, water  temperature,  oil  tempera- 
ture, battery  voltage,  elapsed  time,  and 

time  of  day.  There  is  even  a  special 
tachometer  which  lights  up  a  series  of 
24  lights  across  the  top  of  the  Avatar  to 
tell  you  when  to  shift  into  the  next  high- 

er gear.  The  Avatar  8000  weighs  1 
pound  and  is  only  9  inches  wide  and  1.5 
inches  high.  It  can  be  mounted  on  top  of 

or  under  the  dash.  It  doesn't  have  a 
memory  and  it  won't  do  all  the  calcula- 

tions of  the  other  computers  but  some 
prefer  the  advantages  of  simultaneous 
readouts  without  pushing  buttons. 

Avatar  8000  has  8  accurate  gauges  with 

digital  readouts — no  pushbuttons. 

Finally,  for  $9.95  you  can  buy  a  tiny 

space-age  gadget  that's  perfect  for  peo- 
ple who  lose  track  of  car  tune-up  sched- 

ules. The  Car-Comp  is  a  2-by-l-by-l- 
inch  cube  that  contains  a  counter  which 

starts  when  your  engine  is  started,  stops 
when  you  shut  the  engine  off.  It  adds  up 
the  total  amount  of  time  your  engine  is 
running,  so  you  can  have  it  serviced  at 
the  proper  intervals.  You  can  preset  the 
Car-Comp  to  go  off  at  either  100,  120, 
150,  180,  200,  or  220  hours  of  engine 
running,  which  is  roughly  5,000  miles  to 
12,000  miles  of  highway  driving.  When 

the  Car-Comp  lights  up,  it's  time  for  a 
tune-up,  oil  change,  and  tire  rotation. 
The  Car-Comp  uses  a  sealed  solid-state 
timing  capsule  which  you  replace  for 
$1.95  after  the  warning  light  goes  on.  If 

you're  the  sort  of  person  who  habitually 

forgets  to  have  your  car  serviced,  that's a  small  price  to  pay  for  a  dependable 
reminder.

Microwave  cooking:  It's  good  for  you 
Plus  hoM  to  program  your  electronic  housekeeper  and 
news  about  machines  that  teach  a  language 

Q  I  know  microwave  cooking  is  verj 
convenient,  but  how  do  the  nutritional 
values  of  food  cooked  by  microwaves 
compare  with  those  of  food  prepared  in 
conventional  ways.? 

A  This  is  an  area  in  which  there  has 

been  an  extremely  large  amount  of  re- 
search, and  test  after  test  has  shown  sub- 

stantially greater  amounts  of  nutrients 
are  maintained  in  foods  cooked  by  mi- 

crowaves than  in  those  cooked  by  tradi- 
tional methods,  such  as  boiling,  frying, 

and  baking.  This  is  generally  attributed 
to  two  factors:  Since  microwave  cooking 
is  faster,  fewer  of  the  nutrients  are 

"cooked  away."  And  because  little  or  no 
water  is  added  in  microwave  food  prep- 

aration, there's  less  chance  of  boiling  the value  out  of  the  food. 

A  recent  study  at  Cornell  University 
comparing  the  cooking  of  fresh  fruits 
and  veactables  bv  microwaves  and  bv 

conventional  methods  found  that  in  18 

out  of  24  cases  "the  ascorbic  acid  (vita- 
min C)  content  of  the  microwave-cooked 

product  was  significantly  higher"  than 
in  food  cooked  in  other  ways.  Other  re- 

search has  shown  sharply  higher  reten- 
tion of  thiamin  (vitamin  Bl)  and  ribo- 

flavin (B2)  in  hamburger,  frankfurters, 
haddock,  and  beet  and  pork  roasts,  as 

well  as  a  variety  of  other  foods,  even  in- 
cluding cake  mixes,  when  prepared  by 

microwave.  Further  studies  show  that 

heating  of  frozen  foods  by  microwaves 
retains  more  vitamin  C  and  niacin  con- 

tent than  other  methods,  including  in- 
frared cooking. 

In  a  survey  of  cooking  methods  used 
by  hospitals.  Dr.  Robert  V.  Decareau 

concluded  that  "the  potential  for  micro- 
waves in  maximizing  nutrient  retention 

has  only  just  been  tapped"  and  "it  can hardly  fail  to  grow  in  importance  and  be

Cornell  research,  summed  up:  "For  a 
society  that  is  as  nutrition-conscious  as 
the  U.S.  population  is,  these  results  are 
strong  arguments  favoring  the  use  of 

microwave  cooking  methods." 

Q  How  can  I  learn  to  program  and  op- 
erate a  full-size  home  computer? 

A  Before  a  computer  can  be  operated, 

it  must  be  "programmed."  A  program 
is  simply  a  set  of  instructions  to  the  com- 

puter. Most  home  computers  come  with 
at  least  some  programs  already  prepared 
and  have  a  variety  of  others  available  at 
extra  cost.  These  programs  usually  are 
on  tape  cassettes,  similar  to  those  used 
for  sound  recording.  For  familiarization 

with  a  computer,  it's  a  good  idea  to  use 
a  few  of  these  simple,  ready-made  pro- 

grams, particularly  those  which  are  fun 
— tor  example,  ones  which  let  you  play 

games,  such  as  blackjack  or  tick-tack- 
toe,  against  another  opponent  or  the 
computer  itself.  This  is  an  excellent  way 
to  learn  not  to  be  intimidated  by  the  very 
idea  of  a  computer. 

To  do  your  own  programming,  you 

must  learn  "computer  language."  The 
most  popular  of  the  several  computer] 
languages  for  simple  personal  computers  j 

is  called  "Basic"  (which  stands  for  "Be- 
ginners" All-purpose  Symbolic  Instruc-I 

tion  Code").  The  instruction  manual 
which  comes  with  the  computer  usually 

gives  easily  mastered  details  on  program- 
ming. In  addition,  there  arc  several  good 

elementary  books  on  computers  and 

programming  which  are  generally  avail- able at  the  same  stores  which  sell  the 

computers.  Some  computers  even  have 
cassettes  which  use  the  computer  itself 
to  instruct  users  in  how  to  program 
them.  I 

A  new  trend  is  to  classroom  instruc-  j 
tion  by  computer  dealers  at  both  ele- 

mentary and  advanced  levels.  Some 

public-school  adult-education  courses 
are  now  available  in  the  use  of  personal 
computers.  And  if  you  have  children  of 
school  age,  they  may  be  able  to  teach 
you  a  lot  more  about  your  computer 
than  \ou  think,  since  many  schools  now 
use  computers  in  the  classroom.  Within

AROUND  THE  HOUSE 
Giving  plants 
the  right  drink 
Tips  and  tactics  for 
watering  your  indoor  garden 

By  Richard  Longer 
The  when-and-how  of  watering  house 

plants  is  probably  the  most  asked  ques- 
tion in  the  tending  of  indoor  greenery. 

And  it's  the  most  difficult  to  answer.  To 
a  large  extent,  this  is  because,  unlike  bak- 

ing, for  instance,  where  one  can  readi- 

ly define  matters  by  specifying  what's 
needed — a  cup  of  flour,  2  eggs,  a  table- 

spoon of  sugar,  and  so  forth — watering 
plants  is  much  less  precise,  more  like 

Grandma's  recipes:  "Add  milk  to  the 
dry  ingredients  till  the  dough  has  the 

right  consistency."  The  question  re- 
mains, of  course,  what  is  the  right  con- 

sistency? 
Probably  more  plants  are  killed  by 

overwatering  than  by  underwatering.  On 
the  other  hand,  due  to  underwatering, 

too  many  plants  look  like  scraggly  mess- 
es. The  solution  is  to  look  beyond  the 

watering  can  itself.  Find  out  which 
plants  like  a  lot  of  moisture  and  which 
do  not.  And  find  a  way  that  no  matter 
how  much  you  water  your  plants,  you 

won't  overwater,  which  means  taking  a 
look  at  how  you  pot  up  your  plants  in 
the  first  place.  When  it  comes  to  water- 

ing, what  actually  kills  the  plants  is  hav- 
ing their  roots  stand  in  the  water.  Sub- 

merged roots  are  unable  to  breathe.  It's 
the  same  difference  between  walking  in 
a  heavy  downpour  and  holding  your 
head  completely  under  water.

HOW  TO  WICK  POTS 

While  I  wouldn't  bother  with  them 
for  all  my  plants,  pots  with  wicks 
have  a  definite  place  in  a  plant 

grower's  repertory.  Before  you  pot 
up  a  plant,  thread  a  wick  of  fairly 
rot-resistant  material  through  the 
bottom  drainage  hole  of  the  pot. 

(Special  potting  wicks  are  available 
at  many  garden  centers.)  Anchor  it 
in  place  with  shards,  but  make  sure 
you  let  it  extend  through  them  into 
the  soil.  Fill  a  reservoir  beneath  the 

pot  with  pebbles  and  water,  and  the

Texas  A&M,  and  other  researchers  in  the 

field,  have  learned  that  growing  speci- 
mens in  very  porous,  gritty,  sandy  pot- 

ting mixes  promotes  superior  drainage 
and  air  circulation  around  the  roots.  An 

exceptionally  loose,  porous  potting  mix- 
ture, combined  with  proper  potting 

methods,  will  make  it  impossible  to  over- water. 

First  into  the  pot,  of  course,  go  the 
traditional  shards,  those  broken  pieces 

of  pottery  that  cover  the  bottom  drain- 
age hole.  Now  why  put  a  hole  there  in 

the  first  place,  you  may  well  ask,  if  it's 
only  to  be  covered  up?  The  answer  is 
that  it  should  be  covered  in  such  a  way 

that  the  soil  won't  wash  out,  yet  water 
can  pass  through  freely.  This  is  why 
pieces  of  broken  pottery  are  used.  By 
placing  the  concave  side  down  over  the 
hole,  you  produce  both  desired  results. 

After  the  shards  are  in  place,  cover 

them  with  a  1-inch  layer  of  very  coarse 

gravel  to  which  you  have  added  a  table- 
spoonful  of  activated  charcoal  (avail- 

able at  pet  stores).  The  gravel  gives  ex- 
tra drainage  area.  The  charcoal  keeps 

the  soil  and  water  "sweet."  Now  fill  the 
pot  with  a  very  loose  soil  mix,  one  all 
the  excess  water  will  literally  run  right 

through.  The  so-called  soilless  mixes 
originally  developed  at  Cornell  work 
very  well.  The  basic  one  consists  of  one 
part  coarse  sphagnum  peat  moss,  one

on  a  regular  basis.  Replacing  the  perlite, 

whose  white  color  I  find  esthetically  un- 

pleasing  in  any  case,  with  an  equal  por- 
tion of  rich,  loose  potting  soil  produces 

a  mixture  I've  found  pretty  ideal  for 
most  house  plants,  providing  nourish- 

ment as  well  as  good,  light  footing. 

When  you  pot  up  the  plant,  don't 
bring  the  soil  level  up  all  the  way  to  the 

edge  of  the  pot.  This  is  probably  the  fac- 
tor that  produces  more  watering  prob- 

lems, psychological  and  physical,  than 
any  other.  The  rim  around  a  pot  serves 
two  functions,  neither  of  them  thought 
about  much  these  days.  The  first  is  that 
when  the  pots  are  stacked  empty,  one 

within  the  next,  the  pots  don't  jam  to- 
gether, but  remain  easily  separable.  Sec- 

ondly, and  most  importantly,  the  rim  in- 
dicates the  proportionate  amount  of 

reserve  space  needed  at  the  top  of  the 

pot  in  order  for  the  soil  to  become  mois- 
tened properly  when  watered. 

Bring  the  soil  level  up  barely  above 

the  bottom  of  the  pot's  rim  when  you 
plant,  and  you  have  a  natural  indicator 
of  how  much  to  water.  Fill  this  reservoir 

with  tepid  water  and  the  water  will  per- 
meate all  of  the  soil,  with  a  little  excess 

draining  out  the  bottom,  just  what  the 

plant  needs. 
Too  many  potted  plants  have  soil  all 

the  way  up  to  the  top  of  the  rim.  When 
you  water  the  soil,  water  flows  over  the 

side  almost  immediately.  So  you  auto- 
matically stop  watering,  but,  unfortu- 

nately, only  the  top  half  or  so  of  the  soil 
becomes  moist  this  way.  Consequently, 
the  plant  develops  a  very  small,  shallow 
root  system,  not  at  all  what  it  needs  for 
good  lush  growth. 

This,  by  the  way,  is  probably  the 
cause  of  the  old  water- from-above/wa- 
ter-from-below  controversy.  Some  peo- 

ple found  that  pouring  water  into  the 
saucer  beneath  the  pot  produced  better 
growth  than  watering  from  above.  But 
this  was  only  because  the  plant  never 
received  enough  water  from  above.  The 

best  way  to  water  is  still  the  tradition- 
al top-of-the-soil  method — making  sure 

that  there's  enough  water  each  time  so 
some  excess  drains  out  the  bottom,  indi- 

cating that  all  the  soil  in  the  pot  has 
been  moistened. 

With  regard  to  the  quality  of  the 
water  itself,  heavily  chlorinated  water 
should  stand  overnight  to  permit  the 
harmful  chlorine  to  volatize  oflf.  Water 

that  has  been  treated  with  a  softening 
agent  may  harm  plants.  And  plants  find 
cold-water  showers  no  more  pleasant 
than  most  people  do,  so  always  use  tepid 
water. 

How  often  to  water  is,  of  course,  a 
crucial  question,  but  one  that  has  solved

itself  if  you  have  used  a  really  loose 
porous  potting  mixture,  a  gravel  bottom 

layer,  and  the  properly  sized  top  reser- 
voir. Even  if  you  water  the  plants  every 

day,  you  can  rarely  give  them  too  much, 
because  the  excess  will  immediately 
drain  out.  So  if  the  surface  soil  feels  dry, 

go  ahead  and  water.  All  that  will  hap- 

pen if  the  soil  doesn't  really  need  more 
moisture  is  that  a  puddle  will  grow  in 
the  dish  beneath  the  pot.  One  note  of 
caution  in  this  regard:  If  you  use  a 

cachepot  instead  of  a  saucer  for  the  over- 
flow, too  much  excess  water  may  collect 

in  the  bottom  where  you  can't  see  it.  Lift 
the  plant  pot  out  ten  minutes  after  wa- 

tering to  check  that  the  excess  in  the 

cachepot  is  not  higher  than  the  pot's 
gravel  level.  An  inch  or  2  of  gravel  in 
the  bottom  of  the  cachepot  itself  will 
provide  some  room  for  the  overflow  to 
evaporate  slowly,  raising  the  humidity 
around  the  plant  to  healthful  levels. Humidity 

When  one  thinks  of  watering  plants,  one 

thinks  of  just  that — pouring  some  water 
into  the  pots  to  moisten  the  soil.  But  at- 

mospheric moisture,  or  humidity,  is  just 

as  important  to  a  plant.  Lack  of  humid- 
ity dries  out  your  plants,  at  best  keeping 

them  from  growing  well,  at  worst  dehy- 
drating leaves  till  they  turn  brown.  To 

protect  themselves  from  excessive  water 
loss  in  the  dry  air,  plants  lose  their 
leaves.  Fewer  leaves,  less  moisture  loss 
— and  less  attractiveness.  Plants  need  a 

relative  humidity  of  about  40  to  50  per- 
cent. So  do  paintings,  people,  and  fine 

wood  furniture. 

Misting  your  plants  with  tepid  water 
daily,  or  better  yet,  two  or  three  times 
a  day,  is  helpful.  But  misting  raises  the 
humidity  only  temporarily.  Growing  the 

plants  in  groups,  say  five  or  six  pots  to- 
gether on  one  table  or  window  sill,  also 

helps  because  they  tend  to  form  a  small 

high-humidity  area  around  them  from 
combined  soil  evaporation  and  leaf 
transpiration.  Putting  the  group  of  pots 

on  a  pebble  tray,  where  there's  extra  wa- ter in  between  the  pebbles  to  evaporate 
constantly  around  the  plants,  is  better 
yet.  Best  of  all  is  a  humidifier.  You  may 
make  the  humidifier  less  obtrusive  by 
covering  the  top  with  arching  plants. 
Your  plants  will  thrive  as  never  before, 

and  you'll  probably  be  healthier  too. The  wet  vacation

When  the  wind  whips  at  your  face,  snow 
is  gathered  in  the  gutter,

The  Biltmore  House 

A  French  chateau  in 
the  North  Carolina  Hills

Carolina,  hide  treasure:  a  250-room, 
almost-French  chateau  called  Biltmore 
House.

room  (not  the  Banquet  Hall  which  seats 
50  at  one  long  table),  he  could  see  30 
miles  to  Mount  Pisgah  and  know  that  he 
owned  all  of  it — 125,000  acres.  In  the 
late  1880s,  Mr.  Vanderbilt  had  asked 
Richard  Morris  Hunt,  architect,  and 

Frederick  Law  Olmsted,  landscape  archi- 
tect, to  come  to  Asheville  and  create  a 

country  retreat — like  a  Loire  Valley 
chateau. 

Today,  Biltmore  is  much  more  than  a 
big  house.  The  driveway  winds  3  miles 
from  the  lodge  gate  before  reaching  it, 

then  through  Mr.  Olmsted's  signature 
work — along  the  French  Broad  River, 
across  it  several  times  on  fieldstone 

bridges,  by  fields  of  wheat  and  hay  and 
through  parklike  places  full  of  native 
plants.  Walking  paths  crisscross  every- 

where and  arc  open  to  strollers.  Olm- 

sted's plan  was  to  have  something  in

many  parasols  as  you  want  for  protec- 
tion? The  rollers  burst  forth  in  frothy 

tiers,  gorgeous  tanned  bodies  dive  in  and 
out  of  the  surf.  The  assortment  of  bi- 

kinis is  as  confusing  to  the  sensory  sys- 
tem as  1,000  varieties  of  ice  cream. 

There's  no  need  to  break  the  idyll  for 
lunch.  The  beach  is  a  fairground  of  itin- 

erant salespeople.  We  take  juicy  wedges 
of  pineapple,  a  slice  or  two  of  Brazilian 
couscous,  a  triple-layered  sandwich  of 
shredded  coconut,  tapioca,  and  sugar. 

Five  o'clock  finds  us  back  in  the  hotel 
showering  off  sand,  smoothing  in  after- 

tan  lotion,  and  deciding  on  the  night's 
entertainments.  By  seven,  the  moon  is 
glistening  over  the  bay.  All  the  way  along 
the  Avenida  Atlantica  between  the  beach 
and  hotels  are  alfresco  bars,  restaurants, 

and  cafes  that  you  might  see  in  Europe. 
For  an  aperitif,  we  try  something  more 
Brazilian,  the  Bip  Bip,  a  street  corner 
bar  where  there  are  more  locals  than 

tourists.  Standing  at  the  counter,  we 
order  a  caipirinho,  a  drink  composed  of 
the  local  alcohol,  cacha(^a,  over  a  whole 
crushed  fresh  lime,  drenched  in  sugar 
and  ice.  We  pair  it  with  an  empadinha.  a 
delicious  little  pie  stuffed  with  shrimp  or 
chicken.  Behind  the  bar  is  a  blackboard 
chalked  with  other  petiscos  (hors 

d'oeuvre),  sausage,  salami,  quail  eggs, 
olives,  pickles. 

From  the  Bip  Bip,  we  walk  along  the 
Avenida  leisurely,  enjoying  the  people 
and  the  samba  music,  to  the  Ouro  Verde, 

a  small,  elegant  hotel  with  a  reputation 
going  back  to  the  30s.  Another  aperitif 

in  the  garden,  and  then  into  a  gastro- 
nomic event.  The  cuisine  is  basically 

French,  but  you  can  find  Brazilian  tastes 
if  you  choose  carefully.  The  local  fish 
hadejo,  for  example,  is  beautifully 
poached  in  a  wine  and  cream  sauce,  with 
asparagus  and  whipped  potatoes.  Among 
the  temptations  on  the  dessert  trolley  is 
a  pink,  sweet  giiava  compote,  a  native 

fruit  that's  a  cross  between  an  apricot and  a  fig. 

Does  the  beach  ever  close?  It  seems 

not.  There  are  people  dancing,  kissing, 

moon-gazing  as  you  walk  back  along  the 
Avenida.  At  five  in  the  morning,  some 

Cariocas  are  out  there  jogging  and  ex- 
ercising before  the  day  gets  too  hot.  By 

eight,  on  a  weekend,  the  shore  is  as 
crowded  as  you  will  see  it  any  time  of 
day.  No  wonder  the  bodies  are  so  beauti- 

ful. With  constant  ocean  massage,  every 
muscle  is  toned.  Brazilians  are  very 

sports-minded.  All  the  way  along  the 
beach  are  volleyball  nets.  Fifteen  min- 

utes drive  away,  past  the  chic  Ipanema 
beach,  where  the  waves  are  high  rollers, 
the  surfers  get  their  thrills.  Carioca 
fitness  consciousness  extends  to  food  and 
drink.  For  lunch,  a  Brazilian  will  often 
stop  at  a  juice  bar,  Casn  do  Sucos,  and 

choose  from  19  different  fresh  fruits.  Or 

mix  two  together — passion  fruit  with 

papaya,  melon,  and  coconut.  For  novel- 

ty, try  fruta  do  conde,  the  count's  fruit. Follow  with  a  vitainina  do  abacate,  a 
blend  of  avocado,  milk,  and  honey. 
These  two  are  enough  to  keep  you  going 
until  dusk. 

While  the  beach  is  a  continual  magnet, 
with  so  many  intriguing  mountain  peaks 
silhouetted  in  every  direction  around 

Rio,  you  can't  resist  adventuring.  Climb 
up  one  hill  to  the  Colonial  church  Ou- 
terio  da  Gloria,  which  many  believe  is 
one  of  the  finest  18th-century  baroque 
churches  in  the  world.  From  there,  con- 

tinue to  Santa  Teresa,  Rio's  equivalent 
of  Montmartre,  where  you  can  see  work 
of  the  local  artists  in  a  museum  on  the 

Largo  do  Guimaraes.  Some  well-sea- 
soned travelers  choose  to  stay  in  this 

neighborhood,  at  the  inexpensive  but 
charming  Hotel  Santa  Tersa — a  good 

choice  if  you  don't  care  to  tan  or  swim. 
Brazilians  thrive  on  color.  You  see  it 

in  the  cars  they  drive,  the  zingiest  blues, 

greens,  yellows,  reds,  and  oranges  ever 
seen  on  the  road.  And  their  houses — 
painted  pink,  lavender,  blue,  terra  cotta, 

yellow  with  white  shutters,  or  in  the  re- 
verse with  white  walls  and  rainbow 

shutters.  A  drive  to  Petropolis,  the 
'"summer"  capital  an  hour  north  into  the 
cooler  hills,  will  impress  you  with  visual 

delights — houses  nestling  against  tropi- 
cal shrubs,  the  bright  hibiscus,  and 

everywhere  the  dazzling  yellow  national 
flower  of  Brazil  called  the  ipe  amarela. 

In  Petropolis,  you  find  native  ceramic 
and  furniture  ateliers.  At  Bonsuccesso,  a 

village  just  beyond,  young  girls  hand- 
paint  or  screen-print  tiles  with  modern, 
traditional,  or  blue  and  white  Portuguese 

designs.  A  table  for  six  or  eight,  lac- 
quered red,  inlaid  with  red,  white,  and 

blue  tiles  on  its  surface  is  $300  with  two 

matching  lacquered  benches.  A  little 
further  along  at  Ceramica  Luis  Alvador 
are  more  tiles  for  walls,  roofs,  swim- 

ming pools,  fountains.  Pitchers,  vases, 
plates,  bowls,  mugs,  wine  glasses,  glori- 

ous casseroles,  huge  lamp  bases,  great 

cachepots  for  plants  or  trees  are  in 
marvelous  colors — a  rich  red  like 
chateau-bot.led  wine,  an  intense  blue, 

deep  sea  green,  a  luminous  white.  Four 

heavy  white  dinner  plates,  with  "crin- 
kly" edges  are  $5.  A  marmalade  pot,  $3. 

Allow  time  for  this  day  trip.  You  will 

spend  longer  than  you  planned,  espe- 
cially if  you  stay  for  lunch  at  the  18th- 

century  Quitandinha,  once  a  casino  in 
Petropolis. 

Back  in  Rio  for  dinner,  we  take  a  re- 
freshing haiida  de  coco,  coconut  milk 

cocktail  spiced  with  pinga,  on  the  30th 
floor  Sky  Lab  bar  of  the  Othon  Palace. 

There's  a  pool  here,  open  to  the  sky;  a 
canvas  canopy  shades  the  bar.  From 
there,  cab  to  the  Copacabana  Palace  for 
dinner,  where  the  dining  room  has  black 
marble  walls,  white  Chinese  furniture.

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and  an  atmosphere  redolent  of  Scott 

Fitzgerald  and  the  20s.  We  try  some- 
thing typically  Brazilian,  of  course — 

picadinho,  a  dish  with  a  basis  of  ground 
meat,  mushroom,  onions,  olives  and 
peppers  served  with  rice  and  a  fried  egg 
on  the  side.  Join  it  with  a  native  dry  red 
wine,  granja  uniao. 

It's  ten  years  since  the  world  was  im- 
pressed by  Brazilia,  an  architectural  as- 

semblage of  modern  design.  Today 
something  else  seems  to  be  going  on  in 
terms  of  building.  At  the  Barra  and 
Costa  Brava,  a  few  miles  along  the  coast 
from  Rio  where  the  affluent  Cariocas 

are  moving,  recycling  is  in  full  swing. 
Each  house  is  constructed  with  recycled 

materials — tiles,  timbers,  old  planks, 
Victorian  staircases,  driftwood,  railroad 
ties.  You  stand  and  stare  at  one  extraor- 

dinary example,  a  house  with  a  base  of 
enormous  logs  lashed  together  to  support 
a  cement  and  steel  structure  topped  off 

with  a  terra-cotta  tiled  roof.  It  is  perched 
on  its  steel  girders  high  on  a  rock,  with  a 
sheer  drop  to  the  ocean  hundreds  of  feet 
below.  A  Victorian  staircase  winds  up  to 
a  cantilevered  deck.  You  feel  if  a  hurri- 

cane hit  this  house  and  it  toppled  into 
the  sea,  miraculously  it  would  float  on  its 

base  of  lashed-together  tree  trunks. 

Two  hours'  plane  trip  northeast  from 
Rio  at  Salvador,  known  to  most  Brazili- 

ans as  Bahia,  you  will  find  one  of  Brazil's 
most  spectacular  architectural  restora- 

tions. It's  a  17th-century  nunnery,  now 
a  very  fine  hotel,  the  Convento  do 
Carmo.  (If  you  saw  the  movie  Dona 
Flor  and  Her  Two  Husbands,  you  will 
recognize  the  streets  in  this  city.)  Once 
in  Bahia,  you  are  no  longer  in  familiar 
Latin  surroundings — the  atmosphere  is 
Africa.  People  walk  rhythmically  with 
loads  on  their  heads.  Music  is  in  their 
voices.  Make  the  trip  to  Bahia  if  you 

possibly  can  to  experience  the  contrast 
in  lifestyles. 

As  your  cab  climbs  narrow  cobbled 
streets  to  the  Convento,  you  are  dazzled 
with  houses  in  a  rainbow  of  colors,  iced 
with  white  decoration.  The  nunnery  is 
hardly  changed  architecturally  (part  of 
it  is  still  in  use),  just  polished  up,  yet 
here  is  as  much  luxury  and  comfort  as 
you  can  find  anywhere  in  the  world.  The 

central  courtyard  is  now  a  sunning  ter- 
race with  a  big  round  swimming  pool  in 

the  middle.  Your  room  is  a  nun's  cell, 
with  timbers  criss-crossing  the  ceiling, 
polished  wood  floor,  marvelous  antique 
furniture.  The  bed  is  covered  with  a 

white  hand-crocheted  spread;  white  lace 

curtains  hang  in  front  of  shuttered  win- 
dows. There's  a  window  seat  where  once 

a  solitary  nun  sat  and  looked  out  on  to 

the  courtyard.  If  you  want  quiet,  peace- 
ful seclusion,  you  find  it  in  these  sur-

roundings.  Yet  you  can  venture  out  and 
find  throbbing  African  music  just  around 
the  corner.  For  $1.50,  buy  two  tickets 

for  an  evening  performance  in  an  out- 
door theatre,  part  of  a  community  center 

in  a  beautiful  old  restored  house  nearby. 
Drums,  chanting,  dancing  get  your  feet 
beating.  You  sip  a  cocktail  as  you  watch 
exuberant  male  warrior  dancers,  and 

girls  dressed  in  swirly  white  dresses  with 

lacy  pantaloons.  When  it's  all  over, 
rhythms  pulsating  in  your  head,  you 
climb  a  cobbled  hill  to  the  Hotel  Pelour- 
inho  where  women  in  exotic  Carmen 

Miranda  costume — turbans,  colorful 
cotton  skirts,  rope  upon  rope  of  beads 

cascading  around  the  neck — serve  you dinner. 

In  Bahia,  you  get  up  early  to  see  the 
city.  Take  your  cab  down  to  the  Mer- 
cado  Modelo  market,  at  8  a.m.  where 

craftspeople  sell  their  work.  The  birim- 
bau  rhythm  (played  from  a  coconut 
shell  with  a  flexible  bow  of  wire)  is  all 
around  you  as  you  browse  here,  looking 
at  leather  bags,  beautiful  embroidered 
cottons,  silver  trinkets,  handwoven  ham- 

mocks, ceramics,  baskets,  old  wooden 
trunks  and  chests,  and  endless  stalls  with 

macumba  or  "voodoo"  charms.  From 
the  market,  walk  to  the  extraordinary 
elevador  which  takes  you,  for  30  cents, 

to  upper  Bahia,  where  the  air  is  fresh 
and  the  atmosphere  historic.  This  was 

the  fortress  where,  in  1620,  the  Portu- 
guese fought  off  an  attack  from  the 

Dutch.  Take  a  refreshing  vitamina  de 
fruta  with  a  coconut  cake  at  the  bar  at 

the  top  of  the  elevator,  overlooking  the 
bay.  By  10  a.m.,  you  are  back  at  the 
Convento  for  a  quiet  saunter  through 
the  nunnery  museum  and  a  cool  swim. 

There  is  one  restaurant  you  are  told 
is  a  must  and  it  certainly  lives  up  to  its 

reputation — Sol  de  Unhao.  It's  in  the 
former  slaves'  quarters  of  an  old  elegant 
estate  down  by  the  water.  Vaulted  ceil- 

ings, views  of  the  sea,  a  bistro  feeling, 
and  Bahian  cooking — a  very  special 
kind  of  soul  food  cooked  in  dende — 
palm  oil — and  coconut  milk.  Try 
nmqueca  de  siri  mole,  soft-shell  crab  or 
vatapa,  a  peppery  mixture  of  fish  and 
shrimp,  peanuts,  cashews  and  coconut, 
drenched  in  golden  sauteed  manioc  flour. 
You  drink  very  sour  fresh  lemon  drinks 
in  the  heat  of  the  day.  An  afternoon  trip 
to  the  beach,  perhaps,  with  almost  white 
sand  fringed  with  palm  trees,  and  empty 

like  a  desert  island.  (Bahia  is  an  industri- 

al city,  so  there's  no  time  for  play  as  they 
do  in  Rio.)  Then  back  to  the  Convento, 
dinner  in  the  subterranean  dining  room 
where  candles  light  the  tables  and  you 
are  surroimded  by  a  flotilla  of  waiters. 
For  dessert,  not  one  but  four  different 
kinds  of  coconut  specialties.  Take  the 

brown,  sugary  one.  Delicious,  different. 
Like  Brazil.

on  New  Year's  Eve.  At  midnight  through 
the  early  hours,  thousands  of  candles 

flicker  on  the  beach;  there's  a  wonderful 
spirit  of  community  between  people. 
The  second  spectacle  is  Carnival,  held 
before  Ash  Wednesday  during  Lent. 
Samba  schools  parade  between  midnight 
Saturday  through  midday  the  following 
Sunday.  Remember  seasons  are  reversed 

in  the  southern  hemisphere,  so  their  win- 
ter is  our  summer.  From  March,  Rio 

starts  to  cool  off — from  95  to  100  de- 
grees Fahrenheit  in  January  to  a  more 

comfortable  85  to  90  in  March.  If  you 

go  for  New  Year's,  it's  worth  remember- 
ing two  side  trips  out  of  the  city  to  cool- 

er surroundings:  One  is  the  Tijuca  trop- 

ical rain  forest,  an  hour's  drive  north 
in  the  hills.  Eat  at  the  Esquilo — squirrel 
— restaurant  for  lunch.  Second  is  a 
schooner  boat  ride  to  the  Ilha  de 

Jaguanum,  a  desert  island  with  tropical 

greenery.  Buffet  lunch  is  served  on  the 
edge  of  the  beach  in  palm-thatched  open 
huts.  Cool  sea  breezes  beat  the  heat  of Rio.

bloom  year-round.  In  March,  it's  the 
famous  azalea  garden  and  in  late  June, 
roses  and  rhododendron.

raoh's  head  for  a  doorknob,  an  Egyptian 
woman  as  handle  for  the  dead  bolt. 

After  touring  the  house,  take  a  stroll 

in  the  air  through  the  4-acre,  stone  wall- 
enclosed  English  garden  and  then  the 
fanciful,  all-glass  conservatory  with  its 
orchid  and  cactus  houses.  The  estate  now 
covers  10,600  acres  (the  Blue  Ridge 

Parkway  cuts  through  the  r^iddle),  but 
most  was  given  to  the  state  as  a  park  and 
a  few  thousand  acres  were  sold  for  de- 

velopment into  Biltmore  Forest,  where 
the  two  Vanderbilt  grandsons  have 
houses.  One  grandson  has  established  a 
winery,  but  since  the  vines  are  still 
young,  wines  are  not  available  to  try. 
The  place  also  supports  a  large  dairy 

herd  and  the  Biltmore  Dairy  which  pro- 
duces, among  other  things,  a  regionally 

distributed  Biltmore-brand  ice  cream. 
These  enterprises,  with  the  $7  admission 

charge,  make  the  estate  self-supporting. 
Where  to  stay: 
The  nearby  town  of  Asheville  has  lots  of 
hotels  and  motels  and  is  very  popular 
with  lowland  tourists,  who  come  to  the 
cool  of  the  mountains.  There  are  also 

full-fledged  resorts  like  the  Grove  Park 
Inn,  which  is  tucked  into  Sunset  Moun- 

tain, built  at  the  turn  of  the  century  of 

jagged  boulders.  You  can  swim,  play 
tennis  or  golf  on  a  steep  and  beautifully 

kept  course.  Dinner  outdoors  on  the  ter- 
race is  very  attractive.  Try  the  trout  and 

raw  spinach  salad.  You  can  also  visit  the 

Biltmore  Homespun  Shops  on  the  Inn's 
grounds,  which  sells  fabric  made  right 
there. 
Shopping: 

The  mountains  in  and  around  Asheville 
abound  in  craftsmen.  The  Southern 

Highland  Handicraft  Guild,  whose  mem- 
bers come  from  eight  states,  runs  two 

shops  in  Asheville,  each  crammed  with 
handmade  baskets,  pottery,  weaving, 
carving.  The  most  colorful  baskets  are 
woven  by  the  Cherokee  Indians  on  their 
reservation  about  65  miles  west  of  Ashe- 

ville. The  gift  shop  there  has  the  widest 
selection  and  is  worth  the  jaunt,  but  all 
craft  shops  carry  some. 

Devote  some  afternoons  to  exploring: 
Go  south  to  Fletcher  for  hooked  and 

braided  rugs  or  head  east  about  1 6  miles 
to  Black  Mountain,  which  is  making  an 

exciting  beginning — Cherry  Street  is 
lined  with  antiques  shops,  a  saloon,  a 

health-food  store,  jewelry  maker,  and 
frame  shop.  At  the  base  of  the  street  in 

the  old  railroad  depot  is  a  craft  shop  de- 
voted to  local  artists  working  in  tradi- 
tional mediums  and  new  ones  like  soft 

sculpture.  Around  the  corner  is  the  Ap- 
palachian Wind  Chime  Factory.  Its  ante-

A  SHORT  COURSE  ON 

GLASS 
A  complete  shopping  and  care  guide  to  glass 

By  Margaret  Morse 
Throughout  history,  manners  and  design 
have  gone  hand  in  hand.  Until  the  17th 
century,  glass  was  so  precious  one  glass 
was  passed  around  the  table.  After  the 
French  Revolution,  each  diner  got  his 
own  glass,  and  when  more  than  one  wine 
was  served,  a  special  glass-rinsing  basin 
was  set  at  each  place.  As  19th-century 
mechanization  made  glass  more  afford- 

able, three  to  five  glasses  a  placesetting 
generally  became  the  rule,  depending  on 

the  wines  being  served.  Today — keen  on 

informality  and  easy  care — we've  taken 
up  the  all-purpose  wineglass. 

Here  are  some  terms  to  look  and  listen 

for  when  you  shop: 

Full  lead  crystal — contains  at  least  30 
percent  lead. 
Crystal  or  lead  crystal — contains  at  least 
24  percent  lead. 

Flint  glass — glass  or  crystal  with  an  un- 
spccKlcd  high  lead  content. 

Soda-lime  glass — may  be  called  semi- 
crystal  or  half-crystal  if  it  contains  be- 

tween 8  and  24  percent  lead.  Or  just 

plain  glass,  containing  less  than  24  per- 
cent lead — or  no  lead  at  all. 

What's  so  important  about  lead?  The 
higher  the  lead  content,  the  brighter  and 
clearer — and  stronger — the  glass  will 

tend  to  be.  And,  on  glass  that  hasn't  been 
deliberately  colored,  the  closer  to  "water 
white"  rather  than  gray  it  will  be.  At  the 
other  end  of  the  scale  is  soda-lime  glass 

that  has  not  been  skillfully  "decolor- 
ized": It  may  look  slightly  green  or  tan 

instead  of  gray — commonly  caused  by 
trace  amounts  of  iron  oxide — as  little  as 

5/  iOOths  of  a  percent!  You  may  not  no- 
tice a  lint  by  inspecting  glasses  individ- 

ually, but  try  looking  through  several 

glasses  of  a  pattern  shoulder-to-shoul- 
der. The  tint  will  probably  be  more  ap- 

parent when  you  get  \our  dozen  glasses

So  compare  patterns  in  the 

store. 
There  are  other  characteristics  of  lead 

content.  The  higher  the  lead  content,  the 
darker  the  shadow  the  glass  will  cast  and 

the  heavier  it  will  seem  for  its  size.  Crys- 
tal rims  tend  to  give  a  metallic  ring  when 

you  tap  them  with  your  finger.  Glass 

rims  tend  to  go  "thunk."  A  thin  glass 
rim  may  sound  metallic  too — a  thick 
crystal  one  will  not.  The  more  lead, 
the  deeper  the  designs  the  manufacturer 

can  cut  into  the  glass  without  it  frag- 
menting. 

Whatever  the  type  glass,  remember 
that  it  will  tend  to  take  on  the  color  of 

the  background,  so  unless  the  back- 

ground is  white,  it's  best  if  you  ask  to 
see  ths  glass  by  a  daylit  window.  But 

don't — one  expert  suggests — choose  a 

glass  on  beauty  alone:  "Choose  a  glass 
you'll  feel  comfortable  holding — and 

using." 

How  is  it  made? 
There  is  often  some  confusion  between 

the  manufacturing  terms  jreeblown, 
handhlown.  and  machine-made.  If  the 

glass  is  labeled  freeblown,  it  means  it  was 
handblown  and  shaped  without  a  mold 

{offhand).  Until  a  few  years  ago  you'd see  freeblown  glass  only  at  a  few  stores 
and  at  galleries  aid  crafts  fairs.  Recently 
an  increasing  number  of  department 

stores  have  added  "craft"  sections  to 

their  glass  departments.  You'll  find many  more  freeblown  vases  and  the  like 
than  glasses,  as  duplicating  shape  and 
size  without  a  mold  takes  supreme  sk  II. 

The  term  handblown  usually  means 

the  glass  was  handblown  in'.o  a  mold, 
not  the  air.  There  is  often  slijht  varia- 

tion between  one  glass  and  the  njxt.  Ad 

that's  what  makes  it  interesting.  S  me 

molded  glass  looks  cut — it's  o.tcn  made 
with  a  percentage  of  a  barium  com,? 
pound,  to  make  the  edges  better  defined, 
like  those  of  cut  glass. 

In  both  freeblown  and  handhlown 

glass  you'll  often  notice  other  tiny  ir- 
regularities that  arc  all  part  of  the  hand- 

crafted process:  (  1  )  a  tiny  bubbL'  cv 
two  ("seeds").  (2)  A  pontil  mark — the 
small  central  indentation  on  the  glass 
bottom  or  pitcher  handle  where  the 
piece  was  attached  to  the  pontil  for  the 

final  step,  fire-polishing.  (Some  glasses 
are  attached  from  the  bowl  end,  and  the 

glass  is  cut  away  at  the  r  m,  leaving  no 

mark.)  (3)  "Rings  of  light,"  caused  by 
variations  in  the  density  of  the  walls  of  a 
glass,  bowl  or  vase. 

Machine-made  glass  is  the  least  ex- 

pensive. It's  mechanically  blown  and 
molded — and  usually  called  mold-h.'own or  hlown-molded.  At  i:s  best  it  can  be 

very  clear  and  strong.  Glasses  of  a  given 
pattern  are  virtually  identical.  You  can 
tell  machine-made  glass  by  its  seams, 

although  some  simple,  symmetric  ma- 
chine-made pieces  have  no  seams.

Cut  or  uncut? 

Should  you  choose  cut  or  uncut  glass? 

It's  up  to  you.  Imagine  two  vases  of  bril- 
liant, virtually  colorless  glass — one  cut, 

one  plain.  On  the  cut  vase  you'll  prob- 
ably notice  the  cutting  more  than  the 

overall  shape.  The  glass  will  scintillate 

and  break  the  light  into  a  rainbow  of  col- 
ors as  a  prism  does.  On  the  plain  vase 

you'll  tend  to  notice  the  shape  and  trans- 
parency of  the  glass. 

In  an  interview  when  he  was  Vice- 

President  and  Design  Director  of  Tif- 

fany &  Co.,  George  O'Brien  made  the 
remark  that  "Clear  crystal's  the  hardest 
thing  to  do — cutting  was  almost  invented 
to  cover  up  bubbles  and  imperfections. 

It's  much  easier  to  do  a  mediocre  cutting 
job  than  to  produce  pristine  uncut  crys- 

tal." Superlative  handcutting,  however, 
is  very  hard  to  do.  Tiffany  carries  a  mas- 

sive punch  bowl  with  deep  handcut  key- 
hole-shaped scallops.  It  requires  so  much 

careful  work  that  three  out  of  four 

bowls  end  up  literally  on  the  cutting- 
room  floor.

Crystal  care 
Washing.  You  shouldn't  put  collector's 
crystal  or  gilt-decorated  glass  in  the  dish- 

washer— heat  may  crack  it  and  remove 
some  of  the  gold.  In  general,  wash  other 
fine  glass  in  the  dishwasher  as  little  as 

possible,  since — one  expert  claims — the 

detergent  may  slowly  etch  glass  till  it's 
permanently  dull  and  gray.  Much  inex- 

pensive machine-made  glassware,  on  the 
other  hand,  is  dishwasher-safe.  So  use 

your  judgment — and  check  manufac- 
turers' instructions. 

If  you  do  use  the  dishwasher,  space 

and  brace  pieces  so  vibrations  won't  rub 
or  throw  them  together.  If  your  dish- 

washer has  a  "fine  glass  and  china"  set- 
ting, use  it:  The  cooler  temperature  will 

be  easier  on  the  glass  and  china. 

When  washing  by  hand,  "cushion' 
your  sink  with  a  perforated  rubber  "sink 
mat"  or  with  a  terry-cloth  towel.  Don'i 
crowd  pieces.  Add  a  little  vinegar  tc 
your  soapy  wash  water  and  to  your  rinse 
water  to  discourage  water-spotting 

Don't  plunge  cold  glass  into  hot  watei 
and  vice  versa — heat  extremes  ma) 
crack  it.  Cracking  often  happens  wher 

you  knock  a  rim  against  the  faucet  while! 

you're  rinsing  glass — help  prevent  i| 
by  capping  the  faucet  with  a  rubbeil strainer.

Pre 
longed  contact  with  moisture  leaches  th| 
sodium  oxide  in  the  glass  to  the  surface 
This  leaching  is  called  hazing,  and  it|

St.,  New  York,  N.Y.  10022,  they'll  look over  their  store  of  old  shaker  tops  (most 
are  sterling)  and  see  if  they  have  any 

that  fit.  Fitting  is  tricky — Thome  must 
see  the  shakers,  not  a  sketch.  If  they 

don't  have  any  old  tops  that  fit,  they  can 
make  new  sterling  silver  tops  to  match. 
Please  enclose  a  self-addressed,  stamped 

envelope  with  your  package,  and  they'll 
send  you  an  estimate  for  old  or  new  tops. 
You  pay  return  postage  in  any  event. 

Because  salt  can  corrode  and  pit  silver, 

a  silver  shaker  top  should  be  wiped  in- 
side and  out  after  each  use.

BEST  BUYS  AT  AUCTION 
How  to  pick  good  investments  in  19th-century  porcelain,  paintings,  and  furniture

Everyone  collects,  and  almost  every- 
thing is  collectible.  Given  the  variety, 

where  do  you  start?  Prices  for  some  art 

objects  are  sky-high.  All  the  well  publi- 
cized auction  galleries  in  New  York  and 

London  send  out  the  same  message: 
Good  art  works  are  very  expensive.  Buy 
the  classics  and  the  money  you  pay  will 
be  obvious.  The  trick  is  to  go  after  the 
objects  which  are  currently  in  the 
process  of  reevaluation.  There,  the  prices 

won't  be  high,  but  the  value  will  be. 
Through  America's  auction  rooms  and 

antiques  shops  pass  everything  from 
fabulous  jewels  to  tin  toy  cars.  Prices 
seem  to  be  rising  in  almost  every  area. 
Fortunately,  there  are  categories  where 
you  still  can  get  in  on  the  bottom  rung. 

■  19TH-CENTURY  ART 
Works  from  the  last  century  are  plenti- 

ful, beautifully  made,  generally  in  good 
condition,  but  historically  overlooked. 
These  items  were  made  all  over  the  new- 

ly industrialized  world,  and  were  pur- 
chased by  eager  travelers  from  America, 

Europe,  and  Great  Britain.  There  are  a 
number  of  collection  areas  which  typify 
the  art  of  the  19th  century.  However, 
some  fields  are  especially  interesting, 
reasonable  in  price,  and  available  all 
over  America.  We  give  you  three: 

■  EUROPEAN  PORCELAIN 
Little  else  so  well  represents  the  19th 

century  as  the  vast  and  varied  produc- 
tions of  its  porcelain  kilns.  Here,  the 

craftsmanship  of  the  18th  century  com- 
bined with  the  mechanical  and  industrial 

ingenuity  of  the  19th  century  to  cater  to 
the  ornamental  needs  of  the  newly  rich 
middle  classes. 

The  great  centers  of  1 9th-century  con- 
tinental European  porcelain  manufac- 

ture were  Germany,  Austria,  and  France. 
The  two  major  German  factories  were 
Meissen  and  Berlin.  Meissen,  famous  as 
the  oldest  porcelain  factory  in  Europe, 

drew  on  its  legacy  of  outstanding  1  8th- 
ccntury  rococo  designs  by  great  ceramic 
artists  like  J.J.  Kaendler  and  P.  Reinickc 

to  produce  an  extraordinary  array  of 
mythological  groups,  romantic  couples, 
animals  and  birds.  Elaborate  dinner  ser- 

vices, beautifully  painted  with  bouquets 
of  flowers,  cases  for  clocks,  knife  han- 

dles, baskets  raised  on  vine-wreathed 
stands,  and  magnificent  carved  urns  were 
also  produced,  all  well  labeled  with  the 

factory's  blue  crossed  swords  mark.  The 
standard  of  quality  was  always  high;  the 
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This  elaborate  European  tea  service, 
handsomely     crafted,     sold     for     $2,500. 

porcelain  thick  and  heavy,  the  modeling 
well  executed,  and  the  enamel  paints 

carefully  applied  with  meticulous  atten- 
tion to  detail. 

Meissen  groups  are  especially  appeal- 
ing, showing  piitti  huddled  around  a 

winter  fire  or  drawing  a  sled — always, 
mind  you,  clad  incongruously  in  the 

most  perfunctory  costume — or  courting 
couples  engaged  in  endless  pursuit  of  one 

another,  with  a  sly  cupid  forever  in  at- 
tendance, or  the  cupid  himself  sharpen- 

ing his  arrows,  or  forging  a  heart,  or 
bound  with  flowers,  admonished  against 
further  mischievousness.  Or  children 

may  clamber  about  grape  presses,  sam- 
pling the  wine  or  play  at  being  lovers — 

childhood  innocence  tempering  adult 

folly.  These  and  a  host  of  other  charm- 
ing groups  frequently  appear  at  auction. 

Their  prices  range  from  $300  for  a  sim- 
ple figure,  perhaps  5  or  6  inches  high,  to 

over  $2,000  for  an  important  piece  or  a 
large  group. 

But  the  most  interesting  Meissen 

wares  for  the  collector  are  19th-century 
productions  that  owe  nothing  to  the  18th 

century,  often  figures  dressed  in  contem- 
porary costumes  such  as  models  of  sol- 

diers, or  large  plaques  designed  to  be 
framed  as  pictures,  or  service  plates 

adorned  with  copies  of  old-master  paint- 
ings. These,  however,  are  not  cheap. 

The  plates,  for  example,  painted  with  re- 
markable precision,  sell  for  about  $500 

each.  Still,  these  are  a  relative  bargain, 
when  you  consider  that  these  sample 
plates  in  the  1890s  were  retailed  by 

stores  like  Tifi'any  &  Co.  for  what  was 
then  a  very  respectable  $100  apiece. 

The  Berlin  factory  was  even  more  fa- 
mous for  its  copies  of  old-master  paint- 

ings on  porcelain.  Another  of  the  great 
German  factories  with  a  distinguished 

18th-century  past,  Berlin,  during  the  first 
half  of  the  19th  century,  produced  wares 

in  the  French  Empire  style.  Architec- 
tural views  and  historical  scenes  were 

painted  with  extraordinary  care  on  urns 
and  table  wares.  A  single  cup  and  saucer 

of  this  sort  now  fetches  upwards  of  $1.- 

000  at  auction.  During  the  second  half 
of  the  century,  the  Berlin  factory  revived 
18th-century  models,  similar  to  those  at 
Meissen,  but  decorated  them  with  < 
more  restrained  use  of  color  and  embel 

lishment.  The  factory  also  made  painted 

porcelain  plaques,  and  it  is  for  these 
paintings  on  porcelain,  impressed  with 
the  initials  of  the  company,  K.P.M.,  and 

produced  from  1850-1900,  that  the  com 
pany  is  famous.  Here  the  colors  glow 
undiminished,  as  only  enamels  on  porce 
lain  can,  and  the  quality  is  superb,  a  tri 

umph  of  technique  and  technology — 
highly  skilled  painting  working  with  ; 
remarkable  range  of  colors.  The  subject 
of  these  plaques  were  never  original,  bui 
were  drawn  from  paintings  hanging  ii 
German  museums,  particularly  thos 

old-master  or  contemporary  painting*' 
hat  displayed  a  touch  of  sentimentality 
Young  children  and  scantily  clad  maid 
ens  predominated.  And  that  was  jus 
what  the  late  19th  century  wanted.  A 

army  of  painters  specialized  in  plaques 

usually  painting  them  outside  the  factory 

and  proudly  signing  their  work.  Th^ 
great  name  to  look  for  is  Wagner,  actu 
ally  the  name  of  a  large  family  of  ac 
complished  porcelain  painters. 

Berlin  plaques  must  have  sold  like  ho 
cakes  in  the  19th  century,  because  larg 

numbers  turn  up  in  the  salesrooms.  An( 
modern  taste  has  gone  full  circle,  be 
cause  buyers  today  are  more  eager  tha 
ever  for  them.  Prices  range  from  $300  c 
$400  for  a  7-inch-long  oval  plaque,  of 
Madonna  and  Child  to  $16,000  for 
12-by- 15-inch  mythological  subject  o 
maidens  bathing  in  a  moonlit  poo 

Clearly,  Berlin  plaques  are  no  bargai 
now.  But  nothing  illustrates  better  th 

extraordinary  potential  for  19th-cer 
tury  pieces.  A  year  ago,  these  plaqut 

cost  20  to  25  percent  less.  Four  yeai' 
ago,  the  difference  was  50  to  60  percen: 
Ten  years  ago,  they  would  have  bee 
virtually  unsalable. 

Sumptuous  decoration,  very  much 
the  Berlin  style,  is  what  the  late  19tl 
century  Viennese  factories  are  famoi 
for.  These  companies  all  used  the  san 
marks  to  identify  their  ware,  the  trad 

tional  shield  (or  "beehive")  mark  in  ui 
derglazcd  blue  of  the  old  Vienna  factor 
which  closed  its  doors  in  1 864.  At  the 

best,  they  produced  some  of  the  fine 
decorated  plates,  trays,  and  urns 
Europe.  Subjects  tended  to  be  girls  wi 
streaming  hair  or  classical  scenes,  pain 
cd  within  fanciful  gilt  and  colored  bo

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ders.  Several  vears  ago  these  plates  were 
very  affordable  at  $200-$300  a  plate; 
however,  in  a  recc-nt  New  York  sale,  the 
illustrated  plate  brought  $850! 

One  point  to  be  aware  of  is  in  the 
field  of  French  porcelain.  Here,  pairs  of 

huge  "palace"  urns.  3  or  4  feet  tall,  in- 
differently painted  and  applied  with 

crudely  cast  gilt-bronze  mounts,  will  sell 
for  $10,000  to  $20,000  and  occasionally 

much  more.  Just  now.  prices  seem  unre- 
lated to  quality.  For  the  collector, 

though,  true  19th-century  Sevres  porce- 
lain, properly  marked  with  variously 

changing  printed  marks,  is  very  much  the 
thing  to  buy  (if  you  can  find  it).  Until 
the  revolution  of  1848,  the  style  was 

Empire,  similar  in  taste  to  the  contempo- 
rary Berlin  factory  production.  From 

1848  until  the  end  of  the  century,  the 
style  was  High  Victorian,  similar  to  the 
English  porcelain  of  Royal  Worcester 
and  Minton.  By  the  turn  of  the  century, 
it  was  Art  Nouveau.  Prices  range  from 
the  low  hundreds  for  interesting  figures 
or  a  vase  to  the  thousands  for  an  elab- 

orate tea  service. 

■  AMERICAN  PAINTINGS 
American  pictures,  like  all  Americana, 

are  currently  very  popular.  Many  collec- 
tors are  specializing  in  American  furni- 
ture of  the  18th  century,  folk  art  of  the 

18th  through  the  early  20th  centuries, 
and  in  fine  paintings  by  artists  of  the 
Colonial  and  later  periods,  who  were 
trained  by  European  masters.  The  natu- 

ral patriotism  of  American  collectors 

and  the  newly  art-educated  American 
population  have  added  impetus  to  the 
quickly  soaring  prices  of  Americana. 
However,  as  in  all  categories  of  collect- 

ing, there  are  those  areas  that  have  been 
forgotten  and  until  recently  overlooked 
in  favor  of  better  known  works  by  his- 

torically acclaimed  artisans  and  artists. 
You  can  still  buy  American  paintings 

at  reasonable  prices.  Buy  carefully, 
searching  through  auction  sales  and 

dealers"  shops.  You  can  find  a  lovely 
landscape,  a  charming  primitive  un- 

signed American  portrait,  or  an  Ameri- 
can impressionist  painting  as  beautiful 

as  the  earlier  French  impressionist 
works,  at  almost  unbelievably  low  prices! 

Topographical  landscape  paintings  are 
important  records  of  American  history. 
Hundreds  of  local  and  itinerant  artists, 

both  formally  trained  and  self-taught, 
captured  the  beauty  of  their  native 
American  scenery.  Throughout  the  late 
19th  and  early  20th  centuries,  these 

artists  portrayed  American  land  as  it  ap- 
peared to  them:  romantically,  in  soft 

tones  in  an  almost  idealized  manner,  or 

naturalistically.  in  straightforward  re- 
production of  the  view  or  scene. 

Bruce  Crane's  f  American,  1857-1937) 
work,  for  example,  represents  a  more 
romantic  view  of  American  landscape. 
His  colors  and  style  refiect  those  of  (he 

French  Barbizon  school,  yet  he  is  typical 
of  a  large  number  of  American  painters. 
His  paintings  are  of  good  quality  and 
often  reasonable  in  price.  In  February, 

1977,  a  work  sold  for  $475,  quite  ac- 
cessible to  many  new  collectors.  In  a  re- 

cent sale  in  New  York  City,  a  landscape 
sold  for  $2,000.  It  seems  that  some  of 
his  works  are  already  expensive,  but 
there  arc  many  still  available  for  under 

$2,000,  The  works  of  many  similar  art- 
ists represent  good  buys  for  the  collector 

who  hopes  his  purchases  will  be  worth 
more  in  years  to  come. 
Edward  Darch  Lewis  (American. 

1 837- 1910)  is  typical  of  previously  over- 
looked American  artists  whose  work  is 

becoming  increasingly  popular.  Lewis's 
views  of  New  England  seaports  are 

charming,  beautiful,  and  easy  to  appreci- 
ate. In  the  spring  of  1978,  a  picture  by 

Lewis  brought  $650.  In  a  recent  sale,  a 
similar  painting  brought  $500,  a  low 
price  for  a  quality  picture. 

Perhaps  the  area  of  greatest  potential 
price  increases  for  American  paintings  is 
that  of  the  lesser-known  American  im- 

pressionists, often  trained  by  European 
masters  or  by  major  American  artists 
during  the  late  19th  century.  Colorful 
paintings  in  the  impressionistic  style  were 
produced  during  the  first  third  of  the 

20th  century  in  great  quantity  through- 
out America,  especially  in  New  England. 

Though  many  works  can  go  for  tens  of 
thousands  of  dollars,  many  fine  paintings 
can  be  bought  for  $500  to  $1,500. 

The  works  of  Ben  Foster  (American, 

1852-1926)  have  been  attracting  inter- 
est in  the  auction  market  in  recent 

months.  His  beautiful  impressionist 
landscapes  full  of  light  and  color  are 
rapidly  increasing  in  value.  In  October. 

1978,  a  view  of  "A  Forest  and  Stream" 
brought  $1,200.  In  a  sale  this  past  De- 

cember, a  painting  by  Foster  brought 
$1,900,  a  good  but  still  low  price. 

The  New  England  scenes  of  William 
Lester  Stevens  (American.  1888-1969) 
are  also  currently  selling  for  rising  but 
still  reasonable  prices.  A  landscape  by 
Stevens  was  sold  in  June,  1978  for 
$1,100.  In  October  the  price  of  $1,400

bought  a  similar  work. 
Portraits  of  the  18th-  and  early  19th- 

century  American  school  have  always 

demanded  high  prices.  Even  folk  por- 
traits painted  by  itinerant  artists  can 

bring  thousands  of  dollars.  However, 
many  unsigned,  primitive  portraits  by 
unknown,  but  not  unskilled,  artists  turn 
up  at  sales  throughout  the  country  and 
can  be  purchased  for  under  $1,000! 

Two  charming  portraits  were  sold  in 
a  recent  New  York  sale  dating  from  the 

late  19th  century.  One,  a  delightful  por- 
trait of  a  woman  and  her  child,  and  the 

other  of  a  woman  in  her  fanciest  lace- 
trimmed  gown.  The  former  brought 
$550,  the  latter,  $750.  The  appeal  of 

these  portraits  is  universal — they  do  not 
have  to  be  of  your  ancestors  to  add  a 
touch  of  19th-century  America  to  your 
home! 
■  VICTORIAN  FURNITURE 
A  few  years  ago,  Victorian  English  and 

American  furniture  was  regarded  as  lit- 
tle more  than  used  furniture;  it  was 

found  in  thrift  shops  and  occasionally  in 

the  shops  of  small  dealers  and  in  small 
auction  houses.  Currently,  interest  has 
reawakened  in  several  areas  of  Victorian 
furniture.  Prices  of  this  furniture  in  the 

French  style  can  go  as  high  as  $10,000 

to  $50,000.  But  there  are  still  some  bar- 
gains to  be  found.  Well-carved  pieces 

can  be  bought  quite  reasonably.  A  love 
seat  made  in  New  York  in  about  1850 

with  a  foliage  and  fruit  carved  crest  rail 
sold  in  the  fall  of  1978  for  $500. 

Nearly  every  collector  would  like  to 
own  a  useful  piece  of  furniture  like  a 

carved  cylinder  front  desk  with  pigeon- 
holes for  organization  of  letters  and  pa- 

pers. This  late  19th-century  desk  brought 
only  $500  at  a  September,  1978  auction 
in  New  York  City.

The  pros  and  cons 
of  water  filters 

plus  how  to  hang 

pictures  on  brick, 
cover  intense-colored 
paint,  where  to  find 
antique  plumbing  items 

By  Deanne  Raffel 

Q  Are  water  filters  a  necessary  addition 

to  plumbing  fixtures? 

A  There  are  pros  and  cons  about  water 
filters.  Some  scientists  will  tell  you  they 

may  cause  a  negative  reaction.  They 
caution  against  the  dangers  of  bacterial 
build-up  in  the  filter  overnight  when  wa- 

ter is  stagnant.  Some  filters  are  so  good 

that  they  will  filter  out  the  trace  min- 
erals that  the  body  needs.  They  are  the 

expensive  units  costing  up  to  several 
hundred  dollars.  On  the  other  hand,  in 
areas  where  water  has  an  objectionable 
taste — such  as  too  much  chlorine — a  fil- 

ter can  change  the  quality  considerably. 
The  small  filter  units,  price  about  $30, 
that  thread  onto  the  kitchen  sink  spout 
are  an  easy  way  to  help  improve  your 

drinking  water  without  involving  addi- 
tional plumbing  work.  However,  re- 

member the  filter  will  require  frequent 
maintenance  if  the  water  problems  are 
severe.  The  unit  uses  replaceable  carbon 
or  charcoal  granules  to  help  screen  out 

impurities.  They  need  changing  periodi- cally. 

There  are  a  few  steps  that  you  can 
take  to  improve  your  drinking  water 
without  resorting  to  a  filter: 

1.  Store  water  in  the  refrigerator  for 
six  or  more  hours. 

2.  Boil  water  before  use. 

3.  When  drinking  water  from  the  tap, 
let  it  run  for  several  seconds  before  fill- 

ing a  glass. 

Q  How  can  I  hang  pictures,  or  secure 
shelves  to  a  brick  wall? 

A  Hanging  a  lightweight  picture  on  a 
brick  wall  is  a  simple  matter.  Just  drive 
a  hardened,  fluted  masonry  nail  at  least 
'/2  to  M  inch  into  the  mortar  between 
the  bricks.  (Do  not  nail  directly  into  the 

brick  as  it  may  crack.)  Slip  the  wire  at- 
tached to  the  back  of  the  picture  frame 

over  the  head  of  the  nail.  To  suspend  a 

large,  heavy  frame,  take  a  piece  of  I  -by- 
2-inch  or  l-by-4-inch  lumber  the  width 
of  the  frame,  drive  1%-inch  masonry 
nails  through  it,  at  each  end.  Place  the 

wood  against  the  wall  with  nails  restin 
in  the  mortar  line.  Hit  the  nails  squarel 
on  the  head  until  the  wood  rests  tightl 
against  the  bricks.  Secure  regular  pic 
ture  hooks  to  the  wood  and  hang  th 

picture. Securing  shelves  takes  more  time.  Us 
an  electric  drill  (preferably  a  variabl 

speed  tool  that  can  work  at  fewer  rpm's 
and  a  i4-inch  carbide-tipped  masoni 
bit  to  drill  holes  1 V4  inches  deep  in  tf 
mortar.  Insert  1-inch  lead  anchors  ini 

the  holes.  Use  the  end  of  a  %-inc 
dowel  and  the  hammer  to  coax  anchoi- 
into  the  mortar  joint  holes.  Attach  tF 
shelf  brackets  to  the  anchors  with  she* 

metal  screws.  Try  to  use  the  mortj 
wherever  possible,  but  when  it  is  not  k 
cated  in  the  exact  position  for  the  she 
brackets,  holes  will  have  to  be  drille 
into  the  brick.  (Mortar  holes  can  easil 

be  camouflaged  at  a  later  time,  brie 
holes  cannot.)  If  you  are  putting  u 

many  shelves  using  adjustable  standard 

it's  best  to  attach  vertical  l-by-2-inc 
lumber  strips  first  to  the  wall  with  at 
chors  and  screws.  Secure  every  9  or  1 
inches  wherever  the  mortar  falls,  the 
attach  the  standards  to  the  wood  wi  I  = 
screws. 

For  best  results  on  brick  walls,  drive  ar. 
chors  into  mortar  between   bricks. 

Q  How  can  I  prevent  a  dark  or  a  vei 
bright  paint  color  bleeding  through 
walls  of  a  different  color? 

A    Most  undercoatings  are  not  sealei 
To   cover   dark   or   very   bright   colo 

properly,   use  white  shellac.   This   pi 
mented  shellac  does  two  jobs  in  one- 
primes  and  seals.  White  shellac  can  alj^,.

load  the  applicator.  Spread  it  on  thinly 
and  work  quickly  since  the  drying  time 
is  so  short. 

Q  We  are  remodeling  an  old  house  and 
want  to  retain  the  old  plumbing  fixtures. 
How  can  we  find  replacements  for  worn 
exterior  or  interior  parts? 

A  Finding  replacement  parts  for  old 
plumbing  fixtures  can  be  difficult. 
Spouts,  handles,  stoppers,  escutcheons, 
etc.,  are  no  longer  made  by  their  original 
manufacturers,  even  if  the  company  is 

still  in  business  today.  By  law,  the  vit- 
reous china  fittings  we  used  to  see  can 

no  longer  be  manufactured,  because  of 
the  sharp,  jagged  edges  they  acquire 

when  accidentally  broken.  Acrylic  plas- 
tic now  replaces  ceramic.  You  may,  with 

luck  and  leg  work,  be  able  to  locate 
hardware  on  old  fixtures  that  clutter 

used  plumbing  supply  yards.  (For  loca- 
tions, check  the  Yellow  Pages  under 

"Used  Plumbing.'")  Parts  for  worn  in- 
side fittings  (the  guts  of  the  hardware) 

can  usually  be  found  in  the  bins  of  a 

long-established  plumbing-parts  sup- 
plier. Your  plumber  may  tell  you  that 

a  replacement  part  is  unavailable.  But 

remember,  one  can  be  specially  ma- 
chined, though  this  can  prove  costly. 

If  you  have  set  your  heart  on  antique 
hardware,  there  are  some  modern  fac- 

similes you  can  investigate.  Kohler  pro-

How  a  suburban  ranch  took 
a  new  lease  on  light,  with  a  new 
skylight,  rejuvenated  fireplace, 
and  fresh  ideas  with  paint 
There's  a  lot  more  to  color  than  meets  the  eye.  "To  'color'  a  room 
is  to  give  it  character  not  only  with  paint  but  with  fabric,  texture, 

furniture  design — even  the  arrangement  is  important,"  says  de- 
signer Melvin  Dwork  of  Dwork/Maguire  Inc.,  who  colored  all  the 

rooms  in  this  house  with  light.  First  the  library,  left,  was  opened 

with  glass — a  triangular  skylight  angled  in  between  existing  roof 
beams,  and  tall  glass  windows  replacing  the  original  tiny  panes. 

Floor-to-ceiling  fireplace  bricks  were  removed,  replaced  by  white- 

painted  wallboard,  and  hung  with  an  antique  quilt.  "For  light,  you 
need  light-hearted  materials,"  so  dark  wood  floors  were  bleached 
pale  and  dark  paneling  gave  way  to  clean  white  shelving  that  con- 

tinues nonstop  around  three  sides  of  the  room.  "When  you  use  a 
lot  of  white  and  glass  you  need  anchors,  and  the  books  and  objects 

give  weight  to  the  expanse  of  ceiling,  walls,  and  floor."  Other 
anchors:  small  dark  tables  for  the  white  antique  Rumanian  kilim 
rug,  and  pillows  of  Indonesian  batiks  for  sofas  designed  with  just 
one  arm  to  give  a  chaisey  feeling  of  romance. 

Far  left  and  left:  In  the  li- 

brary, new  white  walls  and 

woodwork;  bookcases  to  re- 
place stuffy  paneling  and 

curtains.  The  fireplace  was 

relieved  of  its  bricks  and 

given  smart  new  proportions 
with  a  quilt  hung  on  white 
walls.  The  raised  hearth 

ledge  is  newly  lined  with  a 
sheet  of  brass  that  reflects 

the  fire  and  echoes  the 

chandelier.  On  the  armless 

chair,  a  throw  of  striated  silk 

bound  in  yellow  for  more 

brassy  accent.  Above:  The 
outside  of  the  house,  with 

newly    painted    putty    trim. USSELL  MACMASTERS Before 
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To  expand  a  room,  consider 
dark  walls— contrasted  with 
white  furniture,  a  deep  background 

gives  the  feeling  of  space" 
In  the  living  room,  blue  predominates 

m  deep  glossy  lacquered  walls  that 

"make  the  room  dressy  and  intimate." 
Set  against  this  background,  white 

furniture  makes  a  graphic  impact. 

"You  can  use  dark  backgroimds  and 
still  give  a  room  a  sense  of  light,  as 

long  as  the  furniture  is  paic-colorcd 

and  the  arrangement  is  open."  In  this 
room,  except  for  the  glass  curve  of  a 

coflcc  table  "that's  practically  invis- 
ible," all  the  furniture  is  arranged 

along  the  walls.  This  way,  the  antique 

Tibetan  durrie  rug  contributes  light- 
ness from  below,  while  recessed  light- 
ing in  the  ceiling  provides  a  subtle 

glow  from  above.  In  the  dining  room, 
above,  light  pours  in  through  a  bay 

window  niche  now  painted  all  white. 

"When  you  paint  out  woodwork,  the 

room  takes  on  a  kind  of  limitlessncss." 
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/Above;  The  whole  living 

room,  even  the  wood-pan- 
eled fireplace  wall,  near  left, 

was  painted  dark  blue,  and 

a  big  new  sofa  was  designed 
to  fit  the  bay  window,  whose 

original  wood  trim,  far  left, 

was  painted  out.

"Color  speaks  a  universal  language  that 
everyone  understands,"  says  Faber  Birren, 
color  consultant  and  one  of  the  original 
developers  of  the  National  Safety  Color 

Code.  "People  respond  to  colors  first,  sym- 
bols second.  We  once  ran  a  test  to  prove 

this:  We  let  hundreds  of  people  drive  by  a 
stop  sign  that  was  painted  red  but 

spelled  "TOPS."  Everyone  stopped,  but 

only  two  people  noticed  the  misspelling." 
If  you  take  a  look  at  the  world  around 

you,  you'll  probably  discover  many  aspects 
of  your  life  that  are  "color-coded."  For  in- 

stance, garage  parking  lots  use  different  col- 
ors to  identify  sections,  office  buildings  are 

often  color-coded  by  floor,  and  fast-food 
restaurants  have  adopted  a  code  of  bright 
colors  that  stimulate  hunger  and  movement. 

Professional  organizers,  people  who  ad- 
vise you  about  the  best  way  to  organize  at 

pme  or  at  the  office,  have  reahzed  the  ad- 
tages  of  color-coding  and  are  using  it 

lore  frequently — and  successfully.  "It's  a 
reat  insurance  against  misfiUng,"  says 

Stella  McBride,  who  has  been  color-coding 

homes  and  offices  for  four  years.  "It 
becomes  an  imprinted  memory  device  so 

that  you  don't  think  any  more,  you  respond 
to  color."  Adds  Maxine  Ordesky,  another 
professional  organizer:  "It's  a  great  way  to 
give  a  sense  of  unity  and  order  to  any 

group." 

Color-coding  can  take  anywhere  from 
ooe  hour  to  several  months  to  accomplish 

successfully,  and  can  cost  from  $25  for  con- 
sultation to  $200  per  day.  Maggie  Cadman, 

an  organizer  who  uses  color  most  of  the 
time,  once  had  to  organize  a  library  of  500 

cookbooks  by  color.  "It  took  a  full  week  to 
code.  Since  the  library  shelves  could  not  be 
repainted,  I  used  colored  stickers  on  the 

books  and  organized  them  by  categories- 
French  cookbooks,  vegetarian  cookbooks, 
casserole  cookbooks,  and  so  on.  It  took  me 
a  week,  but  it  took  the  client  a  few  weeks  to 
learn  the  key  that  we  had  developed  for  the 

code." 

"When  I  sit  down  with  my  clients,"  says 
Ms.  Cadman,  "we  first  throw  out  every- 

thing that's  not  needed.  Often  that's  the 
hardest  part.  Then  we  decide  on  a  color 
sy:;tem  that  will  work  best  for  the  individual 

client.  Color-coding  is  not  always  the 
answer,  although  I  use  it  most  of  the  time  as 

a  means  of  organization.  When  we've  de- cided on  the  system  and  color,  we  then  apply 
the  colors  to  the  files  or  closets  and  make  a 

color  key  that  will  explain  the  system." Ms.  McBride  also  stresses  the  individual 

approach.  "One  of  the  first  things  I  ask  a 
client  is  'What's  your  favorite  color?'  If  I

CHILDREN'S  ROOMS: 
Teach  children  to  put  toys  back  in  the  pro- 

per storage  places  through  color-coding.  All 
toys  in  blue  box,  books  on  red  shelf,  etc. 

Clothes  drawers  can  also  be  painted  dif- 
ferent colors,  or  you  can  color  just  the 

drawer  handles.  Colored  plastic  cubes,  with 
drawers  or  dividers,  are  great  for  storage  in 

children's  rooms. 
If  you  have  several  children,  let  them  each 

choose  a  color  that  becomes  'theirs.'  Use 
this  color  to  mark  appointments  on  the 

calendar — red  pen  for  one  child,  blue  for 
another.  You  can  extend  this  to  many  other 

parts  of  the  house— give  each  child  different 
colored  linens,  hang  colored  hooks  in  the 
back  hall  for  coats  and  hats,  sew  colored 

thread  in  white  clothes  to  help  you  sort  laun  - 
dry.  You  can  even  get  different  colored 
notebooks  for  children  to  take  to  school. 

Color  can  also  be  used  for  safety  around 
the  house.  Use  orange  for  things  children 
should  avoid — electrical  outlets,  exposed 

pipes,  matches.  Blue  can  be  used  to  mark 
those  things  that  they  are  allowed  to  use  only 

when  supervised  or  given  permission— kitch- 
en appliances,  tools  in  the  workshop,  etc. 

And  red  is  a  good  Tire  protection'  color- let  children  know  that  the  fire  extinguisher  is 
red,  that  their  fire  escape  route  is  marked 

with  a  piece  of  red  tape  or  paint  on  the  win- 
dow, and  that  the  number  for  the  fire 

department  is  written  clearly  in  red  on  the 
underside  of  the  phone.  Lastly,  yellow  is  a 

good  safety  color  to  mark  tricky  steps  for 
children  (or  low  ceilings  for  adults). 



find  that  the  person  I'm  working  with  has  a 
sensitive  eye  for  color,  I  can  do  an  entire 
room  in  a  monochromatic  scheme — with 

variations  of  that  color.  That's  how  I've 
also  worked  successfully  with  color-blind 
cUents.  Often,  they  can  distinguish  between 

shades  of  colors — darks  and  lights — so  we 
establish  a  system  with  a  range  of  color 

shades." The  number  of  colors  used  in  a  color 

organizing  system  varies  according  to  in- 

dividual needs  and  taste,  "Use  as  many  col- 
ors as  you  feel  are  necessary,"  says  Ms. 

Cadman.  "If  you  have  two  basic  categories 
to  classify,  two  colors  will  do."  In  retailing, 
however,  architect  Ken  White  has  found 

that  uneven  numbers  are  most  effective.  "If 

you  have  red  and  green,  you're  indicating  a 
stop/go,  either/or  situation.  Add  yellow 

and  you've  introduced  a  'maybe.'  I've 
found  that  five  or  seven  colors  work  best. 
You  need  at  least  three,  and  more  than  nine 

becomes  confusing."  Maxine  Ordesky 
found  that  three  was  the  magic  number  for 
one  client,  a  secretary  with  three  bosses.  The 
solution:  Assign  a  color  for  each  boss,  and 
use  that  color  everywhere,  from  files  to 
phone  messages! 

The  organization  of  space  is  also  impor- 
tant and  can  enhance  the  success  of  your 

color-coding  system.  Ms.  Ordesky  feels  that 
the  items  which  are  used  most  frequently 
should  be  put  at  eye  level  or  slightly  above, 

"because  your  eye  will  respond  immediately 
to  the  color  association  with  those  objects. 
Least-used  materials  can  be  stored  at  a  lower 

level."  Architect  Ken  White  also  uses  the 
organization  of  space  to  complement  color- 
coding.  "I  think  of  an  area  in  terms  of  a 
cube  rather  than  a  square.  If  all  colors  were 
on  one  plane,  at  floor  level,  it  would  be 

much  harder  to  find  what  you're  looking 
for.  In  a  bookstore,  we  set  up  three  different 
levels,  through  raised  platforms,  treating 

each  one  in  a  different  color  family." 
Where  should  you  start  your  own  color- 

coding?  "Probably  in  the  home  office/ 
library,"  says  Ms.  McBride.  "But  first  ask 
yourself,  'What's  bothering  me?  Is  it  that  I 
can't  ever  find  the  right  recipes,  or  that  the 
bills  are  not  in  order,  or  that  I  can't  locate 
old  magazines?'  Next,  choose  the  colors  you 
wish  to  work  with  and  buy  some  small  labels 

(or  files)  at  your  local  stationery  store.  Com- 
mercial labels  now  come  in  twelve  different 

colors,  and  file  folders  in  at  least  seven  (as  in 

House  &  Garden's  Idea  Box,  see  Ingenious 
Ways  to  Make  Your  Life  Easier).  Cate- 

gorize the  material  and  apply  one  color  to

color  it  safe 
Because  color  is  a  language  quickly  learned, 
various  codes  have  been  developed  over  the 
years  for  safety  purposes.  In  1970,  the  U.S. 
Congress  adopted  a  National  Satety  Color 
Code.  Some  of  its  applications  may  suggest 
useful  adaptions  in  your  house: 

RED:  for  fire-fighting  equipment,  fire  pro- 
tection, alarm  boxes,  extinguishers, 

sprinkler  lines;  as  a  signal  for  "stop." ORANGE:  for  acute  hazards  such  as  ex- 
posed hot  pipes,  machinery,  sharp  cutting 

edges,  electric  wires  or  rails.  In  boating,  a 

bright  "dayglo w"  orange  is  internationally 
recognized  for  use  on  all  life-saving  equip- 
ment. 

YELLOW:  to  mark  pipes  containing 
hazardous  gases  and  liquids;  with  a  greenish 
tint  to  mark  highway  and  road  equipment 
and  vehicles  used  in  heavy  industry;  as  a 

signal  for  "caution";  and,  in  boating,  a 
yellow  flag  stands  for  the  letter  Q  and  in- 

dicates a  boat  is  sailing  in  foreign  waters  and 
wishes  to  clear  customs. 
YELLOW  AND  BLACK  STRIPES:  to 

msirk  stumbling  hazards  or  obstructions.

round  the  house 
CLOSETS: 

Clothes  closets  are  ideal  for  color  coding. 
You  can  cut  down  on  time  spent  wondering 

"what  have  I  got  to  wear?"  if  all  your  blues 
are  together,  all  browns,  all  plaids.  This 

means  everything— blouses,  skirts,  shoes, 
accessories — both  in  closets  and  drawers. 

In  storage  closets,  boxes  and  shelves  can 

be  separate  colors,  or  you  can  paint  the  en- 
tire inside  of  one  cabinet  one  color.  Green 

for  gardening,  orange  for  electrical 
materials,  brown  for  sporting  goods,  etc.  A 
home  workshop  can  be  organized  this 

way— nails  and  tacks  one  color,  cutting 
materials  another,  measuring  instruments  a 
third  color,  and  so  on. 

If  you're  moving,  color-coding  can  be  in- 
valuable. Mark  boxes  with  small  colored 

tags  according  to  where  they  belong— blue 
boxes  for  downstairs  books,  yellow  boxes 
for  linens,  green  for  kitchen  items.  Not  only 
will  it  make  the  move  easier,  but  unpacking 
vwU  be  a  breeze! 

Seasonal  items  that  are  in  storage  most  of 
the  year  can  be  kept  in  colored  boxes  also. 
Store  Christmas  ornaments  in  green  and 
red;  summer  clothes  in  yellow  boxes,  winter 
blankets  in  blue  ones. 
KITCHEN/DINING  ROOM: 
Recipes  are  often  the  first  place  to  start.  If 
you  keep  them  in  files,  organize  the  files  by 

color-coding.  If  not,  you  can  color-code 
cookbooks  by  attaching  labels  right  on  the 
page.  Choose  a  color  for  current  recipes, 

one  for  party  snacks,  children's  favorites, 
low -cost  menus,  holiday  meals,  etc.  Set  up  a 

system  that  fits  your  needs. 
Kitchen  cabinet  shelves  can  be  color- 

organized  quite  easily:  Group  china  and 
dishes  by  color,  or  homemade  jams  and 
jellies,  flour  and  sugar  jars,  etc.  Use  color 
on  the  shelves  or  cabinet  doors  or  paint  the 

insides  of  cabinets  to  identify  what's  there. 
Color  is  also  a  good  way  to  label  home- 
canned  goods  and  other  items  that  are  often 
hard  to  identify. 

In  the  freezer,  set  up  a  code  to  help 
organize  wrapped  goods.  Pick  a  color  for 
meats,  one  for  casseroles,  one  for  individual 
servings.  Or  you  can  label  foods  with  colors 
that  represent  months,  to  indicate  how  long 
something  has  been  there. 

In  the  dining  room,  store  table  settings  by 
color,  plus  candles,  vases,  centerpieces. 
LINEN/BATH: 

"If  you  have  bathrooms  of  different  colors 
in  the  house,  organize  the  shelves  of  the 

linen  closet  with  those  colors,"  suggests 
Mario  Buatta. 

LIBRARY/OFFICE: 
If  you  have  a  home  filing  system,  it  can  be 
organized  by  colored  files  or  labels. 
Bookshelves  can  also  be  color-coded  by 
category. 

One  client  of  Ms.  McBride's  found  that 
she  had  saved  her  tax  accountant  a  great 
deal  of  time  (and  thus  saved  herself  a  lot  of 

money)  by  presenting  him  with  color-coded 
receipts  in  categories  for  her  tax  returns! 
The  same  can  be  done  on  a  day-to-day  basis 
with  your  checkbook —  put  colored  dots  by 
those  items  that  are  strictly  personal  expen- 

ditures, business  expenses,  tax  deductions, 
and  so  on.  Or,  buy  different  colored  checks. 
Remember,  organization  with  color  has  one 
aim:  to  make  life  easier  for  you! 

GARDEN: 
"The  obvious  place  to  start  is  in  the  tool 
shed,"  says  James  Fanning.  "You  can  buy 
tools  with  different  colored  handles,  or 

paint  them  yourself.  Use  bright  colors,  as 

they'll  stand  out  in  the  garden.  Color  is  also 
a  good  way  to  identify  liquid  sprayers  and 

containers  so  you  won't  confuse  plain  water 

with  plant  food,  for  example." In  the  garden,  Mr.  Fanning  suggests  using 
colored  stakes  to  mark  planting 
areas— perennials,  annuals,  herbs,  bulbs, 
and  vegetables.  When  planting,  remember 
that  a  strong  background  of  green  will  bring 
out  other  colors  in  the  garden.  Whites  are 
also  good  for  added  contrast.  And,  between 

garden  sections,  colored  pathways— brick 
and  gravel  for  example — can  be  used  to 
further  identify  each  area. 
LIVING  ROOM/DEN: 
Records  can  be  kept  in  order  with  color.  If 

your  collection  is  like  many  families',  you'll need  a  color  for  rock,  one  for  classical,  one 
for  jazz,  and  perhaps  another  for  popular 
music.  Magazines  can  also  be  sorted  by 

category — news  magazines,  entertainment 
magazines,  magazines  for  the  home.  Large 

plastic  cubes  in  different  colors  are  a  con- 
venient way  to  store  and  code  at  the  same 

time.

But  it  was  architectural  insight  and  a  lot  of  hard  work  that  trans- 
formed the  two  recycled  structures  into  the  house  you  see  here. 

Rio  Raikes  and  Joe  Speranza  of  Roxbury  Contractors,  who  make 
t  career  of  turning  uninhabitable  buildings  into  living  spaces, 

searched  for  materials  that  ''while  not  necessarily  historically 

correct,  would  enhance  the  spirit  of  the  space."  They  did  most  of 
the  work  themselves  with  the  guidance  of  the  architects  of  Red- 
roof  Design,  whose  help  they  sought  after  seeing  the  Super  Bath 
Redroof  designed  for  House  &  Garden  (February,  1977).  The 

house  is  a  collage  of  materials,  each  with  its  own  history — French 
doors  from  an  old  Massachusetts  mansion,  cobblestones  for  the 

court  from  New  York  City's  old  Westside  Highway,  and  the 
same  wood  flooring  for  the  cobbler's  shop  that  went  to  the 
George  Washington  rooms  in  the  American  Museum  at  Bath. 
But  the  design  is  the  product  of  a  creative  collaboration,  and  this 

house  was  a  team  effort:  Says  Redroof 's  Yann  Weymouth,  "for 

good  architecture,  you  need  good  clients."

The  most  striking  new  element — the 
prefabricated  greenhouse — at  once 

links  and  separates  the  cobbler's 
shop  from  the  barn,  providing  a  plant- 
filled  transition  between  the  barn's 
expansive  living,  dining,  cooking,  and 
entertaining  space  and  the  bedrooms 
and  baths  of  the  intimate  little  cottage. 
To  have  fit  three  comfortable  bed- 

rooms and  two  baths  into  the  shop's 
896  square  feet,  "Yann  Weymouth 
of  Redroof  Design  had  to  exercise 

some  architectural  wizardry,"  Rio 
Raikes  says.  He  did  it  by  creating  a 
second  level  in  what  was  originally 

the  attic  space.  Now  the  master  bed- 
room and  bath,  far  left,  are  at  field 

level,  and  two  more  bedrooms  and  a 

bath  are  reached  by  a  space-saving 

spiral  staircase.  And  though  the  in- 
terior space  was  gutted  and  rede- 
signed, existing  windows,  doors,  and 

porch  were  retained  to  keep  the 

shop's  original  fa§ade.  Inside,  floors 
were  left  bare  and  furniture  kept  to  a 
minimum  to  make  the  small  rooms 
seem  uncrowded  and  serene.

At  the  heart  of  the  barn's  open  living- 
dining  space:  a  reshaped  hayloft 
"Whenever  you  use  something  for 
an  unexpected  purpose,  you  get 

some  serendipitous  surprises,"  Yann 
Weymouth  says.  In  the  barn,  for 
instance,  the  old  loft,  once  used  to 

pitch  hay  down  to  the  cows,  was 
raised  and  cut  to  a  quarter  of  its 
original  width  to  become  a  serene 
retreat,  top.  The  new  storage  wall. 
left,  extends  down  from  the  loft  and 

separates  the  kitchen  from  the  din- 

ing area.  But  to  make  the  most  of 
the  barn's  abundant  space,  the  rest  is 
left  open,  with  the  four  rectangles 
formed  by  the  original  chestnut 
beams  organizing  the  space  into 
areas  for  entry  and  staircase,  living, 
kitchen,  and  dining.  Some  elegant 

old  furniture  and  an  18th-century 
hibachi,  whose  copper  lining  now 
holds  flowers,  add  new  comfort  to 
the  old  barn.

the  surrounding  woods  is  added  each 

autumn.  "I  don't  worry  about  compost- 
turning,"  Mr.  Eberman  says.  "Nature 
does  the  job  if  you  keep  several  piles 

going  and  give  them  enough  time."  Be- 
fore spring  planting,  this  leaf  mold  is 

turned  into  the  earth  along  with  dry  cow 
manure  and  a  commercial  fertilizer, 

Rapid-Gro.  During  hot  Connecticut 
summers,  leaf  mold  is  used  as  a  mulch 
around  the  roots  to  keep  weeds  out  and 
moisture  in.  To  protect  the  garden  from 
animals,  wire  mesh  tacked  to  the  rails  of 
the  fence  continues  8  inches  below 

ground.  Because  birds  were  knocking 
peppers  off  their  stems  and  pecking  at 
tomatoes,  Mr.  Eberman  built  a  wire  cage 

over  part  of  the  garden.  To  foil  tunnel- 
ing moles,  he  grows  Euphorbia  Lathyris. 

"It  seeds  itself  like  a  weed  but  is  easy  to 
pull  out,  and  really  works."  (See  page 
216.)  And  one  more  tip  on  big-garden 

care:  "I'm  inclined  to  want  to  grow  what 

grows  easily." 

Eveiy  inch  counts 
in  a  high-yield 
vegetable  garden 
with  squash  towers^ 
a  three-level  sun-box, 
other  inventions  that 
make  the  growing  easy 

Here's  a  no-nonsense  garden 

where  every  bit  of  space  and  in- 

genuity goes  into  raising  vege- 
tables— more  and  better.  They 

grow  in  every  direction: 
squashes  up  stakes,  tomatoes 
over  arbors,  and  lettuces  in 
neat  no-row  checkerboard 

squares.  Soil  rich  with  manure 

and  leaf  mold  allows  rapid- 
succession  planting,  and  stays 
loose  thanks  to  plank  paths. 

Careful  single-seed  sowing 
packs  a  lot  of  plants  into  every 

plot.  An  ingenious  multilevel 
portable  sun  box  can  fit  over 
garden  patches  to  protect  spring 

seedlings  and  cool-growing  fall 

crops.  And  unlike  the  conven- 

tional cold  frame  with  angled 
sides,  it  turns  full  face  to  the 

sun  propped  on  angled  ground. 

Another  experiment — pre- 
punched carpet  tile  mulch — fits  | 

snugly  around  growing  stems, 
above,  acting  as  a  barrier  to  j 

hungry  bugs.  Many  of  these  in-

While  the  turnips  cook 

(they  should  be  done  in  about 
25  minutes),  peel  and  section 
the  oranges  and  grapefruit, 
sprinkle  with  ginger,  and  let 
the  dessert  chill,  covered,  in 

the  refrigerator.  Cook  the 
ham  gently  on  both  sides, 

then  remove  to  a  platter,  cov- 
er with  foil,  and  keep  it  warm 

in  the  oven.  Drain  the  turnips, 
shake  the  pan  over  high  heat 
a  minute  to  evaporate  any 

moisture,  then  puree.  Beat  the 

butter  into  the  puree  and  sea- 
son to  taste.  Saute  the  shal- 
lots briefly  in  the  skillet  you 

cooked  the  ham  in,  then  re- 
duce the  Madeira  and  cream, 

in  stages,  for  the  sauce.  Spoon 
the  turnip  puree  into  a 
warmed  serving  bowl,  cut  the 

slice  into  "fingers,"  and  nap 

the  ham  with  the  sauce.  Don't 
forget  to  stir  a  sprinkling  of 

cognac  or  ginger  brandy  into 

the  fruit  when  you're  ready for  dessert.

An  old  French  maxim  states:  7'  appetit 
vient  en  inangeant.'  (Appetite  comes 
while  eating.)  What  better  way  to  ap- 

peal to  the  palate  than  first  through  the 

eye?  "People  are  now  using  the  same 
language  and  involvement  with  food  that 

has  been  associated  with  wine — inspect- 
ing it  for  color,  bouquet,  and  taste. 

Using  all  the  senses  to  heighten  the  ex- 

perience," says  Dr.  Freda  Adler,  a  New 
York  sociologist,  who  because  of  her 

husband's  job  at  the  United  Nations  en- 
tertains often.  "For  a  beautiful  plate  you 

should  have  the  proper  environment. 
Eating  is  association  of  times  and  places, 
and  part  of  the  experience  is  the  table 
setting,  sitting  down  with  proper  lighting 
(candles),  and  quiet  music.

1978.)  The  practical  bonus— no 
unwieldy  platters  to  find  space  for; 
and  surprise—  your  guests  are 
treated  to  a  visual  delight  even 
before  they  taste. 

plates  with  a  central  white  space  are 
favorites  of  the  French  masters  of  the 

picture  plate,  Guerard  and  the  Troisgros. 
Jean  Troisgros  recalls  that  it  was 

about  16  years  ago  at  a  spectacular  pot- 
au-feu  dinner  in  honor  of  the  imaginary 

literary  figure,  Dodin-Bouffant,  that  the 
Troisgros  first  used  the  large  plate.  A 
merchant  had  come  in  with  the  plates 

and  the  Troisgros  immediately  rec- 
ognized that  they  were  perfect  for  this 

meal  of  many  courses  and  practical,  too, 
for  a  whole  fish  which  on  another  plate 
would  hang  over  the  edges.  The  plate 
also  worked  well  for  their  now-famous 
salmon  in  sorrel  sauce  in  which  the 

salmon  escalope  is  pounded  flat  between 
sheets  of  wax  paper.  Since  the  escalope 
turns  out  quite  large,  it  fits  the  plate 

perfectly. 
"I  look  at  cookbooks  for  the  photo- 

graphs," says  Christopher  Idone  (page 
173).  One  he  might  look  at.  The  Nou- 
velle  Cuisine  of  Jean  and  Pierre  Trois- 

gros (William  Morrow)  is  full  of  ideas 
like  the  ones  on  page  173.  Michael 

Guerard's  two  books.  Cuisine  Minceur 
and  Cuisine  Gourmande,  likewise  pro- 

vide inspiration  in  their  pictures  and  the 

recipes  usually  describe  the  chef's  pre- ferred presentation. 

"T  like  to  put  a  visual  stamp  on  the 

things  I  cook.  I  want  people  to  say  'that 
looks  like  something  Judith  would 

cook,' "  says  Judith  Olney  (see  next 

page).  "You  can  be  as  original  with  food 
as  you  are  with  your  decorating  or  cloth- 

ing. I  have  some  trademark  dishes — 
everyone  should  have  some — the  butter 
rose  is  one  (see  January,  1979  Wine  & 

Food),  the  shaped  vegetables  might  re- 
appear in  another  dish  (see  next  page). 

You  don't  always  have  to  think  of  en- 
tirely new  ways  to  present  things,  but 

reuse  certain  successful  ones  until  they 
become  trademarks. 
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The  frame  makes  a  difference!  Imagine  sit- 
ting at  a  dinner  table — which  plate  would 

you  prefer  to  be  served?  The  large  plate  is 
particularly  suitable  to  creating  an  instant 

impression  to  surprise  and  delight  the  guest," 
says  Judith  Olney,  the  author  of  Summer 

Food  (Atheneum).  "Lots  of  food  is  golden 
brown  and  white.  You  need  something  to 
counterbalance  those  colors,  something  bright 
and  colorful.  And  you  have  to  think  about 
symmetry  within  the  plate,  how  the  food  will 

balance."  On  the  largest  plate,  the  three  sep- 

arate portions  space  out  evenly  around  a 
small  cup  of  tomato  sauce.  When  the  same 
portions  are  placed  on  the  dinner  plate,  the 
rice  serves  as  the  sauce  holder.  On  the  small-

Wines  you  can  count  on 
and  how  to  get  to  know 

them  —an  expert 's  advice

editor's  note:  Michael  Buller  has  been  a 
part  of  the  wine  business  since  1964,  first 
in  France  and  then  as  a  wine  educator 

traveling  the  country  for  the  Bordeaux 
Wine  Information  Bureau,  as  a  wine  writer 

for  several  magazines,  and  as  a  consumer. 

He  is  now  concentrating  on  a  book  com- 
piling his  extensive  interviews  with  Emile 

Peynaud,  wine  consultant  to  50  leading 

French  chateaux  and  one  of  the  world's 
foremost  authorities  on  wine.  Mr.  Buller's 
many  winemaker  friends,  earned  through 
years  of  traveling  and  tasting  with  them, 
have  given  him  a  uniquely  personal  store 
of  knowledge  about  wines. 

To  me,  a  wine  means  so  much  more  if  I 

know  the  winemaker,  the  all-important 
man  who  directs  the  making  of  the  wine 
from  grape  to  bottle.  When  I  see  the  name 
of  a  winemaker  I  know  and  respect  on  a 
wine  list  in  a  restaurant,  I  feel  immediately 
more  confident  in  that  wine.  I  may  not 
know  the  vintage  or  the  wine  itself,  but  I 

know  the  winemaker  is  a  serious  profes- 
sional and  I  am  reassured.  Trusting  these 

winemakers,  I  am  rarely  if  ever  disap- 
pointed. (The  exception  could  be  due  to 

bad  storage  or  an  accident  in  transit.) 

The  following  wine  suggestions— sets  of 
wines  and  their  winemakers  — make  up  my 
idea  of  a  cellarful  of  friends.  You  will  see 

I  have  included  some  "openers"  for  every- 
day as  well  as  a  few  wines  for  special 

occasions.  If  these  ideas  can  start  you  off 

to  build  your  own  cellarful  of  friends- 
wines  and  winemakers  you  personally  like 

—  then  I  shall  be  delighted.

Mixed  sauteed  vegetable

INGREDIENTS 

20-25  pearl  onions,  peeled 
Salt,  pepper 

1  large,  stout  carrot,  scraped 

2  medium-sized,  sweet  red  peppers 
2  small,  firm  zucchini,  trimmed 

1  garlic  clove,  peeled 

2  tablespoons  parsley,  chopped 

2  tablespoons  olive  oil 
Juice  of  V2  lemon 

METHOD 

n  Parboil  the  onions  in  a  pan  of  boiling, 

salted  water  until  just  tender.  Using  a 

vegetable  stripper  or  a  small,  sharp  knife, 

cut  five  grooves  along  the  length  of  the 
carrot  at  its  thicker  end.  Cut  the  carrot  in 

thin  slices  which  should  then  resemble 

five-petaled  flowers.  Just  as  the  onions 
finish  cooking,  drop  the  carrots  into  the 

boiling  water,  let  them  turn  a  vivid  orange, 

then  drain  onions  and  carrots  together 
into  a  colander  and  refresh  them  under 

cold  water. 

n  Slice  the  peppers  in  half  lengthwise 

and  seed  them.  Cut  each  half  into  quarters 

lengthwise,  then  cut  in  half  crosswise.  Cut 

each  piece  into  3-pointed  shapes  resem- 

bling tulips.  Cut  the  zucchini  into  2-inch- 

long  pieces,  cut  each  into  quarters  length- 

wise. Cut  away  flesh,  leaving  Vs  inch  at- 
tached to  peel.  Save  the  flesh  for  another 

use  and  make  a  notch  on  either  end  of 

peel  strips  for  decorative  effect.  The  vege- 
tables may  all  be  prepared  ahead  up  to 

this  point— keep  them  refrigerated. 

n  Chop  the  garlic  clove  and  parsley  to- 
gether until  they  become  a  fine  mince. 

Heat  the  olive  oil  in  a  frying  pan.  Add  all 

the  vegetables  and  let  them  saute  briefly 

until  the  peppers  and  zucchini  are  brightly 

colored  and  just  crisply  cooked.  Sprinkle 

in  the  parsley-garlic  mince,  add  lemon 
juice,  salt,  and  pepper  to  taste.  Shake  the 

pan  to  mix  and  mingle  everything,  then 

serve  immediately.  Serves  4.

INGREDIENTS 

4  tablespoons  sweef  butter 

1  medium  onion,  finely  chopped 

1  cup  long-grained  rice,  preferably 
Basmati 

2  cups  boiling,  salted  water  colored  with 

Va  teaspoon  powdered  saffron 

METHOD 

n  Heat  2  tablespoons  butter  in  a  sauce- 
pan, add  the  onion,  and  cook  until  tender. 

Add  the  rice  and  ,tir  until  it  gains  a  pale, 

translucent  color.  Pour  on  the  boiling  saf- 
fron water,  give  a  brief  stir,  and  regulate 

the  heat  to  the  barest  simmer.  Cover  the 

pot.  In  approximately  24-26  minutes,  the 
water   will    have   completely   evaporated, 
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and  the  rice  will  be  cooked.  Test  it  by  mov- 
ing a  small  portion  of  rice  from  the  center 

of  the  pan.  If  the  pan's  bottom  is  complete- 
ly dry,  the  rice  is  done.  Stir  in  the  remain- 

ing 2  tablespoons  butter. 

n  To  mold  the  rice,  butter  4  small  rame- 
kins, divide  the  rice  between  them,  and 

press  down  on  the  grains  to  compact  them 

slightly.  Hold  the  ramekins  in  a  warming 

oven  until  needed,  then  unmold  on  plates.

ing is  the  small,  upper  "drumstick"  length. 
Sever  through  the  "elbow"  joint,  cutting 
off  the  double-boned  middle  joint  and  the 
wing  tip.  Reserve  these  for  stock. 

n  Starting  at  the  small,  less  fleshy  end  of 

the  bone,  cut  through  the  skin  and  tendons 
with  a  sharp  knife,  then  push  and  scrape 

the  flesh  cleanly  down  the  length  of  the 

bone  toward  the  "shoulder"  end.  Using  the 
fingers,  pull  the  mass  of  meat  up  and  over 

the  bone's  end.  The  wing  should  now  re- 
semble a  small  lollipop,  with  a  clean  bone/ 

stick  and  a  fat  rounded  mass  of  meat  on 

top.  Trim  off  any  ragged  bits  of  skin. 

n  Chop  the  olives  and  garlic  clove  to  a 

fine  mince  and  stuff  a  small  portion  of  the 
mixture  into  the  center  of  each  chicken 

wing.  Place  the  wings  in  a  bowl,  sprinkle 

them  with  wine,  olive  oil,  herbs,  and  sea- 
soning, and  leave  to  marinate  V2  hour. 

METHOD  FOR  ASSEMBLY 

n  Heat  the  peanut  oil  in  a  deep  fryer  or 

high-sided  pot.  Beat  the  egg  whites  in  a 
bowl  to  firm  peaks  and  fold  into  the  batter. 

Pat  the  chicken  wings  dry  with  paper 

towels.  Test  the  oil  by  dropping  in  a  small 
amount  of  batter.  When  it  sinks  slowly 

then  bobs  sizzling  to  the  surface,  the  oil  is 

ready.  Dip  the  stuffed  ends  of  the  wings 

into  batter,  drop  into  the  oil,  and  let  them 

fry  to  a  deep  golden  brown.  Do  not  over- 
crowd the  pan.  Remove  the  wings  as  they 

cook,  blot  gently  with  paper  towels,  and 

place  on  absorbent  toweling  on  a  cookie 
sheet.  Leave  in  a  warm  oven  until  all  are 

finished.  Serve  accompanied  by  a  small 

dipping  pot  of  thick,  flavorful  tomato  sauce 

tangy  with  cayenne  pepper.  Serves  6/3- 
wings  per  person.  ■

Sauteed  bay  scallops 
INGREDIENTS 

V2  cup  clarified  butter  (butter  melted 

slowly,  foam,  if  any,  skimmed;  then 
drained  of  the  milk  solids  that 

sink  to  the  bottom  of  the  pan) 

V2  sweet  red  pepper,  cut  into  thin  strips 
and  finely  diced 

1  pound  fresh  bay  scallops  (do  not wash  them) 

Pinch  ground  cloves 

2  tablespoons  finely  chopped  chives 

METHOD 

n  Heat  clarified  butter  in  a  saute  pan 

that  will  comfortably  hold  the  scallops. 

When  the  butter  is  hot,  add  the  diced  pep- 
per and  saute  1  minute.  Add  the  scallops 

and  saute  1-2  minutes— just  long  enough 
to  warm  them  through.  Add  ground  cloves, 

stir,  and  mix  in  the  chives.  Serve  immedi- 
ately on  warmed  plates.

Muscovy  duck  with

4  3V2-pound  Muscovy  ducks  (or  use  Long Island  duckling) 

Salt,  pepper 

4  Granny  apples,  quartered 

V2  cup  dry  white  wine 
V2  cup  duck  or  chicken  stock 
V2  cup  sugar 

Zest  of  2  large  lemons,  cut  into  wide  strips 
2  fresh  limes 

2  pounds  fresh  spinach,  stems  removed 
and  leaves  washed  and  dried  thoroughly 

METHOD 

n  Salt  and  pepper  the  inside  of  the  duck 
carcass  and  stuff  each  bird  with  1  Granny 

apple.  You  may  remove  the  legs  and  thighs 

before  roasting  if  you  wish  to  use  them  in 
a  terrine  later.  Set  the  ducks  in  a  pan  that 

will  comfortably  hold  them  and  roast  in  a 

preheated  500°  oven  20  minutes.  Roast 
Long  Island  duckling  50  minutes.  The  duck 
will  be  cooked;  the  breast  meat  pink  and 

juicy.  Remove  from  the  pan  and  drain  the 

pan  of  all  fat.  Add  the  wine  and  stock, 

deglaze  the  pan,  and  strain  the  juices.  Re- 
serve and  keep  warm. 

n  Remove  the  breast  meat  and  skin  from 
the  duck  carcasses  and  set  on  a  flat  pan 

that  will  fit  into  the  broiler.  If  you  have 
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cooked  the  ducks  whole,  reserve  the  legs 
and  thighs,  with  the  carcass,  for  a  borscht. 
n  Melt  the  sugar  in  a  heavy  saucepan 

with  1  cup  water.  Triple-fold  the  lemon 
zest  strips  as  you  would  a  letter  and  juli- 

enne. When  the  sugar  has  dissolved,  con- 
tinue stirring  until  the  consistency  is 

syrupy  but  do  not  let  it  caramelize.  Add 
the  lemon  julienne,  stir  briefly  in  the  syrup, 
then  remove  the  julienne  with  a  slotted 
spoon  and  reserve. 
□  Neatly  slice  away  the  zest  and  pith 
from  the  limes.  Remove  each  section  by 
slicing  between  the  membrane  with  a  very 

sharp  knife.  You  should  have-  4  sections 
for  each  serving. 
n  Arrange  the  spinach  on  individual 
plates  and  tuck  the  lime  sections  around 
the  spinach.  Broil  duck  breasts,  skin  side 
up,  under  hot  broiler  until  the  skin  is  crisp. 
Cut  each  half  breast  on  the  bias  into  4  or 

5  slices.  Arrange  on  top  of  the  spinach 
leaves.  Place  a  little  of  the  lemon  julienne 
on  top  of  the  skin  of  each  duck  slice  and 
spoon  a  bit  of  the  reserved  juices  over  the 

duckling.  Serves  6-8. 

Poached  Bartlett  pears 
with  raspberry  sauce  and 
chopped  pistachios 

INGREDIENTS 

6  nicely  shaped,  firm,  ripe  Bartlett  pears 
Zest  of  1  lemon 
Juice  of  1  lemon 

IV2-2  cups  granulated  sugar 
1  package  frozen  raspberries 
2  ounces  kirsch 

Sugar  (optional) 
3  tablespoons  pistachios,  coarsely 

chopped 

METHOD 

n  Peel  the  pears,  leaving  stems  intact 
and  place  them  in  an  enamel  or  stainless 
steel  pot  with  the  lemon  zest  and  juice  and 
enough  cold  water  to  cover.  (Pears  float; 
press  them  down  when  adding  water.) 
Add  sugar.  Cut  a  piece  of  waxed  paper  to 
fit  inside  the  pot  and  cover  the  pears  with 
it.  Place  the  pot  over  high  heat,  bring  to  a 

boil,  then  simmer  25-30  minutes  or  until 
pears  are  tender.  Let  the  pears  cool  in 

their  own  juices.  Refrigerate  them  if  plan- 
ning to  serve  them  the  next  day. 

n  Puree  the  raspberries  in  a  food  proces- 
sor and  strain  through  a  fine  sieve.  Wash 

the  seeds  with  the  kirsch:  Pour  kirsch 
over  seeds  through  strainer;  discard 
seeds.  Stir  mixture  to  incorporate  kirsch. 
If  you  are  using  fresh  raspberries,  add 
sugar  to  taste.  To  keep  for  several  days  in 
the  refrigerator,  bring  to  a  boil,  then  cool. 
n  Slice  a  sliver  off  the  bottom  of  the 
pears  so  they  will  stand  straight.  Pour  2 
spoonfuls  of  sauce  in  the  center  of  the 
plate  and  spread  out  with  the  back  of  a 
spoon.  Arrange  on  individual  plates  and 
dribble  a  few  tablespoons  sauce  from  the 
stem  down.  Sprinkle  chopped  pistachios 
on  top.  Serves  6.  ■

Duck  with  black  currants 

INGREDIENTS 

2  Barbarie  or  Muscovy  ducks,  about  3 

pounds  each,  dressed,  or  1  large 

Long  Island  duck 
Salt 

Freshly  ground  pepper 

1  tablespoon  peanut  oil 
10  ounces  black  currants  (available 

preserved  in  light  syrup,  imported 

from  Poland  and  England) 

IV2  tablespoons  sugar 

%  cup  red  wine  vinegar 

1  tablespoon  red  currant  jelly 

2V2  tablespoons  creme  de  cassis  (black 

currant  liqueur) 

IV2  cups  concentrated  veal  stock  with 

tomato  (recipe  below) 

6  tablespoons  butter 

METHOD 

D  Truss  the  ducks  and  season  with  salt 

and  pepper.  Place  them  in  a  heavy  casse- 
role, brush  with  peanut  oil,  and  brown 

them  on  all  sides  over  medium  to  high 

heat.

1  stalk  celery,  cut  into  several  pieces 

Parsley  sprigs,  tied  together 

1  quart  brown  veal  stock 

5  peppercorns,  slightly  crushed 

METHOD   FOR   BROWN   VEAL  STOCK 

n  Spread  out  the  bones  on  a  large  baking 

sheet.  Roast,  turning  them  once  or  twice, 

in  a  preheated  475°  oven  until  well 
browned  on  all  sides  (allow  about  45  min- utes). 

n  Place  the  hot  bones  in  a  large  stockpot 

with  the  onion,  carrot,  garlic,  and  bouquet 

garni.

a  thin  ribbon  of  turnip  3  inches  wide  and 

as  long  as  possible.  If  the  band  breaks, 

continue,  as  you  should  be  able  to  use  it 
all  the  same. 

n  After  peeling  the  carrots,  blanch  them 
whole  for  5  minutes  to  make  them  more 

flexible,  then  cut  them  into  3-inch  lengths, 
and  pare  them  into  long  bands  the  same 

way  as  the  turnips. 

n  Peel  and  cut  the  cucumbers  the  same 

way  as  the  other  vegetables,  but  stop  at 
the  first  sign  of  seeds. 

n  Plunge  all  these  coils  into  boiling  water 
for  1  minute,  remove  with  a  skimmer,  and 

chill  them  briefly  in  ice  water. 

n  Make  4  rolls:  Layer  the  turnips,  carrots, 

and  cucumbers  one  upon  another  (in  that 

order)  to  obtain  tricolored  bands  8-10 
inches  long.

and  tie  them,  like  packages,  with  two 
strings. 

n  Drop  the  rolls  into  a  saucepan  of  boil-

n  Peel  the  peaches;  if  necessary,  blanch 

for  10  seconds  in  boiling  water  to  facilitate 
the    removal    of   their    skin.    Poach    the 

peaches  whole  in  the  syrup,  then  cut  them 

in  half  and  remove  the  pit. 

n   Peel  the  pears  and  wipe  the  flesh  with 

a  cut  lemon  to  prevent  darkening.  Halve 

them,  and  remove  the  stems,  cores,  and 

seeds.  Poach  the  pears  in  syrup,  then  cut 

the  pieces  in  half  again. 

D  Pit  the  cherries  and  tie  them  together 

in  a  sack  of  cheesecloth.  Cook  them  briefly 
in  rapidly  boiling  syrup. 

□  Cut  the  apricots  in   half  and   remove 

the  pit.  Poach  the  apricots  with  a  stick  of 

cinnamon  added  to  the  syrup. 

n  Cook  the  plums  whole  in  syrup. 

n  Soak  the  prunes  in  water  overnight, 

then  place  them  in  a  pan  of  cold  water  and 

bring  to  a  boil.  At  the  first  sign  of  a  sim- 
mer, remove  the  prunes  and  drain  them 

in  a  sieve.  Then  cut  them  in  half  and  ex- 
tract the  pit. 

n   Poach  the  figs  in  red  wine  with  a  little 

sugar  and  2  bay  leaves. 
n  Shell  the  almonds  and  split  them  in 

half.  Remove  seeds  from  grapes. 

n  Cut  the  melon  in  half  and  remove  the 
seeds.  Then  carve  the  melon   into  small 

balls,  using  either  a  spoon  or  a  melon-ball 
cutter.  Take  care  not  to  get  too  close  to 

the  rind.  Marinate  the  balls  in  a  little  sugar 

(optional)  and  orange  liqueur. 

n  Peel  the  pineapple,  cut  it  into  thick 

slices,    then    cut   the    slices    into    small 

wedges.  Marinate  the  pineapple  in  cold 
sugar  syrup. 

D  Peel  oranges  and  grapefruit  close  to 

the  flesh,  removing  all  the  white  pith. 

Using  a  small  sharp  knife,  cut  between 

the  pulp  and  membranes  to  separate  each 

segment.  Do  this  over  a  bowl  to  catch 

juice.  Marinate  segments  in  their  own  juice 

for  24  hours.  If  you  wish,  add  a  little  sugar. 

n  Remove  stems  from  strawberries,  wash 

them  if  necessary,  then  sprinkle  with  a 

little  sugar  and  lemon  juice.  If  they  are 

large,  cut  them  in  half. 

n  Do  not  damage  wild  strawberries,  rasp- 
berries, blackberries  by  washing  unless 

absolutely  necessary. 

n  To  make  the  raspberry  sauce,  pass  the 

fresh  or  frozen  raspberries  through  a  food 

mill  into  a  glass  bowl.  Sprinkle  the  fresh 

bei'^ry  puree  with  V2  cup  sugar,  or  to  taste, 
then  chill  it  in  the  refrigerator.  Stir  the 

sauce  occasionally  with  a  wooden  spoon  to 

dissolve  the  sugar.  If  using  frozen  rasp- 
berries, do  not  add  sugar. 

n  To  assemble  the  dessert,  have  a  large, 

well-chilled  serving  platter  or  large  plates 

ready.  Place  a  heaping  spoonful  of  sherbet 
in  the  center  of  the  platter,  then  place 

another  spoonful  of  ice  cream  next  to  it. 

n  Surround  the  ices  with  the  fresh  and 

poached  fruits  of  the  season,  arranged  har- 
moniously by  color  and  brushed  lightly 

with  raspberry  sauce  or  with  small  dollops 

of  creme  fraiche  (use  very  little  cream  or 
none  at  all). 

Walnut  ice  cream 

INGREDIENTS 

¥2  cup  freshly  shelled  walnut  meats 

5  egg  yolks 
%  cup  black-locust  honey 

(miel  d' acacia) 
2  cups  heavy  cream 
Salt 

1  vanilla  bean  or  1  tablespoon  vanilla 

extract 

METHOD 

n  Choose  fresh  healthy  walnuts.  Shell 

them  at  the  last  moment,  remove  the  nut 

meats,  and  peel  off  all  the  paperlike  skins 
with  a  small  sharp  knife.  Then  chop  the 
meats  coarsely. 

n  Mix  the  yolks  in  a  bowl  with  the  honey, 
then  beat  them  for  at  least  5  minutes  with 

a  wire  whisk  (or  use  an  electric  mixer),  or 

until  they  are  thick  enough  to  form  a 
ribbon. 

n  Bring  the  cream  to  a  simmer  in  a 

heavy  saucepan.  Add  the  chopped  walnuts 
with  a  dash  of  salt  and  vanilla  bean  if  you 

are  using  one,  and  reduce  the  heat  to  as 
low  as  possible.  Let  the  walnuts  steep  in 

the  cream  for  10  minutes  to  produce  an 

infusion. 

n  Beating  constantly,  pour  the  hot  cream 
over  the  yolk  mixture,  and  continue  to 

beat  until  the  custard  is  thick  enough  to 

coat  a  spoon.  If  necessary,  beat  the  eggs 
and  cream  over  hot  water  held  below  a 

simmer.  Then  pour  the  mixture  into  a  cold 

mixing  bowl  and  continue  beating  until  it 
is  cool.  Add  vanilla  extract  if  you  did  not 

use  a  vanilla  bean.  Chili  well  in  the  refrig- 

erator. 
n  No  more  than  30  minutes  before  you 

plan  to  serve  the  ice  cream,  crank  it  in 

an  ice-cream  freezer  according  to  the 

manufacturer's  directions.  Serves  4.

n  Place  the  salmon  in  a  blender  or  food 

processor  fitted  with  the  steel  blade.

n  Place  the  drained  cauliflow- 
er in  the  blender  or  processor;

spoons creme,  1  teaspoon  salt, 

a  dash  pepper,  and  process  un- 
til incorporated. 

n  Fill  each  of  4  well-buttered 

Vz-cup  ovenproof  ramekins  half- 
way with  the  beet  mixture. 

Smooth  the  layer  with  a  spoon. 

Spoon   a    layer  of  cauliflower 

mixture  on  top  of  the  beet  layer 
in  each  mold  and  smooth  the

Slice  the 

subriques  into  4  slices  each. 

n  Place  2  tablespoons  creme 
and  2  ladles  fish  fumet  in  a 

skillet  with  the  juice  of  Vz  lem- 

on. Cook,  stirring,  over  mod- 
erate heat  until  sauce  is  reduced 

by  1/3— do  not  let  it  boil.  Salt  and 

pepper  to  taste,  stir  in  a  bit  of 
chopped  watercress. 
n  Place  a  fillet  on  each  plate, 

spoon  sauce  over.  Arrange  4 

slices  of  beet-cauliflower  su- 

brique  around  fillet,  with  1  ba- 
tonnet  of  beet  between  each 
slice.

Table  and  everyday  wines 
with  corks  run  between  $2.99  and  $3.99  per 
fifth.  It  is  difficult  to  make  quality  wines 
with  corks  for  less.

Over  $10 
per  bottle,  buy  carefully.  Taste  a  bottle 
first.  As  you  taste  more  and  more  wines, 
gain  confidence  in  your  own  taste.

■  THINGS  TO  KEEP  IN  MIND 
WHEN  BUYING 
If  you  are  seriously  buying  wines  in  quantity 
and  looking  for  quality,  the  store  owner,  or 

sometimes  his  manager,  who  does  the  buy- 
ing, has  usually  tasted  the  wines  and  will 

be  able  to  make  recommendations.  Bring 
your  own  checklist  to  show  him  what  you 
are  interested  in.  Make  sure  your  name  is 

on  the  store's  mailing  list  for  announce- 
ments of  sales  and  tastings. 

A  little  matter  of  interest  for  your 

pocketbook  and  your  guests"  pleasure:  It 
is  not  necessary  to  serve  a  Big  Wine 
throughout  the  meal.  In  fact,  one  bottle 

can  be  plenty  for  5  to  6  persons,  '  3  or  '  2 
glass  per  person.  And  a  half-bottle  is  ideal 
for  2  people.  Before  we  reach  the  really 
fine  wine,  this  Big  Wine  of  the  meal,  most 
of  us  have  a  natural  thirst  to  quench.  The 

lighter,  easy-to-drink  wines  are  better 
thirst  quenchers  than  these  bigger,  heavier, 
12  percent  of  alcohol  wines,  which  may 
cost  double  or  more. 

Secondly,  on  arriving  at  the  table,  some- 
times straight  from  aperitifs  of  hard  liquor, 

our  mouths  may  not  be  ready  to  appreciate 
the  Big  Wine.  A  glass  or  two  first  of  the 
lighter  wine  and  our  mouths  are  then  con- 

ditioned, prepared  — as  they  say  in  French, 
literally,  vinifie.  meaning  wined. 

There  are  often  half-bottles  of  wines 
available,  if  not  in  the  store,  then  in  the 

wholesalers'  v/arehouses.  Ask  for  them.  A 
half-bottle  of  a  dessert  wine  may  be  all  you 
need  for  4-5  people  and  the  cost  is  about 
half.  Magnums  of  fine  wines  are  rarer,  but 
ask  about  them  as  well.  Screwcap  wines 

come  in  fifths,  jugs,  or  magnum<^  half-  or 
full-gallon  sizes.

■  WINES  TO  STORE  IN  TWO 
EASY  CATEGORIES 

Ready-to-drink  wines:  They  are  meant  to 

be  drunk  young,  no  more  than  3-4  years 
old,  with  a  fairly  rapid  turnover.  However, 

if  you  haven't  touched  a  case  of  them  for 
6-9  months,  try  a  bottle.  You  may  want  to 
drink  them  immediately. 

Wines-to-lay- down:  Because  these  wines 
come  from  vineyards  with  fine  soil  and 
vines  and  are  made  to  improve  with  aging, 

they  require  more  careful  watching.  From 
a  case  or  even  6  bottles  of  wine,  open  and 
taste  one  every  12  months.  Depending  on 
the  wine  and  your  cellar,  the  wine  may  age 
faster,  slower,  or  as  predicted  by  the 
experts.  The  best  of  these  wines,  once  they 
have  reached  their  peak,  may  last  years, 
even  decades. 

■  SERVING  WINES 
Order  in  which  to  serve  wines: 

Light,  young  wines  precede  heavier,  older 
wines. 

Dry  wines  usually  precede  sweet  wines 
(though  a  Sauternes  can  be  served  with 
foie  gras  as  a  starter,  best  followed  by  a 
glass  of  good  water  and/or  a  dry  white wine). 

Reds  generally  follow  whites. 
Serving  temperatures: 

Wine  at  rcK)m  temperature  is  an  anachro- 

nism with  today's  contn^lled  environments. 
The  ideal  temperature  range  for  red  wines 
is  between  50°-60?  The  finer  reds  should 
be  served  at  the  upper  end  of  the  scale. 
the  smaller  reds,  cooler,  and  heaujolais  at 

50.°  Ten  minutes  in  a  bucket  of  cold  tap 
water  will  be  enough  to  cool  a  bottle  from 

about  70^-'  White  Burgundies  are  best 
around  55?  while  other  whites  should  be 

a  bit  cooler,  45?  including  champagnes 
and  sparkling  wines.  Twenty  or  thirty 
minutes  in  ice  water  will  do  it  for  whites. 

The  Wine  Brique,  a  clay  cylinder  to  wet 
with  water,  will  keep  the  bottle  cool  once 
opened  and  on  the  table. 
■  BOOKS  ON  WINE

each  group.  I  like  to  assign  colors  based  on 
personal  association.  For  example,  when 

I  think  of  blue,  I  think  'blue  chip, 
finances'— so  all  my  financial  matters  are 
kept  in  a  blue  file.  Or  red,  which  to  me  sig- 

nals something  urgent,  is  the  color  I  use  for 
monthly  bills,  immediate  matters.  Yellow,  a 
warm  color,  is  saved  for  personal  files.  But 
color  means  different  things  to  different 

people  and  for  someone  else  these  colors 

may  have  entirely  different  associations." 

HOW  TO  ORGANIZE  300,000  BOOKS 

"Color.  It's  the  most  effective  way  to 
organize  so  that  people  can  easily  find  what 

they're  looking  for,"  says  architect  Ken 
White.  He  used  a  color-coding  system 
recently  in  designing  a  new  branch  of  the  B. 
Dalton  Booksellers  in  New  York.  Below,  he 
describes  the  basic  steps  in  establishing  a 
successful  color  coding  system: 

1 .  Group  materials  into  a  workable  number 
of  categories.  At  Dalton,  we  narrowed  (he 
number  down  to  ten  by  grouping  related 

subjects  together.  For  example,  fiction  and 
literature,  science  fiction,  and  mysteries  are 
all  one  category. 

2.  Assign  a  color  to  each  group.  We  con- 
sidered the  significance  of  color  in  relation 

to  each  subject  being  classified,  as  well  as 

the  overall  design — how  the  colors  work 

together. 3.  Determine  a  way  to  manage  the  system. 
This  is  usually  in  the  form  of  a  color  key.  In 

the  bookstore  we've  placed  the  key  on  the 
wall  in  the  main  entrances  and  we  also  pass 
out  a  small  printed  key,  so  customers  will  sec 

the  color  relationships  immediately." 
4.  Apply  the  colors.  This  can  be  done  in 
several  ways— in  the  carpeting,  by  painting 
bookshelves,  hanging  colored  signs,  using 
colored  labels.

uses  color  to  define  a  given  area  and  its  par- 
ticular function  in  a  room.  For  example,  he 

uses  blues  to  turn  the  bay  window  area  of  a 
large  living  room  into  a  separate  dining  area. 
(See  page  1 39. )  By  assigning  one  color ,  blue , 
to  that  part  of  the  room  he  has  started  a  code 
in  which  blue  means  dining  room. 

Mario  Buatta  suggests  using  color  acces- 
sories to  identify  the  season  of  the  year. 

Bring  out  yellow  and  browns  for  fall,  greens 
for  spring,  reds  for  summer,  and  blues  for 
winter.

As  each  letter  button  is  pressed,  the  let- 
ter is  pronounced.

crystal.  The  first  sign  of  hazing  is  irides- 
cence. Unless  conditions  are  corrected 

the  glass  will  turn  translucent,  then 
opaque,  and  finally  disintegrate.  Hazing 
can  be  safely  removed  only  by  profes- 
sionals. 

Special  problems 
Stubborn  stains?  Try  rubbing  the  glass 
with  half  a  lemon  or  washing  it  with 
vinegar.  Never  use  scouring  pads, 

cleansers,  metal  polishes,  or  other  abra- 
sives. 

Stained  vase  or  decanter?  Try  this:  Fill 

it  halfway  up  with  vinegar  and  uncooked 
rice  and  shake.  (Do  wash  vases,  decan- 

ters, and  bowls  frequently,  lest  they  de- 
velop a  permanent  ring  or  cloudy  stain.) 

Stuck  ground-glass  stopper?  Apply  warm 
(not  hot)  water  and  soft  soap  around 
the  opening  and  gently  try  to  twist  out 

stopper.  (Moral:  Wipe  ground-glass 
area  and  the  neck  of  the  vessel  after 
each  use. ) 

Small  chips.  See  if  a  lapidary  can  grind 
the  edge  down. 

Broken  glassware.  Glue  is  rarely  as  bril- 
liant as  good  glass  or  crystal,  and  even 

when  a  nonyellowing  glassware  glue  is 

used,  the  break  will  probably  still  be  ap- 
parent. Never  serve  food  or  beverages 

on  a  glued  surface — nearly  all  glues  are 
toxic.  Washing  and  heating  ultimately 
unglue  a  repair.  ■

tub  with  tepid  water  until  the  dish  drain- 
ers are  submerged.  Put  the  pots  on  the 

drainers.  The  bottom  half  inch  of  the 

pots  should  just  touch  the  water. 
The  pots  will  wick  or  blot  up  water 

for  the  first  week  or  so.  After  that,  the 
water  level  will  have  dropped  to  where 

it  is  no  longer  touching  the  pots.  How- 
ever, the  humidity  will  be  so  high,  the 

plants  will  still  do  fine  for  a  couple  of 

weeks  more.  Don't,  in  the  hope  of  keep- 
ing things  moist  longer,  submerge  the 

pots  deeper  than  the  level  of  the  gravel 

lining  their  bottoms.  If  the  soil  is  in  wa- 
ter, it  will  draw  enough  moisture  to  give 

your  plants  a  mud  bath  and  probably 
drown  them  at  the  same  time. 

Clear  plastic  secured  across  the  bath- 
tub will  help  plants  survive  even  better, 

maintaining  the  humidity  at  a  pleasant, 
greenhouse  level.  If  your  tub  happens  to 
be  one  of  those  unusual  ones  that  gets  a 
number  of  hours  of  direct  sunlight  daily, 
however,  be  sure  to  leave  some  corners 

of  the  plastic  unsealed  for  a  bit  of  cool- 

ing air  circulation;  otherwise  you're  li- able to  end  up  with  a  collection  of 
cooked  greenery  when  you  return.  If 
you  have  no  light  in  your  bathroom,  you 
will  need  to  leave  the  artificial  light  on 

during  your  vacation!  ■ 

How  to  wick  pots 

continued  from  page  64 

wick,  like  that  of  a  kerosene  lamp,  will 

constantly  bring  water  up  from  the  reser- voir to  the  soil. 

Wicking  is  ideal  for  plants  in  an  office 
environment,  where  care  is  often  limited 
to  a  good  dousing  Fridays  on  the  way 

out  the  door.  It's  also  fine  for  guest 
rooms  and  other  little  used  rooms  in  the 
house. 

Plants  with  wicks  need  fertilizing  from 

the  top  as  usual,  not  from  the  reservoir. 
Pouring  fertilizer  into  the  reservoir  will 
lead  to  all  sorts  of  crusty  deposits.  In  the 

long  run  it  can  also  reduce  the  liquid- 
carrying  capacity  of  the  wick.  ■

produced  answers  that  are  nothing  less 

than  staggering  in  their  simple  practical- 
ity. For  instance,  instead  of  going 

through  all  the  involved  carpentry  that 
usually  goes  mto  a  coldframe,  he  (page 
1 62)  slants  the  soil  upon  which  the  frame 

rests,  rather  than  the  frame  itself.  Dig- 
ging and  raking  the  soil  to  make  a  slope 

automatically  creates  a  good  bed  for 

seeding,  and  a  simple,  four-square  frame 

of  2-by-4's.  laid  on  the  ground,  is  all  the 
support  needed  for  the  secondhand 
storm  windows  that  shelter  the  seedlings. 
More  2-by-4  frames  are  stacked  on  top 
of  the  first  one  as  the  plants  grow,  and 
the  sash  on  top  is  simply  rotated  or  slid 
off  to  control  heat.  Another  example  of 

Mr.  Bartholomew's  fresh-eyed  approach 
is  his  advocacy  of  single-seed  planting. 
Poking  seeds  one  by  one  through  slits  in 
a  square  of  indoor-outdoor  carpeting 
may  seem  needlessly  time-consuming, 

but  when  you're  dealing  with  the  small 
areas  involved  in  a  kitchen  garden  for  a 
small  family  it  really  makes  sense.  Why 
bother  to  plant  50  seeds  and  pull  out  41 
of  the  seedlings  when  you  only  need  9 
plants?  To  make  his  ideas  absolutely 
clear  and  practicable,  Mr.  Bartholomew 
has  assembled  a  kit  that  includes  wood 

edging,  soil,  fertilizer,  mats  with  slits  for 
spacing  seeds,  and 
framework  for  sup- 

porting tomatoes  or 
cucumbers.  He  calls 
it  the  Green  Machine,

■  ROOT  WRAPPINGS 
With  spring  planting  just  around  the 

corner,  it's  a  good  idea  to  remembe 
that,  like  so  many  other  things,  the  plant 

ing  process  itself  has  changed  with  thi 
times.  This  is  particularly  important 
when  it  comes  to  the  planting  of  balled 

and-burlapped  trees  and  shrubs.  Burlap 
made  from  hemp  or  other  natural  fiber> 
is  hardly  ever  used  for  wrapping  plani 
roots  nowadays.  Plastic  has  the  great  ad 

vantage  of  being  impervious  to  moisture 
so  that  roots  do  not  dry  out  as  quickly  a- 
they  would  if  wrapped  in  burlap.  Thi> 
is  an  advantage  to  the  nurseryman,  who 
saves  water  and  watering  time  and  car 
hold  plants  in  good  condition  for  a  long 
er  time  than  with  the  older  material 
However,  a  material  that  holds  water  ir 
will  also  hold  water  out  and.  since  i 

does  not  decay,  the  effect  can  last  foi 

years.  So.  when  you're  planting  trees  oi 
shrubs  with  plastic-wrapped  root  balls 
make  sure  to  remove  the  wrapping  be 

fore  filling  the  planting  hole  w  ith  soil.

pending  on  climate.  Like  many  other 
euphorbias,  the  leaves,  stems,  and  roots 

have  an  acrid  milky  sap  that  most  ani- 
mals find  objectionable.  This  is  par- 

ticularly true  for  moles,  since  the  sap 

penetrates  their  fine-textured  fur  and 
blisters  the  tender  skin  beneath.  One 

plant  every  10  feet  is  enough  to  do  the 
job.  Since  many  gardeners  think  of  mole 
plant  as  a  weed,  it  is  seldom  available 
from  seedsmen.  One  who  does  list  it

■  THIN  EDGE 
Sand,  to  the  gardener,  is  an  essential  part 
of  soil,  acting  as  a  loosener  and  aerator, 
helping  roots  to  penetrate  and  water  to 
percolate.  To  the  ecologist  it  is  important 
in  a  different  way,  being  a  basic  material 
of  the  earth-and-water  combination  upon 
which  all  life  depends.  This  basic  inter- 

dependence is  nowhere  more  evident 
than  at  the  edge  where  sea  meets  land, 
where  these  minute  particles  of  rock  act 
as  buffers  between  gnawing  waves  and 
firm,  dry  land.  This  edge  of  sand  is 
indeed  a  thin  one — measured  in  miles 
it  is  no  more  than  an  infinitesimal  part 
of  the  land  mass  of  a  continent.  Yet  the 

effects  of  whatever  happens  to  this  edge 

are  felt  all  the  way  back  to  the  continent's 
center,  and  we  tamper  with  it  at  our 
peril.  Among  ecologists,  no  one  is  more 
keenly  aware  of  the  far-reaching  effects 
of  tampering  with  the  continental  edge 
than  Anne  W.  Simon.  In  her  slim  but 

information-packed  book.  The  Thin 
Edge  (Harper  &  Row,  $10;  Avon  pa- 

perback, $2.50),  Mrs.  Simon  clearly 

explains  the  interactions  and  interde- 
pendencies  of  this  fragile  strip  of  shore- 

line. Her  telling-it-the-way-it-is  approach 
is  fascinating  in  itself,  as  well  as  provid- 

ing food  for  mature  thought  by  all  of  us.

lege  costs.  Here  are  just  some  of  the 
many  possibilities: 

Advanced  placement:  If  your  child  is 

very  bright  and  has  taken  some  ad- 
vanced-level courses  in  high  school,  he 

or  she  may  be  able  to  get  college  credits 
for  those  courses.  In  some  cases,  that 
could  shave  as  much  as  one  year  off  his 
or  her  college  education.  That  would 
save  25  percent  of  the  cost  of  tuition, 
room  and  board,  travel,  and  books  by 
letting  him  or  her  whiz  through  college 
in  3  years  instead  of  4. 

Merit  scholarships:  Some  400  colleges 
now  offer  scholarships  that  are  based  on 
academic  achievement,  rather  than  on 
need.  In  addition,  almost  half  the  states 
have  scholarship  money  for  students 
who  meet  their  academic  qualifications. 
The  scholarships,  which  range  between 
$250  and  $1,000,  are  awarded  to  resi- 

dents of  the  state  who  attend  state  col- 

lege in  that  state.  Your  child's  guidance 
counselor  can  give  you  more  informa- 

tion on  this  subject.  National  Merit 

Scholarships  are  awarded  to  those  stu- 
dents who  do  well  on  the  Preliminary 

Scholastic  Aptitude  Tests  (PSAT), 
which  also  serve  as  National  Merit 

Scholarship  Qualifying  Tests  (NMSQT) 
and  are  generally  given  in  the  beginning 
of  the  junior  year  of  high  school.  While 
your  income  and  financial  need  is  taken 
into  account,  it  is  not  the  sole  criterion. 
The  amount  awarded  over  4  years  can 

range  between  $1,000  and  $6,000.  Final- 
ly, your  child  may  be  able  to  win  a  schol- 

arship that  is  designed  to  encourage  stu- 
dents from  particular  religious  or  ethnic 

background  or  those  who  are  entering 

specialized  fields  of  study  such  as  mar- 

keting. Again,  ask  your  child's  high 
school  guidance  counselor.  Also  ask  the 
college  to  which  your  child  applies  for 
scholarship  information. 

Arms  and  the  scholar:  Whatever  you 

do,  don't  overlook  the  possibility  of  a 
Reserve  Officers  Training  Corps  schol- 

arship— one  of  the  handsomest  around. 
ROTC  scholarships  pay  all  tuition  costs 
and  also  give  the  student  an  allowance 

of  $100  a  month.  Your  child  has  to  ap- 
ply for  the  scholarship  in  his  or  her 

junior  year  of  high  school.  Chances  of 
winning  the  scholarship  are  good  if  he  or 
she  scores  well  on  the  Scholastic  Apti- 

tude Test  and  shows  a  good  history  of 
being  involved  in  school  activities.  While 
this  program  will  save  you  the  cost  of 
sending  your  child  to  college,  it  will  cost 
your  child  lour  years  in  the  military 
after  graduation.  A  military  recruiter  is 
the  person  to  see  for  information. 

Work  programs:  11  your  child  has 
worked  summers  or  weekends  and  de- 

veloped some  usable  skills,  he  can  help 
defray  some  of  the  costs  of  college  by 

working  part-time.  Alternatively,  your 
child  might  be  able  to  enter  a  coop- 

erative education  program.  These  work- 
study  programs,  which  are  being  offered 

by  a  growing  number  of  schools,  alter- 
nate a  period  of  work  with  a  period  of 

study.  In  addition  to  helping  defray 

some  of  the  cost  of  college,  a  coopera- 
tive education  program  also  helps  your 

child  get  an  advantage  over  the  compe- 
tition by  giving  him  some  experience. 

The  majority  of  students  in  these  pro- 
grams are  offered  jobs  in  the  fields  they 

have  been  working  in,  thanks  to  the 

experience  they  have  developed.  The  Na- 
tional Commission  for  Cooperative  Ed- 

ucation in  Boston,  Mass.  can  give  you 
more  information,  ■

plastic  into  the  sash  and  frame  so  that 
no  part  of  the  metal  tube  goes  directly 
from  inside  to  outside.  But  do  not  as- 

sume that  the  aluminum  sash  in  the  new 
house  or  condominium  that  you  may  be 

looking  at  has  these  thermal  breaks.  It  is 

still  an  extra  expense  and  anyone  offer- 
ing you  such  windows  will  make  sure 

you  know  it! 
Wood  sashes,  on  the  other  hand,  are 

not  only  solid  but  of  a  material  with  in- 
tegral insulating  properties.  Thus  the 

sash  is  always  much  warmer  than  the 

glass.  Still,  the  argument  over  wood  ver- 
sus metal  is  a  bit  misleading,  because 

even  in  a  small  window,  the  sash  repre- 
sents only  1 5  percent  of  the  area  through 

which  heat  passes.  The  glass  is  obviously 
the    predominant   element   to   consider 

from  the  energy-conservation  point  of view. 

Infiltration,  the  third  way  that  win- 
dows contribute  to  heat  loss,  needs  care- 

ful attention.  On  a  windy  day,  leaky  win- 
dows and  doors  will  allow  in  so  much 

cold  air  that  it  fills  the  whole  house 

every  half  hour!  No  wonder  the  fur- 
nace never  stops  running.  That  is  why 

weatherstripping  and  caulking  of  win- 
dows are  so  important.  If  you  are  buying 

new  windows,  be  certain  that  you  get 

units  that  have  effective  weatherstrip- 
ping on  every  inch  of  the  joint  between 

frame  and  sash.  From  the  infiltration 

point  of  view,  hinge-and-lock-type  win- 
dows are  tighter,  in  general,  than  sliding- 

type  units.  Sliding  window  sashes  can- 

not touch  each  other  or  they  won't  move 
freely.  Double-hung  and  sliders  must 
rely  on  the  weatherstripping  alone  to 

seal  the  openings  against  cold-air  leak- 
age. A  second  disadvantage  is  that  all 

sliding  types  have  an  additional  joint  in 
the  middle.  Weatherstripping  takes 
many  forms  on  wood  windows.  Sheet 
metal  and  extruded  PIVC  plastic  are 

both  used,  sometimes  on  the  same  win- dows. 

There  is  a  U.S.  Government  commer- 
cial standard  which  sets  the  acceptable 

minimum  infiltration  at  Vi  cubic  foot  of 

air  passing  through  each  lineal  foot  of 
crack  per  minute  when  the  wind  outside 

is  blowing  at  25  mph.  In  today's  energy- 
conscious  world,  even  that  amount  is  ex- 

cessive! Almost  every  window  manufac- 
turer claims  its  product  is  at  least  twice 

as  tight  as  the  Federal  standard.  One 

supplier  of  custom-built  aluminum  re- 
placement windows  (Larson  Manufac- 

turing Company)  claims  its  double-hung 
unit  is  almost  three  times  better  than  re- 

quired. A  nationally  known  producer  of 
premium  wood  windows  (Pella)  says  its 
casement  units  are  more  than  16  times 

as  tight  as  the  standard.  So  you  shouldn't be  impressed  if  a  manufacturer  simply 
says  its  products  meet  the  industry 
standard. 

There  are  three  distinct  types  of  dou- 

ble glazing  on  the  market  allowing  en- 

ergy savings  that  are  well-worth  consid- 
ering. First,  there  is  insulating  glass. 

That  is,  two  panes  forming  a  sealed  unit 

with  an  airspace  of  Vi  inch  or  less  in  be- 
tween. Some  manufacturers  (Andersen 

for  example)  sell  only  welded  insulating 
glass — the  seal  between  the  panes  is  the 
glass  itself  melted  together.  The  second 
type  of  double  glazing  consists  of  an 
extra  storm  panel  which  is  fastened  on 
the  outside  of  the  sash.  The  third  type  is 
known  as  a  double  glazing  panel  and  is 
installed  on  the  interior  of  the  window. 
One  manufacturer  (Andersen)  is  quite 

imiquc  in  offering  all  three  types.  Thus  it 
is  possible  to  have  quadruple  glazing 

which  in  extreme  climates  could  be  cost- effective.  ■

pipe,  slightly  fatter  than  nor- 

mal wood  rods,  and  much  less 

expensive  (about  50(j^  a  foot). 
PVC  pipe  can  be  spray- 
painted  (sand  lightly  first)  or 
slipcovered  with  a  tube  of  fab- 

ric, suggests  Jan  Jessup,  au- 
thor of  Calico  Corners  Guide 

to  Do-It-  Yourself  Decorating. 
Rod  is  supported  by  PVC 
plumbing  elbows.  You  drill  a 
hole  through  the  top  of  each 
elbow  and  drop  them  onto  3- 
inch-square-bend  screw  hooks 
at  the  top  corners  of  the  win- 

dow. PVC  pipe  in  a  slightly 
smaller  diameter  woukl  make 
fine  towel  bars  in  a  bath. 

The  easiest  curtains:  Simple 
wooden  rings  sewn  to  lengths 

of  fabric,  and  strung  on  a  rod. 

For  a  festive  topping:  a  wool- 
en pompon  tied  to  each  ring, 

or  a  cluster  of  narrow  ribbons 
tied  and  trailing. 

Quick  curtains  for  summer 

cabins,  beach  houses,  first-or-

Color  tips 
Have  lots  of  space  and  not 
much  furniture?  Dark  walls 

tend  to  hide  empty  corners. 

Large  pieces  of  furniture — 
grandfather  clocks,  armoires, 
secretaries — that  seem  over- 

whelming will  assume  more 
comfortable  proportions  when 
set  against  dark  walls. 

A  light  whitewash  brushed 
over  sanded  pine  furniture 
gives  an  antique  look. 

To  tie  a  roomful  of  odd  pieces 
together,  slipcover  everything 
in  the  same  solid  color,  says 
designer  Staniford  Squire.

India,  paint  it  white,  and  make 
a  fresh  pretty  headboard.

Give  a  room  a  golden  glow 

by  uplighting  a  ceiling  cov- 
ered with  12-inch  squares  of 

matte-finish  gilt  tea  paper 

(by  the  roll,  from  Gracie, 
979  Third  Ave.,  New  York, 
N.Y.  10022),  as  designer 

Noel  Jeffrey  did  in  his  ver- 
milion living  room. 

Hide  an  unattractive  ceiling 

with  miniature  "beams." 
Mount  polyurethaned  pine  1- 
by-4s  sideways,  a  foot  apart, 
by  bracketing  them  to  a  pine 

strip  fastened  4  inches  below 

the  ceiling  around  the  pe- 
rimeter of  the  room.  Hang 

baskets  or  herbs  from  the 
beams  in  a  kitchen.

Think  of  fragrance  as  easy

■  STAFFORDSHIRE  PLATE 

From  my  photograph  and  drawing  of 
the  marks,  what  information  can  you 

give  me  about  my  plate  and  the  picture 
on  it?

The  printed  scene,  "Rustic,"  decorating 
your  plate  was  registered  by  the  Staf- 

fordshire potter  Joseph  Clementson  at 
the  English  Patent  Office,  Dec.  2,  1 842. 

Scenes  of  rural  England,  with  its  cot- 
tages and  rustic  figures  have  never  been 

common  for  transfer-printed  plates  or 
dishes,  but  they  became  more  frequent 
in  the  1840s  and  50s.  Granite  opaque 

pearl  is  one  of  a  number  of  trade  names 
for  the  hard  earthenware  body  which 
was  usually  used  for  transfer  printing.

"hard  white  metal."

The  Middletown  Plate  Co.,  which  made 

your  basket,  was  organized  in  1864  at 
Middletown,  Conn.,  as  manufacturers  of 
plated  silver  holloware.  It  was  among 
the  original  companies  which  formed  the 
International  Silver  Co.  in  1898.  Your 

cake  basket  probably  dates  before  1890. 

White  metal  is  an  alloy  commonly  con- 
taining two  or  more  parts  of  tin,  copper, ; 

lead,  antimony,  and  bismuth.  The  color } 
depends  on  the  proportion  of  lead  or  tin; 
the  more  tin  in  the  composition,  the 
whiter  the  color.  It  is  one  of  the  base 

metals  used  in  the  electroplating  pro- 
cess. Quadruple  plate  is  an  excellent 

quality  of  plated  silver.

A  snip  in  time 
for  healthy  plants 

How  to  prune  leaves  and  roots 
for  lush  spring  foliage 

By  Richard  Longer 

Pruning  is  something  we  tend  to  think  of 
in  terms  of  apple  trees  or  hedges  that  are 
beginning  to  block  out  too  much  light 

from  the  living-room  window.  It's  often overlooked  when  it  comes  to  house 

plants.  Yet  the  difference  between  lone- 
ly leaves  on  dismal  stalks  and  cheery  lush 

foliage  can  often  be  summed  up  by  that 
same  word — pruning.  Now  is  the  time 
to  shape  up  your  indoor  garden  with 

some  judicious  snipping,  if  you  haven't already  done  so. 

Everyone  does  a  bit  of  pruning  auto- 

matically. After  all,  leaves  don't  last 
forever.  When  they  begin  to  shrivel  or 
dry  up,  we  take  them  off.  The  same  holds 
true  for  flowers.  Esthetically,  a  wilted 
flower  is  troublesome.  We  snip  it  off  in 
passing  without  thinking.  This  is  good 
for  the  plant  itself.  Some  plants,  in  fact, 
even  tend  to  stop  flowering  unless  the 
old  blossoms  are  removed. 

Leaves  past  their  prime  also  do  a  plant 
no  good.  Dying  leaves  encourage  rot, 
mildew,  and  fungus  disease.  Also  a  dying 

leaf,  no 

longer  be- 
ing a  food factory, 

tends  to  be 
a  food 

drain,  in- hibiting 

new  growth.

pulling,  it  off.  Even  though  in  many 
cases  it  will  snap  off,  in  many  more  cases 
limpness  will  have  already  set  in  by  the 
time  you  notice  the  offending  leaf,  in 
which  case  trying  to  break  it  off  by  hand 

can  injure  the  main  stem  of  the  plant  it- 
self. This  is  particularly  true  of  speci- 

mens such  as  dracaenas  and  spider 
plants.  A  good  clean  cut  with  a  sharp 
knife  or  snippers  does  the  best  job.  On 
soft  stems,  the  sharp  knife  will  do  a 

cleaner  job  than  the  snippers,  not  pinch- 
ing the  way  cutters  sometimes  do.  On 

woodier  stems,  such  as  those  of  citrus 

and  dieffenbachia,  pruning  shears  be- 
come a  necessity. 

A  typical  example  of  a  plant  in  need 

of  hard  pruning  was  an  iresine  or  blood- 
leaf  that  had  sat  for  some  time  behind 

other  plants,  right  up  against  the  win- 
dow in  our  living  room.  Being  in  a  rather 

difficult-to-reach  spot  for  all  but  the  long 
snout  of  the  watering  can,  this  particular 
plant  tended  to  be  neglected.  Hence  its 
sorry  state.  Really  hard  pruning  should 

sometimes  be  done  in  stages,  to  mini- 
mize shock  to  the  plant.  But  at  this  time 

of  the 

year,  in the  case  of 

rampant 

grower  like  the  iresine,  it's  possible  t 
remove  as  much  as  half  the  plant's  toj growth  without  injuring  it. 

The  first  thing  I  did  to  rescue  m; 
iresine  was  to  remove  a  few  of  the  cente 

stalks  entirely.  This  was  not  so  much*t< 
produce  a  bushier  plant  as  to  permi 
good  air  circulation,  so  I  cut  the  stem 
right  down  to  the  soil  level.  They  wil 
not  come  up  again,  although  new  shoot; 
may  form  at  the  base.  For  bushiness, 
trimmed  the  remaining  stems  to  ap 

proximately  the  height  I  wished  the  nev 
plant  to  be.  The  trim  cut  is  always  madi 
just  above  the  leaf  node,  that  is,  when 
a  leaf  stem  joins  the  main  stem.  This  i: 
also  where  the  dormant  leaf  buds  are 

By  cutting  next  to  them,  you'll  encour 
age  new  growth  to  cover  the  tip  of  thi 
truncated  stem — -new  growth  of  usuall; 
two  new  leaves  where  before  there  wa| 

only  one,  hence  a  bushier  plant.  Loci 
closely  and  you  can  probably  even  set 
the  small,  barely  visible  dormant  bud; 
before  you  cut. 

Besides   these   axial   leaf   buds,   youi 

plant  also  has  some  growing  reserve  ii 
stem  buds.   (Leaf  buds  will  sometime; 
also  eventually  turn  into  stems.)  These 
stem  buds  lie  dormant  and  hidden  be 

neath  the  bark  or  outer  skin  of  yoiii 

plant.  If  you  prune  it  back  severel) 

enough  so  that  few  or  no  leaves  re- 
main on  the  stem — if,  for  instance 

you  take  a  4-foot  angciwing  begonia, 
a  citrus,  or  other  hard-stemmed  plani 

and  cut  the  whole  thing  down  to  within 
6  inches  of  the  soil — the  stem  buds  will 
be  activated,  adding   branches  to  your 

specimen.  This  is  the  second  step  in  de- 
veloping bushier  plants.  The  first  gives 

you    shorter    trunks    tipped    by    extra 
leaves.   The   heavier  pruning   produces 
more  branches  or  trunks.

that  truncate  the  plant.  In  the  house,  it's 
you.  The  point  is,  it's  part  of  the  grow- 

ing cycle  of  nature,  so  don't  be  afraid  to 
prune.  But  before  you  begin  to  snip  away 

at  all  your  plants,  consider  their  in- 
dividual nature.  All  dying  leaves  should, 

of  course,  be  removed,  but  pruning  for 

shape  and  bushiness  by  definition  re- 
quires a  plant  with  the  proper  growing 

pattern.  Since  the  main  purpose  of  prun- 
ing is  to  force  plants  to  branch,  non- 

branching  plants  such  as  bromeliads, 
spider  plants,  orchids,  palms,  and  others 

with  a  single  growing  point  can't  really 
be  pruned  except  to  remove  damaged 
leaves.  Removing  the  single  growing 
point  is  equivalent  to  beheading  them. 
End  of  plant. 

Where  the  technique  is  at  its  best  is 
with  vining  plants  such  as  hoyas,  ivies, 
and  gynuras  and  erstwhile  bushy  ones 
such  as  begonias  and  geraniums.  Plants 
with  multiple  stems  will  reward  your 
pruning  well  by  growing  thicker  and 
fuller  than  ever.  And  they  will  give  you 
some  cuttings  to  root  for  new  plants  in 
the  bargain. 

■  ROOT  PRUNING 
In  the  garden,  roots  are  rarely  pruned 
except  in  transplanting.  For  pot  plants. 

however,  a  good  root  pruning  can  mean 

the  difl'erence  between  an  average  speci- 
men and  a  real  show  plant.  It  also  keeps 

a  plant  compact. 
The  first  time  you  try  it,  root  pruning 

may  require  a  little  preliminary  nerve 

building.  Cutting  ofl"  roots  isn't  like 
pinching  off  a  few  leaves  and  stems.  It 
seems  unnatural.  But  take  heart,  it  really 

is  in  your  plants'  best  interests.  Root 
pruning  helps  your  plant  in  three  ways: 
First,  it  eliminates  any  dead  roots  around 
the  outside  of  the  root  ball.  Secondly,  by 
distributing  the  roots,  you  will  keep 
them  from  growing  round  and  round  in 

their  previous  pot-bound  pattern.  And 
finally,  by  cutting  off  lots  of  root  tips, 

you  alter  the  hormonal  balance,  stimu- 
lating lots  of  new  root  growth,  which 

encourages  the  plant  itself  to  grow 
better. 

To  start  the  project,  spread  out  some 

newspaper  and  get  a  sharp  knife.  I've found  a  serrated  thin-bladed  bread  knife 
to  be  really  excellent.  Knock  a  plant  out 
of  its  pot  and  look  over  the  resulting 
clump  of  roots  and  soil.  If  the  exterior 
of  the  root  ball  is  a  tight  web  of  tangled 
roots,  prunirfg  is  definitely  in  order.  If 

hardly  any  roots  are  visible,  the  plant's

nether  region  is  fine.  Slip  it  back  into  ii  ̂n 
pot  and  knock  out  the  next  one.  ^ 

For  a  neat  pruning  job,  set  the  roc  (itei 
ball  flat  on  the  paper  and  shave  shingle 
off  the  sides,  turning  the  ball  slowly  unt 
it  has  been  cut  all  around.  (It  is  possibl 

to  use  pruning  shears  to  cut  the  rootj  -^^ 
but  it  will  take  much  longer,  and  soml , . 
shears  will  mash  rather  than  cut  cleanly  ,^, 
causing  the  cuts  to  take  much  longer  t 

heal  over.)  When  you're  done,  a  lar 
plant  should  have  an  extra  inch  of  spa 

between  the  roots  and  the  pot  it's  goi 
back  into;  a  small  plant  should  have  ha 
an  inch  or  so. 

Before  repotting  the  plant,  be  sure  th^ 

old  shards  have  been  removed  from  thq ", bottom  of  the  root  ball.  You  may  actu 

ally  have  to  cut  the  shards  out  from  be<  i 
tween  the  clinging  roots.  Now  replace 
the  shards  in  the  pot  and  slip  the  trimmed  , 
plant  back  into  its  quarters,  filling  the 
surrounding  space  with  fresh  soil.  Prune 
out  some  extra  top  growth,  where  pos- 

sible, to  balance  the  plant's  root  loss,  and water  it  well. 

The  biggest  danger  with  root  pruning 
is  desiccation.  The  plant  has  fewer  roots 
remaining  to  absorb  soil  moisture  and 
thus  tends  to  dry  out  more  quickly.  Byj 

placing  your  pedicured  plant  and  pot  inj 
a  clean  plastic  bag  for  a  week  or  so  aften 
root  pruning  and  growing  it  in  a  brightl 
not  sunny,  location,  you  will  keep  th^ 
humidity  high  enough  for  the  plant  to

WHY  PRUNING  WORKS 

he  results  of  pruning  are  easily  seen, 
he  how  of  pruning  is  easily  explainea. 
ut  why  it  works  is  something  else  again, 
actually,  we  know  a  lot  less  about  plant 
rowth  than  we  should,  considering  that 
otany  is  one  of  our  oldest  sciences.  And 

ven   though   the   last   decade   has   ex- 
anded  our  knowledge  of  the  inner  be- 
avior  of  plants  immensely,  the  exact 
eason  why  a  plant  develops  the  way  it 

oes  when  it's  pruned  is  still  not  alto- 
ether  agreed  upon. 
Most  botanists  currently  believe  that 

1 1  he  plant-growth  hormone  auxin  is  re- 
ponsible  for  how  the  plant  reacts,  and 
hat  it  does  so  through  something  called 
pical  dominance.  Exactly  how  the  aux- 

is  distributed  throughout  the  plant  is 
till  open  to  debate.  But  you  can  follow 
he  gist  of  the  theory  of  apical  domi- 
lance  without  being  a  botanist,  and  it 
i>rovides  a  logical   framework  to  help 
ou  understand  how  and  why  to  prune. 
Just  the  right  amount  of  auxin,  no 

nore,  no  less,  is  needed  for  a  plant  to 
;row.  Either  more  or  less  auxin  inhibits 
owth.  There  is  a  minimum/ maximum 

;oncentration  of  auxin  possible  in  every 
)art  of  the  plant.  In  other  words,  either 
here  is  just  enough  auxin  in  the  right 
)lace  for  proper  growth,  or  there  is  too 
ttle  (the  minimum)  or  too  much  (the 
naximum).   The   apical    bud,   the   bud 

lighest  up  on  the  apex  of  a  plant,  nor- 
nally  contains  the  most  auxin.  This  bud, 
iccording  to  the  current  theory,  controls 
he  growth  of  the  whole  plant,  hence  the 
erm  apical  dominance.  The  lateral  buds, 
5oking   out   sideways   along   the   main 
item  or  trunk  of  the  plant,  are  more  sen- 

sitive to  auxin  than  the  rest  of  the  plant. 
A  concentration  of  auxin  just  right  for 
the   main   plant   is   too   strong   for   the 
lateral  buds  and  keeps  them  from  grow- 

ing. The  plant  grows  taller  and  the  buds 
remain  dormant. 

The  plant  keeps  growing  as  long  as  the 
japical  bud,  by  whichever  of  the  means 
under  such  hot  debate,  keeps  sending 
auxin  down  the  length  of  the  plant  from 
its  abundant  supply.  If  the  apical  bud  is 
cut  off,  taking  with  it  the  major  hoard  of 
auxin,  the  main  stem  is  left  with  a  mini- 

mum supply,  and  stops  growing.  But  the 
lower  concentration  of  auxin  makes 

dormant  lateral  buds  erupt  and  grow. 
Liberated  branches  sprout  enthusiasti- 

cally along  the  sides  of  the  plant. 
In  time,  however,  the  plant  will  return 

to  a  state  of  apical  dominance.  Soon  the 
lateral  bud  closest  to  the  top  will  straight- 

en up  and  become  a  new  apex.  In  a  short 
while,  it  will  take  over  apical  dominance, 
and  again  any  lateral  growth  will  be  in- 
hibited.

the  simple  steps  of  caring 
for  your  skin  for  lifelong 
health  and  beauty

There's  something  of  a  paradox  about 
skin.  It  does  such  an  important  job  of 
keeping  you  healthy  and  it  requires  so 

little  effort  from  you  to  keep  it  function- 

ing at  its  best.  It's  easy  to  see  why  so 
many  of  us  take  it  for  granted.  Until  it 
starts  to  change. 

Dr.  Barbara  A.  Gilchrest  of  Harvard 
Medical  School  in  Boston,  Mass.,  and  of 
the  department  of  dermatology  at  Beth 
Israel  Hospital  in  Boston  is  one  of  a 

three-doctor  team  who  has  just  published 

a  new  book,  "'Between  You  and  Me:  A 
Sensible  and  Authoritative  Guide  to  the 

Care  and  Treatment  oj  Your  Skin" 
(Little,  Brown).  Her  co-writers  are  Dr. 
Thomas  B.  Fitzpatrick,  M.D.,  Ph.D., 
head  of  the  department  of  dermatology 
at  Harvard  Medical  School  and  Chief  of 

Service  of  the  Dermatology  Service  at 

Massachusetts  General  Hospital  in  Bos- 
ton. He  is  famous  for  his  work  on  pig- 

mentation in  the  skin  and  its  relation  to 

the  sun.  Dr.  John  A.  Parrish  is  an  assist- 

ant dermatologist  at  Massachusetts  Gen- 
eral Hospital  and  associate  professor  of 

dermatology  at  Harvard  Medical  School. 
Dr.  Gilchrest  is  currently  funded  by  the 

National  Institute  on  Aging  for  her  re- 
search on  the  effects  of  chronic  sun  ex- 

posure on  the  aging  process  of  skin. 
We  asked  Dr.  Gilchrest  about  the  basics 

of  lifelong  good  skin  care. 

"Perhaps  an  understanding  of  just 
how  skin  does  its  miraculous  job  will 

help  explain  what  its  needs  are,"  she  be- 
gins. "The  skin  is  the  largest  of  the 

body's  organs,  and  the  skin  is  an  organ. 
Its  primary  function  is  that  of  a  barrier 

— a  barrier  to  toxic  chemicals  and  germs 
and  it  screens  the  body  from  excessive 
ultraviolet  light.  It  protects  the  body 
from  overheating  and  ovcrcooling  and 
from  an  excessive  loss  of  fluids.  It  also 

keeps  our  insides  in.  The  cells  of  your 
skin  metabolize  just  like  every  other  cell 
of  your  body;  they  take  in  oxygen  from 
the  bloodstream  and  expel  carbon  diox- 
34 
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ide,  a  process  called  cellular  respiration. 

It's  almost  like  breathing.  The  cells  take 
in  nourishment  from  the  bloodstream, 

which  also  flushes  away  the  cells'  wastes. 
They  reproduce  and  divide  to  make  new 

cells,  a  process  called  cellular  regenera- 
tion. The  skin  is  layered — the  top,  the 

part  you  see,  is  the  "epidermis,"  and  it 
contains  the  "stratum  corneum,"  which 
protects  the  skin  from  microorganisms 
and  excessive  light.  It  also  contains  the 
germinative  basal  cells,  which  divide  to 

make  new  cells.  The  "dermis"  immedi- 
ately below  plays  the  supporting  role, 

literally.  It  is  fibrous,  elastic,  and  water- 
retaining,  and  contains  the  protein  col- 

lagen, the  major  source  of  the  skin's 
mechanical  strength.  There  are  capil- 

laries, sweat  glands,  and  nerve  endings, 

plus  sebaceous  oil  glands  in  the  "dermis" 
as  well.  Below  the  "dermis"  is  the  sub- 

cutaneous tissue,  also  called  fat,  which  is 
somewhat  more  plentiful  in  women  than 
it  is  in  men.  Larger  veins  and  arteries  are 
located  at  this  level.  As  skin  ages,  the 

dermis  thins  and  loses  some  of  its  capac- 
ity to  hold  water.  The  collagen  and  oth- 
er fibers  lose  their  resiliency.  These 

changes  show  up  in  faint  lines  and  not- 
so-faint  wrinkles  in  American  men  and 
women  at  younger  and  younger  ages  as 

a  result  of  America's  passion  for  the  sun. 
Most  visible  "aging"  occurs  in  the  dermis 
where  individual  cells  remain  for  many 
years,  while  the  epidermis  is  constantly 
replacing  itself.  Skin  sheds  its  surface 
cells  naturally.  One  might  think  of  the 

whole  regenerative  process  as  an  "up 
from  under"  renewal  beginning  deep 
down  in  the  generative  layer  of  the  epi- 

dermis and  slowly  working  its  way  to  the 
top,  a  (rip  which  takes  about  2S  days  for 
both  men  and  women.  Skin  sheds  its  sur- 

face cells  naturally  through  the  simple 
process  of  abrasion;  a  washcloth,  for 

example,   removes  them." 

■  ABOUT  SKIN  CARE 
There  are  only  two  things  every  person 

needs  to  know  in  order  to  have  a 

healthy  skin.  The  first  is  to  know 
your  skin  type  and  the  second  is  to 
know  your  diet.  These  two  concerns 

will  determine  how  you  should  care  for 

it.  Knowing  your  skin  type — whether 
it's  sensitive,  normal,  oily  from  time  to 

time,  and  whether  you  sunburn 
easily  or  not — will  determine  your 
cleansing  and  the  way  you  take 
the  sun.  Your  food  provides  the 
nourishment  which  feeds  the 
bloodstream  which  feeds  the 

cells.  Vitamin  C,  for  example, 
is  basic  to  normal  collagen 

synthesis,  and  deficiencies  of 
fatty  acids  may  cause  dry  skin,  lusterless 
hair,  and  brittle  nails.  Zinc  is  also  vital  to 
healthy  skin  and  its  absence  leads  to  raw 
areas  especially  on  the  face,  hands,  and 
feet.  On  the  other  hand,  too  much  iodine 

(found  in  salt-water  fish  and  iodinized 
salt)  or  bromide  (found  in  some  non- 

prescription antacids)  can  aggravate 
acne  or  cause  large  boils  on  the  skin.  Too 
much  vitamin  A  leads  to  dry,  rough  skin 
and  hair  loss,  while  too  much  carotene 

(found  in  carrots  and  other  yellow  vege- 
tables) turns  the  skin  yellow,  especially 

on  the  palms  and  soles.  A  balanced  diet, 
foods  from  all  the  food  groups  and  none 

in  excess,  is  necessary." 
B  CLEANSING 
"Soap  and  water  cleansing  is  the  simplest 
and  most  effective  method  for  eliminat- 

ing what  dirt,  oil,  or  leftover  makeup 

may  still  be  clinging  to  the  skin.  The  vast 

majority  of  people  encounter  no  diffi- 
culty with  soap.  I  recommend  thorough 

rinsing,  however,  and  I  and  my  col- 
leagues suggest  to  those  who  use  soap 

that  they  use  soap  sparingly.  People  with 
sensitive  or  what  they  think  is  dry  skin 

may  prefer  the  clear  glycerine  soaps." B   MOISTURIZING 
"Make  your  skin  comfortable  to  live  in. 
If  that  means  a  light  film  of  something 

gently  smoothed  over  your  face,  fine,  but, 

as  yet,  there  is  nothing  that  "moistur- 
izes" the  skin,  except,  perhaps,  fog.  At 

present,  the  most  anyone  can  do  is  to  re- 
tard moisture  loss,  which  is  a  perfectly 

natural  part  of  the  skin's  respiration 
process,  by  setting  up  a  thin  barrier  be- 

tween the  skin  and  the  surrounding  air. 
The  relative  thickness  of  the  product 
means  little  lor  people  with  normal  skin, 

though  some  moisturizers,  if  they're  very rich,  can  cause  acne  for  some  people. 

Choosing  a  moisturizer  is  much  more  a 
matter  of  personal  esthetics.  If  you  like 
something  heavy  like  petrolatum,  use  it.

Others  may  prefer  a  cream  or  lotion  that 

has  been  refined  so  that  it  "disappears" 
into  the  skin.  Still  others  may  use  noth- 

ing. Oil  in  the  bathtub  works  almost  as 

well.  If  you'll  wet  your  skin  before  ap- 

plying a  moisturizer,  you'll  trap  water  in 
the  upper  layers.  It's  those  top  layers  that 
are  changed  by  the  presence  of  water 
and  not  the  living  layers  further  down. 

The  point  is  to  retard  evaporation." 
■  ABOUT  THE  SUN 
"The  most  important  introduction  in 
recent  years  for  the  care  of  the  skin  is 
the  sunscreen.  If  ever  there  was  a  youth 

potion  it's  to  be  found  in  the  preventive 
blocking-out  of  certain  lengths  of  ultra- 

violet waves.  Dermatologists  worked 

hand-in-hand  with  most  of  the  country's 
major  cosmetics  and  pharmaceutical 

companies  as  well  as  with  the  govern- 
ment to  determine  the  new  SPF  (sun 

protection  factor)  numbers  that  must 

now  appear  on  all  the  packages  of  tan- 
ning products.  The  numbers  run  from  2 

to  15,  and  they  mean  that  if  you  buy  a 
product,  say,  with  a  number  2  on  it, 

you'll  be  able  to  stay  in  the  sun  twice  as 
long  as  you'd  normally  be  able  to  before 
your  skin  would  begin  to  barely  redden, 
40  minutes  instead  of  20  minutes,  for 

example.  The  number  2  indicates  a  prod- 

uct that  is  least  effective  at  controlling 

the  sun's  harmful  lengths  of  ultraviolet 
waves.  Ultraviolet  waves  are  constantly 
acting  on  the  skin,  regardless  of  whether 
you  obtain  a  sunburn  or  not.  The  most 

effective  number  for  "SPF"  is  15.  As 
dermatologists,  we  are  glad  to  see  sun- 

screens being  introduced  into  founda- 
tions, lipsticks,  and  all-day  moisturizers. 

We  think  that  the  best  way  for  fair- 
skinned  people  to  take  the  sun,  if  they 
must,  is  to  use  a  product  with  a  high 

"SPF"  and  a  second  product  effective 
against  long-wave  ultraviolet  light, 

which  doesn't  cause  sunburn,  but  still 
may  contribute  to  aging.  Tanning  will 
occur,  but  it  will  happen  very  slowly. 

We  recommend  this,  really,  for  every- 

one, but  it's  most  important  for  light- 
haired,  blue-eyed,  fair-skinned  people. 
One  thing  more — fair-skinned  people, 

especially  if  they've  had  a  great  deal  of 
sun  exposure  throughout  their  lives, 
should  see  a  dermatologist  once  a  year 

if  they're  over  forty.  Early  signs  of  skin 
cancer  can  be  most  effectively  treated  at 

this  stage." ■  WATER 
"It's  good  to  be  well-hydrated,"  says  Dr. 
Gilchrest.  "It  isn't  necessary  to  delib- 

erately drink  6-7  glasses  of  water  every

to  support  them,  there  seem  to  be  now 
both  medically  and  cosmetically  accept- 

able sunscreens.  Now  some  researchers 

are  looking  into  the  properties  of  the 
urea  molecule  in  hopes  of  finding  better 
moisturizers,  according  to  Dr.  Gilchrest. 
The  urea  molecule  has  both  the  ability 
to  draw  and  hold  water  to  it.  If  there  is 

a  way  to  transfer  water  from  the  mole- 
cule to  human  skin,  we  may  have  a  real, 

external  moisturizer  at  last.  ■

How  to  pick  the  stereo  system 

that's  right  for  you 
A  major  factor  in  your  choice  of  equipment  is  the  room 
in  which  you  will  be  listening  to  it 

The  principal  components  of  a  good 
high-fidelity  stereo  system  are  well 
known — an  amplifier,  pre-amplifier,  and 
tuner  (or  a  receiver  which  combines  the 
three),  plus  loudspeakers,  a  turntable, 

tape  deck,  and  so  on.  There's  another 
component  which  should  be  a  major  fac- 

tor in  your  choice  of  hi-fi — since  it  can 
significantly  influence  the  sound  of  the 
music  reproduced  by  your  audio  system 

— and  that's  the  room  in  which  you'll  be 
listening.  The  size,  shape,  and  furnish- 

ings of  your  living  room,  family  room, 

music  room — wherever  you  plan  to  in- 
stall your  audio  system — can  have  a 

bearing  on  the  type  of  components  you 
buy  and  how  they  sound  when  you  get 
them  home. 

If  you're  going  to  buy  a  complete  new 
stereo  system  (rather  than  replace  one 
existing  component),  experts  almost 

unanimously  agree  that  the  loudspeak- 
ers should  be  the  components  you  select 

first.  There  are  sevefal  reasons  for  this. 

First,  the  speakers  are  the  only  com- 

ponents you'll  actually  hear  working. 
They  translate  electronic  impulses  into 

sound,  and  hearing  is  a  subjective  expe- 

rience. Diff'erent  people  have  complete- 
ly difi'erent  preferences  in  the  sound 

qualities  they  expect  from  loudspeakers. 

Second,  the  characteristics  of  the  speak- 
ers should  determine  to  a  large  extent 

the  selection  of  other  components — 
principally  the  amplifier  or  receiver. 
Since  loudspeakers  are  considered  the 

least  "perfect"  components,  the  most 
variable,  and  the  most  personal  elements 
of  your  stereo  system,  the  greatest  care 
should  be  exercised  in  choosing  them. 

And  here's  where  your  listening  room 
comes  in:  They  must  sound  good  in  the 

personal  environment  of  your  home.  It's 
as  simple  as  that. 

Selection  of  quality  loudspeakers 
should  begin  with  a  careful  listening  test 

in  the  well-equipped  sound  room  of  an 

audio  dealer.  But  even  after  you've  se- 
lected the  pair  of  stereo  speakers  which 

sound  best  to  you  in  the  sound  room, 

you  may  find  they  sound  completely  dif- 
ferent at  home  because  of  differences  in 

acoustics.  For  this  reason,  it's  advisable 
to  arrange  return  privileges  with  the  deal- 

er, if  possible. 

The  next  step  is  selecting  an  amplifier 
or  receiver  which  is  properly  mated  both 
to   your  speakers   and   the  acoustics  of 
48 

your  listening  room.  To  many  people, 
this  is  more  confusing  than  picking  the 
right  speaker,  because  of  the  technical 
claims  made  by  the  manufacturers. 

Amplifier  and  receiver  makers  are  em- 
broiled in  a  competition  reminiscent  of 

the  automobile  industry's  fondly  re- 
membered horsepower  race,  as  claims 

for  the  power  of  these  audio  components 

go  up,  up,  up  to  as  much  as  150  or  200 
watts  per  channel  or  more — and  the  cost 
of  the  unit  escalates  along  with  the  pow- 

er. So  it's  a  waste  of  money,  even  though 
the  energy  required  is  minimal,  to  buy 
more  power  than  you  actually  need.  On 
the  other  hand,  inadequate  power  can 
completely  spoil  your  music  listening. 

■  HOW  MUCH  POWER? 
How  do  you  determine  how  much  ampli- 

fier power  you  need?  First,  it's  impor- 
tant not  to  make  the  mistake  of  equating 

power  with  loudness.  Actually,  most 
musical   passages   at  moderate  volume 

might  not  require  more  than  a  couple  oi 
watts  output  from  an  amplifier.  But  ) 
crescendo  occurring  only  momentaril 

in  the  music  might  require  a  power  ' crease  of  20  to  30  times  or  more,  evei 

though  it  certainly  doesn't  sound  20  t 30  times  as  loud.  When  amplifier  man 
facturers  talk  about  their  power  outpu 

they're  referring  to  the  output  lev^ 
reached  without  significant  distortion 
these  claims  (and  the  actual  amount  a 

distortion)  are  spelled  out  in  amplifie 
advertising  and  policed  by  the  Federa 
Trade  Commission.  If  the  amplifie 

didn't  have  sufficient  power  reserve,  thi 
music  would  distort  during  the  crescen 

do,  breaking  up  or  changing  the  charac- 
ter of  its  sound — an  extremely  unpleas 

ant  listening  experience.  If  you  think  o 
power  output  ratings  as  describing  th(|| 
reserve  available  in  the  amplifier  iow 

loudness  peaks,  you're  on  the  right  track) 
Some  of  today's  super-power  ampli< 

fiers  probably  would  be  adequate  to  fill  i 
medium-sized  auditorium  with  music 

you  don't  have  an  auditorium-sized  lisj 

tening  room,  you  simply  don't  need  th 
highest-power  amplifiers  made.  Thej 

might  even  blow  out  your  loudspeakers'

necessarily  worse  than  an  "efficient"  one 
— it  simply  needs  more  amplifier  power 
to  drive  it.  Manufacturers  of  good  hi-fi 
loudspeaker  systems  provide  figures  for 
the  minimum  power  required  to  operate 

the  speaker  adequately  and  the  maxi- 

mum power  it  can  handle  before  it's 
damaged.  (The  damage  can  be  prevent- 

ed by  installing  a  special  speaker  fuse.) 

A  speaker  may  be  advertised,  for  exam- 

ple, at  20  watts  per  channel  "minimum 
recommended  amplifier  power  rating" 
and  100  watts  "maximum  recommended 

amplifier  power  rating."  These  numbers 
can  serve  as  a  guide  to  the  range  of 

amplifier  or  receiver  power  you'll  need. 
The  advertised  "minimum"  require- 

ment is  generally  based  on  use  of  the 
speaker  at  normal  listening  volume  in  a 
room  of  about  3,000  cubic  feet  (for  ex- 

ample, 15  by  20  feet  with  a  10-foot  ceil- 
ing). For  a  4,000-cubic-foot  room,  the 

power  should  be  about  50  percent  high- 
er, or  about  30  watts  per  channel.  For 

every  additional  1,000  cubic  feet,  you 
should  go  up  another  50  percent  more 

than  the  power  needed  for  the  3,000- 
cubic-foot  room. 

These  figures  are  for  a  room  with 

"average"  acoustic  properties.  A  room's 
furnishings  have  an  important  bearing 

on  its  acoustics.  An  acoustically  "live" room  is  one  in  which  there  are  many 

surfaces  to  reflect  sound — painted  or 
papered  walls,  hard  floors,  little  drapery, 

unupholstcrcd  furniture.  A  "dead"  room 
is  one  in  which  sound  is  absorbed — this 
might  have  wall-to-wall  carpeting,  up- 

holstered furniture,  heavy  draperies, 
open  doorways.  Most  rooms  fall  into  the 

middle  area.  A  "live"  room  requires 
about  a  third  less  power  than  an  average 

one,  and  a  "dead"  room  a  third  more. 
Individual  preferences  in  music  also 

enter  into  amplifier  power  requirements. 
The  figures  given  here  so  far  are  for 
average  tastes  and  cover  most  types  of 
music  and  recordings.  However,  those 
who  listen  to  extremely  loud  organ  music 
or  rock-and-roll  or  have  collections  of 

new  ultra-high-fidelity  recordings  with 
wide  dynamic  ranges  and  very  high 
peaks  in  volume  probably  should  buy  an 

extra  30  to  50  percent  more  power  re- 
serve in  their  amplifiers.  Even  in  this 

case,  for  an  average  3,000-cubic-foot 

room,  we're  talking  about  the  neighbor- 
hood of  30  watts  per  channel — which, 

as  hi-fi  goes,  is  a  pretty  good  neighbor- 
hood for  most  people. 

These  rules  provide  only  a  very  gen- 
eral guide.  II  you  err  a  bit  on  either  the 

hiuh  or  low  side,  you're  still  quite  safe. 

■   PLACING  SPEAKERS 
When  you  get  your  new  stereo  compo-

You  genj 
ally  can  find  the  proper  location  only  I 
trial-and-error,  playing  a  record  wi 
plenty  of  bass  and  moving  the  speake 
slightly  in  from  the  walls  and  up  fro 
the  floor  (putting  them  temporarily  \ 

chairs  or  books— stands  are  available  fj 
a  permanent  arrangement)  until  you 
termine  where  they  sound  best.  Be  %\ 
to  listen  experimentally  in  different  pa^ 
of  the  room  to  make  certain  the. 
tones  are  distributed  evenly. 

The  placement  of  speakers  with  ri 
spect  to  the  listening  area  to  achiei 

proper  "stereo  separation"  was  a  matt 
of  serious  protocol  in  the  early  days 

stereo — until  it  was  discovered  that  se; 

aration  wasn't  all  that  critical  (improve 
equipment  helped,  too).  In  any  livii 
room  or  family  room,  the  furnishin 

usually  are  arranged  so  there's  a  co 
centration  of  seating  facilities  in  o 
general  area.  Some  experts  recommei 
that  the  speakers  be  put  as  far  as  possib 
from  this  area,  but  equidistant  from 
and  at  least  6  feet  apart. 

The  beauty  of  quality  hi-fi  cor 
ponents  is  that  every  setup  is  actually 
custom  installation.  The  type  of  cotil 
ponents  you  choose  and  how  they  wii 
sound  depends  on  the  environment 

which  you're  going  to  use  them.  If  th< 
are  chosen  with  care,  your  listenir 
room  can  be  the  ultimate  component. 

■  CHECKLIST  FOR 
SOUNDINGOUTSPEAKER: 

•  You'll  be  able  to  judge  sound  best  i 
you're  familiar  with  the  record,  so  brin; 
one  with  you  to  the  store.  It  should  be  • 
good  quality  record  of  the  type  of  musi 
you  like  to  listen  to,  with  a  wide  range  o 
dynamics  (loud  and  soft  passages)  and;

•  Listen  to  the  sound  of  the  music  as ;

Continue  this  process  until  mh 
have  eliminated  all  but  one. 
•  Remember  thai  sound  is  the  most  mv 

portanl  thing  about  speakers — hmv  it 
sountis  to  you.  and  not  hc^w  someboth 

lells  you  it  sounds  or  how  the  "speeili^  i 
tions"  indicate  it  shouki  scnintl. 
•  If  possible,  arrange  for  exchange  i^i  i\ 
lieges    to    test    components   at    honu 
where  thc\  may  sound  dillerent.  ■

How  to  heat  your 
summing  pool 
^th  solar  po^er 

With  rising  utility  costs, 

natural  energy  is  a  cost- 
effective  alternate  means  of 

keeping  your  pool  warm.

engineers,  and  educators. 

At  current  utility  rates,  a  swimming  pool 
with  gas  heating  system  can  cost  up  to 
$150  a  month  to  operate.  Some  experts 

estimate  that  by  1985  the  figure  will  in- 
crease 300  percent.  Others  speculate 

that  by  that  time,  natural  gas  for  swim- 
ming-pool use  may  be  prohibited  be- 

cause of  a  national  shortage. 

For  pool  owners,  obviousl  '.  installing 
a  solar  pool  heater,  as  over  30,000  other 
Americans  have  already  done,  makes 
economical  and  environmental  sense. 

Solar  pool  heaters  represent  one  of  the 
most  cost-effective  methods  of  harness- 

ing sun  energy.  (Note  they  operate  best 
in  tandem  with  a  pool  cover  that  keeps 
heat  from  escaping  at  night  and  on 

windy  days.)  Solar  pool  heaters  are  eco- 
nomical, because  they  only  have  to  boost 

water  temperatures  a  few  degrees — to 
80  degrees  Fahrenheit — and  they  also 
make  use  of  machinery  already  in  place 
at  the  pool.  Most  swimming  pools  have 
pumps  to  push  water  through  the  filter, 
and  the  same  pump  can  usually  power  a 
solar  system  at  the  same  time. 

The  most  popular  system  for  solar 

pool  heaters  is  called  the  "open  loop," 
and  here's  how  it  works:  A  series  of  col- 

lector panels  with  pipes  running  across 
them  are  placed  on  a  rooftop  or  on  the 
ground  near  your  pool.  Wherever  they 
are  installed,  the  collectors  will  cover  a 
space  about  75  percent  of  the  surface 
area  of  your  pool,  and  arc  connected  to 
the  pipe  that  circulates  water  from  the 

pool  to  the  filter  (sec  "open  loop"  dia- 
gram). Water  is  pumped  out  of  the  pool 

and  through  the  filter  as  always,  but  in- 
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stead  of  returning  directly  to  the  poo 
is  diverted  into  the  collector  pipes  wh 
the  sun  heats  it.  The  hot  water  retu 

to  the  main  line,  and  then  flows  back 
the  pool. 

One   additional   piece   of  machin 
that  will  be  installed  with  the  systen 

an  automatic  or  manual  valve — pis 
at  the  point  where  water  enters  the 
lectors.   (Knowledgeable  experts  pre 
the  manual  type  as  there  is  less  mach 
ery  to  go  wrong.)  Its  purpose  is  to 
you  shut  off  the  collectors  at  night 
on  sunless  days.  Some  nights,  howev 
you  may  want  to  keep  the  collectors 
After  a  blistering  hot  day  when  the  p( 
water  has  overheated,  you  can  keep

morning's  swim. 

■  THREE  MATERIALS:

Together,  Solar  Industries  and  FAFC 
have  sold  over  75  percent  of  the  existii: 
solar  pool  heaters  in  the  country. 

According  to  the  manufacturers,  pla 
tic  is  impervious  to  pool  chemicals  th 
might  affect  other  materials  like  coppt 

Plastic's  major  disadvantage,  howeve 
is  that  the  material  is  less  durable  th; 

copper  and  stainless  steel.  In  additio 
plastic  is  lightweight,  and  the  collecto 
can  rattle  in  windy  locations.  But  pla 

tic's  weight  can  be  an  advantage,  too — 
makes  the  collectors  easy  to  lift  and  ii 
stall. 

Unfortunately,  there  is  no  such  thinj 
as  a  standard  cost  for  a  plastic  po(i 
heater,  or  for  that  matter,  solar  heatei 
made  of  copper  or  stainless  steel.  Var 
ables  like  the  size  of  your  pool  (the  bi|

idea  of  expenses.  The  calculation  is 
based  on  the  price  per  square  foot  of  the 
collector  material.  Take,  for  instance, 

the  plastic  collectors  from  Solar  Indus- 
tries and  FAFCO.  They  sell  for  about 

$4  a  square  foot,  and  additional  hard- 
ware and  installation  costs  hike  expenses 

to  about  $7  per  square  foot.  To  figure 
an  approximate  price  for  a  plastic  pool 
heater,  multiply  $7  by  75  percent  of 

your  pool's  square  foot  surface  area. 
(For  a  pool  that  measures  15  by  30,  the 
total  square  foot  surface  area  is  450.  75 

percent  of  that  is  338.  $7  x  338  = 
$2,366,  total  cost.  This  is  about  the  low- 

est possible  price  for  an  average-sized 
pool.  Prices  can  go  as  high  as  $3,700.) 
This  may  sound  like  a  heavy  investment, 
but  compare  the  price  with  that  of  a 

natural  gas  heating  system.  In  sunny  cli- 
mates like  southern  California,  where 

the  swimming  season  could  be  stretched 
an  additional  five  months  each  year  with 

supplementary  heating,  gas  bills  would 
run  about  $750  annually.  After  three 

years,  counting  gas  costs  and  the  price 
of  the  heater  itself,  the  California  pool 
owner  will  have  spent  at  least  $2,850. 

By  that  time,  a  plastic  solar  heater  would 
almost  have  paid  for  itself. 

As  a  rule,  copper  collectors  are  more 

expensive  than  plastic — at  least  $7  a 
square  foot — but  one  major  manufac- 

turer, Terra-Light  of  Billerica,  Mass., 
and  Visalia,  Calif.,  sells  a  system  that 
costs  the  same  as  plastic.  Another  large 

company.  Revere  of  Rome,  N.Y.  is  hop- 
ing to  develop  a  package  in  the  same 

price  range  soon.  For  the  other  sixty  or 
so  copper  manufacturers,  pool  heating 
systems  will  probably  run  at  least  $4,000 
installed,  with  a  starting  payback  period 

of  five  years  for  the  pool  owner  in  cli- 
mates like  southern  California,  and 

eleven  for  those  in  the  Northeast.

For  the  most  part,  you  can  expect 

pay  the  highest  prices  for  stainless  st 
collectors,  and  they  are  the  hardest 
find.  One  manufacturer,  Ener-Tech 
Las  Vegas,  Nev.,  sells  them  for  about 
a  square  foot  wholesale,  and  expi^ 

they  go  for  $7  and  up  retail.  The  proti 
is  as  durable  as  copper,  and  has  anoi 

similar  advantage:  It  won't  rattle  in wind.  Manufacturers  of  stainless  s; 
say  that  it  is  also  unaffected  by  po 
chemicals — which  eliminates  the  |

Some  professionals  you  may  call  in  may 
know -as  little  about  solar  as  you  do.  If,

sultant's grasp  of  solar  technology,  you 
might  ask  them  to  install  the  system.  At 

least  discuss  installation  prices  and  com- 
pare them  to  those  of  the  manufacturers. 

■  DOING-IT- 
YOURSELF 

If  you  are  a  home  owner  who  enjoys 

do-it-yourself  projects,  you  may  consid- 
er installing  the  system  on  your  own. 

This  can  cut  costs  significantly.  Walter 
Cosel,  Solar  Consultant  to  the  Sheet 

Metal  Workers'  International  Associa- 
tion, believes  a  person  can  hook  up  an 

"open  loop,"  ii  he  or  she  is  capable  of 
installing  an  underground  sprinkler  sys- 

tem. W.  Stuart  Lyman  says  only  a  high- 
school  science  background  is  necessary, 

along  with  the  Copper  Development  As- 

sociation's free  47-page  booklet,  "How 
to  Design  and  Build  a  Solar  Swimming 

Pool  Heater."  (One  man,  Paul  Nanki- 
vell  of  Hollywood,  Calif.,  used  the  book- 

let in  1976  to  build  a  system  that  heats 

his  700-square-foot  pool.  Nankivell  re- 
ports that  he  had  some  previous  plumb- 

ing skills,  and  built  his  copper  "open 
loop"  with  $1,000  worth  of  materials  in 
a  week's  time.  According  to  his  calcula- 

tions, the  system  will  have  a  five-year 
payback  period.) 

Some  home  owners  have  been  known 
to  make  and  install  their  own  solar  pool 
heaters  for  as  little  as  $60.  One  method, 

while  not  as  efficient  as  traditional  col- 
lectors, employs  several  hundred  feet  of 

black  plastic  tubing.  The  material  is 
wound  in  a  tight  coil,  set  on  the  ground 
near  the  pool,  and  attached  to  the  filter 
pipe.  When  pool  water  is  pumped 
through  the  coil,  it  acts  as  a  collector, 

and  delivers  water  back  to  the  pool  heat- 
ed by  a  few  degrees.  There  are  other

Van- 
guard's total  setup  costs  about  $15,00C 

installed  (for  a  three-bedroom  house), 
and  it  will  heat  your  pool,  supply  space 

heating  and  air  conditioning,  as  well  as 
75  percent  of  your  domestic  hot  water 
needs.  Combining  all  the  savings,  pay- 

back period  is  a  surprisingly  low  lour  to 

six  years — depending  upon  the  part  o 
the  country  where  you  live. 

To  sum  up,  you  can  look  on  solar 
heating  for  swimming  pools  as  a  begin- 

ning.  It's  one  step  toward  energy  inde- 
pendence from  fossil  fuels  for  the  entire

HOUSE 
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How  to  straighten 
a  carped  door 
Plus  how  to  make  a  heat 

deflector  to  protect  a  window 
sill  garden,  tuning  up  a  shower 
head,  and  restoring 
a  scratched  wood  floor 

By  Deanne  Raffel 

Q  My  bathroom  door  is  warped  and  no 
longer  closes  easily.  Is  there  an  easy  way 
to  correct  this  problem? 

A  Although  it  may  be  possible  to 
straighten  the  door,  it  is  better  to  forget 
trying  to  align  it.  Doors  nowadays  are 
mostly  hollow-core  and,  with  all  the  hu- 

midity on  one  side  of  it,  the  door  will 
probably  return  to  its  warp.  Instead, 
work  on  the  door  stops  which  are  the 
narrow  moldings  on  the  door  frame  or 

jamb.  When  the  door  deforms,  it  conse- 
quently rubs  against  the  stops  or  does 

not  meet  them  properly  when  closed. 
The  stops  are  strips  of  wood,  thin  and 
flexible  to  a  point,  and  can  be  removed 
from  the  jamb  and  reset  so  they  conform 

to  the  warp  of  the  door.  Start  by  pry- 
ing the  stop  from  the  jamb  adjacent  to 

the  warped  section  of  the  door  with  a 
wide  blade  putty  knife  and  the  added 
help  of  a  hammer.  Ease  the  stop  off  the 
jamb  while  working  the  entire  length  of 
the  strip.  Once  the  strip  is  off  the  jamb, 
pull  out  the  nails  and  secure  the  stop 
back  on  to  the  jamb  in  line  with  the  door 
(warp  and  all).  It  is  possible  only  this 
stop  may  need  realigning,  but  if  the  door 
still  sticks,  work  on  the  other  side  stop 

and  top  strip  as  necessary.  Do  not  use 
the  original  nail  holes  when  attaching 
new  fasteners.  Move  a  few  inches  in 

either  direction.  With  a  nailset,  counter- 
sink nails  '  H  inch  and  fill  holes  with 

wood  filler  or  prepared  spackle.  If  there 
is  tension  on  the  door  lock  strike  plate, 
it  may  require  slight  repositioning  on  the 
jamb.  Remove  the  plate,  fill  screw  holes 
with  plastic  wood  filler,  let  filler  dry, 
then  reattach  the  plate. 

Q  The  radiator  in  my  living  room  is 
also  the  window  sill.  Is  there  any  way  to 
deflect  heat  away  from  the  sill  so  that  I 
can  use  the  radiator  to  display  plants?

Q  Water  from  my  shower  head  dribbles 
rather  than  sprays — the  hot  and  cold 
water  have  no  force.  Is  there  a  remedy? 

A  Since  the  dribble  is  the  same  for  both 
hot  and  cold  water,  the  faucet  washers 
should  not  be  blamed  for  the  water  in- 

efficiency. First  check  to  see  that  the 
shut-off  valves  (if  there  are  any)  are 

completely  opened.  They  may  be  lo- 
cated in  the  wall  or  closet  on  the  other 

side  of  the  shower  wall,  or  in  the  base- 
ment or  utility  room.  The  water  pressure 

may  not  have  been  sufficient  to  insure  a 
vigorous  shower  spray.  If  the  valves  are 
not  the  problem,  then  the  shower  head 
itself  probably  is  clogged  with  various 
kinds  of  residue  that  sometimes  collect 

in  the  mesh  of  spout  aerators.  The  open- 
ings that  the  water  sprays  from  also  can 

be  a  problem  area  because  lime  does 
build  up  around  these  tiny  holes.  The 
spray  head  needs  to  be  taken  off  the 
water  pipe  and  cleaned  out.  Use  two 
wrenches — one  to  hold  the  pipe  and  the 
other  to  loosen  the  nut  that  attaches  the 

shower  head  to  the  pipe.  To  protect  the 
chrome  plating  on  the  pipe  and  nut, 
wrap  masking  tape,  adhesive  tape,  or  a 
strip  of  leather  around  the  areas  where 
the  wrenches  will  grab.  A  pipe  wrench 
will  be  necessary  to  hold  the  pipe;  the 

nut  may  require  a  second  pipe  wrench 
or  a  monkey  wrench  or  an  adjustable 
wrench  instead.  Loosen  the  nut — a  little 

tapping  with  the  wrench  might  be  need- 
ed to  help  unfreeze  the  joint.  Next  un- 

screw the  nut  and  remove  the  head.  Turn 
the  shower  head  so  that  the  nut  end  is 

facing  down;  shake  it — sand,  rust  par- 
ticles, etc.  should  come  tumbling  out. 

Place  the  head  in  a  saucepan,  cover  with 

white  vinegar,  and  boil  for  at  least  5  min- 
utes. This  should  dislodge  the  accumu- 
lated residue  inside  the  unit.  Slip  a  bottle 

brush  into  the  nut  opening  and  work  it 
around.  Rinse  with  warm  water  and  dry. 
To  reseal  the  head  onto  the  pipe,  wrap 
the  pipe  threads  with  a  layer  of  Teflon 
threading  tape.  Replace  the  head  and 

tighten — again  using  the  two  wrenches. 

Q  I've  had  my  wood  floor  professional- 
ly sanded  since  it  was  badly  scratched. 

How  should  I  finish  it?  Should  I  stain  it? 

A  Staining  a  wood  floor  is  not  necessary 
unless  you  want  to  accentuate  the  grain 
or  change  the  color.  If  you  like  the  look 
of  a  stained  floor,  it  is  an  easy  job.  Use 
a  cloth  or  brush  to  apply,  and  see  can 
directions  for  drying  time  before  adding 
additional  coats.  Even  if  you  stain  a 
floor,  however,  it  must  be  sealed  after 
sanding.  (Sanding  is  always  a  job  for  a 
professional.)  Shellac  dries  quickly,  but 
has  poor  resistance  to  heat,  alcohol,  and 
water  spots.   Varnish  dries  slowly,  but

luster.  You  must  make  the  choice  of 

finish  to  suit  your  individual  require 
ments.  However,  the  penetrating  wood 
sealer,  coated  with  wax  and  buffed  will 

give  a  visually  satisfying  and  rich  coat- 
ing as  long  as  it  is  properly  maintained.

1979  is  a  vintage  year  for  imported  cars. 
Almost  every  manufacturer  has  some 
new  model  to  offer,  and  there  are  sports 
cars,  luxury  sedans,  econocars,  and  even 
a  new  pickup  truck  to  choose  from.  In 
almost  every  case,  the  new  models  are 
larger  and  more  powerful  than  the  cars 
they  replace,  and  also  fitted  out  with 
more  luxurious  options  as  standard 
equipment.

HOW  TO  MAKE  YOUR  OWN 

HOMEMADE  VINEGAR 
An  easy  method  for  cider 
and  fruit  vinegars, 
plus  how  to  use  them  in 
sweet  and  savory  dishes 

By  Barbara  Walker 
The  cut  glass  vinegar  cruet  sat  in  the 

middle  of  great-grandma's  dinner  table 
like  the  compass  rose  of  an  old  map:  its 
contents  were  sprinkled  on  everything 
from  breakfast  kippers  and  home  fries 
to  supper  vegetables  and  fruit.  With  your 

own  brew,  you'll  find  you  can  do  with- 
out oil  in  your  salad  dressing,  hollandaise 

on  your  broccoli  and— wonder  of  won- 
ders— pecans  in  your  pecan  pie! 

Homemade  light  vinegar  is  different 

from  commercial  vinegar  in  several  im- 
portant ways.  Like  the  wine  that  goes 

into  it.  its  flavors  are  complex  and  varied. 
It  has  the  essential  acetic  acid,  of  course, 
but  not  necessarily  as  much.  The  Pure 
Food  and  Drug  Law  requires  that  store 
vinegar  be  at  least  5  percent  acid  by 

volume — a  safe  strength  for  pickling — 
but  for  table  and  cooking  use  something 
less  sour  is  often  desirable. 

Homemade  vinegar  can  be  cloned; 
it  is  alive  with  the  bacteria  that  make 
acetic  acid.  The  bacteria  in  commercial 

vinegar  are  dead:  it  has  been  stabilized 

by  pasteurizing.  Once  you  get  a  success- 
ful vinegar  batch  going,  you  can  main- 

tain a  steady  supply  by  regular  additions 
of  wine  and  other  ferments.  As  long  as 
the  vinegar  bacteria  have  alcohol  and 
air,  they  will  produce  acetic  acid  without 
destroying  the  flavors  of  the  stock. 

For  a  versatile  light  vinegar  start  with 

apple  cider.  You  can  use  raw  (unpasteur- 

ized) sweet  cider  and  let  it  go  "hard,"  or 
ferment,  in  about  three  weeks.  Or  you 

can  save  time  and  buy  it  already  fer- 
mented at  the  liquor  store.  Imports  Hke 

the  French  "Purpom"  work  best;  Ameri- 
can apple  wines  are  a  bit  too  sweet  (both 

are  7  percent  alcohol) . 
Next  you  need  a  barrel  that  gives  its 

contents  broad  exposure  to  the  air  and 
has  a  top  opening  for  receiving  liquids 
and  a  lower  opening  for  decanting  them. 
In  time  you  may  graduate  to  a  real 
wooden  barrel  (Franjoh  Cellars,  P.O. 
Box  7462,  Stockton,  Calif.  95207  sells 
them),  but  for  starters  a  plastic  gallon 
milk  jug  will  do.  Wash  it  well;  scald  it; 

lay  it  on  its  ̂ 'de,  handle  up.  Fasten  ca 
securely  on  the  neck,  hereafter  called  th 

bung.  On  the  now-top  surface  cut  a 
opening  the  size  of  a  lemon.  Pour  in  th 
fermented  cider  (1-2  bottles),  tastin 
and  sniffing  as  you  do.  From  here  o 

your  palate  and  nose  will  be  your  guide* 
For  an  open-air,  bug-tight  closing,  sli 

over  the  opening  and  barrel  a  tube  c 
nylon  stocking.  Place  the  barrel  on 
tray  on  a  shelf  open  to  air,  away  fror 
direct  heat  and  light.  Next  to  it  put  som 
straws  for  tasting.  Now  forget  it  for  tw 
weeks  (all  time  allowances  here  ar 

minimums;  in  general,  home  vinegar  in- proves  with  age). 
A  taste  in  two  weeks  should  reve; 

considerable  souring;  another  week  an. 
the  vinegar  is  probably  ready  to  usi

cider,  of  course,  but  it's  easier,  cheap

As  you  continue  to  feed  your  barrel 
assorted  ferments,  the  vinegar  will 

change  in  flavor.  In  time  you  can  spe- 
cialize. A  particularly  fruity  batch  is  nice 

to  set  aside  for  pies  and  desserts.  A  less 
florid  but  full-bodied  vinegar  can  be  bot- 

tled and  tagged  for  meat  dishes  or  gen- 
eral table  use.  A  clear,  clean  sour  from 

mostly  dry  white  wine  can  be  bottled 
with  fresh  herbs  for  herb  vinegar. 

When  you  bottle  vinegar  to  store,  it's 
a  good  idea  to  stop  bacterial  action.  The 

simplest  way  is  to  fill  narrow-necked  bot- 
tles right  up  to  stopper  level,  cutting  off 

the  air  supply.  Or  you  can  heat  the  vin- 
egar to  just  below  boiling  for  10  minutes 

(dried  herbs  can  be  added  to  hot  vin- 
egar). 

Meanwhile,  use  your  vinegar  often 
and  well.  Keep  a  cruet  on  the  table  for 
calorie  counters  to  sprinkle  on  green 
salad  and  cooked  vegetables  and  for 
salt-watchers  to  add  to  hamburgers,  fried 
potatoes,  and  fish.  In  the  kitchen  use  a 
little  to  keep  cut-up  fruit  from  browning, 
to  marinate  chicken  pieces,  to  moisten 
stuffing,  to  mix  with  water  in  a  piecrust 
for  quiche. 

There  isn't  a  course  in  the  most  elab- 

orate menu  that  doesn't  have  a  place  for 
good  vinegar.  To  prove  it  we  offer  a 

sampler.  It's  not  a  menu;  one  vinegar 
dish  to  a  meal  is  plenty.  As  with  per- 

fume, subtlety  is  all.

GOING  PLACES 
FINDING  THINGS 
Slow  flying  in  the 
great  Southwest 

You  travel  by  light  plane, 
raft,  jeep,  and  hiking  boots 

on  a  six-day  discovery  of 
some  of  the  most  astonishing 
country  in  America 

By  Coralee  Leon 

The  land  falls  away  sharply,  and  we're 
flying  over  the  canyon.  Low.  So  low  we 
can  scan  the  tops  of  the  surrounding 
plateau,  nearly  at  eye  level.  Our  pilot 

guides  the  rugged  little  Helio  Courier  ex- 
pertly from  canyon  wall  to  canyon  wall, 

checking  air  currents  before  descending. 

He  points  out  a  strange  formation  to  the 
left,  at  the  bottom  of  the  canyon.  We  can 
see  it  as  we  bank:  the  upturned  roots  of 
an  ancient  mountain  range  whose  peaks 
once  towered  nearly  5  miles.  Beside  me, 

Darryl,  my  12-year-old  son,  asks  in  his 
rear-seat  mike  what  happened  to  the 
huge  mountains.  They  were  toppled  by 
a  cataclysmic  upheaval  millions  of  years 
ago.  Now  the  giants  lie  on  their  sides, 
foundations  for  other  ranges  built  by  the 
seas  and  the  fiery  pressures  of  earth,  and 
leveled  again  into  the  vast  plateaus  and 
canyons  we  have  been  exploring. 

The  Helio  Courier  is  indeed  a  flying 
classroom,  and  Darryl  as  much  as  the 

two  adults  along  (a  Texas  magazine  edi- 
tor and  I)  is  learning  that  beauty  can  be 

enhanced  by  knowledge.  Perhaps  that 
was  one  of  the  reasons  Bruce  Adams, 

our  pilot  and  guide,  founded  this  one- 
man,  one-plane  company  8  years  ago.  A 

And  then, 
like  the  eagles 
that  make  their 
nests  in  these 

crags  and  spires, 

we  swoop  down  N^^^^"^  toward  the 
glistening  green  thread  that  is  the  Colo- 

rado River  thousands  of  feet  below.  As 

the  canyon  meanders,  so  flies  the  plane, 

an  efi'ortless,  thrilling  ride  so  deep  in  this 
rocky  crevass,  we  can  no  longer  see  the 

tops  of  the  walls,  jusfstriations  of  gran- 
ite and  sandstone  and  solidified  sediment 

from  forgotten  oceans,  and  before  us  a 
sudden  fleeting  wedge  of  sky.  To  the  left 
and  right,  we  fly  past  vast  doorways  that 
open  swiftly  in  the  rock;  entrances  to 

other  canyons  that  snake  off'  toward  un- 
seen horizons  in  this  grand  maze  carved 

by  the  cutting  edge  of  a  once-mighty  riv- 
er slicing  through  an  upthrust  of  earth. 
Our  pilot  picks  up  his  microphone;  we 

listen  eagerly.  For  this  is  not  merely  a 
sightseeing  flight,  but  part  of  a  six-day

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personable  young  natural  historian  with

standing of  the  Southwest.  And  his 
Southwest  Safaris  is  the  best  way  he 
knows  to  share  it.

the  Anazasi — "The  Ancient  Ones."  Fore 
runners  of  the  present  Pueblo  and  Hopi 
tribes  of  the  area,  the  Anazasi  lived  sim 

ply,  worshipped  their  gods  in  great  round 
rooms  called  kivas,  developed  highly 

sophisticated  mortarless  building  tech- 

niques, created  lovely  black-and-white- 
patterned  pottery  (you  can  still  find 
shards  on  the  sites),  and  baked  simple 
corn  bread,  grinding  grain  on  the  same 
stone  metates  used  by  the  Indians  today. 

Recipe  for  chewed  bread,  circa  A.Dl 
500:  Parch  corn,  and  grind  very  fine. 
Chew  until  starch  is  converted  to  sugar. 
Mix  chewed  meal  with  more  meal  until 

a  stiff  batter  results.  Dig  hole  4  feet  wide, 
1  foot  deep.  Line  with  corn  husks.  Pour 
batter  3  inches  deep.  Cover  with  husks 
and  damp  earth.  Set  afire,  and  keep  fire 
burning  all  night.  In  the  morning,  open 
the  hole.  A  heavy,  sweet  bread  results. 
(From  the  museum  at  Mesa  Verde.)

jeep  for  a  ride  among  the  castles  them- 
selves, on  trails  that  are  dry  sandy  river 

beds  that  turn  during  sudden  rains  into 
rushing  streams  and  quicksand.  From 
the  jeep,  we  explore  on  foot.  First  the 
desert  hideouts  of  real  cowboys,  who 
left  their  rough  tables  and  benches  for 

our  inspection.  Nearby,  we  are  intro- 

duced to  our  first  ant  lion — '"Every  sa- 
fari needs  a  lion,"  Bruce  says.  Ours  is  a 

creature  about  a  quarter  of  an  inch  long, 
who  hides  in  the  sand  beneath  a  diabol- 

ically clever  conical  trap  no  wider  than 
half  an  inch.  When  a  hapless  ant  slips  in, 

the  ant  lion  (the  larva  of  the  lace-winged 
fly)  seizes  it  from  below,  shakes  it  sense- 

less with  enormous  ferocity,  and  retreats 
into  the  sand  for  a  quiet  lunch.  Darryl, 
spellbound,  serves  free  meals  to  several. 

Next,  on  to  the  best  of  Canyonlands — 
rock  climbing.  Like  flies  in  hiking  boots 
(or,  in  my  case,  running  shoes),  we  scale 
the  pink  and  yellow  rocks  that  once 
formed  layers  of  sand  at  the  bottom  of 
the  Permian  oceans  240,000,000  years 
ago,  and  arc  now  hardened  in  the  same 
soft  curves  left  by  the  receding  water. 

We  go  exploring:  "Let's  see  if  we  can  get 
to  the  top  of  that  butte."  And  near  sun- 

set, wc  hire  horses  and  (once  ihe  author 

gets    hers    under    control-  -"(  ome    on. 
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mom!")  ride  across  the  plain  to  the  ho- rizon and  back  in  time  for  steaks  on  the 

ledge  of  a  mesa  with  the  entire  Canyon- 
lands  as  its  front  yard. 

Next  day,  we  fly  over  the  gooseneck 
turns  of  the  San  Juan  la  Batista  River, 
land,  and  climb  into  an  Avon  inflatable 
boat  for  a  rafting  trip  from  Bluff,  Utah, 
to  Mexican  Hat,  so  named  for  a  peculiar 
formation  of  delicately  balanced  rocks 

that  might  topple  in  a  million  years — or 
tomorrow.  This  is  the  only  part  of  the 
trip  on  which  Bruce  does  not  accompany 
us.  In  his  place  is  an  experienced  river 

pilot.  Ken  Ross,  former  chief  archaeolo- 
gist at  Mesa  Verde,  former  student  of 

Loren  Eiseley  at  the  University  of  Ne- 
braska, and  part  of  the  scientific  team 

that  briefed  the  astronauts  before  their 

trip  to  the  moon  (the  same  team  that, 
musing  during  lunch  one  day  about  the 

moon's  general  molecular  makeup,  pro- 
duced a  formula  that  turned  out  to  match 

almost  perfectly  with  the  chemical  com- 
position of  a  certain  French  cheese). 

Partly  smooth  water,  partl>  white,  the 
trip  is  a  tour  through  time  and  through 
the  immense  forces  that  can  heave  rock 
from  12,000  feet  below  the  surface  of 

earth  into  3,0';0-foot  cliffs,  leaving  can- 
yons, mountains,  and  aniichnes — great

Gastropods  perfectly  fossilized  coi

And  ancient  sea-wor 
more  than  20  feet  long  lie  preserved 
rock  faces  once  on  the  bottom  of  p 
historic  oceans,  now  exposed  for  Saf 
explorers  to  see. 

Active  as  the  trip  is,  we  never  get  tire 
Bruce  plans  it  that  way.  Half  the  tir

Bohemia,  bounded  by  Austria,  East 
id  West  Germany,  is  the  westernmost 
ovince — the  other  two  are  Slovakia 
id  Moldavia — and  the  industrial  center 
the  country.  Skoda  cars  and  Pilsener 

;er  are  Bohemian,  as  is  Prague,  where 
y  trip — after  an  8-hour  flight  from 
ew  York — began. 
Prague  has  the  hilly  site  and  historic 
yering  of  Rome.  You  can,  in  one  city 
ock,  find  a  medieval  castle,  a  14th- 
;ntury  cathedral,  an  Art  Deco  office 
iilding.  and  an  absolutely  intact  1907 

lemist's  shop.  But  if  Rome  is  feverishly 
owded.  Prague  is  pleasantly  empty, 
here  are  tour  groups  around  major 

lonuments — the  statued  Charles  bridge, 
le  courtyard  of  Hradcany  Castle,  wait- 
ig  for  the  mechanical  clock  at  City  Hall 
-but  one  can  walk  alone  down  a  nar- 
)w  medieval  street,  go  through  the 
trelsky  Library  with  only  a  guide,  sit  in 
le  gardens  of  the  Renaissance  Pavilion 
eacefully  surrounded  by  pigeons.  This 
mptiness  makes  sightseeing  very  pleas- 
nt,  but  is  probably  why  the  tour  groups 
round  Prague  tend  to  stick  together, 
lost  are  from  Iron  Curtain  countries.

the  17,000,000  visitors  last  year.  And 

while  heads  don't  turn  at  the  sound  of 
American,  you  have  a  certain  sense  of 
exploration.  There  is  a  definable  triumph 
in  being  the  thirtieth  English-speaking 
visitor  to  a  remote  country  castle. 

The  newest  hotel  in  Prague,  the  Inter- 
Continental,  is  frankly  set  up  to  be  the 
Best-of-the-West.  Every  possible  conve- 

nience .  .  .  and  some  very  charming 
Czech  extras.  Like  flowers  in  the  rooms, 
clusters  of  Biedermeier  furniture  in  the 

lobby  and  halls,  unreadable  vials  in  the 
bathrooms  that  turn  out  to  be  Russian 

pine-scented  bubble  bath  (I  thought  it 
was  mouthwash!),  huge  feather  pillows, 
linen  sheets.  Also  chambermaids  who 

cheerfully  lend  you  hair  driers  (your 
USA  one  is  useless,  even  with  adapters), 

and  a  seven-language  convenience  desk 
that  seems  to  be  able  to  cope  with  any- thing. 

Prague  is  a  town  that  can  be  man- 
aged without  knowing  Czechoslovakian. 

Menus  are  in  three  languages;  day  tours 
are  done  in  cheerful  Basic  English.  And 

it's  amazing,  after  a  few  days,  how  cog- 
nates pop  up.  Benzine,  autoservus,  and 

parkeviste  are  obvious;  dezert  is  easy, 
okourkii  is  cucumbers  if  you  think  about 

it,  rostii  is  roasted,  vporova — steamed, 

and  you'll  never  forget  brambor — po- 
tato. 

Farther  away  from  Prague,  there  is 
less  English.  Menus  are  not  translated, 
castle  tours  are  done  in  Czech,  German, 

or  Russian,  with  a  typed  English  transla- 
tion handed  you  to  carry  and  read.  The 

real  way  to  explore  Bohemia  is  by  car 
and  with  an  English-speaking  guide. 
Compared  to  the  same  service  in  other 

European  countries,  it's  amazingly 
cheap.  A  five-person  car  with  driver  and 
guide  costs  $31  a  day  (plus  IQi  per 

kilometer).  Drive-yourself  cars  can  be 
rented  for  about  $75  a  week  (plus  1 1^ 
per  kilometer)  and  the  roads,  if  narrow, 
are  well-marked  and  lightly  trafficked. 

Within  30  miles  of  Prague,  are  two 
stunning  Gothic  castles:  Karlstejn  and 

Konopiste.  Karlstejn  is  real  Gothic,  fin- 
ished in  1367.  and  so  well-designed  that 

no  army  ever  took  it  by  force.  On  the 
other  hand,  Konopiste  is  fake  Gothic, 
finished  in  1896,  and  could  be  taken  by 
six  healthy  Munchkins.  Karlstejn,  on 

top  of  a  pine-forested  mountain,  is  full 
of  echoing  rooms  and  corkscrew  stone 

staircases,  one  of  which  winds  up  a  10- 
story  tower.  You  have  to  climb  these 

(Karlstejn  is  no  castle  for  the  faint-foot- 
ed). There  is  a  medieval  treasury — the 

walls,  ceiling,  and  the  altar  are  inlaid 
with  precious  and  semiprecious  stones. 

It's  well  worth  the  climb,  you  find,  to 
look  out  over  the  pine  forest  through  an 

amethyst-studded  window. 
Konopiste,    extravagantly    rebuilt    by 

Archduke  Ferdinand   (he  of  Sarajevo) 

on  an  already  much  rebuilt  14th-century 
site,  is,  for  all  its  19th-century  fakery,  a

splendid  hunting  museum.  Ferdinand 
was  an  enthusiast.  It  is  also  probably  as 
untouched  an  Edwardian  interior  as 

you'll  find  anywhere. 
Veltrusy,  only  20  miles  outside  of 

Prague,  is  a  romantic  summer  chateau, 

built  by  one  of  Bohemia's  18th-century 
specialties,  the  enlightened  aristocrat. 
These  worldly  gentlemen  welcomed  Mo- 

zart and  Canaletto,  gave  refuge  to  Casa- 
nova. At  Veltrusy,  Count  Jan  Rudolf 

Chotek  built  the  first  English  landscape 
garden  in  Central  Europe.  The  gardens 
are  a  ruin  now,  but  there  are  still  crum- 

bling temples  and  obelisks  amid  dense 
foliage,  creating  an  even  more  romantic 
landscape  than  Count  Chotek  intended. 

The  interiors,  however,  are  in  an  exquis- 
ite state.  The  dome  room  is  frescoed  with 

bright  garden  flowers,  the  stucco  car- 
touches are  crisply  restored,  and  the 

furniture  and  porcelains  gleam.  Under 
the  central  part  of  the  house  is  the  Czech 
version  of  a  grotto:  an  open  air  room, 
the  Salla  Terrena,  with  pebble  mosaic 
floors  and  vaults,  the  walls  and  ceilings 
painted  with  exotic  birds.  The  summer 
of  1742  would  have  been  very  pleasant 
at  Veltrusy. 

Southern  Bohemia,  close  to  the  Aus- 
trian border,  has  a  triangle  of  three 

castles  that  are  spectacular:  Jindrichuv 
Hradec,  Cesky  Krumlov  Zamek,  and 

Cervena  Lhota.  (Give  up  on  pronounc- 
ing Czech  castle  names ! ) 

Jindrichuv  Hradec  is  a  high  castle  on  a 

slope  with  a  clearly  visible  architectural 

history.  Like  Topsy,  it  just  grew — from 
courtyard  to  courtyard,  the  last  one  a 
giant  trapezoid  completely  enclosed  by 
medieval  crenelations,  a  Renaissance 

tower,  and  a  towering  wall  of  tiered  Ital- 
ianate  arcades. 

Cesky  Krumlov  Zamek  has  a  soaring 

13th-century  tower  by  a  medieval  wood- 
en bridge,  but  the  rest  of  the  fortress  was 

renovated  in  the  16th  century.  In  the 
18th  century,  a  water  garden  was  laid 
out  in  the  handy  western  keep  and  a 
ballroom  built  into  the  medieval  walls. 

Every  generation  that  changed  it  hired 
painters.  This  castle  celebrates  fresco 

and  trompe  I'oeil  painting.  The  Salle  des 
Armes  has  huge  Gothic  family  blazons 

painted  in  the  arches.  Sixteenth-century 
rooms  are  elaborately  covered  with  faux 
boix,  faux  marble,  faux  stucco,  and  faux 
curtains.  The  ballroom  has  the  gaiety  of 

an  18th-century  masked  ball,  because 
one  is  in  progress  all  around,  complete 
with  painted  musicians  in  a  painted 

gallery. 
Cesky  Krumlov  Zamek  is  enormous 

.  .  .  300  rooms,  not  counting  the  towers. 
Yet  every  room  is  fascinating.  The  salon 
with  portraits  of  all  79  Schwartzenbcrg 
estates,  the  hall  with  the  carved  golden 
coach  that  carried  presents  over  the  Alps 
for  the  coronation  of  Urban  VIII  (a  later 
owner  used  it  for  a  bed),  and  the  oldest 

Renaissance  theatre  in  Europe,  comple; 
with  costumes  and  sets.  \ 

Cervena  Lhota  is  a  pink  stone  chatea  { 

tiny  and  elegant,  more  Loire  Valley  th; 
Czech  stronghold.  Set  in  the  center  of 
lake,  connected  to  the  mainland  only  I 
a  narrow  Gothic  bridge,  it  has  to  1 

southern  Bohemia's  most  charming  w: 
ter  castle.  Recently  restored,  it  is  also 
showcase  for  the  energy  and  style  wit 
which  the  Czech  government  cares  fc 
its  state-owned  castles.  Everything  spai 

kles — not  only  from  the  reflected  wate 
which    dapples    every    room — but    th 
floors  are  waxed,  the  furniture  highly 
polished,  the  pewter  and  silver  glistening  I 
I'd  like  to  move  in  tornprrow. 

Southern  Bohemia  is  Czechoslovakia  \ 
lake  district.  In  a  landlocked  countr

warmed  swimming  pool  or  the  decayed 
grandeur  of  the  Grand  Hotel  Moskova 

(formerly  Grand  Hotel  Pupp) .  In  Carls-

listening  to  noontime  bands,  teatime 
violins,  free  sips  at  thermal  fountains, 
then  lunch  at  a  pastry  shop,  a  nap  and 
dinner  at  the  Charles  IV  restaurant  on 
a  tower  terrace,  delicious  grilled  steak 
with  a  sauce  of  homemade  mayonnaise 
and  rowan  berries. 

Carlovy  Vary  and  its  companion  spas, 
Marianske  Lazne  (Marienbad),  and 
Frantiskovy  Lazne  (Franzenbad)  are  in 
the  Ore  mountains;  beyond  to  the  west 
stretches  the  great  Bohemian  forest  and 
two  interesting  castles  to  see.

Good  Thing. 
Kynzvart,  close  to  Marienbad  is  an 

Empire  chateau  and  the  summer  home 

of  Prince  Metternich,  who  not  only  en- 
tertained the  great  ( Beethoven  and 

Goethe  were  visitors)  but  managed  to 

bring  back  from  his  triumphant  Con- 
gress of  Vienna  a  good  many  Napoleon- 

ic relics  and  the  gigantic  inlaid  confer- 
ence table  on  which  the  foundations  of 

modern  Europe  were  decided. 

■  EATING 
Czechoslovakian  food  is  not  cuisine  min- 

ceur.  It  is  solid  and  rib-sticking  and  por- 
tions are  enormous.  However,  most 

menus  have  the  size  of  the  portion  indi- 
cated by  weight — so  order  the  smallest. 

Soups  are  rich,  peasanty,  make  a  good 
lunch.  Or  try  the  Hungarian  salami,  fra- 

grant and  peppery.  Street  eating  is  a 
Czech  specialty.  Horky  Parky,  which 
sounds  like  a  cartoon  pig,  really  is  a 
delicious  sausage,  which  street  vendors 
sell,  bunless  with  hot  mustard;  messy  but 
worth  it.  Zmerzlina,  soft  ice  cream,  is 
spewed  out  of  portable  machines  into 
biscuit  saucers — the  best  street  dessert. 

Short  of  in  the  expensive  Prague  ho- 
tels and  restaurants,  you  will  seldom  be 

served  fresh  vegetables  or  salads  .  .  . 

even  in  season.  But  crisp  dill-flavored 
cucumber  salads  are  served  everywhere, 
as  are  potatoes,  which  are  boiled  and 
sprinkled  with  caraway  seeds  or  chopped 

fennel  or  made  into  light  liver-stuffed 
dumplings.  Fresh  fruits  are  also  a  rarity; 

but  the  chocolate-slathered,  ice  cream- 
filled  palacinky  pancakes  are  fantastic. 
And  the  whipped  cream  is  real!

How  to  paint 
patterns  on  fabric 
(like  the  ones  Stephen  Montgomery 
did  on  page  180) 

Materials:  Fabric;  paint — dyes  such  as 
Rit  dye,  available  in  dime  or  hardware 

stores — or  pigment  paints,  available  at 
art-supply  stores;  glass  jars  for  mixing 

paint;  brushes;  tailor's  chalk  (if  you're 
going  to  paint  a  freehand  design);  2-  or 
3-ply  plate  finish  Bristol  board  and  a 
#  1 1  X-Acto  knife,  both  available  in  art- 

supply  stores  (if  you're  going  to  make  a 
stencil);  artist's  tracing  paper  (if  you're 
going  to  trace  a  design) . 

Method:  Choose  a  flat  work  surface — a 
large  piece  of  plywood  or  Beaverboard 

is  good — and  tack  the  fabric  in  place. 
Mix  paint  in  glass  jars.  (Mr.  Montgom- 

ery usually  uses  dyes,  following  the  basic 
package  instructions,  but  experimenting 
to  achieve  the  color  concentrations  he 

wants.  He  labels  each  jar  with  strips  of 
dyed  fabric.) 

If  you're  painting  freehand:  Draw  the 

design  right  on  the  fabric  with  tailor's 
chalk  (on  white  fabric,  you  may  use  a 
pale  blue  chalk;  on  deep  colored  fabric, 
white  chalk).  Paint.  Let  dry. 

If  you're  using  a  stencil  (which  is  a  good 
idea  if  your  design  has  a  repeat  or  is 
complicated) :  Draw  design  with  a  pen- 

cil on  Bristol  board  and  cut  out  areas  to 

be  painted  with  X-Acto  knife.  Tack  sten- 
cil to  fabric  and  apply  colors  within 

stencil.  Let  dry. 

If  you're  tracing  a  design:  Paint  the  de- 
sign on  tracing  paper.  Tack  lightweight 

transparent  fabric  over  the  design  and 
trace  with  paint.  Let  dry. 
What  to  do  with  painted  fabrics:  Besides 

painted  rugs,  slipcovers,  pillows,  and  ta- 
blecloths, you  could  paint  panels  of  nat- 

ural silk  or  tulle  with  metallic  gold  for 
curtains;  paint  a  muslin  bedspread,  line 

and  quilt  it;  or,  if  you're  less  confident 
of  your  design  talent,  paint  in  the  flow- 

ers of  a  damask  tablecloth.  No  matter 

what  your  project,  Mr.  Montgomery 

suggests  having  the  fabric  dry-cleaned 
after  it's  thoroughly  dry,  to  remove  ex- 

cess dye.  Thereafter,  continue  to  dry- 
clean.  Fabric  may  be  ironed.

The  first  step  in  building  a 

plant  closet  is  to  consider  the 
iieights  of  the  plants  you  want 
to  grow.  Varying  the  distance

— stationary  shelves  support 
more  weight  than  bracketed 
ones.  And  with  graduated 
shelves,  small  to  tall,  top  to 
bottom,  the  larger,  heavier 
plants  can  rest  at  ground  level.

■  HOW  TO 
POT  ORCHIDS 
STEP  BY  STEP 

f  you  choose  to  grow  orchids  as  I  do, 
me  of  the  secrets  of  successful  growing 
ies  in  the  method  of  repotting  and 
hoice  of  potting  materials.  This  applies 
vhether  you  are  growing  orchids  under 

ights,  on  a  window  sill,  or  in  a  green- 
louse. 

A  mix  must  be  porous  enough  to  dry 
)ut  thoroughly  between  waterings.  A 
5orous  mix  allows  for  an  even  exchange 
)etween  water  and  oxygen  at  the  level 
)f  the  roots,  where  the  plant  needs  it  the 
nost. 

There  must  always  be  a  rich  supply  of 

lutrients  for  the  proper  health  and  con- 
nued  growth  of  the  plant,  although 
nost  orchids  produce  new  growth  only 
)nce  a  year.  Inspect  the  medium  at  the 
irst  signs  of  growth  to  determine 
vhether  new  mix  is  required. 

The  mix  should  also  be  easy  to  re- 
nove  from  around  the  roots.  Material 

hat  is  difficult  to  remove  damages  the 

•oots,  shocks  the  plant,  and  is  frustrating 
o  work  with. 

A  good  mix  should  remain  firm  one 

o  three  years.  That's  important  be- 
cause rotted  medium  destroys  orchid 

•oots,  and  too  frequent  repotting  weak- 
ins  the  plant  and  lowers  its  resistance  to 
Dests  and  disease. 

Step  1 

The  mix  I  use  is  a 
combination  of  two 

parts  medium  grade 
white  fir  bark  with 

one  part  each  coarse 

grade  perlite  and  Ger- 
man peat.  (I  find  that 

Michigan  peat  decom- 
poses too  quickly  and 

has  an  acid  pH  factor  orchids  don't  toler- 
ate.) This  basic  mix  can  be  varied.  When 

I'm  potting  paphiopedilums,  I  add  oyster 
shells  (obtainable  at  bird-supply  stores) 
and  dolomite  lime  because  paphiopedil- 

ums are  great  alkaline  lovers.  Coarse 
grade  fir  bark  can  be  added  for  larger 
specimen  plants  and  for  orchids  that  like 
to  be  drier — certain  oncidiums,  bras- 
savolas,  and  members  of  the  vanda  tribe. 
Some  growers  like  to  use  tree  fern, 

Hapuu — a  Hawaiian  fibrous  plant  de- 
rivative, or  osmunda  fiber. 

Because  most  orchids  are  epiphytic, 

getting  nutrients  and  moisture  from  the 

air,  not  the  ground,  it's  natural  for  roots 
to  creep  out  of  the  pot.  But  when  there's no  more  room  for  the  rhizomes  to  grow, 
or  when  the  medium  has  become  soft  to 
the  touch,  it  is  time  to  repot. 

The  best  time  lo  do 

this  is  when  the  plant 
shows  new  growth  and 
roots;  then  it  is  most 

active  and  least  dis- 
turbed by  change. 

(Never,  however,  re- 
pot a  plant  that  is  in 

flower  or  bud.) 

Select  a  pot  just  barely  larger  than  the 
present  one.  Make  sure  it  is  clean  and 
free  of  salts  and  algae.  Clay  orchid  pots 
with  vertical  slits  in  the  sides  are  best, 

but  a  standard  clay  pot  with  the  drain- 
age hole  enlarged  will  do. 

Step  3 

Fill  one  third  of  the 

pot  with  clean  broken 
crock,  with  the  sharp 
sides  down.  Knock  the 

orchid  out  of  its  pres- 
ent pot  by  inverting 

it,  holding  it  around 
the  base,  and  rapping 
the  rim  of  the  pot 

briskly  on  the  edge  of  a  table.  Orchid 
roots  are  tenacious  and  it  may  take  some 

/      / 

Step  4 

Gently  peel  oflf  roots 
that  stick  to  the  pot. 
Remove  all  old  mix 

from  the  roots,  work- 
ing carefully  with  your 

fingers.  All  the  mix 
must  be  removed  and 

the  roots  rinsed  well 
with  tepid  water. 

Next,  inspect  the  roots.  Any  soft 
brown  roots  must  be  pulled  away  and 
discarded.  Healthy  orchid  roots  are  firm 
to  the  touch  and  white.  Care  should  be 

taken  not  to  break  ofl"  the  fresh  green 
tips  of  the  new  roots,  which  manufacture 
food  for  the  plant  and  cannot  regenerate. 
It  is  a  good  idea  to  dip  the  whole  plant 

in  fungicide  solution — 2  teaspoons  of 
Benlate  to  1  gallon  of  water  will  do. 
Steps 

When  the  plant  is  dry, 

place  it  in  the  pot. 
Don't  center  it— give 
the  most  amount  of 

room  to  the  new  fo- 
liage growth.  Spread 

the  roots  evenly  in  the 

pot.  Using  moistened 
mix,  fill  in  around  the 

roots  just  to  the  level  of  the  rhizome  (the 
horizontal  stem  that  supports  the  pseu- 
dobulbs),  while  holding  the  plant  level. 
The  rhizome  should  never  be  covered  or 

the  growing  buds  will  rot.  Press  down 
around  the  edge  of  the  pot  with  your 
thumbs  or  potting  hammer,  making  sure 
the  plant  is  securely  anchored.  If  the 

plant  moves  around  in  the  pot  too  free- 
ly, place  a  stake  near  the  tallest  growth 

and  tie  it  with  Twist-ems  or  plastic  cord. 

Step  6 

Run  a  stream  of  wa- 
ter over  your  newly 

potted  plant.  Water should  flow  freely 
from  all  holes.  If  any 

holes  are  blocked,  re- 
move the  plant  and 

start  again.  If  all  is 
well,  place  the  plant 

in  a  less  sunny  spot  until  the  roots  ap- 
pear settled  in  the  new  mix.  ■

When  you  think  of  it, China  has  never 

been  a  total  stranger  to 
Americans:  Since  the  days 
of  the  famous  China 
Trade,  before  the  birth  of 
the  United  States,  Chinese 

porcelains,  rugs,  lacguer, 
silks,  baskets,  and  jade 
have  been  inspiring  our 
decoratmg,  adding 
undeniably  to  the  beauty 
of  our  rooms  and  the 
fullness  of  our  lives.  Her 

people,  of  course — the 
craftsmen  and  artisans 

who  make  the  things  we 
prize,  the  workers,  the 

farmers,  the  children— 
they  have  been  strangers. 
Until  now.  Suddenly,  in  a 
sweeping  change  of 
policy,  China  has  flung 
open  her  doors,  stepped 
out  to  shake  our  hands. 

and  invited  us  inside  for  a 
friendly  look.  Last  year, 
before  official 
normalization  and  the 
communication  it  has 

encouraged,  the  Chinese 
government  extended  a 
special  invitation  to  House 
&  Garden  to  exchange 
ideas  and  see  for 
ourselves  the  arts  and 

crafts  of  today's  China. We  visited  Canton, 

Shanghai,  Soochow,  and 
Peking — and  found  much 
more  than  we  expected. 
On  the  pages  that  follow, 

you'll  see  the  fabulous 
Temple  of  Heaven,  marvel 

at  throngs  doing  T'ai  Ch'i on  a  riverbank  at  dawn. 
You'll  discover  a  taste  for 
onion  cakes  or  spun-sugar 
apples,  wonder  at 
scaffolding  made  of 

bamboo,  and  perhaps 

pick  up  a  few  new  ideas 
about  exercise  and 

nutrition.  You'll  step  into  a 
history  that  reaches  back 
thousands  of  years, 

through  a  tradition  of 
creativity  that  has 

produced  inventions  we 
Americans  take  for 

granted  (like  spaghetti, 

gunpowder,  and  even, 
some  experts  say,  human 

flight).  You'll  catch 
glimpses  of  China  life  as 
the  Chinese  live  it,  and 
see  the  wonderful  lacguer 
and  rugs  and  porcelains 
and  embroideries  and 
museum  reproductions 

they  make — all  for  you  to 
buy  in  China  and  at  stores 
across  America.  So  come 

to  China  with  us — and  see 
what  we  brought  home.

he  greatness  di 
T'an  Yu — "to  seek  the 

mysterious"— is  written 
over  a  garden  doorway  in 
Shanghai.  The  world  of 
China  is  full  of  signs,  colors, 

and  symbols,  communi- 
cating centuries  of  tradition 

and  folklore.  In  the  Forbid- 
den City  in  Peking,  for 

instance,  (the  imperial  city 
where  all  were  forbidden 

entry  except  those  attached 
to  the  court),  the  palace 
roofs  are  made  of  yellow  tiles, 
a  color  used  only  by  the 
emperors.  Here  on  the  roof 
of  the  Hall  of  Supreme 
Harmony,  right,  where  the 
most  important  ceremonies 
were  held,  a  file  of  figures 
represent  the  aricient  tyrant 
Prince  Min,  riding  a  hen  (at 
the  far  right),  guarded  by 
phoenixes,  lions,  unicorns, 
celestial  horses,  and  a 
horned  dragon. 
Yellow  symbolizes  not 
only  the  emperor,  but  also 
the  moon  and  the  hare.  Red 
is  for  the  sun  and  for  the 

phoenix,  symbolizing  the 
empress.  Birds,  animals, 

flowers,  and  fruits  all  sym- 
bolize the  great  themes  of 

Chinese  life — the  crane  for 
longevity;  lotus,  emblem  of 
purity;  the  pomegranate, 

denoting  a  family's  hope  for 
offspring.  This  wordless 
language  is  perfected  in 
Chinese  calligraphy, 
pictures  of  whole  thoughts 
put  on  paper.  These  silent 
messages,  expressing  the 
eternal  balance  of  man  and 
nature,  make  China  come  to 
life  and  turn  an  exploration 
of  the  country  into  a  visual 
adventure.

China,  master 
craftsmen  hand  down 
their  skills  to  students 

in  an  unbroken  tradi- 
tion of  apprenticeship 

that  began  even  before 
the  Ming  emperors 
started  organizing 

workshops  in  1368.  In 
Peking,  left,  an  old 
master  carves  a  lacquer 
vase  in  the  shade  of  red 
called  cinnabar.  This 

ancient  craft  requires 

layers  of  lacquer — as 
many  as  100  for  a  fine 

piece — built  up  on  a 
bronze  (here)  or  wood 
base  for  its  intricate 
carving.

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Centuries  of  tradition  still 

influence  today's  works of  art  in  China,  as  their 
ceramics,  jade,  furniture, 

and  lacquerwork  demon- 
strate. The  green  glazed 

pottery  jar,  right,  modeled  on 
the  form  of  a  wine  skin,  is  in 
the  style  of  the  Liao  dynasty 
(10th  century),  and  comes 

from  the  museum  reproduc- 
tion shop  in  Liu-li  Chang, 

the  old  shopping  street  in 
Peking.  Designs  from  many 
different  periods  are  also 
reproduced  in  porcelain, 
which  was  invented  by  the 
Chinese  in  the  7th  or  8th 
century.  Jade,  which 
they  first  used  in  the 
neolithic  age,  has  remained 

one  of  China's  favorite 
stones  for  carving  into  the 
most  beautiful  objects.  Jade 
is  believed  to  have  magical 
powers,  symbolizing  nobility, 
purity,  and  good  health. 
Today,  only  objects  less  than 
150  years  old  may  be 

exported  from  China.  Trav- 
elers may  buy  them  in  China 

or  you  can  find  them  here  in 
stores  across  the  country. 
For  more  details  and  a  list  of 

stores,  see  Shopping  Infor- 
mation. The  beauty  of  these 

treasures,  and  the  symbolism 
that  still  attaches  to  them, 
make  them  romantic  addi- 

tions to  American  rooms.

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The  chrysanthemum  was 
first  grown  in  China  for 

its  medicinal  quahties — it 
was  beheved  to  contain  the 

power  to  prolong  life,  and 
was  brewed  as  a  health  drink. 

By  the  12th  century, 
the  Chinese  were  grafting 

chrysanthemums  and  cross- 
ing them  to  make  more 

varieties,  and  by  the  18th 
century,  300  different  kinds 
were  recognized.  Today, 
there  are  some  3,000  named 
cultivars  in  the  U.S.  The 

chrysanthemum  has  long 
been  a  favorite  in  Chinese 

gardens  for  its  late  and 
vigorous  blooming,  and  for 
its  ability  to  flourish  in  pots. 
The  Chinese  use  pots  of 

them  everywhere — to  sur- 
round a  magnolia  tree, 

right,  as  in  the  garden  walk 
to  the  Tiger  Hill  Pagoda  in 

Soochow;  on  stairways;  tuck- 
ed into  rocks;  to  add  color  in 

a  courtyard;  to  decorate  a 
table;  to  take  as  a  gift  to 
friends.  Shen  Fu,  author  of 

an  18th-century  Chinese 
memoir,  wrote  that  it  was 
more  valuable  to  have  a  pot 
of  chrysanthemums  on 
the  table  than  meat  for 
dinner!  Other  flowers  and 

plants  in  Chinese  gardens 
are  chosen  for  their  color 

and  perfume — peony,  lotus, 
wisteria,  plum,  laurel, 
begonia,  and  jasmine  being 
the  most  common.  Bamboo, 

maple,  and  magnolia  are 
also  favorites.  Underlying 
their  beauty  is  the  belief 
in  the  fellowship  of 

man  and  nature — a  message 
equally  at  home  in  the 
gardens  of  America. 

Potted  chrysanthemums  and 
salvia  flourish  under  a 

magnolia  tree  along 
a  Soochow  garden  walk. 
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The  gardens  on  these 
pages  are  in  Soo- chow,  (which  means 

"plentiful  water"),  a 
beautiful  old  city  about 
52  miles  west  of 

Shanghai.  Soochow, 

famous  for  its  silk  weav- 
ing, was  a  center  of 

culture  and  scholarship 

in  the  Ming  and  Ch'ing 
dynasties  (14th- 19th 
centuries),  and  Soo- 

chow women  are  said  to 
have  the  most  beautiful 

complexions  in  all 
China.  The  hillside  of 

potted  chrysanthemums, 

opposite  page,  is  in  the 

Humble  Administrator's 
Garden,  one  of  the 

many  gardens  open  to 
visitors.  The  courtyard, 

left,  decorated  with 

pots,  is  in  the  Liu 
(Lingering)  Garden. 
The  cascades,  above 

and  lower  left,  dis- 
played on  the  walk  to 

the  Tiger  Hill  Pagoda, 
are  trained  on  frames 
for  a  luxurious  and 

graceful  effect.  For

The  first  blue- 
and-white  porcelain 
appeared  in  China  about  the 
middle  of  the  13th  century. 
Later  in  the  Ming  dynasty, 

the  kilns  at  Ching-te  Chen 
began  to  produce  the  very 
best  examples.  Today,  that 
famous  center  is  being 
revived.  The  new  era  blue- 
and-white  includes 
embroidery,  rugs,  fabrics, 
as  well  as  porcelain.  The 
18-inch  bowl  held  by  a 
young  woman  in  Peking, 
and  the  jardiniere,  below, 

the  rug  and  the  white-on- 
white  embroidered  table 
linens  are  all  examples  of 

present-day  craftsmanship. 
The  rest  of  the  porcelains 
here  are  antiques  from  the 
warehouses  in 

Peking  and  Shanghai.

Land  of  the  Silk  People." I  That's  what  the 
Greeks  and  Romans  called 
China.  For  centuries,  the 
Chinese  have  made  and 
embroidered  silk.  In  the 

bedroom  of  the  last  Empress 
Dowager ,  opposite  page, 

dazzling  silk  hangings  sur- 
round the  bed,  where  the 

empress  slept  in  silk 
pajamas,  her  head  resting 
on  a  silken  pillow  filled  with 
rose  petals  or  tea  leaves.  Her 
embroidered  coverlets  were 
filled  with  down.  Those 

coverlets  have  inspired  new 

embroideries  for  today's 
bedrooms — right,  silk 
blanket  covers,  and  below, 

left,  American  no-iron 
sheets  that  have  been  hand- 
embroidered  in  China. 
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Notes  and  impressions  of 
wiiat  we  saw,  heard,  and  felt 

during  our  two-week  visit 
to  one  of  tiie  most  talked-about 
countries  on  earth— a  sp)ecial 
House  &  Garden  report 

The  image  of  China  that 
hngers  most  in  our 

minds  is  of  the  people — 
in  the  streets,  on 
bicycles,  in  the  shops, 
in  the  museums,  in  the 
gardens.  Their  faces  are

and  the  very  old — full  of 
stories  and  history.

Four  of  us  went  to 

China — Mary  Jane  Pool, 
editor-in-chief,  Caroline 
Seebohm,  senior  writer,

ON  THE  CANTON 
TRAIN 

We  started  our  journey 
by  train  from  Hong 
Kong  to  Canton , 
through  the  beautiful 
landscape  of  south 
China — misty  gray 
mountains,  rice  fields, 
farmers  in  straw  hats, 
water  buffaloes,  just  like 
all  the  Chinese  scroll 

paintings  we  had  ever 
seen.  Eighty  percent  of 
the  Chinese  live  in  the 
countryside,  but  Canton 
and  the  other  cities  we 
visited  seemed  jammed 

to  overflowing — streets 
crowded,  buses  packed 
— giving  us  some  idea 
of  the  vastness  of  the 

population  (reportedly 
900  million).  The 
Chinese  birth  rate, 
finally,  is  declining. 
Most  young  people  in 
China  do  not  think  of 

getting  married  until 
about  28,  and  plan  on 
one  or  two  children. 

THE  EMERGENCE  OF 
FASHION 
The  children  they  have, 
they  adore.  One  of  the 
things  we  most  loved  in 

China  was  the  sight  of 
Chinese  families  on 
their  day  off,  the 
children  dressed  in 

richly  colored,  fur -lined 
brocade  cloaks  and 
bonnets,  the  parents 
more  soberly  attired  in 
the  gray  or  blue  suits 
urged  on  them  as  an 
egalitarian  measure 
after  Liberation.  During 
our  visit,  however,  we 
saw  young  women 
wearing  brightly 

colored  scarves,  and 
jackets  patterned  in  tiny 

prints — a  mini -fashion — 
and  we  saw  colorful 

pleated  skirts  and  red 
shoes  on  display  in 

Peking  stores.  But  when 
we  asked  one  of  our 
female  interpreters 

about  these  new  fash- 

ions, she  said,  "Taking an  interest  in  clothes 
distracts  us  from  our 
work.  As  long  as  my 
clothes  are  clean  and 

comfortable,  that's  good 

enough  for  me." 
THE  CRAFTS  FAIR 
In  Canton ,  we  joined 
Judith  Lubman,  of 
Lubman  &  Company, 

San  Francisco,  a  special- 
ist in  China  trade  who  for 

the  last  6  years  has  been 
representing  American 
homefurnishings  buyers 
in  China,  and  who 

arranged  for  our  invita- 
tion. We  stayed  at  the 

Tung  Fang  Hotel  in 

;an 

Canton,  visiting  the  Jia 
Export  Commodities  Fai  loi 
a  twice -yearly  event  th^  |Ho 
attracts  thousands  of 

foreign  buyers.  There

flowing  with  porcelain,

(Nothing  over  150  years 
old  may  be  exported 
from  China.)  Every 

morning  we  went  off 
on  a  new  exploration, 
and  during  this  time  we 

began  to  learn  some- 

thing of  the  people's lives.

:'AI  CH'I  BY  THE 
lA^HANGPOO 
n  Shanghai,  we  got  our 
jirst  real  feeling  for 
phinese  daily  life.  Early 

in  the  morning  we  wat- 
ched hundreds  of  peo- 

ple doing  T'ai  Ch'i  by the  Whangpoo  River  as 
the  sun  came  up.  We 
visited  a  vegetable 
market  and  saw  street - 
stall  bakers  making 
delicious  fried  onion 
cakes  (a  Shanghai 
specialty)  and  fried 
crullers,  a  hot  breakfast 
for  the  Chinese 

vegetable-sellers  and 
shoppers.  Later,  we 
walked  through  the 
shopping  streets  trying 
not  to  get  run  over  by 
the  endless  groups  of 
bicyclists,  calling  out  to 
each  other  and  ringing 
their  bells,  while  the  few 
buses,  trucks,  and  taxis 
hooted  determinedly  in 
an  attempt  to  make  a 
path  through  the  crowds. 

SOOCHOW: 

CHINA'S  VENICE 
One  morning  we  took 
an  early  train  to 
Soochow,  city  of 
gardens.  The  train  was 
decorated  with  velvet 

curtains,  white  slip- 
covers and  tablecloths. 

with  a  potted  plant  on 

each  table,  and  an  at- 
tendant to  bring  tea .  We 

loved  Soochow  for  its 

long,  narrow  streets  lin- 
ed with  plane  trees  and 

small,  whitewashed 
houses.  Called  the 
Venice  of  China, 
the  whole  city  is  on 
a  human  scale.  It  is  a 
place  loved  by  poets 
and  scholars  through 
the  centuries.  Some 

Soochow  gardens  are 
still  in  private  hands.

MING  TOMBS, 
MANDARIN  ORANGES 

Sad  to  leave  Shanghai , 
a  bustling  city  that  is 
recognized  as  the 
cultural  and  intellectual 
center  of  China,  we  flew 
on  to  Peking,  our  final 
destination.  Our  hotel 
was  the  Chien  Men,  in 

the  throes  of  moderniza- 
tion. Our  host  for  the 

Arts  and  Crafts  Cor- 
poration in  the  capital  was 

Mr.  Yu  En -ho.  We  were 
also  received  by  Mr.  Kao 

Feng,  of  the  China 
National  Light  Industrial 
Products  Corporation 
(building  materials, 

glassware,  manufac- 
tured products),  and 

Mr.  Chia  Kun-yen,  of 
the  China  National 
Native  Produce  & 

Animal  By-Products 
Corporation  (carpets 
and  rugs).  Our  guide 
for  the  week  was  Mr. 

Wang  Ching-chih,  a  tall 
young  man  who  dealt 
with  our  reguests  with 

patience .  Not  many  of 
his  previous  guests  had 

insisted  on  taking  blue- 
and-white  porcelain  to 

photograph  inside  the 
Forbidden  City,  nor 

traipsed  up  and  down 
Liu-li  Chang,  the  old 

shopping  street ,  looking 
for  a  suitable  location  to 

photograph  a  bowl  of 
mandarin  oranges!  Nor 
had  most  visitors  asked 
to  see  an  unopened 

Ming  tomb,  instead  of 
the  two  open  to  the 

public.  (There  are  11 
Ming  tombs  still  to  be 
opened.  We  saw  the 
Ching  Ling  tomb, 
situated  in  a  commune, 
beautiful  for  its 

peacefulness  and  un- touristy  atmosphere.) 

Peking  is  the  center  of 

government.  The  old 
walls  of  the  city  have 

been  pulled  down  as  a 
symbolic  gesture  of 
liberation,  and  now  the 

entrance  to  the  Forbid- 

den City  faces  the  enor- 
mous expanse  (98  acres) 

of  Tien  An  Men  Square. 

THE  ORIGINAL 
PEKING  DUCK 
Life  in  Peking,  we  found, 

is  more  strictly  organized 
than  in  Shanghai.

Herbs  for  health 
Traditional  Chinese  herb 

medicines,  right,  prescribed

The  most  famous  Chinese 

herb  is  ginseng,  a  root  of 

many  gualities  and  powers, 
said  to  help  rheumatism, 

nerve  pains,  arthritis,  and  to 

promote  long  life.  Chinese 
shops  and  other  herb  stores 
in  the  U.S.  carry  ginseng. 

Food  for  fuel 
Chinese  energy  comes,  in

Fast  food,

McDonald's  in  Peking?  Not 
quite,  but  the  Chinese  ver- 

sion might  provide  a  few 
ideas  about  fast  food  that 
Americans  could  learn 

from.  In  the  vegetable 
markets,  the  Chinese  can 

buy  a  complete  meal  on  a 
plate,  opposite  page, 
ready  to  take  home  and 
cook.  A  plate  of  liver  and 
tomatoes  costs  about  27 

cents.  Other  plates  include 

eggs,  rice  balls,  pickled 
vegetables,  bean  curd, 
mushrooms,  lettuce, 

potato.  The  government  is 

encouraging  this  new  style 

of  shopping,  so  that  the 

people  will  get  a  more 

balanced  diet,  with  a  high- 
er fat  and  protein  content. 

Some  foods  in  China  are 

rationed,  such  as  cooking 

oil,  sugar,  grains. 
Vegetables  are  their  staple 
and  are  eaten  in  season.  In 

November,  the  Shanghai 
market  offered  a  good 

variety — peppers,  toma- 
toes, ginger  root,  carrots, 

onions,  giant  radishes, 
bean  curd,  and  vats  of 

pickled  vegetables  that  will 
keep  indefinitely. 



Chinese  straws  and 
grasses  have  for  years 

contributed  to  the  natural 

look  so  popular  in  American 
rooms.  In  China,  they  are 
used  for  daily  living,  such 
as  shopping  baskets, 
brooms,  steamers,  graters, 
and  scoops,  right.  All  these 
household  objects  are  sold 
in  hardware  stores  in 
China  (these  are  from 
Tung  Tan  Street  in 
Peking)  and  many  are 
available  in  Chinese 

shops  across  America. 
Bamboo  is  greatly 
respected  all  over 
China — the  Chinese  cook 
with  it,  market  with  it, 
carry  things  with  it,  build 

with  it,  even  eat  it — and 
the  grace  and  beauty  of 
bamboo  have  inspired 
Chinese  artists  for 
centuries.  This  is  the 
lesson  we  can  learn  from 

the  Chinese — that  the 
plentiful,  practical 
everyday  things  of  life  are 
objects  of  beauty.

"It's  time  we  got  back  to  the  old 

energy-saving  ideas,  now  that  we 
realize  that  our  energy  sources 

are  not  limitless, ' '  Sam  Neustadt 
says.  In  this  house,  up-to-date 
technology  is  combined  with  re- 

cycled old  ideas  to  make  the 
house  highly  energy  efficient. 
For  instance,  you  enter  the 
house  through  a  vestibule  that 
protects  the  house  from  cold 
north  winds,  as  vestibules  did  in 
old  farmhouses.  And  the  house 

is  carefully  situated  with  all  win- 
dows facing  south  to  capture  the 

sun's  warmth.  Evergreens  pro- 
tect the  north-facing  side  from 

winter  winds.  Overhangs  above 
the  windows  give  shade  from  the 
high  summer  sun  and  contain 
drop-down  panels  that  help  keep 
heat  inside  on  cold  nights— an 
updated  edition  of  shutters.

To  raise  the  energy  efficiency  of 
the  house,  advanced  solar 
systems  were  designed  right  in, 
see  plan  above.  Solar  panels 
installed  on  the  south  side  of  the 

pool  adjust  to  the  angle  of  the 
sun.  Warmth  collected  by  the 
panels  serves  three  separate 
systems.  In  the  first  system,  a 
standard  pool  pump  used  to 
filter  the  pool  water  simply 
pumps  it  through  the  panels  to 

heated.  For  hot  water  for  the 

)use,  the  panels  heat  an  anti- 
reeze  fluid  that  circulates  in 

)ipes  around  a  preliminary  tank 
warming  the  domestic  water 
before  it  goes  into  a  storage 
tank.  And  heat  for  the  house  is 

fan -blown  from  the  collectors 
into  gravel  under  the  house, 
where  it  is  stored.  There  is  a 

back-up  electrical  system  for 
times  when  the  solar  system 

might  be  insufficient,  but  Sam 
Neustadt  estimates  that  the  ac- 

tive solar  system  combined  with 
heat  supplied  directly  through 

the  southern  exposures  will  pro- 
vide 60  percent  of  the  heat  dur- 

ing a  long,  cold  winter.  And  the 

unheated  greenhouse  and  vesti- 
bule get  enough  heat  directly 

from  the  sun  to  manage  on  their 

own.  To  increase  the  system's 
efficiency,  a  heat -ret  urn  duct— a 
hollow  tube  of  plastic-im- 

pregnated fiberboard— rises 
through  the  middle  of  the  stair- 

case, right.  It  captures  heat  that 
rises  naturally  to  the  top  of  the 
house  and  recirculates  it  with  an 
electric  fan.  In  the  background, 
Sam  and  Jana  adjust  the  duct.

Montgomery  to  paint  fabric  gardens 
that  ramble  over  a  slipcovered  chair, 
sofa  pillows,  and  rug.  For  the  cotton 
slipcover,  which  has  a  repeat  pattern, 
Mr.  Montgomery  made  a  stencil.

Even  out  gathers  by 
hand.  Staple  fabric  to  lath,  hiding  staples  vertically  between 
the  gathers.  Dressing  table  skirt  is  shirred  the  same  way,  but 

fastened  to  the  table  with  Velcro — one  side  tacked  to  the  lip  of 
the  table,  the  other  side  sewn  to  the  shirred  skirt  by  hand.

Small  space, 
big  style 

Luxury  means  something 
different  to  everyone.  To 

Billy  Baldwin,  a  man  who's 
made  a  life  of  creating  luxury 

in  other  people's  houses  and 
apartments,  it  has  always 

meant  living  in  a  house  that's 
perfectly  suited  to  his  taste 

and  lifestyle:  a  house  that's 
simple  but  comfortable,  spare 

but  full  of  warmth.  "The  most 
luxurious  thing  I  can  think  of 
is  having  a  window  next  to  the 

bathtub,"  says  Mr.  Baldwin, 
and  in  this  house  he  does.  It's 
the  two-room  wing  of  a  19th- 
centurv     shingled     house,     a 

country  apartment  "that,  with 
two  floors  and  two  fireplaces, 
feels  like  a  house,  though 

rooms  are  small."  Small 
space,  however,  is  no  match 
for  the  man  who  wrote  the 

book  on  small-space  decorat- 
ing. He  simply  takes  his  own 

advice:  "Uncomplicate."  In 
the  living  room,  just  15  by  16 
feet,  but  in  no  way  small-feel- 

ing because  of  its  high  ceilings 
and  four  big  windows  (each  a 
wonderful  garden  picture;  — 

linen-white  paint  lightened 
what  was  once  dark  maroon 

wainscotting  and  an  old  brick 
chimney.  Tudor  beams  kept 
their  natural  ruggedness  and, 
to  give  them  strength  and  the 
room  a  proper  dimension, 
the  floor  was  stained  dark 

and  polyurethaned  until  it 
gleamed  like  glass.  Into  this 
country  setting,  Mr.  Baldwin 
brought  a  mix  of  furniture: 
some,  like  the  sofa  and  the 
faux-bamboo  coffee  table, 
that  had  been  in  his  New 

York  apartment  and  some, 
the  telephone  table  and  the 

black  lacquer  Louis  XV 
table  by  the  stairs,  from 
a  summer  cottage.  The 
only  acquisitions  are  the 
armchair,  the  Irish  rug, 
and  throw  pillows,  made 
from  the  lining  of  an 

Oriental  coat.  "If  you're honest  about  your  taste 

and  buy  only  what's 
right  for  you,  it  will  al- 

ways be  right,  anywhere

Because  the  house  is  so  small 

— just  two  rooms  for  living

Baldwin.  He  chose  linen-white 

"because  it's  light  and  serene  like 
the  countryside.  And  because  I 
look  out  on  gardens  from  every 
window  and  I  love  to  let  them 

bring  their  natural  color  in."  In 
his  bed-sitting  room  ("For  the 
first  time  in  thirty  years,"  he  says 
with  an  air  of  adventure,  "I  walk 
upstairs  to  bed"),  an  understated 
black  and  white  pattern  uphol- 

sters the  daybed  and  armchair. 

"In  small  spaces,  pattern  should 

be  used  deliberately."  The  same 
fabric  is  being  made  into  slip- 

covers for  the  living  room — 
"more  unification."  Except  for 
treasured  presents  from  friends, 

he  eliminates  all  nonessentials.  "I 
may  replace  things,  but  I  almost 

never  add."  Objects  are  arranged 

thoughtfully:  "I  rely  on  the  logic 
of  the  eye,  the  best  way  to  make 

a  room  look  right."

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When  something  looks  right 

to  Billy  Baldwin,  it's  because 
he's  asked  two  questions:

In  his  bed- 
sitting  room,  for  instance,  he 
used  the  English  coffee  table 
and  the  Windsor  chair,  one 
of  the  few  purchases  made 
especially  for  this  house,  to

— "the  bones  of  this  room." 
(One  beam  crosses  the  chim- 

ney at  just  the  point  where 

the  room's  original  designer 
"changed  his  mind  and 
switched  from  plaster  to 

brick.)  Since  it's  my  bed- 
room, I  wanted  as  peaceful 

an  atmosphere  as  possible. 
So,  unlike  the  living  room, 
almost  all  the  woodwork  is 

Even  the  blinds 
are  painted  white,  making 
the  five  windows  recede  into 

space.  "When  you  paint 
everything  white,  you  bring

You  needn't  be  experienced — any- 
one can  easily  master  the  elementa- 

ry chain  and  single-crochet  stitches 
needed  for  this  project.

And 
all  the  yarn  you  need  to  trim  a  bath 
and  hand  towel  or  a  bath  mat,

Seppi  Renggli,  chef  of  The  Four  Sea- 
sons, serves  fresh  garlic  sausage  with 

cabbage,  and  crisp  Granny  Smith  apples 
for  dessert.  Chef  Renggli  makes  his  own 

sausage,  then  braises  the  cabbage  in  but- 
ter and  white  wine.  Once  softened,  add 

sausage  and  cook,  covered,  over  low 
heat  1  hour. 

Marion  Cunningham,  coauthor  of 
the  new  revised  Fannie  Fanner  Cook- 

book (Knopf),  almost  always  entertains 
with  two-dish  meals.  One  company 

menu — mulligatawny  soup  (pass  a  bowl 
of  chutney  to  stir  in,  so  each  person  can 
adjust  the  flavor  to  his  own  liking),  and 

spice-nut  cake  or  a  nut  torte.  Both  these 
dishes  mature  well,  so  Mrs.  Cunningham 
advises  preparing  them  ahead. 

Dick  Nelson,  Portland,  Ore.  cooking- 
school  teacher,  frequently  serves  pork 
chops  with  onions,  apples,  and  beer 
sauce  followed  by  an  icy  apple  sorbet. 
Brown  the  chops  in  a  skillet,  layer  on  top 
of  sauteed  onions  and  apples,  add  garlic. 
Make  a  roux,  add  beer  and  cayenne  to 
taste.  Pour  over  chops,  bake  an  hour. 

Steve  Bierman,  a  New  York  caterer, 

loves  tiny  bay  scallops  sauteed  with 
broccoli  flowerets  and  a  zesty  lemon 

sherbet  drizzled  with  raspberry-Grand 
Marnier  sauce.  His  preferred  lunch 
menu — chicken  salad  with  curried  may- 

onnaise.and  fresh  papaya,  shown  above.

A  well-stocked  liquor  cabinet 
is  inspiration  for  adding  a 
dash  or  two  to  sweet  creations. 
Here  are  some  ideas  and 

recipes  from  three  new  cook 
books  to  give  desserts  a  lift. 

The  spiral-bound  Tacoma  Art  Museum 

Cookbook,  collected  by  The  Women's 
Committee,  and  punctuated  with  Doris 
Lee  lithographs,  is  full  of  easy  recipes  to 
spark  rounds  of  dinner  parties. 

Dates  Cacao:  Soak  pitted  dates  in 
creme  de  cacao  for  24  hours  in  the  re- 

frigerator. Serve  very  cold  with  the 
liqueur  in  small  dessert  cups  and  pass  a 
pitcher  of  heavy  cream. 

Brandy  ice:  Mix  2  scoops  vanilla  ice 
cream,  1  V2  ounces  Kahlua,  and  1  ounee 
brandy  in  a  blender.  Serve  in  wineglasses. 

Rosy  rhubarb:  Place  5  cups  fresh  rhu- 
barb sliced  in  1-inch  pieces  in  a  2-quart 

casserole.  Add  2  cups  sugar  and  V2  tea- 
spoon freshly  grated  orange  zest.  Pour 

1  cup  ruby  port  over  all.  Cover  and  bake 
at  350°  for  45  minutes.  Serve  warm  or 
chilled  with  a  dollop  of  sour  cream 
sprinkled  with  a  whiff  of  grated  nutmeg. 
Serve  for  breakfast  or  dessert. 

Pears  in  Cointreau:  Put  8  canned  pear 
halves  in  a  serving  bowl.  Add  Vi  cup 
Cointreau.  Put  canned  pear  syrup  and  1 
cup  brown  sugar  in  a  saucepan  and  boil 
down  until  slightly  syrupy.  Cool  well 
and  add  to  pears.  Chill.  Serve  with  heavy 

cream  whipped  and  frozen  until  splin- 
tery. 

Candied  ginger  sauce:  Combine  1  cup 

orange  blossom  honey  with  V2  cup  boil- 
ing water.  Cool.  Add  1  cup  coarsely 

chopped  candied  ginger,  2  tablespoons 

grenadine,  V2  cup  orange-flavored  li- 
queur, and  mix  well.  Serve  over  lemon 

sherbet,  vanilla  or  lemon  flake  ice  cream, 
or  to  revive  toasted  leftover  cake.

Chris  Madden's  The  Summer  House 
Cookbook  (Harcourt  Brace  Jovanovich, 

$5.95)*  emphasizes  quick  combinations 
of  fresh  ingredients — the  kind  that  are 
especially  helpful  to  have  when  the 
house  fills  with  guests  during  the  summer 
months. 

Zest-dressed  ice:  Spoon  I  quart  lemon 
sherbet  into  goblets  and  dribble  a  little 
blackberry  brandv  over.  Sprinkle  grated 
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lemon  zest  on  top  and  serve. 

Oranges  and  strawberries  in  cham- 
pagne: Chill  2  11 -ounce  cans  mandarin 

oranges,  then  drain  the  oranges  and 
place  in  a  bowl.  Wash  and  hull  2  pints 
of  strawberries  and  slice  in  half.  Mix 

gently  with  the  oranges.  Sprinkle  with 
'/3  cup  confectioners  sugar  and  stir  in  1 
split  champagne.  Divide  among  8  over- 

size wine  goblets. 
Walnut  syrup:  Chop  %  cup  walnuts 

in  a  food  processor  or  by  hand.  Stir  into 

3  cups  maple  syrup  mixed  with  3  tea- 
spoons brandy  and  heat  in  a  small,  heavy 

saucepan  until  hot.  Pour  into  a  pitcher 
and  pass  with  pancakes,  ice  cream,  or 
dessert  crepes. 

Raspberry  on  raspberry:  Drop  Vi  of  a 

10-ounce  package  Birds  Eye  frozen  rasp- 
berries into  a  food  processor  and  add 

3  tablespoons  Kirschwasser,  blending 
until  smooth.  Refrigerate.  Place  a  few 

scoops  of  raspberry  sherbet  in  4  gob- 
lets. Pass  the  raspberry  sauce. 

Chocolate  sherbet  orientate:  Spoon  1 
pint  chocolate  sherbet  into  4  oversize 
goblets.  Place  a  few  mandarin  oranges 
on  top  and  dribble  some  Triple  Sec  over 
all. 

Apricot  whip:  Wash  Vi  pound  dried 

apricots  and  place  in  a  medium-sized, 
heavy  saucepan.  Cover  with  water.  Bring 
to  a  boil  and  simmer  until  tender — about 
15  minutes.  Drain  and  blend  in  a  food 

processor  until  smooth  or  force  through 
a  sieve.  Mix  with  3  tablespoons  lemon 
juice  and  V^  cup  sugar  and  set  aside. 

Whip  3  egg  whites  with  '/s  teaspoon 
salt  in  a  bowl  until  stiff  peaks  form.  Stir 
2  tablespoons  Galliano  into  the  apricots 

and  fold  into  the  egg  whites.  Chill  thor- 
oughly— about  2-3  hours.  Spoon  a  large 

dollop  of  sour  cream  in  the  center  of 
each  serving  and  top  with  a  mint  leaf.

*al,  were  always  filled  with  delicious 
Drsels  such  as  asparagus  tips,  chicken 
vers,  bamboo  shoots,  peanuts,  and  little 
iffy  dumplings.  Our  hotels  all  offered 
th  Chinese  and  Western  menus,  which 
;luded  tasty  jam  omelets  and  cream 
ffs,  braised  beef  and  mashed  potatoes, 
icken  and  fish.  Even  the  boxed  lunch  we 

d  at  the  Ming  Tombs  was  excellent— 
ick,  ham,  chicken,  Chinese  sausage,  an 
iiple,  and  a  Chinese  cookie. 

we  asked  a  student  in  Peking  if  he  liked  to 

take  girls  out,  he  confessed,  "I  do  not  like 
to  think  of  such  things.  It  might  affect  my 

mind  and  stop  me  working."  But  we  did 
see  young  Chinese  holding  hands  quite 
openly,  even  for  our  cameras. 

We  were  particularly  interested  in  talk- 
ing to  the  Chinese  women  we  met  during 

our  trip.  Mrs.  Liu  Ku-fang  was  our  inter- 
preter at  the  banquet  given  for  us  by  Mr. 

Kao.  She  was  very  lively  and  wore  a  well- 
tailored  gray  jacket  and  pants  with  a  white 
scarf.  Her  English  was  excellent,  and  dur- 

ing the  dinner  we  asked  her  how  she  was 
able  to  work  such  long  hours  and  raise  a 
family.  She  told  us  that  her  husband  was 

an  official  in  the  Ministry  of  Foreign  Af- 
fairs, and  they  had  met  when  they  were  in 

school  together.  They  had  two  children, 

aged  10  and  2.  The  2-year-old  child  was 
looked  after  by  their  grandmother,  the 

other  went  to  school.  All  three  genera- 
tions live  together  in  a  small  Peking  apart- 

ment. Both  the  parents  worked  6  days  a 
week.  In  spite  of  what  must  have  been  an 

arduous  schedule,  Mrs.  Liu  clearly  en- 

joyed her  work. 
Imagine  the  difference  between  Mrs. 

Liu's  life  and  that  of  Chow  Ching-li,  a 

Chinese  girl  born  in  Shanghai  in  1936, 
whose  memoirs  have  recently  been  pub- 

lished (A  Journey  in  Tears,  McGraw- 
Hill).  Chow  Ching-li  was  forced  into  an 
arranged  marriage  when  she  was  13,  bore 
her  first  child  at  14,  lived  a  life  of  total 

subservience  to  her  in-laws,  and  was  pre- 
vented from  pursuing  a  promising  career 

as  a  pianist — customary  restrictions 

before  1949.  Mrs.  Liu's  life  makes  a  hap- 
py contrast  with  this  story  of  obsolete 

ritual. 

Another  personal  encounter  filled  with 
contrasts  was  with  Wang  Tsu-kang,  a 
master  paper  cutter  we  met  at  the 

Shanghai  Arts  and  Crafts  Research  In- 
stitute. (The  traditional  Chinese  art  of 

paper  cutting  is  a  delicate  skill  using  one 
piece  of  paper  and  one  cutting  movement 
to  produce  the  most  intricate  freehand 

patterns.)  Wang  Tsu-kang  told  us  he  had 
learned  the  art  from  a  master  when  he  was 

13,  and  had  been  working  at  it  for  46 
years.  Before  Liberation,  he  sold  his 
paper  cuts  in  the  streets.  Now  he  teaches 
students  at  the  Institute.  For  him,  Libera- 

tion has  meant  food,  clothing,  somewhere 
to  live,  and  a  place  to  practice  his  art  with 
dignity.  (Continued  on  page  223)

Revolution  in  Tien  An  Men  Square,  Pek- 
ing, and  is  now  working  on  redesigning 

Liu-li  Chang,  the  old  shopping  street.  "All 
the  new  buildings  will  be  built  in  the  tradi- 

tional style,  some  of  the  existing  old 
buildings  will  be  preserved,  and  a  few  old 
shops  of  exceptionally  fine  design  might  be 
removed  from  somewhere  else  to  be  incor- 

porated into  the  new  street  fa?ade.  We 

hope  the  new  Liu-li  Chang  street,  when 
completed,  will  be  worthy  of  its  old 

heritage  and  will  show  Chinese  art  and  ar- 

chitecture in  their  full  splendor,"  Since 
Liberation,  Dr.  Chang  says,  "we  have 
been  very  busy  building  more  houses  to 
meet  the  most  urgent  needs  of  our  people. 

In  Peking  alone,  the  post-Hberation  hous- 
ing construction  has  already  exceeded  the 

total  accommodation  ever  provided  in  the 

past  history  of  the  city." 
In  the  countryside,  people  are  still 

building  their  own  houses,  which  are  more 
or  less  traditional,  according  to  Dr.  Chang, 

using  only  local  materials.  A  typical  tradi- 
tional Chinese  house  was  built  around 

several  courtyards,  (see  picture).  The 
Cheng  Tu  restaurant  in  Peking  was 
formerly  a  private  house,  designed  on 
traditional  lines,  and  you  can  see  examples 
in  Soochow.  Dr.  Chang  says  that  students 
take  courses  in  traditional  architecture  and 

study  old  buildings  such  as  these.  "In  the 
past,"  he  explains,  "the  courtyard  was 
usually  surrounded  on  its  four  sides  by 

one-storied  buildings.  Now  the  land  is  very 
valuable,  and  we  have  to  build  multistoried 
apartment  dwellings.  In  order  to  ensure 
good  orientation  for  every  apartment, 
these  dwellings  are  mostly  grouped  in

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rows,  thus  making  the  courtyard  less  feasi- 
ble. Nevertheless,  some  new  buildings, 

especially  those  in  south  China,  have  suc- 
cessfully incorporated  into  their  design 

courtyards  with  rocks,  plantings,  and 

pools,  to  provide  not  only  pleasant  out- 
door living  space,  but  also  a  touch  of 

national  style." Restoration  work  of  Chinese  traditional 
buildings  is  being  given  high  priority,  and 
in  the  Temple  of  Heaven  one  can  see  the 
results,  as  the  brilliant  colors  and  gleaming 
gold  sing  out  from  the  spectacular  dome. 
This  is  an  example  of  a  national  style  that 
has  developed  continuously  for  more  than 
2,000  years.  It  is  awesome  to  realize  how 
architecture,  for  the  Chinese  the  ultimate 
expression  of  the  harmony  between  man 
and  nature,  can  last  through  centuries  and 
still  bring  meaning  and  excitement  to  our

D  Place  a  large  serving  plate  and  a  large 

bowl  filled  with  1  quart  cold  water  and  a 

dozen  ice  cubes  near  the  cooking  area.  In  a 

2-quart  saucepan,  heat  the  peanut  oil  to 

350°.  Take  the  coated  apple  pieces  out  of 
the  batter  one  by  one  and  fry  in  the  oil  until 

light  brown,  about  2  minutes.  Fry  7  to  8 

pieces  at  a  time.  Put  on  a  tray  to  be  refried 

later  and  keep  the  oil  hot.  (This  step  can  be 
done  ahead  of  time,  but  reheat  the  oil). 

D  To  a  wok,  add  1  teaspoon  of  the  peanut 

oil,  the  sugar,  and  water.  Slowly  bring  to  a 

boil,  stirring  only  until  the  sugar  is  dissolved. 

Cook  this  mixture  until  it  reaches  the  medi- 

um-hard crack  stage  and  its  color  changes  to 

light  brown  — i.e.  when  a  drop  of  the  syrup 
put  into  ice  water  forms  a  hard  sugar  mass 
instantly. 

D  Turn  the  heat  down  to  its  lowest  point. 

Reheat  the  apple  pieces  in  the  hot  oil.  Imme- 
diately lift  them  out  of  the  oil,  put  them  into 

the  hot  syrup,  and  sprinkle  on  the  sesame 
seeds.  Turn  heat  to  medium  and  stir  the 

wedges  to  coat  them  thoroughly  with  the 

syrup.  Take  them  out  one  by  one  and  drop 
them  into  the  bowl  of  ice  water.  The  syrup 

coating  will  harden  instantly.  Use  a  strainer 

to  transfer  the  Spun  Apples  from  the  ice 

water  to  a  serving  plate.  Serve  immediately.

or  the  ball  is  moved.  The  main  roots 
should  be  free  of  kinks  and  circles. 

Kinked  and  circling  roots,  if  not  cor- 
rected, can  cause  weak  root  support, 

with  the  result  that  a  tree  cannot  stand 

upright  without  support.  Also,  girdling 
of  the  main  roots  restricts  movement  of 
water,  nutrients,  and  food. 

To  check  for  kinked  or  circling  roots, 
brush  away  soil  on  top  of  the  rootball  or 
stick  your  finger  in  the  top  2  or  3  inches 
near  the  trunk.  You  can  usually  see  or 
feel  them  in  the  top  of  the  rootball. 

The  unslaked  tree  is  a  better  buy  than 
the  staked  tree.  An  easy  way  to  check  for 
adequate  trunk  development  is  to  untie 
the  tree  from  its  stake  and  bend  the  top 
to  one  side.  It  should  bend  evenly  along 
the  trunk  and  return  to  within  20  to  30 

degrees  of  vertical.  If  it  doesn't,  try  to 
find  a  stronger  tree.  If  you  can't,  realize

that  you  must  then  provide  special  care 
for  your  tree  to  develop  properly. 

The  bark  should  be  free  of  injury  from 
staking  or  improper  handling. 

If  the  tree  is  in  leaf,  foliage  is  a  good 
indicator  of  tree  condition.  Leaves 

should  be  dark  green  and  evenly  colored 
according  to  the  species.  Scorched  edges 

or  unusual  yellowing  are  signs  of  prob- lems. 

Proper  care  of  the  tree  after  purchas- 
ing is  as  important  as  proper  selection 

and  planting.  It  should  be  kept  moist  and 
cool  (especially  true  with  a  bareroot 

tree)  so  buds  won't  grow  before  the  tree 
is  planted. 

Bareroot  plants  can  also  be  "heeled 
in"  for  a  short  period  near  the  planting 
site,  preferably  in  shade  to  prevent  mois- 

ture loss  and  to  keep  buds  dormant. 
Cover  the  roots  with  either  moist  sawdust 
or  soil  worked  in  around  the  roots  to 

avoid  air  pockets.  If  heeled-in,  set  the 
plants  in  a  trench  so  that  their  tops  can 
be  leaned  toward  the  southwest. 

Most  containers  are  made  of  dark-col- 
ored materials.  If  left  exposed  to  the  sun, 

soil  temperatures  near  the  side  of  the 
container  can  get  high  enough  to  kill  the 
roots.  Protect  from  sun. 

■  SITE  PREPARATION 
Some  soils  need  little  or  no  amending  to 
provide  a  suitable  rooting  medium  that 
holds  moisture  while  allowing  proper 
aeration. 

There's  an  easy  way  to  find  out  what 
kind  of  soil  you  have.  Pick  up  a  handful 
and  squeeze.  A  ball  of  clay  will  remain 
in  a  tight,  ridged  lump.  Loam  will  hold 
its  shape,  but  will  crumble  if  you  poke  it. 
Sandy  soil  will  begin  to  fall  apart  as  you 

open  your  hand. 
Soils  which  are  either  quite  sandy  or 

clayey  will  be  improved  by  adding  or- 
ganic matter  (peat,  compost,  nitrified 

bark,  or  well-decomposed  sawdust)  to 
the  backfill  at  a  rate  of  two  parts  soil  to 

one  part  organic  matter.  Sandy  soils  usu- 
ally have  good  aeration,  but  do  not  re- 
tain much  water.  Organic  matter  will  in- 

crease the  moisture-holding  capacity  of 
sandy  soil. 

At  the  other  extreme,  clay  soils  hold  a 
lot  of  water  but  may  be  poorly  drained 
and  aerated.  Organic  matter  will  help 
improve  drainage  and  aeration  of  clay 
soils  by  separating  some  of  the  particles 
to  provide  paths  for  water  and  air.

To  know  how  well  your  soil  drains, 
dig  a  hole  and  fill  it  with  water.  Let  it 
drain  and  refill.  After  the  second  filling, 
the  water  should  drain  at  about  a  quarter 

of  an  inch  per  hour.  If  it  drains  much 
faster,  the  soil  is  sandy  and  well-drained. 
If  it  drains  much  slower,  there  are  sev- 

eral possibilities:  clay  soil,  compacted 

soil,  or  a  compacted  layer  below  the  sur- 
face. 

Soil  around  new  homes,  former  paths 

or  drives,  or  old  farmland  may  be  severe- 
ly compacted.  If  your  soil  is  near  its  orig- 

inal grade,  only  the  top  6  to  10  inches 
will  be  compacted.  If  fill  soil  has  been 
brought  in.  the  compacted  zone  will  be 
that  much  deeper.  In  these  situations 
surface  soil  or  soil  from  below  the  com- 

pacted layer,  mixed  with  a  little  organic 
matter,  should  be  used  for  backfill. 

If  the  soil  is  completely  unworkable, 
and  some  soils  are,  large  containers  can 
be  the  answer.  A  container  allows  you  to 

select  a  lightweight,  well-drained  soil. 

■   PLANTING 
Before  planting,  cut  back  any  injured, 
diseased,  twisted,  or  dead  roots  to  healthy 
tissue.  The  bottom  of  the  hole  should  be 

firm  and  level  for  container-grown  trees. 
A  slight  rise  in  the  center  makes  spread- 

ing of  the  roots  of  bareroot  trees  easier. 
Spread  the  roots  in  the  bottom  of  the 
hole  to  provide  good  anchorage  and  to 
prevent  circling. 

With  balled-and-burlapped  trees,  fold 
back  the  burlap  at  least  2  inches  below 
the  soil  level.  Leaving  it  exposed  creates 

a  wicklik;  action  that  will  dry  out  the 
soil  faster  than  normally.  Carefully  slice 
the  burlap  on  the  sides  and  bottom  of  the 

rootball  to  allow  for  easy  root  penetra- 
tion. 

Burlap  generally  rots  away  within  a 

year;  however  some  burlap  may  bs  treat- 
ed with  a  preservative  for  nursery  keep- 

ing, in  which  case  the  burlap  should  hz 
removed  before  planting.  Ask  your 
nurseryman. 

Don't  place  fertilizer  in  the  planting 
hole  or  mix  with  the  backfill  soil.  This 

can  result  in  plant  injury.  Most  trees  will 

grow  well  the  first  season  without  addi- 
tional fertilizer. 

If  staking  is  necessary,  plant  the  stake 
with  the  tree. 

Work  the  soil  in  around  the  roots  so 

they  are  not  compressed  into  a  tight 
mass,  but  are  spreading  and  supported 
by  soil  underneath.  Firm  the  soil  with 
your  foot,  taking  special  care  not  to  tear, 
bruise,  or  debark  the  roots.  The  original 

ground  level  in  the  nursery  or  of  the  root- 
ball  should  be  1  or  2  inches  above  the 

finished  ground  level  for  clay  or  loam 

soils,  and  about  even  with  the  surround- 

ing soil  if  extremely  sandy.  A  dark-to- 
light  color  change  below  the  bud  union, 
if  any,  on  the  trunk  indicates  the  original 
soil  level  in  the  nursery. 

Make  the  watering  basin  for  trees  at 
least  30  inches  in  diameter.  Twice  the 

size  of  the  rootball  is  a  good  rule  of 

thumb.  A  ridge  4  or  5  inches  high — with 
soil  dug  from  the  planting  hole — makes 
it  possible  to  wet  the  soil  thoroughly. 

Fill  the  basin  with  water  to  further 

settle  the  soil  and  to  provide  roots  with 
water.  This  can  be  done  effectively  by 

using  a  3-  or  4-foot  pipe  on  a  hose.  Force 

the  pipe,  with  water  running.  thr( 
the  soil  around  the  roots  or  rootball 
area  of  30  inches  in  diameter  of  bare 
around  the  tree  will  al.so  prevent  dan 

to  young  trees  from  lawn  mowers. 
All  plants  require  water  to  grow.  T 

are  a  number  of  ways  to  water  effic 
ly:  basins,  furrows,  sprinklers,  soal 
or  drip  systems.  The  most  impoi

■  THE  CHINESE  WAY 
The  whole  idea  of  gardening  began  in 

China,  uncounted  centuries  ago.  Agri- 
culture—the growing  of  large  numbers 

of  plants  for  food  or  other  uses — prob- 
ably started  earlier  and  in  other  parts  of 

the  world,  but  it  was  left  for  the  Chinese 
to  discover  the  joys  of  cultivating  plants 
as  individuals,  each  grown  to  bring  out 
its  own  distinctive  character.  Blessed 

with  such  plants  as  camellias,  chrysan- 
themums, tree  peonies,  and  lilies,  early 

gardeners  in  the  fertile  plains  of  south- 
east Asia  saw  their  allotted  working 

space  as  something  to  engage  the  imag- 
ination as  well  as  the  appetite.  Early 

contacts  between  China  and  Europe 

brought  about  profound  changes  in  the 

European  approach  to  gardening,  exem- 
plified in  English  and  French  gardens  of 

the  17th  and  18th  century.  At  Kevr. 

England's  renowned  botanical  garden, 

an  outstanding  feature  is  the  "Chinese" 
pagoda  designed  by  William  Chambers 

and  built  in  1762.  Today's  resurgence  of 
interest  in  things  Chinese  is  already  mak- 

ing itself  felt  in  the  U.S.  The  Metro- 
politan Museum  of  Art  in  New  York  is 

preparing  space  for  a  Chinese  Garden 
Court  and  Ming  Furniture  Room.  Now 
under  construction  in  Shanghai,  these 
will  be  installed  at  the  Metropolitan  and 
opened  to  the  public  in  the  spring  of 
1980.  Up  to  now.  few  gardens  in  the 
United  States  have  been  laid  out  along 
Chinese  lines.  One  that  is  open  to  the 

public  is  Innisfree — nobody  knows  how 
it  came  by  the  Irish  name — in  Millbrook. 
N.Y.,  a  few  miles  east  of  the  Taconic 
Parkway  on  Rte.  44. 

■  CHINESE  CASCADES 
One  of  the  outstanding  gardening  tech- 

niques that  came  to  us  from  China  is  the 
growing  of  ca.scade  chrysanthemimis.  At 
its  highest  stage  of  development,  this 
method  of  growing  creates  glowing 
draperies  of  color,  flowing  over  the  edges 
of  pots,  sheathing  window  ledges  and 

tables.  Basically,  the  method  is  simple- 
start  early  in  the  spring  with  a  rooted

Historic 
tax  deductions 

Owners  who  are  rehabilitating  historic 

structures  that  will  produce  an  income — 
as  residential  rental  units  or  for  com- 

mercial uses — can  recover  much  of  the 

cost  of  the  work  over  a  60-month  period 
as  business  deductions  on  income  tax. 

Congress,  in  Section  2124  of  the  Rev- 
enue Act  of  1978,  permits  recovery  of 

architectural  and  engineering  fees,  real- 
estate  fees,  insurance  premiums,  and 
interior  construction  costs.  Buildings 

and  districts  listed  by  the  National  Reg- 
ister qualify  as  do  state  and  locally  des- 

ignated districts  already  certified  by  the 
Department  of  the  Interior.  Congress 
suggested  that  the  IRS  allow  plumbing, 

electrical  work,  heating,  and  air-condi- 
tioning and  ventilation  installations  as 

construction  cost  deductions.

American  clock

Q.  Can  you  tell 
me  about  when 

my  clock  was 
made  and  whether  it  was  a  popular 
style  or  something  unusual? 

M.S.-Yanktown,  S.  Dak. 

A.  Your  "Burton"  clock,  made  by  An- 
sonia,  dates  about  1900.  At  that  time, 

this  type  of  clock  retailed  for  about 

$6.25.  An  embossed  "Oak"  or  "Kitch- 
en" clock  such  as  yours  was  popular 

from  the  late  1890s  to  about  1915.  The 

larger  clock  companies  made  them.  In- 
graham  was  perhaps  the  largest  pro- 

ducer, followed  by  Welch,  Waterbury, 
Ansonia,  Seth  Thomas,  New  Haven,  and 
Sessions.  The  average  height  was  about 

23  inches.  They  were  substantial,  8-day 
clocks  with  striking  movements.

Q.  I  would  appreciate  knowing  any- 
thing at  all  about  this  piece.

C  hincse  decoration  is  unsophisticated 
but  robust,  and  gives  the  piece  primitive 
charm.  It  probably  served  as  a  punch 
bowl,  the  pouch  hokling  spices. 

Bottle  tickets 

Q.  My  English  sterling  silver  bottle 
tickets  are  late  18th  or  early  19th 
century.  I  would  like  to  know  some- 

thing about  the  history  of  bottle 
tickets.

A. In  England,  the  glass  decanter  andj 
the  silver  bottle  ticket,  or  wine  label, 
seem  to  have  grown  up  together  during! 
the  second  quarter  of  the  18th  century 
when  the  custom  arose  of  decanting! 
wine  from  the  black  bottle  in  which  it 

had  been  stored  into  a  good-looking  con- 
tainer to  be  placed  on  the  table.  Silver 

bottle  tickets  were  widely  popular  from 

about  1750  to  1850.  Apart  from  stan- 
dard names — port,  sherry,  etc. — are 

found  such  rare  liquors  as  Collares  and 

Methuen.  Among  sauces  and  toilet  wa- 
ters, for  which  bottle  tickets  were  also 

widely  used,  occur  such  exotic  names  as 
Coratch  and  Rondeletia.  In  all,  almost 
1 ,000  different  names  have  been  noted 
for  bottle  tickets.

nearby.  Your  piece  is  a  very  early  exam- 
ple of  the  Art  Deco  style  that  captured 

the  1920s  and  30s.  Basically,  a  French 

style,  it  takes  its  name  from  the  1925 
Paris  Exposition  that  introduced  it  as  an 

established  movement,  L'Hxposition  In- 
ternationale des  Arts  Decoratif  el  Indiis- 

triels  Modernes.

A.  Gustav  Stickley  (1857-1942),  the

A.  The  English  Victorian  silverplaters 
Elkington  &  Company,  working  at 
Birmingham,  made  your  tea  set  about 
the  1880s.

The  busy  American  woman.  The  beauti- 

ful, active  American  woman.  She's  be- 
come a  national  symbol,  an  international 

ideal  for  modern  women  everywhere. 
But  how  does  it  happen?  Not  by  magic, 
according  to  Gloria  Vanderbilt,  one  of 
the  most  muKifaceted  artists  working  in 
America  today.  Her  new  book.  Woman 
To  Woman  (Doubleday),  though  not  an 
autobiography,  is  a  discussion  about  how 
she  became  an  artist  and  about  finding 
the  art  in  living.  Gloria  Vanderbilt  is 
first  a  painter,  famous  for  her  collages 

with  textiles.  She  also  designs — fabrics, 
china,  glass,  flatware,  jeans  and  blouses, 
stationery,  wallcoverings,  and  clothing 
for  children.  She  is  the  mother  of  four 
sons,  two  of  whom  are  in  their  teens.  She 
finds  the  subject  of  beauty  intriguing  and 

in  this  interview  her  remarks  are  surpris- 
ing, refreshing,  and  useful. 

"The  fact  is,"  she  says,  sitting  in  her 
sun-filled  living  room  on  a  freezing, 

crystal-bright  afternoon,  "the  fact  is  that 
beauty  and  health  are  reflections  of  a 

woman's  mind  and  her  soul.  As  simply 
as  I  can  express  it.  a  beautiful  woman,  a 
person,  radiates  from  within.  Each  wom- 

an works  from  an  ideal  image  that  she 
constantly  carries  with  her  and  that  she 
constantly  strives  to  recreate  day  after 
day.  The  image  may  come  from  her 
childhood,  or  from  her  dreams,  or  from 
art,  or  from  a  certain  style  or  grace 

shown  by  a  friend  or  acquaintance — no 
matter.  You  happen  to  be  asking  me 
about  beauty  at  a  time  in  my  life  when  I 
really  have  very  little  interest  in  the  nuts 
and  bolts  approach  to  makeup  and 
clothes.  My  own  concerns  with  both 

makeup  and  clothes  now  are  very  mini- 
mal. This  has  not  always  been  the  case, 

but  it  is  now.  It  has  to  be  in  order  to  ac- 

complish everything  I've  set  out  to  do. 
Just  look  at  what's  happened  in  these  two 
years  alone:  1  have  the  book,  the  design 

firm,  the  national  traveling— the  more 
you  do,  the  more  you  can  do,  of  course. 

So  I  find  that  part  of  a  busy  woman's 
time  for  beauty  has  to  do  with  paring 
down  and  simplifying  the  details.  The 
thing  that  has  happened  to  me,  the  thing 
about  success  is  that  the  more  it  happens 

— the  more  you  have  to  do  superbly. 

You  think  it's  going  to  end,  that  you'll 
get  some  time  to  yourself,  but  it  doesn't 
and  you  don't.

sistent  painting,  I'm  amazed." Where  does  the  energy  come  from? 

"Generally,  I'm  up  everyday  at  5  a.m. 
It's  simply  my  internal  clock  and  over 
the  years  I've  learned  to  listen  to  it. 
My  two  sons.  Carter  and  Anderson,  are 
up  at  7  A.M.  which  leaves  me  two  full 
hours  of  undisturbed  quiet  in  which  to 
dream,  meditate,  plan,  rehearse,  resolve, 

experiment,  or  whatever  until  the  day  be- 
gins for  the  rest  of  the  world.  In  that 

free  time  I  try  to  center  as  closely  as  I 
can  on  what  really  matters  for  that  day.  I 
try  to  analyze  what  needs  to  be  done,  in 
what  order,  and  how  much  appropriate 
energy  it  should  take.  An  internal  clock 
is  much  like  metabolism  in  the  sense  that 

it  changes  at  different  times  of  your  life. 

Now,  as  opposed  to  ten  years  ago,  I  re- 
quire less  sbep.  These  quiet  hours  pro- 

vide a  serenity,  which  I  believe  is  a  nec- 

essary foundation  for  every  woman's 
busy  day.  These  hours  give  the  day  a 
lovely  face,  l.et  me  try  to  explain  what  I 
mean  with  another  example.  If  there 

were  one  best  thing  that  I  could  recom- 
mend to  every  woman  for  her  well- 

being,  her  looks,  and  her  disposition,  it 
would  be  to  take  a  day  oM  every  month 

words,  make  the  time  to  zero-in  on  her 
interests,  irrespective  of  what  anyone 
else  thinks.  These  small  satisfactions  do 

change  the  way  she  interacts  with  her 

family,  her  job.  But  they  are  very  difter- 
ent  from  what  I  call  the  enlightened 

selfishness  we've  been  dominated  by  in 
this  decade.  When  a  woman  gives  so 

much  of  her  time,  love,  thought,  consid- 
eration, and  energy  to  her  family  and  her 

work,  these  small  indulgences  restore  in 

a  measure  beyond  belief.  A  woman's  pri- vate time  is  invaluable.  Since  time  grows 
continually  more  precious  for  everyone 

— it  is  not  an  endless  commodity — it 
may  be  that  we  need  to  reevaluate  the 
commitments,  projects,  and  friendships 

we're  giving  our  time  to.  And  here's  a 
source  of  energy  I  have  tremendous  faith 
in — the  power  of  supportive  friends.

ever  I  can.  It's  a  mini-break  during  the 
day  I'm  always  ready  for.  Walking  is 
therapy  for  mind  and  body.  Diet?  One 
full  meal  every  day.  and  for  a  light  lunch, 

I  love  water-packed  sardines.  It's  great  to 
find  out  that  they're  so  good  for  you,  too. 
Here's  a  tip  about  dinner  parties.  I  eat 
before  I  go.  At  about  6  in  the  evening.  It 
makes  sense,  because  no  matter  what  the 

invitation  calls  for,  you  practically  never 

sit  down  before  10.  That's  usually  my 
bedtime!  So  I'll  have  some  elegantly 
small  portion  of  salad,  soup,  or  fish  the 
hostess  is  serving  and  that  works  just  fine 

for  me.  And  believe  me.  I  LO'VE  to  eat. 
"My  beauty  routine  is  quite  simple.  A 

hot.  hot  shower  to  start  the  day,  a  cup  of 
instant  coffee  for  my  musings.  My  skin  is 
scrupulously  and  systematically  cared 
for  at  the  Janet  Sartin  salon  in  New  York 
and  I  continue  the  treatment  with  her 

products  at  home.  Makeup  is  at  its  sim- 
plest but  most  effective  minimum,  de- 

pending on  whether  the  day  will  be  spent 

in  the  studio  painting  or  whether  I'm 
traveling,  being  interviewed,  selecting 
fabrics,  whatever.  For  something  special, 

such  as  a  photography  session  or  an  im- 

portant party.  I'll  have  a  professional 
make  up  artist  to  work  with.  I  have  my 
hair  cut  and  shaped  every  five  weeks, 

and  it's  washed  and  blown  dry  every  two 
or  three  days.  Neutrogena  Hand  Cream, 

the  Norwegian  formula,  is  my  hard- 
working favorite  in  cold  weather  and 

after  washing  my  paint-spattered  hands 
with  turpentine.  If  something  works — 
stick  with  it.  It's  a  way  to  simplify.  My 
clothes  are  the  simplest  for  the  studio — a 
black  sweater  with  black  jeans,  comfort- 

able shoes,  maybe  a  soft  black  shirt. 

Otherwise,  for  day.  I  want  what's  com- 
fortable and  I  may  buy  several  of  the 

same  style  of  a  dress  in  different  colors  if 
the  fit.  comfort,  and  cut  are  right.  The 

point  is  to  wear  it  and  forget  it.  I  don't 
believe  in  seasonal  colors,  so  I'll  often 
wear  the  same  colors  all  year  round. 
When  I  shop.  I  try  to  buy  staples  that 

will  last  the  year — expensive,  well-made 
shoes  are  worth  it.  You  should  also  make 

time  for  planning  ahead:  for  an  impor- 
tant day.  do  a  small  dress  rehearsal.  At- 
tach a  long  hook  inside  the  closet  door 

and  hang  everything  you'll  need  from 
stockings  to  lingerie  to  a  sweater,  blouse, 
and  hang  a  small  sachet  with  them  to 
scent  them.  Fill  your  pocketbook  with 

exactly  what  you'll  need  the  day  before: 
the  same  for  an  evening  bag.  Jewelry, 
scarves,  and  your  fragrance  should  also 

be  easily  at  hand  to  save  time.  The  re- 
sult is  that  your  mind  will  be  free  to  do 

your  job,  free  of  nagging  doubts  about 

zippers,  buttons,  hems,  or  an  imcomfort- 
ahle.  unattractive  fit.  Organized  closets, 
drawers,  lingerie-sacs  all  help  simplify 
and  systematize  these  daily  concerns. 

They  add  to  a  woman's  poise  and  fashion 
polish.  As  to  the  organizing  of  my  time,  I 

couldn't  manage  without  a  wonderful 
personal  appointments  book  I  order  ev- 

ery year  from  Frank  Smythson,  through 
the  M  &  M  Company,  at  501  Madison 
Avenue,  New  York  City  10022.  I  keep 
everything  in  it  from  quotes  I  want  to 
remember  to  addresses  and  each  day  has 
ample  room  in  which  to  write  notes  to 

myself.  Organizing  time  is  critical  to  ev- 

ery woman's  sense  of  calm  and  control. 
"I  feel  very  strongly  that  one  of  the 

most  revolutionary  aspects  of  this  cen- 
tury has  been  to  make  beauty  and  health 

available  to  everyone.  American  women 

are  constantly  involved  in  self-improve- 

ment. I'm  proud  of  my  age  and  the  ex- 

perience that  has  come  with  it.  I'm  not interested  in  looking  younger  than  I  am, 
but  I  also  feel  that  I  would  take  steps  to 
look  vital.  In  our  society,  the  superstition 

is  often  expressed  that  women  are  fool- 
ishly involved  with  their  appearance. 

Pride  goes  much  deeper  than  that,  I'm 
sure.  Age.  change,  and  wisdom  do  not 

come  easily  for  women — or  for  men.  But 

as  I  see  it — ripeness  is  all  !"

Color  lift  for  rugs 
Q.  We  have  a  Japanese  rug  that  is  about 
15  years  old.  The  center  is  gray,  the 
border  a  blue  that  has  faded  consider- 

ably. Is  there  any  touch-up  product  we 
could  use  on  the  blue? 

-E.M.,  Freeport,  111. 

A.  The  RIT  Consumer  Service  Labora- 
tory tells  us  many  consumers  have  had 

success  in  "reviving"  all  colors  except 
navy  or  black  on  wool,  cotton,  nylon,  or 

rayon  using  brush-on  or  spray-on  meth- 
ods. Both  methods  take  skill  and  pa- 

tience, and  RIT  offers  instructions  only 
with  the  understanding  that  results  are 
not  guaranteed.  These  methods  are  not 

capable  of  masking  stains.  For  free  in- 
structions, please  write  Department  HG 

at  the  RIT  Consumer  Service  Labora- 
tory, Best  Foods  Div.,  CPC  International 

Inc.,  1437  West  Morris  St.,  Indianapolis, 
Ind.  46206.  Right  after  dye  has  dried, 
rub  dyed  areas  with  a  clean  damp  cloth 
until  no  dye  comes  up. 

Dyeing  is  not  recommended  for  an- 
tique or  valuable  rugs,  as  it  will  de- 

crease the  resale  value.  RIT  adds  that 

stain-  and  water-resisting  finishes  and 
some  fibers  (such  as  olefins,  polypropy- 

lene, glass  or  mineral  fibers,  and  some 

polyesters  and  acrylics)  won't  absorb 
dye  except  as  a  light  tint. 

Lightweight  hang-up 
Q.  In  my  kitchen,  the  only  place  to  hang 
an  18-by-24-inch  travel  poster  is  the 
door,  which  is  of  hollow  metal.  How  can 
I  have  the  poster  framed  so  ifs  light 
enough  to  hang  up  with  mastic? 

-M.M.,  New  York,  N.Y. 

A.  A  frameless  way  of  protecting  post- 
ers like  yours  is  plastic  laminating.  (As 

the  process  permanently  seals  the  item  in 

hard  plastic,  it's  not  recommended  for 
fine  posters  or  prints  or  other  items  with 

investment  value.)  You'll  find  specialists 
listed  in  your  Yellow  Pages  under  "Lam- 

inations." One  specialist,  Laminall  Plas- 
tics Co.  (11-42  46th  Rd.,  Long  Island 

City,  N.Y.  11101)  can  laminate  items 
up  to  21  by  25  inches  in  size  in  matte  or 

glossy  finish  plastic.  Laminating  an  18- 
by-24-inch  -aper  item  currently  costs 
$12  plus  ship  ing  and  any  sales  tax;  an 

18-by-24-inch  • -upshot,  $14.  Quantity 
orders  are  somev/ij,  t  less  expensive.  For 

a  price  estimate  on  other  orders,  send 
Laminall  a  self-addressed,  stamped  en- 

velope. Orders  must  be  prepaid.  Items 
to  be  mounted  must  be  free  of  tears  or 

creases.  Ship  between  cardboards  or  in  a 
mailing  tube,  by  insured  mail  only. 

Please  allow  four  weeks'  delivery. 
Laminating  is  super  for  turning  place- 

mat-sized  children's  drawings  into  place- 
mats  or  for  saving  brand-new  newspaper 
clippings.  If  you  want  to  help  keep  the 

printing  on  the  reverse  side  from  show- 
ing through,  specify  a  black  plastic 

backing,  available  at  additional  cost. 

Cedar  solution 

Q.  We've  just  remodeled  a  beachfront 
house  covered  with  red  cedar  handsplit 
shakes  and  shingles,  so  I  read  with 
great  interest  your  October,  1977  article 
about  a  red-cedar-shingled  beach  house 
designed  by  architect  Norman  Jaff  e.  We 
want  our  house  to  weather  to  the  silvery 
gray  patina  of  driftwood,  not  the  dark 
color  that  the  cedar  shake  roofs  on 
neighboring  houses  have  become.  What 
do  you  suggest?  — S.G.,  Olympia,  Wash. 

A.  According  to  a  spokesperson  for  the 
Red  Cedar  Shingle  &  Handsplit  Shake 
Bureau  in  Bellevue,  Wash.,  humidity 
tends  to  darken  raw  wood  over  a  period 
of  years.  It  often  takes  many  years  for 
sunlight  and  salt  air  to  bleach  the  dark 
color  to  gray.  You  can  protect  new  raw 
wood  against  humidity  and  speed  up  the 

bleaching  process  by  applying  a  "weath- 
ering stain"  (also  called  a  "bleaching 

stain").  The  stains  are  lightly  pigment- 
ed to  give  a  driftwoody  tint  immediately, 

but  the  pigments  are  deliberately  subtle 
so  that  they  can  be  gradually  bleached 
away  by  the  sun.  Generally  a  weathered 
silver  gray  look  is  achieved  about  9  to  12 

months  after  the  stain  is  applied.  Investi- 
gate at  once,  as  these  stains  are  effective 

only  on  unweathered  raw  wood.  Two 
popular  brands  of  bleach  stain  to  look 

for  at  paint  or  hardware  stores  are  Cab- 

ot's and  Olympic.  Several  paint  com- 
panies also  market  bleach  stains. 

Quilting  quiz 
Q.  How  much  extra  fabric  should  you 
buy  when  you  plan  to  have  upholstery 
quilted?  -A.F.,  New  York,  N.Y. 

A.  Experts  suggest  you  buy  from  5  to  8 

percent  over  the  amount  of  fabric  need- 
ed. For  instance,  if  you  need  10  yards  to 

slipcover  a  chair,  but  want  to  have  it 

quilted  first,  buy  '  i  to  %  of  a  yard  ex- 
tra to  be  absorbed  in  quilting.  If  the 

fabric  has  a  large  pattern  that  needs 

matching  at  the  seams,  or  if  you're  go- 
ing to  use  heavy  padding,  use  the  8  per- 
cent figure.

Through  the  looking  glass 

Q.  I'd  like  to  hang  12-inch-square  mir- 
ror tiles  on  my  dining-room  wall,  then 

hang  porcelain  plates  and  a  clock  with 
brackets  over  them.  Can  I  drill  holes 
through  the  mirror  to  lit  fasteners 
through?  — E.M.,  Baltimore,  Md. 

A.  Don't  try  to  drill  mirror  tiles  if  they 
;;  e  the  do-it-yourself  variety.  To  be  light 

enough  to  glue  up,  they're  only  about 
M(-th  of  an  inch  thick,  so  chances  are 

drilling  would  shatter  them.  If  you're 
usmg  such  tiles.  Gene  Russo  of  Seguin 
Mirror  &  Brass  in  New  York  City  sug- 

gests that  you  take  graph  paper  and  plot 
oat  your  wall  and  where  each  tile  will 
go.  Plan  to  hang  your  plates  and  clock 
so  each  fastener  will  be  placed  only 
where  the  corners  of  four  tiles  meet. 

Count  how  many  tiles  will  abut  fasten- 
ers: On  each,  use  pliers  and  a  glass  scorer 

(from  a  hardware  store)  to  nip  off  one 
corner  diagonally  so  when  tour  tiles  are 

hung  together  they  leave  a  diamond- 
shaped  hole  large  enough  for  your 
fastener. 

For  less  mess,  install  fasteners  first — 
plugs  if  your  wall  is  plaster,  Molly  or 
toggle  bolts  if  your  wall  is  plasterboard 
or  anything  else.  Choose  strong  enough 

fasteners — weigh  your  clock  and  bracket 
before  visiting  the  hardware  store.  In- 

stall tiles,  let  adhesive  set,  then  hang  the 

plates  and  clock. 
Mirror  at  least  14 -inch  thick  can  be 

drilled,  but  it's  a  job  only  for  profession- 
als. Mirror  generally  gives  a  much  truer 

reflection  than  mirror  tiles — it's  also  too 
heavy  to  install  yourself  and  consider- 

ably more  expensive. 

Missing  sparkle 
Q.  Can  you  tell  me  who  can  fill  in  the 
missing  prisms  on  my  chandelier? 

-V.S.,  Louisville,  Ky. 

A.  Replacement  parts  for  chandeliers 

— prisms,  bobeches,  cylindrical  cups,  and 
such — are  a  specialty  of  Gem  Mono- 

gram &  Cut  Glass  Corp.,  623  Broadway, 
New  York,  N.Y.  10012.  The  stock  of 
old  and  new  parts  changes  constantly, 

and  it's  so  large  that  president  David 
Noren  often  has  some  amber-,  ame- 

thyst-, emerald-,  or  ruby-colored  crystal 
prisms  among  the  crystal-clear. 

The  wire  hooks  or  "pins"  on  prisms 
often  become  misshapen  and  rusted 
over  the  years,  so  you  may  be  glad  to 

know  that  Gem  can  also  provide  silver- 
plated  or  plain  brass  pins.  Pins  are  $8 

for  200  if  the  labor  is  yours — you  can 
cut  out  old  pins  and  insert  and  bend  new 

ones  with  a  pair  of  round-nosed  pliers 
(available  from  a  hardware  store  or  for 

$13  plus  $2  shipping  from  Gem).  Or 
you  can  send  your  prisms  to  Gem  for 
rewiring  at  the  cost  of  $1  a  prism  plus 
shipping.

Built  of  oil-filled,  chrome-plated  brass

China  matching 

Q.  My  china  pattern  has  been  d'iscon tinued,  and  I  have  plates  going  begging 

for  want  of  teacups.  I'd  like  to  pick  a 
new  pattern  that  will  blend  with  my 
old.  Do  you  have  any  tips? 

E.S.,  Glens  Falls,  N.Y. 

A.  Joseph  Giarracco,  china  and  glass- 
ware buyer  at  B.  Altman  &  Co.  in  New 

York,  does:  Be  sure  the  new  pattern  has 
the  same  background  color  as  the  old 
and,  preferably,  the  same  overall  shapes, 
especially  in  high-profile  pieces  like  cups 
and  bowls.  (All  good  reasons  to  check 
patterns  by  the  manufacturer  of  your 
old  china  first.)  Try  to  match  porcelain 

with  porcelain,  earthenware  with  earth- 
enware. If  the  old  pattern  is  golden- 

rimmed,  the  new  should  be,  too.  If  that's 
not  possible,  pick  a  plain,  not  platinum- 
rimmed  pattern.  If  your  old  set  is  any- 

thing but  plain,  chances  are  your  best 
bet  is  either  monochromatic  china  that 

matches  the  background  of  your  old  or 

plain,  color-rimmed  china  where  the  rim 
color  matches  the  dominant  color  in  the 
decoration  of  your  old.

IMPLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSECZ 
BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

How  to  garden  out  the  window 
What  can  make  looking  outside  more 

pleasant  than  a  window  box  full  of  color- 
ful blossoms?  Americans  tend  to  be 

down-to-earth  with  their  gardening,  but 
window  boxes  are  easy  to  tend  and  can 
be  cheery  all  year  round  with  a  change 
of  foliage  for  winter.  Most  people  think 
of  the  plants  in  a  window  box  as  outdoor 
plants,  when  in  fact  the  care  of  them  is 
really  the  same  as  it  is  for  indoor  house 
plants.  Basically,  a  window  box  is  a  pot. 
It  dries  out  more  quickly  than  a  garden 
flower  bed.  The  roots  of  the  plants  bake 
more  easily  because  the  soil  compacts 
just  as  it  does  in  a  flowerpot. 

The  solution  is  to  use  a  thick-sided 
wooden  box  that  does  not  conduct  heat 

well,  loose  potting  soil,  and  plenty  of 

water.  That's  all  that  stands  between  you 
and  a  flower  box  overflowing  with  color. 
Really. 

First  fill  the  box  with  a  1-  to  2-inch 
layer  of  coarse  gravel  mixed  with  10  to 
20  percent  charcoal.  Crushed  barbecue 
charcoal  works  fine  if  you  can  find  the 
real  thing.  Do  not  use  charcoal  briquets 
that  have  been  chemically  treated.  The 
chemicals  in  them  will  kill  your  plants. 
Use  the  pet  store  variety  instead,  or,  if 

necessary,  skip  the  charcoal.  It's  a  plus 
for  good  plants,  but  it's  not  absolutely 
necessary. 

Next,  fill  the  box  to  within  2  inches  of 
the  rim  with  soil.  A  prepackaged  rich 
potting  soil  works  well.  Or  you  can  use 
garden  soil  if  you  mix  it  with  equal  parts 

peat  moss,  sharp  builder's  sand,  and 
compost  or  leaf  mold.  Add  a  cup  of  bone 
meal  and  another  of  dried,  aged  manure. 
The  soil  must  be  rich  in  nutrients,  while 
at  the  same  time  allowing  good  drainage. 

Set  the  plants  in  place,  leaving  about 
4  inches  space  between  marigolds  and 
petunias  and  about  8  inches  between 

geraniums.  Plant  at  least  two  rows.  Sin- 
gle rows  in  a  window  box  will  never  give 

you  that  rich  display. 
A  week  or  two  after  planting,  mulch. 

It  may  sound  strange  to  mulch  such  a 

small  garden.  After  all,  there  isn't  much 
of  a  chance  for  weeds.  But  mulch  guards 
against  heat.  A  1-inch  layer  of  cocoa  or 
buckwheat  hulls  will  keep  things  cool. 
Also,  the  hulls  will  break  down,  enrich- 

ing the  soil.  With  a  1-inch  mulch  layer

What  to  grow 

On  the  whole,  a  simple  win- 
dow box  is  the  best  one,  both 

because  of  the  ease  with 

which  you  can  care  for  it 
and  because  it  keeps  things 

from  looking  fussy.  That's 
why  you'll  often  see  boxes  filled  with 
geraniums  and  nothing  else. 

Geraniums  in  a  sunny  window  box 

are  pretty  much  foolproof.  But  don't  be afraid  to  mix.  Two  kinds  of  flowers  can 
make  for  a  more  striking  effect.  So, 
besides  the  geraniums,  consider  some 
semperflorens  begonias,  petunias,  or 
marigolds.  Try  some  sedums  or  even 
iresine  for  colorful  leaves  as  well. 

And  don't  forget  the  shady  side  of  the 
house.  An  east  or  north  wall  can  sus- 

tain a  striking  display  of,  say,  tuberous 
begonias  or  impatiens  set  off  by  trailing 

ivy.  And  it's  usually  the  darker  side  of  a 
home  that  can  most  use  a  splash  of  color. 

Tips  on  boxes

don't  make  the  boxes  themselves  longer 
than  3  or  at  the  most  4  feet  long  or  they 
will  be  difficult  to  handle.  Anything 
smaller  will  cramp  your  flowers. 

Then  there's  the  question  of  taper. 
Some  people  like  their  boxes  narrower 
at  the  bottom.  Personally,  I  find  the 
square  box  gives  the  roots  more  growing 

space.  It's  also  easier  to  construct, 
requiring  no  beveling  of  edges. 

If  a  tapered-bottom  box  is 
your  choice,  the  lower 
inside  dimension  should 

46 

be  no  narrower  than  6  inches.  A  depth 
of  7  to  8  inches  is  desirable.  Keep  those 

dimensions  in  mind  whether  you're  buy- 
ing ready-made  boxes  or  having  them 

constructed. 

Something  else  to  consider  is  the  fas- 
teners. Window  boxes  should  never  be 

nailed  together,  or  they  will  pull  apart  in 
a  year  or  two.  They  should  be  screwed 
together,  and  preferably  the  screws 
should  be  brass  ones.  This  goal  may  be 

impossible  unless  you  have  the  boxes 
custom-made.  Brass  is  costly,  but  in  the 
long  run  it  is  well  worth  the  money,  for 
the  window  box  made  with  brass  screws 

will  last  perhaps  twice  as  long  as  the  one 
held  together  with  steel  screws. 

If  screws  make  you  think  of  wood, 

you're  on  the  right  track.  Although  there 
are  some  metal  window  boxes  on  the 

market,  these  are  practically  worthless. 
The  sun  beating  down  on  the  metal  sides 
will  turn  them  into  toasters,  drying  out 

your  plants'  roots.  Wood,  on  the  other 
hand,  acts  as  insulation,  keeping  the  un- 

derground part  of  the  plants  almost  as 
cool  as  if  they  were  growing  in  the 

ground. For  the  same  reason,  the  wood  should 
be  at  least  an  inch  thick.  The  types  of

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wood  that  serve  best  are  cypress,  red- 

wood— for  their  durability — and  fir- 
for  its  strength.  To  help  keep  things 
cool,  a  window  box  should  be  painted  a 
light  color.  Off-white  or  cream  are  the 
colors  that  usually  display  the  flowers  to 
best  advantage.  Green  tends  to  end  up 
clashing  with  the  foliage.  Staining  or 
simply  treating  the  boxes  with  a  wood 
preservative  are  also  possible  choices. 
However,  do  not  use  a  wood  preserva- 

tive on  the  inside  of  a  window  box.  The 
preservative  could  leak  into  the  soil  and 
harm  your  plants.  Still,  left  natural,  the 
inside  will  quickly  rot.  So,  even  if  you 
stain  the  boxes  outside,  the  insides  must 

be  given  a  good  coat  of  exterior-quality 

paint  to  seal  them  from  the  soil's  mois- ture. 

The  final  point  to  consider  is  drainage. 

The  bottom  of  your  box  should  have  Vi  - 
inch  holes  spaced  about  6  inches  apart. 
Cover  each  hole  with  broken  pottery  be- 

fore filling  in  the  soil. 

How  to  fix  the  winter  box  blues, 
Although  the  gardening  trials  of  winter 
seem  far  away  during  the  present  golden 
growing  season,  keep  those  bleak  days  in 
mind.  For  few  things  are  more  desolate 
than  a  once  gaily  colored  window  box 
filled  with  the  frosted  brown  remains  of 

summer's  former  bountiful  flowers. 
But  just  because  nothing  will  grow  in 

the  cold  season  does  not  mean  the  win- 

ter window  box  can't  add  its  cheer  to 
the  snow-covered  landscape.  First,  when 
fall  comes  and  the  flowers  have  faded, 

remove  all  the  plants,  including  their 
roots.  Then  top  off  the  window  box  with 
a  layer  of  peat  moss  and  dried  manure. 
They  will  break  down  over  the  winter 

enriching  the  boxed  soil  for  next  year's 
planting.  Then  arrange  boughs  of  ever- 

green or  fir  to  fall  over  the  edge  of  thei box. 

Brightly  berried  holly,  buckthorn, 

(Hippophae  rhamnoides),  or  bittersweet  i 
nestled  among  the  boughs  will  add  con- 

trast in  texture  and  bright  splashes  of* 
color  to  summon  up  the  holiday  season. 

One  warning  about  bittersweet.  I  men- 
tion it  because  many  people  feel  no  win- 

ter bouquet  is  complete  without  it.  How- 
ever, it  can  become  a  terrible  inconve- 

nience if  you  have  a  garden.  Self-seeding 

and  aided  by  the  birds  who  love  the  ber- 
ries, bittersweet  can  become  a  major 

nuisance,  growing  where  it  has  no  right. 
Besides  the  color  of  berries,  add 

grouping  of  dried  cattails,  milkweed 
pods,  silver-dollar  plants  (Lunaria  an- 

nua), or  wood  roses  (Merremia  tuher-\ 
osa).  Any  of  these  will  add  a  dimension 
of  height  to  your  display.  Then,  come 
the  holiday  season,  if  you  wish,  you  can 
wrap  a  red  ribbon  and  a  bow  around  the 

box  itself.  With  or  without  it,  you'll  have 
a  cheery  window  box  all  winter  long.

How  to  buy  or  fix  up  a  house 
on  terms  you  can  live  with 

With  interest  rates  and  housing  prices  at 

sky-high  levels,  shopping  for  a  mortgage 
and  home  improvement  loans  pays  more 
handsomely  than  it  ever  has  before.  How 
much  you  can  borrow,  the  interest  rate 
charged,  the  length  of  the  loan,  and  the 
repayment  schedule  differ  from  bank  to 
bank.  The  more  time  and  effort  you 

spend  shopping  for  good  terms,  the  bet- 
ter your  chances  of  finding  financing  that 

you  can  afford.  And  fortunately,  there  is 
a  host  of  new  kinds  of  mortgages  from 

which  to  choose.  In  fact,  it's  getting  so 
that  a  prospective  home  buyer  can  find 
a  mortgage  almost  custom  tailored  to  his 
or  her  financial  needs. 

If,  as  is  often  said,  buying  a  house  is 

the  best  investment  you  can  make,  mak- 
ing improvements  to  it  can  be  second 

best.  Generally,  you  can  figure  on  re- 
couping between  50  and  100  percent  of 

what  you  spend  on  wisely  made  home 
improvements  when  you  sell  your  house. 

"Wisely  made,"  of  course,  is  the  key  to 
getting  as  much  of  your  money  back  as 
possible. 

Of  all  the  improvements  you  can 
make,  those  that  cut  energy  costs  tend  to 

pay  off  the  best.  Energy-saving  home  im- 
provements will  not  only  help  you  get  a 

higher  price  for  your  house,  but  will  help 
sell  it  faster.  That  will  prove  to  be  even 

truer  in  the  years  to  come  since  the  ex- 
perts forecast  higher  energy  prices. 

Finding  the  money 
to  improve  your  house 
Finding  the  right  kind  of  financing  for 
a  home  improvement  is  as  important  as 
deciding  what  kind  of  improvement  to 
make.  After  all,  it  will  add  to  your  debt 
burden.  If  carrying  a  new  loan  becomes 
too  painful,  it  could  destroy  the  pleasure 
you  get  from  your  new  addition.  Where 
you  go  for  funds  will,  in  large  part,  be 
determined  by  your  current  assets,  how 

much  you  want  to  borrow,  and  your  ac- 
cess to  various  institutions  that  can  lend 

you  money. 

If  you  own  a  whole-life  insurance 
poHcy,  it  may  well  be  the  cheapest  source 
of  money  you  can  find.  You  can  borrow 

against  the  cash  value  build-up  of  your 
policy  at  an  interest  rate  of  between  5 

and  8  percent — depending  on  where  and 
when  you  bought  the  policy.  Moreover, 

all  you  have  *o  repay  is  the  interest,  not

the  principal.  Do  note,  however,  that  the 

insurance  company  will  subtract  the  out- 
standing balance  of  your  loan  from  the 

poHcy's  face  value  when  proceeds  are 
distributed  to  your  beneficiary.  For  ex- 

ample, if  you  have  a  $100,000  policy  and 
borrow  $15,000,  your  beneficiary  would 
get  only  $85,000  when  you  die. 

Borrowing  against  a  passbook  savings 
account  is  probably  your  next  cheapest 
source  of  funds.  Most  banks  will  charge 
you  an  interest  rate  of  only  3  percent  or 

so  more  than  your  passbook  account  in- 
terest rate.  So,  if  you  earn  SVi  percent, 

the  bank  might  charge  8V2  percent. 

Alternatively,  you  can  borrow  "on 
margin"  from  your  broker  against  the 
stocks  or  bonds  that  you  own.  Stock 
brokers  will  usually  charge  their  best 
customers  less  than  a  bank  would  charge 
for  a  personal  loan.  Generally,  brokers 

will  let  you  borrow  as  much  as  50  per- 
cent of  the  current  value  of  stocks  listed 

on  an  exchange,  70  percent  of  current 

value  of  corporate  bonds,  and  90  per- 
cent of  the  current  value  of  Federal  gov- 

ernment bonds.  One  caveat:  The  secu- 
rities, your  collateral  for  the  loan,  may 

well  be  volatile.  If  the  value  of  the  secu- 

rities you  have  "margined"  should  fall  in 
value,  you  will  have  to  ante  up  more 
money  to  your  broker  to  keep  the  margin 

level  even.  If  you  don't,  your  broker  will 
do  it  himself  by  selling  off  some  of  your 
securities  to  make  up  the  difference. 

Borrowing  from  a  credit  union  is  also 
a  good  bet,  if  you  are  a  member  of  one. 
Credit  unions  generally  charge  less  for 
home  improvement  loans  than  banks  or 
savings  and  loans  associations. 

You  might  also  ask  a  lending  institu- 
tion if  it  offers  a  Federal  Housing  Ad- 

ministration (FHA) -insured  home  im- 
provement loan.  You  can  borrow  up  to 

$15,000  at  12  per  cent  interest  for  up  to 

10  years  under  this  program.  That's  the 
maximum  set  by  the  FHA — some  banks 
will  let  you  have  less  and  for  a  shorter 
period  of  lime.  The  only  solution  is  to 

shop  around  for  a  lending  institution  that 
will  give  you  the  best  possible  break. 

If  you  have  built  up  substantial  equity 
in  your  house  and  need  a  lot  of  money 
for  a  home  improvement,  consider  taking 
out  a  second  mortgage  on  your  house. 
Generally,  you  can  borrow  the  money 
for  between  5  and  20  years.  But  before 

you  do,  make  sure  it's  worth  your  while. 
At  some  banks,  second  mortgages  cost 
more  than  first  (regular)  mortgages. 
And  refinancing  your  present  mortgage 

isn't  a  good  idea:  If  you  have  had  your 

mortgage  for  any  time  at  all,  you're 
probably  paying  a  much  lower  interest 
rate  than  a  bank  would  now  charge. 

Finally,  if  you  are  planning  an  urban 

homesteading — going  into  a  city's  poorer 
neighborhood  to  rehabilitate  a  rundown 

house — you  may  be  able  to  get  an  Urban 
Renewal  Home  Improvement  Loan  from 

the  Federal  government.  It's  the  cheap- 
est money  around — 3  percent  interest 

is  all  you  have  to  pay.  However,  this 
money  is  available  only  in  certain  areas 
selected  by  the  government. 

Finding  new-house  money 
If  you  are  considering  buying  a  new 

house,  here  is  a  guide  to  finding  mort- 
gage money.  Conventional  mortgages, 

old  standbys,  are  offered  by  commercial 
banks,  savings  and  loan  associations, 
savings  banks,  mortgage  companies,  and 
credit  unions.  However,  while  they  are 
called  conventional,  differences  abound. 
Some  banks  lend  more  than  others. 

Moreover,  interest  rates  can  differ  by  as 
much  as  a  whole  percent  depending 

where  you  go.  And  the  amount  you  have 
to  put  down  can  come  to  as  little  as  5 

percent — or  as  much  as  50  percent — of 
the  purchase  price.  Finally,  the  length  of 
the  mortgage  can  range  between  20  and 
40  years. 

Those  can  be  costly  differences.  For 

example,  the  difference  between  a  $50,- 
000  30-year  mortgage  at  9  percent  in- 

terest and  one  at  9Vd  percent  interest 
comes  to  $6,519.60.  A  $50,000  mortgage 

at  9  percent  over  20  years  is  some  $77,- 
163  cheaper  than  the  same  mortgage 

over  40  years.  Of  course,  the  20-year 
mortgage  costs  $449  a  month  while  the 
40-year  mortgage  costs  only  $385  a 
month — which  makes  it  much  easier  on 
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Kent  did  it.

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your  pocketbook.  What's  more,  if  you 
are  in  a  high  tax  bracket,  you  can  prob- 

ably use  the  extra  interest  deductions. 
Finally,  the  extra  interest  costs  over  the 
life  of  the  mortgage  are  meaningless  if 

you  don't  plan  to  live  in  the  house  for 
the  rest  of  your  life. 

An  insured  mortgage  might  be  the 
ticket  if  you  have  a  problem  raising  the 
money  needed  for  a  down  payment. 

Commercial  mortgage  insurance  com- 
panies as  well  as  government  agencies 

such  as  the  Federal  Housing  Administra- 
tion and  the  Veterans  Administration 

offer  mortgage  insurance.  When  a  mort- 
gage is  insured,  less  of  a  down  payment 

is  required,  because  the  bank  is  assured 
of  getting  its  money  back  if  you  default 

on  the  mortgage.  Hence,  the  down  pay- 
ment, which  is  ordinarily  used  to  protect 

the  bank  against  this  risk,  can  be  reduced 
or  eliminated  entirely. 

Commercial  mortgage  insurance  com- 
panies, such  as  Mortgage  Guarantee  In- 
surance Corp..  insure  the  down  pa\ment 

a  bank  would  normally  require.  And  that 
will  let  you  buy  a  house  with  as  little 

as  5  percent  down.  What's  more,  the  in- 
surance doesn't  cost  very  much.  Mort- 

gage Guarantee  Insurance  Corp..  for  ex- 
ample, will  charge  \ou  an  amount  equal 

to  1  percent  of  the  amount  being  mort- 
gased  w  hen  the  deal  is  closed  and  '  4  of 

1  percent  a  year  on  the  outstanding  bal- 
ance over  the  next  6  or  7  years.  On  a 

$60,000  mortgage,  the  initial  fee  would 
come  to  only  S600. 

The  Veterans  Administration  and  the 

Federal  Housing  Administration  mort- 
gage insurance  programs  tend  to  be  more 

restrictive.  The  VA,  for  example,  will 

insure  only  up  to  60  percent  of  a  mort- 
gage. And  the  interest  you  can  be 

charged  is  set  at  9 '/a  percent.  Moreover, 
the  mortgage  is  subject  to  a  VA  apprais- 

al of  the  house  you  intend  to  buy.  In  ad- 
dition, there  is  an  origination  fee — call 

it  a  service  charge — that  amounts  to  1 
percent  of  the  mortgage  being  taken  out. 
And  while  the  VA  prohibits  buyers  from 

paying  points — a  percentage  of  the  sales 
price  paid  at  the  closing — buyers  usually 
do  wind  up  paying.  What  happens  is  that 

the  seller  pays  the  points — after  raising 
the  sales  price  to  cover  them. 

The  FHA  will  insure  only  mortgages 
of  up  to  560,000.  As  with  the  VA.  the 

interest  rate  is  set  at  9'/2  percent,  and 
there  are  initial  service  charges — one- 

time fees  to  cover  the  cost  of  the  ap- 
praisal, the  recording  fee.  and  so  on.  In 

addition,  there's  a  Vz  of  1  percent  annual 
charge  for  the  FHA  insurance,  which 
brings  the  effective  annual  cost  up  to  20 
percent.  House  buyers  who  use  FHA 
mortgages  will  be  required  to  make  a 
down  payment  equaling  3  percent  of  the 
first  S25.000  and  5  percent  of  any  thing 
in  excess. 

Investigating  other 
mortgage  possibilities 

Other  types  of  Federally  sponsored 

mortgages  shouldn't  be  overlooked.  For 
example,  the  Federal  Land  Bank,  which 

is  part  of  the  Farm  Credit  Administra- 
tion, will  lend  you  up  to  85  percent  of 

the  cost  of  rural  property.  The  Federal 
Land  Bank  is  an  especially  useful  source 
of  mortgage  money  for  farms,  although 
it  can  also  be  tapped  for  home  purchases. 
There  are  12  regional  Federal  Land 
Banks,  each  of  which  has  associations  in 

the  local  areas  they  serve.  The  kicker  to 
a  Federal  Land  Bank  mortgage  is  that 
the  interest  rate  charged  tends  to  be 

quite  low.  At  the  momenCsome  associa- 
tions are  offering  mortgages  at  only  8'/i 

percent.  Do  note,  however,  that  Federal 
Land  Banks  charge  a  variable  interest 
rate.  That  means  the  interest  rate  you 

are  charged  will  rise  and  fall  with  in- 
terest rates  in  general.  Even  so,  there  is  a 

time  lag  and  hence  interest  rates  tend 
to  be  lower  than  those  charged  by  other 

types  of  mortgages. 
Alternative  mortgage  instruments, 

new  types  of  mortgages  designed  for  to- 
day's needs,  are  becoming  more  widely 

available  around  the  country.  Here's  a 
rundown  of  three  of  the  newest  types  of 
mortgages: 

Graduated     Payment     Mortgages 

(GPMs)   are  designed  for  people  who 
are  finding  it  hard  to  buy  a  house  now.

FPM  arc  twofold.  First,  the  interest  co  ts 

are  greater  than  a  co:ive  .tior.al  mort- 

gage. Second,  ycu  don't  build  up  any 
equity  in  the  hou  e  for  the  first  5  ver.rs 
or  so.  However,  if  you  can  use  the  in- 

terest deductions  on  your  income  tax  or 

if  you  don't  plan  to  live  in  the  house 
long,  the  interest  costs  shouldn't  be  of 
great  concern.  And  while  you  won't 
build  up  any  equity  in  the  house  by 
amortizing  (paying  back  the  principal) 
the  mortgage,  the  rising  value  of  the 
house  would,  in  effect,  give  you  some 

equity  to  put  towards  your  next  home. 
FLIPs  are  more  innovative.  Part  of 

your  down  payment  is  pui  in  a  special 
escrow  account.  Each  month,  part  of  the 
money  deposited  in  escrow  is  used  to 
make  up  the  difference  between  your 
low  monthly  payments  and  what  you 
would  ordinarily  have  had  to  pay.  Since 
the  plan  is  insured,  it  costs  a  little  more 

than  conventional  mortgages.  The  insur- 
ance costs  an  amount  equal  to  1  percent 

of  the  mortgage  in  the  first  year,  and  Va 
of  1  percent  of  the  outstanding  balance 
over  the  next  1 0  years. 

Variable  Rate  Mortgages  (VRMs) 
tend  to  be  easier  to  get  when  mortgage 

money  is  tight.  VRMs  are  like  conven- 
tional mortgages  except  that  the  interest 

rate  charged  will  rise  and  fall  with  in- 
terest rates  in  general.  When  the  interest 

rises,  your  monthly  mortgage  payments 
will  rise  or  the  length  of  your  mortgage 
term  will  be  increased. 

Seller-held  mortgages 

If  you  have  difficulty  getting  a  mort- 
gage from  a  lending  institution,  you  may 

fall  back  on  a  purchase  money  mortgage. 

That's  where  the  seller  holds  the  "mort- 
gage contract."  You  make  the  payments 

directly  to  him  or  her  instead  of  to  a 

bank.  The  advantage  of  this  kind  of  ar- 
rangement is  that  it  can  be  as  flexible  as 

you  and  the  seller  care  to  make  it.  If  the 
seller  is  in  good  financial  shape,  you 
might  even  be  able  to  buy  the  property 
for  as  little  as  10  percent  down,  with 
only  interest  payable  for  the  first  5  years 
or  so — with  the  level  of  monthly  pay- 

ments geared  to  a  25-year  repayment 
schedule.  That  means  the  payments 

would  be  geared  to  those  of  a  25-year 
mortgage.  At  the  end  of  10  years,  or 
whatever  term  you  have  agreed  on,  the 
balance  will  be  due.  However,  at  that 

point,  you  can  either  rework  the  deal  or 

use  the  equity  you  have  built  up  to  re- 
finance it  conventionally.  Know  how- 

ever, that  private  sellers  who  hold  pur- 
chase mortgages  tend  not  to  be  as  under- 

standing as  lending  institutions.  Unless 
you  have  a  purchase  money  mortgage 
contract  that  grants  you  a  grace  period, 

you  may  lose  everything  if  you  miss  a 

payment. 
Finally,  consider  trying  to  arrange  an 

installment  scale.  It's  a  bit  like  a  pur- 
chase money  mortgage.  You  simply  put 

some  money  down  and  pay  the  rest  out

V4  cup  water 

V4  cup  butter 

V3  cup  flour 2  whole  eggs 

Tarragon  cream  (recipe  below)

D  Put  water  and  butter  in  an  enameled 

saucepan  over  moderate  heat  and  bring  to 

a  boil.  Pour  the  flour  into  the  liquid  all  at 

once— stir  constantly  with  a  wooden  spoon 
until  the  batter  pulls  away  from  the  sides 

of  the  pan,  and  the  flour  is  cooked.

Butter 

4  tablespoons  flour 

1 V2  cups  milk 
1  cup  fresh  tarragon  leaves,  roughly 

chopped 

V4  cup  white  wine

METHOD 

n  Melt  3  tablespoons  butter  in  a  heavy 

saucepan.  Stir  in  the  flour  and  cook, 

stirring  constantly,  3  minutes  without 

letting  the  flour  color.  Add  the  milk  to 
the  roux  and  whisk  until  smooth. 

n  Place  the  chopped  tarragon  leaves  with 
the  wine  in  an  enameled  saucepan  and 

bring  to  a  boil.  Let  boil  several  minutes,

How  to  tune  up  for  better  mileage 
A  car  is  actually  a  very  logical  instru- 

ment, and  knowing  how  it  works  and 
how  to  maintain  it  can  help  you  save 

money  in  repair  costs  and  in  fuel  con- 
sumption (since  a  well-tuned  car  needs 

less  gas).  Whether  you're  a  roll-up-your- 
sleeves  tinkerer  or  a  back-seat  driver, 

there's  a  wealth  of  reading  matter,  fre- 
quently free,  and  schools  that  will  help 

you  learn  more  about  your  car  and  how 
to  fix  and  drive  it  better. 

Courses  in  car-care  basics 
Most  high-school  adult-education  pro- 

grams, technical  and  junior  colleges  offer 
courses  for  neophyte  mechanics.  Usual- 

ly, the  instructors  teach  you  how  to  talk 
intelligently  to  a  real  mechanic  about 

what's  wrong  with  your  car  as  well  as 
how  to  tune  the  engine,  check  fluids  and 
components,  and  maintain  the  interior 

and  exterior  of  your  car.  You'll  also  get 
a  thorough  grounding  in  the  parts  of 
your  car  and  what  they  do.  There  are 

eight  such  college-sponsored  courses  in 
the  Los  Angeles  area  alone,  not  to  men- 

tion high-school  adult  education.  Try 
calling  your  local  high  school  or  college 
continuing  education  office. 

Women  On  Wheels 

WOW  is  a  nationwide  program  spon- 
sored by  Chrysler  Corporation  to  teach 

women  drivers  basic  information  about 

their  cars.  It's  handled  through  Chrysler 
dealers.  You  don't  have  to  own  a  Chrys- 

ler car  to  attend,  though  obviously,  the 

cars  you'll  see  during  the  course  will  all 
be  Chrysler  products.  Women  On 
Wheels  lasts  for  four  2-hour  classes.  To 

start,  you  learn  about  the  essential  sys- 
tems of  your  car — the  engine,  the  trans- 

mission, the  rear  axle — and  how  your 
car  runs.  The  second  class  covers  the 

electrical  system  and  sometimes  includes 

practice  in  changing  sparkplugs,  jump- 
starting  the  battery,  and  similar  useful 
things.  In  the  third  session,  you  learn 

about  carburetors  and  brakes,  and  you'll 
get  practice  checking  fluid  levels  in  your 
car.  The  last  class  usually  concentrates 
on  regular  maintenance  procedures  and 

breakdowns.  You'll  change  a  tire,  learn 
how  to  drive  on  slippery  roads.  In  the 
course  Jean  attended,  the  two  instruc- 

tors were  extremely  helpful  and  imagina- 
tive. For  example,  an  emergency  repair 

lecture  included  a  demonstration  drive 
in  a  car  whose  broken  fan  belt  had  been 

replaced  by  pantyhose.

Advanced  driving  schools 
Good  driving  is  a  physical  skill  that  can 
be  taught,  just  like  skiing,  tennis,  or 
golf,  and  like  anything  else,  once  you 
know  more  about  driving  and  your  car, 

you'll  enjoy  it  more  and  be  a  safer  per- 
son behind  the  wheel.  You  may  think 

you  are  already  a  good  driver.  One  thing 

is  certain:  You  could  be  better.  If  you're 
serious  about  learning  to  drive  well,  ad- 

vanced driving  schools  can  teach  you  to 
be  a  master  behind  the  wheel.  The  best- 
known  of  these  advanced  driving  schools 
is  the  Bob  Bondurant  School  of  High 
Performance  Driving,  located  about 
haif-an-hour  north  of  San  Francisco. 
Surprising  discovery:  Over  40  percent 

of  the  students  who  attend  Bondurant's 
advanced  driving  school  are  women. 

The  organization  of  the  Bondurant 
course  is  very  straightforward.  The  first 
morning  is  spent  attending  a  lecture, 
punctuated  with  slides  and  a  movie  that 
outlines  superior  driving  tactics.  In  the 
afternoon,  you  practice  proper  use  of 
the  steering  wheel,  brakes,  and  shifter  on 
a  closed  road  course.  For  most  students, 

the  hard  part  is  "unlearning"  bad  habits. 
Bondurant  uses  a  large  parking  lot  per- 

manently covered  with  heavy  oil  to  teach 
skid  control.  At  20mph  in  perfect  safety, 
the  skid  pad  teaches  you  the  skills  you 
need  to  control  a  skid  at  60mph  on  the 

highway.  By  the  end  of  the  afternoon, 
you  are  able  to  spin  a  car  through  a  full 
360  degrees  under  complete  control 
and  drive  away  as  though  nothing  had 

happened. 
The  second  morning  of  the  course  is 

spent  on  the  "accident  simulator,"  learn- 
ing to  avoid  the  car  in  front  during  a 

typical  freeway  tie-up.  The  student  ap- 
proaches a  set  of  three  traffic  lights,  all 

green.  At  the  last  moment,  two  lights  go 
red,  simulating  stopped  traffic,  and  you 

have  to  maneuver  safely  into  the  "open" 
lane.  It's  exactly  the  situation  you  face 
on  a  crowded  freeway,  and  it  teaches  car 
control  and  the  best  place  to  look  down 
the  road  for  danger  signals.

Photovoltaics:  The  new  sun  power 
that  may  run  your  house  in  the  80s 

Picture  about  half  a  rooftop  covered 
with  what  look  like  glistening  Salton 
heating  trays.  When  the  sunlight  hits 

them,  it  turns  immediately  into  electric- 
ity that  flows  into  the  house  and  powers 

all  the  lights  and  appliances — for  free. 
Sound  like  the  wistful  fantasy  of  a  con- 

sumer opening  the  monthly  utility  bill? 

It  isn't;  you  could  purchase  the  equip- 
ment today.  The  government  hopes  that 

by  1986  a  system  for  an  average-sized 
house  will  cost  $3,400  and  last  20  years. 

Photovoltaics  is  the  name  of  this  mar- 

vel in  modern  technology.  It's  the  direct 
creation  of  electricity  (volts)  from  light 
(photons)  and  a  major  step  forward 
from  the  solar  collectors  widely  used 
now  that  produce  heat  to  warm  air  or 
water.  The  state  of  the  art  has  come 

a  long  way  since  the  30s  when  the  bet- 
ter camera  companies  began  using  pho- 

tovoltaics to  power  camera  light  meters. 

Already  a  remote 
village  in  Arizona 
IS  geared  up  with 
photovoltaic  energy, 
a  technology  that 
could  affect  your 
electric  bills  sooner 
than  you  think 
That  success  inspired  NASA  to  outfit  all 
its  spacecraft  with  photovoltaics  during 
the  50s,  and  today,  photovoltaics  are 
working  their  magic  all  over  the  world. 

Take  for  example,  Schuchuli,  Arizona, 

the  U.S.A.'s  first  solar  electric  village. 
Before  last  December,  the  62  Papago 

Indians  living  there  ha4,  no  electricity. 
The  town  is  remote,  and  the  costs  of 

building  power  lines  to  the  nearest  utility 
grid  were  prohibitive.  Understanding 
this,  the  Department  of  Energy  invested 
$333,400  in  a  photovoltaic  system.  Now. 
Schuchuli  residents  have  40  electric 

lights  distributed  among  their  homes  and 
community  buildings,  one  large  water 

pump  that  brings  up  to  5,000  gallons  of 
water  a  day;  15  refrigerators  (one  for 
each  family),  a  sewing  machine,  and  a 
brand-new  washing  machine. 

The  electricity  is  generated  from  the 

edge  of  the  village  where  a  chain-link 
fence  encircles  an  area  about  the  size  of 

a  small  suburban  backyard.  Inside  the 
fence,  mounted  on  the  ground,  are  three 
rows  of  long  and  narrow  shiny  panels 
tilted  toward  the  sun.  To  the  side  of  the 

fence  is  a  small  building  that  houses  hat-

teries.  They  store  the  sun's  electricity  for 
nights  and  cloudy  days.  Federal  officials 
have  hailed  the  project  as  a  breakthrough 
for  solar  energy,  and  a  sign  of  hope  for 

other  Americans  living  in  remote  loca- 
tions. Robert  D.  Thorne,  Assistant  Sec- 
retary of  Energy,  commented  on  the  day 

of  the  photovoltaic  system's  dedication 
that  there  are  400  more  villages  in  the 
United  States  that  have  no  electricity. 

Photovoltaics  are  being  used — or  pro- 
posed— in  other  parts  of  the  country  for 

equally  interesting  purposes.  For  in- 
stance, a  Department  of  Energy-spon- 

sored project  is  driving  the  irrigation 

system  for  an  80-acre  farm  in  Mead, 
Nebraska,  and  by  1981,  a  General  Elec- 

tric system  will  supply  half  of  Florida 

Sea  World's  electricity.  The  photovolta- 
ics will  also  heat  water  for  the  aquatic 

exhibits. 

Meanwhile,  in  West  African  villages, 

photovoltaics  make  electricity  for  pump- 
ing systems  and  educational  television; 

in  the  Gulf  of  Mexico,  they  power  navi- 
gational lights  and  foghorns;  and  in  the 

Mojave  Desert,  high  patrol  repeater  sta- 
tions. Radio  and  TV  repeater  stations 

are  the  largest  photovoltaic  customers 
the  world  over,  and  requests  for  the 
products  are  increasing.  About  3  U.S. 
companies  are  filling  most  of  the  orders 

— Solar  Power  Corp.  of  Woburn,  Mass., 
ARCO  Solar  of  Chatsworth,  Calif.,  and 
SOLAREX  Corp.  of  Rockville,  Md.,  but 

altogether  about  10  firms  are  selling  pho- 
tovoltaic products. 

Looking  closely  at  a  photovoltaic  sys- 

tem, you'd  see  that  the  flat  surface  that 
collects  sunlight  consists  of  separate 
panels.  Each  panel  looks  like  a  shiny 
piece  of  metal  enclosed  in  a  picture 

frame.  (It  can  vary  in  size  from  a  full- 
length  mirror  to  a  king-size  bed.)  Ac- 

tually, the  surface  inside  the  frame  is 

many  paper-thin,  usually  circular  disks 
about  the  size  of  tea  saucers,  placed  side 
by  side  on  an  aluminum  mounting.  The 
disks  are  called  photovoltaic  cells,  and 
they  are  the  basic  building  blocks  of  any 
photovoltaic  system.  On  top  of  the  cells 
are  wires  that  will  carry  off  the  electricity 
each  cell  generates  when  placed  in  the 
sun. 

Unfortunately,  making  a  photovoltaic 
cell  is  an  intricate  affair  that  demands 

personal  attention  at  each  step.  They  can 
be  made  from  a  number  of  materials, 

but  usually  the  choice  is  silicon.  There 
are  several  ways  to  produce  the  cells; 

the  traditional  approach  involves  meh- 
ing  high-quality  (therefore  expensive) 
silicon  in  a  laboratory  furnace  under 
sterile  conditions.  After  this,  a  crystal  is 
grown  from  the  liquid.  (When  complete, 
the  crystal,  called  an  ingot,  looks  like  a 

large,  arm-length  sausage.)   This  ingot

must  be  cut  into  thin  disks  with  a  dia- 
mond saw,  a  delicate  process  that  turns 

more  than  60  percent  of  the  crystal  into 
sawdust. 

The  successful  cells  are  then  polished 
further  processed,  and  hermeticalh 
sealed  into  panels.  The  total  process 
takes  about  15  steps.  In  an  effort  to  cut 
costs,  scientists  are  trying  to  eliminatci 
steps,  automate  the  total  production) 
process,  find  different  ways  of  growing: 
crystals,  and  even  make  cells  without; 

crystals  at  all — but  these  advances  are  in 
the  experimental  stage.  The  process  oti 
fabricating  photovoltaic  cells  remains 
handcraft — and  a  costly^job.  Should  you 
buy  equipment  to  power  an  average 

sized  house's  lights  and  appliances  today 
it  would  cost  you  about  $60,000. 

But  don't  be  discouraged.  The  De- 
partment of  Energy,  an  enthusiastic  pho-l 

tovoltaic  fan,  has  invested  more  than 
$210  million  so  far  to  help  the  scientists 

develop  low-cost  production  methods. 
A  number  of  the  oil  companies — Exxon 
Atlantic  Richfield,  Shell,  and  Mobi 

among  them — are  also  heavily  investini 
in  photovoltaic  research.  In  fact,  thest 

companies  already  own  at  least  two- 
thirds  of  the  photovoltaic  firms  currenth 
selling  equipment. 

There  is  little  argument  that  photo 
voltaics  should  be  used,  but  there  is  a 

controversy  about  how  they  should  be 
used.  Some  technologists  believe  tht 

miles  of  photovoltaic  panels  should  bel 
centrally  located  to  create  electricity  for^ 
entire  communities.  Some  advocate 

project  the  government  will  pay  NASA 
more  than  $15  million  dollars  to  researcl

ELECTRONIC  CIRCUITI

Movies  on  record 
The  videodisc  is  big  news  in  electronics 
today.  In  its  simplest  terms,  a  videodisc 
is  a  record  that  reproduces  color  moving 

pictures,  as  well  as  sound,  through  a  tel- 
evision set  by  means  of  a  special  player 

attachment.  Several  manufacturers  have 

been  developing  home  videodisc  systems 
since  the  1960s  and  the  first  one  now 

on  the  market  (developed  by  Magnavox) 

is  generally  known  as  the  "optical"  sys- 
tem or  VLP  (for  video  long  play).  It 

consists  of  two  parts.  One  is  the  Magna- 
vision  videodisc  player,  a  sleek,  space- 
age-looking  unit  of  brushed  aluminum 
somewhat  larger  than  a  conventional 

audio  turntable.  Installation  is  simple — 

it's  merely  connected  to  the  antenna  ter- 
minals of  any  TV  set  and  the  leads  from 

the  antenna  are  connected  to  the  player, 
so  that  the  television  can  be  used  in  the 

conventional  way  when  the  disc  player 
is  switched  off. 

The  player  is  used  with  DiscoVision 
records  that  look  like  standard  12-inch 

LPs  except  that  they're  shimmering 
silver.  When  the  record  is  placed  on  the 

turntable,  the  lid  closed,  the  "start"  but- 
ton pressed,  a  picture  of  exceptional 

quality  appears  on  the  TV  screen.  The 
optical  videodisc  player  is  a  landmark 

in  more  ways  than  one:  It's  the  first  con- 
sumer product  to  con-  ,-_j    tain  a

ballet  selections  going  for  $20.  The  first 
DiscoVision  catalogue  lists  202  titles, 
and  an  additional  1 00  or  so  are  scheduled 

to  be  introduced  during  1979.  More  than 
half  of  the  selections  are  movies,  includ- 

ing such  recent  Universal  titles  as 
Animal  House,  Jaws,  Jaws  2,  Sgt.  Pep- 

per's Lonely  Hearts  Club  Band,  House 
Calls,  some  made-for-TV  films  including 
the  pilots  of  Battlestar  Galactica,  The 
Six-Million-Dollar  Man,  and  Kojak. 
There  also  are  recent  films  by  Warner 
Brothers,  Paramount,  Walt  Disney,  and 

the  American  Film  Theatre,  such  all- 
time  classics  as  Destry  Rides  Again,  The 

Marx  Brothers'  Animal  Crackers,  and 
the  original  versions  of  Dracula  and 
Frankenstein.  Recent  movies  sell  for 
$15.95,  older  ones,  $9.95. 

In  addition  to  movies,  there  are  educa- 
tional and  how-to  programs,  including 

cooking     with     Julia     Child,     Jacques

laser  beam  reads  the  silver  DiscoVision  record 

on  the  Magnavision  player,  which  can  be 
attached  to  any  TV  set  through  the  antenna  system. 

laser.  There  are  no  grooves  in  the  shiny 

disc  and  no  stylus  in  the  pickup.  A  low- 
powered  beam  of  laser  light  is  aimed  at 
the  disc  and  its  reflections  are  recon- 

structed into  TV  pictures.  Because 

there's  no  contact  between  pickup  and 
record,  theoretically  the  disc  should 
never  wear  out. 

The  player  sells  at  a  suggested  list 
price  of  $695.  See-and-hear  DiscoVision 
albums  by  MCA  retail  for  $5.95,  $9.95, 
and  $1  5.95,  with  a  few  special  opera  and 

Cousteau's  underwater  adventures,  Brit- 
ain's World  at  War  series,  golf  lessons 

with  Gene  Littler,  other  sports  and  phy- 
sical fitness  instructions,  even  religious 

programs.  These  shows  generally  sell  for 
$5.95  for  a  half-hour  and  $9.95  for  an 
hour  program. 

The  VLP  system  can  do  more  than  just 
play  a  picture  from  a  record.  It  can  store 
two  sound  tracks,  and  the  player  can  be 

connected  to  a  stereo  hi-fi  system  for 
dual-channel  sound  along  with  the  pic- 

ture— a  must  for  operas,  symphonies,  or 
rock  concerts.  Or  the  tracks  can  be  in 

two  different  languages;  for  educational 
programs,  there  can  be  explantations  at 
two  different  levels  of  learning. 

Magnavision  turntables  can  operate 
at  two  different  speeds.  One  is  extended 

play — "EP" — and  is  designed  for  movie 
discs  which  play  up  to  1  hour  per  side,  a 
full  2-hour  movie  on  one  12-inch  record. 

The  other  is  normal  speed — for  records 
with  up  to  30  minutes  of  programming 

per  side  operating  at  1,800  revolutions 
per  minute  or  54,000  per  half  hour. 

That's  synchronous  with  American  tele- 
vision's frame  rate.  Because  of  this 

synchronism,  the  system  is  capable  of 
producing  all  kinds  of  special  effects  you 

can't  achieve  on  your  TV.  It  can  hold 

any  given  picture  (or  "frame")  stock- still  on  the  screen  as  long  as  you  wish, 

just  by  tracing  the  same  track  on  the  disc 
over  and  over  again.  Discs  programmed 
with  54,000  individual  frames  on  one 

side  (all  of  the  world's  great  art  master- 
pieces for  example)  are  being  planned. 

The  player  has  a  button  for  frame-by- 
frame  advance  for  viewing  still  pictures. 
Other  controls  permit  you  to  speed  up 

or  slow  down  the  action,  or  run  the  pro- 
gram backwards  at  any  speed.  Another 

button  superimposes  numbers  on  the 
screen — 1  to  54,000  for  each  frame  so 

that  any  individual  frame  may  be  pre- 

cisely located.  An  "index"  control  auto- 
matically locates  the  start  of  individual 

programs  on  discs  which  have  more  than 

one  program  or  "chapter." New  videodisc  systems 
Early  next  year,  the  Magnavision  VLP 
system  is  scheduled  to  be  joined  on  the 
American  marketplace  by  others.  One  of 

them,  the  Japanese-made  Pioneer  unit, 
will  be  compatible  with  Magnavision- 
that  is,  it  will  play  the  same  MCA  optical 
discs.  And  some  time  late  next  year, 

RCA  is  expected  to  introduce  to  the 
market  a  different  system  which  it  calls 
"SelectaVision  VideoDisc."  Unlike  the 
optical  VLP  system,  the  RCA  disc  has 
grooves  and  a  stylus  which  fits  in  them, 
similar  to  audio  records.  It  can  play  up 

to  one  hour  per  side.  RCA  says  its  player ' 
will  sell  for  less  than  $400  and  its  discs 

can  be  manufactured  on  slightly  modi- 
fied audio  record-pressing  equipment 

and  therefore  will  be  easier  to  make  than  ; 

the  optical  kind. 

While  the  RCA  system  won't  have  the

1 Step  J^  Cut  wood  to  size  as  follows: 
•2  pieces  31  Vi  inches  long  for  top  shelf 
supports 
•4  pieces  30  inches  long  for  verticals 
•  8  pieces  25  Vi  inches  long  for  6  middle 
shelf  slats  and  2  bottom  shelf  supports 

•  17  pieces  19^4  inches  long  for  10  top 
shelf  slats  and  7  bottom  shelf  slats 

•  12  pieces  17%  inches  long  for  side 
braces  for  all  three  shelves

Step  ̂ [jjj  Sand  wood 
Wrap  paper  around  wood  block  or  use 
power  sander.

•Repeat  the  above  procedures  to  make 
a  second  identical  vertical  ladder  unit. 

4  Attaching  shelf  supports  to vertical  ladder  units. 

•Start  5  1  Va  -inch  nails  into  each  end  of 

2  25 '/2  -inch-long  pieces  for  the  2  bottom 
shelf  supports.  Two  of  the  nails  should 
be  1V4  inches  in  from  the  end,  2  nails 
should  be  2%  inches  from  the  end,  and 
one  more  should  be  centered  between 
these  4,  as  shown. 

•Start  5  nails  into  one  end  of  each  of 

the  2  3 1 1/2 -inch-long  top  shelf  supports 
as  above.  On  the  other  end,  start  5  nails, 
2  that  are  714  inches  from  the  end,  2 
that  are  8%  inches  from  the  end,  and  a 
5th  that  is  centered  between  the  other  4. 
•Place  the  2  vertical  ladder  units  on 

edge,  so  that  the  outer  edges  arc  25'/2 
inches  apart,  and  they  arc  parallel  on  the 
work  surface. 

•Glue  and  nail  the  25'/2-inch  bottom 
shelf  support  at  the  lower  end  of  the 
verticals  as  shown.  Then  glue  and  nail 

the  top  shelf  support  into  place. 
•Turn  the  unit  over  and  glue  and  nail 
the  corresponding  bottom  and  top  shelf 
supports  on  the  other  side.  Make  sure 
the  handle  ends  of  the  top  shelf  support 
protrude  on  the  same  side. 

Step  ̂ ^  Attaching  the  shelf  slats 
•Start  2  1 1/2  -inch  nails  into  each  end  of 

the  remaining  23  pieces  (6  25'/2-inch 
pieces  for  middle  shelf  slats,  17  1914- 
inch  pieces  for  10  top  and  7  bottom  shelf 
slats).  The  nails  should  be  Vi  inch  in 
from  the  ends. 

•To  make  sure  the  bottom  shelf  slats  are 

evenly  spaced,  first  glue  and  nail  the  2 
end  slats  next  to  each  vertical  ladder 

unit.  Then  space  the  other  5  slats  be- 
tween them  and  mark  their  positions 

with  a  pencil.  One  by  one,  glue  and  nail 
the  slats  into  place. 

•Use  the  same  procedure — nailing  the 
end  slats  and  spacing  the  other  slats  in 

between — to  glue  and  nail  the  6  middle 
shelf  slats.  (Note:  these  slats  run  per- 

pendicular to  those  on  the  bottom  shelf.) 
•Glue  and  nail  the  10  top  shelf  slats

Everyone  knows  about  Bermuda's 
coral  reefs,  white  sand,  aquamarine  wa- 

ter, its  blankets  of  tropical  flowers.  But 
Bermuda  is  also  a  wonderful  place  to 

have  fun.  A  frequent  refrain — this  one 
overheard  in  the  lobby  of  the  Southamp- 

ton Princess — "We  went  for  a  ride  in  a 
glass-bottomed  boat:  we  went  skin  div- 

ing, and  we've  been  snorkeling.  We're 

having  an  absolute  blast!" Renting  provides  an  ideal  way  to  take 

advantage  of  all  the  island  has  to  offer — 
you  can  revel  in  the  casual  life  that  hav- 

ing your  own  house  provides,  and  you 
can  also  make  use  of  the  facilities  of  the 

big  resorts  such  as  the  Southampton 
Princess  or  the  Coral  Beach  Club  simply 

by  telephoning  ahead.  A  call  for  reserva- 
tion lets  you  play  tennis  (for  a  nominal

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Swimming  and  snorkeling  are  other 
popular  pursuits  on  the  island.  Small, 
opalescent  fish  frolic  in  water  only  ankle 
deep.  Further  out,  you  will  see  fish 
colored  neon  green  and  electric  blue 
(the  best  places  are  around  rocks  and 
over  the  reefs)  and  vertically  striped  yel- 

low and  black  fish  (we  always  called 
them  sergeant  majors)  so  curious  you 
will  find  them  tickling  your  toes.  Bring 

or  rent  a  rubber  raft  if  you're  a  cautious 
swimmer — then  float  on  it  or  hang  onto 
it  with  one  hand  while  snorkeling.  Al- 

ways swim  in  pairs  or  groups.  It  is  more 
fun  to  point  out  the  fish  to  each  other 
and  it  is  also  safer.  Concentric  rings  of 
reefs  keep  out  the  really  big  fish.  There 
are  public  beaches  all  over  the  island.

After  the  chicken's  gone,  then  what? 
A  trip  to  the  big,  modern  Piggly  Wiggiy 
supermarket.  The  close  ties  Bermuda  has 
with  England  gives  the  supermarket  a 
complexion  unfamiliar  to  Americans — 
to  us  it  looks  like  a  gourmet  shop  with 
aisles  full  of  English  jams,  honeys,  bis- 

cuits, English  country  butter,  real  Devon 
cream,  English  unpasteurized  apple  juice 

— and  for  less  than  similar  products 
would  cost  at  home.  We  baked  our  own 

bread  from  English  stone-ground  whole- 
wheat flours.  Fruits  come  from  Califor- 

nia, tiny  incredibly  sweet  pineapples 

from  the  Caribbean — try  to  find  them  at 
the  roadside  stands;  they  are  delicious. 
Watercress  is  bountiful  and  inexpensive. 

The  rarity  is  fresh  meat — so  bring  a 
roast  as  well  as  a  chicken,  and  then  de- 

pend on  the  local  fishermen.  The  local 
rockfish  are  wonderful  as  are  the  not-so- 
pretty  hogfish.  If  not  sold  immediately, 
the  fish  are  frozen.  But  even  defrosted, 
the  fish  will  taste  fresh  and  you  may 

learn  for  the  first  time  what  a  "clear  eye" as  a  test  for  freshness  looks  like! 

And  then,  you  must  go  out  at  least 
once.  There  are  several  restaurants  to 
choose  from  ̂ nd  the  one  with  the  widest 
reputation  is  the  Fourways  Inn  in  Paget. 
If  you  arrive  early  enough,  you  can  tour 
the  dining  rooms  and  choose  your  table. 
At  lunch  you  can  choose  the  outdoor 
patio  replete  with  flowers  and  fountains. 
Rockfish  comes  three  ways  here — pan 
fried  with  a  butter  sauce;  poached  with 
a  sauce  of  white  wine,  crabmeat,  and 
mushrooms;  or  simply  charcoal  broiled. 
Duck  for  two,  crisp  and  moist,  is  flamed 
with  Grand  Marnier  at  tableside.  Try 
the  cold  lemon  mousse  or  the  hot  straw- 

berry souffle  for  dessert.  Service  is  atten- tive. 

How  to  get  around?  Again,  this  can 

be  settled  ahead  (or  on  arrival)  by  call- 
ing an  agency  that  rents  mopeds.  They 

will  deliver  the  desired  number  shortly

Doing  things 
the  easy  way 
Cleaning  is  easier  if  you  do  it 

when  you  think  of  it — so  be 
sure  the  gear  is  at  hand.  Keep 

cleansers  and  cleaning  equip- 
ment in  the  kitchen,  laundry 

room,  and  each  bathroom. 
Keep  a  dustcloth  in  every 
room,  too — in  the  time  it  takes 
to  go  get  one,  you  can  have 
half  the  furniture  dusted. 

You  can  teach  your  vacuum 
cleaner  to  do  a  lot  by  using 
the  proper  attachments.  But 

there's  no  way  you  can  teach 
it  to  climb  stairs.  The  best 

time-saving  investment:  an 
easy-to-carry  electric  broom 
or  two  vacuum  cleaners,  one 
for  upstairs,  one  for  down. 

Clean  from  the  top  down: 
Dust  the  lampshade  before 
the  lamp,  do  floors  last.  The 
exception:  Walls  should  be 
washed  from  the  bottom. 

Dirty  drips  are  easier  to  wipe 
off  clean  walls.  And  when 

dusting,  don't  forget  the  light 
bulbs — you  can  increase  your 
energy  savings  by  25  percent. 

Some  clutter  keeps  reappear- 
ing in  the  same  spot  no  matter 

how  often  you  clean  up.  Take 
a  cue  from  these  clues.  Add  a 

rack  on  the  spot  for  news- 
papers and  magazines,  put  a 

mail  basket  on  the  wall,  and 
move  the  hamper  where  the 
socks  usually  fall. 

The  best  time  to  clean  the 
shower  is  on  your  way  out.  If 

you  keep  your  cleaner  and  a 
long-handled  sponge  handy, 
you  can  wipe  it  clean  in  a 
flash.  News  from  the  bath: 

Using  bath  oil  when  you  soak 
or  adding  a  tablespoon  or  two 
of  liquid  detergent  will  stop  a 
ring  from  forming  in  the  tub. 

Wall-to-wall 
cleaning 

The  key  to  spot-cleaning  car- 

pets is  lightning  action — and 
patience.  Blot  up  the  spill 
instantly  with  paper  towels, 
then  blot  with  a  sponge 

dipped  in  a  tablespoon  of 
liquid  detergent  diluted  in  a 

pint  of  water.  Blot,  don't  rub, for  rubbing  will  frizz  the  nap. 
Blot  dry  with  paper  towels. 
Repeat    until    spot    is    gone. 

Fur  rugs  can  be  whisked  clean 

with  a  broom  or  a  stifl"  brush. 
A  sheepskin  rug  can  be  sham- 

pooed with  spray-on  dry 
shampoo.  Or  rub  cornstarch 
into  the  fur,  and  brush  clean. 
You  can  use  the  same  tech- 

nique for  sheepskin  coats. 

Slate  and  quarry  tile  shouldn't be  cleaned  with  soap  and 

water — the  results  are  slip- 

pery. Just  mopping  with  wa- 
ter should  do  most  jobs,  but 

for  stronger  measures,  home 

economist  Doris  Eriksen  sug- 
gests washing  soda  or  a  mild 

detergent.  Hint:  If  tile  is  not 
sealed,  a  clear,  penetrating 
sealer  makes  it  easier  to  clean. 

When  you  rearrange  furniture 
and  your  wood  floor  still 
marks  the  spot,  dip  fine  steel 

wool  (Triple  "O")  into  wax and  rub  until  spot  is  gone,  and 
use  mineral  oil  as  a  finishing 

touch.  To  level  furniture  in- 
dentations in  a  carpet,  turn  on 

a  steam  iron  and  hold  it  a  few 
inches  above  the  spot.  Brush 

nap  up  with  stifl"  brush.  You 
may  have  to  repeat.

Camouflage  strategies  for 
scratches  and  nicks  in  wood 

furniture:  Use  children's  cray- 
ons, shoe  polish,  or  commer- 
cial wax  sticks — whatever 

matches  best.  If  you  can't  find 
the  right  color,  you  can  create 
one  by  melting  two  or  three 

crayons  or  wax  sticks  to- 
gether. To  make  your  own 

natural  coloring  agent,  clean 

the  spot  with  a  little  mineral 
oil,  then  rub  with  the  meat  of 
a  sliced  walnut,  Brazil  nut,  or 
butternut.  The  oils  will  fill  in 
and  recolor  the  spot. 

To  prevent  wicker  from  dry- 
ing out,  give  it  a  light  shower 

once  a  year  by  sprinkling  with 
garden  hose  or  watering  can. 

To  remove  white  rings  or 

spots  left  by  glasses  on  wood 
furniture,  dab  a  mineral  oil- 
dipped  cloth  in  a  few  cigarette 
ashes  and  rub  spot  gently. 

Wipe  clean,  then  polish

INGENIOUS  WAYS  TO  MAKE  YOUR  LIFE  EASIERHAPPY  HOUSE  CLEANING 

Super  cleaners 
on  the  shelf 
Take  a  look  in  your  cupboard 

— what  appear  to  be  mild- 
mannered  household  products 

are  ready  to  transform  them- 
selves into  super  cleaners. 

Here  are  some  of  the  best 

we've  heard  of: 

White  vinegar  applied  with 
newspaper  (the  chemicals  in 
the  newsprint  are  part  of  the 
secret)  will  clean  windows 

with  nary  a  streak — and  never 
have  to  be  dried.  People  who 
have  used  this  technique  have 
reported  that  their  windows 
have  never  been  shinier — not 

to  mention  their  glass  table- 
tops  and  pictures. 

Copper  pots  shine  right  up 
when  scoured  with  a  paste  of 
vinegar  and  salt.  Vinegar  on  a 
sponge  shines  brass. 

The  best-tasting  coffee  comes 
from  a  clean  pot.  To  rout  out 
mineral  and  coffee  deposits, 
run  equal  parts  of  vinegar  and 
water  through  the  drip  of  perk 
cycle.  Rinse  by  running 
through  with  clean  water  only. 

Vinegar  cuts  through  soap 
film,  so  adding  it  to  the  rinse 
cycle  of  your  dishwasher  will 
make  glass  and  china  sparkle. 
A  few  tablespoons  added  to 
hand  wash  or  V2  cup  in  the 
washing  machine  will  make 
sure  the  rinse  does  its  work. 

The  airline  stewardesses'  se- 
cret remedy  for  spills  is  club 

soda.  It  will  lift  a  stain  out  of 

clothing  and  even  lift  old 
stains  out  of  carpet.  Stock  up 
on  club  soda  if  you  have  a 

new  puppy — it's  great  for 
training  mishaps.  To  clean 
sisal  or  straw  riigs,  give  them 
a  drink  of  club  oda.  .Sponge 
on,  then  pat  with  dry  cloth. 

How  to  stop  odors  in  their 
tracks?  Tuck  a  dish  of  vinegar 

on  top  of  a  bookcase  or  in  an- 
other out-of-sight  spot  and  it 

will  attack  odors  while  the 

party  is  in  progress. 

Baking  soda  can  clean  up  a 

storm.  It's  a  wonderful  non- 
scratch  scrubbing  powder. 
Use  it  whenever  an  abrasive 
cleanser  would  be  too  strong 

— on  porcelain,  marble,  stain- 
less steel,  enamel,  even  glass.

Kitchen  care 
When  washing  lettuce,  add  a 
splash  of  white  vinegar  to 
clean  off  pesticides. 

Rubbing  a  cut  lemon  over 
butcherblock  and  then  rinsing 

will  lighten  any  dark  areas — 
even  on  plastic-laminate 
butcherblock.  To  give  butch- 

erblock and  chopping  boards 

a  good  cleaning,  sponge  on  V-i 
cup  chlorine  bleach  added  to 
a  gallon  of  water.  Let  soak 
into  the  wood,  then  rinse  and 
rub  with  mineral  oil  and  steel 
wool  to  restore  a  rich  luster 
to  the  wood. 

Stains  on  coffee  cups  and 
porcelain  sinks  and  tubs  will 

wipe  clean  with  a  dilute  solu- 
tion of  chlorine  bleach. 

Shine  up  aluminum  pots  by 
boiling  a  potful  of  water  to 

which  you've  added  a  tea- 
spoon of  cream  of  tartar. 

House  Fixer 
at  the  scene 
of  the  grime 
Deanne  Raffel,  H&G's  House Fixer  columnist,  tells  how  to 

mix  on-hand  ingredients  for 
3  super  cleaning  jobs: 

Equal  parts  of  baking  soda 
and  vinegar  down  the  drain 
will  unclog  even  the  most 
stubborn  drain.  The  two  pro- 

duce a  powerful  cleaning 
reaction — and  fumes — so  be 
sure  to  replace  the  drain 
cover  for  safety. 

A  baking-soda  brew  that  will 
clean  nonstick  cookware  and 

even  get  out  stains  is:  2  table- 
spoons baking  soda,  Vi  cup 

chlorine  bleach,  1  cup  of 
water.  Mix  up  enough  to  fill 
pot  an  inch  below  top,  then 
simmer  for  a  few  minutes. 
Wash  with  soap,  rinse,  dry, 

and  then  wipe  with  cooking 

oil  (helps  restore  nonstick 
action  of  finish)  before  using 
the  cookware  again. 

For  one  of  the  best  cleaners 

around,  use  the  Vinegar  In- 
stitute's recipe  for  Vi  cup 

vinegar,  1  cup  ammonia,  V4 
cup  baking  soda  mixed  in  1 
gallon  hot  water.  The  mixture 
cuts  the  grease,  cleans  walls, 
floors  and  woodwork,  and 

does  a  great  job  in  the  bath- 
room. To  finish  wipe  off  with 

clear  water  afterwards. 

Clever  cleaners 
What  to  use  to  clean  tight 

spots:  An  old  toothbrush  will 

get  at  grout  between  bath- 
room tiles  and  in  tricky  crev- 

ices when  you  polish  carved 
woodwork.  A  toothpick  will 
attack  crumbs  in  cracks  and  a 

mesh-and-sponge  pad  is  won- 
derful for  getting  around 

stainless  steel  and  laminate 

corners — it's  soft,  flexible, 
and  won't  scratch. 1  /i 
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Silver  on  display  in  a  cabinet 
will  stay  shinier  if  you  tuck  a 
little  camphor  in  the  corners. 

To  remove  wax  caught  in  the 

corners  of  a  cut  glass  or  in- 
tricate silver  candlestick,  put 

the  candlestick  in  the  freezer. 
The  wax  will  become  hard 
and  brittle  and  flake  out 

easily.  Or  try  the  reverse 
tactic:  Melt  by  running  under 

very  hot  tap  water.  To  remove 
a  wax  spot  on  a  carpet  or 

tablecloth,  cover'^vith  a  blot- ter or  several  layers  of  paper 
towels  and  melt  with  a  warm 

iron.  The  toweling  will  absorb 
the  melted  wax. 

How  to  clean  up  your  stereo 

sound?  Start  with  your  rec- 
ords. Wipe  with  a  soapy  cloth 

rung  dry  to  remove  dust  and 
finger  oils.  Follow  up  with  a 
clean,  damp  cloth  and  let 
stand  in  a  dish  rack  to  dry. 

Ink  stains  from  price  tags  and 

newsprint  will  come  oft'  plastic laminate  countertops  with  a 

little  furniture  polish — its  just 
abrasive  enough  to  rub  out 
spots  without  affecting  the 

original  finish. 

Talcum  powder  blots  up 

grease  stains — just  cover  the 
spot  amply,  let  dry,  and  then 
brush  the  spot  clean. 

Scrub-a-pup 
A  pet  in  the  tub  will  be  a  lot 

happier  if  you  put  a  rubber 
mat  on  the  bottom  to  give  him 

a  secure  footing — claws  slid- 
ing on  a  slippery  tub  make 

animals  nervous!  Be  sure  to 

put  steel  wool  or  a  hair  catch- 
er over  the  drain  to  keep  it from  clogging. 

Bath  beauty  tips  for  dogs: 
Two  tablespoons  of  baking 
soda  in  the  bath  and  rinse 

water  will  leave  dogs'  coats extra  soft  and  shiny.  For  easy 

combing,  add  a  little  cream

dle fur  will  untangle  with  case.

What's  happening  with  larger  appli-

clothes,  and  wash  your  dishes.  A  micro- 
processor actually  is  a  tiny  portion  of  a 

computer — by  itself  it's  often  called  a 
"mini-computer."  It  can  remember  to 
perform  complex  tasks  which  would 
have  been  unthinkable  10  years  ago. 

Cool  cooking  with  magnetic 
induction:  cooktops  and 
ranges  — how  they  work  and 
who  makes  them 

Microprocessors  play  an  important  role 
in  the  newest  way  of  cooking,  known  as 
magnetic  induction,  where  heat  actually 

starts  in  the  cooking  pot  from  magneti- 
cally transferred  energy.  The  cooktop 

itself  never  heats  up.  Until  the  pan  is  in 
place,  heat  cannot  be  conducted,  making 

it  super-safe.  If  you  forget  to  turn  it  off, 
after  20  seconds  the  sensor  realizes  that 

the  pan  has  gone  and  automatically  shuts 
off.  Let  a  pan  boil  dry?  The  system  will 

again  automatically  shut  off.  Only  fer- 
rous cookware,  which  is  magnetic,  such 

as  stainless  steel,  cast  iron,  or  ceramic- 
coated  steel,  may  be  used.  According  to 
one  manufacturer,  Roper,  the  initial 

heat-up  is  as  fast  as  gas,  but  without  the 
flame,  and  as  much  as  1  8  percent  faster 
than  conventional  electric  cooking.  As 
the  top  stays  cool,  spilled  foods  will  not 

bake  on,  thus  keeping  clean-up  to  a  min- 
imum. Just  wipe  over  with  a  little  soap 

and  water. 

Induction  cooking  was  first  introduced 
by  Fasar  Systems,  which  makes  its  cook- 

top two  ways:  As  a  complete  unit  with  a 

smooth  white  glass  top,  measuring  36-' ic, 
by  22  inches,  incorporating  an  indicator 
panel,  or  as  four  separate  ceramic  tiles, 
which  have  their  own  control  panel  and 
can  be  set  into  any  countertop  and  in 

any  design.  About  $1,150*  for  the 
smooth  glass  cooktop  and  $1,995  for  the 
four  tiles.  For  information  on  dealers, 
write  Fasar  at  2801  Burton  Ave.  Bur- 
bank,  Calif.  91504.

Convection  ovens  cook  food  quickly  and 

evenly  at  lower  temperatures  by  contin- 
uously circulating  air  around  the  oven, 

cooking  all  the  food  surfaces  evenly  at 
the  same  time.  You  can  cook  meats 

straight  from  the  freezer  in  about  the 
same  time  required  by  thawed  meats 
cooked  in  a  conventional  oven.  And 

what's  more,  you  don't  need  special 
cookware.  Your  tried  and  true  cooking 
pots  will  do  just  as  well. 

Until  now,  convection  ovens  have 

been  available  in  ranges  and  as  portable 
countertop  models.

Microwave  ovens: 
The  machines  that  think  lor  you

based  on  a  range  of  10  to  25  most  fre- 
quently repeated  foods.  During  the 

cooking  process,  lettered  signals  indicate 
when  to  stir,  add,  or  turn  over.  If  the 

amount  you  wish  to  cook  is  less  than 

stated  on  the  card,  don't  worry.  You 
have  several  choices.  Simply  insert  the 

card,  touch  the  appropriate  pad  for  quan- 
tity, and  then  the  cook  pad.  In  addition 

to  the  20  cards.  Sharp  has  provided  10 
blanks  for  all  your  family  favorites. 

At  Litton,  the  500  Series  has  been  re- 
designed so  that  a  whole  meal  can  be 

cooked  in  the  1.51  cubic-foot  oven. 
When  programming  for  a  complete  meal, 
all  roasts  and  meal  casseroles  are  placed 

on  top  of  a  metal  rack.  Less  dense  foods 
such  as  vegetables,  puddings,  and  breads 

are  placed  underneath.  "Meal-in-One" model  #520  costs  $530,  sophisticated 
#560  with  electronic  touch  controls  and 
four  memories,  $630. 

Magic  Chef's  microwave  oven  also measures  1 .51  cubic  feet  and  is  available 
combined  with  an  electric  or  a  gas  range. 
With  four  memories;  a  Delay  Start  tells 
the  oven  up  to  1 2  hours  ahead  what  time 
dinner  should  be  ready,  and  a  Slow  Cook

full-size  microwave  oven,  which  includes 
automatic  temperature  probe  and  selec- 

tor control,  with  a  self-cleaning  convec- 
tion gas  oven  using  energy-saving  fan- 

circulated  heat.  About  $1,200. 

Harowick's  three-level  memory  mi- 
crowave oven  is  combined  with  a  pilot- 

less  ignition  gas  range.  Also  available  in 
combination  with  an  electric  range,  it 
costs  about  $1,300. 

Frigidaire's  combination  range  Twin 
30,  features  a  microwave  oven  with  a 

wide  variety  of  power  settings  partnered 

with  a  self-cleaning  electric  oven.  It's 
about  $1,490  at  Frigidaire  dealers. 

Dacor's  range,  which  it  calls  the  "Bet- 
ter Cooking  Center  for  Better  Living," 

has  a  self-cleaning  oven  topped  by  two 
replaceable  two-burner  modules.  Each 
lifts  out  easily  and  can  be  exchanged 
with  a  barbecue  grill,  rotisserie,  or 
griddle.

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New  energy-saving 

dishwashers:  They've  got 
s-s-s-steam  heat! 

The  top  priority  here  is  energy  conserva- 
tion by  utilizing  air,  whether  applied  as 

steam  to  clean,  or  fan-circulated  to  dry. 
Steam,  it  seems,  is  more  effective  at 
cleaning  than  water,  because  it  can 
reach  places  water  cannot.  Steam  can 
get  between  dried-on  food  and  the  dish, 
removing  the  debris.  Drying  by  convec- 

tion means  air  enters  under  the  dish- 
washer door  and  moves,  in  some  models, 

over  a  heated  element,  up  through  the 
dishes  and  out  through  a  vent  at  the  top. 

Cleaning  with  steam  is  big  news  at 
Thermador/ Waste  King.  Called  the 

"Steam  Machine,"  the  dishwasher  has  a 
stainless  steel  interior,  dual  wash  arms, 
interchangeable  baskets  for  load  sizes. 
Convection  heat  dries  the  dishes.  A  de- 

lay start  timer  can  turn  on  the  machine 
9  hours  and  50  minutes  after  loading. 
Perfect  to  use  when  energy  loads  are 
lowest,  as  in  the  middle  of  the  night. 

General  Electric's  Potscrubber  III 
dishwashers  have  a  newly  designed  wash 
arm  that  accurately  directs  water,  so  that 
all  your  dishes  are  reached.  Dishes  are 
dried  by  convection  heat  and  a  Permatuf 
interior  prevents  chipping  and  rusting. 
Prices  range  between  $400  and  $500.

The  magic  tassel 
Materials:  4-ply  wool  yarn  in  as  many 
colors  as  you  want  (figure  about  6 
ounces  of  yarn  per  tassel);  a  piece  of 
cardboard  6-8  inches  wide  and  about  a 
foot  long;  scissors. 

Method:  Wrap  the  yarn  around  the  card- 
board lengthwise  so  that  the  loose  ends 

are  at  the  bottom.  Tie  to  secure  ends. 

•    Braid  12  strands  of  yarn  until  braid 
is  6  inches  long.  Knot  ends  together  to 
make  a  braided  circle 

•  Slide  the  circle  under  the  yarn  at  the 

top  of  the  cardboard,  and  pull  one  side 
of  the  circle  over  the  yarn  and  through 
its  other  side  to  make  a  loop. 

•  Cut  the  yarn  at  the  bottom  of  the 
cardboard  and  remove.  Cut  off  the  little 

tie  that  temporarily  held  ends  in  place. 

•  About  one-third  down  from  the  loop, 

wrap  one  strand  of  yarn  around  all  the 
yarn  to  make  the  tassel  head.  Tie. 
•  Shake  the  tassel  gently  to  free  all  the 

strands.  Even  up  the  bottom  with  scis- 
sors.

HOW-TO 
sew  by  hand 

the  French  way 
techniques  for  making  the  pillow 

confections  on  pages  188-189 

French  hand  sewing  is  a  method  of  join- 
ing fine  materials  with  tiny  even  stitches 

of  waxed  cotton  thread.  Raw  edges  are 
rolled  and  whipstitched,  and  often 
trimmed  with  lace  or  decorative  entre- 
deux.  French  hand  sewing  is  finer,  and 
usually  stronger,  than  machine  work. 

Here's  the  proof:  It  lasts  for  generations. 

How  to  roll  and  whipstitch 
Rolling  and  whipstitching  finishes  all 
raw  edges  of  the  pillow,  and  prepares 
them  for  trim. 

I  Hold  threaded  needle  horizontally  at 
he  top  right  corner  of  the  fabric.  Grasp 
abric  and  needle  with  the  left  hand  and 

oil  both  downward  until  a  complete  roll 
made.

How  to  gather  lace 
Lace  edging  is  seamed  to  form  a  circle, 
then  gathered,  to  make  a  ruffle  around 

the  "Ribbons  and  Lace"  pillowcase. 

•  Cut  lace  1 V2  times  the  length  of  the 
edge  you  wish  to  trim.  Pull  one  of  the 
heavy  threads  at  the  top  of  the  lace,  and 
gather  to  desired  length.  Distribute 
gathers  by  hand. 

Whipping  lace  to  a  rolled  edge 
Lace  is  whipped  to  inner  and  outer 

rolled  edges  of  "Monogram"  pillowcase. 
•  Lay  lace  over  rolled  edge,  right  sides 
together. 

•  Whipstitch  under   roll   and   through 
lace,  just  under  heavy  line. 
•  Open,  and  press  flat. 

How  to  join  lace  and  entredeux 
Lace  is  joined  to  entredeux  at  outer  edge 

of  "Ribbons  and  Lace"  pillowcase. 
•  Trim  one  side  of  the  entredeux. 

•  Place  entredeux  lace  on  top  of  right 
sides  together,  and  whipstitch  through 
each  hole  of  the  entredeux  and  the  large 
holes  of  the  lace.  (Be  sure  the  heavy  line 
on  top  of  the  lace  is  taken  up.) 
•  Open,  and  press  flat. 

How  to  apply  entredeux 
to  a  rolled  edge 

Entredeux  ("between  two")  is  a  narrow 
openwork  trimming  that  forms  a  decora- 

tive bridge  between  the  outer  rolled  edge 

of  the  pillow  front  and  the  gathered 
ruffle.  Its  right  side  is  raised  and  shiny. 
The  wrong  side  is  flat  and  dull. 

•  Lay  entredeux  on  top  of  rolled  edge, 
right  sides  together.  Whipstitch  under 
rolled  edge  and  through  each  hole  of  the 
entredeux.  Press  entredeux  away  from 
fabric. 

•  Trim  other  side  of  entredeux  and  join 
to  gathered  ruffle  in  the  same  way. 

HOW-TO 
make  the  keyhole 

curtains 
(pages  153  and  154) 

Materials:  One  reversible  quilt,  curtain 
rod  and  bracket,  thin  fabric  or  paper, 
cording,  tassels  (see  instructions,  page 
130),  measuring  tape,  scissors,  needle, 
and  thread. 
Method:  Measure  window  and  cut  the 

quilt  to  fit,  with  a  few  inches  of  overlap 
all  around  it  (for  this  window  one  whole 
quilt  was  used).  Hem,  and  finish  with 
cording  if  desired. 
•  Sew  a  double  row  of  stitching  5  inches 
down  from  the  top  of  the  quilt  to  make 
a  pocket  for  the  curtain  rod.  Take  out 
all  stitching — edge  and  quilting,  plus  all 
the  batting,  from  there  up. 
•  Make  a  template  for  the  keyhole 
opening  on  thin  fabric  or  paper  and  pin 

onto  the  center  of  the  quilt.  (For  this  cur- 
tain, the  top  of  the  circle  is  12  inches 

below  the  curtain  rod  pocket.)  Cut  out 

the  keyhole  and  stitch  edges  closed. 
•  Measure  around  the  inside  of  the 

opening  for  cording,  plus  6  inches  for 
each  rosette.  Starting  ;it  one  bottom 
edge,  sew  on  cording  by  hand.  Where 
you  Want  to  make  a  rosette,  loop  the 
cord  like  a  pretzel  and  stitch.

HOUSE  FIXER 
BY  DEANNE  RAFFEL 

New  ceiling  lamps 
for  old,  flexible 
sanding  blocks, 
paints  that  beat 
mildew,  and  new 

glamour  for 
summer  screens 

Q.  I  would  like  to  replace  the  old  light  fixtiire 
above  my  dining-room  table.  Is  this  a  job  for  a 
novice? 

A.  It  certainly  can  be — in  fact,  it  is  easy 
once  you  have  some  basic  information. 

Step  1 .  Preparation.  Turn  olT  the  elec- 
trical power — this  is  important — and 

loosen  the  canopy  (see  diagram). 
Step  2.  Disassembly.  Locate  the  two 

flexible  thin  lamp-cord  wires  leading 
from  the  fixture  (these  are  attached  to 

stiff  wires  with  electrical  tape  or  solder- 
less  connectors),  and  disconnect  them. 

Do  not  disconnect  any  other  wires.  Re- 
move the  fixture  along  with  its  various 

mounting  fittings.  Take  note  of  the  type 

of  metal  box  in  the  ceiling.  If  it  is  very 
old,  it  will  be  round  and  shallow  with  a 
threaded  stud  in  the  center.  The  newer 

type  box  will  usually  be  round  or  octag- 
onal with  two  small  metal  lugs  that  have 

threaded  holes  in  them. 

Step  3.  Installation.  Attaching  the  new 

unit  will  vary  depending  on  several  fac- 
tors— depth  of  canopy,  depth  of  the 

ceiling  box,  type  of  box,  material  used 
for  lamp  suspension    (cord  or  chain). 

etc.  (See  diagram  for  examples  of  two 
ways  to  secure  fixtures  to  the  ceiling 
box.)  Your  new  fixture  should  be  pack- 

aged with  hanging  instructions.  Study 
them  carefully  before  attempting  instal- 

lation. If  no  directions  are  included  in 

the  packing,  then  follow  the  appropriate 

diagram.  Some  adjustments  may  be  nec- 
essary—an addition  or  subtraction  of  a 

fitting  or  two.  These  can  be  purchased 
at  a  hardware  store,  but  be  sure  to  take 

all  of  the  fittings  with  you  when  addi- 
tional parts  are  needed.  Diameter, 

lengths,  threads,  etc.  differ  from  installa- 
tion to  installation. 

Step  4.  Reconnection.  Once  the  fixture 
is  suspended  and  the  fittings  are  in  place, 
attach  the  lamp  wires  to  the  house  wires. 
If  the  wires  are  color  coded,  splice  the 
black  to  black  and  the  white  to  white, 

in  the  following  manner:  Wrap  the 
stranded  lamp  wire  clockwise  around 
the  stronger  bare  wire  and  then  twist  a 

solderless  connector  over  the  joint.  Re- 
peat for  the  second  wire  connection. 

Secure  the  canopy  tightly  against  the 
ceiling.  Screw  a  light  bulb  in  the  socket, 
turn  the  electricity  back  on,  and  then 

flip  the  switch. 

Q.  Do  the  new  sanding  blocks  currently  being 
marketed  reaUy  work? 

A.  Yes.  they  do.  They  are  made  of  a  flex- 
ible, tough,  dense  plastic  foam  block  to 

which  an  abrasive  is  bonded.  The  four 

sides  of  the  rectangle  are  covered  with 

two  grades  of  abrasive — fine  and  medi- um or  medium  and  coarse. 

Of  the  five  kinds  of  abrasives  made, 
this  one  comes  closest  to  silicone  carbide 

sandpaper,  though  it  is  not  quite  as  hard. 
However,  the  block  can  be  used  either 

wet  or  dry  to  give  a  satin-smooth  finish. 
When  the  abrasive  surface  fills  with  sand- 

ing matter,  tap  to  help  loosen  the  clog- 
ging material,  rinse  in  clear  water,  and 

squeeze  out  excess  moisture;  then  con- tinue working. 

These  blocks  can  be  used  on  wood, 

metal,  plaster,  and  other  materials.  They 
smooth,  abrade,  clean,  prepare  walls  for 
painting  and  wallpapering,  soften  sharp 

edges  and  shelves,  smooth  outdoor  fur- ! 
niture  before  resurfacing,  and  any  other 

sandpapering  job.  They  have  enough 
rigidity  to  work  on  flat  surfaces,  but  are 
flexible  enough  to  work  well  in  concave 
or  convex  curves. 

As  with  any  sanding,  work  from  the 
coarser  grade  down  to  the  finer  grade  to 

get  a  smooth  surface.  Also  remember 
always  to  sand  virgin  wood  with  the 

grain.  At  $1.35  to  $1.50,  the  new  flexi- 
ble sanding  blocks  are  long  lasting  and 

neat  to  work  with.

Q.  The  paint  on  the  exterior  of  my  hoose  is 
mildewed.  Is  there  anything  tliat  will  prevent 
tliis  when  it  is  repainted? 

H:  Various  chemicals  have  been  formu- 

lated into  mildewcides,  and  these  ingre- 
dients are  included  in  many  paints.  A 

mildewcide  by  name  may  not  be  listed 
in  the  formulation,  however.  Before 

choosing  a  paint,  check  with  the  techni- 
cal department  of  the  manufacturer  to 

be  sure  a  mildewcide  is  included  in  the 

coating  you  want  to  use.  Mildewcides 
tend  to  be  more  effective  in  the  harder, 

darker-colored,  glossier  paints,  than  in 
the  softer,  lighter,  chalkier  ones. 

Mildewcides  you  can  add  yourself  are 
readily  available  at  a  paint-supply  store. 
Remember,  though,  the  addition  of  the 
packaged  mildewcide  may  lighten  colors 

slightly — especially  in  latex  paints — and 
also  reduce  the  gloss  of  enamels. 

A  mildewcide  may  initially  help  to 
relieve  your  problem,  but  it  will  not 
eradicate  it.  Under  no  circumstances 

should  you  paint  over  the  gray-black 
fungus.  Before  the  paint  can  be  applied, 
the  mildew  must  first  be  removed.  Add 

a  quart  of  bleach  to  3  quarts  water  along 

with  '/4  cup  heavy-duty  detergent.  Wear- 
ing goggles  and  rubber  gloves,  scrub  the 

blighted  section  of  the  house  (usually 
the  north  side  and   under  eaves  where 
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the  sun's  rays  do  not  reach).  Rinse  with 
a  hose.  Let  dry  a  day  before  painting. 

Q.  The  alnminom  window  screens  on  my 
house  look  very  dingy.  Can  anything  be  done 
to  make  them  look  new  again? 

A.  The  screens  are  probably  covered 

with  grime  and  a  dull  gray-white  film. 
Although  aluminum  does  not  rust,  with 

time  it  will  oxidize,  a  process  that  con- 
tributes to  the  dinginess. 

Step  J:  Remove  the  screens  from  the 

window,  and  scrub  both  sides  thorough- 
ly (including  the  aluminum  frame  and 

the  screening  material)  with  a  plastic 

bristle  brush  dipped  in  a  strong  deter- 
gent solution. 

Step  2:  Hose  down  both  sides.  Let  dry. 
Step  3:  If  the  screening  still  looks  dull, 
use  a  fine  brass  brush  (a  soft  suede  brush 

will  do  the  job)  to  polish  it.  Work  hori- 
zontally and  vertically — never  in  a  cir- 

cular motion  or  diagonally.  Wipe  with 
a  soft  cloth. 

Step  4:  With  a  painting  pad,  cover  both 
sides  of  the  .screening  wire  with  a  clear, 
protective  sealer  coating  which  will  help 
the  screen  retain  its  new  look.

Doing  things  for 
the  fun  of  it 

The  room  was  full  of  laughing  people  dressed 
in  overalls  and  jeans,  a  disco  beat  thrummed 
from  the  radio,  and  everyone  was  painting.  With 
so  many  friends  gathered  to  wield  their  rollers 
and  brushes,  ceiling,  walls,  and  trim  could  be 
finished  nearly  at  the  same  time.  A  pot  of  coffee 
was  kept  perpetually  full,  and  everyone  was 

trading  good-natured  criticism  of  one  another's 
work.

Here,  to  prime  your 
imagination,  some  do-it-yourself  projects  you 
could  enjoy  Go  ahead  — just  for  the  fun  of  it. 

•  To  give  your  staircase  a  fresh- 
air  country  look,  wallpaper  the 
risers  with  trellis  or  vine- 
colored  paper.  Or,  stencil  on 
your  own  trellis  design.  A 

matchstick  or  split-bamboo 
blind  can  have  a  gardeny 
personality  if  you  paint  or 

stencil  a  morning-glory  at  each 
side,  to  twine  up  the  strings. 
•  Creating  something  in  the 
kitchen  is  a  terrific  way  to 
spend  an  afternoon,  especially 

if  what  you're  creating  is 
chocolate,  such  as  brownies, 
chocolate  cheese  cake,  or  these 
delicious  chocolate  truffles  or 

chocolate  drop  cookies.

Heat  1  teaspoon  instant

know  how

The  last  person  I  ever  expected  to  be  d
escribed  as  a  home- 

owner was  me.  When  I  had  husbands  I  thought  of  them 

as  the  homeowners.  I  was  the  upstairs  writer.  To  me,  the 

"it"  in  do-it-yourself  was  all  that  stuff  the  larger-framed 
gender  seemed  designed  to  handle.  Even  more  important,  perhaps, 

than  the  knack  of  doing  everything  is  the  ability  to  discuss  projects 

in  that  casual,  fraternal  way  which  indicates  to  professionals  that 

they  are  dealing  with  an  informed  person.  Stance  and  gestures  are 

all-important.  It  helps,  if  it  is  still  at  all  cool  outside,  to  wear  a  down 
vest,  into  the  pockets  of  which  you  can  hook  your  thumbs.  Striding 

around  your  property  in  mud-spattered,  lace-up,  rubber-soled  boots, 
kicking  aside  a  large  pebble  or  so,  squinting  up  at  the  sky,  making 

dour  predictions  about  weather,  and  looking  at  your  watch  which 
should  have  its  face  on  the  inside  of  the  wrist  are  all  details  which 

will  make  the  guys  who  work  on  houses  level  with  you.  Catch  phrases 

from  building  manuals  should  be  applied  whenever  you're  sure  they 
are  appropriate.  Suggesting  sheet  rock  to  the  man  who  is  putting  a 

retaining  wall  in  the  garden  is  a  certain  giveaway. 

Last  fall,  I  bought  a  tiny  compound  of  what  resemble  cowboy-elf 
houses  in  the  woods  in  Connecticut.

This  family  of  six  enjoys  its  kitchen, 
and  so  do  the  plants.  A  new  sink 
island  was  built  to  tend  to  plants 

as  well  as  food — it  has  a  trough  for 

flowering  plants  and  garden,  stor- 
age in  a  pine  cabinet  behind  it. 

In  any  kitchen,  a  hose  like  the  one 

by  the  faucet  is  handy  for  spritz- 
ing  foliage.  Here,  there  is  also  a 
garden  hose  in  the  greenhouse,  with 

a  shower  stall  fixture  "that  con- 
trols pressure  and  mixes  hot  and 

cold  to  provide  the  tepid  water 

plants  like.  My  hus- 

band rigged  that  up," 
says  Flora  Cremez- zani.  Exhaust  from 
the  nearby  laundry 

drier  is  piped  to  floor 
vents  alongside  the 

greenhouse.  "By  al- ways drying  clothes 
in  the  morning,  we 

have  damp  heat  to  warm  the  green- 

house after  a  cold  night."  Flowers 
are  the  family  passion,  and  many 
are  grown  from  seed:  cinerarias, 
calceolarias,  and  gloxinias  started  in 

summer  to  brighten  winter  days.  Pe- 
tunias, impatiens,  and  some  vegeta- 

bles are  started  indoors  in  spring  for 

the  outside  garden.  "1  use  trays  of 
soil  mix  topped  with  1  inch  porous 
vermiculite,  moistened  with  warm 
water.  Because  vermiculite  is  sterile,

other tip:  "To  flower,  plants  need

Inventive 
ways  to  cook 
and  garden 
with  herbs 
One  passion  will  often  inspire  an- 

other, and  when  it  does,  there's  no 

stopping  either  of  them.  That's  what 
happened  to  Giampaolo  Porlezza, 
the  Italian  designer  famous  for  his 
laroni  silks:  A  botanical  interest  in 
herbs  led  to  a  discovery  of  cooking, 

and  now  he  says,  "I  like  herbs  be- 
cause I  like  good  cooking,  and  I  like 

good  cooking  because  I  like  herbs." 
Mr.  Porlezza  has  never  been  with- 

out an  herb  garden,  but  when  he 
and   his   wife   Silvana  moved  to  a 
house    with    more    land,    he    had 

enough  space  to  expand.  As  his  gar- 
den grew,  so  did  his  passion,  and 

now  his  herberie  provides  a  bounty 
that   is   the   inspiration   for   all   his 

cooking.     "My    greatest    pleasure 
comes  from  inventing  recipes  con- 

taining a  good  mixture  of  herbs  and 

sharing  them  with  friends,"  says  Mr. 
Porlezza.  "Herbs  can  stand  on  their 
own" — and  if  you  try  his  recipes  for 
fresh    herb    salad    or    fresh    herbs 

dipped  in  batter  and 

deep     fried,     you'll taste  what  he  means. 

"I    also    like    to    use 

herbs  to  give  charac- 
ter   to    gentle-tasting 

foods    like    eggs    or 

chicken."   No   matter 
what  he's  cooking,  Mr. 
Porlezza    takes    great 
care  in  arranging  food: 

"Many  herbs  are  dec- 

orative," he  says  (rose- 
mary   and    sage,    for 

example,  have  charm- 

ing little  flowers),  "so 
you  can  make  your  food  look  as 

good   as   it   tastes."    Mr.    Porlezza 
spends    hours    in    libraries,    poring 

over  botanical  books.  "The  more  1 
learn  about  herbs  the  more  I  want 

to  learn.  It's  consuming — but  that's

It  may  look  like  a  dining  room,  but 
behind  all  the  fabric  and  the  gar- 
deny  table,  this  room  is  a  dressing 
room-bath.  That's  the  bathtub  un- 

der  the   banquette    (just   a   board, 
cushioned,    upholstered,    and    laid 

over  the  top  of  the  tub) .  The  private 
vanity  is  hidden  behind  the  mirrored 

partition.  "It  looks  like  a  cozy  draw- 
ing room,"  says  Paris  designer  and 

shop  owner  Anne  Marie  de  Ganay, 
the    woman    behind    this    amusing 
transformation.     For     dining     she 
brings  in  a  folding  table  and  extra 
chairs,  puts  the  champagne  in  the 
sink  to  chill,  and  uses  the  shelf  in  the 

vanity  area  to  hold  glasses.  "With 
the  fireplace  and  the  TV,  it's  always 
been  more  than  a  room  for  dressing 
and  bathing;  but  it  was  a  stroke  of 

inspiration  to  serve  dinner  here." 
To  prepare  the  room  for  its  new 
role,  she  filled  it  with  flowery  fabric 

in  five  colors — "I  couldn't  decide

den." Each  wall  is  covered

Above:  A  panel  of  yellow  acrylic 

built  into  one  end  of  the  clere- 

story flashes  warm  light  into  the 

house  as  the  sun  passes  by 

Blue  and  aqua  pastels  are  built 

in  elsewhere,  representing  sun 
sea,  and  sky. 



The  little  cottage  was  in  a  shambles, 
blind  to  the  bay  with  windows  facing 
only  the  street.  Owner  Patrick  Twyon 

says  "the  possibilities  for  improve- 
ment were  limitless  because  there 

was  virtually  nothing  there.  Our  first 

thought  was  to  level  the  shack."  But 
their  good  friend,  architect  Richard 
Sygar,  was  able  to  create  just  the  sort 
of  vacation  place  the  Twyons  longed 
for — and  still  stay  within  the  limits  of 
their  budget.  By  prying  up  the  roof 
and  introducing  the  clerestory,  the 
attic  space  was  transformed  into  two 

sleeping  areas  open  to  the  stars  above 
and  the  room  below.  All  the  existing 
floor  needed  was  to  have  its  coat  of 

dark  red  paint  removed,  and  some  of 
the  original  walls  were  saved.  The  old 
deck  was  also  kept,  extended  with  a 
new  walkway  that  ends  in  a  ramp  for 
easy  access  to  the  back  door.  The 
door  itself  was  moved  from  center  to 

side  to  ease  the  arrangement  of  fur- 
niture inside.  The  addition  of  new 

wiring,  plumbing,  heating,  and  in- 
sulation— all  done  within  the  $23,000 

budget — made  the  house  comfortable 

year  round.  And  though  still  small 
— only  about  800  square  feet — with 
its  raised  roof  and  wide-open  areas 
the  house  now  seems  as  airy  as  the 

outdoors  the  new  windows  bring  in- 

side. And  it's  easy  to  keep.  Jane 

Twyon  says:  "I  work,  and  I  don't 
want  to  spend  my  weekends  clean- 

ing. This  house  is  extremely  easy — 

all  I  have  to  do  is  sweep  it  out."  Even 
the  Twyons'  baby  daughter  delights 
in  their  new  holiday  house.  "For  her, 
it's  a  giant  jungle  gym."

The  old  rules  had  you  practice  a  menu  until  you 
could  reproduce  it  under  stress.  The  new  ones 
say:  If  a  dish  does  not  work  out,  just  call  it  by  a 
new  name  and  declare  it  your  own  invention 

dishes  might  be  tiny  choco- 
late molds. 

Guests  no  longer  tolerate 
reluctant  hostesses  who  hide 

out  in  the  kitchen  only  ap- 
pearing to  relax  when  guests 

are  on  the  way  out  the  door. 
Now  they  march  into  the 
kitchen  to  brandish  whisks, 

stir  pots,  and  generally  poke 
around  while  keeping  the  cook 

company.  The  idea  may  be 

more  terrifying  than  imagin- 
ing hungry  hordes  at  the  table 

waiting  to  pass  judgment  on 
whatever  appears  in  front  of 
them,  but  at  least  if  a  sauce 

curdles  it  won't  be  all  your 
fault.  If  you  don't  appreciate 
this  sort  of  activity,  and  there 
are  many  sensitive  cooks  who 

do  not,  just  tell  well-meaning 
helpers  to  clear  out.  There 

will  be  no  feelings  hurt.  But 

the  best  way  is  to  have  every- 
thing prepared  ahead.  If  you 

are  not  in  the  kitchen,  guests 

won't  be  either.  Preparing  be- 
forehand takes  time  and  or- 

ganization, but  this  is  simpler 

when  you  set  the  table  in  the 
morning  and  each  place  needs 

only  one  glass,  a  fork,  and 
spoon.  Leaving  out  an  hors 

d'oeuvre  to  serve  with  drinks' 
and  shortening  the  drinking 

hour  by  half  saves  double  in 

preparation  time.  After  that, 

you'll  need  only  a  serving  dish 

(hopefully  it's  a  table-going 
cooking  pot)  and  ready-to- 
set-out  dessert  dishes.  You 
can  even  make  freshly  ground 
coffee  or  tea  ahead:  Keep 

them  in  insulated  jugs — the 
new  good-looking  ones  ready 
to  come  to  the  table. 

People  who  work  full  time 

—whether  or  not  they  enjoy 

guests  in  the  kitchen — are 
bound  to  feel  the  familiar  time 

compression.  With  good  rea- 
son: Dinner  parties  used  to 

have  a  first  course,  main 

event,  salad,  cheese,  dessert. 
For  mine,  1  used  every  pot, 

dish,  and  piece  of  flatware  in 
the  house,  and  even  then  I 

didn't  have  enough  for  all  the 
different  courses.  The  piles  in 
the  kitchen  grew  to  terrifying 

heights.  And  then  1  discov- 
ered that  this  type  of  dinner 

party  wasn't  realistic  or  really 
even  fun — the  price  in  effort 
and  time  was  too  high,  and 

ultimately  prevented  me  from 

inviting  people  over.  Some- 
thing had  to  go.  So,  first  the 

cheese  went,  then  the  separate 

salad,  then  the  first  course.

Farmhouse  for  a  poet 
The  house  V/alt  Whitman's 

father  built,  and  where  the  poet 
was  born,  beautifully  restored 

in  its  onginal  colors  and 
furnished  as  it  might  have  been 
when  he  lived  here  as  a  boy 

Sandwiched  between  a  road  and  a  major  highway,  overlooked  by  a 
gas  station  and  a  mammoth  shopping  center,  the  house  where  the 

poet  Walt  Whitman  was  born  miraculously  survives  intact,  a  peace- 
ful reminder  of  a  more  rural  West  Hills,  Long  Island.  The  simple 

shingled  homestead  was  built  by  his  father  a  few  years  before  Whit- 
man s  birth  on  May  31,  1819.  It  is  still  supported  by  the  original 

hand-fashioned  beams  held  together  by  the  original  wooden  pegs. 

The  interior  wooden  doors  and  trim  are  painted  "Colonial  Blue"  to 
match  the  color  of  paint  chips  found  when  the  house  was  acquired 
by  the  Walt  Whitman  Birthplace  Association.  The  Association  bought 
he  house  with  the  aid  of  contributions  from  more  than  7,000  well 
wishers,  including  many  schoolchildren,  and  presented  it  in  1957  to 
the  State  of  New  York,  which  maintains  it  as  a  historic  site.  The 

poet's  family  left  West  Hills  when  Walt,  in  his  words,  "was  still  a 
ttic  one  in  frocks,"  but  the  house  still  contains  a  few  Whitman 
possessions,  notably  his  mother's  chair  and  a  couple  of  desks  used 

■II 



by  Whitman  when  he  was  "boarding  around"  and  teaching 
school  on  Long  Island  as  a  young  man.  But  an  herb  garden 
has  been  planted  close  behind  the  house,  two  rooms 
upstairs  house  an  admirable  Whitman  library,  and  on  the 

ground  floor,  parlor,  kitchen,  and  "borning  room"  have  been 
modestly  but  endearingly  furnished  to  give  a  semblance  of  the 

interior  as  it  may  have  looked  in  Whitman's  day.  Spinning 
wheel  and  knitty-knotty,  bellows  and  bootjack,  dough-chest 
and  lard-press  combine  to  create  an  illusion  of  the  past  almost 
strong  enough  to  tempt  one  to  believe  that  outside  on  the 

Long  Island  plains,  the  morning  and  evening  processions  con- 

sist, as  during  the  poet's  lifetime,  not  of  commuters  but  of 
cows.  The  house,  at  246  Walt  Whitman  Huntington  Station, 
N.Y.  1 1746,  can  be  visited  Wednesday  through  Sunday  from 
1  to  4  P.M.,  except  during  February  and  March,  when  it  is

ICordials  to  make  at  home  with  white 
lalcohols  and  inventive  flavorings 

Fresh  twist  on 
BY  JULIE  DANNENBAUM 

Editor's  note:  As  director  of 
the  Cigahotels'  summer 
cooking  school  program  in 
Venice,  Jidie  Dannenbaum 

has  spent  the  last  four  sum- 
mers exploring  Italian  food. 

(For  details  on  the  program, 
see  page  193.)  This  past  year 
she  found  a  new  taste — fruits 
marinated  in  grappa,  the  Ital- 

ian spirit  distilled  from  left- 
over fermented  grape  press- 
ings, and  brought  it  home 

with  her.  Here,  she  shares  the 
recipes  she  learned  in  Venice, 

and  the  results  of  her  own  ex- 
periments using  a  variety  of 

fruits  and  white  spirits  like 
grappa,  vodka,  gin.  tequila, 
and  white  rum. 
The  ideas  for  fruit  in  white 
alcohol  are  endless.  It  seems 

orange-flavored  one  at  a  res- 
taurant called  Da  Ivo.  These 

were  all  served  icy,  icy  cold  in 

little  tall,  thin  glasses  some- 
what like  vodka  glasses.  Al- 

though grappa  is  difficult  to 
come  by  at  home,  I  decided  I 
could  try  them  using  clear, 
white  spirits,  like  vodka.  I 
questioned  all  the  chefs 
around  Venice,  and  this  is 
how  I  was  told  to  do  it: 

Select  wide-mouthed  jars, 
jugs,  or  crocks  with  lids,  or 
cover  tightly  with  plastic 
wrap.  Chef  Celeste  gave  me 
this  formula  for  his  raspberry 
cordial.  Boil  together  2  pounds 
sugar  with  1  quart  water.  Boil 
5  minutes,  very  hard.  Cool. 
Put  2  pounds  raspberries  in 
the  clean  jar,   and  pour  the 

Homemade  fruit  cordials 
make  a  wonderful  dessert  served 
icy  cold  in  tiny  glasses. 
They  keep  close  to  forever  in  the 
refrigerator  getting  mellower 
and  smoother  all  the  time 

that  every  restaurant  in  Ven- 
ice has  a  version  to  serve  at 

the  end  of  a  meal  as  an  off"er- 
ing  from  the  owner.  The  first 
one  I  tasted  was  grappa  with 
orange  and  coffee  beans  at  a 
small  country  restaurant 
where  we  took  our  class  for 
lunch.  The  chef,  Anna  Maria 

Mauro,  was  proud  of  her  con- 
coction and  invited  us  to  try 

it.  Everyone  raved,  and  she 
told  me  how  to  make  it.  Then, 
in  the  cooking  class  at  the 
Gritti  [the  Gritti  Palace  Ho- 

tel in  Venice],  I  had  a  rasp- 
berry one  prepared  by  Chef 

Celeste,  who  operates  a  coun- 
ry  restaurant  of  great  esteem 
itside  of  Venice  called 

Monteilo.    Ncx',    came    an 

cool  syrup  over  them.  Add  1 

quart  90-proof  grain  alcohol 
or  grappa.  Tighten  the  lid  and 
put  into  the  refrigerator  for  3 
months.  Serve  liquid  in  little 
glasses  or  liquid  and  berries 
in  a  small  glass  cup.  It  may 
also  be  served  over  ice  cream 

or  sherbet.  The  raspberries 
float  on  the  top  of  the  liquid 
for  a  couple  of  weeks  and 
later  sink  to  the  bottom. 

For  my  version,  I  used  2 
boxes  of  raspberries,  added  2 
cups  simple  syrup,  and  then 
poured  a  bottle  of  vodka  on 
them.  The  amount  of  sugar 

or  the  syrup  is  strictly  a  mat- 
ter of  taste.  Take  into  consid- 

eration the  sweetness  of  the 

fruit.  After  the  Iniit  has  mel- 

lowed for  a  couple  of  weeks, 

open  the  jar  and  taste.  If  not 
sweet  enough,  add  more  sugar 
and  stir  to  dissolve  or  add 

sugar  syrup.  If  too  sweet,  add 
more  alcohol. 

For  the  orange  and  coffee 
bean  cordial,  right:  Take  3 
oranges  and  cut  slits,  3  in  each 
orange,  down  the  sides,  well 
spaced.  Insert  3  coffee  beans 
in  each  slit.  Put  into  a  jar  and 
add  V4  cup  coffee  beans.  Add 
2  cups  simple  syrup  and  a 
bottle  of  tequila  and  seal. 
Store  in  refrigerator  for  3 
months.  Ladle  the  cold  liquid 
into  frosted,  tiny  glasses.  The 
liquid  may  turn  dark  from  the 
coffee  beans,  but  no  matter. 
The  taste  is  there. 

Once  you  start,  you  keep 

thinking  of  different  fruits  to 

try.  You  could  make  a  straw- 
berry— or  a  blackberry — cor- 

dial exactly  like  the  raspberry one. 

I  put  1  cup  crystallized 
ginger  into  another  jar  and 
added  1  cup  of  sugar,  not 

syrup,  to  see  what  would  hap- 
pen. I  then  poured  on  a  bottle 

of  vodka,  and  put  it  away  to 
mellow.  Tequila  would  also 
be  good. 

Fresh  figs,  both  green  and 

purple,  work  well.  Use  a  doz- 
en figs,  1  cup  simple  syrup, 

and  a  bottle  of  vodka  or  gin. 
Fresh  pineapple,  peeled  and 

cored  and  cut  into  rings,  2 

cups  simple  syrup,  and  white 
rum  are  delicious. 

I  also  made  a  Seckel  pear 
one  with  a  dozen  little  pears, 

unpeeled.  Prick  the  skins  all 
over  with  a  needle  to  allow 

the  liquid  to  penetrate.  Add 
Vz  cup  sugar  to  this  and  a 
bottle  of  vodka. 

An  excellent  drink  can  be 
made  with  a  box  of  dried 

prunes  and  a  handful  of  white 
raisins.  Add  I  cup  simple 

syrup  and  a  bottle  of  vodka 
or  white  rum. 

Try  grapes:  Use  a  mix  of 
black    and    white   grapes   and 

add  2  cups  simple  syrup  and vodka. 

A  large  bunch  of  mint. 
crushed  a  little  and  sweetened 
with  2  cups  simple  syrup  plus 

a  bottle  of  white  rum  would 

be  great  for  adding  to  a  fresh 
fruit  compote. 

Try  dried  apricots,  made 
like  the  prune  drink. 

Little  lady  apples,  left 

whole  and  pricked,  would  be 
good,  made  like  the  pear 
drink,  but  with  rum  or  gin. 

How  about  cherries  or  kuin- 
quats  in  sake  or  vodka  for 
after  a  Chinese  dinner  instead 
of  dessert? 

Prickly  pears  might  be  good, 

in  tequila,  or  mangos  or  per- simmons. 

With  fresh  peaches,  add 
handful   of   almonds    in   the 
skin  plus  vodka  or  gin. 

A  good  drink  for  winter 
would  be  lots  of  spiraled  zests 
of  orange,  lemon,  grapefruit, 
and  lime,  making  certain  there 

is  no  pith.  Use  a  mixture  or 
the  zest  of  each  fruit  separate- 

ly with  2  cups  simple  syrup 

plus  gin  or  vodka. Make  sure  there  is  enough 
alcohol  to  cover  the  fruits  and 

keep  the  crocks  covered. 

Simple  syrup:  Boil  togeth- 
er 2  cups  sugar  and  2  cups 

water  for  5  minutes.  Let  cool.

made cordial.  You 

might  be  a  little 
impatient  while  it 
mellows  in  the 

refrigerator,  but  you 
can  taste  it  as  it  ages 
to  check  on  its 

progress.  Within

the  alcohol.  Cut  slits 

through  the  rind  into 
the  flesh  with  a  razor 
blade  and  insert  at 
least  3  coffee  beans 
or  more  to  taste.

Bread  with  olives 

INGREDIENTS   FOR  THE   "SPONGE" 
(first  rising) 

IV2  ounces  (3  cakes)  compressed  fresh 

yeast  or  3  packages  dry  active  yeast 

Va  cup  lukewarm  or  hiot  water,  depending 

on  yeast 

V2  cup  plus  1  tablespoon  unbleached 

all-purpose  flour 
INGREDIENTS  FOR  THE   DOUGH 

(second  rising) 

6  cups  unbleached  all-purpose  flour 
1  %  cups  lukewarm  water 
Pinch  salt 

V2  pound  pitted  black  olives,  drained 

2  teaspoons  olive  oil 

METHOD 

D  Dissolve  the  yeast  in  the  water  in  a 

small  bowl,  stirring  with  a  wooden  spoon. 

Place  V2  cup  flour  in  a  larger  bowl,  add 

the  dissolved  yeast,  and  mix  with  the 

wooden  spoon  until  all  the  flour  is  incor- 
porated and  a  small  ball  of  dough  is 

formed.  Sprinkle  the  additional  tablespoon 

of  flour  over  the  ball  of  dough,  then  cover 

the  bowl  with  a  cotton  dishtowel  and  put 

it  in  a  warm  place  away  from  drafts.  Let 

stand  until  the  dough  has  doubled  in  size, 
about  1  hour. 

n  Arrange  6  cups  flour  in  a  mound  on  a 

pasta  board,  then  make  a  well  in  the  flour. 

Place  the  sponge  from  the  first  rising  in 

the  well,  along  with  V2  cup  of  the  luke- 
warm water  and  the  salt. 

n  Carefully  mix  together  all  the  ingredi- 
ents in  the  well  with  a  wooden  spoon,  then 

add  the  remaining  water  and  start  mixing 

with  your  hands,  absorbing  the  flour  from 

the  inside  rim  of  the  well  little  by  little. 

D  Keep  mixing  until  all  but  4  or  5  table- 
spoons of  the  flour  are  incorporated  (about 

15  minutes),  then  knead  the  dough  with 

the  palms  of  your  hands,  in  a  folding  mo- 
tion, until  it  is  homogenous  and  smooth 

(about  20  minutes),  incorporating  the  re- 
maining flour,  if  necessary,  to  keep  the 

dough  from  being  sticky.  Add  the  olives  to 

the  dough  and  knead  gently  for  5  minutes 
more. 

n  Lightly  oil  a  10-inch  springform.  Place 
the  dough  in  the  springform,  cover  with  a 

cotton  dishtowel,  and  put  in  a  warm  place, 

away  from  drafts.  Let  the  dough  stand  un- 
til doubled  in  size  (about  1  hour);  the  time 

will  vary  a  bit,  depending  on  the  weather. 

n  When  the  dough  has  doubled  in  size, 

remove  the  towel  and  immediately  place 

the  springform  in  a  preheated  400°  oven. 
Bake  the  bread  for  about  60  minutes;  do 

not  open  the  oven  door  for  30  minutes 

after  you  have  placed  the  springform  in 

the  oven.  Remove  the  springform  from 

the  oven,  allow  to  cool  5  minutes,  then 
open  it  and  transfer  the  bread  to  a  pasta 
board. 

n  Stand  the  bread  on  one  of  its  sides— it 

must  cool  in  a  very  airy  room  for  at  least 
3  hours  before  it  is  at  its  best.

Pizza  with  rosemary 

INGREDIENTS 

V2  ounce  (1  cake)  compressed  fresh  yeast 
or  1  package  active  dry  yeast 

1  cup  lukewarm  or  hot  water,  depending 
on  the  yeast 

2V4  cups  unbleached  all-purpose  flour 
Salt,  freshly  ground  black  pepper 

3  tablespoons  olive  oil 

1  heaping  tablespoon  rosemary  leaves, 

preferably  fresh 

METHOD 

n  Dissolve  the  yeast  in  the  lukewarm  or 
hot  water  in  a  small  bowl.  P!ace  the  flour 

in  a  mound  on  a  pasta  board.  Make  a  well 

in  the  flour  and  pour  in  the  dissolved  yeast 

and  a  pinch  of  salt,  and  then,  using  a  fork, 

slowly  incorporate  all  but  3  or  4  table- 
spoons of  the  flour  from  the  inside  rim  of 

the  well.  At  that  point  the  dough  should 
be  firm.  Knead  it  for  15  minutes. 

G  Sprinkle  the  dough  with  the  remaining 
flour  and  cover  it  with  a  cotton  dishtowel; 

let  stand  in  a  warm  place  until  doubled  in 

size  (about  IV2-2  hours). 

n  When  the  dough  has  risen,  oil  a  15-by- 

10y2-by- 1-inch  jelly  roll  pan  with  a  table- 
spoon of  the  oil.  Place  dough  in  the  pan 

and  spread  it  out  with  your  fingers  until 

it  covers  the  bottom.  Sprinkle  on  the  rose- 
mary, salt,  lots  of  freshly  ground  pepper, 

and  the  remaining  oil,  then  cover  with  a 
cotton  dishtowel  and  let  stand  until  the 

dough  has  risen  again  to  almost  double  in 
size  (about  1  hour).  Bake  in  a  preheated 

450°  oven  about  40-45  minutes,  until 
crisp,  then  remove  from  the  oven  and 
serve  immediately  from  the  pan,  cutting 
it  across  into  slices.  Serves  6. 

Chicken  wrapped  in 

prosciutto 
INGREDIENTS 

2  tablespoons  butter 

5  large  leaves  of  sage,  fresh  or  preserved 
in  salt 

1  teaspoon  rosemary  leaves 

1  teaspoon  marjoram 

1  teaspoon  salt 
Va  teaspoon  freshly  ground  black  pepper 

1  2- pound  chicken,  cut  into  8  pieces 
8  slices  prosciutto  (about  V2  pound) 

METHOD 

n  Melt  the  butter  in  a  small  saucepan 
over  a  pot  of  boiling  water.  Finely  chop 

the  sage,  rosemary,  and  marjoram  and 

place  in  a  small  bowl.  Add  melted  butter 
to  the  chopped  herbs,  then  add  salt  and 

pepper  and  mix  ingredients  together  very 

well. 

n  Use  a  pastry  brush  to  coat  each  piece 

of  chicken  with  the  herb-butter  mixture. 

Wrap  each  piece  of  chicken  in  a  slice  of 
prosciutto.  Place  the  chicken  pieces  on  a 

large  sheet  of  aluminum  foil,  fitting  the 

whole  chicken  back  together  again.  Se- 

cure the  shape  of  the  chicken  by  wrap- 
ping the  edges  of  foil  over  the  top,  like  a 

package. 

n  Place  the  package  in  a  terra-cotta  cas- 
serole and  cover  tightly  with  a  lid.

flour  from  the  working  surface  and  from 

your  hands.  Wash  and  dry  your  hands. 
Knead  the  mass,  pressing  against  it  with 

the  heel  of  your  palm,  folding  it  over  and 

turning  it  again  and  again.  After  8-10 
minutes  it  should  be  a  smooth,  compact, 

and  elastic  ball  of  dough.  Divide  dough  In 

half  and  pat  each  into  a  flat  round.  Keep 
one  half  covered  between  2  soup  plates 

while  you  work  with  the  other. 

n  Dust  the  work  surface  lightly  with  flour. 

Open  out  the  ball  of  dough  with  the  rolling 

pin,  starting  to  roll  at  about  Va  of  the  way 
in  on  the  ball,  rolling  forward,  away  from 

you.  Rotate  the  dough  Va-  turn  after  every 
roll  so  that  it  opens  out  into  an  even, 

circular  shape.  As  it  begins  to  flatten  out, 

gradually  lessen  the  degree  of  rotation 

after  each  roll,  but  don't  lose  control  of 
the  shape.  It  must  stay  as  round  as  possi- 

ble. Don't  press  the  dough  against  the  work 
surface.  Roll  it  out  and  away,  without 

putting  weight  on  it.  Stop  when  you  have 

rolled  out  a  sheet  Vs-inch  thick, 
n  Curl  the  far  end  of  the  pasta  sheet 

around  the  center  of  the  rolling  pin,  roll  it 

toward  you,  with  both  your  palms  cupped 

over  the  center  of  the  pin  (1).  When  you 

have  rolled  up  about  a  quarter  of  the  sheet, 

don't  roll  up  any  more.

D  Cut  the  strip  into  disks  about  2^/2  inches 

in  diameter  (4).

(5).  Put  about  1/4

cook-and-serve  pan  that  will  later  accom- 
modate all  the  tortellini  without  stacking 

them  too  high.

heat  for  less  than  a  minute,  until  the  cream 
and  butter  have  thickened.

METHOD 

n  If  you  are  using  dried  chick-peas,  you 
must  first  soak  them  overnight.  Put  them

by  2  inches,  and  let  them  soak  all  night 
in  a  warm  corner  of  the  kitchen.  (Over 

the  gas  pilot  would  be  an  excellent  place, 
but  do  not  use  a  plastic  bowl.) 

n  Discard  the  water  in  which  the  chick- 

peas have  soaked,  put  them  in  a  medium- 
sized  stockpot,  add  enough  water  to  come 

up  1  inch  above  the  chick-peas  (do  not  add 

salt),  and  bring  them  to  a  boil  on  top  of 
the  stove.  Cover  tightly  and  cook  in  the 

middle  level  of  a  preheated  325°  oven 
IV2  hours,  or  until  the  chick-peas  are 

tender.  Let  cool  and  skin  the  chick-peas 
if  you  wish  by  rubbing  between  your 
fingers. 

n  Saut6  the  garlic  cloves  in  the  olive  oil 

in  a  heavy  casserole  over  medium-high 
heat.

6  ounces  boiled  unsmoked  ham  cut  into 

long  strips  V4-inch  wide 
2  tablespoons  butter 

1  cup  heavy  whipping  cream 

Freshly  grated  Parmesan  cheese 

METHOD 

n  Cut  1  inch  or  more  off  the  butt  end  of 

each  asparagus,  until  you  reach  the  moist, 

tender  part  of  the  stalk.  Pare  away  the 
tough  green  skin  from  the  whole  lower  half 

of  the  stalk  to  a  depth  of  about  1/ 16  inch. 

Remove  any  small  leaves  sprouting  below 

the  tip  of  the  spear.  Wash  all  the  asparagus 
in  cold  water. 

D  Choose  a  pan  long  or  broad  enough  to 

accommodate  all  the  asparagus  lying  flat. 

Put  in  2  inches  water  and  1  tablespoon 

salt.  Place  over  medium  high  heat.  When 

the  water  boils,  slip  in  the  asparagus  and 

cover  the  pan.  Cook  4-8  minutes  after  the 
water  returns  to  a  boil,  depending  on  the 

freshness  and  thickness  of  the  asparagus. 
It  should  be  cooked  until  tender  but  still 
firm. 

n  Drain  the  asparagus.  When  cool  enough 

to  handle,  cut  off  the  spear  tips  at  their 
bases  and  cut  the  rest  of  the  stalks  into 

lengths  of  about  %  inch.  Discard  any  parts 

of  the  stalks  that  are  still  woody  and  tough. 
Set  aside  all  the  rest  for  later, 

n  Bring  4-5  quarts  water  to  a  boil,  add 
salt,  and  when  the  water  resumes  boiling, 

put  in  the  pasta. 

n  Put  the  ham  and  1  tablespoon  butter 

into  a  small  saute  pan.  Cook  gently  over 

medium-low  heat  2-3  minutes.  Do  not  crisp 
the  ham. 

D  Wipe  dry  the  pan  in  which  you  cooked 

the  asparagus.  Put  in  the  remaining  1 

tablespoon  butter  and  set  the  pan  over 
medium  heat.  As  soon  as  the  butter  is 

completely  melted,  but  before  it  begins  to 

foam,  put  in  the  asparagus.  Turn  the  heat 

to  high  and  :ook  for  30-40  seconds,  long 

enough  to  turn  all  the  asparagus  in  the 
butter. 

n  Add  the  ham  to  the  asparagus,  put  in 

the  cream,  and  set  the  pan  over  medium 

high  heat.  Stir  constantly  for  about  30 

seconds,  or  until  the  cream  thickens.  Re- 
move from  the  heat.  Taste  and  correct  for 

salt. 

n  When  the  pasta  is  cooked  a/  dente, 

drain  it  well,  and  transfer  to  a  warm  serv- 
ing bowl.  Add  the  asparagus  mixture  to 

the  pasta.  Toss  thoroughly,  mixing  in  % 

cup  grated  cheese.  Serve  at  once,  with 
additional  grated  cheese  available  on  the 

side.  Serves  4-6. 
G  Note:  Though  not  traditional,  you  can

2  medium  eggplants  (about  3  pounds)

Freshly  ground  pepper,  about  6  twists 
of  the  mill 

METHOD 

D  Peel  the  eggplants  and  cut  into  1-inch 
cubes.  Put  them  in  a  colander  and  sprin- 

kle liberally  with  salt.  Toss  and  turn  the 

eggplant  cubes  so  that  there  is  some  salt 
on  all  of  them.  Allow  to  stand  for  at  least 

30  minutes,  draining  the  eggplant  of  as 

much  of  its  excess  liquid  as  possible.  Re- 
move from  the  colander  and  blot  with  a 

paper  towel. 
D  Saute  the  garlic  with  4  tablespoons 
olive  oil  in  a  skillet  over  medium  heat  until 

it  colors  lightly.  Add  the  eggplant  pieces, 

turning  them  frequently.  At  first  the  egg- 

plant will  absorb  all  the  oil.  Don't  panic— 
I  turn  the  pieces  rapidly  and  keep  shaking 

I  the  pan.  Add  1  more  tablespoon  of  oil  after 
j  5  minutes.  (You  will  not  need  any  more 

oil,  because  as  the  eggplant  cooks  the  oil 

will  reappear  on  the  surface.)  After  10  or 

12  minutes,  add  the  chopped  parsley  and 

stir  it  well.  Add  the  pepper  and  continue 

cooking  until  the  eggplant  is  tender  but 

firm,  about  30  minutes.  Taste  and  correct 
for  salt;  then  spoon  into  a  warm  platter 

and  serve.  Serves  4-6. 
Note:  You  can  prepare  the  dish  entirely 

ahead  of  time  and  when  cool,  refrigerate 

in  its  cooking  juices,  under  plastic  wrap. 

When  reheating,  put  it  in  a  skillet  (no  ad- 
ditional oil  is  required)  and  warm  it  slowly 

over  medium-low  heat. 

Pan-roasted  squab 
INGREDIENTS 

4  fresh  squab,  about  1  pound  each, 

cleaned  and  plucked 

2  dozen  medium,  dried  sage  leaves 

(if  using  fresh  leaves,  add  6  more) 

4  strips  pancetta,  IV2  inches  long, 

V2  inch  wide,  and  Va  inch  thick 
Salt,  freshly  ground  pepper 

3  tablespoons  butter 

2  tablespoons  vegetable  oil 

%  cup  dry  white  wine 

METHOD 

n  Reserve  the  squab  livers  but  discard 

the  hearts  and  gizzards  (or  hold  them  for 

a  risotto).  Wash  the  squab  in  cold  running 

water  and  pat  dry  thoroughly  inside  and 

out.  Stuff  the  cavity  of  each  bird  with  2 

sage  leaves,  1  strip  pancetta,  and  1  liver, 

and  season  with  2  pinches  of  salt  and  a 
twist  of  pepper. 

n  Heat  the  butter  and  oil  over  medium- 
high  heat  in  a  skillet  large  enough  to  hold 

all  the  squab.  When  the  butter  foam  sub- 
sides, add  the  remaining  sage  leaves  and 

then  the  squab.  Brown  the  squab  evenly 

on  all  sides  and  season  with  salt  and  pep- 
per. Add  the  wine.  Turn  the  heat  to  high, 

allowing  the  wine  to  boil  briskly  for  30-4C 
seconds.  While  the  wine  is  bubbling,  turn 

and  baste  the  squab,  then  lower  the  heat 

to  medium-low  and  cover  the  skillet.  Turn 

the  birds  every  15  minutes.  They  should 
be  tender  and  done  in  1  hour. 

n  Transfer  the  squab  to  a  warm  platter 

(If  you  are  serving  V2  bird  per  person, 
halve  them  with  poultry  scissors.)  Tip  the 

pan  and  draw  off  some  of  the  cooking  fat 

with  a  spoon.  Add  2  tablespoons  warm 

water,  turn  the  heat  to  high,  and  while  th 

water  evaporates,  scrape  up  and  loose 

any  cooking  residue  in  the  pan.

potatoes.  Short-stemmed  glasses  work 
fine  for  wine,  and  they  fit  in  my  dish- 

washer. A  dozen  matching  plates  are  still 
a  good  investment,  but  it  is  fun  to  have 

four  plates  each  of  three  difl'erent  pat- 
terns: You  will  have  many  more  parties 

for  four  or  eight  than  twelve. 
Smaller  parties  are  comforting;  little 

preparation  is  needed  for  four  close 
friends  coming  to  share  a  simple  meal. 
The  first  and  most  important  step  for 
giving  a  party  is:  Invite  someone  over. 

It  doesn't  matter  how  many  you  ask,  or 
if  they  come  in  pairs  or  match.  The  in- 

vitation can  be  as  simple  as  "Why  not 
drop  in  for  a  drink?"  Only  then  do  you 
do  a  mental  inventory  of  the  cupboards 

for  a  possible  go-with.  Necessity  is  the 
mother  of  invention  (anchovies  and  but- 

ter creamed  together  and  spread  on 

bread  that's  been  toasted  in  the  oven  to 
become  Melba  toast).  Or  you  could  in- 

vite a  friend  in  for  meat  loaf.  And  give 

him  just  that — but  yours  happens  to  be 
jazzed  up  with  red  wine  and  shallots.  Or, 
if  you  are  feeling  very  brave,  ask  several 
people  for  dinner  two  weeks  hence  (sure 
sign  of  a  serious  party).  Just  do  it;  once 
you  commit  yourself  to  it,  the  rest  is easy. 

Opt  out  of  any  culinary  competition. 
A  party  should  be  an  adventure,  not  a 
showdown.  A  party  is  an  excuse  to  cook 

in  a  different  style  after  the  week's  rou- 
tine meals.  The  old  advice  had  you  prac- 

tice a  menu  ("the  best  surprise  is  no  sur- 
prise") until  you  were  sure  you  could 

reproduce  it  under  stress  (your  assumed 
state  when  giving  a  party) .  But  that  robs 
cooking  for  friends  of  its  creativity  and 

also  its  suspense — how  will  it  turn  out 
tonight?  The  only  rule  is  you  cannot 
criticize  your  own  food.  If  something 
does  not  work  out,  call  it  by  a  new  name 
and  declare  it  your  own  invention.  A 
beiirre  monte  sauce  becomes  a  heurre 

fondu;  I  made  cream  pralines  that  failed 
miserably,  but  turned  into  a  wonderful 
candy  after  some  experimentation;  an 

only  half-failed  first  attempt  at  bread 
became  English  mufiin  bread.  It  was 
such  a  hit,  the  fledgling  inventor/ baker 
will  now  have  to  reproduce  it! 

New  dishes  do  not  always  work — like 
the  time  I  made  a  risotto,  then  without 
thinking  (thinking:  a  simple  process  that 

can  prevent  many  mistakes),  put  a  lid 

on  it  while  serving  the  first  course.  I  re- 
turned to  find  not  a  risotto  but  my  old 

friend  gluey  rice  with  peas  and  bacon. 
But  it  still  tasted  good,  so  I  served  it  any- 

way (there  was  no  choice).  The  party 
turned  out  to  be  one  of  my  best,  and  I 

learned  that  the  food  doesn't  have  to  be 

perfect. Everyone  has  to  find  his  own  way  of 

dealing  with  the  problems  and  limita- 
tions that  confront  and  confound  the 

desire  to  put  on  a  good  party.  A  friend 
in  St.  Louis,  who  must  do  a  great  deal  of 

entertaining  for  her  husband's  work, 
lacked  a  dining  table  big  enough  to  seat 
guests  for  a  formal  party.  She  hired  a 

harpist  to  play  in  the  foyer  as  guests  ar- 
rived, and  spread  family  linens  and 

silver  on  the  floor — where  everyone  ate 
with  great  pleasure.  If  you  want  to  cook 
a  fistful  of  recipes  from  3-star  French 
chefs  all  at  once,  but  the  shopping  list 
sinks  your  budget,  enlist  friends  to  help 
buy  the  ingredients  to  spread  the  cost 

out.  If  you're  known  as  a  talented  cook, 
they  will  jump  at  the  chance  to  eat  so 
well.  If  you  have  a  job  that  keeps  you 

late,  organize  everything  to  the  minute. 
While  I  refuse  to  vacuum  before  a  party, 

especially  one  in  the  evening  when  dust 
is  harder  to  see  (there  will  be  a  new 

crop  of  crumbs  afterwards — why  clean 
twice?),  I  must  have  a  clean  kitchen. 
Because  a  clean  kitchen  is  ready  to  hop 
into  action:  Pots  are  ready,  spoons  can 
be  grabbed.  It  is  the  best  aid  when  you 
are  in  a  hurry.  Walk  in  from  work,  drop 
coat  on  way  to  kitchen,  put  on  apron, 

and  start  peeling  carrots  while  the  oven 

preheats.  One-half  hour  later,  the  salad 
is  assembled,  the  main  dish  is  in  the 

oven,  the  first  course  chills  in  the  refrig- 
erator or  is  on  a  counter  warming  to 

room  temperature,  and  you  pick  up  your 

coat  on  the  way  back  to  the  bedroom  to 

change.  You  couldn't  do  it  if  you  had  to wash  a  sinkful  of  dishes  first. 

Any  time  of  day  is  fine  for  parties:  an 
early  breakfast  before  a  shared  walk  to 

work,  a  cup  of  cappucino  in  the  after- 
noon, or  a  prepared-ahead  late-night 

supper  after  the  theatre.  My  husband 
entertains  at  breakfast,  which  he  cooks 
anytime  from  7  in  the  morning  to  9  at 
night.  It  is  a  wonderful,  informal  way  to 

have  friends  over,  and  they  come  eager- 
ly, especially  if  they  already  know  the 

menu:  scrambled  eggs  and  his  perfect 
home  fries.  Ritual  demands  that  we  all 

gather  in  the  kitchen  while  he  carefully 
prepares  them,  hunger  rising  with  the 
aroma  of  onion  and  garlic.  He  makes  his 
potatoes  with  such  love  and  attention, 
they  are  irresistible.  As  we  sit  around 
the  table  sharing  the  food,  the  time,  and 
the  talk,  it  is  clear  that  the  new  rules  for 

entertaining — if  keep  it  simple,  mini- 
mize fuss,  stay  flexible,  and  relax  can  be 

called  new  rules — have  made  it  easier 
to  enjoy  friends  more  often.  ■

My  favorite  project  was  my 
bed,  which  I  decided  would 
go  in  this  sunken  area  in  my 
own  little  studio-house.  I 
wanted  it  to  be  magical  and 
dazzling,  never  mind  smooth 
professionalism.  Which  leads 
me,  for  a  moment,  to  this: 
Most  do-it-yourself  projects 
look  best  if  flair  and  effect  are 
more  of  a  consideration  than 

technique.  This  is  complete 
self-defense,  of  course,  be- 

cause I  happen  to  have  very 
little  patience  and  only  do 
things  myself  because  I  want 
this  look  right  now.  No  one 
should  ever  see  the  wall  be- 

hind pictures  I  have  hung.  So, 
for  this  bed,  I  went  to  a  barn 
in  New  York  State,  where  a 
man  has  all  sorts  of  logs  and 
old  beams  (some  of  which 
also  inspired  me  to  pull  down 
walls  and  ceilings  just  to  use 

the  beams — nothing  is  more 
exciting  than  pulling  down 
walls,  except  perhaps  living 

by  candlelight  until  the  elec- 
trician comes  to  put  back  the 

wiring  one  has  inadvertently 

hacked  away  at.  But  this  is  an- 
other story  covered  by  the 

rule  about  staying  away  from 
electricity,  to  which  I  add  the 
note  that  it  is  often  in  places 

you  wouldn't  expect  it  to  be). 
I  found  four  perfect  cedar 
tree  trunks,  stripped  them  of 
some  of  the  bark,  covered 
them  with  polyurethane,  and, 
with  the  help  of  my  friend 
Norman,  who  understands 
these  things,  put  together  a 
fourposter  bed.  Then  I  strung 
little  white  Christmas  tree 

lights  around  it,  forming  a 
canopy  frame,  and  suspended 
a  mosquito  netting  on  a  hoop 
(found  in  Key  West)  from 
the  ceiling.  The  effect  is  lovely 
and  I  have  almost  forgotten 
the  part  about  how  we  had  to 
take  the  bed  apart  in  order  to 
put  it  down  into  the  sunken 
area  after  we  had  built  it 
somewhere  else. 

Determination  and  confi- 
dence will  help  you  deal  with 

experts  who  claim  certain 

things  cannot  be  done.  I  want- 
ed a  rustic  shower  lined  with 

wood.  I  was  told  it  wouldn't 
work,  and  no  professional 
would  do  it.  But  ships  have 
been  built  of  wood  for  cen- 

turies. So  Norman  and  I 

bought  some  planks  of  rough -

sawn  cedar  and  cemented  them  up  with 
waterproof  glue,  then  coated  them  with 
a  waterproof  resin.  Another  shower  is 

ined  with  a  Spanish-tile-patterned  floor- 
ng  vinyl,  which  we  were  also  told 
wouldn't  work.  It  works — like  a  lot  of 

things,  if  it  hasn't  been  done,  one  will  be 
told  it  can't  be.  Shower  doors  were  made 

by  a  carpenter  when  I  couldn't  find wooden  framed  ones.  And  to  continue 
with  showers,  which,  it  seems  to  me,  do 
not  have  to  resemble  refrigerators,  if 
you  have  to  have  a  shower  curtain,  take 

a  plain  clear  one  and  paint  it  with  acryl- 
ics in  a  pattern  you  love.  I  adore  painting 

anything,  including  sailcloth  for  pillows 
when  needlework  takes  too  long.  And 
when  my  children  were  small  I  bought 
really  terrible  furniture,  which  still 
would  not  be  chic  enough  to  be  called 
retro,  and  painted  chests  and  chairs  with 
such  swoops  and  designs  and  fringes  that 
they  resembled  carrousel  ponies. 

Most  of  the  time  you  are  told  some- 

thing won't  work  because  it  won't  last 
for  years.  I'm  not  sure  that  I  want  most 
of  my  effects  to  last  for  years.  It's  a  little 
like  one's  gentlemen  friends.  What  is 
enticing  this  year,  I'll  be  used  to  next 
year  and  bored  with  the  year  after  that. 

When  projects  seem  too  large  or  diffi- 
cult to  consider,  I  try  to  minimize  them 

in  my  mind  and  ask,  how  would  I  do 
this  in  a  doll  house?  Or  I  get  friends  to 
help.  One  way  to  do  this  is  to  mention 
first  the  large  vat  of  chili  simmering  on 

the  stove  and  then  you  say  a  little  some- 

thing about,  "and  later  maybe  we'll  just 
throw  up  these  bookshelves."  I  do  every- 

thing with  a  lot  of  pine,  which  is  soft  and 
easy  to  work  with,  and  left  natural,  with 
a  couple  of  coats  of  polyurethane,  looks 

pale  and  warm.  I've  even  learned  to  put 
up  mirrors  by  nailing  strips  of  pine 

around  them.  I'm  better  now  at  using 
things  like  molly  bolts,  which  hold  up 
the  plants,  pleasing  them  immeasurably. 
Once  you  do  something,  you  wonder 
why  it  ever  seemed  forbidding.  This  is 
especially  true  of  electric  drills,  which  at 
first  reminded  me  of  guns.  However, 
where  a  man  will  take  an  entire  day 
puttering  about  with  an  enormous 
amount  of  heavy-duty  extension  cords 
and  trays  of  bits  and  so  forth,  if  wood  is 

involved  it's  a  lot  easier  to  make  a  hole 
with  an  awl  and  a  hammer. 

Certain  things  still  defeat  me.  I  am 
not  good  at  getting  things  straight,  so 
when  straight  is  necessary,  it  helps  to 
have  help  from  a  friend  who  is.  Alas, 
help  of  this  sort  is  not  always  available, 
and  as  a  result  I  find  people  look  at  some 
of  my  projects  with  their  heads  slightly 
cocked,  which  is  generous  to  a  fault.  I 
flunked  elementary  sewing  in  college 
(short-circuiting  a  dazzling  career  as  a 

costume  designer),  because  I  could  not 
master  the  sewing  machine.  This  is  why 
there  are  no  curtains  in  the  house.  Yet. 

I  have  a  feeling  that  if  I  buy  the  machine 
I  will  be  shamed  into  learning  how  to 
work  it.  It  seems  to  me  a  lot  of  skills 

come  about  backwards — there  is  a  need, 
one  asks  questions,  finds  the  right  equip- 

ment, and  simply  (or  not  so  simply) 
learns  to  do  it. 

Working  on  my  house,  helping  or  just 
watching  the  experts,  has  made  me  feel 
part  of  it,  very  close  to  it.  I  know  this 
house  now  and  respect  its  idiosyncracies. 

It  may  startle  me,  but  it's  never  as  my- 
sterious as  houses  I  simply  lived  in.  With 

spring  here,  I'll  start  getting  to  know  the 
land.  I  will  read  about  gardens,  watch 

my  friends  who  already  know,  ask  ques- 
tions and  see  what  we  can  grow,  this  acre 

and  I. 

Twelve  things  you 
probably  cannot  do, 
even  if  you  know  how 

1 .  Put  in  skylights  which  will  not  leak. 

2.  Find  goodlooking  screen  doors  (al- 
though you  can  find  goodlooking  car- 
penters to  help  you  build  them.  Idle 

observation:  Carpenters  and  electricians 
tend  to  be  cuter  than  plumbers  and 
painters.  But  there  are  exceptions  to 
everything). 

3.  Truck  in  and  set  up  your  own  re- 
frigerator. This  is  a  matter  of  some  sort 

of  balancing.  My  friends  tried  to  bring 
over  my  old  one  for  the  basement  and  it 
did  not  travel  well.  At  all,  actually. 

4.  Find  exactly  what  you're  looking  for 
in  stock.  Anything  I'm  going  to  like  has 
to  be  ordered  from  a  place  where  there 
is  a  strike.  The  exception  to  the  rule 
about  exceptions  is  there  is  no  exception 
to  this. 

5.  Or  at  a  sale  price. 
6.  Have  any  job  finished  in  the  time  you 

expect. 
7.  Have  it  cost  what  you  planned.  This 

applies  to  do-it-yourself  as  well  because 
you  shop-it-yourself  and  always  find  a 
few  absolutely  inspirational  things  you 

didn't  know  you  needed. 
8.  Get  any  new  technique  right  the  sec- 

ond time  you  try  it.  The  first  time  you 
will  be  extra  careful.  The  second  time, 
overconfident. 
9.  Plan  an  exterior  painting  job  for  a  day 
it  will  not  rain.  If  it  is  not  raining  that 
day,  it  will  be  only  because  you  have 
bought  the  wrong  kind  of  paint  and  it 
is  Sunday  and  cannot  be  exchanged. 
10.  Lend  tools  to  a  friend  and  get  them 
all  back.  The  hammer  will  be  misplaced. 

Or  you  will  misplace  it  yourself.  Buy  two 
and  hide  one  for  midnight  impulses  to 
hang  up  a  lot  of  things,  such  as  baskets 
or  the  pictures  in  the  coat  closet  which 
you  suddenly  want  to  see  again. 
11.  Expect  anyone  to  clean  up.  Keep 
old  sheets  for  dropcloths,  especially  for 

carpenters  who  never  think  they  need 
them. 

12.  Put  up  a  lot  of  mirrors  without 
breaking  one.  Walk  around  the  shards 

seven  times  if  you  believe  a  broken  mir- 
ror brings  bad  luck.  It  will  break  the 

spell  and  exercise  your  consternation.  ■

Materials:  One  reversible  quilt,  narrow- 
gauge  galvanized  chain,  measuring  tape, 
cording  (instructions,  page  122),  scissors, 
needle,  and  thread.

paper  centerpiece containers 
(like  the  tile-look  ones  on  pages  178-183) 

In  all  these  table  settings,  a  new  thought 
for  centerpiece  containers:  Plant  saucers 
or  wooden  boxes  are  covered  with  tile- 
patterned  self-stick  paper  or  wallpaper. 
•  To  cover  a  saucer,  cut  out  a  strip  of 
paper  twice  the  depth  of  the  saucer  and 
long  enough  to  completely  encircle  it. 
Starting  with  the  outside jDf  the  saucer, 
wallpaper-paste  or  stick  the  strip  around 

its  widest  part;  then,  using  tucks,  secure 
the  rest  of  the  paper  around  the  exterior.

The  Shakespeare  Garden 
needs  you 

"I  know  a  bank  whereon  the  wild  thyme 
blows"  A  Midsummer-Night's  Dream 
Needless  to  say,  there's  a  lot  of  interest 
in  The  Public  Broadcasting  System's  am- 

bitious airing  over  the  next  six  years  of 

all  Shakespeare's  plays.  And  gardening 
Shakespeare  devotees  have  always  de- 

lighted in  the  botanical  information  they 
contain.  According  to  the  experts,  there 
are  some  167  herbs,  flowers,  extracts  of 
plants,  and  other  natural  trees  and  shrubs 
mentioned  in  the  plays  and  sonnets.  And 
one  way  to  learn  and  enjoy  the  beauty  of 

the  plants  is  in  the  new  Shakespeare  Gar- 
den at  the  Brooklyn  Botanical  Garden 

in  Brooklyn,  N.  Y. 

About  103  varieties  have  already  been 

planted  in  the  heart  of  the  garden's  500- acre  plan.  The  official  opening  is  June  23, 
when  almost  everything  will  be  in  bloom. 

A  serpentine  red-brick  wall  about  3Vi 
feet  high,  on  which  vines  and  creepers 
entwine,  borders  the  garden  on  the  south. 
Each  variety  of  plant  is  carefully  labeled 
with  a  quote  from  its  play  or  sonnet  as 
well  as  the  approximate  date  when  the 
plant  is  thought  to  have  been  brought  to 
our  shores.  The  botanists  at  the  Brook-

A  winter  savory 
for  all  seasons —

Winter  savory,  Satureja  montana,  is 

the  original  culinary  salt  substitute.  Al- 
though it  was  used  initially  to  compen- 

sate for  a  shortage  of  salt  rather  than  to 

comply  with  a  physician's  recommenda- 
tions, investigating  its  taste  appeal  today 

may  well  be  in  order  for  anyone  on  a 

salt-free  diet.  A  rather  pungent  herb,  it 
can  substitute  for  pepper  as  well. 

Traditionally  served  with  beans,  be- 
cause of  its  oft-sworn-to  ability  to  coun- 

teract that  legume's  most  common  diges- 
tive problem,  winter  savory  is  also,  for 

the  same  soothing  reason,  used  in  salad 
dressings,  particularly  for  cucumbers. 
Trout  is  delicious  served  in  savory.  And, 

of  course,  there's  tea.  Peppery  and  hot, 
savory  tea  really  puts  the  zing  into  your 
hot  beverage  repertoire. 

The  leaves  of  S.  montana  are  narrow, 

needly,  and  thyme-like.  The  perennial  is 
adept  at  indoor  growth  if  raised  in  a  cool, 
sunny  spot.  It  prefers  sweet  soil,  so  add 
a  teaspoon  of  lime  to  the  potting  soil,

Rtness:  How  important  is  it,  really? 
What  do  you  think  is  the  most  popular 
form  of  exercise  in  America  right  now? 

It's  not  tennis.  It's  not  running,  either. 
It's  walking.  Swimming  and  calisthenics 
place  close  seconds.  Who  do  you  think  is 
more  serious  about  planning  or  carrying 
through  a  new  program  of  workout,  men 

or  women?  It's  women.  Exercise  reduces 
your  appetite,  right?  Not  enough  to  vali- 

date the  claims  made  by  even  the  most 
committed  enthusiasts.  And  almost  half 

of  the  really  serious  runners  say  theirs 
has  been  increased. 

Early  this  spring  a  59-page  report 
documenting  fitness  in  America  was  re- 

leased. Louis  Harris  and  Associates, 

known  nationwide  for  its  political  fore- 
casts of  public  opinion,  made  a  survey 

of  some  1,500  Americans,  18-years  and 
older,  about  exercise  habits  today.  The 
report  was  commissioned  by  Great 
Waters  of  France  who  distribute  Perrier 

bottled  water.  You  may  know  that 
Perrier  is  a  cosponsor  of  the  New  York 
Marathon  held  during  the  fall  in  New 
York  City.  The  study  revealed  three 

things:  Americans'  attitudes  and  beliefs 
about  the  necessity  for  exercise;  their 
exercise  habits;  and  the  extent  of  their 

clinical  information  and  knowledge 
about  the  benefits  exercise  can  produce. 
The  Perrier  Study  is  the  first  of  its  kind 

since  1961  and  that  near-20-year  interval 
turns  out  to  have  been  a  period  of  phe- 

nomenal growth  in  physical  awareness. 
Ninety  million  people  are  taking  some 

form  of  exercise  today.  Those  millions 
are  divided  into  three  classifications: 

"high-actives,"  "moderate-actives,"  and 
"low-actives."  The  Harris  poll's  ques- 

tions included  many  that  were  directed 
to  people  who  get  no  exercise  at  all. 

These  are   called  "non-actives."  Then, 

A  fascinating  look  at 
what  Americans 
honestly  think  about

of  your  own 
some  way  had  to  be  found  to  describe 
the  kinds  of  demands  exercise  exacted 

from  the  individual;  a  walk  in  the  coun- 
try is  not  the  same  as  10  minutes  of 

squash.  Making  these  allowances,  the 

Harris  poll  found  a  solid,  committed-to- 
exercise  15  percent  of  Americans  who 

pursue  fitness  and  self-improvement. 
Let's  look  at  some  of  its  findings: 

Like  father,  like  son 
One  of  the  most  valuable  and  far-reach- 

ing conclusions  drawn  by  the  study  is 
the  overriding  importance  of  shared 

family  activity.  An  unusually  high  per- 

centage of  the  "high-actives"  inter- 
viewed practice  the  same  sport  as  at  least 

one  of  their  parents.  They  remarked 
again  and  again  that  the  interest  and 
direction  given  by  a  mother  or  father 
was  crucial  to  their  developing  an  ongo- 

ing participation  in  sports.  About  93 
percent  of  the  parents  interviewed  said 
that  they  felt  fitness  activities  were  as 
important  for  their  daughters  as  their 

sons.  What's  changed?  The_notion  that 
only  certain  sports  are  "appropriate"  for 
boys  and  girls.  Options  are  increasing  for 

girls,  and  parents  are  expressing  increas-

2.  Get  comfortable  running  shoes. 

They'll  be  an  important  factor  in  your 
sticking  with  a  walking  program.

promising  yourself  to  walk  20  minutes  4 
days  a  week.  Raise  it  to  25  minutes  a 

day,  4  days  a  week  and  increase  by  in-

4.  Check  your  pulse  every  day.  Keep  a 
record  and  watch  it  decrease  as  your 
body  becomes  more  efficient. 
5.  Breathe  rhythmically  and  let  your 
arms  swing  by  your  sides.

ing  disapproval  of  contact  sports  for 
young  boys. 

Women  are  interested,  too 
Women  are  joining  sports  activities  at  a 
distinctly  more  rapid  rate  than  men.  For 
example,  the  number  of  women  who 
have  begun  running  in  the  last  2  years  is 
20  percent  higher  than  the  number  of 
men  who  have  begun  to  run.  Other 
sports  that  appeal  to  women  in  large 
numbers  and  for  longer  spans  of  time 
are  golf  (highest  rated  at  58  percent), 
then  calisthenics,   softball,   and  tennis. 

Myths  about  the  benefits  of 
an  exercise  progrant 

"You  eat  and  sleep  less  when  you're 

properly  exercised."  It's  a  widespread 
claim,  supported  by  many,  but  the  Per- 
rier  Study  could  not  find  sufficient  testi- 

mony to  validate  these  two  popular 

assertions.  Among  all  activists,  66  per- 
cent said  that  exercise  had  no  effect  on 

their  diets  at  all,  and  43  percent  said  it 
had  no  effect  on  their  appetites,  either. 
Only  9  percent  of  the  actives  said  they 
felt  their  appetites  and  attendant  intake 
of  food  were  reduced  through  thorough 

exercising.  The  big  effect  on  dieting  re- 
ported by  these  people  is  that  their  in- 

take of  water  is  more  (46  percent)  and 

Refresh  your  bed  with 
BedSack: 
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fruit  juices  (34  percent).  The  national 
average  of  hours  for  sleep  is  7.5  ac- 

cording to  the  Perrier  Study.  Its  findings 
indicate  that  this  remains  unchanged 
among  those  who  exercise. 

Why  people  don't  exercise 
Many  non-actives  said  they  thought  the 
current  emphasis  on  physical  fitness  was 
a  fad  and  another  craze,  and  they 

wouldn't  become  involved.  One  widely 
held  but  erroneous  assumption  is  that 
exercise  can  overdevelop  the  heart, 
which  may  be  dangerous  later  in  life. 

The  Study  found  that  there  was  a 

strong  belief  among  "low-actives"  that  i 
an  ordinary  day's  activities  provided  suf- 

ficient exercise,  and  that  it  wasn't 
necessary  to  set  aside  special  time  to  con- 

sciously pursue  it.  ("High-actives,"  51 
percent  of  them,  disagreed  with  this  as- 

sertion and  said  that  regardless  of  how 
much  of  a  workout  they  got,  they  still 

required  more  to  stay  fit.)  "Low-ac- 
tives" also  said  that  in  their  lives  there 

wasn't  enough  time  to  pursue  an  exer- 

cise program.  When  "low-actives"  and 
"high-actives"  compared  the  amount 

they  had  available  for  "free  time,"  it  was 
almost  exactly  the  same — about  25 
hours  a  week.  Other  reasons  for  not 

getting  involved  have  to  do  with  unfa- 
vorable weather  (15  percent),  lack  of 

interest  (11  percent),  and,  by  those 

who'd  own  up  to  it,  laziness  (7  percent). 

Why  people  begin  a  program 
The  outstanding  reason  non-actives  gave 

for  beginning  a  program  was  a  doctor's advice.  The  most  common  reason  given 

by  "high"  and  "moderate-actives"  was 
for  long-term  preventive  health  mainte- 
nance. 

It  appears  that  the  public  as  a  whole 
understands  the  fundamentals  of  exer- 

cise and  is  aware  that  strenuous  activity 
increases  the  efficiency  of  the  heart,  lungs, 
and  circulatory  system.  Ninety  percent 
of  the  1,510  people  questioned  thought 
that  exercise  reduced  their  potential  for 
a  heart  attack.  Where  the  uncertainty 
still  lies  is  what  constitutes  the  best  exer- 

cise to  stay  fit.  Those  least  informed 
about  exercise  are  the  elderly,  but  the 

survey  showed  that  there  was  an  appre- 
ciable percentage  of  people  in  every  age 

group  who  were  either  misinformed  or 
not  interested  in  what  it  takes  to  stay  fit. 

Eighty  percent  of  all  actives  were  aware 
that  exercise  had  psychological  benefits, 

that  they  "somehow  felt  better"  when 
they  stuck  to  a  course  of  workouts,  that 
psychological  fitness  was  a  benefit  of 
sustained  momentum. 

Future  trends 

Walking's  the  favorite:  running  is  still 
booming;  and  swimming  is  leveling  off 
along  with  hiking  and  bicycling.  More 
than  21  million  people  are  involved  in 
calisthenics  proj^ranis,  both  as  a  sport  in

What  you  can  learn  from  team  sports 

''Lije  is  going  on  down  on  that  field," 
my  father  used  to  tell  me  during  family 

outings  to  football  games.  "Team  sports 
are  just  like  marriage  and  business:  You 

have  to  pull  your  own  weight — but  you 

win  or  lose  together."'  Although  my  fa- 
ther's generation  is  one  of  social  re- 

sponsibility and  ours  of  self-fulfillment, 
his  wisdom  abruptly  leapt  into  con- 

sciousness as  I  sat  with  friends  watching 
the  Super  Bowl  on  TV.  What  values  for 
real  life  could  be  learned,  I  wondered, 

from  watching,  or  playing,  team  sports? 
Goals,  boundaries, 
game  plans 
The  purpose  of  any  team  sport  seems 

obvious:  the  goal — to  win  the  game.  It's 
the  striving  for  the  goal  that  ties  team 
members  together.  Marriage,  too,  aims 
to  win,  although  the  current  mood  of 

"looking  out  for  No.  1"  has  colored  the 
goal  a  bit  fuzzy.  "The  reason  so  many 
people  are  unclear  about  its  objective," 
explains  Herbert  Holt,  a  New  York  City

psychiatrist.  Dean  of  the  Westchester 
Institute  for  Counseling  and  Therapy  in

flowed into  marriage.  Just  as  most  team

serving.  The  real  goal  of  marriage  is  to 

maintain  a  loving  relationship  of  soli- 
darity, aflfection,  and  kindness,  and  al- 

though one  or  more  interests  can  hinge 
a  marriage  together — business,  golf, 
French  cooking — they  are  like  home 
runs  or  touchdowns — means  to  achieve 

an  end."  ^ 
No  question  about  boundaries  in  team 

sports,  either.  Inherent  in  every  assign- 
ment is  a  set  of  perimeters — the  space 

an  athlete  must  cover  if  he  plays  a  posi- 
tion. "Husband  and  wife  should  also  be 

aware  of  boundaries,"  says  Dr.  Holt. 
"Not  just  the  obvious  divisions  of  labor,

that  whereas  men  see  the  two 

faces  of  risk — loss  or  gain, 

danger  or  opportunity — wom- 
en see  only  its  negative  as- 

pects.

"You  learn 
to  love  by  loving,"  writes  Al- 
dous  Huxley,  "by  paying  atten- 

tion and  doing  what  one  there- 

by discovers  has  to  be  done." Who's  on  first? 
In  football,  the  personality  of 
the  player  usually  matches  up 

— the  parents  too  distant,  their 
attitudes  too  authoritarian — 
the  child  will  feel  isolated.  If 

the  boundaries  are  too  lax — 
the   discipline   not  firm   and 
consistent — the  child  will  feel 
insecure  because  he  is  given 

control  of  a  situation  he  hasn't 
wisdom  to  control."

ance.  Peter,  fishing  alone  with 
his  dad,  can  admit  that  acne 
stands  between  him  and  a 
date.  Like  tents  in  the  rain, 

good  parents,  like  good 
coaches,  offer  comfort  and/ or 
solutions.  But  above  all,  it  is 

by  listening  with  an  under- 
standing heart  that  they  gain 

their  children's — or  their  play- 
ers'— confidence  and  respect. 

And  just  as  rookies  learn  more 
from  the  superstars  in  sports 

( "Day  in,  day  out  they  observe 
how  the  Reggie  Jacksons  han- 

dle different  situations,"  ex- 
plains Bob  Lemon,  manager 

of  the  New  York  Yankees), 
so  children  use  their  parents 

as  role  models.  "Example  is 
always  more  efficacious  than 

precept,"  wrote  Samuel  John- 
son, and  parents  should  keep 

in  mind  that  children  are,  at 

least  sometimes,  quick  to  imi- 
tate good  and  bad  traits. 

Teamwork  is 
everything 
In  team  sports,  you  learn  to 
anticipate,  to  think  how  your 
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action  will  affect  an  entire 

play.  "Never  think  individual- 
ly when  the  ball  is  in  play," 

says  Coach  Allen.  "There  is 

no  T  inT-E-A-M." "Marriage,"  says  Dr.  Holt, 

"is  a  voluntary  obligation.  If 

you  don't  want  to  consider 
your  spouse's  welfare,  then 
you're  better  off  remaining 

single."  For  instance:  A  hus- 
band wants  to  switch  jobs  and 

move  to  Chicago.  But  his  wife 
is  in  a  highly  specialized  field 
and  may  not  be  able  to  find 
work  in  a  new  city.  Will  his 
raise  compensate  for  the  lack 
of  her  salary?  How  will  not 

working  affect  her  self-esteem, 
and  consequently,  her  attitude 
toward  him? 

Dancing  school  may  teach 
us  social  graces,  but  it  is  in  the 
sports  arena  that  we  first  learn 

the  nitty-gritty  social  skills: 
sportsmanship,  empathy,  co- 

operation. Tennis  star  Ilye 
Nastase  may  turn  brat  on  the 
court,  but  teams  rarely  let 

their  members  indulge  in  tan- 
trums. Teams  foster  self-con- 

fidence, reduce  inferiority 

feelings,  and  all  but  cure  over- 
sensitivity  to  criticism  and 
overresponsiveness  to  praise. 

At  pep  talks  and  strategy  ses- 

sions, says  Hank  Stram,  "the coach  usually  includes  each 

player  in  the  discussion.  Each 
mistake  is  talked  about,  each 

accomplishment  recognized — 
no  matter  who  makes  them. 

Players  don't  feel  the  sting  of 

criticism  when  everyone's  per- 

formance is  put  on  the  line." 
So  if  Mom  is  dubbed  an  athlet- 

ic clod.  Dad  a  literary  zero, 

it's  because  "in  healthy  fami- 
lies there  is  a  sane  dose  of 

kidding  as  well  as  a  system  of 
checks  and  balances  to  keep 

anyone  from  soaring  too  high 

or  dropping  too  low,"  explains Dr.  Holt.  When  Lisa  sticks  her 
nose  in  the  air — Monopoly 
with  her  younger  sisters  is  a 
drag  now  that  boyfriends  are 

calling — they  remind  her  that 
the  captain  of  the  football 
team  never  phoned  back. 

When  Tom,  the  family's  an- 
swer to  Bucky  Dent,  doesn't make  first-string  varsity,  his 

sister  sets  him  up  with  a 

smashing  date.  "Family  mem- 
bers help  one  another  realize 

that  every  mistake  doesn't mean  blowing  the  Super  Bowl, 
and  that  every  achievement

Play!  It's  good  for  you 
Somewhere  in  New  York  City  there  is 

a  bus  driver  who  is  also  a  good-natured 
comedian.  In  fact,  people  often  ride  a 
few  stops  further  just  to  listen  to  him. 
When  I,  unknowing,  boarded  the  bus 
and  handed  him  my  transfer  ticket,  he 
looked  at  it,  looked  at  me,  then  looked  at 
the  ticket  again.  Then  he  turned  to  his 

audience  of  passengers  and  said:  "It's 
just  a  transfer  ticket.  I  was  hoping  for  a 

dinner  invitation."  The  next  rider  got  on, 
a  woman  struggling  with  packages.  "Can 
we  have  a  redcap  to  the  front  of  the  bus 

please,  paging  one  redcap!"  announced the  driver. 

This  man  has  obviously  found  a  good 

way  to  approach  his  job,  playfully,  mak- 
ing it  fun  for  him  and  for  his  riders.  It 

is  something  we  can  all  do,  whether  it's 
by  bringing  play  with  us  to  work  or 
playing  hard  when  work  is  over.  Play  is 

something  we're  born  with;  it  comes  nat- 
urally. And  we  all  need  it. 

But,  you  ask.  what  is  meant  by  this 

word  "play"?  The  dictionary  has  more than  50  variations  on 

its  meaning.  This  is 
probably     because 

play  depends  on  in- 
dividual  preferences 

and      needs.      You 

might     play     tennis, 

while  I'd  rather  play  the  guitar.  The  two 
are   completely  different   activities,   yet 
both  should,  in  the  long  run.  provide  the 
same  result:   a  feeling  of  pleasure  and 
enjoyment,    personal    fulfillment.    Play 
may  cover  a  wide  range  of  activities  and 
definitions,  but  we  all  have  some  idea 
of  what  it  means  to  us. 

Dr.  Thomas  Tutko,  sports  psycholo- 
gist at  San  Jose  State  University,  defines 

recreational  play  as  "time  set  aside  to  in- 
dulge in  behavior  that  others  may  view 

as  frivolous.  Think  of  the  word  recrea- 

tion as  re-creation,"  he  says.  "You  are 
giving  yourself  new  space,  new  freedom 

with  your  time.  You're  re-creating  it  for 
pleasurable  activities.  Play  is  what  you 

would  do  if  you  were  totally  free." 
But  none  of  us  is  totally  free.  Whether 

we  have  limitations  set  by  time  or  by 
location,  we  are  not  always  able  to  play 
the  way,  ideally,  we  would  like  to.  So  we 
either  change  to  broaden  our  limitations 
if  we  can,  or  we  find  a  new  way  to  play. 

Whether  it's  amusing  passengers  on  a 
bus,  playing  volleyball  after  work,  or 
changing  our  lifestyle  completely,  we  all 
find  play  somewhere.  One  young  man, 
having  just   completed    law   school   and

passed  the  bar  exam,  decided  that  he 
wanted  to  play  before  starting  work.  He 
decided  to  spend  a  winter  sailing  in  the 
Caribbean.  To  him  it  was  just  time  off 
before  pursuing  a  career  in  law,  but  it 
also  gave  him  a  new  skill  and  a  fresh  out- 

look he  can  draw  on  all  his  life.  "Play  is 
an  individual  thing,"  says  Dr.  Tutko. 
"It's  time  set  aside  for  you.  for  what 

you  want  and  need.  It's  not  selfish,  it's 

necessary." Dr.  Edward  O.  Wilson,  sociobiologist 

at  Harvard  University,  says  that  "on  a 

children  from  playing,"  says  Dr.  Wilson. 
"Children  are  industrious  about  it, I 

too,"  agrees  Dr.  Tutko.  "They  'work'  at  I 
playing."  In  early  teen-age  years,  he' 
feels,  play  becomes  a  way  to  establish' 
one's  identity,  especially  by  pursuing! 
special  interests  such  as  sports. 

"Sometimes  around  the  age  of  18, 
when  a  person  is  accepting  more  adult 
responsibilities,  play  can  take  on  a  neg- 

ative connotation,"  says  Dr.  Tutko. 

"People  tend  to  think  that  if  you're  al- 

ways playing,  you  probably  aren't  taking life  seriously.  Certainly  all  play  is  not 
the  most  healthful  lifestyle.  But  all  work 

and  no  play  isn't  possible  either.  No  one 
should  take  life  seriously  all  the  time. 
You  need  to  bring  some  play  into  your 

life,  whether  it's  just  a  playful  thotight 
or  anticipation  of  fun  things  to  come. 

deeper,  biological  level,  play  can  be  a 
deadly  serious  matter.  Animal  studies 

have  shown  that  play  is  actually  a  re- 

hearsal for  life's  later  challenges.  It  con- tributes to  natural  survival.  We  often 

think  of  a  kitten  as  a  very  playful  ani- 
mal. But  if  you  watch  closely  at  the  way 

a  kitten  plays,  you'll  see  characteristics 
of  stalking,  chasing,  and  fighting  that 
would  be  crucial  for  survival  if  it  lived 

in  the  wild." From  the  start  of  our  lives,  play  comes 
naturally.  Before  a  child  learns  to  walk 

or  talk,  he  plays  peek-a-boo,  laughs  at 
funny  faces,  and  explores  the  world  with 

no  other  purpose  than  to  sec  what  it's 
all   about.   "It's   pretty  hard   to  prevent 

It's  a  way  to  relieve  pressures  from  the 

workaday  world  and  it's  also  a  source 
of  individual  growth.  We  each  have 
within  us  a  highly  creative  person  that 

is  often  overlooked  in  our  workday  rou- 
tine. Through  play,  we  can  find  creative 

outlets  to  solve  problems  and  develop 

new  ideas."  Dr.  Cjeorge  Sheehan,  cardi- 
ologist and  renowned  runner,  agrees  that 

play  can  be  creative.  To  Dr.  Sheehan. 

running  is  play.  "If  1  were  trying  to  get 
people  to  be  more  productive  on  the  job. 

I'd  give  them  all  sweatsuits  and  then 
send  them  running  at  lunchtime.  For  me. 

my  stream  of  consciousness  becomes  tor- 
ents  when  I  run.  New  ideas  and  thoughts 
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come  pouring  in." Cartoonist  Charles  M.  Schulz,  creator 

of  Peanuts,  has  combined  play  and  work 

for  years:  "I  don't  need  to  use  play  as 
an  escape  or  to  relieve  work  pressures, 
because  my  work  is  play  to  me.  And  I 
think  that  has  had  a  great  deal  to  do  with 
the  success  of  the  comic  strip.  Because 

I  don't  have  to  force  myself  to  give  my 
all  to  the  job,  I  can  work  even  harder. 

I  can't  think  of  much  else  I'd  rather  be 
doing  than  drawing  Charlie  Brown, 

Snoopy,  and  the  rest  of  the  characters." 
Often  too,  if  you  find  play  and  work 

to  be  synonymous,  this  can  rub  off  on 

others.  This  is  especially  true  in  teach- 
ing, in  the  classroom  or  in  a  work-train- 
ing situation.  One  astronomy  professor 

at  a  northeastern  university  finds  that  by 

being  playful  he  keeps  students  interest- 

ed. And  when  they're  interested,  they'll 
learn  more  quickly.  Some  of  the  ways  he 

"plays":  weekly  contests  (not  quizzes) 
with  a  grand  prize  of  a  Milky  Way  candy 
bar;  special  previews  of  such  records  as 

"Hypotenuse  Turtle  Goes  to  Mars";  and occasional  lectures  on  the  evolution  of 
the  tin  can.  Between  all  these,  the  course 

is  packed  with  a  range  of  scientific  infor- 
mation that  is  not  always  easy  to  learn. 

But  because  the  approach  is  occasionally 

lighthearted  and  fun,  students  are  gen- 
uinely interested,  willing  to  work  hard — 

and  they  perform  well,  too. 
Pat  Schroeder,  Colorado  congress- 

woman  and  mother  of  two,  finds  that 

play  is  "a  survival  mechanism"  on  her 
job.  "I  have  to  be  playful  to  relieve  the 
pressures  that  go  with  being  one  of  16 
women  in  Congress.  There  are  a  lot  of 
people  here  who  take  themselves  very 
seriously,  sometimes  too  much  so.  I  take 
my  job  seriously,  but  I  like  to  keep  it 
in  perspective.  I  like  spontaneity,  and 
surprising  people  a  little.  Once  I  sent 
a  colleague  some  balloons  in  response 

to  a  committee  meeting — a  sort  of  thank 
you.  He  couldn't  believe  it.  Some  people 
don't  understand  me  at  first,  they  ask 
'Why  won't  she  stop  playing  and  grow 

up?'  But  once  they  realize  that  I'm  not 
making  fun  of  them,  they  trust  me  and 

laugh  with  me.  And  then  our  job  be- 

comes much  easier." 
Play  is  also  important  in  physical  fit- 

ness programs.  Says  Dr.  Sheehan:  "Peo- 
ple aren't  going  to  run  because  they 

know  it  will  make  them  healthier,  live 

longer.  They'll  run  because  they  enjoy 
it.  Then  they'll  realize  that  it's  good  for 
them.  Too  often,  I've  seen  play  taken 
out  of  physical  education.  When  you 
tell  a  child  to  run  around  the  track  as 

a  form  of  punishment,  he  won't  con- 
sider it  play.  Why  not  tell  him  he  can't 

run  instead?" Play  that  is  over-organized  or  forced 
on  children  turns  into  competition  or 

drudgery.  "When  kids  are  left  on  their 
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own  they'll  find  games  to  play,  organized 
with  their  own  rules,"  says  Charles 
Schulz.  "They  may  argue  over  who  was 
out  at  second  base,  but  they  still  play. 
Often,  adults  try  to  get  children  to  play 

specific  games  that  they  don't  really 
want  to."  Says  Dr.  Sheehan:  "We  went 
wrong  in  the  8th  grade,  when  we  put 
our  bodies  behind  desks  and  concen- 

trated on  what  the  mind  can  do.  Luckily, 

some  genius  discovered  recess." 
The  attitude  of  "I'll  be  the  hero  if  I 

catch  the  ball — or  the  goat  if  I  drop 

it,"  so  often  expressed  by  Charlie  Brown, 

is  part  of  competition,  not  play.  "I  think 
a  lot  of  people  can  identify  with  Charlie 

Brown;  that's  why  he's  so  popular,"  says 
his  creator.  "But  the  most  important 
value  of  play  is  to  be  able  to  enjoy  it 
whether  you  win  or  lose,  in  the  same  way 

that  you  should  be  able  to  laugh  at  your- 
selL  I  don't  think  that  you  can  play  care- 

lessly, without  making  any  effort.  Then 

there  wouldn't  be  any  game.  But  in  my 

mind,  there's  nothing  like  a  good  loser." At  the  New  Games  Foundation  in  San 

Francisco,  there  are  never  winners  or 
losers  because  everyone  manages  to  play 
on  the  same  team.  The  Foundation, 

dedicated  to  bringing  play  into  people's 
lives  through  training  sessions  and  new 

games,  concentrates  on  getting  every- 
one to  participate  and  play  as  best  he 

can.  Once  a  game  has  started,  the  rules 

can  change  if  everyone  agrees.  Tradi- 
tional games,  such  as  volleyball,  can  be 

altered  so  that  everyone  plays  on  thei 

same  team  (for  example,  circular  rota- 
tion around  the  net). 

Burton  Naiditch,  codirector  of  the 
foundation,  has  discovered  that  some 

people  play  harder  than  others.  "I  don't think  it  has  anything  to  do  with  where 

you're  from  or  what  you  do  for  a  living.] 
Some  people  have  blocks  against  certain 
kinds  of  play.  I  think  that  men  tend  to  be 
more  competitive  than  women,  and  are 
often  involved  in  sports  that  require] 
strength.  But  once  they  loosen  up,  they 

have  a  great  time.  Women  tend  to  be  bet 
ter  at  cooperating  in  games.  So  we  try  to 
combine  the  aspects  of  cooperation  and 
competition  in  our  new  games,  giving 

everyone  a  chance  to  learn  how  the> 

play."  After  special  training  sessions,  the 
players  discuss  how  the  games  went,  tc 
learn  more  about  how  they  interactec 
with  each  other. 

One  group  that  learned  about  pla> 
from  the  New  Games  Foundation  were 
some  editors  at  a  New  York  publishing 

house.  "They  were  having  trouble  with 

the  idea  of  a  book  about  us,"  says  Bur- 
ton Naiditch,  "so  we  stopped  talking 

and  asked  them  to  form  a  circle.  We 

played  a  game  called  'knots.'  People hold  hands  across  a  small  circle  and  then 

try  to  untangle  themselves  from  each 
other.  Within  minutes  the  editors  were 

all  laughing,  and  admitted  that  it  was  ir 
fact  lots  of  fun.  In  abstract,  play  car 

be  hard  to  explain,  but  once  you  ex

Dollar  for  dollar,  you  can  get  a  lot  more 

out  of  a  vacation  with  a  little  bit  of  plan- 
ning. Having  traveled  quite  extensively, 

I've  found  that  well-planned  trips  pay  off 
beautifully,  while  those  taken  without 
forethought  can  be  disappointing. 

Planning  a  vacation  is  especially  im- 
portant now.  While  the  exchange  rate  is 

still  unfavorable  in  a  lot  of  countries, 
there  are  some  places  where  dollars  go 

as  far  as  ever.  Moreover,  if  you  post- 
pone your  trip  because  of  poor  exchange 

rates,  chances  are  you  will  have  to  post- 
pone it  for  quite  a  while.  The  dollar 

won't  get  much  stronger  until  we  solve 
some  of  our  economic  problems,  accord- 

ing to  international  economists.  And 

that,  they  say,  will  take  time.  So  don't  let 
exchange  rates  dictate  your  destination. 
Just  plan  first,  and  get  your  priorities  in 
order.  Here  are  some  tips. 

Places  to  visit,  places  to  stay 
One  of  the  best  ways  to  save  money  on 
vacation  is  to  pick  your  hotel  with  care. 
The  more  you  save  on  the  cost  of  your 

room,  the  more  you'll  be  able  to  lavish 
elsewhere.  What's  more,  you  have  a 
number  of  options.  It  all  depends  on 
your  priorities.  For  example,  I  just  want 
a  clean  and  quiet  place  to  hang  my  hat. 
I  travel  to  see  another  country,  not  the 

hotel.  I'm  even  willing  to  stay  in  a  less 
convenient  location  if  it  will  save  money. 

More  often  than  not,  I've  found  that 
even  after  taking  the  cost  of  taxis  and 

buses  into  account,  I  wind  up  with  sig- 
nificant savings.  In  Mexico  City,  for  ex- 

ample, my  wife  and  I  recently  stayed  at 
a  small  hotel  off  the  beaten  path,  and  yet 

quite  conveniently  located.  It  was  won- 
derful: quaint,  charming,  and  romantic 

— the  perfect  place  to  start  a  honey- 
moon. And  a  suite  of  rooms  cost  $35  a 

night  as  against  the  $80  a  night  the  lux- 
ury hotels  charged  for  just  one  room. 

If  the  amenities  a  fancy  resort  hotel 

has  to  offer  aren't  important  to  you,  why 
pay  for  them?  Whether  you  use  them  or 
not,  you  will  pay  a  proportionate  cost  of 
their  upkeep.  So  consider  staying  at  a 
smaller  hotel  that  has  just  what  you 
want:  a  room — and  no  frills  to  boost  the 
bill. 

On  the  other  hand,  if  you  want  a  big, 
fancy  resort  hotel  with  all  the  trimmings 

— pool,   private  beaches,  tennis  courts, 

The  wise  traveler's guide  to  shopping 
strategies,  exchange 
rates,  and  other 

money-saving  ways 
to  enjoy  your 
vacation  more 

and  saunas — ask  your  travel  agent  and 
friends  for  recommendations.  However, 

since  these  hotels  tend  to  be  the  most  ex- 
pensive, ask  the  agent  for  price  ranges 

and  the  availability  of  discounts — say 
for  frequent  travelers.  Above  all,  be 
frank  about  what  you  want  and  how 

much  you  are  willing  to  spend.  The  trav- 
el agent  has  a  catalogue  of  hotels  he  can 

scan  to  find  the  kind  of  hotel  you  want 

at  a  price  you  can  aff"ord. If  all  the  hotels  in  the  area  you  want 
to  visit  seem  outlandishly  expensive,  ask 
your  agent  if  there  are  other  areas  that 
are  just  as  nice,  but  less  expensive. 

Chances  are  you'll  get  a  number  of  al- ternatives. And  some  of  them  will  be  less 

expensive  and  probably  far  less  crowded 
than  the  one  you  originally  asked  about. 
Vacation  spots  are  subject  to  trends,  just 
like  everything  else.  If  one  is  hot,  prices 
rise.  Then,  as  another  area  becomes 

more  popular,  prices  at  the  former  "in" spot  will  fall  back  again  so  it  can  attract 
vacationers — and  their  dollars. 

Still,  it  pays  to  be  at  least  somewhat 
cautious.  Ask  the  agent  if  there  is  a  rea- 

son for  the  resort's  fall  from  favor — say, 
pollution  or  political  unrest.  One  of  the 
wisest  travelers  I  know  takes  no  chances 
at  all.  He  makes  a  reservation  and  then 

calls  the  hotel  himself.  Instead  of  asking 
the  hotel  management  for  information, 

he  asks  to  speak  to  room  202.  By  speak- 
ing to  guests,  he  gets  an  accurate  report 

on  what  the  hotel,  the  area,  and  the 
weather  are  like.  He  also  asks  them  to 

recommend  rooms  or  wings  in  the  hotel, 
if  all  else  checks  out.  Most  guests,  he 
notes,  are  happy  to  act  as  scouts  for  you. 

As  far  as  he's  concerned,  the  cost  of  the 
telephone  call  is  a  small  price  to  pay  for 
the  assurance  of  a  good  vacation. 

.Since  it's  easier  for  travel  agents  to 

deal  with  big  hotels  thatjhave  budgets  to 
actively  solicit  business,  you  may  have] 
some  trouble  getting  recommendations 
and  reservations  for  smaller  places.  But 

don't  despair.  You  can  always  get  tips 
from  friends  and  associates  whose  tastes 

are  similar  to  your  own.  Odds  are  that 
somewhere  in  your  network  of  friends 

there's  a  soul  who  knows  of  just  the  per- 
fect place  to  stay  in  the  area  you  want  to 

visit.  And  if  they  don't,  they  probably 
know  someone  who  does.  That's  how  I 
found  my  honeymoon  hideaway  in  Mex- ico City. 

Moreover,  these  scouts  can  also  tell 
you  about  local  sights,  restaurants,  and 
ways  to  get  aroimd.  By  the  way,  once  you 

arrive,  do  ask  the  hotel's  staff  for  recom- 
mendations. They  can  tell  you  about  fa- 

vorite local  places  newcomers  aren't 
likely  to  hear  of.  Prices  will  be  lower  and 
the  goods  or  food  generally  even  better. 

Finally,  consider  renting  or  exchang- 

ing a  cottage  or  an  apartment.  You'll  get 
all  the  comforts  of  home,  at  a  cost  much 
lower  than  hotel  prices.  For  example,  a 

one-bedroom  apartment  in  a  central  part 
of  London  might  cost  as  little  as  $125  a 

week.  And  that's  with  maid  service. 
Finding  an  apartment  or  house  to  rent  is 
easier  than  you  might  imagine.  Some 

travel  agents,  most  national  tourist  of- 
fices, and  a  few  airlines  will  give  you  lists 

of  available  properties  and  their  rents. 
At  Home  Abroad  and  Rent  Abroad 

(both  in  New  York  City)  are  catalogues 

of  properties  they've  looked  at.  Air  India and  British  Airways  can  help  you  find  a 
flat  in  London.  And  TWA  plans  to  offer 

package  deals  with  apartments  in  Ma- drid or  Paris. 

Shopping  abroad 
Even  with  the  new  duty-free  limit  of 
$300  for  most  goods  purchased  abroad, 
you  might  be  surprised  to  know  that  you 
can  probably  do  just  as  well  shopping  at 

home,  especially  on  high-priced  items. 
Of  course,  the  unique,  small,  hand- 

crafted items  you  might  not  be  able  to 

find  at  home  are  always  good  buys — so 
by  all  means  enjoy  shopping  for  those. 
But  if  you  have  a  big,  smart  purchase  in 

mind — a  camera,  furs,  jewelry — it's  al-

ing for   1,140  pesos    (around   $50)    is 

really  a  bargain. 

It's  also  a  good  idea  to  get  used  to  the 
currency  you  will  be  using  before  you 

leave.  Invent  a  shortcut  to  help  you  fig- 
ure it  out.  For  example,  there  are  around 

22.5  Mexican  pesos  to  the  dollar,  so  you 
can  figure  220  pesos  amounts  to  $10.  If 
an  item  on  the  menu  costs  190  pesos, 

you'll  immediately  know  it  costs  less 
than  $10. 

Finally,  ask  the  U.S.  Customs  Service 
to  send  you  two  free  booklets:  Know 

Before  You  Go  and  Advisory  for  Inter- 
national Travelers.  The  duty  imposed  by 

the  United  States  varies  depending  on 
what  you  bring  in,  from  where,  and  to 
which  port  of  reentry.  The  U.S.  Customs 
Service  must  follow  its  own  regulations 
as  well  as  those  of  the  state  you  come 
back  to.  For  example,  if  you  come  back 
through  California,  you  can  bring  back 

only  1  quart  of  duty-free  alcohol  per 
person.  By  contrast.  New  York  law  al- 

lows you  to  haul  back  a  "reasonable 
amount,"  if  you  pay  duty  on  it. 

The  money  maze 
Figuring  out  what  kind  of  money  to  use 

for  goods  and  services  abroad  should  de- 
pend on  exchange  rates,  the  places 

you're  going  to  visit,  and  how  much  you 

think  you'll  need.  Here  are  some  guide- lines: 

If  the  dollar  looks  very  weak  against 
the  currency  you  will  be  using,  it  may 

well  pay  you  to  convert  your  money  be- 
fore leaving.  That  way  you  will  at  least 

be  able  to  protect  whatever  purchasing 
power  you  do  have  by  nailing  down  an 
exchange  rate  before  it  has  a  chance  to 
move  against  you.  Note  that  most  kinds 

of  traveler's  checks  can  be  purchased  in 
foreign  currency,  like  Italian  lira  or 
French  francs.  It  also  makes  sense  to 

take  enough  traveler's  checks  to  cover 
all  your  expenses,  to  avoid  using  credit 
cards.  Reason:  The  exchange  rate  on 

credit-card  purchases  is  usually  set  at 
the  time  the  card  company  reimburses 
the  merchant  or  restaurant.  If  the  dollar 

weakens  further  between  the  time  you 
use  the  card  and  the  account  is  settled 

up  with  the  merchant,  you  could  wind 

up  paying  a  bill  that's  appreciably  larger 
than  you  expected. 

If  the  dollar  is  stable  or  gaining 

strength,  it's  safe  to  use  traveler's  checks 
denominated  in  U.S.  dollars.  What's 
more,  it  will  pay  you  to  use  credit  cards 
as  often  as  possible  while  abroad.  If  the 
dollar  gains,  you  will  pay  less  than  you 
had  thought.  And  even  if  the  dollar  just 
manages  to  hold  its  own,  you  will  at  least 
have  been  able  to  use  that  money  for  a 
month  or  so,  interest  free,  assuming  you 

pay  your  charge  card  bills  on  time  (if 

you  don't,  the  interest  rate  you  will  have

Whether  you  plan  to  pay  with  charge] 

cards  or  traveler's  checks,  it's  a  good] 
idea  to  take  at  least  $50  to  $100  in  for- 

eign currency  with  you.  Jor  one  thing, 
it  will  help  you  avoid  the  crush  at  the 

airport's  foreign-exchange  window.  For 
another,  it  will  give  you  the  money  you 

need  to  pay  porters  and  cab  drivers.  If 

you  pay  or  tip  them  in  dollars,  you'll 
probably  spend  more  than  you  should. 

If  you  have  to  change  dollars  to  for- 
eign currency  once  you  get  there,  always 

try  to  do  it  at  a  bank  rather  than  at  a  ho- 
tel, restaurant,  or  store.  Banks  will  give 

you  the  best  available  exchange  rate. 
If  you  run  out  of  money,  or  if  your 

wallet  is  stolen,  contact  the  nearest 
American  Embassy  or  consulate.  The 
people  there  will  help  you  get  the  cash 
you  need  by  contacting  your  bank  or 
relatives  for  you. 

When  you  get  home,  cash  in  your 

traveler's  checks  as  soon  as  possible. 
After  all,  why  should  you  give  the  issu- 

ing company  an  interest-free  loan? 

Finding  the  fairest  fare 
While  getting  there  is  supposed  to  be 
half  the  fun,  it  can  also  come  to  half  the 

cost  of  your  vacation — if  you  don't  shop 
carefully  for  a  ticket.  So,  ask  at  least 
three  travel  agents  or  airlines  to  quote 

you  the  lowest  possible  fare  to  wherever 

you  want  to  go.  Chances  are  you'll  be 
quoted  at  least  two  different  fares:  There 

are  so  many  different  fare  schedules,  dis- 

counts, and  special  deals  that  it's  even 
hard  for  specialists  to  keep  up  to  date. 

And  the  prices  keep  changing,  and  rapid- 
ly, now  that  the  airlines  are  less  closely 

regulated.  And  even  if  a  fare  seems  rea- 
sonable, ask  if  there's  any  way  of  lower- 

ing it.  The  point  is  that  it's  really  up  to 
you  to  get  the  best  deal.  Remember  to 
ask  about: 

Midweek  rates.  Some  airlines  offer 
lower  fares  to  travelers  who  fly  during 
the  middle  of  the  week  rather  than  over 
the  weekend. 

Night  flight  discounts.  You  can  often 
get  a  lower  fare  if  you  fly  after,  say, 9  P.M. 

Stopovers.  Find  out  if  you  can  make 
stopovers  at  cities  that  are  along  the  way. 
Most  airlines  will  let  you  make  stopovers 
free,  or  at  a  little  additional  cost. 

Budget  or  mini  fares.  Some  airlines 
arc  now  starting  to  offer  reduced  fares  to 
certain  destinations,  such  as  Scandinavia.

and  coffee  services  can  be  tabletop  works 
of  art,  but  unlike  furniture  or  porcelain, 
they  are  made  from  a  material  with  a 
marketable  value  of  its  own  that  com- 

plements and  augments  its  artistic  value. 
As  a  metal,  silver  has  always  attracted 

craftsmen.  It  is  hard  enough  to  wear  well 
and  soft  enough  to  be  easily  worked,  but 
it  is  also  a  relatively  scarce  metal  with 
industrial  importance.  The  world  price 

of  silver  has  been  rising  dfamaticaliy  to 
nearly  $7.50  a  troy  ounce  today.  (Silver 
is  weighed  in  troy  ounces  with  approx- 

imately 12  troy  ounces  to  the  pound.) 
The  price  of  silver  has  jumped  80  per- 

cent over  the  past  few  years  and  no  less 
than  20  percent  over  the  last  six  months! 

For  the  collector,  that  is  very  reassur- 
ing. The  price  of  antique  silver  is  usually 

computed  by  the  ounce.  Not  that  this  is 
a  new  idea.  Several  hundred  years  ago, 
silver  objects  were  the  way  for  a  rich 
man  to  bank  his  wealth — extra  silver 
coins  became  silver  cups,  cups  became 

coins,  and  the  silversmiths  were  the  of- 
ficial bankers  of  the  community.  Silver 

was  rare  and  very  expensive  then.  But 

during  the  19th  century,  huge  new  de- 
posits were  found,  and  industrialization 

allowed  this  new,  cheaper  silver  to  be 
worked  into  a  vast  avalanche  of  fash- 

ionable and  useful  objects  for  the 
richer  classes  of  society.  It  is  this  later 

silver  of  the  19th  and  early  20th  cen- 
turies that  is  particularly  good  to  collect. 

The  first  step  in  collecting  is  learning 
to  identify  the  different  types  of  silver. 

Almost  all  silver  is  clearly  marked,  al- 
though making  sense  of  some  of  the  sym- 

bols will  require  a  little  research.  Amer- 
ican silver  after  1860  will  be  marked 

"sterling  silver"  or  "925/  1,000."  Sterling 
simply  means  the  silver  content  of  the 
metal  is  925  parts  per  1,000,  as  all  silver 
must  be  slightly  alloyed  to  make  it  hard 
enough  for  use.  The  name  or  symbol  of 
the  manufacturer  and  often  of  the  re- 

tailer will  also  be  stamped  into  the 

silver.  Some  marks  will  be  easy  to  iden- 
tify: Tiffany  &  Co. 

stamped  its  entire 
name  on  every 

piece  made.  But 
most  manufactur- 

ers, and  there  were 
hundreds  of  them, 

used  symbols  such 
as  the  lion  and  the 

letter  "G"  flanking 
an  anchor  used  by 
the  Gorham  Co.  A 
dictionary  of  marks  I  ̂^■■i^^^Mna^B 
used  by  American  manufacturers  will 

explain  the  symbols  and  will  also  pro- 
vide extremely  useful  information  for 

dating  silver,  as  company  marks  changed

over  the  years  or  included  date  codes. 
Earlier  American  silver  is  harder  to 

identify,  as  it  may  only  be  stamped  with 
the  initials  of  the  craftsmen  or  with 

pseudo-English  hallmarks.  Often  it  is 

marked  "coin.*'  which  like  sterling  is  an 
indication  of  the  silver  content,  in  this 

case  about  900  parts  per  1,000.  Amer- 
ican silver  is  generally  marked  under  the 

base  on  hollowware  (a  term  for  "hollow" 
objects  such  as  vases,  trays,  and  tea- 
pots). 

English  silver  is  at  once  more  com- 
plicated and  far  easier  to  understand. 

Usually  the  only  mark — the  hallmark, 
once  the  mark  of  the  guild  hall — will  be 
four  or  five  small  separately  punched 

symbols  and  letters.  But  they  tell  the  en- 
tire story  of  the  piece:  its  silver  content 

(which  will  be  sterling,  though  it  will  not 

say  "sterling"),  the  town  in  which  it  was 
made  (Leopard's  head  for  London,  and 
anchor  for  Birmingham),  its  maker 
(generally  in  the  form  of  two  or  more 
initials  contained  within  a  distinctive 

frame),  and  the  year  of  its  creation  (via 
a  special  date  letter).  And  on  silver 
made  between  1794  and  1  890,  the  profile 
portrait  of  the  reigning  monarch  will 

also  be  included.  Inexpensive  paper- 
backs list  these  marks  and  explain  them. 

Look  for  hallmarks  to  be  prominently 

American  tea  set  from  the  1860s  in  Renaissance  revival  design. 

displayed  on  the  exterior  of  the  entire 
object,  but  also  check  for  them  in  odd 

places,  buried  among  the  leafy  decora- 
tion on  the  rim  of  a  basket,  for  example. 

Continental  silver  often  presents  a 

problem.  On  later  19th-  and  20th-cen- 
tury pieces,  the  clue  is  often  the  num- 
bers 800,  925,  or  84,  which  like  the  word 

"sterling"  indicate  the  silver  content — 
in  this  case  800  or  925  parts  per  1,000 
or  84  parts  per  100.  But  to  establish 
where  the  silver  was  made,  you  have  to 
find  (they  may  be  anywhere)  and  read 
often  semi-microscopic  punch  marks 
that  give  the  town  symbol  and  usually 
provide  a  way  of  dating  this  piece.  You 
will  need  a  dictionary  of  continental 
marks  for  this. 

Do  not  be  fooled  by  silverplate.  It's 
been  around  since  the  1 8th  century  when

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the  process  of  sandwiching  copper  be- 
tween two  thin  layers  of  silver  was  de- 

veloped in  Sheffield,  England^hence  the 
generic  term  Sheffield  plate  for  silver- 
plate.  Not  that  you  should  ignore  it — 
these  early  pieces,  usually  unmarked,  are 

a  great  bargain  at  prices  like  $200-$300 
for  a  late  18th-century  Sheffield  plate 
coffee  urn,  a  most  imposing  ornament 
for  the  sideboard.  Later,  during  the  early 

19th  century,  another  silverplating  pro- 
cess was  developed  in  Birmingham  using 

an  electric  current  or  electrolysis.  This 
is  the  modern  method  of  silverplating 

and  it  began  a  tidal  wave  of  cheap  "elec- 
troplated" wares.  For  the  most  part  they 

give  themselves  away:  Quadruple  plate, 

triple  plate,  E.P.  or  E.P.N.S.  (for  elec- 
troplate and  electroplated  nickel  silver). 

Extra  plate,  or  Al.  The  general  rule  of 
thumb  is  that  if  it  is  English  and  has  no 
hallmarks  or  if  it  is  American  (from  the 

1860s  on)  and  does  not  say  "sterling," it  is  plated. 
Decide  on  the  kind  of  silver  you  want 

to  collect.  Learn  styles.  The  austere  and 
simple  classical  style  of  the  late  1 8th 
century  (in  the  U.S.,  the  Federal  period ) 
developed  during  the  early  19th  century 
into  the  Empire  style.  Classical  shapes 
were  adorned  with  heavy  Greek  and 
Roman  motifs.  Following  along  in  the 

mid- 19th  century,  were  revivals  of  the 
Rococo  and  Renaissance  styles.  The  first, 
with  its  curved  lines,  is  exemplified  in  the 

water  pitcher  by  the  important  Ameri- 
can maker  Forbes  &  Sons,  which  sold  at 

auction  for  $650.  The  American  five- 
piece  tea  and  coffee  service  by  Ward  & 

Hughes  is  a  stylish  1  860s  Renaissance  re- 
vival design,  which  sold  for  $1,700.  (See 

illustrations  above  and  on  the  next  page, 
and  note  the  difference  in  the  handles.) 

Later  19th-century  silver  was  made  in 

a  plethora  of  styles — in  Japanese  taste, 
in  Moorish  taste,  and  in  every  conceiv- 

able 1 7th-  and  1 8th-century  art  form.  By 
the  1890s,  a  new  style  emerged,  the  Art 
Nouveau  movement  with  its  sinuous 

lines  and  vegetable  forms.  The  early 
20th  century  countered  with  the  spare 

shapes  and  geometric  patterns  of  the  Art 
Deco  style,  as  in  a  silver  bowl  made  by 
the  Danish  company  Georg  Jensen  (see 
illustration,  page  50). 

The  serious  collector  will  want  to  buy

silver  that  exemplifies  the  highest  fash- 
ions of  its  age.  Turn-of-the-century  Art 

Nouveau  will  be  a  better  investment 

than  an  1 8th-century  reproduction  made 
at  the  same  time.  Is  the  piece  finely  exe- 

cuted, the  details  crisp,  clear,  and  well- 
finished?  Does  it  have  weight?  It  should 
feel  solid,  not  light  and  tinny.  Be  a  critic. 
Ask  yourself  if  the  piece  really  succeeds 
in  being  a  beautiful  object.  Look  for  a 
strong,  balanced  design. 

Take  into  account  the  maker.  Tiffany 
&  Co.  made  some  of  the  best  silver,  and 
its  name,  like  Georg  Jensen,  brings  a 
premium.  Gorham  produced  important 
and  very  expensive  Art  Nouveau  silver 
under  the  name  Martele.  The  careful 
collector  will  want  to  make  sure  that  the 

condition  is  good,  with  clear  maker's 
marks,  no  obvious  repairs  or  reworking, 
and  no  excessive  rubbing  of  the  details. 
Do  watch  for  elaborately  engraved  coats 
of  arms  and  inscriptions.  They  enhance 

the  value,  especially  those  flowing  Vic- 
torian eulogies  on  presentation  pieces. 

Conversely,  erased  inscriptions  hurt  the 
value,  so  look  out  for  vacant  cartouches 
( frames)  or  leftover  traces  of  engraving. 
And  why  not  collect  something  you  can 
use?  Silver  comes  in  so  many  practical 
shapes  and  sizes.  Buy  a  wine  decanter 

to  enjoy  at  the  dinner  table,  a  candel- 

abrum to  decorate  the  sideboard. 

Usually,  19th-  and  20th-century  silver 
sells  for  under  $25  an  ounce.  Value  is 
determined  by  weight  and  desirability. 

Thus,  if  the  "melt"  value  of  pure  silver 
is  $7.50  an  ounce,  you  should  be  able  to 
buy  at  auction  a  very  plain  piece  of 
modern  silver  for  $8  an  ounce,  a  Tiffany 
turn-of-the-century  mass  production 
bowl  for  $15  an  ounce,  and  a  good  late 

19th-century  highly  decorated  tea  and 
coffee  service  for  $22  an  ounce.  Prices 

have  risen.  These  prices  are  all  about  35 
percent  higher  than  2  years  ago,  and  10 
years  ago,  plain  silver  was  selling  for  as 
little  as  $2  an  ounce.  But  for  special 

pieces,  that  price  rise  has  been  extraor- 
dinary. A  stylish,  English  claret  jug 

weighed  only  27  ounces  but  brought  a 

phenomenal  $1,800 

at  P.B.  84's  Victo- rian International 

auction  in  Febru- 
ary, 1979.  In  this 

case,  the  price  has 
more  than  doubled 
in  three  years.

The  industrial  revo- 
lution reached  Ja-

reign  of  the  Emperor  Meiji  ( 1 867- 1912). 

Western  industrialized  techniques,  com- 
bined with  traditional  Japanese  esthetic 

orientation  and  craftsmanship  produced 

a  great  variety  of  objects  made  out  of 
typical  Oriental  materials  (porcelain, 
ivory,  cloisonne  enamel,  and  bronze) 
that  excited  the  interest  of  Western  tour- 

ists, businessmen,  and  politicians  who 
were  discovering  the  artistic  production 
of  the  newly  opened  island  nation. 

The  American  and  European  passion 

for  World's  Fairs  and  Great  Expositions 
during  the  second  half  of  the  19th  cen- 

tury, presented  Japanese  artisans  with 

windows  to  display  their*^ares  to  the outside  world.  These  shows  also  served 

to  increase  Western  interest  in  objects  of 
all  types  from  the  Orient,  and  especially 
from  Japan.  Thus  a  huge  output  of  art 
works  was  produced  appealing  to  all 
tastes. 

Why  then  are  Japanese  works  of  art 
of  the  19th  century  good  values  on  the 
present  market?  Only  quite  recently  have 
the  basic  quality  of  the  craftsmanship 
and  the  unusually  decorative  nature  of 

19th-century  Jap- 

anese objects  been 
rediscovered. 

Japanese  19th- century  ceramics 

can  be  either  un- 
derstated and  ele- 

gantly designed  or 
brightly  colored 
and  covered  with 

decoration.  Wheth- 
er you  are  looking 

for  vases,  small  in- cense boxes  (kogo). 
Japanese  Satsumaox  ceramic  figures, 
porcelain  vase.  the    wares    of    the 
■■■^^^^^■■■^^"  19th-century  Japa- 

nese kilns  are  inevitably  exquisitely 

painted,  well  designed,  as  well  as  often 

signed  by  important  artists  of  the  pe- 
riod, who  were  as  proud  of  their  works 

as  the  great  painters  and  craftsmen  of 
Europe  and  America. 

Though  there  is  growing  interest  in 
almost  all  areas  of  Japanese  ceramics, 
the  wares  termed  Imari,  Kutani,  and 
Satsuma  seem  to  be  enjoying  special 

popularity  in  today's  market.  Examples 
of  objects  of  these  three  types  are  bring- 

ing higher  prices  in  nearly  every  major 
auction  sale.  Many  pieces,  however,  are 

still  affordable  by  price-conscious  buyers. 
Much  porcelain  was  exported  from 

Japan  during  the  later  19th  century  and 
the  porcelain  exported  from  the  port  of 
Imari  is  therefore  called  by  that  generic 

term.  Imari  objects  were  generally  deco- 
rated in  underglaze  blue  and  white,  blue 

underglaze  with  rod  or  green  ovcrglazc 
and  gilt  decoration  or  gold  designs  on  a 

colored  ground.  The  colors  are  unusu- 
ally brightly  painted  and  the  designs  are 

mostly  fioral,  running  from  naturalistic 
to  quite  abstract.

figures  and  foliate  designs  on  rich,  gok 

grounds  reached  prices  of  $325  tc 
$550,  which  are  notable  prices  for  vases 
boxes,  and  dishes  from  IV2  to  6  inche; 
high.  Similar  Satsuma  pieces  can  bt 
bought  all  over  America,  if  you  looi 
carefully  in  the  back  shelves  of  shop; 
and  galleries.  ■

Air  filters.  A  car's  air  filter  keeps dirt  and  dust  from  getting  into  your 
engine.  When  it  becomes  clogged, 

the  engine  can't  take  Th  enough  air 
and  fuel  economy  will  suffer.  If  you 

let  it  go  too  long,  the  engine  will 
run  roughly,  stall,  and  sometimes 

just  stop  completely,  with  expen- 
sive results.  Replacing  the  air  filter 

(about  every  15,000  miles)  is  the 
easiest  maintenance  to  do  on  your 

car;  it  requires  no  tools  and  can  be 

done  quicker  than  it  can  be  de- 
scribed. You  won't  even  get  your hands  dirty. 

Step  one:  Buy  a  new  air  filter  ele- 
ment (about  $5)  at  the  local  auto 

parts  or  discount  store.  On  the  back 
of  the  box  will  be  a  list  of  the  cars 

this  filter  fits,  i.e.,  "1971-1979  Ford 
Pinto  with  two-liter  four-cylinder  en- 

gine, two-barrel  carburetor."  Check 
to  make  sure  your  car  is  listed.  To 
find  out  what  engine  you  have,  look 

in  the  owner's  manual,  or  the  sticker 
usually  found  on  top  of  the  engine 

that  says  something  like  "Zoomfire 
Four,  120  cubic  inches,  2V."  60  cu- bic inches=1000cc=one  liter.  So 

the  same  Pinto  engine  can  be  de- 
scribed as  120  cubic  inches,  2-liter 

or  2000cc.  Most  carburetors  are 

either  "two-barrel"  or  "four-barrel," 

abbreviated  "2V"  or  "4V." 
Step  two:  Turn  off" engine,  remove key,  and  open  hood.  On  big  cars, 
the  hood  is  counterbalanced  and 

will  stay  up  by  itself.  On  small  cars, 
there  will  be  a  long  metal  rod 

clipped  either  across  the  front  or 

side  of  the  engine  compartment.  It's hinged  at  one  end  and  swings  up  to 
fit  in  a  hole  in  the  hood  at  the  other 

end.  Right  on  top  of  your  engine 

will  be  a  big  round  container,  usu- 
ally painted  black,  that  looks  just 

like  a  deep  frying  pan  with  a  lid. 
The  lid  will  be  held  on  with  a  wing- 
nut  (sometimes  two).  Turn  the 

wingnut  counterclockwise  to  re- 
move, and  put  it  in  a  safe  place 

where  it  won't  drop  inside  the  en- 
gine. Be  careful  of  hot  engine  parts 

if  your  car  has  been  running  in  the 

past  hour  or  so.  Lift  the  lid  off  the 

frying  pan  and  place  it  where  the 
inside  won't  get  dirty,  inside  the  pan

degrees.  You'll  save  on  your  gas  bills, and  still  be  comfortable. 

•  Anything  that  catches  the  air,  like 
oversize  rear-view  mirrors,  costs  you  in 
gas  mileage.  Small  bullet-shaped  mirrors 
can  save  you  almost  5  percent  in  fuel. 
General  Motors  found  that  using  a  rub- 

ber weatherstrip  to  seal  the  gap  at  the 
front  of  the  hood  on  its  small  trucks  was 

worth  half-a-mile  per  gallon,  so  if  you're 
really  serious  about  saving  fuel  and 
money,  similar  attention  to  details 
around  the  front  of  your  car  can  pay  off. 
•  Your  engine  loses  its  tune  very  subtly. 

Keep  a  notebook  in  your  glove  compart- 
ment and  record  mileage  and  gallons 

every  time  you  fill  up.  You'll  quickly 
see  when  your  miles-per-gallon  figure 
falls  below  standard. 

Fuel-saving  tips 
for  a  new  car 
•  All  other  things  being  equal,  small, 
light  cars  with  small  engines  are  more 
fuel  efficient  than  big,  heavy  cars  with 
big  engines.  But  there  are  small  cars 
that  return  disappointing  mileage,  just 

as  there  are  large  cars  which  are  sur- 
prisingly efficient.  The  Environmental 

Protection  Agency  publishes  a  free 
pamphlet,  1979  Gas  Mileage  Guide. 
which  compares  every  available  model 
for  fuel  economy  and  passenger  room. 

It's  available  from  Fuel  Economy,  Pueb- 
lo, Colo.  81009. 

•  An  automatic  transmission,  particu- 

larly on  a  small  car,  wastes  gas.  A  man- 
ual transmission,  preferably  one  with  an 

overdrive  top  gear  for  highway  cruising, 
is  more  economical.  Or,  the  new  over- 

drive automatic  transmissions  let  you 
have  the  best  of  both. 
•  Radial  tires  are  better  in  every  way, 

and  they  cost  only  a  few  dollars  more 
when  ordered  on  a  new  car.  Larger  di- 

ameter tires  cover  more  ground  with 

each  revolution,  which  means  you'll  go 
further  on  the  same  amount  of  gas. 

Think  big  when  buying  new  or  replace- 
ment tires. 

•  Your  car's  final  drive  ratio — the 
number  of  times  the  engine  turns  for  the 

distance  you  travel— is  very  important  in 
determining  gas  mileage.  A  numerically 
lower  ratio,  such  as  the  very  common 
2.73:1,  will  give  better  fuel  economy 

than  a'3.55:l  or  3.70:1,  but  slower  ac- 
celeration. When  you  order  a  new  car, 

ask  for  the  most  economical  final  drive 
ratio  that  will  still  give  safe  performance. 
If  you  commonly  pull  a  trailer  or  carry 

heavy  loads,  you  will  need  a  higher  ra- 
tio for  more  power. 

Driving  to  save 
•  A  big  improvement  in  gas  mileage 
comes  with  better  driving  habits.  Many 
drivers  waste   gas   by   not   anticipating 

traffic  situations.  They're  constantly  on 
the  gas,  off  the  gas,  on  the  gas.  A  steady 
foot  on  the  throttle  is  not  only  more 
economical,  but  safer.  On  the  freeway, 
try  to  maintain  a  steady  speed;  gently 
increase  the  throttle  going  uphill,  back 
off  downhill;  let  gravity  save  you  gas. 
•  Jack-rabbit  acceleration  away  from 

stop  signs  is  a  waste.  Gentle  accelera- 
tion lets  the  engine  shift  at  moderate 

speeds  to  save  gas,  and  momentarily 

backing  off  the  gas  will  let  your  auto- 
matic transmission  shift  into  high  soon- 

er. On  the  highway,  plan  ahead  so  you 
can  pass  in  high  gear  without  having  to 
downshift  to  passing  gear. 

•  Sitting  in  traffic  or  at  stop  signs  is  a 

total  waste.  Nationwide  "right  on  red" turns  are  a  tremendous  fuel  saver,  as  are 

staggered  work  hours  and  car-pooling. 

There's  no  point  in  sitting  in  rush-hour 
traffic  if  you  can  schedule  your  travel  at 

less  busy  times.  It's  easier  on  your  car 
and  your  nerves,  too. 
•  It  sounds  simplistic,  but  the  best  way 
to  save  fuel  is  to  leave  your  car  in  the 
garage.  Combine  errands  to  make  one 
trip  out  of  a  few,  or  use  a  bicycle  for 

nearby  errands.  It's  fun,  good  for  you, 
and  often  just  as  quick  as  taking  the  car. 
•  The  Whole  Truth  About  Economy 
Driving  is  a  full-size  book  on  getting 
maximum  fuel  economy.  It  includes  not 

only  easy  improvements  like  higher  tire 
pressure  or  gentle  driving  habits,  but 
more  complicated  engine  modifications, 

elaborate  driving  techniques,  and  spe- 
cial tips  on  a  variety  of  driving  subjects.

investments  with  a  form-fitting  cloth 
cover  even  when  the  car  is  stored  in  a 

garage,  for  they  know  airborne  dust  de- 
stroys the  finish  almost  as  quickly  as 

sunlight,  pollution,  and  ozone.  Car  cov- 
ers come  custom-made  to  fit  any  car, 

and  are  stitched  together  from  a  special 

poly-cotton  fabric  that  is  water-repel- 
lant  but  "breathes"  to  let  trapped  mois- 

ture escape  so  the  paint  doesn't  blister.

air  filter  element,  a  dirty  version  of  the 
new  filter  element  you  just  bought,  a 

pleated  paper  ring  about  a  foot  across 
with  plastic  gaskets  top  and  bottom  and 
a  metal  mesh  around  the  outside.  Lift 

it  out.  (It  weighs  almost  nothing.)  Com- 
pare it  to  the  new  filter  you  bought  to 

make  sure  they're  the  same.  If  not,  re- turn to  Step  one. 

Step  three:  Slip  the  new  filter  ring 
into  the  space  where  the  old  one  came 
out.  There  will  be  a  raised  section  in  the 

center  of  the  filter  housing  around  which 
the  filter  will  snugly  fit.  Make  sure  the 
filter  is  tight  against  the  bottom  of  the 
housing  all  the  way  around. 

Step  four:  Replace  the  lid  of  the  air 
filter  housing,  being  sure  the  hole  in  the 
center  fits  down  over  the  threaded  post 
that  sticks  up.  Many  filter  housing  lids 
have  a  rubber  gasket  around  the  edge. 
Make  sure  this  is  still  fitting  smoothly 
all  the  way  around.  If  everything  is  in 
the  right  place,  the  threaded  shaft  should 

be  sticking  through  the  lid  about  a  quar- 
ter of  an  inch.  Spin  the  wingnut  back  on, 

turning  clockwise  this  time,  until  it's about  as  tight  as  you  can  get  it  without 
hurting  your  fingers.  Any  tighter  and 
you  may  strip  the  threads.  Close  hood.

Mechani- 
cally. Toyota  has  incorporated  many 

BMW-like  performance  features,  includ- 
ing a  fuel-injected  6-cylinder  engine  with 

a  single-overhead  camshaft.  4-wheel  disc 
brakes,  MacPherson-type  suspension, 
and  a  5-speed  manual  transmission.  But 
because  it  was  designed  for  the  American 
market,  the  Supra  comes  standard  with 
air  conditioning:  a  tilt  steering  wheel; 

power  steering,  brakes,  and  windows: 
and  AM/FM  stereo.  Optional  are  cruise 

control,  a  sunroof,  and  a  unique  4-speed 
automatic  transmission  with  overdrive 

that  gives  30  percent  better  fuel  econ- 
omy.

English  teapot 

Q.  I  have  an  old  teapot  that  has  the 
name  "Atkin  Brothers"  stamped  on 
the  bottont.  Can  you  tell  me  who 
made  it,  from  what  country  it  comes, 
and  something  of  its  style? 

R.K.Y.-New  York,  N.Y. 

A. The  English  Victorian  silverplaters, 
Atkin  Brothers,  working  at  Sheffield 
made  your  teapot  about  the  1880s.  This 

always  popular  pear-form  was  intro- 
duced in  English  silver  in  the  Queen 

Anne  period  ( 1702-1714).  Properly,  the 
pear-shaped  outline  is  continued  in  the 
cover  and  not  cut  off,  as  in  your  exam- 

ple, at  the  cover,  so  that  the  teapot  looks 
like  a  whole  pear. 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  who  ntade  my 
jug,  something  about  its  form,  and 
about  when  it  was  manufactured? 

C.L.W.-San  Diego,  Calif. 

A.  Your  relief-decorated  jug  was  made 
by  Staffordshire  potters  Samuel  and 
James  Burton,  active  at  New  Street, 

Hanley,  1832-1845.  The  mark— im- 
pressed initials  on  raised  pad  with  model 

number — is  rare.  This  type  of  English 
jug  first  became  recognizable  among 

the  products  of  the  1830s.  Your  exam- 
ple has  nearly  all  the  Early  Victorian 

characteristics  of  style  and  technique. 
Its  sharply  formed  relief  decoration  cast 

in  the  mold,  its  shaped  upward-flaring 

lip,  its  low-weighted  body,  and  its  di^ 
tinct  circular  foot  all  combine  to  sujj 
gest  the  basic  style  of  the  years  betwee 
the  mid-1 830s  and  the  mid-1 840s.  As 
rule,  the  profile  of  the  period  was  roui and  bulging. 

Japanese  export 

Q.  I  know  my  covered  bowl  was 
made  somewhere  in  Japan,  but  can 
you  pinpoint  the  location  and  give 
me  some  idea  when  it  was  made? 

T.R.-Lodi,  N.J. 

A.  The  marks  "Japan"  or  "Made  in  Ja 
pan"  were  used  on  wares  produced  in 

Japan  after  1921,  when  the  mark  "Nip 
pon  for  country  of  origin  was  no  long- 

er acceptable  to  the  U.S.  government, 
The  marks  were  used  until  1940.  Many 
of  these  export  wares  were  made  in  the 
Seto  and  Nagoya  areas,  and  also  to  a 
considerable  extent  in  Arita.  The  wares 

were  sent  to  decorating  studios  to  be 

finished;  Tokyo  was  an  important  cen- 
ter for  this  kind  of  work.

Q.  My  plate  has  on  it  "Altes  Stadt- 
thor,  Cochem,  Dec.  94,  Villeroy  & 

Boch,  Mettlach,  Made  in  Germany." 
What  can  you  tell  me  about  its  place 
of  origin  and  the  picture  shown  on  it?

Q.  Some  time  ago  we  were  given  a 
set  of  blue  onion  ware  and  were  told 
it  was  real  Meissen.  However,  it  does 
not  have  the  crossed  swords  mark, 

only  the  word  "Meissen"  on  it.  Can 
you  explain  this? 

J. P.  -Brooklyn  Heights,  N.Y. 

A.  The  well-known  and  still  existing 
German  potters  Villeroy  &  Boch  made 
your  dish  at  their  Mettlach  factory  some 

time  after  1  890.  Cochem,  a  town  in  Ger- 
many in  the  Prussian  Rhine  province  on 

the  Moselle,  is  romantically  situated  in 
the  deep  and  winding  valley  of  the 
Moselle  at  the  foot  of  a  hill  surrounded 

by  a  feudal  castle  dating  from  1051, 
which  has  been  restored  in  its  former 

style.  The  words  Alte  Stadttor  refer  to 
the  old  town  gate. 

A.  From  about  1724  until  World  War 
11,  the  crossed  swords  were  the  Meissen 
factory  mark.  From  the  19th  century 

onward,  several  minor  porcelain  facto- 
ries working  in  the  Meissen  tradition 

have  been  started  in  the  town  of  Meissen 
and  their  mark  sometimes  included  the 

name  Meissen.  One  of  their  widely  pop- 

ular patterns  was  Zweibelmuster  (Ger- 
man for  onion  pattern) ,  which  had  been 

introduced  about  1739.  The  pattern,  of 
Chinese  derivation,  was  composed  of 
formal  flowers  and  foliage  and  stylized 
peaches,  mistaken  for  onions. 

French  clock 

Q.  From  the  mark  and  the  word  Cald- 
well, can  you  tell  who  made  my 

clock  and  if  it  is  very  old? 
G.L.- Gabriel,  Calif. 

A.  According  to  the  marks  on  youi 
clock,  it  was  made  by  the  French  clock 
makers  L.  Marti  &  Cie.,  who  received  i 
silver  medal  for  the  model,  which  was 
exhibited  at  an  International  Fair 

1889.  The  retailers  were  the  well-knowr 
and  still-existing  J.  E.  Caldwell  &  Com 

pany  of  Philadelphia. 

Q.  I  would  be  most  interested  in 
knowing  whatever  you  can  tell  me 
about  the  style  of  my  sofa,  how  old 
it  might  be,  and  where  it  was  made. 

R.T.B. -Garden  City,  N.Y. 

A.  Your  Empire  style  sofa  was  made  ir 
America,  perhaps  New  York,  around 

1830.  The  gilded  stenciling,  which  re- 
places carving,  is  a  most  unusual  feature

Finding  the  better  way 

One  way  to  keep  track  of  kitchen  tools 

(spoons,  spatulas,  forks)  is  to  put  a  dif- 
ferent color  dot  of  bright  enamel  on 

each  drawer  or  storage  area  and  a  match- 
ing smaller  dot  on  all  equipment  that  be- 

longs in  it.  Then  when  people  help  you 

in  the  kitchen,  they'll  be  able  to  find  the 
proper  place  for  each  piece  at  cleanup 

time,  and  you  won't  have  to  hunt  through 
every  drawer  looking  for  it  later. 

Steam  cooking  vegetables  is  not  only 
the  best  way  to  cook  them  but  saves  time, 
energy,  and  pot  washing,  as  you  can 
cook  most  of  a  meal  at  one  time.  Use  a 

heavy,  spacious  pot  with  a  tight-fitting 
cover  and  a  folding  adjustable  rack  or 
steamer  designed  for  the  purpose.  Begin 

with  potatoes  or  longer-cooking  vege- 
tables and  add  the  more  delicate  ones 

later,  separating  them  with  a  bit  of  foil 

if  need  be.  Or  cook  the  vegetables  sep- 
arately and  keep  them  in  the  warming 

oven.  You  can  buy  a  two-layer  steamer, 

which  ofi'ers  a  variety  of  possibilities  be- 

Keeping  track  of 
kitchen  tools,  how  to 
steam  vegetables, 
easy-to-make-up  bed, 
saving  electncity, 
and  other  useful  tips 
cause  fish,  chicken,  or  shellfish  can  be 
cooked  in  the  top  compartment  and  the 
juices  will  drip  through  to  the  vegetables 
below.  To  get  the  most  nutrients  from 
vegetables,  leave  the  skins  on  them.  Just 
trim,  scour  with  a  stiff  brush,  and  cut 
them  coarsely. 

It's  now  possible  to  have  a  bed  that's 
good-looking,  comfortable,  and  warm — 
and  can  be  made  up  for  the  day  by  sim- 

ply whisking  up  the  cover  and  adjusting 
the  pillows.  The  key  ingredient  is  a 
super-soft,  light,  and  warm  puffy  quilt. 

It  serves  as  a  blanket,  keeping  you  mar-  [  \ 
velously  warm  and  cozy,  and  as  a  spread,  J 
since  it  can  be  covered  with  washable 

fabric  covers  that  snap  off  for  launder- 
ing and  are  made  to  fit  any  room  scheme. 

Team  it  with  a  fitted  bottom  sheet,  the 
required  number  of  pillowr  and  slips,; 

and  that's  all  there  is  to  it.  Just  arise, 
pull  up  your  quilt/ spread,  and  pat  the 

pillows.  Conran's  at  Citicorp  Center  in 
New  York  have  duvets  that  are  just  the 

kind  of  quilt  required,  and  also  sell  cov- 
ers to  go  with  them  in  several  colors  and 

patterns. A  recent  survey  points  out  some  in- 
teresting facts  about  the  use  of  electric 

light.  First  of  all,  and  obvious,  concen- 
trate the  best  light  in  the  most-used  areas 

of  the  house.  One  100-watt  bulb  will  pro- 
vide as  much  light,  properly  placed,  as 

two  60-watt  bulbs,  and  one  40-watt 
fluorescent  light  will  give  more  lightl 
than  a  100-watt  bulb,  last  ten  times  long-jj 
er,  and  use  half  the  energy. 

One  of  the  most  uncomfortable  anc 

irritating  movements  for  anyone  witl 
back  trouble  is  bending  over  a  shoppinglj 
cart  in  the  supermarket  to  get  out  thei 
bottom  layer  of  groceries.  It  puts  your] 
body  off  balance,  strains  your  protective! 

muscles,  and  it's  almost  impossible  to  do 
your  medically  approved  knee-bend  lift- 

ing. One  solution  for  the  too-low  shop-| 
ping  cart  is  to  put  an  empty  cardboard! 
carton  upside  down  in  the  cart  and  make] 

your  first  purchases  some  bulky,  light- 
weight items  such  as  paper  towels  or  dry! 

cereal.  Put  these  around  the  box  andj 
then  add  the  rest  of  your  groceries  onj 

top.  They  will  be  raised  enough  to  un- 

load easily.  Bring  your  own  box  if  you' have  to,  but  most  markets  will  give  youj; 
one  if  you  ask. 

The  Flower  Keeper  is  just  that — a 
pretty  little  pear-shaped  covered  glass 
jar  that  keeps  cut  flowers  fresh  for  a 

week  without  water.  It's  about  7  inches 
high  and  is  on  a  black  teakwood  stand, 
so  it's  decorative  enough  to  show  the 
flowers  at  their  best.  There  are  many  in- 

teresting ways  to  arrange  them — includ- 
ing upside  down — and  all  you  have  to 

remember  is  to  be  sure  your  flowers  are 

fresh  to  begin  with  and  to  make  a  new 
cut  on  the  stem,  as  the  Flower  Keeper 

works  on  the  terrarium  theory  of  con- 

fining plant  material  in  an  airtight  con- 
tainer, so  it  makes  its  own  moisture.  You 

can  get  the  keeper  in  gift  shops  and  bou- 
tiques. ■

Peak-season  fares,  of  course,  are  the 
most  expensive.  If  the  fare  quoted  is  for 
the  peak  season,  find  out  when  the  off- 

season fares  will  go  into  effect.  Different 
geographic  destinations  have  different 

seasons,  so  it's  well-worth  asking  about. 
A  difference  of  just  one  day  can  cut  your 
fare  substantially.  And  if  you  travel  just 

as  the  season  changes — the  "shoulder 
season" — you'll  still  be  able  to  enjoy 

most  of  the  peak  season's  attractions. 
Foreign  flights.  If  you  plan  to  make 

additional  flights  while  abroad,  find  out 
how  much  it  will  cost  yoii  before  you  go. 

For  example,  a  flight  from  one  European 
city  to  another  can  cost  almost  as  much 
as  it  costs  for  you  to  get  to  Europe  in 
the  first  place.  Some  Europeans  even 
joke  that  the  cheapest  way  to  travel  in 
Europe  is  via  the  United  States.  You 
may  well  find  that  planning  your  travel 
itinerary  to  take  advantage  of  stopovers 
will  give  you  the  best  break. 

Charters.  Many  of  the  old  rules  and 
regulations  have  recently  been  tossed 
out.  For  example,  you  no  longer  need  to 

book  a  charter  in  advance.  What's  more, 
if  you  can  find  a  charter  that's  about  to 
leave  with  some  empty  seats,  you  may  be 

able  to  pick  up  a  ticket  for  half  the  price 
the  other  passengers  paid.  The  charter 
operator  has  to  pay  for  the  seats  he 

booked  whether  they're  filled  or  not. 
You  can  find  out  about  charter  flights 

from  travel  agents  or  through  the  1979 
Charter  Flight  Directory  ($3.75,  Travel 
Information  Bureau,  P.O.  Box  105, 

Kings  Park,  N.Y.  11754).  One  note  of 
caution:  Before  you  pay  for  a  charter 
ticket,  carefully  read  the  cancellation 
rules.  Cancellation  rules  and  penalties 
can  vary  dramatically. 

Package  deals.  Also  be  sure  to  ask 
about  package  fares  or  package  charters 

— ones  that  include  hotel,  ground  trans- 
portation, and  possibly  even  sightseeing 

and  entertainment.  Sometimes  these 

package  deals  are  so  cheap  that  it's  worth 
taking  them  even  if  you  don't  plan  to  use 
some  portion  of  the  package.  However, 
do  note  that  if  you  take  the  package,  you 

are  tied  in  to  the  dates  and  places  speci- 
fied in  the  deal.  So  you  should  shop  for 

one  that  most  closely  matches  what  you 
want  from  your  vacation.  ■

A  sausage  stuffing  attachment  works 

like  a  huge  pastry  bag.  It  is  simply  a 
funnel  placed  over  the  meat  grinder  with 
the  cutting  blades  removed. 

METHOD 

n  Soak  the  salt  out  of  the  casings  over- 
night. Change  the  water  4  times.  Run 

water  through  the  casing  to  open  it  up 

and  check  for  holes.  Cut  casing  into  man- 

ageable lengths— about  4  feet.

Seasonal  linens  can  be  stored 

in  empty  trunks  or  baskets. 

Save  dry-cleaning  bags  and 
use  them  for  storing  blankets 
and  bedspreads. 

Towels  can  be  neatly  rolled 
m  a  wine  rack  or  lightweight 
plastic  buckets  (hang  them  or 
nail  their  bottoms  to  the  wall)

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Sports  at 
the  ready 
Hang  skis  horizontally  in  the 
back  hall,  using  two  wooden 
pegs  for  support.  Or,  stack 
wooden  cubes  for  boots, 

gloves,  and  jackets  and  leave 
some  room  in  between  to 

stand  skis  and  poles.  The  nar- 
row space  above  a  doorway  is 

a  good  place  to  hang  skis  dur- 
ing the  summer  months. 

Some  tips  from  designer 
Joseph  Freitag: 

#  Hang  floor-to-ceiling  cur- 
tains a  few  inches  from  the 

wall  to  hang  flat  items  like 
racquets,  fishing  rods,  scuba 
flippers  behind  it. 

#  Use  string  bags  to  store 
tennis  balls,  running  shoes, 

other  easy-to-lose  gear. 

#  When  you  hang  a  tennis 
racquet  or  ski  poles,  use  the 
clamps  and  clips  you  see  for 
hanging  tools  in  a  workshop. 

Keep  a  large  bin  for  miscel- 
laneous sports  items — Fris- 

bees,  baseball  gloves,  soccer 

balls — by  the  back  door 
where  it's  most  needed. 

Hang  roller  skates,  skate- 
boards, and  other  movable 

sports  equipment  to  prevent 
an  accidental  slip. 

How  to  keep 
Silver — wrap  tightly  in  plastic 
wrap.  Will  stay  airtight,  resist 
tarnishing. 

Record  albums — protect  in 
covers  with  their  plastic  wrap- 

ping (aptly  called  "shrink 
wraps")  removed. 

Inflatable  sports  equipment — 
keep  at  room  temperature  to 
avoid  deflating. 

Apples — wrap  in  newspaper, 
store  in  a  cool  place,  and 

they'll  be  fresh  for  months. 

Putaways 

for  pets 

Keep  pet  supplies  in  baskets — one  for  each  pet.  Dog  brushes, 
special  shampoos,  vitamins, 
and  toys  in  one;  another  for 
the  cat;  a  third  for  the  fish  or 
bird.  And  give  pets  a  special 
shelf  in  the  kitchen  for  food. 

Or,  keep  a  separate  cabinet 
with  room  for  everything  and 

hang  leashes  inside  the  door. 

For  the  little 
things 

Printers'  drawers  (find  them 
in  secondhand  stores  or  an- 

tiques shops)  can  hang  on  the 
wall  to  display  tiny  collectibles 
or  be  used  flat  for  keeping 

sewing  supplies  in  order. 

Nail  the  lids  of  small  glass  jars 

to  the  underside  of  wall  cabi- 
nets or  shelves  to  hold  spices, 

thumbtacks  and  nails,  rubber 
bands  and  paper  clips,  and 
other  small  necessities. 

Keep  a  small  set  of  drawers 
on  your  bureau  for  jewelry. 
Or,  use  several  small  trays: 
one  for  earrings,  one  for  rings, 

another  for  pins.  (Necklaces 
stay  untangled  when  stored hanging.) 

The  pegboard 

puzzle 
(Note:  When  mounting  peg- 
board,  nail  a  small  molding 

strip  to  the  top  and  bottom  of 
the  back  to  make  room  for 
the  hooks.) 

Pegboard  can  be  used  almost 

anywhere:  Panel  all  the  kitch- 
en walls,  or  just  the  inside  of 

cabinet  doors.  Or,  put  some 
under  wall  cabinets  and  hang 
utensils  from  there. 

To  know  where  everything 

fits  on  a  pegboard  wall,  out- 
line each  utensil  in  black,  as 

Julia  Child  does. 

Use  pegboard  on  the  back  of 
a  freestanding  bookcase  or 
wall  divider  to  mount  baskets, 
art  work,  collectibles. 

Pegboard  on  the  back  wall  of 
a  closet  holds  tennis  racquets 
and  other  sporting  gear. 

A  small  strip  of  pegboard  near 
the  front  or  back  door  will 

take  keys  as  you  walk  in,  hold 
them  until  you  leave. 

Pegboard  in  the  garden  closet 
or  toolshed  keeps  everything 

neatly  in  place.

Storage  in  places 
you  never 
thought  of 
Turn  hats  into  decoration: 

String  up  a  small  clothesline 
along  the  wall,  hang  them  by 
their  brims  with  clothespins. 

Dont  overlook  the  area  be- 
neath wall  cabinets  or  window 

ledges:  In  the  kitchen  use  cup 
hooks  for  scrub  brush,  pot 

holders,  utensils.  Under  win- 
dowS;  do  the  same  for  scis- 

sors, small  mesh  bags  of  what- 
ever's  needed  in  that  room. 

If  there's  a  door  you  never 
close,  do  what  Joseph  Freitag 
does:  Use  the  space  behind  it 
for  hidden  storage. 

Be  on  the  lookout  for  small 

niches — near  windows  espe- 
cially— that  are  perfect  for 

shelves.  Or,  make  a  seat  with 
one  shelf  skirted  to  the  floor. 

Folding  screens  can  create 
storage  space  in  an  instant: 
Screen  off  a  corner  to  make  a 

closet,  or  run  screens  length- 
wise down  a  long  hallway. 

Skirt  a  table,  sink,  or  shelves 

by  attaching  Velcro  and  hang- 
ing fabric.  Then,  hide  clean- 
ing supplies  underneath. 

Hang  a  curtain  in  front  of  an 
eave  space  to  make  a  closet. 

Three-tiered  mesh  baskets  can 
be  used  all  over  the  house:  in 

the  kitchen  for  vegetables; 
near  a  desk  to  hold  erasers, 
paper,  typewriter  ribbons;  in 
the  bathroom  for  cosmetics, 

shampoos,  or  cleaning  sup- 
plies; in  the  toolshed  or  gar- 

den closet  for  small  tools, 

seeds,  and  plant  food;  or  in  a 
closet  for  accessories  or  socks 
and  underwear. 

In  the  kitchen 

A  freestanding  rolling  cabinet 
with  butcherblock  top  will  add 
counter  and  cabinet  space  to 
a  small  kitchen. 

Plastic  margarine  bowls  or 
ice-cream  containers  make  ex- 

cellent freezer  dishes  for 

sauces  and  individual  servings. 

Keep  plastic  baskets  under 
the  sink  for  cleaning  supplies. 

For  more  counter  space,  keep 
a  piece  of  butcherblock  or 
cutting  board  that  will  fit  over 
the  sink  (or  an  open  drawer). 

Keep  it  handy  between  cabi- 
nets or  under  the  sink. 

Narrow  bread  baskets  can  be 

used  to  keep  spices  in  line. 
Use  smaller  baskets  in  kitchen 

cupboards  for  loose  packets — 
salad  dressing,  soups,  sauce 
mixes. 

Use  the  inside  of  cabinet 

doors  for  towel  racks,  hang- 
ing flat  utensils,  or  posting 

most-favorite  recipes. 

Comings  and 
goings 
Hang  coat  hooks  and  a  shelf 
lower  for  children  to  hang 
their  coats  and  put  books  on 
when  they  come  home  from 
school. 

For  keys,  skate  keys,  and 
small  things  that  are  easily 
lost  and  always  needed  in  a 
hurry,  keep  a  small  bowl  or 
jar  by  the  door.  Or  line  sev- 

eral small  hooks  on  a  strip  of 
molding  on  the  wall.  A  small 
bowl  full  of  change  for  the 
bus  or  for  lunch  money  is  also 
handy  on  a  hall  shelf.  And 
keep  a  bulletin  board  or  cork 
board  near  the  back  door  for 

keys,  messages,  grocery  lists. 

Keep  a  flashlight  and  extra 
batteries  in  the  front  and  back 
hall  closets  and  make  sure 
everyone  knows  where  they 
are.  Candles  should  also  be 

kept  handy  (and  don't  forget the  matches). 

A  large  metal  milk  container 
can  be  the  perfect  umbrella 
stand. 

Look  for  used  metal  lockers 

to  place  by  the  back  door  for 

sports  storage  in  the  bath- 
room, or  as  a  cabinet  for 

cleaning  supplies. 

If  your  mail  comes  through 
the  front  door,  hang  a  basket 
under  the  slot  to  collect  it.

Clothes  rods  can  be  hung  at 
two  different  heights.  Or,  in  a 
deep  closet,  hang  one  forward 
and  another  behind  it. 

Two  tables  of  the  same  size 

can  be  used  individually  for 
games  and  work  space,  then 
pushed  together  for  a  dining table. 

In  a  small  eating  area,  use  a 

gateleg  fold-down  table  that 
opens  on  both  sides  for  dining 
and  takes  up  half  the  space 
during  the  day.

Well-kept  closet 
Paint  or  wallpaper  a  closet  in 
bright  colors,  so  opening  the 

door  is  like  opening  a  wonder- 
ful present. 

Take  advantage  of  boxes  in  all 
shapes  and  sizes:  shoe  boxes, 
hatboxes,  clothes  boxes.  If 

they're  not  pretty  already, 

paint  them,  or  cover  with  pa- 
per. Stack  or  line  them  up  as needed.  ^ 

Color-code  clothes  as  they 

hang  so  you  can  coordinate 
outfits  in  a  hurry:  Hang  red 
blouses  with  red  skirts,  gray 

pants  and  blazer,  etc.  Sweaters 
can  be  stacked  by  color,  too, 

and  kept  in  see-through  plas- 
tic containers. 

Hang  jewelry  and  accessories 
on  the  closet  wall. 

For  more  space  in  a  closet, 
add  a  small  set  of  drawers  or 

stacked  trays,  or  install  floor- 
to-ceiling  shelves  to  one  side. 
Or,  put  shelves  up  high  and 
store  seasonal  items  in  the 
hard-to-reach  places. 

To  use  the  backs  of  closet 

doors  for  hanging  accessories 
and  other  often-used  items, 
use  shoe  bags,  pegboard,  or 

wooden  pegs.  If  you  have  lots 
to  hang,  stretch  a  marine 
shock  cord  (heavy  elastic) 
across  two  hooks  to  keep 
everything  in  place. 

Shoe  bags  are  not  just  for 
shoes.  Hang  them  on  the  back 
door  of  the  broom  closet  for 
cleaning  supplies.

Q.  We  have  a  regulation  metal  mailbox 
and  would  like  to  paint  the  outside  with 
a  freehand  floral  design.  Can  you  tell 

us  what  materials  we'd  need?

A.  Neil  Janovic  of  Janovic/Plaza  paint 
and  wallpaper  store  in  New  York  City 

can! 
If  your  mailbox  is  unpainted  metal, 

wear  rubber  gloves  and  thoroughly  wash 
the  outside  with  Metal  Treat  concentrate 

by  the  Klean-Strip  Company  of  Mem- 
phis, Tenn.  Wipe  off  with  a  clean  cloth 

and  let  dry  thoroughly.  Promptly  apply 

a  coat  of  Rust-O-Crylic  #5769  red 

water-based  primer  by  Rust-Oleum.  It 
should  dry  in  about  2  hours. 

If  your  mailbox  has  old  paint  on  it, 

rough  up  the  surface  with  #80  alumi- 
num oxide  sandpaper.  Then  use  a  tack 

cloth  to  remove  any  metal  burrs  or  sand- 
paper particles.  Coat  mailbox  with  an 

oil-base  metal  primer  such  as  #769 

Damp-Proof  primer  by  Rust-Oleum. 
The  next  steps  are  the  same  whether 

the  mailbox  was  unpainted  or  not:  Ap- 

ply your  background  color  and  then  dec- orative motif  using  good  exterior  enamel 

paints,  either  oil-base  or  latex.  Let  each 
coat  dry  thoroughly  before  applying  the 

next.  Then  help  protect  your  decorative 
work  from  the  elements  by  applying  a 

coat  of  good  spar  varnish  such  as  "Man- 
O-War"  by  McClosky.  (Don't  use  a 

polyurcthane  product — it  won't  expand and  contract  with  temperature  changes 

as  the  metal — and  spar  varnish — will.) 

All  products  arc  sold  at  paint  or  hard- 
ware stores  nationwide.  ■

Herb  teas  you  can  grow 
4  of  the  most 
avorful  herbs  for  tea, 
lus  how  to  plant, 
arvest,  prepare, 
nd  enjoy  them 
as  made  from  herbs — or  tisanes,  cor- 

;tly — have  a  history  "more  ancient 
in  the  sunne  or  moon  or  starres,"  ac- 
rding  to  one  17th-century  herbaUst. 
rtainly,  they  were  brewed  as  far  back 

King  Tut's  Egypt.  In  America,  too, 
ey  have  a  long  past;  wild  herbs  were 
thered  and  enjoyed  by  the  Indians 
d,  later,  by  the  early  settlers  who  also 
ten  cultivated  them.  As  the  Revolution 

jproached,  herb  teas  were  rediscovered 
the  Colonials  who  wanted  to  boycott 

s  Chinese  teas  imported  by  the  British, 

len,  during  the  following  bicentenni- 
ri,  herb  teas  were  neglected  in  favor  of 

•iental  varieties.  Today,  however,  they 
e  experiencing  a  revival  and  Ameri- 
ns  again  are  enjoying  their  many  fla- 
rs  and  aromas,  sipping  them  not  only 
a  refreshing  alternative  to  imported 

i-leaf  blends  but,  once  again,  as  a  form 
protest,  this  time  against  the  prices  of 
flfee. 

Compared  to  most  flowers,  fruits,  and 

getables,  herb  tea  plants  are  extraordi- 
irily  easy  to  grow.  Plus,  they  make  a 
Dnderful  sight,  indoors  or  out,  if  you 
ow  a  variety  that  includes  the  creamy 

een-flowered  angelica,  say,  or  the 
arlet-flowered  bergamot. 
For  all  their  ease  in  growing,  however, 
en  the  greenest-thumbed  gardener 
ould  order  from  or  visit  a  health-food 
>re  or  herb  specialty  shop,  and  buy 
lall  quantities  of  the  many  different 
is  that  come  either  prepackaged  or 
ose.  This  will  enable  you  to  run  a  taste 

5t,  sampling  the  large  choice  both  indi- 
iually  and  blended,  thereby  discover- 
g  which  herbs  or  mixtures  most  suit 

lur  palate.  (Remember,  too,  that  ti- 
nes can  be  mixed  with  imported  Chi- 

:se  and  Indian  teas;  the  boycott  of 

76  is  over.)  Then,  once  you  have  se- 
;ted  your  favorites,  you  can  grow  your 
m.  Seeds  and  plants  are  available  at 
ost  of  the  same  stores  that  sell  the  teas, 

id  there  are  many  companies  that  sell 

'  mail  (for  a  few,  see  page  190). 
Most  herbs  flourish  best  in  direct  sun 

d  in  well-drained,  sandy  soil.  Only 
rely  are  they  fussy  about  the  quality 
the   soil,   however.    In   fact,   if  the 

ne,    1979 

ground  is  too  fertile  it  will  diminish  the 

teas'  flavor.  Nor  are  the  herbs  too  both- 
ered by  diseases  and  pests.  The  occa- 

sional aphid  or  red  spider  mite  can  be 

sprayed  with  a  naphtha  soap-and-water 
mix,  but  otherwise  the  herbs'  aroma 
seems  to  act  as  a  bug  repellent.  Conse- 

quently, some  gardeners  intersperse  herb 
tea  plants  among  their  other  plants  as  an 
alternative  to  insecticides.  (Bees,  inci- 

dentally, love  herbs,  particularly  the 
bergamot,  which  also  goes  by  the  name 

"bee  balm"  and  the  melissa,  or  lemon 
balm.  And  cats,  as  new  gardeners  should 
be  cautioned,  love  to  wallow  and  roll  in 
Nepeta  cataria,  better  known  as  catnip.) 

To  grow  herbs  indoors 
In  addition  to  thriving  outdoors,  most 

herbs  grow  equally  well  indoors.  Those 
that  originate  in  the  sun-blessed  part  of 
the  world  will  need  to  be  in  windows 

facing  south,  or  can  make  do  under 
fluorescent  lights. 

Indoor  pots,  as  well  as  patio  or  bal- 
cony containers,  must  be  equipped  with 

drainage  holes  and  crocked  with  pieces 
of  broken  pots  to  assure  good  drainage. 

Use  a  standard  potting  mix — top  soil, 
peat,  sand — adding  half  a  teaspoon  of 
lime  (crushed  eggshells  do  fine)  for 
every  5  inches  of  depth.  (Most  plants 
need  a  pot  9  inches  deep.) 

The  warmth  of  the  average  home  will 
be  sufficient.  The  air,  however,  will  al- 

most certainly  be  too  dry.  Increase  the 
humidity,  therefore,  by  a  daily  misting, 
and  stand  the  pots  on  a  tray  filled  with 
pebbles  that  can  be  doused  regularly 

with  water  in  order  to  keep  the  immedi- 
ate climate  damp.  During  the  summer 

growing  months,  feed  every  fourth  or 
fifth  watering  with  half-strength  fish 
emulsion  or  similar  liquid  fertilizer. 

The  harvesting  of  your  crop  will  de- 
pend on  which  varieties  you  are  growing 

— and  which  part  of  the  plant  you  intend 
to  brew.  Unlike  the  Chinese  and  Indian 

teas,  where  only  the  leaf  is  used,  some, 
though  not  all,  tisanes  can  be  made  from 
different  parts  of  different  plants,  and 
excellent  flavors  can  be  derived,  various- 

ly, from  the  leaves,  flowers,  seeds,  stems, 
bark,  or  roots.  (But  be  very  cautious 
about  this  and  know  your  plants.  Not 
every  part  of  every  plant  is  edible.) 

The  leaves  of  an  herb  plant  can  be 
picked  at  almost  any  time,  though  peak 

flavoring  is  reached  just  before  flower- 

ing. Don't  be  hesitant  about  picking, 
even  up  to  a  third  of  the  plant  in  one  go, 

as  this  will  stimulate  new  growth.  Flow- 
ers should  be  picked  when  fully  open.

and  seeds  when  they  look  brown  or  gray. 
Stems  can  be  cut  along  with  the  leaves  or 
flowers.  You  can  also  harvest  your  own 

bark  and  roots,  but  it's  much  easier  to 
buy  these. 

Tea  herbs  can  be  brewed  either  fresh 
or  dried.  Thin  stems  can  be  hung  upside 
down  or  in  an  airy  place,  out  of  direct 

light,  but  everything  else  should  be  dried 
in  a  low  oven,  with  the  door  left  open. 
(Stems,  bark,  and  roots  should  first  be 

finely  chopped. )  Once  the  herb  is  crack- 
ly  to  the  touch,  it  is  ready  for  storing  in 
an  air-tight,  opaque  container.  (If  you 
are  using  more  than  one  herb,  remember 
to  label  the  container.) 

The  best  part  of  all  in  growing  herb 

teas  is  drinking  them — and  that  calls  for 
brewing  them  properly.  If  the  tea  is  to 
be  made  from  leaves,  flowers,  or  seeds 

(seeds  should  be  lightly  crushed),  maxi- 
mum flavor  is  brought  out  by  infusion. 

This  simple  technique  makes  all  the  dif- 
ference to  the  final  taste.  Use  a  warmed 

china  or  earthenware  pot  (metal  ones 
may  taint),  and  put  in  one  teaspoon  per 
cup  if  you  are  using  dried  herbs,  two  if 

fresh  (they  have  a  less-concentrated  fla- 

vor) .  Add  an  extra  portion  "for  the  pot," 
pour  in  boiling  water,  and  let  the  pot  sit 

there,  with  the  lid  on,  for  5  or  10  min- 
utes, depending  on  how  strong  you  want 

the  tea.  This  steeping,  or  "drawing," 
step  is  important.  Rush  it,  and  you  will 
have  a  cup  of  hot  water  with  only  the 
faintest  hint  of  herb;  prolong  it,  and  the 
tea  will  be  bitter.  Pour  the  tea  through 

a  strainer — maybe  a  Chinese  one  of 
woven  grass.  Iced  herb  teas  for  summer 
are  brewed  in  exactly  the  same  fashion, 
strained,  cooled  in  the  refrigerator,  and 
usually  served  diluted  with  iced  water. 
Seed-based  herb  teas,  such  as  anise  or 
dill,  need  to  have  their  ingredients 
bruised  to  release  the  essential  volatile 

oils  before  brewing.  Use  a  mortar  and 

pestle,  like  the  alchemists  of  old,  or  sim- 
ply wrap  the  seeds  in  a  clean  cloth  and 

lightly  crush  them  under  a  rolling  pin. 

Roots,  barks,  and  stalks  must  be  de- 
cocted rather  than  infused:  This  means 

that  you  must  add  about  1  ounce  of 
whichever  you  are  using  to  1  Vi  pints  of 

boiling  water.  Simmer  for  15  to  20  min- 
utes, leaving  the  lid  off  the  pan  so  that 

the  liquid  reduces.  Again,  the  beverage 

may  be  drunk  hot  or  chilled. 
Even  though  all  the  teas  are  fragrant, 

some  people  nevertheless  like  to  add  a 

little  something  extra.  You  can  be  differ- 
ent here,  too,  just  as  you  have  been  with 

your  tea:  Instead  of  sugar,  for  instance, 
try  honey;  instead  of  lemon  peel,  orange.

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musky  tea  with  a  hint  of  celery.  The 

plant  is  a  self-seeding  biennial  best  start- 
ed with  a  nursery-bought  seedling.  Un- 
like most  herbs,  it  likes  a  degree  of  shade 

and  rich,  fairly  damp  soil.  Use  leaves, 
stem,  or  root. 

Anise  (Pimpinella  Anisum)  has  the 
distinct  taste  of  licorice.  The  plant,  an 

annual,  grows  best  in  warm,  sunny  re- 
gions. Raise  it  from  seed  in  peat  pots  or 

sow  directly  in  a  light,  dry  soil  if  your 
spring  is  a  mild  one.  Use  the  seeds. 

Bergamot,  or  bee  b'alm  (Monarda 
didyma),  is  a  minty  tea  first  gathered 
from  its  wild  state  by  Winnebago  Indi- 

ans around  Lake  Ontario.  A  perennial, 
it  usually  is  raised  from  root  divisions 

set  out  during  springtime  in  moist  semi- 
shaded  ground.  Use  the  leaves. 

Borage  (Borago  officinalis)  has  a  cu- 
cumber-like flavor.  The  plant  is  grown 

from  seed  and  fares  best  in  a  dry,  poor 

soil  with  plenty  of  sun.  It  is  an  annual 

but  will  self-sow  freely — often  too  free- 
ly, if  your  backyard  space  is  limited.  Use 

the  leaves,  flowers  or  stem. 
Catnip  (Nepeta  Cataria)  has  a  minty, 

slightly  bitter  taste.  It  grows  to  a  height 

of  2  feet  and  is  a  perennial  with  heart- 
shaped  leaves  and  lilac  or  white  flowers. 

It  is  easy  to  grow  from  seed,  root  divi- 
sion, or  rooted  stem  cuttings  in  a  mod- 

erately sunny  but  cool  and  airy  place. 
Use  the  leaves. 

Chamomile  (Matricaria  Chamomilla, 
the  German  annual  variety,  or  Anthemis 
noblis,  the  Roman  perennial)  emits  the 
aroma,  and  therefore  the  taste,  of  apples. 

Sow  the  seeds  or  set  out  ready-raised 

plants  in  the  early  spring  in  a  well-limed, 
moist  soil  with  lots  of  sun.  Use  the  daisy- 

like flower  heads. 

Dill  (Anethum  graveolens)  has  an 

astringent,  licorice  flavor.  It  demands 

plenty  of  sunshine  and  a  light,  well-  fa 
drained,  and  limed  soil.  It  is  an  annual  j  j|. 

that  grows  willingly  from  seed  sown  out- 

doors provided  the  weather  isn't  too  se- vere. Use  the  leaves  or  seeds. 

Horehound  (Marrubium  vulgare)  has 
a  bitter,  somewhat  medicinal  flavor. 
(Those  who  enjoy  it  usually  add  honey, 
and  perhaps  licorice  or  hysop  to  mask 
that  edge.)  Start  horehound  from  seed 

sown  in  the  spring,  or  divisions  or  cut- 
tings, and  give  it  all  the  sun  you  can 

spare.  It  is  a  perennial  that  thrives  in 

poor  soil,  so  don't  pamper  it  with  fer- tilizer. Use  the  leaves. 

Lemon  balm  (Melissa  officinalis)  is 

easy  to  grow  from  spring-sown  seeds, 
cuttings,  or  root  divisions  set  out  in  the 

fall.  It  is  a  perennial  that  requires  a  rich- 
er soil  than  most  but  isn't  too  demanding 

about  the  sun.  Use  the  leaves  or  flower- 
ing tops. 

Sweet  mar joram  (Ov\gdnum  majorana) 
is,  as  its  name  implies,  one  of  the  sweet-

PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 
BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

African  violets  made  easy 

The  African  violet  is  probably  the  most 
popular  flowering  house  plant  in  the 
U.S.A.  And  with  good  reason.  An  almost 

constant  bloomer,  this  easy-to-grow, 
velvet-leaved  beauty  thrives  under  arti- 

ficial as  well  as  natural  light.  About  its 
only  drawback  is  that,  as  a  friend  put  it, 

"an  African  violet  is  an  African  violet — 

they  all  look  the  same."  If  that's  your 
feeling,  look  again.  Things  have  changed. 

You'll  have  to  look  beyond  (or  over- 
look) the  hybrid  names,  however.  They 

remain  as  kitschy  as  ever  and  are  prob- 
ably the  single  factor  most  responsible 

for  the  African  violet's  for-grandmoth- 
ers-only  image.  I  mean,  what  is  one  to 
do  with  Pooty-cat,  Pucker  Up,  Wee  Too, 
and  Sassy  Lass,  and  with  plants  de- 

scribed as  having  "girl"  foliage  and 
"boy"  foliage?  Grow  them  and  forget 
the  names,  that's  what. 

Take  Sassy  Lass,  for  instance.  I  went 

up  to  Buell's  greenhouses  one  day  with  a 
friend.  Six-foot-four,  strong  as  a  horse, 
and  an  airline  pilot  by  profession,  Wayne 

isn't  exactly  your  ladies-circle  stereotype, 
but    he's    hooked    on    African    violets, 

How  to  start 
a  collection  of  the 
most  popular  plants 
in  America,  plus 
foolproof  ways  to  keep 
them  lush,  healthy, 
and  full  of  flowers 

grows  them  by  the  hundreds.  At  Buell's, 
we  each  picked  up  a  superb  specimen  of 
that  nonsensically  nomenclatured  Sassy 

Lass,  a  striking  white-flowered  bloomer 
whose  multiple  blossoms  are  striped  with 
brilliant  rays  of  lavender/ crimson.  The 
plant  is  a  standout  far  removed  from  the 
cliche  image  of  the  purple  African  violet. 
Where  its  name  came  from  I  have  no 

idea.  In  this  case  I'm  simply  not  in- 
terested. The  plant's  beauty  speaks  for itself. 

On  the  same  trip  I  picked  up  a  Laven- 

der Love,  with  dainty  frilly  mottled 
purple  flowers,  a  Red  Wow,  which  has 

the  deepest  maroon  flowers  I've  ever seen,  and  a  Wild  One,  vdiose  striking 
symmetrically  scalloped  leaves  are  quite 
unlike  the  standard  vision  of  the  African 

violet.  I  also  picked  up  .  .  .  but  I  won't 
go  through  the  whole  list.  Visiting  a 

greenhouse  can  be  very  dangerous.  It's so  often  easier  to  buy  more  than  you 
meant  to  than  to  make  a  difficult  choice. 

One  thing  that  is  not  difficult  is  caring 
for  your  African  violets.  Basically  what 
they  need  most  is  good  light.  Contrary  to 

popular  belief,  direct  sun  is  good  for  Af- 
rican violets,  encouraging  them  to  bloom 

continuously.  However,  summer  sun  in 
the  middle  of  the  day  is  too  intense  for 
them.  An  east  or  west  window  is  usually 

the  best  all-year  location  for  these  plants. 
Rotate  the  pots  a  quarter  of  a  turn  a 

week,  or  once  every  two  weeks  when  you 

fertilize.  Otherwise  you  will  have  lean- 
ers,  plants  that  literally  tilt  right  out  of 
their  pots  toward  the  light.  The  ideal 
African  violet  forms  a  rosette  of  leaves

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that  lies  flat  and  covers  the  entire  pot 
rim  evenly. 

Fertilizing  is  simple,  but  also  absolute- 
ly necessary  for  floriferous  plants.  There 

are  a  number  of  special  African  violet 
fertilizers  on  the  market.  They  all  work 
well  if  used  according  to  directions, 
which  usually  means  every  2  or  3  weeks. 
Some  people,  myself  included,  prefer  to 
fertilize  with  every  watering,  using  a 

very  dilute  solution.  It  solves  the  did-I- 
fertilize-last-week-or-not  problem.  But 
make  sure  you  use  very  little  fertilizer 
each  time.  Experiment  until  you  get 
good  results. 

The  potting  soil  for  African  violets 

can  be  one  of  any  number  of  fancy  com- 
binations, but  most  growers  use  one  of 

the  prepackaged  sterilized  soils  especial- 
ly blended  for  these  plants.  If  you  use 

plastic  pots,  the  soil  must  be  very  porous, 

or  you'll  end  up  with  too  moist  soil  and 
crown  rot.  On  the  other  hand,  plastic 
pots  do  retain  moisture  longer  than  clay 
pots  do,  and  thus  help  to  keep  the  soil 

from  drying  out.  My  own  personal  pref- 
erence has  always  been  for  clay  pots. 

They  not  only  minimize  the  dangers 
of  overwatering,  but,  because  the  pots 

"breathe,"  they  keep  the  soil  in  good 
shape  and  promote  root  growth.  Which- 

ever type  you  use,  keep  the  pot  small  in 
proportion  to  the  plant.  Things  will  grow 
better. 

Probably  the  biggest  controversy  sur- 
rounding African  violets  is  the  top  water- 

ing versus  the  bottom  watering  debate. 
Both  schools  agree  that  the  water  should 
be  at  room  temperature  or  slightly 
warmer.  But  how  to  apply  it?  Watering 

from  the  bottom,  that  is,  filling  the  pot's 
saucer  and  letting  the  soil  wick  up  the 
moisture,  prevents  any  chance  of  water 

collecting  in  the  plant's  crown  and  in- 
ducing rot.  On  the  other  hand,  it  means 

salts  will  collect  in  the  soil,  so  once  a 
month  you  will  have  to  water  from  the 
top  in  any  case,  to  wash  them  out.  The 

choice  is  up  to  you.  And,  frankly,  it  real- 

ly doesn't  make  that  much  difference. 
With  just  a  little  care  it's  almost  impos- 

sible to  fail.  African  violets  simply  grow 
on  you. 

The  home-grown  sun 
The  real  boom  in  African  violet  en- 

thusiasm followed  World  War  II,  hard 

on  the  heels  of  a  technological  break- 
through in  indoor  lighting,  namely,  the 

fluorescent  tube..  Although  this  energy- 
efficient  fixture  never  made  it  past  the 
kitchen  and  is  rarely  seen  in  the  rest  of 
the  house  today,  fluorescent  light  had  an 

overpowering  impact  on  office  and  fac- 
tory environments — and  on  African violets.

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Incandescent  bulbs,  for  the  most  part, 
do  not  offer  strong  enough  light  in  the 
red  and  blue  parts  of  the  spectrum  for 
African  violets.  And  used  by  themselves, 

they  generate  too  much  heat  for  the 
tender  young  leaves.  Because  of  the  heat- 

ing factor,  however,  some  growers  like 
to  use  an  incandescent  bulb  or  two  in 
addition  to  fluorescent  light,  although 
the  incandescents  are  not  necessary. 

What  is  necessary  is  a  pair  of  fluores- 

cent tubes.  A  single  tube  really  doesn't 
throw  off  enough  light.  Furthermore,  the 
least  amount  of  light  is  generated  by  the 
couple  of  inches  at  the  ends  of  the  tubes, 
so  the  longer  the  tubes,  the  more  efficient 

they  are.  The  4-foot  models  provide  a 
good  balance  between  efficiency  and  un- 
manageability.  Most  people  use  two  or 
four  of  these  40-watt  tubes  in  a  parallel 
reflector.  Left  on  for  10  to  12  hours  a 

day,  the  bulbs  will  produce  excellent 
plants  at  a  fraction  of  the  energy  cost  of 
a  color  TV. 

The  type  of  fluorescent  tube  to  use  is 
open  to  debate.  I  have  used  the  specially 

balanced  grow  lights  such  as  Duro-Lite's 
Vita-Lite  with  great  success.  The  purple- 
colored  grow  lights  I  find  visually  unac- 

ceptable for  anything  but  the  most  pur- 
ple of  plants.  Some  growers  feel  that  by 

combining  natural-white  and  daylight- 
type  fluorescent  lighting  they  achieve 
good  results  for  lower  costs. 

All  your  plants  should  be  grown  with 
their  leaves  10  to  14  inches  below  the 

lubes.  One  tip:  The  darker  foliaged  Afri- 
can violets  need  more  light  than  the 

variegated  or  light  green  varieties,  so 

grow  them  toward  the  center  of  the  fix- 
tures, the  others  toward  the  ends.

GOING  PLACES,  FINDING  THINGS[ 

At  the  zoo,  Boston's  old-new  markets, Concorde  update,  summer  specials 
Safari  thrills  without 
going  to  Africa 
BY  PATRICIA  S.  FALZARANO 

It  was  a  warm  summer  day,  the  sun 
climbed  high  in  the  sky.  There  were 
more  than  200  wild  animals  roaming 
the  38  acres  that  lay  before  us — ele- 

phants, tigers,  rhinos,  antelope,  wild 
cattle,  mountain  goats,  deer,  and  birds. 

Eight  of  us  climbed  into  our  car  rel- 
ishing the  cool  shade  it  provided.  It 

was  our  job  to  find  the  animals,  so  with 

the  help  of  our  driver-guide  we  kept  a 
careful  eye  on  everything  that  moved. 
Around  the  first  turn,  there  they  were — 
a  small  herd  of  Reeves'  Muntiac  deer 

hard  to  believe  that  this  was  going  on 
daily  from  May  to  October  at  the  Wild 
Asia  exhibit  at  the  Bronx  Zoo  in  New 

York.  This  very  special  exhibit  is  just 
one  of  the  very  un-zoo-like  things  zoos 
are  doing  in  this  country.  Many  animals 
are  moving  out  of  cages  with  iron  bars 
into  enclosed  environments  that  simu- 

late their  natural  habitats.  Clever  land- 
scaping with  stone  fences,  moats, 

multilevels  and  air  currents — depending 
on  the  occupant — gives  the  impression 
of  closeness  and  enables  the  animals  to 

act  as  they  would  in  their  natural  habi- 
tats. The  new  zoo  philosophy  tries  to 

bring  the  public  closer  to  the  way  ani- 
mals live  in  the  wild.  Zoo  curators  hope 

it  will  stress  the  importance  of  animal 
conservation  to  visitors.   Breeding  pro- 

rn 
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grazing  in  the  bush.  They  called  out  to 
one  another  announcing  our  arrival,  but 
let  us  slip  by  without  stirring.  Moving 
on,  the  barking  of  the  Muntjac  was 
drowned  out  by  a  deep  growl — two  Si- 

berian tiger  cubs  were  alternately  wading 
in  a  pond  and  teasing  their  mother  to 
join  them.  Our  car  crept  silently  by  with- 

out interrupting  mama  tiger's  "cat"  nap. 
Next,  a  huge  rhinoceros  trotted  right 
past  ignoring  us  for  two  other  rhinos.  He 
tried  to  coax  them  to  play,  but  not  being 
in  a  playful  mood,  one  retreated  while 
the  other  dived  into  a  small  mud  puddle 
and  all  but  disappeared.  It  would  have 
been  difficult  to  miss  the  elephants  we 
:ame  upon  next,  they  weighed  thousands 
of  pounds  each.  They  plunged  right  into 
the  50-foot-round  pool.  One  young  ele- 

phant rolled  over  on  his  back,  water  cov- 
ering all  but  his  trunk  and  four  kicking 

legs.  The  others  were  simultaneously 
5howering  one  another  with  their  built-in 
shower  heads. 

We  watched  all  this  in  wonder — it  was 

grams,  a  vital  part  of  today's  zoo  cur- 
riculum, are  also  benefiting  from  cage- 

less  environments.  Zookeepers  take  great 

pains  preparing  ideal  conditions  to  en- 
courage the  propagation  of  endangered 

species.  One  day  the  offspring  will  be  re- 
leased to  form  natural  herds  and  homes 

in  the  wild. 
There  are  several  other  zoos  across 

the  country  doing  some  exciting  things. 
Among  them  are: 

Minnesota  Zoological  Garden,  our 

country's  newest  zoo,  which  was  de- 
signed without  a  single  iron  barred  cage. 

The  zoo  is  open  year-round  and  visitors 
can  view  most  exhibits  in  the  480-acre 
park  from  indoors  during  cold  weather. 

The  Tropics  is  a  1  Vi  -acre  indoor  exhibit 
in  which  to  explore  the  Southeast  Asian 
jungles.

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Skylark  for  a  day  in 

Boston's  marketplace 
BY  DEE  HARDIE 

You  can  turn  a  sow's  ear  into  a  silk 
purse!  Look  at  Faneuil  Hall  Marketplace 
in  Boston,  one  of  the  classiest  transfor- 

mations around.  Wildly  successful,  the 
three  buildings  in  the  complex,  Quincy 

Market,  South  Market,  and  North  Mar- 
ket, all  over  150  years  old,  have  been 

restored  to  make  a  new  sort  of  down- 
town center  with  a  million  visitors  a 

month. 

For  many,  Faneuil  Hall  Marketplace 

is  a  market,  a  corner  grocery,  but  to  vis- 

itors it's  more  like  a  day  at  the  fair  or  a 
night  on  the  town.  Mayor  Kevin  White 
often  has  his  early-morning  coffee  at 

Marion's;  proper  Bostonians,  vested  and 
pin-striped,  discuss  business  over  lunch 
at  Seaside.  Just  as  many  improper  Bos- 

tonians— the  young — break  bread  pur- 
chased from  Au  Bon  Pain,  as  they  sit  on 

benches  in  the  cobblestone  mall  and 

watch  the  world  (plus  wandering  mimes, 
jugglers,  and  a  score  of  pushcarts  selling 
anything  from  hammocks  to  puppets) 

go  by.  There  are  150  shops  and  restau- 
rants, a  flower  market  open  24  hours  a 

day,  365  days  of  the  year.  Downtown 
Boston  has  a  heart  again. 

Only  a  12-minute  ride  from  Logan 
Airport,  the  marketplace  covers  6V2 
acres  and  is  an  exuberant  pedestrian  pre- 

cinct. Even  the  streets  between  the  mar- 
kets are  closed  to  cars.  Quincy  Market, 

the  central  hall,  is  a  bazaar  of  foods  sold 
in  restaurants,  cafes,  bakeries.  North 
and  South  Markets  have  restaurants, 
too,  as  well  as  a  wide  assortment  of  retail 
shops,  and  on  the  upper  floors,  modern 
offices. 

In  1742.  a  Peter  Faneuil  built  the 
original  Faneuil  Hall  alongside  the  Town 
Dock.  Food  stalls  operated  on  the  first 
floor,  and  overhead  was  a  meeting  hall 
for  the  town. 

What  a  fire  almost  extinguished  in 
1761,  patriotism  rekindled.  The  meeting 

hall  was  Hancock  and  Adams's  arena  for 
cries  of  liberty.  The  Stamp  Act  was  de- 

nounced from  its  rostrum,  the  Tea  Party 

begun. 
By  the  early  1800s,  Mayor  Joshua 

Quincy  commissioned  architect  Alexan- 
der Parris  to  design  a  new  marketplace 

as  an  extension.  Wharves  were  torn 
down,  the  Town  Dock  filled  in.  Since  the 

project  was  initiated  by  the  city  govern- 
ment using  reclaimed  land,  it  is  often 

referred  to  as  America's  first  example  of urban  renewal. 

The  three  new  markets  built  of  granite 

in  the  Greek-Revival  style  were  finished 
in  1 826  on  landfill  reaching  out  into  Bos- 

ton Harbor.  The  centerpiece,  Quincy 
Market,  named  after  the  mayor,  was  the 
most  elaborate  with  Doric  columns  and 

a  Pantheon-like  dome.  The  two  side 
markets.  South  and  North,  were  simpler. 
Used  until  1960  as  wholesale  food  mar- 

kets, the  buildings  stood  vacant  for  a 
decade,  and  once  were  slated  for  de- 

struction. Today  these  markets  are  on 
the  National  Register  of  Historic  Places, 
and  have  been  called  the  finest  architec- 

tural composition  of  that  period  surviv- 
ing in  the  United  States. 

Not  knowing  quite  what  to  do  with 
the  market  area,  but  convinced  it  should 
not  vanish,  the  Boston  Redevelopment 

Authority  began  acquiring-  the  market 
buildings  in  1963.  By  1966  there  were 

already  plans  for  restoration  and  revital- 
ization,  the  work  of  Benjamin  Thomp- 

son, an  architect  and  entrepreneur, 
founder  of  Design  Research.  Later  The 
Rouse  Company,  creators  of  the  new 
town  of  Columbia,  Md.,  became  the 

project  developers. 
"We  went  in  where  other  developers 

with  any  sense  feared  to  tread,"  says 
James  W.  Rouse,  chairman  of  the  board 

and  chief  executive  officer  of  the  com- 

pany. "Retailing  was  bleeding  away  to 
the  suburbs.  The  market  buildings  were 
deplorable,  ravaged  in  every  possible 
way.

The  sports  car  of 

jetcraft:  Air  France's Concorde 

After  18  months  of  daily"service  to  Paris 
from  New  York,  Air  France's  Concorde 
service  seems  to  have  won  itself  a  place 
in  the  lives  of  enough  Americans  that 
the  sleek  supersonic  aircraft  rarely  take 
off  with  an  empty  seat.  (Washington, 
D.C.  has  had  the  A.F.  Concorde  since 

May,  1976  and  Dallas  since  January, 

1979.)  But  if  you've  never  taken  the 
Concorde  and  want  not  only  the  expe- 

rience but  also  the  conveniences  and 

benefits  of  supersonic  travel.  Air  France 
recommends  the  less  hectic  summer  sea- 

son when  many  of  the  Concorde's  regu- lar business  travelers  are  on  vacation. 

Late  last  summer.  House  &  Garden's  Ed- 
itor-in-Chief, Mary  Jane  Pool,  did  just 

this,  making  her  first  round  trip.  Here's her  report: 

"The  flight  from  New  York  goes  at  1 
P.M. — a  day  flight,  which  is  such  a  restful 

way  to  get  to  Europe.  The  1  o'clock  de- parture allows  for  a  leisurely  breakfast 
and  time  to  do  last-minute  packing.  At 
the  airport  everything  is  streamlined  for 
the  check-in  and  boarding  from  a  special 
Concorde  lounge.  The  plane  is  boarded 
a  few  people  at  a  time,  starting  with 
those  sitting  in  the  back  of  the  plane. 

"The  Concorde  cabin  is  arranged  with 
two  seats  to  each  side  of  a  narrow  aisle. 

It's  almost  like  a  sports  car:  the  jumbo 
jets  now  seem  like  big  sedans.  We  take 
off  sports-car  fast,  bank  to  the  left  to 
avoid  noise  over  populated  areas,  ma- 

neuver up  above  the  weather,  out  over 

the  water,  flying  faster  and  higher — ev- 
erything smooth  and  quiet  except  for  the 

constant  wooshing  sound  of  the  engines. 

The  sign  in  the  front  of  the  cabin  shows 
our  speed:  Mach  2,  twice  the  speed  of 

sound,  1,350  m.p.h.  We  felt  no  jolt — 
nothing- — as  we  reached  first  Mach  1  and 
then  Mach  2.  At  60.000  feet,  I  think  I 

can  see,  through  the  bright  haze  outside 
my  window,  the  curvature  of  the  earth. 
The  captain  who  has  been  narrating  our 
progress  tells  us  our  cabin  is  pressurized 
at  5,500  feet  above  sea  level.  Subsonic 
aircraft  arc  pressurized  at  7,500  feet. 

"Lunch  is  French  and  delicious.  Pastel 

napkins,  attractive  glassware,  sleek  stain- 
less steel,  and  handsome  china  contain- 
ers for  the  various  dishes  make  a  very 

appealing  tray.  You're  only  on  board

How  to  make  cabinets 
out  of  bookcases, 
rescue  things 
from  drains,  finish 
butcherblock,  and 
cure  squeaky  hinges 

2.  A  collection  of  china  miniatures  is  a 
nagnet  for  dust  on  an  open  bookcase. 
[s  there  a  way  to  enclose  the  shelf? 

4. Installing  sliding  glass  doors  on  a 
lookcase  shelf  is  an  easy  way  to  convert 
t  to  a  display  cabinet.  Top  and  bottom 
racks  for  the  doors  are  available  at  most 
lardware  stores.  For  a  wood  bookcase, 
/ood  runners  will  be  most  attractive, 
ince  you  can  stain  or  paint  them  to 

natch.  They  are  also  available  in  alimii- 
lum  or  plastic. 
Purchase  a  track  for  '/i-inch  doors 

nd  cut  with  a  hacksaw  to  fit  the  exact 
/idth  of  the  shelf.  To  install  the  bottom 

rack  (the  shorter  one — see  diagram), 

un  a  small  bead  of  carpenter's  glue 
ilong  the  shelf,  Vi  inch  in 
rom  the  edge.  Position  the 
rack  flush  with  the  front 

dge  of  the  shelf  and  nail 
n  place  with  >i-inch  fin- 
shing  nails.  Glue  and  nail 
he  top  track  to  the  under- 
ide  of  the  next  shelf.  You 

vill  need  at  least  1-inch 
lails,  depending  on  the 
leight  of  the  track.  A 
lamp  is  helpful  to  hold  the

track  in  place  while  working — a  piece  of 
cardboard  slipped  under  each  clamp  jaw 
protects  the  shelf  from  scratches. 

You  can  have  the  doors  cut  to  size  at 

a  glass  shop.  Each  one  should  be  half 
the  length  of  the  shelf  plus  V2  inch  and 
as  tall  as  the  distance  between  the  two 

shelf  tracks,  plus  '^  inch.  Have  the 

glazier  grind  two  identations  for  "thumb- 
holes"  on  each  door.  Slip  the  doors  up 
into  the  top  track  and  then  drop  them 
into  the  bottom  grooves.  They  should 
slide  back  and  forth  with  little  effort. 

Q.  Is  it  possible  to  retrieve  something 
once  it  has  fallen  down  the  sink? 

A. Maybe — if  you  turn  the  water  off  fast 
enough.  Something  light  like  a  contact 
lens  may  have  been  washed  away,  but  a 

ring  may  still  be  caught  in  the  J-shaped 
trap.  Larger  objects  like  combs  and 
toothbrushes  will  be  snared  by  the  J-bend 
and  must  be  removed  or  a  clog  may 
occur. 

The  J-trap  is  fastened  by  large  nuts 
to  the  sink  drain  and  outlet  pipe.  To 
remove  it  and  check  for  objects  inside, 
first  place  a  bucket  on  the  floor  beneath 
it  to  catch  any  drips.  Then  loosen  the 
nuts  with  a  monkey  wrench,  a  12-inch 
adjustable  wrench,  or  a  pipe  wrench  (but 
be  sure  to  wrap  cloth,  heavy  tape,  or  a 

piece  of  leather  around  the  nut  to  pre- 
vent the  jaws  of  the  pipe  wrench  from 

biting  into  the  chrome).  Remove  wash- 
ers and  the  trap,  and  pour  the  water — 

and  your  lost  treasure — into  the  bucket. 
To  dislodge  combs  and  larger  objects  still 
stuck  in  the  pipe,  tap  the  trap  to  loosen 
them  or  reach  in  and  pull  them  out. 
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To  reassemble  the  trap  and  insure  a 

water-tight  fit,  wrap  a  layer  of  Teflon 
pipe-joint  tape  over  the  spot  where  the 
washers  go  on  the  drain  tailpiece  and 
outlet  tube.  Slip  the  nut  onto  J-trap,  put 
washer  into  nut  (you  may  have  to  re- 

place worn  washers)  and  hand  tighten 
nut  around  trap  and  tailpiece.  Tighten 
with  wrench.

Q.  How  should  I  finish  butcherblock 
kitchen  counters  and  care  for  them 
properly? 

A. If  the  wood  is  to  be  used  strictly  as  a 
work  surface  and  not  for  cutting,  all  the 

treatment  it  will  need  is  a  periodic  coat- 
ing of  boiled  (not  raw)  linseed  oil.  Cover 

the  block  with  oil,  let  penetrate  for  10 
minutes  (no  longer),  and  wipe  off  with 
soft  absorbent  cloth.  You  may  need  a 
second  cloth  to  soak  up  all  the  oil.  When 
scratches  appear,  just  sand  with  fine 
grain  paper,  working  with,  not  against, 
the  wood  grain,  and  reoil  the  area. 

You  can  also  seal  butcherblock  with 

varnish  or  polyurethane.  These,  how- 
ever, will  give  the  wood  an  unnatural 

shine,  rather  than  take  advantage  of  its 
own  luster  as  linseed  oil  will.  These  treat- 

ments also  cannot  be  repaired  if 
scratched. 

If  you're  planning  to  use  all  or  part 
of  your  counter  as  a  cutting  board,  you 
should  treat  it  with  mineral  oil  instead 

of  linseed.  Mineral  oil  is  edible,  trans- 
parent, odorless,  and  will  not  become 

rancid.  Cover  the  wood  with  oil,  let  it 
soak  and  wipe  off  as  before.  To  maintain 

the  wood  and  remove  grease  and  accum- 
ulated dirt,  scrub  down  with  steel  wool 

and  detergent.  Sanitize  by  covering  with 
chlorine  bleach  and  letting  it  soak  in  for 
several  minutes.  Wipe,  rinse  with  clear 

water,  and  wipe  again.  After  the  wood  is 
thoroughly  dry,  you  may  want  to  sand 
down  some  of  the  knife  scratches.  Re- 
finish  with  mineral  oil.  This  treatment 

should  be  repeated  whenever  the  board 
starts  to  discolor. 

Butcherblock  treated  with  linseed  oil 
can  also  be  scrubbed  down,  bleached, 
and  reoiled  to  clean  it  and  give  the 
wood  new  luster.  With  either  oiled  sur- 

face, wipe  after  each  use  with  a  squeezed 
damp  rag.  Follow  by  wiping  with  a  dry 
cloth. 

Q.  Is  there  any  way  to  stop  hinges  from 
squeaking  perilianently? 

A.A  hinge  can  be  lubricated  to  silence 
it,  but  sometimes  a  squeak  is  a  sign  of 
excess  strain  on  the  hinge  pin.  Check  to 
see  that  all  the  screws  fastening  the 
hinge  to  the  door  and  door  frame  are 
secure;  they  may  have  pulled  out  of  the 
wood.  If  they  have,  remove  them.  Fill  the 
holes  with  plastic  wood  filler,  let  dry,  and 

drill  pilot  holes  in  the  same  spot  (hard- 
ened plastic  wood  filler  is  actually  strong- 

er than  wood).  Reinsert  the  screws  and 
tighten  securely. 

Penetrating  lubricants,  sold  at  hard- 
ware stores  for  use  on  metal  parts,  work 

wonders  on  noisy  hinges.  They  come  in 
aerosol  cans  with  a  narrow,  6-inch  long 
tube  that  attaches  to  the  spray  opening 
and  allows  for  very  precise  aim.  Close 
the  door,  hold  a  cloth  under  the  hinge, 
and  spray  lubricant  in  the  joints.  Wipe

off  excess.  Open  door  and  spray  seams 
on  the  inside  of  the  hinges. 

An  alternate  cure  that  makes  use  of 

ingredients  on  hand  is  to  coat  the  hinge 

pin  with  petroleum  jelly.  Use  a  screw- 
driver and  a  hammer  to  coax  one  hinge 

pin  out.  Cover  it  with  jelly  and  reinsert. 
Repeat  for  each  hinge,  then  open  and 
close  door  to  work  jelly  well  into  joints 
for  quiet  entrances  and  exits.

Almost  every 
room  in  the  house  is  now  open  to  the 
outdoors:  to  the  pool  and  terrace  in  the 

back  and,  in  the  front,  to  "Tommy's  gar- 
den" of  Australian  tree  ferns  and  Boston 

ferns.  He  takes  care  of  all  the  greens, 

which  were  planted  across  the  front  of 

the  house  for  "privacy  without  curtains." 
The  new  garden  room,  which  is  filled 
with  so  many  real  flowers  and  fabric 
ones  that  you  can  hardly  tell  where  the 
indoors  ends  and  the  outdoors  begins, 
has  become  the  most-used  room  in  the 

house:  "It  looks  so  friendly  and  inviting 
with  all  the  wicker  and  plants  that  every- 

The 
Mitchells  use  it  for  relaxing,  entertain- 

ing, and  dining.  "It's  like  dining  alfresco 

mdoors."

Upper  decks  overhang 
a  creek  so  you  can  fish  from  above,  moor  or  launch  boats 
below.

Wide  verandas  wrap  around  three  sides  of  the 

square  house,  serving  as  outdoor  rooms  with  glo- 
rious views.  The  site,  at  the  confluence  of  river 

and  creek,  offers  a  subtropical  backdrop  of  sky 

and  water,  mangrove,  bird  and  marine  life.  Chil- 

dren's boating  exploits  can  be  watched,  water  ski- 
ing, the  arrival  of  friends'  boats,  an  occasional

Why  men 
like  to  cook 
outdoors

An  inconclusive 
but  exhaustive  report 

Why  do  men  like  to  cook  outdoors?  The  answer 
may  be  stupid,  but  it  is  not  simple. 

Let  us  examine  the  question  scientifically,  since 

people  will  then  assume  our  opinions  are  correct. 
Besides,  it  will  allow  us  to  carry  clipboards  and 
talk  authoritatively.  True,  we  could  just  go  by  our 

gut  feelings,  but  we'd  be  less  likely  to  get  govern- 
ment funding  for  it,  and  it's  too  soon  after  lunch. 

First  of  all,  let  us  wash  our  hands  with  a  good 

abrasive  soap  and  examine  our  terms.  When  we 

say  "man,"  we  refer  to  any  organism  that  changes 

fuses,  sleeps  late,  and  doesn't  understand  women. 
In  this  case,  the  species  can  be  identified  by  the 

large  hamburger  turner  he  carries  (see  Parloff's 
Grasping  in  Males  studies)  and  a  white  apron  that 

reads  "Looky  at  Cooky."  When  we  say  "outdoors," 
we  mean  just  barely.  Not  the  dense,  buggy  forest 

primeval;  rather,  we  refer  to  nothing  more  un- 
tamed than  a  backyard  patio,  or,  at  the  wildest,  a 

nearby  state  park,  and  even  then  within  walking 

distance  of  the  parking  lot.  When  we  say  "cook," 
we  mean  to  describe  a  sort  of  friendly  poking  at 

pieces  of  meat,  usually  accompanied  by  the  sort  of 

noises  man  otherwise  reserves  for  his  bowling  mis- 
fortunes. God  knows  what  we  mean  when  we  say "we." 

It  is  a  combination  of  man's  most  basic  drives 
that  preconditions  him  to  initiate  barbecue  be- 

havior. (At  this  point  it  might  be  a  good  idea  to 

start  taking  notes.)  The  barbecue,  an  instinctive 
ritual  that  began  in  the  Stone  Age  (without  the 

apron),  has  continued  down  through  the  centuries 
uninterrupted,  except  for  a  stretch  during  the 
Restoration,  when  everyone  was  a  wimp.

Notes  of  a  well-fed  traveler 
who  gathers  recipes 

like  souvenirs 

People  who  have  not  read  any  of  my  books  sometimes  ask  me 

what  they  are  about,  and  it  is  difficuh  to  give  a  precise  answer — 
travel  basically,  set  in  the  present  but  leaning  heavily  on  the 
past,  a  mixture  of  history  and  the  arts.  For  longer  than  I  care  to 
remember,  my  publishers  have  kept  me  posted  to  different  parts 
of  the  globe:  much  of  Africa,  large  tracts  of  Asia,  the  Pacific 

islands  retracing  Captain  Cook's  voyages,  all  of  Latin  America, 
and  more  recently  the  Antipodes.  Memories  crowd  in  on  me:  the 

coasts  of  Ceylon,  half-obscured  by  the  waves'  mist-like  spume; 
nights  on  the  beaches  of  Zanzibar  with  land  crabs  clattering 

home  over  heaps  of  dry  weed.  In  Tonga,  Ve'ehala,  the  keeper  of 
the  Royal  Records  gave  me  a  recital  on  his  nose-flute.  We  were 

sitting  in  his  office  at  Nuku'alofa,  the  capital  of  the  islands, 
preparatory  to  visiting  Queen  Saloti's  palace,  when,  unexpected- 

ly, he  put  his  flute  to  his  nose,  blocked  one  nostril  with  a  thumb, 
and  breathed  gently  down  the  instrument.  The  subject  of  his 

tune  was  the  sorrow  of  a  seagull  who,  at  the  hour  of  dawn,  dis- 
covered she  had  lost  a  feather. 

Intermingled  with  these  impressions  come  memories  of  a 
more  tangible  nature;  those,  for  instance,  of  the  various  taste 
sensations  enjoyed  in  different  parts  of  the  world.  Curious  always 
about  food,  I  have  been  in  the  habit  of  taking  notes,  either  trying 

to  describe  the  unusual  dishes  served  to  me,  or  better  still,  when- 
ever the  occasion  presented  itself,  trying  to  analyze  them. 

Among  some  of  the  more  surprising  delicacies  must  be  count- 
ed Australia's  sugar  ants.  I  was  staying  at  a  Lutheran  mission  in 

the  Central  Deserts  and  the  pastor's  wife  had  asked  the  female 
aborigines  to  collect  them  for  me.  It  is  a  deep  burrowing  ant, 
which  feeds  ori  the  bloom  of  a  certain  plant.  After  rain,  its  ab- 

domen becomes  distended  to  a  bladder  about  the  size  of  a  grape 

and  is  filled  with  a  thin  syrup,  the  sweetness  of  which  is  relieved 

by  a  slight  acidity  and  a  flavor  of  malt.  The  women  will  fre- 

quently do  half  a  day's  digging,  sometimes  following  the  galler- 
ies 4  feet  deep  in  the  loam,  in  order  to  get  perhaps  fifty  or  a 

hundred  ants.  In  Mexico  1  always  ate  in  the  small  popular  res- 
taurants, the  only  places,  apart  from  private  houses,  where  one 

finds  genuine  Mexican  cooking.  Perhaps  the  most  recherche  of 
the  delicacies  I  sampled  is  huit  la  cochi  made  from  sweet  corn 
that  had  been  attacked  by  a  fungus.  The  grain  swells  and  turns 

a  milky  charcoal  and  in  this  condition  is  sautecd  in  cream — 
delicious. 

Quite  obviously  the  ants  and  the  diseased  corn  are  not  for 

general  consumption,  and  in  collecting  dishes  one  has  to  be  care- 
ful, for  food  prepared  in  certain  ways,  although  perfectly  practi- 

cable, is  not  always  suitable  and  needs  {Continued  on  page  224)

Winning  is 
everything,

Two  human 

performance  experts 
give  the  reasons  why 

"Everybody  loves  a  winner.  .  .  ."  It  seems  to  be  a 
very  human  desire — the  striving  that  results  in  joy. 
To  exult  in  the  joy  of  winning,  of  succeeding,  of 

knowing  you're  the  best.  And,  of  course,  it's  also 
great  fun  to  be  admired,  to  have  ascribed  to  your- 

self all  those  glories  winning  brings.  Being  a  winner 

is  its  own  identity.  Dr.  Ernest  Vandeweghe  (pro- 
nounced van-de-wee),  who,  with  his  associate  Dr. 

Laurence  Morehouse,  runs  the  Human  Perfor- 
mance Laboratory  at  the  University  of  California, 

at  Los  Angeles,  says  winning — at  a  game,  a  sport, 
at  anything — has  profound  positive  effects  on  a 

person's  self-esteem  and  well-being.  Dr.  Vande- 
weghe feels  there  are  five  important  reasons  why 

winning  is  worth  the  effort: 
( 1 )  Winning  builds  confidence.  It  fosters  attitudes 

that  become  a  cause  of  the  success.  "You  make 

your  own  luck"  follows  from  this  kind  of  thinking. 
(2)  Winning  produces  good  morale.  If  you  are  a 

player  of  a  "one-on-one"  sport,  such  as  tennis,  a 
habit  of  winning  strengthens  your  future  chances. 

If  you're  a  team  player,  winning  generates  the 
"team  momentum"  that  often  results  in  "streaks." 
(3)  Winning  is  a  reward,  a  prize  in  itself  in  a 
world  where  there  are  precious  few  rewards  or 
recognition  for  discipline  and  effort.  Winning 
brings  approval. 
(4)  Winning  a  competition,  opponents  being  of 

about  equal  skill,  prepares  you  for  the  real  com- 
petitive issues  and  arenas  of  life. 

(5)  Winning  sets  up  an  attitude  of  striving  that 
spills  over  into  other  areas  of  life.  It  also  deepens 

the  interest  to  overcome  one's  own  limits,  or  in 
competitive  sports,  one's  own  record.  This  becomes 
the  aspect  of  "putting  forth  one's  very  best  effort. " 

You  probably  know  the  maxim  attributed  to 

Vince  Lombardi,  the  famous  football  coach,  "Win- 

ning isn't  everything.  It's  the  only  thing."  Dr.  Van- 
deweghe says  he  thinks  this  should  be  interpreted 

to  mean  that  winning  is      (Continued  on  page  192) 

Or  is  it?

Advice  from  authorities 

who  look  beyond 
winning  and  losing 

Our  American  enthusiasm  for  competing  in  sport 
has  overflowed  into  many  other  areas  of  our  lives. 
We  use  the  vernacular  of  sport  as  the  metaphor 
to  describe  our  feelings  about  people  and  events. 
Phrases  such  as  a  whole  new  ballgame,  a  winning 

streak,  Monday  morning  quarterback,  he's  a  win- 
ner, she's  a  great  competitor,  they're  a  bunch  of 

losers,  have  become  everyday  catchalls,  used  in 

politics,  business,  and  even  in  the  arts.  Vince  Lom- 

bardi's  famous  maxim  that  winning  isn't  every- 
thing, it's  the  only  thing,  sometimes  seems  to  have 

become  our  new  golden  rule. 
Winning  is  terrifically  important,  no  question. 

But  extreme  obsession  with  winning  takes  away 
the  whole  meaning  of  playing;  often  it  precludes 
winning  because  it  makes  you  uptight,  you  make 
mistakes,  it  all  begins  to  matter  too  much.  Under 

these  conditions,  even  if  you  win,  you  havefi't  had 
a  very  good  time. 

One  of  the  prime  reasons  we  play  sports  is  that 
very  thing:  to  have  fun  and  to  feel  happy  about 
how  we  played.  That  ball  you  retrieved  from  the 
back  line  in  tennis,  the  putt  you  sank  on  the  third 

green  against  all  odds,  the  little  boy  on  the  base- 
ball field  who  made  his  first  catch  for  an  out — these 

are  the  things  you  remember.  Maybe  you  lost  the 

game,  but  you  succeeded  in  playing  very  well  in- 
deed, and  in  the  experience  you  found  enjoyment. 

I  realize  that  this  is  a  hard  point  to  make  stick. 

I've  discussed  it  with  my  schoolboy  son  who,  at  this 
stage  of  his  life,  wants  to  do  well  in  sports  more 

than  anything  in  the  world.  "But,  it  isn't  fun  if  you 
don't  win,"  he  tells  me.  I  understand  what  he  is 

saying,  but  nevertheless  I  argue  that  if  you  don't feel  desperately  that  you  have  to  win,  conversely 

you  don't  feel  you  have  to  lose,  which  is  the  only 
alternative  within  this  tight  dichotomy.  In  order  to 

succeed  you  don't  necessarily  have  to  win. 
It  seems  to  me  that  competition  and  the  whole 

win-lose  ethic  are  rather  (Continued  on  page  192)

When  President  Tyler  left  office  in  1  845,  he  retired  with  his  bride, 
Julia  Gardiner,  to  a  1730  house  on  1,600  acres  along  the  James 
River  in  Charles  City  County,  Virginia.  He  renamed  it  Sherwood 
Forest  (for  Robm  Hood,  whom  he  admired  for  putting  public 

welfare  before  private  gam),  and  added  a  colonnade  and  a  ball- 
room, making  it  the  longest  Irame  house  (300  feet)  m  the  United 

States.  The  house  was  scarred  by  Union  occupancy  during  the 

War  Between  the  States,  yet  today,  owned  by  the  President's 
youngest  grandson,  Harrison  R.  Tyler,  the  house  stands  complete- 

ly restored,  and  its  1,600  acres  are  still  a  working,  family  owned 
plantation.

w When  the  present  Tylers  began  restoring  the  house,  only  a  third  of  the  original 

furniture  was  still  intact.  But,  using  Julia  Tyler's  voluminous  and  enthusiastic 
correspondence  as  a  source  of  reference,  they  matched  colors,  copied  wall- 
'-apers.  and  added  other  heirlooms  brought  in  by  later  Tyler  brides,  notably 
Mrs.  Harrison  Tyler  herself,  who  directed  the  entire  restoration.  Matching 
foundation  bricks,  floors,  doors,  and  paneling  were  found  in  two  neighboring 
18th-century  houses,  one  of  them  formerly  a  Tyler  property.  Among  the 

original  furnishings  ordered  by  President  Tyler's  wife  for  the  house,  and  still 
in  place  today,  are:  a  silver  cake  basket  on  the  dining  room  table,  and  two 
pairs  of  girandoles  bought  for  $37.50  a  pair.  All  the  door  knockers  and  knobs 
were  chosen  by  the  President  himself.  Sherwood  Forest  is  now  a  National 
Historic  Landmark.  It  is  located  on  State  Rte.  5,  1  8  miles  west  of  Williams- 

burg, and  open  to  the  public  daily  from  9  to  5  except  on  Christmas  day.  For 
information  write  Sherwood  Forest,  Charles  City  County,  Va.

region  of  Italy,  his  travels,  and  lessons 
from  his  chefs  that  illustrate  the  Italian 

cooking  he  knows,  an  "improvised  cook- 
ing based  on  traditional  ideas."  The  Gyp- 
sy salad  here,  just  right  for  a  sharec; 

luncheon  or  summer  supper,  is  one  such 
adventure. 

Choose  the  freshest  Boston  and  ror 
maine  lettuce,  watercress,  and  arugul^ 
as  the  base  for  the  salad.  Wash,  trim, 

and  dfiain  the  greens  well,  and  toss  in  a 
large  bowl  with  a  bit  of  the  special  spicy 
Trattoria  dressing.  Arrange  cucumbers, 

radishes,  tomatoes,  eggs,  tuna,  and  as- 
sorted garnishes  on  top  of  the  lettuce  and 

spoon  on  more  dressing.  To  round  out 
the  flavors  and  textures  of  the  salad, 

serve  with  a  wedge  of  mild  cheese  like 
Fontina  or  Bel  Paese  to  slice  at  the  table 
and  a  loaf  of  crusty  Italian  bread  or 
heated  hard  rolls.  Follow  with  bowls  of 
mixed  strawberries,  blueberries,  and 

raspberries  sprinkled  with  confectioners 
sugar  or  honey.

The  white  wines  of  summer 
Summer  is  white  wine  time.  Summer  is 

for  fun,  for  outdoor  living,  for  infor- 
mality, for  patio  dining  and  picnics,  for 

light,  uncomplicated  foods.  White  wines 
are  admirably  suited  for  all  such  activ- 
ities. 

The  whites  have  three  great  advan- 
tages for  this  time  of  year.  First,  they 

make  a  light  and  refreshing  drink, 
especially  when  mixed  with  sparkling 
water.  Second,  they  can  be  brought  from 

the  store  and  drunk.  With  a  few  excep- 
tions— great  Burgundy,  fine  Sauternes, 

and  top-level  German  wines — white 
wines  do  not  require  aging.  Third,  while 
chilling  kills  the  taste  of  most  red  wines, 
whites  benefit  from  an  hour  in  the  re- 

frigerator or  20  minutes  in  an  ice  bucket. 
Consumers  in  this  country  are  for- 

tunate in  that  they  have  a  wide  choice  of 
domestic  and  imported  wines  in  many 

price  classes.  Starting  at  the  most  in- 
expensive level,  we  have  the  white  jug 

wines  from  California,  which  are  genuine 
bargains. 
These  wines 
are  clean, 

fresh,  well 
made,  and  are 
considered  by 

many  experts 
as  the  best  vins 
ordinaires  in 
the  world. 
Their  wide 
avai  lability 
and  modest 

prices  make 
them  a  good 
choice  to  serve 

to  large  gather- 
ings, at  picnics, 

or  on  any  oc- 
casion where 

informality 

reigns. 
There     are

about  a  score  of  jug  wines  available,  and 

one's  choice  should  be  strictly  a  matter 
of  personal  taste.  However,  a  number  of 
brands  have  been  doing  well  in  blind 
tastings  lately  and  deserve  mention. 
Italian  Swiss  Colony  Chabiis,  which  sells 
for  about  $3.50*  for  a  1.5  liter  bottle 
(50.7  ounces),  is  fruity,  flavorful,  well 
balanced,  and  a  good  value  at  its  low 

price.  Many  tasters,  when  they  don't 
know  they  arc  sipping  Swiss  Colony 
Chabiis,  guess  that  it  is  a  California 
Riesling,  V.  hich  is  quite  a  bit  up  the  price 
scale.  (Jthcr  sound  value-,  in  easv-to-find 

From  Sodve  to 
Sauvignon  Blanc, 

they're  ready  to 
drink,  and  the  pnces 
are  nght 

jugs  include  Los  Hermanos  Chabiis 
($3.60),  nicely  dry  for  its  price;  Paul 
Masson  Chabiis  ($3.85)  with  a  pleasant 
bouquet  and  a  hint  of  sweetness:  Gallo 
Chabiis  Blanc  ($3.49)  fresh,  clean,  and 

a  trifle  sweet;  Inglenook  Navalle  Cha- 
biis ($3.65)  a  well  made,  well  balanced 

wine;  Taylor  California  Cellars  Cha- 
biis ($3.60)  a  fruity,  semisweet  wine 

with  good  body.  Though 
they  cost  more  than 
the  brands  cited  above, 

the  generic  (made  from 
several  grape  varieties) 
wines  in  big  bottles 
from  Sebastiani,  Fetzer, 
and  Robert  Mondavi 
have  both  character  and  value. 

A  tip:  One  should  try  to  buy  jug 
wines,  and  indeed  almost  all  whites, 
from  shops  that  have  fast  turnover.  A 
white  wine  that  sits  on  a  shelf  too  long 
can  lose  its  freshness  and  charm. 

At    the    opposite    end    of   the    price 

spectrum   from  the  jugs  are  the  Cali- 
fornia Chardonnays,  probably  the  finest 

:  whites  made  in  this  country.  Made  from 
j  the  same  grape  that  produces  the  famous 

'  white  Burgundies  and  Blanc  de  Blancs 
1  Champagne,  these  wines  are  gaining  the 
international   recognition   they   deserve. 

{  For  example.  Sterling  Vineyard's  highly !  regarded  Chardonnay,  which  costs  about 
$8  here,  is  on  the  wine  lists  at  the  Ritz 

Hotel  and  the  three-star  L'Archestrate 
restaurant  in  Paris  at  twice  the  price. 
Like  the  best  Burgundies,  the  domestic 

Chardonnay  is  a  powerful,  mouth-filling, 
big-bodied  wine  with  a  taste  of  the  oak 
in  which  it  was  aged.   Some  examples 

made  by  small,  "boutique"  wineries  go 
for  $15  to  $20  the  bottle,  which  can  take 
some  of  the  spontaneity  out  of  summer 
drinking.    However,    many    less    pricy 
bottles  are  available  when  you  want  a 
special    wine    to    accompany    elaborate 

I  seafood   and   poultry   dishes,   especially 

\  those  with  cream  sauces.  Chateau  Mon- 

I  telena's  1976  Chardonnay  costs  $10,  is 
I  very  good,  hard  to  find,  and  worth  look- 

ing  for.    Freemark    Abbey's    1975    and 

1976  vintages,  about  $9.50,  are  much 
admired.  For  those  who  want  to  try  the 

Chardonnay  flavor  without  an  accom- 
panying high  price,  the  following  are 

suggested:  Dry  Creek  1977  ($7.50); 

Geyser  Peak   1977   ($4.50)-;  Sebastiani 
1976  ($5.50):  Almaden  1977  ($3.70); 
Parducci  1977   ($5.50);  Louis  Martini 
1977  ($4.50):  Paul  Masson  N.V. 
($4.45):  Christian  Brothers  N.V. 
($5.10);  Pedroncelli  1977  ($5.50),  and 
Sonoma  Vineyards  1976  ($4.10). 

Between  the  modest  jug  wines  and 
the  lordly  Chardonnays  are  several  other 
American  wines  that  deserve  attention 

this  summer.  The  Johannisberg  Riesling, 

the  classic  grape  of  Germany's  Rhine and  Moselle  valleys,  is  doing  beautifully 
in    this    country,     producing    flowery. 

"White  wines  have  three  advantages  in  summer- 
they  make  a  light,  refreshing  drinl<, 

they  can  be  brought  directly  from  the  store 

and  drunk,  they  taste  best  chilled." 

fruity,  slightly  sweetish  wines  that  please 
many  tastes  and  are  as  good  for  sipping 

by  themselves  as  they  are  with  food. 
Rutherford  Hill  has  made  a  distin- 

guished 1977  ($5.75).  and  Chateau  St. 
Jean  is  turning  out  flowery  yet  dry  vin- 

tages ($5.75  to  $6.50).  Other  Johannis- 
berg Rieslings  worth  keeping  company 

with  include  Sonoma  Vineyards  1976 
and  1977  ($4.50) :  Wente  1977  ($4.25): 

Monterey  1977  ($4.75);  Barengo  1977 

($4.50):  Sebastiani's  Northern  Cali- 
fornia 1976  (a  buy  at  $3.80);  Fire- 
stone's sweet  and  fruity  1977  ($6)  and 

Chateau  Ste.  Michelle's  1976  and  1977 
vintages,  which  show  how  well  the  grape 
has  taken  to  the  state  of  Washington 
(about  $5). 

The  Chenin  Blanc  from  France's 
Loire  Valley  has  been  successfully  do- 

mesticated and  produces  a  clean,  fresh, 

fruity  wine  that  goes  well  with  summer's light  foods.  Many  of  the  vineyards 
mentioned  above  produce  good  Chenin 

Blancs.  A  fine  example  is  Parducci's 1977  ($4.25).  The  French  Colombard 
is  another  grape  that  more  people  ought 

to  get  to  know.  It  produces  a  wine  with 

good  body,  and  an  inexpensive  intro- 
duction to  the  Colombard  is  Inglenook 

Navalle  which  has  good  flavor  and  is 
drier  than  many  others  (under  $3).

experiment-minded  might  try:  Buena 

Vista's  Green  Hungarian,  which  is  soft 
and  pleasant  and  resembles  a  less  spicy 
Gewiirztraminer  and  makes  a  nice 

aperitif  (about  $3);  Christian  Brothers 
Chateau  La  Salle,  made  from  the  muscat 

grape,  is  an  excellent  sweet  dessert  wine 

in  its  price  class  ($3);  and  Concannon's 
Sauvignon  Blanc,  which  is  full-bodied 
and  whose  bouquet  reminds  some  of 
new-mown  hay  ($4.75). 

We  all  have  heard  storie^  about  how 
high  French  wine  prices  are  and  that 
they  will  go  higher  still.  There  is  some 
exaggeration  at  work;  there  are  still 
reasonably  priced  French  whites  to  be 
found.  Muscadet,  from  the  westernmost 

part  of  the  Loire  Valley,  remains  a  per- 
fect and  affordable  summer  wine.  It  is 

light,  fresh,  pale,  dry,  and  an  excellent 
foil  for  seafood,  especially  shellfish.  Two 
reliable  producers  of  Muscadet  are 
Chateau  Noe  and  Marquis  de  Goulaine, 
both  of  whose  1976s  sell  for  under  $5. 

Try  the  crisp  taste  of  Muscadet  this 
summer.  By  next  year  the  price  might 

well  be  $7.50  and  then  wouldn't  be recommended  drinking. 

The  refreshing  white  Macons,  with 

their  glint  of  green,  still  remain  reason- 
able as  well.  Situated  just  south  of 

Burgundy,  the  Macon  area  produces 
large  quantities  of  pleasant  wine  from 
the  Chardonnay  grape,  much  of  which 
is  exported.  In  buying  Macon  the  rule 
is:  know  your  shipper.  If  he  is  honest 
and  dependable,  the  wine  will  be  worth 
the  $4-$5  it  costs.  The  Macon-Villages 
1976  shipped  by  Henri  de  Villamont  is 
a  sound  example,  equally  good  with  food 
or  as  an  aperitif  by  itself.  The  village  of 
Lugny  makes  particularly  nice  Macons, 
so  it  is  wise  to  search  labels  for  that 
name. 

Alsace,  France's  charming  wine-grow- 
ing province  across  the  Rhine  from 

Germany,  remains  a  source  of  attractive 
wine.  In  general,  Alsace  wines  are  drier 
than  what  is  made  in  nearby  Germany. 
They  are  flowery  with  a  nice  balance 
between  fruit  and  acid.  Gewiirztraminer 

from  Alsace  is  likely  to  overpower  food 
but  makes  a  fine  cocktail  drink.  The 

province's  best  wine  is  Riesling,  dry, 
balanced,  fruity,  and  still  available 
around  $5.  Very  good  shippers  are 

Dopff,  Hugel,  Charles  Jux,  Trimbach, 
and  Willm.  The  latter,  incidentally, 

sends  a  less  expensive  dry  wine,  Cordon 
d'Alsace,  well  worth  its  $3.50. 

One  of  the  best  bargains  in  French 
wine  unfortunately  is  an  endangered 

species.  It  is  called  Coteaux  Champcnois 
and  is  a  still  (non-sparkling)  wine  made 
in  the  Champagne  region  from  the  same 

grape  varieties  used  in  the  world-re- 
nowned bubbly.  Coteaux  Champcnois  is 

a  bit  drier  than  Champagne  itself  and  al 
$4  to  $6  gives  better  value  than  many 
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whites  selling  for  as  much.  Most  bottles 
bear  no  vintage  year,  so  one  must  be 
careful  not  to  buy  Coteaux  Champenois 
when  it  is  too  old  and  oxydized.  The 
telltale  sign  is  a  brownish  color.  Good 
inexpensive  brands  include  Charbaut 

($4.75)  and  Canard-Duchene  ($4.25). 
Moet  makes  a  splendid  example,  Saran 
Nature  ($13.50).  Some  find  Bollinger 
($5.50)  a  bit  heavy.  The  drawback  to 

Coteaux  Champenois  is  that  it  won't  be 
around  long.  The  1978  harvest  in  Cham- 

pagne was  dismally  small,  and  so  the 
older  wines  that  were  earmarked  for  still 

blends  will  go  into  Champagnes  instead. 
This  is  the  summer  to  enjoy  Coteaux 
Champenois. 

Germany,  nearly  all  of  whose  wines 

are  clean  and  carefully  made,  is  an  ex- 
cellent supplier  of  summer  whites.  Its 

regional  wines,  which  come  to  market 
bearing  such  names  as  Liebfraumilch, 
Moselblumchen,  and  Zeller  Schwarze 
Katz  and  are  packaged  in  fifths,  liters, 
and  magnums,  are  modestly  priced  and 
good  for  picnic  drinking.  Wines  from 
specific  towns  are  likely  to  be  of  higher 
quality.  To  give  just  one  example  of 
many  available  bottles,  the  shipper  Hans 

Walter's  1977  Piesporter  Michelsberg 
($3)  is  a  clean,  pleasant,  slightly  sweet 
visitor  from  the  Moselle  Valley.  Other 

names  worth  looking  for  include  Pies- 
porter  Treppchen.  Piesporter  Goldtropf- 
chen,  Niersteiner  Domthal,  Wiltinger 
Scharzberg,  Zeller  Grafschaft,  Zeltinger 

Himmelreich,  Mainzer  Domherr,  Saul- 
heimer  Probstey,  and,  in  a  higher  price 
range,  Schloss  Johannisberg  and  Schloss 
Vollrads.  The  1976  vintage  was  superb 
in  the  Rhine  and  Moselle,  producing 

large  amounts  of  the  later-picked,  finer 
and  sweeter  wines  labeled  Auslese  and 

Spatlese.  To  many  tastes,  they  are  a  bit 
cloying  for  hot-weather  drinking,  and 
such  consumers  should  be  directed  to  the 

1977  vintage.  That  year  produced  a 

large  quantity  of  light,  fruity,  early  ma- 
turing wines.  Many  of  them  are  rated 

as  Kabinett.  which  means  a  good  quality 
but  dryish  wine  that  should  be  ideal  for 
drinking  this  summer.  Many  Kabinett 
wines  from  the  vineyard  townships 
mentioned  above  are  available  at  $4  and 
less. 

As  French  wines  have  grown  more 
costly,  Italy  has  moved  into  the  breach 
and  is  now  providing  what  probably  is 
the  best  buy  in  imported  whites.  This  is 
the  1 .5-liter  ( 50.7  ounce )  jug  of  Soave,  a 
straw-colored,  crisp,  dry  wine  from  the 
area  east  of  Verona.  Folonari  and  Bar- 
bella  both  retail  their  oversize  jugs  of 
Soave  for  under  $4.  There  are  many 
other  good  makers,  so  a  bit  of  tasting 
around  is  in  order.  Verdicchio,  a  fVesh. 

light,  quality  wine  from  east-central 
Italy,  is  becoming  more  and  more  popu- 

lar here.  Imported  in  both  oversize 
bottles  and  fifths,  it  costs  a  bit  more  than 
Soave  and  is  worth  the  difference.  Other

Of  the  latter, 
one  nice  example  among  many  is  Eno- 
fiuiia's  1977  ($3.50). 

Some  years  ago  it  was  a  rule  of  thumb 

that  attractive  white  wines  couldn't  be 
produced  in  hot  climates.  No  longer. 
Cellar  techniques  have  improved  so 
much  that  sun-drenched  countries  are 
sending  us  increasingly  interesting 

whites.  Some  examples  are  Yugoslavia's 
Adriatica  Rizling,  inexpensive  and 

Rhine-like;  Romania's  Premiat  Tarnave 

Castel,  dry  and  under  $3;  Algeria's 
fruity  and  dry  Clairette  Blanc  de  Blancs 

($2);  Sicily's  Corvo  white,  with  char- 
acter and  flavor  ( $4 ) ;  and  Spain's  Torres 

Vina  Sol  1977,  a  light,  fruity  bargain 
($2.50). 

Some  people,  when  urged  to  concen- 
trate on  white  wines  in  warm  weather, 

reply,  "Yes,  but  what  am  I  supposed  to 
drink  with  cheese?"  They  are  paying  too 
much  attention  to  an  obsolete  rule: 
White  with  fish,  red  with  cheese.  In  fact, 

some  years  ago  the  then  president  of 

France's  National  Brotherhood  of 
Cheese  Tasters  listed  the  ideal  combina- 

tions of  cheeses  and  wines.  Many  of  his 
recommendations  called  for  whites.  For 

example,  he  thought  "cooked"  cheeses — 
Edam  and  Gruyere — went  best  with  dry 
whites.  For  Port-Salut,  Cantal,  St.  Nec- 
taire,  and  St.  Paulin  he  liked  light,  fruity 
whites.  With  fresh  cheeses  he  favored 

sweet  whites.  And  for  people  who  don't want  to  bother  their  heads  about  what 

goes  with  what,  he  disclosed  that  still 
or  bubbly  wine  from  the  Champagne 
area  blends  nicely  with  any  cheese.  So 

there's  no  reason  not  to  think  white  this

After  being  out  too  late.  New  Orleans

INGREDIENTS 

1  loaf  sourdough  or  French  bread,  about 

12  inches  long,  or  4  individual  rolls 
Butter,  melted 

About  20  24  oysters,  freshly  shucked 

2  eggs,  lightly  beaten 

1  cup  or  more  fine  bread  crumbs, 

frer.hly  ground 

Salt,  pepper 

Vegetable  oil 
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METHOD 

D  Slice  off  the  top  of  the  loaf  of  bread 

and  reserve.  Cut  a  neat  trench  about  iy2-2 
inches  deep  along  the  length  of  the  loaf 
and  remove  the  soft  bread.  Brush  all  cut 

surfaces,  trench,  and  lid  with  melted 
butter  and  toast  the  loaf  in  a  preheated

skillet,  pour  in  approximately  Vi  cup,  or 

less,  batter,  and  tilt  the  pan  so  that  the 

batter  covers  the  bottom  thinly.  Cook  un- 
til the  crepe  is  browned  on  the  bottom, 

then  flip  and  brown  the  second  side. 

Makes  20-24  crepes. 

METHOD   FOR   FILLINGS  AND 
ASSEMBLY 

n  Melt  the  butter  in  a  heavy  saucepan, 

whisk  in  the  flour,  and  blend  until  smooth. 

Remove  pan  from  the  heat  and  stir  in  the 

hot  milk,  salt,  pepper,  and  nutmeg  to 
taste.  Return  the  pan  to  low  heat  and 

bring  the  mixture  to  a  simmer.  Stir  in  the 

cream  and  cheese  and  continue  stirring 
until  the  mixture  is  smooth  and  thick. 

D  Place  the   spinach,   mushrooms,   and 

ham  in  separate  small  bowls.  Stir  a  few 

tablespoons  of  the  bechamel  sauce  into 

each  of  the  bowls— the  mixtures  should 

be  fairly  thick.  Add  just  enough  sauce  to 

make  a  fairly  thick  paste,  or  it  will  be  diffi- 

cult to  stack  the  crepes  neatly  when  as- 
sembling the  loaf  and  to  cut  it  neatly  later. 

n  Butter  a  low,  round  baking  dish,  about 
9  inches  in  diameter,  and  place  a  cooked 

crepe  in  the  center.  Spread  with  about 

Ve  of  one  of  the  fillings.  Top  with  another 

crepe,  about  the  same  amount  of  the 

second  filling,  then  another  crepe  and 

the  same  amount  of  the  third  filling.  Re- 
peat this  layering  until  all  the  fillings  have 

been  used.  Try  to  keep  tine  sides  of  the 

crepe  loaf  as  even  as  possible. 

n  Reheat  the  remaining  bechamel  sauce 

in  a  saucepan— it  should  be  quite  thick, 
but  if  too  thick  to  pour,  stir  in  a  spoonful 

or  two  of  cream.  Spoon  the  sauce  over  the 

loaf  and  sprinkle  with  a  little  grated 

cheese.  Bake  in  a  preheated  375°  oven

Chicken  in  lettuce  leaves 

INGREDIENTS 

2  slices  good  quality  white  or  egg  bread 

2  cups  chicken  broth 
IV2  pounds  chicken  breasts,  boned, 

skinned,  and  ground 2  eggs 

2  tablespoons  fresh  dill,  chopped 
Salt,  pepper 

Heavy  cream 

1  ham  slice,  about  Va-inch  thick,  cut  into 
V3-by-V3-by-2-inch  strips 

Flour 

Sweet  butter 

Several  leaves  butter  lettuce 

Watercress  or  dill  for  garnish 

METHOD 

n  Soak  bread  for  a  minute  or  two  to 
soften  in  a  bowl  with  chicken  broth.  Pour 

off  the  broth  and  reserve.  Shred  the  bread 

lightly  with  a  fork  and  mix  with  the  chick- 
en, eggs,  dill,  and  salt  and  pepper  to  taste. 

Add  a  tablespoon  or  two  of  cream  and 

just  enough  of  the  reserved  broth  so  that 
the  mixture  barely  keeps  a  soft  shape 

when  picked  up  in  a  spoon.  Chill  mixture 
in  the  refrigerator  an  hour  or  two  to  make 
it  more  manageable. 

n  Divide  the  mixture  and  form  into  "fin- 
gers" about  3  inches  long  and  about  IV2 

inches  in  diameter.  Form  each  chicken 

finger  around  a  stick  of  ham.  Roll  the 

fingers  in  flour.  Heat  2-3  tablespoons  but- 
ter in  a  skillet  and  saute  the  fingers  until 

they  are  crisp  and  browned.  Drain  on  ab 
sorbent  toweling  and  let  cool  to  room 

temperature.  Roll  each  finger  in  a  lettuce 

leaf,  garnish  with  a  sprig  of  watercress  or 
dill,  and  serve  with  herb  mayonnaise  if 
desired.  Serves  6.

1  teaspoon  lemon  juice  or  to  taste 
Zest  of  V2  lemon,  grated 
Salt 

8  small  sprigs  lemon  thyme  for  garnish 

METHOD 

n  Cut  zucchini  into  8  rounds  each  V2- 
inch  thick.

8  small  lemon  verbena  leaves  (if 

unavailable,  use  8  small  mint  leaves) 

METHOD 

n  Fry  bacon  in  a  skillet  until  crisp;  drain 
well  on  paper  towels  and  crumble. 

n  Cut  8  2-inch  squares  from  the  top 
tender  part  of  the  cabbage  leaves.  Cut

METHOD  FOR   PASTRY  CREAM 

D  Bring  the  milk  and  vanilla  bean  to  a 

boil  in  an  enameled  saucepan,  then  re- 
move from  the  heat  and  strain.  Mix  to- 

gether the  egg  yolks,  sugar,  and  flour  in  a 

medium-sized  bowl  at  medium  speed  un- 
til sugar  dissolves  and  mixture  forms  a 

ribbon  when  beater  is  lifted— add  the  hot 

milk  slowly  and  continue  mixing  until  it 

is  incorporated.  Rinse  and  dry  vanilla 
bean  and  reserve  for  another  use. 

n  Pour  the  mixture  into  a  saucepan, 

place  over  medium-low  heat  and  bring  to 

a  boil.  Boil  slowly  1  minute  whisking  vig- 
orously. Remove  from  heat,  pour  into  a 

bowl,  film  with  butter  to  prevent  a  skin 

forming,  let  cool,  and  refrigerate.  Makes 

1^2  cups  pastry  cream. 

METHOD  FOR  ASSEMBLY 

n  While  the  pastry  cream  is  chilling,  roll 

out  the  puff  pastry  to  y4-inch  thickness— 
the  sheet  should  be  large  enough  to  cover 

a  baking  pan  about  11  by  17  inches. 

Pierce  the  dough  all  over  with  a  fork  so  it 

won't  rise,  and  bake  in  a  preheated  350° 
oven  45  minutes.  The  dough  should  be 
caramelized  but  not  overcooked.  When 

done,  divide  the  dough  into  3  equal  pieces 
and  let  cool  on  a  rack. 

n  Blend  the  whipped  cream  and  softened 
butter  into  the  pastry  cream  in  a  large 

bowl.  Divide  this  cream,  which  is  now  na- 
poleon cream,  into  4  even  portions.  Spread 

1/4  of  the  cream  evenly  across  the  first  Va 

of  the  cooked  pastry  (mille-feuille).  Place 
hulled  strawberries  close  together,  stem 

side  down,  on  the  napoleon  cream.  Spread 

second  V4-portion  of  cream  over  the  straw- 
berries to  fill  in  the  gaps. 

n  Place  the  next  piece  of  mille-feuille  on 

top  and  repeat  with  cream  and  strawber- 
ries. You  should  finish  with  the  third  piece 

of  mille-feuille  on  top. 

n  Mix  the  confectioners  sugar  together 

with  2  tablespoons  hot  water  in  a  small 

bowl.  Add  a  few  drops  lemon  juice  to  taste, 

if  desired.  Blend  until  smooth,  then  spread 

the  icing  on  the  top  layer  of  mille-feuille. 
Melt  chocolate  over  low  heat  in  a  small, 

covered  saucepan.  Cool  slightly  and  spoon 

into  a  small  pastry  bag  with  a  very  small 

round  tip.  Pipe  a  squiggly  band  of  choco- 
late around  the  top  of  the  cake.  Place  card- 

board against  the  sides  of  the  completed 

napoleons  to  hold  them  together  and  re- 
frigerate  30  minutes.   To  serve,  cut  the 
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napoleon  with  a  hot  serrated  knife,  slicing 

on  all  four  sides  for  attractive  pieces.  Gar- 
nish with  fresh  or  glazed  strawberries  (see 

May  House  &  Garden,  page  216)  and  mint 
leaves.

D  Feed  the  casing  onto  the  funnel  and 
tie  a  knot  in  the  end.  Check  that  there  is 

Start  feeding  sau- 
sage mixture  into  the  grinder  slowly  and 

evenly  to  avoid  air  pockets.  Hold  the  cas- 
ing firmly  in  one  hand  (having  an  extra 

person,  one  to  feed  sausage  and  one  to 

work  with  the  casing,  makes  the  job  much 

easier).  Pack  sausage  meat  solidly  into 
casing.  If  air  holes  do  happen,  prick 

them  with  a  pin.  Since  sausages  shrink 
when  cooked,  the  meat  will  not  leak  out 
of  the  casing. 

n  When  about  5  inches  or  so  of  casing 

have  been  filled,  form  the  first  sausage 

by  twisting  it  around  completely  360°

and  twist  again,  but  this  time  in  the  oppo- 

site direction,  4  full  turns.  Doing  the  work 
on  a  low  counter  will  be  helpful  as  well.

it  needs  to  be  brought  indoors  in  very 
cold  climates  and  coddled  through  the 
winter  as  a  pot  plant.  Use  the  leaves. 

Mint  (Mentha)  teas  come  in  a  large 

variety,  including  spear-,  pepper-,  apple-, 
orange-,  and  pineapple-.  All  mints  are 
perennials  and  easier  tou.  grow  than  to 
stop.  Their  roots  are  invasive,  traveling 
far  and  wide,  so  restrain  them  by  using 
some  sort  of  container,  even  outdoors. 
Start  by  rooting  cuttings  in  the  spring 
(fall  in  warm  regions),  or  buy  young 

plants  of  a  variety  that  appeals.  All  will 
thrive  in  a  shady  spot  with  the  soil  fairly 
rich  and  not  too  dry.  Use  the  leaves. 
Rosemary  (Rosmarinus  officinalis), 

dew  of  the  sea  is  found  throughout  the 

world  in  wedding  and  funeral  ceremo- 

nies where  its  piny  flavor  is  tasted  "for 
remembrance."  Rosemary  is  a  sun-lov- 

ing evergreen  that  flourishes  best  in 

poor,  sandy,  well-drained  and  limed 
soils,  but  since  it  is  tender,  you  should 

grow  it  in  a  pot  and  bring  it  indoors  dur- 
ing the  cold  winter  months.  Propagate 

by  seeds  or  cuttings.  Use  the  needle-like leaves. 

Sage  (Salvia  officinalis)  has  a  pleasing 
astringent  taste.  This  basic  kitchen  herb 
can  be  grown  from  seeds  or  cuttings.  It 
reaches  a  height  of  roughly  2  feet  and 

has  gray-green  pebble-textured  leaves 
and  clusters  of  lilac-blue  flowers.  Sage 
is  a  perennial,  a  lover  of  semi-shade  and 

dry,  poor  soils  that  are  well-drained  and 
limed.  Use  the  leaves. 

Common  thyme  (Thymus  vulgaris) 

has  a  gentle,  sweet-sour  flavor  derived 
from  a  small  perennial  shrub  that,  with 
a  lot  of  sun,  grows  willingly  from  a  tiny 
seed  (there  are  about  170,000  to  the 

ounce)  or  cuttings  planted  in  a  calcare- 
ous dry  soil  and  coolish  temperatures. 

The  lemon  variety  (citriodorus)  is  more 
usually  chosen  for  tea  making.  Use  the 
leaves.

the  best  incentive,  that  it's  a  terrific  mo- 
tivator. He  also  points  out  that  many  peo- 

ple think  the  phrase  means  "winning  at 
all  costs,"  a  behavior  no  one  condones. 
Poor  sportsmanship  was  never  intended 

by  this  kind  of  literal  "pep  talk."  Dr. 
Laurence  Morehouse,  author  of  Total 

Performance  says,  "Lombardi  would 
have  used  the  competitor  as  a  stimulus 
for  the  team  spirit,  as  a  way  to  bring  each 
player  to  peak  performance.  Winning 

means  being  at  your  best." 
Dr.  Vandeweghe  stresses  the  impor- 

tance of  a  series  of  little  wins  in  his  book, 

Growing  With  Sports  (Prentice-Hall), 
which  he  wrote,  with  George  L.  Flynn, 

for  parents  who  want  to  help  their  chil- 
dren find  a  sport  they  can  stick  with.  He 

describes  the  ideal  learning  situation  for 
children  but  the  advice  applies  perfectly 

to  adults:  "When  you're  teaching  any- 
one something  new,  look  for  one  aspect 

you  know  he'll  be  able  to  do  really  well. Create  some  situation  he  can  win  at  and 

you'll  be  amazed  at  how  his  enthusiasm 
and  stick-to-it-iveness  will  grow."  Says 
Dr.  Morehouse,  "There's  no  fun  unless 
there  is  an  opportunity  that  allows  you  to 

show  your  skill,  get  credit  for  your  per- 
formance, or  develop  your  abilities  as  a 

mature  strategist.  Games  and  sports  in 

youth  provide  the  testing  ground." 
Dr.  Morehouse  continues,  "Man  ap- 

pears to  have  a  need  to  win,  a  need  to 

test  his  capacity."  The  next  time  you're 
at  the  beach  or  in  a  park  where  there  are 

children,  watch  how  they  seem  to  al- 
most naturally  choose  teams,  define  the 

rules,  and  then  set  about  the  game.  Chil- 
dren have  little  experience  at  controlling 

their  desire  to  win.  Games  and  sports  are 
also  places  where  they  learn  the  rules 
that  will  carry  them  through  life.  Adults 
need  to  be  reminded  of  this  as  much  as 
children. 

"Winning  is  everything,"  says  Dr. 
Vandeweghe,  "if  we  define  it  as  an  end- 

less goal  composed  of  tiny  successes 
that  train  and  condition  a  person  to  ex- 

pect victory,  and  if  we  define  winning  as 
the  result  of  devoting  oneself  to  being 
successful.  True  winning  is  making  the 

winning  effort."  ■

out  of  style  in  today's  world,  this  won- 
derful, growing  and  shrinking,  changing 

and  still  seeming  the  same,  evolving  cos- 
mos, with  its  interaction  of  people,  ideas, 

and  knowledge.  There  is  a  new  sense  of 
sharing  and  cooperation  abroad  in  the 

world.  The  so-called  global  village  makes 

c  -'Operation  more  graceful  and  more  ef-   1 
fectivc    than    cutthroat,    sudden    death   1 

competition  and  heavy-muscled  power  i 
plays.  I  might  even  say  that  we  are  in  a   | 
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whole  new  ballgame,  which  affects  our 

lives  in  their  totality,  including  our  atti- 
tude to  sport. 

Fortunately,  this  is  a  question  which 
is  engaging  the  minds  of  many  qualified 
people,  and  in  our  search  we  are  not 
without  guidelines  and  role  models.  Dr. 
Jean  Houston,  who  with  her  husband 
Dr.  Robert  Masters  directs  The  Mind 

Research  Foundation  in  upstate  New 

York,  is  both  a  philosopher  and  a  physi- 
ologist, and  the  combination  of  these  two 

disciplines — the  study  of  mind  and  body 
— has  led  her  to  a  fascinating  contagious 
optimism  about  the  challenges  of  the 

time  we're  living  in. 
Based  on  a  large  study,  with  Margaret 

Mead,  of  people  she  calls  "high  actual- 
izers" — people  who  have  shown  high 
level  creativity  and  accomplishment — 
she  has  found  components  in  their  mind 
sets: 

"First  of  all,  they  don't  think  in  terms 
of  competing,  in  terms  of  winning  and 

losing.  They  have  a  sense  as  if  every- 
thing that  is  necessary  is  available.  They 

recognize  options  and  opportunities. 
Never  before  in  human  history  have  you 
had  so  many  options  and  opportunities 
available.  I  find  that  most  people  just 

don't  see  them.  But  I  remember  Mar- 

garet Mead,  and  so  many  others  I've 
known,  who  have  recognized  these  op- 

tions, and  they  act  on  them,  and  they 

don't  have  the  usual  kind  of  inhibitory 
structure.  Most  people  I  know  have  a 
terrible  self-consciousness  which  inhibits 
their  actions,  because  they  think  the 
whole  world  and  everything  depends  on 
anything  they  may  or  may  not  do.  But  in 
these  actualizers,  there  is  essentially  a 
whimsical  attitude  toward  the  world. 

There  is  almost  a  comic  sense,  homo  lu- 
dens,  man  the  player.  Man  works  much 

better  when  he  is  in  a  playful  mood." 
He  also  plays  much  better  when  he  is 

in  a  playful  mood.  This  is  the  main 

thrust  of  Timothy  Gallwey's  book  "In- 
ner Tennis.  Playing  the  Game"  (Ran- 
dom House,  1977,  $8.95).  He  too  un- 

derlines the  adverse  effect  of  self-con- 
sciousness, the  ego.  He  too  denies  that 

winning  is  the  main  objective  of  playing 
a  game.  If  it  were,  there  would  be  no 

problem.  You  can  win  inevitably,  he  de- 
clares, if  you  always  play  against  people 

who  are  not  as  good  as  you  are.  "It's  the 
sure  way  to  win."  But,  obviously,  none 
of  us  is  interested  in  that  kind  of  contest: 

We  want  to  beat  somebody  who  is  better 
than  we  are.  We  want  something  more 

than  mere  winning.  "If  you  want  to  get 
philosophical  about  it,"  Mr.  Gallwey 
tells  me,  "I  don't  think  society  knows 
what  winning  is.  We're  playing  games, 
but  we  don't  know  what  the  purpose  of 
human  life  is.  The  desire  to  win,  as  I 
see  it,  is  a  kind  of  substitute  for  that  real 

winning,  for  what  would  really  bring 

satisfaction." Anxiety  about  winning,  which  is  really 
anxiety  about  losing,  is  one  of  the  factors 

that  keeps  you  from  winning,  Mr.  Gall- 
wey says.  If  you  can  lose  that  anxiety 

you  still  may  not  win,  but  you  will  play 

a  better  game.  Anxiety  comes  from  self- 
consciousness,  the  feeling  that  some- 

thing will  be  as  damaging  to  your  ego  as 
looking  silly  or  inadequate.  Putting  that 

anxiety  aside  "takes  away  a  lot  of  the 
pressures  that  can  build  up  in  game,  be- 

cause then  games  are  games  again."  This 
is  exactly  the  spirit  of  homo  ludens. 

Another  trouble  with  win-lose  is  that 

it  is  so  limiting.  Losing  is  the  only  alter- 
native to  winning.  Winning  brings  very 

transitory  satisfaction.  The  euphoria 

only  lasts  until  the  next  c*bntest.  You're only  as  good  as  your  last  victory.  And 
winning  becomes  tougher,  because  you 
are  in  the  number  one  spot  now,  and  you 
are  expected  to  win.  This  expectation 

produces  all  kinds  of  psychological  re- 
actions: It's  that  much  harder  to  be  re- 

laxed when  you're  living  up  to  your  own 

and  other  people's  expectations.  And,  on 
the  other  hand,  when  you  lose,  well,  you 

have  lost.  It's  the  end,  there's  nowhere else  to  go. 

But  for  Jean  Houston,  and  her  high 
actualizers,  failure  has  a  whole  other 
connotation.  It  can  be  the  moment  of 

opportunity.  Often  at  the  moment  of 
seeming  failure,  all  the  other  options 
come  in.  "It's  almost  a  natural  law  of  the 
universe  that  when  one  door  closes  about 

seven  flow  open."  The  high  actualizers 
regard  failure  as  a  release,  a  state  of 

freedom.  In  our  win-lose  culture,  we  are 
conditioned  to  look  at  only  one  door  of 

possibility.  It's  a  shut-out  situation.  The 
actualizers  have  a  different  perspective 

on  reality.  "Their  achievement  looks  like 

spirals,  not  straight  lines.  They  don't think  of  it  as  achievement,  or  success  or 

failure.  They  think  of  it  as  doing.  It's 
living.  It's  not  winning  any  more.  It's  ful- 

fillment, which  is  very  different  from 

winning." 
These  people,  then,  have  gone  a  giant 

step  beyond  win-lose.  They  are,  as  Dr. 
Houston  puts  it,  into  the  psychology  of 
abundance;  they  sense  that  there  is 
enough  for  everyone  to  share.  This  sense 

comes  from,  of  course,  in  part  some  in- 
born quality,  but  it  is  reinforced  by  the 

new  discoveries  in  science,  especially  in 

physics.  "We  now  know,"  remarks  Dr. 
Houston,  "that  we  live  in  a  totally  limit- 

less universe,  and  we  are  part  of  that 
limitlessness.  We  used  to  say  that  the 
whole  was  made  up  of  the  sum  of  its 
parts.  In  terms  of  the  new  physics,  the 

new  physiology,  we  now  say  that  each 

part  might  actually  contain  the  whole." This  concept  opens  up  whole  realms  of 

thought  and  conjecture.  Jean  Houston 
and  Timothy  Gallwey  both  speak  of 
learning  to  trust  life,  to  commit  to  life, 
to  lose  our  fears.  We  can  learn  to  change. 

Jean   Houston  says,  "Evolution  is  a 
fact  about  every  moment  of  our  exis- 

tence. Change  is  occurring  constantly.

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Wherever  you  look  deeply,  there  is  life 
surging,  thriving.  You  are  greater  by  far 

than  anything  you  can  imagine.  It's  ir- resistible. You  find  that  when  you  begin 

to  commit  to  life,  life  begins  to  commit 

to  you.  There's  a  reciprocity.  You  will 
find  the  appropriate  ideas,  practices,  dis- 

ciplines. Our  culture  is  rich,  and  you  be- 
gin to  recognize  what  is  appropriate  for 

you." 

One  practice  that  Houston  recom- 
mends is  something  shej^alls  Fair  Wit- 

ness. It  is  a  method  by  which  you  spend 
a  little  time  at  the  end  of  each  day,  going 

over  the  day's  events.  You  are  fair  to 
yourself,  not  judgmental,  because  you 

are  looking  for  connections,  you  are  rec- 

ognizing patterns  of  moods  and  behav- 
ior. You  don't  see  everything  as  positive 

or  negative,  rather  everything  as  interest- 
ing. You  are  harvesting  yourself;  you 

don't  get  ecstatic.  "Most  of  us  don't 
grow  very  much,"  Dr.  Houston  believes, 
"because  we  literally  don't  harvest.  We 
make  the  same  mistakes  over  and  over 

again."  Fair  Witness  is  a  way  of  learning 

and  putting  your  life  together.  "And 
then,  so-called  competition  or  winning 

and  losing  look  kind  of  silly.  You've  be- 
come much  more  of  an  ecological  sys- 

tem, part  of  a  much  larger  picture.  Once 
we  have  that  larger  picture,  so  many 
more  things  become  possible.  We  are 
not  on  the  line,  to  use  the  sport  term.  We 

are  part  of  a  flowing  melody."  We  be- 
come not  so  much  self-conscious  as  self- 

aware;  we  acquire  a  kind  of  creative  de- 
tachment, and  within  this  larger  frame- 

work we  can  accomplish  much  more. 

And  we  also  acquire  a  sense  of  confi- 
dence: The  larger  picture  supports  us. 

"Confidence,"  says  Timothy  Gallwey, 

"is  something  that  comes  when  you  learn 
to  trust  your  own  potential,  and  by  see- 

ing what  it  can  do,  you  gain  trust  in  it. 
You  just  concentrate,  and  not  worry 

about  hitting  that  tennis  ball." There  is  another  element  in  all  this, 

too:  the  X-f actor,  that  unexpected  event 
which  mitigates  against  disaster.  Jean 

Houston  put  it  this  way:  "Throughout 
history  there  has  always  been  the  X-fac 
tor,  the  creative,  positive  factor,  which 
has  always  saved  us.  It  is  the  nature  of 
life  to  survive.  We  may  get  into  binds 

but  the  fact  is  we  do  survive." 
Perhaps  this  is  the  point:  We  do  sur 

vive,  we  do  go  on — even  if  we  lose  the 
game.  Remember  that  high  actualizer 

William  Shakespeare,  "There  are  more 
things  in  heaven  and  earth,  Horatio 

than  are  dreamt  of  in  your  philosophy.' 
Never  have  these  words  been  more  sig- 

nificant than  in  today's  world.  To  discov- 
er those  "things"  is  a  goal  for  everyone, 

In  the  process  we  can  all  become  win- 
ners, sharing  in  the  abundance  of  the 

limitless  universe.  ■

•oremost  is  the  urge  to  eat  (you've  prob-

Yes,  men  would  probably  do  nothing 

t  all  if  there  weren't  people  around  to 
'atch  them,  and  the  Cookout,  giving 
lem  the  visibility  of  high  priests  or 
latadors,  allows  them  in  addition  that 
ratifying  sensation  of  being  a  Good  Joe, 
f  being  sociable  in  a  highly  watchable 
/ay.  It  is  a  baronial  sociability,  to  be 
ure,  like  the  viscount  allowing  Easter 

gg  hunts  for  the  tenants'  children  on 
le  manor  lawn,  but,  after  all,  infor- 
lality  to  guests  has  always  been  some- 
ow  insulting  and  flattering  at  the  same 
me.  If  racing  is  the  sport  of  kings,  then 
ntertaining  is  the  sport  of  men  who 
/ould  be  kings,  and  the  economical 
anoply  of  the  Cookout  combines  the 
ugged  and  the  regal  in  a  way  that  few 
f  the  less  fair  sex  can  resist. 

So,  men  barbecue  to  indicate  superior- 
y  and  pacifism  simultaneously.  Known 
ntisocial  types  (e.g.  John  Wilkes  Booth, 
t.  Simon  Stylites,  Ivan  the  Terrible)  are 
otorioiis  noncookout  fanciers  (or  at 

;ast  won't  wear  the  apron),  whereas 
lost  Presidents  are  photogenically 
Dnd  of  the  custom.  Hermits  tend  to  be 

elpless  with  three-wheeled  grills  and 
5ng  strips  of  wieners,  though  some 

"aoist  monks  do  man  a  mean  hibachi. 
t  is  safe  to  assume,  then  (especially  if 

ou're  insured),  that  the  Cookout  is  a 
ort  of  ongoing  Club  Function,  a  rite  of

/ay  to  "win  your  antlers,"  as  ethologists 
ke  to  say  (to  each  other,  since  they 
ave  no  other  friends).  A  man  gets  the 
dmiration  of  the  Hunter  when  all  he  is 

t  a  Cookout  is  a  Gatherer.  True,  his 

')b  at  the  Firm  may  require  some  fairly 
avage  hunting  to  earn  the  money  to 
ather  the  steaks,  but  that  involves  an- 

ther realm  of  behaviorism  and  to  study 
would  require  a  building  pass.  Suffice  it 
3  observe  that  few  men  have  met  their 

latch  in  a  struggle  to  subdue  a  set  of 
pareribs,  yet  the  ravaged  aftermath  al- 

ways suggests  triumph:  bones  strewn  in 
le  grass,  man  yawning  and  picking  his 
ieth,  etc. 

Finally  comes  the  most  elusive  aspect 
f  the  appeal  of  outdoor  cooking — its 
sthetic  attraction.  It  is  commonly 

cknowledged  that  a  man  prefers  piny- 
'oods  colognes  to  being  dumped  out  in 
ie  piny  woods  to  smell  them;  he  likes 
good  rassle  as  much  as  the  next  man, 

provided  it  is  the  next  man  who  does  all 

the  rasshn'.  In  short,  he  is  adventurous, 
but  lazy,  and  cooking  outdoors  is  an 
idyllic  compromise  between  the  Wild  and 
the  Cushy.  Consider  the  atmosphere:  a 
Styrofoam  ice  chest  full  of  beer  (refrig- 

erators and  glasses  are  left  behind  with 
the  rest  of  civilization),  paper  plates 

(the  true  barbarian  throws  away  every- 
thing, leaving  nothing  behind  to  wash), 

and  ample  outdoor  opportunity  to  rough- 
house  and  horseplay  with  his  hirsute  fel- 

lows from  "beyond  the  hedge."  Charcoal 
smoke  decks  all  present  in  a  pungent, 
virile  smell,  and  people  talk  in  loud 
voices.  The  adult  male  has  a  crucial  need 

to  play,  but  so  little  aptitude  for  it,  the 
hybrid  carrying-on  of  a  cookout  serves 
his  desires  and  limitations  in  perfect 
synchrony. 

Why  is  it,  one  wonders,  that  men  love 
to  barbecue  but  for  the  most  part  dislike 
cooking  in  the  kitchen?  Why  do  children 
love  swimming  pools  but  hate  bathtubs? 
Why  do  teens  despise  the  meaningless 

specifics  of  history  but  willingly  em- 
brace the  meaningless  specifics  of  rock 

music  lyrics?  Perhaps  our  cantankerous 
chromosomes  have  a  taste  for  unfamiliar 

(albeit  riskless)  settings  imposed  on 
familiar  routines.  After  all,  breakfast- 
in-bed  and  candlelight  dinners  are  just 
everyday  occurrences  with  a  slight  twist 
to  make  them  exciting.  Some  people  like 
to  kiss  in  trains  and  elevators.  You  get 
the  picture. 

So,  men  like  to  cook  outdoors  not 

because  they  like  to  cook,  and  not  be- 
cause they  like  to  be  outdoors,  but  be- 
cause the  playful  mixing  of  the  two 

satisfies  a  male  taste  for  the  incongru- 
ous. Besides,  juxtaposition  is  about  all 

the  exercise  man  can  stand.  ■

firm  your  reservation  72  hours  in  ad- 
vance or  the  computer  will  cancel  it 

automatically — something  Americans 
often  forget  about  air  travel  in  Europe. 
The  other  thing  to  remember  is  that 
Concorde  passengers  are  permitted  the 
normal  first-class  baggage  allowance  of 
66  pounds.  (Though  U.S.  airlines  now 
only  care  how  many  suitcases  you  are 
checking,  many  European  airlines  with 
which  you  may  connect  once  in  Europe 
still  go  by  weight.) 

"Waiting  to  board  for  the  flight  home, 
I  wandered  through  the  Charles  de 
GauUe  food  shops.  Was  tempted  by  an 

array  of  delicacies  in  tins — at  tax-free 
prices — like  truffles  and  caviar.  Air 
France  treats  all  its  Concorde  passengers 

like  celebrities.  It's  almost  as  though  we 
were  taking  a  private  plane.  Even  the 
small,  cozy  cabin  adds  to  the  feeling  that 

it's  really  a  private  jet. 
"This  leg  of  the  trip  is  perhaps  the

Garden  starters  for  summer 
A  show  of  ferns,  a 
year  of  roses, 
seed  bank,  herb  book, 
and  the  right  way  to 
mow  a  lawn 

Ferns  lor  everyone 
Long  before  flowering  plants,  there  were 
ferns.  Fossils  millions  of  years  old  show 
many  ancient  ferns  were  substantially 

the  same  as  today's,  and  the  fact  that 
ferns  are  found  in  abundance  on  every 

continent — except  possibly  Antarctica — 
attest  their  hardiness  and  adaptability. 
Elinor  Merrell,  in  her  fern  garden  (see 
page  152)  has  used  species  that  grow 
wild  in  the  northeastern  U.S.,  but  a  fern 
garden  can  succeed  almost  anywhere.  In 
full  sun  or  deep  shade,  heat  or  cold,  in- 

doors or  out,  properly  chosen  ferns  will 
provide  the  variations  of  size,  form,  and 
texture  that  go  to  make  an  interesting 
and  attractive  garden.  One  of  the  best 
books  for  guidance  in  deciding  what  to 
grow  where  is  the  Fern  Growers  Manual, 
by  Barbara  Joe  Hoshizaki  (Knopf, 
$7.95  paperback).  A  good  melding  of 
botanical  and  horticultural  information 

is  found  in  The  Home  Gardener's  Book 
of  Ferns  by  Dr.  John  T.  Mickel  (Holt, 
Rinehart,  &  Winston  $7.95).  The  best 
way  of  really  learning  about  ferns  is  to 
join  one  of  the  societies  devoted  to  that 

branch  of  the  plant  kingdom.  The  Amer- 
ican Fern  Society,  Inc.,  issues  a  bimonth- 

ly bulletin  on  ferns,  as  well  as  other  pub- 
lications from  time  to  time.  Membership

The  book  of  herbs 

Sal  Gilbertie,  one  of  the  nation's  leadini 
authorities  on  the  group  of  flavorsorai 
plants  we  call  herbs,  has  combined  hi 
horticultural  knowledge  with  the  writin| 
skill  of  Larry  Sheehan  to  produce  ar 
outstanding  book  on  an  ever-populai 
subject.  Herb  Gardening  at  Its  Bes. 
(Atheneum,  $12.95)  combines  the 
growing  of  herbs  for  use  with  the  crea 
tion  of  gardens  that  are  beautiful  in  theii 
own  right.  While  the  emphasis  is  mainlj 
on  herbs  grown  for  food  and  flavoring 
(the  carefully-drawn  plans  include  gar 
dens  for  soup,  salad,  bread,  and  the  hom< 
bar,  among  many  others),  those  used  foi 
other  purposes  are  not  neglected.  Mr 
Gilbertie  sprinkles  his  practical  instruc 

tions  with  anecdotes  about  the  forty-odd

Every  lawnmower  leaves  a  track.  Wheel

pattern  is  an  important  part  of  the  lawn's 
visual  effect.  For  the  best  effect,  mow- 

ing should  be  done  in  straight  lines, 
running  the  length  of  the  lawn  area,  with 
curves  only  where  necessary  to  get 
around  flower  beds  and  the  like.  An  oc- 

casional change-off — mowing  at  right 
angles  to  the  usual  pattern — will  prevent 
ruts  of  matted-down  grass  that  might 
develop  from  constant  mowing  in  one 
direction. 

A  year  for  roses 
June  is  generally  recognized  as  the  month 

of  roses,  and  this  year  it's  worth  special attention  because  the  whole  of  1979  has 

been  designated  as  Year  of  the  Rose.  So 
this  would  seem  to  be  the  perfect  time  to 
join  the  American  Rose  Society.  This 

sixty-odd-year-old  society  sets  standards 
for  judging  roses,  sponsors  flower  shows, 
and  issues  a  compendious  Rose  Annual, 

as  well  as  monthly  bulletins  and  infor- 
mation about  everything  connected  with 

roses.  Membership  costs  $15.50  a  year, 
from  The  American  Rose  Society,  P.  O.

Seed  bank 

Uniformity  is  fine  when  you're  dealing 
with  measurements — pints,  pounds,  kilo- 

watt hours,  and  the  like — but  with  plants 
uniformity  may  well  be  the  kiss  of  death. 

Food  crops,  for  instance,  may  give  spec- 
tacular yields  when  large  quantities  of  a 

single  "improved"  variety  are  grown,  but 
what  happens  when  a  disease  or  insect 
pest  gains  a  foothold  among  the  growing 
plants?  Since  all  plants  of  the  variety  are 
equally  susceptible,  the  whole  crop  may 
be  wiped  out.  Old  methods  of  growing 
crops  had  each  grower  saving  his  own 
seed  from  year  to  year.  This  insured 

diversity — if  one  variety  of  wheat  fell 
prey  to  disease,  the  farmer  growing  that 
variety  was  out  of  luck,  but  his  neighbor 
who  had  planted  a  different  kind  could 
replace  the  loss.  Modern  plant  breeding 

has  given  us  heavy-cropping  varieties  of 
food  plants  and  splendidly  floriferous 

varieties  of  decorative  plants — all  from 
genetic  backgrounds  so  similar  that  the 
advantages  of  diversity  have  been  lost. 
So,  the  Frank  Porter  Graham  Demon- 

stration Center  has  been  established  to 

preserve  the  genetic  variety  that  makes 

it  possible  for  plants  of  all  kinds  to  sur- 
vive and  propagate  their  own  kind  for 

generation  after  generation.  The  Gra- 
ham Center  works  primarily  with  farm- 
ers, but  does  try  to  help  the  home 

gardener  by  providing  a  list  of  sources 
for  seeds  of  all  kinds  of  plants  that  the 
big  seed  houses  no  longer  supply.  Priced 
at  $1,  the  Seed  Directory  not  only  gives 
sources  of  supply,  but  also  information 
about  how  long  seeds  remain  viable,  and 
the  like.

careful  editing.  How  often  in  one's 
travels,  for  instance,  has  one  come  home 
with  odds  and  ends  that  end  up  in  a 
drawer  or  cupboard.  The  same  with  the 

culinary  arts.  Another  point:  I  personal- 
ly am  discouraged  if  a  dish  is  composed 

of  too  many  different  ingredients  or  ap- 
pears at  all  complicated  in  its  prepara- 

tion. Only  too  often  these  days  one  is  the 
person  entirely  responsible  for  the  final 
result.  I  find  these  two  recipes  ideal,  one 
from  Morocco  and  the  other  from  the 

gold-mining  town  in  Ouro  Preto  in 
Brazil.  The  Moroccan  dish  is  to  be  used 

as  a  vegetable:  slice  medium-sized  on- 
ions, put  in  saucepan  with  butter  and  a 

little  water.  Add  raisins  and  saflfron, 
pepper  and  salt,  and  cook  slowly  for 
about  half  an  hour,  or  until  onions  are 

soft  and  transparent.  The  Brazilian  rec- 
ipe is  a  sauce  and  was  served  with 

meat  rissoles:  saute  3  onions  in  butter, 
add  2  nuts  of  crystallized  ginger  cut  up 
fine,  about  V2  a  bottle  of  mango  chutney, 
1  tablespoon  of  brown  sugar.  Cook  to- 

gether until  sugar  is  melted. 
Not  all  of  the  dishes  I  have  collected, 

however,  come  from  distant  or  exotic 

places;  indeed  a  majority  of  them  origi- 
nate much  closer  to  home.  Some  I  have 

inherited  from  an  Australian  grand- 
mother, others  from  an  American  aunt 

or  even  my  mother,  a  sophisticated  crea- 
ture of  great  beauty,  not  a  person  one 

would  have  thought  connected  at  all  with 
the  kitchen.  From  my  grandmother 
comes  an  unusual  salad  dressing  based 
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on  Nestle's  sweetened  condensed  milk. 
You  dilute  the  milk,  which  comes  out  of 

a  tin,  with  a  little  wine  vinegar  and  sprin- 

kle in  Colman's  powdered  mustard.  The 
quantities  depend  on  your  taste,  and  the 

finished  product  should  look  like  medi- 
um-thick mayonnaise.  It  is  surprisingly 

good  with  cold  lobster. 
When  we  all  lived  at  La  Fiorentina,  a 

large  villa  the  family  owned  in  the  south 
of  France,  we  were  fortunate  enough  to 
have  had  the  same  cook  for  nearly  forty 

years.  Catherine  was  a  remarkable  wom- 
an, and  when  we  sold  the  place  she  was 

well  past  her  eightieth  year.  She  would 
ride  up  on  her  motor  scooter  every 
morning  from  Saint  Jean  Cap  Ferrat, 
where  she  lived,  and  greet  one  over  the 
breakfast  table  in  a  crisp  white  apron, 

always  lively,  always  good  humored,  im- 
pervious it  would  seem,  to  the  number  of 

people  she  must  feed.  She  would  stand 

hands  joined  in  front  of  her  while  we  dis- 
cussed the  menu,  a  procedure  we  had 

reduced  to  a  form  of  telepathy.  She 

would  make  delicious  fish  soups  liberal- 
ly dosed  with  absinthe,  but  one  of  my 

favorites  were  her  beignets  de  fleurs  de 
courgettes,  the  squash  flowers  having  to 
be  picked  early  in  the  morning  while  in 

full  bloom,  and  once  picked  turned  up- 
side down  and  placed  face  downward 

on  a  slab  of  marble  or  some  cool,  flat 
surface  to  prevent  them  from  closing. 
Next  a  pate  a  crepes  has  to  be  made,  and 
at  the  last  minute  one  dips  the  flowers  in 
the  mixture  and  throws  them  into  a  pan 
of  deep,  hot  vegetable  oil.  They  are  then 
drained  on  a  clean  towel  and  served  with 

fresh  spiced  tomato  sauce, 
Fiorentina  and  Catherine  are  now 

memories  of  the  past,  and  I  have  moved 
to  the  Vaucluse  and  luckily  have  found 
a  local  couple,  Yvette  and  Marcel.  My 
recipe  book  goes  on  growing  and  added 
to  it  comes  oeufs  brouilles  aux  truffes, 
the  truffles  found  under  the  oak  trees  in 

my  own  garden.  Marcel  has  an  almost 
uncanny  understanding  of  nature,  he 
knows  where  the  wild  hen  pheasants  are 
nesting,  understands  the  winds  and  the 
rains,  and  knows  where  to  find  the  dif- 

ferent species  of  mushrooms,  and  fre- 
quently, during  the  spring  months,  will 

come  back  with  a  handful  of  morilles, 

not  easy  to  detect  with  their  honey- 
combed domes  almost  the  color  of  the 

wastes  in  which  they  grow.  His  most  re- 
markable feat,  however,  is  the  ease  with 

which  he  discovers  the  truffles.  This 

costly  delicacy  is  generally  sniffed  out  by 

specially  trained  dogs  and  in  certain  dis- 
tricts rooted  out  by  pigs,  but  Marcel  de- 
spises these  aids  and  finds  them  with  the 

modest  help  of  a  certain  species  of  fly. 
He  caught  one  of  them  for  me — small, 
champagne-colored,  with  transparent 
wings.  They  hover  close  to  the  ground, 
and  where  they  hover  there  are  invari- 

ably truffles  buried  in  the  loam.  Marcel 
can  even  detect  the  size  of  the  truffle  by 
the  smell  of  the  earth  and  knows  instinc- 

tively if  it  is  worth  digging  for.  ■
