Myrtle  (Myrtus  communis)  is  a  Mediter- 

ranean herb  grown  today  more  for  its 
attractive,  trainable  form  than  for  its  re- 

puted medicinal  or  prophetic  qualities. 
Once  essential  components  of  every  bri- 

dal wreath  and  coronet,  sprigs  of  this 

fragrant  plant  sacred  to  Venus,  the  god- 
dess of  love,  are  still  often  carried  by 

brides  in  Europe. 
One  of  the  herbs  producing  copious 

quantities  of  essential  oils,  myrtle  is  also 

the  basis  of  many  old-time  "skin  cor- 
dials." The  leaves  and  flowers  were 

steeped  in  white  wine  and  the  essence 
was  then  distilled  to  produce  a  some- 

what astringent  bracer  to  improve  the 
skin's  tone  and  clarity.  Merely  rubbing 
fresh-picked  leaves — citrusy  in  fra- 

grance, with  slight  medicinal  over- 
tones— gently  on  the  skin  is  a  refreshing 

and  soothing  pick-me-up. 
The  plant  does  well  in  poor  light,  poor 

light  for  an  herb  meaning  you  can  grow 
it  without  any  direct  sunlight,  though 
the  light  available  should  be  bright.  Use 
a  well-drained,  loamy  soil  to  which  10  tc 
20  percent  fine  peat  moss  has  been  add- 

ed. Keep  the  soil  reasonably  moist.  Reg- 
ular treatment  with  a  balanced  fertilize! 

will  aid  the  development  of  the  small  bul 
pleasant  white  flowers. 

Although  it  is  a  slow  grower,  myrtle 
should  be  pruned  heavily  each  year  at 
the  beginning  of  the  spring  growing  sea- 

son and  again  around  midsummer.  This 
will  produce  a  lush  plant  of  almost  im- 

penetrable density.  Because  of  its  com- 
pact habit,  myrtle  lends  itself  very 

well  to  potted  indoor  topiary.  Try 

growing  a  fragrant  cube.  The  re- 
sult is  always  eye-catching 

when  the  myrtle  is  set 

among  your  other  free- 
growing  herbs.

Good-looking  planters 
from  wine  crates 
The  patterns  on  wooden  wine  crates  can 
be  as  distinctive  as  the  labels  on  the  bot- 

tles. They  easily  turn  into  good-looking 

indoor/outdoor  planters.  Here's  a  4-step how-to  from  Charles  Marden  Fitch: 

Treat  the  wood  with  a  harmless  preserva- 
tive such  as  Cuprinol.  Staple  a  heavy 

black  plastic  trash  bag  inside,  and  cut 
holes  into  the  bag  for  drainage.  Drill  holes 

into  the  bottom  of  the  crate  if  it  isn't  slat- 
ted to  begin  with. 

Fill  the  planter  with  an  inch  of  gravel  or 
light  foam  packing  nuggets.  Top  that  with 
a  prepared  soil  mix  based  on  peat  moss. 
Add  a  few  teaspoons  of  a  timed-release 
fertilizer  pellet.  Wet  the  mix  with  very 
warm  water  and  let  sit  for  a  day. 
Plant  household  plants  with  their  root 
balls  free  or  potted. 
Place  crates  on  a  sunny  porch  and  bring 
indoors  about  mid-fall.

the  season.  Since  it  grows  as  a  2-foot- 
high  bush,  a  single  plant  alone  in  its  con- 

tainer does  not  look  out  of  place. 
White  eggplant  is  esthetically  unac- 

ceptable to  some  people,  affecting  them 
in  the  same  way  yellow  bell  peppers  af- 

fect me.  The  solution  for  them  is  purple 
Chinese  eggplant.  The  color  is  familiar. 
The  shape  is  not.  Purple  Chinese  egg- 

plants are  long  and  thin,  like  cucumbers. 
But  their  taste  is  eggplant  all  the  way — 
and  never  bitter. 

Both  eggplant  and  cabbage  seeds  are 
best  started  in  flats  or  small  peat  pots 
and  transplanted  to  their  larger,  perma- 

nent containers  once  the  plants  are  past 
the  seedling  stage.  You  can  sow  them  di- 

rectly into  the  larger  pots,  but  things  will 
look  very  sparse  until  the  plants  are 
established. 

While  you're  waiting  for  the  seedlings 
to  reach  their  transplantable  size,  why 
not  plant  a  radish  in  their  future  home? 

That  "a  radish"  is  not  a  typographical 
error.  If  those  marble-sized  red  balls  at 

the  greengrocer's  are  all  you  know  of  the 
radish  world,  consider  daikon,  a  general 
if  rather  misapplied  term  for  Oriental 
radishes.  The  Sakurajima  Mammoth,  for 
instance,  has  on  occasion  reached  a 

weight  of  100  pounds.  Now  that's  a radish! 
Most  Oriental  radishes  weigh  in  at 

only  a  few  pounds  each.  Still,  one  per 
pot  will  do  you  in  most  cases.  Their 

growing  time  is 
longer  than  that  of 
our  radishes.  They 
usually  take  60 
days  or  so  to  reach 
maturity.  But  they 
like  cool  weather 
and  can  be  grown 
and  harvested  from 

your  containers  be- 

La  chiao peppers  fore  the  warm- weather  seedlings 

such  as  eggplant  and  peppers  are 
transplanted. 

When  it  comes  to  containerized  vege- 

tables,  yield's   the   thing.    Growing 

enough  for  just  a  taste  simply  won't  do. This  could  present  a  problem  with 
beans.  But  enter  the  yard-long 
Oriental  version,  dow  gauk. 
Two  beans  alone  make  a  serv- 

ing. And  you'll  get  lots  and lots  of  servings  from  a  couple 

of  plants.  Trouble-free  and 
easy  to  grow,  this  vegetable 
requires  only  two  things — 
warmth  and  a  pole  or  trellis 
to  call  home.  Night  tempera- 

tures should  be  in  the  60s, 
which  means  planting  in  June 
or  July.  The  short  growing 
season  of  40  days  to  harvest 
assures  a  good  crop  even  in 

regions  where  fall  comes  ear- 
ly. Speaking  of  the  harvest,  although  the 

bean  will  indeed  grow  to  almost  a  yard 

in  length,  for  tender  taste  it  is  best  har- 
vested when  a  foot  and  a  half  long.

Ginger 

The  inside-out 
window  box 

Some  urban  situations  simply  don't 
lend  themselves  to  container-grown 

vegetables.  Or  so  it  seems.  There's no  terrace,  for  instance,  and  the 
landlord  is  less  than  keen  on  your 
suspending  window  boxes  outside 
your  sixteenth-floor  abode  above 

the  apartment  house's  main  en- trance. Well  then,  consider  putting 
the  window  box  inside. 

This  seemingly  paradoxical  form 
of  gardening  is  particularly  suitable 
for  that  taste  delight,  the  edible-pod 
snow  pea,  which,  like  corn,  is  al- 

ways best  eaten  no  more  than  10 
minutes  after  the  picking.  Mount 
the  window  box  on  the  inside  sill  of 
the  window.  If  need  be,  you  can 
even  set  it  on  the  floor  next  to  the 

window,  but  in  that  case  you'll  have to  use  artificial  light  until  the  plants 
can  peep  over  the  window  ledge  and 
see  the  sun  in  person. 

Once  the  peas  have  begun  to 
grow,  lead  strings  from  the  window 
box  to  the  top  of  your  window 
frame.  The  vines  will  climb  up  these 

supports  rapidly,  giving  you  an  ex- 
otic living  green  curtain.  Better  yet, 

there  will  be  a  profusion  of  truly 
beautiful  lavender  blossoms  fol- 

lowed by  a  mass  of  snow  peas.  Best 
of  all,  the  more  you  pick  the  more 

they'll  grow.

Ornamental  peppers  are  a  popular  pot 
plant  indoors  and  out.  But  why  settle  for 
the  florist's  version  when  you  can  spice 
up  your  container  garden  with  some  hot 
peppers?  La  chiao,  or  chili  peppers  as 
they  are  known  on  this  side  of  the  Pacif- 

ic, are  just  as  attractive  on  the  plant  as  in 
Hunan  dishes  or  tamales.  Dark  green 
leaves,  white  flowers,  long  red  peppers, 

and  a  fiery  taste — it's  enough  to  make  a 
gardener,  or  a  cook  if  too  exuberant,  cry 
with  joy. 

No  Oriental  cook  could  survive  a  day 

without  ginger,  a  commodity  that  is  of- 
ten hard  to  obtain  fresh,  yet  is  simple  to 

grow  in  a  pot  indoors  or  out.  All  you 
need  is  a  few  fresh  ginger  roots.  These 
usually  appear  seasonally  in  the  larger 
city  markets  and  are  always  available  in 
Chinatown. 

Bury  a  fresh,  firm  root  under  2  inches 
of  soil,  and  once  the  shoots  emerge,  tend 
the  ginger  as  you  would  any  other  house 
plant  that  likes  sun.  Like  most  house 
plants,  ginger  is  tropical  in  origin.  It  can 
be  grown  outside  during  the  summer, 
but  needs  to  be  taken  indoors  come  fall. 
We  usually  end  up  forgetting  to  put  ours 
outside  for  the  summer,  and  so  it  sits 
among  the  begonias  in  the  bay  window, 
adding  an  Oriental  bamboolike  visual 

touch  to  the  broad-leaved  jungle. 
To  harvest  ginger,  dig  around  and  cut 

off  one  of  the  new  roots  that  has  formed 
beside  the  old.  Baby  roots  are  pinkish 
and  mild.  Mature  roots  are  grayish 
brown  and  gingery  hot.  Always  leave 
enough  roots  for  new  plants.  Once  every 
2  years,  dig  up  the  whole  plant,  harvest 
what  you  want,  and  repot  some  healthy 
growth  in  fresh  soil. 

The  ultimate  container  vegetable  may 
well  be  the  chrysanthemum.  Not  the 
standard  garden  variety,  but  shungiku, 
the  edible  chrysanthemum.  Frankly, 

you're  going  to  eat  most  of  the  plant  be- 
fore it  flowers — the  greens  turn  bitter 

once  the  blossoms  form — but  you  can  al- 
ways let  the  end  of  the  crop  go  to  flower. 

The  plant  itself  will  grow  to  4  feet.  To 
keep  it  lower,  pinch  back  the  leaves  and 
use  them  in  cooking.  But  how?  Well,  try 

them  in  pork  dishes,  for  one,  or  as  a  fra- 
grant flavoring  with  vegetables,  particu- 

larly snow  peas.  Then  of  course  there's chicken  soup.  Chrysanthemum  instead 
of  celery  in  the  soup  means  it  may  not  be 
like  the  chicken  soup  mother  used  to 
make,  but  the  combination  is  surprising- 

ly good.  And,  just  like  mother's  chicken 
soup,  it's  good  for  you.  The  chrysanthe- 

mum, after  all,  is  considered  the  flower 
of  life  in  the  Orient.

the  sun. 

Your  imagination  is^^as  good  as  anyj 

one's  when  it  comes  to  picking  contain 
ers.  Just  keep  the  basics  in  mind.  Fo 
most  plants,  the  container  should  hold  i 
minimum  of  1  to  2  gallons  of  soil.  A! 
though  you  might  get  away  with  less 
providing  more  soil  than  the  minimuri 
keeps  a  plant  cool  and  moist.  Dry  so 
will  kill  container-grown  plants  vep 
quickly,  and  it  can  be  a  real  problem  oi 
a  hot  city  terrace. 

At  the  opposite  end  of  the  moistur 
spectrum  is  soggy  soil.  To  avoid  it,  a. 
containers  used  for  growing  plants  mus 
have  some  drainage  holes  in  the  bottom 

The  soil  itself  should  be  rich.  Don' 
use  soil  directly  from  the  garden.  It' 
simply  too  heavy  and  dense  for  goo( 
container  growth.  Your  best  bet  is  t( 
purchase  prepackaged  sterilized  pottini 
soil.  It  comes  in  bags  for  container  grow 

ers,  and  it  heads  off"  a  lot  of  problem before  they  start. 
Speaking  of  problems,  growing  con 

tainerized  vegetables  is  really  simple 
than  growing  the  vegetables  in  the  gar 
den,  since  weeds  and  pests  are  at  a  mini 
mum.  But  for  real  success,  make  sure  t 
water  frequently  enough  so  the  soil  nev 
er  dries  out,  and  fertilize  regularly. 

Suppliers Oriental  vegetable  seeds  are  becomin 
more  readily  available  at  garden  center 
and  plant  stores.  But  if  you  have  troubl 
finding  what  you  want,  send  for  a  fre 
catalogue  from  the  specialists.

"The  Natural  Look  has  been  the  only 

really  accepted  look,  the  only  really  uni- 
versally popular  way  to  appear  in  this 

country  for  many  years.  Women  have 
profited  enormously  by  the  expert  advice 

they've  been  given  by  beauty  and  health 
experts  to  help  them  look  and  feel  their 
best  naturally,  in  harmony  with  their 
own  features.

How  to  wear  your 
face  better 
"The  real  change  that's  coming  as  we 
look  toward  the  80s  is  an  emphasis  on 
makeup  as  art.

Skin 

Learn  the  principles  of  light  and  dark, 
shine  and  matte.

Sorting  the  nails 
and  a  good-looking 
radiator  cover  to 

build  yourself 

Q.  There  must  be  a  thousand  dii- 
lerent  kinds  of  nails.  How  can  you 
tell  which  to  use? 

A.  Each  nail  is  specifically  designed  for 

a  particular  job.  Holding  power  is  deter- 
mined by  the  length  of  the  nail,  diameter 

and  shape  of  the  shank — round,  square, 
grooved,  or  threaded — and  the  size  of 
the  head.  In  addition  to  finding  the  type 
of  nail  for  the  type  of  construction 

you're  doing,  you'll  need  to  get  the  right 
size.  Common  nails,  box  nails,  and  fin- 

ishing nails  are  sold  according  to  the 

penny  (abbreviated  "d")  which  original- 
ly stood  for  the  price  per  pound — the 

higher  the  penny,  the  longer  and  thicker 

the  nail.  But,  it's  just  as  easy  to  ask  for  a 
2  1/2-inch  (8  penny)  nail  or  1  1/4-inch 
(3  penny)  nail.  The  hardware  salesper- 

son will  be  able  to  give  you  the  proper 
nail.  Other  nails  are  sized  according  to 
length. 

^ 

The  common  nail  is  the  strongest  and 

most  frequently  used  nail.  It  has  sub- 
stantial weight  for  its  head  and  shank 

size  in  conjunction  with  its  length.  Used 
primarily  in  heavy  construction  work,  it 
is  easily  driven  home  with  a  few  hammer 
blows.  It  is  relatively  soft  and  bends 
when  not  struck  squarely  on  the  head. 

0^710; 
The  double  headed  nail  (common  nail 

with  two  heads)  was  developed  to  insure 
rapid  removal  of  temporary  construc- 

tion. It  is  excellent  for  use  on  such  things 

as  scenery  and  carnival  props,  which  re- 
quire disassemblage. 

The  box  nail  is  a  skinnier  version  of 
tne  common  nail.  Its  head  is  thinner  and 
shank  narrower,  but  its  length  is  the 
same.  Use  it  in  place  of  the  common  nail 
where  the  heavier-shanked  fastener 
would  split  the  wood. 

The  finishing  nail  is  used  for  finishing 
work,  such  as  attaching  window  frames 
and  door  jambs  to  the  skeletal  structure 
of  a  building.  The  shank  is  the  same  di- 

ameter as  that  of  the  box  nail,  but  it  has 
a  very  small  head.  Because  of  this,  it  can 
also  be  countersunk  (set  below  the  sur- 

face, then  covered  with  patching  materi- 
al) to  render  it  invisible  to  the  eye. 

The  brad  or  wire  nail  is  a  fine,  sma 
finishing  nail  used  to  secure  thin  mold 

ing  and  decorative  trim. 

The  annual  or  ring  shank  nail  fasten 
plasterboard,  underlayment  (put  unde 
finished  floors),  roofing,  etc.  The  ring 
around  the  shank  are  an  extra  holdin 
feature  that  prevent  the  nail  from  loos 
ening  and  popping  out.  Ring  shank  nail 

cost  pennies  more  per^pound  than  ordi 
nary  round  shank  nails,  but  are  definite 

ly  worth  the  investment.    " 

The  spiral  or  drive  nail  needs  only  \ 
few  hammer  strikes  to  secure  pilaste 
strips,  aluminum  window  channels,  har. 
board  siding,  and  flooring.  In  many  in 

stances,  it  replaces  a  screw — and  thi 
work  of  wielding  a  screwdriver.

The  hardened  steel  cut  masonry  nai 
has  a  fluted  shank  and  a  very  stronj 
head  which  must  be  hit  squarely  or  elsi 
it  will  break.  It  can  secure  wood  to  ma 

sonry — brick  walls,  cinderblock,  and  ce 
ment — without  preliminary  drilling,  bu 
it  is  very  hard  to  drive. 

The  steel  cut  flooring  nail  has  an  un 

usual  shape — a  rectangular  shank  tha 

tapers  down  to  a  flat  tip.  It's  used  foi blind  nailing  the  tongue  of  a  floorboarc 
to  the  subflooring. 

The  high-domed  upholstery  tack  anc 
the  sharp-pointed  carpet  tack  speak  foi 
themselves.

One  other  fastener  that  you  set  with ) 

hammer  is  the  staple.  In  various  win 
gauges  and  lengths,  staples  are  used  t( 
affix  materials  as  diverse  as  hardwan 
cloth,  flexible  armored  cable,  electrica 
wire,  and  also  to  fasten  wire  fencing  t( 
wood.

A  week  in  a  pineapple, 
vacations  in  the  wild,  and  summer  specials 

Living  in  a  pineapple: 
How  to  rent  a 
national  monument 
for  a  vacation  week 
in  Britain 

BY  DONA  GUIMARAES 
The  Pineapple  is  an  18th-century  garden 
folly  in  Stirlingshire,  30  miles  outside  of 
Edinburgh.  It  was  built  in  1761  by  an 
unknown  architect  for  the  Earl  of  Dun- 
more  to  celebrate  the  Earl's  successful 
growing  of  hothouse  pineapples.  And 
what  better  way  to  celebrate  than  to 
build  a  stone  pineapple  complete  with 
plump  carved  sides,  foliage,  and  a  leafy 
topknot? 

In  it,  the  Earl  could  sit  with  his 
guests,  high  over  the  walled  garden,  and 
enjoy  the  sight  of  his  luxurious  crop. 

The  fact  that  he  ordered  a  windoWed 

garden  retreat,  rather  than  an  open-air 
one,  was  probably  because  of  the  fly 
problem.  Eighteenth-century  hothouse 
pineapples  were  bedded  in  dung,  pushed 
to  tropical  heat  by  wall  furnaces. 

His  architect  was  very  practical  in- 
deed. Flanking  the  elegant  pineapple,  he 

added  two  small  cottages,  "for  the  hous- 
ing of  bachelor  gardeners."  Lucky  that 

(he  cottages  were  added,  because  they, 
and  the  Pineapple  itself,  are  now  owned 
by  the  British  Landmark  Trust,  which 
rents  them  out  year  round  for  vacation 
holidays. 

The  Landmark  Trust  is  a  unique 
charitable  organization  in  England  that 
rescues  small  worthy  buildings  in  dis- 

tress, restores  them,  furnishes  them,  and 
continues  its  work  with  the  rental  in- 

come that  the  60  odd  properties  (in  Eng- 
land, Scotland,  Ireland,  and  Wales) 

bring  in.  And  what  properties!  While 
there  is  only  one  Pineapple,  the  Trust 
owns  abbeys,  follies,  cottages,  fortresses, 
manor  houses,  and  priories — all  for  rent. 
The  before  pictures  of  the  buildings  at- 

test to  the  ruined  states  in  which  they 
were  taken  over.  Some  of  them  needed  a 

great  deal  of  work,  and  the  Trust  prac- 
tice is  to  preserve  the  original  features, 

rather  than  redo.  A  16th-century  oak 
ceiling  will  be  secured  structurally,  but 
the  wormholes  and  smoke  stains  will  be 
left.  And  over  10,000  people  a  year 
(mostly  British)  take  advantage  of  the 
chance  to  live,  for  a  brief  period,  in  a 
special  house — whether  it  be  a  Martello 
tower  in  Surrey,  a  gothic  temple  in 
Buckinghamshire,  or  as  in  our  case,  a 
stone  Pineapple  in  Scotland. 

We'd  not  really  planned  to  rent  a 
house — much  less  a  pineapple — in  Scot- 

land. We'd  planned  a  two-week  drive  up 
through  the  Highlands,  with  a  few  days 
in  Edinburgh.  Then  we  fell  into  the 
Landmark  Trust  Handbook,  and  were 

hopelessly  hooked.  We'd  always  wanted 
to  live  in  a  garden  folly  (most  of  them 
are  ruined,  unavailable,  or  too  small), 
and  the  Pineapple  was  centrally  located 
for  both  Glasgow  and  Edinburgh.  It 
took  one  quick  January  phone  call  ($6) 
to  guarantee  us  a  June  week  in  the  Pine- 

apple. Price:  $250  ,  sleeps  four,  and 
please  bring  your  own  linens!

There  was,  of  course,  that  problem  of 
linens.  The  idea  of  carrying  enough 
sheets  and  towels  for  four  across  the  At- 

lantic was  daunting.  But  it  was  less  of  a 
problem  than  anticipated.  I  just  grabbed 
all  our  worst  linens,  packed  them  into  a 
folding  suitcase,  and  left  them  at  the 
Pineapple,  giving  us  predetermined 
room  for  Acquisitions,  and  Scotland 
some  new  dustcloths. 

We  drove  into  the  village  of  Airth  on 

our  appointed  Saturday.  (Trust  proper- 
ties are  rented  from  4  P.M.  one  Saturday 

until  1 1  A.M.  the  next.)  Mr.  McLuckie, 
the  caretaker,  gave  us  the  keys,  told  us 
in  broad  Scots  that  we  were  the  first 
Americans  to  rent  the  Pineapple,  and 
pointed  our  way.  We  drove  up  a  back 
road,  through  green  fields  of  barley,  and 
there  it  was,  perched  over  its  walled  gar- 

den, our  stone  Pineapple  gleaming  in  the 
sun.  There  were  also  15  sightseers  happi- 

ly picnicking  on  the  terrace  below.  It 
came  to  us  that  renting  a  National  Mon- 

ument with  public  access  had  some 
unique  place  in  the  annals  of  vacation 
homes. 

The  Pineapple  itself  holds  only  an  oc- 
tagon room,  with  nicely  gothic  windows, 

stone  window  seats,  and  folding  deck 
chairs.  It  is  a  room  for  viewing,  reading, 
or  dreaming. 

The  bachelor  gardener's  cottages  of 

the  Pineapple  have  been  made  into  a 
living-room,  kitchen  wing,  and  a  2 

bedroom- 1  bathroom  wing.  They're  fur- 
nished with  sturdy  19th-century  an- 

tiques— the  kind  that  can  stand  the  gaff. 
The  living  room  had  a  comfortably 
squashy  sofa  and  a  stone  fireplace,  and 
the  kitchen  was  admirably  equipped 
with  a  modern  gas  stove,  a  hot  water 
heater,  and  a  garbage  disposal.  The 

kitchen's  deep  window  embrasures  in- 
stantly became  our  counter  space.  A  big 

bouquet  of  pink  rhododendrons  stood  on 
the  dining  table,  and  there  were  two 
cartons  of  fresh  milk  in  the  tiny  refrig- 
erator. 

We  unpacked  with  a  sense  of  coming 
home.  There  was  a  fire  to  be  made,  din- 

ner to  be  cooked,  a  garden,  and  a  little 

lake  (dancing  with  dragonflies)  to  be  ex- 
plored. After  so  many  hotels,  it  was 

wonderful  to  be  in  a  house  again — a 
house  both  deliciously  strange  and  com- 

fortably familiar. 
The  sightseers  (we  kept  a  list — 237 

people  and  8  dogs  in  our  week)  were  one 
of  the  nicest  parts  of  the  Pineapple. 
True,  they  came  at  all  hours.  One  love- 

sick couple  mooned  under  the  portico  at 
5  A.M.  But  they  were  universally  polite, 
curious,  and  enthusiastic.  Some  of  them 

were  locals,  who'd  known  the  Pineapple 
as  a  ruin. 

Some  of  them  were  helpful.  A  dog- 
walker  gave  us  a  shortcut  to  nearby  El- 
phinstone  Tower;  another  told  us  that

If 
you  are  an  architecture  buff,  there  are

of  the  Antonine  Wall  built  by  the 
Romans. 

Our  real  conflict  was  which  to  do  at 

the  Pineapple?  Stay  lazily  sunning  on  the 
lawn,  watching  the  clouds  float  over  the 
distant  highlands?  Or  should  we  plunge 
into  the  car  and  take  off?  We  ended  up 

doing  both — and  the  long  June  days 
made  it  quite  possible.  For  us,  the  great- 

est pleasure  was  the  coming  back  to  the 
Pineapple  every  night.  After  a  day  spent 

looking  at  Other  People's  houses/ 
churches/towns/walls,  it  was  wonderful 
to  drive  into  the  now-familiar  Airth  vil- 

lage, past  the  knobbly  little  gatehouse, 
through  the  green  fields,  and  be  in  our 
own  private  Pineapple. 

And  at  night  there  would  be  the  scent 

of  an  oak  fire,  the  fruits  of  the  day's 
shopping  bubbling  on  the  stove,  the 
sleepy  chirps  of  the  night  birds,  and  the 
cozy  feeling  that  even,  if  briefly,  we  had 
come  home. 

And  as  we  drove  away  from  the  Pine- 
apple on  our  last  day,  we  stopped  in 

Airth  and  made  another  phone  call.  To 

reserve  our  next  year's  landmark:  a  me- 
dieval thatched  cottage  in  Devon.

week:  off  season,  weekends  are  possible. 

Once  you're  in,  there  are  no  extra 
charges.  Landmarks,  blissfully,  do  not 
have  telephones  or  TV. 

All  of  the  Trust  houses  are  heated, 
have  hot  water,  and  are  fully  equipped

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New  and  different 
potpourris  to  make  at  home 

BY  CLAIRE  WHITCOMB 

What  better  way  to  take  advantage  of 

summer's  full  flower  than  with  potpour- 
ris to  use  the  rest  of  the  year?  Here  are  4 

recipes,  the  specialties  of  3  fragrance  art- 
ists, Maurice  Gibson  and  Stanford  Ste- 

venson, owners  of  Agraria,  the  potpourri 

shop  in  San  Francisco  (see  their  pot- 
pourri-in-progress,  page  78),  and  herbal- 

ist Maida  Silverman. 

Picked  fresh  and  dried,  or  if  you're 
drying  your  own  herbs,  try  Maida  Sil- 

verman's method:  Pick  in  the  morning 
after  the  dew  is  gone  and  spread  one  lay- 

er deep  on  a  basket  or  tray.  Dry  away 

from  the  sun  until  crisp  and  brittle — 
about  2  or  3  days. 

For  potpourri  in  an  afternoon's  time, 
you  can  use  an  electric  food  dehydrator 

(about  $225  from  Hammacher  Schlem- 
mer.  New  York,  N.Y.  10010)  as  Mr. 
Gibson  and  Mr.  Stevenson  do.  Besides 

making  preparation  a  breeze,  it  lets  you 

add  slices  of  oranges,  lemons,  and  grape- 
fruits for  citrus  scents. 

Agroria's  refreshing  verbena 
potpourri  wiiii  a  lemon  twist 
Proportions  are  flexible  but  this  recipe 

provides  enough  for  a  2-quart  container. 
Mix  together  in  a  large  bowl  or  pan: 
4  cups  dried  whole  verbena  leaves 
1  cup  dried  mint  leaves  (preferably 

peppermint) 
1  cup  mixed  dried  herbs  such  as 

thyme,  lemon  thyme,  sweet 

marjoram,  and  lemon-scented 
geranium  leaves 

Use  your  hands  when  mixing  and 
slightly  crush  a  few  of  the  herbs  to  re- 

lease their  fragrance.  Combine  in  a  glass 
measuring  cup: 

Vi  ounce  pure  lemon  essence 
Va  ounce  lemon  verbena  essence 

14  ounce  oil  of  bergamot 
Sprinkle  the  combined  essences  over 

the  herbs,  stirring  and  turning  with  a 
rubber  spatula  until  the  essence  is  evenly 
distributed.  Then  mix  in: 

Va  cup  dried  lemon  peel,  pulverized 
in  the  blender 

Age  the  mixture  in  a  ceramic  or  glass 
container  with  a  tight-fitting  lid — a 
stoneware  crock  is  ideal — and,  if  neces- 

sary, wrap  the  container  in  aluminum 
foil  to  protect  the  potpourri  from  mois- 

ture and  light.  Store  in  a  cool,  dark  place 
for  at  least  3  weeks  to  allow  the  fra- 

grance to  develop  and  mellow.  Mean- 
while, prepare  the  citrus-floral  garnish. 

Dry  and  store  until  needed: 

For  a  breath  of 
herb-fresh  air, 
four  recipes  by 
three  herbal  experts 

1  medium  grapefruit  and  3  lemons 
cut  into  Vfe-inch  slices 

thin  strips  of  lemon  peel 
any  combination  of  yellow  or  orange 

flowers  and  petals 

The  petals  will  take  IV2  to  3  hours  in 
the  dehydrator,  the  citrus  slices  up  to  24. 

Add  the  garnish  and  display  the  pot- 
pourri in  baskets,  glass  bowls  or  tera- 

cotta  dishes. 

Agrario's  aromatic 
coolcing  potpourri  from 
tlie  soutii  of  France 
This  is  a  classic  combination  of  the  herbs 

of  Provence.  It  is  also  primarily  a  cook- 

ing potpourri — bouquet  garni — but  with 
extra  lavender  and  fennel  makes  a  de- 

lightful, fragrant  potpourri  for  an  open 
bowl.  Why  not  double  the  recipe  and 
make  both?  To  make  the  basic  mixture, 

wash  herbs,  drain,  dry  and  combine 
thoroughly: 

2  cups  thyme,  leaves  and  crushed 
stems 

1  Vi  cups  summer  savory,  leaves  only 
V2  cup  lavender  leaves 
Va  cup  fennel  seeds  (commercially dried) 

1  cup  basil,  leaves  only 
Pack  the  mixture  into  small  earthen- 

ware crocks  and  cover  tightly.  This  pot- 
pourri needs  no  aging,  but  still  must  be 

protected  from  moisture  and  light.  For 
the  garnish,  prepare  and  store  separately 
(and  add  in  when  cooking): 

dried  zest  of  6  untreated  oranges 

bay  laurel  leaves  (if  available — 
otherwise  substitute  commercially 
dried  imported  bay  leaves) 

To  convert  from  a  cooking  to  a  Pro- 
vengal  potpourri,  add  to  mixture: 

Vi  cup  dried  lavender  flowers 
Va  cup  fennel  seeds,  pulverized  in 

blender  or  with  mortar  and  pestle 
Arrange  in  an  open  bowl  or  basket; 

garnish  with  dried  orange  slices,  peel, 
bay  leaves,  dried  lavender  stalks. 

Maida  Silverman's 
tranquility  bath  potpourri 
A  fragrant  bath  is  a  luxury  in  itself,  and 
these  herbs  were  selected  to  soothe  the 

body  and  promote  restful  sleep. 

4  cups  peppermint  leaves 
1  cup  sweet  marjoram 
1  Vi  cups  bay  leaves,  broken  up 

2  cups  lavender 
2  tablespoons  fennel  seeds,  gently 

bruised  with  mortar  and  pestle 
1  cup  dried  cornflowers  (optional) 
1  cup  dried  fragrant  carnation  peta 

(optional) 
In  a  large  bowl  mix  all  ingredients  t 

gether  very  thoroughly  with  the  hano 
Carnations  add  refreshing,  spicy  fr 

grance  and  cornflowers  lend  soothif 
blue.  To  use,  fill  a  brightly  colon 

square  (about  14  inches)  of  thin,  cottc 
voile  or  batiste  with  a  generous  cup 

potpourri  and  knot  with  a  white  coi 
Hang  from  the  bath  tap;  let  very  hot  w 
ter  run  through  for  30  seconds  to  extrt 
herbal  essences.  Adjust  bath  to  a  coi 
fortable  temperature,  soak.

This  is  a  potpourri  for  energy  ar 

invigoration.

Preserved  fruits  and  vegetables  not  only 
recapture  the  taste  of  summer,  but 
dishes  like  Golden  Dandelion  jelly  offer 
an  exotic  way  to  upgrade  the  vitamin 
and  mineral  content  of  your  diet.  To 
make  sure  that  your  fresh  produce  pre- 

serving gets  better-than-best  results,  here 

are  some  tips  from  Marilyn  Kluger's 
Preserving  Summer's  Bounty  (M.  Evans, 
$12.95),  just  out  in  April. 

Jellying 
Sugar  flavors,  preserves,  and  aids  in  gel 
formation  of  jelly.  For  best  texture  and 
keeping  results,  jelly  should  contain  60 
to  65  percent  sugar. 

To  figure  out  sugar  substitutes:  In 
jelly  with  no  added  pectin,  light  corn 
syrup  can  replace  up  to  one  quarter  the 
sugar,  honey  up  to  one  half  the  sugar; 
with  powdered  pectin,  light  corn  syrup 
can  replace  up  to  one  half  the  sugar, 
honey  up  to  2  cups  of  sugar;  with  liquid 
pectin,  both  light  corn  syrup  and  honey 
can  replace  up  to  2  cups  of  sugar. 

Honey  can  substitute  for  up  to  one 
half  the  sugar  without  overwhelming  the 
fruit  flavor,  but  when  honey  is  the  sole 
sweetener,  add  wine  or  herbs.

When  jelly  doesn't  jell:  For  every 
quart  of  jelly,  bring  14  cup  water  and  4 
teaspoons  powdered  pectin  to  a  boil,  stir- 

ring constantly.  Stir  in  Va  cup  sugar,  the 

unjellied  jelly  and,  if  too  little  acid,  2  ta- 
blespoons lemon  juice.  Boil  hard  for  30 

seconds.  Test  for  jelling. 
Spiced  Grape  Jelly  with  Cardamon 

Seed:  Wash,  stem,  and  crush  3  pounds 
ripe  Concord  grapes  in  heavy  kettle,  add 
Vi  cup  cider  vinegar  (or  water  for  less 
sharp  taste),  6  crushed  cardamon  seeds; 
bring  grapes  to  boil  on  medium  heat, 
simmer  10-15  minutes  until  grapes  are 
tender.  Let  grapes  drip  through  jelly  bag 
in  refrigerator  overnight;  next  day,  mix  4 

cups  grape  juice  with  7  cups  sugar  anc 
boil  over  high  heat.  As  soon  as  boil  be 
gins,  stir  in  3  ounces  liquid  pectin.  Boi 
hard  one  minute,  skim,  and  pour  imme 

diately  into  hot  glasses.  Seal  with  '/( 
inch  hot  paraffin. 

Golden  Dandelion  Jelly:  Snip  of 
stems  and  green  collars  and  rinse  1  quar 

dandelion  blossoms  in"  cold  water;  boi 
petals  in  2  quarts  water  for  3  minute; 
Cool,  strain,  and  press  petals  with  fin 
gers  to  extract  3  cups  juice.  Add  2  table 
spoons  lemon  juice,  1%  ounce 
powdered  fruit  pectin.  Bring  to  boil  ii 
jelly  kettle.  Add  W2  cups  sugar  and  sti 
while  mixture  boils  for  2Vi  minutes 

When  jelly  cools,  pour  in  small  glasse 
and  cover  with  melted  paraffin. 

Canning 

Pressure  saucepans  are  not  recommend 
ed  for  processing  foods  for  canning  be 
cause  they  cool  and  heat  too  rapidly 
however,  if  pressure  can  be  maintainec 
at  10  pounds,  and  20  minutes  is  addec 
onto  processing  time,  use  them  for  smal 

pint  or  half-pint  jars. 
For  all  low-acid  foods — most  vegeta 

bles,  meats,  poultry,  seafood,  and  variet 
ies  of  low-acid  tomatoes — use  a  steam 

pressure  canner  (set  at  240°- 10  pounds 
pressure),  usually  a  heavy  cast  alumi

Freezing: 
Almost  all  vegetables  should  be 
blanched  before  freezing  to  help  preserve 
flavor,  vitamins,  color,  tenderness. 

Steam  blanching  is  suggested  for  vegeta- 
bles with  high  content  of  water-soluble 

vitamins  or  ones  that  are  cut  and  peeled. 
Best  bets:  broccoli,  sweet  potato,  squash, 
pumpkin.  Blanch  leafy  greens  in  large 
amounts  of  boiling  water. 

Sohd  tart  fruits  that  require  no  peel- 
ing or  pitting — cranberries,  blackberries, 

green  grapes,  blueberries,  raspberries, 
rhubarb,  gooseberries,  whole  strawber- 

ries— can  be  frozen  without  sugar. 
Freeze  for  2  hours  on  a  baking  sheet  at 

-10°,  then  pack  in  polyethylene  bags. 
The  sugar  pack:  Four  parts  fruit  to 

one  part  sugar  is  the  proportion  that  of- 
fers adequate  protection  of  flavor,  nutri- 
tive value,  and  color  during  freezing  and 

storage.  The  fruit  and  sugar  (with  anti- 
darkening  agent  added  if  necessary) 
should  be  mixed  until  the  sugar  is  just 
dissolved,  and  the  juices  begin  to  flow 
from  the  fruit.  Seal  in  rigid,  leakproof 
containers,  leaving  head  space  between 

packed  fruit  and  lid  to  allow  for  expan- 

sion during  freezing  (-10°). 
The  syrup  pack:  Make  a  medium 

syrup  by  dissolving  3  cups  sugar  in  4 
cups  cold  or  boiling  water;  stir,  let  stand 
until  clear,  and  chill.  Pack  prepared  fruit 
in  rigid,  leakproof  containers;  cover  each 
pint  package  with  %  cup  syrup,  leaving 

adequate  head  space.  Freeze  at  -10°. 

To  freeze  persimmon  pulp:  Use  fully 
ripe,  not  puckery  persimmons.  Remove 
stems  and  blossom  ends,  rinse  with  sink 
spray.  Press  pulp  through  colander,  add 
a  bit  of  ascorbic  acid  or  antidarkening 
agent  to  preserve  color;  package  in  small 
quantities  in  moisture  vapor-proof  con- 

tainers. Thaw  puree  in  refrigerator. 
Drying: 

Drying  preserves  food  quality  because  it 
reduces  moisture,  inhibits  molds,  yeasts, 
bacteria. 

Produce  should  be  at  color,  taste, 
freshness  peak,  dried  the  same  day  it  is 
picked.  Wilted,  overripe,  blemished,  or 
bruised  fruits  will  not  produce  quality- 
dried  foods. 

Light-colored  fruits  should  be  treat- 
ed with  antidarkening  agent  before  dry- 

ing. Most  effective  treatment  is 
sulfuring,  which  helps  preserve  vitamins 
A  and  C,  shortens  drying  time,  destroys 
insects.  Easiest  sulfuring  method:  Dip 

fruit  before  drying  in  sodium  bisulfite  so- 
lution. Fruit  is  dry  when  it  feels  leathery 

on  outside,  slightly  moist  on  inside. 
Blanching  in  boiling  water  or  by 

steam  is  standard  for  preserving  vegeta- 
bles for  drying,  although  horseradish, 

mushrooms,  okra,  onions,  parsley,  pep- 

pers, herbs  require  no  treatment.  Vegeta- 
bles are  dry  when  they  are  brittle,  tough. 
Packaging  and  storing  dried  foods: 

Let  no  air  remain  inside  containers,  use 
heat  scalable  plastic  bags,  and  keep  them 
in  a  dark  place  or  use  lightproof  jars.  ■

Materials 
For  the  wheat  starch  paste 
Dry  wheat  starch 
Boric  acid

Acid-free  paper  (Japanese  rice  paper  is 
recommended) 

2  pieces  100  percent  acid-free  rag  board 
(boards  come  1-  to  8-ply) 
Tools 

Sharp,  heavy-duty  mat  knife 
Metal  straightedged  ruler 
Hard-lead  pencil 
Fine  sandpaper 
Scissors 

To  make  the 
wheat  starch  paste 
Mix  14  pound  wheat  starch  with  XVi 
cups  tap  water.  Put  in  a  covered  jar  and 
soak  for  3  weeks.  Pour  off  the  water 

that's  risen  to  the  top.  (After  you've 
made  your  paste,  the  leftover  soaked 
starch  can  be  stored  for  3-4  weeks  if  cov- 

ered with  an  inch  or  more  of  tap  water 
and  refrigerated.) 

In  the  top  of  a  double  boiler,  mix  1 
part  soaked  starch  with  5  parts  tap  wa- 

ter. (A  cup  of  the  completed  paste  will 
mat  around  15  prints.)  Heat  until  warm 

to  touch — 150-200°.  Cook,  stirring  con- 
stantly, over  low  heat  45-55  minutes. 

Paste  should  be  the  consistency  of  cake 
batter. 

During  the  last  5  minutes  of  cooking, 
add  about  Vi  teaspoon  of  a  preserving 

solution  you've  made  from  V^  teaspoon 
boric  acid  dissolved  in  a  cup  of  water. 
Stir  well. 

Transfer  paste  to  a  clean,  airtight  con- 
tainer. Cover  immediately  to  avoid  hav- 

ing skin  form  on  the  surface.  Paste  will 
keep  3-4  weeks. 

Before  using,  whip  paste  in  a  blender 
until  it's  the  consistency  of  sour  cream. 

Other  adhesives  you  can  use  if  you're 
in  a  hurry:  gummed  linen  or  museum 
paper  tape,  or  a  pretreated  starch  (so  all 
you  do  is  add  water)  from  Talas,  130 
Fifth  Ave.,  New  York,  N.  Y.,  10011 

(minimum  order,  $3).  Do  not  use:  rub- 
ber cement,  gummed  paper  tape  (like 

packing  tape),  Scotch  tape,  or  anim 
based  adhesives.  All  give  off  chemici 
harmful  to  photographs. 

To  make  a  mat 
Remember  to  buy  boards  big  enough 
cover  the  photograph  generously.  Ne\ 

cut  a  print  to  fit  a  mat:  You'll  not  o: 
decrease  it's  value  but  also  destroy  t 
compositional  balance  the  photograph 
worked  so  hard  to  achieve. 

Cutting  the  viewing  window.  Yo 
want  the  window  to  be  a  bit  above  t 
center  of  the  board.  That  will  put  t 
photograph  in  the  optical  center, 
make  it  more  pleasing  to  the  eye.  M 
sure  the  dimensions  of  the  print  as  y 
wish  to  see  it,  then  mark  the  measu 
ments  on  the  back  side  of  the  board  w 

pencil.  Cut  out  window  with  the  rr 
knife.  Smooth  the  inside  of  the  windc 
edges  with  fine  sandpaper 

Hinging  the  print  to  the  backir 
board.

Measure  to  determine  where  to  attac 
the  print  to  the  backing  board  by  layir 
the  window  board  on  the  backing  boar 
and  lightly  marking  the  inside  corners  ( 
the  window. 

Carefully  apply  paste  to  other  side  ( 
hinge  (s);  attach  to  backing  board. 

A  photograph  can  also  be  attached  t 
a  board  with  photo  corners.

Don 't  stand  and  bend— it  might strain  the  back. 

To  purify  water  and  the  pots  you 

boil  it  in,  try  a  decalcifier— a  flat 
round  fiber  disk  that  fits  in  the 

bottom  of  a  pot  or  kettle  and 
collects  mineral  deposits. 

A  new  shower  curtain  to  make 

outdoors:  Spatter-paint  a  white  or 
clear  plastic  curtain  the  rainbow 
colors  of  confetti. 

For  long-lasting  summer  color- 
begonias  massed  on  steps,  in 
baskets,  in  window  boxes,  on  the 
kitchen  windowsill.  on  a  hall  table, 
and  beside  the  bed. 

If  you're  planning  a  day  on  the 
beach  or  at  the  park,  leave  a 
stewpot  simmering  very  slowly.  It 
avoids  a  hot  kitchen  later,  and  all 

you'll  need  for  a  complete  dinner 
is  a  platter  of  sliced  tomatoes  and 
fruit  salad  for  dessert. 

To  cast  a  pretty  glow  on  a 

summer's  evening,  look  for  big 
chubby  candles.  Some  have  a 
bonus  of  a  built-in  insect  repellent, 
so  you  can  enjoy  an  op>en  porch  or 
patio  all  evening  without 
uninvited  flying  guests. 

Quick  summer  changeover  for  the 

bedroom:  Make  a  new  button-on 
duvet  or  blanket  cover  from  one 

of  the  new  pastel  sheets,  and 

spread  it  over  sheets  in  another 

great  pastel  shade. 

Just  because  it's  t(x>  hot  to  move. 
don't  give  up  on  exercising.  Try 
isometrics  in  a  scxithing  tepid  tub. 
Add  mineral  bathsalts  to  the  water 
for  an  extra  lift. 

Slim  ctxiking:  a  new  kind  of 
roaster  that  kxiks  like  a  wire 
Eiffel  Tower.  You  spear  chicken 
or  shish  kebab  meats  — no  need 
for  oils  or  butter.

FRESH-AIR  LIVING 
It  was  the  romantic  Spanish  style  of  this  California  house  that 
lured  clothing  designer  Nancy  Heller  of  Nancy  Heller  Designs. 

"Archways,  courtyards — who  could  resist?  And  the  place  was  in 
shambles — just  what  I  wanted!"  A  resourceful  remodeler,  she 
kept  the  charm  of  the  house  intact,  but  injected  it  with  fresh  new 
spirit:  crisp  cotton  fabrics,  lightly  polished  floors,  and  a  lavish 
use  of  black  and  white.  The  house  was  untouched  by  previous 
owners  (one  was  Howard  Hughes),  so  she  started  from  scratch, 
using  the  original  1918  blueprints  as  a  guide.  Walls  came  down 
in  five  small  rooms  to  make  a  55-foot  kitchen.  An  upstairs  bed- 

room became  the  new  master  bath.  Walls  are  white  and  windows 

are  bare  throughout  the  house:  "We  have  neighbors,  but  with  so 
much  open  space  around,  it's  like  living  in  the  country." 
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REACHING  FOR  THE  SUN 

Reaching  east  toward  the 
morning  sun,  the  triangular 
deck  (2)  is  ideal  for 
breakfast.  In  the 
afternoon  when  the  sun  is 

high  and  very  hot,  the 
square,  slotted  wood 
sun  break  provides  shade. 

On  the  north, 
house  is 
hugged  by 
surrounding  hills 
Looking  down  at  the  house 
from  the  north  hills  (1) 
you  see  the  almost  unbroken 
walls  that  provide  protection 
from  north  winds  and 

privacy  from  neighboring 
houses  clustered  around 

the  canyon  and  hills. 

Picnic  with  a 

canyon  view 
In  summer  a  canvas  awning  goes  up  to 
provide  some  shade  for  sitting  (5)  or 
a  picnic  (4),  here  set  on  a  rug  from 
Afghanistan.  The  deck  frames  formal 
planting  areas  (3)  that  contrast 
dramatically  with  wild  natural 
vegetation  that  surrounds  the  house. 



As  the  sun  glides  around  the 
mountain  to  hght  the  canyon  be- 

low, "the  house  clings  to  the  side 
of  the  valley  to  grab  the  winter 
sun."  That's  how  architect/own- 

er Stanley  Hallet  characterizes  a 
house  so  in  tune  with  its  moun- 

tainous Utah  site  that,  with  75 
percent  of  its  windows  facing 
south,  it  takes  only  about  $300  a 
year  to  heat.  Yet  much  of  the  in- 

spiration for  the  design  comes 
not  from  modern  solar  technol- 

ogy but  from  the  hillside  houses 
in  Afghanistan  Stanley  Hallet 
studied  as  a  Fulbright  lecturer 
there.  Here,  as  there,  bedrooms 
with  only  small  windows  are  at 
the  back  of  the  house,  protected 
from  the  north  wind  by  the 
mountains,  and  kept  private  by 
the  more  outgoing  rooms  in 
front.  One  wide  welcoming  area 
(6  and  7)  serves  for  living,  din- 

ing, and  entertaining.  "It's  an 
open  friendly  space  that  can  be 

rearranged  like  a  stage  set."  Its 
diagonal  walls  of  windows  look 
out  over  the  canyon  to  give  an 
illusion  of  enormous  space.  The 
life  of  the  house  extends  out- 

doors onto  decks  (2,3,4,  and  5) 
positioned  to  follow  the  sun  all 
day.  The  house,  built  on  a  12- 
foot  module  (a  planning  device 
using  standard  materials),  har- 

bors other  activities  within  its 

3,100  square  feet — an  editing 
room  for  Judith  Hallet  to  work 
on  her  films,  an  architecture  stu- 

dio, and  downstairs,  an  apart- 
ment for  Mr.   Hallet's  mother. 

Heart  of  the 
house,  a  flexible 
design 
One  wide  open  room  off 
the  decks  serves  for 

living,  dining,  and  enter- 
taining. Kitchen  is  built 

into  an  alcove  (7)  and 
to  its  left  a  staircase  goes 
up  to  a  balcony  that  opens 
onto  the  bedrooms.

Body  language 
while  you  sleep 

Not  all  dreams  are  psychological: 
Here,  two  doctors  discuss  sleep  movements 
and  the  physical  origins  of  dreams 

It's  the  end  of  a  perfect  day  and  you  sink  into 
bed,  never  to  move  again  until  morning.  Is  that 
what  you  think?  New  research  has  just  emerged 
that  suggests  something  very  different  happens 
during  those  hours  of  slumber. 

A  group  of  sleep  researchers  at  Harvard  bases 
its  finds  on  an  exciting  new  technique  for  study- 

ing sleep — time-lapse  photography.  Dr.  Allen 
Hobson,  currently  at  the  Massachusetts  Mental 
Health  Center,  Department  of  Psychiatry,  has 
been  working  with  photographer  Theodore 
Spagna,  taking  photographs  of  sleeping  people 
at  15-minute  intervals  throughout  the  night. 
This  is  part  of  a  new  approach  to  sleep  re- 

search— an  "ethology"  of  sleep,  which  means 
the  study  of  sleep  in  the  natural  environment 
(instead  of  all  those  wires  and  electrodes  at- 

tached to  the  victim's  head,  while  he  attempts  to 
get  a  normal  night's  sleep). 

What  the  time-lapse  camera  shows  is  that  in 
normal  circumstances  we  shift  in  our  sleep 
much  more  than  we  think.  In  fact,  between  the 
hours  of  1:12  A.M.  and  8:12  a.m.,  one  sleeper, 
sleeping  in  his  own  bed  at  home,  made  7  7  major 
changes  in  his  sleep  position  (turning  over  com- 

pletely from  one  side  to  the  other). 
That  sounds  like  an  awful  lot,  but  this  appar- 

ent energy  in  sleep  ties  in  with  a  new  theory 
about  dreams  that  this  group  of  sleep  research- 

ers has  recently  proposed:  that  our  dreams,  con- 
trary to  what  most  people  believe,  do  not 

generally  expose  psychological  attitudes  that  are 
repressed  or  built  up  during  the  day.  They  say 
our  dreams  are  more  physiological  than  psycho- 

logical; in  other  words,  the  dream  state  is  an 
automatic  state  built  into  the  human  organism 
and  kicked  into  action  when  we  sleep. 

"The  occurrence  of  dreams  is  not  dependent 
upon  what  happened  during  the  day,"  explains 
Dr.  Robert  W.  McCarley,  also  at  the  Massachu- 

setts Mental  Health  Center,  and  associate  pro- 
fessor in  the  Department  of  Psychiatry  at 

Harvard  University.  "You  dream  regardless, 
and  the  form  of  the  dream  is  shaped 

physiologically."  (Continued  on  page  136  )

COLLECTm EVERY 

Collecting  photographs 
can  become  a  wonderful 
obsession.  You  go  out  of 
your  way  for  pictures  of 
people  you  know,  pic- 

tures you  have  taken,  pic- 
tures  by  a  favorite 
photographer.  You  know 
all  about  them.  You  take 
care  of  them,  live  with 
them,  and  suddenly  they 
are  an  indivisible  part  of 
your  environment.  Your 
eyes  are  always  open  for 
new  and  newly  discov- 

ered photographers  and 
their  work,  and  new  ways 
to  preserve  and  protect 
the  photographs  you 
own.  A  young  art  (and  a 

young  science),  photogra- 
phy has  opened  a  grow- 
ing world  for  you  to 

discover.  Photographs 
are  part  art,  part  history: 
Those  soldiers  in  the 

Mathew  Brady  photo- 
graphs really  fought  in 

the  battles  he  shows — 

it's  Brady's  arrangement 
of  light  and  composition 
that  makes  the  photo- 

graphs works  of  art. 
Many  of  the  outstand- 

ing photographic  prints 
and  plates  come  with  rea- 

sonable price  tags,  and 
they  are  usually  excellent 

investments.  Also,  it's 
fun  rooting  around  for 

good  buys  at  sales,  auc- 
tions, and  galleries. 

OK,  I'm  interested. 
Where  do  I  start? 

Liking  a  photograph  is 
the  most  important  rea- 

son for  buying  it. 

"Buy  what  you  like," 
says  Anne  Horton,  head 
of  Sotheby  Parke  Ber- 
net's  Photographs  De- 

partment, "Certain  types 
of  images  will  recur,  and 
a  collection  will  take 

shape  naturally." Actor  and  collector 
Peter  Coffeen  agrees: 

"When  I  started  buying 
photographs  four  years 

ago,  I  didn't  know  exact- 
ly what  direction  my  col- 

lection would  take.  As  I 
went  along,  I  bought 
what  I  liked — pictures  of 
buildings,  American  In- 

dians. A  collection  just 

kind  of  evolved." 
If  you  like  the  photo- 

graph you  are  looking  at, 

you'll  like  it  even  more 
knowing  where  it  lies  in 
the  context  of  other  pho- 
tographs.  As  Daniel 
Wolf,  of  Wolf  Gallery  in 

New  York,  puts  it,  "Un- derstanding  what  it 
means  to  enjoy  a  photo- 

graph is  what  gives  you 
the  confidence  to  get  to- 

gether a  good  collection." 
The  first  step  in  under- 

standing photographs  is 
to  look  at  them.  Expose 
yourself  to  photography 

whenever  you  can:  Expe- 
rience images  in  photog- 
raphy books,  magazines, 

exhibits  at  museums  and 

galleries.  There  is  abso- 
lutely nothing  like  seeing 

the  real  print. 
When  you  look  at  a 

photograph,  take  the 
time  needed  to  savor  it. 
Let  the  image  reveal  itself 
to  you.  Soak  it  in,  passing 
these  words  through  your 

mind:  light  . . .  composi- 
tion .  .  .  focus  .  . .  con- 

trast . . .  tones  . . .  lines 
. . .  grain  . . .  rhythm  and 
movement  .  .  .  tensions 
. . .  emotion. 

Read  the  photography 
bibles,  like  Newhall  and 

Gersheim  (see  bibliogra- 

phy). And  when  you're hooked  on  collecting,  you 
might  want  to  take  a 
course  in  the  history  of 
photography. 

Where  can  I  find 

good  photographs? 

For  lower-priced  prints, 

works  by  little-known 

photographers,  and  an- 
tique plates,  it's  still  pos- sible to  get  lucky  at  flea 

markets,  school  sales,  an- 
tiques shops,  thrift  shops, 

barn  and  garage  sales. 
But  it's  easier  to  find 
what  you  are  looking  for, 

or  to  learn  what's  avail- 
able and  what  you  like,  at 

galleries,  and  there  are 
hundreds  of  them  across 
the  country.  If  you  have 
no  local  gallery,  Anne 
Horton  recommends  try- 

ing museums  and  the  re- 
search departments  of 

libraries. 

Feel  free  to  ask  ques- 
tions: Photography  lovers 

thrive  on  photography 
talk.  The  enthusiastic 

trading  of  stories,  opin- 
ions, and  advice  is  the 

dead  giveaway  of  the  pos- 
sessed photography  col- 

lector. "Going  to  the 
galleries  has  always  been 

one  of  my  greatest  plea- 
sures," says  Lee  Witkin, 

who  liked  it  so  much  he 

opened  his  own,  the  Wit- 
kin  Gallery,  in  New 
York,  the  photography 

collector's  landmark.  His 
gallery  space  consists  of  a 
library  area  and  a  mdin 

viewing  area  that  has  so- 
fas and  chairs  conducive 

to  photography  lovers' 
gatherings. 

Once  you've  acquired 
the  confidence  that 
comes  from  knowing 
what  you  are  looking  at 
and  what  you  are  looking 

for,  go  ahead  and  try  bid- 
ding at  auctions.  Auc- tions are  exciting,  and 

you'll  find  many  different 
kinds  of  works  there. 
Knowing  the  background 
of  the  photographs  you 
bid  on  is  important.  If 

you've  done  your  home- work and  know  the  going

A  complete  guide  to 
PHOTOGRAPHS 

the  particular  print  on 
the  block,  you  can  usual- 

ly get  a  good  photograph 
for  less  than  retail.  But 
uneducated  bidding  can 
cost  you  a  premium. 

You  can — and  you 
should — look  closely  at 
what  will  be  on  sale  when 

it  goes  on  exhibition  be- 
fore the  day  of  the  auc- 

tion, to  evaluate  its 
condition  and  authentic- 

ity. And  read  the  auction 
catalogues  —  extremely 
useful  tools  for  keeping 
abreast  of  what  is  on  the 
market  and  how  much  it 

is  going  for. 

What  makes  a 
photograph 
valuable? 

It  is  easier  to  gauge  the 
value  of  photographs  that 
are  signed,  dated,  and/or 
numbered.  But  photo- 

graphs were  not  always 
considered  collectible  or 
even  valuable,  so  the 
practice  is  relatively  new. 
Knowledgeable  dealers 
can  help,  but  often  you 
may  just  have  to  use  your 
own  wits  and  the  judg- 

ment that  comes  with 

knowledge  and  experi- 
ence. This  is  all  part  of 

the  thrill  of  collecting 
photographs. 

Vintage  prints  —  the 
original  prints  made  by 
the  photographer  or  his 
assistant  at  the  time  the 

picture  is  taken — are  the 
most  valuable.  In  the 
days  before  the  value  of  a 
good  photograph  was 

recognized,  entire  series 
of  vintage  prints  were 
thrown  away  or  de- 

stroyed; some  images, 
therefore,  have  no  vin- 

tage prints. Those  which  do  exist 
are  valuable  because  the 
print  is  from  the  original 

negative  (not  from  a  re- 
production of  the  photo- 

graph  or  negative); 
because  the  printing  was 
done  according  to  the 
standards  of  the  artist, 
his  artistic  intentions 

were  honored;  and  be- 
cause the  materials  with 

which  the  negative  or 
plate  was  printed  are 
those  for  which  the  im- 

age was  originally  intend- 
ed. They're  also  valuable 

since  their  number  is  fi- 

nite (even  if  you  don't know  what  that  number 
is). 

But  a  print  doesn't have  to  be  a  vintage  print 
to  be  valuable.  Your  eyes 
can  tell  you  what  kind  of 

quality  you're  getting  by 
looking  at  the  print's 
physical  condition.  Pic- 

tures crumbling  around 
the  edges,  creased, 
scratched,  or  faded  are 
not  as  valuable  as  perfect 
ones.  But  this  may  not 
matter  to  you,  especially 
if  the  print  is  extremely 
old,  rare,  or  beautiful. 

But  while  age  damage 

can  be  endearing,  care- 
lessness in  the  darkroom 

merely  cheapens  the  art. 
Avoid  buying  prints  that 
are  the  result  of  sloppy

GOOD  SPIRITS 

Fruit  shakes  and  summer  coolers 

Ready  at  a  moment's  notice,  drinks  from 
the  blender  make  perfect  coolers  for  on- 
the-go  summer  days.  Here  are  some 
healthy  combinations  to  serve,  with  spir- 

its or  without,  when  the  weather's  hot. 

Doris  Tobias,  wine  writer,  recommends 
the  following. 

Strawberry 
Scintillator: 
Wash  and  hull  1 

pint  of  strawberries 
and  place  in  a 
blender  with  the 

juice  of  1  lemon 
and  sugar  to  taste. 

Blend  until  smooth  and  stir  in  1  cup  un- 
sweetened apple  juice.  Pour  this  mixture 

into  a  pitcher  and  make  a  second  batch. 
Fill  six  Old-fashioned  glasses  halfway 
with  crushed  ice.  Pour  in  the  strawberry 
mix,  fill  each  glass  with  club  soda  or 
Perrier,  and  stir.  Garnish  each  with  a 

strawberry.  Optional  spirits:  A  jigger  of 
gin  or  vodka  in  each. 

Tea'Thyme:  Place  in  a, bowl  Vi  cup 
lime  juice  and  Vi  teaspoon  finely  minced 
thyme,  or  !4  teaspoon  dried  thyme,  and 
let  sit  for  at  least  Vi  hour.  Add  sugar  to 
taste,  and  place  half  this  mixture  in 
blender  with  2  cups  cold  tea  and  4  ice 

cubes.  Pour  into  tall,  thin  iced-tea  glass- 
es and  add  ice  cubes.  Repeat  using  the 

rest  of  the  thyme-lime  mixture  and  gar- 
nish each  glass  with  a  wedge  of  fresh 

lime.  Optional  spirits:  a  jigger  of  Scotch, 
rye,  or  Bourbon  in  each  glass. 

Mint  Crush:  Crush  a  small  bunch  of 

mint  leaves  in  a  bowl  and  add  Vi  cup 
sugar  and  14  cup  water.  Cover  and  place 
in  the  refrigerator  for  at  least  1  hour. 
Blend  this  mixture  with  the  juice  of  2 
lemons,  2  cups  unsweetened  grapefruit 
juice,  1  pint  ginger  ale,  6  jiggers  Bourbon 
(optional),  several  ice  cubes.  (Follow  di- 

rections for  your  blender — you  may 
have  to  crack  ice  cubes  first.)  Serve  in  6 
tall  glasses  and  top  with  sprigs  of  mint. 

Gazpacho  on 
tiie  Rocics:

Good  quality  seeds  make  the  best  home 
sprouts.  You  can  buy  them  by  mail  or- 

der from  one  of  the  nurseries  specializ- 
ing in  seeds  for  sprouting,  as  opposed  to 

those  for  growing  (see  list  of  suppliers, 
page  134)  or  from  a  health-food  store  or 
Chinese  grocery.  Only  use  seeds  that 
have  not  been  treated  with  fungicides, 
pesticides,  dyes,  or  any  other  chemicals, 
which  rules  out  many  seeds  sold  for  gar- 

dening purposes. 
There  are  several,  variously  designed 

sprouters  on  the  market,  the  most  com- 
mon unit  comprising  three  plexiglass 

trays  stacked  in  a  tier  so  that  three  dif- 
ferent types  of  seeds  can  be  sprouted  at 

the  same  time  while  occupying  the  mini- 
mum of  space.  But  any  widemouthed  jar 

will  do  the  job — orange  juice,  mayon- 
naise, cookie,  or  a  Mason  canning/stor- 

age jar  with  a  screw-top  lid.  The  mouth 
of  the  jar  must  be  covered  with  cheese- 

cloth or  nylon  netting  (an  old  stocking 
will  do  fine),  held  in  place  with  a  rubber 
band,  to  act  as  a  strainer  so  that  water 
can  get  into  and  out  of  the  jar,  but  seeds 
will  stay  inside  when  they  are  rinsed. 
You  can  buy  a  special  jar  Ijke  the 

Sproutmaker,  which  is  an  ambei'-colored 
glass  jar  with  a  wire  mesh  top  for  a 
ready-made  version  of  the  homemade 
kit.  A  variation  of  the  theme  from 
Kitchen  Farm  consists  of  square  plastic 

"sprout  houses"  that  come  with  seeds. 

Growing  sprouts 
The  actual  sproutmg  procedure  is  very 
simple.  Put  the  seeds  into  a  sieve  and 
wash  them  thoroughly  under  !he  faucet, 
picking  out  and  discarding  the  cracked 
or  broken  pieces.  Transfer  the  seeds  to 
the  jar,  allowing  plenty  of  room  for  their 
future  expansion;  the  smaller  the  seed, 
the  less  the  amount  you  need  to  put  mto 

the  jar,  as  their  original  volume  will  e:-:- 
pand  all  the  more.  As  a  rough-and-ready 
guide,  add  2  or  3  tablespoons  of  smail 
seeds  or  grains  to  a  quart  container, 
twice  that  amount  of  larger  beans.  Cover 
all  but  the  small  seeds  with  four  times 
their  depth  of  tepid  water  and  leave  to 
soak  overnight  in  a  warm  place. 

Drain  the  seeds  thoroughly  and  don't 
be  alarmed  by  the  likely  discoloration  of 
the  water.  In  fact,  since  it  contains  valu- 

able nutrients,  it  can  be  recycled  as  a 
base  for  soups  or  at  least  fed  to  your 
house  plants.  The  secret  of  successful 

sprouting  lies  in  providing  the  right  en- 
vironment to  trigger  off  the  germination 

process,  and  this  essentially  means  keep- 
ing seeds  moist,  well-drained,  dark,  well- 

ventilated,  warm,  and  generally  cozy. 
Rinse  and  drain  through  the  cheesecloth 
three  times  each  day  (morning,  noon, 
and  night,  or  morning,  in  from  work, 
and  just  before  bed).  When  the  weather 
is  warm  and  dry,  give  an  extra  rinsing  or 
two,  if  your  schedule  allows,  to  make  up 
for  evaporation  losses,  and  try  to  give

soybeans  and  chick-peas  anything  up  to 
six  showers  a  day.  The  only  unhkely  rea- 

son for  crop  failure  is  seed  rot  caused  by 
inadequate  draining,  so  always  shake  the 
jar  vigorously  after  each  draining  and 
leave  it  on  its  side  so  that  air  can  circu- 

late through  the  mesh. 
Unless  you  are  using  a  semi-opaque 

container,  stand  it  in  a  dim  place,  in  a 
closet  or  kitchen  cupboard,  so  that  the 
sprouts  remain  white.  Alfalfa,  mustard, 
cress,  and  grain  sprouts  should  be 
moved  to  a  light  area  (not  direct  sun- 

light) once  sprouted,  so  that  leaves  can 
turn  green,  improving  flavor.  They  will 
grow  best  within  a  temperature  range  of 

55-70  degrees  Fahrenheit.  If  it's  too  hot, 
the  seeds  may  mold,  so  don't  attempt  to 
speed  up  the  process  by  standing  the  jars 
on  a  radiator  or  rinsing  the  seeds  in  hot 
water. 

The  jar  method  of  sprouting  is  the 
most  straightforward,  but  there  are  al- 

ternatives. The  smaller  specimens — al- 
falfa, mustard,  cress,  radish,  and  chia — 

have  a  tendency  to  cling  together  in  ajar 
and  often  fare  better  on  a  flat  surface 
such  as  a  shallow  dish  or  nonmetallic 
pan.  Soak  a  double  layer  of  paper  towels 
with  water,  squeeze  away  the  excess,  and 
lay  them  on  the  bottom  of  the  dish. 
Sprinkle  the  seeds  evenly  on  the  surface 
and  cover  with  another  couple  of  sheets 
of  moist  paper  toweling  to  keep  them 

damp  and  dark.  Whenever  the  top  layer 

seems  dry,  lightly  sprinkle  on  more  wa- 
ter. The  larger  seeds  may  be  sprouted  in 

a  colander,  rinsed  regularly,  and  similar- 
ly covered  with  moist  paper  toweling  to 

prevent  evaporation. 
The  first  signs  of  life  will  probably  be 

evident  after  24  hours.  Once  the  sprouts 
have  grown  to  the  optimum  length  for 
eating,  give  them  a  final  rinse  and  drain. 
If  they  are  not  needed  for  immediate 
consumption,  they  can  be  sealed  in  plas- 

tic bags  or  containers  and  stored  for  sev- 
eral days  in  the  refrigerator  without  any 

loss  of  flavor  or  crispiness.  Any  leftovers 
can  be  fed  to  your  pets,  mixed  with  their 
regular  food.  Unused  seeds  will  general- 

ly keep  for  several  months  in  sealed  con- 
tainers (lidded  coffee  tins  are  ideal)  kept 

in  a  cool,  dry  place.  Date  and  label  each 

container,  as  you're  bound  to  forget which  was  which  and  when  was  when. 
The  varieties  of  available  sprouts  will 

offer  tastes  that  span  from  sweet  to  sa- 
vory, passing  through  tangy  and  spicy 

somewhere  along  the  way.  Cooked  or 
raw,  the  entire  sprout  can  be  enjoyed, 
including  the  roots,  leaves,  skin,  and 
hulls. 

Sprouts  are  almost  as  versatile  as  salt 
in  the  kitchen  and  can  be  incorporated 
into  an  enormous  range  of  recipes,  from 
scrambled  eggs  to  blended  drinks.  Since 
their  maximum  food  value  is  derived  in 

the  raw,  try  to  acquire  the  healthful  hab- 
it of  nibbling  them  as  a  between-meal 

snack  (you'll  find  their  sugar  content 

will  provide  a  quick  energy  boost), 
you  prefer  sprouts  with  company,  i 
them  in  all  kinds  of  salads  and  as  a  g; 
nish  to  sandwiches — especially  alfal 
mustard,  and  cress.  Or  add  grain  sproi 
to  breads,  substituting  a  cupful  for 
equal  amount  of  flour  and  liquid. 

Sprouts  can  be  used  in  stuffings  t 
peppers,  tomatoes,  and  eggplant,  or  st 
fried  with  onions  or  shallots  for  two 
three  minutes,  adding  seasoning  and  si 
sauce  just  before  serving.  Introdu 
sprouts  to  omelets  before  folding,  or 
soups,  stews,  and  casseroles  during  t 
last  few  minutes  of  cooking.  With  thee 

ception  of  soybeans  and  chick-peas  th 
require  rather  longer  cooking  time  th; 
the  others,  never  steam  or  stir-f 
sprouts  for  more  than  a  few  minutes 
else  their  precious  taste,  texture,  and  n 
tritive  value  will  disappear.  Grown  rij 
and  cooked  right,  sprouts  represent  o 
of  the  best  food  values  for  money,  with 

few  cents'  worth  of  seed  producing  suf 
cient  sprouts  for  an  entire  family.

Dr.  McCarley  and  Dr.  Hobson  sug- 
gest that  during  REM  sleep,  (Rapid  Eye 

Movement  sleep,  when  our  bodies  are 
most  active),  the  brain  is  activated  inter- 

nally, as  it  is  when  we  are  awake,  synthe- 
sizing information  about  muscle  and 

sensory  movement — and  this  stimulated 
brain  state  activates  our  dreams. 

"For  instance,"  says  Dr.  McCarley, 

"many  people  dream  that  they  can't 
move,  that  they  are  paralyzed.  This  is 
due  to  the  fact  that  in  REM  sleep  you 
are  sending  commands  to  move  that  are 
blocked  because,  obviously,  you  are 
asleep.  Another  very  common  dream  is 
that  you  feel  you  are  floating  or  flying — 
this,  too,  is  because  the  part  of  the  brain 
that  deals  with  balance  is  being  activated 
during  your  REM  sleep,  and  is  not,  as 
some  suppose,  some  reflection  of  sexual 

preoccupations  in  waking  life."  In  an- 
other instance,  in  a  sleep-lab  experiment, 

when  water  is  squirted  on  a  sleeper  he 
may  dream  he  is  in  a  thunderstorm. 
Sometimes  the  alarm  clock  may  trigger  a 
dream  about  a  train  whistle. 

The  doctors  recognize  that  some  per- 
sonal elements  also  appear  in  your 

dreams,  but  their  contention  is  that  the 
dreams  occur  through  physiological 
stimulation  in  the  brainstem  rather  than 

through  psychological  pressures  or  wish- 
es of  the  individual.  Freudians  will  no 

doubt  continue  to  interpret  dreams  in  an 
exclusively  psychological  fashion,  but  in 
fact  the  Hobson/McCarley  point  of  view 
is  a  very  reassuring  one.  It  means  that 
those  horrid  paralysis  dreams,  for  in- 

stance, are  not  the  dreams  of  a  neurotic 
personality,  but  turn  out  to  be  perfectly 
normal,  after  all. 

Meanwhile,  when  you  next  get  into 
bed  and  turn  to  your  favorite  position, 
remember  that  once  you  fall  asleep  you 
will  probably  shift  from  that  position 
well  over  a  dozen  times,  as  your  brain 
gets  down  to  its  night  exercise  and  fills 
your  head  with  energizing  dreams.  ■

•  Air  pollution;  fumes  from  fresh  paint, 
burning  wood,  or  tobacco;  and  salt  air — 
all  cause  discoloration,  embrittlement, 
and  finally  disintegration  of  the  print. 
•  Direct  sunlight  or  intense  fluorescent 
light  fades  the  image. 

Certain  gases  and  acids  also  harm 

prints: •  Wood  that  has  not  been  treated  with 

polyurethane  emits  them. 
•  Paper  products  and  plastic  products 
not  specifically  acid-free  do,  too.

How  can  I  protect 

my  photographs? 
With  a  little  care,  you  might  give  your 

photographs  the  right  environment. 
Here  are  some  general  guidelines. 

Always  wash  your  hands  before  pick- 
ing up  a  photograph  to  get  rid  of  the 

natural  oils  and  salts  that  rest  on  the  sur- 

face of  the  skin.  Some  experts  even  rec- 
ommend wearing  cotton  gloves. 

Never  pick  up  a  print  by  a  corner — 
you  could  easily  crack  the  emulsion. 
Pick  up  a  print  with  two  clean  hands,  or 

slide  it  onto  a  board  (100  percent  acid- 
free  rag)  then  pick  it  up. 

Putting  a  print  immediately  into  a 
handling  mat  is  the  wisest  thing  to  do. 
This  way  it  is  protected  from  hands  or 
objects  that  might  stain  or  scratch  them. 
(To  make  one,  see  page  70.) 

If  you  want  to  keep  an  original  mat, 
and  it  is  not  of  good  quality,  slide  a  1-ply 
sheet  of  rag  paper  between  the  print  and 

the  backing  (if  the  print  is  not  dry- 
mounted)  for  better  preservation. 

Always  lift  the  top  board  of  a  mat  by 

the  outside  edges — never  by  the  inside 

of  the  window — or  you'll  get  your  fin- 
gers all  over  the  print. 

Never  use  ink  when  identifying  or 

signing  a  photograph.  Light  pencil  is 
best. 

Always  use  100  percent  acid-free  rag 
or  linen  materials  or  acid-free  plastic  for

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Photographs  continued  from  page  137 

matting,  framing,  and  storing.  Ask  the 
salesman  specificaliy  for  them.  And  if 

you're  getting  someone  to  do  the  fram- 
ing, insist  that  they  use  it.  too.  In  stores, 

the  good  products  are  often  called  Muse- 
um or  Conservation  quality  materials. 

Never  hang  a  photograph  in  direct 
sunlight  or  in  intense  fluorescent  light. 

Aim  for  a  room  temperature  around 

60  to  70  degress  Fahrenheit  and  humid- 
ity around  50  to  60  percent.  Photo- 

graphs love  air  conditioning:  It  keeps 
their  environment  constant. 

If  you  need  to  dust  photographs,  use  a 

dry,  chemical-free  lint-free  cloth  like 
chamois,  and  brush  lightly  across. 

Avoid  keeping  unprotected  photo- 
graphs in  these  places:  damp  basements, 

bathrooms,  or  kitchens:  dry  attics;  near 
radiators;  within  reach  of  small  children. 

If  something  should  go  wrong,  and  a 

photograph  is  in  need  of  repair,  don't  do it  yourself.  Go  to  a  restorer.  To  find  one, 
look  in  the  yellow  pages  or  contact  your 
local  professional  photography  studio. 

Given  all  these  advantages — that  is, 
kept  in  archival  conditions — black  and 
white  prints  can  last  beautifully  for  200 
years,  and,  according  to  Ken  Liberman, 
custom  color  pnnt  processing  authority, 

the  life  of  color  prints  can  also  be  ex- 
tended. The  stability  of  most  color  prints 

is  open  to  question,  so  they  should  be 
treated  with  special  care. 

Is  there  a  special  way 
to  frame  photographs? 
The  most  important  step  m  framing  a 

photograph — or  any  art  print — is  leav- 
ing space  between  the  glass  or  plastic 

covering  and  the  print.  This  space — at 
least  3/16  inch — allows  for  the  breath- 

ing action  of  the  paper.  If  the  emulsion 
were  smack  up  against  the  glass,  it  might 
adhere  to  it  when  moisture  and  heat 

reached  the  print.  Then  when  it  cooled 
and  dried,  the  print  would  be  stuck  to 
the  glass  in  certain  spots,  and  rip  if 
pulled  out. 

If  prints  are  properly  matted,  this  will 
not  be  a  problem.  Sometimes,  however,  a 
photograph  is  more  attractive  with  no 
mat  border  showing.  In  these  cases,  in- 

sert the  photograph  in  a  mat  whose  top- 
board  edges  are  only  as  wide  as  the  edges 
of  the  frame.  The  top  mat  will  be  hidden 
by  the  frame,  the  photograph  will  have 
room  to  breathe. 

Some  framers  have  "floating"  frames. 
Inside  them,  there  is  a  little  ridge  that 

prevents  the  print  from  touching  the  sur- 
face of  the  glass. 

The  two  frame  materials  most  fre- 
quently used  by  photograph  collectors 

are  wood  and  chrome.  Some  experts  feel 
wood  frames  can  harm  photographs,  but 
if  the  rabbet  of  the  frame  has  been  care- 

fully sealed  with  polyurethane  or  some 
other  permanent  wood  sealer,  the  print 

will  be  adequately  protected  for  short- 
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term  display. 

Metal  frames  are  more  generally  ac- 
ceptable. However,  Jose  Orraca,  Asso- 

ciate Professor  of  Conservation  of 

Photographs  at  the  University  of  Dela- 
ware and  former  conservator  at  the 

George  Eastman  House,  cautions  that 
they  do  not  hold  the  mats  as  tightly  as 
wooden  frames;  therefore  dirt  and  other 
harmful  elements  are  more  easily  able  to 
find  their  way  into  the  print.  He  advises 
using  plenty  of  pressure  clips  to  keep 
print  snugly  in  the  frame. 

Glass  over  a  photograph  gives  a  clear, 
crisp  view  of  the  image.  Glass  stands  up 

to  time — it  doesn't  scratch  easily  or 
warp.  But  it  is  heavier  than  a  plastic  cov- 
enng.  and  it  does  break  if  it  falls.  If  you 
use  a  plastic  covering,  easier  to  carry 
around  and  unbreakable,  treat  it  with 

anti-static  spray  to  prevent  dust. 
You  can  use  UF-3  Plexiglas.  which 

helps  screen  out  sunlight  and  ultraviolet 
rays  from  strong  fluorescent  light.  But 

the  long-term  effects  of  UF-3  on  photo- 
graphs are  not  known.  Ultraviolet  filters 

can  be  attached  to  fluorescent  lights  to 
slow  down  their  fading  effects. 

Whether  you  use  glass  or  plastic, 

though,  be  sure  to  use  clear,  not  non- 
glare,  which  can  alter  the  focus  and  di- 

minish clarity. 

Some  experts  feel  the  matted  print 
should  be  sealed  tightly  inside  the  frame 

to  prevent  moisture,  dirt,  and  contami- 
nants from  getting  to  the  print.  Jose  Or- 
raca recommends  placing  a  sheet  of 

acid-free  polyester  between  the  back  of 
the  mat  board  and  the  sealing  board  for 
added  protection. 

Other  experts  feel  the  print  should  be 
allowed  to  breathe,  and  the  back  only 
lightly  closed.  They  recommend  closing 
the  back  of  the  frame  with  a  porous 

board  of  100  percent  acid-free  rag,  then 
sealing  the  edges  with  gummed  linen 
tape. 

Either  way,  to  prevent  moisture  from 
formmg  mside  frame,  make  sure  air  can 

circulate  around  picture.  To  allow  circu- 
lation between  frame  and  wall,  glue 

pieces  oi  cork  behind  frame's  corners. 
What  should  I  do  with 

the  photographs  I  don't want  out  all  the  time? 
Long  life  for  photographs  is  certain  if 
you  keep  them  in  a  cool  dark  place.  But 
there  are  other  reasons  for  storing  them. 

Some  strong  photographs  have  more  im- 
pact if  they  are  viewed  only  occasionally. 

Some  people  like  to  change  their  collec- 
tions around,  displaying  only  a  few  at  a 

time.  And  many  collectors — like  muse- 
ums— rotate  exhibits  of  their  holdings 

so  those  on  display  won't  always  be  sub- 
ject to  the  environment. 

When  you  store  your  photographs,  al- 
ways have  acid-free  rag  tissue  paper  or 

acid-free  plastic  sheets  between  each 

matted  print.  (If  they're  framed,  put 
pieces  of  board  between  them  for  protec- 

tion.) The  acid-free  Japanese  nee  papers 

are  always  safe,  but  you  might  pre!

have  to  lift  up  the  sheet  to  see  the  i

Letting  blooms  develop  will 
increase  the  chances  of  scrag- 
gly  growth.  So  will  rich  soil. 
Horehound,  like  so  many 
herbs,  is  basically  a  weed 
that  has  found  a  purpose.  As 
such,  it  is  a  rampant  grower, 
and,  given  the  pampered  care 
of  first-quality  potting  soil, 
the  plant  is  boundless.  A 
good  mix  for  it  is  half  pot- 

ting soil  and  half  sand.  Keep 
the  footing  on  the  dry  side 
and  give  your  horehound  as 
much  sun  as  you  can. 
The  classical  name,  Marru- 

bium, incidentally,  is  derived 
from  the  ancient  Hebrew 
marrob,  meaning  bitter  juice. 
The  Egyptians  called  it  Seed 
of  Horus.  Now  Horus  was 
the  ancient  Egyptian  sun 
god,  but  how  his  dog  got

What's  the  most  important 
tip  for  an  exotic  bird? 
Variety  in  the  diet,  says  Jay

cockatoos,  for  example,  feed 
their  pets  an  unvarying  diet 
of  commercial  birdseed.

But  it's important  to  feed  a  daily 
portion  of  raw  vegetable  or 
fruit — carrot,  string  bean, 
asparagus,  avocado,  apple, 
banana,  and  the  like.

Pictorial  plate 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  who  made 
my  plate  and  wliat  the  scene 
represents? 

R.S.— Rocktord,  111. 

A.  The  Staffordshire  potter  Ralph  Ste- 
venson (1775-1853)  was  active  at  Co- 

bridge  about  1810-1832.  His  father,  also 
Ralph  Stevenson,  and  his  brothers  An- 

drew and  James  were  master  potters, 
too.  The  Stevensons  were  responsible  for 
the  manufacture  of  some  fine  blue  trans- 

ler-prmiea  earinenware  aecoraiea  witn 
American  local  scenes — for  example, 
their  medallion  portrait  series — highly 
prized  by  collectors.  The  subject  of  your 

pictorial  scene,  "Panoramic  Scenery," 
was  chosen  for  its  exotic  appeal,  and, 
like  scenes  of  local  interest,  enjoyed  a 

huge  popular  market  both  in  England 
and  America. 

Staffordshire  mark 

A.  According  to  the  diamond-shaped 
registration  device,  the  pattern  or  form 
of  your  tureen  and  stand  were  registered 
by  Staffordshire  potters  at  the  British 
Patent  Office  on  November  14,  1856. 

They  were  made  by  J.  Davenport  &  Co. 
It  is  interesting  to  note  that  your  mark 

has  the  last  two  numerals — 56 — placed 
on  each  side  of  the  anchor,  indicating 

the  year  it  was  made.  This  practice  con- 
tinued to  about  1860. 

During  the  18th  Century,  American  craftsmen  produced 

distinctive  furnishings  drawn  from  the  formal  designs 

of  English  cabinetmakers.  Outstanding  examples  of  the  period 

have  been  used  to  create  Henredon's 
Folio  Fourteen.  For  a  catalogue  of 

the  complete  collection  for  living, 

dining  and  bedrooms,  send  $2.00  to 

Henredon,  Dept.  C-89, 

Morganton,  N.C.  28655.

Call  it  a  fad,  just  another  in  a  long  line  of 

crazes  to  catch  the  American  public's 
fancy,  yet  doomed  to  cool  down  along 
with  disco  fever. 

Call  it  an  exciting  new  exercise  discov- 
ery, safe,  inexpensive,  and  family-orient- 
ed, only  now  coming  into  its  own  and 

sure  to  endure. 

Whatever  your  opinion,  you'll  have  to 
admit  that  roller-skating  is  making  its 
mark  on  the  nation's  consciousness.  Re- 

cently, a  National  Family  Opinion  Sur- 
vey reported  that  the  indoor  roller- 

skating  population  has  topped  the  28

taining  a  certain  pulse  rate  for  an  allot- 

ted time,  you're  getting  an  excellent  car- 
dio-vascular  workout." 

Ms.  Talbot  conducts  regular  classes  in 

what  she  calls  "exerskating,"  a  kind  of 
calisthenics  on  wheels,  incorporating 
ballet,  disco,  and  aerobics.  She  divides 

the  class  into  a  warm-up  period  followed 
by  a  series  of  body-shaping  exercises  us- 

ing the  weight  of  the  5-pound  skates  to 
add  tension  to  the  muscles  and  cut  down 

on  exercise  time.  "Our  goals,"  she  says, 
"are  to  build  muscular  strength  and  car- 
dio-vascular  stamina,  improve  appear- 

ance, and,  ultimately,  to  increase  skating 
ability.  It  all  works  together.  You  be- 

come a  safer  skater  and  less  prone  to  in- 
jure yourself  because  you  have  warmed 

up  and  are  limber;  you  become  more 
confident  because  you  have  improved 
your  balance  and  technique;  and  you 
have  become  a  stronger  skater  because 
you  have  improved  your  muscle  tone 
and  built  cardio-vascular  strength.  And 
if  your  goal  is  to  lose  weight,  remember 

you're  burning  360  calories  an  hour." 
After  the  exercise  session,  Ms.  Talbot 

turns  her  class  loose  on  the  Venice,  Calif, 
boardwalk  to  practice  starts,  stops,  turns, 
and  techniques  like  skating  backwards 
(great  for  the  inner  thigh).  She  even  calls 

on  skating  champs  like  Johnny  Pool,  win- 
ner of  the  First  Venice  Outdoor  Disco 

Roller-skating  Championship  to  share 

skating  secrets.  "That's  when  students 
really  have  fun,"  says  Ms.  Talbot.  "They 
get  to  show  off  all  they've  learned." 

That's  all  fine  and  good  until  you  see 
someone  take  a  spill.  Yes,  Ms.  Talbot 
does  admit,  falling  is  an  inevitable  part 

of  roller-skating.  "I  realize  that  it's  not the  end  of  the  world.  Their  bodies  are 

tough  and  they'll  survive  it."  Part  of  her 
training  includes  a  session  on  the  fine 
points  of  taking  a  fall.  Students  practice

;  hear  a  great  deal  about  "the  comput- 
zed  household  of  the  future,"  in

)ceries  to  diapering  the  baby.  Actual- 
the  computer  already  is  entering  the 
me  in  a  way  far  less  like  science  fic- 
n — and  with  no  future  shock.  The 
use  is  becoming  computerized,  not 
ough  a  single,  monolithic  electronic 
lin,  but  by  means  of  many  individual 
nicomputers  built  into  everyday 
jipment. 
Hundreds  of  household  appliances  are 
nputer-controlled,  and  their  number 
•apidly  increasing.  What  makes  it  pos- 
le  is  the  microprocessor,  generally  ab- 
jviated  MPU  (for  "microprocessing 
it"),  which  contains  the  basic  ele- 
ints  of  a  computer  on  a  tiny  chip  of 
con  smaller  than  a  thumbnail.

to." An  MPU  can  precisely  tailor  the 

speed  of  the  processor  to  the  food  and 
the  desired  function.  The  first  MPU 

food  processor,  by  Hamilton  Beach, 
comes  with  an  automatic  metric  conver- 

sion calculator  as  an  extra. 
Dishwashers,  washing  machines,  and 

dryers,  like  food  processors,  must  be 
able  to  receive  a  wide  variety  of  instruc- 

tions— a  skill  at  which  the  MPU  excels. 

You  can  program  exactly  the  kind  of  cy- 
cle you  want,  even  if  it's  5  washes,  3 

rinses,  1  hot  and  2  cold — or  just  touch  a 
panel  or  push  a  button  corresponding  to 

the  type  of  fabric  you're  washing.  Yes, 
you  could  do  some  of  this  before  the  mi- 

croprocessor, but  by  means  of  compli- 
cated electro-mechanical  systems.  The 

minicomputer  does  it  more  efficiently. 
The  microwave  oven  was  one  of  the 

first  major  kitchen  appliances  to  be  com- 
puterized. In  the  early  MPU-controUed 

models,  a  touchplate  or  touchbutton  se- 
lected heat  and  cooking  time.  New  de- 

luxe ovens  are  programmed  by  index 
cards — just  select  the  card  for  the  food 
to  be  prepared  and  insert  it  in  the  slot. 
You  don't  even  have  to  push  a  button. 

The  sewing  machine  was  a  natural  for 
the  computer,  and  for  some  time  Singer, 
Elna,  and  other  manufacturers  have 
been  offering  models  with  large  numbers 

of  special  stitches  programmed  for  selec- 
tion at  a  touch,  eliminating  hundreds  of 

moving  parts. 

Computesrizod  weight 

In  the  bathroom,  the  scale  is  going 

MPU.  One  model,  by  Hanson,  gives  ac- 

curate weight  by  means  of  a  digital  read- 

out; it  also  remembers  your  last  weigh- 

ing and  tells  you  how  much  you've  lost 
or  gained.  And  it  can  do  this  for  each 
member  of  the  family  without  getting mixed  up. 

For  safety,  smoke  and  fire  detectors 
equipped  with  MPUs  will  sound  an 
alarm  in  one  room  (your  bedroom?)  to 
alert  you  to  trouble  in  any  other  room, 
even  the  basement  or  garage.  And 

there's  a  wireless  burglar  alarm  that 
sounds  in  your  house  when  somebody 
tries  to  break  into  your  car. 

The  minicomputer  will  be  an  impor- 
tant part  of  the  home  heating  and  cool- 

ing plant  of  the  near  future.  It  can  mete 
out  fuel  for  greatest  efficiency.  It  can 
turn  the  heat  down  just  after  you  go  to 

bed  and  turn  it  up  a  half-hour  before  you 
arise.  It  can  direct  heat  to  rooms  where 

it's  needed,  from  rooms  where  it  isn't. 
The  air  conditioner  can  be  programmed 
to  turn  off  when  you  leave  for  work  and 
turn  itself  back  on  an  hour  before  you 
return  home. 

What  digitized  binary  code 
are  you  dialing,  please? 
Telephones,  from  the  phone  company 
and  independent  manufacturers,  are 
making  large-scale  use  of  MPUs.  Several 
firms  offer  wireless  telephones.  Others 
have  phones  which  display  long-distance 
charges  as  you  talk.  There  are  tele- 

phones that  remember  numbers  and  tele- 
phone systems  that  automatically  switch 

your  calls  to  another  number  when 

you're  away  from  home.

While  most  cats  adapt  easily 

to  small-space  living,  shop- 

ping for  a  dog  takes  more  se- 
lectivity, says  Dr.  Alfred

cal Association  of  New 

York  City.  Some  that'll  gen- 
erally take  small-space  liv- 

ing in  stride  are  toy  breeds, 

dachshunds,  Scottish  terri- 
ers, and — provided  there 

won't  be  steps  to  climb — 

bulldogs.  If  the  space  isn't too  small,  you  might  also 
consider  large  dogs  that  love 

to  nap  and  people-watch — 
Great  Pyrenees,  St.  Ber- 

nards, Irish  wolfhounds,  or 
older  Dobermans.  Unless 

you  have  experience,  stay 

away  from  high-spirited 
breeds  like  fox  terriers,  and 

beagles.  And  from  Dalma- 
tians and  sporting  breeds 

(except  perhaps  cocker 
spaniels)  that  need  miles  of 
room  to  run. 

Where  there's  no  place  to 
hide  Ruffy's  belongings, 

pick  ones  that  are  particu- 
larly decorative — good-look- 

ing ceramic  food  and  water 
dishes,  a  cozy  pet  bed  in  a 

dome-shaped  basket,  a  cov- 
ered cat  litter  box  (pets  love 

private  retreats  too). 

For  living  decoration,  think 
of  a  flock  of  finches  in  an 

antique  filagree  cage.  Or 
look  for  new  rectangular 

cages  that  give  the  birds 
space  without  projecting  too 
far  into  the  room.  Or  how

Choosing  the  right 
screw  to  use 

for  your  projects 
and  saving  space 

with  a  door-hung 
spice  rack 

Q.  With  so  many  different  icinds  of 
screws  on  the  market,  how  can  I  tell 
which  to  use? 
A.  Screws  are  one  of  the  most  versatile 

fasteners  around — they  provide  a  strong 
bond,  are  extractable  and  reusable  if 
withdrawn  with  care.  They  come  in 
seemingly  limitless  shapes  and  sizes. 

The  amount  of  work  a  screw  can  do  is 

primarily  determined  by  the  shank — the 
thicker  the  shank,  the  stronger  the  fas- 

tener. Screws  are  sold  according  to  di- 
ameter gradations  from  No.  0  to  No.  30 

(No.  10  is  V4  inch).  Most  hardware 
stores  only  carry  diameters  up  to  No.  12 
and  then  classify  the  screw  as  a  bolt. 

The  same  shank  size  will  be  available 
in  a  variety  of  lengths.  Choose  one  about 
V4-  to  Vi-inch  less  than  the  total  thick- 

ness of  the  materials  you're  fastening. 
And  pick  a  screw  with  the  finish  you 
think  will  look  best.  Steel,  blue-and- 
dipped  (for  moisture  resistance),  galva- 

nized, brass,  and  chrome-plated  finishes 
are  all  equally  strong.  The  final  factor  to 
consider  when  picking  a  screw  is  the 
head  type.  The  round  head  is  the  most 
common,  its  dome  providing  a  deep  slot 
to  make  fastening  easier.  However,  since 
the  head  rests  right  on  the  wood  or  met- 

al surface,  it  is  not  as  visually  appealing 
as  the  flat  head,  which  has  a  tapered 
base  allowing  it  to  be  set  into  the  wood, 
flush  with  the  surface.  The  oval  head 
also  has  a  tapered  base  and  must  be 
countersunk  like  the  flat  head  screw. 
(Countersinking  involves  widening  the 
upper  part  of  the  pilot  hole  so  the  screw 
head  can  "sink"  down.)  However,  the 
oval  head  still  has  a  partial  dome — it 
makes  an  excellent  decorative  screw  and 

is  usually  found  in  brass  or  chrome-plat- 
ed finishes. 
Pilot  holes  must  be  drilled  for  all 

screws — but  if  the  screw  has  a  gimlet 
or  sharp  point,  it  will  create  its  own 
thread  as  it  spirals  down.  Blunt  end  tips, 
found  on  machine  screws  and  bolts,  can 
only  be  fastened  into  threaded  holes. 
Some  special  design  screws  have  tips 
that  are  actually  sharpened  like  drill  bits 
and  act   accordingly.  Others  such   as 

those  used  for  fastening  plastic  parts, 
have  small  milled  slots  that  clear  away 
material  as  the  screw  is  driven  into  the 

pilot  hole. 

Types  of  screws 

The  screw  most  people  are  familiar  with 
is  the  wood  screw,  usually  made  of  com- 

mon steel.  Available  with  round,  fiat,  or 

oval  heads,  it  has  a  shank  with  two  di- 
ameters— the  upper  third  wider  and 

smooth  like  a  nail  and^he  lower  two- 
thirds  threaded  and  tapered  to  a  gimlet 

point.  It's  the  lower  part  that  does  the 
fastening  work  since  it  reaches  through 
the  first  piece  of  wood  into  the  second. 
For  attaching  screws  into  walls  where 
the  screw  will  not  pierce  the  other  side 
of  the  wood,  choose  a  screw  3  times  as 

long  as  the  depth  of  the  piece  being  at- 
tached— or  two  times  for  lightweight 

work. 

^umiu  rmrnrnt- 0 
The  dowel  screw  or  furniture  screw, 

with  gimlet  points  and  threads  on  both 
ends,  is  used  between  two  pieces  of  wood 
as  an  unseen  fastener.  Screw  hooks,  eyes, 
and  square  bend  hooks  all  have  threaded 
shanks  that  work  like  sheet  metal  screws. 

The  self-tapping  sheet  metal  screw  will 
cut  its  own  thread  in  thin  metal,  but  its 

entirely  threaded  shank  makes  it  an  ex- 
cellent fastener  for  wood,  too.  It  has  a 

single  diameter  shank  and  is  usually  seen 
with  a  pan  head  (a  flattened  version  of 
the  round  head),  though  is  made  with 
other  heads. 

The  machine  screw  shank  is  threaded 

the  entire  length  of  the  stud  and  is  avail- 
able with  most  head  designs.  Use  it  only 

in  metal  where  there  are  matching 
tapped  threads  (female  threads).  These 
screws  have  a  different  sizing  system 
than  wood  and  sheet  metal  screws — 
length  and  the  number  of  threads  per 
inch  determine  screw  size  along  with 
shank  diameter.  When  the  diameter  of 
the  screw  goes  over  V4  inch,  it  is  referred 
to  as  a  machine  bolt  and  is  usually  se- 

cured with  a  nut. 

The  set  screw  has  machine  screw 
threads  and  a  variety  of  tip  designs.  You

will  find  it  holding  a  door  knob  to  the 
knob  shaft,  attaching  escutcheons  to 
plumbing  fixtures,  etc.  This  particular 
screw  can  be  replaced  only  with  another 
set  screw  of  the  identical  size. 

The  strong  lag  screw  or  lag  bolt  is  used 
to  attach  heavy  pieces  to  wood  or  ma- 

sonry (with  a  lag  shield).  Secure  it  with  a 
wrench. 

Fastening  screws 
It  is  a  good  practice  to  drill  a  pilot  hole 
whenever  you  are  planning  to  insert  a 
screw  in  wood.  Never  use  a  hammer  to 
force  it — there  will  be  no  surface  left  for 
the  threads  to  grab.  Choose  the  proper 
drill  bit  for  the  pilot  hole — the  same  as 
the  inside  diameter  of  the  spiral  thread 
(the  root  diameter).  It  is  better  to  drill  a 
hole  too  small  rather  than  too  big;  it  can 
always  be  enlarged.  If  the  pilot  hole  is 
the  proper  size  and  the  screw  is  still  dif- 

ficult to  drive  in,  withdraw  it  and  coat 

the  threads  of  the  screw  with  soap,  bees- 
wax, or  paraffin. 

Q.  I'm  looking  for  a  place  in  my 
small  kitchen  where  I  can  store 
spices.  Have  you  any  suggestions? 
A.  Cabinet  doors  are  great  untapped 

storage  areas.  It's  easy  to  build  a  spice  or condiment  rack  that  can  be  attached  to 

them.  Here's  one  that  can  be  expanded 
and  altered  to  meet  any  specifications: 

FALZARANO 

Measure  your  cabinet  opening  and 
subtract  2  inches.  This  is  the  maximum 
size  for  the  rack.  Make  the  back  out  of 
3y8-inch  lattice,  the  front  and  bottom 
out  of  iy8,  and  the  sides  out  of  2%-inch 
lattice.  Cut  the  pieces  IVs  inches  long. 
(A  back  saw  and  miter  box  will  ensure  a 

square  cut.)  Make  the  sides  14 -inch 
deeper  than  the  jars  you're  planning  to 
store.  Fasten  the  front  to  either  the  top 
or  bottom  of  the  sides.  Use  round  head 
•/i-inch  No.  2  wood  screws  to  assemble 
the  rack.  Drill  pilot  holes  with  a  No.  50 
bit  and  fasten  at  the  points  marked  on 
the  diagram.  Secure  the  bottom  to  the 
back  with  3  screws.  Attach  the  rack  to 
the  door  with  %-inch  No.  8  round  head

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PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 
BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

Gardens  of  miniature  delights 

More  and  more  plant  lovers  are  discov- 
ering the  joys  of  growing  miniatures, 

those  charming  scaled-down  models  of 
the  flowering  house  plants.  In  some 

cases,  it's  because  of  the  lack  of  space  in 
many  of  today's  smaller  homes;  in  oth- 

ers, because  the  larger  potted  plants 
have  already  taken  over  the  available 

growing  space.  But  you  don't  really  need 
a  reason — miniatures  are  a  delight  unto 
themselves. 

Foremost  among  the  miniatures  are 
the  gesneriads,  the  family  that  includes 
the  popular  African  violet.  The  one  min- 

iature to  have,  if  you're  growing  only 
one — almost  an  impossibility  once  you 
start  growing  miniatures — is  Sinningia 
pusilla.  We  have  one  6-inch  glass  globe 
with  some  twenty  of  these  plants 
crammed  together.  Each  is  no  more  than 
an  inch  from  left  tip  to  leaf  tip.  When 
the  inch-and-a-half-long  purple  and 
white  trumpetlike  blossoms  rise  on  their 
wire-thin  stalks,  they  look  like  a  field  of 
flowers  for  some  Lilliputian.  One  of 

these  days,  I'll  have  to  till  that  field  and 
transplant  some  of  the  extra  specimens. 
We  started  out  with  just  one  a  few  years 
ago — all  the  rest  were  self-sown  as  the 
parent  plant  went  to  seed. 

Sinningia  concinna  is  about  the  same 
size  as  S.  pusilla,  but  its  flowers  are  even 

larger.  The  hybrid  'Minarette'  has  pink 
flowers,  as  does  'Pink  Imp.'  'Patty  Ann' 
and  'Mod  Imp'  have  coral-salmon-hued 
flowers,  while  'Snowflakes'  blossoms  are 
just  what  the  name  implies.  And  new  va- 

rieties come  from  the  growers  every 

year. 
The  miniature  African  violets  them- 

selves need  no  detailing.  They  are  avail- 
able in  all  the  flowering  shades  of  their 

full-sized  counterparts,  and  their  grow- 
ing conditions  are  the  same.  The  only

difference  lies  in  the  pots.  Normally  I'm 
a  firm  believer  in  clay  pots,  and  the  stan- 

dard porous  terra-cotta  version  is  the 
only  kind  I  use.  It's  a  hard  and  fast  rule 
with  me — and,  like  all  rules,  it  has  an 
exception.  Miniatures  are  it,  particularly 
the  moist-soil  loving  gesneriads. 

Miniatures  grown  as  individual  speci- 
mens should  be  footed  in  pots  to  suit 

their  size.  Nothing  looks  quite  as  impov- 
erished and  silly  as  even  the  lushest  3- 

inch  miniature  in  a  6-inch  pot.  Besides 
defeating  the  purpose  of  miniatures,  the 
proportions  are  all  wrong.  The  plant  sits 
there  looking  small  and  expectant.  And 
you  find  yourself  waiting  for  it  to  grow 
in  size,  which,  of  course,  it  never  does. 

Hence  a  small  pot — and,  in  this  case,  a 

plastic  one. 
The  tiny  root  ball  around  a  miniature 

dries  out  very  quickly.  On  some  warm, 
dry  days,  it  would  be  necessary  to  water 
the  plant  twice,  or  even  three  times,  if  it 
were  in  a  porous  pot.  But  since  plastic 
does  not  allow  evaporation,  using  a  plas- 

tic pot  brings  your  miniature  into  line 
with  your  normal  two-or-three-times-a- 
week  watering  routine. 

Placing  a  group  of  miniatures  on  a 
pebble  tray  with  water  below  them  also 
helps.  It  raises  the  humidity  around  the 

plants,  keeping  them  healthy  and  com- 
fortable. A  pebble  tray  is  a  good  idea 

from  both  the  esthetic  point  of  view  and

than  a  begonia — until  its  typical  begon- 
ialike flowers  make  their  appearance. 

Geraniums  and  begonias  seem  to  go 

together  in  many  people's  minds.  And 
there  are  almost  as  many  miniature  gera- 

niums to  choose  from  as  diminutive  be- 
gonias. Although  their  leaf  variety  is  not 

as  varied,  their  flowers  are  more  brilliant 

in  color.  'Fleurette'  has  deep  salmon 
blossoms,  and  'Merope,'  sometimes 
called  'Black  Dwarf  because  of  its  dark 

foliage,  has  deep  red  doubles.  'Minx'  has the  same  flower,  lighter  foliage,  and  a 

very  dense,  compact  growth.  It's  an  al- 
most perfect  miniature.  You  get  fra-

can  be  anything  from  a  brandy  snifte 
for  one  or  two  specimens  to  an  aquarian 

for  a  whole  mini-jungle  of  flowering  ex 
otics.  The  main  objective  is  to  enclosi 
the  plants  on  four  sides,  to  shelter  thenjj 
from  drafts  and  drying  winds.  The  top  o 
the  container  should  be  partially  coverec 
as  well,  to  keep  humidity  high.  In  tb 
case  of  a  brandy  snifter,  the  gracefull; 
curved  sides  reduce  the  opening  enougl 
so  that  no  further  covering  is  neces 
sary — which  helps  to  explain  the  popu 

larity  of  this  container.^Visually  it's  nea and  clean. 

For  those  who  like  high-tech  design 
beakers,  flasks,  and  other  chemica 

glassware  make  growing  chambers  tha 
are  both  striking  and  practical.  For  th; 
collector  with  patience  at  planting  time 
individual  specimens  can  be  grown  ii 

antique  bottles — only  the  clear  ones 
however,  as  brown  or  green  colorec 
glass  will  not  let  enough  light  througl 
for  good  plant  growth.  Also,  even  if  you 
specimen  does  survive,  it  will  be  rathe 
obscured.  Other  than  that,  the  contain 
ers  you  use  are  limited  only  by  youi 

imagination. 
How  to  grow  your  miniatures  in  theii 

mini  world  is  not  quite  so  arbitrary.  B) 

growing  these  plants  in  glass  you  are  es 
sentially  sealing  them  off  from  the  out 
side  world.  So  you  are  presented  with  i 
drainage  problem.  Most  glassware  doe! 
not  permit  excess  water  to  seep  out.  In 
stead,  the  water  collects  at  the  bottom  o 
the  container  and  it  slowly  kills  th< 
plants.  To  counteract  this  problem,  pu 
down  a  foundation  layer  of  coarse  grave 

from  3/4-of-an-inch  thick  on  up.  I've 
seen  some  very  attractive  displays  in  tal 
bottles  with  6  or  7  layers  of  differentlj 
colored  natural  gravel  topped  off  by  soil 

and  plants. 
Excess  water  will  collect  in  the  gravel 

well  away  from  the  soil.  Rising  slowl; 
through  evaporation  and  capillary  ac 
tion,  it  will  help  to  keep  the  soil  and  th< 
atmosphere  around  your  miniature 
moist  and  perfect.  Gravel  is  really  thi 
only  trick  to  growing  miniatures  il 
glass.  The  soil  should  be  whatever  tb 
plants  are  usually  grown  in.  Their  care  i 
also  the  same  as  under  normal  condi 

tions,  except  that  you  will  need  to  wate 
them  less  often.  And  it  will  be  easier  t( 

see  when  the  plants  need  water.  Sine 

the  pot  is  clear,  after  a  few  weeks  you'l learn  to  notice  the  difference  in  soil  coIo 

between  when  it's  dry  and  when  it'i 

properly  moist.  It  will  have  "water  me' written  all  over  it.

Iast  November,  a  House  &  Garden

Rolf  Heiniger,  and  staff,  right. 

Ritz  in  the  Far  East.  For  fifty  years  it's 
been  the  center  of  Hong  Kong's  social 
life.  There  have  always  been  excellent 

chefs  at  the  Peninsula  plus  excellent  ser- 
vice, big  comfortable  rooms,  and  an  at- 

mosphere of  excitement  in  the  lobby 
where  everybody  meets  and  transacts 
whatever  has  brought  them  to  Hong 
Kong.  Today,  the  hotel  remains  a  retreat 
after  a  long  journey.  (Even  if  your  plane 
arrives  at  midnight,  the  hotel  sends  a 

Rolls-Royce  to  pick  you  up.) 
The  most  elaborate  bedrooms  look  out 

over  Victoria  Harbor.  More  pared  down 
are  the  new  bedrooms  built  five  years 
ago,  where  all  the  furniture  is  built  in. 
Though  Hong  Kong  is  full  of  excellent 

restaurants,  part  of  the  fun  of  recuperat- 
ing from  jet  lag  is  the  pleasure  of  dining 

attractively  without  having  to  leave  the 

hotel.  Breakfast  can  either  be  sent  to 

your  room  or  had  overlooking  the  har- 
bor in  a  second-floor  porch  restaurant 

called  the  Veranda.  Here  you  can  have 
an  elaborate  Western  breakfast  or  just  a 
papaya  and  watch  the  junks,  houseboats, 
ferries,  and  enormous  ships  of  the  mer- 

chant marine  as  they  move  through  the 
harbor  that  separates  Kowloon  (the 
mainland  side  of  Hong  Kong  and  the 
Peninsula)  from  Hong  Kong  island. 

Gaddi's,  the  hotel's  principal  restaurant 
is  where  to  go  when  you'd  like  to  feast. 
Rolf  Heiniger,  Gaddi's  virtuoso  maitre 
d'hotel  (he  has  also  worked  at  the  Mira- 
belle  in  London,  the  Grand  Vefour  in 

Paris),  orchestrates  everything  in  the 

dining  room,  while  master-chef  Hans- 
Ulrich  Wismer,  a  young  man,  a  Swiss 
perfectionist  like  Heiniger,  is  responsible 
for  all  of  the  wonders  that  come  out  of 

the  kitchen.  (Gaddi's  has  its  own  kitchen

separate  from  the  hotel  kitchen.)  One 

evening's  offering:  slices  of  pigeon 
breast,  bird's-nest  soup,  crawfish  ragout 
with  little  vegetables,  tea  sherbet,  medal- 

lion of  veal  with  tiny  asparagus  and 
cherry  tomatoes,  fresh  pear  sherbet  in 
puff  pastry  with  pear  liqueur,  glaceed 
fruit,  tiny  ice-cream  candies  covered 
with  chocolate. 
Down  the  street  from  the  Peninsula 

on  a  pier  is  a  shopping  complex  called 
the  Ocean  Terminal.  Here  there  are  over 

200  shops  with  everything  in  the  world 
for  sale — well  worth  a  whole  afternoon. 

Like  a  long  airplane  hangar  or  ware- 
house, the  terminal  stretches  the  length 

of  the  pier  and  has  several  stories. 
In  the  middle  of  it  all  is  a  shop  called 

Charlotte  Horstmann,  Inc.  which  is  run 
by  Charlotte  Horstmann  and  her  partner 
Gerald  Godfrey,  and  carries  Oriental 
furniture  and  objects  of  extraordinary 
quality.  The  Chinese  porcelain  and  other 

artifacts  here  give  you  a  wonderful  intro- 

duction to  what  you  will  see  in  China. 
Collectors  and  museums  around  the 

world  come  here  to  shop,  but  there  are 
also  less  expensive  treasures  to  buy  for 
your  house.  Around  the  corner:  the 

Friendship  store  where  mainland  Chi- 
nese crafts  are  for  sale — jade  beads,  fur- 

lined  brocade  jackets,  old  and  new  por- 

celain, table  linens,  baskets^  of  all  types.

Australia  had  never  headed  my  list  of 
Places-I-Most-Want-to-See — until  I 

got  there.  I  did  not  expect,  I  could  never 

have  envisaged,  the  actuality  of  this  ex- 
traordinary continent,  where  the  slick 

fagade  of  20th-century  city  life  seems 

precariously  imposed  on  the  ancient,  ee- 
rie, surreal  landscape  of  bush  and  out- 

back that  has  obsessed  artists  and 
writers  since  the  land  was  settled.  The 
contrasts  fascinate.  En  route  to  the 

Hunter  Valley  from  Sydney,  we  drove 
between  cliffs  of  jagged  sandstone  on  a 
road  hacked  out  by  convict  labor  in  the 
last  century,  through  an  alien,  harsh 
countryside  where  only  the  hardy  gum 
trees  can  survive.  Most  beautiful  are  the 

ghost  gums,  their  bark  spectrally  white, 
their  limbs  weirdly  contorted,  so  that  to 

come  upon  them  in  the  dark  must  in- 
deed seem  like  encountering  phantoms. 

With  a  population  of  13  million,  al- 
most half  in  the  three  cities  of  Sydney, 

Melbourne,  and  Adelaide,  Australia  has 

space  to  burn.  Even  on  a  summer  Sun- 
day, the  stretch  of  beaches  above  and  be- 
low Sydney  are  blissfully  uncrowded. 

Interstate  highways  cut  across  treeless 
wastes  for  hundreds  of  miles,  with  here

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and  there  a  lone  building  or  truck.  Kan- 
garoos, emus,  koalas,  dingoes,  the  platy- 

pus, and  other  exotic  forms  of  wildlife 
live  free  in  their  native  habitat.  There  are 

even  thousands  of  wild  camels,  descen- 
dants of  those  imported  to  carry  freight 

across  the  deserts.  Enterprising  entrepre- 
neurs are  now  organizing  camel  safaris. 

My  introduction  to  Australia  was  a 
Qantas  jet,  the  16  hours  flying  time  from 
San  Francisco  to  Sydney  made  swifter 

by  the  camaraderie  of  the  crew.  I  sam- 
pled a  succession  of  Australian  wines 

from  the  dinner  menu  and  found  that 

Australian  wines,  too  little  known  here, 
are  excellent,  especially  the  big  gutsy 
reds.  Contrary  to  what  I  had  heard,  so  is 
the  food.  With  a  range  of  climates  from 
equatorial  to  cool,  Australia  has  a  vast 
variety  of  seafood,  fruits,  and  vegetables. 
Australian  lamb  is  world-famous,  but 

the  grain-fed  beef  is  even  better,  with  an 
incomparable  flavor  and  texture.  Since 
the  liberalized  immigration  policy  of  the 

fifties  opened  the  door  to  "new  Austra- 
lians" from  Europe,  the  once-stodgy 

cooking  has  improved  beyond  belief. 
Swiss,  Italians,  Greeks,  and  Hungarians 
have  revitalized  the  hotels  and  restau- 

rants and  many  of  the  new  generation  of 
Australian  chefs  are  into  nouvelle 
cuisine. 

Starting  point:  Sydney 
The  switch  from  wintry  February  New 
York  to  blazing  summer  sun  banished 

any  jet-lag  fatigue.  An  hour  after  I 
checked  into  the  Sebel  Town  House  in 

Elizabeth  Bay — a  small,  comfortable, 
personal  hotel  with  a  rooftop  sauna  and 
a  pool  and  a  fabulous  French  masseur  to 
unloosen  the  kinks  of  travel — friends 
picked  me  up  and  whisked  me  off  to  a 

Sunday  afternoon  outdoor  party  in  Lav- 
ender Bay,  one  of  the  enchanting  resi- 

dential bays  that  ring  the  harbor.  The 
house,  owned  and  restored  from  room- 

ing house  squalor  by  an  architect,  was 
my  first  glimpse  of  the  1880s  colonial 
style,  with  its  cast-iron  lace  balconies 
and  cool,  high-ceilinged  rooms.  Arched 
windows  framed  glorious  views  of  the 
vast  harbor,  speckled  with  sailboats,  the 
towering  sweep  of  Sydney  Harbour 
Bridge,  and  the  sculptural  lines  of  the 
Opera  House,  a  cluster  of  white  vaulted 
shells  like  a  great  flotilla  moored  at  the 
tip  of  Bennelong  Point,  facing  the  67 
green  acres  of  the  Royal  Botanical  Gar- 

dens. I  was  later  to  learn  that  a  chemical 
embedded  in  the  white  roof  tiles  reacts 

with  rain  to  make  them  self-cleaning. 
Although  residents  are  rather  blase 

about  the  Opera  House,  it  is  something 
no  visitor  should  pass  up.  As  stunningly 
designed  inside  as  out,  the  buildings  ac- 

tually are  a  complete  arts  complex  for 
plays,  movies,  opera,  ballet,  concerts, 
lectures,  art  shows,  and  exhibits.  The 

tours,  conducted  by  well-informed  and 
60 

witty  guides,  mostly  "resting"  young  ac- 
tors, give  new  insights  into  the  compli- 
cated engineering  feats  that  brought  into 

being  the  visionary,  prize-winning  design 
of  Danish  architect  Jorn  Utzon.  While  it 

took  twelve  years  to  build,  most  of  the 
$102  million  construction  costs  were  un- 

derwritten by  a  special  state  lottery,  a 
strategy  our  cities  might  well  copy. 

Like  its  Opera  House,  Sydney  is  total- 
ly water-oriented.  Bayside  householders 

park  their  boats  in  their  front  yards.  Fer- 
ries and  hydrofoils  chug  and  skim  across 

21  square  miles  of  harbor  to  the  Taronga 
Zoo,  the  beaches  and  bays,  carrying 
commuters  and  sightseers.  There  are  day 
and  evening  harbor  cruises  with  meals 
on  board,  a  good  way  to  view  and  get  a 
feeling  of  the  city.  An  experience  I  can 

highly  recommend  is  lunch  at  Doyle's 
on  the  Beach  at  Watson's  Bay,  a  popular 
family-style  restaurant,  where  you  eat 
the  freshest  of  seafood,  prepared  and 
served  at  outdoor  tables.  Shellfish  and 

white  wine  (bring  your  own,  Doyle's  is 
unlicensed)  never  tasted  so  good  as  in 
that  sparkling,  clean  air.  You  should  try 
everything  in  the  seafood  line  while  you 

are  in  Australia — the  large  mud  crabs 

and  smaller  "blue  swimmers"  (like  our 
blue  crabs),  scallops,  abalone,  yabbies 
(freshwater  crayfish),  rock  lobster, 
prawns  (large  shrimp),  tiny  clams  called 

"pipis,"  the  plump  little  rock  oysters, 
and  the  shovel  lobster  (the  grande  cigale 

of  France),  a  weird-looking  crustacean, 
short  of  claw  and  blunt  of  head  that,  ac- 

cording to  the  city  you  are  in,  is  colorful- 
ly called  Balmain  or  Morton  Bay  bug. 

Among  fish,  try  the  barramundi  from 
Queensland,  mullet,  John  Dory,  and whiting. 

Although  Sydney  is  considered  the 
most  American  of  Australian  cities  be- 

cause of  its  modern  downtown  business 

and  shopping  district  of  corporate  head- 
quarters, big  hotels,  and  chic  shops,  to 

me  it  seemed  more  like  a  small  town  that 

a  r 
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had  grown  up  piecemeal,  a  loosely  con- 
nected scattering  of  neighborhoods,  each 

with  its  own  personality.  King's  Crosj 
with  its  night  clubs,  strip  joints,  and 

porno  bookstores  has  a  raffish  air,  bui' 
right  next  to  it  is  respectable,  residentia 
Elizabeth  Bay.  Paddington  and  Wool 

lahra  are  the  trendy,  art-and-antiquei 
areas.  Good  galleries  for  contemporar 
Australian  art  (still  reasonable  in  price 
are  Barry  Stern  and  Gallery  A  in  Pad 
dington,  Rudy  Komon  and  Holdsworth 

in  Woollahra,  where  you'll  also  find  Thi 
Bay  Tree,  a  perfectly  delicious  kitchei 
shop  in  a  mid-Victorian  terrace  hou: 
with  a  bay  tree  at  the  entrance,  a  virii 
over  the  door.  It  was  here  I  encountered 

and  bought,  an  Australian-made  meta 
pate  mold  with  a  spring  press  top  t 
weight  the  pate  down,  one  of  those  valu 
able  inventions  you  wonder  why  no  on< 
thought  of  before.  The  Bay  Tree  gar 
nishes  wrapped  packages  with  a  sprig  c 
fresh  herbs  from  the  garden  in  back 
Double  Bay  has  expensive  apartmen 
houses,  elegant  boutiques,  and  The  Grai 
ton  Galleries  for  antique  silver.  Tuckei 
in  the  shadow  of  the  Sydney  Harbou 
Bridge  is  The  Rocks,  the  oldest  part  o 
the  city,  a  convict  settlement  in  1788 

later  a  sleazy  seaman's  tenderloin,  am now  a  rehabilitated  and  restored  cente 

for  tourist  activities  with  craft  shops,  in 
expensive  restaurants,  and  jazz  joint

has  a  membership-only  wine-tasting 
id  lunch  club  and  a  restaurant  where 

you  can  get  a  plate  of  good  roast  beef 
with  Yorkshire  pudding  and  vegetables, 
a  choice  of  wines,  and  a  glass  of  cham- 

pagne on  the  house  for  a  modest  price. 
A  point  to  bear  in  mind  when  dining 

out  is  that  most  Australian  hotel  dining 
rooms  and  restaurants  are  closed  on 

Sunday  because  of  high  labor  costs.  Chi- 
nese restaurants  and  those  staffed  by  the 

owner's  relatives  are  about  the  only 
places  to  eat. 

For  a  change  of  scene,  make  a  side 
trip  to  the  Hunter  Valley  wine  region, 
about  120  miles  north  of  Sydney.  The 
Hunter,  while  not  as  large-scale  and 
long-established  as  the  better  known 
Barossa  Valley,  is  a  pleasant  place  to 

spend  a  day  or  two.  It's  quiet,  green  and 
pastoral,  with  small  farms,  dairy  herds, 
roadside  produce  stands  alternating  with 
vineyards  (known  as  paddocks),  and 
wineries,  of  which  there  are  about  30  in 
the  lower  Hunter,  10  in  the  upper.  Some, 
but  not  all,  are  open  for  tours,  tastings, 
and  sales.  For  lunch,  try  The  Cellar,  a 
screened  outdoor  restaurant  in  a  shady 
grove  at  Pokolbin  run  by  an  enterprising 
young  couple.  You  can  stay  overnight  at 
a  motel  or  The  Bellbird  Hotel  in  the 

coal-mining  town  of  Cessnock,  an  old 
mining  inn  recently  renovated  and  fur- 

nished with  country  furniture.  Sylves- 
ter's bakery  in  Cessnock  is  famous  for 

damper  bread,  a  crusty,  soft-crumbed, 
round  loaf  named  for  the  unleavened 
bread  of  the  bush  that  was  baked  over-

night  in  a  covered  pot  set  in  a  scooped- 
out  dirt  oven. 

On  the  way  back  to  Sydney,  detour  off 
the  expressway  to  Brooklyn  on  the 
Hawkesbury,  home  of  the  famous  rock 
oysters,  grown  on  piles  in  the  river,  at 
their  fattest  and  best  in  October-Novem- 

ber and  February-March.  You  can  lunch 
on  a  plate  of  freshly  opened  oysters  at  a 

pub  called  The  Angler's  Rest.  The 
Hawkesbury,  a  lovely,  meandering  river 
with  many  backwaters  and  tributaries 
that  empties  into  the  ocean  at  Broken 
Bay,  just  above  Palm  Beach,  can  be 
cruised  by  launch  or  rental  boat.  A  must 
for  lunch  or  dinner  is  the  Berowra  Wa- 

ters Inn  on  the  Hawkesbury,  where 
Tony  and  Gay  Bilson,  young  and  ardent 
practitioners  of  nouvelle  cuisine,  serve 
the  most  delicious  and  imaginative  food 
I  had  in  Australia.  Etched  in  my  memo- 

ry is  Tony's  first-course  salad  of  sorrel, 
endive,  green  beans,  yabbies,  and  wal- 

nuts with  a  slightly  warm  dressing  of 
walnut  oil  with  red  basil.  When  I  was 
there,  the  Inn  was  only  open  Friday 

through  Sunday,  with  reservations  nec- 
essary at  least  a  month  in  advance. 

Melbourne,  the  second  city 

Melbourne,  Australia's  second  largest 
city  and  the  capital  of  Victoria,  is  spa- 

cious and  serene,  more  slow-paced  than 
Sydney.  Ringed  by  parklands  and  dotted 
with  public  gardens,  Melbourne  has  a 
conservative,  old-style  British  charm — 
and  also,  surprisingly,  a  Greek  popula- 

tion second  only  to  Athens,  the  result  of 
post-war  immigration  which  brought 
Greeks  and  Italians  to  the  city.  You  can 

get  a  glimpse  of  this  if  you  make  an  ear- 
ly-morning visit  to  the  16  1/2-acre  cov- 

ered Victoria  Market  on  Victoria  Street, 

which  is  in  operation  Tuesday,  Thurs- 
day, Friday,  and  Saturday.  Alongside 

the  shops  and  stalls  selling  Austrahan 

lamb  and  'roo  (kangaroo)  meat,  local 
seafood,  and  exotica  like  lemon  cucum- 

bers and  the  tamarillo  or  New  Zealand 
tomato,  are  Greek,  Italian,  and  Middle 
Eastern  foods.  Just  across  the  street 
from  the  market  are  unpretentious  cafes 
where  you  can  get  a  cup  of  excellent 

espresso. 
I  happen  to  love  walking  cities,  and 

Melbourne  is  stroller's  heaven.  In  East 
Melbourne,  one  of  the  earliest  and  most 

prosperous  suburbs,  are  streets  and  ter- 
races of  graceful  19th-century  houses — 

privately  owned  and  not  open  to  the 
public,  but  you  can  admire  the  exteriors. 

That's  but  a  step  from  the  Melbourne 
Hilton,  should  you  be  staying  there, 

where  you  can  pick  up  a  brochure  iden- 
tifying the  houses.  High  Street  has  some 

of  Australia's  best  antique  shops,  spe- 
cializing in  Australian  Victoriana  and 

some  European  antiques.  Two  of  the 
best  I  visited  were  Hydra  Antiques  and 
Graham  Geddes.  Good  buys  in  Austra- 

lia,  II  you  are  iookmg  tor  somethmg  d 
ferent,  are  antiques,  contempora 
Australian  art  (a  gouache  in  a  show 
the  work  of  Ray  Crooke,  who  pain 
powerful  Gauguinesque  scenes  of  tl 
North  Coast  of  Queensland,  was  aroui 
$450),  aboriginal  handcrafts,  opals  ai 
other  semiprecious  stones,  leather,  ai 
fur. 

Spare  a  morning  to  wander  throuj 
the  88  acres  of  the  Royal  Botanical  Ga 
dens,  off  St.  Kilda  Road,  with  its  bla 
of  flowers,  glades,  and  ornamental  lake 
Right  opposite  is  The  National  Galle 
of  Victoria,  which  has  to  be  one  of  tl 
loveliest  and  most  restful  of  modern  m 
seums.  A  curtain  wall  of  water  at  tl 
entrance  masks  street  noise  and  coc 
the  building  in  the  summer.  An  exce 
tional  stained  glass  ceiling  floats  over  tl 
main  hall  and  pads  are  thoughtfully  a 
ranged  on  the  floor,  so  you  can  gaze  u 
ward  without  getting  a  crick  in  yo 
neck.  Among  the  usual  museum  exhibi 
is  a  panoramic  collection  of  Australia 
art  from  the  19th  century  to  the  prese 
that  traces,  in  a  variety  of  styles,  the  wi 
lure  of  the  landscape.  Check  to  see 
there  are  any  special  exhibits.  I  saw  < 
Australian  crafts  show  and  a  fascinatit 

photographic  exhibit  of  Mawson' Scott's,  and  Shackelton's  Antarctic 
peditions,  with  one  amazing  sequenc 
captioned  and  signed  by  Shackleton, 
the  Endeavor  being  crushed  by  the  ice, 
slice  of  history  captured  in  the  camera 
eye.  You  can  lunch  here  in  the  resta 
rant  or  cafeteria. 

The  best  of  the  city  restaurants  is  u 
doubtedly  The  Two  Faces  in  Soul

cruising  the  natural

The  Galapagos  Islands,  where  Charles 
Darwin  formulated  his  theory  on  evolu- 

tion, are  now  readily  accessible  from  Los 
Angeles,  Chicago,  New  York,  Boston, 
and  many  other  cities  in  the  U.S.  The 
best  way  to  see  the  islands  and  the  in- 

credible wildlife  they  harbor  is  still  the 
route  Darwin  took — a  boat  trip  round 
the  islands.  Here  is  a  first-hand  account 
by  John  Wickland  of  Phoenix,  Ariz.,  of 
such  a  trip.

Healesville  has  a  large  wildlife 
sanctuary.  For  more  elegant 

architecture,  you  don't  have 
to  go  farther  than  the  city. 
Como,  a  Georgian  mansion 
purchased  by  the  National 
Trust  with  much  of  the  origi- 

nal furniture,  is  in  South 
Yarra,  overlooking  the  Yarra 
River. 

Adelaide, 
the  third  city 
Adelaide,   more  provincial 

than  Sydney  and  Melbourne, 
sprawls  across  a  40-by-4-mile 
area.  It's  so  uncrowded  that 
only  recently  have  houses 
been  built  on  the  hills  and 
what  we  would  think  of  as 
valuable  downtown  corner 

property  is  frequently  occu- 
pied by  a  one-story  pub. 

While  not  a  place  to  spend 
much  time  in,  it  is  a  good  base 
for  side  trips  to  wine  valleys, 
mountains  and  wildlife  re- 

serves, Kangaroo  Island's beaches,  and  outback  tours  to 
Central  Australia  and  the 

opal  fields. 
Although  my  restaurant  ex- 

perience in  Adelaide  was  lim- 
ited,  I  can  recommend 

Benjamin's  on  War  Memorial 
Drive  for  a  great  view  of  the 
lake  and  equally  great  sea- 

food, including  South  Austra- 
lia's own  rock  lobster  and 

super-fresh  local  whiting 
cooked  in  every  imaginable 

style.  Benjamin's  dessert  list has  that  Australian  classic, 
Pavlova,  a  froth  of  meringue 
with  strawberries  and  cream. 

Chesser's  Cellar,  fun  for 
lunch  downtown,  is  a  wine 
bar  with  simple,  hearty  buffet 

food,  a  stunning  old  black- 

wood  bar,  and  a  clientele  of 
businessmen,  wire  men,  and 

journalists. 
It's  just  45  miles  •rem  Ad- 

elaide to  the  Barossa  Valley, 

largest,  oldest,  i<nd  best- 
known  of  the  wint  regions. 
Settled  by  Lutherans  in  1842, 
the  Barossa  is  solidly  German 
in  architecture,  atmosphere, 

food,  and  dialect — Barossa 
Deutsch.  Most  of  the  famous 

winery  names  are  here:  Orlan- 
do, Leo  Buring,  Penfold,  Sal- 

tram,  Seppelt,  the  Kaiser 
Stuhl  Co-Operative,  and  the 
valley  is  geared  to  the  tourists 
who  flock  there  for  tours  and 
tastings.  Most  imposing  of  all 
the  wineries  (and  so  unexpect- 

ed as  to  be  hilarious)  is  Sep- 
peltsfield,  the  pseudo-baronial 
estate  of  the  founder,  Joseph 

Seppelt,  which  is  approached 
by  long  allee  of  imported 

palm  trees.  Apart  from  winer- 
ies, the  Barossa  has  art  galler- 

ies  and  antique  shops, 
German  restaurants  like  Die 
Weinstube,  and  in  the  town  of 
Angaston,  a  factory  where 

you  can  buy  superb  sun-dried 
Australian  apricots  and  other 
dried  fruits.

A  longer,  but  worthwhile  trek  is  to 
Robe  in  South  Australia,  about  a  three- 
hour  drive  on  Princess  Highway.  Robe  is 
where  the  rock  lobsters  are  caught,  their 
huge  tails  frozen  and  exported,  and  it 
could  be  a  New  England  fishing  village 
except  that  the  accent  is  Australian.  I 
could  happily  have  spent  two  or  three 
days  on  the  beaches  and  rocky  shores. 
As  it  was,  I  had  to  settle  for  a  choppy 
trip  out  into  the  ocean  on  a  lobster  boat 
and  a  lunch  of  fresh-from-the-water  lob- 

ster, split  and  broiled  whole,  and  Coor- 
ong  mullet  from  the  backwater  inlets  at 
the  Caledonian  Inn,  a  restored  1858  pub 
run  as  a  hotel  by  Ken  and  Rhonda 

Whitehead.  It's  a  darling  place  with  six 
spanking-fresh  bedrooms,  dining  room, 
a  tap  room  with  a  stone  fireplace,  and 
old  photos  of  Robe,  and  a  small  suntrap 

Melbourne,  Australians  second  largest 
city,  has  an  old-style  British  charm. 

patio  at  the  back  paved  with  4-inch  cross 
sections  of  pine  set  in  sand,  an  idea  cop- 

ied from  the  stables,  where  it  was  used  to 

clean  the  horses'  hooves. 
From  Robe  it  was  back  to  Adelaide, 

then  to  Sydney  for  the  Qantas  flight 
home,  the  end  of  a  trip  that  had  been  all 
too  short.  I  felt  I  had  barely  scratched 
the  surface  of  this  huge  continent.  There 
is  still  so  much  I  itch  to  see — the  islands 
and  underwater  life  of  the  Great  Barrier 
Reef,  Alice  Springs  and  the  outback,  the 
tropical  shores  around  Darwin,  Bris- 

bane's Gold  Coast — and  more  I  want  to 
do,  like  taking  a  camel  safari,  a  lazy 
cruise  up  the  Hawkesbury,  the  cross- 
continental  Indian-Pacific  Express.  That 
will  all  have  to  wait  until  next  time. 

Getting  there 
A  Qantas  747-B  flies  daily  from  San 
Francisco  to  Sydney-Melbourne  with  a 
stop  in  Honolulu.  (Some  people  like  to 
get  off  in  Honolulu,  spend  a  few  days  on 
the  beach,  and  continue  on  to  Australia 
a  few  days  later  on  the  same  Qantas 
flight.)  The  U.S.  domestic  carriers  pro- 

vide good  connections  to  San  Francisco 
from  cities  around  the  country.  For  the 
first  time  this  year,  there  are  budget 
fares  to  the  South  Pacific.  They  vary 
from  season  to  season,  so  check  Qantas 
for  the  most  advantageous  fares.  ■

Take  a  Victorian 
walk  on  a  modern 
main  street 

BY  PATRICIA  BROOKS 

A  world  away  from  the  whirl  of  Chica- 

go— but  just  an  afternoon's  drive — is 
Galena,  Illinois,  an  old  trading  town  still 
as  it  was  in  the  19th  century,  thanks  to 
the  restoration  efforts  of  its  residents. 
Galena  was  once  the  commercial  and 
cultural  center  of  the  Northwest  Territo- 

ry and  hit  its  stride  in  the  mid- 1880s 
when  the  local  lead  it  mined  (and 

shipped  down  the  bustling  Galena  Riv- 
er) supplied  almost  the  entire  U.S.  When 

the  lead  mines  were  exhausted,  progress 
by-passed  Galena  and  so  did  modem  ar- 

chitecture. The  result:  a  splendid  neo- 
classical and  Victorian  town  that's  not  a 

museum. 
Galena  quite  definitely  has  a  life  of  its 

own  in  the  20th  century.  It  is  home  to 
scores  of  craftsmen  and  artists  who  have 
turned  the  old  stores  and  offices  that  line 
the  curved  center  of  town  into  handsome 
shops  and  restaurants.  And  refugees 
from  Chicago  and  preservation-minded 
local  residents  have  joined  forces  to  re- 

store the  old  Galena  houses  they  live  in. 
Even  the  utilitarian  buildings  on  Main 
Street — which  looks  like  you  always 
thought  Main  Street  should — are  fine 
examples  of  19th-century  life. 

The  Great  Galena  Tea  Company,  a 
restaurant  on  the  ground  floor  of  the  his- 

toric DeSoto  Hotel,  is  one  of  the  best 

examples  of  the  recent  renovation  ef- 
forts. Exposed  brick  interior  walls,  enor- 
mous macrame  wall  hangings,  lots  of 

hanging  greenery,  sturdy  oak  tables 
scrubbed  of  all  finish  make  the  restau- 

rant contemporary  without  disturbing 
the  framework  of  the  1855  building.  The 
food  is  light  and  freshly  prepared.  From 
the  balcony  above,  Lincoln  gave  a 
speech  in  1856,  and  Stephen  Douglas 
campaigned  from  it  in  1858.  When  Ulys- 

ses S.  Grant  was  running  for  president, 
he  made  the  DeSoto  his  campaign  head- 

quarters. Streams  of  celebrities  have 
passed  through  the  hotel  doors.  The  pre- 

sent owners  are  undertaking  restoration 
of  the  hotel  room  by  room. 

You  can  stay  at  the  DeSoto  or  in  one 
of  two  attractive  Victorian  houses  in  the 

hills  overlooking  the  town.  The  Victori- 
an Mansion,  now  a  hotel,  is  sparsely  and 

attractively  furnished  with  turn-of-the- 
century  flair.  The  Stillman  Manor, 
across  the  river  and  up  another  hill,  is  an 
ambitious  and  appealing  restoration 
where  you  can  sleep  and  dine  as  well. 
Stillman  was  a  dry-goods  merchant  who 
outfitted  wagons  heading  west.  A  close 

friend  of  Grant's,  he  entertained  Grant 70 

and  other  generals  at  dinner.  At  both 
these  hotels,  a  double  is  about  $25. 

A  few  steps  down  the  same  street  is 
General  Grant's  house.  Built  in  1859  as 
a  modified  Italian  villa,  it  was  presented 
to  the  Grants  in  1865  as  a  present  from 
the  town.  Today  it  is  state-owned,  open 
free  to  the  public  from  9  a.m.  to  5  p.m. daily. 

If  you  go  for  a  weekend,  be  sure  to 
explore  the  side  streets  lined  with  pros- 

perous, gingerbready  Victorian  houses. 

Poke  through  the  town's  25  antique 
shops,  watch  the  hand-operated  presses 
cranking  out  replica  newspapers  at  the 
Galena  Gazette  Museum  &  Printery  on 
Main  Street,  where  you  can  read  a  fea- 

ture article  Lincoln  wrote  for  the  Ga- 
zette. Then  visit  the  Illinois  Central 

Depot,  a  brick  treasure  of  an  1857  build- 
ing, from  which  the  Grants  left  Galena 

for  the  White  House,  and  also,  the 

Stockade,  the  town's  oldest  landmark, 
where  settlers  clustered  for  refuge  dur- 

ing the  Black  Hawk  War. 

If  the  weather's  good,  canoe  down  the 
gentle  Galena  River  or  take  a  sightseeing 
excursion  on  the  Lady  M,  a  twin  paddle- 
wheeler.  In  summer,  don't  miss  the 
Farmer's  Market  on  Saturday  mornings. 
In  mid-June  there's  an  Arts  and  Crafts 
Festival.  The  last  weekend  in  September 
is  the  Historic  Houses  Tour  that  in- 

cludes both  simple  Cornish  miners' 
houses  (restored  and  furnished  with 
American  antiques)  and  also  Belvedere, 

a  22-room  Victorian  marvel,  the  town's 
most  imposing  house.  Grant's  pre-Civil 
War  house,  still  privately  owned,  is  often 
a  part  of  this  weekend  tour. 

How  to  gel  there 
Take  the  train — Amtrak  runs  daily  from 

Chicago  to  Galena.  Or  if  you're  driving. 
Galena  is  160  miles  from  the  Loop  in 
Chicago,  15  miles  from  Dubuque,  Iowa 
on  U.S.  20.  ■

How  to  add  to  your  parents' retirement  income  and  save  on  taxes 

It's  no  great  news  that  the  people  who 
have  been  most  hit  by  the  high  rate  of 
inflation  are  retired  people,  many  of 
whom  have  to  live  on  a  fixed  income. 
Hardly  anyone,  but  especially  retirees, 
was  prepared  for  the  kind  of  inflation  we 
now  have,  and  what  might  have  seemed  a 
comfortable  retirement  income  a  decade 
ago  may  well  be  less  than  adequate 
today. 

We  all  want  to  help  out  our  parents, 
but  many  of  us  make  two  very  common 
mistakes:  We  either  give  them  money  or 
income-earning  property.  If  you  give 
money,  you  have  to  do  it  with  after-tax 
dollars.  If  you're  in  the  50  percent 
bracket,  for  example,  you'd  have  to  earn 
$2,000  for  each  $1000  you  give  them. 
And  if  you  give  income-producing  as- 

sets, you  will  saddle  your  parents  with 
the  burden  of  managing  the  assets. 

There  are  better  ways  to  help  out  your 
parents.  Some  will  even  help  you  save  on 
income  taxes  as  well  as  help  them  pare 
down  their  estate  taxes.  Here  are  a  few 

possibilities  you  might  look  into: 
1.  If  your  parents  have  property  that 

doesn't  generate  any  income,  consider 
buying  it  from  them — either  on  an  in- 

stallment basis  or  for  a  private  annuity. 
For  example,  you  might  buy  their  vaca- 

tion home  or  some  antiques  that  they 
planned  to  bequeath  you.  Or  you  might 
buy  the  house  they  live  in.  Whatever  you 
do,  consult  your  tax  attorney  or  accoun- 

tant, so  the  deal  can  be  set  up  in  a  way 
that  will  be  free  of  IRS  hassles.  For  ex- 

ample, if  your  parents  continue  to  live  in 
the  house,  be  sure  to  charge  a  fair  mar- 

ket rent.  And  if  you  plan  to  resell  the 
property,  have  an  accountant  help  you 
figure  out  your  capital  gains  liability — it 
can  be  very  tricky. 

Your  parents  will  be  able  to  spread 
their  capital  gains  on  the  transfer  over  a 
number  of  years.  If  they  sell  their  princi- 

pal residence,  they  may  not  even  be  lia- 
ble to  a  capital  gains  tax — thanks  to  the 

new  $100,000  exclusion  on  capital  gains 
for  the  sale  of  principal  homes  by  people 

55  or  older.  So  they'll  get  more  after-tax 
income  to  live  on.  (If  you  use  an  install- 

ment sale,  make  sure  the  amount  you 
pay  your  folks  in  the  first  year  comes  to 
no  more  than  30  percent  of  the  total 
sales  price  or  the  IRS  will  not  allow  the 

Plus  the  advantage 

of  two  safe-deposit 
boxes,  money 

you  didn't  know  you 
had,  amending 
your  tax  returns 
installment  sale.)  If  you  buy  the  proper- 

ty, it  will  be  removed  from  your  parents' 
taxable  estate,  which  means  a  lower  es- 

tate tax,  leaving  more  for  their  heirs. 

And  finally,  there's  no  gift  tax  to  worry 
about,  because  it  is  a  sale,  not  a  gift. 

2.  You  might  also  consider  giving 
them  your  partnership  interest  in  a  tax 
shelter  that  is  starting  to  generate  in- 

come instead  of  tax-deductible  losses. 
That  will  help  you  both.  You  will  be 

spared  the  problem  of  additional  un- 
earned income  that  could  throw  you  into 

a  higher  tax  bracket;  they  will  get  the  tax 

shelter's  income.  Ask  your  accountant 
about  your  gift-tax  liability  in  this  trans- 

action, and  make  sure  you  won't  trigger 
a  depreciation  recapture,  which  could 

happen  if  you  give  your  parents  an  inter- 
est in  a  real-estate  tax  shelter.  When  de- 

preciation is  recaptured,  it  is  taxed  as 
unearned  income,  at  up  to  a  70  percent 
rate. 

3.  You  could  give  income-earning  se- 
curities to  a  charity's  pooled  income 

fund  and  name  your  parents  as  benefi- 
ciary. The  beneficiaries  receive  a  pro  rata 

share  of  the  income  generated  by  the 
fund's  assets. 

When  you  give  the  property  to  chari- 

ty, you'll  get  an  immediate  tax  deduction based  on  IRS  actuarial  tables.  The 

amount  you'll  be  able  to  deduct  depends 
on  the  amount  of  the  income  and  the  life 

expectancy  of  the  beneficiary.  When  the 
beneficiary  dies,  the  property  will  belong 
totally  to  the  charity,  unless  you  name 
yourself  or  someone  else  as  a  secondary 
life  income  beneficiary.  However,  if  you 

do  that,  you'll  dramatically  lower  the 
amount  you  can  deduct  when  you  make 
the  contribution. 

If  you  have  someone  else  as  the  in- 
come beneficiary,  you  will  be  liable  for  a 

gift  tax  on  the  actuarial  value  of  the 

gift — the  income  stream  your  benefic 
ry  is  expected  to  receive.  And  since  it 

a  gift  of  a  future  interest,  you  won't 
able  to  use  your  annual  $3,000  gift-t 
exclusion  to  shield  yourself  from  part 
all  of  the  tax.  However,  you  can  beat  t 
gift  tax  liability  by  retaining  the  right 
revoke  the  life  gift.  The  income  the  ber 
ficiary  receives  is  then  a  gift  of  a  pres( 
interest — which  can  be  covered  by  t 
gift-tax  exclusion.  If  you  do  that,  part 
the  donation  may  be  taxed  in  yo 
estate. 

4.  You  could  also  create  a  short-tei 
trust  for  your  parents,  which  is  set 
for  at  least  ten  years  and  a  day  a 
would  pay  them  any  income  the  assets 
it  earn.  Since  they,  and  not  you,  recei 

the  income,  they'll  be  liable  for  the  t 
on  the  income  they  receive.  But  chan( 

are  they'll  pay  little  or  nothing  sin 
they  will  be  in  a  very  low  tax  brack 
When  the  trust  ends,  all  the  assets  in 
revert  to  you. 

5.  Finally,  you  might  consider  givi 
an  interest-free  loan.  The  tax  liability 
any  income  earned  by  the  money  yi 
lend  your  parents  will  be  shifted 
them.  If  you  make  out  a  formal  lo; 
agreement,  the  money  they  owe  you  w 
be  paid  by  their  estate. 

Why  you  need  two 
safety-deposit  boxes 
If  you  store  important  papers  in  a  sa 
deposit  box,  you  should  consider  renti 

a  second  one  in  your  spouse's  name, 
many  states,  a  safe-deposit  box  is  temf 
rarily  sealed  when  the  person  who  rei 
ed  it  dies.

If  you  have  let  a  whole-life  insurance 
policy  lapse  for  some  reason,  you  may  be 
in  Hne  for  a  pleasant  surprise:  The  poli- 

cy's cash  value  build-up  or  savings  ele- 
ment could  be  quite  large,  depending  on 

how  long  you've  owned  the  policy. 
When  a  policy  lapses,  the  insurance 

company  sends  out  a  series  of  reminders, 
which  usually  give  you  a  number  of  op- 

tions: (1)  continue  the  policy;  (2)  cash  it 
in  for  its  paid-up  cash  value;  (3)  use  the 
cash  value  to  buy  a  paid-up  life  insur- 

ance policy;  or  (4)  use  the  cash  value  to 
buy  an  extended  term  policy. 

If  you  ignored  the  reminders,  as  many 
people  do,  the  company  probably  used 

your  policy's  cash  value  to  pay  for  an 
extended  term  policy  for  you.  If  that 
doesn't  fit  with  your  insurance  needs, 
contact  the  company,  ask  it  to  terminate 

the  policy  and  return  any  cash  that's  left 
to  you. 

Tax  briefs 

If  you  filed  your  1978  tax  returns  and 
discover  an  overlooked  deduction,  you 
can  still  take  it.  All  you  have  to  do  is  file 
Form  1040X — an  amended  tax  return 
that  can  be  used  to  correct  returns  up  to 
three  years  old.  You  simply  refigure 

your  taxes  after  taking  the  new  tax  de- 
duction into  account. 

However,  you'd  be  wise  to  file  only  if 
the  deduction  you  overlooked  is  signifi- 

cant. Amending  a  tax  return  can  mean, 

for  one  thing,  that  the  return  you're 
changing  will  be  looked  at  again — and 

that  could  start  an  audit  if  something's amiss.  And,  it  starts  the  clock  on  the 

statute  of  limitations  all  over  again — giv- 
ing the  IRS  more  time  to  check  into  last 

year's  return. 

Title  insurance saving 

If  you're  buying  a  house  that  has  been 
sold  before  within  the  past  five  years, 

you  might  be  able  to  save  on  title  insur- 
ance. The  company  that  wrote  the  title 

insurance  for  the  house  may  have  a  spe- 

cial reissue  rate,  since  it^ really  doesn't 
have  to  go  through  the  process  of  an- 

other full  title  search.  Ask  the  seller 
where  he  bought  title  insurance  and  ask 

the  company  if  there's  a  special  reissue 
rate — many  companies  don't  mention 
the  lower  rate  unless  you  ask.  ■

How  to  eat  healthfully  and  thriftily  is  something  that  everybody 

thinks  about.  Here's  a  gardener  who  has  a  novel  plan:  If  weeds  are 
becoming  a  nuisance,  eating  them  is  the  best  revenge. 
Dr.  and  Mrs.  David  L.  Hill  have  a  shady  old  house 
in  Southport,  Conn.,  but  they  garden  in  a  sunny 

quarter-acre  of  a  friend's  field.  "If  you're  always 
cultivating  and  planting  as  we  are,  you  have  a

Small  space  is  becoming  as  American  as 
apple  pie,  and  we  are  all  trying  to  find  ways  to 

cope  with  it.  First,  it's  essential  to  develop  a 
respect  for  the  people  you  live  with— one 

person's  inalienable  nght  is  another  person's 
invasion  of  privacy.  Second,  you  should 

master  the  art  of  storage —the  most  practical 
challenge  of  small  space  is  where  to  put 

everything  you  need  in  your  life.  Finally,  re- 
member that  small  space  responds  to  the 

intnguing  paradox  of  flexibility  plus  discipline 

—by  all  means  turn  the  hall  closet  into  an 

office,  but  once  installed,  you'll  have  to  be  a 
very  tidy  worker 

None  of  this  is  easy  but  human  beings  are 
resourceful  and  infinitely  adaptable.  If  panic 

sets  in,  be  comforted  by  Leonardo  da  Vinci's 
reassuring  observation:  "Small  rooms 
or  dwellings  set  the  mind  in  the  nght  path; 

large  ones  cause  it  to  go  astray"  To  help  you 
keep  your  mind  in  the  right  path,  here  is  a 

neat  pile  of  less-is-more  ideas  that  will  work  to 
make  the  most  of  your  space  at  home. 

Make  space  move  —  paint 
walls  House  &  Garden  Sky  Blue 
to  make  them  look  farther  away, 

suggests  designer  Joseph  Lembo. 
Put  tables  and  seating  on  casters. 
A  space  for  living  should  be  a 

living  thing— adaptable  to  vari- 
ous functions  and  moods. 

Give  a  living  area  the  feel- 
ing of  t%vo  rooms  in  one,  says 

designer  Samuel  Botero.  Divide 

it  with  a  freestanding,  two-sided 
storage  unit  with  closets,  a 
pantry,  kitchen  counterspace, 
and  a  pass-through  opening  for 
easy  entertaining.  To  turn  a  big 
bed  into  a  sofa  during  the  day, 

put  it  on  casters  and  roll  the  top 
end  into  a  recess  built  into  the 

storage  unit.  Store  pillows  inside 
quilted  covers,  and  you  have  a 

pillow-backed  sofa. 

To  learn  how  to  make  much  of  a 

small  space,  look  for  books  and 
examples  of  Japanese  art  at 
libraries  and  museums.  The 

Japanese  are  past  masters  at 

making  interiors  and  gardens— 
miniscule  arrangements  that 
both  rest  and  delight  the  eye: 
Shibui,  elegant  simplicity. 

For  small-space  pattern— 

tiny  tiles.  Remember  the  white- 
and-black  tiles  in  your  grand- 

mother's bathroom?  You  have 
more  than  40  colors  to  choose 

from  with  American  Olean  Tile's 
ceramic  mosaic  tiles— they  come 
in  1-  and  2-inch  squares  and  in 
2-inch  hexagons,  pregrouted, 
backing  mounted,  or  loose.

These  are  vital  issues  these 

days,  and  international  experts 
are  trying  to  come  up  with 
ideas  to  solve  the  problems  of 
Hving  in  a  shrinking  world.  But 
the  extraordinarily  cheering 
thing  is  that  small  space  turns 
out  to  be  not  only  inevitable, 
but  desirable. 

This  is  not  just  House  & 
Garden  putting  a  Pollyanna 
face  on  things.  Talks  with  psy- 

chologists involved  in  research 
on  overcrowding,  density,  and 

space,  confirm  the  good  news. 
"We  have  consistently  found 
that  the  amount  of  space  is  not 

the  most  important  thing,"  says 
Kathleen  Love,  an  environmen- 

tal psychologist  at  the  City 
University  of  New  York  Grad- 

uate Center.

studying  architecture  at  the 

Pratt  Institute  and  is  a  member 

of  the  Interiors  Work  Group, 

agrees.  "It's  purely  a  question 

of  organization.  FamiHes  must 

work  it  out.  Rules  about  per- 

sonal space,  where  children 

play,  where  each  family  mem- 

ber can  be  private,  are  the  sa- 
lient factors  in  small-space 

living.  Organize  that,  and  you 

can  be  very  happy." 
If  the  key  to  small-space  liv- 

ing is  organization,  what  does 

that  entail?  Billy  Baldwin,  one 

of  the  country's  best-known  de- 

signers, has  consistently  chosen 
to  live  in  the  tiniest  houses  and 

apartments  imaginable  (see 
House  &  Garden,  April,  1979). 

He  compares  life  in  these  small 

spaces  to  living  on  a  boat.  "Ev- 
erything must  be  in  its  place. 

And  above  all,  simplify." 
There  are  two  ways  designers 

usually  cope  with  small  spaces: 

(1)  give  people  the  space  and  let 

them  add  closets,  filing  cabi- 
nets, and  so  forth,  as  they  need 

them;  (2)  design  the  space  with 

everything  built  in.  Other  de- 
sign techniques  include  high 

ceilings,  which  often  counteract 

feehngs  of  crampedness.  Win- 
dows help  open  up  space. 

White  walls  are  one  of  Mr. 

Baldwin's  favorite  space-open- 

ing devices.  Or  there's  the  op- 
posite tack— using  dark  walls 

or  fabrics  to  envelop  you  in  the 
coziness  of  small  space. 

The  environmental  psycholo- 
gists add  their  own  ideas  to 

these  technical  suggestions. 

"We  all  want  to  personalize  our 
space.  Even  in  the  smallest 

apartments,  there  should  be  de- 
finable places  which  belong  to 

each  individual — the  children's 

play  area,  the  father's  den, 
mother's  workroom — all  invio- 

late territory." 
Although  this  is  the  ideal,  in 

most  cases,  unfortunately,  stud- 
ies show  that  the  woman  tends 

to  sacrifice  her  space  for  the 
others.  Even  the  kitchen,  her 
traditional  bastion,  is  open  to 
invasion  from  the  rest  of  the 

family.  (Why  else  did  Virginia 
Woolf  write  a  book  called  A 

Room  of  One's  Ownf) 
This  pattern  is  changing  for 

certain  women.  Lynn  Paxson 

mentions  that  the  rise  in  profes- 
sional couples  (bt)th  husband 

and  wife  in  full-time  jobs),  is

What's  in  store  behind  mirrored 

doors  in  this  one-room  city  apart- 
ment? A  foldaway  bed  that  hides

set  for  storage.  "It's  my  extra 
room— where  you'd  least  expect 
it,"  says  designer  Claude  Lang- 
with,  who  lives  and  works  in  this 

14-by-l  6-foot  space.  The  cozy  bed

f  some  of  the  mirroring  ideas  on 
these  and  the  following  pages 

make  you  want  to  try  them  your- 
self, this  run-down  should  get 

you  started. 
Should  it  be  glass  or  plastic, 

film  or  metal?  Do  you  want  pan- 
els, or  would  mosaics  or  tiles  be 

easier  and  give  the  same  effect?  Would  a 
tinted  mirror  be  an  advantage?  These  are 
some  of  the  considerations  to  keep  in  mind 

when  you're  shopping  for  a  mirror. 
In  most  cases,  mirrors  should  be  profes- 

sionally installed  unless  the  job  is  a  small 

one— such  as  installing  a  door  mirror— so 
when  you  compare  the  prices  of  the  dif- 

ferent kinds  of  mirrors,  be  sure  to  get  an 
estimate  of  the  installation  cost. 

All  of  the  mirror  types  listed  below  come 
in  several  colors  and  some  also  come  in 

textured  or  antique  finishes. 

Glass  mirrors 

High-quality  glass  mirrors  are  usually  made 
from  float  glass.  In  this  relatively  new  pro- 

cess, molten  glass  is  pulled  through  a  press 
and,  while  still  hot,  allowed  to  flow  over  a 

pool  of  molten  metal  which  smoothes  and 
polishes  it.  When  it  cools,  it  is  sprayed  with 
a  silver  mirroring  solution.  Plate  glass, 
which  makes  mirrors  of  equally  high 
quality,  is  made  by  polishing  and  grinding 
glass  after  it  is  cooled.  Then  it  is  mirrored. 
Sheet  glass  mirrors,  the  least  expensive,  are 
not  polished  or  ground,  and  therefore 
usually  have  distortions. 

Glass  mirrors  give  the  clearest,  most 

sparkling  reflections.  They  are  long-lasting 
and  resist  scratches.  But  they  are  heavy  in 
large  pieces  and  can  break  easily. 

Glass  mirror  tiles— usually  in  packages 
of  six  12-inch  squares— are  designed  for 
do-it-yourself  installation.  They  do  not  give 
the  streamlined  effect  that  sheets  do,  the 
reflection  is  disconnected.  Even  smaller 
than  tiles  are  mirror  mosaics,  which  come 
backed  with  fabric  so  they  can  be  cut  with 
scissors  into  the  desired  shape.  They  are 

easy  to  work  with,  but  have  the  same  dis- 
advantage as  tiles. 

Rigid  plastic  mirrors 
Acrylic  sheets  can  be  mirrored  the  same 
way  as  glass.  They  go  by  trade  names  like 

Plexiglas  Mirror  or  Plexi-view.  Plastic  mir- 
rors are  lightweight  and  flexible— they  can 

be  cut  or  heat-bent  to  your  specifications. 
And  they  are  difficult  to  break.  If  they  are 
damaged,  for  example,  if  the  mirroring 

chips,  they  can  usually  be  repaired.  For  lit- 
tle jobs,  they  are  easy  to  install  yourself; 

they  often  come  with  double-faced  foam 
strip  adhesives  so  they  can  be  installed  and 
removed  from  the  wall  more  easily  than 

glass  mirrors. 
However,  the  reflection  from  plastic  mir- 

rors is  not  as  crisp  as  the  reflection  from 
glass  mirrors.  Plastic  mirrors  scratch  easily, 
and  since  they  are  not  fire  resistant,  safety 
ordinances  should  be  checked  before  they 
are  installed. 

Soft  plastic  mirrors 
Soft  plastic  mirrors  are  made  by  stretching 
a  mirrored  polyester  film  over  a  frame  and 
then  heat-sealing  it  to  the  frame.  Trade 
names  for  these  soft  plastic  mirrors  are 
Mirrorlite  and  Mirrex.  They  are  even  more 
lightweight  and  easy  to  install  than  the  rigid 
plastic  mirrors.  And,  like  the  rigid  plastic 

mirrors,  they  often  come  with  a  self- 
adhesive  backing.  But  they  must  be  made  to 
size  at  the  factory  since  they  cannot  be  cut 
on  the  job.  They  can  be  punctured  and  are 
not  fire  resistant. 

Soft  plastic  mirrors  are  not  widely  dis- 
tributed, but  you  can  order  them  directly 

from  the  manufacturers  (Mirrorlite  Divi- 

sion, Kamar  Products  Inc.,  Irvington-on- 
Hudson,  N.Y.  10533;  Mirrex  Corp.,  1634 
East  Elizabeth  Ave.,  Linden,  N.J.  07036), 

specifying  the  exact  dimensions  you  want. 

Mirrored  plastic  lilm 
Polyester  film  can  be  aluminized  on  the 
back  to  form  a  mirrored  film  (the  kind  that 
is  used  in  making  the  soft  plastic  mirrors). 
One  common  trade  name  for  the  loose  film 

is  Mylar.  Mirror  film  comes  in  rolls,  some 

with  paper  or  self-adhesive  backing. 
This  is  the  most  flexible  kind  of  mirror- 

it  can  be  cut  with  scissors.  It  is  also  the  most 

lightweight,  but  the  reflection  it  gives  off  is 
not  exact. 

Mirror  film  can  be  torn  or  punctured; 
and  while  mirror  film  is  put  up  in  much  the 

same  way  as  wallpaper,  it  is  difficult  to 

handle  and  should  be  installed  by  an  experi- 
enced professional. 

Reflective  metal  surfaces 

Perhaps  the  most  luxurious  and  durable 
reflective  surfaces  are  sheets  of  polished 

metal  — brass,  copper,  chrome,  aluminum, 

or  stainless  steel.  They  are,  however,  ex- 
pensive, and  more  often  they  bring  their 

shine  to  a  room  as  tables  or  window  blinds.

Secret  places 
A  distinguished  author's  account  of  the  hidden  places  in  reality  or 
illlusion  that  lift  our  hearts  and  give  us  fresh  occasions  for  delight

Though  we  grow  older,  happily  there  is  a  sense  in  which  we 
need  never  grow  old.  It  is  this  unexpected  good  fortune  that 

Henry  James  had  in  mind  when  he  said  of  us  that  we  are  all 
young  to  life;  in  the  face  of  its  innumerable  possibilities,  we 
have  reason  at  every  age  to  remain  confident  of  encountering 
fresh  occasions  for  delight. 

Some  of  these  occasions  we  simply  stumble  upon;  others  may 

have  to  be  invented.  In  childhood,  for  example,  we  continuous- 
ly devise  new  and  pleasing  fates  for  ourselves;  the  Cloud-Cuc- 

kooland  of  our  imaginations  is  filled  with  secret  castles  and 
gardens,  but  when,  growing  out  of  childhood,  we  are  obliged  to 
pitch  ourselves  headlong  into  the  world,  the  imaginary  castles 

and  gardens  tend  to  slip  away  into  some  dim,  inaccessible  mid- 
dle distance.  In  compensation,  most  of  us  try  to  seek  out  a  few 

real  secret  places,  which  will  lift  up  our  hearts  and  give  us 
nourishment. 

Of  the  secret  places  that  I  favor,  a  couple  are  mine  by  right  of 
ownership  and  I  cherish  them,  but  I  find  that  there  is  much  to

be  said  for  having  entree  to  secret  places  that  belong  to  other 
people.  They  have  a  welcome,  surprising  touch  of  mystery 

about  them;  whatever  form  they  may  take — a  snug  mountain 
cabin,  a  lakeside  boathouse  teetering  on  rotten  piles,  a  shanty 

clinging  to  a  dune  above  the  sea — they  invite  us  to  perceive  that 
there  is  more  to  them  than  meets  the  eye.  For  the  fact  is  that 

secret  places  are  likely  to  be  charged  with  exceptionally  power- 
ful emotions;  they  are  the  distillations  of  hopes,  longings,  and 

affections  that  it  would  be  indiscreet  to  let  the  world  at  large 
observe.  Even  as,  following  instructions,  we  locate  the  front- 

door key  (concealed  behind  a  holly  bush,  or  under  a  loose  brick 
in  the  pathway),  unlock  the  door,  and  push  it  open,  we  seem  to 
hear  from  somewhere  in  the  interior  a  modest  warning,  uttered 

by  no  human  voice.  It  says,  "There  are  things  of  value  here  that 
you  may  feel  yourself  in  the  presence  of  and  yet  never  see.  Take 
care  to  remain  as  ignorant  as  possible.  Let  the  good  of  them 

befall  you  unawares." 
Much  good  has  certainly  befallen  me  over  the  years  by  fol- 

lowing this  advice.  I  think  at  once  of  half  a  dozen  secret  places 
that  I  have  visited  and  that,  with  luck,  I  will  be  permitted  to 
visit  again,  in  each  of  which  my  keenest  pleasure  has  come  not 
from  exploring  but  from  absorbing.  The  first  such  secret  place 
that  leaps  to  mind  is  one  that,  by  an  irony,  neither  I  nor  any 
other  adult  has  ever  entered.  It  is  a  tree  house  on  an  island  in 

Maine  and  it  stands  a  few  feet  off  the  winding,  sandy  road  that 
leads  between  the  big  house  of  the  grandparents  of  the  child 

that  built  it  and  the  gray  fisherman's  cottage  in  which  he  and 
his  parents  live.  The  tree  house  floats  in  space  in  a  grove  of 
dark  firs,  at  a  height  sufficient  to  outwit  any  marauding  pirates 
or  snooping  grownups;  the  designer,  master  builder,  and  sole 
defender  of  this  aerial  fortress  makes  his  way  into  and  out  of  it 
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by  means  of  a  perilously  swinging  rope  ladder.  There  are  said  to 
be  treasures  within — the  skull  of  a  woodchuck,  the  discarded 
skin  of  a  snake — but  they  are  not  for  elder  eyes  to  see. 

A  secret  place  much  frequented  by  me  is  a  bedroom  high  in 

the  tower  of  a  red-brick  villa  in  the  little  town  of  Niagara-on- 
the-Lake,  in  Canada.  I  am  grateful  to  occupy  that  leafy  perch 
in  summer,  when  the  town  trembles  with  the  excitement  of  the 

Shaw  Festival;  week  after  week,  the  plays  of  the  witty  old  Dub- 
lin spitfire  draw  travelers  by  the  thousands  to  this  hushed  Vic- 

torian resort.  I  like  to  picture  Shaw  in  heaven  popping  his  blue 
eyes  in  mock  dismay  at  his  transatlantic  popularity.  In  life,  he 
had  little  good  to  say  of  the  New  World,  but  he  loved  fame  and 
perhaps  he  is  grumpily  grateful  to  us  for  helping  to  keep  his 
memory  alive .  Not  more  than  once  a  year,  I  am  willing  to  play 
a  round  of  golf,  and  if  I  had  my  way  this  round  would  always 

be  played  on  the  toy-sized  course  at  Niagara-on-the-Lake,  one 
of  whose  holes  offers  a  formidable  quasi-military  challenge: 
From  the  tee,  one  bravely  aims  an  iron  shot  towards  an  invisi- 

ble green,  tucked  away  in  the  bottom  of  an  abandoned  fort. 
Farther  north  in  Canada  lie  the  shining  Muskoka  lakes,  in 

the  high  country  between  Toronto  and  Georgian  Bay.  Along 
their  rocky  shores  and  on  their  uncountable  wooded  islands 

rise  the  big  brown  shingled  houses  that  wealthy  summer  resi- 
dents built  in  the  1880s  and  90s.  Big  as  the  houses  are,  the 

boathouses  that  go  with  them  are  often  bigger  still,  for  the  rich 
need  never  sell  anything  old  in  order  to  buy  something  new, 
and  this  advantage  requires  space;  when  one  peers  through  the 

windows  of  the  cavernous  boathouses  of  the  Muskokas,  one's 
eyes  are  deUghted  to  behold,  anchored  in  the  shallow  water  or 
slung  high  against  the  rafters,  a  display  of  almost  half  a  century 
of  Chris-Crafts,  Gar  Woods,  and  other  motorboats.  In  the  dap- 

pled shadows,  their  brightwork  polished,  their  mahogany  hulls 
agleam  with  fresh  varnish,  they  are,  or  promise  to  be,  immortal; 
each  is  itself  a  secret,  safe  in  a  secret  place. 

If  a  boathouse  can  be  said  to  be  secret,  so  in  its  fashion  can  a 

hotel.  One  such  place  is  Mohonk  House,  a  delectable,  hundred- 
year-old  confection  of  wood,  brick,  and  stone,  which  runs  along 
a  cliff  above  Lake  Mohonk,  in  the  Shawangunk  Mountains,  i 
scarcely  two  hours  away  from  New  York  City  and  yet  seeming 
a  thousand  miles  and  a  couple  of  lifetimes  away.  From  the| 

beginning,  the  hotel  has  been  the  proud  possession  of  the  Smi- 
ley family,  and  nothing  is  allowed  to  change  there  except  fori 

the  better.  My  favorite  bedroom  is  high  up  under  the  sloping! 
eaves;  lying  in  bed,  one  looks  across  the  room  to  an  ample, 
handsome  fireplace  and  then  to  two  doors.  One  door  leads  to  a 
bathroom  that  passes  with  ease  my  first  test  for  all  satisfactory  I 
bathrooms — does  it  have  a  tub  deep  enough  to  drown  in?  The! 
Mohonk  tubs  are  of  solid  porcelain  and,  with  tightly  heldf 
breath,  it  is  well  worthwhile  sinking  down  onto  their  smooth! 
white  bottoms.  The  other  door  leads  out  onto  a  balcony,  fromi 
which  one  looks  out  over  the  lake,  with  its  docks  and  its  little] 

thatch-roofed  gazebos,  which  make  one  think  not  of  the  Shaw- 
angunks  but  of  shamans  and  Samurai.  What  are  these  daintyl 
Oriental  structures  doing  in  the  heart  of  an  American  forest?! 

That  is  the  Smileys'  secret,  and  as  far  as  I  know  they  have  never] told. 

There  are  secret  places  of  which  I  have  only  heard  and  whichl 

I  hope  someday  to  be  invited  to.  One  such  is  Wyntoon,  a  king-j 
dom  on  the  banks  of  the  McCloud  River,  in  northern  Califor- 

nia. Long  ago,  Phoebe  Apperson  Hearst  built  a  Rhenish  castk 
there,  designed  for  her  by  Bernard  Maybeck.  When  it  burned  J 
her  son,  William  Randolph  Hearst,  erected  on  the  site  a  clusteiT

Architect  Cynthia  Weese  of  Weese,  Seegers, 
Hickey,  Weese  created  the  living  area  from 
the  central  dirt  drive  (where  the  wagons 
backed  in  to  cart  off  stored  corn  and  grain):

You  still  enter  the  corn  crib  through 

double  barn  doors,  but  now  they're 
backed  by  sliding  glass  doors  under  a 
clerestory  window.  Beyond  the  conver- 

sation-promoting living  area,  a  raised 
platform  was  built  from  the  interior  crib 
slats  removed  to  open  up  space.  More 
wood  was  salvaged  from  nearby  build- 

ings for  new  kitchen,  bathroom,  and 
stairs.  And  when  cross-ventilating  win- 

dows were  cut  into  side  walls  under  the 
stairs  and  in  the  dining  area,  the  cutout 

siding  was  recycled  for  shutters.  "An  ar- 
chitect should  be  a  form-saver  as  well  as 

a  form-giver,"  says  Cynthia  Weese.  To 
soften  the  prairie's  glare,  existing  corro- 
gated  metal  roof  was  fitted  with  match- 

ing translucent  plexiglass  panels  in  the 
center  of  each  roof  slope.

Spaghettini  with  sausages 
Zucchini-tomato  salad

The  dishes  in  this  menu  from  Perla  Mey- 
ers, cooking  teacher  and  author,  are  ex- 

pansible and  appeal  to  all  ages,  so  it's 
especially  good  for  large  family  get-to- 

gethers. Her  new  book.  From  Market  to 
Kitchen  (Harper  &  Row,  fall  1979),  is 
based  on  four  years  of  touring  markets 
across  the  United  States — Mrs.  Meyers 
stresses  shopping  creatively  as  one  key 
to  success  and  pleasure  in  the  kitchen. 
The  main  course  here  changes  easily 
with  the  seasons — adapt  the  sauce  to 
plentiful  vegetables,  red  bell  peppers  in 
late  summer  and  fall,  mushrooms  or 
broccoli  florets  in  winter,  early  zucchini 
in  spring;  choose  either  sweet  or  hot 

fresh  Italian  sausages,  or  mix  what's available.  The  dessert,  too,  can  change 

as  the  market's  fruit  supply  does — use 
your  imagination  as  you  search  for  the 
freshest,  highest  quality  ingredients. 

Dessert  is  where  preparation  should 
begin  for  this  dinner:  Cook  the  sugar 

syrup  until  it's  a  rich  brown,  stir  in  the 
cream,  then  chill  the  sauce.  As  water  for 

the  pasta  heats,  peel  and  halve  the  nec- 
tarines and  sprinkle  with  sugar  and 

brandy.  Start  the  sausages  browning  and 
parboil  the  zucchini  3  or  4  minutes. 
When  the  sausages  are  done,  remove  to  a 
cutting  board.  Dice  the  zucchini  and  set 
aside  in  a  serving  dish.  Add  the  next  in- 

gredients for  the  main  course  to  the  skil- 
let, bring  to  a  boil,  and  adjust  seasoning. 

Before  placing  pasta  in  boiling  water, 
shake  up  salad  dressing,  halve  cherry  to- 

matoes, and  add,  with  olives,  to  the  zuc- 
chini. The  spaghettini  will  cook  7-8 

minutes — use  that  time  to  put  finishing 
touches  on  the  sauce,  adding  sausage 

and  roasted  pepper  slices.  Drain  the  pas- 
ta, add  to  the  sauce,  and  toss;  then  toss 

salad  lightly  with  dressing — you  can 
serve  both  from  their  dishes  right  at  the 
table.  For  dessert,  just  add  a  dollop  of 
caramel  sauce  to  the  marinated  nectar- 

ines in  individual  dishes.

Special salads  from 
Michel  Sirooi 
of  The

To  make  salads  one  of  the  prettiest  ways  to  diet,  take  a  hint 
from  Michel  Stroot,  chef  of  The  Golden  Door,  Escondido, 

Calif.  His  "salads  within  salads"  start  with  huge  beautiful 
leaves  of  lettuce  like  redleaf.  He  tops  them  with  mixed 
greens — romaine,  watercress,  Boston,  spinach,  Chinese  cab- 

bage— and  often  adds  feta  cheese  for  flavor  and  protein.  In 
the  center  go  combinations  like  watercress  and  bean  sprouts, 
apples  and  mushrooms  with  radishes,  or  a  special  tomato  sal- 

ad. Experiment  with  your  own  mixtures — try  raw  or  Hghtly 
cooked  broccoli,  asparagus,  turnips,  zucchini,  or  celery.  For  a 
crown,  Mr.  Stroot  circles  alfalfa  sprouts  with  thin  rounds  of 
red  pepper,  like  a  ribbon  around  a  bouquet  of  flowers. 

And  the  dressings!  They're  based  on  fresh  lemon  juice  from 
the  spa's  own  lemons,  so  the  amount  of  oil  in  any  recipe  is  cut 
in  half  (proportions  are  half  lemon  juice,  half  oil).  Use  varied 
flavorings:  very  finely  chopped  shallots,  garlic,  chives,  basil, 
oregano,  parsley.  You  might  sprinkle  a  tiny  bit  of  Parmesan 
on  the  greens  to  ofliset  tartness  in  the  dressing. 

Michel  Stroot's  special  tomato  salad:  Peel  and  dice  ripe 
tomatoes.  Mix  with  a  dressing  of  apple  cider,  mustard,  and 
finely  minced  garlic  and  shallots.  Let  marinate  several 
hours — this  creates  a  diluted  dressing  when  the  tomato  juices 
mix  in.  Arrange  tomatoes  in  the  middle  of  mixed  greens,  then 
place  blanched  green  beans,  left  whole  if  very  young,  or  sliced 
on  the  diagonal,  and  alfalfa  sprouts  on  top  of  the  salad,  or  use 
raw  Chinese  snow  pea  pods.

How  to  read  beyond  the  labels 
Where  to  look  lor 

well-priced  wines 
French  wine  prices  are  going  up  with 

dizzying  speed — with  today's  $8*  price 
tag  on  a  simple  white  Macon  that  cost 
$5  last  year,  wise  consumers  are  seeking 
out  alternatives  to  old  French  favorites. 
Most  of  the  replacements  will  come 
from  California  or  Italy,  but  every  now 

and  then  it's  possible  to  replace  a  madly 
expensive  French  wine  with  an  alterna- 

tive from  a  nearby,  but  less  famous, 
French  region.  For  instance,  Pouilly- 
Fuisse,  at  $12  or  so  (double  that  in  res- 

taurants) can  hardly  be  distinguished 
from  St-Veran,  its  less  celebrated  next- 
door  neighbor — and  a  good  St-Veran 
from  the  1976  or  1977  vintages  should 
cost  less  than  $6.  Similarly,  Gros-Plant 
at  less  than  $4  is  an  honorable  stand-in 
for  Muscadet  at  $2  more,  while  many  a 
Fronsac  or  Cote  de  Bourg  will  satisfy  as 
much  as  a  newly  pricy  St-Emilion. 

But  the  real  fun  is  in  seeking  out  non- 
French  substitutes  for  French  wines.  If 

you  love  Beaujolais  (and  who  wouldn't?), 
smile  at  $8  price  tags  while  you  choose  a 
California  Gamay  Beaujolais  from  Fetzer 
or  Dry  Creek  or  Inglenook  for  half  that 
amount.  A  dependable  Chardonnay  from 
The  Christian  Brothers  at  less  than  $5 

will  serve  nicely  in  place  of  that  ambi- 
tiously priced  Macon  Blanc  you  had  just 

learned  to  love.  The  less  expensive,  and 
often  excellent,  California  Cabernet  Sau- 
vignons  (Round  Hill  is  a  super  buy)  will 
frequently  outclass  red  Bordeaux  in  their

price  range.  The  Italian  Sauvignon  Blanc 
of  Enofriulia  resembles  Sancerre  or 

Pouilly-Fume,  but  you'll  pay  only  about $4  instead  of  $10  or  more  for  the  French 
wine. 

Ernest  and  Julio  Gallo  are  probably 
the  two  most  powerful  wine  men  in  the 
United  States,  but  their  better  wines  are 
still  not  sufficiently  recognized  as  the 
great  values  they  are.  Most  particularly, 
the  Sauvignon  Blanc  ($4.69  for  a  1.5  li- 

ter jug  in  New  York)  outclasses  some 
Sancerees  at  triple  the  price — and  their 
Chablis  Blanc  (less  than  $4  for  1.5  liters) 
is  always  dependably  fresh  and  fruity.  In 
fact,  it  could  be  labeled  a  Chenin  Blanc, 
but  Gallo  chooses  to  market  it  under  its 

proprietary  name,  and  that  brings  forth 
an  important  point  about  this  giant  win- 

ery— many  table  wines  are  underpro- 
moted  and  humbly  described.  The 
whites  particularly  are  mostly  stunning 
values  at  their  prices. 

Tip  lor  serving, 
saving  jug  wines 
Wines  in  jugs,  or  at  least  IVi -liter  con- 

tainers, these  days  are  staples  in  the  re- 
frigerators or  on  the  counters  of  many  of 

us  but  are  a  bit  unwieldy  for  service.  Ev- 
ery cookware  store  stocks  inexpensive  de- 

canters (Paul  Masson  conveniently  packs 
some  of  its  wines  in  ones  styled  after 
those  of  French  restaurants),  and  it  al- 

ways seems  to  me  that  a  simple  wine  en- 
nobled by  presentation  in  a  decanter 

tastes  just  a  little  bit  better  than  it  would 
if  poured  directly  from  the  jug.  Or  look 
for  stoneware  bottles  which  help  keep 

wine  cold.  If  you  can't  finish  what's  been 
decanted,  perish  the  thought,  keep  the  re- 

mainder in  half 

bottles  or  full  bot- 

tles you've  saved 
from  other  eve- 

nings. There's  no trick  involved,  but 

it  helps  if  you've heated  the  leftover 

bottles  to  450°  in  a 
dry  oven  or  boiled 
them  30  minutes 
before  refilling 

them  (just  for  ster- 

ilization), and  it's essential  that  you 
fill  them  all  the 

way  to  the  top  be- fore twisting  in  the 
cork.  The  more  air 

space  in  the  bottle, 
the  more  chance 

of  producing  vin- 
egar rather  than 

saving  wine!

Good  buys  in  roses  and  their 
cousins,  the  Blancs  de  Noir 
Roses  are  perfect  choices  for  easy  drink- 

ing during  summer,  or  for  that  matter, 
any  time  at  all.  Ignore  the  wine  snobbism 
that  considers  all  pink  wines  as  confec- 

tions for  know-nothings:  The  best  are  ut- 

terly delightful,  but  it's  important  to  buy and  drink  them  when  they  are  youngest 
and  freshest.  That  means  concentration 
on  American  roses,  for  imports  are  too 
often  faded  by  the  time  they  arrive  here. 
Furthermore,  most  of  the  widely  distrib- 

uted European  bottlings  are  just  too 
sweet  for  my  taste.  One  of  the  pleasantest 
roses  I've  ever  encountered  is  the  1978 
Gamay  Blanc  of  Chappellet,  from  Cali- 

fornia's Napa  Valley.  It's  the  palest  of 
pink,  bone  dry,  and  yet  is  delightfully 
fruity,  with  hints  of  wild  strawberries  in 
its  subtle  flavors.  Other  good  choices  in- 

clude the  1978  Gamay  Rose  of  Robert 

Mondavi  and  the  1976  or  1977  "Beau-

teresting  because  of  the  high  quality  Ca- 
bernet Sauvignon  blended  in.  Any  of 

these  triumphs  should  be  priced  below  $5 
in  most  cities.  Roses  are  particularly  well 
suited  to  lighter  meats  such  as  chicken, 

veal,  and  pork,  and  they  make  fine  aperi- 
tifs, especially  when  served  outdoors  on  a 

warm  day. 
You  may  be  curious  about  certain 

rose-style  wines  called  Blanc  de  Noir  or 

"Eye  of  the  Partridge,"  referring  to  the 
rusty  pink  or  orange  color.  Almaden 
was  among  the  first  to  produce  such  a 

wine,  called  "Eye  of  the  Partridge." 
Theirs  is  sparkling,  but  most  are  still. 
The  thirst  for  white  wine  in  America  has 
motivated  several  California  vintners  to 

produce  nearly  white  wines  from  black 
grapes,  most  commonly  Pinot  Noir  or 

California's  own  Zinfandel.  Mostly 
they're  dry  and  effusively  fruity  and 
good  choices  for  pre-dinner  service.  You 
will  fare  well  with  the  bottlings  of  Cay- 
mus  and  Sebastiani.  Just  remember  to 

drink  them  up  before  their  first  birthday 
has  passed,  which  means  search  out  the 
1978s  now  on  the  market.  California 

champagnes  made  from  red  grapes  are 

very  well  represented  by  Schramsberg's 
Gamay  Noir  and  Domaine  Chandon's 
Blanc  de  Noir.  Both  are  quite  dry  and 
totally  irresistible. 

How  to  tell  sweet  from  dry 
in  California 

Sweet  wines  don't  do  well  in  the  middle 

of  a  meal,  but  too  often  you  can't  tell 
from  the  label  whether  a  particular  white 
wine  is  sweet  or  dry.  Being  familiar  with 
the  style  of  the  winery  helps,  since  once  a 
vintner  has  established  a  style,  he  is  not 
likely  to  change  abruptly.  However,  read 
labels  carefully  looking  for  key  words  and 

phrases  like  "fresh  and  fruity  with  a 
slightly  sweet  finish,"  or  "a  hint  of  sweet- 

ness," or  "bone  dry."  If  still  in  doubt,  ask 
your  merchant  or  your  waiter  whether 

what  you're  considering  is  really  what 
you  want.  Chenin  Blancs  and  Rieslings 
are  especially  difficult  to  typecast  because 
vintners  seldom  inform  you  on  the  label 

of  the  style  they've  chosen.  If  your  taste  in 
delightfully  fruity  Chenin  Blanc  is  to- 

wards the  dry  side,  pick  a  California  bot- 
tling from  Dry  Creek  or  Stonegate  or 

Stags'  Leap;  sweeter  editions  are  the  spe- 
cialties of  Charles  Krug,  Mirassou,  Rob- 

ert Mondavi,  and  The  Christian  Brothers, 
who  market  theirs  under  the  name  Pineau 

de  la  Loire.  Very  dry  Rieslings,  much  in 
the  style  of  German  Kabinetts,  come  from 
Trefethen,  Raymond  Vineyards,  and  Jo- 

seph Phelps  in  his  "Larly  Harvest"  bot- 
tling. Sweeter  Rieslings  come  from 

Robert  Mondavi,  Chateau  St.  Jean,  and 
Phelps  again,  this  time  in  the  version  dis- 

':■  t'l;  >hcd  by  a  yellow  rim  around  the  la- 
'•  I  ''  ilifcrina  has  also  begun  to  excel  in 
the  very  swecl,  very  concentrated  Ries- 

lings traditionally  as.sociated  with  Octnia- 
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ny.  Two  good  ones  come  from  Chateau 

St.  Jean  and  Joseph  Phelps  and  don't  be 
surprised  at  a  price  tag  of  $20  for  a  half 

bottle.  You'd  pay  double  for  the  same 
quality  in  a  German  wine,  and  remember 
that  a  few  sips  of  such  rare  treasures 
should  suffice  for  anyone. 

Sorting  out 
Bordeaux  and  Burgundies 
Bargains  are  there  for  the  plucking  in 
many  retail  shops  these  days,  but  be 

careful  before  you  buy  anything  in  quan- 

tity, for  low  price  doesn't  always  bring 
you  satisfaction.  Sad  to  say,  many  of  the 

lower-priced  bottles  represent  either 
poor  vintages  or  just  plain  dull  wines. 

Don't  give  a  second  look  to  red  Bor- 
deaux of  1969  or  1972,  many  of  which 

seem  irresistible  at  $4  or  $5:  The  gamble 
is  simply  too  chancy.  The  same  goes  for 
red  Burgundies  since  1972,  with  the  sole 
exception  of  1976,  but  many  of  them  are 
not  worth  nearly  the  prices  commanded. 
Instead,  try  Bordeaux  of  1973  or  the 
cheaper  1975s,  some  of  which  should  be 
decent  drinking  now.  Just  be  sure  to  try 
a  bottle  before  committing  to  any  large 
quantity.  Do  the  same  with  the  less 
grand  Burgundies  of  1974  and  1975  and 
with  French  country  whites  of  1977.  The 

day  of  the  $3  bargain  isn't  altogether 
past,  but  you  have  to  pick  out  the  candi- 

dates, taste — and  then  pounce,  before 
the  wine-lover  across  the  street  has  dis- 

covered the  bottle  you're  considering. 
Tasting  before  buying  goes  double  for 

any  red  Burgundy  in  light  of  the  most  re- 

cent news.  One  of  the  region's  prime  ship- 
pers,  Bernard  Grivelet,  has  been 
questioned  by  government  authorities 
about  the  export  of  some  70,000  bottles 
labeled  improperly.  French  wine  law 

specifies  the  amount  which  can  be  pro- 
duced per  unit  area  of  vineyard;  any  ex- 

cess must  be  distilled  as  industrial  alcohol. 

It's  a  good  law  because  it's  meant  to  keep 
growers  from  maximizing  production  at 
the  expense  of  quality:  Just  like  rose 

bushes,  grapevines  don't  produce  their 
best  unless  pruned  back  severely.  Grive- 

let's  alleged  offense  has  to  do  with  over- 
production, with  bottling  far  more  wine  of 

noble  name  than  he  should  have  from  the 

acreage  he  controlled.  Grivelet  has  been 
quoted  as  shrugging  off  the  entire  matter 

with  Gallic  disdain:  "It's  a  paper  prob- 
lem," he  told  one  reporter.  But  the  sort  of 

debasement  involved  here  is  probably  far 

more  widespread  than  anyone  yet  imag- 

ines, and  Grivelet's  woes  could  prove  just 
the  tip  of  a  very  large  iceberg.  ■

serve what  remains  in  its  liquid  state,  unre- 
frigerated,  for  brushing  on  tomatoes.

D  Chill  the  broth  so  all  particles  of  fat  may 
be  removed.  Place  defatted  broth  in  a  sau-

green  chilis,  ginger,  fresh  coconut  if 
available,  salt,  and  always  a  pinch  of 
sugar.

Charcoal  fires  can  lend  their  distinctive 

flavor  to  vegetables  as  well  as  meats. 
Leave  onions  unpeeled,  wrap  in  foil,  and 
bake  right  down  in  the  coals  until  soft, 
30-60  minutes  depending  on  the  size.  Or 

peel  and  quarter,  but  don't  cut  all  the 
way  through,  so  onion  opens  like  a  flow- 

er— sprinkle  with  salt,  freshly  ground 
pepper,  and  marjoram,  fresh  oregano,  or 
summer  savory,  put  in  a  knob  of  butter, 

wrap  in  foil,  and  bake  on-the  coals. Gael  Greene  likes  to  cut  zucchini  in 

halves  or  thirds  lengthwise,  then  put  in  a 
shallow  pan  with  olive  oil  flavored  with 
garlic.  Cook  on  the  grill;  when  just  about 
done,  put  the  zucchini  right  on  the  grill 

for  a  quick  turn. 
Or  halve  baby  eggplants,  brush  with 

olive  oil  with  lots  of  minced  garlic.  Put 
on  the  grill  skin  side  down  and  grill  until 

burned,  turn,  and  grill  lightly — the  egg- 
plant is  rich  and  custardy.  Serve  hot  or 

at  room  temperature  with  a  vinaigrette.

INGREDIENTS 

6  ripe  nectarines 
Vz  cup  plus  2  tablespoons  sugar 
Vs  cup  apricot  or  peach  brandy 
1  cup  heavy  cream,  heated  to 
lukewarm 

Mint  sprigs  for  garnish 

METHOD 

D  Drop  the  nectarines  into  a  saucepan  of 
boiling  water  for  30  seconds.  Lift  out,  peel, 
and  cut  in  half,  removing  the  pits.  Place  in 
a  bowl  and  sprinkle  with  1-2  tablespoons 

sugar  and  the  apricot  or  peach  brandy — let 
marinate  until  ready  to  serve. 

n  Combine  V2  cup  sugar  and  3  table- 
spoons water  in  a  small  heavy  saucepan. 

Cook  the  mixture  until  it  turns  a  deep  ha- 
zelnut brown.  Add  the  warm  cream  all  at 

once,  bring  mixture  to  a  boil,  and  cook,  stir- 
ring constantly,  until  the  sauce  is  smooth. 

Chill  until  serving  time.

Leonard  and  Sophy  Carpenter  start 
planting  seeds  for  mini  vegetables  in 
Harbor  Springs,  Mich.,  7-10  days  after 
the  last  snow  melts  and  continue  plant- 

ing and  harvesting  until  the  first  frost. 
Here  are  some  of  their  tips  for  growing 
and  cooking. 
•  Order  regular  seeds  for  vegetables 
from  a  good  seed  house.  Plant  according 
to  instructions  in  loose,  soft  soil — make 
sure  to  water  well  if  the  soil  is  sandy. 
•  If  your  garden  area  is  small,  start 

with  6-8  hills  of  potatoes,  3-4  hills  of 
white  patty  pan  squash  (cymlings),  and 
2  hills  of  zucchini.  Green  beans  need 

more  room,  a  row  nearly  20  feet  long. 
•  Check  most  of  the  vegetables  every  2 
weeks,  except  potatoes.  You  should  re- 

plant them  5  or  6  times,  about  4  weeks 

apart,  depending  on  your  growing 
climate. 

•  If  you  prefer,  harvest  the  mini  pota- 
toes once,  then  place  the  plants  back  in 

the  soil  carefully  and  water  very  well; 
they  may  continue  to  grow,  and  you  can 
harvest  a  mature  crop  later. 
•  Sow  carrot  seed  thickly  in  the  row, 
harvest  mini  carrots  when  it's  time  to 
thin  the  plants,  and  let  the  rest  grow  to 
full  size. 

•  Serve  carrots,  zucchini,  and  scallions 
raw  with  dips  or  as  a  garnish. 

I  •  Green  beans  and  patty  pan  squash  are 
best  steamed — season  with  a  little  but- 

ter, salt,  and  pepper.  They're  also  good 
for  pickling  whole,  as  are  tiny  beets. 
•  Boil  tiny  potatoes  in  a  small  amount 
salted  water  to  which  about  Va  teaspoon 

vinegar  has  been  added — it  helps  keep 
them  white.  Serve  warm  as  hors 

d'oeuvre  with  sour  cream  or  mix  with 

green  peas  for  an  amusing  dish.  If  pota- 
toes reach  golf-ball  size,  wrap  them, 

with  a  pat  of  butter,  in  a  double  layer  of 
aluminum  foil  and  cook  20  minutes  di- 

rectly over  hot  coals.

They  can  come  highly  polished  or  in  a 
satin  or  brushed  finish  for  a  soft  glow.  If 
you  want  to  mirror  a  wall  with  metal, 
first  decide  which  metal  you  want,  then 

look  in  the  Yellow  Pages  to  find  the  dis- 
tributors and  polishers  for  that  metal. 

Easier  to  come  by  are  metallic-lami- 
nate wall  and  counter  coverings,  made 

by  companies  like  Formica  and  Wils- 

mart  (see  Zandra  Rhodes's  kitchen  on 
the  preceding  pages).  The  metallic  lami- 

nates come  in  chrome,  brass,  copper, 
and  other  looks,  in  a  variety  of  textures 
and  finishes.  These  can  be  purchased 
through  contractors,  home  centers,  and 
lumberyards. 

Foil  wallcoverings  offer  a  less  perma- 
nent way  to  put  the  gleam  of  metal  on 

walls.  Thin  sheets  of  foil  laminated  to 

paper,  they  come  in  a  variety  of  colors, 
textures,  and  shiny  or  satin  finishes.  You 
can  find  them  at  home  centers  and  wall- 

covering stores. 

When  you're  shopping  for  a  mirror, 
check  these  points  to  judge  the  quality  of 
the  mirror: 

*  If  you're  looking  for  a  mirror  with  a 
precise  reflection,  look  out  for  distortions. 
Try  leaning  back  and  forth  in  front  of  the 
mirror  to  check  for  possible  irregularities. 
*  The  back  should  have  been  treated  after 

mirroring  with  a  sealing  finish — this  pre- 
vents tne  reflective  backing  from  separat- 

ing and  helps  protect  it  from  scratching. 
*  The  mirror  should  have  beveled  edges, 
or  at  least  polished  edges.  The  amount  of 
beveling  can  vary  according  to  taste,  but 
there  should  be  some — it  makes  a  neater 

seam  when  two  mirror  panels  are  put  to- 
gether; prevents  the  edges  from  chipping; 

i  and  often  prevents  cuts  on  the  sharp  edges. 

•  With  all  mirrors,  the  thicker  the  mirror, 
the  sturdier  it  will  be. 

If  the  mirror  is  framed,  it  can  be  hung 

like  a  painting — with  heavy  screw  eyes  in 
the  back  of  the  frame  with  a  sturdy  wire 

strung  through.  Hang  on  two  sturdy  nails 

or  picture  hooks,  not  on  adhesive-backed 
hangers.  Felt  tabs  can  be  glued  at  the  four 
comers  in  back  to  allow  air  circulation  be- 

hind the  mirror  to  prevent  moisture  from 

building  up,  which  may  attack  the  back- 

ing. If  you're  going  to  frame  a  plastic  mir- 
ror, be  sure  to  allow  for  expansion  and 

contraction  with  changes  of  temperature 
and  humidity. 

The  National  Association  of  Mirror 
Manufacturers  has  these  recommendations 

for  giving  your  mirror  a  long  life  and  good 
looks:  Keep  dusted  with  a  soft  cloth.  When 
they  need  cleaning,  glass  mirrors  can  be 
washed  with  household  glass  cleaners  or  a 

weak  solution  of  water  with  ammonia,  al- 
cohol, or  vinegar.  Antique  mirrors  should 

be  cleaned  with  a  water  solution  that  con- 
tains only  a  few  drops  of  ammonia.  Other 

precautions  to  take  with  antique  mirrors: 
Make  sure  the  wire  holding  it  up  is  not 
corroded,  and  that  the  mirror  back  is  well 

sealed  to  protect  the  silvering.  Plastic  mir- 
rors can  be  cared  for  with  one  of  the  wax- 

based  furniture  polishes — the  wax  fills  in 
scratches,  cleans,  protects. 

For  all  kinds  of  mirrors,  use  a  clean,  soft 
cloth  moistened  (or  sprayed)  with  the 
cleaning  solution.  If  the  cleaners  run  into 
the  edges  of  the  mirror,  wipe  them  away 
immediately,  otherwise  the  edges  will 
blacken  and  the  mirror  bond  will  begin  to 
weaken.  And  never  use  abrasive,  alkali,  or 
acid  cleaners. 

When  you  store  mirrors,  keep  them 

wrapped  up  or  in  a  carton  so  they  won't 
get  scratched.  ■

areas,  not  just  the  husband's  'den',"  she 
says.  "It's  analogous  to  being  room- 

mates." 

Dr.  Paxson,  whose  architectural  stud- 
ies make  her  particularly  interested  in 

the  design  aspect  of  small  spaces,  sug- 
gests some  practical  design  techniques  to 

facilitate  a  sense  of  privacy.  "What  we 

are  looking  for  is  separateness,"  she  ex- 
plains, "and  it  can  be  of  space  or  of  time. 

A  couple  who  work  in  very  different 
ways  can  use  the  same  work  space,  but 

at  different  times.  For  instance,  it  is  pos- 
sible to  set  up  just  one  desk  in  a  small 

apartment  that  both  may  use,  at  differ- 
ent hours."  Kathleen  Love,  her  col- 

league, prefers  two  tiny  rooms  to  a 

shared  desk,  however.  "For  some  rea- 
son, the  shared  desk  did  not  work  well 

for  my  husband  and  me.  We  have 
opened  up  a  closet  to  make  a  work 

space,  so  that  we  each  have  our  own." Dr.  Paxson  also  emphasizes  auditory 

privacy — the  separation  of  sounds.  If

bedrooms  can  be  separated  from  each 
other  by  a  bathroom,  or  by  building  a 
closet  or  cabinet  against  the  adjoining 
walls,  this  encourages  a  sense  of  dis- 

tance. She  also  believes  in  hallways  and 
corridors,  which  have  often  been 
scorned  as  occupying  wasted  space.  In 
fact,  they  encourage  a  sense  of  separa- 

tion and  privacy.  Billy  Baldwin  once 
said  that  the  most  important  architectur- 

al element  in  his  tiny  Nantucket  saltbox 
was  the  hallway  dividing  the  two  down- 

stairs rooms. 

"It's  simply  a  question  of  dividing  the 
public  and  private  space  as  you  move 

through  the  apartment  or  house,"  says 
Lynn  Paxson.  "And  you  must  learn  to 
look  at  space  more  flexibly,"  adds  Kath- 

leen Love.  "A  living  room  doesn't  have 
to  be  a  living  room.  A  bedroom  can  be- 

come an  office.  I  know  a  woman  with 

two  children  in  a  2-bedroom  apartment, 
who  decided  she  wanted  a  pottery  stu- 

dio. So  she  converted  her  bedroom  into  a 

studio  and  sleeps  in  the  living  room." 
Of  course  this  makes  demands  upon 

you.  You  have  to  be  disciplined.  But  you 
also  have  to  be  flexible.  If  your  husband 
is  congenitally  untidy,  find  him  a  closet 
which  can  be  as  messy  as  he  likes  inside, 
and  just  keep  the  door  closed.  If  you  just 
hate  to  grapple  with  sheets  and  blankets 

when  you're  making  beds,  get  rid  of  the 
problem  by  using  sheet-covered  quilts — 
duvets — instead.  Many  small-space  is- 

sues are  merely  ingenuity  tests. 
One  of  the  most  fascinating  pieces  of 

evidence  in  support  of  small-space  living 
has  emerged  from  a  study  of  families  liv- 

ing in  cramped  city  apartments  who 
moved  to  the  suburbs.  "It  turns  out  that 
in  spite  of  the  children  having  more 
space,  and  the  husband  having  his  own 
workroom,  the  move  cannot  be  called  a 

success,"  says  Kathleen  Love.  "The 
women,  in  gaining  space,  lost  the  social 
network  of  friends,  acquaintances,  the 
feeling  of  neighborhood — they  lost  their 

support  system." 
In  other  words,  it's  back  to  people 

again.  E.  F.  Schumacher  wrote  in  his 

book,  Small  Is  Beautiful:  "When  it 
comes  to  action,  we  obviously  need 
small  units,  because  action  is  a  highly 
personal  affair,  and  one  cannot  be  in 
touch  with  more  than  a  very  limited 

number  of  persons  at  any  one  time."  It  is 
the  "highly  personal  affair"  of  living 
that  takes  precedence  over  the  size  of 

one's  rooms.  You  have  surely  noticed 
how  people  like  to  cluster  together  at 
parties.  Small  spaces,  according  to  psy- 

chology professor  Jonathan  Freedman, 
intensify  our  feehngs.  We  like  the  sense 
of  neighborhood,  of  an  extended  social 
network,  that  comes  from  living  close 
together. 

The  beauty  of  human  nature  is  its 
adaptability,  and  it  has  never  been 
shown  to  greater  advantage  than  in  our 
appreciation  of  small.  "There  is  a  tre- 

mendous longing  and  striving  to  profit, 
if  at  all  possible,  from  the  convenience,

humanity,  and  manageability  of  small- 
ness,"  writes  E.  F.  Schumacher.  And  "I 
hate  a  big  house  with  neglected  rooms. 

It's  a  waste  of  one's  energy,"  declares  • 
Billy  Baldwin.  So  the  cheer  goes  up  for  a 
world-trend  that  may  be  one  of  the  few 
in  our  time  that  is  actually  going  to  en- 

courage our  humanity  and  enjoyment  of life.  ■

operating  at  the  optimum  speed  regard- 
less of  the  pressure  applied  or  the  hard- 

ness of  the  material  being  drilled.  This 
results  in  a  smaller  motor,  lighter 
weight,  greater  efficiency  on  the  job,  and 
longer  life  for  the  drill. 

There's  even  a  minicomputer  accesso- 
ry that  can  control  lights  or  appliances 

throughout  the  home.  Plugged  into  any 
outlet,  the  pushbutton  system  sends  spe- 

cial signals  through  the  house  wiring  to 
turn  specific  appliances  on  and  off,  or 
dim,  brighten,  or  turn  lights  on  or  off. 
Thus  you  can  turn  on  the  kitchen  light 
from  your  bedroom  if  you  think  you 
hear  a  prowler.  A  wireless  remote  con- 

trol option  is  available,  and  a  future  add- 
on will  let  you  control  lights  or  appli- 

ances even  when  you're  not  home — just 
by  calling  on  the  telephone.  The  system 
is  manufactured  by  BSR  Ltd.  and  sold 
by  Sears  and  home-improvement  stores. 

TVs  thai  think 
Home  entertainment  products  are  rapid- 

ly becoming  the  most  computerized 
items  in  the  house.  BSR's  Accutrac  was 
the  first  computer  turntable  (there  are 
now  others).  Pushbutton  or  wireless  re- 

mote controls  let  you  preselect  and  play 
up  to  13  different  LP  record  tracks  in 
any  sequence. 

Stereo  cassette  decks  are  also  pro- 

grammable. Optonica's  deck,  for  in- stance, switches  on  or  off  at  any 

preselected  times  and  locates  specific  se- 
lections recorded  on  the  tape  by  scan- 

ning the  cassette  at  high  speed  in  both 
directions. 

In  television,  a  Toshiba  set  is  designed 
to  turn  on  and  off  and  switch  channels 
automatically  on  the  basis  of  a  preset 

"program."  Other  color  TV  sets  use 
MPUs  for  automatic  tuning,  or  for  scan- 

ning all  occupied  channels  in  any  prese- 
lected order.  Several  brands  of  video- 

cassette  recorders  have  built-in  program- 
mers that  can  be  set  to  record  up  to  five 

programs  on  different  channels  over  a  7- 

day  period — even  if  nobody's  home. MPUs  are  making  cameras  more 

automatic.  In  the  car,  they're  controlling 
gas  and  air  mixtures  for  maximum  fuel 
economy  and,  on  the  dashboard,  telling 
you  the  number  of  miles  to  destination, 
estimated  time  of  arrival,  miles  per  gal- 

lon of  gas  you're  using,  and  how  far  the 
car  can  be  driven  before  gas  is  needed.  In 
the  office,  word-processing  typewriters 
make  corrections  automatically. 

Anyone  for  electronic  cliess? 
The  microprocessor  has  revolutionized 
the  toy  and  game  business.  Hand-held 
computerized  games,  such  as  baseball, 
football,  auto  racing,  and  number  guess- 

ing contests  have  become  common.  Our 
children  are  playing  with  computers  that 
once  would  have  cost  tens  of  thousands 

of  dollars,  and  they're  paying  for  them out  of  their  allowances.  And  the  more 

expensive — and  amazing — video  games 
are  becoming  so  sophisticated  that 

they're  virtually  household  computers. 
Someday  the  computer  may  revolu- 

tionize our  lives.  Today,  we're  filling  our 
homes  with  the  kind  of  computers  we 
can  feel  comfortable  with  —  because  they 
do  their  work  invisibly  and  set  us  free. 

Just  out:  the  blacic-and-white 
TV  minicombo 
Just  when  monochrome  TV  seemed 

about  to  fade  away,  along  came  a  mag- 
nificent revival  called  the  minicombo. 

It's  a  great  idea  in  entertainment  elec- 
tronics: Stick  a  tiny  TV  screen  in  almost 

anything  portable.  The  pictures  in  these 
little  entertainment  centers  range  from  2 
to  5  inches  (diagonal  measurement)  and 

they're  combined  with  gadgets  you  can 
carry  with  you  or  use  at  home.  Some 
have  cassette  recorders,  some  digital 
alarm  clocks,  other  AM-FM,  weather, 
shortwave,  public  service,  or  CB  radios, 
or  various  combinations  of  them  all. 
Most  will  operate  on  an  auto  or  boat 
battery  as  well  as  their  own  built-in  bat- 

teries or  house  current.  They're  available 
under  many  traditional  TV  brand  names 

as  well  as  some  you've  never  heard  of, 
and  generally  sell  for  about  $200  to 
$400.  I  call  particular  attention  to  a  little 
palm-sized  wonder  by  JVC  with  AM- 
FM  radio  and  a  2-inch  TV  as  the  mini- 

combo with  the  most  inspired  name.  It's 
called  the  "Twinch."  Naturally. 

News:  TV  for 

the  hearing-impaired 
The  14,000,000  Americans  with  im- 

paired hearing  will  be  given  a  chance  to 
"hear"  television  beginning  early  next 
year  by  means  of  a  government-spon- 

sored program  captioning  system.  The 
captions  will  be  encoded  into  the  televi- 

sion signal  and  will  appear  only  on  the 
screens  of  television  sets  equipped  with 
special  decoders.  At  the  start,  ABC  and 
NBC  will  supply  captions  for  about  5 
hours  of  their  programs  weekly,  most  of 
it  in  prime  time,  while  PBS  will  caption 
more  than  10  hours  a  week.  The  cap- 

tions will  be  encoded  into  the  picture  by 
the  new  nonprofit  National  Captioning 
Institute,  which  will  be  supported  by  the 

networks,  the  government,  and  an  8-dol- 
lar  royalty  on  the  sale  of  each  decoder. 

The  first  decoders  will  be  sold  by 
Sears  (at  no  profit,  they  say)  for  about 
$250  for  attaching  to  existing  sets,  while 
a  19-inch  color  set  with  built-in  decoder 
will  sell  for  about  $500.  ■ 143

Summertime 
And  the  gardening 
is  easy,  with  a  book  of 
small-garden  ideas, 
weeds  for  humus, 
wonderful  roses 
to  visit,  and  action 
for  elm  trees 

The  ways  oi  weeds 
Weeds  are  volunteers.  They  spring  up  to 
fill  gaps  in  the  ranks  of  plants  grown  as 
crops,  cover  bare  earth,  and  perform  the 
all-important  function  of  healing  the 

earth's  scars.  Their  easy  availability  as 
food  is  often  overlooked  by  people  less 
ecologically  conscious  than  Dr.  and 
Mrs.  David  L.  Hill  (page  80).  However, 
the  most  important  function  of  weeds  is 
the  creation  of  humus.  Growing  in  poor 
soil,  they  mature  quickly  and  add  their 
decaying  stems  and  leaves  to  the  earth, 
improving  its  texture  and  fertility  for 
succeeding  generations  of  other  kinds  of 
plants.  Chopping  weeds  in  the  course  of 
cultivation  is  the  familiar  way  of  getting 

their  humus  into  the  soil — composting  is 

another.  Since  we  don't  really  want  to 

encourage  more  weeds,  though,  it's  best 
to  cut  and  compost  them  before  they 
mature  seeds  to  lie  in  wait  for  the  next 

growing  season.  Even  without  compost- 
borne  weeds,  there  are  always  plenty  of 
them  around. 

Roses  to  see 

Bagatelle,  in  Paris,  is  probably  the 

world's  best-known  test  garden  for  roses.

Organize  lor  elms 
Our  elm  trees  are  going  to  be  saved  from 

the  ravages  of  the  dread  Dutch  elm  dis- 
ease—if the  new  group  that  calls  itself 

POET  has  anything  to  say  about  it,  that 
is.  The  effectiveness  of  group  action  is 
well-known,  of  course,  so  it  seems  likely 
that  POET  (Protect  Our  Elm  Trees)  will 
succeed  where  other  efforts  have  failed. 
The  whole  idea  is  for  a  neighborhood 

group  to  organize  itself  with  the  sole  aim 
of  saving  its  elms.  This  will  be  accom- 

plished by  keeping  close  watch  on  each 
and  every  elm  tree  within  the  neighbor- 

hood to  keep  the  disease  from  gaining  a 

foothold.  Up-to-date  preventive  mea- 
sures will  be  applied,  doomed  trees  will 

be  removed  as  quickly  as  possible,  and 
barrier  zones  will  be  established  to  keep 
the  disease  out  of  the  controlled  area. 
The  first  such  neighborhood  group  has 



been  set  up  in  Riverside,  111.,  with  very 
hopeful  results.  One  of  the  most  promis- 

ing methods  of  controlling  Dutch  elm 
disease  is  by  the  injection  of  fungicides 
directly  into  the  sap-carrying  channels 
of  the  tree  itself  Several  preparations  are 

available  for  this  purpose,  with  Merck's 
Arbotect  20-S  having  won  much  praise 
for  ease  of  use  and  effectiveness.  The 
equipment  for  injecting  fungicides  into 
tree  trunks  can  be  installed  by  any 
handyman-gardener,  but  the  course  of 
wisdom  is  to  have  the  job  done  by  an 
experienced  arborist,  who  will  be  in  a 
position  to  avoid  costly  mistakes.  Any 
group  organizing  itself  to  save  the  neigh- 

borhood elms  should  begin  by  enhsting 
the  services  of  a  professional  arborist 
and  by  consulting  with  the  county  agent 
about  questions  of  quarantine  and  the 
possibility  of  government  aid. 

Strange  Fruit 
The  quince  is  among  the  very  oldest  of 
cultivated  fruits.  It  was  popular  in  an- 

cient Greece,  and  quince  seeds  were 
among  the  essential  supplies  sent  from 
England  to  the  Massachusetts  Bay  Colo- 

ny in  the  1620s.  A  low,  spreading  tree 
with  handsome  flowers  like  oversized 

apple  blossoms  in  mid-spring,  the  quince 
is  worth  growing  simply  for  its  decora- 

tive value.  In  fall,  the  fruit,  like  fuzz- 
covered  pears,  ripens  slowly  along  the 
zigzag  branches.  Even  when  ripe,  a 
quince  is  hard  and  rather  tasteless. 
Cooked,  though,  it  becomes  something 
else  again — stewed  or  made  into  jam  or 
jelly,  the  unmistakable  flavor  comes  out. 
Just  as  they  come  from  the  tree,  a  few 
ripe  quinces  in  a  bowl  will  perfume  the 
air  of  a  whole  room  and  attract  attention 

for  their  odd  shape  and  rich,  orange-yel- 
low color.  Quince  trees  are  not  widely 

available  at  nurseries  nowadays,  but  a 
httle  looking  will  usually  turn  up  a  few. 
One  of  the  mail-order  nurseries  that  lists 
quince  trees  is  J.  E.  Miller  Nurseries, 
Inc.,  5060  West  Lake  Rd.,  Canandaigua, 
N.  Y.  14424,  whose  catalogue  is  free.

(to  say  nothing  of  those  who  are  some- 
what older  than  Hansel  and  Gretel) 

could  be  well  contented  with.  But  I 

mustn't  cast  my  net  too  far — favorite  se- 

cret places  are  like  so-called  "best" friends,  of  whom  one  cannot  afford  to 
have  too  many.  Let  me  just  mention, 
then,  a  bungalow  that  crowns  the  brow 
of  a  certain  low  hill  in  Connecticut, 

looking  out  over  a  valley  uncannily  little 

changed  from  Colonial  times.  The  bun- 
galow is  in  the  Hawaiian  style,  in  tribute 

to  its  owners,  descendants  of  generations 
of  missionaries  to  the  Sandwich  Islands. 
It  was  designed  some  seventy  years  ago 
by  a  sister  of  Louis  Comfort  Tiffany,  and 
one  comes  to  suspect,  in  the  course  of 

passing  happy  days  in  that  place,  that 
she  was  every  bit  as  talented  as  he.  Her 

lucky  grandchildren,  great-grandchil- 
dren, and  great-great-grandchildren  live 

and  flourish  there  to  this  day,  under  the 
broad  roof  that  she  spread  for  them. 

Last  of  all,  most  favored  of  all,  let  me 

mention  a  tiny  17th-century  clock  shop 
which  once  stood  on  the  village  green  in 
East  Hampton,  Long  Island,  and,  being 
threatened  with  destruction,  was  moved 

to  a  permanent  site  in  a  thicket  of  pines 
on  Further  Lane.  Its  owner,  Elizabeth 
Fondaras,  has  transformed  the  shop  into 
a  cozy  guest  house,  consisting  of  a  living 
room,  bedroom,  dressing  room,  and 

bathroom.  From  a  big  window  in  the  liv- 
ing room,  one  glances  out  across  a  rosy 

brick  terrace  and  a  dune  planted  with 
beach  plum  and  bayberry  to  the  two 
blues  of  ocean  and  sky.  The  clock  shop 
is  the  ideal  secret  place  to  be  alone  in,  or 
to  share  with  another,  whether  at  work 

or  play;  there  is  no  room  for  a  third. 
Here  if  anywhere  we  can  lift  up  our  faces 
to  the  sun  and  dare  to  assert,  with  Henry 
James,  that  we  are  simply  and  joyfully

In  cold  weather, 
run  at  low  speed,  they  recycle  air 
trapped  at  the  ceiling.  At  high  speed  in 
summer,  they  create  a  breeze  to  keep 
you  cool.  They  can  also  help  circulate 
the  air-conditioned  air  so  rooms  cool  off 
more  quickly.

specializing  in  swimming  pools  who  has 
seen  your  pool  firsthand  could  tell  you 
what  if  any  decoration  your  pool  surface 
could  accept.  (Chlorine,  algacides,  and 
bacteriocides  can  cause  some  paints  to 
deteriorate,  for  example.) 
Two  safety  pointers  from  the 

N.S.P.I. — Stec;  clear  of  an  elaborate  de- 
sign or  dark  colo.  that  would  obscure  the 

bottom  of  the  pool.  And  be  sure  the  floor 
and  sides  of  the  pool  offer  a  j^ood  grip 
and  firm  footing — glazed  tile  is  consid- 

ered too  slippciy  to  use  except  perhaps  as

Disappearing  beds 
Q.  We  are  building  a  screened-in 
porch  and  want  to  sleep  on  it.  For 
convenience  and  space-saving,  we 
are  planning  on  a  Murphy  bed. 
Can  you  direct  me  to  the  manu- 
facturer? 

— L.M.N.,  Bentonville,  Ark. 

A.  The  firm  you're  looking  for  is  the 
Murphy  Door  Bed  Company,  40  E.  34th 
St.,  New  York,  N.Y.  10016.  Its  cata- 

logue available  for  50^ — shows  twin-, 
double  ,  and  queen-size  bed  frames  you 
can  swing  up  into  your  own  closet  or 

cabinet  during  the  day  and  gives  the 
minimum  interior  dimensions  your  cabin- 

etmaker needs  to  know  to  build  a  closet 

or  cabinet  to  fit.  Murphy  ships  virtually 
world-wide.  There  are  even  two  Murphy 
beds  that  circle  the  world  twice  a  year, 

on  the  Queen  Elizabeth  II. 

If  your  locale  is  humi3,  Clark  Mur- 
phy— a  descendant  of  the  founder — sug- 

gests you  think  twice  before  putting  any 
bed  on  your  porch.  Porches  tend  to  be 
damp,  mattresses  absorbent.  You  could 
end  up  with  a  mildewed  mattress  or  a 
warped  cabinet,  although  the  following 

precautions  may  prevent  this  from 
happening: 

(1)  Pick  a  "Styleline"  model,  which  has 
a  urethane  foam  mattress  support,  and 
use  it  with  a  foam  mattress  (Murphy 

makes  an  optional  one).  (2)  Cover  the 
mattress  with  yor  own  rubberized  sheet, 
quilted  mattress  pad  (for  absorbency  and 
thus  more  comfort),  then  bedding.  (3) 

Ask  your  cabinetmaker  to  use  warp-re- 
sistant materials  like  particle  board  cov- 

ered with  plastic  laminate,  not  plywood 

or  pine. 
If  you  were  ordering  a  Murphy  bed 

for  an  inside  room  where  dampness  isn't 
a  problem,  you  might  also  consider  mod- 

els with  a  coil  boxspring  or,  least  expen- 

sive, flat  "ribbon"  springs.  There  are 
"Sidebed"  flat  spring  models,  too,  avail- 

able in  twin  or  double  size.  For  all,  you 

provide  the  mattress. 

Boole  wail  basics 
Q.  We're  interested  in  knowing 
more  about  the  shelving  support- 

ed by  stainless  steel  tubes,  shown 
on  pages  138-139  of  your  October 
'78  issue.

A.  What  architect  Wilder  Green  has  de- 

signed is  not  a  bookshelf  added  onto  a 
wall  but  a  wall  added  onto  a  bookshelf: 

A  custom-designed  steel  armature  came 

first,  then  the  plastering.  Custom  verti- 
cal steel  angles  were  bolted  into  the  ex- 

isting structural  wall  of  the  apartment. 
Cantilevered  steel  rods  were  welded  onto 

the  angles,  perpendicularly.  A  spacer  en- 
circles the  base  of  each  rod  to  help  pre- 

vent the  plaster  from  cracking.  Then  the 
wall  was  plastered  so  the  armature  was 
buried  within,  with  only  the  ends  of  the 
steel  rods  protruding.  The  ends  of  the 
rods  were  then  capped  with  custom 

screw-on,  polished,  stainless  steel  tubes. 
The  shelves  are  glass,  each  shelf  one 

length  of  glass  about  '/i-inch  thick. 
Since  there  are  no  plans  available, 

your  best  bet  is  to  see  if  a  local  architect 
or  a  good  building  contractor  can  have 
the  appropriate  parts  custom  made  and 
installed  for  you.  ■

A  chicory  breaic 

Southerners  have  long  known 
dried  chicory  roots  to  be  the 
added  ingredient  without 
which  one  can't  achieve  true 
Creole-style  French  coffee. 

Chicory  is  a  dual-purpose 
plant.  The  tops  of  Cichorium 
intybus,  once  known  as  C. 
endivia,  produce  just  what 
the  name  implies,  the  famil- 

iar winter  endive  or  witloof. 
Getting  those  tightly  packed 
spears  of  endive,  however, 
requires  more  work  than  the 
limited  production  probably 
warrants.  For  your  window 
sill  herb  garden,  think  of 
chicory  as  a  pleasant  plant 
that  adds  some  extra  fla- 

vor— and  pretty  blue  flowers 
as  a  bonus.  It's  a  plant  you 
might  reflect  on  absent-min- 

dedly while  drinking  your 
morning  coffee. 

Chicory  has  a  long  tap- 
root, so  use  a  large  pot,  say  8 

inches  in  diameter.  Potting 
soil  without  any  extras  (such 
as  dried  manure)  makes  for 
good  growth.  The  plant  does 
not  like  to  be  nourished  too 
well. 

This  might  help  explain  its 
leggy  growth  in  the  wilds, 
for  plants  that  thrive  on  poor 
soil  are  rarely  lush  in  appear- 

ance. But  lush  is  how  you 
want  a  house  plant  to  look. 

That's  where  your  salad  bowl 
comes  in.  Pinch  back  new 
growth  to  keep  the  plant 
bushy  and  feathery.  The 
trimmings  go  straight  into 
the  salad. 

Keep  chicory  in  the  sun- 
niest window  available.  Wa- 

ter it  well,  and  it  should 
season  your  salads  for  years.

German  mantel  clock 

Q.  Who  made 
my  mantel 
clock?  Will  my 

rough  sketch 
of  the  mark 

help  date  it? 
ST.  O  D. 

— Tulsa,  Okla. 

A.  Your  mantel  clock  bears  the  regis- 
tered trademark  of  the  German  clock 

manufacturer  Schlenker  &  Kienzle,  who 

was  active  at  Schwenningen  before  1896 
and  went  out  of  business  sometime  after 
1904  and  before  1922.  The  majority  of 
its  clocks  were  intended  for  the  Ameri- 

can export  market,  its  American  agent 
being  the  Kienzle  Clock  Co.  of  New 
York  City.  No  doubt  World  War  I  was  a 
serious  blow  to  its  trade. 

Victorian  settee 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  anything 
about  the  corvings  on  my  old 
sola  and  chair  and  perhaps 
date  them  lor  me? 

F.L.R. — New  Orleans,  La. 

A.  Your  mid-19th-century  Victorian 
parlor  settee  and  chair  are  in  the  Re- 

vived Louis  XV  or  Victorian  Louis  XV 

style  and  are  perhaps  the  work  of  a 

French  emigre  menuisier  who  special- 
ized in  carved  furniture.  In  the  18th-cen- 
tury French  Louis  XV  and  Louis  XVI 

styles,  the  vast  family  of  attributes  or 
trophies  were  almost  everywhere:  first  of 

all,  the  winged  cupid,  his  bow  and  ar- 
row, his  blazing  torch,  and  hearts  in 

pairs;  next,  the  pastoral  attributes,  the 
crook,  the  bagpipes,  the  shady  straw  hat 
of  the  shepherdess  and  her  wicker  basket 
for  gathering  berries  in  the  woods  or 

flowers  in  the  meadows.  Trophies  of  mu- 
sic— the  violin,  guitar,  tamtiourine,  and 

flageolet — found  favor,  as  well  as  the 
trophies  of  hunting  and  fishing;  but  the 
stately  and  warlike  trophies  of  Louis 
XIV — arms  and  armor,  shields  and 

swords — were  no  longer  in  fashion. 

Meissen-style  porcelain 

Q.  I  have  tried  to  troce  my  por- 
celain figures  but  have  so  far 

been  unable  to.  What  can  you 
tell  me  about  them? 

J. J. T.— Birmingham,  Ala. 

A.  According  to  your  mark,  your  porce- 

lain group  was  made  at  a  German  fac- 
tory started  at  Scheibe-Alsbach  in  the 

Thuringia  district  by  A.  W.  Fr.  Kister  in 
1834.  Its  chief  production  was  porcelain 
figures  in  the  Meissen  manner  and  on 
which  the  fame  of  Meissen  so  largely  de- 

pends. Your  group  dates  before  1891. 

Tea  service  mark 

Q.  I  have  cop- ied the  mark 
that's  on  my 

tea  service. 
From  it  can  you 
identify  the 
company  that 

made  the  ser- vice and  tell 
me  how  old  it 
is?  A.D. ^Rome,  Ga. 

A.  William  A.  Rogers  Ltd.  succeeded  the 

Niagara  Silver  Company  before  1904.  It 
was  an  Ontario  corporation  with  offices  in 
New  York  City  and  factories  in  Niagara 
Falls,  Ont.,  and  North  Hampton,  Mass. 
The  firm  began  making  plated  silver  in 
1894.  Your  service  probably  dates  around 

the  turn  of  the  century.  Rogers  was  pur- 
chased by  Oneida  Silversmiths  in  1929.

Q.  What  informalion  have  you 
about  this  old  lithograph  which 
I  treasure? 

J.A.K.— Pueblo,  Colo. 

A.  Your  lithograph  was  reproduced 
from  Birds  of  Great  Britain,  pubHshed  in 

5  volumes  in  London,  1873,  by  the  au- 
thor John  Gould.  The  species  Harelda 

Glacialis  (long-tailed  duck)  is  in  vol.  5, 
no.  33.  The  front  figure  represents  a 

male  in  winter  plumage;  the  reduced  fig- 
ures a  male  and  female  in  summer  plum- 
age.

that  the  long  central  tail  feathers  and 
large  crest  of  the  male  are  never  seen  in 
the  female.  We  understand  that  there 

was  only  one  issue  of  the  plates.

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  the  style  of  my 
unusual  table,  how  old  it  might 
be,  and  where  it  was  made?

A.  Two  distinguishing  features  of  the 

French  Louis  XVI  style  (c.  1760- 
1790) — a  taste  for  furniture  enriched 
with  porcelain  plaques  and  a  gallery  of 

pierced  brass  around  the  tops  of  tables — 
have  been  effectively  used  in  the  orna- 

mentation of  your  Second  Empire-style 
table  of  tripod  form  (1852-1870).  The  por- 

celain plaque  set  in  the  top  of  your  table 
was  made  at  the  French  manufactory 
Creil  and  Montereau  when  Lebeuf  and 

Milet  were  the  proprietors  (1841-1876).

A.  The  shape  of  your  English  Victorian 
luster  pitcher  indicates  that  it  was  made 

around  1840.  It  is  quite  unusual  for  lus- 
terware  to  have  three  colors — in  your 
case,  yellow,  green,  and  pink. 

American  pewter 

Q.  No  one  in  my  family  ever 
seemed  to  know  the  history  oi 
my  pewter  set.  Have  you  any 
way  of  tracing  it? 

M.L.S.— Arlington,  Va. 

A.  Your  pewter  was  made  probably  in 
America  about  the  1820s.  The  shape  of 
your  candlesticks  with  a  shaft  in  the 
form  of  an  inverted  cone  supported  by  a 
high  circular  foot  has  been  copied  from 
an  English  sterling  model  of  which  a 

great  many  were  made  from  about  1780- 
1820.  The  round  and  bulbous  form  of 

the  teapot  reflects  the  influence  of  the 
American  Empire  style.

Start 
with  organized  cabinets.  Keep 
dishes  for  large  parties  in  one 
place — roasters,  casseroles, 
serving  trays — and  stack  hors 

d'oeuvre  platters  and  bowls 
together. 

File  separately  tried-and-true 
menus  and  recipes  for  enter- 

taining; make  bold  headings 
for  courses  and  devise  your 
own  color  codings  to  indicate 
time  needed  for  preparation 
and  cooking. 

If  you  entertain  often,  one  or 

two  folding  round  "caterer's" 
tables  are  a  good  invest- 

ment— they  can  hang  on  the 
wall  in  the  basement,  attic, 
garage,  come  in  handy  when

Have  brass  candlesticks  and

cream,  a  big  basket  of  spong- 
es, travel-size  comb  and 

brush,  packets  of  soap  flakes, 
spot  remover,  shoe  polish  and 
a  buffer  left  on  special  shelves 
are  welcoming  surprises.  So  is 
a  small  basket  of  local  fruit, 

especially  if  guests  are  mid- 
night snackers.  Even  non- 

breakfasters  will  be  delighted 
if  you  tiptoe  in  to  leave  a  roll 
and  jam  on  the  bedside  table 
in  the  mornings. 

Simple  decorating 
Wine  decanters,  silver  baby 

mugs,  cut-glass  vinegar 
cruets,  jelly  glasses  turn  into

INGENIOUS  WAYS  TO  MAKE  YOUR  LIFE  EASIER  ENTERTAINING 

Quick  food 
Easy  party  food  can  come 
right  from  the  cupboard. 
Keep  a  few  useful  items  on 
hand  like  tinned  pate,  and 
nuts,  water  chestnuts,  and 

pickles  to  be  wrapped  in  ba- 
con and  grilled  (you  can 

freeze  bacon  for  several 

months). 

The  bases  for  many  easy  party 
dishes  can  be  made  well  ahead 

and  frozen,  like  shrimp  Cre- 
ole— just  add  the  shrimp  (or 

vary  it  with  chicken,  crab, 
pork)  at  the  last  minute,  cook 
until  tender,  serve. 

Try  your  hand  at  a  kitchen 

herb  garden  or  a  seed  sprout- 
er for  crisp  salad  toppings — 

hang  a  pair  of  kitchen  shears 
nearby  to  snip  off  sprigs. 

Fill  a  hoUowed-out  red  cab- 
bage with  dip  for  crudites,  or 

spoon  it  into  small  shells  on 
individual  plates. 

Stock  the  bar  with  basics — ol- 

ives, onions,  tomato  juice,  su- 
perfine sugar,  and  bottled  or 

powdered  cocktail  mixes  for 
large  gatherings.  Have  big 
glass  pitchers  on  hand  ready 
to  fill  with  refreshing  lemon- 

ade, wine  spritzers,  or  Cam- 
pari and  soda  on  warm 

evenings. 

Hors  d'oeuvre  and  first 
courses  can  be  as  simple  as 
whipping  sour  cream  into 

chilled  tomato  or  tomato-veg- 
etable juice — garnish  with 

chopped  chives. 

Give  cheese  straws  a  new 

"snap,  crackle,  and  pop":  Mix 
together  '/<  pound  butter,  1 
cup  each  flour,  freshly  grated 
sharp  Cheddar,  Rice  Krispies, 

'/,  teaspoon  Tabasco,  and  a 
pinch  salt.  Shape  into  flat- 

tened rolls  or  balls,  bake  on 

greased  cookie  sheet  12  min- 

utes, at  350".  Makes  about  4 
dozen  thccsc  straws 

When  the  group  is  larger. 
New  York  cook  and  food 

writer  Mary-Ellen  Weinrib 
likes  to  serve  a  thinly  sliced 
filet  of  beef  at  cocktail  buffets, 

along  with  one  platter  of  cru- 
dites and  herb  dip.  Start  the 

filet  just  before  guests  arrive, 
cook  20  minutes,  then  let 
stand  a  few  minutes  at  room 

temperature.  Carve  and  set  on 
buffet  with  French  or  Italian 

bread,  a  bowl  of  good  mus- 
tard, and  chopped  scallions. 

Nothing  takes  the  place  of 
hearty  stews,  chilis,  and 

chowders  for  informal  get-to- 
gethers— just  make  your  next 

batch  a  few  quarts  larger, 

pour  into  plastic  cartons,  and 
freeze.  Then  simply  reheat 

quickly  in  a  double  boiler 
over  low  heat. 

Or  gather  the  ingredients  for 

a  Chinese  "firepot" — like  fon- due, but  bits  of  firm  fish, 
meat,  chicken,  and  vegetables 
cook  in  boiling  broth.  Serve 
with  noodles  and  soy  sauce. 

Wrap  a  Bonbel,  Gouda,  or 

other  round  cheese  in  refrig- 
erator crescent  roll  dough. 

Bake  45  minutes,  or  until 

brown,  at  375°. 

Dress  up  quick  desserts — 
sprinkle  instant  coffee  gran- 

ules on  coffee  ice  cream, 

shreds  of  orange  zest  or 
shaved  chocolate  on  orange 

sherbet.  Or  stir  together  seed- 
less green  grapes  and  sour 

cream.  "Three-cup  ambro- 
sia": Combine  1  cup  each 

pineapple  chunks,  mandarin 
oranges,  sour  cream,  sprinkle 
with  shredded  coconut  and 
mini  marshmallows. 

Finishing  touches  are  easier 

now,  too — making  espresso 
for  up  to  50  people  is  a  snap 

since  Medaglia  d'Oro  ground 
espresso  works  in  any  coffee 
maker,  filter  pot,  automatic 

drip,  or  electric.  For  50-60 
demitasses,  fill  30-cup  perco- 

lator with  cold  water,  fill  bas- 
ket with  3  measuring  cups 

espresso  (just  a  little  bit  less 
than  a  12-ounce  can),  and 
brew  as  usual. 

Quick  broccoli  soup:  Cook 
broccoli  until  tender,  puree  in 
blender.  Stir  into  chicken 
broth,  add  sour  cream  or 
heavy  cream,  salt,  pepper, 
thyme  to  taste,  dollop  with 
sour  cream  and  parsley  sprigs. 

Serving  it  up 
When  you're  searching  for  the 
proper  serving  dish  or  equip- 

ment, remember  how  many 
items  do  double  duty,  even 
the  kitchen  sink!  Designer 
Zandra  Rhodes  turns  hers 

into  part  of  the  buffet  counter 

in  her  galley-sized  kitchen. 
She  sets  a  big  bowl  of  main 
course  pasta  in  one  side  of  the 
sink,  another  of  salad  in  the 

second  side — guests  help 
themselves  as  they  go  by,  and 
baskets  of  breads  wait  at  the 
other  end. 

The  oversized  brandy  snifter 

you  usually  float  one  rose  or 
gardenia  in  is  perfect  for 

punches — chill  with  an  ice 
circle,  layer  fresh  fruit  on  top. 

Turn  a  pretty  oven-to-table 
casserole  into  a  chafing  dish 
for  cocktail  parties,  or  keep 

hot  fudge  sauce  warm  in  a 
small  one  as  you  serve  dessert. 

At  children's  parties,  individ- 

ual pails  with  the  child's name  on  the  side  hold  food 
and  favors  neatly. 

Ice  down  beer,  soda,  and  wine 
in  wheelbarrows,  umbrella 

stands,  large  flowerpots;  fill 
cut-down  barrels,  large 
chemical  beakers,  bushel  fruit 
baskets  with  breads  and 

whole  fresh  fruits  at  an  out- 
door buffet.

pepper  and  your  own  dried 
herbs  to  sprinkle  on  salads.

Massage:  The  high-energy,  no-calorie 
tonic  for  tension 

One  of  the  greatest  luxuries  life  has  to 

offer  for  many  people  is  an  effective  mas- 

sage. In  their  view,  however,  it's  hardly 
a  luxury — it's  a  necessity.  House  &  Gar- 

den asked  physiotherapist  Venizelos  An- 
toniadis  for  some  simple  and  safe 
massage  techniques  that  anyone  can  do 
for  someone  else  to  relieve  common  ten- 

sion. Mr.  Antoniadis  believes  that  the 

first  thing  to  do  is  to  distinguish  stress 

from  tension.  "Humans  thrive  on  stress, 
the  right  kind  of  stress,  the  stress  that 

comes  from  a  challenge  or  from  excite- 
ment. The  point  is  that  this  stress  is  tem- 

porary. Stress  turns  to  tension  when  the 
challenge  or  the  excitement  persists. 
That,  combined  with  a  lack  of  exercise, 
can  cause  the  headaches,  the  shoulder 

pains,  the  stiffness  that  simple  tension 
produces.  The  five  techniques  I  suggest 

help  induce  relaxation,  and  when  a  per- 
son is  relaxed  he  breathes  better.  Im- 

prove the  breathing  and  you  improve  the 

person's  sense  of  well-being." 

What  you'll  need 
A  massage  table  is  nice  to  have  but  it  is 

not  essential.  Any  medium-to-hard  sur- 
face a  person  can  lie  on  will  do.  A  bed  is 

not  the  best  surface  because  it  is  too 

springy.  Cover  the  surface  with  a  fresh 
sheet  and  roll  a  towel  into  a  hard  pillow, 
if  you  want  it.  Mr.  Antoniadis  says  these 
five  motions  should  take  about  20  min- 

utes. He  suggests  that  you  use  the  bare 
minimum  of  oil  on  your  hands;  Albolene 
cream  is  his  favorite,  and  he  advises  that 

you  only  brush  the  surface  of  your  palms 

with  it.  Do  not  slather  your  "patient"  as 
it  will  interfere  with  your  ability  to  pick 
up  the  skin  and  manipulate  the  muscles. 
He  also  recommends  working  against 

the  body's  natural  circulation,  which 
means  movements  should  be  made  to- 

ward the  heart. 

The  back:  Beginning  at  the  coccyx 
where  the  slight  rise  from  the  buttocks 
begins,  spread  the  index  and  middle  fin- 

gers so  the  spine  lies  between  the  fingers' 
second  joints.  Grasp  your  v,'risl  with 
your  other  hand,  press  down  firmly  at 
each  vertebra.

he  thinks  is  one  of  the  most  important 
ingredients  of  health.  Each  of  these 

movements  can  be  done  by  itself  to  re- 
lieve tension  in  that  particular  part  of 

the  body.  Or  if  you  want  to  do  all  five  in 
sequence  begin  with  the  scalp,  then 
move  to  the  neck,  down  to  the  feet,  and 
finish  with  the  back  and  shoulders.  He 

suggests  that  if  you  combine  exercise 
with  massage,  that  massage  come  after. 
To  increase  the  psychological  benefit  of 
the  massage,  he  suggests  that  you  allow 
for  extra  time  to  doze  or  nap  afterward. 

Grasp  the  scalp  with  fingers  slightly  bent 

Scalp:  You  won't  need  any  cream  or 
oil.  Grasp  the  skull  with  your  fingertips 
and  with  your  fingers  slightly  bent. 
Think  of  the  scalp  as  a  skin  and  make 
firm  but  gentle  scrunching  motions 
working  in  circles  around  the  head.  This 
will  take  some  strength  and  control  in 
your  hands  to  keep  the  pressure  even 
through  the  fingertips.  Your  patient  will

PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE  E 
BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

Plants  and  flowers  for 

years  of  pleasure  in  your  house 

One  of  the  objects  of  drying  plants  is  to 
bring  some  cheery  natural  color  into  the 
winter-darkened  house.  At  one  time  or 
another  we  have  probably  all  dried 

plants — a  four-leaf  clover  pressed  be- 
tween the  leaves  of  a  book,  milkweed 

pods  gathered  by  the  roadside,  or  simply 
a  bough  of  colorful  fall  leaves  saved 
from  a  weekend  drive  in  the  country. 
These  momentos  retain  much  of  their 

form  and  color  for  a  long  time,  and  with 
a  bit  of  planning,  they  can  last  even 

longer  and  retain  even  more  of  their  nat- 
ural beauty. 

Dried  plants  do  not  keep  all  the  char- 
acteristics of  their  living  counterparts,  of 

course.  However,  they  compensate  for 
this  loss  not  only  by  extended  display 

life,  but  by  enabling  you  to  combine  var- 
ious plants  that  would  not  naturally 

come  into  full  show  at  the  same  time. 

Nature  cannot  display  milkweed  pods 

with  asters  and  cattails — but  you  can. 
The  three  most  common  methods  of 

drying  flowers  are  pressing,  hanging, 
and  using  a  drying  agent  such  as  silica 
gel,  available  in  a  kit  with  instructions 
from  garden  centers  and  hobby  stores. 
Pressing  is  somewhat  limiting  in  that,  of 
course,  you  end  up  with  flat  specimens. 
On  the  other  hand,  in  the  case  of  some 

leaves  this  hardly  matters. 
Hanging  probably  originated  as  an 

offshoot  of  herb  drying.  No  doubt  some- 
one, noticing  that  the  dried  botanicals 

meant  to  be  used  for  their  curative  or 

seasoning  powers  retained  much  of  their

shape  and  color  when  removed  from  the 
drying  rack,  placed  them  upright  in  a 

container  for  display.  Then  others,  ad- 
miring their  attractiveness,  followed 

suit.  Hanging,  the  simplest  method,  re- 
quiring no  special  preparation  or  materi- 

als, is  still  the  most  popular  method  for 

preserving  flowers. 
To  dry  plants  by  the  hanging  method, 

cut  them  on  a  bright  sunny  day  when 
the  flowers  are  well  opened  but  not  quite 

at  their  peak  of  perfection.  Don't  be 
afraid  to  experiment  in  choosing  which 
plants  to  pick.  The  more  you  try,  the 

more  variety  you  will  have  for  your  win- 
ter bouquets.  If  some  of  the  plants  do 

not  dry  attractively  for  you,  that's  no 
problem — you'll  have  plenty  more  to 
choose  from.  Although  drying  flowers  is 
very  simple,  at  one  time  or  another  some 
specimens  simply  will  not  cooperate.  Yet 
the  following  year  the  same  variety  will 

dry  marvelously.  So  don't  let  an  occa- 
sional failure  discourage  you. 

Flowers  to  be  hung  to  dry  are  usually 

cut  with  their  stems  a  foot  br  more  long 
to  facilitate  more  variety  when  it  comes 
to  making  up  an  arrangement.  On  the 
other  hand,  the  less  there  is  on  the  stem, 
the  better  it  will  dry.  So  remove  t4ie 
leaves  from  flowered  stems.  Dry  foliage 

separately. 
Now  fasten  three  to  ten  stems  togeth- 
er with  a  rubber  band — the  grassier  and 

drier  the  original  specimens,  the  more 
you  can  safely  bundle  in  one  group.  You 
can  use  string  instead,  but  as  the  stems 

dry,  they  shrink,  so  they  will  tend  to 

drop  out  of  their  hold. 
Suspend  the  bunched  materials  upside 

down  on  your  drying  rack.  This  will 
help  keep  the  flower  heads  vertical  and 
the  stems  straight.  In  some  cases  you 

might  want  gracefully  curved  stems.  If 
so,  tie  single  stems  of  a  plant  gently  to 
curved  wires  of  the  desired  shape  and 
suspend  these  from  your  drying  rack  in 

such  a  way  that  the  flower  heads  are  up- 
side down  and  parallel  to  the  floor. 

Usually  the  first  thing  that  comes  to 
mind  when  one  thinks  of  drying  plants  is 

flowers,  particularly  the  so-called  straw- 
flowers,  or  everlasting  flowers  readily 
available  at  most  florists.  Still,  there  is  a 
lot  more  than  flowers  you  can  dry. 

High  on  the  list  of  other  useful  dried 
plants  are  the  grasses.  Not  the  varieties 
that  make  up  the  closely  cropped  green 
carpet  that  forms  the  average  lawn,  but 
the  wild  meadow  grasses.  Belatedly, 
some  grasses  are  even  being  recognized

Making  a  simple  drying  racic 
Bunches  of  flowers  can  be  hung  from 
nails  in  the  attic  rafters  or  near  the  boiler 
in  the  basement,  but  the  results  are  not 
always  the  best.  For  one  thing,  drying 

plants  really  shouldn't  touch  metal.  For 
another,  with  this  method  they're  often 
too  close  to  the  roof  or  the  walls,  respec- 

tively, for  good  air  circulation. 

If  you're  planning  to  dry  flowers,  why 
not  build  a  simple  drying  rack?  It's  not all  that  difficult. 

There  are  no  set  rules  for  the  design  of 
a  rack  other  than  that  it  should  be  light- 

weight, so  it's  easy  to  move  about,  and  it 
should  have  an  open  framework  to  maxi- 

mize air  circulation.  Mine  is  based  on 

the  Christmas  tree  stand  that  for  years 
had  only  a  .Vwcck  season  of  use.  Taking 
an  old  broom  handle,  I  drilled  a  number 

of  staggered  holes  descending  from  the 
top.  Fastening  the  broom  handle  into  the 
stand  as  if  it  were  a  barren  tree,  I  then 

proceeded  to  push  some  thin  dowels 
through  the  holes.  Pushing  the  dowels 
halfway  through  will  produce  a  round 
rack.  Inserting  them  only  a  short  way 

enables  you  to  make  a  half-round  that 
can  parallel  a  wall,  or  even  a  quarter- 
round,  if  you  stagger  the  holes  within  a 
quarter  turn  of  the  broom,  that  will  fit  in 
the  corner  (not  too  far  in,  remember — 
plan  to  leave  at  least  6  inches  between 
the  drying  plants  and  the  wall  to  ensure 
good  air  circulation).  Whichever  way 

suits  your  space,  you'll  find  it  a  quick, 
easy-to-make,  and  stable  drying  rack 
that  also  gives  extra  mileage  to  your 
Christmas  tree  stand.

as  important  additions  to  the  flower  gar- 
den. Although  their  flowers  pass  unob- 

served into  seed,  these  decorative  grasses 
have  striking  forms  that  add  variety  in- 

doors and  out.  They  are  also  some  of  the 
easiest  plant  materials  to  dry. 

If  you  want  to  expand  your  choice  of 
grasses  for  drying,  why  not  plan  on 
planting  some  next  year?  Varieties  of 
decorative  grass  seeds  can  be  purchased 
from  a  number  of  seedsmen,  including 
Park  Seed  Co.,  Greenwood,  S.C.  29647. 
Try  feather  grass,  or  foxtail  millet  {Se- 
taria  macrochaeta),  and  hare's  tail,  as 
well  as  animated  oats  {Avena  sterilis), 
whose  florets  wave  about  and  wink  while 
the  grass  grows. 

Come  fall,  the  grasses  with  their  strik- 
ing seed  heads  can  be  dried  right  along 

with  the  flowers.  The  best  spot  in  the 
house  for  a  drying  rack  is  one  with  good 
air  circulation  and  some  extra  heat. 
Warm  but  not  hot  is  the  rule. 

The  attic,  the  cellar  near  the  furnace, 
and  the  kitchen  are  the  most  commonly 
used  places  for  drying.  J]vi  kitchen  can 
present  a  problem  c>f  a  light  grease  coat- 

ing sometimes  settling  on  the  plants.  On 
the  other  hand,  of  courre,  flowers  drying 
by  the  stove  are  a  lovely  couutry-kitch- 
en-like  sight. 

An  alternate  way  to  dry  :' .  ■. ^rs  is  in  a 
44 

sand  box.  The  principle,  which  is  to  bury 
the  flowers  in  a  desiccation  medium,  is 
the  same  as  that  used  with  the  silica  gel 
in  commercial  flower-drying  kits.  But  in 

the  case  of  sand,  you  don't  have  to  wor- 
ry about  overdrying. 

If  you  don't  have  a  garden,  or  if  you 
can't  bear  to  cut  your  own  flowers, 
blooms  from  the  florist  can  be  dried 
more  readily  in  sand  than  by  hanging. 
Use  the  freshest  blossoms  you  can  find, 
and  leave  on  them  as  much  stem  as  the 

box  you  are  going  to  use  will  allow.  Old 
shoe  boxes  are  the  containers  most  com- 

monly used,  but  they  limit  stem  length 
to  under  a  foot.  If  you  get  your  flowers 
from  the  store,  ask  to  have  them  pack- 

aged in  a  long-stemmed-rose  box.  Then 
you'll  have  a  good  container  for  drying 
extra-tall  specimens.  Once  filled  with 
sand,  however,  the  box  will  be  heavy,  so 
you  will  have  to  work  where  the  box  is 
going  to  remain  during  drying.  Try  to 
move  it,  and  chances  are  the  box  will 
buckle  and  spill. 

Put  the  flowers  you  wish  to  dry  in  a 
vase  of  cold  water  while  you  get  your 
materials  and  boxes  ready.  A  2-hour 
soak  will  allow  them  time  to  absorb 

enough  moisture  to  prevent  wilting  dur- 
ing the  first  stages  of  drying.  However, 

there  should  be  no  dew  or  moisture  on 
the  flowers  themselves. 

Line  each  of  your  boxes  with  heavy 

wrapping  paper.  Fill  in  a  1-inch  layer  of 
fine  dry  sand.  Then  take  a  piece  of  stiff 

cardboard  and  fold  it  in  half.  Make  a 
notch  in  the  center  of  the  fold.  Put  this 

support  at  one  end  of  the  box  for  a  flow- 
er head  pillow.  Now  lay  a  flower  down 

lengthwise  so  that  the  stem  rests  on  the 
sand  along  the  whole  bottom.  With  the 
flower  head  resting  in  the  notch  of  its 
pillow,  very  gently  scoop  enough  sand  in 
beneath  the  petals  so  that  they  retain 
their  natural  shape.  Put  an  X  on  the 
flower  end  of  the  box. 

Slowly  bury  the  stem  and  flower  in 
sand,  using  a  spoon  and  a  small  fine 
brush  to  get  sand  under  and  around  the 
whole  plant  without  distoijing  its  shape. 
It  must  be  entirely  covered  with  sand. 

However,  don't  cover  the  box  with  a  lid. 
Keep  the  box  in  a  warm,  dry  place  for 

3  to  4  weeks.  But  don't  try  to  rush  things 
by  putting  your  dryer  in  a  really  hot  spot 
as  the  flower's  colors  will  fade. 
When  you  think  the  flower  is  dry — 

timing  comes  with  experimentation — 
open  the  box,  tip  it  on  its  side  slowly, 
carefully  pour  some  sand  out  of  a  comer 
of  the  stem  end  of  the  box.  Remove 

flower  gently;  it  will  be  very  brittle. 
For  more  flowers  with  fewer  boxes, 

dry  just  flower  heads.  Cut  the  stems  off, 
leaving  only  2-inch  stubs.  Set  the  flowers 
face  down  on  the  sand  and  cover  gently 
as  before.  Make  sure  each  stem  stump  is 
covered  with  at  least  an  inch  of  sand. 
Once  the  flower  heads  are  dried,  you  can 

tape  on  florist's  wire  for  stems.  Being 
flexible,  wired  flowers  can  have  their 
stems  bent,  making  the  possibilities  for 
arrangements  more  diverse. 

Drying — the  glycerine 
method 
Leaves,  but  not  flowers,  can  be  pre- 

served by  using  glycerine.  While  it's  not 
drying  in  the  true  sense,  the  results  are 
equally  long-lasting.  And,  unlike  dried 
branches,  those  cured  with  glycerine  are 
relatively  pliable. 

Only  those  plants  which  take  copious 
quantities  of  water  can  be  used  for  glyc- 

erine preserving.  Still,  any  branch  that 
appeals  to  you  is  worth  trying,  for  the 
results  of  a  successful  glycerine  bath  are 
outstanding.  You  might  even  try  prun- 
ings  from  house  plants,  such  as  schef- 
flera,  camellia,  or  rubber  plant. 

Mix  1  part  glycerine  with  2  parts  wa- 
ter. Fill  a  tall  container  5  or  6  inches 

with  this  solution.  Before  inserting  the 
freshly  cut  branches,  mash  the  bottom 
inch  or  so  of  the  stems  well  with  a  ham- 

mer to  aid  in  absorption. 
As  the  glycerine  is  absorbed,  the 

leaves  will  show  a  marked  change  in  col- 
or— usually  to  reddish  in  spring,  brown 

in  fall.  Once  saturated,  the  edges  and  un- 
dersides of  the  leaves  may  even  begin  to 

ooze  a  bit.  Thin-leaved  plants  such  as 
swamp  maple  sometimes  begin  to  droop 
when  they  are  cured.  If  so,  whisk  them 
out  of  the  solution  and  hang  them  upside 
down  on  your  drying  rack.  They  will 
usually  stiffen  up  in  a  few  days,  and  they 
will  have  absorbed  enough  preservative 
to  make  them  last  for  years.  ■

Now's  the  time  to  harvest 
herbs  for  Christmas  giving.

To 
dry  herbs  in  the  oven,  spread 
them  on  a  cookie  sheet  at 
100°- 150°,  with  the  oven  door 

partially  open,  until  herbs 
are  crisp  like  taffeta,  but  not 
burnt.  Small-leaved  herbs 
such  as  thyme  may  take  15 
minutes  or  less;  thicker 
leaves  up  to  an  hour.

GOING  PLACES,  FINDING  THINGS 

Gardens  in  China,  rediscovering  Toronto; 
plus  day  trips  in  the  USA. 

Visiting  China, 
mother  of  gardens 
BY  MARYBETH  WESTON 

Even  before  you  get  to  Lu  Wu — the 
change-point  for  trains  going  from 

Hong  Kong  to  the  People's  RepubHc  of 
China — you  see  a  bit  of  the  ancient 

countryside  you've  imagined.  Green  rice 
paddies  with  cone-hatted  workers  bend- 

ing to  their  tasks.  Water  buffaloes  yoked 
to  wooden  plows,  snowy  cattle  egrets  on 
their  shoulders.  In  the  distance,  tile- 
roofed  farm  villages  with  smoke  curling 
above  plum,  peach,  and  cherry  trees,  all 
in  bloom. 

Our  group  of  45,  on  the  American 

Horticultural  Society's  first  tour  to  Chi- 
na, was  traveling  north  with  spring  to 

Guangzhou  (Canton),  Hangzhou, 
Shanghai,  and  Beijing  (Peking),  a  dis- 

tance and  climate  change  comparable  to 
going  from  Key  West  and  the  Carolinas 
to  Cleveland.  Our  first  day  in  China  was 
last  Easter  Sunday,  April  15,  which  co- 

incided with  Qing-Ming,  a  lunar  holiday 
when  families  visit  ancestral  homes  if 
they  can. WESTON 

For  our  group  of  ardent  gardeners,  it 
was  also  a  pilgrimage.  Many  of  the 
plants  we  love  best  at  home  originated  in 
China.  Tree  peonies,  regal  lilies,  wisteria, 

chrysanthemums,  large-flowered  clema- 
tis, species  of  forsythia,  lilac,  anemone, 

iris,  camellia,  jasmine,  primrose,  rhodo- 
dendrons and  azaleas,  cymbidium  or- 

chids, the  gingko  tree  that  has  become  as 
popular  a  street  tree  in  New  York  as  it  is 
in  China.  All  these  were  introduced  to 

the  West  by  18th-,  19th-,  and  early  20th- 
century  plant  explorers.  Even  many 
modern  roses  were  hybridized  from  a 

rose  brought  to  France  by  an  18th-cen- 
tury priest.  The  greatest  plant  explorer 

of  all,  Ernest  H.  Wilson,  wrote  a  book  he 
called  China,  Mother  of  Gardens. 

The  first  garden  we  visited  was  in 
Guangzhou,  a  marvelous  orchid  garden 
called  Lan-Pu,  and  it  is  as  linear  as  a 
scroll  painting  and  as  full  of  enchant- 

ments. You  enter  it  through  a  moon 
gate,  the  round  symbol  of  perfection.  If 
you  go  there,  keep  walking  to  the  very 
end  or  you  might  miss  the  last  surprise, 
a  gazebo  on  a  cliff  with  steps  down  to  a 
second  level  looking  out  on  a  serene 
pond.  This  gazebo  and  a  nearby  log  hut 
turned  out  to  be  faux-bois,  made  of  con-

Rafting  the  rapids

You'll  laugh,  scream,  get  soaked  and love  it — on  a  one-day  white-water 
joy  ride  a  few  hours  from  New  York. 

They  say  it's  for  beginners,  but  this  is 
no  quiet  mountain  stream  with  a  few 
bubbles  tossed  in  for  atmosphere.  This  is 
real  white  water,  rushing  past  real  boul- 

ders at  a  clip  of  800  cubic  feet  (imagine 

your  kitchen  flooded  to  the  ceiling)  ev- 

ery second.  And  there's  nothing  between 
you  and  the  drink  but  one  little  paddle — 
and  your  equally  novitiate  raft-mates 
with  their  little  paddles.  Nevertheless, 
three  times  a  day  in  spring  and  fall, 
when  seasonal  rains  swell  the  river,  and 

on  two  summer  days  when  dammed  wa- 
ter is  released  in  a  white-water  torrent, 

15-raft  flotillas  set  out  on  a  14-mile 
stretch  of  the  Lehigh  River  in  eastern 

Pennsylvania.  It's  fabulous  fun,  and  any- 
one over  10  years  old  can  do  it.  Paul  and 

Doug  Fogal,  who  have  run  Pocono 
Whitewater  Raftours  for  three  years, 

provide  rugged  inflatable  six-place  boats, 
life  jackets,  and  a  water-tight  pail  for  the 
lunch  you  bring.  They  also  rent  wet 
suits.  Rent  one.  The  water  is  cold.  Be- 

fore you  embark,  the  trip  guide  gives 
you  a  few  safety  instructions.  En  route, 
experienced  pros  ride  in  the  first,  or 
"point"  raft,  the  "sweep"  raft  that 
brings  up  the  rear,  and  two  kayaks  that 
paddle  upstream  and  down,  marking  the 
current  and  generally  riding  shotgun. 

Beyond  that,  you're  on  your  own.  It takes  a  few  minutes  to  get  everyone  in 

the  raft  and  paddling  in  the  same  direc- 
tion, and  a  few  more  to  accept  the  fact 

that,  careful  as  you  were  to  tiptoe  from 

rock  to  rock  to  launch  the  raft,  you're 
going  to  get  your  socks  wet.  By  that 

time,  you're  folded  around  your  first 
boulder,  swamped  to  the  knees  and  use- 

less with  laughter.  But  you  learn  fast, 
and  even  the  learning  is  play.  You  stop  a 
few  times  to  regroup,  rest,  and  have 

lunch.  It's  6  hours  of  good  exercise, 
good  companionship,  and  great  fun, 
even  if  it  rains!  Trips  are  $18  to  $25,  de- 

pending on  the  day  of  the  week.  Write  to 
Pocono  Whitewater  Ltd.,  Route  903, 
Box  44  (HG),  Jim  Thorpe.

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Crete  that  looks  exactly  like 
bark-covered  timbers  bleached 
gray  by  wind  and  weather. 
Several  benches  in  the  garden 
are  faux-bamboo — concrete 
miming  the  groves  behind 
them.  One  bamboo  grove  has 
pebble-textured  paving  with 
openings  where  canes,  under- 
planted  with  liriope  and  oxal- 
is,  can  grow  tall  but  unwanted 
shoots  cannot  spread.  Here 
there  was  a  round  concrete  ta- 

ble with  round  stools,  a 

charming  style  of  garden  fur- 
niture we  often  saw,  even  in 

factory  rest  areas. 
At  a  small  teahouse  built 

over  another  pond  at  Lan-Pu, 
we  were  offered  cups  of  tea 
with  orchid  blossoms  floating 
on  each  one,  and  cookies  we 
could  share  with  huge  carp 
swirling  in  the  water  below 
the  rail.  Along  the  garden 
paths,  under  a  thin  canopy  of 
pines  bordered  by  lady  palms 
(Rhapis  excelsa),  aspidistra, 
and  other  tropical  foliage  we 
tend  to  think  of  as  house 
plants,  were  thousands  of  pots 
of  miniature  cymbidiums  set 
on  concrete  planks.  In  a  lath 
September,  1979 

house,  still  more  orchids,  in- 
cluding some  paphiopedi- 

lums,  were  being  brought  to 
bloom,  all  to  be  used  at  their 
peak  in  depots,  museums, 
government  buildings.  This 
Cantonese  garden  is  open  to 

the  public  and  charges  an  en- 
trance fee  of  a  few  fen  (usual- 

ly 3  to  10  cents)  as  did  all 
those  we  saw.  Unlike  the  oth- 

ers, however,  it  was  not 
crowded.  Because  few  fam- 

ilies have  gardens  of  their  own 
that  tempt  or  require  them  to 
spend  free  time  at  home,  and 
because  the  6-day  work  weeks 
are  staggered — only  school 
children  consistently  have 
Sundays  off — every  park  in 
good  weather  has  a  holiday 
crowd.  The  government 
seems  to  put  a  high  priority 

on  park  planting  and  mainte- 
nance. We  saw  only  one  gar- 

den that  made  our  group  itch 

to  get  in  there  to  weed  and 
that  was  a  handsome  atrium 
at  our  contemporary  hotel  in 
Guangzhou.  Sad,  for  it  had 
obviously  been  created  by  a 
talented  designer.  This  atrium 
had  been  blasted  around  a 
huge  rock.  Banyans  were  left, 
still  growing,  and  asparagus 
ferns  trailed  from  balcony 

planters.  Here,  too,  were  pot- 

ted cycads  and  azaleas,  and  a 
walkway  across  a  fish  pond  to 
connect  two  corridors. 

Everywhere  we  went  we 

saw  potted  plants.  In  train  de- 
pots. On  parlor-car  tables  be- 

tween  facing  seats.  In 

airports.  On  apartment  balco- 
nies and  roofs,  even  tied  to 

homeward-bound  bicycles 
along  with  freshly-bought 

green  vegetables  for  the  eve- 
ning meal.  Pots  are  used  as  in- 

stant gardens  for  traffic 
circles.  In  Guangzhou,  the 
fronds  of  a  huge  cycad  were 
encircled  by  pots  of  red  and 
lavender  dahlias  and  cinerar- 

ias; another  had  a  lady  palm 

surrounded  by  potted  bego- 
nias and  red  salvia. 

We  also  admired  the  ce- 
ramic green  and  blue  trash 

containers  on  street  corners 
and  in  parks.  They  resemble 
antique  Chinese  garden 
stools,  but  have  openings  at 
the  sides  and  a  drawer  at  the 
bottom  for  removing  debris. 
We  saw  the  same  idea  applied 
to  tall  wooden  plant  pedestals 

supporting  geraniums  and 
ferns  at  the  Shanghai  train 
station.  Even  the  short  spit- 

toons one  sees  everywhere  are 

inspired.  They're  often  paint- ed with  flowers.  I  saw  one  on 

a  balcony  used  for  growing 
chives,  and  kept  hoping  to 
find  one  to  buy  to  take  home 

as  a  jardiniere. 
We  visited  a  botanical  gar- 

den in  Hangzhou  and  once 
again  concrete  was  put  to 
imaginative  uses.  Pavilions 
and  arbors  provided  places 
for  wisteria  and  roses  to  ram- 

ble, and  for  rambling  visitors 
to  rest.  We  admired  molded 

pergola  rafters  and  built-in benches  and  thought  how 

vandal-proof  as  well  as  hand- 
some they  would  be  in  city 

parks  at  home,  or  as  highway 
picnic  shelters.  Even  the  new 
sidewalks  were  ornamented 

with  pebble  designs.  Plants 
were  labeled  with  small  con- 

crete slabs  set  at  an  angle  for 
easy  visibility,  and  the  names 
were  incised  in  international 
botanical  Latin  as  well  as  in 

Chinese. 
At  the  Hangzhou  Zoo,  a 

concrete  wall  near  the  en- 
trance showed  in  colorful  tiles 

where  the  attractions  were. 

My  husband's  quick  Polaroid shot  of  the  mosaic  map  made 
it  possible  for  us  to  roam  the 

leafy  paths  on  our  own.  We 
headed  for  the  monkeys'  jas- 

mine-covered rockery,  an  avi- 
Continued  on  next  page 
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ary,  and  the  pandas.  We  watched  pandas 
eating  bamboo  shoots  while  friendly  Pop- 
sicle-licking  Chinese  watched  funny  us. 

Jade  Spring  Park  was  another  treat. 
Here  we  saw  potted  azaleas,  hibiscus, 

kalanchoe,  cinerarias — in  clashing  col- 
ors as  vivid  as  the  silks  and  brocades 

Hangzhou  is  famous  for — and  even  pot- 
ted fish.  Exotic  breeds  like  frisky  flowers 

swam  in  huge  ceramic  bowls  in  a  shady 

courtyard.  We  didn't  know  the  breeds 
by  name  but  it  was  clear  the  Chinese 
did,  discussing  their  merits  as  we  might 
compare  notes  on  a  fine  collection  of 
roses. 

West  Lake  in  Hangzhou,  little 

changed  since  Marco  Polo  visited  it  in 
the  13th  century,  makes  the  images  you 

recall  from  reading  translations  of  Chi- 
nese poems  suddenly  real.  Painted  pavil- 
ions. Leaf-like  boats  and  silent  rowers. 

Pale  willows  and  a  pelting  of  peach  pet- 
als along  rain-glazed  paths,  and  parasols 

that  opened  like  flowers.  (We  had  our 

only  rainy  day  there.)  We  even  saw  swal- 
lows flying  two-by-two  over  pads  of 

summer-blooming  lotus,  symbol  of  puri- 

ty— "how  stainless  it  rises  from  its  mud- 

dy bed,"  a  poet  wrote.  But  we  had sunshine  for  our  boat  ride  out  to  the 

lake's  man-made  islands  and  gardens. 
Here  we  walked  on  zigzag  bridges  that 
force  one  to  slow  down  and  look  at  the 

landscape  from  different  perspectives.  We 

gazed  at  the  causeway  whose  arches  re- 
flect in  the  water  like  many  moon  gates. 

We  saw  bedded-out  English  daisies  and 
pansies,  and  walked  along  the  wall  of 
windows  where  young  Chinese  photo- 

graph each  other  looking  through  the 
frames.  Each  window  is  different,  and  or- 

namented with  clay  birds  and  filigree. 
We  were  never  out  of  sight  of  trees  in 

Hangzhou,  even  on  bus  rides  to  a  silk 
factory  and  a  tea  plantation.  Magnolias, 
redbud,  catalpa  in  bloom,  camphor, 

metasequoia,  cypress.  I  remember  a  tall 
pine  with  a  Lady  Banksia  rose  leaning  in 
its  arms.  Even  the  road  to  our  hotel — a 

villa  called  Flowering  Pond  with  turned- 
up  smiles  at  the  rooftips  like  those  of  an- 

cient pavilions — was  lined  with  huge 
sweet  olive  (Osmanthus  fragrans).  We 
woke  up  each  morning  to  the  sound  of 
birds. 

In  Shanghai  no  garden  was  scheduled. 

Dismay.  Consternation.  Our  Flora  Trav- 
el, Ltd.  and  Pan  Am  guides  could  do 

nothing  about  the  Chinese  Travel  Ser- 
vice itinerary.  But  by  that  time  we  had 

learned  that  in  China  one  is  free  to  ex- 
plore alone  as  long  as  the  guides  know 

not  to  expect  you  for  the  bus  head- 
count.  Your  hotel  calls  a  taxi  for  you, 
tells  the  driver  where  you  want  to  go, 

and  he  gladly  waits,  confident  that  if  you 
become  befuddled  about  the  meeting 

place  you  can  find  your  way  home  safely 
and  still  pay  his  inexpensive  fare  through

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the  hotel  cashier.  So  Shanghai's  Yu Yuan  was  not  to  be  missed. 
Yuan  means  garden  or  park  and  this 

one  is  a  mid-city  maze  of  pavilions, 
courtyards,  walls,  gateways,  rockeries, 
peonies,  rosebeds  (not  yet  in  bloom), 
even  topiary  sweet-gum.  It  is  also  the 
perfect  example  of  the  maxim:  Chinese 
gardens  are  not  so  much  planted  as 
built.  Playful,  even  grotesque,  it  is  sur- 

rounded by  a  white  wall  topped  by  an 
undulating  dragon  whose  scales  are  dark 
tiles.  The  paths  seem  to  follow  the  prin- 

ciple set  out  in  a  16th-century  Chinese 
landscape  book,  Yuan  Yeh,  that  garden 
paths  should  never  be  straight  but  in- 

stead "meander  like  playful  kittens." 
Old  ones  are  pebble  mosaics  and  a  new 
one  (where  we  saw  brooms  and  baskets 
propped  against  a  moon  gate)  is  curving 
concrete  with  a  grooved  fish-scale  pat- 

tern. Even  the  gateways  are  playful. 
Some  are  shaped  like  vases,  jugs,  and 
ginger  jars;  one  is  a  leaf  The  Chinese 
word  for  vase  is  ping,  and  ping  also 
means  peace.  Walking  through  a  vase 
gateway  is  meant  to  evoke  a  sense  of 
peace  and  harmony. 

Symbolism  is  a  key  to  Chinese  garden 
design.  Visual  puns  abound,  often  based 
on  homonyms:  bat  and  blessing  have  the 
same  sound  in  Chinese,  just  as  vase  and 
peace  do.  Rocks  suggest  masculine 
strength  and  mountains.  Water  suggests 
feminine  tranquility  and  lakes.  Literary 
allusions  are  important.  A  planting  of 

pine,  bamboo,  and  plum — "the  three 
friends" — suggests  enduring  friendship. 
A  pine  and  plum,  orchid  and  chrysan- 

themum are  "the  four  princely  schol- 
ars." Orchids  (Ian)  signify  nobility.  A 

crane  or  peach  included  in  a  carving, 
clay  fretwork,  or  bronze  means  immor- 

tality; a  deer,  abundance.  (Concrete 

fencing  at  a  Shanghai  bicycle  workers' commune  had  deer  emblems  as  well  as 

seagulls  and  potted  plants.)  A  dragon 
suggests  good  harvests  and  the  emperor; 
the  phoenix,  spring  and  the  empress.  A 
western  counterpart  of  such  symbolism 
might  be  the  plantings  in  a  Bible  or 
Shakespeare  garden,  or  our  sundials  that 
suggest  sunny  hours  and  the  precious- 
ness  of  moments. 

When  you  go  to  Shanghai's  Yu  Yuan, 
don't  miss  a  closed,  red-painted  moon 
gate  near  one  entrance  to  the  garden.  We 
pushed  gently  and  discovered  a  most 
beautiful  secret  courtyard  with  bonsai, 
an  antiques  store  with  a  curator  who 
spoke  English  and  French,  luxurious 
rosewood  chairs  to  sit  in  while  having 
cold  Chinese  beer,  and  (I  was  told)  the 

finest  men's  room  in  Shanghai. 
In  Peking  the  scale  of  the  gardens  is 

imperial,  but  even  there  we  saw  ideas  for 
home.  The  road  from  the  airport  into 
the  city  is  triple-lined  with  street  trees, 
planted  closely,  perhaps  for  future  thin- 
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niiig  for  construction  or  firewood.  There 

were  poplars,  pagoda  trees  (Sophora  ja- 
ponica),  willows,  and  lilacs.  March  12  is 
national  tree-planting  day,  we  were  told, 
and  everywhere  amid  the  dust  and  con- 

fusion of  new  construction  were  new 

young  trees.  They  are  propped  by  bam- 
boo poles  instead  of  guy  wires,  and 

wrapped  against  sun-scald  in  cord  in- 
stead of  burlap.  Fifteen  million  trees 

were  planted  in  the  Peking  area  last 
spring.  Some  visitors  had  reported  few 
birds  in  Chinese  cities,  but  apparently 
they  are  flocking  back.  At  the  Temple  of 

Heaven  and  Imperial  Palace,  the  elabo- 
rately painted  eaves  (see  H&G  April, 

1979)  were  protected  with  taut,  almost 
invisible,  green  netting  to  keep  birds 
from  nesting.  But  apparently  nothing 
can  keep  out  weeds.  We  were  amused  to 
see  a  vigorous  dock  living  comfortably  in 
a  cranny  it  had  found  in  the  Forbidden 
City,  and  it  had  chosen  a  stairway  once 
inviolate  to  all  but  royal  guests. 

Two  recent  books  added  a  great  deal 
to  my  trip  and  would,  I  believe,  to  yours: 
The  Chinese  Garden  by  Maggie  Keswick 
(Rizzoli)  and  Sunflower  Splendor,  3000 
years  of  Chinese  Poetry  (Anchor). 

The  American  Horticultural  Society 

has  a  travel  exploration  program  accent- 
ing horticulture  in  various  parts  of  the

Toronto  update: 
Ideas  for  a  city 
vacation  you  and 
your  family  will  love

"The  people  city."  "The  city  that 
works."  "Born-again  Toronto."  Cities, 
like  other  organic  beings,  have  cycles. 
Begin  (an  Indian  village,  then  a  French 
fort);  burgeon,  expand  (in  the  late  1800s, 
again  in  the  early  1930s);  consolidate — 
then  rest,  and  !et  the  soot  fall.  Begin 
again.  Toronto,  a  seedy  city  in  a  windy 

place  on  the  north  shore  of  Lake  Ontar- 
io, fell  into  a  doze  in  the  1930s  and 

drowsed  through  the  next  three  dec- 
ades— until  suddenly,  in  the  1960s,  it 

woke  up.  Whoever  Prince  Charming 
was — a  shift  in  the  ec>')nomic  currents, 
an  election,  some  people  v.ith  some  good 
ideas  come  fortuitously  together — To- 

ronto is  now  one  of  the  most  exciting 
and  humane  habitats  on  the  continent, 
with  a  variety  of  outstanding  architec- 

ture, a  lively  tempo,  and  a  ni,in  Per  the 
future. 

Toronto  was  fortunate  lo  rave  slept 
through  the  1950s  when  cities  were  be- 

ing turned  into  expanses  of  glass  and 

steel  stalagmites.  By  the  time  Toronto's 
new  era  got  going,  trees  had  been  invited 
back.  Under  mayor  David  Crombie  (re- 

cently overwhelmingly  elected  to  the  na- 
tional parliament;  his  successor,  John 

Sewell,  is  the  man  who  threw  himself 
across  the  tracks  to  help  save  the  trolleys 
that  still  serve  21  miles  of  city  streets), 
the  city  government  was  encouraging 
mixed  development  where  people,  shops, 
offices,  and  light  industry  could  happily 
coexist.  The  result  was  a  building  boom 
($1.9  billion  in  1973,  at  its  first  peak), 
and  a  new  interest  among  those  of  the 
2.6  million  inhabitants  who  had  fled,  in 

returning  to  the  heart  of  the  city.  Toron- 
to began  to  develop  a  very  jaunty  sense 

of  itself,  with  pride  in  its  past  and  plea- 

sure in  its  present.  It's  a  very  nice  place 
to  visit.  For  connoisseurs  of  cities,  it's 
something  very  special. 

Visitors  can  see  all  of  Toronto  from  the 
observation  deck  of  the  CN  Tower.

Toronto  treasures  the  outstanding  exam- 
ples of  each  of  its  eras  of  city-hood.  Old 

Fort  York,  down  by  the  shore,  has  been 
restored  to  its  1793  self;  less  than  a  mile 
away  is  the  new  Canadian  National 

(CN)  Tower,  tallest  freestanding  struc- 
ture in  the  world  at  1,821  feet.  A  glass- 

walled  elevator  skims  up  its  single 

stem — heart-stoppingly  fast — to  the  first 
of  two  observation  decks,  where  win- 

dows belly  out  for  360-degree  views  of 

the  city.  It's  a  good  place  to  start:  Look 
north,  across  the  core  of  high-rise  build- 

ings downtown,  past  the  University  of 
Toronto,  to  the  green  belt  that  encircles 
the  city — Chinatown  and  the  Saturday 
Kensington  market  are  to  your  left;  City 
Hall  and  the  main  shopping  district  are 
to  your  right.  Along  the  shore  to  the 
right  are  the  main  theatre  and  boating 
areas.  Far  left,  the  other  way  along  the 
shore,  are  sports  and  outdoor  play  areas 
at  the  stadium  and  Ontario  Place.  Build- 

ings above  a  certain  height  must  now  in- 
clude housing;  taller  ones  must  provide 

the  city  with  compensating  parkland. 
(The  change  in  the  city  has  been  called 

"the  greening  of  Toronto";  from  the  CN 
Tower,  it  looks  verdant.)

Eating  and  sleeping 

Twenty  years  ago,  Toronto  was  a  nearly 
restaurantless  town — I  know;  I  was 
there.  Today,  there  may  be  literally  hun- 

dreds, and  a  lot  of  them  are  good.  The 
Three  Small  Rooms  in  the  cozy  Windsor 
Arms  Hotel  on  St.  Thomas  St.,  though, 

is  special,  with  Canadian  specialties  and 
the  freshest  of  vegetables  handled  by  a 
chef  with  imagination.  There  is  a  very 
decent  wine  list.  Special  too  is  Truffles, 
in  the  Four  Seasons  Hotel  that  overlooks 

the  city  and  the  lake  from  north  of  the 
University.  Smoked  Canadian  salmon, 
so  delicate  that  a  breath  might  waft  it 

away,  forms  part  of  a  marvelous  buffet 
of  hors  d'oeuvre.  The  service  is  attentive 

and  very  competent,  and  the  food  deli- 
cious as  you  lounge  in  leather  wing 

chairs  around  dark  walnut  early  English 
tables.  Out  on  Yonge  Street  there  is  the 
Ports,  a  complex  of  restaurants  different 

in  decoration  and  dining  style — Victori- 
an to  disco-like  pub,  steak  and  potatoes 

to  Italian  food,  all  tasteful,  all  imagina- 
tive, and  reasonably  priced. 

Some  others  of  interest:  Captain  John 
is  a  Yugoslavian  refugee  who  managed 
to  buy  a  harbor  boat.  He  docked  it  (the 
Hilton  Harbour  Castle  is  now  next 

door),  and  turned  it  into  a  very  success- 
ful seafood  restaurant.  Recently,  he  went 

to  Yugoslavia  to  buy  another  ship,  sailed 
it  across  the  Atlantic,  and  now  has 

opened  another  restaurant,  with  seafood, 
dancing,  and  a  cabaret  theatre.  The  Old 
Spaghetti  Factory  on  the  Esplanade  is  a 
fine,  reasonably-priced  place  to  take 
children  for  good  food  and  a  happy  time. 

Toronto  has  more  than  19,000  first- 
class  hotel  rooms,  according  to  William 

Holtzman,  manager  of  the  city's  public 
relations,  and  an  additional  12,816  hotel 
and  motel  rooms.  The  Convention  and 
Tourist  Bureau  (Toronto  Eaton  Centre, 
Box  510,  220  Yonge  St.,  Toronto  M5B 
IHl,  Ontario)  prints  a  free  pamphlet  ! 

called  "You've  Got  Friends  in  Toronto" 
that  lists  hotels,  with  price  and  facilities. 

Museums 
Museums  and  children  are  often  a  dead- 

ly combination — but  everybody  visiting 
Toronto  with  children,  or  even  without 

them,  should  try  exposure  to  the  Ontario 
Science  Centre,  conceived  to  celebrate 

Canada's  1967  centennial  and  completed 
in  1969.  (Continued  on  page  69)

It's  on  the  edge  of  the  green  beh  (full 
of  archery  fields,  soccer  and  tennis  areas, 
and  bikeways  that  wander  along  the 
Don  River,  home  for  rabbits  and  rac- 

coons) at  the  geographic  center  of  the 
metropolitan  area.  By  public  transport, 
take  the  Eglinton  East  bus  from  the  Eg- 
linton  subway  station  (fare  60^,  free 
transfer),  and  get  off  at  Don  Mills  Road. 

The  Centre  steps  down  in  three  stages 

from  the  only  knoll  around.  "We  started 
by  asking  'What  is  a  museum?'  "  says 
Toronto  architect  Raymond  Moriyama, 

who  designed  it.  'T  thought  maybe  it should  be  a  fun  institution  that  leads  to 
revelation,  geared  not  for  efficiency  but 

for  discovery."  The  entrance  and  infor- 
mation building  funnels  visitors  across  a 

covered  bridge  into  three  towers  of 
changing  science  exhibition,  demonstra- 

tion, and  lecture  space,  where  they  are 
thoroughly  jumbled.  Then  it  spills  down 
a  long  escalator  into  the  valley  building 
where  the  emphasis  is  on  the  environ- 

ment and  technology.  Adults  can  turn 
left  there,  to  check  out  life,  the  earth  or 
the  atom — but  children  will  automati- 

cally spill  right,  into  the  extraordinary 
junior  museum  where  every  exhibit  can 
be  manipulated  to  produce  light,  noise, 
action,  instruction.  Dead  center  (clever 
planners)  is  the  snack  bar.  Everything 
about  the  building — down  to  the  win- 

dows that  light  the  escalator,  where  na- 
tive plants,  insects,  and  a  nesting  robin 

have  volunteered  to  provide  a  living  ex- 
hibition of  a  micro-environment  out- 

side— is  enlightening.  Open  daily, 
admission  is  $2  for  adults,  $1  for  stu- 

dents, 50(?  for  children  under  12. 
Back  to  the  turn  of  the  century:  The 

collection  of  collections,  archeology  to  zo- 
ology, that  became  the  Royal  Ontario  Mu- 

seum (ROM)  on  Queen's  Park,  was  found- 
ed in  1912.  Built  gradually  until  Canada's 

largest  museum,  it's  all  in  Victorian  brick, 
with  wood  floors  and  the  kind  of  echoing 
quiet  seriousness  among  the  display  cases 
that  schoolhouses  and  libraries  used  to 
have  before  the  invention  of  linoleum. 
The  ROM  is  known  for  its  fine  collection 

of  Chinese  art  and  archeology.  The  muse- 
um is  open  daily  and  the  admission  for 

adults  is  $1.50. 
Important  cities  need  an  old  and  a 

new  museum.  Paris  has  the  Louvre  and 
the  Pompidou  Art  Center,  New  York 
has  the  Metropolitan  and  the  Modern, 
Toronto  has  the  ROM  and  the  Art  Gal- 

lery of  Ontario  on  Dundas  Street  West. 

It's  older  than  the  ROM,  in  fact,  found- 
ed in  1900  and  added  to  in  1918,  1926, 

and  1935,  where  things  stuck  until  an 
$18  million  renovation  completed  in 
1974  gave  it  a  new  face.  But  the  collec- 

tion that  inhabits  its  calm  and  open 
spaces  is  strongly  19th  and  20th  century, 
with  an  accent  on  Canadian  artists.  The 
Grange  Court  Restaurant  in  the  terraced 

courtyard  there,  with  somewhat  haphaz- 
ard service  and  good  food,  may  be  one  of 

the  pleasanter  places  for  a  leisurely 
lunch.  The  price  luncheon  for  two:  $20 
to  $25.  The  museum  is  open  daily  with 
the  exception  of  Mondays  and  major 
holidays;  the  suggested  admission  price 
is  $1. 

Street  life  and 
the  waterfront 
The  city  as  a  whole  is  full  of  street  life, 
encouraged  by  the  ordinance  makers, 
fostered  by  the  planners  and  builders. 
There  is,  for  instance,  the  Saturday  Ken- 

sington Market  on  the  borders  of  new 
Chinatown,  just  off  Spadina.  Everything 
from  new  sneakers  to  old  furniture,  from 
shawls  to  salad  vegetables,  appears  in 
carts  on  the  street.  The  shops  are  also 
worth  looking  into  for  cheese  (the  Glob- 

al Cheese  Shoppe)  or  one  of  some  hun- 
dred varieties  of  bread  (Lottman's Imperial  Bakery). 

For  sit-down-and-eat  sidewalk  life,  the 
cafes  of  Yorkville,  around  the  corner 
from  the  Four  Seasons,  offer  meals  from 
French  to  Greek  to  barbecue.  Boutique 
owners,  craftspeople,  and  restaurateurs 
have  refurbished  its  Victorian  houses 

and  turned  it  into  a  delightful  village- 
like place  to  wander,  browse,  and  buy. 

On  the  corner  of  Avenue  Road,  the  new 
Hazelton  Lanes  adds  a  kind  of  indoor 
street  life  to  Yorkville.  A  new  living/ 
shopping  complex,  its  town  house  style 
is  imaginative  space  to  wander  through; 
its  outdoor  garden  restaurant  becomes  a 
skating  rink  in  winter. 

Then  there's  the  waterfront.  A  ten- 
year  plan  for  its  development  is  under- 

way. The  sprawling  railroad  yards  that 

separate  the  city  from  the  river  will  van- 
ish, to  be  replaced  by  a  network  of  parks 

and  a  variety  of  purposes.  The  St.  Law- 
rence Market,  opened  in  1968  on  lower 

Jarvis  Street,  just  this  side  of  the  tracks, 

is  a  walking  tour  all  by  itself,  with  200- 
plus  large  and  small  retail  spaces.  Week- 

ends are  best  there,  when  farmers  bring 
in  a  lot  of  produce  to  add  to  the  fish, 
flowers  and  fancy  food  for  sale. 

The  two  towers  of  Hilton's  1,000- 
room  Harbour  Castle  Hotel,  a  new  con- 

vention center  at  the  foot  of  Yonge 
Street,  straddle  the  ferry  slip  that  leads 
to  the  Island  Park.  The  harbor  islands 
are  a  600-acre  tangle  of  islets  thrown  like 

a  protective  arm  around  Toronto's  har- bor, with  beaches,  gardens,  marinas, 
bikeways,  fishing,  yacht  clubs,  and  beer 

gardens.  A  19th-century  town  with  trol- 
leys, old  Fords,  and  a  working  pioneer 

farm  allows  you  to  pretend  you  are  one 
of  the  19th-century  Canadians  who 
strolled  there.  The  ferry  runs  every  20 
minutes,  costs  $1  (25<!^  for  children).  The 

park  is  free. 
Then  there's  Ontario  Place,  also  on 

the  water  and  the  best  children's  play- 
ground I  have  seen.  The  2-acre  chil- 

dren's village  has  a  forest  of  foam-filled Continued  on  next  page

bags  to  punch  your  way  through,  if 

you're  under  14  or  weigh  less  than  120 
pounds,  and  a  rope  ladder  on  which  to 

play  Tarzan  across  a  wading  pool  (atten- 
dants remove  the  shoes  on  one  side, 

catch  the  child  on  the  other,  if  neces- 

sary). A  net-covered  mountain  can  be 
Everest  or  the  side  of  a  pirate  schooner. 

A  run-and-jump  rope  affair  is  Spider- 
man  or  super-skier.  A  variety  of  trampo- 

lines, a  gradation  of  tube^slides  for 
smaller  children — sets  and  sets  of 

swings — what  more  could  a  child  want, 
except  perhaps  a  wading  pool  that  lets 

you  shoot  your  friends  with  pedal- 
powered  streams  of  water.  Soaked  and 

smiling,  combatants  run  through  a  bird- 

shaped  warm  air  "kiddie  dryer"  on  their 
way  out.  Open  daily  during  the  summer, 
on  weekends  in  the  fall,  admission  is 
$2.50  for  adults,  50(?  for  children  under

Boats  leaving  frequently  from  Ontario 
Place  make  a  scenic  tour  around  the  har- 

bor and  other  islands. 

Glass-domed  shopping  Galleria  includes 
trees,  fountains,  shops. 

Shopping 

There's  one  more  set  of  buildings  that 
typifies  old  and  new  in  Toronto.  Simp- 

son's Department  Store  building,  fin- 
ished in  the  early  1900s,  has  been 

declared  a  historic  landmark.  Recently 

renovated  and  expanded  without  touch- 

ing the  exterior,  it's  one  of  two  Toronto mercantile  landmarks.  The  other,  across 

the  street,  is  Eaton's,  at  the  end  of  a 
great  glass  Galleria  with  trees,  fountains, 
and  shops  inside  something  that  looks 

like  London's  long-gone  Crystal  Palace 
translated  into  the  21st  century.  All 

that's  left  of  the  old  Eaton's  is  the  statue 
of  Timothy  Eaton  sitting  out  in  front. 

Toronto  meets  at  Tim's  Toe.

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Remodeling  made  easier 
BY  SANDRA  ODDO 

How  to  set  about  a 
remodeling  project 
to  ensure  a 
minimum 
of  inconvenience 
and  difficulty 

Whether  you  are  going  to  remodel  an 
entire  house  or  just  a  room,  the  process 
is  one  that  requires  thoughtful  advance 
planning  and  a  thorough  understanding 
of  the  steps  that  must  be  taken,  if  you 
are  to  accomplish  the  remodeling  with 
the  least  discomfort,  expense,  and  delay. 

"It's  a  wonderful  experience,  fraught 
with  disaster,"  says  one  experienced  re- 
modeler.  But  a  remodeled  house  is  your 
house — you  understand  its  workings  be- 

cause you  have  caused  it  to  be  reshaped 
to  fit  you.  In  order  to  do  so,  you  have 
probably  examined  your  way  of  living 
exceptionally  closely.  And  you  have  ac- 

quired some  knowledge  of  the  physical 
workings  of  your  community,  the  envi- 

ronmental nature  of  your  part  of  it — 
your  land — and  the  materials  of  which 
your  house  is  constructed. 

Planning  the 
remodeling 

Thorough  planning  saves  time  and  mon- 
ey, and  vastly  increases  the  chance  that 

you  will  get  exactly  what  you  want — and 
that  you  will  enjoy  doing  it.  Few  people 
do  more  than  one  major  remodeling,  but 

it's  an  area  in  which  experience  can  help. 
Here  are  some  suggestions  from  people 
who  have  liked  the  process  so  much  that 
they  have  done  it  more  than  once.  The 
house  Zeke  and  Elaine  Heyman  bought 
had  singed  floors,  falling  ceilings,  and 
cramped,  awkwardly-arranged  rooms, 
but  it  was  the  only  one  for  sale  in  an 
excellent  urban  neighborhood.  A  total 
remodeling  job  took  a  year  and  taught 
them  a  lot. 

Edgar  and  Cornelia  Rosenblum  began 
with  a  burned-out  shell.  When  they 
moved  to  the  city,  they  found  a  19th- 
century  house  in  a  historic  district  slated 
for  urban  renewal.  Thirty-four  tons  of 
debris  had  to  be  removed  before  they 
could  start  building  a  20th-century  inte- rior. 

Richard   Heimann   likes  barns.   He 

turned  one  into  a  spacious  house  for 
himself,  then  did  the  same  for  a  friend. 

Robert  Lamb  started  rescuing  nearly 
derelict  old  buildings  arrd  got  carried 

away — he's  now  on  his  fourth,  a  brick 
railroad  building  in  a  19th-century  mill 
town. 
And  builder  Philip  Seymour,  who 

worked  with  Mrs.  Heyman,  remodels  for a  living. 

How  to  get  the 

project  started 
Once  the  decision  to  remodel  is  made, 

starting  points  are  as  diverse  as  the  day- 
dreams that  precede  them.  They  should 

lead  quickly  to  practical  action.  "I  began 
by  looking  at  building,  architectural,  and 

decorating  magazines,"  says  Mrs.  Hey- 
man. "Then  I  thought  about  how  we 

wanted  to  live — an  open  flow  of  rooms, 
a  large  workroom,  storage  space  where  I 
could  reach  it,  wide  doors  and  corridors, 
places  for  paintings,  and  a  feeling  of 

ease.  Finally,  I  drew  up  a  floor  plan." 
"It's  one  of  the  primary  investments 

you  make  in  your  life,"  says  Mr.  Hei- 
mann, "so  you  should  attack  it  seriously. 

First  I  find  out  what  I  must  do,  by  law, 
in  the  way  of  wiring  and  plumbing  and 
so  forth.  For  that  I  go  to  my  local  build- 

ing supervisor  and  say  'help!'  That's 
what  he's  there  for,  and  I've  found  him 
to  be  very  cooperative  and  knowledge- 

able. Then  I  begin  to  exercise  personal 

taste." 

Begin  with  the  basics.  What's  your terrain  like?  Is  that  hill  under  the  house 

wet  or  dry?  Where's  the  sun?  Where's 
the  prevailing  wind?  How's  the  existing fabric  of  the  house?  Are  the  beams  and 
sills  okay?  Can  the  house  take  extra 
weight  if  necessary?  Will  it  let  you  re- 

move walls?  ("Some  of  these  things  you 
simply  can't  know,"  says  Mr.  Seymour, 
"until  you  open  the  house  up.")  Should 
an  engineer  look  at  it? 

Do  you  know  what  you  want  to  do 
and  how  you  want  to  do  it?  If  you  only 
know  "what,"  not  "how,"  perhaps  you 
should  consult  a  designer  or  architect. 
Could  you  use  help  exploring  the  possi- 

bilities of  different  materials?  Begin  to 
make  a  list  of  questions  for  the  architect 
or  builder,  who  may  give  you  new  ideas 
or  suggest  new  methods. 

"In  everything  you  do,"  says  Mr.  Sey- 
mour, "you  should  be  thinking  about  re- 

ducing energy  needs.  Insulate.  Avoid 
north-facing  windows.  Consider  wood 

heat.  Use  storm  windows." Continued  on  page  H5

The  importance  of 
drawings 

To  turn  your  vision  into  reality,  you 
need  drawings  that  interpret  your  plans 
to  the  people  who  will  do  the  work. 
These  can  be  sketches  on  the  back  of  an 

envelope,  if  you  and  your  builder  have 
the  kind  of  rapport  Mr.  Heimann  had 
with  some  of  his  workers.  But  local 
building  ordinances  may  not  be  so  easily 
satisfied  nor  builders  so  clairvoyant.  At 
this  point  a  designer  or  architect  might 
be  helpful. 

A  good  contractor  is  also  adept  with 
drawings.  Mrs.  Heyman,  a  sculptress  ac- 

customed to  thinking  in  three  dimen- 
sions, decided  to  work  directly  with  the 

builder;  Mr.  Seymour  turned  her  sketch- 
es into  working  drawings  for  his  carpen- 

ters. 

It's  worth  spending  a  substantial 
amount  of  time  with  the  drawings.  Are 
they  clear?  Do  they  accurately  represent 
what  you  want?  Do  you  and  the  builder 
agree  on  what  is  to  be  done,  based  on  the 
drawings?  Missed  communication  at  this 
point  can  become  serious  later  on.  Does 
the  builder  have  suggestions  for  modifi- 

cations or  changes?  Are  there  materials 

you  have  overlooked?  "I  feel  my  job  is  to 
point  out  the  options  in  each  area,"  says 
builder  Seymour.  Changes  on  drawings 
take  seconds — but  changes  in  sheetrock 
and  2-by-4s,  by  workers  earning  $10  an 
hour,  can  be  very  costly  and  very  irritat- 

ing to  other  workers  who  have  to  rear- 
range their  schedules  while  the  changes 

are  being  made. 

Finding  the  right  people 
for  the  job 

"To  make  life  easier,"  says  Mr.  Hei- 
mann, "the  contractor  should  be  local." 

Ask  the  town  building  supervisor.  Ask 
the  vocational  education  teachers  at  the 
local  high  school.  Ask  at  the  bank  or 
lumberyard.  Ask  friends — or  strangers 
whose  houses  you  admire. 

Mrs.  Heyman  developed  a  quick  con- 
tractor-evaluation test.  "I'd  show  the 

drawings,"  she  says,  "and  ask  two  ques- 
tions: Can  you  do  it?  What's  a  ballpark estimate  of  the  cost?  If  the  contractor 

simply  took  the  drawings  away,  I  wasn't 
very  happy.  If  he  asked  questions,  I  felt 
better.  When  I  mentioned  problems,  if 
he  talked  about  possible  solutions,  I  was 

more  interested  than  if  he  said  'Sure,  it 
can  be  fixed.'" 
None  of  the  builders  she  consulted 

wanted  to  quote  price.  "I  think  some 
builders  have  difficulty  in  assessing  the 
cost  for  custom  work,  something  out  of 

the  ordinary  line,"  she  says. 
In  some  areas  of  the  country,  the  con- 

tractor will  only  work  on  a  cost-plus  ba- 
sis— the  cost  of  materials  and  labor  plus 

a  specified  percentage  for  overhead  and

the  bid  is  still  extant,"  suggests  Mr.  Hei- 
mann.  "The  cost  for  storage  is  less  than 
the  rate  of  inflation.") 

Once  you've  tentatively  chosen  a 
builder,  ask  to  see  some  of  his  other 
work.  Ask  the  local  bank  about  him. 
Check  with  his  other  customers.  Has  he 

completed  work  satisfactorily?  Has  he 
stood  behind  it  and  made  repairs  if  nec- 
essary? 

The  importance  of 
careful  budgeting 

Careful  budgeting  can  matter  enough  to 
determine  the  difference  between  econo- 

my and  extravagance.  The  same  set  of 

plans  for  the  same  house  might  cost  dif- 
ferent people,  using  different  materials, 

very  different  sums.  So  draw  the  budget 

realistically,  stick  to  it  as  closely  as  pos- 
sible— and  then,  says  Mr.  Heimann,  add 

25  to  30  percent  to  cover  the  many  im- 
ponderables. 

If  remodeling  is  intended  at  the  time 
you  purchase  the  building,  it  is  often 
possible  to  include  the  probability  cost  of 

the  work  in  the  original  mortgage,  par- 
ticularly if  the  purchase  price  is  less  than 

the  bank  estimated  the  building  is  worth. 
A  second  mortgage  may  be  possible.  Or, 
if  the  need  for  financing  is  short  term,  a 

personal  note  may  be  arranged.  Most 
banks  will  allow  payment  for  building 
work  only  in  stages,  but,  according  to 
Robert  Lamb,  if  you  have  established 
some  rapport  with  your  bank  officials, 
they  may  set  up  a  special  construction 
account  for  you,  for  payment  as  work  is 

completed. 
Banks  require  insurance  on  mort- 

gaged property;  be  prepared  for  insur- 
ance on  buildings  that  need  work  to  be 

expensive. 
A  run-down  building  in  need  of  ren- 

ovation may  run  a  special  insurance  risk 
if  the  replacement  value  of  the  building 
is  less  than  the  market  value.  If,  for  ex- 

ample, you  buy  and  insure  a  building  for 
$50,000,  but  it  would  cost  $100,000  to 

replace  the  building,  the  insurance  com- 
pany may  hold  that  you  have  tacitly  co- 

insured  the  building  for  the  difference 
and  therefore,  if,  for  instance,  you  had  a 
$10,000  fire  loss,  would  pay  you  only 
that  fraction  of  the  replacement  cost  that 
was  insured  ($50,000/$  100,000  or  half 
the  loss — $5,000).  To  avoid  this,  you 
should  get  a  written  agreement  that 
there  will  be  no  coinsurance  penalty, 

says  Mr.  Lamb. 

What's  going  to  happen

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good  humor.  Two  things  can  help:  Well- 
done  advance  planning,  which  could 
shorten  the  period  of  upheaval,  and  an 

understanding  of  the  construction  pro- 
cess. 

A  typical  builder  with  a  medium-size 
business  works  outside  during  the  con- 
truction  season  from  sun-up  to  sun- 

down. After  dark  he  meets  with  clients 

and  goes  over  estimates,  plans,  and  bids. 
He  may  hire  some  25  people  on  a  daily 
regular  basis.  He  may  be  involved  in  up 

to  a  dozen  projects  at  once,  orchestrat- 
ing his  plumbers  and  electricians  in  a 

complicated  game  of  musical  chairs  with 
his  rough  carpenters  and  plasterers.  He 
is  worried  that  almost  any  kind  of  prob- 

lem can  leap  out  at  him  from  walls 
closed  up  for  fifty  years,  scrambling  his 
bid  and  his  schedule. 

"The  biggest  misconception  that  peo- 

ple have,"  says  builder  Seymour,  "in- volves the  time  element.  Only  a  certain 

number  of  people  can  do  a  certain  quali- 

ty of  work."  They  move  in  a  parade 
through  the  house,  demolishing  old 
walls,  correcting  problems,  wiring, 

plumbing,  rebuilding,  replastering,  refin- 
ishing.  A  hitch  at  any  point  (like  a  last- 
minute  change  of  mind)  leaves  the  whole 

line-up  standing  around.  The  builder's usual  solution  is  to  send  the  person  who 
is  waiting  off  to  another  job,  and  then 

you  wait,  until  your  project  can  be  fitted 
back  into  the  schedule.  Snow  and  cold 

are  worse;  materials  turn  recalcitrant 

and  workers'  hands  stiffen  and  slow  up. 
A  roof  takes  twice  as  long  to  put  on — so 
it's  bad  planning  to  order  one  in,  say, 
November.  Unexpected  events,  like 
small  projects  that  mushroom  into  big 
ones,  play  a  role.  The  builder  waits,  too, 
as  lumber  or  materials  he  has  ordered 
are  late  in  arriving. 

The  possibility  of 
spontaneous  changes 

Despite  the  obvious  need  for  tight  co- 
ordination, there  should  still  be  room  for 

spontaneous  creativity  during  the  con- 
struction process.  Mrs.  Heyman  noticed 

a  sale  on  third-grade  lumber,  good 

enough  for  the  rustic  paneling  she  want- 
ed; she  checked  with  her  builder  and 

found  that  it  would  cost  no  more  than 

the  processed  paneling  that  had  been 
planned.  Mrs.  Rosenblum  lowered  an 
enormous  7-foot  ceramic  bathtub  (built 
for  President  Taft)  through  the  roof  by 
crane  into  the  new  bathroom. 

"You  should  make  a  deadline  for  the 

work,"  says  Mr.  Lamb,  "because  it 
makes  you  more  adamant  with  yourself 
and  others.  But  make  it  a  reasonable 

deadline."  He  works  from  the  outside 
in — roof,  then  foundation,  sills  and 
floor,  then  exterior  walls  with  the  nerves 
and  muscles  of  the  building  that  run 
through  them  in  the  forms  of  wire, 

wood,  and  insulation,  and  finally  interi- 
or structural  changes.

How  much  overseeing  should  you  do? 

"Everything  in  a  remodeling  project  is 

detail,"  says  Mr.  Heimann.  "If  you  don't 
know  it,  you  can  get  slaughtered.  You 
have  to  stay  on  top  of  it  because  costs 

can  so  easily  get  out  of  hand." Mrs.  Heyman  took  a  very  active  role 
during  construction.  She  okayed  Mr. 

Seymour's  suggestions  that  the  porch 

columns  ("I  thought  they'3^  be  needed 
for  support")  be  eliminated  and  that  a 
sunken  garden  be  substituted  for  base- 

ment window  wells.  She  caught  a  couple 
of  errors.  She  speeded  the  work  by  being 

there  to  answer  questions  and  make  on- 

the-spot  decisions.  "It  took  a  lot  of 
time,"  she  says,  "but  I  think  it's  essential 
if  you  are  not  building  an  average 
house."  Mrs.  Rosenblum  served  as  her 
own  contractor,  while  dealing  with  her 

own  work  as  a  graphic  artist.  The  proj- 
ect went  so  well  that  she  has  since  added 

remodeling  to  her  professional  skills. 

Hindsight, 

or  rules  of  thumb 

"Learn  how  to  listen  to  the  builder," 

says  Mrs.  Heyman,  "but  if  you  know 
what  you  want,  and  why  you  want  it. 

insist  on  it." 
Veterans  of  remodeling  projects  smile 

wryly  at  one  another  when  they  meet, 
and  agree  that  two  general  rules  are  true 

of  all  remodeling  projects,  whether  wall- 
to-wall  reconstruction  or  a  simple  new 

bathroom:  It's  going  to  cost  more  than 

you  thought  it  would,  and  it's  going  to 
take  longer  than  you  thought  it  would. 

Murphy's  Law  also  applies:  If  something 
can  go  wrong,  it  will. 

But  the  inverse  of  Murphy's  Law — 
unnamed  as  yet — seems  to  be  specially 
true  of  house-saving  and  house  reshap- 

ing work.  That  is:  Things  will  work  out 

better  than  you'd  hoped.  And  one  morn- 
ing you  will  awake  to  find  the  house  fin- 

ished. The  experience  strikes  some 
people  so  forcefully  that  they  go  out  and 
do  it  again.  ■

Tools  for  a  basic 
home  workshop  plus 
the  easy  way  to 
strip  furniture 
Q.   What  tools  do  I  need  to  start 
stocking  my  home  workshop? 

A.  With  the  basic  tools  below,  you'll  be 
able  to  tackle  most  around-the-house 
jobs,  but  for  more  advanced  carpentry 

and  repairs,  the  tools  in  the  supplemen- 
tary list  can  save  you  a  great  deal  of  time 

and  effort.  When  you  do  not  have  a  par- 

ticular tool  that  you  need,  don't  try  to 
make  do  with  a  different  one.  Buy  the 
tool — the  investment  will  be  worthwhile. 
As  the  need  arises,  add  the  tools  on  the 

supplementary  list  to  your  workshop. 
Purchase  well-constructed,  medium-  to 

higher-priced  tools,  produced  by  reputa- 
ble manufacturers,  since  these  firms  do 

try  to  maintain  quality  in  the  produc- 
tion. Do  not  buy  cheaply  made  bargains. 

They  are  usually  of  inferior  materials 
and  do  not  stand  up  well  under  use.

hammer  on  masonry);  ball-peen-head 
hammer  (used  to  strike  other  metal  tools 

such  as  cold  chisels);  compass  or  key- 
hole saw  (sharp  pointed  saw  for  manual 

cutting  of  curves  and  cutouts);  T'/i-inch 
circular  saw  (electric  saw  used  for  fast 

cutting  of  straight  lines  only — should  be 
used  with  care). 

Q.  What  should  I  know  about 
strlppina  lurniture  before  I  begin? 

A.  Stripping  furniture  is  not  a  difficult 
job — the  basic  instructions  on  the  can  of

know-how  will  ensure  good  results.  The 
best  water-wash-type  stripper  to  use  is 
the  thick,  heavy-bodied  one  that  comes 
in  a  semi-paste.  It  is  easy  to  apply  and 
won't  run.  Also,  make  sure  you  have  a 
natural-bristle  brush.  (Stripper  will 
cause  most  synthetic  bristles  to  disinte- 

grate.) Plan  to  work  in  an  area  that  has  very 
good  ventilation — stripper  has  strong 
fumes — and  nothing  beats  the  outdoors. 
But  do  it  in  the  shade:  Summer  sun  and 

too  much  heat  (over  80°)  will  cause  strip- 
per to  dry  out  prematurely.  When  apply- 
ing the  stripper,  wear  long  pants,  long 

sleeves,  rubber  gloves,  and  glasses  or 
goggles  to  avoid  splatter  burns. 

Cover  the  ground  with  several  layers 

of  newspaper  and  place  the  piece  of  fur- 
niture on  top.  Load  the  brush  with  strip- 

per and  paint  on  an  even  thick  layer, 
working  in  one  direction  so  you  can  be 

sure  you've  covered  the  entire  area.  Spe- 
cial treatment  for  furniture  with  a  heavy 

coat  of  paint  or  varnish:  Cover  the  wet 
stripper  with  a  sheet  of  aluminum  foil  to 
prevent  the  moisture  in  the  stripper  from 
evaporating  until  it  has  had  a  chance  to 
thoroughly  penetrate  the  wood.  Usually 
it  will  take  at  least  10  minutes  for  the 

stripper  to  soften  the  coating  enough  for 
scraping.  When  the  finish  lifts  and  starts 
to  blister,  give  it  a  test  scrape  to  be  sure 

it  is  soft  enough.  If  the  finish  doesn't  lift 
from  the  wood,  give  the  stripper  more 
time  to  work. 

Scrape  with  a  wide  blade  knife — file 
the  corners  first  to  avoid  scratching  the 

wood.  Use  long,  pushing  strokes  to  re- 
move the  finish.  A  soft  brass-bristle 

brush  will  help  coax  finish  from  ornately 

carved  areas.  Don't  worry  if  all  the  paint 
or  varnish  doesn't  come  off  with  one 
treatment  of  stripper — just  follow  up 
with  another. 

Once  the  wood  is  free  of  the  finish, 
scrub  it  with  steel  wool  and  either  water 

or  a  solvent  like  benzine.  (Don't  use  wa- 
ter on  veneered  furniture,  which  may  be 

made  with  water-soluble  veneer  glue.) 
Shorn  of  its  finish,  the  wood  may  look 

blotchy  and  unevenly  colored — this  is 
normal.  The  new  finish  will  make  every-

Tips  on  applying  borders 
The  name  of  the  game  is  measuring,  es- 

pecially if  you're  matching  a  pattern. Measure  each  place  you  want  to  apply  a 
border.  Allow  sufficient  excess,  and  as 

an  extra  precaution,  round  all  measure- ments up. 

Test-hang  fabric  and  paper  borders  to 
walls  with  push-pins.  Live  with  them  for 
a  few  days  to  see  how  much  of  the  room 

you  really  want  to  trim. 
When  mounting  thin  paper  or  un- 

backed fabric  borders,  use  a  non-staining 

cellulose  wallpaper  paste  such  as  Gluto- 
line  or  Metylan.  Other  pastes  may  stain 

through  to  the  decorative  surface. 

Buying  repeat-striped  wallpaper  or 

fabric  to  cut  into  borders  isn't  necessar- 
ily an  extravagance:  Leftovers  are  a  per- 

fect way  to  give  the  closets  in  the  room 
companion  borders,  to  trim  storage 
boxes,  or  cover  desk  accessories. 

Be  careful  not  to  stretch  fabric  bor- 
ders as  you  hang  them  or  the  tension 

will  work  the  staples  out  of  the  wall,  rip 
the  fabric,  or  loosen  the  glue  bond. 
Heavy  fabric  borders  hold  better  when 
stapled  rather  than  glued  up.  Gluing  and 
then  stapling  is  even  stronger. 

Small,  lightweight  wooden  moldings 
should  be  glued  up  and  then  nailed  with 
brads  (thin,  headless  fasteners).  Larger, 
heavier  wooden  moldings  should  be 
drilled  and  then  nailed  with  countersunk 

casing  or  finishing  nails.  Hide  nailheads 

with  putty.  Follow  manufacturer's  in- 
structions for  installing  plastic  mold- 

ings— they  often  supply  a  special  mastic. 
Plaster  and  heavy  metal  moldings 
should  be  professionally  hung.  ■

The  news  is  boi'ders 
Quick  way  to  give  a  plain  room  st^' 
bands  of  fabric  to  outline  walls  and e :  paste-on windows 

A  porcelain-colored  bedroom- 
sitting  room,  left,  offers  the 
fresh-air  feeling  of  a  summer 

pavilion  year-round.  "Borders focus  the  eye  at  parts  of  the 
room  that  are  often  neglect- 

ed— the  ceiling  line  and  base- 

board," says  the  room's 
designer,  Mario  Buatta.  "And 
by  spacing  vertical  borders 
around  the  room  too,  the 
white  walls  in  between  seem 

to  disappear  into  thin  air:  The 
room  looks  larger  than  16  by 

18  feet." 

All  the  Bistro  Blue  trellis- 
ing  in  the  room  is  cut  from 
sheets,  for  Utica  by  J.  P.  Ste- 

vens. Borders  are  bound  with 

navy  grosgrain  ribbon,  then 
hung  with  non-staining  wall- 

paper paste.  Sheeting  uphol- 
sters all  the  furniture — even 

the  reproduction  of  a  Syrie 

Maugham  sleighbed — and, 
appliqued,  makes  points  on  a 
white  pouf.  The  furniture  is 
clustered  casually,  to  move 
around  at  will.  Books  in  a  box 
wait  to  be  pulled  up  to  the  bed 
for  browsing.  To  give  more 
movement  to  the  room,  Mr. 
Buatta  chose  for  the  floor  a 
bright  feather  paisley  pattern, 
adapted  from  an  Early 
American  chest  and  hand- 

painted  by  Stephen  Gemberl- 
ing.

decorating  value.  "They're 
the  most  dramatic  way  to  re- 

shape a  room  short  of  archi- 
tectural remodeling,"  says 

designer  Robert  Denning.  De- 
signer Karin  Weller — whose 

border  magic  is  seen  in  detail 

on  this  page — agrees:  "Ring- 
ing the  walls  with  a  wide  bor- 
der at  the  top  and  a  narrow 

band  from  the  top  border  at 
the  baseboard  brings  down  a 
high  ceiling.  If  you  live  in  a 
house  where  uneven  walls 

make  the  most  carefully  ap- 
plied patterned  wallpaper 

look  crooked,  adding  the  as- 
sertive horizontals  of  borders 

will  make  the  paper  look 

straighter."  Another  trick Mrs.  Weller  loves  is  false 
wainscoting:  Run  a  horizontal 
border  at  chair-rail  height, 
then  vertical  borders  to  the 

floor.  "When  you  move  into rooms  without  cornices  or 

moldings,  too  austere  for  tra- 
ditional furniture,  adding  bor- 

ders or  moldings  fits  the  room 

to  the  furniture,"  she  adds. 
To  give  a  gazebo  feeling, 

Robert  Denning  suggests  cut- 
ting borders  in  half  and  using 

half  on  the  ceiling,  half  on 
walls  just  below,  then  the 
same  right-angled  border  ver- 

tically, in  the  comers.  "Or,  if 
you  have  a  beamed  ceiling," 
he  continues,  "Make  a  make- 
believe  pergola.  Paint  the 
fields  between  the  beams  pale 
blue,  then  enclose  each  beam 

with  ceiHng  borders." 
"Borders  give  places  that 

are  normally  overlooked 

decorating  surprise,"  remarks 
designer  Nancy  Serafini, 
whose  inventive  staircase  is 
shown  opposite.  It  usually 
takes  a  professional  to  do  this 
kind  of  piecing,  but  if  you 

must  do  it  yourself,  "dry 
hang"  all  pieces  with  push 
pins  before  pasting.  If  your 
stairs  are  uncarpeted,  Mrs. 
Serafini  has  this  camouflage 
for  scuff  marks:  Cover  risers 
with  a  dark  border,  coat  with 

polyurethane.  "Experiment-

Tangerine easy-care  color  for  a  kitchen 
that  combines  inventive 
planning  with  great  ideas 
borrowed  from 

professional  kitchens 
The  big  idea:  The  kitchen  that  moves  so  you  don't  have 
to.  "In  most  kitchens  everything  is  built-in  and  people 
move  around,"  says  its  designer  Charles  Morris  Mount, 
"but  it  seems  to  me  that  space  is  better  used  in  a  kitchen 
like  this  with  movable  work  surfaces  and  counlerspace — 
the  things  people  always  feel  they  never  have  enough  of 

It's  a  plan  that  works  equally  well  for  cooking  and  enter- 
taining, for  working  alone,  or  with  family  and  friends." 

The  bright  ideas  that  make  the  plan  work: 
A  cooictop-in-a-cart:  One  table,  72  inches  long,  origi- 

nally designed  for  heavy  restaurant  duty,  whose  butcher- 
block  top  was  cut  to  hold  a  General  Electric  drop-in  glass 
ceramic  cooktop.  An  electric  cable  for  the  cooktop  plugs 
into  a  floor  outlet  which  leaves  the  table  free  to  swivel  on 
casters  in  three  positions.  Caster  locks  insure  stability. 

Mobile  work  surfoces:  A  second  rolling  table,  identi- 
cal to  the  first  but  without  a  cooktop,  provides  additional 

work  space.  The  rolling  tables  together  adapt  to  food  prep- 
aration, cooking,  serving,  and  eating.  They  can  also  trans- 

port heavy  objects — their  lower  shelves  are  stainless  steel 
and  hold  oversized  pots.  Tables  are  arranged  parallel,  in  an 
L-shape,  pushed  together,  or  go  their  separate  ways. 
Mobile  storage  cubes:  Undercounter  storage  is  put  on 
casters,  in  five  specially  designed  cubes  covered  in  Pongee 
Formica — three  with  four  drawers  and  two  with  doors. 
Two  are  shown  next  to  the  General  Electric  trash  compac- 

tor, left.  These  cubes  put  storage  where  you  need  it  when 
you  need  it — near  a  dishwasher  or  a  dining  table,  at  the 
sink  or  in  the  greenhouse. 
Colorful  wall  grid:  In  House  &  Garden  Tangerine, 
brightest  of  the  Oriental  Reds,  a  wall-wide  hanging  storage 
grid  designed  for  a  department  store  display.  Chrome 
hooks  attach  to  the  grid,  small  chrome  baskets  work  like 
drawers,  and  the  whole  thing  detaches  for  cleaning. 

Energy-saving  equipment:  Dishwasher  has  "Energy- 
Dry"  off-switch  so  dishes  can  dry  from  the  heat  of  the 
rinse  water;  refrigerator/freezer  has  a  control  to  reduce 
power  during  periods  of  low  humidity,  and  ice  and  ice 
water  come  through  the  door.  Both  by  General  Electric. 

A  mini-greenhouse:  A  five-foot  square  in  the  kitchen's corner  has  one  wall  lined  with  mirror  and  an  overhead 
"grow"  light. 

Lighting  lor  the  job  at  hand:  Incandescent  tandem 
tubes  in  handsome  plum-colored  metal  housings  selected 
by  Mr.  Mount  light  the  wall  grid  and  the  countertop.  The 

rest  of  the  room's  periphery  is  lighted  with  fluorescent 
tubes  behind  curved  soffits.  The  overhead  hanging  lamps 
with  incandescent  bulbs  light  food  preparation  and  dining. 
Industrial  wire  shelving:  Over  countertops,  open 

storage  of  foot-deep  wire  shelves,  60  inches  long,  for  china 
and  glass  storage,  canned  and  boxed  foods. 
Rolling  wine  storage:  An  industrial  wire  cart  with 
three  shelves  holds  wines;  the  pail  doubles  as  an  ice  bucket. 

The  kitchen  arranged  with  the  tables  parallel,  left.  Under- 
counter  built-in  dishwasher  and  trash  compactor  both  by 
General  Electric;  two-bowl  enameled  sink  by  Kohler;  industri- 

al gooseneck  faucet  by  Chicago  Faucet;  rolling  tables  by 
Mario  Manufacturing;  drop-in  cooktop  by  General  Electric; 
wall  grid  from  Sid  Diamond  Display;  overhanging  lamps  by

Inside,  the 
stair  hall  zooms  up  to  the  skylight- 

ed roof,  and  beyond  the  hall  the 
capacious,  two  level  living-dining 
room  has  a  26-foot-long  glass  wall 
framing  Mrs.  Futterman's  English 
garden  ablaze  with  lilies,  mari- 

golds, phlox. 
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In  the  living-dining  room,  with 
its  pale  gray  walls,  gray  ceramic 
tile,  and  wall-to-wall  steel  gray 

carpet,  the  carpeted  platform  so-

"This  menu  is  a  faithful  standby  when 
I  can't  spend  long  hours  in  the  kitchen 
preparing  dinner  for  company.  It 
seems  to  appeal  to  everyone  and  nev- 

er fails  to  bring  compliments,"  says 
Sonia  Uvezian,  concert  pianist  and 
cookbook  author.  Her  Book  of  Salads 
(101  Productions)  received  the  1977 
R.  T.  French  Tastemaker  Award  for 

best  paperback  cookbook.  Her  sched- 
ule for  entertaining  must  be  as  stream- 

lined as  possible,  and  this  dinner  for 
six  requires  a  minimum  of  marketing, 

preparation,  and  attention — spicy 
shrimp  that  marinate  30  minutes,  cook 
only  8,  ladled  over  a  traditional  Middle 
Eastern  rice  pilaf.  Dessert  is  a  fluff  of 
chilled  apple  puree  folded  into  cream 
whipped  with  apricot  brandy,  a  simple, 

light  finish  especially  nice  to  remem- 
ber as  fall  approaches.  Peel  and  de- 

vein  shrimp  and  toss  with  lemon  juice, 
onions,  chopped  scallions,  tomatoes, 
and  spices.  While  it  marinates,  peel 
and  slice  apples  and  simmer  in  syrup 
15  minutes.  Drain,  puree,  and  chill.  Stir 
rice  into  butter  in  a  saucepan,  add 
chicken  broth  and  peas,  and  simmer 

pilaf,  covered,  25  minutes.  If  you  pre- 
fer, you  can  whip  the  cream  for  the 

fool  before  serving  dinner  and  chill  it 
covered — you  may  need  to  whisk  it 
again  briefly  before  folding  in  the  ap- 

ple puree.  About  10  minutes  before 
serving  dinner,  add  curry  powder  and 
marinated  shrimp  mixture  to  hot  fat  in 
a  skillet  and  cook  just  until  shrimp  turn 
tender.  Gently  spoon  rice  into  heated 
serving  platter  and  top  with  the  stew.

Select  a  pineapple 
h  a  good,  sweet  pine- 
pie  fragrance  and  one 
it  gives  just  slightly 
pressure.  Tap  or  snap 
ur  finger  against  the 

outside  of  the  fruit,  and  if  the 
sound  is  dull  but  solid, 
chances  are  good  that  it  is 
ripe.  Pulling  a  leaf  from  the 

tuft  doesn't  mean  ripeness. 
Nor  will  a  pineapple  ripen 
further  if  left  out  at  room 
temperature.  Store  it  in  the 
refrigerator  in  a  plastic  bag  to 
keep  it  humid. 

Long  knives  with  both 
edges  serrated  are  available 
for  preparing  pineapple.  They 
look  just  like  grapefruit 
knives  but  longer.  Pineapples 
can  be  cut  in  many  ways: 
quarter  lengthwise,  then  cut 
out  the  core  at  the  top  of  each 
section  and  run  a  knife  be- 

tween the  skin  and  the  flesh. 

Cut  a  quarter  in  pieces  hori- 
zontally and  sprinkle  with 

kirsch  if  desired.  Or  to  pre- 
serve as  much  as  possible  of 

the  pineapple  meat,  either 
leave  the  tuft  on  or  cut  it  off. 
Cut  the  skin  off  all  around  the 

pineapple,  cutting  lengthwise 
(1).  The  eyes  of  the  pineapple 
lie  on  a  diagonal  grid.  Starting 
at  the  top,  cut  along  the  grid 
with  the  knife  held  first  at  a 

45-degree  angle  down  (2), 
then  turned  and  held  on  a  45- 
degree  angle  up  to  cut  out  a 
V-shape  channel  (3). 

Mangos 
Mangos  are  a  lovely  tropical 
fruit  with  sweet,  smooth, 
juicy  flesh,  lemon  or  deep 
apricot  in  color,  and  a  flavor 
faintly  reminiscent  of  lemon 

and  ginger  or  peaches.  Man- 
gos are  3-4  inches  wide  and 

about  4-7  inches  long;  they 
weigh  6  ounces- r/j  pounds; 
contain  approximately  140 
calories  each;  are  an  excellent 
source  of  vitamin  A,  and  have

some  vitamin  B  and  C,  cal- 
cium, phosphorus,  and  iron. 

The  fruit  has  thick  skin 

that  ranges  from  green  to  yel- 
low, pink  to  deep  crimson,  or 

a  combination  of  these  colors. 
When  buying  a  rij>e  mango, 
pick  one  with  some  yellow, 
pink,  or  crimson  color,  and 
the  fruit  should  be  firm  but 

"give"  slightly  when  pressed. 
Don't  buy  green  mangos  un- 

less you  are  making  chutney, 

as  they  generally  don't  ripen 
properly.  The  fruit  is  overripe 
if  the  skin  is  shriveled 
or  has  black  spots. 
Mangos  have  a  large 

flat  seed,  or  stone,  that  ̂  
resembles  a  bird's  cut- tlebone. 
To  prepare  a  mango, 

lay  it  flat  on  a  counter 
and  "fillet"  out  the  seed 
by  cutting  lengthwise 
against  the  seed  for  the  length 
of  the  fruit  (1).  Turn  upside 
down  and  repeat  on  the  other 
side  of  the  s^  (2).  There  will 
still  be  some  flesh  attached  to 
each  side  of  the  seed.  Cut  this 

off"  (3).  The  flesh  can  be  eaten 
out  of  the  halves  with  a  spoon 
or  cross-hatched  (4)  and  the 

skin  pushed  up  from  under- 
neath, lifting  and  separating 

the  pieces  to  make  them  easy 
to  lift  off  with  a  spoon.  You 
can  also  cut  the  halves  in  long 
slices,  then  press  a  knife 
against  the  skin  under  the 
flesh.  Pull  the  skin  while  cut- 

ting to  get  all  the  flesh  off  the 
skin.  To  eat  whole,  score  the 
skin  of  a  mango  in  4  and  peel 
like  a  banana. 

Papayas 
Florida  and  Hawaii  grow 
most  of  the  papayas  we  have 
in  our  markets.  The  fruit 

weighs  about  1  pound  and  is 
about  6  inches  long  and  5 
inches  in  diameter  with  a 
short  neck  and  bulbous  body 
like  a  pear.  The  outer  skin 
ranges  from  dark  green  to  yel- 

low, depending  on  the  ripe- 
ness. They  ripen  from  the

Added  during  cooking,  wine  or  spirits 
can  make  something  special  out  of  ev- 

erything from  mushrooms  to  peanuts.

ing only  the  subtle  flavor  to  be  savored. 
Here  are  some  new  ways  to  spark  up 

hors  d'oeuvre,  appetizers,  vegetables, 
and  entrees.

blossom  end  to  the  stem  end,  and  a  pa- 
paya that  is  one-third  speckled  with  yel- 

low means  that  in  2-3  days  you  will  have 
a  good  ripe  fruit.  Dark  spots  on  the  out- 

er skin  are  a  sign  of  spoilage.  When  the 
fruit  is  green,  it  is  used  as  a  vegetable, 
and  when  ripe,  as  a  fruit.  The  flesh  of 
the  papaya  varies  from  yellow  to  deep 
orange  and  is  firm,  smooth,  and  creamy 
in  texture  and  sweet  and  bland  in  taste. 

Split  papaya  in  half  lengthwise,  dis- card black  seeds  in  center.  Drizzle  lime 
or  lemon  juice  over  each  half  and  eat 
with  a  spoon.  Fill  halves  with  cottage 
cheese  or  mandarin  oranges,  raspberries 
and  orange  liqueur.  Or  peel  each  half, 
cut  into  slices  or  cubes. 

An  average  papaya  has  130  calories 
and  is  a  fine  source  of  vitamins  A  and  C. 
Each  yields  about  1  cup  puree  which 
freezes  very  well,  but  sliced  or  cubed  pa- 

paya becomes  mushy  when  frozen.

a  cool  temperature,  but  oilcloth,  Formi- 
ca, or  wood,  in  a  cool  area,  are  fine.  If 

pastry  starts  to  soften  too  much  while 
working  it,  it  should  be  quickly  slid  onto 
a  flat  baking  sheet,  covered  with  plastic 
wrap,  refrigerated  about  30  minutes  or 
until  firm,  cool  again. 
Storage 
Puff  pastry  from  the  store  can  be  kept 
frozen  up  to  one  year  in  a  freezer  which 

maintains  temperature  close  to  0°  F.  It can  also  be  refrozen  twice  after  its  initial 
freezing  without  any  significant  loss  in 
rising  ability.  This  is  particularly  useful 

for  make-ahead  hors  d'oeuvre— dough 
can  be  rolled,  stuffed,  shaped,  and  refro- 

zen until  shortly  before  serving  time.  In 
fact,  puff  pastry  bakes  best  from  the  fro- 

zen state,  as  the  contrast  from  very  cold 
to  very  hot  gives  it  an  added  shock  or 
boost  on  its  way  up!  It  also  tends  to  bake 
more  evenly  and  with  less  shrinkage. 

Once  pastry  is  defrosted,  it  should  not 
remain  in  the  refrigerator  for  more  than 
two  days.  If  it  cannot  be  used  by  then,  it 
is  better  to  refreeze  it. 
Defrosting 
Frozen  puff  pastry  will  defrost  in  4 
hours  or  overnight  in  the  refrigerator,  or 
1-2  hours  at  room  temperature.  It 
should  still  be  cool  but  malleable  enough 
to  roll  smoothly.  Do  not  roll  if  still  part- 

ly frozen  or  too  hard. 
To  defrost  only  part  of  a  piece  of  fro- 

zen pastry,  using  a  serrated  knife  make  a 

'/4-inch-deep  cut  the  length  of  the  size 
piece  desired.  Sharply  strike  pastry  on 
edge  of  a  table  top  or  counter,  along  un- 

derneath side  of  cut,  and  the  piece  will 

break  ofi"  cleanly. 
Shaping 
When  cutting  the  pastry,  the  object  is  to 
create  edges  which  will  leave  the  layers 
of  pastry  open  and  able  to  rise  freely,  as 
opposed  to  edges  that  are  stuck  together 
or  closed.  To  accomplish  this  goal,  al- 

ways use  a  sharp  knife  with  an  up/down 
motion  as  opposed  to  a  dragging  motion, 
or  use  an  unfloured  biscuit  cutter 
pressed  firmly  down,  straight  through 
the  pastry.  Do  not  twist  cutter  and  be 
sure  to  wipe  it  clean  after  each  cut.  Nev- 

er use  an  uncut  edge  of  puff  pastry,  as 
the  layers  will  be  closed  and  sealed. 
Large  vol-au-vent  (pastry  case;  literally 
translated  "fly  with  the  wind") 
With  most  puff  pastry  there  will  be  some 
degree  of  shrinkage,  so  start  out  with  a 

circle  '/2-I  inch  larger  than  desired.  I'/* 
pounds  puff  pastry  can  be  rolled  to  a  12- 
inch  square  about  '/,  inch  thick. 
Small  pastry  cases 

Roll  1/4  pounds  of  puff  pastry  into  a  12- 
inch  square,  Va  inch  thick.  (y,6  inch  is 
also  fine  for  small  pastry  cases.)  With  a 
4-inch  biscuit  cutter,  cut  8  circles.  Using 
a  2y4-inch  biscuit  cutter,  cut  out  centers 
of  four  of  these  circles  and,  using  egg 
wash  to  adhere  them,  place  resulting 
rims  on  remaining  four  circles.  (Use  the 
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centers  as  covers  if  desired.)  Prick  cen- 
ters up  to  rim  and  prick  covers  to  pre- 
vent shrinkage.  Transfer  to  prepared 

baking  sheet  using  a  wide  spatula  and 
being  careful  not  to  alter  shape. 
Pepperidge  Farm  Patty  Shells 
Use  1  Vi  packages,  which  equal  1 5  ounces 
or  9  patties.  Defrost  and  arrange  in  3 
rows  of  3  shells  each,  overlapping  well 
so  that  practically  no  spaces  can  be  seen. 
Moisten  between  overlapped  areas  with 
cold  water.  Press  gently  but  firmly  to- 

gether and  then  roll  out  into  a  12-inch 
square.  Fold  into  thirds,  making  3  lay- 

ers, and  again  into  thirds  making  a 
square.  Cover  and  refrigerate  for  30  min- 

utes. Then  roll  to  a  square  of  approxi- 
mately 1 1  inches  and  V^  inch  thick.  Cut 

to  desired  shape.  When  rolled  into  a 

sheet  and  given  these  extra  "turns,"  the 
patty  shells  will  rise  5  times  their  origi- 

nal height,  and  they  will  not  shrink. 
Pepperidge  Farm  puff  pastry  sheets 
The  sheets  need  no  extra  rolling  out. 
Each  sheet  weighs  about  1 V*  pounds  and 
is  just  under  a  general-purpose  V\t,  inch 
thick.  The  pastry  takes  only  10  minutes 
to  defrost,  rises  very  evenly  with  no 
shrinkage  and  really  does  not  need  chill- 

ing after  shaping. Baking 

Puff  pastry  baked  in  the  Farberware 
convection-type  oven  browns  beautifully 
evenly  with  no  excess  browning  of  bot- 

toms. Four-inch  pastry  cases  take  about 

15  minutes  at  400°F  (oven  preheated  5 
minutes).  In  a  conventional  oven,  it  is 
best  to  place  pastry  in  upper  third  of 
oven  to  avoid  overbrowning  of  bottoms. 

Bake  pastry  cases  at  450°F  (preheated) 
for  10  minutes,  then  at  3 SOT  for  10-15 
minutes  more  for  small  ones,  and  15-20 
minutes  for  large,  or  until  golden. 

A  technique  used  to  make  perfectly 
even  pastry  cases  is  to  suspend  a  rack 
about  2  inches  over  pastry  cases  using 

Pyrex  cups  or  other  2-inch  objects  as 
supports.  If  one  side  of  pastry  case  rises 
faster  than  the  rest,  it  hits  the  rack  and 
levels  out  instead  of  toppling  over. 
Baking  sheets 

Avoid  nonstick  baking  sheets  when  bak- 
ing puff  pastry,  as  the  nonstick  surface 

doesn't  provide  the  necessary  traction  to 
enable  the  puff  pastry  to  rise  to  its  best 
advantage.  Pastries  should  be  placed 
about  1  inch  apart.  ■

METHOD  FOR  COOKING  SCALLOPS 

D  Pat  scallops  dry  on  paper  towels.  Toss 

scallops  in  seasoned  flour  and  shake  in  a 
wire  mesh  sieve  to  rid  them  of  excess  flour. 

D  Heat  2  skillets  over  high  heat  and  add  2 
tablespoons  butter  and  1  tablespoon  oil  to 
each  one.  When  the  fats  are  very  hot,  add 

scallops  and  do  not  budge  them  for  about 
20  seconds,  so  they  get  a  crisp  coat.  Turn 
over  and  cook  an  additional  1  Vz  minutes. 

Scallops  should  be  brown,  but  not  comple- 
tely done.  Place  in  a  strainer  over  a  bowl. 

D  Add  the  remaining  1  tablespoon  butter 
to  one  of  the  saute  pans  and  saute  shallots 
until  wilted.  Add  mushrooms  and  saute 

over  medium-high  heat  2  minutes.  Add 

white  wine  to  pan,  heat,  and  flambe.  Re- 
duce liquid  by  simmering  about  5  minutes. 

Add  tomatoes,  meat  glaze,  and  reserved 

scallops  and  cook  for  about  2  minutes. 
Just  before  serving,  add  garlic  and  basil 
and  cook  for  about  1  minute.

AYz  cups  all-purpose  flour 
1  %  pounds  sweet  butter  (5  sticks),  chilled 
1  cup  ice  water 
Yz  teaspoon  salt 

METHOD 

D  Place  Yz  cup  of  the  flour  in  a  bowl.  Re- 
move 4  of  the  y4-pound  sticks  of  butter 

from  the  refrigerator  and  cut  them,  one 

stick  at  a  time,  into  approximately  y2-inch 
cubes,  dropping  the  cubes  by  the  handful 
onto  the  flour  as  they  are  cut.  Toss  the 
cubes  lightly  in  the  flour  with  your  hands

D  Roll  the  pastry  out  on  a  heavily  sugared

INGREDIENTS 

1  batchi  puff  pastry,  given  3  double  turns 

and  2  single  turns  * 
Flour 

1  egg,  beaten 

METHOD 

D  *To  make  a  "double  turn,"  fold  Va  of  the 
dough  in  towards  the  center  of  the  12-by- 

21 -inch  rectangle.  Fold  in  Va  on  the  oppo- 
site side  to  meet,  then  fold  the  package  in 

half  lengthwise — this  adds  more  layers 
than  the  single  turn,  or  letter  fold. 

□  Roll  out  the  puff  pastry  on  a  lightly 
floured  surface  to  a  rectangle  12  by  21 

inches  and  slightly  more  than  1/4  inch  thick. 
Use  a  plate  or  pastry  case  form  10  inches 

in  diameter  as  a  guide  and  cut  out  2  circles 

of  pastry.  (Cut  straight  down  around  the 

form  with  a  knife  and  lift  away  the  trim- 

mings— fold  and  wrap  them  to  use  later.) 
Cut  an  8-inch  circle  inside  one  of  the  10- 

inch  circles — you  will  use  the  outer  2-inch 
hng  for  the  pastry  case. 

D  Sprinkle  a  baking  sheet  with  water. 

Flour  the  10-inch  circle,  fold  it  in  half,  then 
in  half  again,  place  in  the  center  of  the 

sheet,  and  unfold.  Brush  the  outer  edge  of 
the  pastry  with  water  and  place  the  2-inch 

ring  on  top.  (Refrigerate  the  8-inch  circle 
that  remains.)  Around  the  outside  border, 

make  diagonal  score  marks  with  dull  edge 

of  a  knife  about  Yn  inch  deep  at  y4-inch 
intervals.  This  helps  it  rise  evenly.  Lightly 

cut  curves  into  collar  with  the  tip  of  a  knife. 

Cut  lightly  around  the  inside  of  the  pastry 
ring^jo  not  cut  all  the  way  through.  This 
will  facilitate  removing  the  pastry  case  top 

after  baking.  Draw  the  knife  lightly  over  the 

bottom  of  the  pastry  in  a  checkerboard 

pattern  and  prick  it  in  several  places  with 

the  knife-point  to  release  steam — only  the 

walls  (the  2-inch  border)  should  rise. 

D  Glaze  the  pastry  carefully  with  the  beat- 

en egg — do  not  let  the  egg  wash  dribble 
down  the  outside  of  the  pastry,  as  it  will 

cause  the  layers  to  stick  to  each  other.  Let 

the  pastry  case  rest  in  the  refrigerator  1 
hour.  Glaze  again  with  egg  and  bake  in  a 

preheated  425°  oven  20  minutes — do  not 
open  the  oven  door — then  reduce  heat  to 
375°  and  bake  another  20  minutes. 
D  Remove  pastry  case  from  oven  and  lift 

out  crust  that  has  formed  in  the  center — 
this  will  be  the  top  after  you  fill  the  pastry. 

Return  pastry  case  and  top  to  a  warm  oven 
for  a  few  minutes  to  dry,  then  cool.  Fill  as 

desired  just  before  serving. 

D  To  serve,  cut  the  pastry  lid  in  half  for  the 

first  2  plates,  then  cut  down  and  across 

horizontally  as  you  progress  until  the  past- 
ry case  is  empty — do  not  cut  in  wedges.

INGREDIENTS 

1  8-inch  puff  pastry  circle 

1  10-inch  puff  pastry  circle 
1  8-inch  strip  puff  pastry 

1  egg,  beaten 

METHOD 

D  Place  a  ball  of  crumpled  aluminum  foil 

on  8-inch  circle  on  a  dampened  baking 

pan;  lay  10-inch  circle  over  it.  Moisten  the 
edge  with  water,  press  to  seal,  and  chill. 

D  Use  a  loose-bottomed  quiche  pan  slip- 
ped over  the  pastry  case  to  measure  an 

exact  circle.  Trim  off  excess  dough  around 
the  bottom  and  form  a  decorative  edge 

with  the  large  opening  of  a  #7  round  past- 
ry tip.  Use  the  small  end  of  the  tip  to  cut  a 

hole  out  of  the  top  of  the  pastry  case. 

Brush  the  pastry  with  beaten  egg. 

D  Cut  the  8-inch  strip  of  pastry  lengthwise 

into  5  thin  strips — use  these  to  decorate 
the  pastry  case  any  way  you  like.  Place  a 
strip  around  the  pastry  case  about  y^  of 

the  way  down  the  top  to  outline  what  will 

be  the  lid — use  egg  glaze  as  glue.  Cut  out 
leaves  with  a  truffle  cutter  or  by  hand  if  you 

like.  Let  the  decorated  pastry  case  rest  in 

the  refrigerator  1  hour.  Bake  in  a  preheat  - 

ed  425°  oven  30  minutes — do  not  open  the 
oven  door  the  first  20  minutes — then  reduce 

heat  to  375'  and  bake  15  minutes  longer  or 
until  brown.  Remove  from  oven  and  let  cool 

on  a  rack.  After  20  minutes,  cut  under  the 

strip  marking  the  lid  and  remove  the  top. 
Discard  foil.  Fill  just  before  serving  and  cut 
as  for  the  classic  pastry  case.

An  18th-centuiy  garden  you

The  Paca  garden, 
formal  design  of  five 
terraces  studded  with 
seasonal  plantings. 
Boxwood — a  favorite 
landscape  plant 

Governor  Paca  never  expected  his  gar- 
den to  be  a  secret,  yet  it  took  more  than 

200  years  to  find  it  again.  In  its  prime, 

1765,  it  was  known  as  the  "most  elegant 
garden"  in  an  elegant  town — Annapolis, 
Maryland.  Today,  the  restored  2-acre 
garden,  see  page  1 26,  is  again  an  oasis,  a 
quiet  bouquet  in  the  center  of  a  busy 

state  capital,  and  a  major  visitor  attrac- 
tion. 

The  restoration  wasn't  easy.  Governor 
Paca,  a  signer  of  the  Declaration  of  In- 

dependence, would  never  have  recog- 
nized his  house  and  garden  before  the 

restoration.  In  1906,  a  rambling  200- 
room  hotel  had  been  added  to  the  origi- 

nal building,  while  his  unique  garden 
was  buried  deep  beneath  a  parking  lot 
and  the  bus  depot. 

In  1964,  the  hotel  owner  decided  to 
demolish  the  Paca  Mansion,  and  on  the 

2  acres  behind  the  house  an  office-apart- 
ment complex  was  to  be  constructed. 

Historic  Annapolis,  Inc.,  a  small  private 
nonprofit  preservation  agency,  which 
had  been  battling  developers  of  Goliath 
proportions  ever  since  the  inception  of 
the  organization  in  1952,  got  to  work 

fast.  A  high-rise  was  an  alarming  threat 
to  the  fine  Georgian  neighborhood,  as 
well  as  to  Annapolis,  already  a  National 
Historic  District. 

Led  by  Mrs.  J.M.P.  Wright,  then 
president  of  Historic  Annapolis  (and  a 

daughter,  wife,  and  mother  of  naval  ofTi- 
cers),  the  struggle  for  architectural  in- 

tegrity was  on.  Within  6  weeks.  Historic 
Annapolis  miraculously  raised  enough 
money  to  purchase  the  mansion,  but  not 

the  2  acres  still  in  danger  of  being  devel- 

oped. Never,  however,  underestimate  the 
combination  of  gray  matter  and  green 
thumbs.  Mrs.  Wright  proposed  that  the 
state  purchase  the  land  and  restore  the 
lost  garden.  The  plan  was  accepted  by 
the  Maryland  Historical  Trust  and  the 

Maryland  General  Assembly,  and  pre- 

liminary funds  were  appropriated 
1965.  A  matching  federal  grant  was 
ceived  from  the  Land  and  Water  C 
servation  Fund  of  the  Department  of 
Interior.  Mrs.  Wright,  an  ardent  n 
knowledgeable  gardener,  was  appoin 

principal  fund  raiser  for  the  garden  a 
chairman  of  the  project. 

"Some  of  the  first  money  raised 
Historic  Annapolis  was  committed  to 
chaeological  investigation  of  the  gL 

den,"  says  Mrs.  Wright,  "although   jj 
never  dreamed  that  our  findings  wo  ̂  
be  so  successful."  be/^  A

Governor  Paca,  described  by  Peale  as 

aving  "manners  of  the  first  polish  and 
ccustomed  to  the  best  company," 
^ould  be  very  much  at  home  in  his  gar- 
len  now.  Even  before  planting,  there 
vas  a  monumental  job  to  determine  just 
vhat  he  would  have  had  in  his  garden, 

lesearchers  went  to  18th-century  gar- 
len  books  and  diaries,  and  seeds  were 

>rdered  from  England,  France,  Germa- 
ly,  and  Holland. 

The  upper  part  of  the  garden  is  re- 
tored  as  a  formal  18th-century  garden 
vith  a  Grand  Allee  of  broad  limestone 

tairs  descending  from  the  house  and  di- 
viding four  parterres  (a  garden  bed  at 

round  level).  The  two  garden  terraces 
;losest  to  the  house  contain  the  Rose 

*arterre  (all  of  old  roses),  and  the  Flow- 
r  Parterre,  blooming  with  seasonal 
lowers.  The  next  terrace  contains  the 

tlolly  Parterre  (English  and  American 
lolly),  while  the  fourth  is  entirely  of 
joxwood.

Boxwood: 

a  favorite  evergreen 
Boxwood  has  been  a  favorite  landscape 

plant  ever  since  the  first  formally  pat- 
terned garden  was  laid  out.  The  rich, 

dark  green  leaves,  densely  set  on  slender 
twigs,  have  an  appeal  no  other  plant  can 
equal.  Among  the  dozens  of  available 
forms,  one  or  another  will  fit  into  almost 

any  type  of  garden  design.  Small  plants, 
closely  spaced,  make  an  incomparable 
edging  for  flower  beds.  Freestanding 
large  plants  create  billowy  accents, 
whether  allowed  to  develop  naturally  or 
clipped  and  trained  into  the  imaginative 

shapes  of  topiary.  Close-set  big  plants 
make  hedges  and  enclosures  for  every 

purpose.  Even  the  wood  from  old,  ma- 
ture plants  is  useful  and  in  great  demand 

for  fine  cabinet  work.  Not  least  among 
the  charms  of  boxwood  is  the  pungent, 
unmistakable  scent  of  the  leaves.  Most 

evident  on  warm,  sunny  days,  the  scent 
gives  certain  identification  of  true  box. 

Botanically,  boxwood  is  Buxus,  and 

there  are  several  species  native  to  differ- 
ent parts  of  the  world.  Buxus  sempervir- 

ens,  common  box,  grows  naturally  in 
southern  Europe  and  Asia.  It  has  dozens 

of  varieties,  some,  like  B.  "Suffruti- 
cosa — which  some  botanists  call  a  dis- 

tinct species — extremely  compact  and 
slow  growing,  while  others  show  larger 
or  a  faster  rate  of  growth.  Buxus  micro- 
phylla,  littleieaf  box,  comes  from  Japan 
and  has  very  tiny  leaves  as  well  as  com- 

pact growth.  Generally  hardy  as  far 
north  as  Massachusetts,  boxwood  may 
be  damaged  by  unusually  severe  winters. 

A  must  in  growing  boxwood  is  ade- 
quate moisture.  Plants  should  never  be 

allowed  to  dry  out,  and  ihe  best  way  to 
protect  them  from  winter  damage  is  a 
thorough  soaking  before  the  ground 
freezes.  Also  important  is  sanitation. 
Dead  leaves  and  twigs  should  be  le- 
moved  promptly,  and  debris  of  any  kind 
should  never  be  allowed  to  collect  in  Ihe 

center  of  the  plant,  where  it  would  pro- 
mote disease. 

Leaf  miner  and  spider  mites  are  the 

boxwoods'  worst  insect  enemies.  Spray- 
ing at  the  right  time  will  conquer  the 

miners — consult  your  local  nursery  for 
information  about  what  to  use  and  when 

to  use  it.  In  hot,  dry  weather  a  daily 
misting  with  plain  water  will  keep  the 

mites  under  control — and  don't  neglect water  for  the  roots. 
Cottonseed  meal  is  considered  to  be 

the  ideal  fertilizer  for  boxwood,  and 
should  be  applied  only  in  spring,  to 
avoid  forcing  tender  growth  before  cold 
weather.  A  slow-release  10-10-10  is  also 
effective,  and  some  growers  swear  by  a 
half-and-half  mixture  of  cottonseed  meal 
and  bone  meal.  Some  fanciers  build  elab- 

orate shelters  to  protect  their  plants 
from  winter  damage,  but  the  real  secret 
of  success  is  to  keep  the  soil  at  the  roots 
wet  through  the  cold  weather.  A  light, 
loose  mulch  will  go  a  long  way  towards 
accomplishing  this. 

Information  about  every  aspect  of 
boxwood  growing  is  available  from  the 

American  Boxwood  Society,  which  pub- 
lishes a  quarterly  bulletin  and  stands 

ready  to  help  with  special  problems  at 
any  time.

Farm,  a  branch  of  the  University  of  Vir-

Stz-ing  a  screen 

A  great  way  to  brighten  a 
room  is  to  create  a  screen  of 

greenery  with  a  string  trellis.

Reviving 

Radio  City 

"Some  projects  that  appear 
to  be  simple  often  turn  out 
to  be  the  hardest  to 

complete,"  says  Remy 
Chatain,  president  of  C.W. 
Stockwell  Fabrics.  Last 

spring,  Mr.  Chatain  worked 
on  just  such  a  project — the 
replication  of  a  fabric  and 
two  wallcoverings  for  the 
theatre  and  mezzanine 

sections  of  Radio  City  Music 
Hall  in  New  York. 

"The  job  was  a  challenge, 
not  from  a  design  standpoint, 
but  from  the  points  of 

technique  and  timing,"  he 
says.  "The  colors  had  to  be 
mixed  and  then  remixed.  It 
took  us  twenty  screens  to  get 
what  we  finally  wanted  for 
just  one  of  the  wallcoverings. 
With  the  fabric,  we  were  all 
set  to  make  a  firial  run  when 
we  realized  that  the  theatre 

lighting  made  it  appear  to  be 
another  color.  So  it  was  back 

to  the  drawing  boards." When  finally  finished,  it 
took  2,000  yards  of  fabric 
and  800  rolls  of  wallcovering 

to  complete  the  two  sections. 
And  that  is  just  part  of  a 

major  restoration  and 
renovation  of  the  Music 

Hall.  Radio  City  has  its  own 

production  group  that  will 
for  the  first  time  perform 
outside  of  New  York.  The 

Hall's  program  this  fall  is 
Walt  Disney's  Snow  White, 
which  begins  Oct.  18.  Only  6 
theatres  in  the  country  are 

equipped  to  present  a  show 
like  Radio  City's,  so  the  tour 
is  still  being  planned.

supervision,  some  cats  are  so 
upset  at  being  in  a  cage  in  a 
strange,  frightening  place 
that  they  may  become

Worcester  bowl 

Q.  Can  you  identify  my  unusual 
bowl  and  dale  it?  The  marlc  has  the 

letter  "B"  printed  under  the  word 
"England." 

D.A.D.— Closter,  N.J. 

A.  In  1801,  the  English  potter  Thomas 
Grainger  established  a  porcelain  factory 
at  Worcester,  which,  after  his  death  in 
1839,  was  carried  on  by  his  son  George. 
In  1889,  Grainger  &  Co.  was  acquired 
by  the  famous  Royal  Worcester  Co. 
However,  Grainger  continued  using  its 
own  marks  until  1902.  The  year  letter  B 
appearing  under  England  in  your  shield 
mark  was  used  in  1892. 

Sterling  silver

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Q.  This  mark  est

A.  In  England,  at  least  since  1300,  ex- 
cept from  1697-1720,  the  standard  of  the 

purity  has  been  the  sterling  standard  (11 
ounces,  2  pennyweights  of  copper  per 
pound  Troy,  or  otherwise  expressed  as 
925  parts  per  1000).  The  long  usage  of 

the  sterling  standard  has  clearly  demon- 
strated the  soundness  of  those  properties 

of  this  silver-copper  alloy  i' 
both  appearance  and  durabii: 

sible  strength  of  sterling  silver  is  almost 
twice  that  of  pure  silver  and  it  is  more 
than  twice  as  hard.  Sterling  silver  wares 
stand  up  well  in  everyday  use  and  are 

less  subject  to  tarnish  than  higher  stan- 
dards of  pure  silver. 

Majolica  pitcher 

Q.  I'm  told  my 

pitcher  is  ma- jolica. Can  you 
tell  me  some- 

thing about  its 

pattern  and 
what  is  meant 

by  majolica? 

M.L.S.— Arlington,  Va. 

A.  The  Ear  of  Com  pattern  was  one  of 

the  most  popular  of  all  Victorian  pat- 
terns, both  in  England  and  America,  and 

was  especially  suitable  for  vases  and 
pitchers.  The  distinguishing  feature  of 
true  Italian  painted  majolica  is  its 
opaque  white  glaze  which  entirely  covers 

its  clay-colored  body.  In  the  19th-cen- 
tury, besides  the  imitative  painted  majol- 

ica, the  term  majolica  was  also  interpre- 
ted to  include  pottery  with  relief  decora- 

tion under  colored  glazes.  In  this  col- 

ored-glaze sense,  "majolica"  became 
immensely  popular  in  Europe  and 

America  in  the  latter  part  of  the  19th- 
century,  which  is  when  your  pitcher 
decorated  with  colored  glazes  was  made.

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Q.  From  the  mark,  can  you  tell 
who  made  my  piece  of  pottery  and 
about  when?

A.  According  to  the  mark,  your  article

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Q.  Can  you  tell  me  anything  about 
the  style  of  my  old  chair?  Have  you 
any  idea  about  when  and  where  it 
was  made? 

S.S. — Atlanta,  Ga. 

A.  Your  chair  has  been  freely  adapted 
from  an  upholstered  open  armchair  with 
an  adjustable  back  bar — the  so-called 
Morris  chair,  produced  and  popularized 
by  the  English  designer  and  craftsman, 
William  Morris  (1834-1896),  and  his 
firm.  A  sketch  of  this  chair  dated  1866 

by  the  firm's  manager,  Warrington  Tay- 
lor, bears  the  following  inscription: 

"Back  and  seat  with  bars  across  to  put 
cushion  on,  moving  on  a  hinge,  a  chair 
model  of  which  I  saw  with  an  old  car- 

name  Ephraim  Coleman  ..."  An  exam- 
ple of  an  English  ebonized  oak  Morris 

chair,  about  1870,  which  is  in  the  Victo- 
ria and  Albert  Museum  in  London,  is 

upholstered  with  embossed  Utrecht  vel- 
vet. Your  American  golden  oak  Morris 

chair  was  made  about  1900. 

Maryland  wall  clock 

Q.  Can  you  give  me  an  idea  of  how 
old  my  wall  clock  is  and  where  it 
was  made?

A.  The  faience  case  for  your  hanging 
wall  clock  was  made  by  D.  F.  Haynes  & 
Co.  at  its  Chesapeake  Pottery  located  at 

Baltimore,  Md.  Your  mark — a  triangu- 
lar device  on  "Avalon"  faience — was 

used  from  about  1882-1884  and 
1887-1890.  The  8-day  German  move- 

ment also  dates  from  the  1880s.

A.  Waxwork,  an  1 8th-century  skill,  was 
revived  about  1850  by  Victorian  ladies 
who  were  constantly  occupied  with  all 
forms  of  art  recreation.  Wax  flowers  for 
the  living  room  and  fruit  for  the  dining 
room  were  favored,  as  they  provided  a 
focal  point  of  color.  Much  artistry  went 
into  their  fashioning  and  the  elaborate 

arrangements  were  intended  to  be  en- 
closed within  a  glass  dome.

body  weight  training  now  arid  their  rec- 
ords have  improved  for  it.  In  fact, 

weight  training  has  proved  to  be  an  im- 
portant tool  for  almost  all  our  top  fe- 

male athletes  because  of  its  muscle- 

building  and  toning  qualities." These  valuable  lessons  from  the  ex- 

perts are  filtering  down  to  the  fitness- 
minded  everywhere.  Numerous  health 

spas  such  as  the  Golden  Door  in  Escon- 
dido,  Calif.,  now  include  weight  training 

workouts  as  part  of  their  fitness  pro- 
gram, and  in  the  last  several  years 

YMCA  facilities  all  over  the  country 
have  been  opening  the  doors  of  their 

weight  rooms,  not  just  to  female  ath- 
letes-in-training, but  to  students,  home- 

makers,  and  career  women  who  have 

discovered  just  how  good  weight  train- 
ing can  make  you  look  and  feel. 

Let's  get  our  terms  straight,  because 
too  often  people  confuse  weight  training 
with  competitive  body  building  and 
there's  a  world  of  difference  between  the 
two  both  in  method  and  philosophy. 
What  the  two  disciplines  do  share  is 
their  application  of  the  principle  of 
weight  resistance  as  a  means  of  building 
muscle.  Simply  put,  the  use  of  weights 

during  exercise  places  a  greater-than- 
normal  amount  of  stress  on  the  muscles, 
causing  them  to  work  harder,  expend 
more  energy,  and  grow  stronger.  That, 
however,  is  where  the  similarities  end. 
For  body  builders,  the  aim  is  to  build 
muscular  bulk  and  to  concentrate  on  de- 

veloping, as  fully  as  possible,  specific 
muscles  on  which  to  be  judged  in  com- 

petition— hence  the  rippling  backs  and 
20-inch  biceps.  To  achieve  these  mono- 

lithic proportions  takes  years  of  single- 
minded  effort  involving  grueling  daily 

workouts  with  heavy  weights,  and  spe- 
cial high-protein  diets.  In  weight  training 

the  goals  are  more  modest:  Light 
weights  are  used  to  help  streamline, 
tone,  and  strengthen  the  muscles  with 
the  emphasis  on  balanced  body  develop- 
ment. 

If  you  still  have  doubts,  take  a  look  at 
30-year-old  Christine  Zane,  author  of 
numerous  publications  on  the  subject 
and  a  weight  trainer  for  the  last  thirteen 

years.  One  could  never  accuse  her  of  be- 
ing "muscle  bound."  "The  main  thing 

women  must  overcome  is  their  fear  of

Zane,  who  has  taught  weight  training 
techniques  to  women  all  over  the  world. 

"In  the  first  place,  it's  hard  for  women 
to  develop  them  because  they  lack  suffi- 

cient quantities  of  the  male  hormone  tes- 
tosterone, which  is  responsible  for 

muscle  development.  Female  body 
builders  do  exist  and  they  do  have  large 

muscles,  but  it's  not  by  accident.  They're 
on  special  diets,  handling  heavy  weights 
for  hours  and  hours  every  day — just  like 
the  men. 

But  the  average  woman  in  a  weight 

training  program  is  going  to  spend  about 
ten  to  fifteen  minutes  a  day,  three  or 
four  times  a  week  handling  light 

weights.  Most  of  her  exercises  will  be 
with  5-  and  10-pound  weights  with  the 
exception  of  her  work  on  the  chest  area. 

There's  no  way  she  can  acquire  bulk  un- 
der those  conditions." 

What  she  can  do  through  weight 

training,  says  Christine  Zane,  is  concen- 
trate on  toning  and  strengthening  specif- 

ic parts  of  the  body,  to  enhance  the  more 

attractive  areas  and  de-emphasize  the 
less  appealing  ones,  working  within  the 

limits  of  her  own  body  structure.  That's 
the  special  appeal  of  weight  training  for 
women — that  and  the  fact  that  it  can  be 
done  in  a  relatively  short  amount  of 

time.  "There  are  specific  trouble  areas 
that  women  continually  ask  about:  the

they  want  to  firm  it;  the  breast  area — the 
pectorals — they  want  to  build  or  firm  it 
up;  and  the  thigh  area — the  quadri- 

ceps— they  want  to  lose  inches  and  get 
firm.  Even  if  a  woman  is  an  active  jogger 
or  tennis  player,  she  can  still  benefit 
from  weight  training,  because  lifting  is 

so  intense  it  reaches  levels  of  the  body's 
muscling  that  are  reached  only  sporadi- 

cally in  other  sports.  It  stresses  and  de- 
velops the  muscles  that  otherwise 

wouldn't  get  much  use,  and  it  reaches 
specific  areas  in  a  way  other  exercises 

cannot." 
Ms.  Lane  prefers  her  own  home  to  a 

health  spa  for  workouts  because  of  the 

quiet  and  privacy  it  affords.  For  an  in- 
vestment of  under  $80  you  can  set  up 

your  own  home  gym.  All  you  need  is  an 

adjustable  incline  bench  for  those  exer- 
cises that  require  you  to  drop  your  arms 

and  weights  lower  than  your  body;  a 
pair  of  adjustable  ankle  weights,  and  a 

variable-weight  dumbbell-barbell  system 
with  about  40  pounds  of  weight.  A  good 

system  will  include  a  12-inch  bar  and 
two  shorter  ones  plus  an  assortment  of 

weights  or  plates  in  2'/2-,5-,  and  10- 
pound  increments  which  can  be  used  in- 

terchangeably on  both  the  long  and 
short  bars.  The  beauty  of  this  system  is 
that  it  allows  you  the  flexibility  to  plan  a 

program  tailor-made  to  your  own  body's 
needs — to  add  weight  for  stronger  parts 
of  the  body  or  subtract  for  the  smaller

In 
choosing  an  area,  however,  make  sure 
that  it  is  free  from  distractions,  has  ade- 

quate ventilation,  and  allows  space  for 

Al- 
ways dress  for  warmth  and  comfort. 

Some  people  prefer  loose-fitting  natural 
fabrics;  others,  like  Christine,  opt  for 
formfitting  leotards  so  they  can  watch 
their  muscles  at  work.  Experts  vary  on 
the  best  time  of  day  for  a  workout,  but 
all  agree  you  should  allow  an  hour  to 

elapse  before  and  after  your  workout  be- 
fore eating.  And  remember  this  one 

thing  if  you  forget  all  else:  the  use  of 
light  weights  and  high  repetitions  (one 
complete  movement  of  an  exercise) 
firms,  reduces,  and  shapes;  the  use  of 
heavy  weights  and  low  repetitions  builds 

and  strengthens.  "As  long  as  you  re- 
member that,"  says  Ms.  Zane,  "you

•  You  can  have  the  wood  cut  to  size  at 
the  lumberyard  or  save  money  and  saw 
it  yourself  A  piece  of  l-by-3  will  usually 
measure  about  /,  by  21/  inches — l-by-4s 
about  /,  by  3'/2  inches — depending  on 
the  lumberyard  that  mills  them. 

•  Sizes  for  I-by-4s:  two  77-inch  pieces, 
two  73 '/2-inch  pieces,  two  70-inch  pieces, 
four  39'/2-inch  pieces,  eleven  39'/4-inch 
pieces,  five  3 8 '/4-inch  pieces,  four  36-inch 
pieces,  four  32'/2-inch  pieces,  and  five  20- 
inch  pieces. 
•  Sizes  for  l-by-3s:  two  77-inch  pieces, 
two  73 '/2-inch  pieces,  two  70-inch  pieces,

•  Use  medium-grain  paper  first,  then 
fine.

•  Make  the  rectangle  for  the  first  and

smallest  layer  out  of  l-by-4-inch  wood  as 
shown.  Use  two  70-inch  and  two  32'/2- 
inch  pieces.  Run  glue  along  wood,  then 
nail  with  1  '/2-inch  nails. 

•  Add  a  support  frame  out  of  l-by-3s  as 
shown.  Use  two  70-inch  pieces  and  two 
pieces  approximately  29  inches.  (This  di- 

mension is  the  distance  between  the  two 

70-inch  frame  pieces  and  it  may  vary  de- 
pending on  the  width  of  your  l-by-3.) 

•  Turn  the  first  layer  over  and  attach 

two  32'/2-inch  l-by-4  inner  supports  as 
shown. 

•  Build  the  second  layer  as  above  using 

l-by-4s  that  are  73 '/2  inches  and  36  inch- 
es long  for  the  rectangle.  The  l-by-3s  for 

the  supporting  frame  should  be  73 '/2  and 
32 '/2  inches  long  (the  second  figure  may vary). 

•  Turn  the  second  layer  over,  glue  and 
nail  it  to  the  smaller  first  layer  using  1  Vr 
inch  nails.  (It  should  just  fit  over  it.) 
Then  attach  two  36-inch  l-by-4  inner 
supports  as  shown. 

•  Build  the  third  layer  using  l-by-4s 
that  are  77  and  39 '/2  inches  long  for  the 
rectangle.  The  l-by-3s  for  the  supporting 
frame  should  be  77  and  36  inches  long 
(the  latter  dimension  may  vary). 
•  Turn  the  third  layer  over  and  glue 

and  nail  it  to  the  first  two  using  1  '/4-inch 
nails.  Then  attach  two  39'/2-inch  inner 
supports  as  before. 

4 Step       Ai    Attaching  the  bed  slats 
•  Measure  off  50  inches  from  one  end 

of  the  bed.  Glue  and  nail  eleven  39 '/4- 
inch  l-by-4s  in  between.  They  should  be 
approximately  Va  inch  apart  (or  the 
width  of  the  narrow  side  of  a  l-by-4, 
which  will  be  useful  in  helping  to  space 
the  slats). 

Step   W^    Building  the  tilting  platform 

•  Space  five  38'/,-inch  slats  '/^  inch 
apart  on  the  work  surface. 
•  Glue  and  nail  two  sets  of  20'/2-inch  1- 
by-4s  to  form  a  right  angle;  attach  them 
to  the  slats  5  inches  in  from  each  end. 

Attach  one  more  20'/4-inch  support  in 
the  center  as  shown. 

•  Drill  two  '/4-inch  holes  as  marked 
above. 
•  To  build  the  support  that  props  up 
the  tilting  platform,  glue  and  nail  two 
23 '/2-inch  and  one  30'/4-inch  l-by-3s  as 
shown.  Drill  two  '/4-inch  holes  as 
marked  in  the  diagram. 

•  Fasten  the  supporting  prop  to  the  tilt- 
ing platform  by  lining  up  the  holes  and

BY  DEANNE  RAFFEL 

A  cassette  storage 
box  you  can  make, 
repairing  chipped 
cement,  plus  books 
on  home  repair  jobs 

Q.  Can  you  give  me  instructions  for 
making  a  portable  cassette  box? 

A.  You  can  make  a  box  like  the  one  be- 
low in  a  few  hours.  It  stores  36  cassettes, 

is  relatively  lightweight,  and  has  a  brass 
handle  to  facilitate  carrying. 

FALZARANO 

Materials:  Have  the  lumberyard  cut  the 

following  lengths  of  clear  pine:  two  16- 
inch  pieces  of  1-by-lO  for  the  box  top 

and  bottom;  two  8-inch  piecesof  '/>-by-4 
for  the  sides,  and  two  16-inch  for  the 

front  and  back;  four  8-inch  pieces  of  '/j- 
by-3  (ripped  to  2'/,)  for  the  dividers. 
You'll  also  need  a  1-inch  brass-plated  pi- 

ano hinge  that  is  16  inches  long,  a  small 
brass  hasp,  a  brass  handle  (the  type  used 

on  cabinets  and  drawers).  No.  6  1-inch 
roundhead  brass  wood  screws,  No.  5  '/i- 
inch  flathead  wood  or  sheet  metal 

screws,  1  '/.-inch  finishing  nails,  and  glue. 
Assembly:  Drill  4  pilot  holes  in  the 

corners  of  the  front  and  back  pieces,  '/, 
inch  from  the  ends.  Run  glue  along  the 
side  pieces  and  attach  the  front  and  back 
with  brass  roundhead  screws.  Run  a 

bead  of  glue  around  the  bottom  of  this 
frame.  Center  it  over  one  of  the  pieces  of 
1-by-lO;  secure  with  finishing  nails. 
Drive  the  nails  in  on  a  slant  so  they  form 
distinct  opposing  angles  to  each  other. 
Slip  two  of  the  four  divider  pieces  into 
the  box,  flush  with  the  sides,  and  posi- 

tion the  other  two  4'/,,  inches  from  ihe 
sides.  Glue  and  nail  from  the  underside. 
(The  two  dividers  next  to  the  box  sides 
will  allow  finger  space  to  reach  in  and 
remove  cassettes  easily.)  Countersink  ail 
nails  and  level  holes  with  wood  filler. 

Sand  box  and  lid.  Withdraw  screws,  fin- 

ish as  desired,  and  replace  screws,  fas- 
ten the  hinge  to  the  box  and  b.a  w-th 

flathead  screws.  Measure  the  hasp  sec- 
tion of  the  hinge  and  cut  a  notch  out  of 

the  center  of  the  top  to  fit.  Fasten  the 
hinge  section  to  the  lid  and  the  catch 
section  to  the  box.  Then  drill  pilot  holes 
and  secure  the  handle  to  finish  the  box. 

Q.  How  can  I  repair  cement  that  has 
chipped  or  cracked? 

A.  Patching  masonry  is  simply  a  matter 
of  filling  the  chipped  or  cracked  area 
with  new  concrete — but  unless  done 

properly,  you  may  find  yourself  contin- 
ually replacing  the  patch.  First,  sweep 

the  area  free  of  dirt  or  chips.  If  you're 
dealing  with  a  large  crack  or  hole,  you 
must  undercut  it  with  a  cold  chisel  (not 
a  wood  one).  Chip  away  at  the  sides  so 
as  to  extend  the  interior  of  the  hole  with- 

out widening  the  mouth.  This  is  a  way  of 

creating  a  "bottleneck" — an  opening 
narrower  than  the  hole — that  will  pre- 

vent the  patch  from  slipping  out. 

Before  you  fill  any  cement  area,  al- 
ways wet  it  down  (and  sweep  off  any 

puddles).  If  the  masonry  is  wet,  it  won't drain  off  the  moisture  from  the  concrete 

and  the  patch  will  dry  more  evenly.  To 
fill,  you  can  use  ordinary  concrete  mix 

or  a  quick-setting,  self-leveling  cement 
packaged  in  a  plastic  container  with  its 

own  mixing  trough  (it's  more  expensive 
but  more  convenient).  Use  a  trowel  to  fill 
and  level.  If  you  think  the  patch  might 
present  a  problem,  try  adding  a  bonder  to 
the  cement.  This  glue-like  substance  is 
designed  to  make  the  cement  more  adhe- 

sive and  prevent  it  from  cracking. 
And  excellent  way  to  force  patching 

material  down  into  wall  cracks  is  to  fill 

them  with  concrete  repair  material  pack- 
aged in  caulking  cartridges.  Load  them 

into  a  caulking  gun,  shoot  into  cracks, 
and  smooth  over  with  a  trovvel. 

Q.  What  are  some  books  on  home 
repair  jobs  you  can  do  yourself?

PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 
BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

Miniature  bulbs  that  give  a  burst 
of  color  all  winter  long 

HORST 

Every  flower  has  its  place.  The 
imposing  amaryliis  with  its 
trumpet-sized  flowers  makes  a 
striking  display  during  the  dark 
winter  months.  But  subtle  it  is 
not.  In  certain  situations  the 
show  is  frankly  overpowering. 

Now  I'm  not  suggesting  you  dis- 
card all  thoughts  of  amaryliis,  or 

of  standard  daffodils  or  tulips. 
But  why  not  try  forcing  some 
delicate  and  dainty  bulbs  this 
year?  Or,  for  that  matter,  lots  of 
them?  You  can  have  a  veritable 
growing  chintz. 

Miniature  golden  daffodils  and 
tulips,  fragrant  hyacinths,  and  a 
field  of  crocuses  dotted  with 

snowdrops — all  only  a  few  inch- 
es tall  and  jewel-like  in  their  ap- 

pearance— require  only  a  sunny, 
not-too-warm  windowsill.  Or  if 
good  light  is  a  problem  for  you, 
the  plants  can  be  brought  to 
bloom  under  artificial  light,  and 
then  put  out  to  display  once  they 
are  flowering. 

Miniature  bulbs  are  forced  into  winter 

bloom  in  the  same  manner  as  their  larg- 
er counterparts.  But  you  get  much  more 

of  a  show  in  less  space,  with  six  or  more 
bulbs  fitting  comfortably  into  a  4-  or  5- 
inch  pot.  The  more  you  can  fit  in,  the 
more  you  can  display.  Bulbs  have  their 
own  stored  energy  for  forcing.  The  soil  is 
there  mostly  for  footing,  not  to  supply 

nourishment.  So  there's  no  such  thing  as 
overcrowding  plants  in  this  case.  Even 
so,  a  good  soil  mix  will  encourage  the 
best  display. 

But  first  things  first.  The  bulbs  them- 
selves should  be  the  best  you  can  find.  In 

some  cases  growers  offer  bulbs  recom- 
mended for  forcing.  Though  a  little 

more  expensive  than  their  standard  out- 
door counterparts,  these  bulbs  are  larger 

and  juicier,  and  thus  give  you  more  color 
for  the  price. 

As  well  as  buying  the  best,  pick  a 

good  selection.  There's  certainly  nothing 
wrong  with  the  classic  daffbdil  or  narcis- 

sus. And  even  with  miniatures  you  can 
raise  the  archetypical  specimens,  such  as

flowers  which  are  superbly  fragrant. 
Then  there  are  the  tulips.  The  good 

news  is  that  there  are  a  number  of  minia- 
tures that  can  be  forced,  although  they 

are  not  widely  known.  The  bad  news  is 
that  most  of  them  are  yellow,  which 
means  they  will  afford  you  with  a  shape 
different  from  the  narcissus,  but  not 
much  color  variation.  Tulipa  Batalinii  is 
soft  yellow  flushed  with  cinnamon; 

Kaufmanniana  'Water  Lily'  tulip  has 
cream-colored  flowers  with  stripes  of 

carmine;  and  'Shakespeare'  has  a  blend- 
ing of  salmon,  apricot,  and  orange. 

Eranthis,  or  winter  aconite,  is  a  mem- 
ber of  the  buttercup  family  and  is  tuber- 
ous rooted  rather  than  being  a  true  bulb. 

But  it  is  a  true  3-  to  4-inch-high  minia- 
ture. Yellow  again,  like  most  of  its  fam- 

ily members,  Eranthis  is  still  a  delight  to 
grow.  Come  the  dark  of  winter  when 

your  forced  bulbs  leap  into  bloom,  you'll find  it  hard  to  have  too  much  cheery, 
sunny  brightness. 

Crocuses  are  another  diminutive  in- 
door winter  delight.  The  violet  C.  medius,

Double-decker  potting 

Forced  miniature  bulbs  produce  a  splen- 

did display  when  they're  packed  side  by 
side  in  a  pot  so  there's  hardly  any  room 
left  between  them.  But  if  you  want  to 
have  an  incredible  display,  try  the  old 
British  trick  of  stacking  them  two  deep. 
Daffodils  and  tulips  take  particularly 
well  to  this  double-decker  approach. 

Using  a  deep  pot,  fill  the  bottom  third 
with  soil.  Space  bulbs  over  the  surface, 

nose  up  and  with  only  half  a  bulb's width  of  space  between  them.  Take  some 
soda  straws  and  stick  one  next  to  each 

bulb  as  a  flag  above  the  pot's  rim.  Now 
gently  fill  in  enough  soil  to  cover  the 
bulbs.  This  should  bring  the  soil  level 
two-thirds  of  the  way  up  the  pot.  Set  in 
another  layer  of  bulbs,  spaced  the  same 
way  as  the  ones  below,  but  use  the 
straws  to  ascertain  that  the  basal  plates 
of  the  second-tier  bulbs  are  not  directly 
above  the  bulb  tips  beneath.  Fill  in  the 
rest  of  the  soil.  Pull  out  straws  and 

thump  the  pot  sharply  a  few  times 
against  the  counter  to  settle  soil.  Soak, 
drain,  put  the  bulbs  in  a  dark  cool  spot 

to  grow  to  their  hearts'  content. The  lower  bulbs  will  take  slightly 
longer  to  break  through  the  surface. 
Once  they  do,  however,  their  growth 
will  catch  up  with  their  upstairs  neigh- 

bors'. Their  internal  clocks  are  set  by  the 
cold  spell  you  give  them  for  root  forma- 

tion. If  it  takes  them  longer  than  normal 
to  break  through  the  soil,  the  plants  sim- 

ply grow  more  quickly,  knowing  that  by 
nature's  right  the  season  of  flowering  is 
only  so  long.  This  isn't  true  in  this  case, 
since  by  forcing  the  bulbs  you've  fooled 
them  in  the  first  place — but  your  flowers 
will  never  know.  They're  ready  for 
springtime,  too.

and  the  cream-white  C.  ochroleucus 
should  be  planted  at  once  and  set  out  in 

a  sunny  window.  Unlike  other  minia- 
tures, they  normally  flower  in  fall.  Thus 

they  are  not  really  forced.  But  their 
blooms  will  keep  you  content  while 

spring  crocuses  and  other  bulbs  are  be- 
ing fooled  into  their  winter  show. 

Don't  forget  to  try  Muscari  'Blue 
Spike,'  the  grape  hyacinth,  as  well  as  the 
snowdrop,  Galanthus,  an  often  over- 

looked member  of  the  amaryllis  family. 
Striped  squill,  Puschkinia  scilloides,  is 
rarely  forced.  Yet  its  cultivation  is  very 
easy,  and  it  produces  a  host  of  pale  blue 
flowers  ribbed  in  delft  blue  down  the 
center  of  the  petals. 

The  middle  of  October  and  the  weeks 

immediately  following  are  the  tradition- 
al time  for  starting  bulbs.  The  tradition 

holds  for  miniatures  as  well,  except  for 
the  autumn  crocus.  September  can  be 
too  warm,  forcing  the  bulbs  premature- 

ly. Though  you  can  wait  till  November 
and  December,  and  must  do  so  in  the 
Deep  South,  the  final  flowering  will  be 
delayed  beyond  the  darkest  days  of  win- 

ter and  thus  compete  with  the  outdoor 
heralds  of  spring. 

Once  you  have  your  bulb  selection 
and  are  ready  to  plant,  the  first  thing  to 
remember  is  that  although  these  bulbs 
are  usually  referred  to  as  Dutch,  because 
of  Holland's  intensive  cultivation  of 
them,  their  actual  place  of  origin  is,  for 
the  most  part,  central  Asia,  in  the  region 
of  Iran,  Turkey,  and  Afghanistan.  Their 
ancestors  grew  up  with  cold  winters. 

The  plants'  inner  clocks  are  geared  to  a 
cold,  semi-dormant  season.  It's  after  this 
cold  season  is  past  that  the  flowers  form. 
By  advancing  the  cold  season  artificially 
and  then  keeping  the  bulbs  in  a  warm, 
sunny  place,  you  lure  the  blooms  to  form 
out  of  season. 

To  plant  the  bulbs,  first  fill  their  pots 
two-thirds  full  with  rich  potting  soil  to 
which  a  heaping  tablespoonful  of 
steamed  bone  meal  per  pot  has  been  add- 

ed. Set  the  bulbs  in  with  their  flat  basal 
plates  down  and  their  tips  up.  (Crocus 
corms  will  have  a  slight  indentation  in 
the  bottom  instead,  but  the  tops  will  still 
be  pointed.)  Add  enough  extra  soil  just 
to  cover  the  bulbs.  Water  well  to  settle 
them  in  place,  let  the  pots  drain,  and 
stick  them  away  in  a  cool,  dark  spot.  A 
far  corner  in  the  garage  is  usually  the 
best  place  modern  gardeners  can  find, 
lacking  all  the  old-time  paraphernalia 
such  as  cold  frames.  Unhealed  attics  and 
cold  cellars  also  work  well. 

The  temperature  in  your  cold  spot 
must  drop  into  the  40s  at  least  at  night, 
and  stay  that  cool  for  several  weeks. 

If  you  live  too  far  south  for  this  type 
of  weather,  or  if  you  live  in  an  apart- 

ment, slip  the  pots  onto  the  bottom  shelf 
of  the  refrigerator. 

About  the  only  thing  to  worry  about  at 
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don't  want  to  bother  with  checking  on  it 
every  week  outdoors,  stick  the  pots  in  a 
plastic  garbage  bag  and  surround  them 
with  wetted-down  fall  leaves.  You  thus 

create  a  mini-environment  almost  perfect- 

ly matching  nature's  woodlands,  where 
bulbs  lie  undisturbed  through  the  winter. 

The  time  to  take  the  pots  out  so  the 
plants  can  grow  is  about  8  to  10  weeks 
after  the  bulbs'  interment.  Remove  a  pot 
or  two.  Knock  out  the  soil  balls.  They 
should  be  chock  full  of  white  roots.  And 
there  should  be  the  beginnings  of  leaf 

tips  breaking  through  the  soil.  If  they're not,  stick  the  pots  back  for  a  week  or 
two  more.  Then  check  again. 

Since  the  pots  have  been  kept  in  the 
dark,  the  leaf  shoots  should  be  white. 

Don't  plan  on  giving  the  pale  plants  as 
much  light  as  possible  right  away  to  get 

them  greening.  You'll  give  them  sun- burn instead. 

Put  the  pots  in  a  spot  with  good  sub- 
dued natural  light.  Keep  them  cool,  with 

temperatures  in  the  50s.  A  basement  or 
location  close  to  a  north  window  usually 
works  well.  After  a  few  days,  move  pots 
to  brighter,  not  warmer,  quarters.  After 
a  week  the  shoots  should  be  green.  Move 
pots  to  your  sunniest  window,  putting 
them  close  to  the  glass  where  they  will 
remain  cool.  Water  regularly,  keeping 
soil  moist  but  not  soggy. 

Once  actually  in  bloom,  the  plants  can 
be  brought  into  the  warmer  areas  of  the 
room  and  used  as  centerpieces  or  deco- 

ration. Or  think  of  them  for  that  week- 
end breakfast  tray. 

Forcing  lake  ferns 
Bulbs  by  nature  have  rather  coarse,  stiff 

foliage  accompanying  their  delicate  blos- 
soms where  the  culturally  decorative 

dominates.  If  only  there  were  some  way 
to  surround  the  dehcate  flowers  with 
some  living,  feathery,  striking  greenery. 
Well,  there  is. 

The  solution  is  right  in  the  vegetable 

crisper  of  your  refrigerator — carrot  tops! 
Now,  forcing  carrot  tops  is  not  exactly 

one  of  your  standard  indoor  horticultur- 

al pastimes.  Surprisingly,  though,  there's 
no  better  way  to  get  a  lacy,  fresh  green 
backdrop  that  develops  almost  synchro- 

nously with  the  flowering  bulbs. 
Cut  off  1-inch  top  ends  from  several 

carrots.  Insert  these  in  between  the  bulbs 

you  are  forcing.  The  bottom  third  or  half 
of  the  carrot  stubs  must  be  actually  in 
the  soil.  Soon  fernhke  leaves  will  emerge. 
Once  a  mass  of  them  is  growing,  no 
one  but  you  will  know  that  those  lovely 
fronds  are  no  more  than  discarded  car- 

rot tops  given  a  second  life.

Art  in  the  eighties-dealers  and 
curators  talk  about  what's  new  in  art 

What  will  we  see  in  the  art  of  the  eight- 
ies? Art  dealers  and  curators  across  the 

country  responded  to  this  question.  Here 
is  what  they  found  most  significant  in 
the  art  of  this  decade  and  where  they 
think  art  might  be  heading: 

Patterson  Sims,  Associate  Curator, 
Permanent  Collection, 
Whitney  Museum  of  American  Art: 

"The  range  and  muhiphcity  of  art  in  the 
seventies  is  becoming  focused.  The  work 
is  about  intellectual  and  psychological 
issues,  personal  visions.  The  eighties  will 
show  a  refinement  of  these  forces. 

"Sculpture,  painting,  sound,  and  light 
are  coming  together  for  a  grand,  operat- 

ic vision  of  art. 

"The  small-scale  works  will  become 
more  important — instead  of  overwhelm- 

ing their  environment  (as  the  gigantic 
sculpture  did),  these  works  become  in- 

gredients of  the  environment. 

"Though  there  have  been  more  view- 
ers, the  art  itself  has  often  been  alienat- 
ing. It  was  obscure.  In  the  eighties  it  will 

become  more  positive.  Art  will  come  to 
the  rescue  of  our  chaotic  lives."

Ivan  Carp,

"Without  a  doubt,  hyper-realism  was 
the  most  organized  school  of  painting  in 
the  seventies.  The  artists  took  familiar 
objects  and  by  representing  them  in  a 
precisionist  manner  elevated  them  from 
mere  reproductions  of  life  into  art.  This 
we  saw  in  the  work  of  Richard  Estes  and 
Duane  Hanson,  among  others. 

"We  saw  also  the  ripening  of  monu- 

kJculpture,  painting, 
and  sound  coming 

together  ..." ''bright,  unusual  color 

painting  ..." ''more  illusionism  .  .  ." 
"representations  of

"It's  true  that  the  seventies  have  been 
the  time  of  eclecticism  in  art,  but  the  re- 

alist and  monumental  sculpture  were 
real  movements. 

"In  the  eighties  we'll  see  more  illu- 
sionism, like  the  trompe  I'oeil  ruins  Pe- ter Saari  does  on  canvas.  Reality, 

illusion,  and  abstraction — these  con- 
cerns will  be  seen  in  the  same  paintings. 

"I  feel  that  there  will  be  more  unity 
among  the  artists,  that  an  all-encom- 

passing moment  in  art  is  coming." 
Bill  Lieberman,  Director, 
Department  of  Drawings, 
Museum  of  Modern  Art,  New  York: 

"Art  movements  always  travel  in  waves, 
and  those  waves  seem  to  be  getting

tighter  and  coming  closer  together. 
These  artists  are  looking  to  the  art  of  the 

20th  century  for  inspiration." 
Andre  Emmerich, 

Emmerich  Gallery,  New  York: 

"The  biggest  development  in  the  seven- 
ties was  in  sculpture.  It  has  been  spectac- 

ular. There  is  more  depth,  more  quality, 
and  particularly,  much  grander  scale. 

"We  have  seen  greater  patronage  of 
sculpture.  The  U.S.  government  has 
been  a  generous  sponsor,  corporations, 
too.  This  will  flourish  in  the  eighties. 

"Extraordinary  painting  was  done  in 
the  seventies  by  the  young  hopefuls  of 
the  sixties — Frankenthaler,  Stella,  Held, 
Olitski,  Nolan.  They  are  excelling  them- 

selves in  their  artistic  maturity. 

"Works  done  just  for  the  sake  of  nov- 
elty seem  to  be  fading.  Interest  in  quality 

seems  to  be  growing." 
Andrew  Crispo, 

Andrew  Crispo  Gallery,  New  York: 
"In  the  art  of  the  seventies  many  ap- 

proaches were  reexamined;  a  tolerance 
for  infinite  variations  developed. 

"The  strongest  influences  were  from 
minimal  art — the  early  work  of  Ells- 

worth Kelly  and  Ad  Reinhardt.  Brice 
Marden,  Robert  Ryman,  and  Agnes 
Martin  emerge  today  in  this  discipline. 
Photo-realists — Richard  Estes,  Lowell 

Nesbitt,  Audrey  Flack,  Chuck  Close — 
proved  as  strong  as  the  minimalists. 

"It  is  always  interesting  to  consider 
whether  the  market  was  influenced  by 
the  artists  or  the  artists  influenced  by  the 
market:  rapidly  accelerating  prices  and 

the  concept  of  art  as  a  hedge  against  in- 
flation seem  to  have  influenced  the  taste 

of  the  time. 

"There  may  be  more  photo-realism  in 
the  eighties.  The  interest  in  artists  like 
David  Hockney  and  Estes  is  strong.  Ab- 

stract concepts  still  influence  the  art  of 
the  future.  An  interest  in  sculpture,  both 
large  and  small,  abstract  and  realistic,  in 
all  media,  has  grown  and  will  continue 
to  grow  in  the  eighties.  Sculptors  like 
Douglas  Abdell,  Beverly  Pepper,  and 
Christopher  Wilmarth  may  prove  a 
dominant  force  in  the  art  of  the  next 

decade."

Susan  Brundage,  Assistant  Director, 
Leo  Castelli  Gallery,  New  York: 

"The  big  names  of  the  sixties — Jasper 
Johns,  Robert  Rauschenberg,  the  pop 

artists  James  Rosenquist,  Roy  Lichten- 
stein,  and  Andy  Warhol,  minimalists 
Hke  Don  Judd — are  still  big  names  in  the 
seventies.  They  have  contributed  to  the 
diverse  directions  of  -he  other  artists. 

"Most  of  the  artists  working  today 
don't  see  themselves  as  belonging  to  a 
group.  Their  art  is  more  personal,  some- 

times autobiographical.  For  some  there 
was  an  interest  in  site  sculpture,  others 
became  interested  in  very  tiny  sizes. 

"The  seventies  were  also  characfter- 
ized  by  th^  comeuppance  of  the  artist.  In 
the  fifties,  dedicated  artists  were  strug- 
ghng  to  survive.  It  never  occurred  to 
them  that  their  work  would  be  sold  for 
prices  in  six  figures.  But  in  the  sixties 
that  changed.  Fortunes  could  be  made 
by  the  artists,  and  many  of  them  were 
thinking  about  that  fame  and  fortune 
while  they  were  painting.

"Lately,  that  attitude  has  been  dying 
down.  But  the  greed  for  money  can't  be 
blamed  entirely  on  the  artists.  Many  of 
the  collectors  in  the  seventies  were  art 
investors  rather  than  art  lovers;  they 
bought  and  sold  quickly  and  at  huge 
profits. 

"In  the  eighties  we  may  see  more  art 
sponsoring.  Foundations  supported  by 
corporations,  the  government,  and  a  few 
millionaires  can  invest  in  the  artists 
themselves,  giving  them  the  opportunity 

to  create  major  works." 

JiU  Kornblee, 
Kornblee  Gallery,  New  York: 

"There  has  been  a  preoccupation  with materials  in  the  seventies — materials 
that  attracted,  fascinated,  and  seduced 
the  artists,  and  led  them  into  new  trains 
of  thought.  Eva  Hesse  was  one  of  these 
artists.  They  are  pr  iducing  organic 
works  out  of  thin  wax,     ling,  wires. 

"They've  been  playi  •  with  scale: 
making  eggs  as  big  as  sofa  and  sofas  as 
big  as  eggs.  Tom  Wesselmsin  and  Do- 
menico  Gnoli  are  two  who  are  con- 

cerned with  these  concepts. 
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"Gigantism,  the  big  scale  works,  will 
continue  to  challenge  the  artists,  as  will 
the  new,  very  small-scale  work.  That  is  a 
challenge,  too,  because,  for  example,  a 

small  chair  can't  just  look  like  a  doll's 
chair,  it  has  to  say  something  more. 

"Patterning  works  will  fade — there 
needs  to  be  room  for  human  error  to 

make  artwork  appealing.  That's  why  su- 
per-realism will  fade.  It  is  too  perfect, 

not  interesting  emotionally. 

"The  eighties  will  see  more  figurative, 
landscape,  and  large  still-life  painting. 
Perhaps  the  new  artists  will  infuse  them 
with  freshness,  say  something  new  and 

rich."

Without  enough  sleep  people  tend  to 
become  irritable,  short  tempered,  and 
depressed,  according  to  Dr.  Regestein. 
They  become  disinterested  in  their  envi- 

ronments, show  poor  judgment,  and  do 
not  perform  up  to  par. 

"If  you're  anxious  about  something, 
unhappy,  or  insecure,  you  don't  sleep 
well,"  says  Dr.  Regestein.  "You  have 
trouble  falling  asleep  and,  once  asleep, 

you  don't  sleep  as  well  as  you  normally 

might." 
Although  there  has  been  little  evi- 

dence that  lack  of  sleep  can  cause  serious 
physical  illness,  that  it  can  affect  life  ex- 

pectancy, it  can  reflect  an  illness.  "If 
something  is  wrong  physically,  souiid 

sleep  won't  come  easily — if  at  all,"  says 
Dr.  Regestein.  Haven't  you  noticed  that 
when  you're  coming  down  with  a  cold 
you  don't  sleep  well?  Or,  haven't  you 
heard  yourself  say,  "I  was  up  all  night 
coughing  and  sneezing" — or  "with  a 
stomach  ache"? 

Learning 
during  sleep 
According  to  Dr.  Regestein,  certain 
neurochemicals  (substances  in  the  brain 
that  carry  messages  between  nerve  cells) 

that  are  exhausted  during  waking  peri- 
ods are  restored  during  sleep.  This  al- 
lows many  psychological  processes  to  be 

better  and  more  efficiently  integrated 
during  waking.  For  example,  if  you  learn 
something,  then  sleep,  you  will  retain 

more  of  what  you've  learned  when  you 
awaken  than  if  you  hadn't  slept  at  all — or  not  enough. 

As  far  as  learning  during  sleep,  scien- 
tists in  the  Soviet  Union  have  claimed 

that  efficient  learning  can  take  place 
during  sleep.  But,  according  to  Dr. 
Wilse  Webb,  Professor  of  Psychology  at 
the  University  of  Florida,  a  member  of 
the  board  of  directors  of  The  Better 
Sleep  Council  (a  nonprofit  organization 
developed  to  bridge  the  gap  between 
sleep  research  and  public  awareness), 
and  a  sleep  researcher  for  over  25  years, 
scientists  in  the  United  States  have 
shown  that  no  efficient  learning  takes 
place  during  sleep.  Dr.  Webb  and  Dr.  C. 
M.  Levy  conducted  their  own  sleep- 

learning  studies  in  the  1960s.  "We  found 
that  during  waking  you  can  learn  in  5 
minutes  or  less  what  it  might  take  all 

night  to  learn  during  sleep." While  no  efficient  learning  during 

sleep  occurs,  "things  that  have  happened 
during  waking  periods  may  be  re- 

hearsed, consolidated,  and,  perhaps,  re- 

worked during  sleep,"  says  Dr.  Webb. 
He  does  not  recommend  any  of  the 

sleep-learning  devices  on  the  market.

Food lor  sleep 

Many  sleep  experts  believe  that  trypto- 
phan, an  amino  acid  found  in  proteins, 

can  be  taken  orally  to  aid  sleep.  Dr.  Er- 
nest Hartmann,  Professor  of  Psychiatry 

at  Tufts  Medical  School,  Director  of  the 
Sleep  and  Dream  Lab  at  Boston  State 
Hospital,  and  author  of  The  Sleeping  Pill 

(Yale  University  Press),  has  found  evi- 
dence that  tryptophan,  once  converted 

to  serotonin  (a  chemical  found  in  the 
brain),  is  critically  involved  in  inducing 

deep  sleep.  Dr.  Hartmann's  research  in- 
dicates that  an  extra  amount  of  trypto- 

phan can  augment  the  natural  product- 
ion of  serotonin  and  thus  help  you  to 

sleep  better. 

How  to  sleep 

better 
"You're  in  control  of  your  sleep,"  says 

Dr.  Regestein.  "So  why  not  make  sure 
you  do  it  well?"  Here  are  some  of  his 
tips  everyone  can  use  to  insure  sound 
sleep. 

•  Maintain  a  regular  bedtime  .  .  .  and 
waketime. 
•  Have  regular  obligations,  regular 
mealtimes. 

•  Sleep  approximately  the  same  amount 
in  every  24  hour  period.  If  you  do  miss 

sleep  you'll  need  a  relatively  short 
amount  to  recoup  what  you've  lost. 
•  Don't  nap  during  the  day. 
•  Abstain  from  anything  that  will  upset 
the  nervous  sytem:  large  amounts  of  cof- 

fee or  tea,  alcohol,  cigarettes,  over-the- 
counter  sleep-inducing  drugs  (they're 
placebos  and  are  merely  suggestive). 
•  Make  sure  your  bedroom  is  dark:  If 
you  open  your  eyes  and  your  room  is 
light  enough  so  you  can  see,  you  may  be- 

come sufficiently  aroused  so  as  not  to  be 
able  to  fall  asleep.  Most  department 
stores  carry  light-proof  window  shades. 
And  you  can  paint  your  bedroom  a 
warm  dark  color. 

•  Also,  your  bedroom  should  be  quiet 
and  below  75  degrees.  Most  pleasing 
sleep  temperature  is  between  66  and  68 

degrees. •  Make  sure  your  sleep  platform  is  com- 
fortable. It  should  be  smooth  and  firm, 

but  with  some  softness. 

If  you  have  trouble  sleeping,  Dr.  Re- 
gestein recommends  you  take  the  follow- 

ing precautions  to  sleep  better. 
•  Get  out  of  bed  the  same  time  each 
morning  no  matter  how  you  slept.  Use 

the  bed  only  for  sleeping;  never  for  read- 
ing, eating,  or  watching  TV. 

•  Always  have  something  to  get  out  of 
bed  for. 
•  Stay  away  from  sleeping  pills.  Drugs, 
according  to  Dr.  Regestein,  do  not  pro- 

duce a  normal  night's  sleep.  For  exam- 
ple, barbituates  can  create  an  unnatural 

deep  sleep  in  which  the  sleeper  doesn't 
dream.  Since  dreaming  makes  up  a  cer- 

tain percentage  of  the  normal  sleeper's 
sleep  time,  no  dreaming  makes  for  dis- 

turbed sleep.        (Continued  on  page  97)

•  When  you're  trying  to  fall  asleep,  lie  in 
bed,  relax  totally,  and  keep  your  eyes 

closed.  Don't  get  up,  wander  around, 
flip  the  lights  on  and  off,  look  at  the 
clock. 
•  Exercise  vigorously  during  the  day. 
But  never  before  bedtime — that  will  acti- 

vate the  body's  systems  and  disturb 
sleep.  In  fact,  as  bedtime  approaches, 

make  sure  there's  a  gradual  lessening  of 
activity.  For  some,  reading  can  be  very 
relaxing;  or  taking  a  warm  bath. 
•  Before  bedtime,  drink  a  warm  glass  of 
milk.  Or,  mix  Horlicks  (a  malt  cereal 
drink  available  at  health-food  stores) 
into  warm  milk. 
•  Before  bedtime,  do  yoga  or  deep 
breathing  (or  any  other  relaxation)  exer- 
cises. 

What  to  do  if 

sleep  problems  persist

clinic.  There,  sleep  specialists  will  inves- 

tigate the  cause  of  your  sleep  disorder 
and  will  institute  a  special  program  to 
reverse  it. 

Many  major  hospitals  have  sleep  clin- 
ics— or  their  psychiatry  departments  can

ly  desirable  hotel  (double  room,  about 

$60),  plus  frequent  coffee  and  cakes  at 
the  pretty  Operncafe.  But  our  discovery 
was  that,  while  the  Wagner  Festival  goes 
on  up  the  hill  outside  Bayreuth  in  the 
Festspielhaus  theatre,  Bayreuth  itself  is 

cause  for  much  pleasure — mainly  be- 
cause of  Wilhelmine,  favorite  sister  of 

Frederick  the  Great,  a  pretty,  witty,  and 

enterprising  lady  who  had  married  into 
the  ruling  Bayreuth  princely  family  early 
in  the  18th  century.  She  proceeded  to 
make  Bayreuth  into  a  center  for  arts  and 
music.  Since  she  liked  to  compose  operas 

and  act  in  them,  she  built  herself  a  won- 
derful little  rococo  theatre  and  two  little 

chateaux  (among  others)  which  are  all 
colorful  curlicues  and  rococo  joie  de 
vivre.  The  Eremitage,  my  favorite,  has  a 
romantic  park  to  end  all  romantic  parks, 

artificial  ruins  and  a  big  shell-lined  grot- 
to where  complicated  waterworks  can  be 

set  loose  to  drench  the  unwary  visitor. 
After  the  festival,  we  decided  to  stay 

on  in  the  region  and  explore  some  more. 

The  countryside  is  very  pretty,  with  hill- 
sides covered  by  dense  forests,  where 

walks  end  in  cafes  humanely  placed  for 

gathering  strength  with  coffee  and  cakes 

(me)  and  beer  (my  husband).  Northeast- 
ern Bavaria  is  off  the  beaten  track,  even 

for  Germans,  and  in  its  old  towns, 

mighty  castles,  and  great  churches  you 

still  get  the  flavor  of  old-time  Germany. 
In  1000-year-old  Kulmbach,  your 

next  stop  going  north,  we  enjoyed  the 

winding  medieval  streets  and  the  Ples- 
senburg  on  the  high  hill  above  the  town. 
The  fortress-castle  has  an  exquisite  ter- 

raced Renaissance  courtyard  and  the 

most  astonishing  collection  of  tin  sol- 
diers displayed  in  famous  battle  scenes. 

There  are  tens  of  thousands  of  these  sol- 
diers and  other  figures  in  tropical  scenes, 

walrus  hunts,  and  other  fantasy  settings. 

I  couldn't  believe  my  eyes. 
But  Kulmbach  is  really  known  for  its 

mighty  beers.  We  went  to  gather 

strength  in  the  Rathskeller  near  the  per- 
fect little  white  and  yellow  baroque  town 

hall,  and  our  landlord  served  us  some 
marvelous  sausages  garnished  with  kraut 
and  the  powerful  beer.  All  over  Bavaria, 
the  sausages  are  invariably  perfect,  as 
are  the  beers,  though  these  vary  in  flavor 
according  to  locality  and  local  breweries. 

The  end  of  the  day  brought  us  to  Co- 
burg,  where  we  spent  a  very  comfortable 
weekend  in  the  Goldene  Traube  (double 
room  with  bath,  $62).  It  is  a  gemiitlich 
provincial  hotel,  old  on  the  outside, 
modern  inside,  and  spotlessly  clean.  In 
Bavaria,  we  never  bothered  to  reserve 
except  in  big  cities  or  resorts.  We  simply 
looked  for  a  likely  place,  and  whether 
the  bathroom  came  with  the  bedroom  or 

was  down  the  hall,  the  surroundings 
were  spotless,  the  welcome  sincere.

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ria's  beloved  Prince  Albert.  Luther  spen 
a  long  time  behind  the  triple-layer  ram 
parts  of  the  900-year-old  Veste,  mighti 
est  of  the  German  fortresses.  The  Vestt 

towers  over  Coburg's  placid  spires,  and 
when  you  are  in  it,  you  understand  wh\ 

Luther  wrote  his  "Mighty  Fortress' there.  You  can  still  see  his  Spartan 

apartment  and  private  chapel.  The  for- 
tress now  houses  a  series  of  museums, 

with  a  wealth  of  period  furniture,  brass, 
china,  ceremonial  coaches,  and  painting 
and  sculptures.  A  gothic  Virgin  holding 
the  dead  Christ,  once  seen,  can  never  be 

forgotten. Coburg  was  the  seat  of  the  Dukes  of 
Saxe-Coburg-Gotha,  which  provided 
kings,  queens,  and  consorts  to  almost  ev- 

ery royal  house  in  Europe — Russia,  Bel- 
gium, Portugal,  Romania,  Spain, 

Bulgaria,  and  Sweden.  Prince  Albert  is 
one  of  the  best  known.  Victoria,  also  a 
Coburg  descendant,  visited  him  in  the 
town's  Schloss  Ehrenburg.  Her  bedroom 
and  bath  there  could  not  be  simpler, 
though  it  must  have  been  compensated 
for  by  some  of  the  richest,  most  ornate 
high-baroque  rooms  that  grace  the  cas- 

tle. We  gasped  at  the  Great  Hall,  all 
white,  where  half-naked  stucco  gentle- 

men help  hold  up  the  ceiling. 

But  there's  more  to  Coburg.  The  town 
is  small  enough  to  let  you  enjoy  the  mag- 

nificent Renaissance  buildings  and  old 
churches,  and  the  market  square  full  of 
the  scent  of  sausages  roasted  in  the  open. 
Very  good  sausages  they  were  too, 
dipped  in  a  dab  of  mustard  and  eaten 
out  of  hand.  The  meal  I  remember  was 
at  the  Loreley  restaurant,  where  we 
washed  down  a  memorable  ham  with  the 

lovely  wine  of  Franconia.  But  what  im- 
pressed us  most  about  Coburg  was  that 

there  we  were  able  to  recapture  some- 
thing lost  in  almost  all  of  Germany:  the 

cultivated,  pre- 19 14  flavor  of  a  small 
town  ruled  over  by  an  enlightened,  cas- 

tle-building, art-collecting,  and  rather 
folksy  princely  house. 
We  were  turning  south,  to  see  the 

great  church  at  Vierzehnheiligen,  a 
large,  twin-towered  golden  structure 
dedicated  to  the  14  saints  (Vierzehnheili- 

gen) who  help  people  in  distress.  Its  inte- 
rior is  beyond  doubt  the  most  joyous 

ever  dedicated  to  the  Lord,  a  riot  of  pas- 
tel-colored arches,  balconies,  and  col- 

umns, altars  exploding  like  sunbursts, 
painted  ceilings,  a  gorgeous  heavenly 
ballroom  filled  with  cavorting  little  an- 

gels. Bavarian  baroque  has  none  of  the 
somberness  of  the  Italian  and  Spanish 

that  often  oppresses;  it  is  a  pure,  undilut- 
ed expression  of  joie  de  vivre. 
At  Banz,  on  the  other  side  of  the  river 

Main,  the  great  church  is  part  of  a  very 
large  abbey.  Like  Vierzehnheiligen,  the 
present  church,  successor  to  much  older 
ones,  dates  from  the  early  18th  century. 
Though  equally  joyous,  it  is  not  quite  as

elaborate  as  its  sister  across  the  water, 
and  is  mostly  white  and  gold  rather  than 

pastel  in  decoration. 
We  had  left  Coburg  after  an  early 

breakfast,  and  all  that  art  had  made  us 

very  hungry.  We  discovered,  across  a  lit- 
tle gully  from  Banz,  a  new  little  hotel 

from  whose  terrace  you  have  the  most 

gorgeous  view  over  churches  and  land- 
scape. We  ate  local  trout  and  drank  local 

wine,  and  felt  very  lucky  indeed  as  we 
basked  in  the  sun. 

Bamberg,  some  15  mites  south,  was 
our  last  sightseeing  stop.  Here  I  must 
add  that  we  covered  very  little  mileage 
compared  to  the  things  we  saw.  The 
churches  are  but  some  20  miles  south  of 
Coburg  and  Coburg  is  only  about  60 
miles  north  of  Bayreuth.  Our  driving 
was  leisurely,  stopping  here  for  a  little 
forest  promenade,  there  to  pick  wild 
flowers,  and  here  and  there  for  some- 

thing to  drink.  There  was  no  language 

trouble.  English  is  spoken  in  all  the  ho- 
tels, and  where  it  isn't,  as  in  the  small 

country  inns  where  we  ate,  my  husband 
(who  knows  no  German)  had  no  trouble 
being  understood — but  then  he  is  a  man 
who  smiles  and  says  thank  you. 

The  glory  of  Bamberg  is  the  Cathe- 
dral, and  the  glories  of  the  Cathedral  are 

the  world-famous  Bamberg  Rider, 
carved  in  stone  by  an  unknown  master 
in  1230,  two  slender  and  elegant  Gothic 

ladies  representing  "Church"  and  "Syn- 
agogue" and  a  nearby  smiling  Gothic 

angel,  plus  ancient  imperial  tombs,  choir 

stalls,  and  altars  which  I  don't  remem- 
ber as  well  as  the  figures  carved  on 

them.  What  surprised  both  of  us  was 
that  these  were  even  more  beautiful  and 
haunting  than  they  had  seemed  in  their 

pictures;  I've  found  that  the  opposite  is 

generally  true.  Bamberg  is  the  Bishop's city,  and  the  four  spires  of  the  Cathedral 
rise  over  the  town  that  huddles  at  the 

foot  of  the  Cathedral's  hill.  There  is 
much  else  to  see  that  for  lack  of  time  we 

had  to  treat  lightly:  the  Prince-Bishop's Palace,  other  churches,  and  above  all, 

the  narrow,  romantic  streets.  "Next 
time,"  we  said,  and  meant  it.  And  we'll 
stay  at  the  attractive  Weinhaus  Mes- 
serschmidt,  where  food  and  wine  are 
heavenly,  rooms  few,  and  where  you 
must  book  in  advance. 

How  to  go:

take  a  train  to  Nuremberg,  then  pick  up 
a  car.  The  best  and  cheapest  way  to  rent 
a  car  is  to  make  a  reservation  through  a 
travel  agent  at  home  and  pay  before  you 
go.  Rates  are  much  higher  if  you  rent  a 
car  on  the  spot.  Fly-drive  packages  offer 
the  lowest  prices.  Several  airlines  have 

them — Lufthansa's  fly-drive  program  is 
in  partnership  with  Europacar  Tours.  A 
VW  Rabbit,  standard  shift,  rents  for 
about  $140-$  150  a  week;  larger  cars, 
automatic  shift,  cost  more.

How  to  choose  a  floor 
that's  right 

for  the  way  you  live 
BY  CATHERINE  ETTLINGER 

A  pro  and  con 
guide  to  a  variety 
of  floor  materials 
and  coverings 

You  walk  on  them,  sit  on  them,  dance 
on  them — but  have  you  ever  really 
thought  about  your  floors?  If  not,  you 

might  stop  to  consider:  Is  my  floor  prac- 
tical for  the  way  I  live?  Am  I  getting  the 

best  quality  for  my  money?  Will  it  last? 
Does  it  set  a  mood — or  fit  the  mood  I 
want? 

Choosing  the  proper  floor  means  an- 
swers to  these,  and  many  more,  ques- 

tions. Read  on  and  you'll  be  able  to 
choose  among  wood,  ceramic  tile,  vinyl, 
stone,  terrazzo,  brick,  cork,  and  rubber 

floors.  Plus,  you'll  learn  how  to  choose 
carpets  by  fiber:  Do  you  know  the  differ- 

ences between  nylon,  polyester,  and 

wool?  You'll  learn  just  what  to  buy — 
and  what  you're  getting  for  your  money. 
(All  prices  are  approximate  and,  unless 
otherwise  stated,  do  not  include  installa- 

tion costs.  In  some  cases,  buying  in  large 
quantities  may  lower  costs.) 

Before  you  choose  your  floor,  consid- 
er the  condition  of  your  subfloor.  Unless 

it's  smooth  and  generally  free  from  ma- 
jor flaws,  in  most  cases,  it  will  have  to  be 

repaired  or  replaced. 
Whatever  floor  you  finally  settle  on, 

be  sure  to  follow  the  manufacturer's  in- 
structions for  care  and  maintenance. 

And,  very  important — always  deal  with 
a  reputable  retailer. 

WOOD 
A  natural  material  with  a  wonderful 
warm  look.  Available  in  many  types, 
grains,  and  colors;  in  a  variety  of  lengths 
and  widths;  and  in  parquets  (inlaid  strips 
of  alternating-grained  wood  pieces). 
Some  of  the  most  desirable  are  hard 

white  and  red  oak,  which  can  be  pur- 
chased for  about  $1.25*  to  $4  a  square 

foot.  Other  good  choices  are  maple  or 
walnut,  which  cost  about  $2.50  a  square 
foot,  and  prefinished  wood  for  about 
$1.50  to  $5  a  square  foot.

Pros 

Long  lasting. 

Easy  day-to-day  maintenance  includes 
dusting  or  vacuuming.  Periodic  waxing 
and  buffing  is  required  if  wood  has  not 
been  permanently  prefinished.

by  staining,  bleaching,  polyurethaning — 
even  stenciling  or  painting.

Damaged  areas  easy  to  replace  with  new 
tiles. 
Cons 
Hard  surface — objects  dropped  on  it  can 
break.

BRICK

Can  be  used  indoors  or  outdoors. 
Cons 
Hard  floor  surface. 

Uneven  floor  surface  that  may  be  un- 
comfortable for  walking  or  standing. 

When  exposed  to  moisture,  sulfates  from 
a  mortar  or  concrete  subfloor  will  rise  to 
the  surface  forming  a  white  powder  that 
has  to  be  swept  away.  So,  in  a  kitchen  or 
bathroom,  brick  needs  a  sealer  (any  syn- 

thetic floor  wax  will  do). 

STONE 

Natural  materials  (including  slate,  mar- 
ble, and  flagstone)  that  can  be  earthy  in 

appearance  or  very  refined,  bold  in  scale. 
Can  be  used  in  either  rustic  or  formal 
decorating;  may  be  laid  in  patterns. 
Cost:  About  $1.75  a  square  foot  for  V^- 
inch-thick  slate;  S2.50  to  $7.50  a  square 
foot  for  marble  (or  about  $25  a  square 
foot  for  pure  white  marble);  $1  to  $2  for 
an  18-by-30  inch  flagstone.  Most  stone 
floors  should  be  professionally  installed.

VINYL 

A  man-made  resilient  material.  It  comes 
in  sheets  or  tiles  in  a  wide  variety  of  col- 

ors and  patterns  with  matte  or  glossy 
finishes.  Vinyl  is  often  available  with  no- 
wax  surfaces  that  retain  their  shine  with- 

out waxing.  Sheet  vinyl  is  available  with 
varying  degrees  of  cushioning  (the  more 
cushioning,  the  more  comfort  underfoot 
and  the  better  the  sound  insulation). 

Both  features  affect  price.  Cost:  Sheets — 
$5  to  $19  a  square  yard;  tiles^O^/  to  $5 
a  square  foot. 

Pros 

Long  lasting. 
Easy  to  maintain  with  a  damp  mop  and, 
sometimes,  waxing. 
Water  resistant. 
Good  sound  and  thermal  insulator. 

Cons 
Can  be  dented  or  scratched  by  heavy  ob-

CORK  TILE 
A  natural  resilient  material  in  natural 
colors.

Not  durable. 
Low  water  resistance.

RUBBER 
A  resilient  elastic  material  with  an  in- 

dustrial look.  Available  in  a  variety  of 
colors  and  textures.

Long  lasting. 
Maintenance  includes  mopping.

wax  and  work  fast — go  right 
over  rings,  spots,  and  stains. 
They  add  to  the  patina  and 
give  the  wood  an  old  feeling. 

To  keep  brass  shiny  longer, 

use  hard  paste  wax  after  pol- 
ishing. It  keeps  the  air  out 

(which  is  what  causes  tarnish) 

and  won't  peel  like  lacquer. 

Wonderful  wicker 

The  collectible  item  in  wicker 
is  intricate  Victorian  furniture 
with  fine  workmanship,  says 

Pamela  Scurry  of  the  Wicker 
Garden  in  New  York.  Her  ad- 

vice on  spotting  a  find:  Lift 

the  piece — the  older  it  is,  the 
heavier  it  will  be.  Turn  it  up- 

side down  to  make  sure  the 
frame  is  not  broken.  Look  for 

a  piece  without  many  coats  of 

paint — it  will  be  more  valu- 
able. Check  the  wicker  to  see 

that  it's  not  rough  and  hairy. 
If  it  is,  it  may  have  been 

stripped  and  repainted  (wick- er should  be  scrubbed  down 
to  remove  paint,  never 

stripped),  making  the  piece 
less  valuable  and  the  wicker 
coarser,  rougher,  and  prone  to 

breaking.  Wicker  can  be  re- 

paired by  a  good  workman — and  it  should  be,  because  it 
will  be  worth  more  if  it  is  in 
mint  condition. 

Some  Victorian  wicker  rock- 
ers have  wonderful  sculptural 

shapes  and  are  very  comfort- 
able too.  (Victorian  wicker 

was  often  custom  made,  so  be 
sure  to  sit  in  it  to  make  sure 

the  fit  is  right.)  Another  wick- 
er idea  from  Pamela  Scurry: 

Fill  an  old  wicker  baby  car- 
riage with  plants.

chances  are  it  won't  have  been 
marked  up,  though  its  value 
will  have  risen.

Old  stoneware  crocks  make 

wonderful  lamp  bases  and 
solve  the  problem  of  how  to 
find  electric  fixtures  for  a 

country  setting.  Buy  a  simple 
adapter  to  sit  in  the  mouth  of 
the  crock — if  the  cord  comes 

out  the  top,  says  Barbara  Do- 
herty  of  Pineapple  Primitives 

in  Brooklyn,  N.Y.,  you  won't alter  the  value  of  the  crock. 

For  shades  with  a  country 
feeling,  try  plain  paper  ones. 

To  clean  old  silver,  use  tooth- 

paste— it's  not  abrasive  and  is 
especially  good  for  getting  at 
tarnish  around  stones. 

Recruit  an  antique  cabinet  to 

house  your  TV  and  stereo  sys- 
tem, as  David  Barrett,  interi- 

or designer  and  antiques-store 
owner,  suggests. 

Display  hand-forged  steel 
calipers  from  the  late  18th 

century  on  a  wall,  as  decora- 
tor Charles  Mount  does.  Old 

stone  crocks  (use  them  for 
storing  vegetables  and  herbs), 
toasting  racks,  checkerboards, 
and  weather  vanes,  are  all 
great  to  display.

Buying  at  auction 
Decide  what  you  want,  says 

PB  84's  John  Block  (see  Feb. 
'79  House  &  Garden  for  the 
article  he  and  David  Redden 

wrote  about  how  to  shop  at 
auction);  learn  about  it,  and 

judge  what  you'd  have  to 
spend  for  the  modern  equiva- 

lent. The  price  of  the  antique 
may  be  higher,  but  it  will  only 

go  up  in  value.  Right  now,  it's a  boom  market — almost  all 
areas  are  appreciating.  As  the 
18th  century  works  increase 
in  price,  the  19th  century  is 
beginning  to  be  developed. 
This  is  the  area  to  invest  in. 

Watch  for  a  major  upsurge  in 
Victorian  American  furniture.

Consider 
your  decision  carefully.  Re- 

member, something  perfect 
may  come  up  next  time.  Right 

now,  there's  a  great  quantity 
and  variety  on  the  market  to 
choose  from. 

Successful 
collecting 
The  key  to  being  a  successful 
collector,  says  Louise  Ade 
Boger,  is  exposure.  Read  as 

much  as  you  can  (both  refer- 
ence books  and  antiques  per- 

iodicals are  good  sources),  go 
to  museums  to  see  what  the 

finest  pieces  are,  attend  auc- 
tions and  gallery  shows  (you 

don't  have  to  buy  and  you  can 
gain  valuable  knowledge),  and 
examine  the  objects  carefully 
to  get  a  feel  for  their  quality. 

Furnishing 
with  antiques 
How  to  build  a  collection  that 

will  show  off  your  antiques?  If 
your  first  piece  is  mahogany, 
says  decorator  Ann  LeConey, 

move  on  to  satinwood,  paint- 
ed furniture.  Art  Nouveau, 

anything  you  love.  Similar 

pieces  will  melt  into  each  oth- 
er; a  variety  will  show  off 

each  of  your  finds.  (She  sug- 
gests a  pretty  pale  wall  to 

bring  out  the  fine  wood  tones 
of  antiques.) 

Do  a  lot  of  looking  is  Jay 

Johnson's  advice.  Turn  furni- 
ture over.  Touch.  Get  a  feel 

for  what  is  old  and  what  is  re- 
placed. Ask  questions.  The 

bottom  of  wood  will  be 

smooth  if  finished  by  a  circu- 
lar saw  (post  1850),  rough  if 

planed.  Pegs,  dovetailing, 

dowels  are  signs  of  early  fur- 
niture. 

Intricate  antiques  like  black- 
and-gold  Regency  pieces  look 
best  with  neutral  fabrics  and 
soft  colors.  Another  idea  from 

decorator  Harry  Schule:  Use 
one  important  piece  like  a 

large  commode  in  a  contem- 

porary room. 
Good  bets  in  furniture: 

American  painted  furniture, 
French  and  English  antiques 

(they're  especially  scarce  on 
the  West  Coast  according  to 
decorator  Richard  Winsberg), 

19th-century  reproductions  of 

18th-century  pieces  (they're 
less  expensive  than  the  origi- 

nals and  of  fine  quality,  says 
Ann  LeConey). 

If  you  love  a  piece  and  it  is| 
perfect  for  your  house,  buy 
it — it  has  an  intrinsic  value 
you  will  always  appreciate,  re 
gardless  of  its  market  value.

ter of  repeating  this  treat-

To  give  your  folk-art  antiques 
a  country  setting,  comb-paint 
unfinished  wood  furniture  to 
use  with  it.  Here  are  Jay 

Johnson's  instructions:  Paint 
with  oil-base  paint,  let  dry, 

paint  with  a  contrasting  color 
(black  over  red).  While  top 
coat  is  wet,  scrape  in  designs 
with  comb  or  brush  to  create 

knotholes,  grain,  etc.  For

What  sort  of  plants  will  thrive  in  the  winter  sun,  then  live  happi- 
ly in  summer  on  an  almost  sunless  porch?  What  will  bloom  in  a 

shady  corner?  And  what  kinds  of  containers  are  compatible  with 

a  dark-paneled  room  or  a  pale  ecru  porch?  These  are  questions 
interior  designer  Michael  deSantis  asked  of  Linda  Wolf  when  he 
remodeled  a  small  inside  room  by  capping  it  with  a  skylight,  left, 
and  decided  to  add  to  his  plant  collection.  She  heads  her  own 

firm  and  the  New  York  Botanical  Garden's  horticultural  interior 
design  program.  She  came  up  with  a  list  of  undemanding  plants 
and  a  floor  plan  for  arranging  them  according  to  their  needs  in 
attractive  natural-colored  baskets.  African  violets  and  begonias 
enjoy  the  winter  sun  and  cool  summer  porch.  White-flowered 
spathiphyllum  blooms  in  shade  year-round.  Streptocarpus,  cala- 
dium,  and  other  seasonal  plants  add  color.  Pencil  tree  and  Nor- 

folk Island  pine  get  sun  both  summer  and  winter.  Rubber  plant, 
staghorn  fern,  grape  ivy,  schefflera,  and  bamboo  and  sago  palms 
are  at  ease  almost  anywhere.

tips  from  a  professional 
plant  designer 

•  A  nice  way  to  hide  a  pot 
or  nursery  tin  is  to  put  it  in 
a  basket  or  a  formal  planter 
like  this  upholstered  one 
Mrs.  Wolf  designed  for  a 
room  by  Michael  deSantis. 
•  To  hide  the  rim  and  earth 
but  not  interfere  with 

touching  the  pot's  soil  to  test 
for  dryness,  make  a  collar  of 
chicken  wire  to  fit  around 

the  plant.  Top-dress  with 

chunks  of  firbark.  (This  also 
discourages  naughty  kittens.) 
•  The  kentia  palm  (Howea 
Forsterana),  above,  is 
tolerant  and  a  good  value. 
Other  good  low-light  palms 
are  the  bamboo 
(Chamaedorea  erumpens) 
and  lady  (Rhapis  excelsa). 
•  Plants  have  personality. 
Study  their  character  to 
choose  the  best  ones  for  your 
room.  Combine  dark, 
medium,  light  shades;  rough 
and  shiny  textures;  soft, 
rigid,  round,  ribbony,  spiky, 
feathery,  fingerlike  shapes. 
•  A  saucer  should  be 
waterproof  and  at  least  1 

inch  wider  than  the  top  of 

the  pot.  In  a  room  where 
any  spill  could  be  a  disaster, 
a  4-inch- deep  saucer  made 
by  a  tinsmith  is  a  good  idea. 

•  To  figure  a  container's ideal  size,  measure  the  height 
of  the  pot  and  the  width  of 
its  outside  rim,  then  add  1-2 
inches  each  way.  Keep 
measurements  handy  for 

shopping  or  before  taking  a 

trip  where  you're  likely  to discover  interesting  baskets. 
•  Don't  line  pots  up  like 
children  in  a  school  picture. 
Let  plants  go  around,  over,

"The  house  is  simpler

By  simplifying  the    background    in 
every    room,     the    focus    of    the 
house  turned  from  furnishings  to  art. 

First,  walls  were  painted  earthy  terra 

cotta,  which  gave  everything  new 

drama  and  importance.  "Suddenly, 

all  the  paintings  came  to  life,"  says the  owner,  an  enthusiastic  collector 

and  trustee  of  the  San  Francisco  Mu- 

seum of  Modern   Art.   "Colors 

emerged  that  I'd  never  noticed  be- 
fore." Fussy  curtains  were  replaced 

by  crisp  Roman  shades  that  show  off 

original  Victorian  woodwork  and  let 
in  a  view  of  outdoor  gardens  and  the 

bay  beyond.

Old  family  furniture  marries  happily 

with  new:  red  Tansu  chests  and  Re- 

gency armchairs  side  by  side  with  the 
white  distressed  wood  tables  nested 

beside  the  sofa,  and  the  "tin"  table  in 

the  gallery  designed  by  Mr.  Dickin- 
son. "I  love  the  surprise  of  a  humble 

material  treated  like  a  fine  French 

fabric,"  he  says  of  the  "tin"  table, 
made  of  galvanized  steel  edged  with 
brass.  "It's  an  amusing  ploy  with  all 

my  antiques,"  adds  the  owner,  "and  a 
sculptural  piece  as  important  as  any 
of  my  art.  In  the  late  afternoon,  the 
table  catches  the  sun  from  an  oppo- 

site window,  and  sets  the  whole  room 

on  fire  with  its  glow."  Only  the  din- 

ing room  remains  unchanged:  "Every time  I  think  about  redoing  it,  some 
marvelous  new  piece  of  art  turns  up, 

and  I  buy  that  instead!"

"MUSHROOM  dining  table  covered  in  black  goatskin 
parchment,  brass  lining  inside  mushroom  base,  with 

two  22"  leaves:  Jf/.S.JW/ 00.  "...Connoisseurs  of  contem- 
porary furniture  design,  seeing  this  description  on  a 

table  that  is  both  beautifully  and  solidly  constructed, 
and  exceptionally  well  finished,  with  a  lacquer  surface 
that  is  pure  pleasure  to  touch,  will  know  at  once  that 

the  designer's  name  is  Karl  Springer. 
Two  decades  ago,  this  German-born  designer,  as  a 

26-year-old  immigrant  in  the  United  States,  considered 
himself  lucky  indeed  not  only  to  have  wangled  an  entry 
visa,  but  to  have  landed  a  modest  display  job  in  the 

interior  decorating  department  of  Lord  &  Taylor's  Fifth 
Avenue  store.  Apart  from  a  stint  as  the  youthful  man- 

ager-factotum of  a  West  Berlin  men's  and  women's  out- 
fitter's, it  was  the  first  job  he  had  ever  had. 

He  had  received  no  formal  training  in  the  field  of 
design  or  any  other  field;  and  it  was  not  until  he  came 

to  New  York  that  he  became  even  moderately  inter- 

ested in  making  anything.  In  his  own  words:  "The 
freedom  of  life  in  America  offers  chances  undreamt-of 
in  Europe.  You  get  an  idea  that  you  would  like  to  do 

something,  and  you  ask  yourself —  'Why  not?"  If  it works,  you  go  on  from  there.  If  not,  you  can  always 
try  something  else.  I  am  sure  I  would  never  have  done 
what  I  have  if  I  had  stayed  in  Germany-  where  you 
still  have  to  serve  a  long  apprenticeship  before  you  get 

anywhere  at  all." The  particular  idea  that  occurred  to  Karl  Springer 
was  that  he  would  like  to  have  a  table  entirely  covered 
with  leather.  He  was  told  that  he  could  have  a  table 

with  a  leather  top,  but  not  an  entirely  leather-covered 
table.  So  he  set  to,  in  his  spare  time,  to  build  his  own 
table  and  cover  it  with  leather,  top,  legs,  and  all.  After 

that  he  started  to  make  other  small  things  -desk 
accessories  and  frames— teaching  himself  the  necessary 
techniques  as  he  went  along.  A  kind-hearted  buyer  for 
Bergdorf  Gotximan,  to  whom  he  presented  examples  of 

his  work,  bought  some  of  them,  and  memorably  en- 

couraged him  with  two  words:  "Go  on."  He  took  her advice,  and  in  course  of  time  found  himself,  to  his

Some  solar  houses  resemble 
spaceships,  alien  to  the 
land.  But  not  the  FitzGerald 
house  in  New  Mexico.  It  had 

to  be  "compact,  energy-sav- 
ing, integrated  into  the  land — 

and  beautiful."  Solar  architect 
David  Wright  designed  it  in 
Pueblo  adobe  style,  builder 
Karen  Terry  made  it  an  inte- 

gral part  of  its  Santa  Fe  ter- 
rain. With  an  all-glass  south 

wall,  and  heated  by  sun  with  a 
little  help  from  two  fireplaces, 
it  has  a  passive  solar  system 
eliminating  collector  plates, 
mechanized  solar  equipment, 
and  fuel  bills.  Other  outside 

walls  are  10-inch,  heat  retain- 
ing adobe,  and,  on  the  north 

and  north-east,  walls  are  un- 
derground. Earth  warms 

them  in  winter,  cools  them  in 
summer,  also  encloses  two- 
thirds  of  roof.

The  home  owners  find  it 

"magical  that  the  house  heats 
itself  without  mechanical  ap- 

paratus or  fuel."  This  econo- 
my appealed  to  them  together 

with  the  sculptural  character 
of  the  house  and  the  many 
hand-crafted  wood  interior 
details.  All  on  one  floor,  the 
plan  works  smoothly.  Almost 
half  the  4-room,  1,550-square 
footage  is  the  living-dining- 
kitchen.  This  space,  divided 
into  individual,  daily  use 
areas  by  steps,  fireplaces,  and 
kitchen  counter,  becomes  one 
big  room  for  a  party.  Two 
bedrooms  and  baths  are  the 
other  half  of  the  house. 

Overhead  the  sloping  ceil- 
ings are  pine  boards  support- 

ed by  recycled  75-year-old  fir 
rafters — a  herringbone  pat- 

tern in  living  room  and  bed- 
rooms, horizontal  boards  in 

dining  room-kitchen.  The 
curving  walls  are  adobe  and 
plaster.  Low  winter  sun 
through  the  south  windows 
heats  them  and  they  radiate 
warmth  long  after  sundown; 
in  summer,  window  over- 

hangs keep  out  high  sun  rays. 
The  double  fireplace  base,  the 
'banco,'  is  a  heat  sink,  storing 
sun  heat  in  the  adobe,  and 
dark  red  brick  floors  are  heat 
sinks  also.  Both  fireplaces, 

with  high  Navaho-type  open- 
ings, draw  in  outside  air  and 

don't  steal  room  heat. 
At  the  back  of  the  house 

the  thick-insulated  rear  walls, 
below  ground,  are  buttresses 

against  north  winds  and  se- 
vere weather.  They,  and  the 

earth-covered  roof  overhead, 
enclose  the  dining  room- 
kitchen  but  skylights  in  the 
roof  light  the  space  brightly. 

"The  way  the  house  is  re- 
cessed into  the  hill,  with  walls 

and  roof  invisible  from  the 

road,"  say  the  inhabitants, 
"gives  us  security".  They  also 
testify  that  the  house  has 
been  comfortable  throughout 
the  New  Mexico  winters 
where  sun  prevails  in  daytime 

but  nights  are  cold.  The  out- 
door temperature  was  as  low 

as  minus  3  degrees  one  Febru- 
ary  1977  night, 

but  indoor  tem- 
peratures then 

ranged  from  60  to 
70  degrees.  (See 
record  chart  of 

temperatures  and "How  the  solar 

system  works"  on page  272  .)  An 
outstanding  inte- rior feature  is  the 
handcrafted  wood 

cabinetwork  in- 
stalled by  builder 

Karen  Terry.  All 
doors,  kitchen 
and  bath  cabinets 
differ  in  design 
and  details.

Aperitifs:  Fresh  starts  to  a  meal 
When  looking  for  inspiration  for  what  to 

serve  with  the  hors  d'oeuvre  at  the  next 
party,  try  something  blended  especially  for 
that  purpose.  Aperitifs  (aromatized  wines) 

introduce  a  meal  gently—  they  are  generally 
low  in  alcohol  and  their  combinations  of 

herbs,  spices,  wines,  and  brandies  point  up 
the  flavors  of  focx^  without  overpowering 
them.  They  taste  delicious  alone  over  ice, 

and  mix  well  with  juices— orange,  grape- 
fruit, cranberry,  pineapple,  or  apple  for 

refreshing,  long  drinks.  Or  turn  the  tables 

and  make  sorbets  from  aperitifs—  their  aico 
holic  content  will  give  them  a  smooth 
character,  or  make  fruit  sorbets  with  the 

aperitif  as  a  fillip— serve  them  as  mid-meal 
palate  clearers  or  dessert.  Below  is  a  partial 

guide  of  popular  aperitifs— it  does  not 
include  the  unflavored  fortified  wines  like 

sherry,  port,  Madeira,  Marsala— plus  mixed 
drinks  to  show  off  their  versatility. 

Get  to  know  aperitiis 
The  variations  on  aperitif  wines  are  endless. 
The  basic  wines  are  blended  with  combina- 

tions of  nearly  50 flavorings,  including  angel- 
ica, coriander,  wormwood,  quinine,  camo- 

mile, ginger,  clove,  nutmeg,  hyssop,  and 
roses.  Each  manufacturer  keeps  his  formula 

a  closely  held  secret.  Getting  acquaint- 
ed with  the  differences  is  part  of  the  fun. 

Aperitifs  are  simplicity  itself  to  drink  and 

serve  —  keep  several  types  in  the  refrigerator 
and  serve  them  very  cold,  over  ice,  with  a 
twist  of  lemon  or  lime,  lightened  with  Seltzer, 
soda,  or  sparkling  water. 

BYRRH    France,  18  proof 
A  reddish  wine  fortified  with  brandy  and 
flavored  with  quinine;  a  biting  taste.

If  they've  hardened, 
place  in  oven  to  soften  for  a  minute  before 

attempting  to  remove  from  cookie  sheet. 
Allow  cookies  to  cool  in  cups  or  ramekins 

2-3  minutes  before  removing.  Repeat  with 
remaining  batter.  Store  cookies  in  airtight 
container  if  not  using  nght  away. 

D  To  serve,  place  1  cookie  shell  on  a  des- 
sert piate  and  place  one  or  two  small 

scoops  of  rose  ice  cream  in  center.  Gar- 
nish with  candied  rose  petals  if  desired.

Shaping  the  rolls 

I  Karl  Springer !  continued  from  page  1 75 

Artichoke:  Cut  teeth  into  long  side  of  the 

11 -inch  strip,  1  inch  deep  and  Vi  inch 
apart.  Roll  up  tightly  and  pinch  end  closed. 
Stand  on  end  on  baking  sheet;  teeth  open 
a  bit  to  look  like  the  leaves  of  artichoke. 

Country  loaf:  Hang  onto  one  narrow  end 

with  left  hand.  Begin  rolling  the  opposite 

narrow  end  with  right  hand — push  down 
hard  on  dough  to  spread  it  out  as  fast  as 

possible  to  5-6  inches  wide.  The  left  hand 
holding  onto  the  other  end  creates  the  ten- 

sion so  the  dough  will  get  very  thin.  Push 

away  from  yourself  to  stretch  dough,  then 
roll  up  towards  yourself.  When  stretched  to 

5  inches  wide,  decrease  pressure  so  the 
strip  will  narrow  as  you  stretch  and  roll  it, 

creating  a  tapered  shape,  narrow  at  ends 
and  fattest  in  middle.  Pinch  loose  end  to 

loaf  and  set  on  baking  sheet  seam  side 

down.  Cut  Va  inch  deep  stem-to-stern  with 
a  razor  blade — finished  baked  bread  looks 
like  a  miniature  Viking  ship. 

Star:  Begin  with  the  same  pressing- 
stretching-rolling  motion  used  with  the 
country  loaf,  but  switch  ends  when  half 

rolled  up  to  get  2  thin  5-inch-long  rolls  with 
a  bridge  of  dough  between.  Give  one  roll 

two  360°  turns.  Place  roll  on  baking  sheet 
with  bndge  on  top.  Pinch  rolls  together  in 
the  middle  under  the  bhdge. 

Jump-up:  Begin  with  the  same  pressing- 
stretching-rolling  motion  used  with  the 
country  loaf,  but  switch  ends  when  half 

rolled  up.  Keep  the  rolls  short  and  fat,  un- 
like the  thin,  long  rolls  of  the  star.  Just 

don't  press  down  as  hard.  Give  one  roll  a 

90°  turn,  place  on  a  baking  sheet,  and 
pinch  the  rolls  together  in  their  center.  One 
roll  IS  horizontal  and  the  second  roll  forms 

a  third  leg  on  the  sheet,  its  other  half  stick- 

ing up  in  the  air — thus  its  name.  ■

amazement,  receiving  similar  unforget- 
table encouragement  from  such  clients 

as  the  Duchess  of  Windsor  and  Pamela 
Churchill  (now  Mrs.  Averell  Harriman), 
and  from  an  impressive  range  of  interior 

designers,  including  Billy  Baldwm,  Al- 
bert Hadley,  and  Mica  Ertegun.  In  the 

early  1960s  he  was  able  to  open  a  little 
workshop  of  his  own,  and  from  1965  on, 
he  has  concentrated  increasingly  on  fur- 

niture design. 

Today,  Karl  Springer  employs  20  peo- 
ple at  his  headquarters  on  East  61st 

Street  in  New  York,  and  between  150 
and  200  people  in  workrooms  outside 
the  city.  He  has  representatives  in  Los 
Angeles,  Dallas,  Houston,  and  Chicago. 
He  sells  through  decorators  only,  and 

many  of  the  best-known  decorators  reg- 
ularly come  to  him  when  they  need  spe- 
cially designed  furniture  to  meet  their 

clients"  special  needs.  He  sells  his  work 
worldwide;  his  list  of  clients  is  legion. 

All  appearances  notwithstanding, 

Karl  Springer's  story  is  not  just  yet  an- 
other variation  on  the  well-worn  theme, 

"unknown  boy  makes  good."  Less  con- 
ventionally and  more  refreshingly,  it  is  a 

rare  success  story  with  a  genuinely  edify- 
ing moral.  And  the  moral  is  that  quality 

counts. 

First  of  all:  the  quality  of  the  man. 

Karl  Springer  combines  a  fertile  imagi- 
nation with  an  obstinate  tenacity.  His 

willingness  to  learn  the  most  demanding 
techniques,  his  delight  in  an  outlandish 
new  approach,  his  ambition  to  tame  the 
intractable,  are  set  off  against  a  plentiful 
endowment  of  shrewd  old-world  sense. 
As  for  the  quality  of  his  work:  Though 

the  scope  of  his  production  has  expand- 
ed immeasurably,  and  he  rightly  thinks 

of  himself  no  longer  as  primarily  an  ac- 

cessory maker  or  a  "fine  finisher,"  but 
rather  as  a  designer  of  important  pieces 

of  furniture,  the  preeminent  characteris- 
tic of  everything  he  makes  is  still  super- 

lative craftsmanship.  He  has  never 
designed  a  chair  that  was  just  good  to 
look  at.  Every  chair  he  makes  is  also  no- 

tably comfortable — and,  one  might  add, 
sensuously  attractive — to  sit  in.  The 
largest  of  his  recent  conference  tables 
has  the  clean  lines  and  flawless  lacquer 
surface  of  his  simplest  early  stool  or  box. 

It  goes  without  saying  that  his  designs 
have  been  widely  imitated — a  fact  that 
ironically  has  been  partly  responsible  for 
the  criticism  occasionally  heard,  that  his 

work  itself  is  not  "original."  His  own  re- 
action to  such  criticism  is  characteristi- 

cally straight  and  to  the  point.  "Of 
course,  nothing  is  'original.'  Every  de- 

signer is  consciously  or  unconsciously 
indebted  to  his  precursors.  I  myself  have 
always  admitted  that  I  have  been  influ- 

enced by  the  work  of  Jean  Michel  Frank 
in  particular,  and  al.so  by  Art  Deco. 
Bauhaus,  Far  Eastern,  and — for  a 
while — African  designs.  As  I  see  it.  the 

role  of  the  designer  today — like  that  of 
the  designer  yesterday — is  to  create  de- 

signs that  interpret  the  best  ideas  of  the 

past  in  his  own  idiom  and  that  are  au- 
thentically valid — appropriate  and  us- 

able— in  his  own  time.  Personally,  I 

don't  object  to  being  copied  Nor  do  I 
wish  to  be  judged  solely  by  the  sort  of 
things  that  I  once  made  and  that  have 

been  copied,  often  enough  almost  imme- 
diately after  I  made  them.  My  ideas  de- 

velop and  change,  and  the  fact  that  I 
have  been  imitated  has  stimulated  me  to 

explore  fresh  fields,  where  it  may  con- 
ceivably be  harder  for  a  potential  imita- 

tor to  follow  the  trail  Creatively,  I  have 

no  hang-upS;  so  far  as  I  knew.  I  love 

what  I  call  '21st-century  ideas,'  like  de- 
signing furniture  with  electronic  fea- 

tures, activated  by  remote  control.  But  I 

also  love  using  difficult  and  hard-to- 

come-by  materials  that  haven't  been 

widely  used  for  decades-  HVe  shark's 
skin,  shagreen.  I  have  had  a  sample  pan- 

el of  shagreen,  with  ivory  inlay,  made  for 
eventual  use  in  the  making  of  tabletcps 
or  cabinet  doors  or  even  cf  an  entire 

piece  of  furniture.  It  took  two  full  years 
of  expert  work  to  make  the  sample. 

"Perhaps  it  helps — to  be  innocent? 

People  who  aren't  innocent  generally 
tend  to  say  'no'  to  everything-  I  myself 
am  only  really  inspired  by  a  challenge  If 
someone  comes  to  m.e  with  a  desire,  that 

is  challenge  enough.  It  can  bt  as  com- 
plex as  a  coffee  table  that  can  be  turned 

into  a  dining  table  by  hydraulic  power, 
or  as  simple  as  the  creation  of  a  dining 

area  in  a  living  room  It  doesn't  matter. 
The  challenge  is  the  thing  " In  case  any  of  the  above  sounds  as 
though  Karl  Springer  were  in  ihe  habit 
of  holding  forth  and  sounding  off  about 
himself,  it  is  only  fair  to  say  that  the 

truth  is  quite  otherwise.  Even  the  few 
sentences  quoted  had  to  be  coa.xed  out  of 

him,  gradually,  and  in  rare  intervals  of 
leisure  during  his  regular  working  hours. 

He  is  an  amusing  and  stimulating  com- 
panion, but  he  is  not  given  to  talking 

about  his  work  unless  he  has  to.  Like 

many  another  serious  artist,  he  prefers 
to  speak  of  other  things. 

Nonetheless,  of  his  relationship  with 
interior  designers  and  their  clients  who 
are  in  search  of  special  designs,  he  has 

this  to  say,  when  pressed:  "If  I  feel  that  I 
should  influence  them  a  little,  I  try  to  do 

so.  If  I  don't  succeed,  I  won't  prostitute 
.myself.  I  will  do  my  utmost  to  accom- 

modate them.  But  what  I  design  for 
them  has  to  satisfy  my  standards  as  well 
as  their  needs.  More  often  than  not,  it 
works  out  well.  I  have  the  pleasure  of 

helping  the  decorator  and  his  clients  end 
up  with  something  that,  since  it  has  been 
specially  designed  for  them,  is  at  least  to 

that  extent  unique." "Unique"  is  certainly  an  appropriate 
epithet  to  describe  the  present  contents 
of  Karl  Springers  showroom    The  ma 
jority  of  pieces  are,  in  plain  fact,  the  only

signed  a  chair,  this  designer-manufactur- 
er has  no  more  than  a  single  example 

made  initially.  Later,  he  may  make  a  set 
of  six,  or  occasionally  of  ten,  if  the  chair 
is  intended  for  use  in  a  dining  room. 
Many  of  the  pieces,  also,  are  noticeably 

overscale — an  anomaly  not  to  be  attrib- 

uted to  swollen  ego  on  their  creator's 
part,  but  rather  to  the  fact  that  much  of 
his  recent  designing  has  been  for  the  of- 

fices and  board  rooms  of  corporations, 
and  to  his  own  personal  preference  for 
clean-looking  interiors  containing  only  a 

few  large  pieces.  So  far  as  "originality" is  concerned,  too,  there  are  a  number  of 

what  the  designer  calls  "sculpture" 
pieces,  one  at  least  of  which— a  curved 
and  curved-again  bench  covered  with 
knife-scored  burgundy-colored  leather — 
can  truthfully  be  said  to  have  come  out 

of  nowhere  but  the  designer's  head. 
But  indisputably  the  most  striking 

characteristic  of  the  Karl  Springer 
oeuvre  as  a  whole  is  the  astonishing 
range  and  richness  of  the  materials  he 
uses,  one  and  all  with  an  appearance  of 

total  mastery.  To  name  but  a  few:  raw- 

hide, python  skin,  shark  skin,  and  goat- 
skin; brass,  copper,  petrified  wood,  gun 

metal,  chrome,  concrete;  ebony,  zebra 
wood,  burl  woods,  bleached  oak;  even 

wild  boar's  tusk  ivory,  cut  into  slender 
strips  and  fitted  together  in  a  tabletop 
worthy  of  classical  Mogul  craftsmen. 

And  everything  is  usable.  A  custom- 
made  pool  table  of  Macassar  ebony  and 
chrome,  with  black  leather  pockets  and 
mother-of-pearl  pointers,  costs  $30,000. 
But  it  was  probably  the  first  such  table 

to  be  custom  made  since  1929,  and  "you 

can  play  tournament  on  it."  The  drawers 
of  a  remarkably  elegant  chrome  semain- 
ier,  for  study  or  office,  slide  in  and  out 
with  magic  fluidity.  Even  one  generally 

critical  observer  couldn't  help  remarking 

that  the  brass-and-chrome  "shaving" 
mirrors  were  "made  like  Rolls-Royces." 
Among  the  varied — but  unanimously 

favorable — comments  elicited  from  a 
number  of  the  outstanding  New  York 
interior  designers  who  have  called  upon 

Karl  Springer  to  design  special  furni- 
ture, one  observation  stays  in  the  mind 

no  doubt  because  it  was  made  by  severa 
decorators,  independently,  in  almosi 

identical  words:  "Karl  is  creating  trea 

sured  antiques  of  the  future." Be  that  as  it  may.  Meanwhile,  the  fac 
that  two  Karl  Springer  tables,  bought  b) 
a  famous  former  decorator  for  a  client  ti 
the  1960s,  and  auctioned  at  Sotheb) 
Parke  Bernet  about  a  year  ago,  fetchet

How  to  choose  the  right  pet  for  you 
'he  rewards  of  pet  ownership  can  be 
reat,  so  for  the  highest  success  with  the 

ewest  member  of  your  household,  you'll 
/ant  to  start  on  the  best  possible  foot. 

>og  or  cat? 
ome  cat  lovers  are  inclined  to  feel  that  if 

ou  have  to  ask  this  question,  you 

houldn't  own  a  cat.  I  don't  believe  it. 
Aany  people  are  open-minded  about 
loth  dogs  and  cats  and  sincerely  wish  to 
onsider  the  special  characteristics  of 
ach  species  before  deciding  which  is  best 
or  them. 

A  dog  will  keep  your  ego  in  good 

hape.  "Our  dogs  will  love  and  admire 
he  meanest  of  us,  and  feed  our  colossal 

anity  with  their  uncritical  homage," 
ommented  the  American  essayist  Agnes 
lepplier,  and  these  days,  who  among  us 

ouldn't  use  a  little  uncritical  homage?  A 
log  will  bark  when  strangers  are  outside 
he  door,  which  discourages  intruders.  A 
log  craves  human  companionship  to  a 
lightly  higher  degree  than  a  cat,  and  will 
;reet  you  exuberantly  whenever  you 

tome  home,  whether  you've  been  gone 
or  an  hour  or  a  month.  In  general,  how- 
:ver,  dogs  are  somewhat  more  trouble 

han  cats,  because  they  have  to  be  exer- 
:ised,  bathed,  and  walked.  It  takes  con- 
istent  patience  to  house-train  and 
ocialize  a  puppy,  but  no  time  at  all  for  a 
Litten. 

Cats  do  not  need  to  go  outdoors  at  all. 
rhey  keep  themselves  fastidiously  clean, 
ind  in  general  they  are  quieter  animals 

han  dogs.  It's  true,  however,  that  some 
;ats  may  scratch  furniture  or  destroy 
louseplants  and  have  to  be  patiently 
rained  not  to. 

It  is  not  true  that  cats  are  aloof  and 

maffectionate.  They  are  simply  more 

lubtle  than  dogs.  A  cat  will  not  fling  it- 
;elf  upon  you  in  ecstacy  when  you  come 
n  the  door,  but  it  may  well  run  to  greet 
/ou  uttering  little  cries  of  welcome.  A  cat 
vill  follow  you  from  room  to  room,  rub 
igainst  your  legs,  jump  in  your  lap. 

»Vhen  a  cat  is  snuggled  against  you,  gaz- 
ng  into  your  eyes,  and  purring  all  the 

vhile — that's  love. 
iVhat  kind  of  dog? 
k'ou  will  want  to  consider  several  factors 
n  choosing  a  dog — size  being  an  obvious 
)ne.  Huge  dogs  and  their  owners  are 
arely  comfortable  together  in  tiny 
louses  or  apartments.  And  if  your  dog  is 
o  be  walked  most  of  the  time  by  a  small 

person,  you  don't  want  an  overpowering 
inimal.  Energy  is  another  factor.  While 
ively  little  dogs,  such  as  toy  poodles  or

cise  trotting  around  the  block  with  you, 
vigorous  large  dogs,  such  as  retrievers  or 
setters,  need  frequent  chances  to  run. 

Remember  that  longhaired  dogs  will 
shed  and  require  much  more  brushing 
than  shorthaired,  and  will  suffer  more  in 

a  hot  climate.  Curly-haired  dogs,  such  as 
poodles,  need  regular  haircuts. 
Many  people  feel  that  for  beauty, 

charm,  intelligence,  and  good  disposition 

and  health,  a  mixed  breed  can't  be  beat. 
Some  pedigreed  dogs — German  shep- 

herds, bulldogs,  Pekingese,  Old  English 

sheepdogs,  for  example — may  have 
health  problems  caused  by  too  many 
generations  of  inbreeding  or  by  genetic 
manipulation  to  achieve  certain  looks. 

Whatever  kind  of  dog  you  decide 
upon,  check  your  local  humane  society 
shelter  or  S.P.C.A.  first.  A  good  shelter 

will  have  a  wide  variety,  including  pedi- 
greed animals,  and  the  dogs  there  need 

homes.  Or,  you  might  adopt  a  dog  pri- 
vately from  an  ad  in  the  newspaper — the 

fact  that  a  person  wishes  to  give  away  a 

dog  doesn't  necessarily  mean  that  there's 
anything  wrong  with  the  animal. 

You  can  get  information  on  purebred 
dogs  from  the  American  Kennel  Club, 
51  Madison  Avenue,  New  York,  N.Y. 
10010.  If  you  know  you  want  a  specific 

type  of  purebred  dog,  buy  from  a  reputa- 
ble breeder.  Breeders  advertise  in  pet 

magazines,  such  as  Dog  World;  dog  clubs 

of  each  breed  are  in  the  A.K.C.'s  maga- zine American  Kennel  Gazette. 

If  you  buy  a  dog  from  a  breeder,  it's best  to  ask  for  the  breeding  papers  that 

give  you  the  names  and  numbers  of  the 

sire  and  dam  and  the  puppy's  date  of

animal. 

My  feeling  is  that  choosing  a  dog  is 

largely  a  matter  of  heart — or  should  be. 
You  may  be  attracted  to  dozens  of  dogs 

at  a  shelter  or  breeder's,  but  ultimately 
the  chemistry  between  you  and  one  cer- 

tain dog  will  be  the  compelling  factor. 
Which  cat? 
Cats  come  longhaired  or  shorthaired, 
pedigreed  or  not,  in  nearly  every  color 
except  maybe  green,  in  solid  colors  or 
shaded,  and  in  just  about  every  pattern 
or  marking  imaginable.  Some  types  have 
special  traits.  Pure  white  cats  tend  to  be 
deaf,  especially  if  they  have  blue  eyes;  the 
ubiquitous  calico  cat  (white  with  orange 

and  black  markings)  is  always  female.  Si- 
amese cats  have  particularly  loud,  queru- 

lous voices  and  tend  to  talk  a  lot  and 
demand  attention.  Shorthairs,  alas,  tend 

to  shed  just  as  much  as  longhairs — both 
types  need  regular  brushing. 

That  solid  citizen,  the  domestic 
shorthair  (also  called  the  American 

shorthair),  is  the  most  common  house- 
hold cat,  and  has  everything  the  pedi- 

greed cat  has— beauty,  brains,  person- 
ality, and  good  health — except  class. 

Fancy  shorthairs  include  the  Siamese, 

Abyssinian,  and  Burmese — all  handsome 
breeds.  And,  by  the  way,  if  you  fall  in 
love  with  a  cross-eyed,  squint-eyed,  or 

curly-tailed  Siamese,  there's  nothing 
wrong  with  it  (unless  you  plan  to  show it). 

Purebred  longhairs  include  the  Per- 
sian, Maine  Coon  Cat,  Balinese,  and  Bir- 

man,  and  they  are  indeed  beautiful 
animals.  To  see  what  all  the  different 

breeds  look  like,  visit  a  cat  show  or  get 
an  illustrated  cat  book  such  as  Cat  Cata- 

logue (Workman,  paperback). 
Again,  whatever  kind  of  cat  you  want, 

the  best  place  to  begin  your  search  is  at 

your  local  shelter  or  S.P.C.A.  In  the  un- 
likely event  that  you  canvass  the  shelters 

and  come  out  empty-handed,  the  best 
course  to  follow  is  to  decide  on  the 

breeds  you  like  best  and  visit  breeders. 

Cat  Fanciers'  Association,  the  largest  cat 
registry,  can  put  you  in  touch  with  reli- 

able breeders  and  send  you  any  other  in- 
formation you  want.

Love,  Honor,  Cherish — are  the  All- 
America  Rose  Selections  for  1980.  All 

three  are  Jackson  &  Perkins  introduc- 

tions, and  all  are  products  of  the  hybrid- 
izing genius  of  William  Warriner.  Love, 

a  grandiflora  type,  is  bright  crimson- 
scarlet,  with  silvery  white  on  the  petal 

undersides.  As  the  high-centered  flowers 
open,  the  petals  curl  back  so  most  white 
is  hidden,  giving  the  effect  of  a  solid  red 
rose  with  slivers  of  silver  showing 

through.  Honor  is  an  ivory-white  hybrid 
tea,  on  long,  straight  stems,  and  a  husky, 

vigorous  bush.  With  broad,  rounded  pet- 
als, the  flowers  have  great  distinction  of 

form,  are  particularly  beautiful  when 
fully  open,  showing  the  central  cluster  of 

golden  stamens.  Cherish  is  listed  as  a  flo- 
ribunda,  but  the  individual  flowers  are 

big  and  widely  spaced  enough  to  resem- 
ble hybrid  teas.  The  color  is  a  melting 

peach  pink,  with  urn-shaped  petals  that 
remain  tight-centered  even  when  ma- 

ture. Cherish  also  has  a  slight  but  true 

rose  scent  and  phenomenal  keeping  quali- 
ties when  out.

Pint-sized  daffodils 

Make  some  miniature  daffodils  part  of 

your  bulb  order  this  fall.  They're  among 
the  least  expensive  of  bulbs,  and  very  re- 

warding to  grow.  Outdoors,  tucked  into 
pockets  and  crevices  among  rocks,  they 

charmingly  fill  a  gap  their  bigger  rela- 
tives would  never  fit.  But  it  is  indoors 

that  these  miniatures  really  come  into 
their  own.  As  many  as  a  dozen  bulbs  can 

go  into  a  6-inch  pot  to  create  a  bouquet 
of  wintertime  beauty  with  a  minimum  of 

effort.  When  planting  the  bulbs — or  any 

other  bulbs  in  pots,  for  that  matter — re- 
member that  it's  the  soil  under  the  bulbs 

that  counts.  It  should  be  loose,  so  that 

the  roots  penetrate  easily,  and  at  least  2 
inches  deep,  so  that  they  have  room  to 
grow.  Tops  of  the  bulbs  need  only  be 
barely  covered — even  left  exposed,  if  you 
like.  Stand  the  bulbs  upright  on  the  layer 
of  soft  bottom  soil  and  sift  more  soil  be- 

tween them,  then  water  gently  but  thor- 
oughly, adding  more  soil  on  top  to  take 

care  of  settling.  Now  comes  the  impor- 
tant part  of  the  process.  This  is  the  peri- 

od of  cool  darkness  the  bulbs  need  for 

their  roots  to  grow  and  provide  moisture 
and  nourishment  for  the  developing 
flowers.  Traditionally,  pots  planted  with 
bulbs  are  buried  outdoors  in  a  trench  or 

cold  frame,  where  they  will  be  moistened 
by  rain  and  cooled  as  the  soil  cools  with 
the  approach  of  winter.  However,  a  cool, 
dark  cellar  or  even  an  ordinary  refrigera- 

tor will  do — any  place  that's  cold  but 
not  freezing,  and  where  the  light  is  sub- 

dued. Indoors,  of  course,  you'll  have  to 
keep  the  pots  watered,  but  it's  also  easy 
to  see  when  the  leaves  begin  to  grow — as 

soon  as  they're  an  inch  or  two  high  the 
pots  should  be  brought  out  into  the  light 

to  complete  their  development.  The  spe- 
cies bulbocodium  and  Jonquilla  are  excel- 
lent for  forcing,  as  are  the  popular  hy- 
brids Tete-a-Tete,  Liberty  Bells,  Febru- 

ary Gold,  April  Tears,  and  Peeping 
Tom,  but  there  are  many  other  good 
ones.  For  sources  of  these  bulbs,  see 

page  56. Compost  guide 
Composting  is  not  as  simple  as  it  seems.  It 
requires  careful  attention  to  the  materials 
used,  length  of  time  they  are  composted, 

and  shape  and  size  of  the  heap.  In  Every- 
one's Guide  to  Home  Composting  (Van 

Nostrand  Reinhold,  $3.95  paperback)  Ro- 
byn  Bern  tells  what  to  do  for  how  long, 
and  suggests  many  ways  of  using  the 

product.  The  book  is  concise  and  com- 
plete— it  even  has  a  page  about  tool  care.

Mr.  and  Mrs.  James  Cole  recently 
moved  from  Boston  to  Pittsburgh.  It 

won't  be  their  last  move — Mr.  Cole  is  an 
executive  with  Barclays  Bank,  and  ex- 

pects to  be  relocated  again.  "We  do  try 
to  feel  we  are  going  to  be  here  a  long 

time,"  he  says.  "Each  move  is  consid- 
ered a  permanent  post." 

"I  also  know  how  I  like  to  live,"  says 
Mrs.  Cole.  "For  instance,  the  kitchen 
and  dining  room  in  our  new  house  in 
Pittsburgh  were  divided  by  a  half  wall. 
So  I  got  a  crowbar  and  knocked  the  wall 
down.  We  also  replaced  the  flooring  in 

the  kitchen — from  a  gold  linoleum  to 
slate  tile.  I  like  area  rugs,  so  we  refm- 
ished  and  stained  the  floors  and  then 

added  area  rugs  that  move  with  us — that 
makes  sense.  My  color  schemes  usually 
remain  the  same  in  each  house  so  I  can 

be  flexible — white  or  off-white  curtains, 

for  instance,  are  very  adaptable." 
In  a  recent  report  on  home  improve- 

ments in  Changing  Times,  it  is  reported 

that  the  nation's  contractors  expect  to do  $24  billion  worth  of  business  this 

year,  up  15  percent  from  1978,  says  Jo- 
seph M.  Nahay,  executive  director  of  the 

National  Remodelers  Association.  The 

article  also  points  out,  however,  that 

outlay  on  improvements  is  seldom  total- 
ly recovered.  For  instance,  here  is  an  es- 

timate of  how  much  the  cost  of  a 
bedroom  addition  can  be  recovered  at 

resale  time  in  five  different  cities:  Hous- 
ton: 60  to  80  percent;  Miami:  90  to  110; 

New  York  City:  30  to  50;  Seattle:  50  to 
70;  St.  Louis:  50  to  60.  In  other  words, 

some  cities  have  better  recovery  poten- 
tial than  others — and  some  additions  are 

more  valuable  than  others.  "Redesigning 
or  modernizing  a  kitchen  is  probably  the 
most  economical  investment  you  can 

make,"  says  Charles  L.  Osenbaugh, 
president  of  the  Society  of  Real  Estate 

Appraisers.  "Homes  are  sold  more  on 
the  basis  of  the  kitchen  than  any  other 

room.  I'd  also  like  to  mention  baths.  In 
the  more  expensive  homes,  superbaths 

have  great  recovery  potential." 
You  may,  of  course,  not  want  to  go  as 

far  as  the  Rauches  or  the  Coles.  Knock- 

ing down  walls  may  be  a  little  too  ex- 
treme. You  may  look  for  something  less 

irrevocable — some  decorating  tricks  that 
are  inexpensive,  look  good,  and  can  relo- 

cate when  you  do.  "For  city  owners, 
new  windows  and  central  air  condition- 

ing is  a  great  improvement,"  says  de- 
signer John  Rieck.  "But  if  you  move  a 

lot,  architectural  changes  and  built-ins 
are  money  out  of  the  window,  instead, 
keep  the  look  of  your  rooms  light  and 

off-hand,  with  cotton  and  paint,  rugs  in- 
stead of  carpeting,  Roman  sh.ades  in- 
stead of  heavy  curtains.  Dual  purpose 

furniture  is  wonderful — a  sofj  'hat's  a 
bed,  a  table  that's  a  desk." 

Many  designers  suggest  putting  your

money  into  one  quality  thing.  "A  $1,000 
quilt  will  appreciate  faster  than  3  quilts 

at  $300  each,"  says  Joel  Kopp  of  Amer- 
ica Hurrah.  "The  top  of  the  line,  the  best 

of  its  kind,  is  always  a  good  investment." 
"One  or  two  memorable  pieces  can  sup- 

port a  whole  environment,"  agrees 
Claude  Langwith.  "Pieces  you  love — a 
fabulous  African  sculpture — a  few  good 
pieces  of  art — will  set  a  look  wherever 

you  go."  Justine  Cushing  suggests  "a  pe- 
riod mirror,  a  screen,  large  planters,  chi- 

noiserie  garden  stools — these  wonderful 
things  will  look  elegant  even  in  the  sim- 

plest surroundings."  But  remember,  "a 
bright  Persian  carpet  or  a  painting  can 
influence  every  subsequent  decorating 

decision  you  make,"  warn  Donna  Lang 
and  Lucretia  Robertson.  "When  you 
buy,  the  first  priority  is  you — whatever 
lights  you  up — not  the  resale  value,  not 

the  fact  that  you're  moving  in  two 

years." 

Rentals  create  different  problems  than 
owned  homes,  and  often  it  is  decorating 
alone  that  will  be  your  tool  for  making 
the  place  the  way  you  want  it  to  be. 

"Certain  decorating  effects,  traditionally 
avoided  by  renters,  may  actually  be  won- 

derful," Ms.  Lang  and  Ms.  Robertson 
point  out.  "Sensibly  selected  wallpaper 
may  do  more  decorating  for  your  dollar 
than  a  lot  of  furniture.  Integrate  a  small 

apartment  with  wall-to-wall  carpeting, 
cut  to  size  but  not  tacked  down.  When 

you  move,  take  it  along,  and  have  it 
bound  into  area  rugs  for  the  new  space. 
Upholstered  walls  will  soundproof,  and 

cover  damaged  walls  beautifully."  These 
are  all  changes  you  can  make  without  af- 

fecting the  shell  of  the  house  or  apart- 

ment you're  renting.  In  each  area, 
landlords  have  different  rules  about 

structural  improvements  that  must  be 
checked  out  by  tenants  before  they  move 

in.  "Check  your  lease,"  say  John  M. 
Striker  and  Andrew  O.  Shapiro  in  Su- 
pertenant  (Holt,  Rinehart  &  Winston). 
"There's  a  chance  that  it  does  not  con- 

tain any  restrictions  about  making  alter- 

ations. If  this  is  the  case,  you'll  be  fairly 
free  to  implement  your  own  decorating 

scheme — notwithstanding  the  landlord's 
more  conservative  views — as  long  as  you 

don't  commit  waste.  That's  legalese  for  a 
significant  alteration  (usually  structural 
in  nature)  that  permanently  changes  the 

physical  character  of  the  apartment." {Supertenant  is  a  New  York  City  tenant 
handbook,  but  these  general  remarks  ap- 

ply anywhere.) 
Mr.  and  Mrs.  Barry  Mitchenson  (he's 

a  transferrable  bank  executive)  have  just 
moved  from  New  York  to  a  rented 

apartment  in  Chicago.  "We  don't  do 
major  construction  work,"  he  says.  "In rentals,  there  are  physical  limitations  on 
what  we  can  legally  do.  We  check  with 

the  landlord  first — if  it's  too  restrictive, 
>ve  don't  move  in."  Mr.  Mitchenson 
makes  a  lot  of  furniture  himself — kct-

standing  shelving  that's  collapsible  and 
movable.  He  is  currently  working  on  a 

shelf  unit  with  a  drop-down  kitchen  ta- 
ble built  in.  "I  make  standard  curtains 

with  standard  rods,"  says  Mrs.  Mitchen- 
son.  "But  our  basic  rule  of  thumb  is  to 
make  things  that  last — particularly  book 
shelves,  since  even  if  we  leave  a  lot  of 

stuff  behind,  we  always  take  our  books." 
"There's  a  danger  of  what  I  call  the 

rental  mentality,"  says  Alice  Adams, 
whose  husband  is  a  constantly-on-the- 
move  musician.  They  currently  rent  an 

apartment  in  Los  Angeles.  "We  got 
chintzy,"  she  confesses.  "We  didn't 
bother  to  do  a  good  paint  job,  and  now 

it's  peeling.  We  bought  cheap  nylon  fit- 
ted carpet  for  the  two  largest  rooms, 

when  better  quality  would  have  lasted 

longer  and  would  have  been  worth  tak- 

ing with  us.  It's  very  rare  to  move  into 
somewhere  smaller,  but  we  kept  wanting 
to  buy  furniture  that  would  be  sure  io  fit 

anywhere.  We're  not  talking  about  Jaco- 
bean armoires — we  bought  two  love 

seats  because  we  knew  they'd  be  small 
enough  to  fit  any  room  we  moved  into. 

And  indeed  they  are  small  enough — for 
two  dwarfs.  The  only  sensible  thing  we 
did  was  spend  money  on  track  lighting. 
Even  if  your  rooms  are  half  empty  or 
filled  with  odd  pieces,  lighting  can  really 

pull  them  together — and  you  can  take  it 

with  you." Alice  Adams's  point  is  that  their  com- 

promises pleased  nobody.  "If  you're  liv- 
ing with  things  you  aren't  happy  with 

just  because  you  don't  want  to  put  a 
nickel  in  the  landlord's  pocket,  then 
you'll  probably  move  earlier  than  you 
need  to — and  that's  going  to  cost  a  lot 

more!" 

You've  probably  heard  stories  of  peo- 
ple who  put  $20,000  into  their  rental 

apartment  and  then  the  landlord  refuses 
to  renew  the  lease.  But  on  the  whole  ten- 

ant rights  are  clearly  spelled  out,  if  you 

read  your  lease  and  bone  up  on  landlord- 
tenant  law  in  your  own  city  or  state. 
Indeed,  some  landlords  say  that  they 

welcome  improvements,  since  they  en- 
hance the  quality  of  the  rental  and  often 

turn  out  to  be  good  investments. 

"Many  people  put  permanent  fixtures 
into  rentals  for  their  own  personal  satis- 

faction," says  Hank  Sopher,  president  of 
J.I.  Sopher  &  Co.,  real-estate  agents  spe- 

cializing in  rentals  in  New  York  City. 

"If  they  don't  take  them  when  they 
move,  they  can  probably  sell  them  for 
more  than  they  paid  for  them  to  the  next 

tenant.  It's  like  key  money.  In  a  tight 
rental  market  like  today's,  put  $2,000 
into  bookshelves  and  the  next  tenant  will 

buy  them  for  $3,000." 
There  are,  of  course,  wise  buys  that  do 

not  depend  upon  structural  changes.  In 
fact,  Edward  Lee  Cave,  chairman  of  the 
real  estate  division  of  Sotheby  Parke 

Bernet,  believes,  like  the  designers 

quoted  above,  that  your  best  investment 
if  you  are  renting  or  relocating  is  in  a 

few  beautiful  and  practical  things.  "One 
good  thing  in  every  room — a  mahogany 
table,  an  English  chair,  an  American 
Federal  cliest — will  set  the  tone,  howev- 

er much  you  move.  And  don't  worry 
about  moving  valuable  furniture.  Think 
how  far  English  furniture  has  traveled  to 

get  here,  and  yet  it  survives.  Today,  a  re- 
sponsible mover  has  enough  techniques 

at  his  disposal  to  solve  such  problems." 
Mr.  Cave  thinks  that  good  uphol- 

stered furniture  will  last  forever,  and 

slipcovers  can  change  with  your  color 

schemes.  "Spend  $3,500  on  a  sofa,  and 

you  won't  regret  it.  Simply^add  inexpen- 
sive bamboo  chairs,  and  a  colorful  item 

such  as  a  painting  or  floor  pillows. 
When  you  move  you  can  sell  everything 
and  just  take  what  you  love.  Even  if  your 

taste  and  your  room  sizes  change,  you'll 

still  love  that  sofa." One  quality  piece,  one  spot  of  bright 

color,  plants,  cushions,  and  good  light- 
ing— these  are  the  elements  of  a  good- 

looking  room  for  people  on  the  move. 
Mr.  Cave  adds  one  other  real-estate  in- 

vestment tip:  "Location  is  everything. 
Buy  your  house  in  a  good  neighborhood 

and  you  won't  lose  your  money." 
Mr.  Osenbaugh  agrees.  "If  you  want 

to  add  a  swimming  pool  as  an  amenity, 

fine,"  he  says.  "But  its  resale  value  de- 
pends on  the  neighborhood.  My  best 

piece  of  advice  to  people  who  relocate 
frequently  is  to  consult  an  appraiser  in 
the  new  area  to  find  out  about  the  neigh- 

borhood— location  is  your  best  invest-, 

ment."  (A  listing  of  real-estate 
appraisers  appears  in  the  Yellow  Pages.) 

For  the  people  who  rent  or  often 

move,  the  feeling  seems  to  be  the  same — 
the  first  priority  in  making  improve- 

ments is  personal  satisfaction.  And  it 

doesn't  make  sense  to  sacrifice  the  way 
you  want  to  live  just  because  you  are 
renting  or  on  the  move.  As  Mr.  Cole 

says,  "We  try  to  make  each  move  feel 
permanent."  Psychology  books  will  say 
the  same  thing — making  a  comfortable 
nest  is  more  important  than  dollars  and 
cents. 

That  being  said,  it  is  also  clear  that 
some  structural  improvements,  if  not 
able  to  get  your  money  back,  dollar  for 
dollar,  are  sensible  investments — if  you 
choose  wisely,  doing  things  that  the  peo- 

ple who  come  after  will  appreciate.  In 
addition,  investment  in  a  few  quality 
pieces  of  furniture  can  also  be  a  sensible 
way  to  deal  with  an  impermanent  life.  A 
Chippendale  sofa  looks  good  in  any 

room,  appreciates  over  time — and  you 
can  take  it  with  you.  ■

This  passive  solar  house,  heated  by  the 
sun  alone,  is  designed  so  walls,  windows, 
roof,  and  flooring,  the  very  house  itself, 
collect  and  store  warmth  in  winter.  It 

has  no  solar  collector  plates  on  the  roof, 
no  heat  storage  tanks,  no  operative  solar 

machinery.  The  sun,  through  roof-high 
windows  27  feet  long  facing  due  south, 
warms  the  deep  adobe  walls  with  radiant 
heat.  Brick  masonry  floor  also  receives 

and  re-radiates  the  sun's  warmth  and 
stores  it  as  a  "heat  sink."  So  does  the 
adobe  base  or  "banco"  of  the  two  fire- 

places— the  only  auxiliary  heat  source.

ON  THE  COVER 

A  country  kitchen  with  a  rugged 

beamed  ceiling,  terra-cotta  tiled  floor, 
open  storage,  a  fire  in  the  big  brick 
fireplace — what  could  be  a  more  appeal- 

ing place  in  which  to  cook?  This  kitchen, 
which  was  designed  by  its  owners,  who 

love  to  entertain  (there's  always  a  house- 
ful of  family  and  friends),  is  a  brand  new 

addition  to  an  old  New  England  house. 
(To  see  more  of  the  kitchen,  turn  to  page 
156.)  So  that  the  new  space  would  be  in 
keeping  with  the  rest  of  the  house,  the 
plaster  ceiling  was  crisscrossed  with 
beams,  all  roughly  hewn  and  stained 

umber  to  look  as  if  they'd  spent  a  life- time in  a  smoky  kitchen.  Overhanging 

the  maple-topped  work  island,  whose 
legs  were  carved  locally  by  a  cabinet- 

maker, is  a  wrought-iron-and-brass  po- 
track  holding  a  collection  of  copper 
cookware  reminiscent  of  the  days  when 
country  cooking  was  a  real  art.  Old 
bricks  were  gathered  to  make  the  fire- 

place and  its  raised  hearth,  which  invites 
you  to  sit  and  sip  coffee  in  the  cold  early 
morning  hours.  The  mantel  is  stone,  em- 

bellished by  molded  stone  angels  from 
one  side  of  an  old  stone  planter.  (The  an- 

gels from  the  other  side  of  the  planter 
float  over  the  kitchen  door.)  Flanking 
the  angels,  two  coats  of  arms  of  molded 
plaster.  On  the  slanted  wall  above  the 
mantel — slanted,  to  recall  the  old  hood- 

ed fireplaces  in  European  country  kitch- 
ens— a  scallop  shell,  also  of  molded 

plaster;  inside  the  fireplace,  a  trammel 
hook  to  hold  an  iron  pot  which  the  own- 

ers use  to  simmer  hearty  winter  soups 

and  stews  (all  made  from  garden  vegeta- 
bles stored  in  their  cold  cellar),  and, 

sometimes,  Indian  pudding.  Twelve-inch

Saluting  Scalamandre 

The  National  Trust  for  His- 
toric Preservation  has  given 

a  national  award  to  Franco 
Scalamandre,  founder  and 
chairman  of  the  board  of 
Scalamandre  Silks.  The  Gor- 

don Grey  Award,  given  an- 
nually for  achievement  in 

preservation  and  restoration 
of  historic  sites  by  people  not 
professionally  engaged  in 
preservation,  recognizes  the 
fifty  years  of  service  the  Sca- 

lamandre company  has  given 
to  over  500  restoration  pro- 

jects— from  the  Octagon 
House  in  San  Francisco  to 

Lyndhurst  Manor  in  Tarry- 
town,  N.Y.,  above.  Mr.  Sca- 

lamandre's  private  collection 
of  17th-,  18th-,  and  19th-cen- 

tury fabrics  has  served  as  a 
research  source  for  experts 
working  on  restorations.  In 
1936,  he  established  a  textiles 

museum  which  provides  ex- 
hibits throughout  America 

and  Europe.  Today  almost 

60  per  cent  of  Scalamandre's 
production  is  based  on  re- 

quirements for  restorative 
work.  The  award  accords 

Mr.  Scalamandre's  reputa- 
tion for  insuring  the  authen- 

ticity in  color,  design,  and 

technique  of  the  company's 
manufacture  of  fabrics,  car- 

pets, and  wallcoverings. 

The  pot  marigold.  Calendula 

officinalis,  has  a  long  and  an- 
cient tradition  as  a  healthful 

herb.  Adding  the  dried  flow- 
ers to  soups  and  stews  not 

only  provided  our  ancestors 
with  a  flavoring  for  varying 
their  diet,  but  picked  up 
their  lives  a  bit  as  well.  The 

pot  marigold  was  a  reputed 
stimulant.  So  popular  was 
this  herb  that,  according  to 
some  accounts,  hardly  a  Brit- 

ish broth  in  the  1700s  was 

made  without  dried  calen- 
dula, both  the  leaves  and 

flowers  being  used. 

That's  where  the  "pot" 
part  came  from — the  cooking 
pot,  not  the  flowerpot,  as  one 
tends  to  assume  today.  On 
the  other  hand,  the  herb  does 
grow  well  as  a  potted  plant 

provided  you  are  able  to  sup- 
ply lots  of  sunshine. 

The  original  pot  marigold 
is  a  Mediterranean  species 

with  brilliant  yellow-orange 
flowers  two  to  three  inches 
across  on  plants  one  to  three 
feet  high.  Unlike  most  other 
herbs,  this  taller  plant  may 
need  some  staking  to  keep  it 
erect.  But  the  brilliant  color 

is  a  splendid  touch  for  win- 
dowsill  herb  gardens  which, 
no  matter  how  tasty,  seem 
on  the  whole  to  be  mono- 
chromatically  green. 

There  are,  incidentally, 

many  new  strains  of  calen- dula in  various  colors  known 
as  art  shades,  ranging  from 
cream  to  apricot  and  buff. 
Though  not  the  original 
herb,  they  may  be  added  to 
the  pot  as  well. 

Seeds  sown  this  month 
should  provide  you  with  an 
herbal  bouquet  during  Febru- 

ary and  through  to  April. 
Plant  several  seeds  in  a 

three-inch  pot  filled  with 
good  potting  soil.  Good 
drainage  is  essential,  as  the 
plants  like  a  footing  on  the 

dry  side. Once  the  young  plants 
have  a  few  leaves,  transplant 
them  to  individual  six-  to 
eight-inch  pots.  Grow  them 
close  to  the  window  for  the 
maximum  light  and  cool 

nights  they  desire. 
Trimming  side  growth  and 

limiting  the  main  branches  to 
six  or  eight  will  increase  the 

size  of  the  flowers.  Don't  let 
the  seed  heads  fill  if  you 
want  lots  of  blooms.  In  fact, 

pinch  off  the  flowers  when 
they  are  a  shade  past  their 

prime.  There's  no  need  to 
dry  them. Use  them  fresh  in 
salads  as  a  decorative  touch, 
not  to  mention  a  real  conver- 

sation piece.

Holly  to  grow 

To  deck  your  halls  next 
Christmas  with  boughs  of 
holly,  consider  growing  it  in 
your  garden.  Varieties  of 
both  English  and  American 
holly  can  be  grown  in  nearly 

every  state  of  the  union.  Suc- 
cess depends  on  choosing  the 

right  variety  hardy  in  your 
area.  English  holly  (Ilex 

aquifolium)  is  glossier  leaved, 
but  American  (Ilex  opaca)  is 
hardier. 

Hollies  are  dioecious,  so  to 
get  those  clusters  of  plump 
berries  you  must  plant  a 
male  and  female  of  the  same 

species — both  American  or 
both  English.  The  female 
wears  the  color  after  her 

flowers  are  fertilized  by  pol- 
len from  a  male  blossom. 

Bees  are  the  go-between. 
To  help  bees  do  their 

work,  the  male  and  female 

trees  should  be  planted,  ide- 
ally, about  50  feet  apart  with 

no  structures  in  between.  For 
foliage  to  gain  the  deepest 

green  color,  an  eastern  expo- 
sure is  best.  Supply  the  soil 

generously  with  humus  to  as- 
sure good  drainage,  as  hollies 

are  thristy  trees  and  demand 

plenty  of  moisture. 
Hollies  have  hearty  appe- 

tites and  should  be  fed  twice 

a  year — a  pound  of  special 
food  or  5-10-5  fertilizer  for 
every  inch  of  diameter  of  the 
trunk,  in  late  fall/early 

spring  and  again  in  June.  A 
healthy  holly  may  grow  a 
foot  taller  each  year.  To 
keep  it  bushy,  trim  the 
ends  of  the  branches 
mid-fall  to  early  spring, 

or  especially  for  Christmas.

A.  The  Chinese  decoration  and  ideo- 
gram on  your  goblet  readily  identify  it  as 

silver  made  in  China  for  the  export  mar- 
ket. The  90  for  the  silver  weight  was  a 

requirement  at  the  end  of  the  19th  cen- 
tury for  objects  sent  to  the  U.S.  Carl  L. 

Crossman  in  The  China  Trade  (1972) 

writes:  "A  number  of  the  (Chinese)  sil- 
versmiths and  jewelers  continued  to 

make  silverware  and  small  decorative 

objects  into  the  20th  century.  .  .  .  Other 

small  pieces  of  silver  in  the  form  of  pla- 
cecard  holders  and  ornate  figure  groups 
for  salts  and  condiments  have  been 

marked  WH  with  the  '90'  mark."

Austrian  tea  ball

A.  Your  tea  ball,  dating  about  1900,  was 
made  by  the  Arthur  Krupp  Berndorf 
Metal  Works,  manufacturers  of  plated 
silverwares.  Berndorf  is  in  eastern  lower 

Austria,  near  Baden.  In  America,  cer- 
tain small  tea  accessories,  such  as  tea 

balls  and  strainers  of  various  types,  were 

occasionally  made  with  designs  match- 
ing the  patterns  of  late  19-century  flat- 

ware. 

Revived  Empire  chair 

Q.  I  am  interested  in  knowing  what- 
ever you  can  tell  me  about  the  style  of 

my  ornate  chair. 
A.O.B.— Yankton,  S.  Dak. 

A.  Your  chair  is  in  the  Revived  Empire 
style,  which  flourished  in  our  country 
around  1900.  A  distinguishing  feature  of 
the  First  French  Empire  style 

(1804-1815)  is  the  fabulous  creatures, 
often  borrowed  from  antiquity,  used  as 
chair  armposts,  such  as  the  head  and

Philadelphia  tea  service 

Q.  I  would  like  to  know  something 
about  the  firm  that  made  my  tea  set 
and  when  it  was  made. 

E.W.M. — Livingston,  N.J. 

A.  Your  plated  silver  tea  service  of  oc- 
tagonal plan  was  made  by  the  Victorian 

electro-silver  platers  John  O.  Mead  and 
Harvey  Filley,  who  were  in  partnership 
in  Philadelphia  about  the  1850s.  John 
Mead  went  to  Birmingham,  England,  to 

learn  the  new  technique  of  electro-silver 
plating,  which  had  been  founded  there 

about   1840-1841  by  George  Richards 

m  the  early  40s,  Mead  contmued  his  ex- 
periments and  is  generally  accepted  to  be 

America's  first  successful  electro-silver 
plater.  So  the  name  Mead  in  your  mark 
adds  significance  to  your  tea  set. 

Sevres  porcelain  dish 

Q.  From  the  mark  and  the  photo- 
graph of  my  plate,  can  you  identify  it 

and  tell  me  what  the  mark  means? 
T.E.— Tyler,  Tex. 

A.  According  to  the  mark,  your  dish 

was  made  at  Sevres,  the  national  porce- 
lain manufactory  of  France  from  1738  to 

the  present  day.  The  Sevres  mark  is  one 
of  the  most  widely  forged  of  all  marks 
and  for  this  reason  your  mark  should  be 
examined  to  determine  its  authenticity. 
Your  mark  is  a  Second  Empire  mark 

(1852-1870).  The  SV59  enclosed  in  an 
octagon  indicates  the  year  of  manufac- 

ture, 1859;  the  67  under  the  Crowned  N, 
the  year  of  decoration,  1867. 

American  water  cooler 

Q.  Do  you  know 
what  this  ceramic 

piece  was  used  for 
and  what  its  ori- 

gin might  have 
been?  M.N.E.— 
Washington,  D.C. 

A.  Your  interesting  piece  of  American 
pottery  is  a  water  cooler,  probably  made 
in  the  Albany  area  in  New  York  State 

about  the  1850s  or  1860s.  The  blue-gray 
ground  with  cobalt  blue  in  the  relief  is 
typical.  The  spout  is  missing  and,  more 
unfortunately,  the  lid. 

Ohio  china  mark 

Q.  From  this  rough  drawing  of  its 
mark,  can  you  tell  who  made  my  vege- 

table dish  and  where? 
G.W.A.— Troutville,  Va. 

A.  Your  covered  vegetable  dish  was 
made  possibly  in  the  early  20th  century, 

by  the  still-existing  Homer  Laughlin 
China  Company,  of  Newell,  W.  Va., 
which  was  established  in  1874  by  Homer 

and  Shakespeare  Laughlin  at  East  Liver- 

pool, Ohio.

Your  body  speaks — but  are  you  listening? 

It's  hard  to  believe  that  Puritans  were  so 

opposed  to  body  consciousness  that  la- 
dies ordered  limb  of  lamb,  and  coined 

the  expression  "white  meat"  and  "dark 
meat"  rather  than  pronounce  the  parts 
of  a  chicken.  Since  the  1960s  barrage  of 
body  language,  sports  and  martial  arts 
have  roared  over  us.  We  speed  to  court, 

pool,  and  track — breathing,  moving, 
feehng,  self-expressing,  and  self-defend- 

ing. We  don't  know  when  to  stop.  When 
muscles  ache  and  twinge  and  tweak,  we 
consult  specialists  on  human  repair.  We 
diet.  We  eat.  We  diet  again.  Advice  con- 

flicts. Ah  well,  another  mile,  another 
menu.  Balance  bores  us,  excess  excites. 

While  the  step  of  the  runner  clops 
loud  in  the  land,  chronobiology,  the 
study  of  internal  rhythms,  reveals  that 

daily,  weekly,  and  yearly  cycles  deter- 
mine behavior  in  animals,  plants,  and  in- 
sects. Spiders  spin  webs  at  the  same  time 

every  day,  birds  winter  in  Palm  Beach, 
plants  suffer  midday  depressions.  Our 

biological  clock — indeed,  hundreds  of 
them  within  each  of  us — ticks  away,  tell- 

ing us  when  to  sleep,  when  to  eat,  when 
to  work,  how  far  to  run.  And  more.  In 
time,  sensitive  instruments  will  monitor 
messages,  measure  subtle  interactions, 
and  tell  us  our  best  of  times  and  worst  of 
times. 

Why  wait? 
Listen  now. 

Are  you  owl  or  lark? 
Since  most  of  us  are  not  plugged  into  the 
fascinating  subtleties  of  our  internal 

rhythms,  it  surprises  us  to  learn  our  per- 
sistent bias  for  morning  or  evening  activ- 

ity is  physiologically  based.  Morning 

types  ("larks")  wake  with  body  tempera- 
ture high;  night  activists  ("owls")  wake 

with  body  temperatures  that  peak  later. 

"As  a  species  we  tend  to  be  more  owl 
than  lark,"  says  Dr.  Charles  Pollak,  co- 
director  of  the  Sleep-Wake  Disorders 
Center  at  Montefiore  Hospital  in  New 

York  City.  "The  city's  subculture  is  an 
evening  life,  and  people  sleep  later  on 

weekends.  They  don't  say  *Ah,  I  can  get 

up  2  hours  earlier.''' If  you  want  to  find  whether  you  are 

lark  or  owl,  take  your  temperature  at  4- 
hour  intervals  for  a  week  and  notice  its 

peak.  As  a  well-defined  lark  or  owl,  you 
can  then  plan  difficult  work  for  peak 
times.  On  the  other  hand,  piannuig  rev- 

elry during  low-energy  periods  will 
throw  you  out  of  whack.  Blahs  and  apa-

thy  announce  desynchronization.  Most 
of  us  think  in  a  psychological  way  and 
do  not  realize  that  nightly  low  spirits  are 

body-based.  Individualists  and  eccen- 
trics happily  isolate  themselves  from  dai- 

ly social  pressures.  The  rest  of  us  live  by 
artificial  clocks.  As  one  sleep  researcher 

reports:  "It's  unlikely  you'd  find  a  ham- 
ster staying  up  when  its  body  was  send- 

ing messages  to  go  to  sleep." Unlike  the  hamster  who  curls  up  when 
his  eyelids  droop,  humans  are  a  complex 

lot.  Self-coddling  is  not  advised,  but  in- 
ner clocks  are  efficient.  As  Dr.  Pollak 

says,  "Sleep  and  waking  is  a  biological 
rhythm  with  certain  predictable  charac- 

teristics, but  the  way  this  mechanism  op- 
erates in  a  particular  human  being  is 

complicated.  The  relationship  between* 
the  way  we  feel  in  the  daytime  and  the 

way  we  sleep  at  night  is  not  direct." Some  of  us  act  whimsically,  despising 
routine,  yet  our  bodies  prefer  regularity. 
Structured  sleep  habits  not  only  order 

our  day/night  lives  but  even  the  efficien- 
cy with  which  we  metabolize  food. 

Why  we  eat 
the  way  we  eat 
If  metabolism,  hunger,  and  appetite 
meshed,  how  simple  our  food  lives 
would  be.  In  fact,  the  three  march  to  dif- 

ferent drummers.  Hunger,  the  physio- 
logical sensation  in  the  abdomen — 

pang — when  the  blood  sugar  drops  and 
the  stomach  contracts,  occurs  every  90 
minutes.  If  we  realized  hunger  pangs  go 
as  predictably  as  they  come,  we  would 
panic  less.  Just  knowing  our  hunger  will 
subside  is  enough  to  allow  us  to  live 
through  the  momentary  discomfort. 

Appetite,  how  much  we  eat,  and  what 
kinds  of  foods  we  choose,  is  complex. 

Mechanical,  sensory,  esthetic,  intellectu- 
al, social,  and  psychological  signals 

clamor  for  attention.  "It  doesn't  take 
much  to  distort  the  programming  in  the 

brain,"  says  Dr.  Hilde  Bruch,  professor 

emeritus  of  psychiatry,  Baylor  College  of 

Medicine,  Houston,  and  author  of  Eat- 

ing Disorders.  "If  a  mother  feeds  her 
child  whenever  he  cries,  his  brain  never 

learns  to  recognize  hunger  from  bore- 
dom, anger,  anxiety,  disappointment, 

and  depression." Clinical  psychologist  Dr.  Sandra  Ha-  - 
ber,  who  works  with  Dr.  Howard  Sha-  i 
piro  in  his  Total  Weight  Controls 
Program  in  New  York  City,  adds  fatigue ) 

to  the  list  of  commonly  confused  hunger ' 
cues.  Eating,  the  inappropriate  response] 
to  such  feelings,  can  be  reprogrammed 
through  behavior  modification.  j 

Things  to  do: 
1.  At  mealtime  ask  yourself  why  you  are 

eating,  at  the  beginning,  middle,  and  be 
fore  dessert.  Awareness  of  the  real  rea 

son  will  check  your  intake. 

2.  In  restaurants,  salt  the  it-comes-with 
the-meal  ice  cream.  By  making  unwant- 

ed foods  inedible,  you  eliminate  decision. 
3.  One  forkful  left  on  the  plate  will  en 

ce  will  power. 

4.  At  parties,  if  you  must  do  some 

thing,  help  serve  and  clean  up.  Don't 

eat. 
5.  If  tired,  try  lying  down  for  10  min- 

utes to  see  if  hunger  subsides. 

How  can  we  know  we've  had  our  last  . 
bite?  Few  of  us  know  for  sure,  and  even  j 
the  articulate  who  easily  put  down  their  i 

forks  can't  describe  why.  Dr.  Theodore  • 
Van  Itallie,  director  of  the  Obesity  Re- 

search Center  at  St.  Luke's  Hospital  in 
New  York  City,  predicts  that  in  the  fu- 

ture obese  people  will  be  taught  to  recog- 
nize signals  of  satiety  such  as  stomach 

distention  and  even  the  less  obvious 

physiological  responses.  The  "appestat," 
a  system  of  interconnecting  nerves  locat- 

ed in  the  brain  that  regulates  appetite, 

appears  to  be  influenced  by  physical  ac- 
tivity. If  we  exercise  a  half  hour  every  1 

day,  the  increased  activity  won't  make 
us  overeat— in  fact,   we'll  lose  weight 
gradually.  In  any  case,  it  takes  20  min 
utes  for  the  signals  of  satiety  to  reach  the 
brain.  By  then  most  of  us  have  finished 

eating — or  overeating.  That's  why  there's so  much  emphasis  on  eating  slowly. 
The  exasperating  hunger  pang,  even 

when  satisfied,  will  not  tell  you  what  to 

eat.  "Fullness  is  not  a  sufficient  check  on 

calorie  intake,"  says  Dr.  Nevin  Scrim- 
shawn,  head  of  the  department  of  nutri-

"Neither 
body  cues  nor  cravings  can  be  relied  on 

as  indications  of  nutritional  needs.  Don't 
eat  any  one  food  in  excess,  from  crepes 
to  carrots.  A  well-balanced  diet  means 

variety."  Although  food  consumed  early 
in  the  day  or  in  small  amounts  through- 

out the  day  appears  to  metabolize  more 
easily,  few  will  invite  guests  or  light  can- 

dles for  a  plate  of  cottage  cheese  at  8  in 
the  evening.  There  is  some  evidence  that 
levels  of  adrenal  hormones  in  taste  and 
smell  acuity  peak  late  in  the  day,  rein 
forcing  our  predilection  for  a  large  eve 
ning  meal.  Or  is  it  simpl;^  that  larks  and 
owls  alike  rise  from  their  beds  to  the 

world  with  little  patience  for  early- 
morning  table  talk? 

When  to 
stop  working 

The  Puritan,  worshipper  of  achievement, 

acquisition,  and  power,  gave  us  the  Eth- 
ic. Work,  which  gives  many  of  us  plea- 

sure and  identity,  can  plummet  from 
virtue  into  vice.  In  their  book,  Type  A 
Behavior  and  Your  Heart  (KnopO,  cardi- 

ologists Meyer  Friedman  and  Ray  H. 

Rosenman  report  that  "aggressive,  time- 
urgent,  competitive  Type  A  personalities 
tend  to  move,  walk,  and  eat  rapidly  .  . . 
explosively  accentuate  key  words  in 
speech,  get  enraged  when  held  up  in 
traffic  or  made  to  wait  .  .  .  feel  guilty 
when  relaxing  .  .  .  are  engaged  in  a 
chronic,  ceaseless,  and  often  fruitless 
struggle  with  themselves,  with  others, 

with  circumstances,  with  time." 
Enter  the  workaholic — hurriedly. 
Dr.  Wayne  E.  Oates,  professor  of  psy- 

chiatry and  behavioral  science  at  the 

University  of  Louisville  School  of  Medi- 
cine and  author  of  Workaholism:  Make 

Laziness  Work  for  You  (Doubleday, 

1978),  advocates  a  return  to  the  bal- 
anced life.  The  workaholic.  Dr.  Oates 

points  out,  works  compulsively  without 
control.  Workaholism,  like  obesity,  rep- 

resents the  victimization  of  the  individ- 
ual by  society.  A  balanced  life,  even 

when  the  work  is  what  Dr.  Oates  calls 

"joyful,"  requires  flavor,  a  character, 
and  variety.  "Variety  is  not  only  the 
spice  of  life,"  he  says,  quoting  from  the 
"Pathology  of  Boredom"  in  Scientific 
American.  "It  is  the  very  stuff  of  it." 

When  the  workaholic  develops  imbal- 
ances, medications  like  rest,  leisure,  lazi- 
ness, and  diversion  are  given  in 

individually  prescribed,  carefully 
matched  doses  depending  upon  a  careful 
study  of  work-play-rest  rhythms. 
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Things  to  do: 
1.  Get  in  touch  with  your  body  be 

fore  your  body  gets  in  touch  with 
you.  Notice  the  depth  of  your  breath- 

ing. Is  your  voice  husky?

sick.  ("I  like  the  idea  of  sensing  when 
a  cold  IS  about  to  take  over,"  says  Dr. 
Oates.  "The  une.xplainable  headache, 
the  slight  nausea,  stuffiness  of  the 
nose,  raspiness  of  the  throat  .  .  .  those 
premonitory  symptoms  alert  me  to 

the  fact  that  a  cold  is  on  the  way.") 
3.  Do  something  each  day  that  you 
can  do  alone  or  with  others,  but  is  not 
something  that  depends  upon  others 
for  you  to  do  it. 
4.  Take  10-minute  breaks  each  hour 
to  improve  efficiency. 

5.  Don't  eat  while  working. 
6.  Make  new  friends  who  will  rein- 

force new  interests. 

As  you  become  aware  of  90-minute 
rhythms  in  stomach  contractions,  you 

can  become  aware  of  fluctuations  in  con- 
centration. If  you  adapt  a  why-fight-it 

attitude  and  take  short  naps  during  lulls 
in  concentration,  alertness  will  return 
spontaneously  90  minutes  later. 

How  much  exercise 
is  enough? 

Exercise,  the  bracing  tonic  recommend- 
ed to  eaters,  sleepers,  wakers,  and  work- 

ers, is  prescribed  by  Dr.  Hans  Selye  in 
Stress  Without  Distress:  "Often  a  volun- 

tary change  of  activity  is  as  good  or  bet- 
ter than  a  voluntary  rest.  When  either 

fatigue  or  enforced  interruption  prevents 
us  from  finding  a  mathematical  solution, 
it  is  better  to  go  for  a  swim  than  simply 
sit  around.  Substituting  demands  on  our 
musculature  for  those  made  on  the  intel- 

lect not  only  gives  our  brain  a  rest  but 
helps  us  avoid  worrying  about  the  frus- 

trating interruption.  Stress  on  one  sys- 

tem helps  to  relax  another." Again,  the  question.  How  much 
stress?  The  athlete,  undaunted  by  pains 
and  failures  that  plague  the  sedentary,  is 
exquisitely  tuned  into  messages  from  his 
or  her  body.  But,  warns  Dr.  James  A. 
Nicholas,  Director  of  Sports  Medicine  at 
Lenox  Hill  Hospital  in  New  York  City, 

the  "athletic  personality  is  a  driving  in- 
dividual whose  traits  include  aggressive- 

ness, determination,  leadership,  and 

mental  toughness.  When  he's  injured  or 

fatigued,  recovery  is  important." The  athlete,  less  confused  by  distorted 
messages  than  the  overeater  and  more 
aware  of  messages  than  the  workaholic, 
still  needs  advice.  Advice?  He  needs  re- 

straint. What  feelings  tdl  him  to  push?  f" 
How  should  he  approach  plateaus?  How  \ 
can  he  recognize,  and  accept,  his  limits: 
He  knows  his  signals,  but  does  he  obey?

velope with  your  request)  offers  seed 

pods  and  wreath  kits  as  well  as  several 
dozen  kinds  of  cones.  Western  Tree 
Cones,  P.O.  Box  1418,  1921  S.W. 
Brooklane,  Corvallis,  Ore.  97330.  Photo- 
illustrated  catalogue-handbook  ($1  ppd. 
a  copy)  shows  several  dozen  species  of 
cones,  many  other  dried  materials  like 
teasels  and  sweet  gum  balls,  and  supplies 

like  wire  wreath  rings,  florist's  wire  (in 
three  weights),  tape,  and  waterproof  red

Ready  reblading 

Q.  Where  could  I  have  the  stain- 
less steel  blades  ol  my  sterling  sil- 
ver knives  replaced?  The  blades 

have  become  pitted  over  the 
years,  and  a  jeweler  has  tried  to 
buff  them  without  success. 

— D.W.,  San  Diego,  Calii. 
A.  Some  firms  that  reblade  certain 

knives  are  listed  below.  They've  given  us 
approximate  prices  for  providing  a  new 
stainless  steel,  luncheon-size  blade  and 
resetting  it  in  your  handle.  (Carving 
knives  usually  cost  about  twice  as  much 
to  reblade  as  table  knives.)  Shipping  and 

any  sales  tax  are  extra. 
Before  we  get  your  hopes  up,  we  must 

say  that  style  changes  make  it  unlikely 
that  any  firm  will  have  blades  just  like 
your  old  ones.  (This  is  even  more  of  a 
problem  with  carving  knives.)  And  not 
all  knives  can  be  rebladed:  If  your  knives 
were  made  within  the  past  15  years, 

they're  probably  joined  with  epoxy, 
which  makes  them  resistant  to  the  high 
heat  of  automatic  dishwashers  that 
would  cause  most  other  knives  to  come 
apart  but  also  makes  them  impossible  to 
reblade. 

If  your  knives  were  made  between  1929 
and  1945,  they  may  be  joined  with  plaster 
of  Paris,  in  which  case  only  three  of  the 
firms  below  will  try  to  reblade  them. 
Only  two  of  the  firms  will  attempt,  at

Less  staining  for  stainless 

Q.  How  can  I  guard  stainless  steel 
flatware  against  pitting? 

—A.M.,  New  York,  N.Y. 

A.  Stainless  steel  is  very  resistant  to  sul- 
phur compounds  (common  in  foods  that 

contain  eggs  and  in  the  air),  which  are 

the  main  reason  silver  that  isn't  used  and 
washed  frequently  tarnishes  readily.  But 
it's  more  sensitive  to  water  and  milk 
stains  than  silver,  according  to  the  var- 

ious reblading  services.  If  you  can't  wash 
stainless  steel  utensils  right  away,  it's better  to  leave  them  as  is  than  to  soak 
them.  Towel  dry  immediately  after 
washing.  In  a  drawer  or  dishwasher, 
don't  let  the  stainless  steel  blade  of  one 
knife  touch  the  sterling  handle  of  an- 

other, lest  electrolytic  action  between 
them  cause  pitting.  Period  silver,  two- 
piece  blades  joined  with  adhesives  other 
than  epoxy,  and  knives  with  nonmetallic 
handles  should  always  be  washed  by 
hand.

Cookware  thai  improves 
your  cooking 
Two  revolutionary  new  lines  of  ceramic 
cookware,  both  of  which  can  be  used  ei- 

ther in  the  oven  or  over  a  flame!  The 

first  is  sheer  drama:  pots  and  pans — with 
detachable  handles — in  glittering  black 
glaze  with  a  softly  curved  silhouette. 
Great  cooking  bonuses,  too:  Total  ther- 

mal uniformity  (the  pots  conduct  and  re- 
tain heat  evenly)  eliminates  the  need  to 

stir  during  cooking,  and  the  oven  or 
open  flame  can  be  switched  off  before 
the  dish  is  finished  because  stored  heat

For  decorative  cook-and-serve 
stoneware,  a  gang  of  covered  casseroles 
and  crocks  (in  go-with-everything  soft 
white,  or  in  patterns  adapted  from  Ori- 

ental porcelain,  Pennsylvania  Dutch 

quilts  and  Portuguese  tiles).  All  hand- 
painted,  each  is  designed  so  that  oven 
temperatures  determine  the  function  of 
the  pot:  At  low  heat,  the  pots  act  as  slow 
cookers;  at  medium  heat,  as  casseroles; 
and  at  high  heat,  they  roast  at  almost 
microwave  speed  (Amnion,  $10  to  $76). 

Sturdy  enough  to  survive  your  kids' 
kids:  dark  gray  professional  aluminum 
cookware,  extra  thick  on  the  bottom  for 
good  heat  conductivity  and  light  on  the 
sides  for  easy  lifting.  Plenty  of  other 
pluses,  too:  The  large  handles  are  oven- 

proof; there's  no  chemical  interaction 
with  cooking  ingredients;  because  of 
their  easy-to-clean  interiors,  these  sauce- 

pans, casseroles,  stock  pots,  fish  poach- 
ers, and  omelet  pans  cannot  be  damaged 

by  metal  spoons  or  spatulas.  They're  en- 
ergy savers  because  they  efficiently  and 

evenly  pass  heat  from  the  burner  up  the

Farberware  stainless  steel  pots  and  pans 

For  inside  the  oven  or  top  of  stove,  a 

9-quart  oval,  enamel  multipurpose  roast- 
er with  lid  and  grill.  In  addition  to 

poaching  fish  and  steaming  vegetables, 

the  pan's  grill  has  a  "basting"  flap  which 
opens  so  you  can  spoon  drippings  onto 
roasting  meat  or  slide  vegetables  under 
meat  while  a  casserole  is  cooking  (The 

Fangled  Roaster,  Lentrade  Gourmeti- 
que,  $50  at  Dean  &  DeLuca). 

An  efl"ective  adaptation  of  the  tradi- 
tional "wok"  steamer:  an  aluminum  pan 

to  heat  the  water  plus  a  bamboo  basket 
to  go  on  top.  Terrific  for  bringing  out 
the  natural  flavor  of  fresh  vegetables, 

fish,  or  dumplings,  as  well  as  for  warm- 
ing leftovers  (Atlas  Metal  Spinning  Co., 

$30;  Macy's,  San  Francisco).  Too,  con- 
sider buying  extra  baskets  ($9  each)  for 

stacking  so  that  more  than  one  dish  can 
be  cooked  at  a  time. 
Higfi-powered,  time-saving 
machines 
Instead  of  a  shrill  alarm,  you  can  now 
wake  up  to  the  aroma  of  fresh  coffee.  Set 
the  out-of-bed  time  up  to  24  hours  in  ad- 

vance and  eight  cups  of  hot  drip  coffee 
(each  made  at  20-second  intervals  so  you 
don't  have  to  wait  for  a  whole  pot  to 
brew  before  serving)  will  greet  you  as 

you  pry  open  your  lids  (Krups,  $  1 30). 
For  energizing  pick-me-up  drinks — consider  exotic  combos  like  pineapple 

with  pear  or  beets  with  celery — an  elec- 
tric speed-demon  juicer.  Simply  drop 

chunks  of  vegetables  and  fruits  into  the 
chute,  watch  them  spin  into  pulp-free 

liquid,  and  in  seconds  you're  ready  to 
pour  the  results  from  a  translucent 
pitcher  into  a  glass  (Oster,  $70). 

An  old  French  company,  long-known 
for  its  enameled  cast-iron  cookware,  is 

now  putting  out  a  line  of  electric  ma- 
chines to  help  complete  your  kitchen:  a 

hand  mixer  with  5-speed  switch  ("Petit 
Mixeur,"  $28),  a  standard  mixer  with 
dough  hooks  and  contour  beaters 

("Grand  Mixeur,"  $180);  a  juicer  ("Ma- 
chine a  Jus,"  $28);  a  deep-fat  frier  ("Fri- 

teuse  Francaise,"  $60);  and  a  Food 
Processor  with  French  fry,  shredding, 

and  slicing  disks  ($150).  All  by  Cou- 
sances  de  France,  at  Jordan  Marsh,  Bos- 
ton. 

To  reincarnate  the  summer  cookout 
on  a  frostbiting  night,  an  indoor  electric 
barbecue  for  broiled  steaks,  hamburgers, 
and  hot  dogs.  No  smoke — drippings  run 
from  the  grill  down  into  a  shielded

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tery  operated,  the  grill  is  designed  to 

cook  steak,  fish,  and  vegetables  thi-ough- 
out  at  an  even  rate  (General  Housewares 
Corp.,  $100).

An  alert  for  gardener^,  campers, 
health  food  addicts,  weight  watchers  and 
others  with  a  predilection  for  dried 
foods:  a  new  electric  circular  food  dehy- 
drator.  Unlike  most  dehydrators.  which 
have  vertical  flo'^  units,  this  round  ma- 

chine distributes  heat  and  air  horizontal- 
ly, from  the  pressurized  outer  chamber 

to  the  center  core,  so  that  the  food  dries 
evenly.  Because  each  tray  has  its  own 

complete  air  flow  system,  you  can  use  ei- 
ther one  tray  or  expand  up  to  ten 

(through   an   interlocking  system)   for 

Harvest  Maid's  electric  food  dehydrator 

quantity  drying  (Harvest  Maid,  $100  at 
Sears,  Marshall  Field,  Boston  Store). 

Homemade  fettucine,  lasagna,  ravi- 
oli— a  little  Italia  can  effortlessly  roll 

onto  the  table  with  the  help  of  this 

chrome-finished  electric  pasta  machine. 
Along  with  a  thickness  selector  (the 

range  is  sheer  to  '/,  inch  thick),  the  ma- 
chine contains  three  pairs  of  built-in 

rollers  (with  self-cleaning  dough  scrap- 
ers) so  that  your  pasta  can  unravel  in  ei- 

ther wide  or  spaghetti-thin  strips 
(Krups,  $150). 

For  baking  purists,  the  new  grain  mill 
attachment  for  the  KitchenAid  Food 

Preparer  ($85).  Capable  of  grinding 
wheat,  rye,  oats,  rice,  corn,  barley,  and 
coffee  to  either  cracked  grain  or  fine 
flour  texture,  it  can  produce  at  the  rate

Convection  ovens 

Although  well-known  in  restaurants, 
convection  ovens  are  relatively  new  to 
homemakers.  Whereas  hot  air  remains 
motionless  in  a  conventional  oven,  it  is 
continuously  circulated  in  convection 
ovens  by  a  silent  fan  so  that  the  food 
cooks  faster,  more  evenly.  No  lengthy 
scrubbing,  either,  because  most  convec- 

tion ovens  have  self-cleaning  walls  which 
vaporize  food  splatter  on  contact.  Al- 

though there  are  many  convection  ovens 
to  choose  from — and  most  of  them  bake, 
broil,  roast,  and  dehydrate  food — here 
are  some  of  the  stars:  for  grandeur — it 
can  handle  the  IX-pound  turkey— the 
supersize  convection  Turbo-Oven  464, 
which  shuts  off  automatically  when  the 
meat  reaches  desired  dnneness — a  tem- 

vvare,  $260);  for  a  slow-heat  cooking 
system  which  allows  you  to  cook  one 

dish,  or  a  variety  over  a  ten-hour  period 
and  have  all  of  them  done  at  the  same 

time,  the  Toastmaster  Convection  Oven- 
Broiler  System  (McGraw-Edison,  $200); 
for  self-basting,  the  Moulin-Air  Convec- 

tion Oven  ($193),  which  comes  with  a 

rotisserie-spit  attachment;  and  for  hot, 
muggy  days,  the  Rival  Convection  Oven 
($250),  which  has  a  special  ceramic  fi- 

ber-fill insulation  system.  Note:  All  of 
these  convection  ovens  are  available  at 

leading  houseware  stores  cross-country. 

Turkey  aids 
For  a  more  relaxed  route  to  Christmas 

dinner — you  no  longer  need  two  pairs  of 
hands  to  flip  the  bird — a  turkey  turner, 
which  consists  of  two  pitched-roof- 
shaped  racks  caught  on  the  sides  with 
handles.  You  start  the  turkey  cooking  in 
one  rack;  then  midway  through  the 
roasting  you  cover  it  with  the  other  rack 
and  invert  it  so  that  its  other  half  can 

turn  toasty  brown,  too.  A  sturdy  con- 
struction of  '/4-inch-gauge  chrome-plated 

steel  wire,  the  turkey  turner  is  also  ideal 
for  roasting  beef,  pork,  ham,  or  lamb 

(Roast-A-Round,  designed  by  Wade 
Bentson  for  AMCO;  $19  at  Liberty 
House,  San  Francisco). 

Food  processor  attachments 

Two  new  multitalented  cutting  attach- 
ments: The  first,  which  includes  one 

large  disk  and  four  separate  stainless 

steel  blades,  allows  for  French  fry  cut- 
ting, thick  slicing,  thin  ripple  slicing, 

and  coarse  shredding  (Versa  Disc,  Gen- 
eral Electric,  $16);  the  other,  Dial-A- 

Blade,  adjusts  to  six  different  slicing  po- 
sitions so  that  delicate  strawberries  as 

well  as  tough-fibered  carrots  can  be 
sliced  either  leaf-thin  or  Vt  inch  thick 
(Norelco,  $20). 

The  warm,  earthy  smell  of  baking

Or  to 
clock  the  seconds  it  takes  to  blend,  whip, 
or  puree,  a  food  processor  timer  (Hoan, 

$8  at  Bloomingdale's,  N.Y.C.) 
Finally,  a  mixing  bowl  set  and  blade, 

which  in  addition  to  kneading  also  pre- 
pares pie  pastry  and  crepe  batter  (Dough 

Works  by  Moulinex  for  La  Machine 
Models  390  and  354,  $21). 

No  sweat  baking 

To  fashion  pie,  quiche,  or  pizza  pastry 
into  perfect  circles,  a  round  plastic  bag 

with  dough,  zipped  shut,  and  then  rolled 
smooth  (11  inch,  $1.50;  14  inch,  $2;  at 
The  Kitchen  Connection). 

Forget  greasing  pans  and  hands  with: 
shortening!  To  ease  the  transfer  from 
pan  to  plate,  nonstick  parchment  papers 
shaped  to  fit  jelly  roll,  pie,  and  angel

No  longer  do  you  need  to  place  foill

Would-be  dairymaids

The  design,  based  on  the  1827  work  of  a 

young  girl  in  Pennsylvania,  has  a  two- 
chimneyed  red  brick  house  with  rows  of 
little  windows  surrounded  by  flowers 
and  an  occasional  bird  or  heart.  Under 

the  house  you  stitch  in  the  alphabet — 
and  your  own  initials  and  the  date.  The 

design  is  hand  silk-screened  onto  oyster- 
white  linen.  Paternayan  yarn  in  5  colors 
and  cross-stitch  instructions  are  includ-

least  light  are  Sansevieria  and  Spathi- 

phyllum  'Clevelandii. '  The  latter  has 
been  known  to  flower  even  in  window- 
less  hallways.

Piano  pointers 
Q.  I  was  told  never  to  put  a  piano 
near  a  window  because  it  would 
get  out  of  tune  too  quickly    What 
are  your  thoughts  on  the  subjiecl? 

— J.S.,  Woodside,  N.K.  N.Y. 
A.  If  your  house  has  storm  windows 
and  well-insulated  outer  walls,  the  old 

rule  "always  by  an  inside  wall"  may  not 
apply,  according  to  Willard  Sims,  Piano 
Service  Manager  of  Baldwin  Piano  & 
Organ  Co.  He  suggests  that  to  keep  the 
piano  in  tune  as  long  as  possible  you 

should  keep  the  temperature  and  humid- 
ity stable,  so  place  the  piano  as  far  from 

working  radiators,  fireplaces,  or  heat  or 
air-conditioning  vents  as  you  can.  Do 
leave  at  least  3  or  4  inches  of  air  all 

around  a  piano — more  if  the  environ- 
ment is  humid.  A  grand  piano  should 

have  its  "tail"  and  curved  side  facing 
into  the  room.  A  vertical  piano  usually 
sounds  better  with  its  back  out  in  the 

open:  If  your  piano  back  is  unfinished  or 

your  room  won't  permit  a  "peninsula" 
or  space-diving  piano  arrangement,  fol- 

low the  4-inch  rule  above.  As  with  fine 
furniture  and  rugs,  a  piano  should  be 
shielded  from  the  bleaching  effect  of  di- 

rect sunlight.  To  experiment  with  floor 
plans,  make  a  templet  of  the  piano  lid  by 
creasing  wrapping  paper  over  it.    ■

How  to  create  your  own  plant  varieties 

If  you  get  real  enjoyment  from  nuturing 
a  plant  from  its  dormant  seed  infancy 
through  to  a  spectacular  maturity,  why 
not  take  things  one  step  further  and  cre- 

ate your  own  plants?  Hybridize.  It's  not all  that  difficult.  And  for  a  real  sense  of 
accomplishment,  little  else  in  gardening 
can  compare  with  developing  a  unique 
plant. 

Mention  hybridization  and  the  first 

things  coming  to  mind  are  Mendel's 
work,  chromosomes,  dominant  charac- 

teristics, and  a  host  of  other  concepts 
that  make  you  feel  either  back  in  school 
or  ready  to  abandon  the  whole  project. 

But  you  needn't  worry.  All  you  really 
have  to  know  in  order  to  get  started  is  a 
few  how-to-do-it  basics.  Then  let  enthu- 

siasm guide  you  further. 
One  of  the  most  readily  cross-pollinat- 
ed house  plants  is  the  African  violet. 

That's  why  such  a  profusion  of  African 
violet  hybrids  have  been  developed  over 
the  years — all  of  them  originating  from 
the  rather  plain  plant  popularized  dur- 

ing the  30s  and  40s.  It's  also  the  reason 
the  Saintpaulia  is  perfect  for  your  intro- 

duction to  plant  breeding.  You  don't 
even  need  two  plants  for  your  first  try. 

Cross-pollination  refers  to  introducing 
pollen  from  the  anthers  of  one  flower  to 
the  pistil  of  another.  But  nothing  says 
they  have  to  be  on  different  plants  (un- 

less, of  course,  you're  dealing  with  a  spe- 
cies that  carries  flowers  of  only  one  sex 

on  each  plant).  Cross-pollinating  flowers 
on  the  same  plant  may  occasionally  pro- 

duce interesting  mutations  in  the  follow- 
ing generation,  not  to  mention  the 

variations  that  can  occur  when  cross- 
pollinating  different  hybrids. 

But  back  to  that  single  Saintpaulia  on 
your  windowsill,  the  one  whose  future 
seed  will  probably  not  change  the  evolu- 

tionary direction  of  its  whole  genus.  Pick 
up  the  pot  and  look  at  the  plant  closely. 

With  a  little  patience 
and  luck,  you  can 

hybridize 
many  fascinating 
variations  of 

your  favorite  flowers 

For  simplicity's  sake,  choose  a  single- 
flowered  variety  rather  than  double.  The 
flowers  are  bisexual.  Each  has  both  an- 

thers (the  male  organs)  and  a  pistil  (the 
female  organ),  surrounded  by  the  color- 

ful corolla  we  usually  think  of  as  the 
flower  itself  In  the  case  of  the  Saintpau- 

lia, this  corolla  appears  to  be  composed 
of  five  petals.  However,  if  you  look 

closely,  you'll  notice  it's  really  only 
two — a  two-lobed  upper  one  and  a  three- 
lobed  lower  one  to  which  the  yellow  pol- 

len-filled anthers  are  attached.  The  pis- 
til, on  the  other  hand,  comes  right  from 

the  center  of  the  flower,  where  the  ovary 
is  contained.  To  minimize  self-polhna- 
tion,  the  pistil  grows  out  to  one  side  of 
the  flower  center,  away  from  the  anthers, 

and  if  you  look  closely,  you'll  notice  that 
the  tip  of  the  pistil,  known  as  the  stigma, 
is  bent  down  as  well  as  out.  Since  the 

sticky  tip  is  where  the  pollen  must  land  in 
order  for  seeds  to  develop,  its  angle  fur- 

ther minimizes  self-fertilization. 
The  easiest  tools  for  pollination  are  a 

pair  of  small  tweezers,  a  razor  blade, 
curved  fingernail  scissors,  and  some- 

times a  piece  of  black  cardboard  or  pa- 

per. A  small,  soft  camel's-hair  brush  can 
be  used,  too,  but  is  not  really  necessary. 

Select  two  good-looking  flowers.  You 
want  them  to  have  been  open  at  full  size 
for  at  least  2  or  3  weeks,  to  make  sure 

the  pollen  is  fully  developed.  On  the  oth-

er  hand,  you  don't  want  the  flower  to  be 
spent.  Some  plants  are  very  tricky  thati 
way,  having  only  an  hour  or  so  in  the 
flower's  existence  that  is  just  right  for 
pollination.  Saintpaulias  are  much  more 
obliging.  Almost  any  time  during  the 
flower's  long  life  will  work. 

The  flowers  chosen  and  the  tools 

ready — what  next?  Pollen  picking,  natu- 
rally. Some  people  remove  the  stamen — 

filament  and  anther — and  the  whole  cor- 

olla along  with  it,  so  they  won't  drain' energy  better  put  to  developing  the) 

seeds.  But  leaving  the  corolla  on  or  tak- 
ing it  off  seems  to  work  equally  well. 

However,  you  might  as  well  get  into  the 
habit  of  removing  the  anthers,  since  this 
is  done  pretty  regularly  on  all  future 
seed-bearing  flowers  in  order  to  avoid 
accidental  self-pollination.

Most  plants  can  be  hybridized  one  waj 
or  another.

Assembly:  Glue  and  nail  the  box  end 

pieces  to  the  bottom,  and  then  attach  the 
l-by-4-inch  lower  side  pieces.   For 

strength,  these  boards  should  also  be  fas- 
tened with  1 '/2-inch  No.  8  screws.  (Al- 
ways drill  pilot  holes  before  inserting 

any  screws.)  Attach  the  piano  hinges  to 

the  box  sides  and  the  side  flaps  with  '/g- 
inch  flathead  screws.  Then,  using  y4-inch 
screws,  attach  the  sanitary  molding  to 
the  side  flaps,  about  1  inch  up  from  the 

piano  hinges.  (Run  glue  along  the  mold- 
ings first.)  Drill  four  pilot  holes  near  the 

top  of  the  flap  to  attach  the  springs. 
Thread  a  1-inch  screw  through  the 
spring  end  hook  and  then  through  a  nut 
before  fastening.  In  stretching  the  spring 
between  the  two  screws,  it  becomes  taut 
enough  to  stay  in  place.  Install  the  pole 
sockets  with  glue  and  screws.  (The  slit 
that  allows  the  pole  to  be  slipped  in 

place  should  face  down.)  For  added  se- 
curity, drill  a  hole  through  each  end  of 

the  box  into  the  pole  and  insert  a  2-inch 
screw.  Add  '/2-inch  screws  to  the  side 
flap  and  end  pieces  to  attach  chain.  At- tach the  flat  hooks  with  accompanying 
screws  to  side  flaps  and  ends.  Sand  and 
finish  as  desired. 

Q.  What's  the  best  way  to  weather- 
strip a  door? 

The  draftiest  area  is  usually  at  the 
bottom  of  a  door — the  space  between  the 
door  and  the  sill.  There  are  two  reme- 

dies: First,  block  off  the  draft  space  by

Drill  holes  and  attach  weather  stnpping. 
(If  the  door  opens  onto  high  pile  carpet, 
use  a  strip  that  automatically  adjusts  its 

height  as  the  door  opens  and  closes— see 
package  directions  for  installation.)  The 
other  way  to  stop  a  draft  is  to  install  a 

new,  higher  sill.  If  the  threshold  is  worn, 

especially  irregularly,  remove  it.  and  re- 
place it  with  either  an  aluminum  sill 

with  a  slot  for  door  stripping  to  sit  down 
in  it  or  an  aluminum  sill  with  a  vinyl 

hump  that  presses  up  against  the  under- 
side of  the  door  to  provide  an  airtight 

seal.  Make  sure  the  new  saddle  is  pretty 
close  to  the  same  height  and  width  of  the 
old  one — or  else  you  may  have  to  trim 
the  door  with  a  saw.  Measure  the  open- 

ing for  the  threshold  and  cut  the  alumi- 
num to  size.  Position  the  sill,  drill  pilot 

holes  where  indicated,  and  fasten  with 
screws.  If  the  interlocking  sill  is  used, 
cut  the  accompanying  door  strip  to  size, 
and  attach  it  to  the  inside  bottom  of  the 

door.  If  you  find  air  is  still  escaping  de- 
spite the  vinyl  strip  sill,  then  add  a  door

•Veather  stripping  for  the  door  jamb  is 
packaged  in  kits  with  two  long  pieces  for 
the  side  jambs  and  a  shorter  one  for  the 
head  jamb.  Use  small  finishing  nails  for 
the  wood  molding  type — small  box  nails 
for  the  aluminum.  To  install,  close  the 
door,  measure  the  head  jamb,  and  cut 

the  short  piece  of  stripping  to  fit.  Posi- 
tion the  strip  in  the  jamb  so  that  it  cov- 

ers the  crack  and  the  vinyl  part  of  it 
makes  light  contact  with  the  door.  Tack 

it  in  place — but  don't  fasten  tightly. 
Measure  from  the  head  jamb  to  the  sill 
and  cut  the  strips  for  the  side  jambs  ac- 

cordingly. Butt  them  against  the  top 
strip  and  tack  into  position.  Open  and 
close  the  door  a  few  times  to  see  if  the  vi- 

nyl fits  well  against  the  door.  You  may 
have  to  readjust  it  in  places.  Then  ham- 

mer the  nails  in  securely.  If  the  vinyl 
drags  against  the  door,  lubricate  the  spot 
with  petroleum  jelly.

HOUSE  PLANTS 
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A  whole  stamen  can  be  readily  re- 
moved with  a  snip  of  the  scissors.  Place  it 

on  a  piece  of  black  cardboard.  With  the 
tweezers,  hold  onto  the  filament,  or  shaft, 
beneath  the  anther,  or  pollen  sack.  Cut 
away  the  tip  of  the  anther  with  the  razor 

blade.  As  you  do  so,  some  golden-to- 
white  powder  will  spill  out  onto  the  card- 

board. If  it  stays  in  a  ball  and  doesn't 
scatter  like  dust,  the  pollen  wasn't  ready. 
The  dust  can  be  picked  up  with  the  cam- 

el's-hair  brush  and  gently  deposited  on 
the  sticky  tip  of  the  stigma.  By  dint  of 
careful  brushwork,  you  can  stretch  the 
pollen  out  to  cover  many,  many  stigmas. 

Since  I  usually  don't  have  that  many 
plants  to  pollinate,  I  use  a  coarser  meth- 

od. Once  I've  cut  away  part  of  the  an- 
ther, I  merely  pick  it  up  with  the 

tweezers  and  push  it  gently  on  top  of  the 
stigma.  While  the  stigma  normally  looks 
lighter,  more  translucent  than  the  rest  of 

the  pistil,  once  it's  covered  with  pollen 
the  change  is  quite  noticeable. 

The  pollen  cells  begin  to  grow  down 

inside  the  pistil  as  soon  as  they've  made 
contact.  The  rate  of  descent  from  stigma 
to  ovary  is  quite  rapid,  as  much  as  an 
inch  in  24  hours  in  some  plants.  Once  a 
pollen  cell  enters  the  ovary,  fertilization 

occurs.  But  don't  hold  your  breath.  You 

won't  notice  the  seedpod  swelling  for 
several  weeks.  Meanwhile,  you  might  as 
well  put  a  small  string  tag  on  the  plant 

to  indicate  the  seeds'  parentage.  Label 
the  seedpod  even  if  you  have  only  a  few 
plants.  It  will  take  6  to  9  months  for  the 
seedpod  to  mature,  and  by  then  you 

could  have  scores  of  new  plants  to  con- 
fuse the  issue. 

Springtime-pollinated  Saintpaulias 
take  about  6  months  to  set  a  mature 

seedpod,  fall-pollinated  ones  a  little 
longer,  usually  up  to  9  months.  The  dif- 

ference is  probably  due  to  generally 

slower  growing  conditions  over  the  win- 
ter season.  Of  course,  if  you  grow  the 

plants  under  artificial  light,  most  of  the 
external  seasonal  variations  will  be  elim- 

inated. But  there  are  also  internal  time 

variations  introduced  by  the  species  in- 
volved. 

Whatever  amount  of  time  your  seed- 
pod takes  to  mature,  the  plant  during 

this  time  should  be  kept  just  a  little  drier 
than  usual  around  the  roots  and  given 

good  air  circulation.  A  still,  cloying  at- 
mosphere can  lead  to  softening  and 

eventually  rotting  seedpods. 
As  it  reaches  maturity,  the  seedpod 

will  begin  to  dry  and  shrivel.  Once  the 
withering  has  stopped  completely  and 
the  pod  has  turned  more  or  less  evenly 

brown,  it's  done.  Remove  it  from  the 
flower,  stalk  and  all.  If  you  are  impatient 
to  be  planting,  the  tiny  dustlike  seeds 

may  be  used  at  once.  Normally,  howev- 
er, they  are  permitted  a  period  of  further 

drying,  or  after-ripening,  of  about  4  to  6 
weeks. 

Seedlings  will  usually  flower  the  first 
year  if  well  cared  for.  Store  surplus  seeds 

in  small  capped  bottles — plastic  vials 
from  the  pharmacist  work  well — and 
keep  them  in  a  cool  place.  A  tempera- 

ture of  60  degrees  is  ideal.  Saintpaulia 
seeds  will  retain  their  viability  for  a  year 
or  more,  those  from  some  other  plants 
less  than  a  week. 

So  much  for  the  single  African  violet. 

Once  you  know  how  to  pollinate,  com- 
bining the  genetic  traits  of  two  different 

African  violets  becomes  no  more  diffi- 
cult. 

Although  the  actual  results  of  your  ef- 
forts will  remain  unknown  until  your 

new  flower  blooms,  there  are  a  couple  of 
basic  thoughts  to  guide  you  in  your 
quest  for  new  varieties.  For  one  thing, 
most  of  the  first-generation  plants  of  a 
cross  will  resemble  their  pistillate  parent 
rather  than  the  pollen  parent.  Some  may 
be  quite  different  from  either  parent, 
however. 

The  second  generation  is  when  the 
plants  really  come  into  their  own.  Select 
your  best  specimens.  Crossbreed  some 
and  self-pollinate  others,  and  you  stand 
a  chance  of  getting  something  really 

good — something  you  and  Mother  Na- 
ture have  created  together.  ■

Edinburgh  and  the 
Isle  of  Skye  in  six

Scotland  takes  off  its  kilt  in  winter.  The 
tourists  have  left,  and  the  days  shorten 
to  darkness  at  tea  time.  It  returns  to  the 
natives,  misty  and  cozy  and  peaceful  by 

November.  And  that's  why  we  went.  We 
went  as  Dr.  Johnson  and  Boswell  did  in 
1773,  to  be  visitors  rather  than  tourists, 
to  rest  after  the  hectic  excitement  of 
London. 
Knowing  that  many  highland  hotels 

and  most  castles  close  the  end  of  Octo- 
ber, we  chose  the  simple  splendors  of 

Edinburgh  and  the  grand  simplicity  of 
the  Isle  of  Skye.  We  cut  our  six-day  holi- 

day in  half,  with  three  days  at  each 
place,  and  found  the  timing  exactly  right 
for  us. 

Trains  go  almost  every  hour  from

few  blocks  to  the  Howard  rioi--:  -.a^^i 

King  Street.  Once  two  elegant  towu- 
houses,  this  small  hotel  has  a  few  rooms 

(like  #10)  furnished  with  antiques.  'Oth- 
er rooms  are  compact  and  complete. 

From  this  base,  we  walked  everywhere. 
Edinburgh  is  easily  arranged,  with 

Princes  Street  dividing  the  old  from  the 

new.  At  night  it  is  a  city  of  silhouettes — 
Walter  Scott's  tall  Gothic  spire,  and  the 
Castle  perched  high,  keeping  watch  over 
the  city.  Dusk  comes  about  5  P.M.  and 
tiny  white  tree  lights  sparkle  around  the 

Edinburgh  Castle  on  the  hill  (left).  Sir 
Walter  Scott  Memorial  (right). 

base  of  the  castle  like  a  tiara.  During  the 
day,  climb  the  Scott  Memorial  for  a  full 
view  of  the  city,  visit  the  Castle  to  see 
the  Scottish  Crown  jewels. 

Lining  the  new  side  of  Princes  Street 
s  '?nop  after  shop  trimmed  with  tartan. 
You  can  be  overwhelmed  by  plaid,  but  I 

viisn't,  knowing  I  had  a  kilt  almost  in 
aand.  Before  leaving  home,  I  had  sent 
my  measurements  and  ordered  a  kilt  of 
our  family  tartan  from  Hugh  MacPher- 
son  Ltd.,  17  West  Maitland  St.  (Maggie, 
a  Scottish  friend  living  near  Edinburgh, 
had  said  it  was  one  of  the  best  shops  in 

town.)  A  courteous  correspondence  fol- 
lowed. "Do  you  really  want  a  kilt?  May 

we  say,  a  kilt  is  more  properly  worn  by  a 

man,  and  only  to  the  knee."  And  so 
what  I  bought  was  a  kilted  skirt,  longer, 
not  as  full,  and  far  more  reasonable.  One 
fitting  and  it  was  mine  the  next  day. 

Other  shopping  was  on  the  Royal 
Mile,  a  narrow  street  stretching  through 
Old  Town  from  the  Castle  to  the  Palace 

of  Holyroodhouse,  where  19-year-old 
Mary  Queen  of  Scots  lived  when  she  re- 

turned as  a  widow  from  France.  At  Julia 

Clarke's  shop,  we  found  a  silver-tipped 
stag-handled  carving  set  we  couldn't find  in  London,  and  one  of  the  small 
brass  boxes  Queen  Mary  gave  the  British 
troops  in  1914,  filled  with  Christmas 

chocolates.  Stop  for  lunch  at  Clarinda's, a  1920s  tea  room  with  lace  tablecloths. 

Here  we  had  excellent  vegetable  and  bar- 
ley soup,  brown  bread  and  butter,  a  pot 

of  tea  and  cakes. 
When  not  snacking  on  shortbread,  we 

ate  at  our  hotel,  at  Henderson's,  95  Han- 
over St.,  a  rustic  cafeteria  with  wine  and 

tasty  lentil  stew,  among  other  vegetarian 
dishes,  and  at  the  Cramond  Inn,  several 
300-year-old  cottages  turned  into  a  fine 
restaurant  a  few  minutes  from  town. 

We  even  managed  a  day  of  art.  The 

Royal  Scottish  Museum  and  the  Nation- 
al Gallery  of  Scotland  are  in  Old  Town, 

while  in  New  Town  on  Queen  Street  is 
the  National  Ponrait  Gallery  filled  with 
the  faces  of  Scotland.  Our  favorite  was  a 
charming  portrait  of  two  young  boys  in 
their  MacDonald  tartans  posed  with  golf 
clubs. 

The  third  morning,  after  a  typical 
Scottish  breakfast  of  porridge,  eggs,  sau- 

sage, and  oatcakes,  we  drove  four  hours 
to  Kyle  of  Lochalsh  on  the  west  coast. 
Here  car  ferries  leave  almost  every  five 
minutes  for  the  Isle  of  Skye;  the  largest 
of  the  Inner  Hebrides. 

Although  only  300  yards  from  the 
mainland,  Skye  soars  with  spirit,  the 
countryside  wild  with  mountain  peaks 
and  sea  lochs.  In  between,  narrow  roads 

are  hugged  by  gentle  green  fields  dotted 

by  neat  white  crofters'  cottages  and  me- andering wooly  sheep. 
These  one-lane  roads  take  you  all  over 

the  70-mile-long  island.  When  an  occa- 
sional car  comes  your  way,  you  pull  over 

to  a  passing  place.  A  friendly  wave  and 

you're  off  again.  (During  the  summer  on 
Skye,  we  heard,  you  use  the  passing 
places  often,  as  the  roads  are  packed.) 

To  explore  the  top  of  Skye,  we  spent 
our  first  night  at  Ullinish  Lodge  Hotel, 
an  18th-century  house  in  Struan.  Our 
room  was  modest,  the  lamb  dinner  su- 

perb. In  the  morning  rain,  we  visited 
nearby  Dunvegan  Castle,  ancestral  home 
of  the  MacLeods.  Although  closed,  we 
wandered  outside  around  the  turrets  and 

towers,  especially  mysterious  in  the  mist. 
Then  south  toward  the  center  of  the 

island  to  Portree,  a  small  port  fringed 
with  pastel-tinted  houses  by  the  harbor. 
Since  there  are  no  restaurants,  we  had 
tea  and  sandwiches  at  the  Royal  Hotel, 
along  with  adorable  school  boys  in  their 
maroon  blazers.  Our  final  destination 

was  Hotel  Eilean  larmain,  an  old-fa- 
shioned "Gaelic-speaking"  inn,  recently 

restored  on  the  peninsula  of  Sleat  in  the 
very  south. 

Once  there  we  didn't  do  much  travel- 
ing. We  preferred  sitting  by  peat  fires  in 

slightly  fading  chintz  armchairs.  It  was 
Agatha  Christieland  on  Skye.  With  only 
12  rooms,  the  inn  is  on  the  quai  of  a  tiny 

fishing  village.  Everyone  wears  turtle- 
neck  sweaters  and  rubber  boots  and 
Gaelic  is  spoken.  It  floats  through  the 
air.  And  every  night  hot  water  bottles 
waited  for  our  toes  in  bed.  (The  inn  is 

open  year  round.)  A  walk  away  at  Muil- 
leann  Beag  a'  Chrotail  (Little  Crotal 
Mill),  I  bought  a  thick  dusty-pink  sweat- 

er dyed  from  elderberries,  and  a  green 
one  from  heather  shoots. 

Skye  was  a  lovely  ending  to  our  Scot- 
tish fling.  But  we  certainly  weren't  the

squares  are  flanked  by  early  19th  century 

Regency  and  Georgian  townhouses 
returned  to  their  original  glory  by  one  of 

the  nation's  most  successful 
preservation  movements. 

Preservation  fervor  has  also  revived  a 

string  of  old  brick  warehouses  on  River 
Street,  where  King  Cotton  once  awaited 

shipment  to  Liverpool  and  Boston.  The 
warehouses,  facing  the  Savannah  River, 
now  house  seafood  restaurants,  taverns, 

shops,  art  galleries  and  small  museums. 
The  Ships  of  the  Sea  Museum  is  a 

fascinating  treasure  house  of  sailing 

ship  artifacts. 
Savannah  can  easily  be  combined 

with  a  visit  to  "Pogo"  and  his  friends  in 
the  Okefenokee  Swamp  Park  near 

Waycross,  Georgia.  Guides  take  visitors 
on  daytime  canoe  and  fishing  trips 

through  the  great  swamp.  The  more 
adventurous  may  want  to  camp  out  for 
several  days. 

CHARMING  CHARLESTON 

Savannah  is  also  only  a  two  hour 
drive  from  its  historic  sister,  Charleston, 

o.  C.  Now  well  into  her  third  century, 

Charleston  has  survived  ravaging  fires. 

General  William  T.  Sherman's  revenge, 
and  an  earthquake  that  all  but  shook  it 

to  the  ground  in  1888. 
Here,  the  hours  are  still  tolled  by  the 

mellow  bells  of  St.  Michael's  Episcopal 
Church  (1761).  Natives  speak  with  a 

curious  accent,  and  prepare  a  distinctive 
seafood-centered  cuisine.  Ghosts 

aplenty— Porgy  and  Bess,  blue-blooded 
eccentrics.  Revolutionary  heroes,  and 

unreconstructed  secessionists— rattle 

around  the  high-ceilinged  old  mansions 

facing  the  Battery  (the  Ba'try,  in Charlestonese). 

Charlestonians  will  tell  you  quite 

unabashedly  that  at  the  Ba'try,  the 
Ashley  and  Cooper  rivers  coQne  together 
to  form  the  Atlantic  Ocean. 

Charleston's  great  plantation 
gardens.  Magnolia  and  Middleton  Place, 
are  open  all  year,  as  are  many  of  the 
historic  homes.  World  War  II  buffs  will 

want  to  pay  a  special  visit  to  the  aircraft

thing from  a  barely  audible  tick  (help!) 

to  a  steady  purr  (I  don't  need  water;  I'm 
well  fed;  I'm  happy).  As  no  two  plants 
are  exactly  alike,  the  plant  communica- 

tor is  a  help  on  watering  day,  so  each 
plant  gets  just  the  right  amount  of  plant 
food  and  water  it  needs. 

If  you  travel  frequently,  you  can  save 
time  if  you  keep  your  carry-on  bag  per- 

manently packed  with  duplicate  supplies 
of  drugs  and  toilet  articles — everything 
you  might  need  for  overnight.  Use  small 
sizes  to  keep  the  weight  down  and  re- 

fresh and  replace  the  contents  after  each 
trip.  A  small  rectangular  duffel  bag  with 
compartments  is  fine  for  this. 

A  good  way  to  make  neat  changes  in 
your  address  or  engagement  book  is  to 
cover  the  old  entry  with  a  small  white 
pressure-sensitive  label  and  write  in  the 
new  information.  These  labels,  sold  at 
most  stationery  stores,  come  in  many 
sizes  and  shapes  and  are  convenient  for 
many  kinds  of  household  labeling  and, 
of  course,  for  mailing  packages. 

Organizing  the  contents  of  a  large  re- 
frigerator can  be  complicated.  Leftovers 

slide  to  the  rear  and  get  lost  or  forgotten, 
and  the  storage  racks  on  the  door  always 
seems  to  be  overflowing.  A  good  way  to 
cope  is  to  establish  a  system  and  stick  to 
it.  First,  keep  track  of  all  the  things  you 
use  regularly  and  try  to  store  them  on 
the  same  shelf  each  time.  Label  opened 
containers  and  arrange  them  with  the 
freshest  at  the  rear.  Leave  a  roomy  area 
in  the  front  of  the  shelves  for  roasts  or 
casseroles.  Shallow  trays  or  baskets 
(such  as  office  in/out  mail  baskets)  are 
helpful,  as  you  can  Hli  'hem  with  small 
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things  and  pull  them  out  all  at  once  or 
put  small  containers  of  leftovers  in  them. 

Dedicated  coffee  lovers  should  be  de- 
lighted with  a  Bunn  Pour-Omatic  drip 

coffee  maker.  Bunn  has  been  a  manufac- 
turer of  restaurant  coffee  makers  for 

years  and  all  of  its  expertise  has  gone 
into  the  design  of  the  Pour-Omatic.  It 
operates  on  the  displacement  principal, 
as  it  has  a  stainless  steel  storage  tank  of 
water  at  the  perfect  brewing  temperature 
all  the  time.  When  you  fill  the  filter  bas- 

ket and  slide  it  into  the  place  above  the 

pot,  all  you  have  to  do  is  pour  the  re- 
quired amount  of  cold  water  in  the  top 

and  the  brewing  starts  instantly.  It  takes 
about  a  minute  and  a  half  to  make  8 

cups — especially  delicious  when  made 
with  bottled  spring  water  and  a  premi- 

um brand  of  special  automatic-drip  cof- 
fee. 

You  can  brighten  the  flavor  of  any 
kind  of  baked  beans  by  adding  some 
coarsely  chopped  kosher  dill  pickle.  Use 
about  a  tablespoon  of  pickle  per  cup  of 
beans. 

As  storm-window  time  approaches, 
consider  the  possibility  of  leaving  all  the 
regular  windows  and  storm  windows 
down  permanently  if  you  have  a  hot  air 
heat  and  central  air-conditioning  system. 
It  is  a  great  fuel  saver  and  the  house 
stays  much  cleaner.  Leave  one  window 
that  you  can  open  if  necessary  in  each 
bedroom,  the  kitchen,  and  key  living 

areas,  and  seal  the  rest  with  tape  or  re- 
movable caulking  material.  If  both  sets 

of  windows  are  clean  inside  and  out 

when  you  start,  you  should  be  able  to 
keep  them  reasonably  clean  for  some 
time  by  washing  the  inside  windows  on 
the  inside  and  the  outside  of  the  storm 
sash.  Also  remember  to  keep  fireplace 
dampers  closed  when  not  in  use,  as  this 
can  be  another  big  fuel  saver. 

For  a  change  of  pace,  try  French  olive 
oil  instead  of  Italian  for  salad  dressings 
and  fine  cooking,  and  ask  for  the  best 
quality.  Most  gourmet  food  shops  across 

the  country  carry  it.  It's  more  delicate 
and  subtle  and  some  people  think  the 
flavor  stays  fresh  longer. 

If  you're  planning  a  fast-paced  travel 
schedule  this  summer  or  going  to  some 
remote  area,  and  if  you  have  to  wear 
prescription  glasses  and  sunglasses, 

don't  leave  home  without  an  Eye  Glass- 
es Repair  Kit,  which  you  can  buy  at 

most  drugstores.  It  contains  some  tiny 
little  screws,  a  minute  screwdriver,  and  a 

magnifying  glass,  so  you  can  make  your 
own  repairs  if  an  ear  piece  loosens  or

Even  veal  and  pork  chops,  notably  diff- 
cult  to  broil  without  having  them  dry 

out,  are  succulent  when  SEB-grilled. 
After  the  Teflon  cooking  plates  cool, 
they  snap  out  for  easy  cleaning.  The

If  you've  ever  wondered  how  to  hard- 
boil  an  egg  without  getting  a  dark  ring 

around  the  yok,  here's  how  to  do  it:  Put 
the  eggs  in  a  pan  of  cold  water  and  bring 
it  to  a  rolling  boil.  Cover,  turn  off  the 
heat,  and  let  it  rest  for  20  minutes  and 
you  will  have  firm  eggs  with  nice  yellow 

yolks. If  you  have  an  automatic  electric  cof- 
fee pot,  pamper  yourself  and  put  it  on  a 

tray,  along  with  the  fixings,  and  set  the 
tray  on  a  dressing  table  or  desk  in  your 
bedroom.  In  the  morning,  you  can 
quickly  fill  it  and  minutes  later  have  a 
hot  cup  of  coffee  in  bed.  Of  course,  you 
Can  cheat  and  load  it  the  night  before, 

but  the  coffee  won't  taste  as  fresh. 
There  arc  few  things  more  delicious 

than  fresh  cooked  peas  //they're  propcr- 
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ly  cooked  and  you  don't  have  to  shell them.  You  can  be  sure  of  success  on 

both  scores,  if  you  wash  and  trim  the 
pods,  toss  them  all  in  a  freezer  bag,  and 

freeze  them  until  you're  ready  to  use. 
When  ready  to  cook  them,  put  the  fro- 

zen peas — still  in  their  pods — into  your 
pressure  cooker.  When  the  pressure 
comes  up,  cook  2  minutes  and  cool.  As 
soon  as  the  peas  have  cooled  enough  to 
handle,  pluck  out  the  empty  pods  as 
they  shell  themselves,  and  the  peas  are 
perfectly  cooked.  Reheat  quickly  with 
butter.  Unfortunately,  pressure  cookers 
hold  only  enough  for  two  servings.

Conversations  with  a  chimney  sweep 
Is  your  chimney  reauy  to  welcome  Santa 
Claus?  The  children  no  doubt  will  hard- 

ly be  worrying  about  whether  he'll  arrive covered  in  soot  on  Christmas  Eve,  but 

this  is  the  time  of  year  when  your  fire- 
place deserves  more  attention  than  sim- 

ply hanging  a  string  of  socks  from  its 
m.antel.  And  that  attention  is  becoming 
more  and  more  the  professional  study  of 
chimney  sweeps. 

You  may  think  that  chimney  sweeps 
went  out  in  the  19th  century.  Not  a  bit. 
True  enough,  sweeps  are  no  longer  little 
urchins  small  enough  to  scramble  up 
and  down  the  chimneys,  but  there  is  a 
growing  band  of  master  chimney  sweeps 
across  the  country,  whose  job  is  to  help 
make  Americans  more  aware  of  the  im- 

portance of  fire  safeguards  to  protect 
their  homes,  and  to  teach  them  how  to 
enjoy  their  fireplaces  and  get  the  most 
out  of  them. 

Two  such  master  sweeps  are  Dee  and 
David,  a  husband  and  wife  team  who 
have  formed  the  Chimney  Sweeps  of 
America,  Ltd.  David  is  a  director  of  the 
National  Chimney  Sweeps  Guild,  which 
is  working  on  certification,  rules,  and 
protection  for  both  homeowners  and 
sweeps,  through  the  state  legislature. 
(Alabama  has  already  passed  these.)  In 
addition,  David,  with  an  associate  mas- 

ter chimney  sweep,  David  Lockwood, 
has  started  the  Chimney  Sweep  School 
of  America,  expected  to  be  the  first  ac- 

credited chimney  sweep  school  in  the 
U.S.,  located  in  Peoria  (where  they  are 
building  a  fire  academy),  and  Roselle, 
111. 

"People  know  so  little  about  their  fire- 
places," says  David.  "Yet  since  the  fuel 

crisis,  wood  is  the  most  plentiful  energy 
source  available  to  us  in  our  homes.  We 
chimney  sweeps  can  show  you  how  to 
get  the  most  heat  out  of  your  fireplace 
and — just  as  important — how  to  avoid 
fires.  The  National  Fire  Protection  As- 

sociation reported  41,000  chimney  fires 

last  year." 
Today's  chimney  sweeps  are  a  far  cry from  the  little  street  lads  who  were 

pushed  up  the  chimneys  in  their  black 
tails  and  top  hats  (since  their  work  cov- 

ered them  in  soot  they  took  their  black 
clothes  from  the  funeral  parlors),  carry- 

ing one  stifT  flue  brush.  "We  go  on  the 
rooftops  of  America  with  fiberglass 
poles,  steel  brushes  that  fit  any  flue, 
high-powered  wet  and  dry  vacuumrs — 
and  even  if  your  rooms  are  all  white,  yoi; 
will  never  see  a  speck  of  dust  when  wt 
have  finished." 
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How  to  get  the  most 
heat  from  your 
fireplace  and  protect 
your  hearth  and 
home  from  fire — plus 
a  touch  of  good  luck! 

It's  National  Chimney  Sweeps  week 
October  3-10.  And  with  Christmas  com- 

ing, the  home  fires  burning,  and  Santa 
Claus  sledding  his  way  down  your  chim- 

ney, here  are  some  timely  questions 
about  your  fireplace  answered  by  master 
sweeps  Dee  and  David. 
Q.  What  kinds  oi  fireplaces 
are  there? 
A.  The  most  common  types  of  fireplaces 
are  built-in  or  free-standing  masonry,  or 
built-in  or  free-standing  metal — metal 
often  being  the  most  economical  choice. 
A  remodeling  project  may  suggest  a  pre- 
built  gas  or  electric  fireplace.  Another 

kind  of  fireplace  is  the  "zero  clearance" 
fireplace,  which  is  a  metal-jacketed  fire- 

place that  comes  in  one  unit  with  the 
flue.  This  means  it  is  easy  to  install,  is 
totally  insulated,  and  gives  out  a  great 
deal  of  heat,  as  well  as  being  easy  to 
clean.  Over  half  the  fireplaces  currently 
being  installed  nationally  are  this  type. 
(The  Fireplace  Institute  in  Chicago  is  in 
the  process  of  setting  new  standards  for 
heat-efficiency  in  fireplaces.  For  more

Q.  What  is  a  flue? 
A.  The  flue  is  the  opening  where  the  vol- 

atile gases  and  smoke  escape  inside  the 

chimney.  It  is  usually  m"ade  of  vitrified fine  clay,  and  greatly  strengthens  the 
chimney.  Some  flues  are  metal,  usually 
with  a  "zero  clearance"  fireplace  (see above). 

Q.  What  is  a  damper? 
A.  A  damper  is  a  detachable  plate  in  the 
flue  of  the  chimney  for  controlling  the 
volatile  gases  and  smoke,  usually  made 
of  steel  or  iron.  By  adjusting  the  damper, 
which  has  several  settings,  the  amount 

of  heat  that  passes  through  can  be  con- 
trolled. When  you  start  your  fire,  the 

damper  should  be  opened  all  the  way  so 
the  oxygen  gets  to  the  fire.  When  the  fire 
is  going,  close  it  until  the  smoke  stops 
curling  round  the  top  of  the  hearth  and 
goes  up  the  chimney.  If  you  leave  the 
damper  open  all  the  time  you  will  lose  a 
great  deal  of  heat  up  the  chimney. 
Q.  What  is  the  purpose  oi  the  grate? 
A.  The  grate  keeps  the  wood  or  coal  in 
the  air,  and  close  together — leaving  air 
pockets,  so  that  oxygen,  essential  for  the 
fire,  can  reach  the  wood  or  coal  at  all 
times.  The  best  material  for  grates  is 
cold  rolled  steel,  which  does  not  bend 
from  the  intense  heat.  Many  styles  can 
be  found  in  this  material,  and  in  the  last 
few  years  grates  have  been  designed  so 
that  more  heat  comes  to  the  front  of  the 
fireplace  and  therefore  into  the  room, 
and  we  believe  that  these  can  be  used  to 

make  your  fireplace  more  heat-efficient, 
if  that  is  its  purpose. 
Q.  How  do  you  build  a  lire? 
A.  Start  with  a  prestarter,  whether  it  be 
paper  or  kindling,  then  add  a  slightly 
larger  bed  of  kindling,  then  split  logs, 
which  are  just  bigger  pieces  of  kindling, 
and  then  ignite.  Once  this  is  burning  youj 
should  place  on  top  one  or  two  little 
logs,  with  pockets  of  air  between  for 

proper  ventilation. 
Many  people  start  the  fire  using  tight 

ly  twisted  paper  with  the  original  kin 
dling.  Others  start  the  fire  with  d 
"teepee"  of  kindling.  Still  others  \ist\ 
chemicals,  which  we  can't  recommen 
because  they  are  highly  combustible  anc| 
may  explode.  We  use  large  logs  on  th 
back  of  the  grate  to  balance  and  equalizi 
the  burning  rate.  Never,  in  our  opinion 
have  more  than  three  logs  going  at  th 
same  time,  and  never  place  on  a  goin

fire  any  paper  or  other  combustible  item 
that  could  cause  the  heat  of  the  fire  to 
start  a  chimney  fire. 

A.  First,  don't  put  too  much  wood  on 
the  fire  to  start  it.  The  stack  temperature 
should  reach  250  degrees  as  soon  as  pos- 

sible. In  lighting  a  fire,  try  not  to  use  a 
charcoal  lighter  as  it  could  explode. 
Light  the  fire  in  a  few  places  and  use 
long  matches  for  safety.  Close  screens 

whenever  the  fire  is  "taking." Q.  How  do  you  gel  the  most 
heat  from  a  lire? 
A.  Keep  the  fire  facing  toward  the  front 
and  radiating  into  the  room.  The  farther 
back  the  burning  stack,  the  greater  the 
amount  of  heat  going  up  the  chimney. 
For  maintaining  best  heat  output,  put 
logs  in  the  center,  and  keep  most  of  the 
coals  in  front.  You  should  keep  some 
ashes  at  all  times  on  the  fireplace  floor, 
to  give  oxygen  and  insulation  to  the 
ashes  that  fall  from  the  grate,  thus  keep- 

ing the  heat  going.  Many  fireplaces  have 
an  ashpit  to  push  the  ashes  in — remem- 

ber to  leave  some  out.  Making  a  bank  of 
ashes  up  the  back  of  the  fireplace  (not 
high  enough  to  reach  the  grate)  also 
helps  preserve  the  heat. 
Q.  What  is  the  best  type  oi 
wood  to  use? 

A.  The  best  types  of  wood  are  hard- 
woods that  have  been  properly  dried  (20 

percent  moisture  content  or  less,  and 
this  can  be  checked  out  by  the  cord  of 
wood  with  special  weighing  charts).  You 
can  add  pine,  hickory,  or  cherry  wood 
chips  for  a  nice  cozy  smell.  But  if  you 
actually  burn  pine  wood,  you  will  dirty 
your  chimney  with  creosote  very  fast, 
the  last  thing  you  want. 

Some  people  like  to  burn  charcoal  be- 
cause charcoal  is  a  clean  burning  fuel. 

But  never  burn  just  charcoal  in  a  fire- 
place, because  if  the  damper  is  closed 

you  might  get  asphyxiated  by  carbon 
monoxide  fumes — just  as  you  should  al- 

ways cook  on  a  charcoal  grill  outdoors. 
Always  avoid  soft  coal,  as  coal  pro- 

duces a  sulphur  dust.  Besides  being  pos- 
sibly carcinogenic,  it  is  like  breathing 

pure  sulphur.  Artificial  logs  are  made 
with  copper  sulphate  which  gives  off  a 
glow,  but  it  is  possible  that  they  are  pol- 

lutants. You  should  always  read  thor- 
oughly the  instructions  on  artificial  logs 

before  burning.  Sawdust  logs  and  news- 
paper logs  give  off  more  fly  ash,  but 

there  is  nothing  wrong  with  using  them 
and  they  are  not  considered  a  pollutant. 
Q.  How  do  you  keep  a 
chimney  dean? 
A.  1.  Burn  good,  seasoned  hard  wood. 
Green  wood  or  pine  will  build  up  creo- 

sote that  sticks  in  the  chimney. 
2.  Equip  the  chimney  with  a  cap  to 

j  keep  rain,  birds,  leaves,  flying  objects, 
I  and  dirt  out  of  the  chimney — also  ani- 

mals, which  sometimes  get  into  chim- 
neys for  warmth.  This  cap,  for  chimneys 
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burning  gas,  oil,  wood,  or  coal,  is  de- 
signed to  allow  the  smoke  and  gases  to 

escape  while  protecting  them  from  in- 
truders. We  use  a  sweep-designed  cap 

made  of  galvanized  steel  and  mesh, 
which  fits  tightly  into  any  flue,  with 
open  sides,  so  that  animals,  birds,  snow 
and  ice  will  stay  on  top,  while  smoke 
and  gases  are  emitted  out  of  the  sides.  It 
also  acts  as  a  spark  inhibitor. 

3.  Have  your  chimney  checked  once  a 
year  by  a  certified  chimney  sweep.  (For 
the  name  of  a  certified  chimney  sweep  in 
your  area,  call  Chimney  Sweeps  of 
America,  (312)  893-6066,  24  hours  a 
day,  for  information,  or  write  to  Chim- 

ney Sweeps  of  America,  Ltd.,  P.O.  Box 
65,  Roselle,  111.  60172. 
Q.  Should  a  fireplace 
have  a  screen? 
A.  The  screen  is  essential  if  you  leave  the 
room  or  the  fireplace  is  not  being  closely 
watched.  It  can  prevent  sparks  from  fall- 

ing into  the  room  where,  in  a  matter  of 
seconds,  a  rug  or  piece  of  furniture  could 
catch  on  fire.  However,  the  screen  will 
also  restrict  the  heat  from  coming  into 
the  room,  so  if  you  are  sitting  right  there 
enjoying  the  fire,  open  the  screen  to  get 
maximum  heat  benefits. 
Q.  What  are  the  greatest  hazards 
and  what  can  be  done  about  them? 
A.  1.  A  chimney  fire.  Avoid  this  by 
cleaning  once  a  year. 

2.  Overloading  the  fireplace  and  risk- 
ing a  log  falling  into  the  room  and  catch- 
ing rugs  on  fire.  Be  sparing  with  your 

logs. 
3.  Explosions  caused  by  using  charcoal 
or  other  starter  fluid  such  as  white  gas 
or  kerosene.  Use  only  products  made  for 
the  express  purpose  of  lighting  fireplace 
fires,  which  are  designed  to  burn  slowly 
like  a  wick. 
4.  Loose  bricks  or  crumbling  mortar  in 
your  chimney,  which  should  be  checked 
once  a  year  for  possible  repairs. 
5.  In  older  homes,  where  an  old  wood- 
or  coal-burning  stove  has  been  removed, 
the  remaining  hole  in  the  wall  that  con- 

nected the  stove  pipe  to  the  chimney 

may  be  a  fire  hazard,  in  that  it  is  a  natu- 
ral draw  if  there  is  a  fire  in  the  home. 

These  openings  have  often  been  covered 
with  a  metal  disk  (the  technical  name  for 
them  is  thimbles),  then  plaster  and/or 

wallpaper.  These  "thimbles"  should  be located,  and  uncovered,  using,  say,  a 
decorative  plate  hanging  loosely  on  the 
outside,  so  that  firemen  can  get  to  them 
easily  in  case  of  fire.  The  main  thing  is 
that  the  homeowner  should  know  where 
they  are  and  not  keep  them  hidden  from 
view. 

As  well  as  knowing  about  fireplaces, 

master  sweeps  get  to  see  a  lot  of  roof- 
tops, and  Dee  and  David  point  out  that 

they  can  give  you  a  sweep's-eye  view  of your  roof — for  loose  shingles,  clogged 
gutters,  loose  antennas,  and  so  forth. 
And,  as  David  reminds  us,  one  of  the 

pieces  of  chimney  sweep  folklore  still 

holds  true  today~"Touch  a  chimney 
sweep  and  you'll  have  good  luck!  ■

Green  shade:  To  shield  south- 
facing  windows  and  still  get 

air.  put  up  a  trellis  and  plant 
it  with  a  deciduous  vine  that

Shading  a  window  from  the 
outside  keeps  more  heat  out 

than  shading  it  from  the  in- 
side with  curtains  or  shades. 

Shield  east  windows  from  ear-

windows  all  day. 

Windows  open  on  the  top  and 
bottom  have  a  better  chance

Make  reflecting  "glass"  by 
applying  a  solar  film  to  the  in- 

side of  the  panes.  "Scotch- 
tint"  film  by  3M  is  said  to 
reject  75  percent  of  the  sun's 
heat  and  is  available  at  many 
hardware  stores.  During  the 
day  insiders  can  see  out,  out- 

siders see  a  mirrory  surface. 
At  night  the  effect  is  reversed. 
It  can  be  removed  and  reused. 

To  keep  heat  from  being 

trapped  under  an  awning,  in-

tering to  let  leaves  develop. 

(Plant  outside  in  late  spring 
if  you  can.)

In  fall, 
when  leaves  begin  to  die, 
stop  watering.  Let  the  bulb 
go  dormant,  and  keep  in  a 
cool,  dry  place.  Eight  weeks 
before  you  want  bulbs  to 
bloom,  give  them  sun  and 
water  again. 

Paperwhite  narcissus  will 
bloom  after  only  3  weeks. 
Place  bulbs  in  a  shallow 
bowl  of  gravel  and  water. 
Keep  in  a  cool,  dark  place  or 
in  the  refrigerator  for  2 
weeks.  Bring  into  filtered 
light,  then  sun.  Start  a  few 
bulbs  every  week  to  guaran- 

tee a  continuous  succession 
of  blooms.

Four  energy-saving, 
efficient,  roomy, 
and  comfortable 
American  models 
to  start  the  decade 

Every  American  car  company  offers  a 
wide  variety  of  models  for  1980,  from 
mini-subcompacts  just  big  enough  for 
two  passengers  to  large  sedans.  In  be- 

tween there  are  some  excellent  compacts 
that  are  in  the  fastest-growing  market 
segment  in  America.  These  are  cars  in 
which  a  family  with  luggage  can  com- 

fortably travel  a  long  distance  and  yet 
still  get  good  fuel  economy.  They  are 
safe  to  drive,  inexpensive  to  insure,  and 
easy  to  repair.  Here  are  four  we  found 
particularly  to  our  liking: 
General  Motors:  The  1980  GM  "X- 

body"  cars  may  change  the  whole  shape 
of  cars  in  America.  The  X-body  is  fairly 
small  on  the  outside,  only  a  little  over  14 
Peet  long,,  yet  the  interior  is  very  spacious 
For  four  adults.  The  cars  are  pleasantly 
peppy  to  drive,  yet  get  a  phenomenal  37- 
38  mpg  on  the  highway.  Chevrolet,  Pon- 
tiac,  and  Oldsmobile  all  sell  X-body 
models,  but  the  Buick  Skylark  seemed  to 
as  the  quietest  and  most  comfortable. 

Buick's  Skylark  comes  as  a  two-door 
:oupe  or  a  four-door  sedan.  (Unfortu- 

nately there's  no  station  wagon  in  the  X- 
Dody  line.)  The  version  of  the  Skylark 
»ve  liked  best  is  the  four-door  sedan, 
equipped  with  optional  V-6  engine  and 
automatic  transmission,  power  steering 
ind  brakes,  and  air  conditioning.  The 
Skylark  Limited  is  a  fancy  interior  and 
exterior  trim  model  which  has  plush 
>eats  and  a  sound  deadener  package  that 

■nakes  this  a  surprisingly  quiet  and  luxu- 
"ious  small  car.  It  can  cost  nearly 
B8,000,  depending  on  the  other  options 

I'ou  order,  but  that's  still  less  than  the 
iverage  price  paid  for  a  new  car  in  1979. 

If  you  need  more  carrying  capacity, 
Chevrolet  and  Pontiac  offer  virtually  the 
ame  car,  but  for  a  lower  price  tag  and 

Ivith  a  five-door  "hatchback"  body.  You 
pan  buy  a  Citation  or  a  Phoenix  for  less 
han  $6,000 — either  is  an  excellent  buy 
hat  should  hold  its  value  and  still  ap- 
)ear  modern  years  from  now. 

ford:  The  Ford  Motor  Company's  Fair- 
nont  (also  sold  as  the  identical  Mercury 
Zephyr)  weighs  less  than  2,700  pounds

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CAR  CARE:  HOW  TO  FIX  A  FLAT  TIRE 

The  best  way  to  change  a  flat  tire  is 
not  to  have  to.  Buy  a  tire  pressure 
gauge  (less  than  $3)  and  check  the 
air  pressure  in  your  tires  at  least 

once  a  month.  Don't  depend  on  the 
gas  station's  air  pump  gauge  to  be 

i  accurate;  bring  your  own.  The  usual 
cause  of  a  flat  tire  is  heat  caused  by 

friction  because  the  tire  wasn't  in- 
flated with  enough  air.  Use  30  to  35 

>  psi  when  you  check  tires  (don't  for- 
I  get  the  spare).  This  will  make  them 
J  last  longer,  steer  easier,  and  give  bet- 

ter gas  mileage.  When  you  check  the 
air  pressure,  look  at  your  tires  for 
cuts  and  abrasions  on  the  sidewalls 

or  sharp  stones  or  glass  in  the  treads. 

And  when  you  park,  don't  scuff  your tires  on  the  curb. 
If  you  do  get  a  flat  tire,  there  are  some 

basic  tools  you  should  have  in  the  car:  a 
lug  wrench,  a  jack,  perhaps  a  large 
screwdriver.  A  flashlight  can  be  a  big 
help,  too.  The  jack  that  comes  with  most 
cars  fits  on  the  bumper  and  is  difficult  to 
use.  A  better  idea  is  a  hydraulic  jack 
which  fits  under  the  axle.  You  can  buy 

one  for  under  $25,  and  it's  not  only  easi- 
er to  use,  but  much  safer. 

Step  1:  Pull  well  off  the  highway,  out  of 
the  way  of  other  traffic.  Park  on  a  level 

spot  that's  firm  enough  for  the  jack.  You 
can't  jack  up  a  car  in  soft  mud  or  sand. 
Turn  off  the  engine  and  put  the  car  in 

park  if  you  have  an  automatic  transmis- 
sion, in  reverse  if  you  have  a  manual 

transmission.  Put  on  the  parking  brake 
as  hard  as  you  can. 
Step  2:  Take  all  the  tools  you  need  plus 
the  spare  tire  out  of  the  trunk  before  you 

jack  up  the  car.  (You  shouldn't  be  rum- maging through  the  trunk  with  the  car 
up  on  a  jack.)  Roil  the  spare  tire  near  to 
the  corner  where  the  flat  tire  is,  and 

check  to  make  sure  there's  at  least  some 
air  in  the  spare  before  you  put  it  on. 
Many  new  cars  use  collapsible  spares 
which  come  with  their  own  air  supply. 

There  will  always  be  instructions  for  us- 
ing this  type  of  spare  on  the  tire  itself. 

Step  3:  Use  the  sharp  end  of  the  lug 
wrench  or  the  screwdriver  to  pry  off  the 
hubcap  or  wheeicover.  Do  a  little  on 
each  side  and  it  should  pop  off  on  the 

ground.  There  will  be  four  or  five  "lug nuts"  under  the  v/heelcover  holding  the 
wheel  to  the  car.  Start  by  loosening 

these,  but  don't  rciTioe  them.  Your  lug 
wrench  should  itf  t1;e  lug  nuts  snugly. 

Everything  rr*ay  '  •  t  iittle  rusty,  so  you 

might  have  to  really  push  on  the  wrench 
handle.  Lug  nuts  come  off  when  you  ro- 

tate them  counterclockwise,  so  make 

sure  you're  turning  the  correct  way. 
Step  4:  If  you  have  a  bumper  jack,  you'll have  to  fit  the  notched  post  into  the  square 
base,  hook  the  lifting  hook  under  the 
bumper  nearest  the  flat  tire,  and  use  the 
lug  wrench  as  a  handle  to  work  the  jack. 
The  jack  will  have  a  small  trigger  on  the 
part  that  goes  up  and  down  which  lets  it 
move  up — click! — or  down.  Figure  out 
how  this  works  before  you  try  to  use  it. 
There  should  be  an  instruction  label  with 

the  jack  itself  or  in  the  owner's  manual.  If 
you've  bought  a  hydraulic  jack,  place  this 
under  the  axle  very  near  the  wheel.  On 
most  cars,  there  will  be  a  flat  plate  beneath 

the  spring  that's  a  perfect  spot  to  jack. 
Step  5:  The  advantage  of  a  hydraulic 
jack  is  that  you  lift  only  the  flat  tire;  the 
other  three  stay  on  the  ground.  With  a 
bumper  jack,  you  must  lift  the  entire 
front  or  rear  of  the  car,  then  the  suspen- 

sion. It's  much  easier  for  a  car  to  topple 
off  a  bumper  jack.  If  it  does,  start  over 
from  Step  1.  Jack  the  car  until  the  flat 
tire  is  3  inches  off  the  ground.  The  new 
spare  full  of  air  will  be  bigger  around 
than  the  flat,  so  you  need  extra  room. 
Step  6:  Now  remove  all  the  lug  nuts,  us- 

ing either  your  fingers  or  the  lug 
wrench.  Use  the  hubcap  as  a  cup  to  hold 
the  lug  nuts  safe.  When  all  the  nuts  are 
off,  pull  the  tire  and  wheel  straight  off  It 
should  come  with  just  a  slight  tug.  Lay  it 
down  out  of  the  way  and  put  on  the 
spare  tire  in  the  same  way.  Then  replace 
the  lug  nuts  on  their  threaded  studs.  It 
usually  helps  to  thread  a  lug  nut  on  the 
bottom  stud  first,  then  do  the  others. 
Step  7:  Use  the  lug  wrench  to  tighten  the 

lug  nuts  snugly.  Be  gentle — you  don't want  to  pull  the  car  right  off  the  jack. 
Click  the  trigger  on  the  jack  and  let  the 
car  down  slowly  until  the  tire  is  touch- 

ing the  ground.  Don't  put  it  all  the  way down  yet,  though. 
Step  8:  Now  go  back  and  tighten  all  the 
lug  nuts  as  tight  as  you  can,  clockwise 
this  time,  of  course.  Tighten  them  in  an 
alternate  sequence  to  make  sure  the 

wheel  gets  on  straight;  don't  go  around 
the  circle  in  order.  Be  sure  you  don't miss  any  for  the  final  tightening. 
Step  9:  Lower  the  car  with  the  jack  until 
the  jack  comes  free.  Lift  the  flat  tire  into 
the  trunk,  along  with  the  jack,  lug 

wrench,  and  wheeicover.  Don't  bother 
to  replace  the  wheeicover  on  the  spare.

Inspired  by  old-fashioned 
European  kitchens,  it  was  planned  for  working  (for  sit-

Utensils  are  all  in  easy  reach  of  cooks  working  at  the  big 
maple-topped  island,  complete  with  its  own  drawers,  cut- 

lery and  towel  racks,  hooks  for  cutting  boards,  even  elec- 
trical outlets.  The  sink  area,  visually  separated  from  the 

rest  of  the  kitchen  by  its  arched  nook,  recalls  the  separate 
sculleries  in  European  kitchens.  Six  different  tiles  further 
define  the  spaces:  Undercounter  cabinets  in  cooking  and 
clean-up  areas  are  faced  with  Portuguese  tile  in  two  colors. 
Above  the  cooking  counter  are  two  more  tile  patterns  and, 
over  the  sink,  yet  another.  On  the  floor,  easy-to-maintain 
Mexican  terra-cotta  tiles  share  space  with  Italian  tiles  scat- 

tered like  pretty  mosaics  in  a  palazzo.

sugarplums,  students  learned 
that  the  endless  variety  of 
French  pastry  is  based  on  a 
few  basic  recipes  that  are 

mixed  and  matched.  Lenotre's 
Desserts  and  Pastries  (Bar- 

ron's) is  organized  along  this 
principle  as  is  his  new  book 
Lenotre's  Ice  Creams  and  Can- 

dies (Barron's). Class  notes: 

Leave  vanilla  beans  in  cus- 
tards through  cooling  until 

ready  to  use  to  give  mixture 
maximum  flavor. 

If  brioche  dough  rises  in 
too  warm  a  spot,  butter  sepa- 

rates out,  malforms  breads. 

A  flaky  pastry  crust  for 

ter  would  get  too  wet  and 
would  never  be  able  to  prop- 

erly absorb  all  the  egg. 
If  buttering  and  flouring  a 

mold,  chill  it  before  flour- 
ing— it  will  absorb  less  flour. 

Flour  creates  a  seal  and  helps 
retain  moisture  in  cake. 

When  folding  butter  into  a 

genoise,  take  some  of  the  egg 
batter  and  whisk  it  into  the 

butter,  then  pour  all  back 
over  the  batter  and  fold  in. 
Pour  immediately  into  pans 
and  then  into  preheated  oven 
without  delay. 

If  cakes  stick  to  their  bak- 
ing pans,  turn  them  over  onto 

a  parchment-covered  baking 

pie  sorbet.  He  and  his  assis- 
tant Jean-Claude  Dudoit  set 

the  pace  for  five  days  at  The 
Robert  Mondavi  Winery  in 
the  Napa  Valley:  Chocolate

Christmas  and  other  festivals  depend 

for  their  existence  partly  upon  how 

a  person  feels  about  them.  A  man  can 

say  that  today  or  even  tomorrow  does 

not  feel  like  Christmas,  and  therefore  it 
is  not,  for  him  anyway. 

Some  of  this  instinctive  acceptance  of 

holidays  is  based  on  conditioning,  of 
course,  and  how  it  was  shaped  early  in 

life.  Many  people  begin  to  tingle  emo- 
tionally about  Easter  and  its  promise  of 

rebirth  when  they  see  a  colored  egg  on  a 

postcard.  Wreaths  of  yew  and  holly,  and 
little  trees  hung  with  twinkhng  baubles, 

and  the  electronic  strains  of  "Silent 

Night"  filtering  down  from  bank  build- 
ings in  big  cities,  make  other  people  feel 

lighter-hearted  and  vaguely  expectant, 
no  matter  how  smoggy  the  present  and 
how  dim  the  days  to  come.  This  proves  a 

fortunately  latent  optimism  in  us,  per- 
haps, to  be  able  to  feel  festive  now  and 

then.

Bubbles  on  a  budget 
When  writing  about  Champagne,  wine 

experts  almost  always  use  the  word  "fes- 
tive." And  they  are  right  to  do  so.  There 

is  no  other  wine  so  associated  with  victo- 
ry celebrations,  joyous  reunions,  grand 

receptions,  important  anniversaries, 
memorable  dinners,  and  toasts  to  health 

and  happiness.  Certainly  there  is  some- 
thing festive  about  the  pop  of  its  cork 

and  the  sight  of  hundreds  of  tiny  bubbles 
dancing  to  the  surface  of  the  pale-to- 
golden  wine.  It  tastes  awfully  good, 
too  —  clean,  crisp,  refreshing,  and  with 
a  tingle  to  the  palate  from  the  exploding 
bubbles. 

With  the  year-end  holidays  coming 
up,  this  is  a  useful  time  to  survey  the 
market.  The  news  is  good.  American 
consumers  have  available  to  them,  in  all 
price  classes,  a  wide  range  of  Cham- 

pagne and  sparkling  wines  from  France, 
the  United  States,  Germany,  Italy, 
Spain,  Chile,  and  other  countries.  How- 

ever, it  is  the  consumer's  task  to  shop wisely. 
For  example,  the  holiday  shopper 

should  look  for  special  promotions  and 
sales.  Another  suggestion:  Buy  sparkling 
wines  in  a  busy  shop  that  turns  over  its 
stock  often.  If  a  bottle  stays  too  long  on 
a  shelf,  especially  standing  upright,  it 

can  "go  flat" — lose  its  bubbles — and  be 
a  great  disappointment. 

Despite  Champagne's  reputation  as  a 
luxury  product,  it  actually  is  decently 
priced.  The  reason  is  interesting.  As 
prices  of  good  wines  from  Bordeaux,

Champagne  makers  went 
along  slowly,  fearful  of  pricing  them- 

selves out  of  the  market.  Thus  an  expen- 
sive wine  became  a  relative  bargain — 

this  year.  The  situation  will  not  last;  the 
small  harvest  of  1978  soon  will  force 

prices  up. 
In  France's  Champagne  district, 

about  90  miles  east  of  Paris,  the  most 
famous  of  sparkling  wines  is  made  in 
this  way:  To  earn  the  name  Champagne, 
the  wine  must  be  made  from  specified 
grape  varieties  grown  in  a  strictly  de- 

fined area.  The  grapes  are  mostly  Char- 
donnay  and  Pinot  Noir,  two  expensive 
types.  They  have  to  be  pressed  carefully 

so  the  white  juice  isn't  tinted  by  the 
Pinot  Noir's  dark  skin.  Then  the  juice  is 
fermented  into  wine  until  cold  weather 

halts  the  process.  Enter  the  cellar  mas- 
ter, who  blends  young  wines  from  differ- 
ent vineyards  and  grape  varieties  with 

older  wines  saved  from  past  years.  His 

job  is  to  get  the  uniform  "style"  his  firm 
is  known  for.  The  blended  wine  is  bot- 

tled with  a  bit  of  yeast  and  sugar  syrup. 
This  causes  a  second  fermentation.  The 
sugar  is  changed  into  alcohol  and  carbon 
dioxide,  the  latter  being  the  bubbles  dis- 

solved under  pressure  in  the  evolving 
Champagne.  The  bottles  are  stored  neck 
down  and  given  a  sharp  twist  at  intervals 
so  that  the  sediment  falls  to  the  cork. 
When  all  the  sediment  is  in  the  neck, 
and  the  rest  of  the  wine  is  clear,  the  neck 
is  frozen,  the  cork  removed,  and  the  fro- 

zen plug  of  wine  and  sediment  popped 
out.  At  this  point  all  Champagne  is  bone 
dry.  The  bottle  now  is  topped  off  with  a 
dose  of  sugar  dissolved  in  wine.  The 
amount  of  sugar  used  determines  the 

wine's  sweetness.  Brut  gets  the  least  and 
is  the  driest.  Then  come  Extra  Dry,  Dry 

or  Sec,  Demi-Sec,  and  l5bux  in  ascend- 
ing order  of  sweetness.  The  finished 

Champagne  gets  a  new  cork  that  is 
wired  down.  It  is  dolled  up  with  labels 
and  foil  and  given  a  rest  before  ship- 

ment. The  process  takes  at  least  two 
years,  usually  more,  and  it  is  amazing 
that  the  product  of  so  much  care  and  la- 

bor can  be  sold  at  an  affordable  price. 

At  this  point  the  great  Franco-Ameri- 
can argument  comes  in.  The  French  in- 

sist that  only  wine  made  in  the 

Champagne  district  by  the  method  sum- 
marized above  should  be  called  Cham-

pagne.  Other  French  regions  comply 
calling  their  sparkling  wines  vins  mous 
seux,  from  the  French  word  for  bubbles 
Other  countries  have  bowed  to  thi 
French  demand  and  adopted  nativ 
terms  for  their  sparkling  wines,  such  a 
Sekt  in  Germany  and  Spumante  in  Italj 
But  the  United  States  said  no:  Ameri 
cans  have  been  making  sparkling  winej 
in  New  York  and  California  for  over 
century  and  calling  them  Champagn 
and  have  no  desire  to  change.  Even  s< 

these  wines  are  clearly  labeled  Ne' 
York  State  Champagne,   Californi 
Champagne,  or  Napa  Valley  Chanl 
pagne,  and  no  one  could  be  misledjnl[ 
thinking  they  come  from  Reims  or  Epe 
nay,  the  French  Champagne  center 
What  may  be  annoying  the  French 
that  not  only  have  les  Americains  tak 
their  name,  but  they  are  also  turning  c

fine  sparkling  wines.  So  much  progress 
has  been  made  in  re::ent  years  that  the 

top  California  Chadipagnes  can  compete 
with  ail  but  the  loftiest  French  brands. 
No  wonder  the  French  would  like  to  get 

their  prestigious  name  off  a  product  giv- 
ing them  such  a  nin. 

*Now  to  basics — which  sparkling  wine should  one  drink  this  hoUday  season? 
Like  Will  Rogers,  who  never  met  a  man 

he  didn't  like,  Fve  rarely  met  a  Cham- 
pagne I  didn't  like.  Some  of  the  French 

Champagne  makers  have  been  in  exis- 
tence for  two  centuries,  and  they  didn't 

stay  in  business  by  turning  out  poor 
stuff.  In  my  view,  a  bottle  from  any  of 

the  following  maisons.  if  it  hasn't  been 
badly  stored,  will  be  an  amiable  compan- 

ion: Abel  Lepitre,  Ayala,  Besserat  de 
Bellefont.  Bollinger,  Canard-Duchene, 
De  Castellane,  Deutz.  Charles  Heid- 
sieck,  Heidsieck-Monopole.  Henriot, 
Jacquart.  Krug.  Lanson,  Laurent-Per- 
rier,  Mailly,  Mercier.  Moet  et  Chandon, 
Mumm,  Perrier-Jouet.  Piper-Heidsieck, 
Pol-Roger.  Pommery  et  Greno,  Roe- 
derer.  Ruinart,  Taittinger,  De  Venoge, 
and  Veuve  Clicquot. 

Many  of  these  houses  produce  at  least 
three  types  of  wine:  a  non-vintage  blend, 
a  vintage  bottling  most  of  whose  grapes 
come  from  the  specified  year,  and  a  su- 

per-lu.xury  offering,  such  as  Moet's  Dom 
Perignon  (S40  when  you  can  find  it). 
The  non-vintage  bottles.  seUing  for  $10 
to  SI 5,  make  a  lot  of  sense.  They  are 
carefully  blended  to  be  the  same  year 
after  year,  so  when  you  find  a  brand  you 

like,  you  won't  be  disappomted  m  the  fu- 
ture. In  theory,  only  great  years  are  de- 

clared vintage  years.  In  practice,  some 
years  are  so  anointed  even  when  the 
growing  season  is  less  than  ideal.  This 
can  result  in  an  indifferent  vintage  wine 
selling  for  S2  or  S3  more  than  the  same 

maker's  regular  bottling,  which  will  be 
more  satisfying.  There  is  no  denying  that 
the  ultra-costly  creations,  which  include 
Perrier-Jouet's  Fleur  de  France  and 
Taittinger's  Blanc  de  Blancs  Comtes  de 
Champagne,  are  splended  wines,  meticu- 

lously crafted  from  the  most  expensive 
grapes.  But  are  they  worth  the  price?  To 

a  fellow  who's  just  struck  oil.  perhaps. 
To  me,  three  bottles  of  Moet's  reliable 
non-vintage  Brjt  Imperial  at  S12  each 
are  more  interesting  than  one  bottle  of 
Dom  Perignon  at  S40. 

Still  m  France  but  away  from  the 
Champagne  country,  what  does  one  look 

for?  First,  the  words  "me'rhode  cham- 
penoise''  or  "naturally  fermented  in  this 
bottle"  on  the  label.  Either  means  that 
the  wine  was  made  by  the  technique 
used  in  Champagne  but  in  another  re- 

gion. Similar  words  should  be  looked  for 
on  American  labels.  Without  such  assur- 

ance, the  wme  probably  was  fermented 
m  huge  tanks  and  bottled  under  pres- 
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sure.  This  is  the  bulk  or  Charmat  pro- 
cess and  should  be  so  noted  on  the  label. 

Good  French  me'thode  champenoise comes  from  the  village  of  Seyssel  in  the 
upper  Rhone  Valley.  In  fact,  the  late 
Frank  Schoonmaker  regarded  Seyssel 

mousseux  as  "one  of  the  very  best  spark- 
ling wines  of  France."  Le  Due,  at  $7,  is 

one  of  the  Seyssels  often  seen  here.  The 
Loire  Valley  also  is  a  source  of  less  cost- 

ly imitators  of  Champagne.  Sablant  Brut 
(incidentally,  made  by  Piper-Heidsieck) 

is  interesting  at  S7.  So  is  Monmousseau's 
sparkling  Vouvray  at  around  $6.75. 
From  Beaune  in  Burgundy  comes 

Kriter's  attractive  Blanc  de  Blancs,  good 
drinking  at  $6.50. 

"If  you  can't  lick  'em,  join  'em"  seems 
to  be  the  motto  of  the  giant  Moet  et 

Chandon  combine.  They  couldn't  get 
Califomians  to  drop  the  word  "Cham- 

pagne," so  they  went  there  to  see  what 
they  could  do.  Three  years  ago  the  firm 
opened  a  w-inery  in  the  Napa  Valley  and 

soon  began  making  one  of  America's 
best  Champagnes.  Being  French,  Moet 

avoids  the  word.  It  calls  its  winery^  Do- 
maine  Chandon  and  its  wines  Napa  Val- 

ley Brut  and  Blanc  de  Noir,  the  latter  a 
slightly  pink  bubbly  made  from  red  wine 
grapes.  At  $9  or  so,  the  two  Chandons 
are  winners.  In  the  same  topmost  class  is 
Schramsberg,  whose  elegant,  carefully 
made  Champagnes  often  sell  for  slightly 
more  than  the  Chandons.  With 
Schramsberg,  American  Champagne 

reached  the  big  leagues,  and  Moet's  trek 
to  Napa  confirmed  the  fact.  Another  in- 

teresting producer  is  German-born 
Hanns  Kornell,  whose  Sehr  Trocken 
(Very  Dry)  is  based  on  the  Riesling 
grape,  the  same  variety  used  in  the  best 
German  Sekt.  Komell's  Sehr  Trocken  is 
a  find  at  $6.50.  Among  other  highly  re- 

garded producers  of  moderately-priced 
($5-$8)  Champagne  are  Sonoma,  Miras- 
sou,  Almaden,  Paul  Masson,  and  Chris- 

tian Brothers. 
New  York  State  continues  to  turn  out 

large  quantities  of  Champagnes  that 
have  their  devoted  fanciers.  The  major 
makers  are  Gold  Seal,  Great  Western, 
and  Taylor,  and  their  wines,  selling  in 
the  $5-$7.50  range,  are  based  on  the  na- 

tive labrusca  grape,  as  distinct  from  the 
vinifera  grape  of  Europe  and  California. 
The  native  grapes  give  New  York  Cham- 

pagne a  distinctive,  fruity  character  that 

is  not  to  everyone's  taste.  They  are  well 
worth  trying  to  learn  if  they  please  you. 

In  a  way,  the  New  Yorkers  are  in  a 

situation  like  Asti  Spumante,  Italy's 
sparkling  wine  made  from  the  Muscat 
grape.  Asti  has  a  sweet,  distinctive  fla- 

vor, adored  by  some  and  avoided  by  oth- 
ers. I  think  it  has  an  honorable  place  at 

the  table.  Asti's  sweetness  sets  off  rich 
desserts  and  fruits  such  as  strawberries 

and  peaches  which  aren't  done  justice  by 
French  and  California  Brut.  On  the  oth- 

er hand,  these  dry  wines  make  excellent 
aperitifs,  are  fine  by  themselves  after  a 
meal,  accompany  sauced  fish  dishes,  and 

are  good  with  most  cold  foods.  Well- 
known  Asti  Spumante  houses  include 
Bersano,  Cinzano,  Gancia,  Martini  & 
Rossi,  and  Riccadonna,  whose  bottlings 
are  available  at  around  $7. 
Many  German  Sekts  are  made  from 

imported,  inexpensive  grape  varieties. 
Fortunately  the  Germans  drink  most  of 
that  stuff  themselves.  Among  the  Sekts 
shipped  here  are  examples  carefully 
made  from  good  German  grapes  by  rep- 

utable houses.  Kupferberg's  Gold  Dry  is 
produced  from  Rhineland  grapes  and  is 
clean,  fruity,  pleasant,  and  a  bit  sweet.  It 
costs  S8-S9.  Henkell's  Extra  Dry,  in  the 
same  price  class,  is  a  popular  German 
import.  Another  European  sparkling 

wine  worth  mentioning  is  Spain's  Codor- niu  Blanc  de  Blancs,  a  yeasty,  attractive 

offering  at  $6.  Midway  between  the  Eu- 
ropean and  California-style  is  Valdivieso 

Brut,  from  Chile,  an  interesting  wine  at 
$5.50. 

As  Champagne  lovers  have  strong 

loyalties  to  "their"  brand,  I  don't  expect 
anyone  to  agree  entirely  with  what  fol- 

lows. But,  for  what  it's  worth,  here  is 
one  man's  list  of  the  best  buys  on  today's 
market: 

1.  Dom  Ruinart  Blanc  de  Blancs  Brut 

1973  ($22).  It  may  seem  odd  to  call  a 
$22  wine  a  best  buy,  but  this  one  is.  It  is 
the  premium  offering  of  the  oldest 
Champagne  house,  founded  in  1729,  and 
it  is  a  beautiful  wine  from  specially  se- 

lected Chardonnay  grapes.  Ruinart 
wants  to  be  better  known  here,  so  it  sells 
this  exceptional  Champagne  at  less  than 
true  value.  It  is  at  least  the  equal  of  the 
$40  Dom  Perignon,  and  once  word  gets 
around,  the  price  will  rise. 

2.  Charbaut  Blanc  de  Blancs  Brut 

($12).  We've  all  tasted  Charbaut  but  not 
known  it.  The  house  is  a  major  producer 

of  private  label  bottlings,  now  deter- 
mined to  promote  its  own  name.  Char- 

baut Champagnes  usually  are  priced  a 
couple  of  dollars  below  their  value. 

3.  Laurent-Perrier  Brut  Non- Vintage 
($12).  A  well-made  Champagne  from  an 
old  established  house.  At  the  price,  what 
more  is  there  to  say? 

4.  Deutz  Brut  Non-Vintage  ($11).  A 
fine,  unusually  full-bodied  wine  for  the 

price. 

5.  Lanson  Black  Label  ($11).  This 
house  has  been  trying  to  expand  in  the 
American  market  by  selling  its  delicate, 
light-bodied  Champagne  at  bargain 

prices.  Often  on  sale,  it's  worth  snatch-  j 

ing. 

6.  Bouvet  Brut  ($5.99).  This  very| 

pleasant  sparkling  wine  comes  from  Sau- 
mur  in  France's  Loire  Valley.  In  flavor  it  I 
is  terribly  close  to  a  genuine  Champagne  j 
at  $3-$4  less. 

7.  Almaden  Blanc  de  Blancs  ($5.75). 

Who  says  big  California  wineries  can't  I 
compete  with  specialized  boutique  wine-| 

makers?  This  Champagne,   Almaden'sj top  of  the  line,  is  stylish  and  enjoyable. 
8.  Valdivieso  Brut  ($4).  A  sparklingj

bottlings  at  unbeatable  prices.  It  reminds 
some  of  France,  some  of  California.  In 

either  case,  a  good  value. 
9.  Winem-aster  Champagne  ($2.90). 

At  this  low  price,  one  should  not  expect 

much,  but  Winemaster  is  a  decent  bulk- 
process  wine.  The  bubbles  do  not  last 
ver>-  long,  but  the  taste  is  yeasty  and 
clean. 

There  is  a  lot  of  rigmarole  about 
Champagne  that  puts  off  newcomers, 
but  it  is  really  quite  simple  to  serve.  It 
should,  of  course,  be  chilled.  Thirty  min- 

utes in  an  ice  bucket  or  one  hour  in  the 
refrigerator  will  do.  Too  much  chilling 
will  deaden  the  taste  of  a  fine  Cham- 

pagne, but  it  will  mask  the  faults  of  a 
poor  one — so  two  hours  in  the  refrigera- 

tor for  the  least  expensive  ones. 
Everyone  should  keep  in  mind  that 

sparkling  wine  is  under  pressure,  and  the 
cork  can  come  out  like  a  bullet,  threat- 

ening one's  eyesight.  Never  point  the 
cork  at  yourself  or  another  person.  Keep 
a  hand  on  the  cork  while  removing  the 
wire  that  holds  it  in.  When  ready  to 
open,  get  a  good  grip  on  the  cork  with 
your  left  hand  and  twist  the  bottle  with 
your  right.  Hold  the  bottle  at  a  45-de- 

gree  angle  so  the  wine  won't  spill  and  be 
wasted.  No  special  Champagne  glasses 

are  needed.  Any  stemmed,  tulip-shaped 
wineglass  will  do.  Very  tall,  narrow 
glasses  are  ideal,  as  they  best  show  off 
the  rising  bubbles.  Those  saucer-shaped 
sherbet  glasses  that  people  used  to  use 
are  a  poor  choice.  They  dissipate  the 
bubbles  too  soon.

the  almonds,  then  the  confectioners  sugar. 

Beat  in  the  eggs  one  at  a  time  and  contin- 
ue beating  until  the  mixture  is  smooth  and 

light.  Stir  in  the  cornstarch  and  rum.  Stir 

the  chilled  pastry  cream  into  the  almond 
base  1  tablespoon  at  a  time.

INGREDIENTS 

/%  pounds  boiling  potatoes

Freshly  ground  pepper 

1  teaspoon  fresh  parsley,  chopped 

METHOD 

D  Peel    the    potatoes    and    grate    them 
coarsely,  either  in  a  food  processor  or  with 

a  hand  grater.  Wash  them  in  1  or  2 
changes  of  cold  water— by  rinsing  away 
the  potato  starch,  the  center  of  the  galette 
will  be  light  and  creamy  rather  than  gluey- 
drain  and  pat  thoroughly  dry  in  a  towel. 
D  Heat  the  oil  and  3  tablespoons  butter  in 
a  12-inch  nonstick  skillet,  then  add  the  po- 

tatoes; they  should  sizzle  as  they  touch  the 
hot  fat.  Use  a  wooden  spoon  or  metal 
spatula  to  press  the  potatoes  into  a  neat 
and  even  layer  to  completely  fill  the  bottom 
of  the  skillet  and  form  the  galette.  Brown 
over  medium-low  heat  15-20  minutes,  then 
season  with  Vz  teaspoon  salt  and  a  bit  of 

pepper.  Slip  onto  a  large  plate,  add  the  re- 
maining butter  to  the  pan,  and  invert  the 

galette  back  into  the  skillet  to  finish  brown- 

ing on  the  other  side  10-15  minutes  more.

Space  the  sections  1  inch 
apart  on  a  board.  Cover  with  a  dry  towel. 

METHOD  FOR  FILLING 
D  Add  ham  and  scallion  to  workbowl  of  a 

food  processor  fitted  with  steel  knife.  Pro- 
cess with  quick  turns  until  coarsely  or  finely 

minced,  as  desired,  or  chop  by  hand  with  a 
sharp  knife.  Season  to  taste.  Filling  may  be 
made  ahead  and  refrigerated. 

METHOD  FOR  ASSEMBLY 

D  Roll  the  first  section  of  dough  into  a  ball. 
Flatten  the  ball  on  a  floured  pastry  board, 

then  roll  into  a  3-inch  circle,  'A  inch  thick  in 
center  and  slightly  thinner  around  edge. 
D  Place  2  teaspoons  of  filling  in  the  center 
of  rhe  circle.

side  up  on  a  greased  baking  sheet — do  not 
put  in  a  warm  place,  or  buns  will  rise  too 
quickly.  Cover  finished  buns  with  dry  cloth. 

n  Bake  in  a  preheated  375°  oven  until 
tops  are  lightly  browned,  about  15-20  min- 

utes. Serve  hot  in  a  covered  bowl  or  bas- 
ket. The  buns  may  be  baked  in  advance, 

wrapped  tightly  in  foil,  then  reheated  in  a 

300°  oven  10-15  minutes.  Place  a  pan  of 

water  in  the  oven  so  the  buns  don't  dry  out 
during  reheating.  To  store,  let  buns  cool 
completely,  then  wrap  airtight  in  foil  or

LIVING  WITH  PETS 
BY  PATRICIA  CURTIS 

Bringing  your  first  pet  home 
To  help  get  your  new  dog  or  cat  off  to  a 

good  start  in  your  home,  there's  some 
basic  equipment  you  must  provide. 

You'll  need  a  collar,  leash,  and  license 
for  your  dog — and  it's  a  good  idea  to  in- 

clude a  name  tag  (with  your  name  and 

address)  on  your  dog's  collar,  just  as  a 
precaution.  If  your  cat  will  be  going  out- 

doors, a  collar  with  your  name  tag  on  it 
is  also  an  excellent  idea.  If  your  new  pet 
is  a  puppy,  take  care  to  check  the  collar 
regularly  as  the  animal  grows,  to  be  sure 

it  doesn't  get  tight.  You  should  be  able 
to  fit  two  fingers  sideways  between  your 

dog's  neck  and  the  collar. 
A  clean  htter  box  must  always  be  easi- 

ly available  to  cats,  and  if  you'll  be  walk- 
ing your  dog  in  the  city,  you'll  need 

equipment  for  tidying  up  after  it  on  the 
street. 

As  for  where  your  pet  will  sleep,  the 
animal,  of  course,  will  assume  the  best 
place  is  on  your  bed  with  you.  It  is  one 
thing  to  have  a  cat  or  small  dog  curled 
up  at  the  foot  of  your  bed,  but  if  you 

have  a  good-sized  dog,  or  don't  like  the 
idea  of  a  pet  on  your  bed,  you'll  want  to 
provide  the  animal  with  its  own  com- 

fortable bed. 

Most  pet  owners  in  a  rash  of  enthusi- 
asm buy  their  first  pet  all  kinds  of  toys, 

and  there's  no  harm  in  this,  except  I 
wouldn't  give  it  anything  with  a  bell  at- tached that  could  be  chewed  off  and 
swallowed.  Dogs  and  cats  enjoy  rubber 
balls.  Good  homemade  cat  toys:  wine 
corks,  wads  of  paper,  pipe  cleaners 
curled  together. 

The  dog  who  came  to  dinner:  The  John 

Pierreponts'  terrier,  Arabella,  finds  every- 
thing, except  the  plate,  is  riveted  to  the 

tiny  wood  table.  By  Warner  Dailey. 

Scratching  posts  for  cats  will  prevent 
or  reduce  wear  and  tear  on  your  uphol- 

stered furniture.  While  I  have  never 
known  a  cat  that  will  use  one  of  those 
upended  logs  on  small  wooden  bases,  a

cat  will  usually  prefer  a  tall  upholstered 
pole  on  a  broad  sturdy  base  to  even 
something  as  alluring  as  the  arm  of  a 
sofa.  Another  good  kind  is  a  cork  cylin- 

der that  attaches  to  the  wall  at  a  height  a 
cat  stands  on  its  hind  legs  to  reach. 

The  importance  of  a 
good  balanced  diet 
There  are  many  good  commerical  pet 
foods  available  of  the  canned,  dry,  and 
moist  (packaged)  types,  and  a  healthy 

diet  for  a  dog  or  cat  can  include  all 
three.  Variety  is  important.  It  is  inconve- 

nient for  you  and  non-nourishing  for  the 
animal,  if  it  gets  hooked  on  one  single 
type  or  flavor  of  food.  Some  people  cook 
for  their  pets  or  give  them  table  scraps, 
and  this  is  fine  for  variety  or  supple- 

ment, but  should  not  be  the  basic  diet. 
I  believe  that  the  best  diet  for  a 

healthy  pet  consists  of  a  wide  variety  of 
canned  dog  or  cat  food  as  the  basic  diet, 
with  dry  and  moist  food  added  several 
times  a  week,  and  with  additional  nour- 

ishing treats  such  as  cottage  cheese, 
cooked  egg  (for  cats),  cooked  fresh  liver 
or  heart,  and  table  scraps  of  cooked 
meat,  fish,  and  vegetables.  No  bones! 

Kittens  and  puppies  should  be  fed  at 
least  three  times  a  day.  Adolescent  and 
adult  cats  (6  months  old  and  up)  eat 
twice  a  day;  dogs  once.  I  give  my  dog  a 
snack  for  breakfast,  because  she  would 
feel  hurt  when  my  cats  were  fed  and  she

What  I  do  when  I'm  giving  a  cocktail 
party — and  I've  been  on  both  ends  of  the 
hospitality  table;  I've  gone  through  the 
grizzly  and  effervescent  business,  in 
many  cities,  of  entertaining  (not  without 
anxiety  and  hard  work)  and  of  being  en- 

tertained— I  tell  the  bartenders  to  stop 
serving  drinks  at  8:30  sharp. 

I've  noticed  that  more  and  more  the 
host  expects  his  guests  to  fix  their  own 

drinks.  It's  certainly  one  way  to  make 
sure  people  get  just  what  they  want. 

A  traditional  horror  of  big  cocktail 
parties  is  getting  stuck  with  somebody. 

Or  worse,  sensing  that  the  person  you're 
talking  to  feels  stuck  with  you.  You  can 

always  say,  "Let's  have  another  drink," 
and  with  a  little  fencing  lose  each  other 
in  the  vicinity  of  the  bar. 

I  have  an  ingenious,  if  sometimes 
cold-handed  and  two-fisted  solution  to 
this  problem.  I  always  carry  two  drinks, 

so  that  I'm  never  not  in  a  position  to  say, 
"I  have  to  deliver  this  drink."  And  off  I 

go. 

But  imagine  a  party  where  everyone  is 
carrying  two  drinks,  fleeing  from  each 
other! 

I've  heard  these  stupendous  cocktail 

parties  referred  to  as  "open  parties," 
meaning  that  the  host  and  hostess  don't 
know  exactly  who's  going  to  turn  up.  In 
the  old  days,  when  you  wanted  to  bring 
someone,  you  would  call  up  and  ask, 

with  some  diffidence,  "May  I  bring  So- 
and-So?"  But  now  that  things  are  more 
casual,  and  large-scale  hospitality  can 
encompass  all  manner  of  strange  cattle, 
you  just  bring  your  friends  along. 

At  small  cocktail  parties,  a  guest 

should  expect  to  be  introduced  to  every- 
one. He  seldom  is.  She  seldom  is.  And 

that's  serious  for  people  today  when  the 
bulk  of  the  great  divorced  (a  word  that 

Alec  Waugh's  younger  brother  Evelyn 

gleefully  pronounced  "die-vorced")  is actively  seeking  to  remarry.  The  host 
and  hostess  should  understand  that 

they're  running,  if  not  exactly  a  mar- 
riage bureau,  then  at  least  some  sort  of 

marketplace  for  poignant  companion- 
ship. They  have  to  know  how  to  intro- 
duce. One  matchmaking  hostess  I  know 

specifies  that  her  guests  all  bring  people 

they're  not  involved  with.  The  result  is  a 
goodly  supply  of  the  unattached. 

But  however  skillful  the  host  is,  unto- 
ward things  are  going  to  happen  at  par- 

ties. At  a  cocktail  party  I  gave  a  few 
years  ago,  a  friend,  who  happens  to  be 

terrifyingly  rich,  marched  over  to  me:  "I hope  your  insurance  covers  dental  bills. 
I've  just  broken  a  tooth  on  your  French 

bread!" 

"How  awful,"  I  commiserated.  "Of 
course  I'm  covered."  I  managed  a  smile, 

but  I  was  appalled.  She'd  broken  her own  tooth,  in  her  own  mouth,  breaking 

good  bread — and  a  number  of  rules  be- 
sides, when  she  tainted  the  atmosphere 

of  my  party,  broke  its  mood. 
The  richest  soil  for  hospitality  is — al- 

ways has  been — the  dinner  party.  Final- 
ly, all  you  can  say  about  hospitality 

happens  here.  You  put  food  and  drink 
out,  your  friends  come — it  really  is  a 
good  life,  friends  are  important. 

Today  when  you  ask  friends  for  din- 
ner, it's  perfectly  all  right  to  suggest  the 

departure  hour;  that  way,  at  least  they 
know  you  mean  business  when  you  say 
to  come  on  time.  I  always  ask  people  for 
half-past  7  and  at  half-past  8  we  sit 

down,  whether  they're  there  or  not 
When  the  laggards  arrive,  I  welcome 
them,  setting  aside  my  notion  of  civility 

or  going  beyond  it,  for  what  is  hospital- 
ity but  welcome? 
Lately  I've  observed  that  people  are 

no  longer  so  tyrannical  about  having  an 
equal  number  of  men  and  women  at  the 
dinner  table,  although  just  the  other  day 

a  hostess  asked  me,  "Don't  you  think  1 
should  have  invited  another  man?"  I 
thought  that  question  had  been  stifled 

forever  with  the  old  quip,  "We're  dining 

not  mating." As  for  the  food,  today  you  want  tc 

keep  it  simple.  You  don't  want  to  spenC 
all  your  time  in  the  kitchen.  It's  unac 
ceptable  for  a  host  to  look  harried.

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Try  to  look  as  if  you've  done  everything 
effortlessly.  (It's  impossible,  of  course.) 

The  new  rule  is:  Don't  feed  your 
guests  too  much.  This  is  a  total  reversal 
of  the  old  rule,  where  plentifulness  was 
the  measure  of  hospitality — witness  the 
Edwardian  era.  The  new  watchword  is 
circumspection.  Sensible  servings  of 
non-rich  food,  arranged  so  that  the  eye 
rests  lightly  on  it,  is  what  people  want 
today — not  food  disguised  by  too  many 
flavors,  sauces,  and  seasonings.  Your 
guests  are  all  trying  to  keep  healthy  and 
look  attractive.  To  give  them  a  cream 

soup  or  a  buttery  potato — oh  that's  a 
cruel  thing  when  they're  trying  to  lose 
weight! 

You'd  think  it  would  go  without  say- 
ing that  if  you're  having  people  to  dinner 

you  shouldn't  eat  a  different  dish  from 
the  one  you  serve  them.  And  yet  I  have 
seen  this  done  on  occasion,  most  recent- 

ly at  the  house  of  the  chairman  of  one  of 

America's  largest  corporations.  After  ev- 
eryone else  had  been  served  slabs  of 

roast  beef,  a  fresh  fish  salad  was  carried 
out  and  set  down  in  front  of  him.  Since  I 

knew  he  wasn't  on  any  particular  diet,  I was  forced  to  conclude  that  this  was  a 
dominance  gesture.  He  just  wanted  to 
show  us  how  much  more  careful  he  was 
about  himself  than  we  were  about  our- 

selves; unlike  his  decadent  guests,  he 

wouldn't  be  caught  dead  eating  dead animal  meat. 

It's  hard  to  believe  that  a  host  would 
ever  give  his  guests  something  inferior  to 

what  he  was  having  himself.  But  I'll  nev- 
er forget  the  time  I  saw  a  banker  serve 

his  guests  perfectly  good  brandy,  then 
surreptitiously  reach  for  his  private 
stock,  a  bottle  so  old  and  rare  you 

couldn't  even  read  the  label,  and  pour 
[himself  a  shot.  It's  true  I  saw  this  once and  once  only,  but  that  was  enough. 
I  A  host  is  responsible  for  the  pleasure 

jand  welfare  of  his  guests.  That's  one  rule 
jthat  will  never  change.  Astonishingly, 
there  are  hosts  who  care  so  much  more 
about  the  party  than  their  guests  that  the 
party  flourishes  while  the  guests  lan- 

guish. For  instance,  entering  a  room 
where  everyone  is  already  totally  infor- 

mal, a  guest  may  feel  stiff  and  rigid,  not 
up  to  the  demands  of  informality.  Infor- 

mality shouldn't  be  forced  on  a  guest. 
Not  everyone  wants  his  style  un- 
:ramped.  He  may  want  a  little  social  dis- 

tance, at  least  at  first,  before  sitting 
iown  and  joining  the  others  on  the 
loor — some  point  of  transition. 

Parties  were  designed  to  provide  levity 
md  a  haven,  but  what  if. .  . 
What  if  conversation  lags?  How  do 

/ou  draw  out  a  guest  who  seems  ill  at 
pase?  I  know  someone  who  unfailingly 
urns  to  the  stranger  beside  her  and  asks, 
vith  a  perfect  imitation  of  genuine  inter- 

st,  "Who  is  the  messy  person  in  your 
kmily,  you  or  your  wife?"  I  have  a  use- 
ill  question  when  I'm  seated  beside  a 
lew  and  diffident  person.  "Tell  me,"  I 

say — it's  the  first  question  I  always 
ask — "What  do  you  do  with  your 

shoes?" 
And  what  if  you  don't  like  the  food?  I 

once  saw  someone,  when  the  hostess 

wasn't  looking,  throw  the  escargots  like 
marbles  under  the  table.  The  moment  of 
truth  had  not  been  avoided,  only  post- 

poned: They  were  found  on  the  floor  the 
next  day.  One  solution  to  this  problem  is 
to  say  you  have  a  medical  test  to  take  the 
first  thing  in  the  morning  and  that  as  of 
this  hour  on  this  night  you  are  not  al- 

lowed to  eat  anything.  (The  tricky  thing 
here  lies  in  calculating  how  good  the 
dessert  is  likely  to  be.) 

What  if  you  accidentally  break  some- 
thing? In  a  grand  house  many  years  ago, 

a  woman  knocked  over  a  beautiful  piece 
of  jade.  It  shattered.  She  was  in  a 
quandry.  Should  she  confess  or,  since 
she  realized  she  could  never  repay  her 
host,  spare  him  the  anguish  of  having  to 
deal  with  her  anguish  by  pretending  it 
never  happened?  She  decided  not  to  tell. 
As  a  woman  of  the  world,  she  knew  that 
there  are  times  when  honesty  is  not  the 
best  policy,  when  in  fact  it  may  be  the 
most  disruptive.  But  this  incident  oc- 
cured  in  an  age  when  the  people  who 

gave  the  parties  expected  damages.  To- 
day's hosts  can't  expect  damages  for  the 

simple  reason  they  can't  afford  them. 
And  what  about  thank-you  notes?  If 

you  do  write  them,  you  should  write 
them  the  next  day.  But  the  telephone  has 
really  taken  over  from  the  pen.  The 
bread-and-butter  call.  And  the  sooner 

you  call,  the  better:  Next-day  post-mor- 
tems are  a  great  compliment  to  any  par- 

ty— the  kind  and  number  of  calls  it 

generates. If  a  three-hour  cocktail  or  four-hour 

dinner  party  can  present  so  many  "what 
ifs,"  think  of  all  that  may  be  lying  in 
wait  during  the  two-and-a-half  days  of  a 

weekend  visit.  (Some  people  shouldn't 
visit.  They  are  at  their  best  only  when 

they're  at  the  head  of  their  own  table, 
under  their  own  roof,  and  in  complete 

control.  As  guests,  they  are  "fish  out  of 
water."  If  you  go  somewhere,  you  are 
obligated  to  enjoy  yourself.  Do  not  go  if 

you're  going  to  feel  jealous  or  put  out  or trapped.) 
Gifts  are  not  necessary.  And  whatever 

you  do,  don't  bring  flowers.  I  recall  a 
rather  embarrassing  occasion.  A  woman, 
invited  for  the  weekend  to  a  country 
house  where  she  had  never  stayed  be- 

fore, got  out  of  her  car  and  rushed  over 
to  present  the  hostess  with  a  small  bou- 

quet of  peonies.  The  hostess  thanked  her 
profusely,  knowing  there  was  an  ironic 
sadness  in  store  for  this  thoughtful 
guest.  Just  behind  the  house  were  hedges 
and  hedges  of  prize-winning  peonies;  the 
air  was  tipsy  with  the  smell  of  them,  and 
every  vase  in  the  house  was  filled  with 
them. 

Instead  of  flowers,  instead  of  gifts, 
bring  a  little  original  joy  to  a  weekend 

visit. 

If  there's  anything  you  think  your 
host  should  know  ahead  of  time,  do  tell: 
the  gender,  marital  status,  and  age  of  the 

person  you're  bringing.  Hosts  do  not 
like  surprises  of  this  sort.  They  crave  the 
comfort  that  only  clarity  can  bestow. 

If  a  host  is  planning  to  ask  his  guests 
to  cook,  he  should  arrange  it  with  them 
beforehand  and  not  wait  till  they  get 

there  to  spring  the  chicken  on  them. 
Weekend  guests  are  not  necessarily 
short-order  cooks.  A  woman  recently  in- 

vited me  to  spend  a  week  in  a  house 

she'd  rented  deep  in  the  country.  "We'll 
all  take  turns  cooking  and  washing  up," 
she  told  me.  "It  might  even  be  fun."  I 
didn't  want  to  go  under  those  condi- 

tions, and  I  was  grateful  to  her  for  spell- 
ing them  out  beforehand. 

The  weekend  host  has  the  obligation 
to  involve  his  guests  in  all  his  activities. 
He  can't  tell  them  he's  off  to  a  party  at 
Mick  Jagger's  and  he'll  be  right  back  lat- 

er, there's  plenty  to  eat  in  the  fridge.  The 
new  rule,  here  again,  is  that  the  old  rule 

hasn't  changed:  The  host  has  to  provide 
some  agreeable  structure. 

If  the  host  has  the  obligation  to  be  ob- 
ligated, so  does  the  guest.  He  has  no 

right  to  go  off  without  the  host — it's  not 
a  boarding  house  he's  staying  in.  Or 
maybe  it  is.  One  of  the  duties  of  the 
guest  is  to  understand  the  rules  of  the 
house,  which  of  course  are  different  in 
each  house.  And  the  host  on  his  part 
must  be  frank  about  the  rules  he  wants 

observed.  Since  we're  creating  rules  day 
by  day  now,  the  only  way  is  to  be  abso- 

lutely frank  beforehand.  As  for  me,  all  I 
ever  expect  of  guests  is  a  little  coopera- 

tion and  no  complaints  unless  the  ceiling 
falls  on  their  heads. 

When  you're  invited  for  longer  than  a 
weekend,  you  should  offer  to  pay  some 
of  the  bills.  People  feel  anguished 

enough  without  having  their  homes  in- 
vaded, even  when  they  invite  the  inva- 

sion. Last  year  a  writer  I  know  and  her 

young  son  accepted  a  long-proferred  in- vitation to  take  over  the  house  of  a 
friend  of  theirs  for  a  couple  of  months. 
My  friend  was  just  settled  back  in  her 
own  -house  when  she  received  a  bill  for 

$137.  Undetected  by  her,  some  of  the  lit- 
tle boy's  treacherous  airplane  glue  had 

stuck  on  a  bed  cover  and  a  lot  of  carpet. 

The  letter  enclosing  the  bill  ended:  "Do 
come  and  stay  again  soon."  My  friend, 
recognizing  her  obligation,  sent  a  check 
for  the  entire  amount  right  away,  care- 

fully ending  her  note:  "Have  a  lovely 
Christmas."  These  two  women  made  a 
point  of  being  charming  to  each  other  at 
a  time  when  it  would  have  been  so  easy 
to  rupture  in  vexation.  So  the  rule  for 
the  guest  is:  Settle  those  accounts  imme- 

diately. And  always  remember  that 
when  a  host  says  to  go  ahead  and  help 
yourself  to  anything  you  like,  he,  of 

course,  doesn't  mean  it.  The  good  guest Continued  on  next  page 
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course,  doesn't  mean  it.  The  good  guest 
knows  what  it's  all  right  to  take,  and 
leaves  a  new  supply  when  he  leaves. 

And  the  good  host  knows  what  his 

guests  are  likely  to  be  comfortable  with. 
I  have  a  shy  friend  who  panics  at  the 

thought  of  cocktail  parties.  A  few  weeks 

ago,  she  was  invited  to  a  sm.all  dinner 

party;  the  hostess  mentioned  in  passing 
that  a  few  people  might  be  dropping  in 
for  drinks,  but  they  would  be  leaving 
early.  My  friend  arr.ved  to  find  roughly 
200  people  trampling  on  the  lawn:  A 
cocktail  party  in  full  foam,  not  even  a 
personal  one — it  was  for  some  political 
cause.  There  were  no  dinner  prepara- 

tions in  sight,  just  a  long  refectory  table 
unset,  and  dead  drinks  and  dead  ash- 

trays everywhere.  Finally,  a  reluctant 
meal  <  ame  forth:  A  moussaka  and  some 
wilted  lettuce  leaves.  The  six  people 

who'd  been  invited  for  dinner  were  left 
to  fend  for  themselves,  as  the  hostess 
was  still  out  on  the  lawn  celebrating 
with  the  vestiges  of  her  party.  My  friend 

ate  very  fast  and  went  home.  This  wasn't 
her  idea  of  getting  asked  out! 

Each  of  us  has  his  own  way  of  learn- 
ing things,  h  s  own  lens  permitting  him 

to  see  the  pitfalls  of  being  a  host  or 
guest.  I  have  a  Newfoundland,  a  dog  of 
the  greatest  sweetness,  also  of  the  great- 

est simplicity  (he  looks  as  if  he'd  been 
created  half  an  hour  before  the  dawn  of 
evolution).  Wherever  I  go,  I  take  all  170 
pounds  of  Ned  with  me,  in  the  bearable 
misery  of  love.  Since  by  definition  this 
ere  iture  is  incompatible  with  most  peo- 

ple's idea  of  entertaining,  I  am  afforded 
a  kind  of  panoramic  view.  I  tell  you, 
having  a  dog  the  size  of  mine  sets  into 
counterpoint  all  the  rules  of  hospitality, 
written  and  unwritten. 

Once  upon  a  time,  I  was  invited  to  a 
house  party  in  Rhode  Island.  I  asked  if  I 
could  bring  my  dog,  taking  cari  to  ex- 
plam  that  he  had  graduated  from  di- 
minutiveness.  By  all  means  bring  him, 
my  hostess  said — she  adored  big  dogs, 
the  bigger  the  better.  When  she  saw  him, 
she  said  he  was  too  big,  he  would  have  to 
stay  in  the  kennels.  He  was  my  dog,  I 
was  his  person;  I  left  at  once,  resolving 
never  to  darken  her  area  code  again.

heart.  One  day  in  the  country,  Ned  lay 

down  —  "such  a  feather,  such  a 
weight!" — in  a  friend's  garden  on  a  bed 
of  prized  perennials.  My  friend  said 
nothing,  went  on  talk  ng.  I  held  my 
breath.  Presently  the  dcg  rose,  and  the 
flowers  sprang  up  undamaged  from  be- 

neath him,  the  petals  of  friendship  also 
intact. 

It  is  Thanksgiving,  a  few  years  back: 
A  large  Norman  manor  house  looking 
out  on  part  of  the  oldest  mountain  rai  ̂ e 
on  earth,  the  Taconic  range  dividiri,.^ 
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Connecticut,  Massachusetts,  and  New 
york.  The  impeccable  Alistair  Cooke  is 
a  fellow  guest.  I  offer  him  a  lift  back  to 
town.  Ned  is  directly  behind  him  in  the 
small  car — drooling,  as  Newfoundlands 
do,  onto  even  the  sleekest  white  hair — 

courting  Cooke's  disapproval.  Cooke  re- mains unruffled. 
If  you  have  discipline  and  spirit,  you 

can  rise  to  any  occasion.  Our  first  hos- 
tess, Claire,  couldn't  see  beyond  the  ruin 

of  her  lunch  party.  The  secret,  which  she 
may  never  learn,  is  that  you  must  open 
your  heart  as  well  as  your  house.  Let  the 
baby  squeal,  the  parrot  squawk,  the 
piece  of  crystal  break.  Let  the  dog  bark. 
(Why  not  let  him  in?)  What  a  torrent  of 

life  your  party  has.  How  natural — how 
original — it  is.  How  much  more  fun 
than  fingerbowls  and  gold  service.  ■

best  one — "Gaston  Lenotre  will  bake 

your  birthday  cake" — was  received  by  a 
student  who  planned  to  be  in  Paris  on 
her  next  birthday!

That  is  the 
kind  of  magic  the  Napa  Valley  weaves.

got  nothing.  Then  I  give  her  less  at  night 
than  I  would  if  she  ate  once  a  day. 

There  is  such  a  wide  variation  in  the 

sizes  of  dogs,  it  is  best  to  ask  your  veteri- 

narian's advice  (or  follow  a  reputable 
book  on  dog  care)  about  the  amount  of 
food  to  feed.  Kittens,  on  the  other  hand, 
need  a  total  of  8  to  1 2  ounces  of  food  a 

day,  depending  on  their  age;  an  adult  cat 
of  average  size  will  do  fine  on  a  total  of  4 

ounces  {Vi  of  a  regular  6-ounce  can). 
If  you  have  more  than  one  pet,  each 

should  have  its  own  feeding  bowl.  Space 
them  far  enough  apart  so  each  animal 
can  eat  in  peace,  and  watch  them  to  see 

that  the  fast  eaters  don't  gobble  their food  and  then  steal  from  the  slow  ones. 
And  be  sure  a  clean  bowl  of  fresh  water 

is  available  to  your  pets  at  all  times 
where  they  can  reach  it  easily. 

A  new  pet  should  see  a  vet 
Wherever  you  get  your  dog  or  cat — from 
a  shelter,  breeder,  private  home,  pet 

shop  or  even  if  you  pick  up  a  stray — you 
svQuld  be  well  advised  to  stop  at  a  veteri- 

narian on  the  way  home,  or  make  an  ap- 
pointment as  soon  as  possible.  Especially 

f  you  have  bought  the  animal  in  a  pet 

ihop  or  adopted  a  foundling,  an  immedi- 
ate medical  checkup  is  in  order.  There  is 

i  possibility  it  might  have  internal  or  ex- 
ernal  parasites  or  other  relatively  minor 
problems,  and  even  a  chance  of  a  serious 

disorder  that  should  have  prompt  medi- 

cal attention  for  the  pet's  healthy  future 
n  your  home. 
A  dog  should  be  inoculated  against 

he  four  serious  canine  diseases:  distem- 
5er,  hepatitis,  leptospirosis,  and  rabies, 
immunization  against  the  first  three  is 
isually  given  in  a  single  vaccine,  starling 
vith  temporary  protection  for  a  puppy 
)f  6  or  8  weeks.  Let  your  veterinarian  set 
ip  an  immunization  program  of  regular 
/accinations,  usually  consisting  of  yearly 
)ooster  shots. 

Rabies  is  a  rare  disease,  but  extremely 
erious  and  transmissible  to  people  and 
)ther  animals.  For  this  reason,  it  is  im- 

portant to  have  your  dog  inoculated 
igainst  it  as  soon  as  it  is  6  months  old. 
ifour  vet  will  advise  you  on  a  regular 
chedule  of  rabies  shots  to  follow,  de- 
)ending  on  the  type  of  vaccine  used. 

Cats  are  susceptible  to  five  serious  dis- 
:ases:  feline  distemper  (panleukopenia), 
hinotracheitis,  calici,  pneumonitis,  and 
abies.  All  kittens  and  cats  should  be  in- 
)culated  against  them.  A  veterinarian 
night  recommend  a  schedule  such  as  the 
ollowing: 
At  8  weeks,  a  kitten  should  get  its  first 

noculation  against  the  first  three  dis- 
ases  in  a  vaccination  called  FVRCP.  At 
2  weeks,  it  receives  the  second  FVRCP 
hot,  and  a  yearly  booster  thereafter. 
Also  at  12  weeks,  your  kitten  should 

,et  its  first  pneumonitis  vaccination,  an- 
>ther  at  9  months,  and  then  a  booster 
mce  or  twice  a  year. 

A  rabies  vaccination  at  6  months  is  a 

good  idea,  especially  for  a  cat  that  goes 
outdoors.  Immunization  must  be  repeat- 

ed every  year  or  every  3  years,  depend- 
ing on  the  type  of  vaccine  your  vet  uses. 

Some  vets  follow  a  different  schedule 
of  vaccinations  for  a  cat,  because  they 
prefer  to  use  a  new  type  of  intranasal 
vaccine  for  rhinotracheitis  and  calici. 

The  best  thing  for  you  to  do  is  to  estab- 
lish a  regular  relationship  with  a  veteri- 

narian you  like  and  trust,  and  follow  the 
schedule  he  recommends  for  your  cats. 

Q.  Does  a  dog  need  a  coal  or 
sweater?  What  about  boots? 

A.  A  short-haired  dog  that  spends  most 

of  its  time  indoors  will  need  a  coat  or 
sweater  to  wear  out  in  cold  weather.  A 
raincoat  is  not  essential  but  will  make 

less  work  for  you  in  drying  the  animal 
off  when  you  bring  it  in  after  a  walk  in 
wet  weather. 

Boots  or  galoshes  may  look  funny  on 
a  dog,  but  they  are  a  good  idea  for  an 
animal  that  walks  on  city  sidewalks, 
which  are  likely  to  be  salted  after  a 
snowfall.  This  salt  contains  chemicals 

that  hurt  the  dog's  footpads,  and  also,  if 
the  animal  licks  its  paws  when  it  comes 
in,  the  chemicals  can  make  it  very  sick. 

If  you  don't  put  boots  on  your  dog,  be 
sure  to  wash  its  feet  carefully  when  you 
come  in.  ■

Katharine  S.  White  was  an  outstanding 

exception  to  the  rule  that  American  gar- 
den writing  must  be  sententious,  flat- 

footed,  and  educational  at  a  grassroots 
level.  She  wrote  with  grace,  wit,  and  a 
command  of  language  that  included 
spades  and  trowels  but  also  transcended 

them.  Actually,  her  subject  was  excel- 
lence: the  excellence  of  a  zinnia  mixture 

from  Park;  the  excellence  of  the  Harris 
seed  catalogue;  the  excellence  of  a  rose 
or  of  a  book  about  roses.  She  cast  a  cold 

eye  on  the  passing  fads  that  afflict  gar- 
dening and  applied  her  most  scathing 

scorn  to  flowers  arranged  and  flower 
shows  judged  in  accordance  with  rules 
set  down  in  books.  Under  the  heading 
Onward  and  Upward  in  the  Garden, 

Mrs.  White's  essays  appeared  in  The 
New  Yorker  at  intervals  from  1958  to 

1970.  They  have  now  been  gathered  into 

book  form  under  the  same  title  and  pub- 
lished by  Farrar,  Straus  and  Giroux  with 

a  price  of  $12.95.  Everyone  who  enjoyed 
these  pieces  on  their  first  appearance 
will  be  delighted  by  the  opportunity  to 

read  them  again,  and  first-time  readers 
will  delight  in  finding  a  fresh  and  origi- 

nal approach  to  the  ancient  art  of  gar- 
dening. Not  least  among  the  charms  of 

the  book  is  an  introduction  by  E.  B. 

White,  the  author's  husband,  who  also 
served  as  editor.  Those  of  us  who  have 
learned  to  mistrust  outdated  addresses 

of  nurserymen  and  seed  houses  will 
thank  him  for  an  appendix  that  brings  us 
up  to  the  present  on  the  many  changes 

that  have  come  about  since  Mrs.  White's 
articles  first  appeared. 

Starting  bulbs 

Zelma  Clark,  a  dedicated  gardener  who 
lives  in  Armonk,  N.Y.,  applies  a  lively 
imagination  to  the  methods  she  uses  for 
making  plants  thrive.  Plastic  foam  ice 
chests — generally  used  to  keep  cold 
things  cold  during  the  summer — are 
used  by  Mrs.  Clark  to  provide  the  equa- 

ble climate  potted  bulbs  need  to  get 
started.

Then,  at  the 
proper  time,  it  is  simplicity  itself  to  bring; 
the  pots  indoors  where  they  are  to  flow

Laboratory  tests  have  shown  that  clay

Living  trees 

You  don't  have  to  throw 
away  a  perfectly  beautiful 
tree  after  the  holidays — if 
you  buy  one  with  the  roots 
intact.  Living  Christmas 
trees  are  sold  in  increasing 
numbers  every  year.  Some 
have  their  roots  and  soil-ball 
wrapped  in  burlap;  others 
come  in  large  pots  or  cans 
and  may  be  kept  outside  as 
potted  trees  and  used  the  fol- 

lowing year.  Most  trees  can 
be  used  for  two,  sometimes 
three,  Christmases  before 
outgrowing  their  pots. 

Any  living  Christmas  tree 
can  have  a  difficult  time  ac- 

climating indoors.  Before  you 
thrust  a  large  evergreen  into 
your  warm  living  room,  let  it 
spend  two  or  three  days  at  a 
half-way  point  between  tem- 

perature extremes:  an  un- 
heated  garage  or  balcony,  for 
example. 

Inside,  water  the 

potted  tree  fre- 
quently. Think  of 

it  as  a  house 

plant,  but 

since  it  isn't growing  much 
at  this  time  of 

year,  don't  wor- ry about  light 
V  or  fertilizer. 

Remember  not 
to  keep  the  tree  indoors  for 
longer  than  a  week,  and  send 
it  back  to  that  unheated  spot 
for  a  few  nights  afterwards. 
Then  put  the  tree  where  you 
want  it,  sheltered  from  cold 
north  winds  and  away  from 
low-lying  cold  pockets.  With 
its  roots  sitting  above 
ground,  a  potted  plant  is  not 
as  cold-hardy  as  its  fellow 
evergreens  in  winter.

New  face  for 
old  garage 

In  Oklahoma  City,  just  as 
Mr.  and  Mrs.  James  Wigley 
were  about  to  tear  down 
their  old  detached  two-car 

garage,  they  had  second 
thoughts.  And  are  they  glad 
they  did!  They  now  have  an 
entertainment  area,  a  roller- 
skating  rink,  and  a  sometime 
parking  space  all  in  the  same 
place.  And  it  cost  them  just 

$300  and  a  week's  hard 
work.  How  did  they  do  it? 
By  removing  the  wood  siding 
from  three  of  the  walls,  strip- 

ping the  interior  of  excess 
overhangs  and  shelving,  and 

adding  a  trim  of  wood  shin- 
gles around  the  top  of  the  in- 
side walls.  Then,  with  some 

bender  boards  and  lattice 

strips,  Mr.  Wigley  made 
some  arches  and  put  a  fence 
of  two-by-fours  along  one 
side  and  the  back  of  the  for- 

mer garage.  The  floor,  made 
of  cement,  was  left  the  same. 
Finally,  a  new  coat  of  paint 

was  added,  and  voila! — an- 

other space  saved.  "All  the work  was  done  with  simple 

household  tools,"  say  the  Wig-

Coriander:  The  herb  that 
Coriander  is  an  ancient 
flavoring  much  referred  to  in 
the  literature  of  its  time.

pleasant. You  will  also  rarely  see 
coriander  grown  in  window 
sill  herb  gardens,  for  the 
seeds  have  a  reputation  for 

being  hard  to  start.  The  solu- 
tion to  the  problem  is  easy 

enough.  First,  most  corian- 

adds  spice 

der  seeds  have  been  fumigat- 
ed, so  they  are  less  likely  to 

sprout  than  seeds  selected  for 

growing.  (One  source  is  Hill- 
top Herb  Farm,  P.O.  Box 

1734,  Cleveland,  Tex. 
77327.)  Secondly,  coriander 

seeds  sometimes  need  coax- 
ing. Soak  them  in  tepid  water 

for  24  hours  before  planting.

Q.  From  the  mark  and  photograph, 
can  you  tell  me  who  made  my  silver 
comb  and  something  about  its  use? 

L.G. — Fredericksburg,  Va. 

fl.  Your  sterling  silver  comb  was  made 
by  the  American  silversmiths  Kennard 
and  Jenks,  who  were  active  in  Boston 
about  1875-1880.  Hair  ornaments  were 

popular  throughout  the  Victorian  peri- 
od. Combs  were  worn  either  on  the  fore- 

head, so  the  upper  part  of  the  comb 
formed  a  diadem,  or  placed  in  the  chi- 

gnon at  the  back  of  the  head.  Unlike 
your  comb,  the  body  of  the  comb  was 
usually  tortoise  shell. 

Sheralon-slyle  card  table 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  what  style  my  ta- 
ble represents  and  whether  it  is  very 

old?  E.L.P.— St.  Charles,  Mo. 

A..  If  your  Sheraton-style  card  table  is  a 
period  piece,  it  was  made  in  Boston, 
probably  by  John  and  Thomas  Seymour, 
about  1800.  (Their  furniture  is  charac- 

terized by  excellent  craftsmanship.)  The 

prolongation  of  the  legs  upward  to  inter- 

rupt the  tabletop  was  one  of  Sheraton's 

favorite  devices  and  he  used  it  in  all 
kinds  of  furniture.  It  constitutes  one  of 
the  main  stylistic  differences  between 
Sheraton  and  Hepplewhite,  who  never 
employed  this  form  of  construction.  To 
determine  the  authenticity  of  your  table, 
have  an  expert  in  the  field  examine  it.

Q.  Have  you  any  information  con- 
cerning the  sculptor  who  made  my

A.  Your  sculpture  is  the  work  of  Franz 
von  Stuck  (1863-1928),  German  painter, 
graphic  artist,  sculptor,  architect,  and 
designer.  A  founder  member  of  the  Mu- 

nich Secession,  1893,  he  taught  at  the 

Munich  Academy  from  1895.  He  mod- 
eled figures  for  reproduction  in  bronze 

and  ceramics.  His  signatures — Franz 
Stuck  and  Franz  von  Stuck — were  en- 

graved. The  C.  Leyer  Bronze  Foundry  at 
Munich  cast  figures  after  models  by  von 
Stuck  and  others.

Q.  I've  drawn  the 
mark  for  you  and 

hope  you  can 
identify  the  mak- er of  my  porcelain 
dish  and  where  it 
comes  from.

A.  According  to  the  mark,  your  dish 
was  made  at  a  porcelain  factory  started 
in  1860  at  Kdnigszelt,  Silesia,  Germany. 
It  dates  before  1891.  The  distinguishing 

letters  "P  K"  in  your  mark  are  for  For- 
zellanfabrik  Kdnigszelt.

t  and  whimsy  for  your  plan 
with  easy  topiary  tricks 

Topiary — the  art  of  training  plants  by 
clipping,  coaxing,  and  even  wiring 
branches  into  place,  though  thousands 
of  years  old,  is  strictly  a  Western  art. 
Oriental  horticulturists  dislike  its  artifi- 

ciality, stressing  that  man  must  conceal 
his  work  within  nature  so  that  his  hand 

goes  unnoticed. 
Yet,  to  our  eyes,  the  Oriental  garden 

doesn't  always  seem  untouched.  Certain- 
ly the  Japanese  mode  has  a  formality  of 

its  own.  And  consider  bonsai.  It's  natu- 
ral looking,  perhaps,  but  it  is  not  invisi- 
ble within  the  framework  of  nature. 

Topiary,  although  obviously  different, 
is  in  a  way  the  Western  version  of  bon- 

sai. However,  instead  of  taking  decades 
to  form,  it  takes  mere  years.  In  the  case 
of  some  vining  plants,  it  takes  only 
months — English  ivy  and  the  creeping 
fig,  Ficus  pumila,  as  well  as  the  grape 
ivy,  Cissus  rhombifolia,  are  particularly 
adaptable  to  indoor  topiary,  a  form  of 
house-plant  cultivation  completely  ne- 

glected until  recently. 
Traditional  topiary,  in  which  garden 

plants  are  formed  primarily  by  constant 
clipping,  can  also  be  applied  to  some  in- 

door potted  plants.  High  on  the  list  of 
these  are  thyme,  rosemary,  and  sage. 
They  are  best  formed  into  cubes,  obe- 

lisks, cones,  and  balls — plain  geometric 
shapes.  Holly,  osmanthus,  Myrtus  com- 

munis, and  Ligustrum  lucidum  are  also 
good  solid  plants  for  these  forms — but, 

of  course,  you  can't  use  their  trimmings 
in  your  cooking. 

Start  with  a  dense,  fully-leaved  plant, 
one  whose  green  growth  begins  close  to 
the  soil  line.  Leggy  plants  are  doomed  to 
fail  at  anything  but  standards.  Shape  the 
plant  very  roughly  into  the  desired  form. 
However,  envision  the  final  design  to  be 
at  least  twice  the  size  of  your  starter 
plant. 

Don't  be  afraid  to  prune  severly. 
What  you'll  end  up  with  if  you  do  it 
right  is  a  frightful  mess  full  of  holes  and 

blank  spots.  But  that's  only  the  painful 
birth  of  your  topiary. 
New  growth  will  form,  making  the 

plant  lusher  than  ever  all  around.  After 

a  year's  good  growth,  however,  there 
may  still  be  holes.  If  so,  your  pruning 
will  need  some  assistance.  Using  twine 
or  thin  insulated  wire  of  a  subdued  color 
such  as  dark  green  or  brown,  tie  some  of 

With  these  simple 
techniques  you  can 
turn  house  plants  into 
geometric  shapes 
or  a  menagerie  of 
animals  and  birds 

the  branches  up  or  down  to  guide  them 
so  they  will  fill  in  the  holes  bit  by  bit. 

During  the  main  growing  season,  your 
topiary  will  need  to  be  shaped  every 
month.  Stop  only  when  growth  stops, 
and  commence  cutting  again  as  soon  as 
new  leaves  develop.  Keep  the  practice 

up  3  to  5  years,  and  you'll  end  up  with  a 
striking  piece  of  growing  sculpture,  not 
to  mention  a  valuable  one. 

no  big  deal  when  they  are  covered  wit 
greenery.  Still,  they  become  rather 

messy  to  handle  after  a  "year  or  so.  More to  their  detriment  is  the  fact  that  the 
wire  coat  hangers  are  hard  to  manage, 
The  heavy  thick  ones  make  for  difficult 
shaping.  The  flimsy  new  ones  bend  un 
der  the  weight  of  a  shirt  or  trousers  and 
are  as  likely  to  sag  from  the  weight  of 
the  plant  just  as  your  topiary  is  begia 
ning  to  reach  its  green  fullness.  Finally,  1 
invariably  find  that  the  piece  of  wire 
comes  just  1  inch  short  of  reaching 
where  I  want  it  to  reach.  Working  with 
wire  like  that,  the  only  solution  is  either 
to  make  the  form  smaller  or  to  try  cum< 
bersomely  to  wire  or  tape  pieces  together, 

Far  better  to  buy  wire  for  your 
frames.  A  good  hardware  store  or  eleo 

tricians'  supply  center  will  usually  carry 
aluminum  wire.  Rust-free  and  malleable,

To  make  topiary  ring:  Bend  wire  until  round  (l)i 
stick  ends  into  pot.

Making  the  frame 
Topiary  forms  come  in  a  surprisingly 
varied  selection,  with,  besides  geometri- 

cal forms,  enough  birds  and  animals  to 
start  your  own  zoo.  They  can  be  expen- 

sive, however,  particularly  the  large  and 
intricate  models. 

You  can,  however,  make  your  own 
forms.  Creating  one-of-a-kind  topiary  is 
an  ideal  indoor  gardening  project  for 

winter  nights  when  much  of  your  win- 
dow-sill garden  is  somnolent  and  slow  to 

do  anything. 

It's  possible  to  use  wire  coat  hangers 
to  frame  topiary  shapes,  but  they  have  a 
number  of  drawbacks.  For  one,  the  wire 

will  rust  and  become  discolored.  That's 

it's  your  best  bet.  Get  number  8  o: 
heavier.  (Wire  is  numbered  in  revers 
from  its  thickness — number  10  is  actual 
ly  lighter  and  thinner  than  8.) 

In  addition  to  stocking  up  on  wire 
you  should  have  on  hand  a  good  pair  o 
pliers — a  large-sized  pair  of  needle 
nosed  pliers  with  rounded  pincers  and  \ 
wire-cutting  bit  is  your  best  all-arouni 
tool.  A  roll  of  good-quality,  waterproo 

electrician's  tape  or  some  florist's  wir will  also  be  needed.  And  for  comple; 

shapes,  you  will  need  some  chicken  wir 
and  coarse  sphagnum  moss.  Wire  bend 
ers  aren't  really  necessary,  but  they  an 
sometimes  handier  than  pliers.

local  hardware  store  doesn't  stock  them, 
try  the  fishing  department  of  a  good 
sporting-goods  store  (wire-bending  tools 
are  used  by  avid  fishermen  to  make  their 
own  lures). 

What  shape  to  make 

Almost  everyone  starts  with  a  simple 
ring.  Take  a  length  of  wire  a  little  longer 
than  the  ring  you  want.  Bend  it  until  it  is 
round.  Now,  rather  than  joining  the 
ends,  bend  them  at  right  angles  and  stick 
them  into  the  pot.  Train  ivy  or  creeping 
fig  up  along  the  wire  loop  by  planting 
one  or  two  plants  at  each  end  of  the  ring. 
As  the  plants  grow,  tie  the  stems  gently 
but  firmly  to  the  wire  ring  with  cotton- 
covered  wire  or  insulated  wire. 

A  giant  toadstool  is  another  easy  topi- 
ary for  beginners.  Get  a  wire  hanging 

basket  from  your  garden  center.  Fill  the 
basket  with  sphagnum  moss  and  cover 
the  open  part  with  a  flat  sheet  of  chicken 
wire.  Tie  the  chicken  wire  into  place 

with  florist's  wire.  Then  turn  the  form 
upside  down  in  the  manner  of  a  mush- 

room cap  and  wire  it  firmly  to  a  Vi-  or 
y4-inch  dowel  stuck  firmly  through  the 
center  of  a  flowerpot.  Train  your  plants 
up  the  dowel  stem,  then  all  over  the 
sphagnum-covered  top.  Mist  the  mush- 

room cap  often  to  keep  the  moss  moist. 
Simple  flat  animal  forms  can  be  made 

in  much  the  same  way  as  the  ring — that 
is,  you  make  a  silhouette  or  outline  and 
train  the  plants  along  this  one  wire. 

However,  it's  the  three-dimensional 
forms  that  really  make  striking  topiary. 
Essentially  the  trick  is  to  make  a  silhou- 

ette form  and  then  flesh  it  out  by  shap- 
ing a  body  from  chicken  wire.  The  inside 

cavities,  like  that  of  the  mushroom, 
should  be  filled  with  sphagnum  moss 
kept  constantly  moist — but  not,  of 
course,  dripping. 

Those  who  would  rather  grow  the  to- 
piary than  make  the  forms  and  can't  lo- 
cally find  a  shape  to  their  liking  can 

acquire  a  whole  menagerie  of  forms 
from  Vine  Arts,  6  Charcote  Place,  Balti-

The  polka*dotted 

j  bean  lopiary 

Scarlet  runner  beans  are  a  double-pur- 
pose ornamental  creeper  yielding  strik- 

jing  flowers  as  well  as  a  good  kitchen 
harvest.  To  train  a  vegetable  within  the 
confines  of  a  topiary  frame  would  seem 
most  unorthodox.  Yet  this  fast-growing 
bean  serves  the  purpose  well,  dotting  the 
traditionally  monochromatic  form  with 
brilliant  splashes  of  color. 

The  scarlet  runner  bean  topiary  will 
need  the  sunniest  spot  your  home  af- 

fords— and  the  warmest  one.  Beans  are 
tropical  and  semitropical  in  origin.  They 
do  best  with  daytime  temperatures  in  the 
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ous.  rumng  me  topiary  on  the  balcony 
or  a  sunny  terrace  is  an  ideal  way  for  the 
bean  plants  to  spend  their  summer.  But 

if  that's  your  plan,  wait  to  plant  until  6 
to  8  weeks  before  summer  comes  to  your 

part  of  the  country.  And  don't  put  the 
scarlet  runner  bean  topiary  outside  until 
you  are  sure  nighttime  temperatures  will 
not  fall  any  lower  than  the  40s. 

A  frame  is  essential  for  bean  topiary. 
Left  to  its  own  devices,  the  scarlet  run- 

ner bean  will  either  grow  into  a  tangled 
heap  or,  if  anything  climable  lies  within 

the  plant's  reach,  proceed  to  shoot 
straight  up  as  far  as  the  object  in  ques- 

tion permits.  Heights  of  8  to  10  feet  are 
far  from  uncommon  with  beanpoles  in 
the  garden. 

The  best  topiary  forms  for  scarlet  run- 
ner beans  are  the  simpler,  traditional 

geometric  ones — pyramids,  globes, 
cubes,  and  cones.  More  intricate  ones 
such  as  birds  and  animals  are  rather 

hard  to  cover  evenly,  the  rapidly  grow- 
ing bean  plants  tending  to  fuzz  the  nar- 
row parts  of  the  forms  such  as  legs  and 

necks.  Another  consideration  is  the 

plants'  zooming  vertical  growth.  You'll 
be  able  to  control  it  to  some  degree. 
Even  so,  tall  forms  are  preferred  over 

squat  ones. 
Beans  like  a  rich  soil  when  they  are 

growing  in  pots,  and  they  need  substan- 
tial quantities  of  water.  So  from  a  practi- 
cal point  of  view,  anything  less  than  an 

8-inch  pot  will  be  inadequate  to  keep  the 

plants  roots  moist.  Also,  since  your  run- 
ner beans  will  turn  out  yards  and  yards 

of  growth  per  plant,  you  will  need  a 

large  form,  one  at  least  3  feet  high.  Con- 
sidering this,  anything  less  than  an  8- 

inch  pot  would  tend  to  look  unbalanced. 
Plant  6  to  10  seeds  evenly  around  the 

base  of  your  form.  Add  a  few  inside  as 
well.  Don't  skimp.  You  can  always 

pinch  the  plants  back.  But  it's  hard  to get  filler  plants  started  later  when  you 
find  large  holes  developing  in  your 
greenery. 

Once  the  plants  are  growing,  they  will 
weave  themselves  obligingly  around  the 
wires  of  the  form.  Your  only  task  will  be 
to  tuck  the  vines  in  and  about  the  holes 

so  that  the  shape  becomes  solid.  Don't be  afraid  to  lead  particularly  strong 
growth  all  the  way  down  to  the  bottom 
of  the  frame.  It  will  grow  right  up  again, 

making  your  topiary  denser  than  ever. 
Also  don't  be  afraid  to  pinch  back  new 
growth  once  it  grows  out  of  bounds.  The 
same  holds  true  for  flowers.  Pinch  them 
off  as  soon  as  the  bright  scarlet  blossoms 
have  begun  to  fade.  The  more  you  pinch, 
the  more  you  get. 

Of  course,  if  your  topiary  is  on  the 
balcony  or  terrace,  where  the  insects  can 
spot  the  blossoms  for  pollination,  you 
might  consider  leaving  a  few  to  set  seed.

designed  for  vacation  purposes" 
Vacation  houses  are  Marco  Aldaco's 
specialty,  and  on  pages  150  to  157  you 
will  see  some  of  the  designs  that  have 

built  his  reputation  as  one  of  Mexico's 
leading  architects.  Created  with  an 

imaginative  blend  of  modern  and  tradi- 
tional materials  and  techniques,  his  de- 

signs are  very  specific  to  their  locations, 
but  the  thinking  behind  them  offers  an 
illuminating  and  practical  approach  to 
building  anywhere  in  a  hot  climate. 

Marco,  your  houses  are  all  at  the 
beach  or  by  the  sea.  Why  is  that? 
The  sea  is  something  that  calls  me.  I 

don't  know  why,  but  I  think  that  people 
by  the  sea  live  with  less  effort,  more 

peacefully,  and  it's  easier  for  me  to  ex- 
press myself  there.  At  the  beach,  in  Aca- 

pulco  as  well  as  in  Cancun,  you  have 
artisans  who  have  kept  the  special  local 
ways  of  solving  problems,  who  build 
their  houses  with  their  own  hands.  You 

have  more  possibilities  when  you  work 

with  artisans  like  that.  In  the  long  run — 
and  this  is  a  great  truth — I  copy  the 
housemaking  techniques  of  all  times,  and 
those  who  know  them  best  are  people 

who  live  right  in  the  region.  For  exam- 
ple, when  I  put  in  a  wood  beam,  I  need 

wood  that  won't  rot.  They  know  which 
one  I  should  use  and  show  it  to  me.  They 

say,  look,  use  a  zapote  beam.  So  in  a  mo- 
ment we  jointly  resolve  a  structural  prob- 

lem in  the  most  natural  way. 

Local  artisans  give  a  special  local  per- 
sonality to  the  houses.  Not  in  the  pro- 

portions, because  I  give  them  some 
primary  drawings.  Then  all  we  do  is 
watch  that  things  work  out  the  way  we 
want  them  to  go.  But  we  give  them  an 
absolute  freedom  to  work  in  their  own 

traditional  style,  because  with  that  free- 
dom within  the  same  shape  things  come 

out  differently.  You  see  that  I  barely  use 
straight  lines  but  that  everything  is  geo- 

metrical. I  consider  that  architecture  is 

geometry  but  the  finishing  is  within  the 

dimension  of  the  laborer's  hand.  These 
artisans  never  use  straight  lines  in  their 
houses.  So  instead  of  making  them  do 
things  that  are  not  natural  to  them  I 

adapt  myself  and  say,  "If  this  man 
knows  how  to  work  in  a  certain  way,  I'll 
just  let  him  do  it,  and  I  will  use  my  cre- 

ativity to  take  advantage  of  it." 
My  expression  is  up-to-date.  I  don't  cre- 

ate things  out  of  our  time,  although 
many  of  the  elements  are  ones  that  have 
always  been  used,  elements  that  people 
can  touch  and  identify  with.

An  interview  with 
Marco  Aldaco

Are  your  houses  for  all  year 
round? 

The  ones  I'm  doing  now  are  not.  My  cli- 
ents are  people  who  come  here  to  take 

refuge  from  the  cold,  or  who  work  hard 
in  big  cities  and  come  for  a  vacation.  So 
my  houses  are  designed  to  be  pleasing 
and  comfortable  when  the  weather  is 
best.  If  I  were  to  make  a  house  for  all 

year,  that  is  for  the  rainy  season,  I  would 
have  to  have  windows  and  protections 
that  would  then  have  to  be  removed 

when  the  weather  is  best  and  people 
come.  For  me,  a  vacation  house  should 

be  designed  for  vacation  purposes — to 
free  you  from  complications,  to  give  you 
a  natural,  authentic  rest.  So  I  try  to  do 
something  different.  I  make  houses  that 
are  practically  empty  when  people  are 
not  there.  In  their  city  houses  people 
have  so  many  objects  that  complicate 
their  existence.  Simple  open  spaces  give 

them  freedom — they  don't  have  to  worry 
about  things  being  stolen,  or  broken,  or 
difficult  cleaning,  or  mechanical  systems 
breaking  down.  They  can  really  rest. 

Actually  my  houses  consist  of  two  ele- 
ments: an  open  part,  which  I  would  like 

to  say  more  about  later,  and  a  closed 
part.  I  always  give  people  the  option  of 
opening  or  closing  their  own  space.  The 
bedrooms  are  the  closed  part.  They  are 

like  safe-deposit  boxes.  Fireproof,  mud- 
proof,  and  constructed  to  withstand 
earthquakes,  they  are  fortresses  where 
you  can  shut  yourself  in,  or  if  you  are  in 

the  mood,  throw  open  doors  and  win- 
dows and  sleep  in  the  fresh  air. 

Most  of  the  furniture  in  your 
bedrooms  is  built  as  an  integral 
part  of  the  room.  Why  is  that? 
To  simplify  cleaning,  and  to  eliminate 
any  places  where  insects  or  animals 
could  hide.  All  the  walls  and  fioors  are 

white  so  you  can  detect  and  deal  with 
them  easily  if  they  come  in.  The  walls 
are  curved  so  as  not  to  leave  a  single 

space  where  a  spider  may  knit  its  web — 

spiders  don't  know  how  to  make  webs  in 
curved  spaces.  Though  the  way  things 
are  going,  in  about  three  years,  I  think 
spiders  will  have  learned  to  do  so. 

You  say  that  you  make  a  house 
so  that  people  may  appreciate 
nature.  Would  you  explain? 
Nature  is  always  part  of  my  composi 

tions — a  beautiful  tree,  the  sea  hitting 
rock.  Part  of  the  success  that  my  houses! 
have  is  due  to  the  landscape  where  Jj 
build  them.  Not  all  the  merit  is  mine 
Nature  is  there  in  front  of  us.  The  onl 

merit  I  have  is  to  make  people  see  thingsl 
that  they  would  normally  ignore.  For  ex 
ample,  there  is  a  rock  in  front  of  us.  Kj 
you  look  at  it  from  the  land  next  door  it 

will  seem  less  spectacular.  That  is  be- 
cause I  am  framing  it,  giving  it  the  light 

it  should  have,  the  importance  it  should 
have,  with  the  help  of  a  certain  axis  1 
have  built  into  the  house.  Really  my 
houses  are  built  to  allow  you  to  feel  in 
brotherhood  with  nature.  Deep,  deep  in 
the  human  being  are  atavisms,  things  we| 
were  born  with,  distant,  maybe  forgot 

ten,  but  unerasable;  things  to  which  we| 
would  like  to  go  back.  We  like  to  sit  un 
der  a  tree,  or  to  roast  a  steak  out  on  thel 
fire  and  eat  it  right  there  as  in  the  times 
when  fire  was  discovered.  We  like  to  see 
sunsets,  to  take  our  shoes  off  and  be  able 
to  walk  barefoot,  to  feel  the  breeze  on 

our  bodies — which  is  better  than  any  air 
conditioner.  Now  when  you  arrive  at  my 
houses  the  first  thing  you  feel  like  doing 
is  taking  off  your  shoes,  because  the 
floors  feel  very  pleasant  under  your  feet. 
When  I  make  floors  I  touch  them,  I  take 

off  my  shoes  and  feel  them  delicious  un- 
der the  soles  of  my  feet.  If  the  floor  does 

not  feel  delicious,  it  is  not  finished  yet. 
The  floor  is  not  humid,  it  has  a  pleasant 

temperature,  and  we  achieve  this  by  us- 
ing natural  elements.  There  is  a  constant 

circulation  of  air  which  cools  and  dries. 

We  capture  the  winds  and  let  them  out 
throughout  the  house  in  a  controlled 
way  by  means  of  these  very  high  ceilings 
made  of  palm  thatch,  these  palapas.  The 
palapa  is  a  cone  that  draws  air  up  and 
out  through  holes  at  the  top.  By  adjust- 

ing the  orientation  of  the  rooms,  the 
height  of  the  ceiling,  the  depth  of  the 
overhang,  and  the  slope  of  the  roof,  we 
can  control  the  circulation.  The  open 

part  of  the  house,  the  living  room,  can 
be  completely  open  because  we  plan  the 
direction  of  the  winds.  In  some  living 
rooms  we  have  a  wall  at  the  back  with 
its  back  to  the  breeze  where  you  can 
move  if  it  becomes  too  windy.  In  all  my 

houses,  too,  I  have  a  place  to  be  in  the

Poke  a  sporting-goods  pin 
valve  up  through  the  hole  in 

the  orange  cap  until  Vg-inch 
of  the  valve  is  exposed. 
Secure  with  masking  tape. 

Replace  on  glue  bottle.  To 
make  an  egg  ornament, 
shake  egg  vigorously  to 

break  yolk.  Using  a 

pushpin,  carefully 
punch  a  small  hole  in 
the  narrow  end  of  the 

egg,  and  poke  a  hole 
twice  as  large  in  the 
broad  end.  Carefully 

insert  the  pump's  pin 
valve  into  the  egg's small  hole.  Squeeze 

pump  2  or  3  times.  If 
egg  doesn't  spurt  out of  the  large  hole 
immediately,  stop  and 

break  the  egg's membrane  with  a 

narrow-gauge  wire 
before  continuing. 
When  eggs  are  empty, 
clean  them  out 
thoroughly.  Gently 

pump  in  warm  water, 
shake,  and  draw 
water  out.  To  hang 

the  egg  ornaments, 
bend  a  12-inch  length 
of  narrow-gauge  wire 
in  half,  insert  the 
folded  end  into  the 

egg's  small  hole,  out 
the  large  hole,  and 
bend  to  one  side. 
Twist  free  ends 

together  to  form  a 

hook  for  hanging.  Handle 

egg  ornaments  carefully — they're  very  fragile.  Keep  egg 
ornaments  from  year  to  year 
in  their  original  cartons.

Replace  a  frayed  iron 
cord,  stop  drafts, 
plus  the  best  way  to 
weather-strip  a  door 

Q.  The  cord  to  my  iron  is  frayed  and 
needs  replacing.  How  do  I  do  this? 

A.  Replacing  an  iron  cord  is  fairly  sim- 
ple. First  disconnect  the  old  cord  to  see 

which  of  three  types  of  connectors  it  has. 
The  cord  may  extend  from  either  the 
top,  back,  or  side  of  the  iron  handle.  It 

may  also  have  a  removable  "strain  re- 
lief (a  rubber  or  wire  sleeve  that  sup- 

ports the  cord  as  it  projects  from  the 
handle).  Loosen  the  screw  that  secures 
the  cover  plate  and  holds  the  cord  in 
place  within  the  handle.  Remove  the 
plate.  Now  you  will  be  able  to  discon- 

nect the  cord  from  the  terminals.  Most 

Quick-disconnect  termin- 
als, left;  above,  eyelet  or 

ring  connector,  U-shaped 
spade  connector. 

cords  will  have  one  of  three  types  of  sol- 
derless  connectors.  The  easy-disconnect 
or  quick-disconnect  .type  has  a  shaped 
metal  sleeve  that  fits  over  a  tongue  on 
the  iron.  It  disconnects  by  pulling.  The 
spade  connector  is  U-shaped  and  slides 
under  the  head  of  a  terminal  screw. 
Loosen  the  screw  to  slip  the  connector 
out.  With  the  eyelet  or  ring  connector, 
the  terminal  screw  goes  through  the  cen- 

ter of  the  ring.  The  screw  must  be  re- 
moved for  the  wires  to  be  disconnected. 

A  fourth  type  of  connection  may  be 
found  on  older  irons:  bare  wire  wrapped 
(clockwise)  around  the  terminal  screws. 
Loosen  the  screws  and  unwrap  the 
wires.  You  may  find  on  older  irons  that 
the  wires  have  been  knotted  in  certain 
ways  or  the  cord  tied  to  relieve  strain  at 
the  point  where  it  protrudes  through  the 
handle.  Sketch  any  such  knots  so  you 
will  remember  to  repeat  them  when  in- 

stalling a  new  cord. 
Replacement  cords  can  be  purchased 

at  a  hardware  store.  They  are  available 
in  7-foot  lengths,  with  or  without  mold- 

ed strain  reliefs.  Be  sure  to  purchase  a 

cord  with  the  correct  type  of  terminal 

pattern  for  your  specific  iron.  Any  ter- 
minal will  work  for  the  bare  wire  con- 

nection— simply  snip  the  connectors  off 
and  bare  the  ends  of  the  wire.  If  your 
iron  had  any  specific  knots  or  wiring  pe- 

culiarities, repeat  them  before  the  termi- 
nals are  secured.  Plug  in  connectors  or 

tighten  terminal  screws  as  necessary,  re- 
place coverplate,  and  fasten  the  securing 

screw. 

Q.  Do  you  know  a  way 
to  stop  drafts  emanating  from 
hard-to-insulate  places? 

A.  In  winter,  you  notice  the  places  in 
your  house  that  leak — holes  where  the 
walls  and  floors  meet,  voids  around 
pipes  and  electrical  boxes,  drafty  spaces 
around  windows,  doors  and  thresholds, 
even  cracks  and  holes  in  masonry  walls. 
These  places  are  hard  to  insulate  with 
normal  sealers  and  caulks  dispensed  in 
tubes.  A  good  way  to  get  at  them  is  with 
a  urethane  foam  sealant  called  Polycel 
One.  A  relatively  new  product,  it  comes 
in  an  aerosol  can,  shoots  out  like  shaving 

cream,  and  hardens  into  a  rigid,  closed- 
cell  foam  insulation.  It  cures  to  double 

or  triple  its  volume  to  fill  even  odd- 
shaped  spaces.  (On  very  warm  days,  it 
will  expand  even  further.)  Since  the 
foam  is  a  non-solvent  system  when 
cured,  it  will  never  shrink,  dry  out,  or 

pull  away  as  do  other  caulking  and  seal- 
ing materials  when  they  age. 

How  to  use:  As  the  foam  is  very  gooey, 

sticky,  and  messy  to  use,  wear  old  cloth- 
ing and  disposable  plastic  or  rubber 

gloves  (surgical  supply  houses  sell  thin 
rubber  gloves).  Polycel  One  can  be 
wiped  off  with  nail  polish  remover  (ac- 

etone), turpentine,  or  paint  thinner 
(mineral  spirits)  when  in  the  soft,  tacky 
state.  It  is  very  difficult  to  remove  when 
it  hardens,  so  wipe  as  necessary  while  it 
is  still  latherlike. 

The  foam  is  channeled  through  one  of 
two  tubes  which  are  inserted  into  the 

cap.  The  wider,  8-inch-long  tube  will 
yield  a  bead  of  foam  that  cures  to  Vi  inch 
in  width.  The  narrower,  6-inch-long  tube 
will  yield  foam  that  cures  to  Vt  inch.  In 
both  cases,  these  sizes  are  based  on  using 
medium  pressure  on  the  activator  cap. 
Do  not  completely  fill  the  space  you  are 

insulating,  since  the  material  will  ex- 
pand. Only  a  small  bead  of  foam  is  re- 

quired to  fill  a  crack  or  gap.  If  the  foam 
overflows,  trim  it  away  when  cured

What  you  should  know  about 

big-screen  TV  in  your  media  room 
With  the  introduction  and  spread  of  new 
/ideo  devices,  media  rooms  are  expected 
o  become  as  common  in  American 
lomes  of  the  next  decade  as  the  den  or 
amily  room  of  past  years.  The  heart  of 
;he  media  room  is  the  giant-screen  TV,  a 
far  more  versatile  entertainment  device 

than  the  expensive  professional-type 
movie  projector,  which  it  almost  directly 
replaces. 
You  can  locate  a  big-screen  projec- 

tion-TV receiver  in  your  living  room, 

DUt  it's  a  rather  dominating  instrument, 
probably  more  at  home  in  a  specially 
:reated  space.  The  projection  TV  set 
provides  a  movie-sized  picture  without 
the  bother  and  cost  of  film-type  projec- 

tion systems.  The  pictures  it  shows  you 
are  television,  of  course — sports,  movies, 
>itcoms,  and  the  rest — but  with  a  new 
dimension  of  life-sized  realism.  To  im- 

prove on  conventional  TV  fare,  you  can 
;onnect  a  home  videocassette  recorder, 

kvhich  will  let  you  store  the  best  TV  pro- 
grams for  viewing  at  your  choice  of  time, 

3r  show  recent  movies,  as  well  as  old- 
time  movie  classics,  in  uncut  form.  With 
i  color  video  camera,  you  can  make  and 

>how  "electronic  home  movies"  of  your 
family  and  friends. 

Here  are  some  of  the  most  frequently 
asked  questions  about  the  newest  room 
in  the  house — the  media  room. 

Q.  How  big  should  the  room  be? 
A.  It  depends  entirely  on  the  space  you 
lave  available  and  the  type  of  equipment 
you  install.  Some  families  have  set  up 
media  rooms  in  areas  not  much  larger 

than  8  by  12  feet.  And  this  needn't  actu- 
ally be  a  separate  room.  It  can  be  an  al- 

;ove  off  a  recreation  area,  or  even  a 
corner  of  a  room  itself.  On  the  other 

land,  some  people  have  designed — or 
redesigned — their  homes  with  a  large 
media  room  as  a  centerpiece.  Of  course, 
the  amount  of  space  you  have  and  the 
number  of  people  you  expect  in  your 
'audience"  should  determine  the  type  of 
rv  projector  you  buy. 

Q.  Exactly  what  Is  a  TV  projector? 

A.  A  TV  projector,  or  projection  TV 
set,  actually  is  a  TV  which  enlarges  the 
picture  by  throwing  it  onto  the  screen, 
lust  as  a  movie  projector  does.  In  a  con-

ventional  "direct-view"  TV  set,  the  pic- 
ture you  view  is  on  the  face  of  a  cathode- 

ray  tube,  commonly  known  as  a  picture 
tube.  A  projection  TV  uses  optical  lenses 
in  front  of  one  or  more  cathode-ray 
tubes,  and  a  special  screen,  which  may 
either  be  separate  from  or  built  into  the 
television  receiver. 

Q.  How  big  is  the  screen? 
A.  The  sizes  vary,  generally  from  50 
inches  in  diagonal  measurement  (2/2  by 

3'/,  feet)  all  the  way  to  7  feet  (A'A  by  5V, 
feet).  Even  the  smallest  gives  a  picture 
area  nearly  4  times  bigger  than  a  stan- 

dard 25-inch  console.  The  largest  is 
more  than  1 1  times  bigger. 

Q.  Are  there  different  types  of 

projection  television? 
A.  There  are  two  principal  approaches. 

The  simplest,  and  usually  the  least  ex- 
pensive, uses  a  modified  standard  small- 

screen  TV  set  with  a  special  lens  system 
to  enlarge  and  project  the  picture.  The

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Other  type  has  three  small  projection 
tubes,  each  with  its  own  lens  system  to 

project  each  of  the  primary  colors. 
When  shopping  for  a  projection  set,  you 

can  tell  which  type  you're  viewing  sim- 
ply by  looking  from  the  screen  into  the 

business  end  of  the  projector  (it  won't 
hurt  you)  to  determine  whether  there  are 
three  light-emitting  systems  or  one.  A 
third  type,  a  variation  of  the  single-tube 
approach,  looks  like  a  large  console  and 

projects  its  picture  onto  a  translucen*^ screen  in  front  of  the  cabinet. 

Q.  How  do  the  systems  differ? 

A.  The  "three-barrel"  system  usually 
provides  more  brightness,  and  some- 

times more  picture  detail,  than  the  one- 
tube  types,  although  even  an  expert  can 
sometimes  be  fooled  by  just  looking  at 

the  picture.  On  the  other  hand,  the  sin- 
gle-tube type  has  no  color  registration 

problems,  while  three-barrel  units  often 
require  a  simple  color  conversion  oper- 

ation to  make  sure  the  three  colors  are  in 
exact  register. 

Q.  How  much  space  do  the  units 

require? 
A.  Many  one-piece  units  (which  can  be 
either  the  three-barrel  or  single-tube 
type)  fold  up  into  a  cabinet  not  much 
bigger  than  a  TV  console  when  not  in 
use.  The  projection  system  and  screen 
are  pulled  out  for  use.  Others  are  made 
in  two  pieces — a  projection  cabinet, 
which  usually  can  do  double  duty  as  a 
table,  and  a  separate  screen.  The  largest 
projectors  require  a  minimum  of  12  feet 
between  the  screen  and  the  back  of  the 
room;  the  smallest  can  be  viewed  in  less 
space.  These  are  minimums.  Because  the 
screen  is  easily  viewable  over  a  relatively 

large  area,  you're  probably  going  to 
want  your  room  to  be  big  enough  to  ac- 

commodate your  family  and  guests — 
and  you're  going  to  have  plenty  of  guests 
when  the  word  gets  around  that  you 
have  a  movie-sized  TV. 

Q.  How  much  do  the  projection 

systems  cost? 
A.  They  vary  anywhere  from  a  little 
more  than  the  cost  of  a  standard  TV

Q.  Is  oRy  particular  seating 
arrangeinent  required? 

A.  You'll  notice  that  most  TV  projec- 
tors have  curved  screens.  Although  the 

screen  contains  no  electronic  compo- 

nents, it's  an  integral  part  of  the  system. 
Its  reflective  surface  acts  as  a  mirror, 
and  the  curvature  is  designed  to  reflect 

the  picture  brightly  and  evenly  to  the 

principal  viewing  area.  The  high  bright- 
ness of  most  projectors  depends  on  this 

concentration  of  light.  Therefore,  "view- 
ing angle"  is  important. 

Viewing  angles  vary  with  different 

screens  and  systems — generally,  the  bet- 
ter the  system,  the  less  critical  the  view- 
ing angle.  If  your  screen  provides  a 

narrow  viewing  angle  (that  is,  if  it's 
deeply  curved),  the  audience  is  going  to 
have  to  sit  more  or  less  directly  in  front 
of  the  screen;  those  sitting  to  the  side 
will  see  a  dimmer  picture.  Viewers  who 
sit  close  to  the  screen  must  be  more  di- 

rectly in  front  of  it  than  those  farther 
back.

ious  distances  from  the  screen.  In  other 

words,  make  sure  the  equipment  is  prop- 
er for  the  proportions  of  your  room. 
Seating  should  be  comfortable,  be 

cause  it's  been  found  that  people  viewj 
projected  pictures  for  longer  periods  than 
they  do  direct-view  television.  Because  of 
the  characteristics  of  curved  screens,  the 
depth  of  the  viewing  area  should  b(:[ 

greater  than  its  width.  Seating  can  be  ar-j 

ranged  in  a  casual  manner  and  isn't  criti cal  so  long  as  all  viewing  positions  arel 
within  the  angles  of  best  brightness. 

Q.  Must  a  TV  projector  be  viewed 
in  darkness? 
A.  Not  at  all.  The  curved  screen  will  re 

fleet  only  lights  within  the  viewing  an 
gle — these  reflections  resulting  in  a  pale 
washed-out  picture.  Lamps  may  bi! 
placed  anywhere  outside  the  principa 

viewing  area — that  is,  toward  the  side; 
of  the  room  or  behind  the  screen;  over 

head  lights  may  even  be  used  if  the  ceil 
ing  is  fairly  high.  Of  course,  to  properlj 
focus  attention  to  the  screen,  extremelj 
bright  or  otherwise  distracting  lights 
should  be  avoided.  Many  projection  set 

work  well  in  daylight  if  placed  so  tha' 
windows  aren't  within  the  viewing  angle

Q.  How  can  I  connect  a 
video-cassette  recorder  to  a 

projection  TV  set? 

A.  The  same  way  you'd  connect  it  t( 
any  set — just  attach  it  to  the  projectioi 
TV's  antenna  terminals  and  connec 
your  TV  antenna  to  the  recorder.  Re 

member,  the  projection  TV  is  still  a  T^ 
set  and  works  like  any  other  TV,  excep 
for  its  means  of  displaying  the  picture 
Some  TV  projectors  do  have  an  impoi 
tant  feature  not  included  on  standar 

television  sets — a  set  of  jacks  for  direc 
audio  and  video  input.  Using  these,  th 
video  recorder  can  be  plugged  directl 
into  the  amplifier  of  the  TV  without  gc 
ing  through  its  tuning  system,  generall 
providing  a  better  picture. 

Q.  Can  I  connect  my  lii-ii  to  the 
projector  to  improve  the  TV  sound? 

A.  Yes,  and  it's  usually  easy.  Many  pre 
jection  sets  have  audio  output  jacks  fc 

direct  connection  to  the  "aux  input"  tei 
minal  of  a  home  stereo.  You  won't  g( 
stereo,  of  course,  but  the  monophoni 
sound  should  be  improved.  Actually,  th

Gardens  are  less  formal  and  cli- 
matic conditions  not  so  favorable. 

If  American  gardens  don't  lend  them- selves to  standards,  American  homes  do, 

particularly  if  the  decoration  is  modern, 
with  sharp,  clean  lines.  Being  simpler  in 
form  than  true  topiary,  standards  can 
employ  a  number  of  plants  unsuited  to 

fancy  shapes.  For  instance,  fuchsias,  ge- 
raniums, coleus,  and  calamondin  orange 

lend  themselves  to  standards. 

Ficus  benjamina — better  yet,  if  you 
can  find  a  specimen,  Ficus  nitida,  the  In- 

dian laurel — can  be  used  to  form  good 
natural  standards  for  large  rooms. 

Clipped  back  in  the  manner  of  true  topi- 
ary to  gradually  form  a  ball  once  they 

have  reached  the  desired  height,  these 

plants  rarely  need  staking.  Lauris  nobi- 
lis,  the  Sweet  bay  or  Grecian  laurel, 

makes  a  lovely  traditional  standard — but 
only  if  you  have  a  cool  sunporch  for  its 
winter  shelter  and  can  set  it  outside  dur- 

ing the  summer  months. 

Let's  assume,  however,  that  you're 
starting  with  a  geranium  that  has  a  sin- 

gle strong  growing  stem.  If  numerous 
stems  are  present,  cut  off  all  but  the  larg- 

est. 
Stick  a  stake  into  the  plant's  pot  quite 

close  to  the  stem.  A  green  bamboo  stake 
is  usually  the  most  unobtrusive.  A 
height  of  2  to  4  feet  is  standard,  but  se- 

lect the  height  which  fits  in  best  with 

your  room  scheme. 
As  the  stem  grows,  tie  it  gently  but 

firmly  to  the  stake.  Green  Twist-ems  can 
be  used,  but  be  very  careful  that  the  wire 

doesn't  cut  through  the  paper  and  bind 
into  the  stem.  The  stem  should  be  tied  to 

the  stake  every  1  or  2  inches  as  it  grows, 
to  minimize  shifting.  Any  side  shoots 

that  develop  should  be  pinched  off  im- 
mediately. What  you  want  is  a  growing 

head  on  a  bare  stem  going  up  and  up. 
Once  the  stem  is  an  inch  or  two  from 

the  top  of  the  stake,  pinch  back  the  tip. 

Now  you'll  get  multiple  shoots.  As  soon 
as  these  shoots  develop  2  to  4  sets  of 
leaves,  pinch  back  the  shoot.  Keep  up 
this  procedure  until  you  have  a  nice 

round  ball.  Even  then  you  can't  stop 
pruning,  since  the  standard  would  soon 
lose  its  shape  if  you  did.  So  keep  pinch- 

ing— it's  great  for  nervous  tension.  ■

Double-duty  tables— give  one  as 
a  present  for  the  house 

Decorators  are  calling  them  hi-lo  ta- 
bles— tables  that  can  be  used  as  dining 

tables  or  lowered  to  be  used  as  coffee  ta- 
bles. They  are  the  handsome,  versatile, 

big-investment  house  present  (let's  say 
for  your  own  house).  Most  of  them  are 
sold  in  major  department  stores  across 
the  country. 
Two  tables  from  Thayer  Coggin  are 

raised  and  lowered  by  a  lever  under  the 
tabletop.  One  that  looks  especially 
cheery  and  clean-cut  has  an  off-white 
(biscuit)  laminate  top,  48  inches  square 
with  rounded  corners,  that  sits  on  a 

bright-red  laminate  column.  It  grows 
from  22  inches  to  29  inches  high  and 

costs  $1,057.*  The  design  is  by  Milo 
Baughman. 

Also  among  Baughman's  designs  is  a 
table  with  a  sleek,  khaki-colored  (they 
call  it  Maple  Sugar)  lacquered  surface. 
The  tabletop  is  48  inches  square  and 
again  has  graceful  rounded  corners.  The 
top  rests  on  a  hefty  square  chunk  of 
wood-finished  laminate  colored  a  slight- 

ly deeper  shade  than  the  top.  The  range 
in  height  is  from  21  to  29  inches.  The 
price  is  $1,100;  manufactured  by  Thayer 
Coggin. 
Another  table  whose  top  moves  up 

and  down  with  a  lever  has  a  textured 
surface.  Try  running  your  hand  across 
it — hand-woven  African  reed,  linen, 
hobnail,  or  stucco.  The  surface  is  pro- 

tected by  a  shiny  lacquer  coating  on  top. 
The  table  is  square  with  beveled  corners, 
,so  it  has  eight  sides.  The  top  edge  of  the 
table  all  around  is  softly  rounded  off. 
The  pedestal  the  table  stands  on  is  in  the 
same  texture  and  shape  and  has  a  base 

that's  rounded  off  like  the  top  edge  of 
the  table.  The  tabletop  is  38  inches 

square.  It  rises  from  IT'/j  to  28/2  inches. 
From  Weiman/Warren  Lloyd,  $759. 

A  simple  idea — the  base  of  a  table  is 

turned  on  its  side  to  change  the  table's 
height.  One  that  can  do  this  trick  is 
made  by  Hickory  Chair.  It  has  a  remov- 

able 39-by-19'/2-inch  tray  (of  handsome 
3live-ash  burl)  with  three  sides — two 
with  openings  for  handles,  one  that 
:urves  in  toward  the  center — and  dou- 
Dle-X,  corkscrew-shaped  legs  of  the 
>ame  wood.  When  the  X-base  is  horizon- 
;al,  the  table  is  21  inches  high;  when  the

nches  high.  Cost  is  $395. 
A  table  made  by  Flair  has  a  base  of

all  four  ends  by  short  perpendicular 
pieces  of  chrome  with  toast-colored 
wood  trimmings.  When  the  double-X  of 
the  base  is  set  on  its  wide  side,  the  table 
is  17  inches  high.  If  you  turn  the  base 
around,  the  table  becomes  28/2  inches 
high.  The  top  is  a  separate  piece,  a  big 
54-by-40-inch  sheet  of  pristine,  clearest 
glass.  The  glass  top  costs  $130;  polished 
chrome  base  with  wood  trim,  honey  pine 
finish,  is  $310. 

Another  table  with  an  acrobatic  base 

is  from  Daystrom  Furniture.  The  top  is 
a  pale,  almond-colored  laminate  with 
matte  finish  (also  available  in  white), 
59/4  by  35  inches.  The  base  is  polished 
chrome  and  consists  of  two  units.  Each 
unit  has  two  L-shaped  chrome  pieces 
linked  together  at  the  short  ends  and  at

A  gift  of  beauty  for  flower  lovers 

One  idea  for  a  simple,  beautifully  de- 
signed vase  is  a  glass  globe.  Imagine  it 

filled  with  tulips  bowing  over  the  edges, 
or  with  a  couple  of  pert  roses.  A  fine  ex- 

ample is  the  delicate  clear  glass  globe — a 
9-inch  bubble — handblown  in  West  Vir- 

ginia. It  is  made  by  Rubel,  and  costs 
$16.95.  (12-inch  height,  $22.95.)  It  also 
comes  in  a  rich,  opaque  sapphire  blue 

with  a  shiny  finish.  (S'/j  inches  high, 
$10.95.)  All  are  at  The  Pottery  Barn. 

Two  little  bowls  of  cut  crystal  are  de- 
signed especially  for  keeping  roses.

of  plain,  thick  crystal  are  1 1  '/j  inches 
high;  for  one  that's  wider  and  squared 
off,  $79.  (Orrefors.) 

One  of  the  most  lyrical  is  from  Steu- 
ben. It's  a  lesson  in  dramatic  simplicity: 

a  cylinder  that's  about  as  wide  as  its 
walls.  The  rim  flares  out  generously,  like 

a  flower  opening.  The  V'^-inch-high 
"Pedicel  Vase"  is  designed  by  David 
Dowler,  $265. 

A  reproduction  of  an  18th-century 
Meissen  vase  shows  how  long  Western- 

ers have  liked  Oriental  design.  The  origi- 
nal, at  the  Smithsonian  Institution,  was 

handmade  and  handpainted  at  the  Meis- 

sen factory  in  Saxony  about  1725.  It's  a shm  column  of  white  porcelain  with  a 
delicate  garden  growing  gently  around 
the  sides.  Curving  stems  hold  large,  flop- 

py leaves  painted  soft  greens  and  blues 
topped  with  full-bloomed  roses,  peonies, 
and  fuchsias,  in  vivid  pinks  and  reds 

with  purple  and  yellow  touches.  Butter- 
flies and  a  hummingbird  fly  above,  and  a 

heron  walks  on  the  ground.  At  the  base 
is  a  handpainted  band  of  24-kt.  gold. 
The  "Saxony  Vase"  is  from  Lenox,  11 
inches  high,  $100. 

For  a  variation  on  the  cylinder  theme, 
there  is  a  tall  (23  inches  high)  clear  glass 
vase  with  generous  convex  flutes  all 
around.  The  flutes  widen  toward  the 
bottom  and  round  off  at  the  ends  to  look 

like  a  series  of  giant,  stretched-out  rain- 
drops. From  Rubel,  for  $32.50  at  The 

Pottery  Barn. 
Another  is  of  heavy  clear  glass  shaped 

into  a  rounded-off  square  and  decorated 
with  an  enormous,  bright,  amoeba- 
shaped  red  dot.  Hand-blown,  4/2  inches 
high,  $24.  (Venini.) 

One  that  has  a  flowing  shape  is  of 
thin,  clear  glass.  It  starts  from  a  round 
base,  then  divides  into  two  tubes  that 
merge  into  a  single,  wider  opening  at  the 

top.  There's  a  thin  glass  sheet  stretched 
across  the  tear-shaped  hole  in  the  mid- 

dle. From  Venini,  $132. 

A  vase  of  clear  glass  has  graceful  thin 
white  stripes  running  up  from  the  base 

to  the  top.  It's  narrow  at  the  bottom  and 
swells  out  near  the  top  like  a  puffed-out 
Robin's  chest  to  an  11 -inch  diameter, 
then  closes  in  again.  At  the  lip,  it  opens 

out  to  welcome  the  flowers.  It's  17  inch- 
es tall,  and  costs  $50.  (Bloomingdale's 

Superglass  collection.)

that's  been  rolhng  around  an  ocean  bed 
for  a  long  time.  The  opening  for  flowers 
and  water  extends  about  two-thirds  of 
the  way  down  the  body.  The  rest  is  solid 
.glass.  It  is  12  inches  high  and  costs  $135. 
All  of  these  Kosta  Boda  vases  are  avail- 

able through  Royal  Copenhagen. 
Also  to  be  found  are  miniatures  in 

classic  shapes:  for  instance,  a  5-inch- 
high  glass  vase  shaped  like  a  Greek  am- 

phora, in  an  opaque  sapphire  blue.  It's very  shiny  and  costs  $5.50  at  Dean  & 
Deluca.  Two  Oriental  designs  are  a  3  Vj- 
inch-high  vase  of  pale  green  opaline 
glass  (looks  like  jade)  with  a  graceful 
sloping  neck  and  chubby  round  body, 
$15  (it  comes  on  a  stand  of  hand-carved 
teak  with  little  curving  legs),  and  a  deep 
oxblood-red  porcelain,  tall  at  iVi  inches, 
with  a  round,  shiny  body,  short,  narrow 
neck,  and  delicate  handles  from  the  neck 
to  the  body,  $30.  The  black  lacquer 

stand  is  oval.  (Both  at  Gump's.)

nese-inspired lattice  design.  It  is  5  inches

For  another, 
ery  dollar  saved  from  your  tax  is  really 

orth  a  lot  more  than  just  $1.  If,  for  ex- 

nple,  you're  in  the  50  percent  tax 
acket,  each  dollar  saved  in  taxes  is 
orth  $2  earned.  Put  another  way,  you 
ive  to  earn  $2  to  keep  $1  after  taxes, 

hat's  more,  a  dollar  saved  today  is orth  more  than  a  dollar  saved  next 

ar — thanks  to  inflation.  If  the  inflation 
te  for  1979  works  out  to  around  13 

rcent,  today's  dollar  will  buy  87  cents 
orth  of  goods  next  year. 
There  are  two  basic  tax  tactics:  You 

m  reduce  your  income  by  deferring 

me  of  it  into  next  year,  or  you  can  in- 
case your  tax  deductions.  If  you  work 

r  yourself,  you  can  ask  to  be  paid  in 
nuary  for  work  you  do  in  December, 

ash-basis  taxpayers  are  liable  for  taxes 
1  income  when  it  is  received. 

By  the  same  token,  if  you  are  in  line 

r  a  year-end  bonus,  ask  your  company 
give  it  to  you  in  January  instead  of 

ecember.  Most  companies  will  give

r  this  year,  but  it  also  lets  you  use  the

xes.  Now,  assume  that  you  want  to  in- 
;st  your  bonus  in  a  tax-free  municipal 
5nd  fund  that  yields  6  percent.  Your

5,000  by  taxes,  would  earn  $300  in 
)80.  If  you  had  waited  one  month,  you 
mid  have  invested  $10,000  in  the  same 
md  fund,  where  it  would  earn  $600.

dvice  lor  investors 

ivestors  have  a  number  of  ways  to  time 
leir  gains  and  losses  to  get  the  best  tax 

breaks.  However,  whatever  else  you  do, 

don't  let  tax  considerations  dictate  what 
should  be  an  investment  decision.  It  is 

far  better  to  make  a  taxable  gain  than  it 
is  to  make  a  tax-deductible  loss. 

The  basic  idea  is  to  "cut  your  losses 
short  and  let  your  gains  run  long,"  as 
old  Wall  Street  hands  are  fond  of  saying. 
Cutting  your  losses  short  lets  you  end 
the  pain  of  a  losing  investment  and  can 
also  give  you  a  better  tax  deduction 
(from  an  investment  held  for  less  than 

12  months)  than  a  long-term  loss.  Short- 
term  losses  can  be  used  to  reduce  your 

ordinary  income  from  other  sources  dol- 
lar for  dollar.  It  takes  $2  of  long-term 

losses  to  offset  $1  of  ordinary  income. 

By  contrast,  long-term  capital  gains  give 
you  a  far  better  tax  break  than  short- 
term  gains.  Long-term  gains  are  taxed  at 
no  more  than  a  28  percent  rate,  while 
short-term  gains  can  be  taxed  at  up  to  a 
70  percent  rate. 

Here's  how  to  figure  out  your  gains 
and  losses.  Sort  out  your  investments 

into  four  categories:  long-term  gains, 
long-term  losses,  short-term  gains,  and 
short-term  losses.  The  reason  for  doing 

this  is  that  you  have  to  "net  out"  your 
positions.  In  other  words,  you  have  to 

apply  long-term  losses  against  long-term 
gains  and  short-term  losses  against 
short-term  gains.  Once  you  have  done 
that,  you  can  apply  any  losses  left 
against  any  kind  of  gain  you  have.  For 

example,  let's  assume  that  you  have: 

gams 
losses 

short  term 

$4,000 
$5,000 

long  term 

$6,000 
$1,000 

After  netting  out  your  short-term  po- 
sition, you  would  still  have  $1,000  of 

short-term  losses  to  apply  against  your 

long-term  gains.  (After  netting  out  your 
long-term  position,  you  would  still  have 
$5,000  of  long-term  capital  gains.) 

Assume  further  that  all  of  these  are 

just  paper  gains  and  losses — you  haven't 
sold  anything  yet.  If  that's  the  case,  you 
have  a  number  of  good  options.  If  the  in- 

vestments showing  a  short-term  gain 
still  look  like  winners,  hang  on  to  them 

for  as  long  as  you  can — or  at  least  until 

they  become  long-term  gains.  Should 

they  look  weak — sell  them.  For  the  sake 

of  this  example,  let's  say  that  half  your 
short-term  gains  are  starting  to  look 

weak  and  you  decide  to  sell  them.  After 

taking  all  your  short-term  losses,  you 
would  still  have  $3,000  of  short-term

losses  to  apply  against  your  long-term 

gains. However,  using  a  short-term  loss  to 
offset  a  long-term  gain  is  a  waste  of  good 
deduction.  (Remember  that  long-term 
capital  gains  are  taxed  at  no  more  than  a 
28  percent  rate,  while  short-term  losses 
can  be  used  to  reduce  income  that  would 
be  taxed  at  up  to  a  70  percent  rate.)  So, 
you  decide  to  take  $1,000  of  long-term 
gains  this  year.  That  gain  would  be  off- 

set by  your  long-term  loss  of  $1,000. 
You  now  have  $3,000  of  short-term 
losses  to  apply  against  your  regular  in- 

come— where  it  will  do  the  most  good. 

Contribute  to 
a  retirement  fund 

Finally,  you  can  also  lower  your  taxable 
income  by  contributing  to  your  pension 
plan,  an  Individual  Retirement  Income 
Account  (IRA),  or  a  Keogh  plan.  If  you 

aren't  covered  by  your  company's  pen- 
sion plan,  you  can  set  up  an  IRA  and 

make  annual  contributions  to  it  of  up  to 

$1,500  or  15  percent  of  your  salary — 

whichever  is  less.  If  your  spouse  doesn't 
work,  you  can  increase  your  contribu- 

tion to  $1,750.  If  you  are  self-employed 
or  work  part-time  (in  addition  to  your 
regular  job),  you  can  set  up  a  Keogh 
plan.  You  can  make  annual  contribu- 

tions of  $7,500,  or  15  percent  of  your  an- 
nual salary — whichever  is  less.  If  you  set 

up  a  so-called  defined-benefit  plan, 
which  is  based  on  the  kind  of  benefits 
you  want  to  receive,  not  the  payments 
made,  you  can  contribute  even  more  to 
the  plan. 

The  beauty  of  these  plans  is  that  con- 
tributions are  made  in  pretax  dollars. 

That  means  each  dollar  contributed  is 

deducted  against  your  adjusted  gross  in- 
come. Hence,  contributions  to  a  retire- 

ment plan  lower  your  taxes  for  the  year 
and  also  give  you  more  money  to  work 

for  your  retirement  nest  egg.  What's 
more,  the  money  earned  in  these  plans 

isn't  taxed  until  you  retire  and  withdraw 
your  funds.  Consequently,  it  will  com- 

pound tax-free. Now  comes  the  fun  part:  rounding  up 
tax  deductions,  or  as  one  tax  adviser 

puts  it,  "getting  the  IRS  to  foot  part  of 
the  bill  for  you."  Here's  a  handy  check- 

list that  will  help  you  nail  down  every 

deduction  you're  legally  entitled  to  take: 

Getting  the  most  from 
medical  deductions 

The  basic  trick  is  to  bunch  your  medical 
deductions  into  one  year.  Reason:  You 
can  deduct  only  those  medical  expenses 
that  exceed  3  percent  of  your  adjusted 
gross  income.  For  example,  if  your  ad- 

justed gross  income  is  $10,000  and  you 
have  $400  of  medical  bills,  you  would 
only  be  able  to  take  a  deduction  for 

$100.  Here's  why:  3  percent  of  $10,000 

comes  to  $300 — so  only  the  remaining! 
$100  is  deductible.  To  overcome  that' 
problem,  have  any  foreseeable  medical  ij 
and  dental  work  done  and  paid  for  in 
1979.  Then  in  1980,  try  to  avoid  seeing 
doctors  and  dentists,  so  that  you  can 
bunch  up  your  medical  deductions  again|j 
in  1981. 

You  would  also  be  wise  to  buy  or  in- 
crease your  medical  insurance  coverage.] 

One  half  of  the  premium,  up  to  a  maxi- 
mum of  $150,  is  tax  deductible.  More- 
over, medical  insurance  coverage  is  al 

must  in  these  days  of  rapidly  rising  med- 
ical costs. 

How  to  make 
charitable  contributions 

First  make  sure  you  get- some  proof  foi 
every  donation  you  make.  If  you  givi 
clothing  or  furniture,  ask  the  charity  for 
a  receipt  that  states  how  much  the  cloth- 

ing is  worth.  If  you  give  money,  pay  by 
check  or,  if  the  charity  accepts  it,  credit    i 
card.  And  if  you  have  a  stock  or  some 
other  kind  of  security  that  has  appreciat- 

ed in  value,  consider  giving  that  to  a 
charity.  It  makes  more  sense  than  giving 

money,  because  you  won't  be  liable  fori 
the  capital  gains  tax  on  the  security's  ap- preciation, even  though  you  can  deduct 

the  security's  full  fair  market  value. 

Counting  investment 

expenses 
If  you  own  investment  real  estate,  con- 

sider having  any  maintenance  projects 
planned  for  next  year  done  now  instead 
of  later.  That  will  also  save  you  money, 
since  maintenance  costs  are  rising  along 

with  everything  else.  If  you  are  an  inves- 
tor, subscribe  to  financial  publications 

now.  Also  renew  any  subscriptions  that 
are  about  to  come  due.  If  you  subscribe 
to  any  publication  because  it  has  tax  and 
investment  advice,  the  subscription  is 
tax  deductible. 

Energy  credit 

If  you  install  insulation  or  energy-saving 
equipment,  such  as  a  more  efficient 
burner  for  your  furnace,  you  can  get  a 
tax  credit  worth  15  percent  of  the  first 

$2,000  you  spend — up  to  a  maximum  of 
$300.  If  you  install  a  solar-power  sys- 
you  can  get  an  even  bigger  tax  credit  of 
up  to  $2,200.  Note  that  these  credits  ap- 

ply only  to  improvements  made  to  your 
principal  residence  and  that  a  tax  credit 
is  worth  far  more  than  a  tax  deduction. 
A  tax  credit  reduces  your  taxes  dollar 
for  dollar,  while  a  tax  deduction  only 
lowers  your  taxable  income.

Set  back  above  nine- 
mile-long  Lake  Tremblant,  Mont  Trem- 
blant  Lodge  is  right  below  the  chairlifts 
that  go  to  the  top  of  Mont  Tremblant, 
the  highest  peak  in  the  Laurentians,  at 
3,150  feet.  The  air  is  a  tonic.  Yearly 
snowfall  in  the  Laurentians  averages  10 
feet,  the  ski  season  almost  five  months. 

While  downhill  skiiing's  the  main  event 
at  Mont  Tremblant  (with  25  trails),  you 

could  also  go  cross-country  skiing  or 
snowshoeing.

tographer David  Massey,  and  I — have 
confined  our  selection  to  traditional  re- 

gional crafts  and  to  shops  that  have  a  va- 
riety of  well-chosen  good-quality  work. 

Almost  all  are  gathered  in  two  parts  of 
town  that  you  are  likely  to  visit. 

In  the  center  of  the  city:  Near  the 
Alameda  on  Avenida  Juarez  are  three 

government-sponsored  craft  shops,  close 
enough  so  you  can  visit  them  all  before 
settling  on  your  choices.  All  will  ship  to 

the  United  States.  The  Exposicion  Na- 
cional  de  Arte  Popular  at  number  89  has 
ceramics,  metalwork,  fabrics,  and  toys 
from  all  over  the  country.  Museo  Tienda 
del  Arte  Popular  de  Oaxaca  at  number 
70  confines  itself  to  work  from  that  rich- 
in-crafts  state.  Not  to  be  missed  on  sev- 

eral counts  is  the  Museo  de  Arte  Popu- 
lar— a  museum  where  everything  is  for 

sale — at  number  44.  The  building — a  ba- 
roque convent — is  lovely.  The  murals — 

a  crafts-map  of  Mexico — are  by  Covar- 
rubias,  and  the  selection  is  enticing, 
from  extraordinary  embroideries  to  tin 

Christmas  ornaments  and  cut-paper 
decorations.  Not  very  far  away  is  a  shop 

that's  a  must  for  any  serious  craft  collec- 
tor. Going  in  the  direction  of  the  Zocalo,

ala.  More  crafts,  different  choices,  next 

door,  at  Londres  136 A,  a  new  shop  op- 
erated by  Fonart,  the  same  government 

foundation  that  runs  the  shops  at  70  and 

89  Juarez.  In  the  public  market,  Mer- 

cado  Publico,  Londres  158,  there  isn't 
anything  selective  about  the  crafts  but 

it's  fun  to  walk  through.  And  about  a 
block  away  is  a  chance  to  sample  an-

Baja:  Beautiful 
wilderness 

for  sportsmen 
The  Baja  Peninsula,  a  spiny  750-mile- 
long  branch  of  almost-desert  terrain  that 
extends  south  from  California  parallel  to 
the  Mexican  mainland,  has  begun  to  lure 
a  steady  stream  of  Americans  to  its  clean 
waters,  untouched  beaches  and  superb 
sport  fishing.  In  1973,  a  new  divided 
highway  running  from  Tijuana  to  Cabo 
San  Lucas  opened  up  this  strip  of  beauti- 

ful wilderness  to  more  general  tourism 
than  ever  before.  In  the  seven  years  since 
the  highway,  hotels  and  restaurants  have 

cropped  up  along  both  coasts.  Land's end  is  Cabo  San  Lucas,  which  can  be 
reached  by  highway  from  California,  or 
by  ferry  from  Puerto  Vallarta  on  the 
mainland.  Last  May  (with  the  water 
warm  and  the  fishing  season  at  its 

height).  House  &  Garden  editor  Marie- 
Pierre  de  Cicco  and  photographer  David 
Massey  made  a  trip  to  Cabo  San  Lucas 
and  came  back  with  diaries  full.  Below 
are  some  of  their  tips. 

"All  Baja  seems  to  live  off  fishing.  In 
May,  June,  July,  even  fishermen  with  no 
know-how  are  bound  to  catch  some- 

thing. Marlin,  sierra,  dorado,  bonito, 

and  tuna  are  in  abundance.  (If  you're 
along  just  for  the  boat  ride,  the  sport  is 
spotting  schools  of  California  Gray 
Whale  in  transit  from  their  breeding 
grounds  in  a  huge  lagoon  to  the  north.) 
If  you  are  staying  in  Cabo  San  Lucas, 
your  hotel  can  arrange  for  a  fishing  boat 
and  captain.  But  if  your  Spanish  is  good, 
go  to  La  Playa,  a  nearby  fishing  village, 
and  arrange  with  a  local  fisherman  at 
the  pier  to  go  fishing  for  a  day. 

"More  to  do:  1)  Boat  trips  to  the  huge 
stone  arch  formed  by  the  swirling  con- 

fluence of  the  Pacific  and  the  Sea  of 
Cortes  (at  the  same  time  see  the  Cabo 
Falso  Lighthouse  atop  giant  sea  rocks 

that  make  up  the  peninsula's  tip). 
2)  Boat  trips  along  the  beaches  up  to  San 
Jose,  and  a  bird  sanctuary  in  an  estuary 
where  a  fresh  water  river  meets  the 

ocean.  3)  Jeep  trips  to  the  10-mile-square 
fossil  dig  in  the  Thron  Forest  near  Santa 
Anita.  An  American,  Jimmy  Jeffery, 
will  give  you  a  thorough  tour.  4)  Also  by 
jeep  with  Jimmy  Jeffery:  rock  paintings 
about  60  miles  up  the  coast  from  Cabo 
San  Lucas.  5)  Beach  picnics  and  beach 
cruising  in  glass-bottom  boats.  All  can 
be  arranged  through  Juan  Antonio  and 
Jillian  Herbert  de  Sanchez,  Viajes  Plaza, 
Cabo  San  Lucas,  Baja.

Merry  Christmas 
Marrakech 
BY  DEE  HARDIE 

Marrakech,  a  great  resort  city  of  Moroc- 
co, could  be  your  Christmas  treat 

wrapped  up  in  one  great  big  exotic  pack- 
age. There  are  loads  of  wise  men,  all 

waiting  to  be  your  guide,  and  plenty  of 
camels.  Remember,  Marrakech  is  the 
last  city  oasis  before  the  Sahara.  The 
scene  is  Biblical  with  a  touch  of  glam- 

our, and  Morocco  is  only  6/2  hours  by 
air  from  New  York. 

Last  Christmas,  we  felt  it  was  time  for 
a  different  kind  of  holiday,  a  change 
from  the  usual  round  of  entertaining.  To 

get  there,  we  flew  from  New  York  to  Ca- 
sablanca, staying  one  night  at  the  Hotel 

el  Mansour.  Leaving  early  the  next  day, 
we  drove  three  hours  through  sparse 
semi-desert  land  and  adobe  villages  with 
cactus  fences  to  hem  in  the  sheep. 

What  I'll  never  forget  is  entering  a 
city  built  totally,  it  seemed,  of  red  terra- 

cotta brick,  streets  lined  with  shiny- 
leaved  orange  trees,  December  roses  in 

pink,  peach,  and  a  deep  red,  and  waist- 
high  hedges  of  rosemary.  On  cafe  awn- 

ings, graceful  Arabic  characters  made 

the  inscription  "Coca-Cola"  look  myste- 
rious. Through  stenciled  doorways,  we 

saw  walls  densely  patterned  in  tiny  tiles 
in  a  riot  of  colors.  In  the  streets,  always 

a  mixture  of  the  age-old  and  the  contem- 
porary: little  donkeys  laden  with  mint, 

and  nearby,  motorcyclists  wearing  yel- 
low crash  helmets  and  flowing  black 

burnooses. 
In  time  for  lunch  we  arrived  at  the 

most  splendid  oasis  of  all,  the  Hotel  Ma- 
mounia.  The  Mamounia  is  like  a  grand 
ocean  liner,  spacious,  elegant.  Our  room 
overlooked  a  spread  of  orange  trees  and 
flowers,  with  an  oval  pool  tucked  in  the 
bouquet.  Here  we  stayed  and  rested  for 
five  days. 

You'll  meet  the  natives  almost  imme- 
diately— at  the  first  traffic  light.  While 

waiting  for  the  light  to  change,  a  young 
man  came  up  on  his  bicycle  wanting  to 
be  our  guide.  This  happened  often.  At 
first  annoying,  it  soon  became  a  game. 
And  if  you  walk  by  a  policeman,  the 
self-appointed  guide  quickly  vanishes. 
Once  I  found  myself  saying,  "No  speak 
English,"  and  giggling.  Our  pursuer 
quickly  replied  in  Swedish.  Then  we  all 
giggled.  Although  sometimes  incorrigi- 

ble, the  Marrakech  Arab  is  amusing,  has 
humor,  a  certain  finesse,  perhaps  from 
all  those  years  of  trying  to  outwit  the 
French.  If  you  like,  your  concierge  can 
arrange  for  an  authorized  guide,  $5  a 
half  day.  We  used  our  Abdul  only  for  an 
afternoon  of  palaces  and  gardens. 

If  you  have  only  one  day  in  Marra- 

Kecn,  visit  ine  ujemmaa-ei-rna  square, 
and  the  labyrinth  of  souks  behind.  The 

square  is  a  stage,  a  dentist's  office,  res- 
taurant, all  rolled  into  one.  You'll  see 

snake  charmers,  acrobats,  jugglers,  sto- 
ry-tellers, monkeys  dancing,  drums  beat- 

ing, and  the  local  dentist  with  his  small  j 
mountain  of  molars.  There  is  a  wonder- 

ful air  of  innocent  authenticity  about  the" 

Djemmaa. We  even  lunched  there,  very  reason- j 
ably,  in  an  open-air  restaurant,  breaking  j 
our  bread  next  to  the  locals.  You  do 
need  a  good  meal  before  you  plunge  into 
the  souk,  with  its  hundreds  of  shops  and 
stalls  grouped  by  category  along  twisting 
alleyways,  where  you  find  rugs,  furni- 

ture, clothing,  and  other  treasures.  Here 
we  did  all  our  Christmas-shopping. 

First,  we  invested  in  an  extravagantly 

gold-embroidered  caftan  I  wore  back  at 
home  on  New  Year's  Eve.  $110.  Then, 
bellows  made  from  a  turtle  shell,  $8,  a 
brass-framed  mirror,  $5,  burnoose,  $30, 

cotton  djellabah,  $10,  mint-tea  glasses  of  | 
red  and  blue,  $1.50  each. 
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In  the  souk,  Moroccan  men  wash  thel 
wool  to  be  woven  into  rugs. 

These  were  not  the  original  prices,  as 
you  are  expected  to  bargain.  And  my 
husband  did  this  with  bravado,  at  first  I 
offering  exactly  half  what  they  asked.  If  I 
you  have  a  guide,  the  prices  are  higher,! 
as  he  gets  a  commission.  After  one  sale, I 
the  young  vendor  insisted  on  making  ourl 
daughter  Beth  a  necklace  from  a  stick  of  j 
wood,  fashioned  on  a  small  lathe  workedj 

only  by  his  toe.  If  you  prefer  more  con- 
ventional shopping,  the  Compartim,  runj 

by  the  government  on  Abd-el-Mumin| 
Square,  has  all  the  crafts  of  Morocco. 

In  the  afternoon,  with  our  guide  Abd- 
ul, we  saw  the  Saadian  Tombs,  the  12th-l 

century  Koutoubia  Tower,  the  ruins  ofj 
El  Badi  Palace,  and  the  Aquedal  Gar-I 
dens  with  olive,  date,  palm,  and  apricot! 
trees,  thousands  of  them.  We  saved  the! 
horse-carriage  ride  around  the  ramparts|j 
as  a  late-afternoon  treat.

Recessed  ceiling  fixtures  and 
track  lights  are  most  happy 

fitted  with  reflector  bulbs — • 
silvered  on  all  but  the  bottom. 

They  direct  light  downward, 

heat  upwards — great  above 
plants.  Reflector  bulbs  last 
longer,  use  less  wattage  than 
regular  bulbs,  give  almost  as 
much  usable  light. 

Long-life  bulbs  cost  more  and 
produce  less  light  per  watt 
than  regular  bulbs,  but  in 
hard-to-reach  places  their 
convenience  makes  them 
worthwhile  to  use. 

For  soft,  muted  light,  build  a 

row  of  l-by-4's  a  foot  below 
the  existing  ceiling,  drape 
with  swoops  of  canvas,  and 
light  from  above.

Tips  of  the  trade 
For  theatrical  drama  at  night, 

lighting  designer  Brian 
Thompson  lit  photographs  on 
top  of  his  kitchen  cabinets 
with  old  10-inch  stage  lights 
painted  black,  fitted  with 
transformers  for  low-voltage 
25-watt  bulbs.  The  fixtures 
are  attached  to  ceiling  pipes. 

Undercounter  lights  illumi- 
nate work  areas. 

To  keep  lights  shining  bright- 
ly, keep  bulbs  sparkling 

clean — dust  can  considerably 
reduce  their  efficiency. 

Putting  3-way  bulbs  into  every 
lamp  possible  is  a  simple  way 
to  triple  your  lighting  effects. 

For  dramatic  hallway  light-

,  hough  you'd  never  know  from 

looking  at  it,  comfort  did  not  come 

naturally  to  this  house.  The  sweep- 

ing, light-filled  spaces,  high  ceilings, 

and  balanced  proportions  of  this 

house  in  the  Northeast  are  all  the 

result  of  an  ingenious  remodeling. 

The  work  began  slowly,  tentatively, 

with  architect  James  A.  Barbiere. 

But  as  the  owners  saw  the  potential 

that  remodeling  had  in  store,  they 

called  in  designer  Robert  K.  Lewis. 

Together  they  made  changes  in 
almost  every  corner,  turning  an 

ordinary  suburban  house  into 

something  very  special  and  personal. 

First  on  the  agenda  was  to  create  a 

new,  roomier  living  room,  right.  A 

wall  between  the  old  living  room  and 

garage  was  removed,  the  garage 
doors  were  closed  in  and,  to  bring 

light  into  the  far  end  of  the  room,  a 

fixed  glass  window  was  put  into  the 

wall  directly  across  from  the  new 

fireplace  and  French  paneling.  (It 

balances  a  window  just  like  it 
at  the  other  end  of  the  wall.)  Off 

came  the  roof  and  in  its  place  went  a 

dramatic  tray  ceiling  with  clerestory 
windows  on  two  sides.  Since  the 

room  is  big,  there  are  two  seating 

areas;  one  with  an  L-shaped  sofa 
and  a  love  seat  in  front  of  the 

fireplace,  the  other  with  a  sofa  and 

tufted  sueded-wool-covered  arm- 

chairs. Both  groupings  are  arranged 

on  a  pair  of  grid-patterned  rugs  that 
accentuate  the  beams  above. 

Unifying  the  two  seating  areas  is  a 

deliberate,  though  subtle,  sharing  of 

patterns:  for  the  sofa  and  love  seat, 

one  flowery  chintz;  plaid  linen  for  the 

French  chairs,  curtains,  and  throw 

pillows;  and,  on  the  backs  of  the 
chairs,  the  same  printed  chintz 

used  for  the  table  skirt

T op  priority  in  the  remodeling  of 
tiiis  house  was  to  create  inviting, 

versatile  roonns-roonns  with  an  easy, 

feet-up  feeling  both  family  and  friends 

could  enjoy.  The  living  room  is  "boy- 
proof"  (the  owners  have  three  teen- 

age sons)  and  so  comfortable,  with 
its  happy  mix  of  patterns  and  textures, 

that  it's  more  of  a  family  room  than 
a  special  place  for  entertaining  guests. 

And  the  dining  room,  right,  is  as  much 
a  library  as  it  is  a  formal  dining  place. 

One  whole  wall  is  built  in  with 

bookshelves,  and  the  facing  wall  is  a 
showcase  for  a  collection  of 

Remington  lithographs  in  grain-painted 
frames.  The  table,  which  is  frequently 

opened  to  seat  10  for  dinner,  looks 

more  like  a  partner's  desk  than  a 
conventional  dining-room  table.  Since 

this  room  is  actually  an  extension  of 

the  living  room  (in  fact,  the  dining 

room  is  the  short  end  of  the  L-shaped 
space),  designer  Robert  K.  Lewis 
wanted  to  separate  the  two  areas 

visually.  "This  is  an  interior  room  next 
to  one  with  lots  of  glass  and  light,  so  it 

was  important  to  accentuate  its 

lightlessness  rather  than  attempt  to 

make  it  look  light,"  says  Mr.  Lewis. 

That's  why  the  room  is  wrapped  "like 
a  wonderful  warm  cocoon"  in  a  deep, 

earthy  terra  cotta,  enriched  by  the 
wash  of  light  that  comes  from  recesses 

in  the  ceiling.  The  two  doors— one,  next 

to  the  folk-art  bench,  opening  into  the 
kitchen,  and  one  opposite  it  leading 

into  the  den -were  originally  in  the 
middle  of  the  long  walls.  But  Mr. 

Lewis  had  them  moved  so  the  room 

wouldn't  be  just  a  pass-through  but, 
rather,  a  cozy  place  in  which  you'd 

want  to  stop  and  stay.

w. hen  an  unbroken  wall  was 
created  after  the  door  between  the 

dining-library  and  kitchen  was  moved, 
designer  Robert  K.  Lewis  decided  to 

turn  the  resulting  kitchen  space  into  a 

much-needed  storage  area.  Appliances 
were  moved  across  the  room,  all  within 
easy  reach  of  one  another  and  the  new 
central  work  island.  Since  the  room  is 

long  and  narrow,  Mr.  Lewis  moved  the 
door  from  the  middle  of  the  room  off  to 

one  side,  and  hung  rough-hewn  beams 
across  the  ceiling  to  create  an  illusion  of 

width.  Recessed  lighting  is  supple- 
mented by  sunlight  that  pours  in 

through  the  two  big  windows  in  the 

adjacent  breakfast  area.  "One  of  the 
house's  best  features  is  its  site,"  says 
Mr.  Lewis,  "so  I  opened  it  up  to  the 
outside  wherever  I  could."  On  the 
porch,  the  exterior  wall  became  fixed 

glass  panels  over  awning  windows. 
Three  skylights,  shaded  by  moveable 
bamboo,  went  into  the  ceiling.  More 

skylights  were  added  in  the  bedrooms 

and  in  the  new  master  bath-dressing 

room,  a  10-by-30-foot  space  that  was 
added  to  the  master  bedroom.

It  canopies  rooms  for  living,  dining, 
cooking  in  Mexican  architect  Marco  Aldaco's  vacation  houses  "because  it's 
logical  for  the  climate.  It's  an  extraordinary  sun-insulator.  It  gives  wonderful 
acoustics.

out  through  spaces  at  the  top — and  keeps  air  in  constant  circulation."  As

•  Uncoil  an  Armenian 
string  cheese  on  a  platter 
and  surround  with  a 
selection  of  Greek  olives. 
•  Two  new  cheeses  to 
try:  Saint  Albray,  of  the 
brie  family,  with  a  bit 
more  bite;  Pres  Clos,  a 

part  skim,  semi-soft 
cheese,  is  mild  and 
creamy  with  an  earthy 
aftertaste.  Good  with 
dried  Turkish  figs  and 
whole-wheat  crackers. 
•  A  nice  goat  cheese 
tasting  might  include  a 
light,  creamy  Montrachet 
marinated  in  oHve  oil,  bay 
leaves,  and  thyme;  the 
firmer,  crumbly,  and  tart 
Buche  Bugon;  and  a 
crottin,  which  is  quite  dry 
with  a  good  bite.  Serve 
with  crusty  French  bread 
or  slices  of  dark,  grainy 
walnut  bread  and  drink  a 
Bordeaux. 
•  You  can  make  your 
own  marinated  fresh 

cheeses  in  much  the  same 
way  with  a  block  of  fresh 
farmer  cheese  or  cream 
cheese:  Marinate  in  oHve 
oil  and  herbes  de 
Provence,  or,  for  a 
luscious  change,  try  honey 
and  bay  leaves.  Serve  cool 
with  moist,  fresh 

pumpernickel. •  Dried  fruits  and  cheese: 
Try  dried  fruits,  the  larger 
and  moister  the  better, 

with  cheeses — apricots 
and  dates  are  particularly 
good  with  goat  cheeses. 
Dried  figs  and  prunes 
with  Cheddar. 
•  Zero  in  on  Cheddar 
and  have  an  international 

tasting — strong  Canadian, 
like  Black  Diamond  or 
Ontario,  a  buttery  golden 
English  farmhouse,  and  a 
mild  white  Vermont. 
Water  biscuits  and  dry  or 
sweet  sherry  or  even  a 
spicy  Alsace  wine  would 

go  well  here. •  Haute  cream  cheese 

with  jelly:  Offer  a  block  of 
fresh  cream  cheese  with  a 
selection  of  herb  jellies 
such  as  apple  and  thyme, 

sage,  or  mint. •  Feta  and  olives  are  a 
natural  combination: 
Offer  cubes  of  feta,  a 
choice  of  tiny  black  and 
green  Nicoise  olives,  dried 
Sicilian,  brine-and-oil- 
cured  Greek,  or  make 

water  biscuits  and  let 

guests  make  their  own. 
•  Spread  triangles  of 
thinly  shced  pumpernickel 
with  garlic  and  herb 
cream  cheese  and  top 
with  anchovies.  Garnish 
with  crisp,  sweet  red 

pepper  strips. •  Arrange  hot  grilled 
cheese  sandwiches  on  a 

board  or  platter  and  serve 
with  a  bowl  of 
Giardinieri,  the  colorful

Keep  the  kids  guessing  what  there  is  be- 
hind those  closed  doors,  where  the

excruciatin
g,  

fabulous 
moment  when  the  door  is  unsealed,  and 

you  rush  in  to  gaze  in  astonishmen
t  

at 

the  Aladdin's  Cave  of  treasure  laid  out 

before  you.  That's  the  way  Christmas should  be. 

Delving  a  bit  into  other  peoples' 
Christmas  traditions  shows  that,  though 
things  may  have  changed,  the  more  they 
do,  the  more,  as  the  French  say,  they 
stay  the  same.  You  may  be  able  to  revive 
some  old  customs  and  turn  them  into  an 

element  of  novelty  for  your  own  modern 

Christmas  eating,  drinking,  and  cele- 
brating. Emulate  the  Norwegians,  whose 

Christmas  is  a  white  time.  Not  for  them 

our  colored  lights  and  turkey.  They 
brew  a  special  Christmas  beer  as  their 
forefathers  did,  and  because  turkey 

hadn't  yet  been  "discovered"  in  Norse 
times,  they  traditionally  eat  pork  as  their 
main  yule  dish.  A  Norwegian  family 
spends  a  lot  of  good  Christmas  time  not 

spring-,  but  Christmas-cleaning  before 

Nowel.  (That's  the  true  way  to  spell  it  in 
English — Noel  is  French,  originally 

from  the  Latin  word  for  "birth.")  Nor- 
wegians like  a  do-it-yourself  Christmas: 

They  chop  their  own  wood  for  their 

open  fires  and  send  out  family  expedi- 
tions into  the  forests  to  choose  their 

Christmas  tree  "fresh." 
Danish  and  Norwegian  children  still 

respect  a  little  gnome,  called  a  Nisse, 

whom  they  treat  politely,  leaving  food — 
usually  a  bowl  of  porridge,  or  a  piece  of 
codfish — out  for  him  on  Christmas  Eve. 
Otherwise  he  can  turn  mischievous  and 

sour  your  milk,  upset  tables,  and  let  the

cat  out  of  the  house — or  the  bag — in  a 
most  embarrassing  way.  Even  Scandina- 

vian cattle  get  special  Christmas  treat- 
ment: an  extra  bale  of  hay  for  the  cows, 

a  sheaf  of  oats  for  the  birds  to  peck  at. 
Humans  in  Norseland  peck  at  more 

substantial  stuff  like  Mother  Mon- 

sen's  Cake,  a  soft,  easy-to-make  cook- 
ie. Cream  '/,  pound  butter  with  V^  cup 

sugar.  Add  4  egg  yolks.  Sift  2  cups  plain 
fiour  with  1  level  teaspoon  baking  pow- 

der over  them.  Mix  in  a  level  teaspoon  of 

grated  lemon  zest  and  V/i  teaspoons 
lemon  juice.  Beat  the  egg  whites  until 

fluffy,  fold  them  in.  Next,  pour  the  bat- 
ter into  a  pan  lined  with  greased  paper; 

sprinkle  the  top  with  currants,  chopped 
almonds,  and  coarsely  crushed  lump 

sugar  according  to  your  own  likes.  Bake 
in  a  350°  oven  about  20  minutes  until 
golden.  Cool  and  cut  into  diamond 
shapes. 

While  you  are  making  this,  you  might 

appreciate  a  bit  of  liquid  refreshment  to 
share  with  your  kitchen  helpers.  A  very 

appropriate  Scandinavian  drink  is  an 
Aquavit  Mary:  2  jiggers  of  aquavit 

("Linie"  if  you  want  to  stick  to  Norway, 
or  Aalborg  for  Denmark)  in  a  tumbler 
or  Old  Fashioned  glass.  Fill  with  tomato 
juice,  add  a  shake  of  pepper,  salt,  and 
Worcestershire  sauce  to  taste. 

In  Colombia,  to  jump  like  Santa  to  an- 
other part  of  the  world,  you  might  get  a 

Bloody  Caesar  for  Christmas  (ac- 

cording to  London  man-about-town 
Eduardo  Llano),  one  part  each  vodka, 
clam  juice,  and  tomato  juice.  Dip  the 
lightly  dampened  rim  of  the  glass  you 
use  in  salt,  add  ice,  and  stick  a  stalk  of 

celery  into  it  as  a  stirrer. 
In  the  Waloon  part  of  Belgium,  where 

midnight  mass  is  the  most  important 

Christmas  event,  Christmas  carols  them- 
selves are  called  "Noels."  Families  tend 

to  put  presents  around  creche  figures 
they  have  preserved  from  generation  to 
generation,  some  of  them  centuries  old, 
in  addition  to  a  tree.  Their  St.  Nicholas 

brings  toys  to  the  children  well  before  he 

gets  to  America — something  to  do  with 
the  time  difference,  I  suspect — for  he 
climbs  down  Belgian  chimneys  on  De- 

cember 6.  Belgian  children  dress  up  like 

the  three  Kings  of  Orient-Are  (as  I  used 
to  think  it  was)  and  collect  money  from 
sentimental  adults  on  Christmas  Eve. 
On  that  Eve,  too,  all  Belgian  sheep  turn 
their  faces  towards  the  East,  bees  swarm, 
sunken  bells  toll  if  there  are  any,  and 

you  can  see  towns  like  Atlantis  clearly 

through  water.  'Struth. Belgians  are  mainly  beer  and  wine

oririKcis,  uui  i!)cir  neighbors,  the  Dutch, 
sometimes  like  a  sip  or  two  of  Kondeel 
with  their  Christmas  dinner.  This  is  a 

kind  of  punch  in  which  a  '/i-ounce  stick 
of  cinnamon,  10  cloves,  and  the  peel  of  a 

lemon  are  simmered  in  half  a  pint  of  wa- 
ter for  over  an  hour.  Strain  out  the 

spices,  allow  the  liquid  to  cool.  Beat  6 

egg  yolks  with  'A  pound  sugar  until 
foamy.  Add  the  liquid,  stirring  as  you  do 
so,  then  a  bottle  of  white  wine  (Rhine 
wine  is  what  they  use).  This  is  then 
warmed  up  and  blended  by  stirring  it  in 
a  simmering  double  boiler  for  a  minute 
or  two. 

With  Christmas  dinner,  Greeks  drink 

local  wine,  like  Demestica.  Before  eat- 
ing, they  are  likely  to  have  an  ouzo,  an 

anise  drink  made  with  a  couple  of 
ounces  of  ouzo  in  a  tall  glass  with  ice, 
filled  with  water.  Or  they  might  have  a 

retsina,  resin-flavored  white  wine,  as  a' 
prelude  to  a  meal.  After  the  meal  a  sip  of 
Greek  brandy  would  not  be  unusual. 
Metaxas  is  a  well-known  brand.  In  a 
modern  home,  a  cocktail  might  be 

drunk — I  would  suggest  an  Athenian 
Cooler:  5  parts  each  curacao  and  lem- 

on juice,  1  part  each  gin  and  creme  de 
menthe.  Shake  well  with  ice;  pour  into 
glasses  with  a  dash  of  Angostura.  Old 
Greek  for  wine  was  oinos,  from  their 
word  onisis,  meaning  to  benefit.  All  this 
beneficial  imbibing  can,  and  often  does, 
bring  on  an  attack  of  kefi  (joie  de  vivre) 
and  the  start  of  impromptu  dancing! 

Although  today's  French  Christmas Eve  celebrations  are  more  inclined  to  be 

theatrical  than  churchy,  their  big  effort 
at  Christmas  is  gastronomic:  reveillon,  a 
meal  eaten  after  midnight  mass.  In  the 
south,  it  is  still  traditional  for  this  to  be 

mainly  vegetarian,  ending  with  cheese 
and  Thirteen  Desserts  in  the  early  hours. 
The  13  symbolizes  the  12  Apostles  and 
Christ,  and  consists  mainly  of  various 

fruits — figs,  raisins,  nuts,  nougat,  and  so 
on.  Snails  and  oysters  are  allowed,  pre- 

sumably because  they  are  not  "meat." 
The  French  might  begin  a  reveillon  with 
pistou,  a  soup  made  with  basil.  In  Alsace 
the  traditional  things  to  eat  at  Noel  are 

onion  tart,  roast  goose,  and  M'iinster cheese.  And  all  over  France  Christmas  is 

a  tough  time  for  geese  because  the 
French  like  goose  instead  of  turkey,  and 
foie  gras  is  consumed  in  large  quantities, 
washed  down  with  Champagne. 

In  addition  to  the  bubbly,  however, 
you  might  feel  like  further  Frenchifying 
your  affair  with  a  Parakeet.  This  is  2 
jiggers  of  Pernod  and  a  dash  of  creme  de 
menthe  in  a  tall  glass  of  ice,  filled  with 
soda,  decorated  with  a  sprig  of  mint.  Or 

perhaps,  since  Cognac  is  France's  num- 
ber one  a  1 1.  ()  hoi,  you  could  have 

French  Colfee,  one  third  each  Co- 
gnac, Cointreau,  and  very  cold  black 

coffee,  shaken  with  ice.  Green  drinks  are 
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Christmassy,  and  Peppermint-Get,  my 
favorite  creme  de  menthe,  is  perfect  by 

itself,  frappe.  Incidentally,  when  you 
have  a  liqueur  that  gives  you  a  choice  of 
green  or  yellow  (like  Chartreuse  or 
Izarra,  all  good  Noel  nogs),  the  green 
version  is  always  the  stronger. 

England's  tradition  at  Christmas  is 
the  forerunner  of  ours,  with  holly  and 
mistletoe,  and  a  decorated  tree  for  the 

gifts  that  St.  Nicholas  brings.  In  one 
rather  untraditional  British  household  I 

know,  however,  they  have  a  sort  of 

smorgasbord  for  Christmas  lunch,  dur- 
ing which  presents  are  opened.  This  is  an 

easier  way  to  feed  a  gaggle  of  small  chil- 
dren than  a  sit-down  meal.  The  grown- 

ups meantime  can  knock  back  the  real 
English  Egg  Nogs  of  12  egg  yolks 
beaten  until  thick  to  which  V^  cup  of 
confectioners  sugar  is  added  while  you 
beat  until  dissolved.  Blend  in  V^  cup  of 
Scotch  whiskey.  Now  beat  the  12  egg 

whites  until  stiff,  gradually  adding  an- 
other Vt  cup  of  sugar.  Fold  the  whites 

into  the  yolk  mix,  add  '/,  cup  brandy  and 
Vi  cup  rum.  Keep  on  beating  as  you  fold 
in  1  to  2  cups  of  lightly  whipped  heavy 

cream.  Sprinkle  the  top  with  grated  nut- 
meg and  enjoy.  (You  can  cut  down  the 

quantity  of  sugar  beneficially,  I  think.) 
If  that  is  too  much  trouble,  try  an  Old 

Etonian,  as  made  by  London's  Savoy 
Hotel  bartender,  Harry  Vickers:  equal 
parts  of  gin  and  dry  vermouth,  two 
dashes  each  orange  bitters  and  almond 
liqueur  (creme  de  Noyaux).  Shake  well 
with  ice,  strain  into  a  glass,  squeeze  an 
orange  peel  over  each  drink.  The  Savoy 
also  does  a  delicious,  easy  dessert. 
Pears  in  Chartreuse:  Peel  fresh 

pears,  slice  thinly  lengthwise  over  a  shal- 
low dish  to  catch  the  juice.  Transfer  to  a 

glass  dish  with  their  own  juice  and  sprin- 
kle with  a  few  drops  of  lemon  juice.  Toss 

them  gently  as  you  would  a  salad.  Pour 
a  little  green  Chartreuse  over  them  to 
taste.  The  pears  should  be  prepared  an 
hour  or  two  before  you  want  to  eat 
them.  Whipped  cream  on  top. 

Germany  claims  more  or  less  to  have 
invented  yuletide  celebration  as  we  know 

it  today,  and  they  celebrate  it  charming- 
ly. Nearly  every  window  in  every  house 

has  lights  in  it.  The  prows  of  the  Rhine 
barges  are  decorated  with  small  but  real 
Christmas  trees.  Germans  say  the  first- 
ever  recorded  Christmas  tree  was  one  in 

their  country  in  1539  and  are  proud  of 
the  fact  that  Prince  Albert,  Queen  Victo- 

ria's princely  husband,  brought  the  tree- 
and-presents  custom  to  Britain  a  little 
over  a  century  ago.  Whatever  the  histor- 

ic facts  are,  Christmas  Eve,  not  Day, 
after  dark,  is  the  Christmas  climax,  and 
they  insist  on  real  candles  on  a  real  tree. 
German  celebration  begins,  however, 

with  St.  Andrew's  night,  November  30, 
when,  theoretically,  they  start  prepara- 

tions by  fasting  and  refraining  from  both 
dancing  and  marriage!  St.  Nicholas,  who 
began  life  as  Bishop  of  Myra  in  what  is 
now  Turkey,  shows  up  with  presents  on 

December  6. 
German  punches  at  Christmastime] 

are  inclined  to  be  sweet,  but  you  might 
like  an  Old  Hamburg  Health  Drink. 
consisting  of  8  beaten  eggs,  4  ounces  dry 

sherry,  2  ounces  German  gin  (an  aroma- 
tic type  of  gin,  with  a  pronounced  juni- 

per  flavor  —  Bommerlunder  and 
Steinhager  are  two  noted  brands),  sugar 
to  taste,  a  pinch  of  nutmeg,  and  half  a 
pint  of  cream.  Beat  all  ingredients  except 
cream  together  and  heat  them  slowly, 

stirring  gently  with  a  whisk,  until  the 
mixture  thickens.  Heat  the  cream  and

by  placing  them  in  a  small  pan  of  boiling 
water  for  1  minute.  Drain  the  nuts  and  rub 
them  with  a  kitchen  towel  to  remove  the 

skins.  Mix  pistachios,  almonds,  grated 
chocolate,  cinnamon,  and  raisins  in  a  bowl. 

n  Beat  the  egg  with  V2  cup  granulated 
sugar  until  it  is  thick  and  pale.  Add  egg  and 

melted  butter  to  the  dry  mixture  and  com- 
bine all  ingredients  with  the  hands.  Knead 

and  compress  the  mass;  then,  still  using 
your  hands,  place  it  in  a  saucepan  over 
very  low  heat.  Continue  stirring  and  turning 
until  the  chocolate  becomes  slightly  warm 

(there  should  be  no  me/tec^  chocolate).  Re- 
move the  mixture  from  the  pan  and  divide  it 

in  two.  Sprinkle  a  mix  of  granulated  sugar, 

confectioners  sugar,  and  cocoa  on  a  work 
surface  and  firmly  roll  each  half  of  the 
chocolate  mixture  into  a  compact  sausage 

shape.  The  sugar-cocoa  mixture  will  pro- 

vide the  effect  of  a  striated  outer  "casing." 
Let  the  sausages  cool,  then  wrap  them  in 

aluminum  foil  and  refrigerate.  A  small  net- 
ting of  string  tied  around  each  sausage  and 

looped  at  the  end  can  further  enhance 

their  trompe  I'oeil  duplicity. 

"Cheese" 
(Pitcaithley  Bannock  shortbread) 

INGREDIENTS 

4  tablespoons  superfine  sugar 
1  stick  sweet  butter,  chilled 

Yt  cup  rice  flour 
IY2  cups  all-purpose  flour 
1  ounce  almonds,  finely  ground 
2  ounces  candied  citron  peel,  chopped 

Granulated  sugar  for  mold 
Confectioners  sugar 

METHOD 

D  Cream  the  sugar  and  butter  together  in 

a  large  bowl.  Sieve  the  rice  and  all-purpose 
flours  together  and  add,  with  the  nuts  and 
citron,  to  the  creamed  butter.  Using  .the 

thumbs  and  the  tips  of  the  fingers  held  to- 
gether, rapidly  work  the  dry  ingredients  into 

the  butter  as  for  short  pastry.  Mix  very 

lightly.  The  ingredients  should  remain  flaky. 
(It  is  possible  to  work  them  into  a  compact 
dough,  but  this  is  no^what  should  happen.) 
There  will  not  be  a  perfect  amalgamation 
of  butter  and  flour,  and  some  slicks  of  each 

will  probably  be  apparent  in  the  bowl. 

D  Select  a  shortbread  mold  or  an  8-inch 

pie  dish  and  sugar  it  generously.  Pack  in 

the  dough,  pressing  it  down  well  with  the 
flat  of  the  hand,  then  turn  the  mold  sharply 

over  onto  a  baking  tray  and  remove  mold. 

Bake  in  a  preheated  350'  oven  about  25 
minutes,  or  until  the  shortbread  turns  a 

pale  biscuit  color.  To  make  a  "brie 
cheese,"  sieve  some  confectioners  sugar 
over  the  smoother  side.  Some  shortbread 

rules:  Always  use  sweet  butter  and  super- 
fine sugar  if  available.  Keep  the  ingredients 

as  cold  as  possible.  Work  them  as  little  as 
necessary.  The  less  kneading  and  mixing, 
the  flakier  the  end  product. 

Florentine  tart 

INGREDIENTS  FOR  CRUST 

4  ounces  (8  tablespoons)  sweet  butter 
2  tablespoons  sugar 

1  egg 

Y2  teaspoon  vanilla 
About  1 Y2  cups  all-purpose  flour 
INGREDIENTS  FOR  FILLING 

6  ounces  (12  tablespoons)  sweet  butter 

Y2  cup  sugar 
4  tablespoons  cream 
Zest  of  1  lemon,  grated 
Zest  of  1  orange,  grated 

%  cup  mixed  red  and  green  candied 
cherry  halves

4  ounces  semisweet  chocolate 

METHOD  FOR  CRUST 

n  Cream  together  in  a  large  bowl  the  but- 
ter and  sugar.  Stir  in  the  egg  and  vanilla, 

then  add  the  flour  and  work  it  in  lightly  with 

your  fingertips.  When  the  ingredients  are 
smooth  enough  to  pack  into  a  ball,  gather 
the  pastry  together,  wrap  in  plastic  wrap, 

and  refrigerate  at  least  30  minutes. 
D  Take  the  pastry  from  the  refrigerator 
and  leave  it  at  room  temperature  a  few 

minutes  to  facilitate  rolling.  Roll  out  the 

pastry  on  a  lightly  floured  surface  to  a  12- 
inch  circle.  Transfer  the  dough  to  a  pizza 

pan  or  baking  sheet.  If  the  dough  cracks  a 
bit,  simply  pinch  it  together  and  piece  the 
edge  if  necessary.  Refrigerate  the  tart 
base  15  minutes,  then  bake  in  a  preheated 

350°  oven  10  minutes.  Tuck  three  3-inch- 
wide  strips  of  aluminum  foil  under  and  up 

around  the  pastry  base  edge  to  act  as  pro- 
tective barriers  when  the  filling  is  poured 

into  the  crust. 
METHOD  FOR  FILLING  AND  ASSEMBLY 

D  Heat  the  butter  and  sugar  in  a  small 

saucepan  over  medium  heat.  When  the 
sugar  has  dissolved  and  the  mixture  is  at  a 
rolling  boil,  add  the  remaining  ingredients 

except  the  chocolate  all  at  once.  Stir  brief- 

ly, then  remove  from  heat.  Pour  the  filling 
over  the  crust — try  to  leave  a  small  border 
free,  as  the  filling  will  expand  outward  as  it 
heats.  Distribute  the  fruit  evenly  over  the 

crust.  Bake  in  a  preheated  350°  oven  about 
20  minutes — watch  carefully  toward  the 
end  of  baking  time.  The  filling  will  first  bub- 

ble up  and  look  as  if  it  has  sugared,  then  it 
will  dissolve  into  a  smooth  caramel  which

er in  a  large  bowl,  then  stir  in  the  beaten 

eggs.  Sift  together  the  salt,  spices,  and 
flour.  Dissolve  the  baking  soda  in  the  hot 
water  and  stir  it  and  the  flour  mixture  alter- 

nately into  the  butter  mixture  until  well 
blended.  The  dough  should  be  quite  firm. 
Cover  and  refrigerate  overnight. 
D  Divide  the  dough  into  two  and  roll  out 
each  portion  directly  on  a  lightly  greased 
cookie  sheet  until  it  is  Vt,  inch  thick.  Cut  2 

rectangles,  approximately  6  by  S'A  inches, 
from  the  dough.

floured  counter.  Divide  the  dough  into  2 
portions,  one  slightly  larger  than  the  other. 

D  Sprinkle  the  sugar  cubes  with  the  co- 
gnac and  powdered  cardamom.  Work  the 

flavored  cubes  into  the  larger  dough  por- 
tion and  continue  to  knead  the  dough,  add- 
ing more  flour  as  necessary,  until  the 

dough  is  smooth  and  elastic.  Cover  with  a 
towel  and  let  rise  in  a  moderately  warm 

place  r/2-2  hours. 
D  Add  the  chopped  cherries  to  the  smaller

Brush  with  melted  red 
currant  jelly,  then  halve  several  candied 
cherries  and  press  onto  the  surface  of  the 

bread  in  a  grape  cluster  design. 
D  To  form  the  bread  in  a  brioche  mold, 

butter  an  8-cup  mold.  Punch  down  and 
press  Vt.  of  the  cherried  dough  into  the 

mold  and  up  the  sides  so  that  there  re- 
mains an  indentation  in  the  middle.  Roll  the 

remaining  dough  into  an  8-inch  rectangle, 

sprinkle  the  surface  with  sugar  and  cinna- 
mon, and  roll  up  as  for  cinnamon  rolls.  Cut 
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in  the  center  of  the  mold.  Place  a  whole 
cherry  in  the  middle  of  each  roll.  Let  rise  45 
minutes,  then  brush  with  egg  glaze  and 
bake  in  a  preheated  350°  oven  1  hour.

12  Days  of  Christmas 
decorations 

INGREDIENTS  FOR  BASIC  BAKER'S 
DOUGH 

4  cups  flour 
1  cup  salt 

About  V/z  cups  lukewarm  water 

METHOD 

D  Mix  the  flour  and  salt  together,  then  add 
water  until  the  dough  is  the  consistency  of 
molding  clay.  Knead  10  minutes.  Cover  the 

dough  with  plastic  wrap  and  refrigerate 
overnight  before  using.  It  is  easiest  to  form 
decorations  directly  on  a  dry  baking  sheet. 

Roll  out  portions  of  the  chilled  dough  and 
cut  and  shape  them  with  the  back  of  a

D  Sift  together  the  flour,  baking  soda,  and 

cinnamon,  then  stir  into  the  chocolate  mix- 

ture. When  the  dough  is  well  blended,  cov- 
er the  bowl  with  plastic  wrap  and  refrig- 

erate at  least  3  hours. 

D  To  make  large  mushroom  heads,  place 

3-tablespoon  portions  of  chilled  dough  on 

lightly  greased  baking  sheets  and,  with 

damp  fingers,  flatten  them  slightly  to  272- 
inch  circles.  Leave  room  between  them  for 

cookies  to  expand.  For  the  stems,  roll 

some  3-inch-iong  cylinders,  flatten  them 

slightly,  and  point  one  end.  Bake  in  a  pre- 
heated 350°  oven  about  12  minutes.  The 

cookies  should  feel  firm  on  the  outside  but 

remain  soft  on  the  interiors.  Remove  cook- 

ies to  cooling  racks  and  press  an  indenta- 
tion on  the  bottom  sides  of  the  heads.

iy2  cups  cranberries,  rinsed 
Scant  y2  teaspoon  cinnamon 

METHOD 

D  Pare  and  core  the  pears  and  apples 
with  a  stainless  steel  knife.  Place  them  in  a 

large  stainless  steel  or  enamel  pan  and,  as 

they  are  finished,  sprinkle  with  the  lemon 
juice  and  sugar  from  time  to  time  to  help 
prevent  discoloration.  Add  cranberries  and 
cinnamon  and  bring  slowly  to  the  boil.  Stir 
the  mixture  until  the  sugar  dissolves.  Just 
as  the  boil  starts,  begin  skimming  off  scum. 

When  the  surface  is  scum-free,  reduce 
heat  and  let  the  fruit  simmer  40  minutes.

It  may  look  good  enough  to  eat,  but  this  Christmas  tree  is  all  for  show.  At 

least  that's  what  cooking  teacher  Janeen  Sarlin  (her  New  York  City 
school  is  Cooking  with  Class)  had  in  mind  when  she  designed  it  as  her 
Christmas  dinner  table  centerpiece.  Using  round  wooden  toothpicks,  she

Easy  kitchen 
maiceover 

A  little  paint  and  some  reor- 
ganization went  a  long  way 

toward  turning  what  was  an 
overcrowded  kitchen,  far  left, 
into  a  sleek  new  space  that 
makes  cooking  a  pleasure, 
left.

Welcoming  a  second  pet 
At  first  thought,  it  might  seem  that  two 
pets  would  be  twice  as  much  trouble  as 
one.  But  in  many  ways  they  are  less 
trouble.  If  you  are  away  from  home  a 
good  deal,  the  knowledge  that  there  are 
two  at  home  keeping  each  other  compa- 

ny can  be  a  relief.  The  thought  of  a  lone- 
ly animal  anxiously  awaiting  your  return 

can  put  a  damper  on  your  having  a  good 
time  or  can  be  disturbing  when  you  have 
to  be  out  on  business  for  many  hours. 

And  while  it's  cruel  to  leave  a  single 
pet  alone  for  more  than  a  day,  even  if 
somebody  comes  in  to  feed  it,  two  or 
more  animals  can  weekend  alone  com- 
panionably  as  long  as  someone  looks  in 
on  them  and  tends  to  their  needs. 

As  for  feeding  and  other  care,  two  are 
very  little  more  trouble  than  one.  If 

you're  walking  your  dog,  you  might  as 
well  be  walking  your  two  dogs. 

Choosing  the  second  pet 
What  if  the  dog  or  cat  you  already  have 
is  elderly,  firmly  entrenched  in  the 
household,  and  set  in  its  ways?  In  those 
circumstances,  many  people  believe  that 
the  best  choice  for  a  new  pet  is  a  very 

young  kitten  or  puppy.  It's  a  rare  older 
cat  who  will  seriously  attack  a  kitten; 
the  same  with  a  dog  and  a  puppy.  Some- 

times, however,  it  is  really  mean  to  foist 
an  exuberant  youngster  on  an  elderly  cat 
or  dog.  The  young  one  can  drive  the  old- 

er animal  crazy  with  its  tireless  pestering 
and  playful  antics.  If  you  have  a  gentle, 
quiet,  older  pet,  it  might  be  best  to  bring 
in  a  nice-tempered,  young  but  fully- 
grown  (neutered)  animal  of  the  opposite 
sex.  Try  to  study  the  personality  of  a 
new  animal  you  are  considering,  to  de- 

cide in  advance  how  good  its  chances 
will  be  of  being  integrated  happily  into 
your  household. 

And,  by  the  way,  neutered  pets  adjust 
to  one  another  far  better  than  intact  ani- 

mals, especially  males.  It  can  be  risky  to 
introduce  an  unneutered  male  dog  into 
the  home  of  another  male  dog. 

Don't  hesitate  to  acquire  a  dog  when 
you  already  have  a  cat,  or  vice  versa. 
That  way  you  can  enjoy  the  special  qual- 

ities of  each.  But  you  must,  of  course, 

use  common  sense.  You  don't  bring  a 
kitten — or  any  cat,  for  that  matter — into 
a  household  with  a  dog  or  dogs  that 

think  it's  okay  to  chase  cats.  There  are 
dog  owners,  or  their  children,  who  think 

it's  amusing  to  sic  their  pet  on  the  neigh- borhood cats.  No  cat  should  ever  have  to 
defend  itself  in  a  home  with  such  a  dog. 
Nor  do  you  bring  a  puppy  or  a  timid  dog 
into  a  household  with  a  couple  of  full- 
grown,  hefty,  dog-hating  cats!

Weathering  the  first  few  weeks 

Some  people  believe  that  having  another 
person  actually  bring  the  second  animal 
into  your  home  is  preferable,  psychologi- 

cally, to  bringing  it  home  yourself.  Pre- 
sumably, the  resident  animal  will  feel 

less  threatened  and  rejected.  No  matter 
who  brings  in  the  new  animal,  however, 
it  is  important  to  give  the  original  pet  a 
lot  of  reassurance  and  extra  attention. 
For  the  first  few  weeks,  try  to  cuddle  the 

new  animal  at  times  when  the  other  isn't 
around. 

Don't  be  upset  if  your  resident  pet 
puts  up  a  terrific  show  of  hostility  at 
first.  Cats  especially  may  growl  and 
yowl  and  carry  on  for  days,  even  weeks, 
before  they  accept  the  newcomer.  You 
just  have  to  stick  it  out;  in  all  likelihood 
it  will  pass. 

Nevertheless,  you'll  want  to  make  it clear  that  the  new  animal  is  welcome 

and  is  not  to  be  abused.  Don't  lean  so  far 
over  backward  lavishing  attention  on  the 
older  animal  that  you  give  it  the  idea 

that  the  new  one  doesn't  belong  and 
should  be  driven  out  as  at  once. 

Sometimes  it  turns  out  that  the  prob- 
lem is  not  with  the  resident  animal  but 

with  the  newcomer.  Occasionally,  the 
new  animal  turns  into  the  aggressor  and 
terrorizes  the  household.  If  after  a  week 

or  so  of  this,  there  is  no  sign  of  its  set- 
tling in  amiably,  the  best  thing  to  do  is 

to  return  it  to  wherever  you  got  it  and 

pick  another  animal.  It's  not  fair  to  your 
original  pet  or  pets  to  subject  them  to 
this  kind  of  upsetting  intrusion. 

The  stray 

Probably  half  the  people  with  more  than 
one  pet  have  acquired  the  second  (third, 
fourth,  or  tenth)  unintentionally.  Having 

been  initiated  into  the  rewards  of  pet 
owning  by  their  first  animal,  they  are 
more  susceptible  to  the  plight  of  the 
waif.  The  impulse  to  pick  up  an  aban- 

doned animal  stems  from  one  of  the  loft- 
iest human  qualities — compassion — and, 

I  think,  should  be  honored  and  encour- 
aged. But  be  cautious  about  the  matter 

of  health.  If  the  poor  animal  you  can't resist  looks  sick,  take  it  to  a  veterinarian 
before  you  bring  it  home.  Even  if  it 
seems  healthy,  isolate  it  from  your  oth- 

ers (in  the  bathroom,  if  necessary)  until 
you  can  get  it  to  the  vet  for  a  checkup. 
Malnutrition  and  exposure  make  stray 
animals  easy  prey  to  disease,  and  you 

don't  want  to  put  your  healthy  animal  at risk. 

The  dog  or  cat  that  has  been  aban- 
doned is  usually  severely  stressed  and 

anxious.  It  may  be  in  such  a  state  of  ter- 
ror that  it  will  hide  or  strike  out  until  it 

is  sure  it  will  not  be  abused.  Once  it  is  re- 
assured, however,  this  animal  is  likely  to 

become  grateful  and  peace-loving,  will- 
ingly taking  a  back  seat  to  the  estab- 
lished pets.  Occasionally,  rarely,  a  stray 

animal  is  unsalvageable  in  terms  of  its 
personality  and  will  never  become  well- 
socialized. 

On  the  whole,  however,  with  a  stray 
you  get  an  extra  bonus  of  affection. 

Playing  it  cool 
Bear  in  mind  that  your  own  attitude  and 
behavior  can  strongly  influence  a  new 

pet's  integration  into  your  household. 
You  can't  control  the  reception  totally, 
but  you  can  make  it  either  smoother  or 
more  traumatic. 

If  you  are  convinced  that  your  darling 
pet  will  never  accept  a  new  animal,  that 
it  will  die  of  jealousy,  that  it  will  annihi- 

late a  newcomer,  your  animal  picks  up 
your  nervousness  and  acts  accordingly. 
Conversely,  if  you  let  it  be  known  that 
you  wish  to  have  this  new  animal,  that 
you  are,  after  all,  in  charge,  but  that  you 
don't  love  your  established  pet  any  the 
less,  it  gets  that  message,  too.  When  I 
once  had  a  garden  apartment  and 
seemed  always  to  be  acquiring  additional 
animals,  I  would  signal  the  arrival  of  a 
newcomer  by  simply  putting  down  one 
more  bowl  of  food  at  mealtime,  and  that 
was  that.  I  took  it  for  granted  they 
would  get  used  to  one  another,  and 
somehow  they  did. 

Whether  you  have  acquired  your  sec- 
ond pet  from  a  desire  on  your  part  to 

have  the  pleasure  of  another  animal  in 
your  home,  or  for  the  sake  of  your  single 
pet  to  keep  it  from  being  lonely,  the 
chances  are  you  will  both  benefit.  ■ 191

Spaced-out  soil 

A  plant's  worst  enemy  is  compacted  soil. 
Air  and  water  can't  get  to  the  roots,  and 
the  roots  themselves  can't  push  their 
way  between  the  closely  packed  soil  par- 

ticles. Breaking  up  the  soil  by  cultivation 
helps,  but  only  for  a  short  time,  since 
rainfall  quickly  pounds  the  particles  to- 

gether again.  Centuries  ago,  it  was  dis- 
covered that  calcium  would  flocculate 

the  soil — that  is,  make  the  particles 
clump  together  and  leave  open  spaces 
for  air,  water,  and  roots  to  get  through. 

Usually  applied  in  the  form  of  hme — 
calcium  carbonate — this  treatment  also 
helped  to  reduce  soil  acidity,  which  is 
another  advantage  for  most  crops.  Lime, 
however,  has  to  be  worked  into  the  soil 
to  do  its  work,  so  is  of  little  use  on  areas 

that  cannot  be  dug  up — an  established 
lawn,  for  instance.  However,  calcium 
sulfate,  known  as  gypsum,  will  penetrate 
soil  without  being  worked  in,  and  so  per- 

mits the  calcium  to  do  its  work  of  floc- 
culation  on  undisturbed  ground.  Gyp- 

sum also  has  a  buffering  effect — that  is, 
it  absorbs  chemicals  such  as  salt  that 

might  harm  plant  roots.  Spread  on  areas 
that  have  been  subjected  to  salt  runoff 
from  highways  or  drives,  it  prevents 

damage  to  grass  or  other  vegetation.  It's not  a  fertilizer,  so  cannot  burn  plant 

roots — in  fact,  it  helps  ordinary  fertiliz- 
ers do  their  work.  A  great  advantage  of 

gypsum  is  that  it  is  inexpensive  and 
available  in  easy-to-handle  sacks.  A

noon,  so  that  the  sun  can  shine  on  the 

part  you  are  not  using  and  keep  it  dry. 

I  I'd  like  to  come  bock  to  the 
1  polapa  that  you  use  so  much. 
I  How  long  does  it  last? 
Between  five  and  eight  years.  But  the 
I  framework  will  last  for  fifty  years.  Re- 
I  placing  the  palm  leaves  is  not  very  ex- 

pensive and  takes  only  a  week.  And 
I  because  it  is  flexible  it  is  very  resistant  to 
earthquakes  and  to  hurricanes.  The 

wind  goes  out  the  top  instead  of  lifting 
the  roof. 

I  notice  that  even  outside  on 

the  terrace  the  concrete  doesn't 
seem  to  get  hot.  Why  is  that? 
Partly  because  it  is  white  and  reflects, 
but  mostly  because  we  pound  it  with 
axes  and  irons  after  it  is  poured  to  create 
a  non-skid  texture  and  ventilation  chan- 

nels. Your  feet  have  contact  with  only 
about  half  the  surface,  the  other  half  is 
air. 

For  the  interior  floors  we've  come  to  the 
conclusion  that  natural  cement  is  the 

best  because  it  is  long  lasting.  But  the 
most  important  thing  to  me  is  that  the 
floors  are  all  in  one  piece.  I  love  the  idea 
of  being  able  to  do  a  floor  in  a  single 
stroke.  We  prepare  the  cement  and  do  a 
whole  room  without  a  single  junction. 

It's  just  fabulous — like  a  monolith. 

Marco,  many  people  tell  me  that 
they  are  amozed  at  how  you  are 
able  to  capture  the  personality  of 
the  owner  and  reflect  it  in  the 
house.  Can  you  tell  me  about  this? 

I've  had  the  luck  of  a  lot  of  collaboration 
from  my  clients  in  making  the  houses. 
When  we  are  constructing  the  houses  we 

discuss  them  together,  and  make  deci- 
sions together,  and  even  though  they  let 

me  do  many  things,  they  always  express 

their  opinions.  They  are  very  enthusias- 
tic and  happy  when  they  collaborate 

with  me  in  the  creation  of  what  we  be- 
lieve to  be  a  work  of  art.  Often  when  we 

finish  I  notice  a  change  in  my  clients; 

they  are  desperate  because  it's  over.  And 
really  finishing  the  house  implies  that  an 

adventure  is  over  and  they  have  to  de- 
vote themselves  to  another  kind  of  ad- 

venture, which  at  that  time  is  not  quite 
defined  in  their  thoughts. 
What  I  have  learned  about  houses  as  far 

as  their  functioning,  I've  learned  from 
my  clients.  I've  been  lucky  enough  to  re- 

main their  friend,  they  invite  me  to  their 
houses,  they  lend  them  to  me,  and  that  is 
what  gives  me  the  experience  I  have. 
Not  of  the  process  of  construction  but  of 
the  process  of  living  in  them,  the  process 
of  the  result.  Many  times  they  teach  me 
what  I  had  never  guessed.  I  constantly 
jot  down  the  experiences  of  the  people 
who  live  in  the  houses.  They  are  very 
important  to  me.  ■

al  has  two  tables  that  make  use  of  this, 
scissors  action  for  multilevel  use  as  welli 

as  for  flat  storage.  One  has  a  round  top,!^ 
36  inches  in  diameter,  of  thin,  varnishedf 
wood  planks  and  varnished  hardwood 
legs.  The  legs  cross  each  other,  forming 

a  tepee  shape  that  opens  and  closes,  al- 
lowing the  table  to  range  in  height  from 

24  to  28  inches  with  adjustments  under 
the  tabletop.  The  price  of  the  table  is 
$143.50.  (The  top  is  also  available  in 
white  plastic  laminate.) 

Another  one  has  a  30-by-40-inch  rect-i 
angular  top  with  rounded  edges  made 

with  a  plastic-laminated  wood  finish  and 
hardwood  legs.  The  table  adjusts  to 

three  heights — 18,  23,  and  27  inches — 
which  are  kept  in  place  by  screws  in  the 

top.  It  costs  $108.
